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$10 MILLION SUIT

Summer Sues To Terminate Casablanca Contract

Donna Summer filed suit Tues-
day (1-29) to terminate her re-
cording contract with Casablanca
Record and FilmWorks, suing the
label, President Neil Bogart, and
former manager Joyce Bogart for
an amount in excess of $10 million.

The complaint alleges that Sum-
mer’s 1977, 1978, and 1979 agree-
ments were the result of undue in-

fluence, misrepresentations, and

fraud owing to inadequate rep-
resentation in the negotiations.
Basis for this contention is that
Joyce Bogart, Neil Bogart’s wife,
was her manager and that there-
fore the label President had undue
influence on the stages of the nego-
tiations. Conflicts of interest on
the part of Summer’s former at-
torneys are cited because of alleged
dual loyalties to Summer and to
Casablanca.

Summer’s suit contends that the
contracts were unfair to her and
she received less than fair and
reasonable recompense for her re-
cording and film activities. The
action asks that the contracts be
considered terminated and that
Casablanca be enjoined from in-
terfering in new label negotiations,
in addition to requesting punitive
damages of $5 million and actual
damages in excess of $5 million.

Neil Bogart stated, “I was
thoroughly surprised to learn that
Donna Summer's lawyers filed a
lawsuit today involving Casablan-

ca. Donna and Casablanca have
enjoyed a fabulously successful
relationship in all facets of the en-
tertainment business . . . We look
forward to a continuing and suc-
cessful relationship together, cov-
ering at least the balance of the

three years remaining on her con-
tract.”

Summer’s only statement, aside
from expressing ‘“‘deep regrets,”
was, “I will leave the lawyering
to my lawyers if they will leave
the singing to me.”’

Former KFAT Staffers
Face Grand Theft Charges

Four former KFAT/Gilroy, CA
staffers have been charged with
grand theft following their dis-
missal from the ‘Progressive
Country”’ outlet.

Station General Manager Leo
Kesselman told R&R that last Oc-
tober, newly-arrived PD Doug
Drose (who has since departed
the station) decided to tighten up
KFAT's free-form format. Sev-
eral staffers expressed dissatisfac-
tion with the change and exited
the station November 6. Shortly
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thereafter, 1800 albums were dis-
covered missing from the KFAT
library.

The police were contacted and
four days later, the LP’s were
found in a locker in Santa Cruz,
registered under a false name. On
November 13, Rebecca Fenker,
Sherman Caughman, Theresa Cor-
tez, and Kathy Roddy were ar-
rested and charged with felonious
grand theft.

Station Wants To Drop It,
DA Says No

According to Kesselman, the
station, having recovered the al-
bums, asked the District Attorney’s
office to drop the charges, but the
authorities are unwilling to do so.
A preliminary hearing had been
set for Tuesday (1-29), but has
been postponed until March 4.

A four-year veteran of the sta-
tion, Kathy (Sully Sullivan) Roddy
told R&R: ‘“‘Although the station
wants to drop it, seeing as we are
pretty well known in the area and
this makes good press, it will stay
alive for a while. Right now we are
dealing with the labor board. The
station fired everyone, except for
a couple part-timers, and they re-
fused everyone unemployment.”’

While Roddy noted that ‘‘they
never found any property on any-
one arrested,” Rebecca Fenker’s
attorney Eugene M. Hyman has
planned a novel defense for his
client. Hyman’s contention is
that since the albums are merely
loaned to the station and remain
the property of the record com-
panies, the LP’s were not actually
stolen from the station. He has sub-
poenaed several local record pro-
mption people to pursue this line
of defense.

Doubleday Broadcasting has es-
tablished a new single-station high
price record by entering into an
agreement to purchase WBFG-FM/
Detroit for $8.25 million from
Trinity Broadcasting, subject to
FCC approval. The station is
currently programming religious
material, but based on Doubleday’s
past record of reviving stations
like KWK/St. Louis (formerly
dark, now Top 40 and the market’s
dominant station), a format change
is highly likely.

Stevens, in commenting to R&R

on the purchase, indicated that
Detroit’s high ranking in net consu-
mer spending (in the Top 5, ac-
cording to Stevens, as compared
to New York’s ranking of approxi-
mately 80th) made it a desirable
market to move into. That reason
combined with the scarcity of
available facilities to purchase in
the city, accounted in part for the
high price. Stevens also indicated
that the competitive situation in
Detroit was more to Doubleday’s
liking than that of other top 10
markets.

Aku Files Bankruptcy

Hal (Aku) Lewis, once described
as the world’s highest paid disc
jockey at $312,000 per year, filed a
bankruptcy petition last Thursday
(1-24), claiming inability to pay
the $1.3 million he owes T.H.C. Fi-
nancial, the Internal Revenue Serv-
ice, and several other firms and
individuals. If the petition is grant-
ed, Lewis will be exempt from his
current debts and will still be able
to keep his salary. However, owing
to the amount of his income, the
longtime KGMB/Honolulu morn-
ing man’s request may not be
granted.

