BMI Cuts Song 
Logging Period 
To Three Days 

Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI) has cut from 
seven to three the number of days radio sta- 
tions must log the songs they air. VP/Licen- 
sing Larry Sweeney says, however, the 
tradeoff is that the number of stations re- 
quired to keep logs will be upped by 50% . 

According to Sweeney, reports from 
more stations will give BMI a "more 
representative sample" while halving the 
logging period should relieve the "ad- 
ministrative and paperwork burden" on 
stations. 

Data from the logs are used to determine 
how BMI distributes the music licensing 
fees it collects from radio stations among 
writers and publishers. Sweeney says BMI 
tries to stagger logging so that each station 
participates once a year.

New Call Sign Rules Trigger 
Flood Of Changes 

In the ten days since the FCC's loosened 
call letter rules took effect (1-20), the Com- 
mission has been deluged with requests for 
name changes. Apparently many stations 
were just waiting for new procedures, in 
which new rolls are assigned as quickly as 
one day after they're requested. 

New Calls were assigned to 44 stations 
this week, about three times the previous 
average. While none of the call signs ap- 
pears to suggest obscenities or ethnic slurs, 
at least one set was previously off limits. 
KPRZ/Los Angeles was renamed KUSA. 
The station had been seeking those letters 
for some time, but ran afoul of the now - 
defunct requirement that "suitable clear- 
ance" be obtained to use letters that spell 
the name of a government agency or US 
President. Can KFBI, WCIA and WJFK be 
far behind? Other calls assigned this week 
include WLTW/New York (formerly 
WKHK), WVOJ/Jacksonville (WOZN), 
KLOK-FM/San Francisco (KGO-FM), 
KTCJ/Minneapolis (KTCR), KLZZ/San Di- 

ego (KPRI), and KLUV/Dallas (KLVU). 
Meanwhile, in a petition for partial recon- 

sideration, NAB has asked the FCC to re- 
sume its role in resolving call letter dis- 
putes, a job now left to local courts. NAB 
buttressed its case with a study, "Call Let- 
ter Confusion and Its Ratings Impact," pre- 
pared by the firm Hiber, Hart & Patrick. 

KWRM Severs Mutual 
Affiliation Over Issue Ads 
A three-day, $50,000 schedule of ads 

bought by the American Federation of 

Teachers (AFT) last week cost Mutual the 
affiliation of KWRM/Corona, CA. The spots 
called on President Reagan and Congress to 
address the "unfinished agenda in educa- 
tion." KWRM GM Pat Michael said he 
feared the ads left the station open to equal 
time requests. 

While unable to comment on the specific 
case, FCC Fairness/Political Broadcasting 
Branch Chief Milt Gross said, as a general 
rule, issue advertising that raises a con- 
troversial issue of public importance trig- 
gers a Fairness Doctrine obligation to treat 
all sides of the issue somewhere in the sta- 
tion's overall programming. 

If issue ads attack a candidate, Gross 
said the equal time rule doesn't come into 
play until the candidate has qualified for 
the ballot in ten states. Even then, time 
would only have to be furnished to can- 
didates of the same party until after the 
nominating conventions this summer. 

Gross said stations needing guidance on 
political broadcasting questions are wel- 
come to call him and his staff at (202) 
632-7586. 

Stations Cleared To Decline 
Obscene Campaign Ads 

Although Hustler publisher Larry Flynt 
dropped his bid for the GOP presidential 
nomination in December, the FCC has gone 
ahead and resolved the troubling question 
Flynt raised. The flamboyant publisher had 
vowed to air sexually explicit ads, claiming 
protection under the law strictly prohibiting 
broadcasters from censoring ads by can- 
didates for federal office. In a letter to Rep. 
Tom Luken (D -0H), FCC Chairman Mark 
Fowler has concluded that broadcasters 
are not obligated to carry obscene political 
ads. After studying the matter, the Com- 
mission ruled that the no -censorship 
clause is not meant "to confer immunity on 
broadcasters for violations of the federal 
prohibition against utterance of obscene or 

aneech on the air," Fowler wrote. 

Rod Porter Named Deputy 
Mass Media Bureau Chief 
The new Deputy 

Chief for the FCC's 
Mass Media Bureau 
is Rod Porter, cur- 
rently chief of that 
bureau's Policy & 

Rules Division. Por- 
ter, whose appoint-

U.S.-Canada Ink 
New AM Pact 

Extended daytimer hours and quadrupl- 
ed nighttime power for Class 4 stations are 
among the terms of a new AM agreement 
signed in Ottawa recently by the United 
States and Canada. 

The new daytimer hours went into effect 
in December, but formal signing of the pact 
clears the way for the FCC to grant lkw of 
nighttime power to Class 4's, now limited to 
250 watts at night. A rulemaking for the 
higher power is already underway. 

Most of the negotiations were taken up in 
resolving incompatibilities among 650 ap- 
plications for new fulltime AMs on the 25 

American and seven Canadian clear chan- 
nels. Those disputes have been settled, but 
both countries have agreed to continue a 
freeze for new fulltime stations on the 
clears for another six months. 

FCC Lets Battles Begin 

For 12 RKO Radio Stations 
It looks as if the fate of RKO's 12 radio stations could be decided 

much faster than previously expected. Last week 171 competing applica- 
tions for those stations (and WHBQ-TV/Memphis) were taken out of 
legal limbo by the FCC, which decided to begin processing them at once. 

The previous plan had been to wait until 
the issue of RKO's basic character 
qualifications is settled in the renewal pro- 
ceeding now underway for KHJ-TV/Los 
Angeles, in which Fidelity Television is 
challenging RKO. At issue in the first phase 
of that rage is whether RKO's fitness to hold 
a broadcast license has been destroyed by 
the misconduct and lack of candor with the 
FCC that resulted in the denial of renewal 
for WNAC-TV/Boston. 

Months Or Years Saved 
But last week, at the request of an appli- 

cant for the Memphis TV license, the Com- 
mission changed its mind, saying it sees 
"no harm" in starting all the RKO cases 
now, instead of waiting. The step could end 
up shaving months or even years off the 
time needed to award each license. 

The first step will be the posting of a 
cutoff notice listing RKO's 13 renewal ap- 
plications and the 171 competing applica- 
tions. That will trigger a short period for the 
parties to amend their proposals, and for 
the filing of petitions to deny. Next the FCC 
staff will prepare notices designating each 
of the licenses for a comparative hearing to 
weigh the merits of RKO's performance 
against the promises of the challengers. 

What happens next depends on whether 
the KHJ race has yet been completed. If it 
has - and RKO has been ruled unfit - the 
hearings would begin with only the 
challengers considered. If the KHJ case is 
still pending, the Commission could either 
wait for it to end, or start the other hearings 

and winnow out clearly unqualified appli- 
cants. 

If the KHJ case drags on significantly, 
grants in the other 13 cases might be made, 
but conditioned on the Los Angeles out- 
come. That's considered unlikely, however, 
because the law judge handling KHJ has 
been ordered to move quickly. He'll begin 
hearing witnesses in May or June, and a 
lawyer close to the case says an initial rul- 
ing could come as early as this fall. 

RKO Wins Major 
Procedural Victory 

RKO got some good news last week when 
the FCC ruled for the first time that, in the 
KHJ case, it can use the entire group's 
broadcast record. That will give RKO far 
more ammunition to use in trying to prove 
its character qualifications. 

The Commission explained its decision by 
saying "it is essential ... that RKO be 
allowed to introduce all relevant and 
material evidence pertaining to its system- 
wide history, policies, and practices as a 
licensee. This will permit the ALJ (ad- 
ministrative law judge) to make an evalua- 
tion, based on the issue arising out of the 
Boston proceeding, of RKO's qualifications 
to remain the licensee of both KHJ-TV and 
its 13 other broadcast stations."

Radio Freedom More Likely 
After Positive Deregulation Talks 

The prospects of radio escaping program quotas or public access re- 

quirements seemed to be improving last week following two negotiating 
sessions among key members of the House Telecommunications Subcom- 
mittee. 

Although no deals were struck, both sides showed a new willingness to compromise in 

order to get a bill everyone can live with. One participant said that, for the first time, Subcom- 

mittee Chairman Tim Wirth (D -CO), "was willing to consider taking radio out of the package." 
At the same time his opponents, Reps. Tom Tauke (R -IA) and Billy Tauzin (D -LA), hinted 

they might be willing to soften their stance on thorny issues like TV programming standards, in 

return for total freedom for radio. 
Both sides had feared the meetings would collapse in bitter disagreement, but were sur- 

prised and pleased at the new atmosphere of conciliation that prevailed. A third session was 

slated for this Wednesday (2/1). 
A Wirth aide commented, "He's feeling pretty good about this, that we'll come up with 

something positive." The aide said if progress continues, a compromise bill could be ready for 

a subcommittee vote by the end of February. He stressed, however, that for the moment 

Wirth still favors public access for radio, that there should be "some standard of accountability 

for the industry."

