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Business Boomed In 1999 
Megamergers, IPOs place radio in limelight

As the radio business ap- 
proaches its 80th year, the indus- 
try can look back on 1999 as a 
time of stunning growth and op- 
timism. It was also a time of po- 
sitioning and corporate maneu- 
vering. 

For years industry leaders 
dreamed- of a time when radio 
would capture a slice of the ad- 
vertising pie larger than 7 %. That 
growth began in February, when 
ad revenues increased 16 %. For 
the most part, it was a growth 
trend that con>_inued, hitting 17% 
in October and finishing up with 
a 14% revenue increase overall 
this year. According to RAB fig- 

ures, the industry jumped a full 
point to 8% of the total of mea- 
sured advertising in the U.S. - 
the first time ever that radio has 
claimed that large a piece.

FCC: A Year Of Controversy

John 
Dingell did not have any holiday 
cheer to spare for the commis- 
sion, accusing it in a speech of 
"regulatory gridlock" and 
"micromanaging the delivery of 
telecommuncations services."

Several hundred media 
analysts, investors and re- 
porters gathered last week in 
New York City, hoping to 
hear some announcement 
from Clear Channel Commu- 
nications CFO Randall Mays 
about the company's plans 
for divesting stations. 

Unfortunately, the crowd 
was left a bit unsatisfied. 

But that's not to say there 
was no news at the annual 
PaineWebber Media Confer- 
ence. Whenever executives 
from Emmis Communica- 
tions, Clear Channel, His- 
panic Broadcasting and 
Sinclair Communications 
gather in one setting, there's 
bound to be some story fod- 
der. 

Emmis CEO Jeff Smulyan 
said his long -term goal for 
the company is to have 
Emmis own about 75 stations 
in the top 30 markets - a 
fourfold increase from the 
current level. 

Mays told the crowd that 
Clear Channel was develop- 
ing an integrated traffic sys- 
tem to hook all Clear Chan- 
nel and AMFM stations to 
one network. 

Sinclair Radio CEO Barry 
Drake said the company's 
$825 million deal with 
Entercom Communications is 
near completion, with some 
exceptions. 

And Hispanic Broadcast- 
ing CEO McHenry Tichenor 
Jr. said he expects his com- 
pany to keep spending money

`Viva' Los Angeles: Y-107 Goes Spanish 
Big City mgt. changes in N.Y., L.A., Phoenix 

Big City Radio made good on 
President/CEO Charles Fernandez's 
desire to hear "Feliz Navidad" on 
the company's three Los Angeles - 
area stations this week. KLYY -FM/ 
Arcadia, KSYY- FM/Fallbrook and 
KVYY -FM/Ventura - collectively 
known as "Y -107" - abandoned 
the Alternative format and began 
playing the Spanish- language 
Christmas track. Then Tuesday, at 
5:20pm, the trio became known as 
Spanish Contemporary "Viva 107.1 - Solo Exitos." 

Roberto Ibarra will serve as PD 
for Viva 107.1. He assisted air tal- 
ent Juan Carlos Munguia with the 
station's sign -on, saying in Spanish 
over the airwaves, "Thanks a lot to 
the public and the community for 
today. Thanks to God, we have ful- 
filled the need for good radio in Los 
Angeles." Among the artists heard in 
the station's first hour were Enrique 

Iglesias, Shakira, Luis Miguel, Elvis 
Crespo and Ricky Martin. 

Fernandez told R &R, "Today is 
Viva 107.1 day. We expect to be 
very competitive with this format 
and serve as a major platform to get 
other stations in the format." 

The format change comes in a 
week in which Big City has re- 
aligned its market -level manage- 
ment in both New York and Phoe- 
nix. In the Big Apple Carlos Rubio 
has been placed in charge of 
WWXY -FM /Nassau -Suffolk, 
WWYY -FM /Allentown, WWZY- 
FM /Monmouth -Ocean and 
WYNY- FM/White Plains, NY - 
the Country quadcast collectively 
known as "Y -107." 

Rubio takes duties previously 
held by former President /CEO 
Mike Kakoyiannis, who departed in

KJR -AM as MD /afternooner. Before that, he had been an air talent at then - 
Metromedia -owned WCBM- AM/Baltimore. 
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`Dot -Corn' Industry Embraces L.A. Radio 
The mushrooming e- commerce industry has shown a strong preference 

for radio when it comes to establishing brand awareness with the con- 
suming public. According to the Southern California Broadcasters Assn., 
the Internet/e- commerce industry increased its spending in the region 
262 %, to nearly $30 million so far this year, when compared to the same 
period last year. That makes e- commerce businesses the fourth -largest 
spending category in radio. The medium is attracting 49.5% of Internet 
ad business in Southern California.

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FCC Flags 63 Clear Channel -AMFM Markets

In October Clear Channel said it would divest 125 stations in 
34 markets to satisfy federal regulators eyeing its $24 billion, 
830 -station merger with AMFM. Last week, however, the FCC 
suggested that may not be enough. 

The commission is asking for pub- 
lic comment on the effect of the deal 
on concentration in 29 of the mar- 

kets named by Clear Channel, as 
well as 34 new ones. The commis- 
sion wants to know what competi-

tors in markets like Pittsburgh - 
where AMFM's stations brought in 
$31 million last year - Birming- 
ham, Jacksonville and Nashville 
think about the ad share Clear Chan- 
nel will be commanding. 

The commission typically flags 
transactions that result in one owner 
controlling more than 40% of mar- 
ket share or that give two owners bet- 
ter than 70% of the pie. The public 
has 30 days to file comments with 
the FCC, but complaints have been 
rare, and most agree that the process 
is only a formality, not a deal - 
breaker. 

Clear Channel Director/Investor 
Relations Terri Hunter told R &R last 
week that the company won't divest 
any more stations than the 125 pre- 
viously announced. "It's more of a 
procedural flag than anything of sub- 
stance," she said. "It's a normal case 
of what you go through in this di- 
vestiture process" Hunter added that 
the company hopes to close on the 
sales of the 125 stations within 60 
days. 

It's also interesting to note that the 
commission did not flag Dallas -Ft. 
Worth, Dayton, Miami, San Fran- 
cisco or Los Angeles - even though 
Clear Channel had said it would di- 
vest stations in those markets to sat- 
isfy regulators. An FCC official 
R &R spoke with couldn't explain 
why the five markets weren't 
flagged. 

The merger is expected to close 
in the second half of 2000.

on station acquisitions - to the tune 
of $1 billion over the next three or 
four years. 

The CEOs also talked about how 
eager they were to hear about the 
Clear Channel spinoffs. Both 
Smulyan and Tichenor said they had 
bid on certain properties, but had no 
idea when they would hear back from 
Clear Channel. Tichenor even specu- 
lated that Clear Channel would make 
no announcement until after the New 

Year, though Mays was mum on the 
Object. His only comment on the di- 
vestitures was to say how disap- 
pointed he was that some companies 
had chosen to talk about their bids 
publicly. Clear Channel, he said, was 
respecting the confidentiality of the 
negotiations. 

Radio Upswing Continues 

Radio continues to enjoy revenue 
growth and an increased share of the 
total advertising pie, according to 
Robert Coen, Sr. VP & Director/ 

Forecasting for McCann -Erickson. 
Speaking at the PaineWebber confer- 
ence, Coen said radio should lead the 
category of local ad growth in 2000 
with a 9% growth rate. That will be 
ahead of newspaper and TV growth, 
which is projected at 8 %. On a na- 
tional level, radio should have about 
8% growth, Coen said. 

But there are some warning signs for 
the industry, according to Jim Duncan, 
head of Duncan's American Radio. He 
said radio's overall audience has

Castro told R &R. "This has nothing 
to do with the merger. This was some- 
thing we've been working on for a 
long time, and we aren't getting rid 
of our SVPs. For six months we have 
been using many different sources to 
develop a strategy that allows us to 
take advantage of the many benefits 
of multiple stations and the new 
world in which we live." 

All will continue to report to 
AMFM Radio COO Ken O'Keefe, 
who added, `By going with the dus- 
ter VPs, it gave us the ability to have 
fewer regions on the corporate level. 
We're putting the power back into the 
hands of the market VPs. We feel we 
can double the number of markets in 
each region." He added that Clear 
Channel was consulted before 
AMFM made these changes, and the 
company anticipates the new struc- 
ture will survive the merger. 

As a result of the consolidation, 
Dick Kelley, John Madison, George 
Toulas and Charles Warfield have 
elected to depart their Sr. VP/Re- 
gional Operations posts, effective Jan. 
2. De Castro commented, "Dick, 
John, George and Charles were each 
instrumental in the growth of Chan- 
cellor Media and AMFM over the 
past two years. They have been mod- 

els and mentors for our employees, 
have created significant value for our 
shareholders and developed an adver- 
tising platform for our clients that de- 
livers results." 

Retaining their current posts are 
Jim Shea, President of the Atlantic 
Star and Central Star markets; Jim 
Donohoe, President of the Gulfstar/ 
Pacific Star and San Diego markets; 
and John King, President of the Sea 
Star markets.

shrunk 12% since the beginning of the 

decade, while total number of ads per 
hour has doubled. What has happened, 
he said, is that listeners aren't paying 
attention to the ads anymore, diluting 
the ads' effectiveness. 

The trend seems to have no imme- 
diate end in sight, however. Emmis' 
Smulyan talked of a "saturation level" 
for inventory. He emphasized that the 
demand for added inventory keeps 
growing, but he doesn't think too 
many radio groups have added extra 
spots over the past 18 months. The 
inventory explosion, he said, occurred 
a few years ago. Mays said Clear 
Channel wasn't planning to add more 
units - revenue growth at the corn - 
pany was going to come from rate 
increases, not added inventory. 

Emmis Was `Too Cautious' 
Emmis, despite owning high - 

ranking stations in major markets 

such as New York, Los Angeles and 
Chicago, owns only 21 stations. 
Smulyan admitted to the crowd at 

PaineWebber that the company might 
have held back too much during the 

early days of consolidation. 
The current period, however, is the 

"second stage" of consolidation, 
Smulyan said, and Emmis plans to 
be an active player. He said the com- 
pany will never be a 500- station 
group, but he wants to acquire more 
stations in major markets, and added, 
"We're patient at how we do that." 
Smulyan said that Emmis would like 
to buy more outlets in L.A. and Chi- 
cago, though its standalones have 
been successful in those markets. The 
ultimate goal would be to own about 
75 stations in the top 30 markets. 

Emmis has bid on several Clear 
Channel properties, including KKBT- 
FM/Los Angeles, but Smulyan said 
the stations won't come at a cheap 
price. "I would love for Lowry [Mays] 
to make me a third son," Smulyan 

said. `But the fact is that Clear Chan- 
nel isn't going to sell those stations 
for less than 19- or 20 -times cash 
flow." 

Mays, speaking after Smulyan, 
confirmed that Clear Channel was 
looking for at least 18 -times cash 
flow on divestitures. 

Smulyan also answered questions 
about the upcoming threat to tradi- 
tional radio from satellite radio 
broadcasters such as Sirius Satellite 
Radio and XM Satellite Radio, say- 
ing he doubts people will buy into 
the new medium. "I would like to see 

the United States Constitution 
amended to say that people have to 
pay for radio. But until that happens, 
I can't see people paying for it." 

