"THIS LOOKED LIKE IT WAS
going to be one of the best summers
in Israel's history when it came to
international acts, but now it's quite
grim," says Carmi D. Wurtman, the
CEO of 2b Vibes, a hybrid music
company that has produced more
than 100 festivals and concerts in
the last 10 years.

He is talking about the wave of
postponements and cancellations -
due to security concerns - that have
dealt a heavy blow to the live event
business in the Holy Land since the

latest Israeli -Palestinian conflict
flared in Gaza in mid -June. With
violence escalating again on July 28
after a cease-fire, Live Nation chair-
man of global touring Arthur Fogel,
who is producing Lady Gaga's tour,
says he is "watching the
situation" to determine if
Gaga, who is slated to per-
form Sept. 13 at Hayarkon
Park in Tel Aviv, will join
Backstreet Boys, Neil
Young & Crazy Horse,
America, Kansas, Cirque
du Soleil and other acts that have
postponed or canceled shows in
Israel. (The Hives and The Pixies
did play Tel Aviv, albeit on June 17
before rocket attacks began in July.)

Other acts undoubtedly monitor-
ing the conflict include Megadeth
and Lana Del Rey, who are sched-

uled to play Tel Aviv on Aug. 6 and
20, respectively; Ceelo Green is
booked for Aug. 19 in Jerusalem.

Wurtman, whose company is

producing Green's show, says the
aborted America concert, which was

to take place Aug. 7 in Tel
Aviv, was also a 2b Vibes
production that he had
worked on for three years
to make happen. "We
sold 4,000 of the 5,000
available tickets a month
before the show, which

suggested it would sell out."
"I can't blame them at all," says

Wurtman of the band's decision to
cancel, although he laments that 2b
Vibes has lost "hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars" due to the conflict.

He says the last time Israel's
concert business suffered a setback

Summer is the high season for
large-scale outdoor concerts and
festivals - "a city like Jerusalem has
festivals practically every week," he
says. And though local performers
are inured to the threat of attacks,
local police are refusing to grant
permits for outdoor gatherings. The
result, says Wurtman, is that hotels,

restaurants and bands take a fman-
cial hit. "Suddenly, they're stuck in
Europe for two days. If they've got
a large entourage and crew, putting
them up can be quite expensive."

Eran Arlelll, CEO of indie-centric
concert producer and promoter
Naranjah, says he has only had
one band, The Brian Jonestown
Massacre, cancel a show, but he es-
timates that, all told, industry losses
between mid -July and mid -August
will be $20 million. He notes, how-
ever, that a portion of that amount
"is recoverable for shows that have
been postponed." (Backstreet Boys,
for instance, plan to reschedule for
spring 2015.)

Complicating matters, say both
promoters, is the difficulty in buying
insurance in Israel that covers can-
cellations. "Lloyd's of London will
sell it to you, but it's so expensive
it's not worthwhile," says Wurtman.
"There's always a Russian roulette
element to concert promotion, but
this is like playing with two bullets."

He predicts the current conflict
will have a chilling effect on major
acts playing Israel through 2016.
Arielli is more optimistic, although
he attributes his attitude to his spe-
cialization in smaller indoor shows,
the bulk of which don't take place
in summer. Then, noting the ever-

fragile state of the Middle East, he
says, "Everything we say right now
might not be relevant tomorrow." 0

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Live Nation's Wild Stock Run
The booming concert industry, executive turnover at AEG and a little help
from Irving Azoff fuel a healthy and diversified business that Wall Street loves

BY GLENN PEOPLES

Investors like what they're seeing from Live Nation.
Shares of the world's biggest concert promoter have
risen 21 percent year to date and 47 percent in the past
year. Over those time periods, the overall New York

Stock Exchange, on which Live Nation trades, has risen 5
percent and 15 percent, respectively. Most impressively, its
shares have climbed 193 percent since the dismal summer
of 2010 when the touring business was being pummeled
by the economic recession.

Why is Wall Street so smitten? When the live en-
tertainment business is healthy, so is Live Nation.
Its business model uses concerts to drive revenue in
ticketing, sponsorships, advertisements and other
revenue streams, all of which grew
11 percent to $6.5 billion in 2013;
the more people attend low -margin
concerts, the more opportunities
Live Nation has in its high -margin
divisions. (Note: This story went to
press before Live Nation's earnings
call on July 31.(

Forecasts for concert revenue
are optimistic these days. In a

December report, investment
bank Macquarie Group said it ex-

pects Live Nation to grow concert
revenue about 7 percent annually
from 2014 to 2016. Brokerage firm
Sterne Agee expects just 3 percent
in concert growth this year and
2 percent in both 2015 and 2016,
but noted the proven demand for
concerts around the world, and
that sagging recorded -music sales
incentivize artists to tour.

Live Nation is better positioned
than its competitors to benefit from
this demand for live entertainment.
"Some years the overall content will
be better than others, but in North

America and Europe, they're the dominant provider by
leaps and bounds," says Stifel Nicolaus analyst Ben Mogi!.

And with more concert demand comes more brand
involvement. Last year the sponsorship and advertising
division derived $285 million in revenue from 900 million
online visitors and 60 million concertgoers. Experts think
there's room to grow: Macquarie analysts believe Live
Nation can sustain or accelerate its double-digit growth
in sponsorships and advertising during the next few years.

An off -balance competitor also helps, adds Mogil.
"They're certainly benefiting by the fact that AEG has
reduced its exposure to the business." While 2013 was
AEG's most successful year to date - with concert

grosses exceeding $1 billion for
the first time - executive turnover
at the company has helped Live
Nation secure some of the year's
biggest tours, including One
Direction and Miley Cyrus. Within
the last 18 months, Tim Lelweke
and Randy Phillips both lost the
title of president/CEO at AEG
Live. Earlier this year, Rob Hallett,
president of international touring,
departed the company.

Not least, Live Nation has
benefited from its 2010 merger
with Ticketmaster, says a veteran
touring executive. The business
model set in motion by former
executive chairman Irving Azoff
allows the concert promoter to
leverage ticketing revenue. Live
Nation's share price increase since
Azoff's departure is a significant
reflection of his impact, says
this exec. "The truth is, Irving is
the reason Live Nation is healthy
today and why they're impossible
to compete with."0
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PartyNextDoor Two. Both acts
are already being primed to
follow in the footsteps of The
Weeknd, the Toronto -based
artist -producer whose early
support from Drake led to
a lucrative record deal with
Republic and two projects
that reached No.1 on the Top
R&B/Hip-Hop Albums chart.

Next up is this weekend's
OVO Fest (Aug. 3-4), the fifth
annual music festival orga-
nized and hosted by Drake
at the Molson Canadian
Amphitheatre in Toronto.
The event, which expands to
a two-day concert for the first
time, is headlined by Outkast,
Drake himself and a sure -to-be
A -list roster of surprise guests.
Four days later, on Aug. 8, he
will kick off the 31-city Drake
vs. Lil Wayne Tour, featuring
a first -of -its -kind integrated
sponsorship from Capcom that
will pit the two rappers against

each other in a Street Fighter-

like battle. Fans will declare the
winner each night.

Drake's other upcoming
ventures include custom
designs for Nike's Air Jordans
and Canadian clothier Roots
and, according to sources, the
extension through 2015 of a
lucrative deal with Sprite that
was initially inked in 2010.

The bottom line should be
impressive: Sources say Drake's
2014 earnings are on pace to far
exceed the estimated $10.5 mil-
lion he earned in 2013.

A return to acting may also
be in the cards for Drake,
who got his big break on the
Canadian teen soap Degrassi:
The Next Generation. "After
SNL, obviously the phones
were lighting up because it
introduced him to a whole
new demographic," says OVO
partner Oliver El-Khatib.

Future the Prince, who
has co -managed Drake since
the rapper's split from the
Blueprint Group in 2013, is tak-
ing a page from the playbook
of manager SCOoter Braun,
who has helped diversify Justin
Bieber's business portfolio.
"There are partnerships and
ventures with companies that
we haven't even fully explored
yet," says Future the Prince.0

Can Drake Cut It
As A Mogul?
The rapper -actor is one of today's hottest stars,
but it's early days for his business ventures

MARIAH SHEDS HER
MANAGER -AGAIN
In the wake of disappointing album
sales, Jermaine Dupri is out - and
now Kevin Liles seems to be in

It looks like the "elusive chanteuse" continues
to elude career stability.

Mariah Carey has parted ways with
longtime musical collaborator

Jermaine Duprl as her manager, and
has been working closely with Kevin
Liles, who was president of Def Jam
during the singer's stint at the label,
Billboard has learned. Sources say
"nothing official" has been inked with
Liles' firm KWL Enterprises, but the Liles

two have been working together since
the June launch of Go N'Syde's Carey -branded
Butterfly interactive beverage line.

"I'm a very hands-on person when it comes to
my work," Dupri tells Billboard in a statement. "I

put my all into every project. But when I'm not
allowed to do what I do, then I know it's time for me
to move on. Mariah and I enjoy working together
and will continue to make great music together in
the future." Reps for Liles, Carey and Carey's label
Def Jam declined comment.

