CAN HE BREAK U2'S TOUR RECORD?
THE NO -LONGER -RETIRED COUNTRY SUPERSTAR IS BACK WITH A

NEW GLOBAL MEGA -TREK THAT'S SURE TO SHATTER ALL THOSE WHO

CAME BEFORE - HIMSELF INCLUDED

GARTH BROOKS HAS LONG BEEN
the biggest -selling act of the Nielsen
SoundScan era, with 69.6 million
albums sold in the United States
alone since 1991. And insiders say
that for the recently launched tour
in support of his new album, Man
Against Machine (due Nov.11), he has
got an even bigger goal: to overtake
the marks set by U2 on its record -

shattering 360° Tour Of 2009 to 2011.
"He has been thinking about this

for years," says one well-known
Nashville touring executive. "I think
this is a calculated, well -thought-out

plan about how he would become
the biggest touring act of all time."

It's a steep hill to climb: The
attendance record of U2's 360° is
7.3 million and its highest-gross
mark a whopping $736 million. But
based on the numbers that Brooks'
tour already is racking up - with
most of the biggest markets in
North America and the world yet
to come - it's attainable. If Brooks,
52, can average 15o,000 tickets
sold in loo markets (his opening 13

Chicago dates in September sold
more than 180,000), he would more
than double U2's attendance record.
And if he can average $8 million
per market (he did $12 million in
Chicago) in those same loo cities,
the all-time gross record is also his.
(The Chicago numbers were not

reported to Billboard Boxscore; they
represent the only tour data pro-
vided to Billboard from the singer's
PR representative. Brooks and his
management and tour reps all have
declined to talk to the media or
reveal details of the tour.)

Despite Brooks' long absence
from the market - he has per-
formed sporadically since his
zooi retirement - the demand for
tickets has surprised many industry
veterans, even though his last full
tour, behind 1998's Sevens, was the
third -biggest in history. It drew,
in terms of attendance, nearly
5.5 million people and grossed
more than $105 million (country's
first $loo million run) during
its three-year run. To beat U2'S

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key strategies: ticketing, short lead
times and playing enough shows to
satisfy each market's demand.

Paradoxically, the singer's unusual
approach to ticket pricing places
him at a fraction of his market value:
There is no VIP, premium, gold circle
or scaling. In Chicago, tickets were
$56.94, typical for the tour, plus
$2.56 in tax and a $6 service charge,
totaling $65.50. The low price and
high demand would seem to set up a
field day for ticket brokers, but so far
it actually has achieved the opposite
effect. While tickets are limited to
six (eight in North Carolina) per per-
son and Ticketmaster uses its array
of anti -scalping measures to combat
bots and brokers, Brooks is playing
enough dates to satisfy demand at
the primary level to eliminate the
need for a secondary market.

"When you look at StubHub on
these shows, you would expect to
see tickets posted there for hundreds
if not thousands of dollars," says a
source close to the tour. "But you

don't, because he has [offered] so
much supply that everybody who
wants to go is getting to go, at a
reasonable price." (Even his series
of dates at the Wynn in Las Vegas
between 2009 and 2014 were priced
at $175 and later $225, modest by
Vegas Strip standards.)

How those multiple shows are
scheduled is another unusual aspect
of the tour. In an era when tickets are
sold as much as a year in advance -
and often an entire tour goes up at
once - Brooks announces his about
a week before the on -sale date. It's a

practice that has been used regularly
at the arena level by only one other

artist: Prince. In his case, the aim is
to generate excitement and urgency,
but for Brooks, the strategy also may
be another attempt to stymie ticket
resellers. Two or three shows are
typically announced in one market
at a time, and then more are added
as the on -sales progress, based on
real-time statistics, website traffic
and other factors in Ticketmaster's
secret sauce. The call must be
made - several times - to add new
concerts while still selling for the
previous one. "It's an imperfect
science," explains one insider. "You
have to sell to demand, and pull the
trigger at the right time."

An element of that tactic is one
of the oldest in the book: a second
daily performance in the form of
matinees, common for country
acts of yore but almost exclusively
relegated to family shows today. "If
you add in 100 shows that didn't
exist," one agent says, "all of a sud-
den here's an extra $100 million on
matinees alone."

The tour is just getting under-
way - the first date was Sept.

4 - and massive markets await
in the Northeast as well as tradi-
tional strongholds like Nashville,
Texas, the West Coast and Pacific
Northwest, with secondaries and
then, sources say, Europe and
Australia next summer, and pos-
sibly South America. Meanwhile,
other artists are trying to stay out of
Brooks' way.

"A tour like this is unprecedented
in our genre, or any genre," says
Rob Beckham, co-head of William
Morris Endeavor's Nashville office,
"and we all have to be aware of
where he's going and when."
Another Nashville agency vet adds,
"It's one thing when an artist like
Luke Bryan or Taylor Swift goes
into a market and takes out $2 mil-
lion, and quite another when Garth
goes in and takes out $12 million.

3rd Quarter Sales: OUCH
Latest SoundScan numbers show even digital nosedived

When vinyl sales are the bright spot in Nielsen
SoundScan's third-quarter numbers, you

know it's been a tough year.
The two highest -selling albums of

2014 - Disney's Frozen soundtrack, with 3.1 million
units sold, and Beyonce's self -titled album for Columbia,
with 776,000 - were released in 2013, a troubling reality
for an industry grappling with accelerating declines.
In fact, digital configurations may soon resemble the
15 percent -to -20 percent drop the CD has suffered for
most of the last decade. And the problems are not limited to
albums. So far this year, only 60 digital songs have sold more
than 1 million units, compared with 83 in 2013. The biggest
movers: Pharrell Williams' "Happy," with 6.2 million, and
John Legend's "All of Me" (4.4 million), both on Columbia.

Overall, track sales fell 12.9 percent to 848.5 million
in the first nine months of 2014 (ending Sept. 28), from
974.6 million in the corresponding period in 2013.

Digital albums fared only slightly better, with an

11.5 percent drop to 77.6 million units, compared with
87.8 million for the first nine months of 2013. Factor in CD
sales, off by 18.9 percent, and overall album sales were
down 14.4 percent.

The good news? Vinyl was up a whopping 47.5 percent to
6.1 million units from 4.1 million in 2013. The biggest mover
was Jack White's Lazaretto, with 72,000 vinyl units sold.0

The thriving indie promotes
Lollapalooza, part of a key

Live Nation is spending

$125 million to acquire a

51 percent stake in thriving indie

promoter C3. The Austin -based

company, which counts Lollapalooza

and Austin City Limits Music

Festival among its stable of

events, was founded in 2007 by

partners Charles Attal, regarded

as one of the savviest talent

buyers in the biz; branding whiz

Charlie Jones; and Charlie Walker,
who formerly steered Live Nation's

North American concerts division.

Out of the gate, C3 built a

reputation as one of the most

formidable, synergistic teams

in live music, and is well -

positioned for continued growth.

So why sell now? Neither side is

commenting, but for Live Nation,

which produces some 60 festivals

worldwide but is trailing in North

America, C3 offers an easy in, a

la Live Nation's 51 percent stake

in Insomniac, which significantly

upped its profile in EDM.

The status of C3's management

division (Bassnectar, Nas, Delta
Spirit and others), and its Front

Gate Ticketing, remains unclear.

C3 Management would be a welcome

addition to Live Nation's Artist

Nation portfolio of more than 200

acts. In ticketing, Live Nation's

Ticketmaster dominates the

business, but Front Gate has been

ahead of the curve in developing

radio -frequency identification

technology and cashless systems

that boost per caps at festivals.

New hotels, including the James Hotel and Marriott
International and Ian Schrager's Edition, coupled
with HOB's exit (on the heels of the Key Club's closure
in March 2013) have music -loving locals worried.
Veteran Viper Room door girl Rita Flora says "we're
bracing for the worst" and "praying the Strip doesn't
turn into just another place on a map." Whisky owner
Mikeal Maglieri disagrees, slamming a report insinu-
ating the so -year -old venue is closing. "The old staples
that are here, the solid ones aren't going anywhere,"
Maglieri says of the Rainbow Bar & Grill, another of his
Sunset footholds. "The Whisky is staying forever. The
Rainbow has been breaking records for 43 years."

The future does seem uncertain for the Sunset
Strip Music Festival, however. Launched in 2008
by Nic Adler, whose father Lou Adler opened the

Roxy in 1973, its mission was to
draw people to Sunset and show
them the past and present of the
city's music epicenter. But the 2014
event, held Sept. 20 and 21, received
negative buzz for poor attendance
and clashes with neighbors over
noise levels (a rep for the fest didn't
return requests for comment). It also

has been continually losing money year over year,
dropping $350,000 in 2013 and $432,000 in 2012

(final numbers have yet to be presented to the West
Hollywood City Council, according to a source).
Says Nic Adler: "The Strip has always been chang-
ing. A lot of people would like the Strip to stop in
time, but what makes it great is that it lives in the
moment, not in the past." 0

Sunset Strip: Is The Party Over?
Luxury hotels threaten to alter the longtime epicenter of Los Angeles' rock'n'roll scene

ROCK'N'ROLL'S MOST FAMOUS STREET IS
receiving a major overhaul as a wave of new
luxury hotels, residences and restaurants
prepare to set up shop on West Hollywood's

Sunset Strip while other landmarks bid adieu. But what
role will music play when the makeover is complete?

That's the debate currently picking up steam as
it crisscrosses the 1.5 -mile stretch of storied pave-
ment that has served as the nerve center for the biz's
best-known acts. Everyone from The Doors and Led
Zeppelin to Janis Joplin and Guns N' Roses have
played at staples like the Whisky A Go Go, Roxy or
Viper Room, with more recent bands gracing the
House of Blues stage. But not for long.

HOB, an anchor on the Strip since 1994, will be
demolished to make way for a development with
149 hotel rooms and 4o condos. HOB
operator Live Nation is looking at new
addresses across Los Angeles, but has
until 2017 to vacate. Insiders speculate
HOB could end up in Hollywood or
downtown, taking with it yearly atten-
dance of more than 170,000.

Also on the outs is Larry Flynt's
Hustler Hollywood, which opened in
1998 and has been sold to an undisclosed buyer. Why
leave? "In Larry's words, we bought the property for
$3 million and got an offer for $18 million. That spoke
a lot to him," says Hustler Hollywood senior direc-
tor of retail operations Philip Del Rio. "[The profit]
combined with the changing landscape and exit of the
sex, drugs and rock'n'roll, the cool factor has swayed.
Sunset isn't what it used to be."

