Nono of the groat motropolitan
apers sufferod a few yoars ago when the tabloid made its appearance
n Now Yark. And yet tho circulation of theso tabloids is tremendous,
Thoy arc raad by paople who never read papeors regularly before.,

And, too, for the most part, the talking pictures scem to mo to do
Ailling a nced that in but rarc oazcs do not harm the legitimnate stage.
Piotures, I belleve, ars being patrontied for the most part—that great
part that furnishes the dbuik of thefr tncome—by peopls who otherwise
gouu‘%g” withott cntertginment except for rareé visity to the legitimate

Cortainly the thentorgoer who attends legitimate attractions rogularly
finds Httle entertatnment in tnlking pletures, Ipatead of boing tho stifft

The natural reaction
to the prices placed upon the big musicals 15 onc that contributes mem-
bora tO0 the ranks of the legitimate stage knockers.

Wec have hud many cxasmples this ycar of managers cutting tire pricc
of musicals when they discovercd they could not hold out for, the cntire
seqaon at o $6.60 top. Arthur HamimerstCin has done it with "Sweect
Adeling', the spongors of “Bitter Swect' did it and many others have gonc
into the out rates, I say that {f thicse maniigers can acll thesc dbigger
shows at reduced priccs when tha runs are tepering off, they can do it
at thc beginning.

Against Notes

Equity and Dramatists’
Guild find actors accept
ing bad paper for work

NEW YORK. March 17.—Actors nccopt-
ing notes from managers against the
stock and ploture rvights of piloys are
taking chances these daya ©of never col-
lecting. Equity calls §t to the nttention
©f Its members that when an actor con-
tiniies in a play without saaiary he s
Jopordizing his chances of collecting for
his work and further adds aceepting
notes without first bringing them to the
attention of the assoclation is dangerous
tf the actor expects to get hils money,

This season there have been many in.
stances of actors accepting noteg for
payment of services that were not good
when the retor took them.

Insustigntion discloses that the notes
for pryment of acting that are moat
frequent are given against the proceeds
frlom the picturc and stock rights of the
play.

In the first placc & play must have 34
perforinances to Its credit on Broadway
before a mannger can pnartieipate in the
profits rewulting from n rrle Of the mo-
tion pleture rights or from royaities for
the une of the stock rights. In many
¢hses tha managers have given out notes
signed By producing companies or by
officers ngainst these righta when they
had no interest In them.

The Dramatists’ Gulld calls attention
to the fact that paper haa frequently
been iasued when the manager has re-
Hinquished his rights In the play thru
violation of the bastc agreement and
that the author whe then controls the
full rights of the play cannot be held
for paper accepted by anctors and signed
by the manager.

Because of the offorts of managers to
keep second-rato showa on Brondway for
the three-week period so they may have
n shnre of the picture rights, the Au-
thors' League agreemcnt has been fin-
grantly broken in many enses.

The only solntion to the nituntion,
especially when nctors have praceeded by
walving their bond. according to Equity.
g to bHring thce notes to the attantion
of the nssociation bofore they are ac-
copted. Equity e¢an determine then
whather the paper {8 ncgotiable bdeforo
the nctor loses atl chanco of getting an
even break for the offort he has put
into the play.

OHN POLLOCK should be glven froc away in hls scheme for test-
ing the publio renction to geed one-act plays In vaudoville by in-
stalling a repcrtory company in ont of RKO'a run-down houases.

Thero is no better and more intalligant ally of tha one-act play move-
mont in vaudewille than Pollock. And ons nocd not harber the leant
doubt that in c¢arrying out the experiment Pollock will also keep in
mind tho intorosta of the organization with which he is affitintod. He
is a flory crusador for tho one-act play. but at tha same time ho blends
his enthuslasm and faith In thie now neglcoted phase of vaudoville with
a raalization of its limitations.- No matter what Poliock doee or ia
permitted to do in behalf of reauacitating the buying of playlets for
spots on the RKO books, one thing is cortain: thoy will have to be
good oncs.

