Opposition --
On the same day two cartoonists. In two differont news-

papers. used the phonograph motif to convoy an opinion of
the Lend -Lease Bill debate in Congress. On February 25
William Summers had such a cartoon in Tho Cloveland
News and on the same day Edmund Minors had a similar
cartoon in Tho Baltimore Sun. Both cartoons used tho pho-

nograph to suggest that Congress spends too much limo
talking.

Now that the Lend-Leaso Bill has finally passed into
law. a few comments can be made without influencing
anybody to write a totter to his

congressman.

World conditions tho past few years
seem to suggest that the coin machine in
dustry would spread rapidly over the
world if stable. free governments existed
in most countries. For that reason the
coin machine industry is interested in pro-
moting civilization and democratic gov-
ernment. Coin -operated machines seem
to increase in use in proportion as civiliza-
tion and travel grows.

Every member of the coin machine
industry has his small part to play in pro
moting democracy (and his own business)
by doing his bit for good government in
the United States. It is a job of holping
to mako democracy succeed hero and else-
where. If the idea of free government were restored
in many of the countries whoro it has been overrun by dic-
tators. then wo would again see big expansion in tho use of
coin machines such as was taking place in England and
France in 1937 and 1938.

There is not much that the individual can do toward
deciding tho results of the present war overseas. but each
member of tho industry may be able to do a lot toward help-
ing make free government a success at home.

For one thing, every citizen needs to give some thought
to the things that may kill democracy from the inside. The
things that weaken and destroy free government from
within aro not so much the "isms" that got the publicity.
but rather the abuses of freedom that are perpetrated by
otherwise reputable citizens.

The coin machine industry has suffered a lot from what
may bo called "the divine right of opposition" which has
been carried to the oxtromo in modern times. Just as
George Washington predicted, partisan opposition to any

and everything bas boon carried to such an extreme

Our country needs intelligent discussion
rather than so much partisan opposition
and emotional crusades

that our system of government is being severely tried. Tho
"opposition" hinders constructive government In every

possiblo way so that democratic nations fall to get things
done with the speed that the times demand.

Tho framers of the Constitution assumed that the "oppo-
sition" would always be based on intelligent, free discussion.
But modern developments make it possible for tho "opposi-
tion" to use every weapon of high-powered propaganda to
block the progress of the nation. Tho framers of the Con-
stitution took special care to protect the press, but under

special Constitutional privilegos it has

become possible for powerful newspapers
and chains of newspapers to carry on
crusades which represent only the whims

of a wealthy publishor or of a small

minority.

Those are some of the abuses of

democracy that are more dangerous to our
form of government than any of the "isms"
that have been imported thus far. Theso

aro abuses within our own ranks that
weaken democracy so that it will not

work, so that it cannot meet the threats
of dictators.

Just as the "opposition" undormines
the efficiency of government, so the "op-
position" may turn loose on a small in

dustry and cause much trouble for it. An example is seen

in the history of the coin machine industry. It has made

rapid progress in the past few years and during that time
many State and city administrations, duly elected by a ma-
jority of tho voters, havo undertaken to draw up reasonable
license regulations for such machines as amusement games.
Duo to the fact that such machines aro comparatively now
In the amusement world. all such plans have been largely
oxperimental. But in almost every case the "opposition"
has sought to agitate trouble, has staged crusades, and has
had tho advantage of unfair newspaper agitation. The "op-
position" in these cases has never offered the intolligont
discussion and criticism which the framers of tho Constitu-
tion had in mind whon they protected free speech and free
press in that document. The "opposition" sots out to make
political gain and to destroy rather than to offer construc-
tive opposition.

Washington foresaw this typo of "opposition" and
warned that ono day it might defeat the nation. If we want
democracy to succeed we should correct some of the abuses
that havo grown up during tho past years.
