On lop ol that thousands
af performers and bands thruout the
country have been playing without
pay at war rallies, bond-gelling
parties, USO recreation centers, de-
fense factories, on  warships and
even in far-off places such as the
Canal Zone and Ieeland. Show pen-
ple have risked their lives, devoled
time and effort and given away their
entire stock in  irade—talent—Iior
the war effort,

Compare the show business’s gen-
erosily with the hardheadedness of
indusivy in general in ils dealings
with the government. Abboll and
Costello, for example, are touring
vaude to earn enough 1o buy a
bomber plane, Theater circuits have
been holding bond-selling  drives,
educational meetings on civilian de-
fense and  running governmend,
propaganda films, The Tilm indostry
bas coniributed propaganda films,
Name bands are pledged to help sell
War FBonds and to play army
camps gratis. The entire show busi-
ness got behind the recent spec-
tacular benefit in New York for the
Navy Relief Fund, which grossed
the all-time high for a one-night
show, over $150,000. Radio and tele-

‘as a female performance that might be

called risgue, It i8 just a musical coms-
cdy with scenery, Judge,” L. W. Cralhall,
jayety attorney, said: "I'd hate to define
it. I can't even define & musical comedy,

The Gayety management offered to
stape the show before the bench, bub
Judge Reed declined. Gilman then told
the court that the mavyor “has admitied
that he has seen burlesque shows and
they didn't huart his morals any." Mean-
while, Gilman has shown interest in the
plight of the performers, At least fTour
prineipals are stranded.

new collective strength. Prior to the
meetbing a preat portion of the managers
were either wavering on opening  this
summer or hod definltely decided not Lo,

Changed worklpg conditions include

it give them the right to place anyone
in charge of our affalrs under thelr
direction or to selre the funds and prop-
erty of the vaudeville sctors’ union.”

Four A's vacvated all of the AGVA
offices two weeks ago, and rveplaced
Griffin and Tom Phillips, hesd of
Brother Artiets’ Association, who will
serve AGVA under the title of "General
Organizer,” Griifln waz then glven two
weelks' pay, but sald he would work it out,
asgisting Phillips in the initinl steps. ,

Griffin characterized the Four A's as
exerclsing rigid control over the netioneal
hoard of AGVA, “by placing its own
members on the board.” This was in
reference to the Four A's “finunce coms-
mittee,” ponsisting of Walter Greaza,
FRuth Rlehimond, Tlorence Marston and
Emily Holt, whicth supervised AGVA's
financinl metivities. Griffin elalms he
was constantly hamstrung by Four A's,
was  looked upon only tolerantly by
Actors' Eguity, and alleges {hat Kenneth
Thomeon, executive secratary of the
Soreen Actors’ Guild, Inspired the revelt
of the Los Angeles loeal, which did not
send in s per capita tax, Griifin
claims Leslie Litomy, execulive sccretary

of AGVA's Los Anpeles local, was under

the wing of the Four A's and led the
general revoll.

Griffin Turther eclalms that the Four
A's had no case, discharging him from
office on the srounds of “the financial
relatlonship of the loeals to the natlonal”
pnd ‘failure to organize properly the
vaudeville field." Griffin describes these
reazons as a8 “‘digtortion of the true
pieture and only used to becloud the
issue.”

Griffin polnted to the fact that when
he eome intpo office there was $1.68 In
the treasury and that now AGVA has
12,000 in the bank. One of the repeated
criticisms in the past slx months hed
Been Lhat AGVA has heen serving “simply

Griffin further says the reason he is

ing to organize and look afler the vaude-
villians walfare, I would be the last
ocne to opposc its Intest move, History
proves that to date It has nob wcted
sincerely."”

He wound up saying, “The sooner the
Four A's walves jurisdiction over the
vaudeville fleld and allows the Amerlean
Federation of Labor fo issue a separate
international charter to the vaudeville
aptor, the better for the artists in that
Tield, Nabt until that s done will the
vaudeville fiald ever he fully organized.”

Rapp would not disclose Griffin's next
move.

up. Many of the eampus editors an-
nounced that where the current enter-
talnment budgets were the same as be-
fore, it wins only becnuse they were macle
up before the war had had its full im-
pact on college life and the administra-
tions had decided Yo let it go thrn since
many funections were already cut from
the enlendar due to shortening the 19432
school year,

Besides shrunken hudgets and school
yenrs, which have resulted in fower col-
lege dances, there Is & distinet chunge in
the characler of the college hops now,
too. Many of them have been ftrans-
formied from purely social functions into
fund-raising beneflts for varlous war rc-
lief agencies. Less coin I beilng spenk
on the decoration motifs, and the thome
is definitely along the red-white-and-
plue lines. Campus eds In several in-
stances also mention that Lhese patrties
hove taken on a grimmer and more teri-
ous tone. '

But budgets have of course struck ouf;
the using of name orks by many ol the
colleges, but have evidently not damp-
ened the ardor of the colleginte fans for
their favorite mames. No perceptible
change was noted, elther, in the musicnl
tastes of the colleginte eats. The steady
growing away Ifrom the Jump-for-joy
J=bugging to n more sedate and
“smooth” brand of dancing was even
more evident in the answers this year,
and is no doubt the renson for the bands
themselves wsiecring away Drom  the
strictly jump rhythms. A Ilater lssue
of The Billboard will treat more fully
with these aspects as Interpreted by the
college editors.

Platter execs were still mum this week
on plans for the recductlon of thelr
artist rolls. Generally, it was felt, any
weeding-out process would be distributed
over a perlod of many weeks, If nob
months, Contractual obligations, plus
an uncertalnty as o just how much
production will be cut, makes for a good
part of this hesltency. Competition for
the name prélsts who sell, meanwhile,
will be keener than ever. All of the
companies hoped this weeclkk to be rendy
to resume Lhelr pressing and studio
work in a very few days.
