Increase
wias agreeabla to the League, asccording
to a unlon spglkesmon, bul the Mmansgers
did not want to aubmit the application
Jointly with the cmployees' org io the
WLE. Acting on the premise that LNYT
wanted to dispute the mattel, tho
spokeamarn sald, the musicians, In an ei-
fort to avold a controversy and possibple
strike threat, consulted the U, 8. Labar
Department's Conelliation Service, Prese-
ent conirnet expires Labor Day.

The League also ratified its present
basic minimum eontract with Actors
Equity Aszsociation. The paet, which in-
corporates all the changes and clarifica-
tions of the past year, including the new
#67.60 minimum approved by the WLE,
was okayed by the acltors at a councll
meeting held late In July. It provides
for an adjustment In wages only if the
risa in the cost of living affects the govs
ernment’s  present  policies  regarding
ralges in salary. 'This has been one of
the most expedient contract negotlations
in the history of the League and the
actors' nnion,

made by Congress of Industrin]l Organi-
zalions to intervene in sale of the Bhie
Network was brushed aslde by PCC this
week, altho the way is still left gpen for
lahor leacders to have thelr say on gen-
eral grievances pgainst the NAB code.

Commlissioner Norman Case refused to
pass on CIO's petition when the matter
came up bhefore him for ¢ hearlng, re-
ferring It to the full commission. In
passing It on, Commissioner Case gaid
CIO was not an aggrieved party Insofar
as tranafer of Blue Nebtwork was coli-
cerned,

Entry of CIO {nlo zale of Blug camp
a5 g bizarre fwist to one of the biggest
radio property sales in the history of the
broadeasting indusiry, Everybody con-
cerned with the sale was caught off
guard, altho there was very little likeli-
hood felt that transfer of the web would
bhe delayed by the lnbor action.

A hearing on the CIO petition is now
scheduled before the full commission on
Tuesday {7). This hearing should throw
a little more light on how much welght
the unions ¢an throw Into the radio
field, end will provide a pretty clear in-
dication of how FCC feels about CIO in-
tervention.

Fugent Cotton, who represented CIO
in the hearing before Commissioner Case,
frenkly stated that the unions didn't
want to oppose sale of the network. Tho
CIO, ha asserted, was anxlous to focous

attention on what labor feels are jusk
grlevances.

In turning aside the petition and or-
derlng it =zent to the Iull commission,
Casa teok the positlion that if CIO were
permitted to intervene, the izsue would
be so broadened that anvone else wlho
felt llke it could also enter the case.

Flamm started legal action to reseind
his sale of the stalion In 1941 to Noble,
At the same time he applied for an in-
Junciion t0 stop any transfer of WMCA
until the courts have decided on his sult.

Bupreme Court Justice David Peeck had
Inltially denied Flamm's request for an
injunction August 231, Flammm then
asked for B reliearing, and Judpe Peck
renflirmed hiz original deecision.

Stations Request Round-Table Sessions

NEW TORK, Sept, 4—TLocal hroadeasi-
ers, Indies as well as nets, this weell wan-
gled with the office of censorship over
its ruling of a fortnight ago against the
airing by New York stations of an-
nouncements explaining the slren sig-
nals, durine gir raid tests. OC gquoted
Paragraph T of Section 2 of iis broadeass
code which states *. . . Btations should
not employ thelr facililies during a sim-
ulated air raid in any way which wouid
encourage listeners to rely upon the
medium for advice and assistance should
an actual rald cccur”

Statloans have been airing such Info
during test alerts for well over & year
and feel it iz an important public serve
ice in this area where siren signals liave
been changed and changed again in re-
cent months, Outlets alse fipure that
they were not crossing the code since
the Introduction to Sectionn 1 states
“, , . Information listed may properly
be broadceast when authorized by appro-
priate autharity.”