Lewis told R&R he was ‘“‘not
busted, but insolvent,” adding
that he felt as if he had been “paint-
ed into a corner. I've already paid
them (T.H.C.) a million in cash,”
Lewis continued, “Now, it's up to
the courts.”

T.H.C. Financial, which went
bankrupt in November, 1976, re-
cently subpoenaed all records of
payments by KGMB to Lewis since
1976. Although Lewis had been
paying off the $1.3 million loaned
him by T.H.C. at $6500 per month —
about enough to cover the inter-
est — T.H.C. claims he currently
owes the company $891,000. Even
if he were not required to pay
T.H.C. off, Lewis’s bankruptcy
would not allow him to escape the
$93,000 he owes in back taxes to

FCC Votes 4-to-3 To Take Away 3 RKO
TV Licenses; Action Jeopardizes
Entire Radio Division; Stock Way Down
The FCC, in its boldest-ever action, voted last Thurs-
day to strip General Tire & Rubber Co. and its subsidiary
RKO General of the licenses of WOR-TV/New York, KHJ-
TV/Los Angeles, and WNAC-TV/Boston. A written order,
not due for several weeks, will ask RKO and other parties
to explain why RKO should be allowed to keep its 12 radio
stations and remaining Memphis TV outlet.

The 1976 license revocation of WSIB/Beaufort, SC was upheld by
the D.C. Appeals Court last weck. The station must go off the air by
February 13 unless it wishes to further appeal. The FCC revoked WSIB’s
license for fraudulent billing and lying to the Commission. The Court
agreed when financial responsibility is involved, misrepresentation of
even minor misconduct is grounds for revocation since the Commission

must “proceed on the basis of absolute trust and confidence in the rep-

resentations made to it by licensees.

Doubleday Gets OK
To Relocate Tower

A request from KEZK/St.
Louis, MO that WWWK/Granite
City, IL (licensed to Doubleday

interference as a result, but the
Commission pointed out that
rules require WWWK to make ad-
justments to eliminate any ‘‘rea-
sonable” interference.

NEA asserted that deregula-
tion would cause minorities to be
ignored. “The Commission states
that with the addition of EEO
rules, minority needs have been
better addressed. This merely
shows improvements have resulted
from regulation and does not ne-
cessarily imply that improvements
will continue without regulation,”
NEA said.

week expressing concern that if
deregulation occurs, stations will
stop carrying PSA’s.

“Campaign 80" will be the most extensive coverage of an election
year ever broadcast on CBS Radio, boasts CBS Radio Net VP/GM Dick
Brescia. Correspondents Charles Osgood and Reid Collins will coanchor.

Although it was an off book (O/N ’79) for
News and Talk stations in Miami, WKAT PD
Don Karnes says his ambition is to own the
Miami market. He admits he’ll probably
never beat dominant Spanish-formatted
WQBA, but he’s certainly going after all-
News WIHZ. Here’s how he plans to do it.

Karnes, who comes to WKAT after a career as a
Top 40 and Country PD, and a stint as PD at News/
Talk KSSX/Salt Lake City, says he's cteating program-
ming around his air personalities just like he used rec-
ords at a music station. “I've even taken a rock approach,
using humor and gimmicks. We have a cart to play
which sounds like machine guns and an atomic bomb
going off if someone swears on the air,’ he said.

Lower Demographic

“I want to prove a point. Talk radio is not between
60 and dead, "Kames said.* Youth is a viable talk market.
There are more young people out there buying Pintos
than there are middle-aged people buying Mercedes.”

To attract young listeners, Karnes hires young per-
sonalities. His Sports Director, Chris Myer, is 21 years
old. Callers are screened for age and younger callers get
on the air first. Programs dealing with gays, singles,
and single parents are frequently aired. WKAT has a
full-time gay rights reporter. “We don't want to do
away with all elderly listeners, just those who have no-
thing to do but call in with nothing to say,” Karnes said

How Do You Crack The Spanish Market?
Because of the large Cuban population in Miami,

Karnes programs to both Spanish and English-speaking
listeners. “We don't broadcast in Spanish, but we try to
correct misinformation people of different cultural back-
grounds have about each other. I always try to cross-—
relate topics; I'm always looking for the Spanish angle,”
he said. One of the needs expressed by the Spanish com-
munity, according to Karnes, is live baseball broadcasts,
so WKAT is trying to get the Atlanta Braves or the L.A.
Dodgers, since both teams train near Miami.