Thirteen Stations Vindicated 
The FCC has a two-tier fine process. 

First, it sends out an "apparent notice of 
liability." A station then has a chance to de- 
fend itself, possibly having a fine reduced 
or eliminated, before an "order to forfeit" 
is issued. 

Under that process, the Commission has 
rescinded EEO fines previously levied 
against WDJD/Jackson, MI; WEEW/ 
Washington, NC; WHHM/Marshall, NC; 
WMTY/Greenwood, SC; WHRT/Hartselle, 
AL; KHIL & KNCX/Willcox, AZ; KHFM/ 
Albuquerque; WADR/Remsen, NY; 
WBCW/Jeanette, PA; WSDC/Hartsville, 
SC; and KBYP/Shamrock, TX. Several of 
the stations proved they have fewer than 
five employees and are thus exempt from 
EEO reporting. KYOU/Greeley, CO was 
relieved of a $500 fine for inaccurate logs.

How The Battle Goes 

AOR is dying! CHR, har 
days of Top 40 basics, is back 
Black is white! 

All three of the above 
statements are false. You pro- 
bably figured the third one was, 
but what about the first two? 
Isn't AOR on its last legs in the 
face of the CHR onslaught? Is 
CHR stronger than bear's breath 
wherever you look? Not neces- 
sarily. Let's look at the reality of 
the situation, as evidenced by a 
cross-section of the fall Arbitron 
results. Based on the following 
analysis both formats have 
something to cheer about. 

Cross -Section Analyzed 
I thought it might be interest-

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Coleman Doing AM Stereo Study 
Jon Coleman has announced that his research firm has launched a na- 

tional study of the potential impact of AM stereo. A national cross-section of 
12-54 year -olds is being surveyed this month to garner feedback about the 
concept of AM stereo and the reaction to it in markets where stations are 
already broadcasting such signals. 

Coleman told R&R, "There is concern that the promoting of AM stereo 
may not have the beneficial impact AM broadcasters are looking for." 

FM Listening Levels Out 
An Arbitron Radio study in 10 of the top 20 markets shows that FM 

listening levels grew only 2.8 % from spring '82 to spring '83. Specifically, 
Dallas became the top FM penetration market analyzed, with FM garnering 
a 69.4% share of listening. Overall, FM's share of listening grew in seven of 
the ten examined metros.

CHR, on the 
other hand, is definitely on the 
upswing and may lure marginal 
stations - no matter what for- 
mat - to the sound of the hits.

The Six Million Dollar 
Manager, Part V 

The fifth chapter in our serialization picks ups where 
we left off, discussing the last of four sales foundation 
stones - the early -warning system. From there we move 
on to other aspects of successful station selling, including 
markdowns, expanding the sales staff, and pricing. 

Now, we come to (4) - the 
early -warning system that allows 
inventory management at least 60 
days ahead. 

And, "management" means 
pricing the inventory to move as 
well as persuading the sales 
department to focus their atten- 
tion on it. 

We are children in radio in this 
phase of operation. We would go 
banco in the retail business be- 
cause excess inventory always 
sneaks up on radio station 
management - except for you, of 
course. 

Now, with the computer 
(presuming correct programm- 
ing, which I know to be an un- 
justified presumption) we have a 
tool that takes the eyestrain, 
backache, pencil -pushing work 
out of calculating inventory. 

We can look 60-90-120 days 
ahead. We can but usually don't. 
And we can spot inventory build- 
ups and can do what your friendly 
department store does - we put 
the merchandise on sale. We take 
our markdowns. And we take 
them promptly. 

Right after July 4, every depart- 
ment store offers swimwear at 
30-40 percent off. There's still at 
least seven more weeks of sum- 
mer swimming but they mark the 
goods down because they know 
there is a dwindling opportunity to 
sell the goods at any price, much 
less at Grid One. 

Take Markdowns Promptly 
Taking your markdowns 

promptly is one sign of a good 
merchant - even when the mark- 
downs hurt. And the mark of ef- 
fective inventory management in 
radio station managers. 

In the folklore of radio, selling 
goods at a markdown prior to 24 
hours before the goods vanish into 
the space-time continuum is a 
no -no. 

The legends in radio are of the 
stations with the $700 open rate in 
a market outside the top ten, the 
guy who got $180 a spot when the 
going rate was only $110, etc., etc. 

The realities are often quite dif- 
ferent. 

Panicky stations - and big sta- 
tions can be as panicky as the 
small ones - bonus drivetime 
spots to reach GRP levels or effi- 
ciencies an agency is demanding 
with a last-minute order. 

Or the reality is the rep grinding 
you for a rate that is not only well 
below your card for the availabili- 
ty but below the lowest grid 
because your competition alleged- 
ly is bonusing three for one, etc., 
etc. 

Orderly disposal of inventory 
that appears to be moving slowly, 
orderly disposal long before 
white -knuckle time, can avoid all 
this trauma. 

And give you revenues from in- 
ventory that otherwise might not 
be sold. 

Which brings us back to (1) - 
the complete sellout in which 
everything is sold at some price 
because, unlike other businesses, 
our inventory vanishes when it is 
not sold. 

Rebuttal Time 
Now it's rebuttal time, time to 

ask those questions that had you 
choleric a few pages back: 

"You say take your markdowns 
- cut the rates - in advance. 
That doesn't make sense. There's 
so much last-minute buying. Why 
should I sell the spot for $65 thirty 
days in advance when I might sell 
it for $100 in a week before it is 
scheduled to run?" 

Ah, that's because, chum, you 
don't understand how the grid 
system works. It works like stand- 
by at an airline. The $65 rate 
"flies" only if it is not preempted 
by the next highest grid. 

The station has its cake and 
eats it, too. If no white knight with 
a $100 rate appears, you still have 
the $65 customer. If the white 
knight does appear, you move the 
$65 customer elsewhere. 

Does the $65 customer scream? 
Not if you 'splained it to him con 
rectly. I can't scream at TWA if 
they sold me a $242 LAX -London 
standby seat with a clear 
understanding that I might not be 
able to get on at that rate. 

"We have five people in our 
sales force. You talk about seven 
and up to eleven salespeople. Set- 
ting aside that there is no way that 
many people can make a decent 
living here, it is necessary to have 
that many salespeople in order to 
achieve a sellout?" 

Any station with five salespeo- 
ple, even a station with huge na- 
tional business, is cheating itself 
of hundreds of thousands of sales 
dollars annually. 

But set that aside ... the 
answer is "no, you don't need a 
minimum of seven local salespeo- 
ple to force the sellout; it just 
works better when you have more 
salespeople." 

I'd quantify it this way once the 
management decides it wants to 
sell out all the inventory: good 
forecasting system - 40 percent; 
ability to use the grid card - 30 
percent; enough salespeople - 30 
percent. 

But, I would add that unless you

have the salespeople willing to go 
out and sell inventory to non - 
agency accounts, the whole 
system collapses. And the top 
three or four salespeople simply 
won't do this in most cases. 

You can forecast well in ad- 
vance and price inventory attrac- 
tively. But if your key salesperson 
won't go to the media queens she 
calls on and hustle this great op- 
portunity because she doesn't 
want them to get discom- 
bobulated, then you had better 
forget about the whole thing. 

Next question. 

'What you seem to be ad- 
vocating is chaos. We would have 
dozens of rates for everything. 
Rates that change hourly. Rates 
that change every day. Rates that 
the salespeople and the agency 
buyers can't count on. It seems to 
me that this destroys rate integri -

ty for my station and makes us 
look ridiculous." 

Chaos? Non! Controlled chaos? 
Mais oui! 

This question is an actual one 
and it reflects the mind set of 
many radio station managers. It 
mirrors out parochial experience. 
Many radio station managers 
have never sold anything but 
radio, never sold any product in 
the real world of negotiation. We 
don't see the parallels between 
ourselves and dozens of other 
businesses. 

2000 Prices For Dinner 
Go out to your favorite 

restaurant tonight. Are all entrees 
priced the same? And the prices 
vary when you add any one of the 
dozen different (and differently 
priced) appetizers. Likewise for 
side dishes and desserts. There 
are probably 2000 different 
"rates" for dinner in any fine 
restaurant. 

And at least 200 different prices 
at your Cadillac dealer. And tens 
of thousands at Kroger and 
Safeway. And hundreds of 
thousands at your department 
store. 

And the sole meuniere, the 
Seville, the tomato sauce prices 

change weekly, sometimes daily. 
Come into the real world where 

prices can change hourly at every 
retailer you do business with, 
where steak this week at my 
supermarket goes anywhere from 
$2.79 to $8.55 a pound. 

Certainly, that is more 
"chaotic" than having three 
prices that cover anything. But 
three prices is 1940s radio. Three 
prices for all your inventory 
means you are a bad merchant. 
Three prices means you are not 
the Six Million Dollar Manager. 