New Software, New Selling 
Strategies 

Clear Channel, which will own 
over 800 stations nationally when the 
merger withAMFM closes in the sec- 

ond half of next year, is trying to find 

innovative ways to sell advertising 
across the entire group. 

Mays announced that the com- 
pany is developing software that will 
hook the entire group to a single traf- 
fic system. The new program would 
allow an advertiser to instantly find 
out what inventory is available at all 
Clear Channel stations, based on ge- 
ography, demographics or any other 
categories. Mays told R &R that 
Clear Channel is at least a month 
away from making a detailed an- 
nouncement of the plan, but the 
company plans to start testing the 
system next year and could have it 
in place by the end of 2000. No other 
group is currently using such a sys- 
tem. 

Mays also said Clear Channel ex- 
pects Q4 growth rates to equal or bet- 
ter those in Q3, and growth rates in 
Q1 2000 are predicted in the low 
double digits. PaineWebber's Leland 
Westerfield responded with a "buy" 
rating and target price of $101. 

Sinclair -Entercom Deal 
Nearly Done 

Sinclair's Drake told R &R that the 

sale of Sinclair's 46- station radio group 
to Entercom should be completed be- 
fore the end of the year, with one ex- 
ception: Entercom still must divest 
three stations in Kansas City in order 
for the K.C. portion of the deal to close. 

That should take a little while longer. 
Drake added that much of the proceeds 
of the deal will go toward retiring 
Sinclair's $2.5 billion in debt. 

Also at the conference, executives 
from Tribune Co. said the company 
should have double -digit growth in 
2000. Tribune anticipates revenue to 
increase 10 % -12% and earnings per 
share to jump 10 % -15% next year, 
according to SVP/Finance & Admin- 
istration Donald Grenesko. Tribune is 

also looking forward to a strong fourth 
quarter bolstered by its broadcasting 
operations. Revenues for the 
company's four -station radio group 
rose 13% in the third quarter.

AUTO PARTS & SERVICE 
M. Sales are crashing - could a gender- bender be the answer?

The numbers are interesting: 
While auto service and repair 
revenues are projected to in- 
crease 5.5% in 19991, radio 

revenues from the category through September '99 
are off by that same number. The 
category would seem to be a natu- 
ral for radio advertising, since ra- 
dio reaches so many people in 
their cars, yet advertising is down. 

It would be tough to pinpoint 
an exact reason why the numbers 
are down, though I'd venture to 
guess that on many stations serv- 
ing the category's stereotypical tar- 
get, auto parts stores and service 
centers have been squeezed out of 
the ad market by the "dot -corn" 
advertising boom. 

The key word is "stereotypical." 
In Los Angeles you can hear auto 
parts spots on News stations, 
Sports stations and some of the 
rock -oriented stations - primarily 
male -skewing formats. But I can't recall hearing any 
such spots on female -leaning stations. Are these re- 
tailers and service providers leery of advertising on a 
female- skewing station, thinking they wouldn't be 
hitting their stereotypical target? Or have you radio 
salespeople balked at trying to sell these types of spots 
on your stations, thinking it's a waste of your time? 

It's time to change your way of thinking and their 
way of thinking. An overwhelming 96% of Americans 
do varying degrees of car repair themselves, and 
do- it- yourself auto repair is far from being a male - 
dominated market. In fact, according to Scarborough's 
research, women account for 45.3% of it! And as the 
graphs on Page 18 illustrate, the do- it- yourself mar- 
ket has its largest concentration among 25 -44- year -olds 

with better -than -average household incomes. Doesn't 
that sound like a target that AC, Hot AC and some of 
the other female- leaning formats could be - and 
should be - serving? 

It may take some education and some creative sell- 
ing to convince these testosterone- 
fueled temples of transport technol- 
ogy that they should be targeting 
female consumers using your radio 
station. 

Here's one suggestion: Propose 
a series of spots that - instead of 
focusing on parts stores' deals of the 
week, as so many do - promote a 

station co- sponsored series of work- 
shops for women on the basics of 
auto care and do -it- yourself. In a 

previous Industry X -Ray we 
learned that the overwhelming rea- 
son women carry cellular phones 
is for safety. Don't you think you'd 
be providing a valuable service to 
these safety- minded listeners if you 
could help them decrease their odds 
of breaking down on the highway? 

Don't you think your client would generate sales and 
cultivate customer loyalty by conducting these classes? 

Auto parts and service is a $152 billion industry, and 
radio specializes in delivering listeners in the one place 
where they're most likely to be thinking about driv- 
ing. While it's too late to do anything about the 
category's 1999 numbers, breaking stereotypes about 
auto repair could make a huge difference in revenues 
in the year 2000.

A MESSAGE OF HOPE, 

PART 2 
By Dick Kazan 

"I was walking with a friend to 

McDonald's, and we were joined by 

another group of about 10 friends. Some guys drove by in a van, 

looking at us. They parked in the alley, hopped over a brick wall, hid 

in the bushes and waited for us to walk past. They opened fire, 

killing two of us, including my best friend. So many people gave me 

lectures about getting out of the gang, but I never listened. Getting 

shot at - that was the last straw. It was time to wake up. It could 

have been me getting killed." 

This is how Damien Wilson described the event that changed his 

life two years ago. A gang member who'd done jail time and a ninth - 

grade dropout, Wilson began attending the Al Wooten 

Jr. Alternative High School in 

South Central L.A. to get a 

G.E.D. and his high school 

diploma. 

He was welcome at 

Wooten. Exec. Director Linda 

Broadous Miles tells me, "The after -school program 

and the high school are crucial to the kids in this area, because we 

offer them a safe haven. The high school is a second chance at an 

education for many kids who've been thrown out of public schools. 

If they still want an education, we provide it." 

The Al Wooten Jr. Heritage Center was started in 1990 by Faye 

Rumph in memory of her son, who was killed in a drive -by 

shooting. Financing then, as now, was dependent upon fund -raisers 

and donations. 

One of its major contributors is Rhino Records. Rhino Sr. VP/ 

A &R Gary Stewart says, "We hooked up with them in 1992 after the 

riots. We do six events a year on- and off -site, including taking the 

kids on field trips. We also function as a donor. People need your 

money as much as your time. It's a miracle that they're able to do 

what they do with so few resources." 

How do they do so much with so little money? Assoc. Director 

Clifford Sanchez has a simple answer: "The staff -their knowledge, 

work ethic and creativity. Without this staff, the program does not 

exist. We wear many hats. I'm a doctor, teacher, psychologist, 

sociologist, friend, big brother and father. Ninety -nine percent of my 

kids, boys and girls, don't have a male biological figure in their lives. 

I'm the father Monday through Sunday." 

High school principal /teacher Kimi Scudder adds, "They need 

someone to love them and somebody they can trust. Trust is 

contagious, love is contagious, and they catch it. My students 

who've graduated always come back. They're teaching the younger 

people to stay in school." 

Volunteers Dick and Mary Talley have been actively involved 

since 1992; Dick created and maintains the Wooten website 

(www.wootencenter.org). Mary says, "There are so many kids who 

need help, and what we do is just the tip of the iceberg. There's a 

great need for volunteers, for many more people to help with 

reading, math, anything they can help with. It's fascinating, the 

reward of working with children, and they catch on. I'm thrilled to 

death." 

As for Damien Wilson, he received his G.E.D. and high school 

diploma, works for Federal Express and is a teaching assistant at 

Wooten. He also lives with and supports his significant other and 

their 2- year -old daughter. His perspective of Wooten? "I love it. 

That's why I'm here now. To help students change. That was me 

two years ago." 

In planning for the new year, please consider a charitable 

organization. Your involvement could make a significant difference 

in the lives of others. Helping them will enhance your reputation in 

the community. And it'll make you feel good about yourself.

How To Increase Billing in 2000 

24 New Ways to Improve 
the Sales Department 

As we move from an acquisition era hack to an operational 
era, one thing is for sure: Buying and selling stations is 

pretty easy, but operating them efficiently (and profitably) is 
quite another story. 

Over the past year, I've flown close to 300,000 miles - speaking 
to, working with, and observing GMs and Sales Managers in both 
large and small markets. While some managers are certainly 
stronger than others, I've first identified the 6 traits that separate 
these winners from the rest of the pack. Go through the list, and 
ask yourself which areas even you could improve in. Then, l'll 
share some hot sales tips, plus management tips that killer 
managers (just like you) execute every day. 

6 Traits of Winning 
Sales Departments 

1. Ongoing recruitment, inter- 
viewing, and hiring: Do you even 
have a system'? How about the 
number of sellers - is it enough? 
Remember, the more well- trained 
sellers the better. That means that 
the same station account list gets 
spread over more people and that 
each seller must accommodate their 
own income goals by supplement- 
ing their list with more new busi- 
ness. 

2. Better inventory manage- 
ment: Inventory management - 
best defined - is selling every sin- 
gle available commercial unit at the 
highest rate possible. With 35 pos- 
sible dayparts a week (7 day /5 day - 
part combinations) - other than 
News /Talk stations who can sell 
their inventory like it was a TV sta- 
tion - make sure you're maximiz- 
ing high -demand dayparts and mov- 
ing all of the lesser- demand ones 
at the same time. Do you (or the 
staff) even know how? 

3. Razor -sharp tracking and 
accountability: Remember the 
adage: You can't manage what you 
don't measure. Begin to inspect 
average orders. closing ratios. dol- 
lars asked for (on paper). number 
of proposals. specs. etc. For both 
individual sellers and the staff 
overal I. 

4. Super- shrewd sales training: 
For both individuals and the group 
overall. Make sure you're making 
room for 15 minute, structured. in- 
dividualized one -on -ones with each 
salesperson and that each group 
meeting has both a well- thought- 
out lesson plan and is part of an 
overall 13- or 26 -week syllabus. 

5. Tighter account list manage- 
ment: What system do you have 
in place that ensures the right peo- 
ple are being called on, actually 
being asked to buy, for the right 
amount of money, and with proper 
frequency? 

6. Cutting -edge compensation 
and incentive programs: You'll 
attract higher -achieving performers 
by paying an obscene percentage on 
the first month of any new order. 
Also, consider compensating sales- 
people on a sliding commission 
scale based on individual goal 
achievement or by paying I% ex- 
tra to all sellers if the station hits 
its goal. 

Have You Focused on 
Showing the Salespeople 
how THEY Can Make 

More Monev - Like 
$10,000 More This Year? 

Just like sellers do to their clients, 
you need to keep selling "the 
dream" and those better business 
principles to the sales staff. Show 
them what's in it for them. Keep 
giving benefit statements. Here is 
my favorite list of 10: 

1. Everytime you walk through 
your prospect's door. you should 
have two ideas to present. no mat- 
ter how simple or complex. 

2. Buy into the fact that every "no" 
gets you that much closer to a "yes." 
Divide your average order by five 
- if you close one in five people you 
see - and convince yourself every 
sales call (whether they buy or not) 
is worth an order one -fifth your 
average sale. 

3. Ask for the order every fifth 
time your prospect blinks (subcon- 
sciously). You'll have better eye 
contact, and will ask for the order 
more often. 

4. Implement the "left /right' rule. 
After every presentation. make a 
quick contact with the business on 
your left and another to the busi- 
ness on your right. 

5. Ask your client how much it 

would be worth to solve their big- 
gest problem, then make sure you 
ask for at least that much in your 
proposal, and remind them they 
said it was worth it. 

6. Practice overcoming objections 
by lighting a match and overcom- 
ing the objection before the flame 
gets too low that it burns your fin- 
gers. 