The reteaming with Liles is the latest in an
increasingly long line of management changes
Carey, 44, has undergone during the past few
years, which in 2013 alone included stints with a

Randy Jackson/Irving Azoff tag team and Bruce
Eskowitz of Red Light Management before Dupri
came onboard that fall. In the past decade, she
also worked with current Jennifer Lopez manager
Benny Medina (2003-2008) and the late Chris
Lighty (2008-2012); other former managers
include Randy Hoffman and, briefly, Sandy GallIn.

The news arrives on the heels of disappointing
sales of Carey's 14th studio album, Me. I Am
Mariah... The Elusive Chanteuse, which has sold
103,000 copies since its May 27 release, according
to Nielsen SoundScan, and falls off the Billboard
200 on the chart dated Aug. 9 after just eight
weeks. The album underwent multiple release -

date changes (it was at one point slated for July
2013 to capitalize on "#Beautiful," Carey's hit duet
with Miguel), but has failed to chart a Billboard
Hot 100 single since ballad "You're Mine (Eternal)"
spent one week at No. 88 in February. The disco -

tied "You Don't Know What to Do," featuring Wale,
was announced as her latest single in June but has
yet to appear on any Billboard charts.

Should The Elusive Chanteuse fail to rechart, it
would be the shortest Billboard 200 run of any of
Carey's studio albums.0

Two of summer's biggest hits could lead to a $5 million year as branding
deals and a revived House of Style rev up the female rapper

IGGY AZALEA HAS BEEN DOMINATING
the summer, holding down the top
two slots of Billboard's Summer Songs
chart for an uninterrupted nine weeks

with "Fancy" and a guest spot on Ariana
Grande's "Problem." A third single
("Black Widow," featuring Rita Ora) and
an appearance on mentor T.1.'s comeback
single, "No Mediocre," also are scaling the
charts. But can she translate early radio
ubiquity into a sustainable career? After
all, for every summer breakout like Bruno
Mars or Katy Perry, there's a Carly Rae
I e psen or Got ye that can't quite make
that next leap.

There already have been two votes of
confidence. yin Diesel recently revealed
that Azalea, 24, filmed a cameo in Fast and
Furious 7, due in 2015. And on July 24 MTV
named the former Wilhelmina model host
of a revived House ofStyle on MTV.com.
The eight -episode run premiered Aug. 4
and will culminate with Azalea's appear-
ance at the MTV Video Music Awards on
Aug. 24 and, two nights later, a House of
Style VMA fashion special. The MTV gig is
a natural fit for the artist, who was featured
in print campaigns for Levi's and Revolve
before The New Classic, her Def Jam debut,
arrived in April. Her unprecedented
success as a white female rapper and
growing clout on tour - she will headline
Budweiser's Made in America Festival in
Los Angeles and the iHeartRadio Festival
in Las Vegas - suggest a promising future.

"She speaks to an audience who hasn't
had an opportunity to have someone really
represent them," says Rene Mclean,
founder of music branding-management
agency RPM. "At first, hip -hop was super
urban, but rap is for everybody now. She
was very strategic in the way she set herself
up with the ASAP Rocky and T.I. affilia-
tions, doing records with Steve Aoki, and
she ended up with a new arsenal."

Based on her projected royalty rates from
two big radio hits and a sold -out tour of
clubs and theaters, Azalea will likely pull in
$3 million to $5 million in earnings in 2014,
sources suggest. And an attempt to leap to
the next level is imminent.

Cara Lewis, Azalea's agent at Creative
Artists Agency, says the first leg of a 2015
arena tour already is being routed, and
talks are underway with potential brand
partners to integrate into the tour. "Iggy's
management team is comprised of all
women, and we are in sync as a group when
it comes to long-term visions and choosing
the right partners," says Lewis. "There is
a lot of attention from the beauty genre,
including makeup, hair and skin products."

Branding experts estimate that Azalea
could command mid- to high -six -figures
for the right campaign, and potentially
more as her stock grows. "Over the past
three months, we've gotten more inquiries
[about her] than any other female artist,"
says Ryan Schinman, CEO of music licens-
ing and entertainment marketing firm
Platinum Rye. "She's not as controversial
as Miley Cyrus, and she would make a ter-
rific spokesperson for the right products."

As for the flap surrounding Azalea's
credibility as a rapper, with Nicki Minaj
recently throwing shadeat the BET Awards

about writing her own verses? One major
artist manager says that won't trickle down
to the rising star's business appeal.

"When you look at a lot ofpop super-
stars, Rihanna's not known to be a

songwriter but she has incredible cred-
ibility when it comes to fashion and being
able to move the cultural needles," says the
source. "To fans and brands, I don't think
that matters much."0

solace in Wayne Shorter's 1964 Blue Note album,
Speak No Evil, whenever emotional trouble struck.
He would play side two and after 15 minutes, be
free of whatever funk he was in.

"Forty-five years later, that record still fulfills
that function for me," says Fagenson, known
for the past 3o-odd years as Don Was. "It's my
compass. That's what artists should do for people- make music that will make you feel something."

That credo has served Was, 61, well in his
position as president of Blue Note Records since
January 2012, the first full-time job he has ever
held. Known in the 198os as the bassist and co -

leader of the esoteric Detroit funk band Was (Not
Was) -which charted with singles like "Walk the
Dinosaur" and "Spy in the House of Love" - he
segued to record production and hit pay dirt almost
immediately, overseeing Bonnie Raitt's Grammy -

winning No.1 album, Nick of Time. After two

decades of extensive production work with such
acts as The Rolling Stones, Bob Dylan, Amos
Lee and Lucinda Williams, Was stepped into a
corner office at Blue Note under then -chairman
Bruce Lundvall.

Storied for its jazz recordings, Blue Note -which
has 10 dedicated staffers and shares resources with
parent company Universal -is celebrating its 75th
anniversary this year, and continuing to release
jazz as well as music from a broad range of acts,
among them Lee, Norah Jones, Annie Lennox,
Ryan Adams, Rosanne Cash and newer signings
like Jose James, Vintage Trouble and Ambrose
Akinmusire. Was, a three -time Grammy winner
who has three children and lives in Los Angeles

with his wife, video director and former Virgin
Records VP Gemma Co rf eld, discussed the past
and present of Blue Note at his office in the Capitol
Tower in Hollywood.

"That [tribute concert] was

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Blue Note artists have always done - constantly
pushing the threshold, whether it's Thelonious
Monk in 1947 or The Jazz Messengers with
Horace Silver and Art Blakey. If you look back,
what you see is revolutionary change. That's the
face of Blue Note. It could be said the face of Blue
Note is Norah Jones, whose latest project is Puss N
Boots. What does it mean to be in the Norah Jones
business today, considering how many side proj-
ects she does? There are a few people I have been
in the studio with - Mick Jagger, Garth Brooks
- who have so much power and presence. Norah
has it. She doesn't want to repeat herself, so being
in the Norah Jones business means enabling her to
do anything she wants to do and serving her vision.

Beyond Jones, whose last album sold
450,000, Blue Note does not have platinum
artists. How do you measure expectations?
If you're going to look at just CD sales, you're going
to be depressed - you have to look at total music
income. It's nice to make a splash the first week
out, but our goal is to have events for a year -and -a -

half that will keep [an act] visible.

Has Blue Note changed since it became part
of Universal Music Group in 2012?
When I was hired, there was a consensus within
EMI quarters that Blue Note should be shut down
as a new -music entity and turned into a website
that sold catalog and T-shirts. Fortunately, there
were people who felt a need to go with new music.
As someone who had been an outsider and, at
best, was wary of record companies, if not outright
adversarial, [it was a surprise] to get inside and see
companies staffed with people who love music and
musicians. The only direction I have received from
[UMG chairman/CEO] Lucian [Grainge] is: "Blue
Note's great - keep making tasteful music."

When pop -oriented artists come to Blue Note
with major -label experience, how do you get
your label to make sense for them?
In the case of Ryan [Adams], we were friends - I

played bass for him. He gets an executive who
has an understanding of the essence of his music.
He's got so many cool ideas. We're going to release
a 45 [rpm single] a month for year. The first one
happens to be the [album's lead] single, but after
that, they've got nothing to do with the album. You
could say this conflicts with the marketing plan,
or you could say that it's a cool idea very much in
keeping with the sensibility behind Ryan Adams.

What do you bring from your early career to
the current job?
If you look at the history of the music business, all
the great music traditionally comes from entrepre-
neurs. [Island Records founder] Chris Blackwell
gave us our first deal in 1981. That was a real risk:
He didn't pay that much for the album, but he
gave us $15o,00o in tour support. During that
tour we got a more enthusiastic offer from Geffen
[Records] and he let us go to take the better offer.

He didn't hang us up to get his $iso,000 back. He
understood he was taking risks everywhere, and
those things underwrote more risks. What I like
about the Capitol [Music] Group is, we're not reck-
less, but if you believe in something, [chairman/
CEO] Steve Barnett has created a climate where
you arc encouraged to follow your muse.

What albums are you currently producing for
Blue Note?
The Jason Moran album, which will come out in
September. I'm doing a Lionel Loueke album later

this year. [Generally], I'll do it if I'm the right guy,
but to be honest I'm not the right guy for most of
it. Some guys ask me and I say, "You're young. You

wanted me from 3o years ago. Maybe."