Is Grooveshark
Dead In The Water?
A ruling in favor of Universal Music may be

the death knell for the defiant streaming service

0 N SEPT. 30, GROOVESHARK SEEMED

all but sunk when a Manhattan court
ruled in favor of Universal Music
Group (UMG), which first sued the

music streaming service for copyright infringe-
() ment in 2011. With damning evidence including

emails from Grooveshark executives ordering
their employees to illegally upload songs (lest
they end up on a "shit list"), the judge stated in his
opinion of Grooveshark's parent company Escape
Media Group, "Escape engaged in purposeful
conduct with a manifest intent to foster copyright
infringement." Indeed, the Gainesville, Fla. -

based Grooveshark -which is loaded with both

legal and bootlegged material - has been sued at
least once by every major label group, sometimes
multiple times.

And while some sources say UMG and other
majors are holding out a shred of hope that the
remarkably resilient company will finally become
legitimate, "I don't see how they're going to
recover from this latest ruling," says one well -

placed source. "It's over, particularly since the
founders were held personally liable." The source
admits a disconnect between suing Escape for
"stealing millions of artists' content" and labels
entertaining discussions about helping co-founder/
CEOs Sam Tarantino and Josh Greenberg, both

-O
27, secure licensing deals. In the past, Grooveshark
has been an unreliable, unrepentant business
partner: EMI sued Escape three separate times
for breach of contract and unauthorized use of the
label's recordings in 2012 before the two parties
arrived at a settlement and licensing agreement
in 2013. In that case, Grooveshark blamed EMI's
"unsustainable" streaming rates and its "monopo-
listic" merger with UMG for the termination of
their relationship.

Escape also has claimed protection under the
Digital Millennium Copyright Act's "safe harbor
provisions," which allow such services leeway to
remove infringing content once notified if employ-
ees and officers had been previously unaware.
Since the most recent decision confirmed that
Grooveshark staffers had uploaded 5,977 tracks
and streamed those copyrighted sound recordings
36 million times in violation of performance rights,
the service was ruled ineligible. Elsewhere, the
CEOs also seem to disregard their past transgres-
sions: Tarantino insists this criticism concerns
Grooveshark circa 2008, when users could down-
load and upload songs freely, and he claimed the
download function had been disabled. But as of
Oct. 8, it was still possible to download songs with a

browser plug-in that appears as a "download" link
next to the song.

Tarantino tells Billboard through a representative
(repeated requests to speak directly with Tarantino
and Greenberg over the phone were denied) that
he plans to appeal and that the company oper-
ates "with strict DMCA compliance," blaming the
download capability on unauthorized "third -party
programs." Indeed, some say that such tactics have
been the key to Grooveshark's survival: avoidance,
dodging paying royalties, cutting staff and the
sheer length of the litigation process - one reason
that peer -to -peer network Limewire survived four
years of trials before it was shut down in 2010.
"If there's one thing Grooveshark's continued
existence tells us," says a representative from the
RIAA, "it's that the wheels of justice turn slowly." 0

U2's Apple Experiment Pays Off
Songs of Innocence was downloaded 26 million times, a new record

WHILE GARTH BROOKS HAS HIS
sights set on U2 's touring record (see
story, page 11), the Irish rockers have
revealed the final stats of an even
bigger milestone.

Eddy Cue, Apple senior vp

Billboard that U2's Songs oflnnocence
has racked up a staggering 26 million
complete downloads since its Sept. 9

release as a free exclusive to Apple's
500 million global iTunes customers.
In total, Cue adds, more than 81 mil-
lion Apple customers "experienced"
songs from the album (including
song plays on iTunes, iTunes Radio
and Beats Music). "To help put it into
perspective," he says, "prior to this,
14 million customers had purchased
music from U2 since the opening of

the iTunes Store in 2003."
A physical edition of Songs of

Innocence (with bonus tracks) will hit
all other retailers on Oct. 14.

The deal is a milestone in how
recorded music is distributed - and
paid for. Not only did the band (and
label Interscope, by association)
net $um million in free media
exposure from Apple's global mar-
keting campaign, Billboard
estimates that Universal Music
Group may secure a $52 million
payment for exclusive rights to the
product, based on standard label
profit from 26 million album sales.

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Has The EDM Bubble Burst?
SFX's stock plunge is an unsettling sign for any company banking on dance music

AS GOES SFX, SO GOES EDM? A YEAR

after the company's initial public offering
(IPO), SFX Entertainment has fallen out
of favor with investors. Shares of the EDM

promoter have plunged from $12 at the beginning of
the year to $4.34 on Oct. 8 -a 63.8 percent decline -
and have lost 38.7 percent of their value in the last 27

trading days.
It's a sobering sign for any company betting

on EDM, because SFX is the closest thing to a

mainstream barometer of the culture that exists.
The company adopted Live Nation's business model
- concerts, ticketing and brand sponsors - and
applies it only to EDM.

The situation is complicated. "The reality of the
stock price and the reality of the company are dislo-
cated right now," says Rich Tullo, director of research
at Albert Fried & Company. He believes SFX is
doing a good job assembling a diversified portfolio
of companies that produced and promoted more
than 1,600 events in 2013.

As any startup can attest, building a well-oiled
company from scratch takes time. SFX "cannot control
our stock price [while] creating long-term value for
shareholders," chairman/CEO Robert Sillerman said
in a statement. So why are investors losing faith? As
Tullo notes, a company with a small market capitaliza-
tion - SFX's equity is worth about $400 million - can

experience large price fluctuations as investors' senti-
ments shift, and clearly the enthusiasm that allowed
SFX's stock to launch at $13 per share has cooled. It
doesn't help that the Nasdaq, on which SFX trades, has
dropped 2.8 percent since Sept. 2.

Also, investors could be worried that SFX will end up
starved for cash. In September, the company closed an
additional $75 million of debt on top of $220 million of

debt sold in February. In the first
half of the year, its operations
and acquisitions - which are
slowing over time - represented
a net outflow of $123.4 million,
and cash on hand declined

44.7 percent to $58.9 million from March to June. And
following an anonymous online article that criticized
a delay in Sillerman's planned stock purchase, he
announced on Oct. 9 that he had bought 575,000
shares - and SFX shares rose more than 10 percent.
Additionally, the company signed or extended spon-
sorship deals with T -Mobile, MasterCard, Viagogo and
Corona this year.

The next calendar year will be critical, says Tullo,
who has an $11 price target on SFX's stock. He fore-
casts $54 million in earnings before interest, taxes,
depreciation and amortization in ans. "As long as
they're in that $5o million -to -$6o million EBITDA
range," he says, "the stock is a good buy." 0

Google Play has joined with Samsung

in a bold move to convert other

services' loyal customers in the

rapidly growing Latin American

streaming market. Via a promotion

launched in September, anyone who

buys a new Samsung device (Galaxy

S4, S5 and Galaxy Tab) in any of

17 countries gets a free six-month

subscription to the service - and

beginning Nov. 1, all owners of a

Samsung smartphone, tablet or Level

product get a three-month free

subscription.

In terms of sheer numbers and

potential market reach, the

partnership is huge: There are 41

million smartphone users in Brazil

alone - the biggest Latin market -

and 90 percent of those run on the

Google-developed Android system,

according to Kantar Worldpanel.

Latin America's digital music

revenue grew 27.6 percent in 2013,

and marked a whopping 124 percent

growth from 2010 to 2013, more

than any other region, according

to IFPI.

But volume and presence don't

guarantee success in a market

where competition is fierce and

established. Most major streaming

services, including Spotify, Deezer

and Rdio, have already successfully

entered Latin America thanks to

"bundling" deals with carriers that

allow streaming to be paid for as

part of users' phone bills. By the

time Google came into the market,

most carriers had deals with other

services. Its challenge will

be to convert users into paying

subscribers to the service once

the trial period ends, without the

benefit of a carrier.

"What we have in Latin America

are early adopters," says Google's

head of music partnerships in Latin

America Ady Harley. "But there's

huge potential in the market."

The DJ -turned -exec on the label's
30th anniversary, Kanye West's

new album and why Justin Bieber
isn't overexposed

RICK RUBIN, RUSSELL SIMMONS,

Lyor Cohen, Jay Z, L.A. Reid
... Def Jam has seen a succession
of iconic leaders during its 3o

years, and on April 2, Steve Bartels found
himself next in line. And while his sleek
corner office in the Midtown Manhattan
building of Universal Music Group (UMG)
is worlds away (if only so -odd blocks)
from the New York University dorm where
Rubin famously founded the label in 1984,
Bartels brings his own bona fides to the job.
Born in Ohio but raised in Spring Valley,
N.Y., he entered the music business as a DJ

around the time Def Jam was born. A job in
dance promotion at A&M Records, where
he was hired by the late legendary execu-
tive Charlie Minor, led to a decade each
at Arista and Island Def Jam, working with
Clive Davis and Reid, the execs who, with
Minor, he considers his music business
mentors. Bartels' restless nature has seen
him rise through the ranks and, during
the past 10 years, he has played a pivotal
role in the careers ofJayZ, Ka nye West,
Rihanna, Fall Out Boy and Justin Bieber,
to name just a few. Now 51, the married
father of two (a son, i6, and a daughter,
io) is at the helm of a label with a catalog
that includes LL Cool I, Public Enemy,

Nas, Ludacris and The Roots, among
more recent signings like 2 Chainz, Frank
Ocean, Iggy Azalea, YG, Jeremih and
lhene Ai ko. Many of those acts will appear
at Brooklyn's Barclays Center on Oct. i6 at
the 30th -anniversary concert for the label,
which is also being celebrated with a lav-
ish box set compiled by Rubin and Ahmir
"Ouestlove" Thompson.

Bartels' connection to his artists is
evident in the photographs decorating
his office, including multiple shots of the
label's resident diva, Mariah Carey, whom
he simply calls "incomparable." After
eagerly spinning new songs from Axwell
& ingrosso, Roc Nation signing Sam
Romans and, not least, a new song from
Bieber that finds the singer heading in an
unexpected direction, the CEO and cycling
enthusiast talked to Billboard about Def
Jam's anniversary, its future and his wild
weekend in Tokyo.

You just got back from raving it up at
the Ultra Music Festival in Tokyo. Is
that appropriate behavior for a CEO?

(Laughs.) I think it's a great look for a CEO
- especially when you've got three of
your new signings [Afrojack, Alesso and
Axwell & Ingrosso] headlining the closing

night. It was great - sold out, 30,000 peo-
ple there. I could see it possibly doubling
in size next year. But I just went to support
my guys - I was awake for 24 hours. We
went to dinner and were out all night.