Flashcs almost passed into dfscard because produccrs were turning
out atrocfous afairs wedged into that category, The old-type novelty acts
have practically disappeared for the same reason. Even if booksrs insfst
that they don't tant skatehres, they wiii have to duy them if they are
confronted with good oMes for which dids are dbetng pu’t in by riral cir-
eufts. Now a@s before and as it aluxays will be, there i3 room—and plenty
of it—for goodt sketches. RKO as well as Loew, Fox and thes rest, are always
in the market for such gems as "The Underousrent™. Boiling the matier
down to the bone, it's up t0 thosc who sponsor sketehes, and not the book-
ing ofices. that must buy them to Keep pace with the times 1f they possess
the cssentiaiz of good entertainment.

With minor oxccptions. thers is a fine spirit existing among Loew
managers, as applied to thetr mutual relations as well as thelr reactlon to
the conduct of their superiors. The lato Marcus Loew was a bug for lending
his ear 1o anybody and cvervbody. He worked along the line that wisdom
In oft Issucd from the mouths of fools. Most of Marcus Locw's *boys” are
stil] holding the reins of the huge organization he founded, and thoy are
keeping alive the prineipies of the Master by making cvery man feel that
he ts an Integral part of the rapldly growing chain  As long as that spirit
remains alive the Lorw orgnnization has little to fear from Fox’z finnnctal
fenpegling, RKO's bewtldering arrny of resources and other fnctors that
would otherwise make its existence 8 contlnuous round of harassmeont.

We hear ghat the Actors’ Union plans to open its own booking office,
thiz for the purpose of sccuring employment for union performers. A
dangerous profec? we call (hifs, und one that will losc many friends for
the youny organiwation, By enfering the booking agency buginess the
unfon automatically removes itself from the category of a qroup dedicated
to the 1ocifarc of the performer. It ts not now and for a long time will
ROt de strong cnough to handie only the best falent. By opsning such
an oglce the union places a millstone around its frugile nevk. The sooner
the (dea is dropped Lhre betier it will be for the future of the organization,
Unleas we have deen misinformed, what started out ar a union (s now
becoming a private ¢nterprise in competition against all ocomers.

Ltko Mnrcus Locw and several other contemporaries in tho latter-
day growth of the famlly theater, Albee Was a keen judge of roalty, an
uncrring planner of theatrical structures and—above all—a fine showman,

H¢ often pointed with pride in the sunset of his life to the fact that all
of those who occupled responsible positions fn the huge organigation he
headed had riscn from the ranka. He had profound faith in an ontorprisc
foundod on an cxchnnge of unadulterated Joyalty between those who had
reached the top and others who were still striving to attain a higb place.

But from tha colorful pattern of Atice's makeup one derives now ohe
cseential attributo. He wins from the firat years of his atrugrlo to mnke the
grade a chanipion of vaudeville. One might we?l say that after he bad latd
the foundation of his material success, Albee devoted hig whole time to the
uplift of the branch of show bustness for which he was eminently responsi-
bLle. His insatisble deaitre to ruise vaudeville standards from the inside
and its reputation froni the outaide waa often tho cause of adverse critickam
by those wno misunceratood his motives. There were then and tnero still
are many who feel that Albec’s vast oxpenditure of time and money to
publleize vaudevitle and the vaudevi’le actor was inspired by Ppersonnl
motives. In reply to thoge among the critica who hiave boon sincere in thelr
comment it ¢an be zaid that few have ever {ived whose good warks have
not bBeen bound up Moxtricably with a glorification of the cgo. Albee must
ho judged as we nll are; not by our innate motives. which arc oft abscured
from the gave of the world, but by our works.

The man who wns buried this week on n knoll overlooking the NVA
plot in Konsico ratsed the dignity of the profession of which ho had been
a leader. Always. and frequcntly against great odds and with a tempornry
loss of groat profits, Albee fought vatiantly for clean, wholcsome entortatn-
ment. He thought aiwnys of tho comforts of the actor in constructing the
great theaters which stand aos monunielts to hig resourcefulness. r
his natiopal influence he created o good will in communitiea for the actor
which bta not only survived, but has been amplificd with the passage of
the yeard. His untiring efforts in his later years for unfortunate nctors
will 001 bear fruit fn the opeming of the NVA Sannterium at Sarsnac
Lakc. E. F. Albee was 1ot invited to tho dedication of this great fnstitution
because of the pettiness of certain indlviduals included in the presont
directorate of the haven for ntricken actors, But thy grandg otd man of
vaudeville did more than any other townrd Inaugurating the humanitarian
project and bringing it to completion. Thiz nobody will deny.