Radio Central Authority

Broadeasters opine that Radio Central,
originally organized by stations end now
operated by Second Service Command, is
appropriate authority. Operators also
feel that acceplance of the OU ruling
will set & danpgerous precedent. ‘They
figure that what has been appropriate
autthority for a year should net be
dumped overnight, otherwise any sst-up
tlhey arrange might also be nixed with-
out consultation,

Matter of clearing alr rald info for sta-
tioms plagued local operators until or-
ganizetion of Radlo Central, In the
early days after Pearl Harbor, stations
were advised of air rald play-by-plays by
telephone from local OCD., This, since
there are 20-odd stations in these parts,
was slow and unwieldly., In an actual
air raid stations, monltoring key outlets,
would fade as the keys faded, For test
alerts this provided mo methiod of keep-
Inpg listeners posted on what was hap-
pening. And, as mentloned before, the
telephone routine was too slow,

So the stations set up direct lines to
the spot where, under the guidance of
army public relations, all station wero
simultaneously advised of what was hap-
pening and what they could and could
not broadeast. In recent months there
has been a diference of opinion within
the armoy over the oporatlon of Radlo
Central, The First Fighter Command has
insisted thot stations operate by icliow-
ing the key station set-up.

Key Station Monitor Testing

This has not worked well, as the key-
station-monitor operation is designed for
actual air raids, not tests. During tests
there has been & sizable gap, somatimes
as much o5 five minutes, betwean receipt
of an all claar {rom the army and the
alring. 'These announcements are in
turn re-hrogdceest by the other stations
with a further loss of time.

Stations feel that to properly educate
the publle, the announcements explain-
Ing the signals should be made while
the slrens are going. In additlon, since
these are only tests, stations shy from
breaking Into commereials, hence the In-
terval between roceipt and elring. With
Radlo Central
the statlons were advised of what was
coming and arranged to clear time Ior
announcements.

Another gripe 1s that since Plrst Fighter
Command, which 1s a tactieal and not
informational unit, stepped to the faore
the stations have several times been left
holding the bag. Thus they were, ad-
vised in advance of teat alerts sohieduled
for neighboring communities and asked

tn make suecl and sueh announcements
ot stabed tlmes, The announcements
were made altho the tests were not held,
G, which is not organized to follow
thru on & purely public relations job,
had not canceled the arrangements,

Indie operators arve worrled since the
current skein of busts will, they figure,
drive audience tao listen to the key sig-
tlons and ignorve the rest of the oullets.
Key stations are not generally known
nor identified but listeners, by word of
mouth, will soon discover which stations
are first on the alr with info,

Hence the fighting reaction and the
reguest for a confsh end round-table
meeting with OC and army execs, Pres-
ent at the mecting last Wednesday (1),
which suthorlzed the sguawk and peti-
tlon for o conference, were represgnta-
tives of NEC, OBS, Blus, WOR-Mutual,
WNEW, WMCA, WEVD, WQXR and
WNYLC.

HE American Pederation of Radio Artists has long heen an adult labar

union. Desplte its Infancy in the matter of sge (1t's six years young),
ATRA has condueted itself and its affairs In a level-headed and even-keeled
[ashion.

Likewlse adult and worthy of comment was the Chieago convention's
actlons with reference to purely trade unlon affalrs, AVRA went on record
ggainst John L. Lewis; on record for price rollback, for racial unlty, for
anti-lnflation legislation and for no strikes during wartime. ANl and all
AFRA stepped along in the van of zane, senstble and progressive unlons.

But in one thing AFRA was remiss and sadly so for an actors' union,
The conventlon made no provision for press relatlons, DButchers, bakers
and candlestiek mokers can forgcet the press (not that they do) end it's
nothing unusual, But'actors should know the value of the press. After
all, ‘they click or flop, In & great degree, according to thelr notices and the
amount of space they cull. Bo when people, wlio live with an eye on thelr
press clippings, convene and then ignore the press, 1t's a sad state of affairs.