Controversy Lights Up Phone Lines

“We have strongly opinionated hosts. The more hate
mail we get, the better we like it. Controversy makes
good conversation,” notes Karnes, who encourages argu-
ments on the air like the one which followed when a
caller demanded that all Cuban immigrants go back
where they came from. ‘I want people to talk about
themselves. More listeners call inif talk radio is just like
gossiping over the back fence.”’

WKAT Has Live Cougar As Mascot

“We're spending a bundle,” Karnes says proudly.
“Our operating costs are around $1 million a year. We
just spent $50,000 on TV ads and $20,000 on jingles. The
owners (Nevada State Sen. William Hernstadt and his
wife Judith, who is WKAT Pres. & GM) are very sup-
portive.”

WKAT's most visible promotion is Princess, a Flori-
da cougar. ‘“We take her to shopping centers and give
away posters of her with the station frequency and call
letters. Princess raises people’s curiosity. They’re inter-
ested in her so they start listening to the station,” Kames
explained.

Soviet Spirit Sales To Soften?

The current American mood of hostility touched off by the recent Russian
invasion of Afghanistan s expected to cut into Soviet-imported Stolichnaya’s
lion's share of the deluxe vodka market, according to a recent report in
Advertising Age. While Stolichnaya experienced a 50 percent growth rate to
500,000 cases in 1979, gamering 65-70 percent of the deluxe market in the
process, the current International Longshoremen’s Union's refusal to unload
Soviet cargo has left cases of Ivan’s alcohol stranded offshore.

Similarly, labels which have sought a Russian image, regardless of where
actually produced, may find such image-building efforts backfiring, as U.S.
consumers (who have little awareness of a brand’s origin) could judge them
guilty by association. One thing is for certain, the American public's thirst
for the potato-based potion (95,600,000 gallons consumed in 1978) will be
quenched by numerous domestic and non-Soviet vodka manufacturers intent
on capitalizing upon the anticipated anti-Russian attitude.

Holograms In Holding Pattern

Holography, the process of using
photographic film and laser light to
create three-dimensional images
known as holograms, has not yet lived
‘up to its predicted potential over the
past decade, according to a recent
article in the Wall Street Journal
While the optical principle behind
holography was discovered in 1948
it was two years atter the develop-
ment of the laser (1962) before Em-
met Leith and Juris Upatnieks of the
University of Michigan produced
the tirst hologram.

Shortly thereafter, General Elec-
tric, the RCA Corp., IBM. and AT&T's
Bell Labs all launched extensive holo-
gram research and development ef-
forts. However, most of these pro-
grams have been severely curtailed,
due to the current consensus that the
research costs far exceed commer-
cial potential. Now, only a few small
firms produce holograms, principally
for advertising and display purposes.

Several factors have blocked the
widespread use of holograms. First,
it's difticult to produce clear images
larger than eight by ten inches. Sec-
ond, the initial cost in producing a

hologram ranges between several
hundred to several thousand dollars,
depending on the size and degree of
clarity desired. Third, although copies
are less expensive, there is insufficient
market demand to allow for a reduc-
tion in price. Fourth, hologram pro-
ducers usually lack the funds to pur-
sue patent inifringers — a common
practice.

But there may be renewed interest
in holography in the future, as demon-
strated by the following recent indus-

trial applications: holographic inter-
ferometery, consisting of superim-
posing two consecutive holograms of
an object for the purpose of non-
destructive test analysis; high-speed
optical recording, which the Alr Force
is planning to use in reconnaissance
and NASA is developing for the col-
lection of satellite data; and the pro-
duction of color projection systems
for holographic 3-D color films, one of
which was recently exhibited at the
Moscow Film Festival.

Eventide Debuts Two
Real-Time Analyzers

Eventide Clockworks Inc. has introduced two real-time audio spectrum ‘

analyzers, the "VTUOZ2" and the "AIB232,” designed for use in conjunction
with the Radio Shack "TRS-80" and the Apple computers, respectively.
Both units divide the audio spectrum from 20 Hz to 20 kHz into 31 three- |
octave bands, displaying these bands (and their relative amplitudes) on
the computer CRT. The units can then be used to measure sound and noise ;
levels, to optimize the equalization of a stereo or public address system, to
check the frequency response of audio components, and to aid in speech l
and sound pattern recognition as required by voice control systems.

The two analyzers are programmed in BASIC and the "AIB232" fea-
tures color capability — under software control, one or several of the bars
can change color in real time.

KSWO/Lawton, OK halted the use of
a promotional announcement for its new
bumper stickers when the ASPCA got into
the protest act.

Hey, KSWO should have known better
than to take on cat lovers all over Lawton,
OK, because the cat lovers knew enough
to call the station (over and over) and con-
tact the ASPCA, which in turn quickly
lodged an official protest with station
management.