There's much, much more, as 
we say in show biz, to Inventory 
Management and pricing in- 
cluding the creation and nurturing 
of a "feeding frenzy," the is- 
suance of rate cards every few 
days, the focusing of salespeople 
on average rate while maintaining 
a sellout. 

But Inventory Management is 
only one function for the super - 
busy Six Million Dollar Manager. 
It's time to move right along to 
another: sales promotion.

Valentine Records 
Totally Blitzed By The Heart 

In the constant quest for holiday programming (besides Madonna), 
the next holiday, Valentine's Day, should present no significant prob- 
lems. On February 14, you gotta have heart, and that's a subject popular 
music has no shortage of. There are hundreds of hit songs about hearts, 
right up to recent records like "Total Eclipse Of The ...", `Straight 
From The ...", and "Time (Clock Of The ...) ", plus specific Valentine 
records like the Elvis Costello and Motown summit meeting special pic- 
tured. 

The subtopical jungle of songs about the 
heart is extensive and intriguing. The Bee 
Gees wondered how to mend a broken one, 
while the Young Rascals claimed they 
weren't gonna eat theirs out any more. The 
Soul Survivors were snarled on the express- 
way to yours, while Robbie Dupree raced 
with the hot rod variety. Neil Young said it 
was gold, Blondie said glass, the Rolling 
Stones held out for stone, and Elvis Presley 
felt it was wooden. And the Coasters, Furys, 
Trammps, Move, and Judy Garland, 
among others, discovered, in a curious 
medical phenomenon, that the strings of 
theirs tended to zing at appropriate mom- 
ents. 

McVie 
Better Than 
Perfect 

With Christine McVIe's new solo album, 
modestly titled "Christine McVie," just out, 
people (like me, for instance) may be calling 
attention to her first solo album. That LP came 
out in 1970 under her maiden name, "Chris - 

Christine McVie in the Past Perfect tense 

tine Perfect," and was reissued (as pictured 
here) in 1976. 

Although McVie in interviews does not recall 
the album with much fondness, it did include a 

substantial British hit in "I'd Rather Go Blind" 
(an Etta James cover later done by Rod Stew- 
art). The LP followed her earlier recordings 
with British blues band Chicken Shack, and 
soon after its release she joined her husband 
John McVie in Fleetwood Mac, in time for 
their 1971 LP "Kiln House" (whose cover she 
created), although she wasn't accorded full 
group membership credit until the next year's 
"Future Games" album. Since she joined 
Fleetwood Mac, she has not recorded solo 
until the current single; however, she now 
joins Lindsey Buckingham, Mick Fleetwood, 
and Stevie Nicks in the solo ranks, leaving 
John McVie as the only Mac member who 
hasn't recorded on his own. 

Anyway, rather than continue this heart- 
ening exchange, I'll wind up by offering 
hearty wishes in advance for a happy Val- 
entine's Day for all. (You can tell ... I'm 
all heart.)

One proven path to stardom is the group 
member who splits from the band to go solo. 
The R&R charts are full of examples - on the 
A/C and CHR charts, for example, everyone 
from Nick Heyward (ex -Haircut One Hun- 
dred) and Cyndi Lauper (Blue Angel) to Billy 
Joel (Attila, Hassles) and Paul McCartney 
(former affiliation left as an exercise for the 
reader) followed the group -to -solo route. 

The same goes for the Black/Urban chart. 
There are recent solo recruits like Lionel 
Richie from the Commodores and Jeffrey 
Osborne from LTD. Then there are artists who 
separated from their groups long ago (Diana 
RosslSupremes, Philippe Wynne/Spinners).

Sophisticated Lady 
Natalie Cole turns 34 today. Her first performance was with her dad, Nat "King" Cole, in a stage version of 

"Gigi," although it wasn't until she went off to the University of Massachusetts that she began singing professional- 
ly. After a series of albums for Capitol between 1975 and 1981, Cole went on hiatus for two years amid rumours 
of personal problems and label disputes. Last summer she returned with an album on Epic. 

Also born on this day in 1943, teen -idol turned actor Fabian Forte. 

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 7 
Cautign: Hardhat Area 

Unless you lived in New York or Los Angeles-or went to one of those cities-you probably didn't get to see 
Pink Floyd's American "Wall" tour. It began on this day in 1980 with seven days on the West Coast before moving 
to the Nassau Coliseum for another week-long stint. In keeping with the LP's theme, roadies used styrofoam blocks 
that walled in the band as the show progressed and were torn down at the concert's finale. Because the LP's 
descent -into and return -from -madness theme was often thought to be about ex -leader Syd Barrett, there was 
speculation among Floyd fans that on the tour's final night, the roadies would tear down the wall and Barrett would 
be there to rejoin his band. Barrett never did rejoin the group and Roger Waters later told interviewers that the wall 
described in the album was primarily his own. - 1964/The Beatles arrive in New York for the first time. 

WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 8 
Williams's Big Score 

The movie composer who owes his rock stardom to a shark turns 54 today. Juilliard-grad John Williams swit- 
ched from sessions to soundtracks in the late '50s with films like "I Passed For White," "Gidget Goes To Rome," 
and Dick Clark's "Because They're Young" among his first efforts. By the late '60s and early '70s he was scoring 
and/or directing music on bigger -budget pictures including "Valley Of The Dolls," "Jane Eyre," and "Fiddler On 
The Roof." For somebody with more than 55 credits ranging from Hitchcock to "Heidi," the music for "Jaws" might 
have been just another job. But Williams's rumbling score contributed significantly to the film's success, and he had 
his first pop hit with the movie's theme. Since then, Williams has been on the Back Page with themes from "Star 
Wars" (with the London Symphony Orchestra) and "Close Encounters Of The Third Kind."

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 9 
King Of Songwriters 

For roughly two decades, Carole King defined the pop mainstream, first from the wings and then out front. 
Born Carole Klein in Brooklyn on February 9, 1942, she was recording her own singles as early as 1958, but 
throughout the sixties, King was best known for writing (and co -writing) pop songs that adapted to almost any 
genre. Among her credits: "Locomotion," "Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow," "You've Got A Friend," "Wasn't Born 
To Follow," the Animals song "Don't Bring Me Down," and the Everly Brothers' "Crying In The Rain," recently 
recut by its author as a synth -rocker. It was her partnership with James Taylor and ex -Fug Danny Kortchmar that 
led to 1971's "Tapestry," the album that finally made her better known than her writing credits. - 1964/The Beatles' first appearance on "Ed Sullivan."

FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 10 
Donovan & Flack Born 

Donovan Leitch turns 38. Although his trademark hit "Mellow Yellow," with its references to an "electrical 
banana," was long thought to be a drug reference, Donovan has recently been telling interviewers that the 
"banana" was a sexual appliance. After about six years off, Donovan returned to recording in 1982 with the British 
single "Lay Down Lassie" and a recent American LP, "Lady Of The Lake." 

Meanwhile, Roberta Flack, who defined "mellow" for a subsequent generation, turns 45 today. She was born 
in Asheville, NC and attended Washington, DC's Howard University, returning later to DC and singing in clubs on 
Capitol Hill until the normally non -mellow Clint Eastwood reactivated her version of the folk standard, "The First 
Time Ever I Saw Your Face," in "Play Misty For Me." - 1968/The Beatles sever their ties with Brian Epstein's NEMS organization and form Apple. 

Also born today Peter Allen 1944. 

SATURDAY, FEBRUARY 11 
Sweet Gene Vincent 

The heading is a reference to an Ian Dury song from a few years back. Dury was one of a number of British ar- 
tists who had Vincent's almost violent energy in mind at the outset of punk -rock in the mid -'70s. Vincent is most 
famous for his 1956 rockabilly classic "Be Bop A Lula." He was born Eugene Vincent Craddock in Norfolk on this 
day in 1935. After leaving Korea with a permanent limp, he returned to Norfolk in 1955 to form the Blue Caps 
(named after President Elsenhower's golf hat). Capitol signed him in the wake of Elvis Presley. On tour in England 
in 1960, he suffered further injuries in the auto crash that claimed Eddie Cochran's life. Vincent remained a major 
influence in the UK, first to teddy boys, then to punkers, but never managed his own comeback, dying of a 

bleeding ulcer in 1971. - 1964/The Beatles' first US concert in Washington, DC. 

SUNDAY, FEBRUARY 12 
Motown Shops For First Million Seller 

For the first two years of its existence, Motown functioned primarily as a local Detroit label. Its first big hit, Bar- 
rett Strong's "Money," was actually a pickup from Anna, the label named after Berry Gordy's sister and owned 
by another sister, Gwen. Earlier hits by Mary Johnson and the Miracles were produced at Motown but 
released through UA and Chess. But in 1961 the label was releasing its own product nationwide. When one of its 
tracks became a Detroit hit, Gordy had the artists recut it; the resulting single, a much slicker version of "Shop 
Around" than the one Midwest listeners first heard, became the first gold record for Motown and also for its artists, 
the Miracles (featuring Smokey Robinson.) Besides establishing the label and the group nationwide, "Shop 
Around" defined the label's releases for the next three years, giving Motown rock a more boisterous sound than 
the one associated with the label after 1964. - 1964/The Beatles make their New York debut at Carnegie Hall.