7. Blow up your prospect's logo - 
a 200% increase should do it - and 
use it on the front cover of their 
proposal. This will surely arouse 
their emotions early on and get 
them into the mood where they'll 
want to buy something. 

8. Never say "no" to a customer. 
Everything is negotiable. 

9. Go to the library and identify 
last- year's newspaper advertisers. 
As most business people suffer 
from "last- year- itus," call them now 
(before they go another year and 
spend their advertising money in 
the newspaper). 

10. For an extra 10 %. offer your 
client "fries." Just like fast food 
restaurants, airlines. furniture 
stores, and car rental agencies up

their average order, find some "ex- 
tras" for your clients. Double the 
schedule from midnight to 6am. 
offer them sponsorship of "Church 
Drive" (Sundays 6- 10am), or give 
them a portion of all unsold inven- 
tory for an extra $75 -$95 per week. 

The Best Managers Realize 
That People Are Their 
Most Important Asset 

Since you are judged - ultimate- 
ly - by the results your team ac- 
complishes while you are at the 
helm, it needs to be a top priority 
for you to get the absolute highest 
output out of your staff. Here are 
some ideas: 

Remember that every staff mem- 
ber has a "hot button" - it's the 
manager's job to find it (and to keep 
on hitting it). It's a mistake to as- 
sume everybody needs to be man- 
aged the same way. 

Spend extra time every day mak- 
ing the newest staff members wel- 
come. Remember what it's like to 
be new. 

Make sure people are learning 
something every day. Each team 
member should be "in training" for 
the next level up. 

Coax people toward performing 
at their personal best. Maximize 
potential. 

Challenge yourself to be the 
leader each member of the staff is 

talking about 20 years from now. 
Why would they scant to talk about 
tuu'' Because you brought some- 
thing tangible to the table. They 
realize they became better under 
your guidance. 

Demonstrate an intense work 
ethic by your example. You really 
don't want to expect people to do 
things that you won't. 

Let people know that when the 
station wins, it's because of the 
good people. When the team is 

losing, it's something you (the 
manager) have done wrong. It'll 
show you're humble. 

Ask for input on how manage- 
ment can be better. Consider "man- 
agement evaluations" on a regular 
basis.

play. There's a live chat room or, for those who don't want to 
talk in real time, a "personals" forum. The site's playlist page 
links to a number of full- length music videos, and you can open 
a mini -window that lets you listen to the station even if you 
close your main web browser. 

There's online contesting with a twist: The entry form - 
currently offering New Year's Eve tix to The Red Hot Chili Pep- 
pers in L.A. - doubles as an audience research tool. Entrants 
are asked not only for their names and e-mail addresses, but 
also for their three favorite songs and artists from the station's 
playlist. It's a new site, and surely (with apologies to Darwin) 
the Monkey will evolve, but so far it's off to a good start.

HOW i0 PUT SOME MUSCLE INTO 

YOUR STATION'S WEB EFFORTS 
Second of two parts 

By Tom Barnes In the last installment of "In- 
novation Station" (12/3) I ex- 

plained why "traditional" thinking about the web is out- 
dated: Because we're transitioning from the Information 
Age to the Relationship Age. Here's how you do that. 

Application Service Providing is very much like Internet 
Service Providing, but instead of providing access to the 'Net 
like an ISP does, an ASP allows you use of software applica- 
tions on an as- needed basis. You are going to need both e -mail 
applications and database access. All that can be outsourced 
via anASP and - I imagine for a smart guy like you - traded. 

You must first get access to an ODBC -compliant data- 
base. All that means is that your database can talk to other 
databases and not be limited in its growth potential (techies 
call this "scalability "). That's important. You don't want to 
get "AOL'd" - that's when your infrastructure collapses 
because you are too successful. You need a database to track 
information about customers and learn about them just as 
you do with your sales contacts. Microsoft Excel is a data- 
base; so is Goldmine. But those applications are too rigid 
and small to handle your 100,000 core listeners, so you're 
going to need something bigger. 

Microsoft SQL Server 7.0 is out and is perfect for this 
application. There are a number of programmers in your 
market who can work on this platform and who will be 
able to set up a dynamic database that will grow with your 
sophistication. You can use Oracle, SAP and PeopleSoft, too, 
but they are very expensive to implement and more diffi- 
cult to support. Additionally, you are probably not going 
to need that level of complexity in the foreseeable future, 
so don't get talked into it, not even by your ASP. 

Then you must begin e-mail campaigning. That means 
you need e -mail addresses. If you don't have any, don't panic; 
that's what promotions are for. Every time someone gives 
you their e -mail address, it's just like they handed you 10 

bucks. There are as many ways to get e -mail addresses as 
there are contests to enter and promotions to attend. 

Pretty soon people won't be as forthcoming with their 
addresses. Right now, almost anyone will give it to you if 
you have something for him or her. That will change in 18 
months, so get busy. Also beware of shortcuts and e -mail- 
gathering partnerships. E -mail addresses you get in partner- 
ship with others are far less valuable than those captured on 
your own. If you share e -mail with other entities, you double 
or triple your risk of blowing your credibility and your brand 

integrity when your "partner" uses 
those addresses in ways you 
wouldn't dream of. Believe me, there 
are no shortcuts in this area. Get your 
e -mail addresses yourself, and share 
them with no one unless they pay 
you huge dollars. Even then, you can 
execute marketing via those e-mails 

without showing the addresses to your clients. 
When you e-mail your listeners, give them information 

they can use and, preferably, can get nowhere else (to see 
an example, point your browser to www.rnediathink.com). 
Touch them often, and ask them one question every time 
you e -mail them. You do this because you want to populate 
your database with consumer information (ZIP code, age, 
car they drive, number of kids, married, job, etc.) You do 
this via attached HTML that goes with the e -mail. Your ad- 
vertisers will pay for access to this well -populated data- 
base, and it will be more valuable to them than a visit from 
a disc jockey and a live liner, trust me. 

Remember, the more populated that database is, the more 
value it has to your advertisers. But remember also that you 
only sell access to the data and not the data itself. That data is 

yours, and your customers expect you to maintain their pri- 
vacy. Don't blow the trust you've built by whoring out your 
audience to anyone who asks for your e -mail list or database. 

The first step in all of this is to get the data you have now 
cleaned and in an exchangeable format. Make sure you stay 
focused on e -mail addresses in this endeavor. Next, make ev- 
eryone who hits your site give his or her e -mail address. Tease 
them with the promise of "explicit" photos from the morning 
show and other stuff that has immediate gratification and 
value. Make the audience a member of the club, and make the 
entrance fee their e -mail address. It's not hard, I promise. 

All this may have generated more questions than an- 
swers. That's fine, as long as you move forward on all these 
fronts and don't become complacent, mired in the day -to- 
day or overly focused on the minutiae of music and concert 
promotion issues. Learning web skills is critical in main- 
taining your value with your advertising customers. They 
look to you to help them integrate their overall media plan. 
Now that plan includes the web. Get there before your cable, 
print, satellite and Internet competition do.

February 
The regulatory controversy of the 

year was ignited this month when 
the FCC officially proposed a low - 
power FM service that could license 
hundreds of microwatt stations 
across the land. The NAB and most 
broadcasters said that the elimina- 
tion of interference protection stan- 
dards to accommodate the new fre- 
quencies could unleash havoc on the 
spectrum, but special interest groups 
like Media Access Project claimed 
advances in transmission and re- 
ceiver technology made LPFM tech- 
nically feasible. 

The proposal drew an immediate 
backlash from Tauzin, who insisted 
the FCC make a presentation on the 
matter before the House Commerce 
Committee's Telecommunications 
Subcommittee. In remarks before 
broadcast group heads, Tauzin also 
declared that the commission should 
be recast as an enforcement, not 
regulatory, agency. 

March 
Kennard did indeed testify before 

the panel this month - but only to 
promise to deliver by July a five - 
year strategic plan to overhaul the 
agency. Among other things, the 
commission was beginning to take 
steps to consolidate the Enforcement 
Divisions of each bureau into one 
overall Enforcement Bureau. 

Meanwhile, LPFM got more heat 
on the Hill, with Rep. Tom Bliley - 
also a member of the Commerce 
Committee - expressing his con- 
cerns at an NAB conference that the 
service would inhibit the ability of 
listeners to tune in their favorite sta- 
tions. Also this month, the NAB 
stepped up its anti-LPFM campaign, 
sending out a packet to hundreds of 
reporters, touting the programming 
diversity on commercial radio. 

April 
The FCC would finally thaw 

nearly 200 license proceedings fro- 
zen by a 1994 decision by the Wash- 

ington, DC appeals court that over- 
turned the commission's former 
comparative hearings process. But 
many of the parties to the proceed- 
ings weren't happy with the agency's 
decision to auction those licenses, 
claiming that the FCC should reim- 
burse them for the thousands of dol- 
lars in legal fees they had shelled out 
over the years. 

May 
The FCC's LPFM proposal ap- 

peared to divide the religious com- 
munity, with organizations like the 
National Council of the Churches of 
Christ saying that the service was the 
only way for many congregations to 
get their message on the airwaves. 
On the other hand, mainstream 
Christian broadcaster Salem Com- 
munications said eliminating second - 
and third- adjacent channel protection 
could cause interference to many 
churches with existing broadcast li- 
censes. 

June 
Still more auction participants 

were angered this month when the 
FCC released its proposed minimum 
opening bids for the sale. Some of 
the participants denounced what they 
believed to be price inflation. In 
Agana, Guam, for example, the 
commission's asking price was 
$160,000 for a class C FM. One ap- 
plicant said that was far more than 
the depressed market could bear. 

The FCC suffered another blow in 

court this month when the Supreme 
Court toppled the government's 65- 
year-old prohibition on the broadcast 
advertising of casinos. While the 
commission had already ceased en- 
forcing the ban in many states due to 
lower court decisions, the agency still 
hasn't determined how it will imple- 
ment the ruling in some jurisdictions. 

July 
FCC Commissioner Susan Ness 

appeared poised to spend another five 

years at the agency. President Clinton 
renominated her for another term at 
the commission after her first ended 
June 30. At press time, her nomina- 

tion was still before the Senate Com- 
merce Committee. 

Five months later fellow Demo- 
cratic Commissioner Gloria Tristani 
would put an end to rumors that she 
was leaving the agency to run for 
Congress in her home state of New 
Mexico, declaring that she would 
stay on to finish out her term (which 
expires in 2003). 

August 
The FCC ended years of debate on 

TV duopolies and radio -TV cross - 
ownership, finally ruling that broad- 
casters could own up to one TV and 
seven radio stations - or two TV 
and six radio stations - in the same 
market. The decision would directly 
lead to CBS' mammoth $37 billion 
media marriage with Viacom (see 
business year in review, Page 1). 

The NAB and MAP again squared 
off on LPFM, when the former re- 
leased a study claiming that the ser- 
vice would create new interference 
for millions of radio listeners. MAP 
would follow in November with its 
own report, which asserted that only 
1.6% of listeners in the 60 markets 
studied by the NAB would experience 
any interference. MAP would con- 
cede that second- and third- adjacent 
channel interference shouldn't be re- 

laxed for lkw LPFMs. 