What's the hardest part of the job?
The practical things - returning phone calls,
answering emails promptly, dealing with stuff as
it comes up. But I'm getting better. If you're mak-
ing a record, at the end of six weeks you'll know
you're done. This is never done. I can do 1 percent
of the things I want to do. 0

A.M. Raves The New Rage?
Morning Gloryville brings 6:30 a.m. sober dance parties to 12 cities and counting

Would you like some EDM
with your coffee? Turns out
raves aren't just reserved
for the nocturnal set

anymore, thanks to Morning Gloryville,
a new sober early -morning dance event
that came to New York from London in
May. With a tagline of "Rave your way into
the day," the attendees of the nomadic
event (so far, all Morning Gloryville New
York raves have taken place in different
Brooklyn locations) call themselves
"bravers" -a portmanteau of the words
"breakfast ravers." Annie Fabricant,
32, the New York Morning Gloryville
representative who works with founder
Samantha Moyo, says there's another
meaning hidden in the word: it's 'braving'

because people are courageous to get
up at the crack ass of dawn to party
with no alcohol." So far, people from all
professions have paid around $20 each to
jam to EDM from 6:30 to 10:30 a.m., while
breaking for 20 -minute yoga sessions and
15 -minute massages. Fresh smoothies
and organic juices are sold on -site
instead of the usual rave staples of boozy
beverages and energy drinks. Despite
the nonconventional party time, Morning
Gloryville is growing a cult -like following:
It has expanded beyond London and New
York to 10 other cities, including Tokyo,
San Francisco, Paris, and Sydney.

"Morning Gloryville took London by
storm," says Fabricant. "They're getting
800 people in the door." For now, New

York events are kept at a somewhat more
humble (but still impressive) capacity of
approximately 300 people.

"The music is highly energetic, and
dancing next to people who were
feeling the same euphoria - some of
them friends, some of them strangers
- filled my batteries for the day," says
Marie Astrid Roussel, a 26 -year -old
lawyer for a company on Wall Street who
has attended two of the three New York
events. Kiley Baker, who also works in
finance, hopes to attend another Morning
Gloryville event as well. (The next one is
on Aug. 13; for details, go to facebook.
com/morninggloryvillenyc.) "My new job
starts too early," says Baker. "I might have
to call in sick one day to go back!"0

T'S UNDENIABLE THAT K -POP - THE

IT'S NOT HARD TO FIGURE OUT WHERE
5 Seconds of Summer is staying while on
tour in Milan: Just follow the screams.

Ten floors below the hotel penthouse
where 5SOS - "five sauce," to devotees -
is gathered for a Billboard cover shoot, a
crush of teenage fans nervously paces the
sidewalk on a blustery afternoon in late
June. Converse sneakers slap the pavement.
Piles of colorful rubber bracelets quiver on
the arms of girls running back and forth
between the lobby doors and rear exit,
iPhones at the ready, to catch a cherished
glimpse of the Australian pop -punk quartet.

The giddy teens better not blink - these
guys are on the move.

In four hours, 5SOS will open for One
Direction at the sold-out San Siro Stadium,
the 80,000 -seat home of A.C. Milan foot-
ball. But first the band has to finish the photo
shoot, sit down with management, hug
fans at a backstage meet-and -greet and oh,
yeah, share a preshow dinner with ID's Niall
Horan. Then the group will hit the stage for
a short but intensely energetic set before
heading straight to Malpensa Airport,
where it will fly to London to promote the

U.K. release of the band's long-awaited
first album, 5 Seconds of Summer, which
has now made its U.S. debut at No.1 on the
Billboard zoo. With more than 250,000
copies sold during the week ending July 27,

it's the third -largest bow in 2014, behind
Coldplay's Ghost Stories and Eric Church's
The Outsiders.

The album's impressive launch has been
propelled in part by the runaway success
earlier this year of 5SOS' She Looks So Perfect
EP, which peaked at No. 2. (The single of
the same name topped out at No. 2.4 on the
Billboard Hot 100 in June, the band's first
top 4o hit.) But first -week sales were no
doubt ignited by the act's appearance on
Today and Jimmy Kimmel Live!, where the
group tore through "She Looks So Perfect"
before thousands of screaming fans and
millions of viewers.

Back in the Milan penthouse, guitarist
Michael Clifford, 18, grabs an acoustic guitar
and begins serenading the room with an
impromptu ditty that cracks up his band -

mates: drummer Ashton Irwin, 20; bassist
Calum Hood, 28; and guitarist and de facto
lead singer Luke Hemmings, 28.

"People get confused because we're
young and we have a female fan base," says
Irwin, whose fervent admirers freaked out
on Twitter recently when he was photo-
graphed chatting with an unknown woman.
"But so did Fall Out Boy. Pete Wentz was
the Justin Bieber of2007. Girls loved him,
they obsessed over him."

True, Wentz was praised for his "sexy
" in People's Most Beautiful issue

that year. But Fall Out Boy in its infancy was
never i line to open for 'N Sync. The ascent
of5S0 to the world stage has been helped
no do t by the band's association with
Mode t Management, which also guides
One irection. Clifford, however, is quick to
poi out the rock credentials of ID's man-
ager, Richard Griffiths, who started out as a
booking agent for AC/DC in the mid-197os.

Capitol Records chairman/CEO Steve
Barnett, who signed 5SOS in the United
States, says the band's success is all about
the music, not its connections on- and off-
stage. "Obviously, the association with One
Direction is integral to what's happening for
them," says Barnett. "But an opening slot
on a major tour doesn't come with a guar-
antee that the headliner's audience will
embrace you."

Judging from the capacity crowd in
Milan, Barnett can rest easy. One Direction

The vintage style, a favorite among hipsters, implies you've spent
hours scouring eBay and left -field band forums in search of shirts
produced for tours that happened decades ago. But there's really no

need to spend big bucks on worn-out collector's items.
Most of 5SOS' favorite shirts can be found at mainstream retailers,

including Hot Topic, Urban Outfitters, Pacific Sunwear and, most
notably, Target, which offers an extensive graphic tee collection
featuring The Rolling Stones, Pink Floyd and Beastie Boys.

The retail giant also partnered with 5SOS to release exclusive
tracks on its debut album, 5 Seconds of Summer. But the fact that
the band wears Target T-shirts is "pure coincidence," says a store
representative. -MEGAN BUERGER

fueled the sellout at San Siro, but the SSOS
fan base is thoroughly represented. The
much -coveted general -admission section is
riddled with homemade, Sharpie -scrawled
5SOS white T-shirts. During the preshow
vamp, the stadium echoes with cheers
as fans sing along to the "Heyyy-eh-ey!"
chorus each and every time the sound
system cranks out "She Looks So Perfect."
As the lights go down, the half of San Siro
that spots the foursome en route to the stage
erupts in screams that would rival those
heard when A.C. Milan scores a goal.

John Feldmann, who produced 5 Seconds
ofSummer, says the scene is proof of a
fundamental change in the pop-punk demo.
"In the first wave of Green Day and Blink-

182, [the crowd was] 98 percent dudes, with
circle pits, stage diving and punk -rock sing-
alongs, bro-style," says Feldmann, whose
band Goldfinger was an integral part of
the late-'9os ska/pop-punk scene. "Now, I

would say it's 8o percent girls" - right in the
5SOS wheelhouse.

It has been less than three years since four

teens who grew up in a rough neighborhood
in Sydney bonded over music. Hemmings,
Clifford and Hood were attending suburban
Norwest Christian College in Riverstone,
where Hemmings uploaded an acoustic
cover of Mike Posner's "Please Don't Go" to
his YouTube channel. "I got a few views," he
recalls, and Clifford approached him with
an intriguing proposition. "He came up to
me at school and said, 'Do you want to do
one together and, like, maybe make a band
or something?"'

After recruiting Hood to play bass,
Clifford reached out to his pal Irwin on
Facebook, persuading the drummer to join
them by claiming that 200 people were
coming to their next show at Sydney's
Annandale Hotel.

"It was 12, actually," Irwin points out.
"But I still say it was my favorite gig ever:
Magic Day, Dec. 3, 2011. I remember what
we were wearing, the first band photo. We
had amazing emo fringes."

Today and Jimmy Kimmel Live!, she notes, showcased the fact that, unlike other boy
bands, 5SOS' members play their own instruments.

"The TV exposure helps, but only because the performances were so strong," says
Postelle. "They play, they sing, and it's infectious. For people who aren't really familiar
with them, that expands their core base and keeps our numbers going."

The band also has been aggressive on social media, reminding its 3.8 million
Twitter followers that 5 Seconds of Summer is finally available and touting the
success of its new single, "Amnesia," which topped Billboard's Trending 140
chart. A video of the group "working" in Target came with its own custom hashtag,
#SSOSTargetEmployeesOfTheMonth, and quickly went viral.

Capitol came up with the idea for the Target prank, but "the boys really made it
their own," says Postelle. "We worked with a digital team and management, but to
the guys it was true to the voice they've created with their fans." -JASON LIPSHUTZ

click. "He was the missing piece of the puz-
zle," says Clifford of the one member with
any previous band experience. "He kind of
drove us - literally, he drove us, because he
was the only one who could drive."

The band's DIY aesthetic also was evident
in its early, sometimes grainy and usually
poorly lit videos. "Everyone else was doing
these really clean-cut, amazing edits of
popular covers, and we just had an iPhone,"
recalls Irwin.

"5SOS is a band in the true sense of the
word," says Capitol's Barnett. "They're
highly proficient musicians who write their
own songs."