Do those signings mean you're push-
ing harder into dance music?
I've always supported dance music and
will continue to. Their music is unbeliev-
able, and they are absolutely a fit for Def
Jam. Now, will we sign 20 more DJs? If
they're great and fit that criteria, I will
never rule anything out. I want to pick up
the philosophy that Russell and Rick had
in terms of diversity and breaking genres.

What's in store for the Def Jam
celebration? Will it go as far back as,
say, the label's first release, T la Rock?
A lot of our original pioneers will be per-
forming. You'd be amazed at how many
people are coming out of the woodwork:
"I'll do a song! I'll do a couple of songs!"
There are some ideas we have that we're
not sure if they're going to come off yet,
and I have real hopes for some moments
not currently on the slate.

Island and Def Jam separated earlier
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this year into two stand-alone labels.
Was that split by genre?
Not at all. We're not genre -specific. The
premise was that the artists went where
they were signed, although Bieber, Iggy
Azalea and Afrojack did come over to Def
Jam. But for a lot of the other artists, I was
like, "Wow, all these guys I've worked
with ... Fall Out Boy, The Killers." We
broke Avicii and he's on Island. There's an
emotion to it, but I've moved forward.

How has your job changed during the
past 10 years?
A lot - it's much broader than when I
came in. I'm involved more closely with
artist relations and A&R and setting
the tone with [UMG chairman] Lucian
Grainge and Michele [Anthony, UMG
executive vp], and making sure we're tech-
nologically poised to carry the label into
whatever's coming next.

What sort of outreach did you do with
retailers before Jay Z's deal for Magna
Carta ... Holy Grail in 2013, where
anyone with a Samsung phone got the
album for free?
We were upfront very early with them. I
went to retailers with John Meneilly, who
was his manager at the time, and [Island
Def Jam executive vp] Pat Monaco. I

said, "This is going to happen, this is
why it's happening, this is the amount of
advertising Jay is getting." And we figured
out something unique and exclusive for
[retailers like] Target and Best Buy, to
make the accounts feel special. It wasn't
anything overly over the top, but it was

enough where they got it and were very
happy with the honesty.

What can you say about the new
Kanye West album?
It sounds incredible. He's focused, ener-
getic, happy and making unbelievably great
music. Kanye always wants to make sure
that when it actually arrives it's at the best
possible place it could be, that the first song
is as big as the last. He's the absolute bar
of perfection in terms of that. I tell him all
the time: Some of his previous albums are
still testing out in the marketplace as high,
if not higher, than when they first came out
because the music is still fresh to people.

What do you think happened with
Carey's latest album, which spent just

How do you handle an artist who has
become overexposed, like Bieber
arguably has?
I don't think he is overexposed. I think he
had the unfortunate task of growing up
in front of the world.

Distributor Shout Factory picks up rights to a Hollywood library

THREE OF THE ARCHITECTS
of the reissue business, with
skills honed from decades
spent at Rhino Records, are

diving deep into another realm of
nostalgia: cult TV shows and films.

Shout Factory, which CEO
Richard Foos, COO Bob Emmer
and president Garson Foos
founded in 2003 as a DVD distribu-
tion company focused on music
releases, recently acquired the

400 -plus -movie library Westchester
Films, adding such titles as Alfred
Hitchcock's Foreign Correspondent,
John Ford's Stagecoach, Merchant -

Ivory's A Room With a View and

The Marx Brothers' A Night in
Casablanca to its library. Key to the
deal is Shout's ability to sell the films
for broadcast, plus strike new deals
for DVD packages when licenses
with other companies expire.

"We've morphed our business to

be a visual content busi-
ness," says Garson Foos,
who figures there are five
years left in the business of
DVDs and CDs, more for
areas where Shout excels,
like family films and hor-
ror. "The good news for us

is Netflix isn't going that
deep. They don't care much about
old TV shows like Dobie Gillis."

But while music looks to be tak-
ing a backseat, Shout's roots are
paying off as it takes on projects
with complicated music rights
that studios have abandoned. The
latest: WKRP in Cincinnati. After
loth Century Fox issued a DVD
of the first season without the
original music, it stirred a vitriolic
response from fans. Shout has a

complete series box set coming out
Oct. 24 with 90 percent of the orig-
inal songs restored. The company
did the same for Freaks and Geeks
and The Jeffersons.

"It's that tie back to having the
music relationships, knowing how
to do that in the most cost-effective
way," says Foos. "The major studios
almost only do all rights worldwide
in perpetuity. We'll say, 'We just
need North America for five years,'
and do it on a royalty basis. We do it
more surgically, and that enables us

to do it less expensively." 0

GARY NUMAN'S (SECOND) STAB AT SCORING

The "Cars" singer goes "grander" for John Bergin film From Inside

Gary Numan has gone from "Cars"
to trains, scoring John Bergin's From
Inside film about a young pregnant
woman traveling through a post -

apocalyptic landscape by rail. The
2012 movie was originally screened
at film festivals but a new deluxe
edition DVD (out Oct. 21) offered
a chance to take another direction
musically. "I decided to go grander,"
says Numan, 56. "More orchestral
with some grooves."

The new wave icon got a taste of
the film business by scoring a B movie

23 years ago in London, but made a

concerted effort to get into scoring
after moving to Los Angeles. He
took a fair number of meetings with
film companies upon his arrival, and

Lakeshore Entertainment was the first
to call with an offer. Working with his
producer Ade Fenton as co -composer,

Numan, whose "Cars" was a top
10 U.S. hit in 1980, was pleasantly
surprised that he could score in much

similar a manner as making an album.
"I do the music first and let the

atmosphere guide it from a lyrical

point of view," he says. "In a way, that's
like working in film." -RG.

0 -Tip, Large Professor), A -list admirers (Swizz
Beatz, Alicia Keys, Busta Rhymes) and, most
fascinating of all, family and friends, who give
vital background into the stew of domestic
problems, violence and poverty the album was
crafted in.

Nas - who has amassed six No. 1 albums
on the Billboard 200 and has sold 14.3 million
units in the United States, according to Nielsen
SoundScan - is notoriously laconic when he's
off the mic, preferring to let his music speak
for itself. But in an interview in New York in late

September, the rapper, 41, was remarkably candid
about the documentary, growing old in hip -hop and

In one of the first scenes in the movie, you talk
about how you were trying to make the perfect
album.

are seeing the documentary and not hating it. I

didn't know anyone would be interested. When we

opened up the Tribeca Film Festival, I was sitting
in the audience watching people's reactions. I was
nervous that was going to have to sneak out of
there because people would fall asleep.

Your lyrics are very cinematic. Have you thought
about writing a screenplay?
Yeah, I'm a big story guy. I've had people approach
me about working on some songs. There's a few of
them I want to see if we can script out.

There's a never-ending debate among hip -hop
fans about the genre's greatest album. As a rapper

who's behind a record that often dominates that
conversation, do you get caught up in those dis-
cussions, too?
Hell yeah. All the time. We break this shit down. The
same way that Mick Jagger can break down Muddy
Waters and all the records that came out before him
that showed him the way, we break down The Great
Adventures of Slick Rick and what was on Eric B.'s

mind to buy a Rolls-Royce and sit on it with all this
gold and call the album Follow the Leader - what
made them make those records the way they did.

How does lllmatic compare to those albums?
don't know how to compare my album to others

unless I'm forced to sit there with people and listen
to it and I'm asked questions. [Def Jam executive/
hip -hop producer] No I.D. told me I was the first one

to have multiple big producers on one record. He

jokes and says I f-ed up rap because before that it
was all in-house, one producer, two guys who did
the whole album. So I don't know how to compare
my record - I'm too much of a fan of everything else.
still feel like I didn't get on yet. When I'm talking

about [Boogie Down Productions] Criminal Minded
or [Eric B. and Rakies] Paid in Full, I'm coming from
a perspective of not getting in the business yet. I'm
still trying, in my mind, to get accepted.

This film gives young kids the opportunity to learn
about your legacy - something that happened
before their time. How do you feel about that?
It's great because when was a kid, I went to see

[the 1983 hip -hop film] Wild Style. My pops took
me to see it. was excited to see Busy Bee and

Grandmaster Flash and Double Trouble and all
those guys. Most of them I'd never heard of before. I
hope this is as important to some kids today as that
was to me.

Rock stars such as Jagger and Bruce Springsteen
are performing well into their 60s and 70s. Is hip -

hop headed in that direction?
It's there now. The majority of us haven't reached
60, but that's coming. Dr. Dre did Coachella. I'll
always want to go see him and Snoop. I'll always
want to go see lay Z. We've finally broken into that.

Do you still listen to lllmatic?
No. don't listen to my music. work on it for
however much time it takes and then release it
and then it's yours. I lived with it enough. It's not
mine anymore. It's the people's music.

If you don't compare lllmatic to other albums and
you don't listen to it, what does it personally mean

to you today?
It means hip -hop is here to stay. I said hip -hop

was dead, and of course the shit died, but the
core of it was never touched. You can't erase what
happened. You can't erase what Afrika Bambaataa
did. You can't erase what Run-D.M.C. did. You can't
erase what Kid 'N Play and Kool G Rap and Dr. Dre
did. lllmatic is proof of that because I'm a child of all
the guys just mentioned. Hip -hop can never die.
You can't erase it like that scene in Men in Black,
where you press the button and it's gone. That shit
is still here.O

`I'm Not
Afraid Of
The Pain'
After health issues and career stumbles, Jessie J is ready for
stardom in the States (just don't ask about her personal life)

jESSIE J IS TRYING SOMETHING
new: not oversharing.

On the phone from Hong
Kong, where she recently

wrapped a series of shows, the singer
is expressing regrets about comments
she made earlier this year to The

Mirror about her bisexuality. ("It was
a phase," she said then.) "I'm a talker;
I wear my heart on my sleeve. But
sometimes I just have to know when
to shut up," she says now, declining to
talk further about her sexuality.

The sentiment is in line with two
songs on the 26 -year-old Brit's new
album, Sweet Talker (due Oct. 13 on

Republic), "Said Too Much" and
"Personal," which criticize her past
tendencies toward TMI. She says the
LP helped her cope with a recent,
unspecified breakup; she had been
linked to rapper Tinie Tempah in
the press. But the singer, born Jessie
Ellen Cornish, hopes the album can
help her in other ways as well.