Wwith Albece’s passing vaudeville remafna, but its fate {8 uncertaln.
Aozt of tho large circults foster vaudeville, but there ts not among them
one individual who can be singled out as a faithful fricnd of the phase
of the ahow buziness that not long ago observed its centenary.

dugtions. This new lden has been n boon to the awners nhd those holding leases

on rehearsa! halle. Since the advent of
dinlog there have been so few vaudeville
acts in produetion that rehearsal hal'a
bave been n drain on the market. The
rontal prices have seen & dArop and now
a producer can secure n hall for Tehenraal
purpones for much lesa than he could o
yenr ago.

Producers of short subjecta have bit
msny snags in the production of same,
Numerous gags that were atolen from
other nots hnve heen inserted in short-
subjeet materinl. due to no fauit of the
producer. but to the author or the sctor
orescmting the akit. This ban resulted
in retakes or cuts and hre proved such
an expenxive proposition that producers
of shorts ara leaning much more to the
originnl story or skit than to one thnt
has been produced for the vaudeville
stage or révue previously,

This !den of turning to original pro-
ductions for the short subject has led
to many producers getting hotd of a
new =rkit. securing plavers willing to

mble., rehearsing them and getting it

ship-shape condilion nnd then calling
in several motton pleture producers or
production managers to 100k it over and
sce if it has any value as n talking short

There are so many legitimate and
vavdeville actors out of work that they
are willing to grasp at n straw in the
bopa that it will have a remunecrative
outcome. In addition to producsrs pre-
pentang sacte nlready rvehearsed to pro-
ducgers there ave individun! players wheo
are taking n chance on tha same propost-
tion Many of them are sceking authors
to gamble with them on the proposl-
tion. Authors whe have used matertrl,
©r mnterial never produced in the bhot-
tom of their trunks, are being sought
ottt and are many times willing to Jet
thc pinyoers rehearse the material on n
speculation that it miny be nccepted for
& talking shost.

Severnl agents who have gone In for
the placing of acts snct skits with the
short-subject producers nre keeping an
cys on rehearsal hnlls in nn effort to get
the “in' on some worth-whilr matertal.

CLEVELAND, March 15.—The local film colony i1s fairly tceming with gossip
8 a result of o letter recelved hy all exinbitors servad by Cloveland exchanges, that,
effeetive March 18, the privilege of preoferred credits will be withdrawn, and that
on anc arfer that date all films must be pald for nt leaat threc days before dnte of
showing. The letter was sent out by ench cxchiange separately, and not as a group,

hut Inasmuch as the missives were
similnr in eonatruction, it iz preity gen-
ornlly understoad by showmen tbat tho
loenl exchange men went inte a huddle
beiore breaking the sad news. Of course
the new rule does not afTect protducer-
ownaed houses, but applies only to tbe
Independents {n thls district,

All of which brings one thought to
mind—the fllm men are reading between
the lines. Most cxhibitors are blaumning
the now stato of nffnirs on the fact that
arbitrntion being suspended, cXxchapges
do not wish to tnke any chances. ¢s-
peclially with the boys whose bank rolls
are »adly dopleted. But the opinlon
voleed by scovornl prominent exehnnpge
men ts that guspension of arbitration s
oniy partly the cause of the new ruling.
it spemis New York was ucver in {nvor
of the credit system, and that In most
cases where It has boon extended the lochl
exahlange mannger granted the courtesy
on h!s own responsibillty. and in o great
many cases was forced to write
voluminous letters to the homo oflice ex-
phntring his action.

With the ndvent of talkers, the attun-
tion has beeome worse instend of hetter.
fixhibitors whose houses under the nilent
policy turncd in- a noat profit weokly.
have seon these same money mokors
turned inte losers almoat over night
since the advent of the audion.

any kind of talkies swou’d causce the pub.