Nor should this be taken as the sour-gripe griplng of a sad sack who
wna shut out of news sources. This reporter had no trouble getting the
data he wanted. Bub other reporters were not as fortunate, (They covered
the confab as part of thelr over-all job, I was on speocial asslpniment, con-
centrated all my energies on thi=s stint.)

True, this concluve was the first In two years, was held during wartims,
was organized fo complete its scheduled business within two doys, or half
the usual time. True alsé that AFRA, Uke many another organization, has
lost 8 goodly percentage of 1ts experienced personnel to the armed forces,
But there s no writing away the fact that newspanermen sat on thelr
posteriors for hours walling for data that should have heen provided as
deslired; that not a stick of space anent the convention appeared in tha
Chicago newspapers; that not even so important (to AFRA, radio and unlon-
ism) a dneument as AFRA President Tibbelt's opening addresa was avail-
ahle. There was only one copy and newsmen haed to pass that around; that
there were no copies of the more Important resolutions, consti{tutlonal
amendments, matters dlscnssed. These are roufine detalls handled in ef-
ficient fashion, as o matter of course, by other organizations, There is no
secret as to how they'ra done.

Survey Shows

Only 44% Have Cut Space

Twenty Per Cent of Papers Carry Timelables Only

CHICAGO, Hept. +—While space culs
have been made and therg are morg In
sight, the radlo page hasn't entirely dis-
appeared from newspapers In the Middle
West, according to o detalled survey mades
by the MBC Central Division press de-
partment. Assuming that the situation
in its territory might he as lough as
reported elsewhare, the NBC press set-up
found that within its province there is
nothing to be too g!ﬂnmf’ about.

There's no denying the Ifact thak
changes have taken place. On the basls
of returne recelved (practleally a come
plete piciure) space cuts have been mads
already in 44 per cent of the radio peges
between Cleveland and Denver,. The
rozy side of the pleture shows 34 per
cent of the papers have sutfercd no radlo
spoce cutd and none are In prospect.
Accounting for the balance of the list,
B per cent figure that there 5 2 cul to
come, and the balance report “mavhe
ves, maybe no”

Radio Pages Prove Themselves

An encouraging note for the future of
radio pages as o whole 1= the oplnlan,
voluntesred by maost of the radio editors
contacted, thet the racdio page Fas
deomonstrated [tself to be of great readey
service and its demnisze is unlikely.

It 15 apparent that gosslp celumns and
other radlo specials have taken 2 lcking
under paper retioning, bhut even in this
section the story isn't as bad as might
have been expected. While there are no
exact flgures to make & comparizon with
the situation on the papers reportinhg,
as of a year ago, about 20 per cent of
tho publications say they ara now using
Natings only, or listings and highlights,
Since that type of radio coverage has
bean policy on some papers for a long
time, the actual loss of columna 15 less
than would appear on fivst Iooking at
the 20 per cent figure, The remaining
papers carry on with just about the same
type of coverage a5 formerly, with many
of them putting 1t 1nto less space,

Tighter and Better Writing

While thiz latter sttuation may be
n sore afflication to pull artists, Trom
4 etralght news standpoint it 1s leading
to fighter and better wrlting, and is
probably & blessing in disguise. The NBC
press stall in Chicago undertook its own
paper rationing program several months
apo and Instituted a voluntary 20 per

cenk out in the hulk of its dally news
reports. A the time, rigid space llmlts
were set for all program stories, and
unless a pragram Yarn s regarderd as
exceptionally important It gets very lit-
tle more than a third of & typewritten
page., Feature materlal was slso siream-
lined %o fit a half page or less, and an
effort has been make to Xeep stralght
puifs at a minhnam.