KSWO staffer Don Kristee, who came
up with the promo copy, said, “(I guess)
it really isn’t cool to do that to a cat.”
Then he recut the prébmo sans the feline
reference. The lesson here: some cats you

just shouldn’t mess with!

Mediatrend Reports — How Good A

Predictor Of Arbitron?

No doubt many station managers would sell a
small part of their souls to the devil it they could
have a way to predict how their station might appear
in the alinighty Arbitrons. Well, tor slightly less than
a commitment to Lucifer, there may be a way that
rescarch can help. One of the remaining alternative
rating services, Media Statistics Inc., is often thought
of as a way to track vour station’s movement and
“predict” how you'll do in the locat Arbitron market
report. Why do broadcasters have this expectation
about the Mediatrend monthlv numbers. and just
how good are those numbers at foretelling what
vou'll see later in your Arbitron book?

Mediatrend — A Quick Look

In the 16 major markets where Mediastat util-
izes the monthly Mediatrend reports, the broadcas-
ters get quick feedback regarding the health of their
stations. In each of these markets Mediastat measures
two weeks of cach month on a Monday-Friday basis,
6am-midnight. Usually, within a week of the last
survey day the reports are tabulated and sent to the
subscribers. Thus, subscribers to the Atlanta Media-
trend report had estimates of November listening ha-
bits by early December, rather than having to wait
more than a month later for the O/N ‘79 Arbitron
report. By averaging the October and November
Mediatrend estimates a manager might be able to
tell what the Arbitron would show. The quicker
reading can also be helptul to programmers, and to
ad agencies, when there is a change in the market
and a quick tracking can help determine if a format
change or major promotion is working.

How Good A Predictor?

Given that the Mediatrend reports are turned
around faster than the longer Arbitron sweeps, how
useful are they to the management decision-making
process? What kind of batting average does Media-
trend usually come up with, in terms of reliably
tracking what the Arbitron will show? In order to
give vou some food for thought on this matter. R&R
organized an examination of the Oct./Nov. Arbi-
tron numbers versus the comparable estimates for
the Oct./Nov. Mediatrend reports.

We set up the comparison in this way: R&R
selected four of the 16 Mediatrend markets, all of
which also had an Arbitron sweep in the Fall. Care
was taken to select markets that were measured by
cach of the rating services during comparable weeks
in the two months, and we checked with Mediastat
President Jim Seiler to make sure that the markets

selected had as much overlap, in terms ol survey
dates. as possible with Arbitron in order tor the com-
parison to be meaningful. In each case, we examined
the Monday-Friday 6am-midmght average persons
124 share, metro, for the O/N ‘79 Arbitron and
the same daypart and demo tor Mediastat. In order
to reach an approximation of the O/N figures for
Mediatrend. we averaged their October and Novem-
ber estimates to arrive at an estimate comparable
to the Arbitron number. Ten stations, from most for-
mats, were examined in cach of the four markets.
The selected markets included Washington, D.C.;
Clevetand; St. Louis; and Atlanta

Batting Average .500

Statistically speaking, Mediatrend’s ability to
come within a share point of the comparable Arbi-
tron estimate earns the firm a batting average which
would make Rod Carew envious. In exactly half of
the 40 stations used in the comparison, the Monday-
Friday share figure arrived at when averaging the
two monthly reports for Mediatrend was within a
share point of the number shown in the Arbitron
for the same demo and daypart. Interestingly
enough, there appeared to be a trend which showed
that, in the markets examined at least, Mediastat’s
technique tracked certain formats more closely to
the Arbitron than others.

Format Scorecard

Pop/Adult stations were very well tracked by
the Mediatrend reports, when compared to Arbitron.
For example, the following leading P/A stations’
M-F estimates in the averaged Oct/Nov Mediatrend
were within a share, or less, of the Arbitron: KMOX,
WMAL. WGAR, WSB. In some of these cases the
numbers from the two companies agreed exactly.

Likewise, with Top 40 stations, Mediatrend ap-
peared to do a good job of predicting what Arbitron
would show. Within a share point of the Arbitron
were Mediatrend numbers for WPGC-AM-FM,
WZGC-FM, and WGCL. and the service tracked the
rise for KWK/WWWK in St. Louis.

Formats which were not tracked as closely, in
the examined markets, included AOR and Beautiful
Music. In all the examined markets, and among the
top ten stations, there were often differences of sev-
eral shares between what the two services showed
when comparing stations with AOR and BM formats.