WMAR READIES RETALIATION 

B104 Stymies 
"Hot Hits" Onslaught 
The influence of Mike Joseph's "Hot Hits" format on CHR radio has 

been highly touted. There are many who would agree that Hot Hits was 
instrumental in showing programmers the value of playing the most 
popular current hit music, as opposed to oldies. In several cases it's 
resulted in spectacular ratings success. Hot Hits, or any permutation, 
works because the audience hears the most popular records on a con- 
tinual basis! 

If I were programming an established 
CHR station, and heard Mike Joseph was 
coming to town, I would have several op- 
tions to consider: look for a new job, admit 
defeat, or fight like hell to beat Hot Hits. 
B104/Baltimore PD Jan Jeffries decided to 
exercise the third option. He went on record 
in this column (9-23) last year as "wanting 
to be the first station to beat Hot Hits." In 
their first Arbitron matchup, he's succeed- 
ed in holding PD Gary Franklin's WMAR to 
a modicum of success. As in any ratings 
race, the story is far from over. 

Stopping Hot Hits 
In the face of a full frontal assault from 

WMAR, Jan did maintain the lead, suffer- 
ing only a one -share loss, 7.8 to 6.8, while 
WMAR debuted with a 2.8. How did he do it? 
"Basically, we stayed with our gameplan. 
We've adjusted, as has everyone, to the bet- 
ter current product available. I doubt there 
would have been much difference in what 
we did this past book whether WMAR was 
on the air or not. We simply streamlined our 
music library to make it more compatible 
with today's music, just as any station 
should from time to time." 

Knowing that Hot Hits doesn't play any 
oldies, Jan can air just a few key titles to 
vary the on -air impression generated by 
B104. He told me the gold content varies 
from daypart to daypart, but in general, 
"We play from three to five oldies an hour, 
squeezing in 13 to 14 songs each hour. We 
use a two-tier recurrent category as well. 

"Our oldies are not especially deep. How- 
ever, we feature the 'B104 Moldie Oldie' of 
the morning and afternoon, which can date 
back to the '60s. We reflect back with a ten - 
second vignette about what was happening 
when the record was a hit, and then air the 
song. Immediately following, we slam into 
a power to bring the format back to where it 
should be. Highlighting an old song in a 
feature situation prevents anyone from 
thinking we are an Oldies station." 

Winning Fall Promotions 
In his efforts to maintain an edge, Jan 

handed out a lot of cash. His station called 
on a previously successful promotion, 
"B104 Money In The Music." Each day a 
new set of four songs was promoted, and 
when heard in any order, they were worth 
$104 for the correct caller armed with the 
phrase that pays, "B104 Means Music." On 
Thursdays (the first day of the Arbitron 
week), the contest was worth $1004. 

"We also had Rick Springfield appear in 
a 'Toys For Tots Concert' at the Baltimore 
Civic Center. We put booths in all the major 
malls on a rotating basis. Listeners could 
drop off a new toy worth $4 or more to get 
two reserved seats to see the concert. We 
also gave some away on the air by taking 

104 winners at a shot from time to time. You 
can imagine the excitement this mass give- 
away caused. 

"In addition, we're heavily involved with 
the 'March Of Dimes Walk -A -Thon,' which 
draws 45,000 walkers, the largest one in the 
country. B104 is also known for presenting 
screenings for most of the better motion 
pictures. If there is anything going on in 
Baltimore of a civic nature, we tend to be 
actively entwined with it, especially when it 
relates to our core audience." 

Big Numbers And Demos 
Since signing on in the summer of 1980, 

this past book was only the second down 
book out of 11 for B104. "In fact, this Is our 
most salable Arbitron," said Jan. "When 
we got the book and looked at what made up 
our 6.8 share, we were amazed. This is the 
first book we've been number one in women 
25-49 and 25-54. In 18-49 adults we're number 
two to (AOR) WIYY by only one -tenth of a 
share. Even though we went down in our 
12+ share, this is also the first book that 
we're the top contemporary station; we ac- 
tually fell to number one! 

"We're dominant in teens as well, drop- 
ping only a hair over one share while 
WMAR is in third place. In 18-34 men we're 
number four behind WIYY, WXYV, and 
WWIN-FM. In 18-34 women we're number 
one, and in 18-34 adults we've come up to 
number two. As a result we're going to get 
the lion's share of any commercial buy 
coming into Baltimore."

Jan gave me the rundown on the rest of 
his competition: "There is another CHR in 
town, WQSR, at 105, but they've changed 
formats so many times they aren't really a 
factor. Over at Urban -formatted V103 
(WXYV) they've begun to play a lot of CHR 
crossovers, so they suffered a lot at the 
hands of Black -formatted WWIN-FM. So 
there is contemporary music at 103, 104, 
105, and 106 from WMAR. And from Wash- 
ington, we get a bit of competition from 
WAVA at 105, which grabbed a 0.9 share, 
and from Q107, managing a 1.7 share of the 
book."

Cool Reception For Hot Hits 
I asked Jan why Hot Hits didn't score as 

well in Baltimore as it has in other markets. 
"To be honest, I wasn't sure what their im- 
pact was going to be. As history dictates, 
WMAR should have cleaned our clocks! Es- 
pecially since the format does very well 
with teens and 18-34 females, who can 
change favorite stations in a heartbeat. 

"B104 held them off for a number of rea- 
sons. First, we are very active in promo- 
tions and music. We are simply more mass - 
appeal than they are. Quite frankly, WMAR 
sounded like some of the other stations, in- 
cluding WLPL (now WYST) and WQSR 
(formerly WKTK), that've come after us. 
The only difference between WMAR and 
those who've tried before is they double -jin- 
gle everything. 

"WMAR had a ton of TV spots running on 
their own TV station, Channel 2. It was just 
an average spot, nothing too exciting. I ran 
some TV, but they ran 10 spots for every 
one of ours. We had no billboards, or bus - 
cards, but they did. All we had was a bit of 
TV, the promotions, and the on -air product, 
which makes us very proud of our victory." 
Ready For Rounds Two And Three 

It's generally acknowledged that B104 
has something of a signal problem in some 

areas. In this arena, WMAR has superior 
coverage. How does Jan make up for this? 
"Our audio is the best in the city, and I 
believe it makes us more listenable than 
WMAR. Our signal isn't as bad as some 
make it out to be. We have our holes here 
and there," he admitted, "but our chief 
engineer has made us sound superb. 

"When I heard Mike Joseph was coming 
in here, I was concerned, as I respect his 
abilities. This was a rare opportunity to 
show everyone we know what we're doing 
If we had copped an attitude that WMAR 
couldn't hurt us, we might have been devas- 
tated. There's a fine line between reaction 
and overreaction, which can ruin you. 

"This job is like being a football coach. 
I've been on the playing field before as a 
jock, so I know what it's like. We know our 
patterns, and we just modified them a bit 
for the new offense from WMAR." 

Over the last few months B104 has intro- 
duced a bit more personality than it's 
known for displaying. Jan reasoned, 
"Every member of the airstaff, without ex- 
ception, knows what we're doing, and they 
are all headed in the same direction. I don't 
want this to be a jukebox radio station. I 
believe we have some of the best jocks in 
the entire country working at B104. 

"B104 has been rolling strong since 1980. 
Trying to stop B104 is like trying to stop a lo- 
comotive by putting a jukebox on the 
tracks. This station has so much momen- 
tum, and such a great staff, including man- 
agement, sales, and promotion, that it's 
hard to stop us. I did beat Hot Hits, as I pre- 
dicted, but I'll decline any further predic- 
tions except to say I think we will still be on 
top at the end of the winter and the spring 
book." 

Gary Franklin: 
"I'm Here To Stay" 

"I'm having a great time in Baltimore 
and plan to stay here for a long time, no 
matter what anyone thinks," asserts 
WMAR PD Gary Franklin. He concedes, 
"Yes, Jan and B104 did beat Mike Joseph 
and Hot Hits the first time out, but you've 
got to look at us as going from a zero to a 2.8 
share. When we changed format from Easy 
Listening to CHR, it was going from 
ground -zero. I also think B104's one -share

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loss went directly to us. The numbers speak 
for themselves, and while Jan is still beat- 
ing us, this is only the beginning. 

"My company (Abell Communications) 
is determined to become number one in the 
marketplace no matter how long it takes.

and play dead. They're not only a good sta- 
tion, but they worked hard to maintain their 
position. WIYY, WXYV, and WWIN-FM are 
all very strong, so this is not a cakewalk." 