September 
Though Kennard's attempt to ex- 

plore donating airtime to political 
candidates was thwarted on Capitol 
Hill last year, this month the FCC 
ruled that broadcasters must negoti- 
ate longer blocks of ad time with 
candidates than the increments of- 
fered to commercial advertisers 
(such as 30- or 60- second spots). 
MAP said the latter policy equated 
the political process with commer- 
cialism. 

October 
The FCC's two- week -long auc- 

tion of 97 FM licenses generated 
$57.5 million for the U.S. Treasury, 
with Memphis radiologist George 
Flinn winning six new frequencies 
with a combined bid of $1.05 mil-

lion. Orion Communications, which 
was bidding on an Asheville, NC 
FM that it is currently operating, 
lost out to Liberty Communica- 
tions' $2.3 million bid. Orion and 
other disgruntled participants are 
contesting the auctions in federal 
court in Washington, DC. 

Kennard delivered on his promise 
to begin redesigning the commis- 
sion, rolling out the newly created 
Enforcement Bureau. Indecency 
complaints, unlicensed broadcasting 
and other matters are handled by the 
new bureau, but other issues, such as 

compliance with EEO regulations, 
remain with the Mass Media Bureau. 

November 
Kennard faced perhaps the most 

serious crisis of his tenure when 
former Compliance & Information 
Bureau Chief Richard Lee filed a 
whistle- blower complaint with an in- 
dependent federal investigative 
agency, accusing the FCC Chairman 
of breaking the law and violating 
government ethics rules. But most 
legal experts agreed Kennard did 
nothing illicit when he verbally au- 
thorized a temporary license for a 

Texas racetrack. Nevertheless, the 
matter is being investigated by the 
FCC Office of Special Counsel. 

The commission finally got the 
ball rolling on digital radio this 
month, issuing a proposal that fa- 
vored IBOC DAB as the national 
standard but did not rule out alter- 
natives such as the use of L -band 
spectrum. 

Rep. Mike Oxley introduced the 
"Radio Broadcasting Preservation 
Act of 1999," a bill that would pro- 
hibit the FCC from establishing 
LPFM. At press time, however, Con- 
gress hadn't taken up the legislation. 

December 
For more than a year the commis- 

sion had been issuing public notices 
asking for comment on the competi- 
tive impact of deals resulting in one 

broadcaster controlling more than 
40% of ad revenue or two broadcast- 
ers with better than 70 %. This month 
the FCC released the largest group 
of flaggings, asking for input on 65 

markets in which Clear Channel 
Communications and AMFM sta- 
tions would be merged.

Who Went Where In '99 
Universal, Warner Music Group changes top list 

The more things change, the more they stay the same. That old adage certainly proved true in 

_ 1999, as the music industry witnessed its fair share of dramatic changes, power struggles, job 
cutbacks and new beginnings for independent labels. 

The fallout from Seagram's $10 
billion -plus acquisition of PolyGram in 

1998 hit the music industry with a ven- 
geance early this year, when some 500 
employees were furloughed. The big- 
gest cuts were seen at A &M Records, 
where about 170 of 200 people were 
pink -slipped, and Geffen Records, 
which saw 110 people lose their jobs; 
another 250 were let go in New York. 

The bloodbath at A &M so incensed the 
label's co-founders -Herb Alpert and 

Jerry Moss - that the duo instigated 
a $200 million lawsuit against Univer- 
sal Music Group, alleging that the com- 
pany violated an `integrity" clause that 
was included when PolyGram bought 
A &M in 1989. 

And as if that weren't enough, sev- 
eral other high -level executives clashed 
this year. After lengthy negotiations, 
Warner bought out Maverick Record- 
ings partner /co- founder Freddy 
DeMann's estimated 19% stake in the 
label made famous by Madonna for a 

reported $20 million and inked long- 
term deals with minority partners Guy 
Oseary and Ronnie Dashev. Sony 
Music parted ways with Work co- 
founders/co- Presidents Jeff Ayeroff 
and Jordan Harris. Then longtime 
Time Warner studio chiefs Bob Daly 
and Terry Semel, who oversaw the mu- 
sic group, announced their exit. Roger 
Ames was soon named to succeed the 
pair on the record side, but many pun- 
dits are wondering what he has in mind 
for the music giant. 

Just when things were looking as if 
they would cool down, we learned of the 
very public power struggle between 
BMG Entertainment President/CEO 
Strauss Zelnick and Arista Records 
President Clive Davis over the future 
leadership of Arista. 

Another key event of 1999: The fed- 
eral government's payola investigation 
of Spanish- language label behemoth 
Fonovisa, which resulted in the convic- 
tions of President Guillermo Santiso 
and Sr. Promotion Exec. Jesus Gilberto 
Moreno. 

Nevertheless, it certainly wasn't all 

bad news during 1999. The Internet be- 
came a force to be reckoned with in the 
music industry. Companies such as Liq- 
uid Audio, MP3.com and music - 
maker.com went public and collected 
close to a quarter of a billion dollars to 
build their empires. Companies such 
ARTISTdirect also filed for IPOs. 

Former major -label record chiefs also 
joined the wired world. Executives in- 

cluding Al Teller, Gary Gersh and 
Danny Goldberg all formed Internet - 
based or web -leaning independent 
record companies and staffed them with 
veteran record talent. Even former 

PolyGram chief Main Levy has gone 
"dot -corn," getting involved with 
Idols.com, while Island founder Chris 
Blackwell bowed Sputnik7.com.

Gary Fries told R &R. "We moved 
into 7% in 1995, and in four short 
years we've moved up a full point 
against all other measured media. 
Growth in radio is due to receiving an 
even higher percentage of advertising 
budgets as a whole, because more 
people are using radio. I think it re- 
flects the positive, optimistic look at 
radio." 

A growing chunk of the advertis- 
ing increase comes from a new cat- 
egory: so-called "dot -corn" advertis- 
ers who have embraced radio as one 
of the primary media to get their 
names in front of consumers. Indus- 
try watchers predict the dot -corn busi- 
ness will continue to drive revenues 
up in the next decade. 

The new optimism in radio also 
spawned record deals this year. Clear 
Channel's $23.5 billion merger with 
AMFM will put together more than 
800 stations, including clusters in 
nearly all of the top 50 markets. The 
megamergers have been credited with 
giving radio a newfound luster of pro- 
fessionalism that has attracted new 
business. As the year 2000 ap- 
proaches, broadcasters will be posi- 
tioning themselves to battle against 
yet another new competitor: satellite 
radio. Two services, Sirius Satellite 
Radio and XM Satellite Radio, expect 
to launch 100 -channel, digital -quality 
music programming. 

But before taking a look forward, 
let's take a look back. Here's a month- 
by -month glance at the business high- 
lights of 1999. 

January 
Just a week into the new year 11 

major broadcasters, led by CBS and 
Gannett, announced they had poured 
tens of millions of dollars into USA 
Digital Radio, a privately held opera- 
tion charged with developing an 
IBOC (in -band, on- channel) DAB 
system for AM and FM broadcasters. 
Among the investors were Clear 
Channel, Chancellor, Citadel, Cox, 
Cumulus, Emmis, Entercom, Radio 
One and Sinclair. The consortium 
continued to develop and test a digital - 
quality broadcast system, and by 
year's end was preparing to issue a 
final report to the FCC. 

The same week Redwood, CA- 
based Command Audio announced 
plans to use a hybrid of satellites and 
terrestrial FM subcarriers to launch 
an audio -on- demand service using 
RCA receivers. For $15 per month, 
subscribers are promised a choice of 
hundreds of programs ranging from 
Dr. Laura Schlessinger and Art Bell 
to Garrison Keillor's A Prairie Home 
Companion and NPR's Morning Edi- 
tion With Bob Edwards. The company 
hoped to begin market- testing in Den- 
ver and Phoenix by mid -year, fol- 
lowed by a rollout in eight other cit- 
ies, but delays pushed back the Den- 
ver /Phoenix launch to Dec. 1. Top 10 

cities are to be added next year, with 
the goal of offering nationwide ser- 
vice in 2001, a company spokes- 
woman told R &R. 

A federal judge in Minneapolis re- 
versed a 5- month -old jury decision 
against the Walt Disney Co. and ABC 

Radio Networks that awarded $20 
million to the now -defunct Children's 
Broadcasting Corp. In September 
1998 the Minneapolis jury found that 
Disney and ABC failed to perform on 

their end of a strategic alliance with 
CBC's Radio Aahs children's net- 
work. However, in his review of the 
facts, Judge Donald Alsop deter- 
mined that the evidence did not sup- 
port CBC's claims. 

Chancellor Media President/CEO 
Jeff Marcus said his company wasn't 
getting enough respect from Wall 
Street - and the company was put on 
the market. Clear Channel immedi- 
ately looked like the winning bidder, 
but Chancellor was yanked from the 
market two months later with no deal 
announced. 

Fields- family -run Entercom went 
public in late January, with share 
prices rocketing up 37% to $30.75 the 
first day. 

February 
After three years as President of the 

ABC Radio Group, Bob Callahan was 
promoted to President of ABC Broad- 
casting, adding all 10 ABC -TV sta- 
tions to his empire. Two weeks later 
John Hare was tapped to replace 
Callahan as ABC Radio President. 

CD Radio (the satellite broadcaster 
that in November would change its 
name to Sirius Satellite Radio) hit 
fellow satellite broadcaster XM Sat- 
ellite Radio with a three -count patent - 
infringement lawsuit. 

Trouble also found Doug "Grease- 
man" Tracht, the morning man at In- 
finity -owned Classic Rock WARW- 
FM/Washington, after he uttered a 

racial remark about James Byrd, a 
black man brutally murdered in Texas 
the previous June, and recording art- 
ist Lauryn Hill. In a lawsuit filed in 
June by Infinity against Tracht, the 
company said it lost more than 
$100,000 in ad revenues when it had 
to fire him from his $800,000 -a -year 
job. 

March 
BIA Research released its annual 

list of the top 10- billing stations. 
WFAN -AM led the way for the fourth 
consecutive year, with $55.1 million 
in revenues. WFAN was almost $10 
million ahead of second -place cross- 
town sister WXRK -FM. 

Jeff Marcus was ousted from 
Chancellor, which at the same time 
dropped its plan to buy LINTV. 
Weeks later the Dallas-based group 
also said it would sell its recently 
acquired outdoor operations and fo- 
cus on radio and the Internet. 

April 
The need to boost revenues led to 

job cuts at CBS Radio Networks' 
New York studios, where a dozen re- 
porters, anchors and technicians were 
let go. The trims set the stage for still 
more job- cutting at Mutual Broad- 
casting in DC in August, where the 
decades -old Mutual name was finally 
lost, along with several dozen staff- 
ers. CBS' revenue performance also 
sparked sale rumors, one of which 
had AOL as the buyer. 

Yahoo!'s $6.2 billion acquisition of 
Broadcast.com opened Wall Street 
eyes. The sale price was a long way

May 
Corporate success was more evi- 

dent than ever in 1999, and Radio One 
was perhaps the best example of the 
great American success story. It was 
started in 1980 with a low -power AM 
stick - WOL- AM/Washington -by 
Cathy Hughes. Now Radio One, with 
Hughes' son, Alfred Liggins, direct- 
ing the group's acquisitions and 
growth, has spread to 27 stations, 
making it the largest Urban group in 

America. In May the company went 
public, with share prices soaring 44% 
to $34.375 the first day. 