That original material earned the band a
gig opening for Hot Chelle Rae's Australian
tour in 2012.

Emsell, then brought the band to Capitol

checked out a show in Dublin.
"One -and-a-half minutes into their first

song, we said to Richard, 'We are in!' "
writes Raphael in an email to Billboard.
"They were infectious from the minute they
walked onstage."

"Infectious" is the perfect word to
describe the band as it went viral in late
2012, thanks to iD's Louis Tomlinson, who
tweeted a link to a YouTube video of the
5SOS song "Gotta Get Out." "Been a fan of
this band for awhile," he wrote, triggering
an avalanche of international interest and
more than 76,000 retweets.

Thousands of those early fans were
inspired enough to contact local DJs,
demanding to hear the music of a band that
had yet to step inside a recording studio.
`We were getting tweets a year before 5

Seconds of Summer even had a major -label
deal," says Mike Biddle, assistant program
director at WPLW Raleigh, N.C.

The awesome Aussies now have nearly

4 million followers on Twitter and their
YouTube account has racked up more than
94 million views. While some bands spend
all their downtime partying, 5SOS is more
apt to post silly videos and selfies on Vine,
Instagram and Facebook. In one viral clip
that netted more than 700,000 views in
three days, the band members pretended to
be Target employees who directed wan-
dering customers to an exclusive edition
of their new album. They're especially
obsessed with Twitter, which exploded in -

real time during the group's U.S. TV debut
at the Billboard Music Awards in May. Their
official account, @5SOS, was mentioned
a whopping 451,000 times that night.
Together with each member's personal
account, 5SOS received more mentions than
every other performer combined.

But the band's clout is extending far
beyond social media, the charts and
airwaves. As Billboard recently reported, a
lyric from 5SOS' biggest hit- "She looks
so perfect standing there/In my American
Apparel underwear" - has prompted a io
percent boost in the retailer's sales of men's
briefs. "No one at the company has even

Good Charlotte's Joel and Benji
Madden co -wrote and produced "Amnesia,"
the brokenhearted ballad from 5 Seconds
of Summer, which quickly shot to No. i on
Billboard's Trending 140 chart, following
the release of its lyric video on July 1, and
has bounced in and out of the top spot ever
since. And All Time Low's Alex Gaskarth
co -wrote the amped-up "Kiss Me Kiss Me."

The way 5SOS sees it, the band is helping
usher in a new wave of pop -friendly punk,
while paying tribute to idols like Green Day
and paving the way for future connoisseurs.
"If a kid picks up drumsticks because of our
band, job done," says Irwin. "Just to have
guitars on the radio again is nice."

Other long-term plans include

branching out into A&R through Hi or
Hey Records, the 5SOS imprint distributed
by Capitol. "A girl version of us would be
cool," says Hemmings.

For now, the band is focused primarily
on the business at hand: opening for One
Direction on a tour that moves to Toronto on
Aug. i before crossing the United States until
early October. "We need to respect that we're
here to warm up the crowd for the headliner,
which has sold out the stadium," says Irwin.

That's the kind of mature attitude not
always embraced by seasoned acts, never
mind a bunch of teenagers riding the crest
of a chart -topping debut album. While their
stage performance essentially remains
unchanged - "We do punk jumps and all
that," says Irwin - they've tempered their
language to accommodate One Direction's
decidedly younger fan base. "We just don't
ever say `f-' onstage."

"At our own show," says Hemmings, "we
talk a lot of shit."

It won't be long before the bandmembers

get the chance to expand their vocabulary as
legit headliners. More than io,000 tickets
were sold in one day to a Nov. 15 show at
the Los Angeles Forum. Next spring, 5SOS
will be the main attraction on the Rock Out
With Your Socks Out Tour, starting May 4
in Lisbon, Portugal. The group will play 26
more arenas throughout Europe and then
return home for its first headline tour on
its native turf, a five -night Australian swing
that wraps June 29 in Perth.

If all goes well, 5SOS may soon boast the
earning power of One Direction, whose five
members will reportedly earn more than $23
million each this year.

So let everyone else fret over the fate of
boy bands who never seem to grow into man
bands. 5 Seconds of Summer is too busy liv-
ing in the moment - and loving it.

"Ask any bar band, 'Would you rather go
from this to flying first class and staying
in nice hotels?' " says Clifford. "I guaran-
tee every single one of them would say,
`Hell yeah!' "0

Selfies, silly videos and
constant tweets help

maintain the band's high
profile on social media.

"We fully understand
that the fans are the sole
reason we're here," says

Hemmings. "Without
them, no band is a band."
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"Now it's about the
healing," says Alexander,
who performed at the
American Airlines Arena
in Miami on Apri110.
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IFROM THE FIRST TIME
powerful radio executive
Jesus Salas and rising pop star
Katherine Alexander met two
years ago, there were fire-
works. Salas, the executive

vp programming at SBS (the largest publicly
traded Hispanic -controlled media and enter-
tainment company in the United States) who
was married at the time, swooned over the
arresting, dark-haired Alexander, an aspir-
ing singer and private school teacher. Once
he was single again and deep in their affec-
tion for each other, he was a gentleman
publicly and often preferred to keep their
relationship low key unless they were alone,
say those familiar with the couple.

The up-and-coming singer, now 24,
sometimes wrote love letters declaring
her devotion. "I want to make you happy
in mind, body and soul," wrote Alexander
in a romantic letter dated Dec. 3o, 2013
that included an imprint from a red lipstick
she wore. "I'm here baby ... I'm with you.
Te quiero."

She instantly fell for Salas, an industry
veteran known as "Zeus," and it is easy
to see why. Salas, now 39, knows some of
the world's most famous pop stars. He has
danced with Jennifer Lopez and schmoozes
with Enrique Iglesias and Ricky Martin. For
a young woman like Alexander, his largesse
might have seemed dreamy.

But that relationship is now threatening

to unravel his storied career. It has degener-
ated into a sensational saga -a drama that
includes a lawsuit that makes assertions
of fraud, misrepresentation, double deal-
ing and "the intentional infliction of severe
emotional distress."

The former lovers, who lived together
for a brief time in 2013, were still an item
up until early 2014. A few months later,
however, Alexander filed a lawsuit against
her ex-boyfriend, alleging that after prom-
ising that he "would easily make her a
star," according to court documents, Salas
fraudulently "induced" her to enter into
an unfair managing contract. The singer's
lawsuit suggests that she should receive
more than $1 million in
damages, in addition to
punitive damages.

The case could have eas-
ily gone unnoticed, given
that Alexander is little-
known. Instead, some of her
most salacious allegations
were leaked to celebrity
news site TMZ. Now, in
what is an anomaly in the
tight -knit world of Latin
music, Alexander's claims
have spilled into the main-
stream press. They offer a
glimpse into the dynamics
that can play out in all forms
of entertainment, including

the relationship between mentor and artist,
the ability of powerful figures to make or
break a career and the destructive potential
of sexual politics.

In a bizarre twist, Alexander's case made
it to TMZ not because of her lawsuit, but
because of a completely separate legal mat-
ter. In July, Alexander filed a petition for a

temporary injunction in Miami for protec-
tion against domestic violence, bringing
forward allegations that Salas raped, sod-
omized and threatened her by talking about
guns he possessed.

In an exclusive interview with Billboard on
July 31, Alexander spoke candidly about her
dreams, her struggles and her relationship

with Salas. "It's a bit of an
emotional roller coaster,"
she says. "Now it's about the
healing. It's something that
happened and I've learned
from, and hopefully [it will]
prevent other women from
going through [this]."

Though the petition has
not yet been addressed
in a hearing, an attorney
representing Salas filed a

response to the request for
a permanent injunction that
details florid love notes and
lurid sexual communication
that Alexander initiated in
the months after the alleged
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assaults, and calls the singer "just another
greedy aspirant to fame."

Salas, through his attorneys, has denied
any wrongdoing and declined to speak
directly to Billboard. Instead, he let his repre-
sentatives respond to all questions.

Alexander reported the assaults on June
14, 2014. She asserts they had happened
months earlier, in December 2013 and
January 2014, alleging that she was "twice
sodomized, once raped and once assaulted
with a plastic bag held over her head,"
according to the singer's legal documents.
Salas has never been charged.

Salas denies all these claims, adding in his
court-filed statements that his ex-girlfriend
repeatedly sexted him from January 2014
to the end of April 2014. According to state-
ments to the court, Alexander sent him a text
on Feb. 24, in which she sent him a photo of
her genitalia and wrote, "I've been trying to
rape u since I woke u uuuuuppppp."

Statements from Salas' lawyers allege that
the texts were "sexually provocative and
explicit messages often highlighted with [an]
even more provocative and explicit `selfie'
displaying Ms. Alexander (or portions of her)
in various states of dress and undress."

This is not how it started. When the
two first met, according to the lawsuit,
Salas was married and Alexander was his
child's music teacher at a private school.
Alexander says that when she met Salas, he
immediately began pursuing her romanti-
cally and encouraged her to sing in Spanish,
something she had never done. At first,
according to her attorney, Richard Wolfe
of Wolfe Law Miami, Alexander attempted
to squash the attraction between Salas and
herself because he was married. But his

4 -year-old marriage to Yemey Salas was on
the brink of ending. By late 2012, a sepa-
ration from his wife was on the horizon
and Salas found refuge from his troubled
marriage with Alexander. In 2013, he told
Alexander that he was single and ready to
get serious.