Jessie J is a star at home, but in the
United States, most of her successes
have come with disclaimers. Her cur-
rent hit, "Bang Bang" (No. 4 on the
Billboard Hot ioo dated Oct. i8 after
a No. 3 peak), achieved her highest
chart position as a recording artist,
thanks in part to Ariana Grande
and Nicki Minaj, who share equal
billing on the song. Her biggest hit
overall was a co-writing credit on
Miley Cyrus' "Party in the USA,"
which reached No. 2. Jessie J solo hits
"Domino" and "Price Tag" climbed
to Nos. 6 and 23, respectively, but
parent LP Who You Are failed to finish
among zoit's top zoo sellers (after
an April release). And the biggest dis-
claimer of all? Sweet Talker is actually
Jessie J's third album. Her second,
Alive -which featured midtempo,
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muted R&B instead of the high-
octane pop she arrived with - was
restricted to a U.K. release, delaying
her hopes of blowing up stateside. "I
think I censored myself," she says of
the low-key music on the LP.

But the singer returns to her roots
on Sweet Talker, a vocally raw pop
album with big beats from Diplo,
Max Martin, The Dream and Tricky
Stewart. "I allowed other people
to come in and push my control and
make me uncomfortable," she says.
"After my second album, I'm not
afraid of the pain."

And Jessie J is familiar with pain.
Raised as the youngest of three
sisters to parents Rose and Ste p he n

Cornish in London, she was diag-
nosed with Wolff -Parkinson -White
syndrome as a child, which causes
heart problems, and led to her hav-
ing a minor stroke at the age of i8.
But she persevered in the world
of theater, appearing in a West
End production of Andrew Lloyd
Webber's Whistle Down the Wind at
age 22 and later graduating from the
famed BRIT Performing Arts School,
where Adele and Leona Lewis
were classmates. "I loved that world.
It's very disciplined," says Jessie J.
"There's hundreds of people audi-
tioning for the same part as you, so
that mentality is always in my mind."

Between that discipline and her
health, you won't catch Jessie J party-
ing with her pop peers, even if Sweet
Talker finally makes her a stand-alone
star in the States. "Do you see David
Beckham pounding shots before a

game?" she asks. "My voice is two
thin pieces of muscle that hit together
and influence everything in my life.
It enables me to care for my parents
and sisters. I've got a job to do." 0

didn't represent the kind of diversity [that's out there]."
Handmade patchwork shoes from Africa (top right) and

BEFORE SCOTT LIPPS BECAME PRESIDENT OF ONE MANAGEMENT -A
modeling and branding agency where he oversees the careers of supermodels
including Helena Christensen, Bar Refaell and Claudia Schiffer - he drummed
for 199os sleaze -rock band Black Cherry. "Drumming is something you either

take to or don't," says Lipps. "I don't think my family thought it would turn into a career."

Welcome to the 2014 version of country
music.

"Motherf-in' bucket list," Tyler
Hubbard, 27, of Florida Georgia Line
shouts a few minutes earlier, raising a shot
of Fireball Cinnamon Whisky backstage
as the band gets ready to play its second
night at Red Rocks Amphitheatre outside
Denver, one of the world's most beauti-
ful venues. There's a cake and candles for
his fiancee, Hayley Stommel, on her 27th
birthday. Tonight, FGL's second full-length
album, Anything Goes, is still four weeks
away from its release on Oct. 14, but the
duo - Hubbard and Brian Kelley, 29 - has
had lots of victories to toast and Fireball
shots to toss back.

The pair's first full-length, Here's to the
Good Times, was the sixth -best-selling
album of 2013 (topping Drake and Katy
Perry, among others) and its momentum
carried into 2014, when it was the loth
best-seller in the year's first half, accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan. The duo's first
four singles went to No. 1 on the Country
Airplay chart, and the two that followed
were No. 1 on Hot Country Songs. FGL's
signature, career-making hit, "Cruise,"
holds two major distinctions: It's the
best-selling country digital song of all
time, with sales surpassing 7 million, and
it spent 24 weeks at No. 1 on Hot Country
Songs (the longest reign in the history
of the chart, a tally that dates to 1944),
assisted by a remix that featured Nelly.

Lots of country artists have released
party anthems; Florida Georgia Line built
a career from them. For the last few years,
Nashville has been ruled by "bro country,"
a disdainful nickname for loud, rock- (and
even rap-) influenced tracks about drinking,
skinny-dipping, hot girls and trucks. These
days, most of the daring and creativity in
country comes from women: Brandy Clark,

Kacey Musgraves, Miranda Lambert, Ashley
Monroe and Angaleena Presley, plus Pistol
Annies, a group comprising the latter three
singer -songwriters. But it's the bros who
control the radio power and the ticket sales.

The most stinging criticism of Florida
Georgia Line's music isn't that it's not
traditional, but that it's redundant, and
portrays Southern life as a series of drunk,
horny Saturday nights. Recently, the
thoughtful bloggers at CountryUniverse.
corn dismissed the title song of FGL's
new album as "a piece of trash so shame-
lessly awful" that it "barely qualifies as
country music." CountryUniverse is one
of the sites leading a bro country backlash,
but lots of people believe the style has

grown predictable and boring. Even Scott
Borchetta - president/CEO of FGL's label,
Big Machine - recently told NPR, "We
can't keep talking about Fireball and Coors
Light and having the tailgate down."

But Borchetta-who calls the band's
music "country/hip-hop" - says he was
directing his comment at everyone except
Florida Georgia Line. "Because Tyler and
[Brian] own that. We don't use the term 'bro
country,' but they do it better than anyone."

What's striking about Anything Goes is

how closely it duplicates FGL's previous
records. One example: It'z Just What We
Do, FGL's 2012 digital EP, had a song that
rhymed "party" with "Bacardi," Here's to

"party" with "Bacardi," and now Anything
Goes has "Sun Daze," a song that rhymes
"party" with "Bacardi." The lyrics rely
heavily on mentions of beloved musical
acts, from Bob Marley to Shania Twain,
and a barrage of alcohol brand names. Of
the 12 songs on Anything Goes, two men-
tion Friday, and three mention Saturday.
Four mention whiskey, three include beer
brands, and to use the word "night."

Still, they are innovative in their own
way. The remix FGL did with Nelly isn't
the first time country and rap have paired
up, as Jason Aldean and Ludacris or Taylor
Swift and T -Pain could tell you. But with
the help of a heavy-metal producer, FGL
has taken current country trends - loud
guitars, party lyrics, visual spectacles and a

hip -hop influence - and turned the dial up
to 11. With no qualms, the act represents a
riddle that has hovered over Nashville for
decades: How many non -country influ-
ences can a country artist incorporate
before he or she is not country at all?

WHEN BRIAN KELLEY ("BK" TO HIS
friends) met him at Belmont University in
Nashville in 2008, fellow student Hubbard
was driving in his truck, "windows down,
blowing diesel smoke, listening to Lil
Wayne," recalls Kelley. "And I was like,
man, that's how I grew up. Me and my
friends rode trucks, listened to Garth
Brooks, Alabama, Lil Wayne and Eminem."

Though their childhoods were sepa-
rated by 400 miles - Kelley in Ormond
Beach, on the eastern shore of Florida,
and Hubbard in Monroe, Ga., - they had
similar upbringings: Both were Baptists,
both loved to fish, and both listened to lots
of music that didn't come from Nashville.

"It's a generational thing," explains
Hubbard. He's the more intense of the two,

with a biker-ish build and hair, and a tattoo
of his dad, Roy (who owned a tree -cutting
service and died in a helicopter crash
when Tyler was a college sophomore) on
his right forearm. He handles about 90
percent of the lead vocals, with an accent
as thick as Brunswick stew. "In our genera-
tion, you can have a CD with six different
genres of music on it. For us, it's all one
thing, and if we have shocked people with
our music, it's probably the older genera-
tion. Anybody that makes a mark or sets
a new standard has a hard time at first,
because people don't understand it."

"The definition of traditional changes
every io years," adds Kelley. He's the
more laid-back of the two, tall at 6 -foot-4
and lean, with a "Music = Healing" tattoo

on his right forearm. Last December, he
married Brittney Marie Cole, a University
of Georgia psychology student. "The
Bakersfield Sound raised a lot of hell
at first. Is Garth Brooks traditional? He
wasn't [at first]." Kelley scoffs at the idea
that FGL isn't rooted in country: "We
don't listen to Jetsons music."

His historical argument is sound. "Mr.
Brooks isn't truly a country singer," a New
York Times writer declared in 1991, citing
Brooks' love of (and musical resemblance
to) Dan Fogelberg and James Taylor. Drum
kits were banned from the Grand Ole Opry
well into the 195os. Fiddles, pedal steel gui-
tar and high harmonies were the essence
of country until producers Chet Atkins
and, later, Billy Sherrill, replaced them
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with lush strings and choirs. Willie Nelson
and Waylon Jennings fought the Nashville
establishment for years; now, they're
heralded as paragons of traditionalism.
Country music, like the South, changes all
the time. The Confederacy isn't coming
back, and neither is Hank Williams.

At least one part of the Florida Georgia
Line tale is as Southern as you can get:
church. It's where Hubbard and Kelley both
discovered their love of music and perform-
ing, during worship. Kelley was a baseball
star in high school, a left-handed pitcher
who was nearly unhittable, with a 7-1 record
in his senior year. That earned him a schol-
arship to baseball powerhouse Florida State
University - his teammates included future
San Francisco Giants all-star Buster Posey.
But Kelley never pitched at FSU, and after a
year of community college, he transferred
to Belmont. In 2009, his senior year, he
had a lackluster 5.66 earned run average,
and realized he would never make it to the
major leagues. He had already begun writ-
ing songs, inspired by Christian rock band
Casting Crowns, which started in Daytona,
Fla.; played at Hubbard's church in Ludville,
Ga.; and went on to win a Grammy.

As a teenager, Hubbard had been in
a feel -good hip -hop group, Ingenious
Circuit (sample lyric: "Nice breasts, tight
jeans, no dog/Let's go talk to these girls"),
and in college, he was playing guitar and
performing his own songs. The two knew
one another from campus worship, and
one day Kelley "skipped baseball prac-
tice and lied, said I had a convocation to
complete," then went to see Hubbard play
a showcase. "The first time we ever wrote
together, we were finishing each other's
sentences. No record label, no one other
than the man upstairs, can put something
like that together."

Around the time they were graduat-
ing, the two gathered at McDonald's
(Hubbard: "One of our favorite fast-food
restaurants") and decided to give them-
selves two years to make it as a duo.
Hubbard had a car -detailing business, and
Kelley did odd jobs, including putting up
bathroom stalls at Opryland. On the week-
end, they piled into Kelley's Tahoe (which
he says "smelled like whiskey most of the
time") and played nearby clubs, putting
expenses on their personal credit cards,
"showering" with baby wipes and sleeping
six or seven to a hotel room. "We knew
when it was time for a record deal, they
would come running to us," says Hubbard.