Talking
seta were Installed almost over night,
with crowded houses at tho openings, hut
with no repeating, beenuse of the foet
that the sound wns 80 bad, hardly 3 ward
apoken eoutd be undeystood, Cnenp sets
have Leen ripped out by tbe score and
replaced by more exponsive oncs, padding
has been purchased by the carlond, small
fortunen have becn spent on oxporimaont-
ing, but etlll tho pcopla continue to
stay away, due to the fact that thoir
Arst oxperience with talkies in the nolghs
borhoodn is still fresh in thelr memory.

Three eertntn Cleveland theaters pro-
vido a good example of the new order of
hings.

But the managcment hurriediy {mstalled
talking equipment on the impuise, with
no thought at all as to whether it would
be good, bad or indifTferent. The result:
terrible business since tho firat few days
under the talker policy, and getting
worss, 80 much so that the managements
nre now tickled to dcath if the nightly
take 18 enough to pay for the film. And
as Mr. So-and-So, manager of such-and
such exchange, romorks: “Why sboulan’t
wo demand advapco payment with such
conditions the rule rother than the ex-
ception?””

In Germany

Plans for service are under
way-—regular program ex-
pected to start in fall

Plans for starting telovikion scrvice n
Germany are under way, according to
reporta rocelved by Gerald C. Gross,
short-wave engineer of the Federal Radio
Commission.

Gross has been inspecting radio comn-
ditions in Furope and recently retnrncd
from abroad. He reporta that a com-
merecinl televialon reeeiver has hcen do-
signed and put into use, and that 1t is
pianned to transmit regulnr pPrograms
pousibly by fall.

Trelevision ressarch, aceording to Gross,
is carrled on by the German postal vu-
thoritles with the co-operation of private
intereats. Speaking of a demonstration
of the QGerman television eystem be
sald:

“The system dononstrated to me was
very good and the person televised was
easily recognized and distinguishabdble.'”

In Jdiscussing sound broadoasting,
Gross stated that cach broadeast listencr
i Germany pays & monthly tax of 2
marks, or 24 marks per year. This tax
applics to any number of recelvers In
ong place or one single roccoiver takon to
sarlous places by the sameo owner, such
ng o partable becelver on a camplng trip.
THhe mposv.mn collacts the tax cach
mnonth,

Rueben Lawson. personncl director of
the Cincinnatt Symphony Orchestra, di-
rected the original Zoo Opera Concert
Orchestra In the initinl program. The
second concert wns conducted by Carl
Koppmarn, directing the Ragnmuffing,
an augmented dente band, wihich {8 to
be restored to the Liberty Thenter in
Covington, Ky

The third concert wns jointly direccted
by Theodore Hahm, Jr., formerly of the
Capltol Theater !n Cincinnati, and Harry
Willsey. and the fourth program bonsts
the presence of fritz Relner, conducting
the Cincinnat! S8ymphbony Orchestra.

Clare Yarwooxl, president of the Cin-
cinnat! Musicisns' Assoclation, 3 appesls
ing to listeners during cach program,
Asking tbat thoy write to the managery
of their theatorn stating if they wish
orchestrp amr¢l organ musi¢ rostored.
Yarw: makes the appeal, strezqing the
statement that recorded musle
thrown th ds ieinns out of
ecmployment. Virtually, Yarwood states,
every QCincinnat! muslclan was  dis-
charged August 91, 1820, and this hes
happeped - In many other eitica and
towns, Ho porticularly emphasized,
howevor, that tho radlo programa given
in defense of tho musiciens Are not
aimed at the talkers or their develop-

mont, but distinctly at the future of
music. He polnts out that there would
o no reason or desire to train pusic
stuconta if therc existsa no future cm-
ploymont for them.

The sttuntion faclng musiclans today
i cn\mnx mueb concern thruout the
netion. Imost overnight thousands of
muslcians were thrown out of employ-
ment without the slighteet hope of other
connections. This sudden c¢hang® cnught
the musjcian entirely unnwnres.  His
education, mind and spirit wns in music
and nothing else, and hiz life haa been
devoted, at no little expense, to the
study, art and technique of an instru-
ment.  The theater had always offered
bim substential! support.