Fally as important as any other ceb
of Incts turned up in the survey ware
comments of racdio editors about what
Ehey want in the way of press copy. They
ask for program storles that are cut to
bare essentigls without frills. It zlso
appears that there ls a widespread de-
mand for stralght, terse news features,
nat only covering news anglex of the
shows, but also Including Impartant newsa
ahout the networks and hbroadeasting
in general. Fds also slress the oft-
repeated cory for better tip scrvice onm
what's coming up In the way of pro-
grams and srtists, This touches on a
perennlal sore spot of the nelwork press
departments. Bound by ¢company riles
thet prohihit any advance menlbion of
show developmenta until (b s okay with
sales and program depariments, network
P. 8’5 have groaned for years over beats
aoared by free-lance agents wlha ava
bound by no such restrictions,

Suill Want Pix

Another Interesting fact hrought to
llght In the check-up is that most papers
getling the NBC pleturae sorvice want o
continue recelving glossy prints. As a
posslible aid In cubfing down engraving
costa for the radlo eds, an offer wos mMAEds
to take papers off the glossy print lisk
and put them down for mat servies. Ap-
parently most eds with picture space
would rather have prints beecauss of
freedom they glve In maklng Iayvouts.

An Englishman Looks al Chicegn gave
listeners & pleture of Chicago life over a
24-hour peried. The panoramic gran-
deur of the water front gnd the famous
Miehigan Boulevard were contrasted with
the noise and crowds of the downtown
area, the shouts and bellowings of the
stockyards and the thunder of the steel
mllls, Bnatehes of conversation were
caught in taverns, on the elevated and
the streetears, The night life of down-
town Chicapgo, with lts war workers and
servicemen mingling on the brightly
lghted streets, was depicted, and finaliy
the nolse and elamor foaded to the come-
pirative guiet of dawn. Special sound
effects for the progrom were recorded In
the stockyards and ot other peints in
Chicago by the WMAQR field englnesring
ard sound departments under Bridson's
divection.

Bridson produced the program with
the pssistance of Art Jacobson, of WMAQ,
and In handling local ldiom he was as-
gisted by Willlam Murphy, of WMAQ,
and David Heffernan, asslstant super-
intendent of schools for Cook County.

Thanks to Ameriea 1s the General Tira
Company's debut on the Yankee Network
which it bought, lock, stock and barrel,
some months ago, But for o program
with a pood central ldea (so far as
Institutionnl advertising s concerned),
with uniimited power and & modieum of
talent, it shows & eurious lack of im-
agination,

As the show stands now it is set up
on & reasonably flexible formula, allow-
ing for weekly changes, gecording to the
mabterial af hand, The show caught (22}
was staged with professional smoothness,
But it would toke considerable searching
to find In the program, as It now stunds,
any direct listener appeal. You wonder
what cdial twirler would be tempted to
sloy tuncd in.

Thanks o America 18 a miscellany of
musiec, drama (and for guest-star appeir.
ance) and sermon, The last, oddly
enough, 1s really the most attractive and
iz the program's core, Dr. Wllllnm T.
Stidger, Boston Universlty Professor of
Homiletics and author of many books,
occupies a four-milnute spot on which
hie tells a fypically American story or re-
lntes an  experlence, illustrating an
American attitude.

On August 4, for instance, he told of
g visit to old cemoteries in Concord and
Lexington, where on a tombstons he
read an Inseription on which the phrase

can ldeals. Stidger’s flow of Woolleot-
tian perlods s impressive and his Yankee
twang is both pleasant and convincing.
If an instifutional program must be dig-
nitied, this is It. But it does seem that
brighter and more inferesting anecdotes,
legends or folk tales could he found to
ilustrate American ideas.

After & musical interlude a five-minute
drama, The Lady Speaks Her Mind, told
about the Emma Lazarus poem, The New
Colpssis, which is inseribed on a tablet
on the Statue of Liberty, Altho naively
written, it hammered home the meaning
of liberty and the meaning of wartime
sacrifices to preserve that liberty.

‘The rest of the program was taken up
with an undistinguished selection of pop
musical numbers, all turned out in work-
manlike and effective arrangements by
Peter Bodge, WNAC mausical director.