Comparison Caveat

Please remember that there are hazards when
comparing apples and oranges, which is what we

Arbitron, RAM Look At Burke Systems

As Burke Broadcast Research produces its fi-
nal ratings books, other ratings firms have dis-
played an interest in acquiring part of Burke's
svstemis and procedures. Arbitron Radio VPIGM
Rick Aurichio recently flew to Cincinnati to
discuss such a possibility with Roger Schorr of
Burke. In a letter this week. however, Aurichio
told Schorr that Arbitron will not purchase
Burke computer systems due to possible com-
petitive restraint implications. RAM GM John
Patton tells R&R that his firm might be in.
terested in Burke's ideas. Only Mediastat shows
no interest in gleaning some value from the
Burke policies and procedures.

RAM Installs First Micro Processing Units

RAM Research will soon have the first of its
subscribers on-line and able to access data
through MPU’s located in the stations. To
date, CKLW, WTM]J, and WAKY have signed
to have the equipment installed. It will allow
stations to access RAM qualitative and quanti-
tative data through a discette sent to the sta-
tion. The local MPU will also be compatible
with the San Diego-hased RAM system, mak-
ing further analyses possible.

BRC Meeting Held :

The Radio Committee of the Broadcast Rating
Council met Tuesday (1-22) in New York.
Items on the agenda included the attempt hy
RAM Research to acquire accreditation of its
ratings service this vear. Currently, Arbitron
and RADAR reports are the only accredited
radio surveys. Also up for discassion is the ef-
fort by Ted Dort, GM of WGAY-AM-FM,
Washington, to get the BRC to again take a stand
for delisting stations which run on-air announce-
ments. Dorf hopes such a stand may pressure
Arbitron into adepting this position also.

CBS Wins Again, Takes Over Season Lead

CBS, which had been steadily gaining on ABC for weeks in the all-out battle for season supremacy, has finally emerged
on top of the season's Nielsen standings after winning the race for the week ending January 27. CBS has won all four
weeks of 1980, and placed 12 shows in the top 21 last week (including both shows tied for 20th), eaming a 21.7 aver-
age rating in the process. ABC was second with 20.3 and seven shows among the toppers, while NBC had 16.5 and
just two high-rankers.

Pacing the CBS victory was “Dukes Of Hazzard,” which beat perennial contender “60 Minutes” for the top spot.
Following were 3) "Three's Company” (ABC) 4) “MASH" (CBS) 5) "Trapper John MD" (CBS) in a strong showing 6) “Little
House On The Prairie” (NBC) 7) ‘Taxi” (ABC) 8) “Tenspeed And Brown Shoe” (ABC special) 9) "Fantasy Island"
(ABC), and 10) “House Calls” (CBS), breaking the top ten for the first time.

A tie for 11th led off the second ten, as "Archie’s Place” (CBS) matched the “People‘s Choice Awards" (also CBS)
Next were 13) “Happy Days' (ABC) 14) “Knotts Landing"” (CBS), scoring well on Iits own now without assistance from
parent show “Dallas” (which wasn't on last week) 15) “Alice” (CBS) 16) “Once Upon A Family" (CBS special) 17) "Good
Time Giris” (ABC) 18) “CHiPs" (NBC) 19) "Eight Is Enough’’ (ABC) and 20) a tie between two CBS programs, “incre-
dible Hulk" and "One Day At A Time."

Our Worst War Mistake

FRIDAY, FEB. 8: A couple months after the “day that will live in infamy, " the Japanese sneak attack on Pear!
Harbor, there was growing American sentiment to quickly lock up everyone who looked oriental.

On this date in 1942 the U.S. House Un-American Activities Committee recommended physically moving all Japan-
ese nationals from the West Coast to imprisonment inland. A Presidential Order followed 2-19-42, and well over 100,000
were evacuated and put in detention camps, some as far east as Arkansas and Texas.

Finally given the opportunity to leave camps by joining the U.S. military. many young Japanese-Americans did. Their
442nd Regimental Combat Team suffered over 9000 casualties in ltaly and France and emerged the most-decorated unit in
American history.

During their detention — which lasted until early 1945 — the Japanese-Americans lost an estimated $400 million in
personal assets. They were later compensated at the rate of about a dime to the dollar.

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Marketing A New Product

O ne of the most difficult, yet potentially
most rewarding, areas of marketing de-
cision-making is the introduction of a new prod-
uct or service. The most recent estimate that |
could locate was that only one out of every 58
new products introduced onto the market can be
considered a success. This failure rate for new
products is disturbing, for it represents literally
billions of dollars wasted by American industry
each year in its constant striving for innovative
products which will ensure growth in company
sales.