How WMAR Made Gains 
We've already heard from Jan what he 

did to hold his own, and now it's Gary's turn 
to show how WMAR achieved a 2.8 share in 
its first book. "Our main promotion was a 
game called `Baltimore Big Bucks,' which 
is just like the 'Name Game' Mike uses 
elsewhere. The contest worked very well 
and was instrumental in helping establish 
our base. In just four months, we handed 
out well over $20,000 in cash. 

"We utilized our own TV station a great 
deal this past book, but we're going to beef 
that schedule up, plus spend more on pro- 
motions. We weren't entirely happy with 
the TV spot, and are designing a new one 
right now. For our outside appearances we 
utilize a 1941 open-air Mack fire truck, and 
have a new van arriving any day now. 
While we've been active on the streets, we'll 
be even more active with the warmer 
weather. 

"Musically, we are very sales -oriented. 
We don't do any callout research. Mike and 
I both believe in checking out the box office 
reviews, which is what retail research is all 
about. As a result, we play a lot of Black/ 
Urban crossovers pretty early, which helps

us crosscume with WXYV. We keep the 
black crossovers to about 7% of the list. We 
currently rotate 50 songs, and as you know 
we play no oldies or recurrents at all. There 
is always fresh music to take the place of 
what's grown tired -sounding." 

Sharing The Credit 
Gary emphasized his high regard for the 

airstaff. "Every member of my staff has 
contributed greatly to our success so far. 
They are the hardest working group I've 
ever seen. When we become number one, 
they'll be one of the main reasons why." 
WMAR's lineup is: 5:30 to 9am PD Gary 
Franklin (WTIX/New Orleans), 9 -noon 
Larry Dalton (WXLK/Roanoke), noon-3pm 
Davey Crockett (WZYQ/Frederick), 3-7pm 
Mike Frazer (WFBL/Syracuse), 7pm-mid- 
night Pete Michaels (WCAU-FM/Philadel- 
phia), and Chris Stevens doing all -nights.

I don't think any of their 
on -air people are that strong, and I find 
them a bit cluttered -sounding, as they have

Hot Hits Is Alive And Well 
There are those who are quick to point to the demise of anything suc- 

cessful ... AOR, Beautiful Music, A/C, CHR, or the format of your choice. 
Now, those same people are saying the same thing about "Hot Hits" just 
because WMARIBaltimore and KITSISan Francisco haven't taken their 
markets by storm. To clear up any misnomers about the "early death" of Hot 
Hits, I spoke with Hot Hits creator Mike Joseph. He explained why WMAR 
and KITS have had different growth patterns from WCAU-FMIPhiladelphia, 
WHYTIDetroit, and WBBM-FMIChicago. 

"The management and I both feel WMAR is 

on track. I think people have become spoiled 
by the fives, sixes, and sevens of a year and a 

half and two years ago. Let's be realistic. Mar- 

kets are more competitive now than two years 
ago, and Baltimore is the first situation I've 

been involved with where there was already 
major FM competition so entrenched in the 
market." 

Not A One -Book Wonder 
"B104 had an eight -share advantage going 

in. This is not a one -book thing ... it may take 

another book or two, and maybe a bit more. 

I've been involved in many delayed turna- 
rounds. It took WFIL more than a couple of 
books to beat WIBG, and it took almost two 

years for WABC to become number one. 
"I think WMAR had a good book in that it 

gained three points from starting at zero. I 

would have to agree we might have done bet- 

ter in teens, but all our major competitors are 

firmly entrenched, and none of them gave up. 

In some of the other markets we've been in, 

our competition has been more vulnerable. 

"KITS is also doing very well. San Francisco 
is a very tough market. There are 12 rockers 
in the market when you count the AORs. As 

everyone knew going in, there were signal 

problems, and they have just recently been 
cured. Look at the difference between what 
KFRC had when we came in and where they 
are now. They were number one in teens, and 
now we are. This is like it was in the old days 
when you come into a market and challenge 
an established station ... it takes time." 

Strong Competition 
"Neither KFRC or B104 has given up. 

They've come at us with all guns blazing. 
They've ripped me off with slogans and what- 
ever else they could dig up to preempt our im- 

pact," he charged. "It's really hard to beat 
your competition the first time out. When it 

happens you've pulled off a miracle; then peo- 
ple expect you to come in and wave a wand 
every time." 

When Mike moves into his next Top 15 mar- 

ket in mid -February he may have a surprise for 
everyone. "The only reason I've done Hot Hits 
where I have is because there was a hole in 

those particular markets. If CHR isn't a viable 

opening in future markets, then I will do what- 

ever format needed to insure success. I have 

no idea what sound I'll be doing from market to 
market. If everyone thinks Hot Hits is dead, all 

the better, because then I'll go back in and do 

it everywhere and wipe up the market." 

two, three, and four promotions on air at 
once. This confuses the listeners and works 
to our advantage. We just grabbed a movie 
promotion they wanted very badly, so we're 
beginning to make inroads on them at this 
level as well." 

Gary predicted, "B104's signal problems 
will catch up with them this next book. 
While we have a great signal, we're making 
more improvements to make us louder and 
improve coverage. I've noticed B104 has 
begun to shadow our music, which will 
work to our advantage. By doing so, they're 
blowing off a certain sector of their core au- 
dience, which should translate to added 
numbers for WMAR. 

"Again, let me stress that WMAR will be 
even more aggressive than before. There 
are a number of major promotions in the 
works which are coming together for the 
future. When we unveil them, it will be ex- 
plosive news in the market. We believe in 
what we're doing, so we've only made a few 
minor adjustments, and have learned a 
great deal from our mistakes. I know this 
winter book and spring book are both going 
to be critical for WMAR, but we're conunit- 
ted to winning."

FORMAT CHECK-UP, PART I 

AOR: In Sound Health 
There's a myth going around in our business. The myth would have 

it that AOR is dying, and CHR is where the big numbers are. That myth 
is as full of holes as the heads of the individuals responsible for its perpe- 
tration. 

The myth seems to emanate from two camps: self-appointed 
oracles from trade publications who claim the divine ability to ascertain 
which formats are "hot" and which are not, and broadcast decision - 
makers who need to cover themselves when switching out of AOR be- 
cause their own lackluster execution of the format has met with poor re- 
sults. 

Charging any publication with irresponsi- 
ble journalism is serious, so that accusation 
is leveled at the first of the two camps with 
careful consideration. It is irresponsible to 
make sweeping generalizations on the 
health of a format based only on opinion 
surveys of GMs, or tallies of stations that 
have switched formats. To paint an ac- 
curate picture of what's happening, you 
must add some common sense and inter- 
pretation to the equation. You can under- 
stand the big picture only by examining the 
reasons for each individual switch, and 
more importantly, the cyclical nature of 
radio formats. This takes more time and ef- 
fort than simply issuing sensational pro- 
nouncements on the "health" of respective 
formats. 

Why The Switches? 
As consultant Jeff Pollack has observed, 

"Every station that has switched, with the 
exception of WPLJ/New York, has been the 
loser in the market. It's very simple - no 
matter what format, if you're not doing 
well, you're likely to switch formats." So 
what's all the hue and cry about? At worst, 
the AOR community loses a few weak sis- 
ters in this process of natural selection. 
Think about it - most of the stations that 
switched were not exactly legacies in their 
markets. Their format flight exemplifies 
the very lack of longterm commitment that 
it takes to build a dynasty in any format. 

Most stations have ratings doldrums at 
one point or another, but those that stick it 
out instead of hopping aboard the latest for- 
mat bandwagon usually survive and thrive. 
Within the past five years, stations such as 
WCMF/Rochester, WBCN/Boston and 
WQFM/Milwaukee faced direct com- 
petitors with 12+ shares twice as big as 
their own. Rather than run scared, they 
rethought their game plans, dug in, and 
emerged victorious. In each case, their 
competitors have since abandoned the for- 
mat, with none reporting overwhelming 
results so far. 

When you hear a GM huffing and puffing 
about AOR's alleged inadequacies, check 
his station's numbers. The anemic ratings 
may require him to deflect some heat from 
his station's poor showing. It's easier for a 
manager whose station is an also-ran to 
blame the format rather than accept re- 
sponsibility for the marketplace's rejection 
of his product. 

Ever notice that many of the stations that 
go CHR do it after others in the market 
have already grabbed the initiative? These 
radio lemmings merely continue being also- 
rans, only in a different format. Much to the 
chagrin of those who have switched rather 
than fight, CHR has not necessarily proven 
to be the panacea for iron -poor ratings. 

Here are some case studies that compare 
stations' last full books as AORs with their 
first full books as CHRs. Spring '83 and fall 
'83 numbers are cited, except WABX/De- 
troit, where fall '82 numbers are compared 
to fall '83. (WABX has recently switched out 
of CHR, opting for A/C.)