June 
Clear Channel forked over $75 

million in cash to XM Satellite Ra- 
dio nearly 18 months before the sat- 
ellite service was scheduled to be 
launched. The investment was part of 
a larger $250- million package that 
included financial contributions from 
General Motors and DirecTV. 

Emmis Communications snagged 
six stations in St. Louis from Sinclair 
by buying a purchase option from 
departed Sinclair executive Barry 
Baker. A month later Entercom 
bought Sinclair's 43- station radio 
group for $821.5 million. 

July 
AMFM and Capstar completed 

their 1998 merger, and AMFM 
changed its stock symbol to `AFM." 
Religious broadcaster Salem Com- 
munications raised $189 million in an 
IPO, selling 8.4 million shares at 
$22.50. 

August 
UPI sold its radio service and 

broadcast wire operations to AP for 
an unreported amount, while Harris 
bailed out financially troubled Pacific 
Research & Engineering by buying 
the firm for $9.5 million. 

Cox Communications and AMFM 
made a station swap valued at $600 
million, with Cox giving up KFI -AM 
& KOST- FM/Los Angeles for 14 
AMFM stations. 

September 
CBS and Viacom announced a 

record -breaking $37 billion merger 
that was spurred by changes to the 
broadcast ownership rules at the FCC. 
Viacom's Sumner Redstone and CBS 
chief Mel Karmazin will share con- 
trol of the combined company, to be 
called Viacom. 

Low -power FM, the Internet and 
satellite radio were the major topics 
at the NAB Radio Show, as broadcast- 
ers began to embrace technological 
changes in the industry. 

October 
Clear Channel bought AMFM in 

the largest radio merger ever, valued 
at $23.5 billion. The new company 
will control over 800 stations after 
Clear Channel divests over 100 sta- 
tions, worth at least $4 billion. 
AMFM began shedding some radio 
properties later in the month. selling 
eight stations in Puerto Rico to Span- 
ish Broadcasting System for $90 mil- 
lion. Liberty Media bought a 14 %, 

$150 million stake in Emmis Corn- 

Big City

November. Rubio served as GM of 
Hispanic Broadcasting's WADO- 
AM/N.Y. between 1991 -97 and as 
VP /Sales for Spanish Broadcasting 
System/N.Y. between 1988 -91. Be- 
fore that he spent 11 years as NSM 
of Univision affiliate WXTV -TV/N.Y. 

When asked if Big City planned on 
changing the format of New York's Y- 

107, Rubio told R &R, "There is no 
planned change from Country. My 
job is to be 100% dedicated to these 
stations. Here, I have to learn as much 
about country music as possible. The 
people here have been very helpful - 
and I'll never get tired of the jokes. 
But I am an all -around radio listener: 
I listen to everything, and I truly love 
radio. I have the utmost respect for all 
formats" 

While New York's Y -107 won't 
suffer the same fate as the one that 
served Southern California, Rubio 
said the company is exploring ways 
to bring a Spanish -language station to 
the Big Apple. "We would like to 
purchase properties in other markets 
for Spanish stations. We'd love to 
have another one in New York, and 
perhaps Miami." 

In Phoenix, Michael Mallace rises 
from Director /Sales to GM of Alter- 
native simulcast KDDJ -FM & KEDJ- 
FM. He will add GM duties at KLVA- 

munications, and BET said it will buy 
$1 billion in radio stations. Mean- 
while, Radio Unica raised $109 mil- 
lion in an IPO, while Premiere net- 
works bought MJI Broadcasting. 

And in a legal case that may have 
large financial implications for radio 
stations, a consortium of radio com- 
panies sued BMI over the way BMI 
charges stations to play BMI music. 

November 
CBS said it would divest up to 10 

radio stations as part of its merger 
with Viacom. The selloffs could in- 
clude stations in Los Angeles, Chi- 
cago, Dallas-Ft. Worth, Washington - 
Baltimore and Sacramento. 

CD Radio, attempting to sound 
more cutting -edge, changed its name 
to Sirius Satellite Radio. Big City 
Radio CEO Michael Kakoyiannis 
was replaced by Charles Fernandez, 
whose Hispanic- targeted Internet 
company merged with Big City. 

An outside appraiser finally 
cleared up a months -long impasse 
between Emmis and Sinclair over the 
value of Sinclair's St. Louis proper- 
ties. The six -station group plus one 
TV outlet is valued at $366.5 million. 

Cumulus Media nearly hit the 300 - 
station mark, buying 35- station Con- 
noisseur Communications for $242 
million, ending rumors that Regent 
Communications would buy Jeffrey 
Warshaw's group. 

December 
Citadel Communications agreed to 

spend $145 million to buy 11 stations 
in two markets, while Radio One 
bought WPLY- FM/Philadelphia for 
$80 million. Following a trend that 
kicked off the year, both Regent Com- 
munications and Beasley Broadcast- 
ing filed for IPOs. 
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FM & KMYL -FM upon the comple- 
tion of KLVA's purchase by Big City 
and oversee those stations' transition 
to a Spanish -language simulcast set 
to debut in early January. Ibarra will 
program KLVA & KMYL in addition 
to Viva 107.1/L.A. 

Mallace is a Phoenix radio veteran 
who served as Director /Sales for New 
Century's radio group before the 
company sold KDDJ & KEDJ to Big 
City in August. He's also been Sales 
Manager of KFYI- AM/Phoenix and 
KOOL -FM/Phoenix. Mallace told 
R &R, "I'm just thrilled to have the 
opportunity to be working for a com- 
pany like Big City and to be empow- 
ered to lead us off into bigger and 
better things in the future."

While I was talking with Atlantic West Coast 

Promotion rep Eric Burns, he mentioned 

that when he took Lori Perry and Brian 
Culbertson to KJLH/Los Angeles, Perry sang a 

song in such an intensely heartfelt and passionate 

manner that tears were streaming down her face. 

As she sang, Perry chose to allow the pain to flow 
freely from her spirit. Contained on Culbertson's 

Somethin' Bout Love CD, "I'm Gonna Miss You" - dedicated to Culbertson's manager and longtime 

friend Howard Lowell - is tentatively scheduled 

for a Jan. 17 add date. While listening to this beau- 

tiful yet pain -filled song, I was reminded of my own 

personal pain and, just as in Perry's case, the tears 

began to flow. 

"I can remember when I first saw your face/You 

had the biggest smile," sings Perry, remembering 

the man who became such a big part of her life. As 

she uses her vocal skills, Culbertson uses his musi- 

cal skills to describe and introduce us to this man 

the two of them loved and adored. "Said you'll be 

doing something soon/And if you could manage my 

groove," lets us know that Lowell knew he and Perry 

would become business partners, even though there 

was no business yet to speak of. 'Takin' on my goals/ 

You came in and lightened my load/Talking busi- 

ness for me /Oh, how sometimes we could dis- 

agree." More than just a manager to the duo, 

Lowell was a loving and friendly presence. He had 

previously managed the Perri Sisters (of whom Lori 

was a member) and most recently managed 

Culbertson, and the business relationship had be- 

come a familial one. This unique man possessed 

qualities that invaded the heart and warmed the 

soul. I never knew Mr. Lowell, but if you listen to 

"I'm Gonna Miss You," you can hear in Perry's 

voice a need to be held; you can feel in Culbertson's 

piano strokes a need to be consoled. 

Being in pain didn't stop Lowell from doing busi- 

ness as usual; hence, "You sat there all by yourself/ 

Didn't tell anyone that you were ill," and, "You were 

surrounded by your friends/Friends who loved you 

to the end/I'm sorry that you had to leave this way/ 

I believe you're in a better place." Lowell may have 

succumbed to cancer in May, but through friends 

like Culbertson and Perry his spirit lives on. 

Brian Culbertson and Lori Perry lost someone 

very dear to them earlier this year. I share in their 

pain, confusion and regret, as I have lost three dear 

people this year alone. As the holiday season be- 

gins, we get lost in the food ... the presents ... the 

time off from work. While sharing the warmth of 
fireplaces with family and friends or engaging in 

snow fights (with man -made or natural snow ), we 

create memories and moments that become price- 

less. Getting ready for the new year should involve 

a little more than finding the hot spot to be at on 

New Year's Eve or creating a resolution that's likely 

not to he kept. Dec. 31 should be another -Thanks- 

giving Day." We need to he grateful for having seen 

both the beginning and the ending of another year, 

for so many won't be able to say or hear a well - 

wishing "Happy New Year!" In light of that, I dedi- 

cate this "Breakdown" to three angels I've been 

blessed to know and one I didn't know personally, 

but whose reputation makes me wish I had: Odessa 

Riley, Nailah Azhané Dozier, Melvin Plowden and 

Howard Lowell.

More Change In Music City 
Arista /Nashville's future remains uncertain as the year ends 

pfter beginning 1999 with the closure of Decca, Nashville is ending the year on another poten- - tially bleak note, as the future of Arista's country division remains uncertain. 

The Universal Music Group's de- 
cision to shut down Decca last Janu- 
ary sent a shockwave through Music 
Row, but the stakes appear to be even 
higher as BMG considers whether 
Arista/Nashville will keep its doors 
open. The Nashville operation is ap- 
parently one of several issues in- 
volved in Arista President Clive 
Davis' well -publicized power strug- 
gle with BMG President Strauss 
Zelnick. Complicating matters in 
Music City is Arista/Nashville Presi- 
dent Tim DuBois' decision to accept 
a position at Gaylord Entertainment, 
where he will be one of three new 
group presidents. 

Despite a New York Times story 
claiming that Arista/Nashville could 
be completely closed, DuBois told 
R &R Country Editor Lon Helton, 
"The absolute worst -case scenario is 

that there will still be an Arista im- 
print and a promotion staff." How- 
ever, that scenario would also call for 
all other departments to be consoli- 
dated under the RCA Label Group 
banner, resulting in the dismissal of 
the bulk of Arista's Nashville staff. 

Noting "so many issues we can't 
control," DuBois added, "It's very 
ironic that all of this comes to a head 
in a week that Brad Paisley goes to 
No. 1 and Phil Vassar continues to 
explode. It's not like we're a wounded 
label. We're all tremendously excited 
about the artists and music we have." 

Part of DuBois' new duties at 
Gaylord will include launching a 

country label. As far as a time frame 
for that to happen, he said, "A lot de- 
pends on finding acts and music you 
believe in. I have every intention of 
being competitive in the first two 
years. If a lot of Arista people end up 
without jobs, and I move 10 -15 key 
people from there to Gaylord, then it 

could he a lot faster than that." 

Decca Closes 

Things did not bode well for Decca 
as it entered the new year under a 

cloud of rumors surrounding the Uni- 
versal Music Group's acquisition of 
PolyGram. When the axe finally fell 

in January, Decca closed up shop as 

part of the largest corporate restruc- 
turing in music industry history. Some 
500 UMG employees lost their jobs 
nationally, with Decca's entire staff 
exiting. The news had a lesser impact 
on Decca's sister country labels, with 
one Mercury employee and six MCA 

staffers losing their jobs. 
Decca chief Sheila Shipley -Biddy 

exited as part of the UMG restructur- 
ing, but Bruce Hinton and Tony 
Brown remained at MCA's helm, and 
Luke Lewis continued to head Mer- 
cury. 

Decca Sr. VP/Head of A &R Mark 
Wright later joined MCA as Sr. VP/ 
A &R. Several artists lost their record 
deals, although some Decca acts - 
including Mark Chesnutt, Lee Ann 
Womack and Gary Allan - were 
moved to the MCA roster. 