No one has denied the chemistry between
the two when they were seen at industry

functions, but it was very subtle and even
appeared professional, according to a source
who saw them at shows. The person also
indicates that few others outside their circle
knew they were falling in love.

"She sent him love letters because she was
in love with him," says Wolfe. "There was a
point in time when they were in love."

Alexander, a native of Miami, was raised
by a Cuban -American single mother. The
singer's father died early in her life and
was a police officer, says Wolfe. Alexander
attended the University of Florida and stud-
ied opera. She has returned home to live with
her mother, grandmother and sister.

Salas is a music industry veteran who has
won accolades for his work. Previously, he
has held positions at several companies,
including Sirius XM as senior program direc-
tor, Univision Radio as a programmer and
had a former stint at SBS from 1997 to 2003
as a programmer as well, according to his
Linkedln profile.

Now the one-time lovers are opponents in
an ugly lawsuit. The complaint alleges that
Alexander is under an exclusive contract for
five years and that she does not receive the
majority of money made from her record-
ings and compositions. The lawsuit also
alleges that even though her management
agreement was signed with a man named
Ramon Gonzalez of Gold Voice Radio and
Television Network, Salas was the "alter ego
and the controlling voice of Gold Voice."

Salas' team refutes that allegation. One
of his attorneys, Richard D. Lara, managing
partner at Mase Lara, declined to discuss
details about the pending case, but did reit-
erate that his client is not guilty of anything
and will have his day in court to show that

he was only trying to
support Alexander.
His legal team also dis-
putes any assertion that
he was legally linked to
Alexander's career and
asserts that the singer
was signed exclusively
with Gonzalez.

"We feel that the
lawsuit in its entirety
is a complete fabri-
cation of lies," says
Lara, who is based in
Miami. "At no time
did Mr. Salas serve
as a manager of any-

body, including Ms. Alexander, or have
any interest in the record company [Gold
Voice Records] that she was contractually
obligated to provide services to."

Alexander had never met Gonzalez before
this management agreement was signed,
says Wolfe. "There is no reason for Katherine
to sign a contract with Gonzalez," whom she
did not know, says Wolfe.

Alexander's complaint includes a nota-
rized letter from Gonzalez, who states that,
upon his death, 100 percent of Gold Voice
will transfer to Salas. Wolfe questions why
the business isn't going to a member of
Gonzalez's family. Alexander's complaint
also states that "Gonzalez holds himself out
as the director of Gold Voice but in reality he
is nothing more than the nominee, 'beard,'
or Trontman' for Salas, who is the true owner
of Gold Voice."

Billboard reached out to an SBS represen-
tative for comment. "The company - which
is not a party to this action - does not com-
ment on allegations regarding the personal
lives of its employees, particularly when
these allegations are being adjudicated in a

court of law, as is the case here," says SBS in
a statement.

The Alexander/Salas case has drawn
major attention in the music industry,
with many privately voicing concern over
the allegations. Some are divided regard-
ing who they believe is right. Bill Tunkey- managing partner of Robbins, Tunkey,
Ross, Amsel, Raben & Waxman, P.A. - who
is representing Salas in the domestic vio-
lence matter, says that his client was indeed
romantically involved with Alexander, but
at no time did his client abuse his influence.
Alexander signed two contacts in the last
half of 2013, says Tunkey, adding, "If you're
forced to do something in September,
how long do you wait until you say, 'I was
forced'? This is so f-ing pathetic. It's not
fair. Gold Voice is not Mr. Salas. I'm so
angry. No f-ing deed goes unpunished."

When asked why she waited so long
to file the injunction that detailed sexual
abuse, Alexander gets emotional. "It was
very hard to break free from the situation
[the relationship]. He was very control-
ling, very manipulative," she says. "There
was no way that I could even fathom taking
myself out of the house, or even telling him
that I was leaving, because it would have
been a fight."

In January, Alexander, by all accounts
still on good terms with Salas publicly, was

promoting her single, "Put It in a Kiss,"
which catapulted the singer to the No. i spot
on Billboard's Latin Airplay chart for three
weeks in January and February. Both of
Salas' legal representatives deny that he was
involved in any way with the promotion of
the song, and assert that Gonzalez's tenure
in the music business and strong marketabil-
ity of Alexander's music is what made the
song soar on the chart.

"Music is not an option for me," says
Alexander. "It's my life. I know it sounds
cheesy, but music chose me. I intend on get-
ting through this and using this to delve more
[into] my music and reach the audience."

Still, one SBS staffer, who spoke anony-
mously, says that it doesn't make any sense
for Alexander as a non-famous singer to
make it to No. i on a Billboard chart and
become the first female chart-topper on the
list since the veteran artist Thalia.

At the height of "Put It in a Kiss," the song
was getting more than i,000 spins at radio
each week on about 3o stations, according
to Nielsen BDS. The song topped the Latin
Airplay chart on Jan. 18, Jan. 25 and Feb. 1. It
spent 14 weeks on the chart in total.

During this time, 13 SBS radio stations
across the country regularly played the song,
which is an adaptation of Irving Berlin's
"Puttin' On the Ritz." A dozen other stations
outside of the SBS network also played the
song, but gave it fewer spins.

Wolfe, who recently tried to settle with
Salas' attorneys, says that he's hopeful that
this case will continue and eventually be pre-
sented in front ofa jury.

"I would not want to be Mr. Salas when
the jury goes into their room," says Wolfe.
"I think a Dade County jury will see that
Katherine is your sweet innocent who was
taken advantage of and oppressed."

Not surprisingly, Salas' lawyer Lara (who
also represents Gold Voice Records) has a

different take. "I have no idea why Ms.
Alexander is bringing these allegations,"
says Lara. "At no time would Jesus Salas
be her manager for her, or any artist, for
that matter."

Attorneys on both sides say they will
have motions and hearings in the upcom-
ing months and believe the case will likely
go into 2015. In the meantime, the spectacle
will continue.

At the center of the drama, Alexander
is at once still reeling and building the
resolve to move on with her life. "It's very
difficult having something that you want
more than anything, having something
that burns inside of you and wanting to
express that with the world, and having
someone come in and take advantage of
that," says the singer. "It makes you feel
helpless, abused and like you have no say
in anything. But I definitely plan on pursu-
ing my career." 0

In January, Danny Fields, the former i6
magazine editor, Elektra Records publicist and
The Ramones' first manager, began sending his
archives to the university's Beinecke Rare Book
and Manuscript Library in New Haven, Conn.

"I did it for posterity, but also because Yale
has always been the sexiest of American univer-
sities," says the Brooklyn -born, Queens -raised
Fields, 72, who graduated from another Ivy
League school, the University of Pennsylvania,
before returning to New York. There, he ran
with the Warhol crowd and was instrumental in
the signings of the MC5, Iggy Pop, Nico and The
Ramones. "I am really lucky to have met Danny
when I did," says Pop. "He was a great connec-
tor between rock'n'roll, the art world and the
New York street. He is an artist in his own right.
He is also a bit of a punk."

"Interesting art comes from the give-and-
take among writers, musicians, artists and
filmmakers," says Beinecke modern books and
manuscripts curator Timothy Young. "Like
the papers of Ezra Pound and Gertrude Stein,
Danny's archives document the creative worlds
he lives in and his own achievements."

SOMETIMES, BECKY GOMEZ, AKA BECKY G,

is too excited to sleep at night. Like after she
spent the day with her idol, Jennifer Lopez,
filming her video for "Becky From the Block."
Or when her single "Can't Get Enough," featur-
ing Pitbull, became her first No.1 on Billboard's
Latin Rhythm Airplay chart in May. It's a lot for
the 17 -year-old rapper-singer to take in.

"I'm lying in bed, looking at the ceiling, on
a natural high of, 'Oh my God, this is my life.
Like, this isn't a movie,' " says Gomez in her
chirpy teenage cadence. "This is me, living
this. Right now. It's crazy."

It's going to get crazier. "Shower," the
ridiculously peppy first single from Gomez's
full-length debut album, which will arrive
in the fourth quarter on Dr. Luke's RCA-

distributed Kemosabe Records, is her first
Billboard Hot loo hit as a lead artist, gushing
up to No. 16 in its eighth week on the chart.
The song has sold 79,000 downloads to date,
according to Nielsen SoundScan.

Gomez has been preparing for this
moment since she was 9. That's when the
second -generation Mexican -American
decided she wanted to be an entertainer.
Sure, she loved to sing, dance and act, but
her family's financial struggles were an
added motivator. At one point, while going
through a particularly rough patch, Gomez,
her three younger siblings and her parents
had to move into her grandparents' garage
in Inglewood, Calif.

"I kind of felt like a young adult already,"
she says, plunked down on a sofa in a sparsely
decorated studio during a photo shoot in Los
Angeles. "I needed something that was going
to get me out of the garage and help out at the
same time - and what better way than to do
what I love?"

Scraping together gas money was a chal-
lenge, but Gomez's parents chauffeured the
aspiring star, who has been home -schooled
since the sixth grade, to acting and music
auditions. She started to get voiceover and
commercial work and joined a girl group,
G.L.A.M., when she was ii. Savvy even back
then, Gomez says she started rapping to make
sure she would still star on records after older
bandmates tried to edge her out by claiming
all the sung lead vocals.