The first time producer Joey Moi saw
the duo, it was playing a county fair, right
after a mule show. "I'd never seen that
before," jokes Moi, who's from Vancouver
and spent many years co-producing
Nickelback. Moi (pronounced "moy")
is a partner in Big Loud Shirt Industries

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with two guys who now co -manage Florida
Georgia Line - Seth England and Kevin
"Chief" Zaruk, Nickelback's longtime road
manager - as well as three -time ASCAP
songwriter of the year Craig Wiseman,
who won a Grammy for Tim McGraw's
huge hit "Live Like You Were Dying" and
co -wrote the Nickelback song "Lullabye."

Moi took Hubbard and Kelley into a

studio and began to work - and work and
work, and work some more - on a new
song, "Cruise." For years, the Nashville
recording process remained the same: A

producer brings an accomplished band
into the studio, and it cuts a sharp version
of a song that's already in full demo form.
It's methodical and fast, with a typical
pace of a song or two per day. That system
didn't make sense to Moi.

"I came from a world where we spend
days in the studio, trying to make a song
better," he says. Which is what he did with
"Cruise," adding new sections and revising
the words and structure to make it catchier
and more explosive. "In my brain, the tem-
plate is Def Leppard. Everything with them
was a monster hook and a giant chorus."

FGL released its digital EP It'z Just What
We Do on Big Loud's own label in May
2012, with "Cruise" as the lead song. "It
was game on," crows Hubbard. "As soon
as you sell 100,000 copies of anything on
iTunes, the labels want in on it." Within
two months, the act had signed a deal
with Republic Nashville/Big Machine
Label Group, where it works closely
with Borchetta, a Nashville kingpin (and
unabashed hair -metal fan).

When I suggest that Florida Georgia
Line sounds like hard rock with banjos,
Moi laughs. "I like that. You definitely
hear an active -rock flavor from five or six
years ago in their music - more aggres-
sive guitar tones, a more aggressive drum
presentation." He cites three hard -rock
bands as references for the FGL sound:
Three Days Grace, Shinedown and
Nickelback. There's so much Nickelback in
Florida Georgia Line, you may as well call
it Nickelbanjo.

Times was massive enough for Florida
Georgia Line to quickly leave behind the
cramped, stinky memories of touring in
a Tahoe. Hubbard, Stommel and their
dog Harley live in a 5,00o -square -foot
house with white columns on 12 acres in
Cottontown, north of Nashville. Not far
away, Kelley, his wife and their dog Smoke
live on 32 wooded acres west of Nashville,
with a two-story, modern-day treehouse- complete with a round bed, a recording
studio, chandeliers and a musket mounted
on the wall - built by Pete Nelson of the
Animal Planet show Treehouse Masters.

As Stommel watches her fiance from
the side of the stage, Hubbard asks the
Denver crowd, "We got any weed smokers
in the house tonight?" He's introducing a
new song, the ganja anthem "Sun Daze,"
to 9,500 fans, some of whom came to see
headliner Jason Aldean - FGL will start
its own headlining tour in January - and
all of whom are too busy partying to feel
any objection to the repeated use of a

small number of tropes in the raucous
50 -minute set, which ends with "Cruise"
and a bare -chested Hubbard onstage. This
is who the members of Florida Georgia
Line are, how they grew up and, unapolo-
getically, what they like.

"I was waiting for a 'Sun Daze' ques-
tion," said Kelley to me earlier in the day.
There was a small metal pipe on a counter
in Hubbard's tour bus, which smelled like
weed, so the question was raised: Do you
guys smoke?

"Yeah. Oh, yes," said Hubbard, as Kelley
laughed and a publicist tried to stop them.

They both were inspired by church
activities, loved Christian rock and more
or less met in church. Country music
has always balanced the sins of Saturday
night with the penitence and reflection
of Sunday morning, while rock'n'roll
is all Saturday night, all the time. Pushing
aside Nickelback and Nelly, that's the
most rock'n'roll thing about Florida
Georgia Line. Says Hubbard, "We're
professional partiers."

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WO YEARS AGO, J BALVIN SHOULD
have been on top of the world. A steady
stream of tracks that mixed tropical
lightness with the heavy beat of reg-

gaeton had made him a star at home in Colombia.
Girls climbed the walls of his house in Medellin to
get a picture with him. The stars of the Colombian
national soccer team hung out there. He was in
constant demand, playing one -hour gigs one
after another. At his peak he did nine in a night,
starting at 7 in the evening and finishing at 7 the
following morning.

And all this wasn't just happening in Colombia.
He was beginning to get radio play in the United
States, and had signed with EMI, which put
together a compilation of his independent singles.
When he started in 2004, people would laugh
at him, call him crazy. There had never been a

Colombian reggaeton star; the music was domi-
nated by Puerto Rican performers. Now reggaeton

producers were moving to Colombia from Puerto
Rico. Everything he had worked for - "Step by
step," as he always puts it -was falling into place.

Instead of celebrating, though, Balvin spent
his days and nights crying. For eight years he
had worked relentlessly to get to this point, but
now ceaseless pressure had reshaped his dreams
into nightmares. "I became a slave to the game,"
he says. He was having panic attacks. His heart
hammered in his chest. "I didn't want make more
music. I basically wanted to quit and be dead."

Balvin explains all this with a slight smile. It's his
default expression, as if he's always anticipating
joy. So even as he talks in his fluent English about
struggling with depression, he's demonstrating
how he got past it. Balvin is 29, but his pop -star
looks knock a half -decade off his appearance, his
youthful face creased only at the brow by three
incipient worry lines. His voice has a rough purr,
familiar to anyone who has ever heard his records,

and no doubt seasoned by a steady stream
of Newports. He wears diamond studs in
each ear and a gold link necklace inset
with small stones. He carries a blue Louis
Vuitton backpack and is dressed in a green
collarless shirt that hits midthigh, black
pants, and black and green Nikes.

Meditation, therapy and a trip to
Thailand helped put his head straight two
years ago. And Balvin continued on his
path to becoming the biggest breakout act
Latin music has seen in many years. He's
the go -to Spanish voice on remixes of hits
from Ariana Grande and Robin Thicke
that have helped spread his fame in Latin
America and the United States. His two
most recent hits - "6 AM" and the new
"Ay Vamos" ("Come On)" - have the sort
of sinuous, insistent hooks (and mega -

million YouTube views) that would make
them the envy of any ambitious R&B or
pop performer. Their radio dominance is
made all the more significant by the fact
that Latin music is not welcoming of new-
comers, relying on standbys like Enrique
Iglesias, Marc Anthony and Romeo
Santos. Yet he's in the midst of a tour
opening for Iglesias, and he's up for three
Latin Grammy Awards this year.

On his records, Balvin frequently refers
to himself as "El Negocio," and some-
times says it in English: "The Business,"
or "The Businessman." The sobriquet
comes not from the famous Jay Z lyric, but
a nickname Balvin acquired in his early
teens when he put himself to work to help
his family's fortunes, after his father, a

businessman himself, had gone bankrupt.
It has all given Balvin, currently single,

and his music a greater sense ofpurpose.
His breakthrough album is called La
Familia ("The Family") - the words are
tattooed across Balvin's chest - and his
music has both paid his father's debts and
damaged his relationship with his dad, who
was his manager until eight months ago.

"There's no dream without sacrifice,"
says Balvin, and he says it knowing much
more of both is in store.

UNTIL HE WAS A TEENAGER, JOSE
Alvaro Osorio Balvin and his younger sis-
ter, Carolina, grew up outside Medellin. "I
used to live on a farm," he recalls. "A house
in the hills, something like the Hamptons."
His father, also named Jose, holds a Ph.D.
in international marketing and ran his own
distribution company. His mother, Alba,
studied medicine, but never worked. "My
dad didn't let her. She regrets that, but my
dad had the money at that time."

At io, his parents got him an electric gui-
tar for Christmas. It was the mid-'9os, and
Balvin was listening to Nirvana, Metallica,
Sepultura and Red Hot Chili Peppers. He

put together a trio. "We really believed
we were Nirvana. Doing covers. Going to
friends' houses; doing my show. We didn't
have a name. It was all a hobby thing."

But his music dreams would change,
and so would his situation. When he was
14, his father went bankrupt, and the fam-
ily moved to a more modest house. "It was
a middle-class neighborhood, really close
to a big ghetto," says Balvin. "I was study-
ing in the best high school in my city, but
when I got out of school, I was hanging
out with kids from the ghetto. I learned a
lot from both worlds."

Balvin describes himself as a good stu-
dent ("Except math -I hated math") and
the class clown. But this was also a time
of great anxiety. "I saw my dad [spend]
too many years without sleeping. And I
was suffering a lot, because I wanted to
help him." So, he began selling things
after school. "Not drugs. Forget about it."
Candy, clothes, anything he could find.

At 18, Balvin went to the United States
for a school exchange program. He would
perfect his English, and maybe chase his
music dream. But he ended up in a tiny
Oklahoma town, a place he describes as
redneck and racist. That was the least of

his problems. He says the woman who
hosted him effectively kidnapped him.
"She fell in love - not as a woman; as a
mother to a son." She took his passport,
cut off the Internet and told his high
school to keep him away from computers
so he wouldn't backslide with Spanish -

language media. It took him months to
snatch his passport back, reach a friend
nearby, get out of town and call his father.

Balvin recalls, "I was crying. 'Dad, why
have you not called me in all this time?'
He started crying. 'Where have you been?
We tried to reach you, no one answered.
Your emails; you don't respond to them.' "

At first, Balvin wanted to come straight
home, but his parents told him to take
advantage of his student visa. He went
to live with an aunt in Staten Island,
N.Y., and though his visa didn't allow it,
found a job. He would ride the ferry into
Manhattan at 7 a.m. every day to walk
dogs in SoHo. "Everything was hip -hop to
me," he says of his daily walks. "Graffiti,
freestyle battles on the streets, all those
big billboards with Jay Z's face. I was like,
'Wow. This guy has his own clothing line.
Hip -hop is an entire business.' "

A friend lived in Miami, and Balvin
moved there with the idea of pursuing
a recording career. He painted houses
during the day and made the scene with
a hip -hop trio, MDL (for Medellin), at
night. He knew it wasn't working, but he
was scared to go home. "My friends, and
the people from my city, they thought I
was living the superstar life," he says. He
was anxious, taking sleeping pills, get-
ting more and more lost. Finally, he had
enough of pretending to be a star when
he wasn't. "I don't like the movie shit," he

BEHIND SPANGLISH
REMIXES

In May 2013, Republic Records started
working Ariana Grande's "The Way"
on U.S. Latin stations in an attempt
to reach multicultural listeners - an
increasingly common marketing tactic
with uptempo, mainstream hits. At the
same time, Universal Music Latino was
trying to break its rising urban artist
J Balvin. So why not, the sister label
proposed, have Balvin do a Spanglish
version of "My Way"?