When tho blow fall musicians aid not
know which way to turm and most of
them unre still In the dazed. unsettied
condition. If something definite and
constructive is not dono to ro-cstablish
the musician, a serious 1053, and an im-
portant onn, presents itsclf to the na-
tion. Musiciany will. of neccssity, turn
9 other soureex of employment, musioc
studenta will 1ase cournge and the de-
aire to carry on. and contact with the
human muslelnn will become next to
poaraing out.

Musicians and the lenders in the radlo
campaign have {u mind the seriousness
of this loss as well as the desire to ald
tho 1 ployed mustelan

Mizs Boumer
has selocted badly. Her plot is oid and
too mundane and uninteresting. Tho
Jives of the people sho puta into her
drama are infinitely more Important
than the dramatic Incident she hit upon
to devolop her plot.

It Is the old story of the racketecr
whose rackot is cut Into while he is in
iatl beating n charge of murder. Whila
this Incident only contributes to the
main plot. it rotnrds the truc intercst
in the play that might have come from
the development of the moather's efforts
to save her son and keep her dnughter
from marrying the ex-convict mcehanic.
Thero is ovidence of devotion to truth
in tho drawing of these charneters who
are real and bitter. Penny Arcade might
well have been a much better play than
1t is, Tho aetting is splendid, the char-
acters interesting people and the cast
playing them finec. The principal
troubls seems to be in drab, ordinary
and ubimportant cvents surmounting
cach other In intevest.

For aeting nlone thias Penny Arcade 18
ontertainment. Erle Dressler i doing
the finest acting he has ever done. His
performnnce as Angcl is cven and woll
bainnced thruout. James Cagney, doing
an emotional role much differont than
anything he has ever done before, i3
well cast. He has a slight tendency to
overact that is hardly apparent for the
good work he docs. Valeria Bergero is
given an excellont rote, which she doca

ndably. pt for her too fre-
quent return to the type of work aho
dfd In vaudeville and others of her
Orlental roles. Lenita Lane and Joan
Blondolt both glve fine performances
of thoir parts. In n very minor part
Paul Guilfoyls is given but one chrnoe
to prove he can nct and he takes it with
both hands., Frank Rowan, tho mur-
doredt booticgger. does well with his part.

S NEWS so scarce that unsuspecting ncewspaper

cditors must turn over their columns to practical

jokers whose particular brand of altcged humon
has all the carmarks of insidious propaganda? We
bring up this question at this timec because we aro
particularly interested in, and not a little incensed
at, the handling given a story in The Evening Tele-
gram. Toronto, Can,, in the issuc of Saturday, March

Before going any further may we ask our readers
whether or not thcy sce anything but a bald state-
ment of fact in those lincs? Frankly, we can sce
no hanmor. They struck us as being a strong in-
dictment against the outd show world and the
people who inhabit it We believe that it would,
on the surface, strikc any reader as it struck us
Is there anything there, again we ask, that would
give the casuai reader of The Ewvening Telegram
anything but a black, untruc idca of outdoor shows,
camivals and concessions in particutar? We read
further—but would thousands of hurried newspaper
readers do so?

After reading thru the first three paragraphs
of the story itself we camc to a rcalization that it

By the time the cat is out of the bag yon've
undoubtedly broken down laughing, it's all such a
big joke. NVerthcless, there is a serious angle ta
it, as The Evewing Telegram innocently states in its
story: “The letter was a hoax. IT HAD BEEN
CONCOCTED BY MUTUAL FRIENDS., WHO
WERE OFFICERS IN UNIVERSAL PICTURES
CORPORATION, NEW YORK CITY.”

We enjoy a good laugh and we approve of news-
gaper humor, feature storics and huinan-interest
articlcs. In this particular case, however, we take
offense because the prominent heading given the
story creates no idea that it is anything but a scri~
ous ncws account. It ereates a false idea in the
minds of the readers and villifics and slanders out
door amunscments.

We do not believe that The Evening Telegram
is a0 hard up for news matter that it nceds to run
such limpid stuff. At any event, in using such
material it should, by all the rules of sound ncws-
paper c¢thics, convey in its heading the truc nature
of its contents. Again, it should if it is to be fair,
square and unbiased, explain in the lead the source
of its information.