T he radio and recording industries are in a
position such that new product intro-
duction is practically an everyday occurrence.
Record companies are continuously signing and
introducing new artists, and new albums and
singles are released on a daily basis. Similarly,
radio stations, due to the short “product life
cycles” of most records they play, are constantly

| introducing new tunes to their audiences. (Many

stations may try to avoid new product marketing
by waiting for competing stations to play a rec-
ord first and determining its popularity before

| adding it to the playlist.) Radio stations are also

engaged in new product marketing when they
make a format change, bring in a new on-air
talent, or begin using a new station |ID, news for-
mat, etc. While any new product introduction is
fraught with the possibility of failure, there are
procedures which can be implemented in order
to help minimize the chances of a costly market-
ing error

Steps In New Product Planning

The introduction of a new product should
be the logical outcome of a systematic new
product planning process. There are numerous
approaches advocated for setting up this pro-
cess, but they all share the following three basic
steps:

¢ New idea generation

® Screening
* Concept testing

The idea generation step refers to the pro-
cedures which are used to come up with ideas
for possible new products. Sometimes ideas sim-
ply land on your doorstep (for instance, when a
new artist arrives on the scene). A lot of good
ideas come from the suggestions of your cus-
tomers — and a lot of bad ideas too (e.g., “‘Dear
Sirs: My brother-in-law is very talented and would
make an outstanding (pick one) a. disc jockey;
b. lead singer; c. company president; d. super-
starl””) Many companies use internal “’brain-
storming’’ sessions to help get the creative juices
flowing — these sessions should be very free-
wheeling and designed to simply generate new
ideas, not evaluate them or accept or reject
them. Evaluation occurs during subsequent
steps in the planning process.

In the screening stage, the various new
ideas are examined with respect to their
basic feasibility, consistency with company
goals, amount of resources required, etc. It is at

e

this step that the “’gut feel” of management can
be invoked to either reject or accept an idea for
further analysis. For example, the PD may get
together with the Music Director and some of
the jocks in order to consider which new releases
should be added to the station’s playlist. Many
(most?) of the new releases can be rejected at
the screening state, perhaps by consensus of the
group, an “executive decision” by the PD, or
based on lack of airplay anywhere else in the
country. Those records which seem to offer
some potential would pass the screening stage
and then be subjected to concept testing.

activities designed to test the market-
ability of a new product. Concept tests can be
based upon written verbal descriptions of a new
product, pictorial representations, or even proto-
types of the actual product. In the radio and rec-
ord industries, “‘the sound” may be the single
most important factor in determining the success
of a record, a jock, a format, etc. Thus, it would
appear reasonable to test new products and serv-
ices by actually exposing some sampling of the
intended audience to the potential product.

( :oncept testing refers to a set of research

Concept tests can range from fairly sim-
ple and inexpensive focus groups to
complete market surveys. The nature and cost of
the concept test should vary directly with the
magnitude of the decision to be made on the
basis of the test. The decision to hire a $50,000-a-
year jock is considerably more important than is
the decision to add any particular record to the
playlist. Taken together, however, the decisions
on all the records on the playlist may be more
important than the decision on a new jock

are asked to indicate their reactions to
the product of interest. How much do they like
it? Would they like to listen to it? What aspects
of it do they like most? Like least? Etc. In some
respects, the music research done by many radio
stations closely resembles a concept test. New
records are “tested” on a sample of the audi-
ence before adding them to the playlist. How-
ever, most research is conducted on records al-
ready being played by other local stations, so
the products are not really “‘new” in that sense
S imilarly, some record companies use
audience tests to determine the most
desirable cuts on an album, for instance. The
best cuts are then usually the ones selected for
release as singles. However, most of these sorts
of decisions are based upon executive guess-
work and hunches, which result in a lot of wasted
production and promotional effort. It is really
hard to market a “turkey” no matter how many
resources you throw into it

Testing New Talent

nother area in which the recording in-
dustry could use a concept testing ap-

proach is the decision as to whether or not to
sign a new artist. My guess is that very few of
those decisions are currently made on the basis
of systematic research. A cursory examination of
the racks in any record store reveals an incredible
number of artists, the bulk of which, | wager,
contribute very little or nothing at all to com-
pany profits. By concept testing new artists’ basic |
appeal, record companies could sign fewer art-
ists but then devote more resources per artist to
proper marketing and promotional support. The
signing of a weak artist is a drain on comnany
resources, both in financial terms and in terms of
managerial time and effort. It is better to market
a quality product whenever possible, and con-
cept testing can help to assure that quality

Testing On-Air Talent ’