Of course, this is not the last word on 
these switches; it reflects only one or two 
books as CHRs. Even so, note that where 
significant gains occurred, they were pri- 
marily in teens. AOR is accused of having a 
narrow appeal, yet it would seem that these 
switches to CHR have broadened the sta- 
tions' demos only toward younger listeners. 
(The pattern was similar at two other sta- 
tions that were in the process of switching 
in the fall book, WAVA/Washington and 
KDWB/Minneapolis, which were both down

Other than in New York, all of these con- 
verts to CHR are no longer among their 
market's Top 5 stations for men 18 +, while 
each market's AOR leader is either in sec- 
ond or third place in that demo. In New 
York, WPLJ is no longer in the Top 10 for 
men 18+, while AOR WAPP is tied for 9th 
place, and WNEW-FM passed 'PLJ in men 
for the first time in recent history. 

And so the story goes in many markets. 
WXRT/Chicago, even with a down book, is

the #2 contemporary music station in town 
for men 18+, solidly beating WBBM-FM, 
whose more -than -25 share of teens is at an 
alltime high. 

In Philadelphia, WMMR tied WCAU-FM 
in 12+ at 5.2, and along with fellow AOR 
WYSP bested 'CAU-FM in men, with 'MMR 
more than doubling 'CAU-FM's share. 
WCAU-FM derives most of its strength 
from teens, in which its share is over 20%. 
Note, too, that the combined 12+ shares of 
the two AORs, 'MMR and 'YSP, outstrips 
8.7-7.3 the combined shares of the market's 
two CHRs, 'CAU-FM and WWSH. 

In Detroit, CHR's about as popular with 
men as Toyotas are in General Motors' 
parking lot. WRIF and WLLZ both beat all 
three CHRs in 12+, and WRIF is the #1 mu- 
sic station with Motor City men. WRIF's 
share of men is more than those of the three 
CHRs combined, and WLLZ's share of men 
also beats any of the CHRs'. 

Ah, Boston ... sweet Boston. WBCN is in 
a dead heat for the number one 12+ share, 
with a 7.8 to CHR WXKS's 7.9. The big story 
is that PD Oedipus and crew are far and 
away #1 in men, almost 5 shares ahead of #2 
'XKS, and WBCN is the only station in town 
with a men 18+ share in double digits. 
'XKS's numbers include twice as many 
teens as 'BCN's, and CHR WHTT's teen 
share is in the mid -30s. 

The irony is that the same wise men who 
trumpet CHR's victories and herald AOR's 
impending death also scribble about the im- 
portance of getting upper demos. Damn 
straight, Jack - you don't sell 12+ numbers. 
Then why don't these experts take a look at 
the audience composition of their beloved 
CHRs? Those numbers often represent more 
pimples than a mountain of French fries. 

Even if you want to talk 12+ numbers, 
there are a number of AORs that somehow 
didn't get the news that they were supposed 
to roll over and play dead this fall so some 
misguided scribe's prognostications would

Hey, there's no denying the absolute 
monster CHRs that are taking names and 
kicking booty. The two most -chronicled 

CHRs, Z100/New York and KIIS/Los 
Angeles, are history -making phenomena 
that only a fool would try to deny. Like 
great AORs such as WMMS/Cleveland and 
WBCN/Boston, they are living, breathing 
organisms that have captured the pulse of 
their markets. The spotlight they enjoy is 
well -deserved because they employ the 
same qualities any great station does: 
fabulous personalities (you should hop a 
plane and spend a week listening to Rick 
Dees's absolutely dazzling morning show on 
KIIS), imaginative promotion, and hot mu- 
sic mixes. It isn't the CHR format, per se, 
that's succeeded - it's simply great radio 
delivered with a flair for showmanship and 
entertainment value that can be applied to 
any format. 

Weep not, AOR programmers, at suc- 
cessful CHR stations. Instead, learn from 
them as you would from the success of any 
format, and turn around and kick CHR's 
butt by applying what you've learned.

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Another "F" In Astronomy 
For NBC-TV 

Both the ABC and NBC television net- 
works have brought upon themselves a measure 
of embarrassment by choosing to logo-ize Earth 
spinning in space, initially depicting the planet 
rotating backward, then correcting their com- 
mon error with varying degrees of grace. ABC 
looked its viewers straight in the eye and admit- 
ted its mistake, while the NBC leadership ap- 
parently opted not to call attention to its error, 
simply reversing the logo after a few months and 
keeping its corporate mouth shut. 

Now when one is flopped in front of the 
tube preparing to soak up a network version of 
the day's news, Earth appears on the screen 
with sunrise coming from the East as in real 
life. 

That quick visual impression of our planet 
is infinitely better than the old high school 
science class technique of shining a flashlight on 
an orange to show how the sun illuminates the 
globe. 

Watching the spiffy TV Earth logos, a kid 
interested in spaceflight can instantly see why 
rockets launched from Florida are directed 
eastward to take advantage of the spin speed of 
the planet, or why meteor showers are best 
viewed after midnight when Earth's rotation is 
directly forward into our orbital path. 

If you're not an astronomy buff, here's a 
quick explanation of that aspect of meteor 
shower mechanics. If you're in a car going 90 
and throw a baseball forward at 90mph, the ball 

has an initial ground speed of 180, but if thrown 
backward, its ground speed - cancelled by the 
car speed - would be zero. Earth silently 
zooms around the sun with an orbital forward 
speed of some 67,000 mph. It spins about 
1000mph, and that is added to the forward 
speed on the sunlit side. That means bits of 
space debris hit our atmosphere a couple of 
thousand miles per hour faster late at night and 
produce more spectacular displays. 

But don't try to get the feeling of that by 
studying NBC's Earth logo, because despite 
having corrected the spin direction, NBC still 
depicts the planet moving in the wrong direction 
around the sun, plowing majestically backward 
in its orbit, the stars seeming to move toward us 
when they should be depicted as moving away. 

You wouldn't really expect a bunch of news 
reporters to know that, but the journalists aren't 
responsible for creating logos. They depend on 
presumably well -paid graphics people, who in 
turn should back up the newspeople by produc- 
ing accurate images. 

If PBS aired a "Nova" program about 
astronomy and had Earth moving backward, 
wouldn't you expect some guffawing and finger - 
pointing and then perhaps an in-house in- 
vestigation? 

Without reflecting on any other aspect of 
its operation, the great and powerful NBC is 
still flunking astronomy.

PROGRAMMER GEORGE JOHNS COMMENTS 

Recognizing 
And Nurturing 
"Showbiz" Talent 
There seems to be more enthusiasm these days about the "return of 

personality radio" than complaints about the shortage of good air talent. 
This week, veteran programmer George Johns openly discussed his 
views on how broadcast management often misjudges the value of top 
personalities, whom he likens to "show business" talent. George ad- 
vances several provocative points, detailing his perspectives without 
compromise. 

Looking at his longtime ratings success, 
George is highly qualified to continent on 
air personalities. As a former nine-year 
VP/Programming for Fairbanks Broad- 
casting, he contributed to the growth of 
ratings giants KVIL-FM/Dallas and WIBC/ 
Indianapolis. George now serves as 
VP/Corporate Operations for SBI, Inc. 
(owner of KOGO & KPRI/San Diego and 
KLLS-AM & FM/San Antonio), and is also a 
partner of FairWest, Inc. FairWest's A/C 
format is solidly effective in Seattle, Kan- 
sas City, Oklahoma City, Winston-Salem, 
and Raleigh, among other markets. George 
also runs a private radio consultancy with 
brother/programmer Reg Johns. 

Anything Is Possible 
George believes today's leading per- 

sonalities possess a "show business" at- 
titude - that "anything is possible." He 
said, "I started to notice that the best air 
personalities were all really actors. Top 
talents such as Ron Chapman (KVIL), 
Gary Todd (WIBC/Indianapolis), Wally 
Phillips (WGN/Chicago), Larry Lujack 
(WLS/Chicago), Jonathon Brandmeier 
(WLUP/Chicago), Scott Shannon (Z100/ 
New York), and Rick Dees (KIIS/Los An- 
geles) could probably appear in Broadway 
plays or movies. They happen to be on the 
radio, but they could entertain anywhere." 

What makes a "show business" personal- 
ity? How do you know when you've found 
one? George explained, "You have to throw 
him out of the building! It's not that they 
don't have any other interests, it's just their 
love for their job. If there's a stage, they're 
trying to jump upon it to entertain. Because 
you have to spend a lot of time working with 
such people, most radio stations don't. So I 

end up with talents who get fired every- 
where else. They recognize that I respect 
their ability." 

George noted he likes to surround himself 
with talented people whom he then helps to 
be creative. "Getting creativity out of peo- 
ple is a systematic process, but it's also an 
environment stemming from the attitude, 
'Hey, this is show biz and show biz is fun.' 
How many stations have you been in that 
are fun to be at? Most radio stations seem 
as if they're being run by accountants! I 
can walk into a station without listening to it 
and feel if there's something happening. I'll 
bet you could walk in the door at Z100 and 
feel a little energy, eh?" 