Atlantic Changes 

Changes were also underway at 
Atlantic/Nashville. Label President 
Rick Blackburn, who founded the 
Nashville office a decade ago, had 
made it clear to Atlantic Group co- 
Chairman Val Azzoli that he was se- 
rious about retiring. In March former 
Decca VP/Promotion Rick Baumgart- 
ner was named VP /Promotion for 
Atlantic's country division. Baumgart- 
ner previously served as Director/ 
National Promotion for Warner Bros./ 
Nashville. 

When word spread that Blackburn 
was planning to retire, so did specu- 
lation regarding his possible succes- 
sor. Several well -known label, pub- 
lishing and production executives 
were rumored to be front -runners for 

the job. However, many were sur- 
prised in August when Azzoli's ap- 
pointment went to veteran artist 
manager and publisher Barry 
Coburn, who somehow managed to 

keep a low profile throughout the 
negotiations. 

Coburn moved to the U.S. from 
Australia in 1984. Through his com- 
pany, Ten Ten Management, he was 

active in the careers of Alan Jack- 
son, Holly Dunn and BR5 -49, 
among many others. Mark Ketchem 
assumed a leadership role at the 
management firm, with Coburn's 
publishing company, Ten Ten Mu- 

sic Group, continuing to be operated 
by President Jewel Coburn. 

As it turned out, Blackburn was 

named Atlantic/Nashville's Chairman 
Emeritus, although several employees 
lost their jobs during the transition. 
among them VP /GM Bryan Switzer 
and VP/Marketing Bob Heatherly. 

Warner, Reprise, Giant 

September brought consolidation at 

Warner Bros. and Reprise, with the 
two country divisions merging to be- 
come Warner Bros.- Reprise/Nash- 
ville. Jim Ed Norman continued as 

President of the Nashville operation. 
but the two labels' management and 
promotion departments began operat- 
ing under a common banner. 

As a result of the restructuring, 
Warner Bros. Sr. VP /GM Bob 
Saporiti and Reprise Sr. VP /GM Bill 

Mayne were both named Sr. VPs of 
Warner- Reprise /Nashville and be- 
came involved in all facets of the com- 
bined operation. Concurrently, Re- 
prise VP/Promotion Jack Purcell was 
elevated to Sr. VP /Promotion of 
Warner- Reprise/Nashville to oversee 
a promotion department of nine. 
Warner Bros. VP /Promotion Brad 
Howell became VP/Promotion for 
Warner/Reprise- Nashville, where he 
will head the Western region. 

Four Reprise staffers lost their jobs 
in the merger, but the move essen- 
tially left WEA sister label Giant/ 
Nashville without a promo staff, since 

its records have been worked by the 
Reprise -Giant "consortium" formed 
3 I/2 years ago. 

The question of the future of 
Giant's promotion department was 
answered in October, when the label 
formed its own team, led by Sr. VP/ 
Promotion John Brown. The industry 
veteran had spent the last nine years 

with Curb. where he was Sr. VP/Pro- 
motion prior to becoming a Senior 
Consultant in April. Brown estab- 

lished Giant's six -person promotion 
department, which includes former 
Curb Director /National Promotion 
Fritz Kuhlman and former Curb West 

Coast rep Dick Watson. 

Dreamcatcher Arrives 

In January Kenny Rogers formally 
announced the launch of Dream - 
catcher Entertainment, a Nashville - 
based company that he founded with 
former EMI America Chairman and 
Capitol Records President Jim Mazza.

Among the notable 
nonlabel activity in 1999: 

ASCAP /Nashville VP Connie Bradley promoted to Sr. VP. 
Patrick Joseph Music founder Pat Higdon named Sr. VP /GM of 

Universal's Nashville music publishing operations, including MCA Music 
Publishing and PolyGram Music Publishing. 

Former Fisher Raines Entertainment partner Pete Fisher named GM 
for the Grand Ole Opry. 

ACM VP David Cortew elected President of the organization, filling the 
vacancy created by the death of Gene Weed. ACM Board Member Rod 
Essig elected VP. 

The CMA elects Lon Helton board Chairman and Bud Wendell 
President. 

Country Music Foundation Assoc. Director Kyle Young named 
Director, replacing Bill Ivey, who was named Chairman of the National 
Endowment for the Arts. 

The venture includes three separate 
operating divisions, including a record 
label, artist management, and film 
and video production. Former Halsey 
Company VP Bob Burwell was 
named VP /Creative, with indepen- 
dent film producer /director /writer 
Kelly Junkermann hired as VP/Film 
& TV for the company's L.A. office. 

Later in the year Rogers' longtime 
manager, Ken Kragen, was named 
President/COO for Dreamcatcher 
Artist Management. Rogers had a 
major hit with the label's first single, 
"The Greatest," and followed up the 

success with the gold album She Rides 
Wild Horses. 

Platinum Entertainment 
In February Intersound Country 

changed its name to Platinum Nash- 
ville, following restructuring an- 
nounced by Sr. VP /GM George 
Collier. Platinum Nashville. the 
country division of Platinum Enter- 
tainment and a sister label to River 
North, also expanded to include an 

in -house promotion staff. River 
North VP Ed Mascolo took on addi- 
tional duties as Platinum Nashville's 
Sr. VP. 

A few months later Platinum En- 

tertainment restructured its Nashville 
office and asked a number of staffers 
to move to the company's distribution 
branch in Atlanta. Mascolo later left 

the label to become VP/Radio Promo- 
tion for Reba McEntire's Starstruck 
Entertainment. Although additional 
cutbacks hit the Nashville office in 

October, Collier emphasized that 
Platinum Nashville is not closing its 
doors. Late last month Platinum En- 
tertainment announced that its entire 
music catalog - including country, 
pop, jazz and classical - would be 
made available for free downloads via 
the Internet. 

New Labels 

Several smaller labels were estab- 
lished in 1999, including Audium 
Entertainment and Tri Chord 
Records. Industry veterans Nick 
Hunter and Simon Renshaw created 
Audium to develop strong ties with 
radio stations that have been over- 
looked by major labels while provid- 
ing an alternative for established acts 
who are not getting airplay at major - 
market stations. 

Tri Chord Records launched in 
October with President Bill Glenn, 
GM Steve Miller and VP /A &R Dena 

DiVito. The label's first release - a 

self -titled solo album by former 
Shenandoah frontman Marty Raybon - will be released in February. Tri 

Chord, which includes a publishing 
company, aims to create recordings 
with a positive influence, geared to- 

ward the mainstream market.

NAC /Smooth Jazz 

Success In Spite Of Itirbulent Times 
While strong ratings and revenue highlight '99, 

format flips cause concern 

1 
999 will be remembered in NAC /Smooth Jazz as a year of contradictions. On one hand, the 
format achieved absolutely stunning ratings success - the highest in its history. But despite - this unprecedented achievement, a dozen stations defected, many in favor of Rhythmic Old- 

ies. Not coincidentally, consolidation reached a fever pitch with the megamergers of CBS and 
Viacom, then of AMFM and Clear Channel. A New Yorker cartoon said it all: Beneath a drawing 
of Earth wearing mouse ears, the caption read, "The final merger." 

In the dozen years since the 
format's launch, ratings at NAC /SJ 
stations nationwide have increased 
steadily, with occasional flares 
proving to be accurate predictors of 
the format's performance potential 
once its secrets have been un- 
locked. Such heady displays in- 
spired other NAC /SJ stations to ex- 
cellence. prompting operators in 
markets of all sizes to jump on the 
bandwagon with new sign -ons. 

By this year the majority of sta- 
tions in the format attained main- 
stream maturity; top -five rankings 
became commonplace, even routine 
in many markets. More than half of 
all NAC /SJ stations posted in- 
creases both 12+ and 25 -54 over the 
previous year. All numbers cited in 

the examples below reflect the 
summer 1999 book. 

The Best 

Longtime KTWV (The Wave)/ 
Los Angeles PD Chris Brodie con- 
tinued to navigate the format's flag- 
ship through the turbulent waters of 
a brutally competitive market. 
Among L.A.'s English -language sta- 
tions, The Wave ranked first 25 -54, 

35 -54 and 35 -64. Furthermore. The 
Wave deposed venerable WGN /Chi- 
cago to become the 10th -top- billing 
radio station in America in any for- 
mat, earning $40 million in revenue 
with $24 million cash flow, an ex- 
traordinary feat by any measure. 

While The Wave may be NAC/ 
SJ's most enduring success, it is by 

no means the only one. KYOT/Phoe- 
nix became No. 1 25 -54, moving 5.5- 
6.7; second 35 -54 with a 9.1 share; 
and second 3.5 -64, growing 7.0 -8.9! 
WNUA /Chicago, which won the 
1999 R &R Achievement Award for 
NAC /SJ Station of the Year, held 
third 25 -54, moving 4.7 -5.1. 'NUA

captured first 35 -54 with a six share 
and second 35 -64 with 5.1. 

KKSF /San Francisco earned sec- 
ond 35 -64 and first or second in 

countless dayparts. WVMV/Detroit 
continued its strong showing, up to 
5.2 25 -54, while WJZW /Washing- 
ton rebounded well: It gained a full 
share - 3.6 -4.6 - in the 25 -54 
demo and ranked third 35 -64. 

It has become a tradition over the 
past several years for WJJZ/Phila- 
delphia to hover in the top -five 
range - and often higher - under 
the leadership of PD Anne Gress, 
winner of R &R's NAC /SJ PD of 
the Year award in 1999. 'JJZ is 
fourth 35 -54 and 35 -64. and it holds 
second or third in nearly every 
daypart and 25+ demo. 

KOAI (The Oasis)/Dallas bumped 
3.5 -3.9 25 -54 and jumped a full share - 4.2 -5.2 35 -64 - for fourth. The 
Oasis rules first, second or third 
across most dayparts and adult demos 
too. KWJZ /Seattle posted strong 
gains, carrying third 25 -54 with a 4.0- 
5.2 and second 35 -64 with a 7.2. The 
station is No. 1 25 -54 on weekends 
and solid across the board. WNWV/ 
Cleveland continues its tradition of 
excellence, too, scoring well with 
adults, especially in middays, after- 
noon drive, nights and on weekends. 

Such impressive numbers are no 
longer the sole province of top 20- 
market stations. For example, 
KSSJ /Sacramento Station Manager 
Steve Williams has spearheaded 
phenomenal growth over a rela- 
tively short time. KSSJ is fifth 12+ - amazing! - in market No. 29, 
fourth 25 -54 (7.0). third 35 -54 (7.1) 
and second 35 -64 (7.0), with dra- 
matic increases in cume too. KEZL/ 
Fresno captured fourth 35 -64 with 
a 5.3, and in its first full book 
WSMJ /Knoxville scored fifth 35 -64 
with a 5.1 share.

WSJZ /Boston; WCCJ /Charlotte; 
WVAE /Cincinnati; WGUF /Ft. 
Myers; KXDC /Monterey; WJJJ/

Some stations that went away had 
lackluster ratings and were, no 
doubt, a very tough sell, especially 
for sales staffs with little under- 
standing of or experience in pitching 
the format's numerous benefits. And 
in all fairness - even in the case of 
WVAE /Cincinnati, which earned its 

best ratings ever (top five) right be- 
fore its flip to Rhythmic Oldies - 
many who abandoned NAC /SJ are 
flourishing under new formats. 