"I was like, 'I'm going to write a rap and I'm
going to put it right here in the song,' " she
recalls. " 'You better click "record," because
it's gonna happen.' I liked the kick that I got
when everyone else was like, 'Oh, OK. "

In September 2011, Gomez posted a

YouTube clip of her rhyming over the beat to
Kanye West and Jay Z's "Otis" with her own
lyrics - one in a series of rap remakes she
created. Super -producer Dr. Luke (Katy Perry,
Rihanna) came across the video and signed
Gomez a month before he launched his exclu-
sive label deal with Sony Music in January
2012. He was impressed by her rapping but
was bowled over by something else.

"I saw a crazy determination," says

Dr. Luke. "She was only 14, but she was a star.
When I met her, I didn't even know she could
sing too. I was like, 'Let's go.' "

For the past two years, he and Gomez have
developed her sound and cultivated her repu-
tation as a songwriter: Cher Lloyd cut her song
"Oath," which reached No. 73 on the Hot loco,
and Cody Simpson recorded "Wish U Were
Here," which Gomez co -wrote. They have
reintroduced pop singing into her repertoire,
as heard on "Shower" and elsewhere on the
album, which will also include collaborations
with producer -writers Benny Blanco, Cirkut,
Rock City, The Cataracs and others.

Meanwhile, they waited for her to age out of
the Nickelodeon/Disney demo and its limits.
"It's hard to be competitive on contemporary

pop radio when you're 14," says Dr. Luke.
"I couldn't sing about being in love then,"

says Gomez, who co -wrote every song on the
album. "It wouldn't be as believable."

But as a young Latina, Gomez is still part
of one of the fastest -growing demographics
in the United States. "As a marketer, I see
her as the greatest thing that ever walked the
planet," jokes Kemosabe marketing consul-
tant Paul Kremen.

Gomez has watched the 1997 movie Selena,
starring Lopez, over and over, and was struck
by the struggles the movie's subject faced
breaking into the mainstream. But now, artists
like Lopez, Shakira and Pitbull comfortably
straddle the line between Latin and Anglo
markets. "Thanks to them, I have much more
creative space," says Gomez. "I'm proud of
both sides- and not judged by either."

Gomez, who is taking Spanish lessons, will
perform live in Mexico for the first time when
she opens for Perry there for two October
dates. "I'm so excited," she says. "I'm bringing
my grandparents with me. I'm going to bring a

mariachi onstage or something."
Gomez has already partnered with

Univision, SBS and Disney, which honored
her as the best new artist at the Radio Disney
Music Awards in April. Earlier this year, she
became the youngest -ever CoverGirl spokes-
woman, starring in TV and print ads and
featuring CoverGirl products prominently in
the "Shower" video. But for now, her focus
is on finishing her album. As she did with the
2013 EP Play It Again, she plans to ask her
Twitter followers to name it.

"I got discovered off of YouTube," she says.
"If it weren't for my fans, I wouldn't be where I
am. I felt like I should make them part of this."

She sounds every bit the polished star dis-
cussing the naming process - until she adds,
"I hope it's not something sucky." 0

The 'Awkward Pairing' Hit It Off
Duo Sylvan Esso's man -machine mashup is taking off on the road and online

Amid the mechanical clinks and chimes
on "Coffee," the hit single from
buzzed -about electronic/folk duo
Sylvan Esso, there is the faint creak of
a door closing.

"Any weird sound you hear is probably recording
something in the house: multi -instrumentalist Nick
Sanborn, 32, tells Billboard over the phone from
a forest somewhere in Massachusetts, where he
and singer Amelia Meath, 26, are decompressing
between tour dates. "I love it when electronic music
feels both human and machine."

But in the outside world, thanks to their charm-
ing sound's oppositional forces, doors are opening
for the duo. On July 9, the pair made its TV debut
on The Tonight Show Starring Jimmy Fallon. After
opening for Tune -Yards on tour, the band has dates
with Foster the People in November. Its own head-
lining shows are either selling out (in New York, Los
Angeles and San Francisco) or moving to bigger
venues (in Austin, Milwaukee, Seattle and Portland,
Ore.). "Coffee," meanwhile, is nearing 1 million
streams on SoundCloud.

Fittingly, the pair met thanks to another oddball
juxtaposition: Meath's other group, a cappella folk
trio Mountain Man, performed at Milwaukee's Cac-
tus Club in 2010 with Sanborn's solo instrumental
hip -hop project Made of Oak.

"It was a really awkward pairing," recalls Sanborn.
"But we hit it off."

After emailing back and forth, Sanborn remixed
Mountain Man's "Play It Right" into a boom -clap
ballad that became Sylvan Esso's first song. Three

years later, on a break from touring with Feist as a
backup vocalist, Meath relocated to Durham, N.C.,
where Sanborn was living. The two began recording
their album in his bedroom with little more than a

couple of keyboards and a computer. Initially, Meath
resisted Sanborn's attempts to add effects to the
vocals, hand claps and other simple, raw sounds
they recorded, often in his hallway in one take.

Meath remembers thinking," 'My voice is an

untamable beast! Why is he touching it?' I wanted
my vocals to be naked in this wild electronic noise,
which would have made them stick out like a crazy
sore thumb."

Eventually, their tug of war eased, evolving into
little inside jokes they left for themselves on the al-
bum: The hand claps featured on six songs were the
first effected sounds Sanborn stubbornly emailed to
Meath. The signature sound punctuates her gender -

reversed, singsong catcalls on "Hey Mami" and re-
appears on "H.S.K.T.," a bump -and -grind reimagina-
tion of the children's song "Heads, Shoulders, Knees
and Toes." Throughout, the album's parts assemble
as precisely as a ticking clock, metallic and shiny
but made with human hands. And its understated
sway translates even better in a live setting: On
The Tonight Show Meath and Sanborn dipped and
bobbed in time to Questlove's drums, moving so

naturally together it's hard to believe they weren't
always so well -matched.

"There's a tendency in electronic music to
overthink things," he says. "But what I like about
working with her is we let it happen and don't
second-guess it."0

One decade after Daddy Yankee paved the
way for reggaeton as a global genre,
five new acts are taking it to the next level

Ten years ago, Daddy Yankee (aka Raymond Ayala),
37, found odd inspiration at Villa Kennedy, a hous-
ing project in San Juan. Calls of "Como le gusta la
gasolina!" taunted pretty girls who accepted rides

in flashy cars. "She really likes gasoline!"
It became the hook for "Gasolina," the single that

globalized reggaeton (a fusion of Latin rhythms, dance -

hall and rap) and altered the business and aesthetics of
the Hispanic music market. It helped Yankee's Barrio
Fino debut at No. 1 on Billboard's Top Latin Albums chart
the week of July 31, 2004 and later become the top -selling
Latin release of the decade.

With a European tour and a 15-week No. 1 run on the
Hot Latin Songs chart this year, Yankee has welcomed
a new crop of reggaeton acts. Meet the new generation
whose beats blur the lines among pop, tropical and urban,
and who owe a debt of gratitude to Daddy Yankee.

fool you - Brad Paisley has a whirlwind
schedule this summer. The country star
is gearing up to release his new studio
album, Moonshine in the Trunk, on Aug.

Billboard's Hot Country Songs chart. Since
May, he has been headlining arenas on
his Kraft -sponsored Country Nation Tour,
which wraps in November.

Following a performance at Nashville's
iconic Grand Ole Opry, Paisley, 41, spoke
candidly about farmhouse bars, breast-
feeding and what he learned after the
"Accidental Racist" controversy.

Where do you see this album fitting
in with the rock- and rap -influenced
country that dominates radio now?
It's modern honky-tonk. There's a lot of
alcohol, a lot of talking about the weekend
and a lot of celebrating what is right in life,
in spite of whatever's going wrong. You look
at [album opener] "Crushin' It" - that's
completely at home on today's airwaves.

You recorded in the barn on your
property that you converted into a

studio - and a bar!
So many studios feel like doctor's offices.
Nothing makes a better country record than
having a bar nearby, and you won't get one
more nearby than in my studio.

Last month a woman claimed she
was asked to leave your San Diego
show because she was breastfeeding
in front of the stage. What are your
thoughts on that?
She's full of it. She was down there for atten-
tion. I didn't actually see it happen. It wasn't
my people - it was the local police and Live
Nation, and they had every right to ask her
to leave. You don't take a newborn into the
pit. My kids, who are much older, were at
that show. They had on the ear protection
you see people landing planes wear. And
that was back at the sound board, not in

front of the big speakers. That baby deserves
better. But as far as breastfeeding goes, we
are sponsored by [Kraft] cheese, and I've
joked that this is the Lactose Tolerance
Tour. I know breastfeeding is happening on
the lawn nightly. We encourage it. (Laughs.)

"Accidental Racist," your 2 013 duet with
LL Cool 1, caused an uproar. What did
you learn from that experience?
There are certain subjects that are next to
impossible to sing about. But I'm proud that
we stood up and did this. I wish we'd gotten
out in front of the people who took it the
wrong way and framed it better, but I don't

know if I'd change much about it. Because
you have to take punches to train for a

fight. And I'm ready to do better things and
greater things because of the punches I took.