Music Latino GM Luis Estrada." 'The
Way' got into more stations, and Balvin's
name [recognition] multiplied."

Bilingual remixes are nothing new. In

2004, Daddy Yankee's "Gasolina" blazed
up the Billboard Hot 100, aided by a Lil

Jon and Pitbull remix. Today, Enrique
Iglesias'"Bailando" boasts a version
featuring Sean Paul. Balvin has reversed
this approach, remixing English -

language tracks like Grande's "Problem,"
Robin Thicke's "Blurred Lines" and
Maroon 5's "Maps" into bilingual
versions that are officially sanctioned by
each single's U.S.-based label.

Results have varied. Latin American
airplay hasn't been significant for
these remixes - and only "The Way"
was commercially released, selling
11,000 downloads in the United States,
according to Nielsen SoundScan.

But these tracks have helped Balvin.
"Remember: No one knew Balvin in the
U.S. in 2013," notes Estrada. "Our goal

wasn't to cross over. Otherwise he would
have recorded in English. Our goal was

to grow awareness." -LEILA COBO

says. "I just got to be real." He went back
to Medellin to start over. He was zo.
Balvin brought a new sense of purpose,
and a new hustle, back home with him. In
New York he had seen rappers sell their
CDs on the sidewalk. No one had done that
yet in Medellin. So Balvin sat in his house
with his friends, burned CDs, slapped on a
sticker with his picture and took them out
into the streets.

His music was different. Not just the
sound, but the lyrics. He sang about
friendship, about love. "I never had a song
about a car," he says. "I never had a song
about a watch." In a city still marked by
the shadow of drug lord Pablo Escobar, he
avoided gangster talk. "We were born in
that place. That's nothing new for me."

He went from radio station to radio
station, city to city, building his rep from
underground sensation to homegrown
superstar. Step by step, he fulfilled his
goals, including paying his father's debts.
He slid a check into a pizza box and gave
it to his father as a birthday gift. "He hates
pizza," says Balvin. "He opens it, he sees
the check, and he starts crying. I had to
leave. I worked my ass off for two years
to make that shit happen. My mom called

that your dad is sleeping in peace.' "
The next time his father had business

trouble, Balvin was in a position to offer an
immediate solution: have his dad become
his manager. He told him, "You've always
been a businessman. Do what you used to
do. Just with your son." Adds Balvin, "He
took me to another level in my country."

Balvin hated the idea of signing with
a major - labels had been no help when
he was starting - and when he finally
learned to trust EMI, the label evaporated
in a corporate shuffle. He explained all
this to Universal when it inherited his
contract, and the company offered a fresh
start. "We sat down at the beginning of

2013 with him and his dad to create a new
business model," says Universal Music
Latino GM Luis Estrada. "We said, 'Let's
build a brand together. Understand that
this is going to be a process and it will
take some pain. No pain, no gain.' He was
making a lot of money in Colombia and
we told him, 'You need to stop playing
Colombia so much and start focusing
on the rest of the markets.' " Universal
wanted to emphasize the United States -
going to radio with the Ariana Grande and
Robin Thicke remixes, and tapping TV

awards shows like Univision's
Premios Juventud for more
exposure - along with Mexico,
Argentina and other Latin terri-
tories. The label spoke Balvin's
language. "We have to do it
step by step," Estrada told him.

Last November, La Familia
debuted at No. 14 on Billboard's
Top Latin Albums chart, driven
by the success of "Tranquila"
("Calm Down"), a top 10
Latin Rhythm Airplay hit with
125 million views on YouTube.

But no pain, no gain; no
dream without sacrifice. The
panic attacks returned, and
on Christmas Day Balvin was
in agony. He had a show that

night and begged his father to cancel it.
He said, "I feel like I'm dying, Dad. My
dreams are gone. I just want to be dead.
Don't make me go."

His father agreed. But a few hours later
he called back. "I'm sorry," his father said.
"But I'm your manager, and they're going
to sue if you don't do this."

"That day, everything changed," says
Balvin. "I said, 'This is the last time. I don't
want to work with you.' " He knew he had
to find a new manager, before his hero
became someone he hated. "That was a
hell. It is still a hell." He's in close contact
with his mom and sister, but things remain
strained with his father. "I love him. I think
time is going to be the answer."

Balvin turned to AEG Live/Goldenvoice
vp Latin talent Rebeca Leon. She had
offered him advice the first time they met,
in November 2013 at the Latin Grammys,
where he performed to prerecorded tracks
at a Universal afterparty. "He came off-
stage, and I said, 'You're amazing, but that
show was shit,' " remembers Leon. " 'You
should never do that again.' "

Leon and Fabio Acosta, founder of
Akela Family Music, took over as his
managers in April, and Balvin does indeed
perform with a live band now. Leon
gave him an opening slot on the current
Pitbull/Enrique Iglesias tour before she

started managing him, and building a
headliner profile for him in the United
States is dead ahead. "AEG is putting him
on a theater tour on his own next spring,"
she says. The goal is to "establish him as
a ticket seller. Do the right -size venues,
the right price, sell it all out, build your fan
base. We're betting on him."

The growth of his live business will be
crucial. Recorded -music sales in Latin
music are slim. La Familia, which was
rereleased to include Balvin's current hit,
"Ay Vamos," peaked at No. io on the Top

Latin Albums chart dated Oct. 4 and has
sold 15,000 copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan. And though his summer
single "6 AM" topped Billboard's Latin
Rhythm Airplay chart for 10 weeks, it has
sold just 82,000 tracks, compared with its
100 million views on Vevo and 10.8 million
streams on Spotify.

Balvin's digital profile is substantial. In
all, he has more than 343 million views
on YouTube and Vevo, which Billboard
estimates generates some $1.7 million,
shared by Balvin and Universal in a 36o
deal. Brands are starting to take notice -a
Toyota deal will carry over into 2015, and
discussions are underway with telecom,
soft drink and spirits companies.

For Balvin, the next step is a tricky one:
growing his Latin stardom while eyeing a
mainstream crossover. Universal Music
Latino's Estrada says an English -language
version of the La Familia hit "Tranquila"
could arrive early next year. Republic
Records helped arrange a meeting for
Balvin and hip -hop's hottest producer,
DJ Mustard, in early October in Los
Angeles. Balvin talks about wanting to
work with Drake, with Rihanna, to follow
his love of fashion the way Kanye West
has. Those around him observe the poten-
tial for a bigger star than Latin music has
seen in many years. "I think he'll eventu-
ally get into film," says Leon. "He's got
a big appetite. And he's got the goods to
back it up."

Balvin knows he has to be careful and
not lose himself in all of this. "I forgot
about my happiness," he says when he
talks about his panic attacks. "I forgot
about Jose." Sometimes the panic attacks
return, milder than they used to be,
without the hammering heartbeat. "It's
still a lot of stress," he says. "But I'm not
as afraid as I used to be. Now when bad
things happen, I'm just like, 'OK, I got
over it once. I'm going to get over it, until
it's done.' "

Still, there are no dreams without sac-
rifice. "I sacrificed my family. I sacrificed
my friends - I don't see them. I have
a dream house, and I'm never there. I
wanted to have a family, younger. But I'm
going to make it. That's my dream. I know
where I'm going." 0

EOPLE IN JASON ALDEAN'S CAMP
have been hinting for months that he's
a new man, after a highly publicized
divorce and his relationship with for-
mer American Idol contestant Brittany
Kerr (who he was photographed kissing
while still married). Aldean recently
told Billboard it's time to let go of that
story, but it's a sure bet fans will see all

sorts ofmessages in Old Boots, New Dirt, the first album he
has recorded since the changes in his personal life. And
he gives them plenty to work with in the project, which
leans heavily on broken relationships and new starts while
ignoring one of the tent -pole positions of his public per-
sona: a voice for the heartland's working class.

After all, Aldean's acerbic, surly
character perfectly fits that role.
Thanks to earlier songs like "Fly Over
States," which celebrate the classic
blue-collar American lifestyle and its
values, one could picture him flashing
a middle finger at a pin-striped Wall
Streeter who gets a thrill out of clos-
ing small-town factories or destroying
grannies' pensions. On Old Boots,
however, the songs devote little time
to sweating for a paycheck. Instead,
perspiration is expended in anticipa-
tion of steamy sex in the brooding
opener, "Just Gettin' Started"; in the
nude tangle of the EDM-tinged first
single, "Burnin' It Down"; and in the
three-day bender and subsequent

regret of the album's closer, "Two Night Town."
The subject matter switch works for Aldean, particularly

because of his voice, one of country's most identifiable -
and underrated. Particularly noteworthy is his delivery
on "Too Fast," where Aldean weaves a mix of ferocity,
desperation and resolve into a song about frustration
with previous choices: "I been making a living/Not mak-
ing a life." It's easy to believe that his makeover offstage
inspired this performance in the studio. His mangled
Georgian enunciations sound like no one else, and there's
a fire in his throat that's often masked by the high -volume
instrumental framework that usually surrounds him.

To that end, guitarist Kurt Allison has several tight,
twisting solos. And drummer Rich Redmond is a pow-
erhouse, particularly on the midtempo "Tonight Looked

Good On You," where the sparse
arrangement's solid power chords
allow his slamming toms and crisp
cymbal work to figuratively move him
from the back of the stage to right next
to the frontman.

Aldean was shut out on the final bal-
lot for the Country Music Association
Awards, a surprise given his status as a
stadium headliner. But oddly enough,
Old Boots doesn't offer a whole lot that
feels like it belongs on that stadium
stage. It's inward -looking midtempo

genres: "From Eden" breaks it down for a fla-
menco bridge, and "In a Week" dabbles in Nick
Drake -inspired folk.

Nerding Out With...