On the other hand, we do not think that the
Shrine Show necds, wants or should encourage such
publicity. Tbe entire article IMPLIES that rcpre-
sentative outdoor shiows are rotten to the core.
That is a LIE!

We arc sick and -tired of having the outdoor
shows and outdoor showiolk the butt of slandcrons
articles and jokes, most of which are conceived and
publicized by more powerful and influential com-
petitors.

In this particular case we arc convinced that
the nciwspaper acted innocently. But such things
should not be allowed in any unbinsed and fair-
mindcd publication.

What about it?

William A. Brady Enlists Aid

OR sonic time now we bavc been advocating

that the Chambers of Commerce should get

behind the legitimate theater and support a
movement to bring back the road. We argued, and
we are still convineed of its soundsness, that such
a movement should stress the business possibilities
iahierent in traveling attractions and lay particulae
emphasis on the dollars and cents value of such
attractions to any community.

William A. Brady, fiery veteran among the pro-
duccrs, has taken the bull by the horne and is en-
tisting the help of the Chambers of Commcree, expe-
cially in the Northwest, in promoting the theater,
Let us say here and now that Brady deserves the

full support of the producers, thcater awters and
bookers. He is pioncecring and there is no man in
the legitimate theater better fitted for the work

From the reaction reccived by us from the
Chambers of Comnmerce we arce certain that he
will receive cvery co-operation from those organie
zations. They are vitally intercsted in sceuring at-
tractions for their communities and cvery day they
are becoming more alive to the dollars and cents
valuc of the theater to their cities.

The system being promoted in the Northwest,
and which is deseribed in dctail clsewherc in this
issue, can be used to advantage in other scctions of
the country.

Never in recent years has therc been such interest
in the theater, especially as it pertains to the road.
We are convineed that the road is on the eve of
staging a contcback. t necds only the full co-opera-
tion of ithe varions factions in the theater. The
public is ready for it and wilt support it,  is up
to the managers.

Who will follow Brady?

Constant Changes in Vandeville
Not for Best Interests of Business

HILE it is interesting to watch the valiant

efforts being made by Circuit exceutives to

get vaudeville back on its feet, it is extremcly
doubtful if all these organization gywnuastics are
creating a fecling of security and stabitity among the
trade that is absolitely nceessary if the goal is to
be gseached. This evcrlasting shaking up is not
conducive to growth,

Vaudeville nceds high-power showmanship more
than anything clse, or so it appears to us. New
life, new faces, new names, indeed a general re-
building. As things stand now praetically evers
vaudeville bill is built on a stereotyped plan. The
valuc of the variety angle, which was the funda-
mental basis for the suecess of that ficld, has been
lost. Vaudeville shows nowadays consist of almost
only singing and dancing. Comedy, outside of ihc
large centers where lcgitimate stars play ,short
scasons, has beceome a lost art; so have novclty
acts and dramatic skctehes.

It strikes ws that if vaudeville is to makc any
considcrable comcback, and the time it ripe for
it, the main offiee exccutives flrst of all must du
some studying on the subject: “What is Vaude-
vilie?” This groping in the dark is having a bad
effcct. We believe that morc will be accompiished
if the cxecutives will give first altention to vaunde-
ville itself rather than to the mechanics of handling
vaudeville; that can come later.

From what we have been able to sce, so far,
all the changes have had to do with the handling
of acts, a purely mechanical inter-organization fuste-
tion, while little or nothing has been done to build
up vandeville in the cyes of the publie; stimulate
good-will for vaudcville as an amusement and not
for a particular theater or act.

The machinery for handling vaudeville acts
means little to the theater-going publie. It is in-
terested only in the shows it sces, With it the box
offiec is the ballot tox and every day is election
day. From the mere faet that vaudevillc has de-
clined so seriously it is obvious that the public has
not been satisfied. Thercfore, as the next step n
following a logieal comelusion, it to us that
first attention should be given the shows them-
sclves rather than to the handling of acts,

The majority of letters tveceived by us from
vaudeville fans show that vaudeville is losing out
becanse it is getting away from being vaudeville
So, we say, Ict the exceutives first of all decide upon
“\What is Vaudeville?', and then aiin straight at
(heir objcative. As it stands now it is a hit or
niiss proposition with no one knowing just what
it is they arc after.