When advertisers begin a new ad campaign |
which utilizes some sort of spokesper-

son (e.g, O.). Simpson for Hertz, Mochammad Ali
for D-Con Roach Killer), they usually undertake
rather extensive concept testing in order to de-
termine the target audience’s reaction to the
spokesperson. Often, spokespeople are rejected
because they don’t project the proper image for

the product, or more generally, don’t increase 1 ‘

the perceived value of the product in the mind
of the consumer |
A radio station’s on-air talent can be viewed |
as the station’s spokespeople in the sense that |
listeners identify the station, to at least some |
degree, on the basis of the people they hear on
the station. Therefore, it seems reasonable that a
concept testing approach could help a station l
“match” new talent as best possible to the desired
station image and/or key listener targets. :
|
A concept test for on-air talent could be
conducted by obtaining, say, a half-hour |
taped segment of the jock’s show and then play- |
ing that for members of a focus group. Following
the playing of the tape, the group would be ask-
ed to discuss their reactions to and evaluations |
of the jock. This procedure would be especially
useful in a case where more than one person is
being considered for the position — let your
audience tell you which one they like best. Focus
groups are not the ultimate in research sophisti-
cation, but they do represent at least a first step
beyond simple management intuition. In some
large markets, with a great deal at stake, some
form of market survey might be used to concept |
test the jock even more extensively

Built Like A Brick Mousetrap

f course, designing the so-called “better ;
mousetrap”’is only half the battle. Any |

new product introduction must also utilize an
effective promotional effort. However, the bet-
ter mousetrap is the crucial starting point. The |
worst possible situation in marketing is to have
an excellent promotional campaign for an inferior |
product — people will try it once and, disap- |
pointed, reject it forever. Thus, a good product is
the sine que non for successful new product mar-
keting.

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WAS STEVE DAHL RIGHT?
Disco’s Top 40 Future

What happened? Disco came and went about as fast an any trend in American history.
Radio stations from coast to coast were so excited about ‘‘the disco phenomenon’ that they
abandoned their old formats in favor of nothing but the danceable music. That was about a
year ago and now, twelve months later, Disco stations are evolving in so many different
directions any format integrity that once existed is gone.

The *‘disco sucks’’ cry rang out from Chicago, boosted by the much-publicized cam-
paign mounted by WLUP's Steve Dahl. Pretty soon in cities all over people were pres-
suring their peers into thinking that disco *‘wasn’t cool.” With the perfect gift of 20/20 hind-
sight, we all should have seen it coming. Peer pressure is a magical thing with powers far
beyond the modulation of any radio station.

If It’s Not Good, Then It Must Be Bad

So now comes the backlash, and that may not be the best of all possible courses of ac-
tion, especially for Top 40 radio. The backlash goes something like this: well, if our audi-
ence thinks that “disco sucks,” then we just won't play any disco music and we'll be fine.
Sure, it's a generalized statement, but I've heard more than a few Top 40 PD's say exactly
that and they weren't kidding.

Any station that really considers itself to be ‘“mass appeal’ should think twice before
flatly denying airplay to any particular style of music. If there is one Top 40 PD in America
who has given the disco problem a lot of thought it’s Bill
Tanner of Y100/Miami. Bill's station was among the
first of the Top 40's to recognize the value of progamming
selected disco product, and at times his playlist became
very disco-oriented. The ethnic makeup of the South
Florida area accounted for a lot of what Bill did on Y100,
but the station was very successful with a mass audi-
ence even when they were playing lots of disco tunes.

A fast look at the Miami and the Miami-Ft. Lauder-
dale combined Arbitrons shows Y100 with some hefty
losses during the October-November sweep; but if you
think disco’s sagging popularity was the cause, you're
wrong. Bill was already aware that disco had started to
slip prior to the Fall rating period. In fact he’d made

musical changes on Y100 to reflect that very fact. Unfortunately for Y100, several other
stations within the Dade-Broward country area were changing too. The combination of
multiple changes within South Florida radio hurt Y100 the most, but it had the most to lose.

The Tactics Of Trends
Above and beyond Y100's recent losses in the ratings, there remains a common sense
attitude to programming Top 40 within Bill Tanner that I asked him to share with all of us.
Since he was in a market strongly influenced by disco I asked him what happened to disco’s
tremendous popularity.

“Now that disco has been so burned out in the public
ear, those disco songs that cross over from a strictly eth-
nic appeal to true mass appeal are going to have to be
pretty big hits.”’
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“First of all, the young audience, and I mean primarily the 12-34’s, is very influenced
by fads. They love to be at the forefront of things and for a while they were into disco, but
now they're not. I think the reasons they're not are many.

“For starters, disco was over-promoted. When disco was leaping at you from televi-
sion, magazines and newspapers, almost every day, the kids that once thought disco was a
pretty hip thing began to change their minds. It's the same old theory that comes back to
haunt us time after time . . . kids don’t want to be doing what their parents are doing.

“Part two is that disco, as a whole, was vastly overrated nationally. I don't think it
ever really had the appeal in Topeka that it had in New York or Miami. The print media
tended to make us all think that John Travolta in ‘Saturday Night Fever' made disco mass
appeal on every Main Street in America. I don’t think that was ever the case. In South
Florida disco's popularity was rooted in the ethnics, particularly the females. But more
and more now we're catching up with some other cities around the country, and rock and
roll is making a popularity comeback."