Fear Of The Unknown 
George vigorously contends that most 

broadcast owners are privately afraid of 
top talent. "When ownership asks me, 
'What's the secret of radio?' I say, 'It's no 
secret - it's our people against their peo -

pie. Period!' However, they don't want to 
hear that! But if you could put an automa- 
tion system together that would get half - 
decent ratings, it'd sell out in seconds. It's 
not that owners try to avoid paying staffs, 
it's just that they're afraid of them .. . 

afraid of talents such as those I've mention- 
ed. Ownerships competing against a top 
personality like Rick Dees say, 'Oh, yeah, 
but when Rick leaves, what happens to his 
station's ratings then?' They spend their 
whole lives justifying not trying to have a 
Rick Dees! Because he's so important, they 
fear he'd have too much control over own- 
ership. So these stations would rather not be 
that great. Management is afraid of either 
losing control or that somebody else is in a 
position of power. People such as Rick, Ron 
Chapman, and Wally Phillips are in such 
positions. But interestingly, the ownership 
of the stations these men work for are say- 
ing to themselves, 'Isn't this hot? These 
people aren't to be afraid of - they're 
great!' Frankly, if I ever bought a station in 
Memphis (where Dees previously worked) , 

I'd pay Rick $1 million a year and I'd be 
rich." 

Taking The Easy Way Out 
George is suspicious of broadcasters who 

assert that outstanding personalities are es- 
sentially extinct. "People who claim there 
aren't any great talents any more don't 
want to have them! They're giving lip ser- 
vice to the problem to justify why they're 
using liner cards instead. Bill Drake has 
been accused of killing personality, yet 
KHJ/Los Angeles had some of the greatest 
personalities I've ever heard! Now, there 
aren't a lot of great people, but they're out 
there. They're the ones bending the rules all 
the time, and consequently have to go to a 
station or company that encourages them. 
It's easier to put together five or six in a row 
and hopefully get some numbers." 

Educating The Listener's Ear 
George admitted that some of the sta- 

tions he works with emphasize music over 
"show business." He said, "Some of the 
A/C's which play one record after another 
essentially represent the new Beautiful Mu- 
sic as demanded by more and more work- 
ing women. It's very soft, melodic, and fits 
in offices as background radio stations. 
While my stations try to be very fore- 
ground, some begin very bland and pick up 
from there in stages. It's kind of like edu- 
cating the listener's ear. For this reason, 
it's important to start off conservatively, 
and then develop the personality." 

Give Up The Ego Trip 
When it comes to advice to program di- 

rectors, George encourages them to avoid 
what he sees as some owners' path of self- 
righteousness. "Give up your own ego for 
the art. The list of people who created KVIL 
must have 100 names on it. Just enjoy your 
work, have some fun, and don't worry about 
who gets the credit. A lot of creativity is 
stifled because somebody's worried he 
might not get the credit! Remember, it's 
people like Rick Dees and Scott Shannon 
who are the ones who get the ratings; 
they're the ones people talk about. People 
say, 'Hey, did you hear what Rick Dees said 
this morning?' You never hear, 'Hey, did 
you hear that great nine -record sweep?"'

Teaming with 
Richie Rome, here is an album that erupts 
into an enthusiastic display of the big 
sound, warm vocalizing and melodic 
content that features the great songs of 
the past. It is a combination that has 
been long missing, but those who 
have waited patiently will be re- 
warded by what they hear. 

It is also fitting that names such 
as Debra Chessler, Marty Symes,

AMERICA 'S FIRST BLACK -FORMATTED RADIO STATION 

WDIA: Community 
Champion, Past & Present 

February is Black History Month, and in honor of it, I thought we'd 
do something special. As my luck would have it, I found the success 
story I was looking for at the very first Black -formatted radio station in 
the United States, WDIA/Memphis. WDIA had a great fall Arbitron, 
moving from seventh to second in the market 12+ (7.7-9.5). Its growth 
was particularly impressive, considering the fierce five -station Mem- 
phis battle for the black audience. Out of Memphis's 12+ metro popula- 
tion of 757,000, the ethnic base is estimated as 39.3% black. 

Part One of this column deals with 
WDIA's current ratings success, featuring 
an interview with the station's VP/GM 
Ernest Jackson Jr. - a ten-year industry 
veteran - and PD Bobby O'Jay, a 12 -year 
broadcaster himself. 

Before we get started, think about how 
tough it's been for Black/Urban AM sta- 
tions to show any ratings growth over the 
past several years. However, take a look at 
how the five Memphis Black music -oriented 
outlets performed this past fall: 

AM Stations FM Stations 
WDIA 7.7 9.5 WHRK 10.5-8.5 
WLOK 5.6 6.8 KRNB 7.3-6.1 
WKDJ 1.8 3.4 

Interestingly, all three Black/Urban AM 
stations had positive growth, while the two 
FMs lost ground. 

How It Happened 
Bobby began by explaining what he and 

his staff have done to make an AM station 
successful. "We put radio back on radio; 
that is, we put excitement back on the AM 
dial. The FMs play more records than we 
do, so I decided to shorten our playlist to 34 
records and go after them with a more live- 
ly uptempo sound. When we made the deci- 
sion to implement this approach, we went at 
it like madmen! Basically, we executed 
every entity of our format to perfection. 
Our call letters stood out, the promotions 
did their job, and the music was right 
there!" 

Bobby went on, "I call our format the 
'Bobby O'Jay Goodtimes format.' No 
screaming, but very alive, up, and happy - 
sounding at all times. We have jingles like 
the old Top 40 stations used to have, and 
even use name shouts. Remember those?" 

WDIA's Roots 
O'Jay's advice to other AM programmers 

with a Black/Urban format: "If they have 
signal problems, they just have to do the 
best they can, but if the station covers most 
of the city or at least the black community, 
there is a lot that can be done. First, they 
should start sounding like an AM radio sta- 
tion again. They should get some good per- 
sonalities, cut the music list, play only the 
hits surrounded by the best oldies, and get 
out into the community to let people know 
you're there." 

Bobby reflected, "I didn't come here with 
the attitude that we couldn't do any better, 
or that WDIA has maintained an old-fasioned 
image in the industry as well as the com- 
munity. This radio station has never been 
know for having a bunch of 'old-fashioned, 
tired disc jockeys.' WDIA has always had 
uptempo air personalities who've been in- 

volved in the community, and this is the im- 
age that I came here to recreate. In fact, I 
grew up in this city listening to this station, 
so I have just reconstructed the sound of my 
childhood with brand-new personalities. 
We're doing all the things this station did 
back in '68, '69, and '70, only with a modern 
approach." 

Has in-depth news played an important 
role in WDIA's overall effectiveness? 
"Yes," said Bobby. "It's important to in- 
form the people, so they realize we can do 
more than entertain them. We deal with our 
news up front, and the news we use is that 
which affects the lives of black people daily. 
Our news is not 'rip and read.' We believe in 
cutting out the fat and getting to the prime 
portion of the useful information. John Pitt- 
man does my news in the mornings; he's a 
top-notch pro." 

WDIA's Music Variety 
Some Black/Urban stations don't air 

music by anyone other than black artists. 
Bobby explained WDIA's approach to this 
situation. "Yes, we play white artists and 
anyone else that our audience wants to 
hear. We play Michael McDonald, Yes, Cul- 
ture Club, Thomas Dolby, the Police, David 
Bowie, and others. I wait for the other sta- 
tions in town to bust 'em wide open, after 
which they're placed into our hot rotation 
and played to death. We always make sure 
we're playing the currents in the correct

location within our format. They're more of 
an asset that way." 

The Management Connection 
I began my conversation with VP/GM 

Ernest Jackson by inquiring about the pro- 
motional support for the programming de- 
partment during the fall '83 sweep. "We did 
have some promotional activities and dol- 
lars to complement our air sound. However, 
WDIA is constantly conducting contests and 
promotions throughout the year, not just 
during the book." 

Ernest continued by explaining the speci- 
fics of WDIA's promotional activities. 
"We've given the radio station back to the 
people. We take the time and ask our listen- 
ers what they want to hear on our airwaves. 
I'm not just talking about the music we 
play, but everything. We find that our 25+ 
(main target) and 18-24 (secondary target) 
listeners are all looking for ways to better 
their quality of life. 

"We gave away four vacation trips to dif- 
ferent places, including Jamaica, the Baha- 
mas, and New York. For Thanksgiving and 
Christmas, we gave away trips to anywhere 
in the continental United States. We called 
it 'Home For The Holidays,' and our listen- 
ers loved it. We also had a cornbread cook- 
ing contest that proved to be an enormous 
success; we sent that winner to Jamaica. 
Our final promotion during the holidays 
was a money giveaway that dealt with 
listening to the music on the station. This 
was employed to help with our quarter-hour 
maintenance." 