The good news is that the format's 
most productive and winning sta- 
tions remained. and they are reaming 
impressive benefits today. And at 

year's end Jones Radio Network is 

signing on a new affiliate in New 
Orleans, which enriches the format's 
gene pool. It's all quite Darwinian: 
Only the strong - and the capable 

- survive in any format. 
One can only hope that as the 

new millennium begins operators 
will strive to maximize their in- 
vestments in the format by digging 
deeper to understand its many 
unique and valuable aspects. That 
means programmers must renew 
their efforts to work in tandem 
with ownership. management and 
sales departments to raise their 
consciousness of NAC /Smooth 
Jazz. 

Lastly. the loss of artist man- 
ager Howard Lov6eIl to leukemia 
last spring was felt deeply by all 
who knew him professionally or 
personally. A genius by any stan- 
dard. Lowell made an inestimable 
contribution to the evolution of 
NAC /SJ through the visionary di- 
rection he provided to the careers 
of Boney James, Richard Elliot 
and others. He will be sorely 
missed - always.

Mantra for 2000: Music, music, 

music. It's the music that mat- 

ters. So many elements contribute to suc- 

cess, but the music a radio station plays is 

its true heart and soul. And that music 

must be emotionally engaging if a station 

is to retain its genuine importance in lis- 

teners' lives. Emotional appeal - what 

happens between the breaks - has never 

been as critical as it is in this age of vastly 

increased commercial loads. Play the hits, 

yes; but play the hits that catalyze the au- 

dience, and you can actually extend the 

format's useful life span. 

In 2000 I hope NAC /Smooth Jazz pro- 

grammers will make a greater, more ur- 

gent effort to recognize and support mu- 

sic that is smooth and compelling, yet not 

generic; music that is "relaxing," yet top - 

of -mind, commercial and creative. Pro- 

grammers with vision and courage can 

craft a new paradigm for a successful adult 

format, the first in which growing main- 

stream reach doesn't spell inevitable brain 

death, as it has for adult formats in the 

past. In vast measure, it's music that mat- 

ters in this equation.

Although interest in new music usually wanes at this time of year, I'd be less than true 

to myself if I didn't express my enthusiasm again for George Michael's fine cover of The 

Police's "Roxanne" on his CD Songs From the Last Century ( AegeanNirgin). The entire 

project is offbeat (but not quirky), as the inclusion of "I Remember You" and the Doris 

Day hit "Secret Love" illustrate. Michael - with pristine production from Phil Ramone 

and highly original arrangements by Rob Mathes, Torrie Ziot and Rob Mounsey - has 

crafted an audacious collection. And sing? The man's got 

pipes! To my ears an obvious choice for NAC /Smooth Jazz, 

Michael's reading of "Roxanne" clearly reflects his quantum 

leap in maturity from pop phenom to adult artist. The song's 
smoky intro is intriguing, but when the vocal hits, it's smooth 

and hip, and the "oh, wow" factor is undeniable. It's always 

encouraging when artists stretch boundaries to explore new 

territories, but it's thrilling when they succeed, as George 

Michael does here.

KYOT /Phoenix PD Nick Francis: "There were not enough new artists this 
year: just a lot of the same. People like Verve's Bud Harner and Warner Bros.' 

Matt Pierson need to find more cool artists. But there is more rhythm now, 

because the effects of acid jazz have become more mainstream. Even records 

by Richard Elliot and others had more of a groove to them as a result." 

KTWV (The Wave)/Los Angeles APD /MD Ralph Stewart 
raises a red flag: "In a year that will probably be remem- 
bered for so much genre -busting across the board - from 
the Latin influence to country having such a huge run at pop 

to the melding of rock and hip -hop - our format was, inter- 

estingly, more conservative than the scheme of the rest of 

the music world. We had our highlights. tracks that broke 

the mold. like Tom Scott's 'Smokin' Section'; Lee Ritenour's 
'This Is Love: which brought a reggae influence; Garth 
Brooks, who was accepted with open arms; and Grant 
Geissman, who brought in a neat retro influence, as did 

Kombo. But as a whole we ended up playing it safer than the 

rest of the industry." 

WNUA/Chicago APD /MD Steve Stiles has a slightly dif- 
ferent take on the year. He observes, "We're continuing a 

trend to hotter, more rhythmic and energetic music. Energy 

was the big story with our music in 1999. It started last year 

with Down To The Bone, and their success encouraged other 

artists in that direction. If artists didn't come from a smooth 
jazz place. they may have been afraid to express that energy 

until DTTB broke through. Musical surprises of the year for 
me include Kombo, who came out of left field. What a great 

record - something that pushed the envelope and wasn't 
derivative. Others that broke the mold were Joyce Cooling's 

'Callie.' which I'm sure will go to No. 1 in January; Kenny 

Garrett, because he doesn't come from a smooth jazz place. 

but he made a great smooth jazz record: and Brian 
Culbertson, with that funky, retro, in- your -face trumpet horn 

section. 
"It's getting harder for us to do our jobs from a corporate 

perspective. With the constraints of spotloads and the pres- 

sure to deliver quickly that is there more than ever, we're 

going to be able to take fewer chances on quality music that 

may take more than a handful of spins to get. Thank God 

we're blessed with amazing air talent here; they have an un- 

derlying passion for the product. They are not just doing 

their four, then hitting the door."

We Done All Year? 

As 2000 knocks on the door, we reflect, contemplate 
and look ahead

The year 2000 - wow! None of us can believe it's here. Y2K hype be damned, we are 
jumping into the new century with both feet and ears. This year saw the beginning of rock's 
comeback, Active Rock's explanation. format flips, the marriage of rock and rap and a 30th 

birthday. 

At the beginning of the year there 
were rumblings that this could be the 
year of rock's return. Well, it was, and 
2000 only promises to be even more 
rockin'. The last year of the century 
began with independent rock artists 
making a splash on the Rock chart. We 

found that it is still possible to wage a 

grass -roots campaign to break an art- 
ist. All you need is a dedicated promo- 
tion team that believes in the artist. a 

major label to start sniffing around and 
a band who tour like maniacs. 

Train, for example, began rolling 
onto playlists in '99 and continue to 
make an impact heading into 2000. 
Aware's Gregg Latterman and Mark 
Cunningham originally worked 
"Meet Virginia" to Adult Alternative 
as an indie label. Later. Columbia 
signed the band, and the two labels 
worked together on the follow -up 
singles, "Free" and "I Am," proving 
that majors and indies can get mar- 
ried and produce beautiful children. 

On the flip side, radio and record 
people often need to be put into separate 
corners or attend counseling to get along. 

We all know that radio and records don't 
see eye to eye 24/7. We are here to keep 
the peace. Each side was questioned 
about their pet peeves (1/22), and we've 
picked out a few for you to remember 
in the next century. On the labels' wish 

list to radio: return calls; listen to the 
music we send you and give an honest

opinion; do not try to force time buys or 
promotions; tell us if the record will only 

be in overnights; and do not threaten us 

with drops! 

Radio hopes that labels will: listen 
to my station and understand what 
we're about; do not overwhelm the 
PD, APD and MD with the same 
calls; don't pressure us to increase 
spins; be fair in promotions (i.e., no 
favoritism in the market); and don't 
get mad when rye add the song early - that means we like the song! 

The Big Active Debate 

The yelling is over, but its time to 

set the record straight - or so we 
thought. A little over four years ago 
R &R split its Rock chart into Active 
Rock and Rock. The industry is still 
divided on how Active Rock should 
be categorized. The debate is heated, 
passionate and will probably never 
stop. An informal survey was con- 
ducted in our Feb. 12 issue, and an- 
swers ranged from the obscure to the 
specific. In the end, two main options 
were presented. 

The first definition of an Active 
Rocker intimated an exclusively hard 
rock sound (Tool, Metallica, Marilyn 
Manson) without respect to a certain 
amount of new music. The station 
could be classic -based or not. but 
would certainly be genre- based. 

The second option suggested a new 
music- intensive station that leans on 
hard rock but still embraces Lenny 
Kravitz, Eve 6, Sugar Ray, etc. One 
programmer said, "An Active Rocker 
that panders to trendy music should 
be shot." Another remarked, "The 
successful Active Rockers are fine- 
tuned to the 18 -29 demo tastes." One 
programmer preferred a balance: "I 
think it's a little bit of both, however 
the most important ingredient is atti- 
tude. Active Rock is a lifestyle." 
Nothing was solved by the informal 
survey, but the sentiment that Active 
Rock is based on lifestyle, age and 
attitude seemed to prevail. 

Yet the matter was far from over,

as we addressed the definition of 
Active Rock again later in the year 
(9/24). Active Rock could be corn - 
pared to the caterpillar's metamor- 
phosis within its cocoon -a state of 
continuous change. Rock is changing 
as well, but in a more sedate manner. 
Both panels continue to redefine their 
boundaries as music itself expands its 
scope. R &R's goal is to group simi- 
larly programmed stations together 
and gather their current playlists into 
a national overview (i.e., a chart of 
new, current rock music). 

Advice, Insight and Parties 

It's been said a million times, but a 

good jock is hard to find. It's also been 

said that PDs don't give good advice or 
useful criticism to their air talent. The 
blame falls in both arenas. WNAP/In- 
dianapolis PD Jo Robitson had several 
words of wisdom f w both sides (4/9). 
"It's your show, not a shift!" she empha- 
sized to jocks. "If you want to do a 
show, then you mast entertain. You've 
been given several thousand watts of 
power; have the time of your life every 
time you open the mike - your listen- 

ers deserve that." 
Robinson also stressed the signifi- 

cance of show prep. not talking to 
your buddy on the hotline and having 
fun. If you are lucky enough to have 
a gig like this, make the most of it and 
make it a point to stand out from the 
herd. Robinson also advised PDs, 
"Pay attention to your talent. Give 
them feedback and make them happy. 
You have to find time to work with 
your talent." 

In this day and age, radio and its 
talent are constantly going through sta- 

tion sales, mergers and format flips. 
R &R went undercover to determine 
what signs pointed to the dreaded for- 
mat change (4/16). Contributors re- 
quested that their names be withheld, 
but they divulged some great tips to 

help you see the writing on the wall. 
Here are some of the best: 

You begin receiving tapes from 
personalities that you didn't solicit 
and that aren't in your format. 

The GM won't look you in the 
eye when music jocks or program- 
ming are discussed. 

People start leaving the station, 
and they aren't being replaced (PD. 
MD, the midday personality). 

When you see a billboard for the 
new station on your way to work. 

You get the picture. The most im- 

portant advice for PDs? Prayer! 
Rock not only came back in '99, it 

also tag -teamed with rap and hip -hop 
influences to conquer the airwaves. 
Limp Bizkit and Kid Rock segueing 
into AC/DC, Metallica and Led Zep- 
pelin made for an interesting year for 
music. WXBE/Wilkes -Barre APD 
Chris "Sausage" Lloyd noted 

(8/13), "The younger generation 
seems to be much more accepting of 
converging styles of music, whether 
it's rap, hip -hop, rock or thrash. It's 
so popular with the younger genera- 
tion that more and more has been fil- 
tering into the mix. It's so hot, we 
can't turn our back on it right now." 
Neither has the rest of the industry. 