What was the highlight of your May
trip to Afghanistan with the president?

He's been there since the beginning of
the year. I just can't imagine - I get really
cranky after two weeks, which is the most
I've ever been away from my kids. He chose
to defend us and go do that. So I keep that
photo and I remember that's why I went: I
got to shake his hand.

Is that
the only song that was ever mixed
on Air Force One?
Yeah, it's got to be, unless George W. was
cutting music on there that I'm not aware of.

That Guy From Game Of Thrones
Now U.K. singer -actor Raleigh Ritchie is ready for his R&B crown

UNTIL 2013, 24 -YEAR -OLD LONDONER
Jacob Anderson was just another rising actor
who happened to moonlight as a singer
under the pseudonym Raleigh Ritchie.
Despite roles on popular U.K. TV shows
Episodes and Broadchurch, his secret was
well -kept and his music was released online
to little fanfare. But then Anderson landed
a choice role on the third season of hit HBO
show Game of Thrones as Grey Worm, leader
of castrated freed -slave army the Unsullied.
A chance union with Odd Future members'
R&B band The Internet for his most recent
project, The Black and Blue Part 2, released
for free online in April, added to his dual
careers' momentum. Now he has landed a

worldwide deal with Columbia and sev-
eral high -profile U.K. summer festival gigs
(including Glastonbury). With the latter,
he has found his two worlds colliding, as
growing numbers of fans often cheer "Grey
Worm!" during his sets.

"It doesn't bother me. I'm really proud
to be in Game of Thrones," says Anderson,
who notes that he learned his character's
fictional language, Low Valyrian, by treat-
ing it like a song melody. "As long as no one
trivializes my music because of it."

But with his richly orchestrated blend
of traditional R&B, neo-soul and pop at
the helm of his debut solo album (slated
for release in early 2015), it would be
hard to confuse him with a eunuch. The
songs cover the much -tread -upon musical
ground of love and heartbreak, part of the
"process of piecing together a particularly
hard time I was going through four years
ago," Anderson says, though he declines
to provide details. "People who have been
through similar things can recognize it
and maybe it can help them. Once you

release a song it ceases to be yours. It
makes me feel less lonely."

Although Anderson, whose stage name
comes from two characters in the 2001 Wes
Anderson film The Royal Tenenbaums, has
found more success in acting so far, music
is his first love. "Acting was a surprise.
[It's] something that happened that I enjoy
doing," he says. "With music, I'm like the
clingy boyfriend. I'm constantly knocking
on the door like, let me in. I love you.' "

But persistence pays off. His Columbia

U.S. president Ashley Newton: "He's a
music man, which, ironically, you don't
meet a lot of in the music industry."

PORTER ROBINSON'S WORLDS IS THE
product of EDM exhaustion. The 22 -year -old
electronic producer played nearly every major
music festival in 2011 and 2012, delivering
well -manicured, crowd -pleasing bangers to
the masses. But the used -up arrangements of
big-room house and an increasingly homog-
enized dance scene got old. Burned out and,
perhaps, a little bored, he moved into his
parents' basement in Chapel Hill, N.C., where
he played '9os-era video games and prepared
to pivot.

What that downtime inspired is a dramatic
22 -song compilation that spans ambient,
disco and electro-pop. Obligatory bass drops
and dance -friendly rhythms are replaced with
delicate chord progressions and deep, force-
ful synths. This is post-EDM, a genre largely
defined by patience, and one that is bound to
throw a few of Robinson's old fans for a loop.

Consider "Sea of Voices," a five-minute
orchestral track that he released in March via
YouTube to tease the album. It has the emo-
tions of a tear-jerking blockbuster and carries
on for more than three minutes before a single
beat kicks in. It was exciting to some fans, but
others weren't sure what to make of it. "I love
this song, don't get me wrong," someone con-
fessed in the video's comments section, "but I
hope the entire album isn't like this."

It isn't. "Voices" and similarly
styled escapist track, "Divinity,"
are juxtaposed against electropop-
leaning songs like "Years of War,"
which features vocals
by frequent Owl
City collaborator
Breanne Duren and
Sean Caskey of Last
Dinosaurs. Robinson
is a computer guy,
so it isn't often that
he lets vocals take
center stage.

The album's
most dynamic cut
is "Flicker," which
features a faint
female voice speak-
ing in chopped -up
Japanese. The track
begins with a laid-
back disco beat and
plugs along like a
retro video game, the
subtle bassline building in the back-
ground. A little more than two minutes
in, the voice suddenly skips and the
synths drop out for 3o intense seconds
of thick, swinging bass. Robinson may

frontman Sully Erna. Or so the band would like
you to think with its latest album, i000hp.
It has been four years since Erna and fel-
low Boston bad boys Tony Rombola, Robbie

edge, remaining in perpetual rant throughout
the album.

The album is
paradoxically both bigger and leaner, more
epic and more intimate. The aching lead
track, "All White Everything," features gentle,
hushed voices floating over a spare melody
until the middle of the song, when echo and
percussion and synths swoop in. But acoustic
instrumentation trumps electronics in many
places, and the lyrics are as unfettered as ever.
"Dean & Me" turns a classic Lesley Gore line
into something macabre: "It's my party and
I'll cry if I want to/It's my party, I'll get high
if I want to/Life's a party, I can die if I want
to." V winds down with the hymnlike "Be Here
Now," and the closer, "All Ways, Always," is
led by a jaggedly rifling electric guitar. It could
almost be an arena -rock song if it had big,
booming drums instead of a tiptoeing drum
machine. Benon has also said the act is now
ready to embrace the world - if so, the two-
some is doing it with its most fully realized
work yet.

Jason Aldean moves his long -running house
party to the bedroom on "Burnin' It Down," the
lead single from his forthcoming sixth album.

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Classic With
A Twist Latin
hitmaker
Fonseca veers
into a new style,
earning praise
from star pals
like Juanes

A LITTLE MORE THAN A DECADE AGO,
Colombian star Carlos Vives inspired
countryman Juan Fernando Fonseca to
delve into "tropipop" - the danceable style
of Colombia's accordion -driven vallenato
music.

For Fonseca - who is billed solely by his
surname - that move led to a streak of hits
on Billboard's Tropical Airplay chart, from
his 2006 breakthrough song, "Te Mando
Flores," to last year's success with "Desde
Que No Estas." But Fonseca's waters run
far deeper than tropical Latin pop.

"Many people think I only do party
music, or music with accordion," says the
35 -year-old. "But I want people to know
that I'm more than that. I want to
open people's spectrum of what
they think about my music and what
they think about me."

The Colombian singer -songwriter
is doing so in daring fashion on
Fonseca Sinfonico (Symphonic
Fonseca), a CD/DVD set released
July 29 that features him singing
his songs over symphonic arrange-
ments performed by Colombia's
Orquesta Sinfonica Nacional.

"Fonseca is a great singer and
composer, aside from being a great
friend and excellent person," says
pal Juanes, who paved the way for
the project to be distributed through
his label, Universal. "This album

was surprising. This kind of elegance was
needed in Latin music."

Far beyond merely attaching string
arrangements to Ti Fonseca compositions
and three covers (including a beautiful

rendition of standard "Angel Eyes"),
Fonseca Sinfonico takes a huge
plunge by completely reimagining
the songs for the 70 -piece orchestra.

"He decided that if he was going
to record with a symphony orches-
tra, he was truly going to use the
entire orchestra," says Paul Dury,
the symphony's Belgian -born
conductor. "I wanted to work with
Fonseca because he's a great musi-
cian, a great poet and one of those
integral artists who can write and
sing. I call him 'the Colombian
Sinatra.' He has that very warm
crooner's voice that lends itself
to symphonic arrangements. He
doesn't need many props to shine."

#

A trim man with close -cropped curly
hair, hazel eyes and a warm, friendly
smile, Fonseca looks every bit the prep
school boy he once was as he lounges at
his home in the beachside community of
Key Biscayne, Fla. Sipping an afternoon
beer, clad in jeans, a white cotton shirt
and green loafers, he watches as his ador-
able 3 -and -a-half-year-old daughter Paz
prances around their airy living room. His
wife, Juliana, pregnant with their second
child, greets him with a kiss after return-
ing from a doctor's appointment.

It's in part Fonseca's seeming grounded-
ness and goodness that contribute to his
appeal. His music - even the most dance-
able songs - are more sentimental and
sweet instead of sexy, with a deep nostalgia
that's at the core of his appeal.

"I've become more and more addicted to
nostalgia in my songwriting," he says with
a sheepish laugh.

"Te Mando Flores," which was written
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"Arroyito" appears on
2008's Gratitud, an

homage to the people in
Fonseca's life.

for his wife and went on to win a Latin
Grammy Award, is about unattainable
love. "I remember being nostalgic even
as a child," Fonseca says. "On New Year's
Eve, I wouldn't think about the party, but
about the year that ended, and my heart
would compress."

Fonseca was born in Colombia's capital
of Bogota, high in the Andes. He fell in love
with music at age 5, after starring in a chil-
dren's musical. He went on to front a rock
band before formally enrolling in college as
a music major. Vallenato entered his music
slowly -Vives' sound was a huge influence- and remained, following a well -received
performance at the renowned Festival

Vallenato in Valledupar on the Atlantic
Coast, the genre's birthplace.