YOU+ME
Alecia Moore began 2014 at an all-time high.
As Pink, her 2012 album The Truth About
Love had just been certified double -platinum,
its accompanying tour grossing more than
$150 million. But rather than go even bigger
for her next act, Moore, 35, took a left turn
by tapping her friend, 34 -year -old singer -

guitarist Dallas Green (aka City and Colour,
formerly of hardcore band Alexisonfire), for a

country -tinged folk side project. After holing
up in a Venice, Calif., studio for a week, the duo
produced nine originals (and one memorable
cover of Sade's "No Ordinary Love") as

You+Me, whose debut Rose Ave. is due Oct. 14
on RCA. The pair spoke about their unique
dynamic and the joys of putting Pink on pause.

This project is very unexpected from your
respective fan bases. How did it come
together?
Pink: I've always tried to do different kinds of
things within an album; I've always been easily
labeled as pop -whatever. This really was an

opportunity to do something that I wanted to do
instead of something I was obligated to do. No
one was asking us to do this except each other.
There was no record company saying, "We're

waiting for a record" or "You should really do

something like this." It was just us being friends
and loving each other and loving to sing.
Green: Having not only just known [Pink] on

a personal level, you can always see it in her

music, just how at the forefront her voice has
been, whether it be in a pop song or a ballad.

I always appreciated her voice, so when we

became friends one day, she sort of mentioned
to me she might like to quiet down for a little bit.

Pink, you're singing in tones that fans aren't
accustomed to hearing from you. Were you
worried about alienating them?
Pink: I don't think about that stuff ever, ever. My

fans are people that would follow me wherever
go. If told them I was doing a f-ing jewelry

line or a perfume, they'd go, "Come on!" But this
feels like something I'd do anyway. Whether it's
Germany or Australia or Canada or South Africa
or the U.S., they just want to feel something
along with me.

So how have your fans been responding to
the music?
Pink: My favorite quote so far - I can't

remember where it came from - was someone
who wrote, "So this is what Alexisonfire sounds

like swinging from that rope." (Laughs.)
Green: People are going to have opinions; we

live in a very critical society. But I'm just excited
to share these songs with the world.

Have you thought about how this music might
work on tour?
Pink: Yes, and we're figuring that out. My fans
know that I can fly around like Tinkerbell and
then two minutes later I'll be sitting down in
jeans and barefoot singing [Led] Zeppelin. I just
want to sing these songs for people.
Green: The running joke was that we were
going to have to call this band The Self-

Deprecation Society because neither of us

could critique the other. -ANDREW HAMPP

Although
Broods' debut album, Evergreen, arrives stateside
without a tsunami of hype, the pleasures of these n
songs sneak up on the listener, the sparse arrange-
ments going down easy while hinting at the heights

this young act could eventually achieve.
Although Little's boom -bap drum programming,

syrupy bass and dreamy synthesizers are carried over
from Lorde's debut, Broods more closely recalls The
xx in their gloomy dance tunes. Singer Georgia spent
much of Broods' self -titled debut EP in a sullen mood,
and her delicate disappointment resonates on tracks
like "Killing You" and "Medicine." But "Everytime"
proves that her shaking hands can ball themselves
into fists, as she rattles off the reasons behind her bro-
ken heart: "'Cause it's never your fault/When you're
keeping your knees clean/And sorry's below you/It's
always me, always me."

The stuttering beats can occasionally wash out
Georgia's sensitive mewling, and there's nothing
else on the same plane as the powerhouse "Bridges,"
included here as the fourth track. Yet Evergreen gen-
erously entertains without transcending, and Broods
shows enough of a spark to live up to the expectations
set by their debut single.

German duo Milky Chance doesn't feel like a band

as much as it does a hybridization of aesthetics
that have recently experienced minor pop success
- the craggy vocals of Aloe Blacc, the globally
minded guitar filigrees and spare arrangements
of Nico & Vinz's "Am I Wrong," the reggae-lite
bounce propelling Magic's "Rude" and the noodle -

casserole cohesion of Alt -J. It's of little surprise
that its winding, hand clap -assisted track "Stolen
Dance" hit No. 56 on the Billboard Hot 100: It's
one of Milky Chance's more cohesive songs, with
a rolling guitar line and easy amble that would
flow naturally into a playlist that included Avicii's
countrified Blacc collabo "Wake Me Up!" and Of
Monsters and Men's rollicking "Little Talks."

Schoolboy pals Clemens Rehbein and Philipp
Dausch certainly had their fingers on the pulses
of multiple trends when crafting Sadnecessary. To
be fair, they probably anticipated a few of them -
the LP came out in Germany a year ago. At points,
the duo's scattershot yet minimalist approach
sharpens into something satisfying. Parts of
"Sadness" have spring to them, the strutting
"Becoming" touts a sample -ready guitar, and the

cavernous "Feathery" shows the pair can re-create
a booming sound system's bottomless feel.

But ultimately, the sparse arrangements might
make Milky Chance a fairly divisive act. How much
you enjoy the LP depends on your tolerance for
Rehbein's weathered burr; his vocal tics endear as

much as they irk. In a more cluttered environment
that might not be an issue, but Milky Chance's
less -is -more aesthetic puts it front and center,
where it will either enchant or annoy listeners.

The Sound Of 'Culture, Art And
Hitmakers from
YG to Iggy Azalea
carry on Def Jam's
cutting -edge
legacy

"DEF JAM FOREVER," LL COOL J
declared while hosting the 56th annual
Grammy Awards in January, reminding
the audience that 2014 marked the 3oth
anniversary of Def Jam Recordings.

It was fitting that the hip -hop icon kicked
off the seminal label's anniversary cam-
paign. One of the first two singles to sport
a Def Jam catalog number in 1984 was "I
Need a Beat" by 16 -year -old James Todd
Smith, better-known by the acronym of his
stage name, Ladies Love Cool James.

The second single - and equally signifi-
cant game -changer - was "Rock Hard" by
rap trio the Beastie Boys.

"No matter what else I ever do," LL said
at the Grammys, "I will always be proud
to have stood with [Def Jam founders]
Russell Simmons and Rick Rubin and
together started a major musical and
cultural revolution."

That revolution is still going strong
3o years later.

With LL Cool J, Slick Rick, Beastie Boys
and Public Enemy pioneering the way, Def
Jam cemented its fresh, cutting -edge repu-
tation in the years that followed with acts
like Jay Z, DMX, Method Man & Redman,
The Roots, Ludacris, Jeezy, Rick Ross,
Kanye West and Rihanna.

Now the global brand - also home to
pop superstars Justin Bieber and Mariah
Carey - is breaking out a new roster of
talent. Leading the charge are rising stars
Iggy Azalea, Jhene Aiko, Frank Ocean, YG,
2 Chainz and August Alsina.

Throughout the history of pop music,
there are labels that define a certain musi-
cal and cultural sensibility. Like Motown,
A&M and other indie upstarts before and
since, artistic freedom was the rallying cry
when Rubin launched Def Jam from his
New York University dorm room in 1984.

So was bucking the status quo.
Beyond the commercial top 4o and R&B

heard on the radio, the streets were hum-
ming with the inventive strains of rock,
punk and an emerging, beat -driven style
dubbed "hip -hop."

"It wasn't genius," says Simmons, a

savvy manager and promoter who joined
forces with production guru Rubin. "It's
just that we loved b -boy music.

"All we wanted was the freedom to give
underserved artists a real chance to build
a career, to build a label that respected the
culture," recalls Simmons. "And we were
lucky - it got done."

Adds Rubin: "Def Jam was always about
culture, art and lifestyle. Those roots
allowed it to endure in an unusual way for

a record company." After landing a dis-
tribution deal with CBS Records, Def Jam
surprised mainstream gatekeepers in 1986
when the label's second album, Beastie
Boys' Licensed to 111, became the first rap
album to hit No.1 on the Billboard 200.

Expansions into R&B (Oran "Juice"
Jones) and metal (Slayer) followed, as did
hit albums by LL Cool J, Public Enemy and
EPMD. By 1988 both Rubin and the Beastie
Boys had left the label. The new president
was Lyor Cohen, who had worked with
Simmons at Rush Management.

PolyGram's 1994 purchase of Sony's
so percent stake in Def Jam ushered in
another wave of success by way of such
artists as Warren G (through Chris Lighty's
Violator Records), Method Man, Slick Rick
and Foxy Brown. Three years later, Def
Jam signed a distribution deal with another
upstart, Roc -A -Fella Records, co-founded
by soon -to -be rap superstar Jay Z. Several
years later as president of Def Jam, Jay Z
added Rihanna and Ne-Yo to the label's
long list of success stories.
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A series of corporate ownership changes
beginning in 1998 with Seagram's pur-
chase of PolyGram led to Def Jam's merger
with fellow Universal label Island Records
in 1999. Cohen stayed on as president;
Simmons exited. Down the road, other
executives assumed the helm.

But one constant remained: Def Jam's
street sensibility. Hits by Monte!! Jordan,
DMX, Jay Z and others reinforced the
label's dominance and pop culture impact,
as did additional strategic partnerships
with such imprints as Ludacris' Disturbing
Tha Peace and West's G.O.O.D. Music.

This past April, another corporate restruc-
turing positioned Def Jam right where it
started: a stand-alone label now helmed by
president and CEO Steve Bartels.

The core branding element is still cutting
edge as Def Jam expands from hip -hop and
R&B into EDM with Afrojack and its new-
est signing, Axwell & Ingrosso.

Such moves, says Bartels, are "an
opportunity for us to be boutique -y and
cool - very much how Russell and Rick
envisioned the company."

The same vision is shared by Dion "No
I.D." Wilson, Def Jam executive vp/
co-head of A&R. His Def Jam imprint
ARTium recently scored its first No.s on
Billboard's Top R&B/Hip-Hop Albums
chart with Aiko's ethereal Souled Out.

"Def Jam may be a major label now,"
says Wilson, "but we still have Rick and
Russell's 'Hey, let's get hot and make
people respect what we do' indie attitude.
"Now it's our time to carry the torch." 0

A YEAR OF D E F EVENTS Barclays Center show to be anniversary highlight

INhen planning began in
2013 for the 30th an-

niversary of Def Jam
Records, it was only
natural that Universal

Music executive vp Michele Anthony and
Def Jam president Steve Bartels dis-
cussed reaching out to the two men who
started it all, label co-founders Rick Rubin
and Russell Simmons.

"Having those guys [participate]
just reaffirmed the legacy of the

brand and the significance of
the label," says Chris Atlas, se-

nior vp marketing at Def Jam.
As a result, veteran
hip -hop journal -

Ross ist Elliott Wilson
spoke at length

with Rubin
and Sim-

mons for interviews posted in Septem-
ber on YouTube through the Vice music
website Noisey.