You spotted that happening late last summer and adjusted the sound

of Y100 accordingly, but how did you see it coming? What were the signs

that told you disco was slipping in Miami?

“It's always been part of a PD's job to spot the trends, interpret them and implement
them, if necessary. Disco was just like any other trend in that it came and went. Of course
the tricky part is not spotting the trend's arrival, but knowing when the trend is about to end.

“We picked up disco’s demise just about everywhere we looked. We got it from the
attitudinal research we were doing as part of our call-outs. You saw it in the clubs when
people were getting up to dance to things like ‘My Sharona’ by the Knack. Every piece of
research we did, both formal and informal, told us that disco had run its course with the
masses and was sliding back into being a more ethnic appeal sound.”

Musically, what did you do to Y100 at that point?

“We backed off. We had been running a disco show at night called ‘Studio 100,’ during

which we'd play 20-minute sweeps of all dance-type product. Sometimes within those seg-

ments we'd play a long version of a disco song or even an album cut from a big disco album
that might not yet be a hit single, but something that was getting a lot of local club ex-
posure. ‘Studio 100’ was the first thing to go.

“I saw a lot of Top 40's around the country just stop playing any disco product al-
together, but that’s not what we did here. The hits remained and the marginal product went
away. Now, if you consider ‘Don’t Stop 'Til You Get Enough’ a disco record, then we still
play disco. But we no longer play, say, a Shalamar LP cut that we might have used in the
‘Studio 100"’ show last summer. It’s the hits and that’s about as basic a philosophy as any
Top 40 station can have.

“There will continue to be disco hits or rhythm hits or dancemusic hits, whatever you
want to call them. People will still make giant hit records that other people can and will
dance to. That's not going to change. But I think now that disco has been so burned out in
the public ear, those disco songs that crossover from a strictly ethnic appeal to true mass
appeal are going to have to be pretty big hits. I saw somewhere that Donna Summer was
going to cut a non-disco album. Michael Jackson has hit number one here with a kind of
medium tempo song, and even KC & The Sunshine Band’s new song is less disco and more
rock and roll.”

Then disco is not dead for Top 40 radio . .
is hits?

“That’s it. A hit is a hit is a hit, and if it gets to the point where it appeals to enough of
your target audience (whatever your target is) you should play it. People generally fall
into two types of ‘music consumers,’ they either like a variety of music styles or they're
heavily into one particular type (rock, disco, jazz, etc.). Right now Miami is getting inter-
ested in rock and roll. Just look at the ARB and you can see it happening, but a big mistake
would be for any station in this market to just go all rock and roll. It proved to be a mistake
for lots of stations to go all disco when, in my opinion, all you had to do was recognize that
disco was getting very popular and integrate the best of it into your Top 40 music mix. Sure,
Y100 played a lot of disco, but Y100 is in South Floria. If we'd been doing a station in
Phoenix, it wouldn’t have sounded the same.

“But now another problem raises its ugly head. The record companies weren't a
whole lot smarter than many of the radio programmers who jumped on the disco band-
wagon. They jumped into disco with both feet, signing and releasing anything that even
sounded remotely disco. Disco sagged, and now the record companies are rushing out rock
and roll records like there's no tomorrow. Trying to keep Y100 as mass appeal as possible,
I find myself looking around for good old ‘pop’ records. Hard rock is great for the men,
especially the 18-24's, but women are the backbone of contemporary Top 40 radio. A lot of
the singles being released right now are straight-ahead rock and roll. I want a mixture of
music on Y100 that is rock, pop, and hit black or ethnic appeal music. I mean, right now I'm
playing Foreigner in middays, and it's a hit record here, but it’s not my first choice for a
great female appeal sound.

“We, and by we I mean the record industry and the radio industry, have got to stop
overreacting to things. Trends and fads are always going to surface, breathe for a while,
and then fade away. Maybe the whole disco number we all did dn ourselves will help us
remember that fact the next time a similar situation presents itself."”

As our editorial said last week (R&R 1-25), “‘fads fade fast.” An oversimplification
perhaps, but still true. If disco popularity has faded, or even if disco’s appeal was never as
widespread as we were leading ourselves to believe, fine. But now to say flatly, *“We don’t
play any disco,” is the same kind of knee-jerk logic that turned some radio stations to all-
Disco in the first place.

Bill Tanner has a handle on it when he says variety is what makes good Top 40 work.
The hits should be played even if they do have a strong bass line and a high-hat cymbal.
Any Top 40 that wants to be around for a period of years as opposed to months has to avoid
the pitfalls of being enveloped by fads in music. The same thing could be said about any
record company.