Among other WDIA promotions included 
one providing listeners who have WDIA 
"Goodtimes Cards" the chance to have 
their taxes prepared by H&R Block for the 
meager price of $10.70 (107o kHz is WDIA's 
frequency). WDIA also sent a couple to the 
Super Bowl in Tampa. Ernest added that 
the news department has adopted WDIA's 
promotional philosophy, airing stories that 
are geared towards the health, heart, and 
pocketbook of its audience. 

Getting The Listener Involved 
Jackson also elaborated on having the ba- 

sic everyday listeners on the air. "When we 
decided to give the radio staton back to the 
people, we really did! I was cleaning out 
some old files when I first came to work 
here, and found some old Pulse ratings 
which showed WDIA with 24 and 25 shares 
12+. So I asked myself, 'What did they do at 
that time to get these huge numbers?' Re- 
search showed us that WDIA had always 
been extremly community -minded. This 
station started in the community, and we 
never want to lose sight of that." 

Ernest continued, "We went out in the 
streets to let the people know we were here 
and that the attitude of past years was back 
in the forefront of WDIA's leadership. The 
only way we could get people back was to 
make them feel as if they were a part of our 
organization. This we still do. We put listen- 
ers on the air talking about our radio sta- 
tion." 

What types of comments do they have? 
Ernest replied, "Basically, these promos 
consist of statements geared towards our 
music and why they enjoy WDIA. On some 
they request their favorite music, while 
other promos include their names, and 
where they work or go to school (high 
school and college). That sort of thing may 
sound old-fashioned, but there's nothing 
old-fashioned about our recent numbers. 
One of my favorite lines is when a listener 
will say, 'I listen to WDIA because they play 
six in a row!' Believe me, it works." 

The Ongoing Sales Problem 
Can these numbers be translated into 

substantial financial gains for WDIA's sales 
efforts? Ernest said, "The biggest problem 
is convincing potential advertisers that they 
need to spend extra dollars to reach the 
black consumer. It's a problem that exists 
across the country. A client will come to 
town and buy two out of three Country sta- 
tions to reach the audience they want. 
They'll do the same thing with any other 
format except Black. We have five 
Black/Urban formats here and most na- 
tional buys aren't two or three deep. They 
buy one station because some of these peo- 
ple think they don't need to advertise to get 
blacks to buy their products. Locally, it's 
even more absurd. Some think blacks will 
buy without advertising, just because the 
product is on the market. Yet there are 
others who don't want additional black cus- 
tomers because they say they already have 
enough!" 

Where Do We Go From Here? 
Faced with this blatant racism, Jackson 

was asked if he has a plan for WDIA to get 
the ad dollars which its ratings indicate it 
deserves. "Our goal is to target those busi- 
nesses which want results. If I could give 
one piece of advice to any black sales or- 
ganization, I would tell them to only sell 
what it can deliver. So many times in some 
organizations, people are out selling to cli- 
ents who want 25-49 year -old customers and 
delivering nothing, or 18 -24 -year -olds who 
don't respond to the clients' product. We 
say, 'Deliver what they need, because you 
can always go back for additional business 
later. That organization will want to do 
business with you again because you got 
results before. 

"We've prioritized our sales efforts to 
cater to those clients for whom we can get 
results. We also take the attitude that the 
numbers are only estimates. Our radio sta- 
tion gets results and our history is proof of 
that statement. Just to give you an exam- 
ple, we are the only radio station in the 
country that runs Tide commercials. Why? 
Because we've gotten results for Tide in 
this marketplace. They went off the air 
about six or seven years ago and stayed off 
for one year. Procter & Gamble saw such a 
drastic change in their sales that they came 
back and have been on the air 52 weeks a 
year ever since. We're it for radio!"

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WDIA The Birth Of Black Radio 
Along with its present success, WDIA has locked up a place in black history by being 
the nation's first Black -formatted radio station. Thanks to WDIA's current man- 
agement and the special efforts of Cheryl L. Perry, R&R was fortunate to have ac- 

quired the archive material seen on these pages. Coinciding with Black History Month, it 
seems more than appropriate to salute WDIA and its rich heritage. 

Early WDIA was truly a community 
champion. Initially located at 730 on the AM 
dial, WDIA made its debut as a Black sta- 
tion October 25, 1948, at 7:30am (the station 
went on the air with a different format in 
June 1947). Operated by John R. Pepper 
and E.R. (Bert) Ferguson, the station titled 
itself "Your Goodwill Station," and right- 
fully so, as public service programs were 
its number one priority. 

Also known as "Memphis's New Star," 
WDIA in the early days staged frequent tri- 
butes and dedications to many of America's 
famous black entertainers.

`w and Nat Williams 
were born together in ra- 
dio as the first station to 

serve the negro market exclusively and the 
first negro voice on the station," WDIA's 
period material states. Known for his multi- 
talented, somewhat theatrical approach to 
radio, Nat D. Williams became known as 
the "Beale Street Philosopher," who wore 
several hats: weekly columnist for the local 
black press, fulltime teacher at Booker T. 
Washington High School, producer of 
WDIA's award -winning forum "Brown Am- 
erica Speaks." Those who worked with him 
and knew him well agreed that his first love 
was WDIA and its listeners. Williams died 
at the age of 76 last October. 

Nat Williams taught at Booker T. Wash- 
ington for 38 years, was an honor graduate

of Tennessee Agricultural & Industrial 
School in Nashville, and did his graduate 
work at Fisk and Northwestern Universi- 
ties. As the motivating force behind the sta- 
tion's on and off -air activities, Nat Williams 
influenced many of the other talents which 
made up the early staff at WDIA. These in- 
cluded : 

Cornell Wells: Host of "Sunday Jublilee," 
also principal of one of Shelby County's 
largest schools. Professor Wells, it's report- 
ed, brought much dignity and cultural 
awareness to the station because he had the 
respect and ear of top county officials. 

Theo "Bless My Bones" Wade: Known as 
the "Grand Old Papa" of gospel singing, he 
became a fulltime disc jockey in 1954. This 
warm, sensitive person put WDIA on the 
map as regards church music. 

A.C. "Moohah" Williams: Williams 
directed the Teen Town Singers, talents

from local black high schools, and later in- 
fluenced the establishment of a college 
scholarship. "Teen Town Singers" originat- 
ed from WDIA in 1949. 

Bee Bee "Blues Boy from Beale Street" 
King: Bee Bee (that's how they used to spell 
it) began dealing with the blues as an after- 
noon jock for WDIA during its vintage 
years. Of course, the rest is history! 

Maurice "Hot Rod" Hulbert: Com- 
mander Hot Rod, as he later became 
known, used to count down his rocket ship 
on WDIA as afternoon personality. Hulbert 
utilized his theatrical talents at WDIA as 
producer of several revues. Hot Rod be- 
came even more famous in the late '50s and 
mid -'60s in Baltimore Black radio. 

Black/Urban 
Radio 

Willa Monroe: Willa Monroe was discov- 
ered by Nat D. Williams. After enjoying 
Willa's famed spaghetti parties a number of 
times, Nat recommended her to WDIA as 
the perfect "Tan Town Homemaker," as 
they called her. Willa was born in Mississip- 
pi, educated at the state's famed Piney 
Woods Institute, and studied voice at the 
Morningside Conservatory in Sioux City, 
Iowa. 

Ernest "The Old Dirt Dauber" Brazzle: 
Not much is known about Ernest, other 
than that he was the station's farm expert 
and reporter. 

A number of radio greats have passed 
through the doors of WDIA. Here are just a 
few examples: Billy Bailey, once on 
WLS/Chicago; Bobby O'Jay, presently with 
WWRL/New York; Rufus "The Dog" Tho- 
mas of recording fame; "The Queen, Mar- 
tha Jean" (Steinberg), longtime star of De- 
troit Black radio; Lee Armstrong, who went 
on to radio station management; Lee An- 
derson, veteran Black radio personality; 
and (let's not forget) Herb "The K" Knee -

Twenty-five children have been 
processed for admission to the 
new Negro school for crippled 
children at Fpurth and Keel. 

Ernest Ball, city school super- 
intendent, said additional stu- 
dents are expected to enter. Reg- 
ulars classes will be provided for 
grades one through six this fall. 

Alma Booth of 1179 Cannon has 
been named principal. 

The school, open to crippled 
Negro children unable to attend 
a regular public school, will have 
trained physical therapists. Fa- 
cilities will include a cafeteria, 
elevator and ramps. 

Free transportation will he 
provided by Radio Station \\TDIA. 
which has bought a bus. Bert 
Ferguson, station manager, said 
additional buses would be pur- 
chased if necessary. He said the 
funds were made possible by 
WDIA's annual "Goodwill Re- 
vue" at Ellis Auditorium.

by WDIA in the past may throw some 
younger broadcasters for a loop.

tion for its pioneering efforts. I hope you've 
enjoyed these glimpses of the Black radio 
past. 

A very special thanks for the vintage pho- 
tos and material, once again, to WDIA. The 
station's contributions should not be forgot- 
ten.