What happens when a station turns 
30? In WNOR/Norfolk's case, nothing 
(9/17). PD Harvey Kojan said, "As 
an Active Rocker, we have worked 
long and hard to make FM99 a con- 
temporary station and gain credibility 
with the younger demos. So is it nec- 
essarily a good strategy to remind them 
that the station is younger than they 
are ?" WNOR went from playing The 
Bee Gees, Traffic and The Who to 
Boston, Foreigner and Journey before 
evolving to its current stance of Mon- 
ster Magnet, Creed and Rage Against 
The Machine. 

Kojan chose to tie his station name, 
FM99, in with the numerical signifi- 
cance of the year by promoting the 
"Year of 99." As much as surviving 30 
years in the age of format flips and 
ownership changes is a big deal, Kojan 
would rather look forward than back. 

Final Words Of The Century 

With two weeks left in the millen- 
nium, we wondered what trends 
record execs thought the year 2000 
will bring for artists, music and tech- 
nology (11/19). The prevailing opin- 
ion is that we're headed for a change 
that will definitely include Rock. 
Restless' Drew Murray sees Active 
Rock splitting due to the "18- 24 -year- 
olds not caring about catalog material 
like Guns N' Roses, Ozzy, etc. It's 
like Frank Sinatra to them." 

Tommy Boy's Cheryl Valentine 
says that the thrill of rock is a major 
part of the big picture. She's a fan of 
music that keeps her awake and has a 

live presence. Some think that the 
rock/rap phenomenon will be over af- 

ter Kid Rock, and the general consen- 
sus is that more stations need to take 
chances. Arista's Pete Rosenblum 
feels that "a lot of stations won't play 
anything unless it sounds exactly like 

every other song on their station" and 
talks about what a battle it was to get 
stations to play Santana and Everlast's 
"Put Your Lights On." Arista seems to 

have won that one. 
As far as technology is concerned, 

the Internet will continue to provide 
fans with more access to music and 
hopefully provide an outlet where the 
public can tell labels, artists and ra- 
dio what they want. Epic's Ron 
Cerrito gets the last word here: "I 
think the year 2000 will be a great 
year for rock." Have we thoroughly 
beat that into your heads yet? Now go 
and party like it's, well, you know.

A Toast To A Stable 2000 
Ratings rise in '99, but station count falls 

In a lot of ways, 1999 was similar to last year: Quite a few stations flipped formats, a lot of 
programmers switched stations, and some promotion executives changed companies. Un- - like last year, however, there was a lot of good news on the station and record company fronts: 

Ratings went up fairly significantly (even as the station total went down), and records sold in ever 
greater numbers (even as the total of No. 1 songs decreased).

ary Stevens is Managing Director of Gary 
Stevens & Co., which specializes in 
broadcast mergers and acquisitions. Since 
1986 he has personally handled over $4 

billion in station transactions. 
Many people know Stevens through his 

earlier radio career. Prior to moving to the 
financial side, he was Vice President of 
Doubleday Broadcasting. Under his 
leadership in the mid -'80s, Doubleday 
became one of radio's top 10 companies. 

Stevens' early radio years were spent on air, side by side 
with some of radio's great air talents. He claims that they 
were legends, and he was just sort of dragged along! He's 

been heard on such stations as WFUN /Miami and WIL /St. 
Louis, and as one of the good guys on WMCA /New York. 

Getting into the business: "My brother was always 
interested in radio and television, and I was always 
interested in airplanes. In the final analysis, he ended up 
working for an airline, and I ended up working in the 
radio business. He's older than me and used to subscribe 
to what was called Broadcasting and Telecasting. I was 
reading this thing when I was about 8 years old. My 

mother used to take me down to radio stations, and 
there was never any question where I was going." 

His first radio job: "I finished high school and got 
in my car. From Buffalo, I started driving down the shore 
of Lake Erie and stopped in every town. The first stop, 
the guy said, 'We don't have any jobs, but there's a 

daytimer in Conneaut, Ohio, which is not far from 
Cleveland. I bet they have an opening there: I drove 
through Erie, because that was too big, and I ended up 
at this station. The Sales Manager /morning guy was Bud 
Styker. He put me on the air and auditioned me. I was 
perfectly horrible. He said, 'You're just perfect,' and hired 
me for $60 a week. I was 18 years old!" 

On making the switch from talent to manage- 
ment: "I was 28 years old and had never had an office. 
For some reason, that was important. I went to the 
manager of the station and asked if I could learn sales. 
He laughed at me and said, 'Why don't you just go back 
and play records ?' I picked up and left, moved to Europe. 
There were no radio jobs for an English- speaking person. 
I stayed until 1970. Before I left, I went around to the 
various television syndicators. I don't know what gave me 
the idea, but I got some consignment stuff to sell and 
actually made a living. I traveled all over and met a lot of 
people in the European broadcasting systems. 

"I decided to come back and went to visit Jim 
Alspaugh, President of HR rep firm before it merged with 
Peggy Stone. He said, 'We've got this station we represent 
in Phoenix. The guy who owns it is selling, and they 
need a GM.' I called this guy Dave Scribner, who was the

President of Doubleday, and said, 'I've never done it, but 
I've been on the radio in New York, and I'd like to come 
down and talk to you about the job: About halfway 
through the interview he hired me. I went around 
thinking this guy really must have seen something. It 
took me years to realize that he hired a lot of idiots, and 
I was just another one of them." 

Becoming a broker: "When Doubleday was sold, I 

thought, 'The next move is the most important move you 
make: I figured, what better ploy than Stevens goes to 
Wall Street? It sounded good. I went in with the idea that 
I'd stay for maybe a year and productively spend time 
going to companies and other equity people, meeting 
them and having them see me as an investment-banking - 
type person rather than some guy who used to play 
records and ran a radio company that got sold. 

"I got this idea one day: I had left Doubleday, but we 

still had not sold New York or Washington. I called Nelson 
Doubleday and said, 'You really don't want those 
remaining stations, and I can sell them for you. Not only 
will I get you a good price, I'll get the fee from the buyer. 
He gave me the stations to list through Wertheim, and I 

sold them to Jeff Smulyan, who wanted them. Jeff had 
been trying to buy them and had come in direct on the 
buy side. I brought him around where he had to have a 

proper negotiation. We made a deal, and it was a good 
deal, and somebody says, 'Well, what's your fee ?' I'm 
sitting at the table, and I haven't got a clue. I think I said 
$650,000. Jeff says, 'Done: The Wertheim guys are 
stunned. In one afternoon I go from overhead to 
contribution, and I'm a hero in the place. I say, 'The hell 
with this financing stuff; let's just broker stations: It was 
by sheer accident. 

"Anyway, the year ends, and we're No. 1 in transac- 
tions in the whole country in radio. In a masterstroke of 

timing, I decided to leave just prior to the '87 stock 
market crash, based on the fact that I was going to get a 

bonus in February that would have been enough to launch 
my new business. Of course, it wiped out our trading area, 
and they told us bonuses might not be paid that year. By 

that time I had leased space, hired somebody to work for 
me and had the phones set up. At the end of 1987, thank 
God, they paid us a bonus. It wasn't as good as it should 
have been, but it was enough to get out of there and start 
my own business." 

State of the industry: "If you had asked me 10 years 
ago if I thought the business would end up in the hands of 
as few people as it has and if the people who have it 
today would be the people who have it today, I would 
have said, 'I don't think so; to all of the above. It's very 
interesting to see how the business has arrived at where it 
is and to note with some interest that the survivors 
appear to be the people with the best financial acumen. 
We were a business of very diverse owners - almost 
hobbyists or small- business owners - until it got serious." 

Will the business ever see single -market owners 
again? "No. The people who thought they owned their 
companies all lost them when their 'financial partners' 
thought it was time. Basically, the individual owner is road 
kill today. What made this remunerative for a number of 

people was that they had lousy deals with financial 
partners, but the prices went so high, it put them in the 
money. These guys sat down and said, 'It's your company, 
but we'll own 90% of it. If we ever sell, you'll get .25 or 

.50, but when we get to $100 million, we'll give you half 
of everything above that: Some of these guys got to $120, 
$130 million, so they walked away with a big payday. That 
was never the intent." 

How he puts a valuation on a station: "For a long 
period of time valuations were a function of a straight -line 
multiple. If you had cash flow, it was 7- 8 -9 -10 times. What 
you have today is a structure in which your big operators 
sell stock to the public, and that stock trades. If Fm 
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company A, and my stock is trading at 19 times earning - which means, in effect, I can sell more of it to people 
for 19 times my value - then I don't have a problem 
paying 19 times to a seller. Because if I've got inflated 
dollars, if I'm spending 150 cent dollars, it's all equal. One 
of the things that has driven prices is the ability to sell 
equity at a premium and take the proceeds and pay 
premium for what you're buying on the buy side. You just 
have to make strategic decisions. So when you ask what 
the values are today, who the hell knows? Anybody who 
tells you they know the formula is full of crap." 

The future for brokers: "It's probably spelled 
Internet or something else. There's enough business out 
there to keep going, but the fact is, there aren't a lot of 
cable brokers or newspaper brokers. It's not a growth 
industry, let's put it that way. I would say that we are in 
the final phase. When this most recent sell -off of 
properties finishes, there will be little bits and pieces. 
The industry has reordered itself." 

Something about him that would surprise our 
readers: "I'm living proof that you not only can, but you 
almost have to reinvent yourself if you want a 40 -year 
career in the radio business. I went from radio to finance 
to brokering, and my credo has always been, you have to 
stay relevant." 

Most influential individual: "On the on -air side it 
was Frank Ward, who I worshiped as a kid and ended up 
working with. He never achieved his real potential, but in 
my mind he was the quintessential radio personality in 
America. Another was John Box, who taught me that you 
can never overhype yourself and you can never overprom- 
ote your business or yourself. He was a master of it." 

Career highlight: "There are three things: Getting a 

job in New York City, which is all I ever wanted when I 

was on the air; becoming president of the company I was 
running, which I dearly wanted to do; and making 
partner in a Wall Street firm, where I came in and knew 
nothing and went toe to toe with a bunch of guys who 
thought I was a dilettante hired by some guy who didn't 
know what he was doing. I showed them that I could 
stay with them." 

Career disappointment: "I always wanted to be CEO 

of a very large company. What always turned me on was 
taking a bunch of people who were down and didn't 
think there was any hope or future and leading them. If 
there's a regret, it's that I made more money doing what 
I'm doing. You never went into this business for money, 
and it still isn't the scorecard. We used to sit around the 
station and say, 'Isn't this great? We'd do this for free, 
and they're really paying us:" 

Favorite radio format: "I listen to mostly News. In 
the office I have Classical on. But my favorite format is 
Hot AC." 

Favorite song: "I'm a Phil Collins nut. If I had a 
station, it would be all Phil, all the time." 

Favorite television show: "Law and Order." 
Favorite book: "I only read nonfiction. I'm still a 

nut about airlines, so I read a lot stuff about them." 
Favorite movie: "Same Time, Next Year." 

Favorite restaurant: "Peter Luger's." 
Beverage of choice: "White wine." 
Hobbies: "Travel, computers, cars. I'm up to nine 

cars." 
Stock recommendation: "Don't buy it. I have 

nothing but municipal bonds. I worked on Wall Street - 
I don't buy the stuff." 

Communication medium of choice: "Telephone. My 

e -mail address is deelmakur @aol.com." 
What he's most looking forward to in the new 

millennium: "I'm a radio guy; I can't plan more than 60 
days ahead. That's why I've been reasonably successful 
doing what I do: I understand I'm dealing with a whole 
bunch of other guys who can't plan either."