"One of the most beautiful moments in
my life was singing vallenato for Gabriel
Garcia Marquez [who hails from the
Atlantic Coast] in his home," he says.
"When I told him where I was from, he
said, 'Imagine that. A bogotano singing val-
lenato in my house!' But I'm not a vallenato
act. I'm Latin pop. And between those two
things, I can frame my music."

From that versatility, Fonseca Sinfonico
was born. Fonseca had dreamt of such an
album for years and then in 2013 a private
performance with Orquesta Sinfonica
Nacional led to two theater dates and the

decision to partner in producing a CD/
DVD. (Universal is distributing it in the
United States and Latin America.)

Claudia Franco, the orchestra's execu-
tive director, had been making inroads into
popular music in an effort to bridge the gap
between classical music and the public at
large. She had been looking for the right
pop act, when the opportunity presented
itself. It helped that Fonseca also had a
deep understanding of classical music.

In the end, "it was marvelous and the
arrangements were spectacular," she says.

Most of the arrangements came from
Juan Andres Otalora, a Colombian film
scorer based in Los Angeles. He worked
with Fonseca to achieve the cinematic
tone. Engineered by Eduardo Bergallo
(Cerati, Mercedes Sosa), the music and
video were recorded live - without an
audience - in a Bogota theater with a
36o -degree stage where Fonseca stood
alone at its center, dressed in a black tux.

"Being able to hear my songs recorded
this way is a luxury, for any artist," says
Fonseca. "It's the most important project
of my career." 0

Brand partnerships key to growth

Few artists are as strongly linked to their homeland as

Colombia's Fonseca.
It is not just about his music. He also is connected

to Colombian brand partnerships, and even with
the country itself. These associations have been
groundbreaking, and they have continued with his new
album, Fonseca Sinfonico.

"For us, producing an album of this caliber with a pop
musician is unprecedented," says
Claudia Franco, executive director
of Colombia's Orquesta Sinfonica
Nacional. While the organization
has performed pop music and

occasionally accompanied pop acts,
it had never recorded a full-fledged
album featuring such an act.

"It was a huge investment for us,"
says Franco. "But it looks like we're
going to make it back with concerts
and sponsors, and independent of
the economics, it gives the orchestra
a visibility it didn't have before."

Many of Fonseca's Colombian
associations have marked new

initiatives for his partnering companies.
In 2013, for example, he embarked on his 15 -

date Ilusion world tour with backing from Marca
Colombia - the country's official branding entity - and

Colombia's Avianca Airlines. It was the first time both
entities sponsored a tour by a Colombian artist.

Both associations continued throughout this summer,
when Fonseca played four European dates sponsored
by Avianca, and by Marca Colombia in cities where the
organization has offices to promote Colombian tourism.

Fonseca continues to be Avianca's brand ambas-
sador, and conversations are ongoing about the
out -of -the -box partnership, which last year included
a filmed on -flight live performance by Fonseca that

led to a Billboard Latin Music
Marketing Award in April for best

Australia's 5 Seconds of Summer crashes
in at No. 1 on the Billboard 200 with its self-

titled full-length debut. The set sold 259,000
copies in the week ending July 27, according
to Nielsen SoundScan, following the album's
July 22 release.

It's the third -largest debut of 2014, and
the fourth -largest sales week so far this year.
(The year's biggest sales week belongs to
Coldplay's Ghost Stories, which sold 383,000
in its first week.)

The opening week for 5 Seconds of Summer
also marks the biggest debut for an act's first
full-length album this year, and the largest for
a group in nearly eight years. The last group
with a bigger bow was Daughtry, when its
self -titled debut album started with 304,00o
in the week ending Nov. 19, 2006.

Five Seconds of Summer's new album fol-
lows their four -song introductory EP, She
Looks So Perfect, which debuted and peaked
at No. 2 earlier this year, selling 143,000 in its
first week.

The band's homeland can also claim some amazing chart feats: 5 Seconds of
Summer is the first Aussie act to open at No.1 with its first full-length set. It also
logs the largest SoundScan-era sales opening for an Australian act's first album,
dating back to 1991.

Five Seconds of Summer - which also vaults 6-1 on the Artist loo chart -
is the second Australian act to top the Billboard zoo in 2014, following Sia,
with woo Forms of Fear. The band is the first Australian group to hit No.
since AC/DC's Black Ice spent two weeks atop the tally in 2008 (on the charts
dated Nov. 8 and 15). Five Seconds of Summer should step aside next week,
as Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers are on course for their first No.1 album.
Industry forecasters suggest the band's new set, Hypnotic Eye, will sell around
loo,000 copies in the week ending Aug. 3.

Though Petty has claimed zi charting albums on the Billboard zoo -11 of
them hitting the top io - he has never visited the top spot. The closest he got
was with a pair of No. z albums: zoio's Mojo debuted and peaked in the second-
ary slot, while 1979's Damn the Torpedoes spent seven weeks as the runner-up
in early 1980. The latter album was stuck behind Pink Floyd's longest -running
No.s album, The Wall. (It spent 15 weeks atop the list.) 0

The band's
overall digital song sales
account for the largest slice
of its Artist 100 points (33

OneRepublic's current
single, "Love Runs Out,"
rises 11-10 on Radio Songs
(where it's the band's fifth
top 10) with 62 million in
audience, according to
Nielsen BDS. Previous
smash "Counting Stars"
ranks at No. 25 with 44
million.

Rounding out the Artist
100's top 10, Jason Aldean
blasts 72-10 for his first
week in the top tier. (He
ranked at No. 69 when
the chart launched July
19 and rose to No. 64 the
following week.) As "Burnin'
It Down," the lead single
from his forthcoming sixth
album, debuts at No. 12
on the Billboard Hot 100
and No. 1 on Digital Songs
with 184,000 first -week
downloads sold, digital
song sales contribute
71 percent of his Artist 100
points sum (up from 22
percent the previous week).

Now in its 31st
consecutive week in the
top five (rising 5-2), the set
has surpassed 1992's The
Bodyguard for the longest
top five run by a soundtrack
since Dirty Dancing ruled
for 43 weeks in 1987 and
1988. (Among all albums,
Adele's 21 was the most
recent set to log more
consecutive frames in the
top five. It had a 39 -week
top five run in 2011.1

In total, the Whitney
Houston -led Bodyguard
spent 31 nonconsecutive
weeks in the top five. In
addition to its 30 straight
weeks in 1992 and 1993, it
had one additional week
in the top five in 2012,
following Houston's death.

Since the Billboard 200
combined its separate
mono and stereo charts
into one overall tally in
1963, only four soundtracks
have spent more weeks in
the top five than Frozen -
consecutively or not. The

Sound of Music (19651
spent 73 weeks in the top
five (52 consecutively),
while 1966's Doctor
Zhivago lingered for 47
(44 consecutively), Dirty
Dancing notched 43 total
(all consecutive), and 1965's
Mary Poppins logged 32
weeks (all consecutive).

(down 15 percent year to
date), it's no surprise to find
that there have been few
half -million sellers in 2014.
The Now 49 compilation

is the eighth set to cross
the 500,000 mark this
year, selling another 4,000
in the week ending July 27,
according to Nielsen
SoundScan. Its cumulative
total crawls just past the
half -million mark.

A year ago at this point.
there were more than
double the number of half -

million sellers: 18.
Notably, this year's eight

such sellers account for
5.2 percent of all album
sales in 2014 (7.1 million of
the 137.8 million total).

The year's top seller,
the Frozen soundtrack,
with nearly 2.9 million
sold in 2014, amounts to
2.1 percent of all albums
sold in 2014.

But, sales - and the
number of big -selling
albums - should jump
before the end of the
year. On the horizon are

new releases from Taylor
Swift, Garth Brooks.
Jason Aldean, Maroon 5,
Kanye West, Lil Wayne
and Adele - all acts that
had their last release sell at
least a half -million.

GEORGE MICHAEL'S "I WANT YOUR SEX"

was both a sizzling hit and a controversial
moment in pop culture. Released as the
AIDS epidemic was making headlines
worldwide, the song's frank lyrics made
some radio programmers anxious.

Although the London -born Michael, who
was 23 at the time, explained in Billboard
that the tune "is all about sex with one
person, which is a perfectly normal thing,"
the BBC banned the track, as did some U.S.

stations. Others aired a sanitized version
titled "I Want Your Love." And, thanks to a
scene featuring a near-naked Michael and
his female co-star - MTV twice sent back
its racy music video for editing.

Despite - or because of- the contro-
versy, "I Want Your Sex" reached No. z on
the Hot ioo on Aug. 8, 1987. Until then
there had been top io hits with "sexy" and

"sexual" in their titles, but Michael's was
the first to reach such heights with just

"sex" in its name. Although it was one of his
biggest hits, in 2008, he told the Los Angeles
Times, "I hate that song," and likened it to

"bad Prince." He last performed it live in
1989 and omitted it from two best -of sets.

In recent years, Michael, 51, has made
headlines of a different kind. He came
out as gay in 1998 after his arrest for lewd

conduct in a public restroom, and in
2010, was sentenced to eight weeks in

jail after wrecking his car in London
while under the influence of mari-
juana. In a March interview tied to
the release of his live Symphonica

album, Michael said he has given up
pot and is recording new material he hopes
to release next year. -KEITH CAULFIELD