But the party actually started at the
Grammy Awards in January, when Def
Jam was saluted by LL Cool J, whose
debut album, Radio, was the label's first
full-length release. Since then, the Def
Jam 30 campaign has rolled on with a

series of attention -grabbing events and
initiatives (see sidebar, right).

While pausing to look back, the label
stays focused on discovering music worth
celebrating. "What's evident when you

Latin Grammy
nominations missed
Santos' best-selling
album, while Calle 13
leads the pack

THE LATIN GRAMMY IS AN AWARD THAT
prides itself on rewarding artistic merit
over commercial success. It's an approach
that has long lent itself to nominations
that run the gamut from groundbreaking
to controversial.

And this year is no exception.
When the Latin Recording Academy

announced its nominations on Sept. 24,
Puerto Rican political rap duo Calle 13

received nine nods on the strength of
Multi Viral, an edgy album that has sold just
12,000 copies in the United States, accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan.

Meanwhile, 2014's top Latin seller to
date, American singer -songwriter Romeo
Santos' slickly produced Formula, Vol. 2,

was left in the lurch. Although it has sold
219,00o copies stateside and connected
across all Latin regions, it didn't receive a
single nomination.

In the middle of this broad spectrum,
however, there was redemption.

Significant nods went to superstars who
have earned limited recognition from
the Latin Grammys in the past, including
Enrique Iglesias, Marc Anthony, Prince
Royce and Mexican pop band Camila. They
may well be among the winners when the
awards are broadcast Nov. zo on Univision

- from Las Vegas.

The Latin Recording Academy also
recognized Panamanian legend Ruben
Blades (who released a tango album) and

g the sophisticated Uruguayan songwriter
Jorge Drexler, whose "Al Otro Lado del Rio"
(from The Motorcycle Diaries) won the Oscar
in zoos for best original song.

The Latin Recording
Academy in 2011

expanded its pool of
nominees in categories

to "open the possibilities
for more artists," says

president/CEO Abaroa.
Calle 13 (below right)

is tied with banes with
nine nominations. Santos
(inset) has been shut out.

The virtues of the Latin Grammys are not
in dispute. These are the only Latin awards
that acknowledge stars along with emerg-
ing acts, acclaimed musicians with limited
commercial appeal and other lesser -known
artists from across the Latin continent,
Spain and Portugal. More than 10,00o
recordings were submitted to the Latin
Recording Academy for consideration this
year, up from 6,000 in 2011.

There are so many categories that fine
albums, even if little known, stand a genu-
ine chance of winning - especially because
the nominees in almost one-third of the
categories are decided by committees, not a
broader vote of academy members.

Three years ago, the academy also
expanded its pool of nominees to io in top
categories, including album, record and
song of the year and best new artist. That
alone further widens the playing field - or,
depending on your perspective, dilutes it.

"We did it to open the possibilities for
more artists, not just the heavy hitters,"
says Latin Recording Academy president/
CEO Gabriel Abaroa. "We'll decide if we
continue or not. But we're trying to be more
inclusive and I think that's valid."

It is. But that hoped -for diversity is dashed
when one artist dominates while other
deserving major acts are left inexplicably
without recognition.

Santos was not alone in the zero -

nominations category. Alejandro Fernandez

got nothing for Confidencias, the album
produced by Phil Ramone; Shakira didn't
receive any nods for her Spanish -language
singles; and Ricardo Arjona, fresh from
playing for more than 200,000 people in
Argentina, got only one nomination, in the
best singer -songwriter category.

Of course, that's the maddening reality
of any subjective award: What many deem
commendable, others criticize. But in the
still -fragile Latin music ecosystem, it's
incomprehensible that many of its finest,
most successful musicians don't get the
recognition they deserve.

Why was Santos overlooked? While it's
impossible to gauge why academy members
vote one way and not another, informal
discussions through the years yield differ-
ent responses. On the one hand, members
simply vote for what they like or what they
feel sympathy for.

Santos has been ignored so thoroughly
through the years, he even mentions it in
his song "Si Me Muero" ("If I Die"), a fact
that surely wasn't lost on academy members
who might have felt even less inclination to
nominate him.

Or many think that if "big" acts get nomi-
nated, those stars will overpower the more
up-and-coming nominees.

But history shows that's not the case.
In 2013, the big wins were distributed

among Anthony, Robi Rosa and Carlos
Vives. In 2012, the first 10 -nominee year,
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Mexican sibling duo Jesse & Joy, already stars but not yet
superstars, won both record and song of the year. Album
of the year went to longtime Latin Grammy darling Juanes,
who has won 20 times since 2001, when he was named
best new artist. (This year, he's tied with Calle 13 for the
most nods, with nine.)

This year, if the past is any indicator, Calle 13 is the clear
favorite. The stepbrothers won five Latin Grammys in
2009 and a whopping 10 awards in 2011, including record,
song and album of the year.

However, it's hard to fathom that Calle 13's lesser -known
"Respira el Momento" will win record of the year over
Iglesias' "Bailando," Royce's "Darte un Beso" or Camila's
"Decidiste Dejarme," not to mention two Vives tracks.

For album of the year, Calle 13 is up against Anthony's
formidable 3.o and Raiz, a folk collaboration by three Latin
Grammy veterans: Spain's Nina Pastori, Mexico's Lila
Downs and Argentina's Soledad. With votes coming in
from their three countries, they have a shot.

Calle 13's elegant "Ojos Color Sol" is among the leading
song of the year contenders. But here's the rub: The single
features Cuban singer -songwriter Silvio Rodriguez, an
open sympathizer of the Communist Party whose presence
may alienate voters.

As a result, the smart money is on Iglesias and 2014's
most successful song, "Bailando," to win.

It will be one time where art and commerce join. And
that is an ideal Latin Grammy scenario.0

Adele's 21 Hits A New High:
11 Million Copies Sold
The 2011 album becomes only the 12th set since 1991 to sell 11 million. Meanwhile,
record sales continue to struggle this year, with Frozen the sole one to crack a million

ADELE'S 21 CONTINUES TO MAKE HISTORY.
The diva's mega-selling second studio album,
released in 2011, has now surpassed the 11 mil-
lion sales mark in the United States, according
to Nielsen SoundScan. The XL/
Columbia Records release is only the
12th album to sell at least that many
copies since SoundScan started track-
ing sales in 1991.

21 sold another 4,000 in the week
ending Oct. 5, bringing its cumulative
sum to a little more than 11 million in
its 189th week of release. (It has sold
157,000 in 2014 alone.) The album has yet to exit
the Billboard 200, where it has spent all but 11 of
its chart weeks in the top 100. This issue, it climbs
113-95. It's the first to reach 11 million since March
2012, when Bob Marley & The Wailers' Legend
achieved the feat. (21 and Legend are two of
only 22 sets to sail past the much celebrated io
million mark, too.)

With album sales continually shrinking (down
14 percent this year) the chances of the indus-
try seeing another io or 11 million seller seem
increasingly slim. Then again, back before
Adele's 21 was released, there were likely few
who would have guessed there would be another
album to sell that well.

All of this leads to the question: Will anything
sell 1 million copies in 2014 aside from the Frozen
soundtrack? It's the only album that has exceeded

million (3.1 million this year; 3.5 million to date).
A year ago at this point, five albums had passed

million in sales.
An informal survey of label sources

suggests that there could be a few
million -sellers left to be released
this year: Taylor Swift's 1989 topped
the list for everyone, as it seems the
only probable lock to sell a million
by Dec. 31. Other titles in the mix:
Garth Brooks' Man Against Machine,

AC/DC's Rock or Bust, One Direction's Four and
Kendrick Lamar's forthcoming new studio effort.
(What about Adele's own next album? Alas, her
representative says, "Nothing is scheduled.") In
addition, there are still holdover titles from Lorde
(Pure Heroine), Sam Smith (In the Lonely Hour)
and Beyonce (Beyond) that all could creep past
the million mark before the year is out. 0

His new album's current
single, "Neon Light," rises
8-7 on the Country Airplay
chart - a new peak. It
gained 10 percent in radio
audience for the week,
according to Nielsen BDS.

Bringing Back the
Sunshine is only the third

The legendary Herb Alpert
returns to the Billboard
200 for the first time in 27
years as his new album, In
the Mood, debuts at No. 172.
He last appeared on the list
with Keep Your Eye on Me,

which peaked at No. 18 and
spent its final week on the
tally on Oct. 17, 1987.
That album - released on

the label Alpert co-founded,
A&M - was supported by
his top five Billboard Hot
100 hit "Diamonds," which
climbed to No. 5 on June
20, 1987. The song was
produced and written by
Jimmy Jam and Terry
Lewis, and featured A&M's
then -biggest star, Janet
Jackson, on vocals. Alpert
scored a second top 40
hit from the album with

"Making Love in the Rain,"
which reached No. 35.

The new effort sold 2,000
first -week copies, according
to Nielsen SoundScan, and
also debuts at No. 2 on
Traditional Jazz Albums.
That's his second top 10
in a row, following 2013's
Steppin' Out, featuring
Lani Hall, which climbed
to No. 10.

"Rise' took home the trophy
for best pop instrumental
Performance.

On Oct. 15, 1994, the Athens, Ga.,
band scored its second No. 1
album on the Billboard 200, and
its only record to soar straight to
the top of the chart

AS ALTERNATIVE ROCK
became mainstream in
the early to mid -1990s,
(thanks to grunge acts like
Nirvana), R.E.M. rode the
wave with its more jangly,
pop -leaning variation of
the genre.

On the Billboard zoo
dated Oct.15,1994, the
Athens, Ga., band - singer
Michael Stipe, bassist
Mike Mills, guitarist Peter
Buck and drummer Bill
Berry - notched its sec-
ond No.1, and only No.
debut, as its ninth album
Monster soared to the sum-
mit. Befitting its title, the
record sold 344,000 first -

week copies, according to
Nielsen SoundScan.

This success continued
a hot streak that began
with 1991's Out of Time,
R.E.M.'s first No.1 album,
and its follow-up, 1992's
Automatic for the People,
which reached No. 2.

Those three records
have sold a total 10.9 mil-
lion copies and are the
band's best-sellers. They
also influenced Warner
Bros. to re-sign R.E.M.
(who joined the label
for 1988's Green) to an
$8o million deal in 1996.

In 1997, Berry, now
56, left the band, which
continued as a trio and
landed five more top 10
albums before splitting
amicably in 2011. Mills, 55,

and Buck, 57, have since
performed together in The
Baseball Project, and in
June, Stipe, 54, released
an instrumental piece for
the film The Cold Lands. "A
wise man once said, 'The
skill in attending a party
is knowing when it's time
to leave,' " the band noted
upon its dissolution.
