Conn:Elbow-Benders 
To Call Their Shots 
With New Labeling 

HARTFORD, Conn., June 29.- 
State Liquor Control Commission, in 
an effort to familiarize the public 
with many new brands of liquors, 
imitation Scotch whiskeys, -and al- 
leged Scotch blends which are now 
appearing in the whiskey market, 
has issued a set of regulations which 
will govern all labels on such liquors 
and other alcoholic beverages which 
wholesalers plan to distribute to 
State-wide markets. 

Chairman Russell L. Paterson, of 
the Commission, said that the new 
regulation requires all wholesalers 
and distributors to have labels calling 
to the attention of the prospective 
buyers the types of liquors and con- 
tents of each bottle. New ruling 
states no alcoholic beverage shall be 
imported into the State nor manu- 
factured and sold within the State 
until the brand label shall have been 
submitted to the Commission for ap- 
proval: Regulation will have an ef- 
fect on Connecticut night spots and 
other locations serving liquor. 

The Billboard's 8th Annual 
Cap and Gown Survey Orders 
Band -Singer Reshuffling 
Big Upset Has Harry James Sliding From First to Fourth 

NEW YORK, June 29. The Billboard's eighth annual poll of college 
music favorites wound up this week with some drastic changes indicated in 
the three key over-all categories: Favorite bands (regardless of style), 
favorite male vocalists and favorite girl vocalists. Big upset in the band 

picture was the drop of Harry James from a 1945 tie for first 
place with Tommy Dorsey to a not -so -hot fourth place in the 
present poll. TD, unhampered by the James competish, 
breezed into the No. 1 slot. The Woody Herman ork which 
ran a fair fourth last year, leaped right into the place position 
behind the tromboning Dorsey, and Stan Kenton, who was 
voted the "newer band most likely to make the grade" by the 
cap -and -gown kids last year, proved they were right in this 
year's tab by snatching the No. 3 over-all band slot. Another 
surprise is the fast and solid hold on the college ks grabbed 

by the Glenn Miller band with Tex 
Beneke. Not yet on the scene for a 
year, the Beneke - Miller combo 
walked off with No. 5 position in what 
can only be looked upon as the high- 
est kind of tribute to the Glenn Mil- 
ler name and musical reputation. 
Benny Goodman, in spite of a couple 
of good disks in the past year, slipped 
from the No. 4 to the No. 6 slot, while 
Duke Ellington, Les Brown, Vaughn 
Monroe and Sammy Kaye made up 
the remainder of the top 10.

Caracas Can Be Had, But Not 
By Comics Who Gab Too Mucho

CARACAS, Venezuela, June 29.- 

Efforts are being made to bring more 
night life to Caracas, a city of 500,000 
crammed with oil dollars but with no 
place to spend them. Opening gun 
was fired by Rosario Carrillo, fern - 
scribe for El Universal, leading daily, 
who likened the present Caracas to 
the "London of the Oliver Cromwell 
period-just as Puritan." She pointed 
out that theaters and movie houses 
close at 11 p.m., streetcars and busses 
fold at 11 also, bars hardly are open 
after midnight, and the town's two 
cabarets are of the B -girl variety. 

She urged that theaters and movies 
stay open at least until midnight and 
that streetcars and busses run until 
12:30 to care .for these crowds. "We 
need some decent night clubs, and 
bars should remain open until the 
crowds go home of their own ac- 
cord," she wrote. 

High Prices, Top Salaries

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Jersey City Group 
Moves To End Ban 
On Public Dancing 
NEW YORK, June 29.-A drive to 

break up the Jersey City ban against 
dancing in public places, which has 
been in effect for 33 years, has been 
started by a group of people fronted 
by Joseph S. Mans. Campaign is 
well handled and has the support of 
The Jersey Journal. Newspaper is 
running a daily story and asks 
readers to sign printed coupon call- 
ing upon the authorities to have a 
special referendum on the ban. 

Mans started his campaign about 
two months ago. The Journal came 
in about two weeks ago and has 
collected some 350 names. An appeal 
for a referendum requires 12,000 
signatures from qualified Jersey City 
voters. 

A request has been made by Mans, 
a discharged war vet, to Public 
Safety Commissioner Daniel Casey 
for a permit to have a booth in 
Jersey Square to solicit passers- 
by for signatures. Names must be 
in by September in order that the 
referendum may be included in the 
November elections. If drive is suc- 
cessful Jersey City can have cafes 
and ballrooms.

According to Miss Bale, Finn wired the local office to hold off any action 
on case until Monday (24) at which 
time he promised to call at AGVA headquarters to straighten matters 
out.

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D. C. Sees Show 
Boom Riding 

Beyond 1946 
WASHINGTON, June 29.-Latest 

figures from Commerce Department 
and Bureau of Internal Revenue in- 
dicate an extended lease of life for 
current showbiz boom with Treas- 
ury Department seeing continued 
"good times" beyond end of 1946. 
Latest statistics in Commerce's run- 
ning survey of business conditions re- 
veal that while over-all retail sales 
for May showed no increase over 
April, eateries-niteries picked up 3 
per cent last month and sale of radio 
sets and phonograph records jumped 
4 per cent over April figures. 

Internal revenue's tax report for 
May also showed that all fields ex- 
cept coin machines equaled or ex- 
ceeded April returns. Admission 
taxes on theaters, niteries, fairs, etc., 
continued their usual monthly in- 
crease, hitting $39,499,268 in May as compared with approximately 
$3,000,000 less in April. 

No Building for 
Showbiz, Says CPA 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-Civilian 
Production Administration is now 
hinting its readiness to put the final 
ax to showbiz construction plans, 
with one key spokesman informing 
The Billboard this week that arrange- 
ments have been completed to "haul 
into court" any showbiz operators 
who persist in continuing construc- 
tion in violation of the building ban. 

CPA said that showbiz folk were 
10 per cent of 2,350 firms to which 
orders were sent last May to halt 
"illegal building." Fine and impris- 
onment are in store for persistent 
violators, said CPA. 

Among showbiz construction proj- 
ects ordered halted by CPA during 
May were roller skating rinks in 
Washington, California and New 
York; a swimming pool in New Jer- 
sey; four bowling alleys in New York 
and two in California; night clubs in 
California and Rhode Island, and a 
half -dozen motion picture theaters on 
the West Coast. 

The few showbiz applications that 
received a go-ahead, CPA said, in- 
volved "hardship cases" where the 
project had already been contracted 
for, and where a financial loss would 
have followed cessation of building. 
Spokesmen added that the transition 
period of the building ban is now 
considered over and that practically 
no permits for amusement construc- 
tion will be made for the duration of 
the ban.

NEW YORK, June 29.-Trouble is 
breeing on the Stem over the pro- 
ducili of Winston Clewes' play The 
Violent, Friendship, currently in the 
hands of, Guthrie McClintic, with Sir 
Cedric y);aj Iwicke dire to play the 
lead in a fail preem.

Bilbo Race Stance 
Stirs W ashingtón 
On ABU se of Radio 
WASHINGTON, June 29.-Irate 

over "abusive language" hurled by 
Sen. Theodore (The Man) Bilbo over 
the air in his race for renomination 
in the Democratic primary in Missis- 
sippi, Senate committee on privileges 
and elections is planning an emer- 
gency session next week to see if any 
remedial legislation can be rushed to 
the floor before Congress winds up 
for the summer. Committee is hurry- 
ing to explore the problem at the be- 
hest of Sen. Glen H. Taylor (D., 
Idaho) who this week charged that 
an investigation was urgently needed 
to curb the practice of using political 
campaigns, and particularly the pub- 
licly owned airwaves, for dispensing 
racial discriminatory invective. 

With Federal Communications 
Commission taking a hands-off atti- 
tude, the Senate group has decided to 
carry the ball. FCC stood pat on its 
neutrality despite a strongly worded 
request Tuesday (25) from Sidney 
Hillman, chairman of CIO's Political 
Action Committee, urging FCC to in- 
vestigate Biibo's remarks made re- 
cently over a Jackson, Miss., radio 
station "calculated to incite white 
Mississippians to use violence against 
Negro citizens to prevent them from 
voting." 

Meanwhile PAC's school for "po- 
liticians," which opened here this 
week, is giving plenty of thought to 
instruction in use of radio to counter- 
act anti -race and anti -religion pres- 
sures in political campaigns. 

The furore over the Bilbo incident 
has not reduced interest here in the 
recent complaint of Homer Rainey, 
candidate for the Texas governor- 
ship, that he has been barred from 
use of radio in his campaign. Wen- 
dell Berge, chief of Department of 
Justice's anti-trust division, told The 
Billboard that "it is safe to surmise 
that this case lies in the jurisdiction 
of FCC." Rainey had wired FCC and 
Justice Department protesting that 
he was restricted in buying time on 
Texas's chief radio station. 

Judge To See Sally's 
Act; Police Aim a t 
Dance - Drink Permit 

SAN FRANCISCO, June 29.-Ar- 
rested twice in 24 hours on charges 
that her night club performances 
were lewd and obscene, Sally Rand 
made a brief appearance in court here 
yesterday. At the hearing, Municipal 
Judge Daniel Shoemaker decided to 
see for himself whether Miss Rand's 
fan and bubble dance is as naughty 
as the cops say. He said he would 
visit the club today and view a com- 
mand performance. 

Miss Rand answered multiple 
charges of indecent exposure, but 
after hearing three police witnesses, 
the judge adjourned the session in 
favor of a full-dress performance. 
Even if the judge finds her innocent, 
the police department has the final 
say. It has ordered the owners of 
the dance permit-Syd Wolfe and 
Eddie Fox-to show why it should 
not be revoked. Fox and Wolfe rent 
the dance and liquor permit to Miss 
Rand for 10 per cent off the top. The 
permit case comes up Monday (1). 

Sue S. F. Spot for 50G 
SAN FRANCISCO, June 29.-A 

$50,000 damage suit is on file in Su- 
perior Court here against the Manda- 
lay Club, charging that Patricia 
Mance, 19 -year -old dancer, died as 
result of injuries received while em- 
ployed there last February. The ac- 
tion, taken by the girl's parents, states 
that the dancer's costume caught fire 
from an open electric heater in her 
dressing room. 

Double Taxation 
Out in U. S., G. B. 

NEW YORK, June 29.-president 
Truman's signature on a treaty elimi- 
nating the double tax on entertainers 
who perform both in England and 
America is all that remains before the 
countries should see talent exchange 
that will probably be unprecedented. 
The boom should come just as soon 
as the showfolk and the 10-percenters 
realize that they have to pay only 
their own governments. 

The old system was to pay 50 per 
cent tax to the English and 30 per 
cent to Uncle Sam. Many top-drawer 
scripters, actors and musicians who 
have been performing or have had 
their work performed in both coun- 
tries will be getting a financial wind- 
fall big enough to make them think 
there really is a Santa Claus. Since 
the agreement is retroactive to Janu- 
ary, 1945, 1V)ir. Whiskers and John 
Bull will owe entertainers a tidy bit 
of change for taxes collected since 
then. 

Beatrice Lillie, who played in 
Seven Lively Arts thru May, 1945, 
has a nice hunk of dough coming to 
her from U. S. The author of Arsenic 
and Old Lace, Joseph Kesselring, is in 
for the same sort of a surprise, since 
his play is still holding forth at the 
Strand Theater in London. 

Entertainers taxed by the British 
will probably get their dough back 
sooner than those who have a claim 
against the U. S. English have put 
taxes collected in escrow while the 
treaty was being worked out. 

Mpls. Radio City, 
Lyric Theaters Sold 

MINNEAPOLIS, June 29.-Minne- 
sota Amusement Company last week 
bought full ownership of the Radio 
City and Lyric theaters here, which 
it operates, in the largest theatrical 
transaction in local history. Radio 
City, vaude-film house with 4,000 
seats, was in danger of being torn 
down less than four years ago be- 
cause it was shuttered and no one 
was interested in the big barn. Then 
MAC which had operated the house 
as the Minnesota Theater in pre -de- 
pression years, reopened the place 
and it has been going big guns ever 
since. 

Lyric is an all -film house, while 
Radio City was all film until two 
months ago when, in quick succes- 
sion, the Woody Herman and Frankie 
Carle orks were booked in for stage 
appearances. Tex Beneke and the 
Glenn Miller band are the next flesh 
show inked for the house. Amount 
involved in obtaining land and build- 
ings was not disclosed. Radio City 
orginally cost $1,500,000 to build and 
is carried on assessor's rolls at $500,- 
000. 

Eatery Fights Conn. taw 
On Fem, Kid Night Work 

HARTFORD, Conn., June 29.-Lo- 
cal police are permitted to enforce 
a State labor law prohibiting the em- 
ployment of women and minors in 
restaurants from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m. 
Superior Court Judge John Conley 
has denied a petition filed by the 
Restaurant Liquor Dispensers' Asso- 
ciation, of Connecticut; the Lobster 
Restaurant, Inc., of Hartford, and 
Helen Kane, of East Hartford, a 
Lobster Restaurant waitress, in which 
the petitioners asked for a temporary 
injunction restraining State and local 
enforcement authorities from push- 
ing the statute which forbids such 
employment. Lobster has show and 
Lou Holtman's band. The statute was 
suspended by the governor under his 
special powers during the war and 
lifted in January. Suit will be 
tried in the fall.

Keen observers of the entertain- 
ment situation believe that an Amer- 
ican show with plenty of girls, jug- 
glers, animal acts, roller skates, acros, 
dancers and comedians who do not 
talk to much could play three or 
four solid months at top prices. An 
ice show or an American circus 
(Latins go for clowns, trapeze, 
horses, etc.), would do equally well.

Tie Proposed 

U. S. Contacts 30 Nations 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-A 
world-wide radio communications 
commission working in co-operation 
with United Nations is being proposed 
by the United States, high-ranking 
State Departments officials disclosed 
this week. Officials stated that tele- 
grams suggesting an international 
radio conference to establish the com- 
mission have been sent to approxi- 
mately 30 nations, and favorable 
replies are beginning to come in. 
According to the State Department, 
such a conference cannot be called 
under international law until 20 
countries have signified willingness 
to participate. Confidence was ex- 
pressed that sufficient responses will 
be received in time to hold the con- 
ference next April, probably in 
Washington or San Francisco. 

Functions and power of proposed 
commission will be decided by the 
participating nations at the confer- 
ence, officials said. They expressed 
belief, however, that registration of 
present radio frequencies and allo- 
cations of disputed frequencies are 
certain to be among the commission's 
functions, along with providing an 
international clearing -house of tech- 
nical "know-how." 

Countries which expressed interest 
include Great Britain, France and 
China, while Soviet Russia is con- 
spicuous by its absence. 

Expected to head the American 
delegation to the radio conference is 
Federal Communications Commis- 
sioner Ewell K. Jett. 

Need of a world regulatory com- 
mission to control frequencies is be-

Rating System 
Hypos Impact 

First attempt to measure 
spot recognition shows sky- 
high figures 

By Joe Koehler 
NEW YORK, June 29.-First at- 

tempt to bring to spot broadcasting 
an accepted rating system was re- 
vealed to all New York station and 
net spot reps 'Thursday (27) by one 
of the most successful of the per - 
centers, Ed Petry, at the Dorset Hotel. 
Petry's Hank Ringold presented the 
pitch on the "new type of audience 
measurement," the yardsticking of 
commercial acceptance of spot broad- 
casting by the consumer. 

Device-which was developed by 
Matt Chappell (ex -Hooper and Co- 
lumbia University researcher) and Al 
Politz, whose development of, "ran- 
domness" is said to have reached a 
new high in research accuracy-is 
supposed to be able to check just what 
a commercial can do. To r void con- 
fusion between program id ntification 
and commercial recognition only 
spots were used as the basis of tests. 
The spots ran the gamut from one - 
minute jingles to live station breaks. 
Spots were broadcast for two months 
(in most cases) and at the end of 
each month a "researcher" (in this 
case, a high-school teacher) visited a 
number of ordinary consumers se- 
lected by the Politz "random" meth- 
od. With him the researcher carried 
an electric phonograph. He played 
the spot commercials for the respond- 
ent and asked if the plug was recog- 
nized. The "yeses" and "nos" were 
tabbed and impact was reported. A 
"confusion" factor was arrived at by 
testing a panel of the same size as the 
research sample before the spots hit 
the air. This was necessary to de- 
termine the percentage of honest 
liars, i.e., people who recognize some- 
thing they never heard before, the 
idea being that a solid portion of 
those who said "yes" without ever 
having heard the ad pitch would nat- 
urally say "yes" after they had the 
opportunity of hearing the advertise -

NBC AudienceLead 
Thru CBS Glasses 
Just Ain't Hooper 
NEW YORK, June 29. -CBS vs. 

NBC audience figures based upon 
Nielsen Radio Index, distributed in- 
termurally to CBS top staffers, show 
the over-all lead of the senior net- 
work over Columbia as being (using 
average audience figures) 0.5 in 
March and 1.0 in February of this 
year, the two months of top dialing. 
Figures delivered to subscribers by 
the C. E. Hooper organization for the 
same period gave NBC a 2.6 margin 
for both months. 

Nielsen's figures are broken down 
by program types, but the Hooper- 
ating Chartbook source does not fur- 
nish this data. Figures are arrived 
at in the Hoop study by taking the 
daytime figures and the nighttime 
figures and averaging them out, 
weighing the individual figures by 
the numbers of program they repre- 
sent. Nielsen's chart is reproduced 
on this page. 

Since Hooper has no figure to com- 
pare with Nielsen's "total audience" 
figure, only the average audience fig- 
ures are compared. Trade points out 
that the distribution of the NRI fig- 
ures by CBS is made naturally be- 
cause they present a better Columbia 
pic than CEH's. NRI computations 
give CBS an edge in drama (Lux 
helps here), music, news and talks. 
NBC has the edge in variety, quiz 
and audience participation and sports.

CLEVELAND, June 29.-Recent 
change in management of the Cleve- 
land Indians ball club here resulted 
in an immediate anschluss between 
the club, WGAR and Standard Oil 
of Ohio. Standard will sponsor all 
Saturday and Sunday games, and also 
parts of any night games the station 
can carry. Jack Graney, local base- 
ball broadcaster, and Bob Neal, 
WGAR sports editor, will do the com- 
ment. These developments were ex- 
tremely rapid and of top interest to 
radio and sports execs inasmuch as 
Cleveland had been the only major 
league city without baseball airings.

Altho stations had other 
plans and committments, great inter- 
est was shown and John F. Patt, 
WGAR general manager, indicated 
intention to carry parts of all night 
games plus Saturday and Sunday 
afternoon games. In cases of double- 
headers, Patt will broadcast only the 
first game, owing to prior commit- 
ments. 

This deal opened Friday night (28), 
the station carrying from Chicago the 
first of a three -game series.

NAB's FM Battle 
Talk; FCC Adamant 
WASHINGTON, June 29. - As 

NAB prepares to conduct a referen- 
dum on whether to oppose the pro- 
posed FCC rule withholding every 
fifth FM channel for one year, FCC 
is determined to remain adamant 
on the rule whether NAB decides to 
light or not. NAB decish t') test 
attitude of its members came as a 
result of resolution passed by its 
FM exec committee condemning the 
rule as "holding up FM develop- 
ment" and calling for NAB opposi- 
tion. 

FCC's answer was to publish a 
list of FM stations now operating 
or preparing to operate in the next 
few weeks. Pointing with pride at 
"very rapid FM development," com- 
mission announced that 47 FM sta- 
tions are now on the air with 10 
new ones "about to begin." In ad- 
dition, FCC announced during the 
week the granting of CP's to two 
more non-commercial educational 
broadcasters, College of the Pacific 
at Sobkton, Calif., and Santa Monica 
School Board, Santa Monica, Calif. 

FCC's list of active FM stations 
included 13 for the State of New 
York, eight for Pennsylvania, five 
for Massachusetts, four for Illinois. 
No one broadcaster, according to the 
FCC list, holds more than two li- 
censes for active or near -active sta- 
tions.

One 
seg is promoted by the Newspaper 
Guild, while the other package, 
owned by NBC, is tied in with Editor 
and Publisher, trade mag.

From now on as spots 
open, programing chief Dave Taylor 
will throw in sustainers from a 
numerous backlog built up in the past 
months, and indications are that New 
York and Hollywood won't be the 
only origination points. 

Taylor has already stated his desire 
to develop the web's programing on 
a national basis, and in view of this 
it is interesting to note that one of 
the newcomers is an opus titled 
Oklahoma. Round -Up, a hillbilly piece 
of business set to bow Saturday (6) 
in the 10:15-45 slot.

ABAPrepping

Open-end e.t. segs to be in- 
cluded as bank org follows

NEW YORK, June 29.-Use of 

radio by banks is definitely on the 
upswing. Co-op programs are cash- 
ing in heavily, and from the view- 
point of the local angle, trade expects 
business to bounce upward for some 
time to come. Bearing out this view 
is a report by the American Bankers' 
Association to the effect that banks' 
interest in radio, as compared to 10 
years ago, shows great progress. In 
line with this, the ABA plans a new 
radio service which will include pro- 
duction of open-end transcribed pro- 

. grams suitable for local sponsorship. 
The waxes, which will be five-minute 
dramatizations dealing with financial 
problems, are expected to be avail- 
able within a few weeks. 

In the meantime, however, the co- 
ops are carrying the ball and getting 
a good part of the bank advertising 
dollar with news programs-the in- 
stitutions apparently going for this 
type of show in preference to any 
other. Mutual Broadcasting System, 
for instance, has its co-op gabbers 
sponsored by some 300 banks thruout 
the country and intends to cultivate 
the field thoroly. "Some banks," 
comments Bert Hauser, in charge of 
Mutual's co-ops, "have an ethical out- 
look and refuse to use advertising. 
We'll break that down." Such an 
agreement, for instance, is in effect 
among banks in Memphis. In New 
York, too, some such feeling exists 
among banks, altho both the National 
City, the Chase and other companies 
use newspapers to plug their dime 
check service. Generally, tho, the 
picture is lucrative, as evidenced by 
the line-up of sponsors carried by the 
top co-op news programs.

in the biz, leads all competitors in 
the bank field with a list of 18 bank - 
rollers.

MGM, other film companies 
talk retaliation - threaten 
to yank stars' guest shots 

HOLLYWOOD, June 29.-Current 
NBC clamp on granting film credits 
on air shows starring screen per- 
sonalities has brought wave of re- 
sentment from pix studios, with un- 
derlying threats of nixing future 
radio shots for film stars unless web 
relents. Situation came to light last 
week when NBC refused to plug 
MGM's Easy to Wed at end of Frank 
Morgan's Sunday seg The Fabulous 
Dr. Tweedy. Since Morgan doesn't 
appear in Wed, NBC held that credit 
line must read "Frank Morgan ap- 
pears thru the courtesy of MGM"- 
omitting phrase, "producers of Easy 
to Wed." 

Ruling on picture plug is result 
of recent wire from Clarence Men - 
ser, NBC v. -p., in charge of net 
programing, reminding West Coast 
officials of long-standing policy 
against cuffo plugs. Edict was never 
tightly policed before, but web now 
seeks to put teeth in ruling to elimi- 
nate over -abundance of plugs deemed 
objectionable by listeners, NBC af- 
filiates and net execs. Included in 
this category are product and mer- 
chandise plugs on give-away shows 
whereby show producers get free 
gifts in return for air plugs. 

In the Morgan case, NBC relented 
and permitted Easy to Wed plug to 
remain when it was pointed out that 
contractual clauses with Morgan, 
Ruthraff & Ryan, Berg-Allenberg, 
and American Tobacco specifically 
call for such plugs. 

Pic Plugs-Or Else 
Meanwhile, Sid Strotz, NBC v. -p., 

in charge of the West Coast, con- 
ferred with MGM execs, L. K. Sid- 
ney and Les Peterson, in an effort 
to effect a permanent settlement, 
replacing current week -to -week ar- 
rangement. After confab with Niles 
Trammell, NBC prexy, Stortz gave 
okay to include another Easy to Wed 
plug in June 30 seg. 

While stressing that relations with 
NBC are still friendly, MGM execs 
pointed out that from their stand- 
point, one of most important bene- 
fits film studio gets from loaning 
stars to radio is picture plugs on the 
air. While not discounting box-of- 
fice build-up to be gained by radio 
shots for pix stars, film execs held 
that it's the immediate return that 
counts-and that return is measured 
in number of pix plugs aired. MGM 
has loaned an average of 20 per- 
sonalities to four radio nets each 
week during past six months. 

Other studios also have gripes. 
Several studios feel that they get 
a better deal on CBC, ABC and Mu- 
tual, where plugs are passed out 
more freely. At CBS, for example, 
one plug is given to studio deliver- 
ing story property and a plug each 
goes to film factory whose 'stars 
are used. Thus it is possible for a 
picture firm to receive more than 
one plug per air show. 

Radio exploitation chief for one 
pic firm, who asked that name be 
withheld, declared flatly that he will 
use radio only if it helps pic ex- 
ploitation. If "proper" credits are 
not given, he said, stars and prop- 
erties will riot appear. 

WGN Busts FM 
Network Plans 

CHICAGO, June 29. - Further 
proof of a stalemate in the develop- 
ment of FM broadcasting was seen 
here this week when WGN, Mutual 
station, withdrew "without preju- 
dice" its applications for three FM 
stations, one each in Grand Rapids, 
Mich., Fort Wayne, Ind., and Peoria, 
Ill. These stations were to have been 
key points of The Chicago Tribune 
(owner of WGN) play for a five - 
station FM chain to be known as 
Midwest FM Network, Inc. Other 
stations would have included WGNB, 
the FM station WGN now has in op- 
eration, and a station for which it 
made application in Milwaukee. The 
Milwaukee application will be re- 
tained. 

Paul Brines, assistant manager of 
WGN, in commenting about the ap- 
plication withdrawals stated that un- 
certainty of the present FM picture 
was responsible. He said that at some 
future date the applications might be 
reinstated, but that with set manu- 
facturers indicating that they would 
be building only a few FM receivers 
this year, there seemed little reason 
for going ahead with FM expansion 
plans. WGNB will continue in op- 
eration, he said, as an experimental

N. Y. Daily News 
Pushing FM Ap 

NEW YORK, June 29.-While The 
Chi Tribune was pulling in its FM 
expansion plans and dropping three 
of its five station FM chain applica- 
tions, The New York Daily News was 
putting plenty of steam behind its 
pitch for an FM'er in New York. 
Publisher took Ben Gross, radio edi- 
tor of the sheet for nearly a genera- 
tion, off the radio beat, and put him 
revising the planned programing of 
the paper's station application. 

Feeling that Gross would turn out 
an acceptable application in keeping 
with the Pub-Sery demands of the 
FCC, the broadcast activities depart- 
ment next turned its efforts towards 
implementing its application polit- 
ically. During the past week, it's 
said, Mayor O'Dwyer issued a memo 
to his city commissioners requesting 
that they do everything within their 
power "to help The Daily News FM 
station application along." Since the 
city has its FM percolator and has as 
yet done nothing about appointing a 
topper for WNYC or its sister FM'er, 
the note has caused a lot of raised 
eyebrows among the city hall family. 

After issuing the memo, O'Dwyer 
left for the West Coast before he 
could be reached for comment. 

Dealer Tie -Ins 
Top in Station 
Ear Promotion 

BOSTON, June 29. - WCOP, 
Cowles's Boston station and local out- 
let for the American Broadcasting 
Company, is seeing to it that the re- 
cent uppage in power won't be 
missed by any listener in the cover- 
age area. Besides a sock newspaper, 
car card and mailing campaign, the 
station has worked out a reciprocal 
deal with the Radio Technicians' 
Guild (an org comprising all radio 
repair stores in metropolitan Boston) 
whereby all sets coming into their 
stores are automatically calibrated 
for the best reception to WCOP. 

Besides this shrewd and practical 
way of plugging the call letters, the 
guild is servicing free of charge all 
radio sets in the WCOP coverage area 
which are having trouble getting 
WCOP reception. A call to the sta- 
tion complaining about reception 
rates a visit from a radio repair man 
pronto. 

In the first four weeks of the agree- 
ment the guild served 20,000 sets 
and inserted more than 5,000 WCOP 
call letters on push-button sets. The 
agreement calls for two announce- 
ments per day Monday thru Saturday 
for the guild, with the arrangement 
continuing indefinitely. And with 
radio sets needing plenty of servicing 
after the war years, the set-up looks 
good to impress WCOP on a flock 
of radios. 

Pliilly Too 
PHILADELPHIA, June 29. 

-WPEN snared a rich two-way pro- 
motion in tying in with the newly 
organized Philadelphia Appliance Dealers' Association, comprising 
about two-thirds of the local electric 
and radio appliance merchants. As- 
sociation will feature station call let- 
ters in its advertising and merchants 
are urged to do likewise. And in sale 
of push-button radio sets member 
dealers guarantee the placing of 
WPEN on limited button sets. 

Sounding a note for things to come, 
agreement carries a television clause 
granting WPEN exclusive right to 
present television broadcasts from 
association stores. In return the 
association gets air time to bring be- 
fore the public salient facts about 
appliance use, care and selection- 
as well as getting across the name of 
the new association. 

WPEN recently made a similar 
deal with the Philadelphia Retail 
Record Dealers' Association, giving 
station preem playing of new plat- 
ters, and not too long ago WEAF, 
with an Ii,CA assist, distributed win- 
dow cards to radio dealers in metro- 
politan New York.

Tele -head 
Harry Lubcke for the first time used 
the swimming pool in front of Don 
Lee's mountain -top studios, tying in 
the show with Occidental College's 
alumni day activities. 

Three cameras (two would have 
been sufficient) focused on campus 
cuties going thru aqua antics. In- 
terest also was kept high by exhibi- 
tions of various diving and swimming 
techniques, with gabber Byron Pal- 
mer calling strokes and plunges. 
Background music was disked in 
thruout the scanning, providing rest- 
ful accompaniment for the action. 

Fortunately, no attempt was made 
at strict production, giving seg an 
easy, informal air which suited the 
Saturday afternoon mood and mak- 
ing for enjoyable eyeing. Couple of 
gag divers added chuckles, breaking 
the monotony of straight stuff. In- 
terviewers of songwriter - swim - 
booster Jimmy McHugh-was inter- 
esting and was capably handled by 
Palmer. Swim .suit style show proved 
eye -appealing. 

Lensing, for the most part, was 
down pat, lads framing the divers 
from board to water with ease. Slip- 
ups occurred during McHugh's gab 
session and the style parade.

Tasty tele dish was whipped up to- 
night to give Gourmet fresh ear -eye 
appeal. Instead of the usual kitchen 
set, Gordon Wright (Klaus Lands - 
berg's sub) gave the seg picnic 

pitch. Mountain scene backdrop pro- 
vided the realistic touch, while skit 
format was welcome change from 
former Here's How presentation. 
Radio gabber, Michael Roy, proved 
sock video material as gourmet, ap- 
pearing opposite a Paramount star- 
let. 

Seg is tabbed sustaining because 
nobody pays for it, altho J. Walter 
Thompson's Coast telehead, Ted 
Smith, is using it to plug three J.W.T. 
accounts (Safeway Meats, Avocados 
and California Wines) as experiment 
in commercial video. Roy used plug- 
ged products in prepping delicacies 
showing labels and naming brands. 
Patter was very good in that he 
didn't limit himself solely to subject 
at hand but threw in varied dishes 
to spice show. This, plus his fast 
action, kept things moving at zippy 
pace. 

Judging by tonight's demonstra- 
tion, video is top food peddler. Sound 
of pouring wine plus sight of ice - 
filled punchbowl can stimulate any- 
one's thirst. Close-ups of the meat 
and avocados had appetizing effects. 
Camera crew worked smoothly, pan- 
ning and dollying at high level. 
Wright, who during his first week 
marred effects by flitting too often 
from one camera to the other, this 
time retained continuity by holding to 
one camera, switching only when 
necessary.

What destroyed the out -of -this -world 
quality of a Mr. Every -Day -in -the - 
Week -Nothing -Happens sort of guy 
was the lack of a sense of humor in 
the fingers of the illustrator, Marion 
Kos. 

The story, scripted as well as di- 
rected by Philip Booth, had a never- 
never land quality that was swell.

Magician John (The Great) Scott 
held the spotlight for 10 minutes with 
an amusing array of hocus-pocus.

ment broadcast whether they had 
heard it or not. Since this is so, any 
accurate researcher would develop an 
"exaggeration factor" which Politz 
calls "confusion factor" and uses it 
to adjust a favorable report to obtain 
greater accuracy. The Petry survey 
does this. 

"Inflated" Recognition 
A great deal of time and effort 

went into developing this "new" type 
of radio audience measurement, but 
despite all the ingeniousness, re- 
search -minded sponsors generally 
find it impossible to accept the "in- 
flated" recognition figures which the 
tests reveal. Typical of the sky-high 
recognition factors which are re- 
ported in the survey (made in St. 
Louis because Petry reps no station 
there) is the following tabulation: 

over a period of time it was almost 
impossible to establish a 'margin for 
error that could be defended as being 
too big or too small. Politz also 
pointed out that this spot survey was 
"far too costly to be a continuing 
study such as Hooper's or Nielsen's." 

Individual reaction to the release 
of the Petry spot survey included 
following comments: 

"This is not a time to stress selling 
of spots as being less expensive than 
any other form of radio advertising ... don't forget the FCC blue book." 

"Only value that the survey can be 
said to have is to prove that some- 
body listens to jingles, and even if 
Petry didn't know that, advertisers 
using the medium effectively discov- 
ered it a long, long time ago ... and 
there's little doubt but that the Petry 
org knew all about it too."

'Minus confusion factor. 

Since the figures of recognition rep- 
resent not share of audience but ac- 
tually the percentage of the total 
population, it can be seen at a glance 
why audience - measurement re- 
searchers say the figures are "out of 
this world." Early a.m. audience - 
measurement figures frequently run 
below a one for many stations, and in 
the case of Chiclets, for instance, it's 
questionable whether total audience 
for KMOX for the 20 jingles, five a 
week for an entire month, would add 
up to 48. It's admitted that a solid 
portion of the daily audience is re- 
peat. 

"Aided Recall" 
What the trade is asking is why 

figures like these were ever evolved 
by such a reputable researcher as 
Politz, and tho one researcher seldom 
will cut the ground from under an- 
other, most audience -measurement 
experts trace the inflation to the 
method used in making the check- 
up. This "aided recall," i. e., the 
asking of a respondent whether 
or not he has ever heard a jingle or 
ad message, after playing the mes- 
sage for him, researchers claim, can 
inflate as high as 100 per cent, i. e. 
The 'figure of 48 might actually be a 
24 in advertising impact. In fact, 
Politz admitted that without studies

"The field of measuring commer- 
cial impact has been so little touched 
in radio that it's good to see Petry 
bust in, but it's a shame that a pub- 
lic relations research expert hadn't 
looked over the figures first and de- 
cided that some further research was 
necessary before the almost naked 
tabulations were revealed to an un- 
suspecting industry." 

"If the results are accented at their 
face value it would indicate that fre- 
quency of impact (number of broad- 
casts) ceases to be economical after 
a certain point. (Top ranking spot 
was broadcast five times a week.) 

Since there were some 30 station - 
time peddlers repped at the meeting, 
there were at least twice that number 
of comments, but they all ran in the 
pattern indicated in the previous few 
paragraphs-plus one all-important 
comment: "We expected that Ed 
(Petry) was going to proposition us 
(the station reps) on taking over the 
spot -survey idea, and we were all 
ready to consider it seriously, but 
now-who knows?" 

Agency men and sponsors were 
shown the survey before it was un- 
veiled for the trade press and reps, 
and they, to quote a gagster, "love 
those figures." 
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Hughes & Don Lee Holding 
Up Hollywood Licenses; 
FCC Okays 2d L. A. Hearing 

28 -Hour Rule Deferred Until October 31 

WASHINGTON, June 29. - The 
myriad pies in which millionaire 
Howard Hughes has fingers is forcing 
more delay in Federal Communica- 
tions Commission settlement of the 
Los Angeles video scramble. FCC 
reluctantly agreed yesterday (28) to 
reopen hearings in L. A. July 24 to 
permit Hughes to present his testi- 
mony. Off - the - record comment 
among the commissioners is that 
Hughes and another tardy applicant, 
Thomas Lee, of Don Lee Broadcast- 
ing System, will either show up at 
next month's hearings or have their 
applications thrown out of the busi- 
ness. 

Biz Pressure 
Hughes has missed the video hear- 

ings so far because of what he told 
FCC was "the pressure of other busi- 
ness." Lee, FCC spokesmen say, has 
claimed to have come down with 
"sudden illness," preventing his ap- 
pearance. The continued scheduling 
and re -scheduling of hearings in the 
L. A. docket, according to one FCC 
official "is disturbing the commis- 
sion's timetable." It was pointed out 
that FCC has originally hoped to have 
all testimony out of the way well in 
advance of the next session of the 
clear channel hearings slated to start 
Monday (1). 

On the other hand, FCC was able 
to speed things in the San Francisco 
video docket since only six applicants 
remain for the six channels avail- 
able. Commission announced yester- 
day that hearings slated in San Fran- 
cisco have been canceled. Remaining 
applicants, FCC said, are Chronicle 
Publishing Company, American 
Broadcasting Company, Associated 
Broadcasters,. American Broadcasting 
Company, Dorothy Thackrey, Don 
Lee Broadcasting System and Hughes 
Productions. Television Productions 
had pulled out of the race May 31. 

FCC's hearing Monday (24) was 
devoted chiefly to sharp examination 
of varied activities of Paramount 
Pictures, whose wholly owned sub- 
sidiary, Television Productions, is an- 
other applicant for a Los Angeles 
channel. Paul Raibourn, Paramount 
v. -p., and head of television produc- 
tion, testified that Paramount owns 
three additional firms which are ap- 
plicants for video stations, United 
Detroit Theaters Corporation, New 
England Theaters, Inc., and Balaban 
& Katz, Paramount, Raibourn stated, 
also "has an interest" in a dozen other 
video applicants. It also developed 
during the hearing that Raibourn is 
treasurer and a director of Allen B. 
DuMont Laboratories, applicant for 
several television stations. In addi- 
tion, Raibourn testified that Para- 
mount owns all of the "B" stock and 
about 6 per cent of the "A" stock of 
DuMont. One of FCC's lawyers spent 
about 10 minutes trying to add up on 
his fingers the number of video ap- 
plications that Paramount has wholly 
or partly in its pocket, but gave it up 
as too complicated. 

Continuing a hectic television 
week, FCC yesterday granted the re- 
quest of Television Broadcasters As- 
sociation to defez until October 31 its 
rule requiring a minimum of two 
telecast hours per day and 28 hours 
per week. At the same time, FCC 
announced that it is denying TBA's 
request to modify the rule so as to 
grant new licensees a graduated mini- 
mum telecasting sked for the first of 
operation. This denial, FCC stated, 
does not prevent individual licensees 
from asking for the graduated mini- 
mum on their own account. 

Elsewhere on the video front, FCC 

this week permitted Lancaster Tele- 
vision Corporation and WGAL to 
withdraw their applications fo: Lan- 
caster (Pa.) stations and accepted for 
filing, applications to make engineer- 
ing changes in their video bids from 
WLIB (New York), Bremer Broad- 
casting Corporation (Newark), and 
William Penn Broadcasting Company 
(Philadelphia). 

Hammond Tele Eye 
Jest Near Reality 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Suggestion 
that an electric eye be added to every 
television receiver so that the fact 
that somebody was actually looking 
in can be researched this week was 
made as a gag by Charlie Hammond, 
NBC promotion and advertising chief. 
Hammond, who formerly had re- 
search under his wing, will be sur- 
prised to learn that the idea already 
is in the blueprint stage of át least 
one manufacturer. Latter realizes 
that a sponsor will have to have 
proof of viewing or else, so he's 
building the checking device into his 
receivers. 

All that's missing is a magic eye 
that counts, records and delivers the 
info direct to a tabulating headquar- 
ters. Altho A. C. Nielsen is working 
on an adaptation of the radio audi- 
meter to video, trade feels that it 
won't satisfy anyone to get a report 
that a television receiver was 
switched on. Sponsors are already 
asking, "Did anyone look?" During 
the interim period of air pix webs 
feel that a telephone recall audience 
measurement, such as was made by 
the C. E. Hooper organization for The 
Billboard last week, is the answer. 
For at least a few years only about 
three hours per night per station will 
be programed and a maximum of 
28 hours a week will be required by 
the FCC. Recall, it's felt, can meas- 
ure a limited number of segs ac- 
curately. Even first test revealed 
that video fans have better memories 
than radio tuners. 

Short Scannings 
Herb Lyon, WBKB, Chi, flack 

chief, will resign August 1 to move 
to Hollywood, where he will work in 
pic publicity. Successor not yet. 
picked.... ABC scanned The Fitz- 
geralds, mushmouth seg, June 21 and 
28 over WPTZ, Philly. . . . Talent 
agent Ken Dolan and screen -radio 
actor William Gargan have an- 
nounced plans to build a video sta- 
tion in San Jose, Calif. Duo will go 
into venture with other unidentified 
backers and are expected to shell 
out $250,000 for initial buildings and 
operating costs. Site is still to be 
selected, and ap for license will 
be filed with FCC as soon as location 
is set. 

Ellis Sard, who recently joined 
La Roche & Ellis, will specialize in 
tele. . . Band leader Lloyd Shaffer 
is hiring a staff of artists for his 
newly formed company to produce 
animated cartoons exclusively for 
video.... Louis -Conn fight scanning 
convinced William H. Rankin and 
Bernarr Macfadden that tele is here 
commercially.... Patricia Vane has 
opened a video school in Chi to train 
talent. 

RDG Wins at CBS 
Tele, But IA Balks 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Vote in the 
Radio Directors' Guild-IATSE strug- 
gle over tele directors at CBS has 
finally been counted, but situation re- 
mains as jumbled as ever. Tally was 
six to five in favor of RDG, with two 
votes challenged by IATSE. Meyer 
Reiness did the tab for NLRB. 

IATSE tossed its latest monkey 
wrench into the proceedings by re- 
fusing to sign a document stating the 
election was fair and the counting ac- 
curate. Both CBS and RDG put their 
signatures on the paper. 

Even by challenging the two votes 
IATSE found itself behind the eight 
ball because in spite of the fact that 
the two directors objected to-Lel 
Swift and Leo Hurwitz-cast their 
ballots the RDG way, RDG has 
enough votes any way. IATSE's last 
maneuver is figured as a stall for 
time. 

Trade talk is that IATSE is licked 
and knows it, but with the national 
convention coming, up in July at Chi- 
cago, their New York organizers are 
trying to prolong the contest. That 
way results won't be final at conven- 
tion meeting and organizers won't 
have to face top union execs scream- 
ing for their scalps. 

Meanwhile RDG emerged from the 
scrap with ranks closed and unity 
stronger than ever. AFL and IATSE 
had Ed Byron, RDG prexy, under fire 
for three hours trying to work out 
arbitration deal but he stuck to his 
guns and refused to play ball with 
them. Union held a unity confab 
Monday (24) and backed their leader 
to the hilt. Once this matter is set- 
tled, RDG will continue organizing 
pilots at agencies and indie stations. 

Webs Give Telecity 
Quick Brusheroo 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Announce- 
ment Friday (28) of a $60,000,000 
video and film center, tagged Tele - 
city, by Lawrence B. Elliman, of the 
real estate firm of Pease & Elliman, 
received the chill brusheroo by execs 
of the four networks here. Web 
video execs, all of whom are anxious 
to co-ordinate their own television 
and radio operations, feel it would be 
foolish to use someone else's facili- 
ties. unless absolutely necessary. And 
they doubt such necessity exists. 
Webs have built up facilities over a 
long period of experimentation, ditto 
scripters and general video know- 
how, and to shelve all this just 
wouldn't make sense, according to 
current thinking. 

Elliman, who said that three years 
of research had gone into the pro- 
posed video center, added that fi- 
nancing and expert business and 
technical management had been ob- 
tained. Plans call for construction 
on a 1,000 -acre tract in the metro- 
politan area, according to de- 
signs drawn up by John and Drew 
Eberson. Details include provision 
for 24 motion picture studios .lus 
maintenance buildings and labora- 
tories to process film. Personnel on 
the spot would include a staff of 
producers, directors and writers for 
companies which might require such 
services. 

While designed as a production 
center offering facilities to film pro- 
ducers, networks, radio and video sta- 
tions, advertisers, agencies and pro- 
ducers, it is believed that the ulti- 
mate development of Telecity is likely 
to be mostly along film production 
lines, particularly 16mm. 

Elliman said construction of the 
center within 25 miles of New York 
would begin as soon as building ma- 
terial became available. 

Don Lee Equipment 
Splurge Prelude to 
Rapid Expansion 

HOLLYWOOD, June 29.-Orders 
for nearly $250,000 worth of equip- 
ment have been placed by Don Lee's 
tele outfit, W6XAO, in anticipation 
of rapid expansion once application 
for commercial channel is approved. 
Don Lee outlet, on the air since 
1931, appears certain to get FCC 
okay. 

According to video chief Harry 
Lubcke, equipment will include six 
G -E postwar cameras and one RCA 
"cat's -eve" camera which will give 
outlet total of 11 lense boxes. Also 
included will be revamped control 
room set-up and complete new 
transmitter, as well as additional 
number of mercury lighting set-ups. 

Station has been operating solely 
on outmoded pre-war equipment, 
which has been rebuilt and re- 
designed. Latest rebuilding program 
under which cameras and power 
equipment were overhauled is near- 
ly completed and new hand -built 
electronic view finders are shortly 
to be installed in existing cameras 
replacing present hit-or-miss viewers.

prestige factor. Giving the suburban 
and borough newspapers complete 
metropolitan acceptance and stand- 
ing is one thing that direct reports 
aired by WEAF from its news- 
rooms is certain to do. Second, there 
is a direct financial return thru in- 
creased circulation. It's known that 
a substantial part of the areas cov- 
ered by "local" newspapers still don't 
buy their home area rag. Fact that 
WEAF has to go direct to that news- 
paper to truly report what's going on 
there is certain to make more locals 
want to buy the sheet. 

Indoctrination Plan 
Part of the deal is a training period 

for the area newscasters. Men se- 
lected by their publishers will be 
brought down to WEAF and indoc- 
trinated both on mike technique and 
how to write news for broadcasting. 
Program will have all the bugs of a 
World Round -Up, with just as much 
margin for error in calling in local 
news desks thruout the metropolitan 
area as there is calling in foreign re- 
ports from all over the world. First 
few weeks will be dry runs in order 
to check the bugs, but nobody is kid- 
ded that the dry runs will take 'em 
all out. It'll be six months or so 
before that's done. 

Equipment is ordered and barring 
unforeseen incidents the due date 
(sometime in August) will be met. 
One unusual slant of the deal is that 
two of the publishers own stations 
themselves, The Post (WLIB), Brook- 
lyn, and the Westchester (Macy 
chain) group (WFAS), White Plains. 
However, no conflict was seen be- 
tween clear -channel WEAF and the 
daytime operation WLIB or the local 
operation WFAS. 

"WEAF's There" 
Basic idea on the -part of WEAF 

is to get across that "WEAF was 
there," and it's in keeping with an 
underlying thought that the key sta- 
tion of the senior net must be the 
key local station of the area it serves 
-or else it's not fulfilling its obliga- 
tions to listeners. 

Just as an indication that Gaines 
isn't addicted to ideas with expensive 
broad sweeps, like Metropolitan 
News Round -Up and Hi, Jinx, he's 
been looking for a personality disk 
jockey, too, and has located a platter 
twister up in Buffalo named Bob 
Smith, WBEN's gift to dialers with 
disk yens. Smith will get going on 
WEAF before the MNR starts calling 
in reporters. 
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No. Central -Miss. 
Valley Net Shuffle 
Planned in $ Hunt 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Plans for 
reshuffling and refinancing the Mis- 
sissippi Valley Network and the North 
Central Broadcasting Company are 
expected to be completed next week, 
a spokesman for the organization 
said. John Boler, who controls both 
organizations, was in Washington 
Thursday and Friday (28-29) trying 
to promote capital to underwrite the 
refinancing. It's known that some of 
the big -money boys are interested, 
but it remains to be seen whether or 
not they'll come across with the nec- 
essary cash. 

Rumors about the financial situa- 
tion at the two orgs have been wide- 
spread. NCBC has been showing a 
profit, while the more top-heavy 
MVN (34 stations) is said to be 
operating under too much overhead, 
and lack of selling power has been 
dragging the parent organization 
down. 

Under Boler's proposed new align- 
ment the organization would be more 
streamlined, with a key station in 
some city, such as Chi or St. Paul, 
which would feed a good majority of 
programs to the affiliates. NCBC 
stock would be transferred to MVN 
under the new deal. Boler is known 
to have long held the opinion that 
good commercial shows could also be 
pub-serv, and is expected to put his 
theories into practice for full network 
if given the green light by his East- 
ern backers. 

Reported sale of WAIT, local indie, 
to be key station in MVN, appears 
to have fallen fiat, tho no official 
confirmation has come from either 
party. However, same spokesman 
said WAIT deal was still a definite 
possibility. 

`Boston Globe' Links 
With Cowles's WCOP 

BOSTON, June 29.-Latest local 
newspaper to get radio -wise is The 
Boston Globe, a metropolitan daily 
with a circulation of more than 
310,000. A co-operative agreement 
with WCOP, Cowles's Boston station 
and ABC outlet, makes available to 
WCOP the services of staff members, 
special events and news. A WCOP- 
Globe newscast is already on the air, 
Monday thru Saturday, from 6:15 to 
6:30 p.m. From 8:30 to 9 a.m. 
Sundays, the station broadcasts the 
paper's comic strips. 

WCOP is running daily ads in The 
Globe, plugging programs, sponsors 
and the station. Agreement is set to 
run for at least a year. 

G.I. Inspired Biz 
PHILADELPHIA, June 29.- 

With the housing shortages still 
critical it's more than unusual 
to find a realtor buying radio 
time. But this week found 
KYW adding to its account list 
the local realty firm of Heyman 
& Brother, participating weekly 
in the early morn Musical Clock 
show; placing until September 
10 thru Abner J. Gelula & Asso- 
ciates, local ad agency. 

However, instead of listing 
apartments, ` houses or office 
space, the Heyman firm pur- 
chased the air time to advertise 
special service for veterans- 
particularly financing. Com- 
mercial copy is aimed solely at 
G.I.'s, and this is believed to be 
one of the few times that a real 
estate concern has used radio 
for such purposes here.

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UAW Seeks Probe 
Of Radio M'f'ers; 

Claims FM Sluff 
DETROIT, June 29.-A demand 

for an anti-trust investigation of the 
radio manufacturing industry was 
made here Tuesday (25) by the 
(CIO) United Automobile Workers' 
radio -minded union which has fig- 
ured in numerous station applications 
and programs during the past three 
years. Union is concerned over the 
scarcity of FM receivers, which is of 
special interest because of UAW'S 
intention to establish a number of 
FM stations. 

Norman Matthews, chairman of the 
radio station committee of the UAW 
executive board, sent an official wire 
to the current session in New York 
of the FM executive committee of 
the NAB asking for: 

(1) An information campaign on 
FM receiver production, beamed to 
the public, and (2) an anti-trust in- 
vestigation by the Department of 
Justice as proposed by Sen. Glen 
Taylor. Matthews said that "figures 
just released by the Census Depart- 
ment show that out of a total value 
in March receiver shipments of 
$20,000,000, less than $30,000 was 
for receivers that included FM. This 
FM production level is about one - 
sixtieth of the 10 per cent FM pro- 
portion figure reported' by radio 
manufacturers to the FCC in its sur- 
vey in March of this year. Independ- 
ent FM broadcast operators face 
economic starvation unless prompt 
steps are taken to speed up FM 
receiver production. Millions of 
prospective FM listeners will be 
penalized by the purchase of AM 
only receivers."

NEW YORK, June 29.-Condition 

which finds WKY's VD series on 40 
stations (24 more are auditioning it) 
with only one non-commercial oper- 
ation skedding it is without parallel. 
New York's WNYC is the single non - 
pro percolator skedding the series, 
while strictly commercial WINS and 
WWRL have it in the works too. Fact 
that the stations say what the plat- 
ters cost the Sugg station operation 
to press ($65 for the series of 13) 
isn't the factor that keeps the series 
off the outlets, since it's known that 
WKY will cuff any for -free station 
that hasn't a budget. 

WOSU (Ohio State U.'s station), 
WKAR (Michigan State College), 
WHA (U. of Wisconsin), WHCU 
(Cornell U.) and the many other edu- 
cational ops thruout the nation are 
not airing the series despite the fact 
that the colleges have long felt the 
need for a widespread info program 
of this type. Absence of any web - 
owned outlets in the list of stations 
programing the series is also noted 
by the trade, which doesn't under- 
stand why statIons such as WABC 
(New York, WEAF (New York) and 
the other big audience reachers 
haven't picked up the offer. Missing 
also are any stations in Boston, 
Philly, Washington, Chi, Buffalo and 
a host of other big cities where the 
campaign could be useful. Program 
execs still are of the opinion that the 
series is strictly pro -produced and 
as excellent summer replacement 
e. t.'s as money can buy, and the pro- 
graming, they underline, will look 
good on any FCC report. 

Tintex Air Plugs 
Rapped by FTC 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-Federal 
Trade Commission is giving the 
thumbs -down sign to Park & Til- 
ford's radio commercials for Tintex. 
FTC has given P&T until July 16 
to answer a complaint against the 
plugs which, FTC says, mislead pur- 
chasers to believe that perfect dye 
jobs may be obtained from Tintex 
regardless of the materials or fabrics 
to be dyed or the colors desired, that 
the work may be done for the same 
price or less than is required with 
competitive dyes and that all dyeing 
with Tintex may be done safely, 
quickly and to perfection. "Tintex," 
says FTC, "is not materially differ- 
ent from other competitive household 
dyes."

The meeting revealed details of the 
corporation's actions to secure the 
Class 1-A channels now occupied by 
CFRB, Toronto; CKY, Winnipeg, and 
CFCN, Calgary, for use with three 
new CBC 50,000 -watt transmitters on 
or after June, 1947. 

The division controller told the 
committee that the CBC's board of 
governors, at its 46th annual meeting 
last March, applied for the use of the 
three channels concerned and recom- 
mended that the three stations still 
using them be so notified. He added 
that CFRB, CKY and CFCN had been 
given to understand previously that 
such action would be taken by the 
corporation when it so decided, and 
that it was this understanding that 
licenses to operate on these frequen- 
cies had been issued. He produced 
documents substantiating his testi- 
mony. 
Fleming Asks for NonTech Language 

"None of the members of our com- 
mittee are technical experts," Donald 
Fleming, opposition M. P. stated. 
"Could not Mr. Browne give us some 
idea of the significance of such a 
change to the stations involved? I 
notice that the board of governors 
had recommended the use of other 
frequencies, specifically denoted, for 
these stations. What will be the 
practical effect of such a change on 
them?" Mr. Browne replied cau- 
tiously that since the new frequencies 
which had been suggested for use 
by the three private stations were not 
"clear channels" but were already in 
use by other stations in certain areas, 
the range would require these stations 
to install directional antennae of an 
approved type. Mr. Fleming inter- 
rupted him impatiently, "I have al- 
ready pointed out to the controller 
that we are not technical experts. 
Now what will all this mean?" 

Louis R. Beaudoin, M.P., went far- 
ther and asked if it would mean any 
change in the area covered by each 
of the three private stations. Would 
coverage be the same? "No," Mr. 
Browne replied, after some hesitation, 
"that is true." 

After another pause he went on to 
suggest that it might not be an al- 
together unfair change in coverage 
power, however. There might be 
gains here as well as losses there. 
When asked to Specify the nature of 
these alterations he said that he could 
not do so. Engineers were holding 
consultations on the matters now and 
their reports had not been issued. He 
agreed somewhat dubiously that it 
"might" be possible to secure copies 
of this report when it was submitted 
to the government department. 

E. G. Hansell, opposition M.P., was 
not satisfied. Surely before such 
changes could have been recom- 
mended, studies had been made to 
determine what . effect they would 
have on the coverage and consequent 
existence of the private stations," he 
said. 

The acting controller agreed that 
such studies had been made but they 
had, he pleaded, been "tentative"

Broadcast Rebirth 
In New Britain 
Cues Freq. Battle 

HARTFORD, Conn., June 29.-Lo- 
cal radio circles see cut-throat com- 
petition in the offing for the New 
Britain market. City, which has had 
no station since WNBC (now WONS) 
moved to Hartford several years ago, 
will get a percolator when WKNB 
begins operation in August. In addi- 
tion, other applications are already 
in, with two outfits apparently seek- 
ing the same wavelength. 

Instrumental in one of the groups 
seeking a wavelength is Larry Ed- 
wardson, former sales manager for 
the old WNBC operation. This group 
requested a 5,000 -watt day and night 
permit on 910 kilocycles. One week 
ago, however, WTHT, Hartford out- 
let, requested the same wavelength. 
WTHT's original request was for 
1,230 kilocycles. Reports of other 
operators trying to break into the 
New Britain radio picture are numer- 
ous, altho local execs are wondering 
just what audience would be avail- 
able in these parts. Hartford's four 
stations, WTIC (NBC), WDRC 
(CBS), WTHT (ABC) and WONS 
(MBS-Yankee) cover the area. 

WKNB is operated by the New 
Britain Broadcasting Company, head- 
ed by Julian Gross, Hartford ad 
agency exec. Station will beam on 
the 840 kilocycle channel. 

Wilder Stations' 
Nat'l Promotion by 
O'Brien & Dorrance 

SYRACUSE, June 29.-Move to- 
wards making the operation of Col. 
Harry Wilder stations a unit, which 
was tipped lately by the colonel hir- 
ing Morris Novik (ex-WNYC) as 
pubsery counselor, took another step 
this week with the appointment of 
(Harry) O'Brien and (Dick) Dor- 
rance to handle the national promo- 
tional efforts of WSYR here; WTRY, 
Troy, N. Y., and WELI, New Haven, 
Conn.

Legal; Stone Loses

formative public function." 

Station WHN was cleared of 
charges of "unfair competition" and 
abuse of "confidential relationship," 
and thus, likewise, was established 
a precedent that stealing an audience 
is as legal on the air as it is in any 
other form of showbiz. In the broad- 
casting world, audience larceny is re- 
garded as standard practice,'it being 
part of the birth of the Columbia 
Broadcasting System which built 
audience acceptance for air slots with 
Arabesque, the Yolande Langworthy 
escapist seg, and then moved the 
play -within -the -play free steal from 
the Thousand and One Nights (Ara- 
bian Nights) to build an audience for 
another time segment. Judge Botein 
ruled that as long as the program was 
clearly labeled as being different, and 
he decided that it was in this case, the 
fact that it appealed to the same 
audience was no infringement upon 
the rights of the program that oc- 
cupied the slot previously. This has 
been known for eons, but it has for 
the first time been given the blessing 
of a court. 

No "Iceberg" 
Ruling on the fact that Martin 

Stone, producer of The Author Meets 
the Critics, claimed that the produc- 
tion of his program was so secret and 
confidential that like "an iceberg, 80 
per cent is not readily discernible," 
Botein stated that "details of the 
technique which he (Stone) has 
evolved over a period of years would 
be readily apparent to any experi- 
enced radio expert upon hearing that 
program." Naturally, therefore, since 
it was open to anyone to hear, it could 
not be confidential. 

Mailing list which was built by 
both the program and the station was 
held to be a joint property and there- 
fore WHN did not violate any "con- 
fidential" arrangement by using it for 
announcing anew program. 

No Idea Theft Decish 
There was no contest on the theft 

of the program idea which Martin 
Stone claimed but about which the 
lawyers on his behalf stated, "The 
plaintiff is not maintaining that he 
can enjoin any radio station other 
than Station WHN from broadcasting 
a program which appropriates the 
distinctive format, however repre- 
hensible such conduct may be." 

The field of "ideas" on the air is 
still as ungoverned as it was the day 
on which the first word was sent forth 
on a carrier wave. Station WHN did 
not illegally steal either an audience 
or intrude upon any confidential re- 
lationship, and the decision as to what 
constitutes stealing ears and what's 
confidential in the matters of pro- 
grams joins the slim Blackstone 

,library on radio jurisprudence.

ly in Europe, which is called "a 
hodgepodge of conflicting radio sig- 
nals."

Bank sponsorship of the ABC shows 
runs Coast to Coast, with stations in 
these cities, among others, repre- 
sented: Knoxville; Phoenix, Ariz.;

17 Buy NBC-Co-Ops 
NBC co-ops have been successfully 

peddled to some 17 banks, the leading 
shows being such news programs as 
World News Round -Up, Richard 
Harkness; News From NBC, Robert 
McCormick and H. V. Kaltenborn. 
NBC's Veterans' Advisor a 1 s o 
snatched a bank sponsor-the Central 
Bank & Trust Company, Denver. 

Other cities where banks air NBC 
co-ops include Seattle; Phoenix, 
Ariz.; Washington; Rochester, N. Y.; 
Lima, O.; Winston-Salem, N. C.; Fort 
Wayne, Ind.; Bluefield, W. Va.; 
Pocatella and Boise, Idaho; Cumber- 
land, Md.; Kansas City, Mo.; Lake 
Charles, La.; Miami, and Clarksburg, 
W. Va. 

Networks thus far have not been 
able to make much of a dent in the 
bank advertising dollar, some web 
execs questioning the suitability of 
network programs for institutions 
which are so largely localized. Not- 
withstanding this, the American 
Bankers' Association has in the past 
considered a web show, the cost of 
which would have been borne by 
ABA members. Idea was discarded, 
however, when it was felt that banks 
which did not contribute would bene- 
fit as much as those which did; owing 
to the industry -type commercials 
which the ABA planned to use on the 
show. 

However, a large banking associa- 
tion is understood to be considering 
a web show currently. This was in- 
dicated recently by George Frey, 
NBC's Eastern sales service manager, 
who stated one ad agency was ap- 
parently mulling a symphony pro- 
gram for such a sponsor. Frey, 
discussing the problem of banks using 
web programs, expressed the opinion 
that such a show might logically be 
an association job (ABA), with the 
first commercial being a general one 
and the remaining plugs localized. 

543 Banks Use Radio 
ABA's recent report on banks' use 

of the kilocycles does not mention 

network programs, not even co-ops. It 
just merit' tins radio generally, point- 
ing out `hat "the 303 stations supply- 
ing information in our 1946 survey 
listed 543 banks that were using 
their stations cur-ently." That is an 
average of 1.9 banks per station. 

ABP 's study of 308 bank programs 
on which ABA received data indicates 
that 153 plug their .services in gen- 
eral, 99 stress loans, 25 institutional, 
13 savings, 13 checking, 3 safe deposit 
and 2 trust. 

ABA analysis also showed that 
news is the program type most spon- 
sored, music second (pop and classi- 
cal about even), and sports, dramas 
and other types far behind. 

Pub -Serve Keynotes 
FCC - Don Lee Quiz 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-Long- 
slated inquiry into operation of the 
four stations controlled by the Don 
Lee Broadcasting System will get 
under way in the next few weeks 
with FCC promising sharp investi- 
gation into programing and man- 
agement. Issue has been hanging 
fire since February 15, 1945, when 
commission first announced it would 
look into the Don Lee stations when 
their licenses came up for renewal. 
Stations are KGB, San Diego; KDB, 
Santa Barbara; KFRC, San Francis- 
co, and KHJ, Los. Angeles. 

FCC will quiz the stations on "the 
character of public service to be 
rendered," the legal and financial 
qualifications of the stations's offi- 
cers, and the dealings of the indiv- 
idual stations with respect to network 
operations. On the latter point, FCC 
wants to be assured that none of the 
stations has been violating rules 
regarding options with the network. 
Regulations state that no license may 
be granted applicant who makes ar- 
rangements with a network which 
prevents the station from refusing 
network programs considered "un- 
satisfactory or contrary to local pub- 
lic interest." 

During the week, FCC granted 
CP's for 10 new standard statons, 
all except one to be 250-watters. Ex- 
ception was a grant for a 1,000- 
watter to Purcha: a Broadcasting 
Company, Mayfield, Ky. Five sta- 
tions were granted renewal of li- 
cense until 1949, while nearly 50 re- 
lay station licenses were renewed.

On CBS Lever Bros.' business, thru 
R&R, includes soap operas such as 
Aunt Jenny's Real Life Stories and 
Big Sister. 

No announcement of accounts mov- 
ing over has been made, but a blurb 
is expected soon inasmuch as the 
new agency is likely to begin func- 
tioning between July 15 and Au- 
gust 1. 

In the meantime R&R has reshuf- 
fled its radio department with the 
appointment of Merritt W. Barnum 
and Willson Tuttle as co -directors. 
Barnum, who joined the agency in 
1937, went to the OWI during the 
war and recently was elected vice- 
president in charge of programs. 
Tuttle has been with R&R since 1938 
and prior to that was head of the 
New York office of A&S Lyons, tal- 
ent peddlers. He's been in charge of 
talent for R&R for three years.

If other affiliate stations find it 
possible to sell the "give -talent -a - 
chance idea," it may serve not only 
to develop a new source of perform- 
ers who are worth -while, but with 
a minimum of cost to NBC and the 
affiliate stations. Outlets can play 
up the stunt with plenty of pres- 
tige, i.e., "We've been chosen by NBC 
to develop new network talent, etc." 
Idea can work four ways-for the 
talent, the station, the network and 
the sponsor. 

Trade, however, points out that 
the stations involved naturally will 
have to have musical directors 
(plenty don't) and that m. d.'s will 
have to have enough on the ball 
actually to help the tyro talent. Men 
such as Jimmy Rich (ex-WNEW), 
who worked with Dinah Shore and 
the Andrews Sisters before they be- 
came known, are not too plentiful, 
but there are a number of them 
thruout the country-and what hap- 
pens to the idea (when musical tal - 
deal on them.

Judge Nixes 
Finley's 55G 
DamageAward 

Case Not Yet Over 
HOLLYWOOD, June 29. -In a 

surprise move, Judge Paul McCor- 
mick, who officiated in ballroom 
operator Larry Finley's recent anti- 
trust suit against Music Corporation 
of America, reversed the decision of 
the jury's award to Finley of $55,000 
in damages as too speculative altho 
he considered there was ample evi- 
dence of conspiracy and monopoly. 
Altho Finley loses the $55,000, Judge 
McCormick ruled the jury ver- 
dict valid, and since the conspiracy- 
monopoly elements remained in the 
case, MCA has to pay the lawyers' 
fees of $7,500 and court costs running 
around $1,500. McCormick's decision 
came after action brought by MCA 
Attorney Clore Warne in a last min- 
ute maneuver to kill case before 
moving on to higher courts for appeal, 
since new trial has been denied MCA 
recently by Judge McCormick.

ASCAPapas Okay 4,750 for 
Berlin, Hold Leeds Down 
To 750; Latter Is Miffed 

Lou Levy's Firm Plenty Burned; Fireworks Due? 

NEW YORK, June 29. -American 
Society of Composers, Authors and 
Publishers's board of directors this 
week voted to sustain the decison 
of the board of appeals on the avail- 
ability rating of the Irving Berlin 
catalog at 4,750 points. At the same 
time, the board upheld the publish- 
ers's classification committee which 
had overruled the board of appeals 
in the Leeds Music availabilty rat- 
ing case, thus holding Leeds at a 
750 point rating. (The board of ap- 
peals had upped Leeds to 1,000 aft- 
er the classification committee had. 
voted them a 250 -point jump from 
500 to 750, but then the classifica- 
tion committee reheard the case and 
knocked out the appeals board de- 
,cision.) The directors' meeting this 
week was the most fiery seen in the 
board room in a long time, with 
key members calling each other liars, 
etc. 

Berlin Happy, Leeds Not 
While Berlin had requested a 5,500 

rating, Dave Dreyer, the firm's gen- 
eral professional manager, told The 
Billboard they were satisfied with 
the present decision, at least for the 
time being. Leeds, however, is far 
from being satisfied with the board's 
750 point decish, and does not in- 
tend to sit still for it. Just what 
the firm wll do or can do is another 
question. In their plea for a better - 
than -750 rating, Leeds pointed out 
that not only had they built a strong 
domestic catalog with many val- 
uable copyrights (Leeds has ab- 
sorbed 11 other Yank catalogs since 

its inception), but they had done 
ASCAP a tremendous service by their 
set-ups in France, England, and not- 
ably their arrangement wth the Rus- 
sian Government whereby they set 
up the Leeds -Am -Rus Agency to rep 
all Soviet music here. 

U. S.-Russky Reciprocal 
Leeds pointed out to the board that 

Helen Black, of Preslit Music Agen- 
cy, which is the Russian equivalent 
of ASCAP, had told them after her 
recent return from a visit to Mos- 
cow that it was likely that before 
the end of the year Russia and 
America would be working under 
reciprocal copyright arrangements. 
Leeds also called attention to the fact 
that the Soviet government had com- 
mitted itself to doing business with 
ASCAP, and not Broadcast Music, 
Inc., strictly because of its (the 
USSR's) satisfaction with the manner 
in which the Leeds -Am -Rus deal had 
developed. When Leeds asked the 
board whether it -wouldn't be a nice 
thing for ASCAP to collect from 
Preslit for all Yank music performed 
in Russia, Max Dreyfus said he didn't 
care whether the Russians played 
American music or not, or whether 
they paid for it or not. Some board 
members took the stand that Leeds 
was lucky to collect anything at all 
on its Am -Rus material, since the 
Russky stuff, unprotected by recip- 
rocal copyright deals, is in the Pub- 
lic Domain. 

As a matter of fact, Leeds only 
collected $344 from ASCAP for its

Auld Pulls Out of 

Frederick Bros.; 
Rumored to Glaser 

NEW YORK, June 29. - Georgie 
Auld, who signed a new contract 
with Frederick Bros. about two 
months ago, gave notice to the book- 
ers today that he was winding up 
the deal. 

When last pact was set it was for 
an indefinite period with Auld having 
the right to pull out on four weeks' 
notice. At that time, Auld paid FB

Department in Four Key 
Stores; .De ale rs No Like 

Some Retailers Feel Idea Cooked Up, Pressed by Majors 
PHILADELPHIA, June 29.-The 

Nevin -Sun Ray Drug Company, 
which operates the giant chain of 
Nevins, Sun Ray and Media drug- 
stores thruout this territory, has set 
up full-scale record departments at 
key stores. And with the five-and- 
dime chain stores running record 
counters for many years now, en- 
trance of the drug chain into the disk 
mart is creating much concern among 
the regular local retail dealers. How- 
ever, while the drug chain specializes 
in cut-rate items, the platters are 
peddled at the regular retail price. 

Drug chain first interested itself 
in records several years ago at the 
height of the record shortage era. 
With shortages in all lines of mer- 
chandise, the drug chain set up used 
record counters at some of the stores, 
and in the words of one of the com- 
pany heads, the used records were 
grabbed up so fast they couldn't get 
enough to meet the demand. For a 
starter the Nevin -Sun Ray chain has 
set up record and radio departments 
in four key stores. One in the center 
of this city, another in West Phila- 
delphia, a third in Frankford and a 
fourth in Germantown-all main 
shopping centers. And with the drug 
chain operating several hundred 
stores along the Eastern Seaboard 
and extending south, Nevin -Sun Ray 
looms potentially as one of the big- 
gest merchandisers of disks in the 
country. For with sales satisfactory 
at these four stores it was learned

Co -Op Ads Plug Disks 
As with cosmetics, the drug chain 

has already scheduled large display 
advertisements in local newspapers 
to direct disk traffic to its stores. 
With the number of stores selling 
records increasing, it is expected that 
the company will expand its ad 
schedule as it has with cosmetics. 
Ads, of course, are co-ops with man- 
ufacturers. In addition to records, 
stores handle all musical accessory 
lines, along with radio models, a 
compact music store in itself. Apart 
from cornpetish to retail shops, 
Nevin -Sun Ray set-up means com- 
petish to the five-and-dime stores as 
well. Some dealers charge that en- 
trance of the drug chain into the 
retail record biz was cooked up by 
the big platter firms to hit back at 
stores who have been carrying heavy 
stocks of the independent labels. 
Many large retail shops today are 
spending more money with the small- 
er waxworks than with the major 
firms. And the big boys don't like 
it one bit-even going as far as to 
open up new dealers in the imme- 
diate vicinity to hurt the established 
dealer. 

Eastern M. S. Countersues 
Regis Diskery for $3,000 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Eastern 
Music Sales, in answer to suit in- 
stituted against it by Regis Record 
Company for $4,686 for goods sold 
and delivered during the month of 
April, 1946, filed a general denial 
of all allegations, asked for dismis- 
sal of the complaint and filed a 
counter suit for $3,000 against Regis. 
Eastern claims that it had an ex- 
clusive agreement with Regis, where- 
by Eastern was to have exclusive 
right to distribute and sell Regis 
Records thruout the city of New 
York and the State of New York.

Ain't What It Used 
To Be ---- in Philly, 
Indie Diskers Find 
PHILADELPHIA, June 29.-If the 

local disk picture is a true indication 
of what is happening, then the fight 
for survival among the waxworks is 
already on, for the past two weeks 
saw the mail coming to distributing 
houses, dealers, salesmen and even 
counter clerks, literally flooded with 
letters from the independent record 
companies seeking local distribution. 
It's a far cry from a year or two ago 
when local firms or individuals seek- 
ing distributor franchise for a small 
label were told to go fly a kite. At 
that time the smaller firms figured 
they could sell personally all the 
records they can produce and figured 
there was time enough to seek out a 
distributor. That time is definitely 
now as far as the local picture is 
concerned. And adding to their woes, 
there are no takers. 

Area Salesman Gag 
Such letters are coming in from 

record manufacturers all over the 
country. Also indicating that the 
honeymoon is over is the fact that 
the record firms in their letters state 
that if the party is not interested in 
a distributor franchise they will take 
you on as an area salesman, paying 
a straight commission for all records 
sold and no need to load up with in- 
ventory. Loaded -up inventory has 
become a major concern with some 
of the new record distributors, 
weighted down with an inventory 
that refuses to move. What hurts 
most is that they are mostly the $1 
platters aimed for the rich race mar- 
ket which isn't so rich anymore. 
Dealers in Harlem sectors are now 
wooing paleface patronage and to- 
day some of the town's smartest look- 
ing record shops are in colored sec- 
tions of the city. 

Dealer Resistance 
Moreover dealers have built up a 

sales resistance to the small labels. 
Apart from the fact that record sales 
are dropping, complaining the mar- 
ket is being overflooded by un- 
checked production, dealers do not 
dare get in bad graces with the big 
distributing houses handling the big 
labels and frowning on the lesser 
lights. Since the big distributing 
firms also handle radios and electric 
appliances, record dealers depending 
on such merchandise must go easy 
on cutting out the major labels. Al- 
ready it is noted that store window 
space is once again going to only the 
big record labels. And under no cir- 
cumstances are the dealers interested 
in turning distributor at this stage 
of the game. As a result franchises 
go begging here. Smaller labels are 
so hungry for local outlets that they 
are allowing some counter clerks 
around town to sell their records un- 
der the counter.

APC & Receiver Want 
ForeignPerformance 
Payoff From ASCAP 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Federal 
Judge Alfred C. Coxe reserved 
decision on motions for summary 
judgment by Harry M. Propper as 
receiver of AKM, Austrian composer 
society, and by the Alien Property 
Custodian in connection with the 
claim by both that they are entitled 
to royalty money supposedly held by 
ASCAP for AKM. Proper claims 
rights as receiver under a temporary 
appointment by the Supreme Court 
in 1941 and charges that APC had 
disregarded the New York State 
laws in brushing aside his claims and 
making its claims as the proper party 
to the funds which allegedly were 
frozen in 1941 by proclamation of 
war. APC claims the funds under a 
1943 vesting order. 

At this motion for summary 
judgment, ASCAP, represented by 
Schwartz & Frohlich, is third party 
in the APC suit in Federal Court and 
sides with APC as the proper party 
to receive funds, if any are due them, 
and further asserts that by reason 
of an offset, there is no royalty due 
AKM. Meanwhile the receiver's 
action in New York Supreme Court 
against ASCAP for the royalty money 
is awaiting trial. Suit seeks triple 
damages of $150,000. APC has re- 
cently filed a suit against ASCAP for 
title to the AKM (Austrian), SACEM 
(French) and the STAGMA (Ger- 
man) society money under the 1943 
vesting order. Propper in the Fed- 
eral Court suit was named as defend- 
ant for claiming rights to the Austrian 
composers' society royalty money.

Am -Rus material performances for 
the first quarter of this year, while 
it collects $2,000 for four audience 
performances from Gecrge Judd, 
manager of the Boston Symphony, 
when the Beantown Symph preems 
the just arrived Shostakovitch Ninth 
Symphony on July 25.

Warner firms were getting something 
like $70,000 per year from Charlton 
for the rights to publish Warner 
firms' lyrics. 

On the strength of securing ex- 
clusive rights to lyrics from these 
catalogs, Engel is starting a new 
lyric magazine, to be called Popular 
Song Hits. This will sell for 15 cents 
(first time a lyric mag has sold for 
more than a dime) and will hit the 
newsstands in August with the book 
dated September. At the same time 
Engel is jumping the price of his 
most successful current lyric book 
Song Hits, with a circulation of about 
750,000 from 10 to 15 cents 100, and 
is dropping Movie Songs and Latest 
Hit Songs, two other dime lyric publi- 
cations he was running. Idea is to 
have Song Hits and New Popular 
Song Hits each carry lyrics of tunes 
which can be secured in no other 
publication, not even another book 
put out by Engel. 

Two Other Deals Cooking 
Engel is presently negotiating with 

at least two other major publishers 
and publishing groups for exclusive 
rights to their lyrics. When and if 
he gets either one of these next two, 
he will be paying music publishers 
close to a half million dollars annual- 
ly for the right to publish their lyrics. 
Coming at a time when the Song- 
writers' Protective Association and 
the Music Publishers' Protective As- 
sociation are about to negotiate a new 
standard writers' contract, these lyric 
deals are particularly interesting to 
the trade. 

Racks and British Firm 
Not too long ago Engel launched 

a Canadian branch of his firm by 
putting out Song Lyrics in Canada, 
and he is presently negotiating with 
a British newspaper and magazine 
publishing company with the idea of 
making a deal to publish a lyric 
magazine in England. At present, 
Engel is testing a new six -pocket 
rack, designed to hold his two lyric 
magazines and four song folios, which 
he also publishes.' If this rack boosts 
sales on the test, it will be used all 
over the country, just as fast as racks 
can be made. 

In the meantime, Engel's plans to 
go into the business of distributing 
sheet music thru racks by a special 
arrangement with his magazine dis- 
tributors, Macfadden Distributing 
Company, have been temporarily 
snafued by the sorrowful condition 
of newsstand sales of practically all 
items including sheet music. Both 
the established racks, the Music

Association Revival Hopes 
CHICAGO, June 29.-Fred Holtz, 

president of Martin's Band Instru- 
ment Company and also prexy of the 
National Association of Band Instru- 
ment Manufacturers, expressed con- 
cern over the future of the associa- 
tion this week. Holtz revealed that 
the last association meeting was a 
year ago and he has sent a letter 
to all members asking whether the 
association should continue. Letter 
also called for a meeting of associa- 
tion members during the National 
Association of Music Merchants's 
convention, to be held here July 15 
thru 18. 

Holtz said he hoped this action 
would help to renew members's in- 
terest in the association. Conn, 
Beuscher and Selmer reps, all asso- 
ciation members, told The Billboard 
they hoped the proposed meeting 
would achieve the purpose for which 
it has been designed-to rekindle in- 
terest in the need for the NABIM. 

Dealers' Service -International Cir- 
culation Company and Song Distri- 
buting Corporation -American News 
Company racks are cutting down on 
the initial orders they want from 
music pubs. Engel is also researching 
the disk field, looking for an un- 
breakable record which he can sell 
for a low enough price to handle thru 
newsstand distribution. 

Per Inquiry Sub Deals 
Getting back to the lyric mags, 

however, the publisher is not sitting 
back and letting sales take care of 
themselves. He is hooking up with 
every showbiz medium to boost lyric 
book sales as witness his deals with 
diskeries for Song Hits record of the 
month' (current one is Victor's Como's 
Surrender), with Republic Pictures 
in lyric and movies star contests, with 
Coca-Cola for their Spotlight Band 
air shows (details in The Billboard 
about a month ago). Now he is 
making per inquiry deals with small- 
er radio stations, whereby they sell 
subscriptions to Song Hits and keep 
40 cents out of each buck collected 
for a one year subscription to the 
mag. 
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How To Guarantee 
A Canary a Cool 
Million Per Yea r 
NEW YORK, June 29. - Sara 

Vaughn's contract with the Musicraft 
plattery is one of the most unusual 
of any girl singer in the biz. Diskers 
guarantee the canary 1,000,000 rec- 
ords a year. Altho this at first glance 
seems like a fantastic figure for a 
relatively minor name attraction, it 
begins to add up when Musicraft's 
handling of the gal since patting her 
and the company's future plans are 
examined. Gal already has cut sides 
on her own, backed by an ork headed 
by Tad Dameron. Next she will etch 
a few platters with the Teddy Wilson 
band. In August she'll cut some sides 
with Artie Shaw and his ork, and 
when Duke Ellington begins to wax 
for the firm around November, plans 
are to have her make a few sides with 
the Duke. Any platters she's on are 
credited toward that million Musi - 
craft says they'll sell for her, so when 
it's split up between the orks men- 
tioned, plus the gal's own output, it 
looks like a sound deal. 

One other factor of the contract 
which makes it unusual is the fact 
that the chirp may make four sides 
for Columbia Records if that plattery 
wants her. Angle here is that one of 
the gaI's top boosters is John Ham- 
mond, key artist man for Columbia, 
who may want her for a few special 
Columbia sides. This is somewhat 
similar to the deal whereby Colum- 
bia, which has Pearl .Bailey under 
contract, permitted her to make some 
sides from St. Louis Woman for a 
Capitol album.

BETTY HUTTON (Victor 20-1915) 

Wherever There's Me-There's Your 
FT; V. 

My Fickle Eye-FT; V. 
Typed for tackling the tunes with a 

measure of atomic energy, Betty Hutton 
exerts herself no end to live up to her 
reputation for her first sides on this new 
label. But the result is a major disap- 
pointment. Yells herself silly and at the 
same time violently for two tunes that are 
a far cry from being her forte. And as a 
result both sides are a far cry from the 
riotous comedy Miss Betty is able to de- 
liver. Her exuberance is all forced and 
the spinning shows none of her subtlety 
in selling her specialty. Four Hits, a male 
quartet, give her vocal help and Joe 
Lilley's music Is both rhythmic and filling. 
But all to no avail. In any event, even 
if the sides aren't much good, they're 
plenty loud. 

Phono fans will expect better song ma- 
terial and the making better of it. 

HARRY JAMES (Columbia 36996) 
Friar Reek-FT. 
Easy-FT. 

Harry James sets the saccharine aside 
and goes on a strict riff kick for both of 
these sides. And on both counts, blows a 
powerhouse trumpet, hitting his notes hot 
and high. "Friar Rock" is an original 
spinning at a moderately paced jump 
tempo. It's a speed tempo for "Easy," for 
which James and trombonist Ray Conitt 
created the riff pattern that also finds 
the tenor sax of Corky Cornelius blowing 
off steam. 

Phono fans will hop, jump and holler 
for both of these James instrumentals. 

BILLIE HOLIDAY (Decca 23565) 
What Is This Thing Called Love?- 

FT; V. 
Don't Explain-FT; V. 

Even the uninitiated will know what 
that five -letter word is all about after 
a listen to Billie Holiday's sultry and 
seductive chanting for Cole Porter's "What 
Is This Thing Called Love?," which comes 
to the fore again with the release of the 
composer's "Night and Day" movie. For 
Miss Billie tells you what it's all about 
in no uncertain and sexy tones. And it's 
still typically Holiday as she slows the 
tempo and dips into a mood indigo for her 
own torch ballad, "Don't Explain." In 
good voice for both sides, with fine or- 
chestral backing from the studio gang, 
Billie Is per usual terrific. 

Nothing less than both sides will satisfy 
the Billie Holiday fans. 

CHARLIE SPIVAK (Victor 20-1913) 
Flat Feet-FT. 
You Are Too Beautiful-FT; VC. 

Charlie Spivak would have you believe 
that his band can -swing out. And that's 
what he thinks he does for Fred Norman's 
"Flat Feet," the conventional riff opus. 
Mated side of the Hart -Rodgers "You Are 
Too Beautiful," a lush ballad, is a re -issue 
that features the maestro's sweet trumpet 
tootling and Jimmy Saunders' soulful 
lyricizing. 

It's still "You Are Too Beautiful," 
which might be good for another once 
around.

And in the 
Tex Beneke setting hold plenty of attrac- 
tion. Blend of muted brass and strings 
set forth the ballad "I Know," while a 
more rhythmic beat is set for the sax 
choir leading off for "Ev'rybody Loves 
My Baby," the collective efforts of the 
Three Suns and not to be confused with 
the standard ditty with the same title. 
The mixed voices of the Crew Chiefs 
carry the lyrical refrain effectively for 
"I Know," going under for the flipover 
to help the maestro sell the song. 

Both sides hold promise, especially 
"Ev'rybody Loves My Baby." 

FREDDY MARTIN (Victor 20.1908) 
Dingbat the Singing Cat-FT; VC. 
Happy Journey-FT; VC. 

Again dipping into classical realms 
Freddy Martin comes up with a fanciful 
and rhythmical adaptation from Proko- 
fieff's familiar "Peter the Wolf." And 
While there is not that melodic charm 
that Martin captures in his Concerto cut- 
tings, there's plenty of popularity appeal 
in the pert rhythms of "Dingbat the 
Singing Cat," with Stuart Wade, Glenn 
Hughes and the Martin Men giving voice 
to the fairy tale of the fabulous kitty. 
In contrast the Martin music is slow- 
tempoed and smoothly spun for Ted 
Koehler's and James V. Monaco's sand- 
man song, "Happy Journey," which is also 
geared to kiddie attraction. 

Swell spinning for the boxes at home. 
but the "Peter the Wolf" fans are too 
young to drop coins. 

JANE FROMAN (Majestic 1048-1049) 
You, So It's You-FT; V. 
Linger in My Arms a Little Longer, 

Baby-FT; V. 
Cot Lost in Your Arms-FT; V. 

Millionaires Don't Whistle-FT; V. 
It's about time that the waxworks 

grabbed off the song -selling talents of 
Jane Froman, a name that commands re- 
spect and attention in show and smart 
sets. A far cry from the canaries that 
flood the spinning sides in this day, here 
is a lady who can really sing. Gives out 
from way deep down and gets under the 
listener's skin with her lyrical projection. 
While these are not the first sides she 
has ever waxed it's her first time on this 
label. And for those who can appreciate 
a good voice she leaves nothing to be de- 
sired. Displays her vocal versatility on 
each of the sides, equally effective for 
each different type of tune. She makes 
'em literally wilt away as she warbles the 
wordage almost seductively for "You, So It's You," a haunting Latin lullaby; con- 
trasting with beaut delivery for a beaut 
ballad in "Linger in My Arms a Little 
Longer." Her notes fall like balsam on 
the lobes as she wraps her pipes around 
the lush Irving Berlin show ballad from 
"Annie Get Your Gun" in "I Got Lost 
in Your Arms." And cutting an entirely 
different ditty facet, gives out like a mil- 
lion for a lively and lilting novelty ditty 
in "Millionaires Don't Whistle." Of par- 
ticular note is the exciting and colorful 
musical background painted by the or- 
chestra directed by Jerry Gray, making 
effective use of pizzicato Strad stuff. 

Unfortunately these sides are way over 
juke box levels, altho there are rich pos- 
sibilities in the novelty "Millionaires 
Don't Whistle." 

MONICA LEWIS (Signature 15029) 
Should I Tell You I Love You?-FT; V. Put the Blame on Mame-FT; V. 

It's fine song selling that Monica Lewis 
spins out for both of these sides. And 
with excellent musical support stemming 
from Ray Block's instrumentalists there 
should be a deepening wave of enthusiasm 
for the gal's styling on disks. Banked by muted strings, Miss Monica sings it 
smoothly and convincingly for the Cole Porter ballad "Should I Tell You That 
I Love You?" And with rhythmic con- trast puts It over potently for all the ex- tra verses attending "Put the Blame on 
Mame." 

Stemming from the "Gilda" movie, the 
phono fans will delight in Miss Lewis's 
delivery of "Put the Blame on Mame," 
which captures the screen spirit of the 
song. 
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PHIL BRITO (Musicraft 15071-10573) 
Come Back To Sorrento-FT; V. 
Give My Heart a Break-FT; V. 
Who Told You That LW-FT; VC. 
Surrender-FT; V. 

It was his singing of "Come Back to 
Sorrento" that first brought so much at- 
tention to Phil Brito. And hearing now 
all the warmth and appeal he packs into 
the song, singing it in Italian with an 
English lyric tag, it is easy to understand 
why. Paul Lavelle and his lush strings 
capture the singer's mood and enhance the 
selling qualities of the spin. For the 
other three sides Brito keeps to the tempo 
line with Walter Gross's musical back- 
ground providing excellent support. Out- 
standing is the rhythm ballad "Who Told 
That Lie?," which Brito sings bright and 
brings out all the contagion packed in 
the summery song. Couples with a smooth 
spinning love ballad set to a beguine beat 
in "Surrender." And it's pleasant lyrical 
pleading for the ballad "Give My Heart a 
Break." 

"Come Bac kto Sorrento" will catch the 
coins all over again. 

SKINNAY ENNIS (Signature 15032- 
15033) 

The Iggidy Song-FT; VC. 
Remember Me-FT; VC. 
Got a Date With an Angel-FT; VC. 
I Don't Know Why-FT; VC. 

The breathless whispered piping of Skin - 
nay Ennis has always struck a responsive 
note with the needle fans, dating back to 
the days when he handled the vocal chores 
for the late Hal Kemp. And for his 
initial efforts on this label the singing 
maestro hits a high popularity mark. 
Particularly in bringing back "Got a Date 
With an Angel," his identifying theme and 
the song that first attracted so much at- 
tention to his singing style. Moreover, 
the muted staccato brasses and swerling 
saxes are in the Kempian tradition. Mating 
the side is another familiar in the ballad 
"I Don't Know Why," in which the smooth 
singing of Miss Carmene shares the vocal 
spotlight With the maestro. For the 
second pairing Ennis impresses most for 
the evergreen "Remember Me," which 
promises to bloom again on the strength 
of its use in the movie "Mr. Dodd Takes 
the Air." Companion piece, "The Iggidy 
Song," is a meaningless novelty with the 
boys in the band joining the maestro in 
Song and adding an instrumental stanza 
satirizing the mickey-mouse brand of mu- 
sic. However, neither the song nor Its 
presentation makes much listening sense. 

Music ops should be able to make most 
use of "Got a Date With an Angel" and 
"Remember Me." 

KITTY RALLEN (Musicraft 15074)

Why Does It Get So Late So Early-

Kitty Kellen again displays a fine sense 

of rhythmic lyrical projection, and in full 
voice, for these two ballads. And with 
Sonny Burke providing great band music 
it's great song selling. For both the 
singing and the songs are something to 
occupy the attention. "Just My Luck" Is 
a plaintive and tuneful ballad by Joe 
Burke and Jimmy Van Heusen that should 
scale the song heights handily, and Allie 
Wrubel's "Why Does It Get So Late So 
Early" has a rhythmic lilt that spells 
contagion. 

Both sides should sell it the songs show 
the popularity strength they deserve. 

EDDY HOWARD (Majestic 7188) 
Cynthia's in Love-FT; VC. . 
To Each His Own-FT; VC. 

It's plenty sweet forthe singing of Ed- 
dy Howard for both of these tuneful bal- 
lads, with the band boys setting an even 
rhythmic background to make the maes- 
tro's vocal efforts all the more pro- 
nounced. Fondles the wordage in fine 
order for "Cynthia's in Love" and in the 
same ballad tempo plus vocal help from 
the male trio brings out all the melodic 
appeal of the plaintive ballad tune "To 
Each His Own," movie title tune. 

"To Each His Own" holds much prom- 
ise to music ops, both as a potential song 
hit and in Howard's handling of the at- 
tractive melody. 

HENRI RENE 
(Victor international 25.0058) 

Danube Waves-W. 
The' Skaters-W. 

Henri Rene wraps up both of these con- 
tinental waltz classics with rich instru- 
mental color. His musette accordion 
silenced for this spin, it's spirited orches- 
tration and playing, arranged by Harold 
Grant, for both of these everlasting 
classics. 

Apart from home libraries, sides will see 
plenty of service at the skating rinks. 

TED MARTIN -AIR LANE TRIO (De Luxe 
1021) 

Someday-FT; V. 
Shame On You-FT; V. 

Ted Martin, while in good bary voice, 
tries to make a pash ballad out of Jimmy 
Hodges' hillbilly dandy, "Someday." And 
in spite of the vocal help from the Fresh- 
men and the blend of organ, accordion and 
guitar of the Air Lane Trio, it isn't catch- 
ing in the least. Nor does the Air Lane 
threesome make much rhythmic sense in 
the modern idiom for Spade Cooley's out- 
door bit, "Shame On You," for which 
Tony Lane takes in sorry stride. 

Ops can skip this spinning. 

FONTAINE SISTERS (Musicraft 15067) 
My Fickle Eye-FT; V. 
It Couldn't Be True-FT; V. 

Blending their voices pleasantly and 
rhythmically, the Fontaine Sisters (3) 
make it pleasant listening without creat- 
ing any undue excitement. Nor is there 
any appreciable measure of originality in 
their fashioning of the rhythm novelty 
"My Fickle Eye," or the slow ballad "It 
Couldn't Be True." Walter Gross's music 
fills in the background. 

While the spinning is pleasant it's not 
Interesting enough to keep coin boxes lit. 

HARRY COOL (Signature 15031) 
Who Told You That Lie?-FT; VC. 
Just the Other Day-FT; VC. 

It's a forthright commercial presenta- 
tion, setting both of these ballads in 
rhythm style, that is turned in by the 
singing maestro. However, neither band 
nor maestro makes a marked Impression 
-musically, vocally, showmanly or other- 
wise.

As a matter of fact it's only 
the clarinet that displays a true concept 
of this type of folk music. And since that 
instrument counts most, even the feeble 
trumpeting can be forgiven. 

Only for suitable occasions will the 
dance sides serve in the music boxes.

Sings it in and out of 
tempo for "Strange Love," the screen 
title tune. and the familiar "Penthouse 
Serenade."

Jacoby plans exchange

NEW YORK, June 29.-"Paris in 
the Spring" may soon become a 
reality for American acts if present 
plans started by Parisian nitery own- 
ers and at least one American op bear 
fruit. When the war started, Parisian 
cafes didn't shutter like those in other 
European capitals. The curfew dark- 
ened them at 10 p.m., but most man- 
aged to exist even tho it was thru 
German and collaborationist help. 
With the war over and the country- 
anyway Paris-rolling in black mar- 
ket moo, the after -dark spots are 
doing a terrific business, being 
jammed from the opening until the 
wee hours. 

Most popular nitery, comparative 
to the Latin Quarter or the Diamond 
Horseshoe in New York, is the Bal 
Tabarin, owned by Pierre Sandrini. 
Spot does about $20,000 a week and 
plays to packed houses every day. 
Sandrini has started to redo his 
Moulin Rouge, spending a fistful of 
dough. He expects to reopen in 
about a month and has made offers 
to the Andrews Sisters and the Ber- 
nard Brothers. Neither act has taken 
the job because of previous commit- 
ments and salary difficulties. But the 
difference between the money offered 
and their established salaries in this 
country isn't too great. There is 
about a 25 per cent difference be- 
tween American and French salaries, 
but acts can live a lot cheaper in 
Paris than in New York. 

Lou Walters, Latin Quarter op who 
recently returned from a trip to Paris, 
lived in the Ritz for about $16 a day. 
Meals, he said, cost about $1.25 and 
taxis charge about the same as they 
do in New York. 

Club Openings 
New and old clubs to light in the 

near future, if they haven't already 
done so, are the Lido, owned by 
Guerin, who also runs Le Club; Les 
Ambassadeurs, run by Clifford 
Fischer, and the Casanova and Flor- 
ences. Before the war Florences was 
a Negro cafe. Today it is one of the 
smartest spots in Paris. Carrere's 
and Le Symphonie are other new 
spots. 

The Lido has hired Gene Lesaux 
to put on its shows. Lasaux was for- 
merly Clifford Fischer's producer in 
New York when he had the Folies 
Bergere. He also put the shows on 
for Earl Carroll. All these new clubs 
are trying to get Yankee performers, 
not so much for their quality as for 
the fact that France, like the United 
States, needs attractions. 

Currency Flow 
Money is, of course, the big han- 

dicap. French contracts for French 
actors call for daily pay even tho 
salaries are paid weekly. But Amer- 
ican contracts would be on a weekly 
basis, with part of the dough to be 
paid in U. S. coin and part in francs. 
There is no embargo on currency 
where Americans are concerned. At 
least, if there is, it is no longer en- 
forced. Frenchmen, however, can- 
not take all the dough out of the

Nitery Fee Method 
NEW YORK, June 29.-Stem cafes 

may soon be faced by a new gimmick 
which may help some and hurt oth- 
ers. Commissioner of Licenses Ben 
Fielding has inspectors out looking 
over the cafe situation and making 
reports to him. Using the report as 
a basis, he intends to propose a 
change in the cabaret licensing fee 
and now has various methods before 
him. One calls for a fee based on the 
club's gross business. Another is 
based on minimum charges; another 
on seating capacity. 

Present fee is $250 a year. If the 
new plan goes into effect, the charge 
may jump considerably for some and 
decline for others. Fielding feels 
that the new plan will place the 
burden of taxes on the clubs which 
do the business and not penalize 
those which just get along. 

Frank Shapiro, N.Y. Op, Buys 
Newark Mirror; Policy Sticks 

NEWARK, June 29.-New owner - 
operator of the Blue Mirror here, tak- 
ing over on July 1, is Frank Shapiro, 
who also operates the Subway Inn, 
New York night spot at Lexington 
and East 60th. Former owners were 
the Minkoffs brothers. Shapiro plans 
to continue the same floorshow policy 
instituted by Minkoffs. 

Bob Eberle opened a return en- 
gagement at Blue Mirror Thursday 
(27). Singer clicked solidly on his 
first Blue Mirror date early in April, 
after his army exit, before playing 
the New York Paramount. He is 
booked for an indefinite period. 

Balt. Nitery Ops' 
Name Competish 
At Fever Pitch 

NEW YORK, June 29.-The Balti- 
more nitery situation is boiling over 
again. Curley Harris with his part- 
ners who run the Chanticleer, and 
Tom Shaw, Cy Bloom and partners 
who run the Club Charles are at it, 
swinging from the floor. Both spots 
want names and are bidding against 
each other to get them. 

Latest squabble was over Belle 
Baker. She was first submitted to the 
Charles. When they hesitated, the 
singer was offered to the Chanti- 
cleer which bought her for $2,250. 
When Charles ops heard about it 
they promptly got in touch with 
Baker, who said she hadn't accepted 
anything, even tho her agent had 
okayed the deal. So, instead of sign- 
ing the Chanticleer paper, she took 
the Charles offer of $2,500, okaying 
a September 19 date, which left the 
Chanticleer on the outside looking in. 

The Jackie Miles date was another 
one of those things. Miles is to play 
the Chanticleer in the fall. The 
Charles tried to buy him for the 
summer on a four -week date. The 
Chanticleer said if Miles took the 
Charles it wouldn't use him in the 
fall. Both Miles and the Charles 
screamed bloody murder. The Mor- 
ris office (Miles's rep) said it didn't 
want to be caught in the middle. 
The Charles claimed that the Morris 
office, because it had the Chanticleer 
exclusive, couldn't keep their acts 
out of competitors' clubs.

ATLANTIC CITY, June 29.-Nitery 
ops here ere concerned over the light 
well-heeled patronage this summer- 
worried that maybe the honeymoon 
is over already. Save for a smatter- 
ing of the black market money boys 
who would rather strut their fineries 
on the Boardwalk or in hotel lobbies 
than keep them hidden at a ringside 
table, the money crowds are absent. 
And while the beach -front hotels are 
overloaded with customers, the bulk 
of tik high-priced apartments and 
cottages are plastered with "for rent" 
signs.

the high rentals asked in pre -season 
months. Rentals are dropping every 
day and owners are plenty worried 
that most of their listings will stay 
empty all season. 

Empty apartments and cottages 
spell empty tables at niteries, and 
after -dark ops are marking their time 
before shelling out money for floor 
names or big shows. This is par- 
ticularly true of the Bath and Turf 
Club and the 500 Club, resort's two 
top cabarets, marking time with

Biggest hits in Paris today are 
Bourbil, a panto act at Le Club, and 
Edyth Piaf at the Club Cinque. 
Bourbil is supposed to be a French 
Joe E. Lewis, but Americans who 
caught him don't believe he'd do well 
in the U. S. Mmle. Piaf, on the other 
hand, say observers, would be a hit 
here. Gal, billed as just Piaf, is a 
sentimental canary with a style re- 
sembling Hildegarde's, tho not her 
personality. Gal works perfectly 
still, with little make-up and a sim- 
ple costume. She is said to be get- 
ting 25,000 francs daily, or about 
$1,400 a week. Her American ask- 
ing price is $4,000. 

U. S. Ops Hunt French Acts 
The attraction shortage in the U. S. 

has started a number of American 
ops on a Parisian talent hunt. Lou 
Walters has just returned with what 
he says are new and novel ideas he 
will use in his future shows. But the 
most ambitious plan is one conceived 
by Harold Jacoby, operator of the 
Blue Angel. 

Latter entered showbiz in New 
York some years ago as the manager 
of the Ruban Bleu. Before that he 
ran the Boef Sur le Toit in Paris, 
leaving the country about eight years 
ago. He is returning to Paris this 
summer, planning to bring American 
acts into Paris arid French acts to 
the United States. Interchange of 
performers is not new. Jacoby, how- 
ever, has contacts, can speak the lan- 
guage and is in a position to make 
deals. He doesn't intend to bring 
top names to Paris; the money is still 
prohibitive. He thinks there are 
enough good American performers 
around who can do well there. 

In his Blue Angel, a class New 
York nitery, he uses small acts that 
sometimes graduate to big money, 
making them unavailable to him in 
the future. His idea is to offer these 
artists Parisian dates and then bring 
them back to his New York spot in 
the future. At the same time he 
plans to make a deal with Parisian 
performers to play in New York. Of 
course, the money angle will still be 
important, but Jacoby thinks if he 
can show American acts how to pick 
up some extra dough in Paris he can 
get them back to his place. 

Trade doesn't think too much of 
the plan. A French act knows as well 
as an American how- to ask for 
money. What it actually boils down 
to is that Jacoby will try to become 
an American booker for Paris cafes. 
As soon as the French becomes hep 
to American showbiz, the trade says 
Jacoby will have his hands full of 
the same problems American bookers 
have 'in buying American talent for 
American clubs. But any way you 
cut it, it still means that Parisian 
niteries are doing the business, are 
in the market for acts and are willing 
to at least approximate American 
salaries. 

Nosed Out 
NEW YORK, June 29.-Mil- 

ton Berle, working at the Carni- 
val, had the spot put on Jimmy 
Durante, who was out front.

AGVA's Big Stick

New summer show is full of sure- 
fire acts even if productions are ,just 
stage waits. Kids try hard en&gh, 
but routines show so little imagina- 
tion that results don't add up. Pro- 
duction gets its biggest lift from the 
Congeroos (two couples), who do an 
exciting and completely unrepressed 
jitter number that almost brings 
down the house. 

Specialty acts register all the way. 
Cab Calloway opens and slides into 
the groove immediately. He really 
works, almost knocking himself out. 
As a show -cutter he is tops. As an 
emsee he is ingratiating. In his own 
spot he is the same old hi -de -ho boy 
with strong pipes and perfect dic- 
tion. He even works with Pearl 
Bailey and the Peters Sisters, giving 
both acts plenty of help. 

Pearl Bailey is better than ever. 
Her deliberate, lazy delivery with 
sluff -off bits got results from the 
opener, 15 Years, to St. Louis Blues 
and special lyrics and Woman's Pre- 
rogative. Did a great job with Legal- 
ize My Name. Her slow double takes 
when Calloway straights for her were 
sock. 

The Charioteers (5), doubling from 
the Strand, registered with four-part 
harmony (one boy on the piano). 
Did One More Dream and Ride, Red, 
Ride. Latter was a sockeroo of a 
walk -off number. They spoiled it 
by coming back for Oodles of Noodles 
and the tempo dropped. They need 
a faster encore to hold the pace. 

The Peters Sisters got their usual 
good responses to their elephantine 
cavortings. Big yocks when Callo- 
way came into the act. Crowd liked 
their Yiddish Chusen, Kale, Mazeltov. 

Miller Brothers and Lois, standard 
hoofing act, working on the lower 
and two higher platforms, seemed to 
be off the beam at the start, but got 
into it okay and walked off to good 
hands. 

Alan Dixon, ballet dancer who 
works with the production, is a good- 
looking light -skinned youngster. He 
makes a good appearance but doesn't 
impress as a dancer. Routine seemed 
confused, part ballet and part ball- 
roomology, using line girls for part- 
ners.

(Thursday, June 27) 
Topped by Eddie (Rochester) An- 

derson, this week's offering is bright, 
fast and short and keeps its pace 
thruout. There's variety in the bill 
and the headliner, tho his material 
could be juiced somewhat, neverthe- 
less turns in a comedy appearance 
that brings the boffs a -plenty. 

Terpers Joe, Lou and Myrilyn 
Caites open with a flash tap, with 
Caites Sr., coming on to get the hands 
for his footwork. Myrilyn's Russ toe 
dance is a top spot in the act. 

Ed and Terry Wilser, musical twins, 
sell a variety of numbers on the 
trumpet and slide horn, with Ed con- 
tributing some 88-ings as a closer. 
Opening with Pennsylvania Polka, 
they swing into standard impressions 
of band leaders Henry Busse, Clyde 
McCoy and Tommy Dorsey, and close 
with Ciribiribin. Ed Tilser's piano of- 
fering is a medley of Nola and 
snatches from Rhapsody in Blue, 
seguing into hot boogie-woogie. Act 
got a goad reception. 

June Lorraine is a mimic who has 
a lot to offer. She indulges in some 
broad caricaturing of name pic stars, 
starting with Lionel Barrymore, 
working ,thru Charles Laughton to 
her ace spot, Bette Davis, which 
brings yocks and hands. She bows 
out with Jimmy Durante and gets an 
A for her material. 

Val Setz is a nifty juggler with 
good patter and wins top hands for 
his dexterity. 

Rochester opens cold with cracks 
about Jack Benny, then swings into 
story -telling, and comes up with sev- 
eral that are good. However, his act 
doesn't really get going until the ad- 
vent of Kitty Murray, whose Rebop 
number followed by comedy dance 
coaxes the chuckles.

Chicago, Chicago 
(Friday, June 28) 

Current production which stars 
Vivian Blaine and includes Fred 
Lowery and Dorothy Rae, Clark 
Brothers; Low, Hite and Stanley, and 
the Chicago Theater ork (13) under 
the direction of Lou Breese is 
skedded to last three weeks. Show 
runs 46 minutes, and aisle -sitters 
kept yocking and palm -whacking 
thruout. 

Show began with a quick rendition 
of Cement Mixer by the ork and then 
the Clark Brothers, Negro tappers, 
gave them Dancer's Delight, Rhythm 
Bounce and Get Away. Their intro 
to their last number which began 
with some rhythmic verbal patter and 
bounced right into a dance was well 
received. 

Fred Lowery, whistler, and Dorothy 
Raye, chirp, were solid with 
the payees from start to finish. 
Lowery opened to Mocking Bird and 
then gave them Waters of Minne- 
tonka. This one brought him several 
bows. Later he gave forth with a 
whistler's version of Rhapsody in 
Blue in which the orchestra joined 
him.

(Wednesday, June 26) 

This week's bill, headed by pic 
juve Donald O'Connor on his first 
date since his army discharge, is 
slim fare. Outside of the opening 
production number and a Paul Ash 
protege, show has little novelty. 
O'Connor, a personable kid with a 
pleasant voice and a good sense of 
clowning and timing, follows the ac- 
cepted Hollywood attitude toward 
personal appearances-he loafs thru a 
brief act that is just so-so. 

Opener with the Belle -Aires, a 
slick fem thrush trio selling In the 
Land of the Buffalo Nickel, segues 
into Boogie-Woogie Choo Choo, which 
brings the Gae Foster Roxyettes and 
the whole chorus into a lively, jivey 
railroad number.

Paramount, New York 
(Tuesday, June 25) 

Parlay of Andy Russell and Ray- 
mond Scott's ork, with the Pied Pi- 
pers, Alan Carney and Jack Wil- 
liams gving the bill a sock assist, 
should attract plenty of moo before 
the four-weeker is over. 

Russell has acquired a delivery 
which now takes him out of the Sin- 
atra imitation class. He shows a 
richer voice than before and a ma- 
turity that puts him into the top 
drawer set on his own. The dark- 
haired lad draws the raves from 
kids who probably came in with their 
lunches.

The Lecuona Cuban boys- make 
with the torrid tempi this week in 
their own Latin-American show, giv- 
ing out with a king-sized bundle of 
solid south -of -the -border rhythms.

You may be able to fry an egg on 
the sidewalk in front of the 48th 
Street Theater these days, but dog - 
day weather has no effect on the b. -o. 
thermometer for Harvey. It still 
registers "normal," which with Har- 
vey means capacity. Frank Fay's in- 
visible pal has chalked up over 700 
performances to date, and it is Brock 
Pemberton's proud boast that there 
has never been an unsold pew for 
any one of them. Claim looked true 
enough Wednesday (26), when the 
house was packed to the last row of 
the top shelf. 

What impresses most about Harvey 
is that it never wears thin. A couple 
of - visits to the average comedy is 
usually plenty for anybody, but with 
Harvey the laughs are still there even 
when you're a jump ahead of the 
punch lines. Two best reasonq for 
this are that Mary Chase has scripted 
a practically indestructible comedy, 
and Frank Fay's portrait of the genial 
inebriate Elwood P. Dowd, a portrait 
which won him "best performance" 
honors in The Billboard's Donaldson 
Awards for the 1944-1945 season. Un- 
likely that Miss Chase will write as 
good a comedy again, or that Frank 
Fay will get another part into which 
he fits like the proverbial glove. 

However, Harvey is far from being 
all Frank Fay, even if he is the 
mainspring of the proceedings. Whole 
cast is perfectly integrated to get 
the most out of line and situation. 
Practically all of them have played 
together so long that perfect timing 
has become second nature. 

Currently there is one permanent 
replacement in the cast. Toni Favor, 
who played the nurse's role in the 
West Coast troupe, has taken over 
the same part from Janet Tyler. 
Also for the past month Ruth Mc- 
Devitt has been subbing for Josephine 
Hull while latter is on vacation. Miss 
McDevitt is likely the best substitute 
for Miss Hull that could be found, 
having followed the latter in Arsenic 
and Old Lace as the mad Abbey 
Brewster. She is accomplishing an- 
other excellent pinch-hitting chore 
for her in Harvey. Addition of young 
Miss Favor hasn't hurt the ¡how in 
the least. She brings plenty of 
charm to the love interest between 
her and the young doctor. 

For once a review of a happy com- 
edy must end upon a sad note. An- 
toinette Perry, whose staging has 
been in a large part responsible for 
the play's phenomenal success, died 
on June 29. It is a pity that she 
could not have lived to see Harvey 
go on to more birthdays and likely 
take its place among Broadway's 
long -run record holders.

Presented 11 years after its initial 
Broadway run, Awake remains a 
powerful, highly emotional drama, 
packing some of Odet's most brilliant 
and provocative dialog. Time has 
done little to dim the dramatic im- 
port of the play and the performance 
of six members of the original Group 
Theater cast has helped capture much 
of the feeling and pathos of the 
Broadway production. 

When the play opened in 1935 the 
nation was in the midst of a depres- 
sion with unemployment and bewil- 
derment blanketing the land. Awake, 
then considered to be radical and 
communistic, nevertheless reflected 
much of the frustration of the young- 
er generation. Today, with the war 
still fresh and conditions unsettled, 
the play still shines as a lighted sign- 
post of the years ahead. Its charac- 
ters, violent and revolutionary as 
they are, emphasize with urgent 
forcefulness the need for constructive 
action and planning for what the 
statesmen call "world betterment." 
Thus the play is more than good 
entertainment. 

Under J. Edward Bromberg's 
forceful direction, the harsh, some- 
times pitiful characters are convinc- 
ing and real. The embittered ex -war 
hero of World War I, Moe Axelrod, 
played to perfection by John Gar- 
field, could be the forerunner of to- 
day's war veteran as he would ap- 
pear 10 years hence. His contempt 
for humanity and his utter moral 
disintegration are the result of per- 
sonal failure and disillusionment.

KEN MURRAY BLACKOUTS

EL CAPITAN, HOLLYWOOD 
Ken Murray's Blackouts, starting 

its fifth year with its 2,167th per- 
formance, is like the answer to the 
question, "How far can a dog run 
into the woods?" Halfway. After 
that, he's running out. The same 
applies to Blackouts - it's running 
out. Most of all, the show needs 
tightening. 

Since the last anniversary show, 
four acts have been added. They 
are The Valiant, a dramatic sketch 
with Elizabeth Walters, Robert Mid- 
dlemass, Jack Negley, Danny Dun- 
can, Jack Mulhall and, for this per- 
formance only, James Dunn, film 
Oscar winner; the Rudells, trampo- 
line; Romer Twins, fern terpsters, 
and Ben Yost's Vikings. Of the 
newies, the Vikings and Rudells lead 
the field. Altho the Yost five offer 
the usual run of classical and semi- 
classical songs along with a medley 
of rah-rahs, their voice blending is 
outstanding and their selling show - 
manly. The Rudells, cast as part of 
Nautical Moments, combine comedy 
with bouncing. Valiant has strong 
talent, with both Dunn and Miss Wal- 
ters doing superb acting, but the 
story covers too much in the time 
allotted. The Romer Twins do satis- 
factory tapping and singing. 

Among the holdovers continuing to 
get yocks is A Suit With a Belt in 
the Back, in which fast -talking sales- 
men (Murray and Danny Duncan) 
sell a customer (Lew Hearn) a mis- 
fit job. However, the camel of last 
year is now no more, taking the 
punch off the finish. Joe Wong's 
singing imitations of Frank Sinatra 
and Bing Crosby are okay. Julia 
Rooney's soft tap brings down the 
house. The Glamorlovelies and the 
Elderlovelies, the latter in their por- 
trayal of vaude in 1892 are pleas- 
ing. 

As Murray quips, "Blackouts's 
answer to The Outlaw," Marie Wil- 
son gets heavy mitting for her dead- 
pan recitations. Her material, origi- 
nally based on war restrictions, has 
lost some of its zest in applying to 
reconversion. The Liphams, a tot

Preem production in a series of six 
due to be presented here in a 10 -week 
season is not a very auspicious debut 
for a new scripter. Frankly the play 
is old hat, not too skillfully done, 
and if it were not for a few good 
showings by the non -Equity cast it 
would be a yawn. It has no Stem 
hopes as seen in this initial staging 
and would need a play surgeon-a 
specialist-to get it over as anything 
more than a rehash of the oldest 
theme in the biz-the designing she - 
wolf who nearly breaks up a newly- 
wed couple. However, the young 
players helped considerably to get a 
giggle here and there and to keep 
the weak machinery running to the 
final curtain. 

Scripter Hamilton has picked his 
characters from a stock box. His 
leading juve is too incredibly naive 
to be real. In A. D. 1946, healthy 
young budding authors shouldn't 
take over two hours to discover that 
a dame is on the make, especially 
when she is alarmingly unsubtle. 

The plot centers around a couple 
from Mount Zion, Ind., who have 
come into a little cash and decide to 
give free rein to their artistic en- 
deavors. He to write a novel; she 
to do water colors. They move to 
California, rent an expensive manse 
and find themselves involved with a 
top pic star and his trollop. After 
many misunderstandings they see the 
light and decide to forswear the 
longhair life and return to Mount 
Zion. There's a sub plot about a 
disappointed novelist and another 
Mount Zionite which ends in wedded 
bliss. 

The play meanders thru three acts, 
with no noticeable high spots and 
banal dialog. The curtain falls each 
time on a letdown in lines and plot. 
Paul Berman tried to cover the more 
glaring weaknesses with his direc- 
tion, but now and then they evaded 
his watchfulness. 

Of the cast Gloria McGhee stands 
out with a slick comedy job as the 
she -wolf and nets herself hands on 
each appearance. Emily Kipp's well 
cast as the young bride; Mark Woods, 
John W. King and Lou Prentis are 
others who make something out of 
their roles. Steve Minton struggles 
hard to deliver but just isn't con- 
vincing. Ben Yaffee handles his 
comedy a little heavily but gets 
laughs.

'A War Casualty' 

NEW YORK, June 29.-The thea- 
ter world was shocked by the death 
of Director Antoinette Perry yester- 
day (28).

As recently as last Sunday she 
spent the entire day with the author, 
Constance O'Hara, making script re- 
visions on Sir Oracle, which Brock 
Pemberton planned to put into Au- 
gust rehearsal under her direction.

As Uncle Morty, J. Edward Bromberg 
is a loathsome, selfish business man 
whose god is money and whose cal- 
culated disregard for his fellow man 
is the result of the society in which 
he lives.

Ryder's portrayal of 
Ralph is especially fine, played with 
sincerity, depth and understanding. 

Peter Virgo, as Sam Feinschreiber, 
and Roman Bohnen, as Schlosser, 
complete an excellent cast. Carnov- 
sky, Bromberg, Smith, Bohnen and 
Miss Brand play their original roles, 
while Garfield (the play's first 
Ralph) portrays Moe Axelrod more 
in keeping with his mature talents. 

Boris Aronson's single setting is 
authentic and well executed. Pro- 
duction thruout is first rate and well 
paced. The play itself is rapidly as- 
suming the stature of an American 
classic.

Dan, the 
egomaniac bellhop, works his way 
into Mrs. Bramson's confidence and 
gets around, finally, to murdering the 
old lady. Just as he is ready to 
polish off Olivia Grayne, Mrs. Bram= 
son's niece, Scotland Yard arrives to 
arrest him. The plot is as simple 
as that. It's up to the actor playing 
Dan to make the chills and suspense 
come out. 

Walter Starkey's performance just 
misses the target. His Dan is a cocky 
baby -faced kid with few traces of 
any mental twist, which is one way 
of saying that he doesn't get much 
menace or contrast into the role. 
Dame May Witty's Mrs. Bramson 
emerges as a fine characterization in 
the second and third acts, but she 
fails to underscore the ill-tempered, 
domineering selfishness of the old 
girl in the first act. 

Ruth Homond, playing the role of 
Olivia Grayne, companion -niece of 
Mrs. Bramson, turns in a fine job as 
the unwilling victim of Dan's charm.

William S. Hart, 81, pioneer motion picture star and idol of this

Lights Out 

Reviewed Sunday (30) , 8:50-9:10 
p.m. Style - Drama. Sustaining over 
WNBT (NBC), New York. 

NBC tried the most difficult job 
in video today. It took a radio script, 
which was supposed to depend en- 
tirely upon the listener using his 
imagipation to reconstruct what was 
being aired, and gave the listener 
eyes. The odds were 10 to 1 that 
it wouldn't come off. 

Surprise. 
It came off. Fred Coe, the pro- 

ducer -adapter, did a terrific job, the 
best he's done to date, and, frankly, 
as good as anything that NBC's 
cameras have scanned since they've 
been using channel four. 

Coe handled the cameras so that 
they were you-the murderer of your 
wife, a slut. When you were hung 
the screen went black, but as you 
were dying you saw the coolness of 
the waves breaking on the beach. He 
used a kaleidoscopic circle every time 
your, the murderer's, mind went 
blank. 

Actually the play, it was called 
First Person Singular, one of the first 
Lights Out that Wyllis Cooper did 
when the series was miked in Chi- 
cago, was a monolog in your brain, 
with a word added here and a picture 
there. It grabbed a mood with its 
opening credits by simply having a 
hand pull the chain on a table lamp 

. and put out the lights. You felt 
the heat, a slow -moving electric fan 
accomplished that, and you saw the 
thing, your wife, you were to murder. 

There were no errors, no slips, no 
bad performances. The play wasn't 
dragged out to a full half hour just 
because that was a. normal time seg- 
ment. It took 20 minutes to tell, and 
the cameras used just 20 minutes. 

Credit a perfect assist from Bill 
States, technical director, and the 
usual adequate scenery job of Bob 
Wade as back -stopping Fred Coe's 
first completely adult scanning. 

NBC aired Lights Out series at 
midnight, and that's when it should 
have been iked. This was no pro- 
duction to present to half pints. And 
one further rave note, the perform- 
ance of Mary Wilsey deserves deep, 
sweeping bows. Katherine, the wife, 
was supposed to be a first-rate bitch 
and slattern, and Wilsey didn't for 
once try to pretty her up. She was 
Katherine and she deserved to die. 
To Wilsey's performance add a per- 
fect miking of the husband's mind by 
Carl Frank. Of course, Frank's was 
strictly a radio job, which he's ac- 
customed to handling with great 
regularity. But it's one thing to 
broadcast the wheels going around 
in a man's head when there's no 
vision to correlate with the spoken 
thoughts. It's another when the 
audience is there seeing just what 
the wheels are saying. So double- 
check Frank's monolog, like Fred 
Coe's direction and Mary Wilsey's 
wife, as terrific.

city. This frolic really is a resump- 
tion of the mid -summer festival 
which went the way of all flesh dur- 
ing the war-but the civic committee, 
augmented by professional planners 
and promoters, has gone out on a 
lavish scale that promises to dwarf 
all previous efforts. Stage, screen 
and radio will contribute big names 
both locally and nationally. Johnny 
J. Jones Exposition will furnish mid- 
way attractions in addition to an in- 
dependent midway. 

Regardless of the scope of Cen- 
turama, which will mark the 100th 
anniversary of the city of Milwaukee, 
some observers and long-range plan - 
Was believe this one will be merely 
a warming -up exercise for the State 
centennial which will be held in con- 
junction with the Wisconsin State 
Fair in 1948. Ralph E. Ammon, man- 
ager of the State annual, has an- 
nounced the centennial presentation 
will run for 33 days. 

Iowa Whoops It Up 
This is Iowa's centennial year and 

all over the Hawkeye State the popu- 
lace has entered in the "Hurrah for 
Iowa" spirit with gusto-and ride 
and shosV operators, concessionaires, 
pitchmen and what have you are 
ready to take an enthusiastic part 
in the proceedings.

Pay Income Tax 
To U. S., Canada 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-U. S. 
Bureau of Internal Revenue and the 
Canadian Embassy both state that the 
recent tax treaty between Great 
Britain and the United States does 
not include Canada in its terms. U. S. 
showfolk operating in Canada, ac- 
cording to special deputy commis- 
sioner, Eldon P. King, must continue 
to pay Canadian and U. S. income 
taxes under terms of a treaty nego- 
tiated with Canada four years ago. 

King says that American show peo- 
ple must pay income taxes to Canada 
on portions of income earned in Can- 
ada subject to whatever exemptions 
are allowed under current Canadian 
law. Total incomes from both coun- 
tries of Americans must be reported 
in filing U. S. returns, King says, but 
income taxes paid to Canada may be 
deducted from U. S. income tax. 

Commissioner King stated that a 
convention between tax experts of 
the two countries is likely within the 
next year to overhaul the tax treaty. 

A new treaty, he said, will be cer- 
tain to grant showfolk tax benefits 
denied them under the old treaty. 
Most likely to be adopted, King 
stated, is a provision to give showfolk 
complete exemption from Canadian 
income taxes if they are present in 
Canada less than six months and earn 
less than $5,000. They would, of 
course, still be subject to U. S. taxes 
on the income.

NEW YORK, June 29.-Committees 

in cities, towns and hamlets thruout 
the country, armed with plausible

Less than a decade 
ago, purveyors of out -

Many non - 
pro originators never lost their ama- 
teur standing with the result that 
final reports were written in red 
ink. But a large percentage of these 
spontaneous events were naturals 
and it is these that form the back- 
bone of what has come to be annual 
big business. 

They Go Everywhere 
A cause to celebrate is easy to find, 

particularly with a war victory only 
months old, and there will be few 
ballfields, stadiums, public parks or 
churchyards that fail to find billing 
at the site of such event this year. 
A few new events, undoubtedly, will 
grow to rival in scope some of the 
older annuals. Included in the 
latter are a sizable number that have 
attained the status of fairs, capable 
of buying top-heavy grandstand 
shows, including revues, free acts, 
auto races, thrill shows and fire- 
works. In addition, they provide a 
market for the poster and ticket 
printing firms. 

Sock for Carnivals 
Larger ones add up to cream 

carnival dates, particularly since a 
worthy cause usually fronts for the 
promotion -celebration, with an auto- 
matic guarantee of heavy patronage 
and grosses. Plenty of gratuitous 
help is forthcoming from newspapers 
and radio stations in the handling 
of exploitation. Effort creates good 
will all around and, when handled 
right, results in kids' days, etc., a 
source of joy for the midway mogul. 

Events are spread fairly evenly 
thruout the warm weather period 
with peaks being reached during the 
holiday weeks. Fourth of July heads 
the list, with Decoration Day and 
Labor Day following closely. Sec- 
tional holidays, such as Bunker Hill 
Day in Massachusetts, provide other 
solid tie-ins for dates. But, like 
all outdoor showbiz, weather is still 
the most important element. 

Agencies Slice Meson 
Booking agencies cut the largest 

slice of the melon. Few events, no 
matter how small, are run without 
at least one act, preferably of the 
high thrill variety. Most events

to guarantee the cleaning up of their 
lots would be required under an 
ordiance which Councilman A. Ross 
Manly proposes to introduce July 1. 
Less clear and more worry -causing 
for councilmen was a clause prohibit- 
ing "loud and obnoxious" noises and 
providing a $25 fine for each viola- 
tion. 

"Just who is going to say how loud 
and what is obnoxious?" was the 
question bothering the city dads 
as they tackeled the ticklish task of 
taking the muss and racket out of 
circuses and carnivals without out- 
lawing peanuts and calliopes. 

It was questionable whether action 
would be taken on the legislation 
in time to affect the two-day stand 
of Ringling-Barnum July 8-9 on the 
Victory Field parking lot. The big. 
One played in Victory Field proper 
without a big top, after the Hartford 
fire in 1944, but this will be the first 
time the parking lot has ever been 
used by a show under canvas. Al 
Butler contracted the site and had to 
have several large trees removed 
to make enough room for the show. 

Councilman Manly said he was 
sponsoring the proposed legislation 
for the benefit of his constituents 
in the vicinity of showgrounds that 
have long been used at Keystone and 
Southeastern avenues. For years, he 
said, people in that vicinity have 
spent sleepless nights while citizens 
from other parts of the city enjoyed 
the shows and then spent months 
afterwards picking up popcorn car- 
tons and the like which the wind 
carried into their yards. 

N. Y. Clamps Down 
On 3 Coney Items; 
'Most Others' Okay 

NEW YORK, June 29. - License 
Commissioner Benjamin Fielding 
clamped the lid on three Coney 
Island girl shows this week, declar- 
ing they were "indecent and repug- 
nant." He added, however, that most 
of the other Coney shows were 
"splendid, diverting and wholesome." 

Suspended were Palace of Won- 
ders, operated by David Rosen; Tir- 
za's Wine Bath, run by Leona Duval, 
and Bowery Follies, run by Oscar 
Buchwald and Alfred Garto. 

Fielding said that about 250 li- 
censes have been issued for the 
amusement area and that Coney 
Island was likely to have Its best 
season in years.

Best Newspaper Display Ad Puts 
Show Co p y Writers on Their Toes 
CHICAGO, June 29.-Almost any- 

one who knows how to write can fix 
up some sort of a newspaper ad- 
vertisement, but it takes an expert to 
lay out one that has real sales appeal, 
and will help the show get the money. 

The Billboard's Second Annual 
Carnival Promotion Award Contest 
has a division, No. 2 to be exact, for 
the fellows who are a bit more in- 
genious than the average with the 
scissors, pencils and verbiage. 

A newspaper ad doesn't necessarily 
have to be a big one in order to have 
sock eye appeal-the appeal neces- 
sary to arrest the attention of the 
reader, and then drive home the 
message. Some clever ad writers can 
put over a selling point with the deft 
use of a single short phrase. An 
unusual picture or drawing may do 
the trick. 

There is no set formula for suc- 
cessful ad writing, so that is why a 
contest is possible, and why the dis- 
play of the efforts of all entrants for 
the others to see and study will help 
develop this very important phase of 
the carnival industry. 

Carnival agents, managers and 
owners are urged to select what they 
believe to be their best newspaper 
advertisements and enter them in 
The Billboard's contest. It is not 
necessary to mount the entries or to 
paste them in scrapbooks, as The 
Billboard's art department will ar- 
range the displays. However, en- 
trants must remember that neatness 
of presentation makes a subconscious 
impression on the judges. 

There are five other divisions in 
the 1946 contest, and each show or 
agent is eligible to enter any one or 
all of the divisions. The others are:

are promoted strictly within a com- 
munity with little or no mushroom- 
ing publicity, the result that selling 
and booking contacts are jealously 
guarded secrets. Most of the latter, 
incidentally, are accidental since 
chairmen, altho filled with ambition, 
generally have very little know- 
how. Net result is that the booker, 
after selling a show, frequently ar- 
ranges for a carnival or independent 
midway depending upon the size of 
the event, makes promotional and 
exploitation suggestions and contrib- 
utes a bundle of publicity material 
for local release. 

If an event will stand it, the com- 
mittee can be sold on auto races, 
thrill shows and even revues, some 
of which are too elaborate and ex- 
pensive for all but the largest fairs. 
Tendency, however, is to undersell 
rather than overload a promising 
event with talent that would result 
in scuffling to make the pay-off and 
so chill permanently any possibility 
of the committee turning it into an 
annual.

ture, repeat business. For the most 
part, the only connection committee- 
men have with showbiz is thru the 
agency, with the result that they ap- 
preciate honest treatment to the ex- 
tent that rival agents couldn't steal 
a date under any circumstances. 

In many instances bookers set 
dates, sometimes even establishing 
routes. Events generally run for a 
week with the exception of the 
Fourth of July, the biggest single 
day. 

Sponsoring groups are found in al- 
most every category of community 
life and include city officials, news- 
paper and radio stations, merchants, 
firemen, churches and a variety of 
civic groups. Frequently the sponsor- 
ing group alone is assurance of at 
least moderate success. Church - 
sponsored events seldom miss and 
while they are usually small, a heal- 
thy attendance and gross will be 
forthcoming unless a major catas- 
trophe interferes with the staging of 
the event. 

Independents Get Well 
Smaller events have to be handled 

in groups before they add up to big 
money for bookers, since one to three 
acts usually suffice. Independent 
concessionaires, however, tab these 
as worth -while business. Once in, 
they become as familiar to patrons 
as the committee badge wearers, thus 
creating confidence and adding to 
their fortune. 

Groups sponsoring the fun week's 
fare pretty well as is attested by the 
fact that so many survive to be- 
come bona fide annuals and grow 
with the years after they had been 
started with more hope than any- 
thing else.

Judge Upholds North 
In R -B Dismissal Try 

NEW YORK, June 29.-A motion 
of officers and directors who guided 
Ringling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey 
Circus in 1944 to have dismissed a 
suit against them by John Ringling 
North, in which he charged misman- 
agement, was denied by Justice Pe- 
cora in New York Supreme Court 
here this week. Defendants' motion 
to have the suit dismissed was based 
on an alleged improper court juris- 
diction, that North had no legality 
to use and that appearances in New 
York would work a hardship. 

North's suit to oust the then in- 
cumbent management and regain 
control of the circus was begun in 
April, 1945. He claimed that officials 
were negligent in operation of the 
circus to the extent that the Hartford 
circus fire resulted, and asked that 
they be compelled to reimburse the 
circus corporation with more than 
$2,500,000. North further petitioned 
for a general accounting, with the 
announced purpose of showing a 
waste of corporate assets. He has 
control of 37 per cent of the Ringling 
circus stock. 

A motion for summary judgment 
to settle a suit against the circus 
management by the New England 
Fire Insurance Company was denied 
by Justice Schreiber, New York Su- 
preme Court. Insurance company, 
which holds a policy issued to Harry 
Dube, program publisher, sued in 
May, 1945, for $6,250 damages 
claimed to have resulted from the 
discontinuation of the program as a 
result of the circus fire.

25% Ready for R -B 
Hartford Payments 
HARTFORD, Conn., June 29.-Ed- 

ward S. Rogin, receiver of the Ring - 
ling Bros.' and Barnum & Bailey 
Combined Shows, Inc., this week pe- 
titioned Superior Court for permis- 
sion to make a 25 per cent payment 
on claims which he said would to- 
tal about $4,000,000 arising from the 
disastrous fire here July 6, 1944. 

He reported that he has on hand 
$1,004,561.73 in cash to pay claims. 
He asked the court also to disallow 
all claims against the receiver which 
had not been submitted to arbitra- 
tion or reduced to judgment. 

The Board of Arbitration, mean- 
while, announced additional awards 
totaling $269,479.98. 

Hartford County Bar Association 
recently set up a schedule of fees 
for handling Ringling fire cases. 
Lawyers will charge 10 per cent of 
amounts recovered in death cases. 
In injury cases, 14 per cent will be 
charged for amounts up to $5,000, 
and 10 per cent for amounts up to 
$20,000. No charge will be made on 
money awarded over $20,000. 

Freeland's Al Dean Put 
On AGVA's Unfair List 

LOS ANGELES, June 29.-Al Dean 
Circus, one -ring org, which has been 
playing auspices around Los Angeles, 
has been declared nationally "unfair" 
by the American Guild of Variety 
Artists. The show, owned and op- 
erated by Forrest Freeland, is charged 
by AGVA with dismissing the Jump- 
ing Jacks, an acrobatic act, and re- 
fusing to pay the troupe $150 in back 
salaries owed. 

Freeland, when interviewed by The 
Billboard, stated that he had just been 
notified by AGVA that he was on the 
unfair list and that the whole thing 
was a complete surprise to him. He 
stated that only one of the acrobatic 
trio, Bob Perry, was with. the Dean 
show this year and that the beef was 
evidently an outgrowth of the show's 
financial troubles of last year. Ac- 
cording to Freeland, Perry was paid 
$40 per day whenever he worked and 
was paid for every day except for 
the last date at Upland, Calif., where 
the show closed last month. Free- 
land also stated that he has been 
making payments on the money due 
the original troupe for last season's 
booking and that not more than $60 
is still unpaid. 

The show, now in the barn for the 
second time this season, is under- 
going reorganization and according to 
Freeland, will hit the road again in 
July.

DETROIT, June 29.-Incorporation 

papers filed this week for the Western 
Circus Corporation by Walter H. 
Lathers and George McCall substan- 
tiated rumors that a new circus is in 
process of formation hereabouts. Cap- 
italization is set at $100,000. 

Lathers is reputed to be one of the 
country's leading promoters in pari- 
mutuel harness racing and is known 
in other fields of amusements. Mc- 
Call has an extensive background in 
showbiz. His latest permanent as- 
signment was as managing director 
for Howard Hughes of the Down- 
town Theater, Detroit's ace vaudeville 
house, before it was sold to Harry 
and Elmer Balaban some months ago. 

McCall, currently in California, 
gave no details of the circus venture 
before he left Detroit for the Coast.

Mark Nationals 

Nation-wide group of 500 
skaters vie for titles - 
dinner -dance a feature 

NEW YORK, June 29.-More than 
500 skaters took part in the 1946 
United States Amateur Roller Skat- 
ing Championships sponsored by the 
United States Federation of Amateur 
Roller Skaters here June 24-28 at 
Louis J. Brecker's Gay Blades Rink. 
Competitive spirit and talent dis- 
played by the large number of skat- 
ers made this an outstanding event. 
Meet was sanctioned by the Roller 
Skating Rink Operators' Association 
of the United States. Contestants 
from every section of the country 
were competing nationally for the 
first time since 1944 because of the 
postponement of the 1945 meet in 
accordance with a request from the 
Office of Defense Transportation.

SANTA ANA, Calif., June 29.- 
First annual Orange County Fair 
and Horse Show since 1941 drew 
about 40,000 in four days. Atten- 
dance was up 200 per cent over the 
'41 event, Tad Dunning, who han- 
dled tickets, said. 

Event opened Thursday (20) with 
a junior fair. Matinee and night 
horse shows were staged Friday and 
Saturday and Sunday matinee. At- 
tendance ran above expectations. 
Dunning said that a section of the 
bowl had been roped off and dec- 
orated, but the decorations were re- 
moved to make space for the people. 
Horse show money was $7,300 and 
with premiums fon the fair, the to- 
tal was $10,000. 

Admission was 50 cents, with tick- 
ets good for general admission to 
the horse shows. Reserved seats in 
the horse show bowl were an addi- 
tional 50 cents. 

Commercials Scarce 
A spokesman for the event said 

that much difficulty had been en- 
countered in getting commercial ex- 
hibits. Several airplane and boat 
manufacturers were unable to show 
because of the lack of products. 
Tractors were borrowed from some 
county ranchers and shown. 

Fair was housed in permanent 
buildings constructed by Western Air 
Flying and Training Command. They 
were turned over to the city and 
have been designated for fair- use 
in the future. Agricultural exhibits, 
which were cold and abstract, were 
in the buildings. Livestock was ex- 
hibited under canvas. 

Abundance of Citrus 
Citrus exhibits accounted for a 

greater number of the 100 displays. 
Public service displays by the Sixth 
Army ground forces recruiting cara- 
van from Fort Ord included field 
artillery, engineer amphibious equip- 
ment, infantry and signal corps, 
while the air forces at March Field 
worked over the grounds. 

Santa Ana County Fair was start- 
ed 10 years before the war and re- 
ceived State aid the last five be- 
fore combat recess.

Dramat izing Dramatics 
By Charles Lammers 

WLW Dramatic Director and a Veteran Dramatic Stock and Rep Performer 
asid Producer 

WITH the co-operation of English 
teachers and drama coaches, 

WLW dramatic staff has been con- 
ducting an experiment to revitalize 
interest in the drama. Realizing that 
the best way to keep people inter- 
ested in drama, even radio drama, is 
to let them see drama, James D. 
Shouse, vice-president of the Crosley 
Corporation, and Robert E. Dunville, 
general manager of WLW, put WLW's 
stock company on tour thru Ohio, In- 
diana, Kentucky and West Virginia. 

As most high schools stage their 
annual spring play on a Friday eve- 
ning, WLW executives made avail- 
able for us a half hour, late in the 
evening, and each Friday night this 
spring the stock company has pre- 
sented a half-hour original radio 
drama from a high-school auditorium 
following the school's own annual 
production. Altho the cast is made 
up of professional radio actors, in- 
cluding a number of them veterans 
of rep and stock, necessary union 
clearance was secured to cast one of 
the school players in a small part to 
give air auditions to deserving and

PIX with vaude give good value 
to smaller town patrons. Pix 

run uniform, and once the folks get 
up in 16mm. film shows they go for 
them. 

Flesh tent and hall shows are hav- 
ing trouble with scarcity of perform- 
ers and high cost of traveling. The 
pic operator carries his show under 
his arm. I have caught several tent 
shows this season of the smaller va- 
riety and they offered less than ever 
for the show and left a bad taste with 
the townies. This is not due to ideas 
of the operators, as they have no 
choice. Good performers are not to 
be had, and general expense makes 
it necessary to cut everywhere. 

The little showman with pix and a 
family that can act some is sitting 
pretty. 

talented young actors. In each in- 
stance the young actor was selected 
by the English department or the 
drama coach of the school. Uni- 
formly their performances have been 
good. 

Scripts Carefully Chosen 
Each of the schools which joined 

us in the experiment so timed its 
production to end before 10:30 p.m. 
From 10:30 to 11 p.m. our own pro- 
duction was broadcast direct from 
the stage of the school auditorium 
in full view of the audience. Profit- 
ing by a brief excursion into this 
field last year, the WLW sound and 
technical departments constructed 
special equipment which simulated 
studio conditions almost 100 per cent. 
Scripts, many of them written by 
WLW staff members, some purchased 
in the free-lance market, were 
chosen not alone for their air possi- 
bilities but with an eye to the visual 
audience. In selecting dramas I 
have, without neglecting broadcast 
interest, selected plays which would 
give a live audience an insight into 
all the mysteries of a radio pro- 
duction. 

The sound men who go on the road 
with the stock company and me sweat 
blood. The actors too are on their 
toes every moment of the time, hav- 
ing the incentive of a live audience 
before which to work. The local 
students and the adults in the audi- 
ence get a liberal education in the 
production of a dramatic radio broad- 
cast. And, bear in mind, it is now 
the radio which carries the mission 
of the drama into most of the mil- 
lions of homes in the United States 
and other countries of the world. 

Modus Operandi 
Mechanically, our schedule in each 

city is about as follows: Our troupe, 
accompanied by sound experts and 
technical men, arrives in the city 
about 5 p.m. Telephone circuits have 
been leased from the school audi- 
torium to the station in Cincinnati. 
All the necessary equipment is set 
up and a dress rehearsal under 
actual broadcast conditions is con- 
ducted. Then the equipment is 
moved out of sight until the students 
have completed their play. Imme- 
diately after the final curtain the 
technical crew, in view of the audi- 
ence, resets the stage for the radio 
drama, the telephone circuits are 
tested, the producer introduces the 
various members of the cast and pre- 
sents the young local actor who is re- 
ceiving his professional baptism in 
that night's broadcast. 

Results Are Threefold 
Three targets are chalked up by a 

series of broadcasts such as this. First 
of all some deserving young Thespian 
gets his first break in professional 
drama; second, the students them- 
selves are shown the thrill and ex- 
citement that is inherent in the pro- 
duction of drama on the air, and 
third, the parents and other members 
of the audience are given the oppor- 
tunity to see real flesh and blood 
radio actors and to learn some of 
the studio mysteries. 

Katherine Fox, director of special 
broadcast services for WLW, is work- 
ing out a participation by other 
schools in the series next spring. 
All English teachers and drama 
coaches interested in stimulating in- 
terest in the drama are invited to 
participate. Directing WLW's stock 
company on the road has been a 
great adventure for me. It has been 
a thrill to be associated with so many 
young, ambitious lovers of drama, 
and we of WLW are looking forward 
to an even more flourishing season 
in 1947.

on a roller -coaster road making it 
possible for the train to coast from its 
highest peak to the next highest and 
on down to the lowest spot.

What Should Trade Groups Do? 
AOLAC Stress 
On Services 

California organization now 
interviews servicemen for 
members-notarizes reports 

LOS ANGELES, June 29.-With 
revival of pre-war coin machine 
trade associations and formation of 
new ones thruout the country, the old 
question of "what should a trade 
group do" also has revived. 

Thought on the subject often is 
quite divided. Some coinmen feel 
that their trade organization should 
limit itself to trying to head off un- 
fair laws and to doing a little mis- 
sionary work for coin machines 
among the general public. Others 
think it also should be a "service" 
organization to its members, giving 
them those extra services they could 
not afford to buy as individuals. 

One answer to that question is 
found in the Associated Operators of 
Los Angeles County, Inc., which has 
been held up to coin machine opera- 
tors' associations thruout the country 
as a model of an active, progressive 
organization. The other day it added 
another to its list of services for 
members. 

CURLEY ROBINSON 

Samuel (Curley) Robinson, man- 
aging director of AOLAC, announced 
that the association would have its 
notary public accompany operators 
on a round of their locations to have 
the federal excise tax forms filled out. 

The announcement said: 
"AS you know, Form 11B special 

tax return, if it entails more than $10, 
must be notarized by the location at 
the time of making out their special 
excise return. This office, in an en- 
deavor to co-operate in all public 
matters, will have a notary public 
acoompany you on your route at your 
convenience so that all locations re- 
quiring Form 11B will be properly 
notarized at no cost to either you or 
your location." 

Altho this is a comparatively small 
service, it signalizes the part which

News Digest 
PRESS- Coin machines received a 

good press thruout the country as one 
of the large telegraph news services 
-Associated Press-carried a full - 
page spread for Sunday papers, a 
Hearst Sunday supplement carried a 
full -page story on juke boxes in Aus- 
tralia, and The Louisville (Ky.) 
Courier -Journal devoted three full 
pages of its magazine section to pin- 
ball and other amusement games. 

JUKE TAXES- Ohio courts ruled 
that Youngstown's city license fee 
was too high after city officials failed 
to show any extra costs arising from 
the "inspection and regulation" of 
coin -operated phonographs there. 
Court of Appeals also invalidated the 
city's excise tax on the grounds that 
it violated the city's charter requiring 
that a special occupational tax on any 
trade, profession or business must be 
put to popular vote. 

FANS-Electric fans are the latest 
device to be tried for coin operation. 
Coinmen in the East reported that ex- 
periments with coin -controlled fans 
in hotel rooms have proved success- 
ful, and one operator said he is 
planning to enter the business on 
large scale as soon as he gets fans. 
Coin chute is simply attached to a 
standard fan. Experimenters with 
the idea discounted reports of short- 
ages of either fans or coin chutes and 
said they were able to obtain both in 
quantity. 

LICENSES-Ordinance licensing juke 
boxes and pinball games was reported 
to be nearly certain , of passage by 
the Common Council of Hartford, 
Conn. 

CANDY-Candy makers at the an- 
nual convention of the National Con- 
fectioners' Association still were not 
certain just what the Office of Price 
Administration is going to do about 
their problem-the conflict between 
rising costs of materials and the 
nickel candy bar. Off the record it 
was reported that OPA is about to 
give the green light to a general 
reduction in size of the nickel bar. 
Candy makers have sought this as 
way out of their dilemma since they 
want to keep the 5 -cent bar as a 
merchandising unit. Just where that 
would leave the vender operator, 
whose costs also are up, was not 
made clear, but there was hope that 

a slight cut in the wholesale price 
might accompany such a slash in 
candy bar weights. OPA officials at 
the meeting, however, were mum on 
the subject except in private gather- 
ings. 

SUGAR-Sugar picture, as outlined 
by experts at the NCA convention, 
is expected to continue dark until 
mid -1947. Head of one large sugar 
company forecast that the present 60 
per cent ration for candy makers, 
soft-drink bottlers and other indus- 
trial users will continue probably 
until the last half of 1947, when he 
predicted it might be boosted to 80 
per cent. Shortages of corn sirup 
also is expected to continue for 
some time. 

NAMA-National Automatic Mer- 
chandising Association announced 
preliminary plans for its first post- 
war national convention to be held in 
the Congress Hotel; Chicago, October 
16 thru 18. New England vender and 
service machine operators are sched- 
uled to gather for a NAMA regional 
session at the Copley -Plaza Hotel, 
Boston, July 31. 

ASSOCIATION- Newly formed In- 
dependent Operators' Association an- 
nounced plans to expand into a na- 
tional organization of cigarette vend- 
ing machine operators. New group 
reported operators from Pennsyl- 
vania, Connecticut, New Jersey as 
well as New York were present for 
the first general meeting. Association 
now claims membership of more than 
50 Eastern cig-vender owners. 

GAMING-New York Committee To 
Tax Betting has set up offices and 
launched a campaign to legalize op- 
erations of bookies as horse -race bet- 
ting commissioners. Group, headed 
by a veteran New York legislator, 
asks that the 15 per cent levy now 
assessed on bets at race tracks under 
the pari-mutuel system also be levied 
on off-track betting commissioners. 

TRADE AIDS- Revival of many coin 
machine trade associations, which 
were permitted to lapse during the 
war years, has raised the old question 
of what should a trade organization 
do for its members. Example of one 
school of thought is the Associated 
Operators of Los Angeles, which has 
added employment assistance, an em- 
ployment service and a notary public 
to its list of aids to member operators. 

Freight Hike 
May Up Coin 
Parts Prices 

11% Boost for East 
WASHINGTON, June 29.-A new 

cost factor will enter into the manu- 
facture and distribution of coin ma- 
chines and vended merchandise as a 
result of stop -gap authorization by 
the Interstate Commerce Commis- 
sion of a general 6 per cent freight 
rate increase. 

Meanwhile railway officials say 
they will press for a 25 per cent 
freight rate increase at an ICC hear- 
ing in Chicago July 22. 

General grant of 6 per cent in- 
crease, effective July 1 after three 
days' notice, is described by railway 
officials as only a temporary measure. 
New rates are similar to the emer- 
gency increases authorized March 2, 
1942, and suspended by the commis- 
sion July 1, 1944. Excepted from 
the 6 per cent bracket are certain 
basic commodities such as coal and 
iron, subject to varying rate consid- 
erations. 

Extra 5% for East 
Eastern railroads received an ad- 

ditional 5 per cent boost to equalize 
their earnings with other carriers. 
In providing the official classification 
district a premium of 5 per cent the 
ICC found that the financial and 
traffic situation of the Eastern rail- 
roads justified larger increases than 
in other districts. Freight shipments 
there consist largely of manufactured 
goods which are more expensive to 
handle than bulk goods. 

In authorizing the upped rates the 
ICC said the railroads had shown that 
some increases were justified in view 
of "increases in wages and prices of 
materials and supplies and declining 
volume of freight traffic and rev- 
enues from passenger traffic." 

Industry spokesmen agreed the rate 
increase was another step toward 
higher prices on all types of con- 
sumer goods. Freight rate hike as 
well as other increases in costs will 
eventually pass to consumers, they 
said. Meanwhile OPA Director Paul 
Porter said more time will be needed 
for study before he can forecast what 
effect, if any, the increases will have 
on the prices of goods shipped by rail. 

Reshipment Factor 
The freight rate boost came as no 

surprise to the coin machine trade, 
already accustomed to reconversion 
cost trends. But manufacturers point 
out that effect on price structure is 
still a matter of conjecture as in- 
creased rates will reflect mostly on 
cost of parts. 

Reshipment of parts to and from 
coin machine factories will tend to 
boost costs of parts more than the 6 
per cent, some manufacturers said. 
And in the East the 5 per cent hike, 
on top of the general 6 per cent, will 
raise costs still further, it was said. 

Additional ICC hearings will be 
held in the Mountain Pacific, West- 
ern, Southern and Eastern rate terri- 
tories "as soon as possible after the 
close of the Chicago hearing and not 
later than August 12," the commis- 
sion said. 
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Roll Out the Barrel 
SHAWNEE, Okla., June 29.- 

Nickels, dimes, quarters and 
half dollars-a barrel full of 
them-were dug up here re- 
cently by a pair of skylarking 
youngsters, but they didn't come 
out of a juke box. 

Coins were identified by FBI 
men as loot from a robbery of 
the First National Bank of Mor- 
ton, Tex., staged in 1945. 

Eight -year -old Dixon Lee 
Lowther and a playmate hap- 
pened on the barrel as they 
tried to bury a forbidden stock 
of firecrackers. When the boy 
ran to his mother, exclaiming, 
"I just struck a gold mine," she 
wasn't so sure. 

D. A. Bryce, FBI agent in 
Oklahoma City, said that Mrs. 
Lowther was a sister of 011ie 
Melton, one of the bank robbers, 
but that the money was buried 
without her knowledge. Next 
job was to count the coins.

New York Lawmaker Leads 
Drive To Legalize Horse 
Race Betting Off T 
Forms Committee To Tax Betting With Support of Daily 

NEW YORK, June 29.-The New 
York Committee To Tax Betting has 
set up offices here and launched what 
local daily papers have called "the 
first serious effort to legalize the 
corner bookie." 

The committee, which has its of- 
fices in the Imperial Hotel at 32d and 
Broadway, is headed by Patrick H. 
Sullivan, New York assemblyman, 
who plans to introduce the commit- 
tee's proposal as a bill at the next 
session of the Legislature. Sullivan 
said the proposal was drafted after 
study of a survey by the committee's 
research director, George V. De 
Lerry. 

Core of the plan is a 15 per cent 
levy on off-track bets, the same 
amount now levied on pari-mutuel 
wagers at New York race tracks. 
Split-up of this tax would be as fol- 
lows, according to the committee: 4 
per cent and odd cents or "breakage" 
on all bets to the State Treasury; 4 
per cent to the city or county treas- 
ury, and 4 per cent to the track. The 
licensed bookie, or betting commis- 
sioner, as they are called in some 
sections, would receive a flat 3 per 
cent on all wagers, win or lose. 

Revenue Split 
Split of the pari-mutuel tax is 6 

per cent and breakage to the State, 5 
per cent to the City or county, and 4 
per cent to the track. 

Under the system proposed by the 
committee, the licensed bookie would 
phone his bets directly to the track. 
The amounts would be charged to his 
account and bet thru the pari-mutuel 
totalizers. Sponsors of the plan claim 
that it also would give horseplayers 
a break, since track odds then would 
reflect all bets on a given horse in- 

stead of only those placed at the 
track as under the present system. 

Bookmakers and lawyers who have 
first-hand knowledge of their prob- 
lems were reported strongly in favor 
of the proposal. According to the 
Daily News, which has been active 
in the campaign to legalize gaming, 
one race -track lawyer declared: 

"Anything that's underground is an 
invitation to corruption, graft and 
crime. These days you'll find the 
bookies have been forced to subsi- 
dize unscrupulous police officers on 
the one hand and criminal elements 
and fixers on the other. 

"Inevitably politics enter the pic- 
ture and you have an unlawful in- 
dustry being protected by public of- 
fice -holders who actually are nothing 
more than shakedown men. Such 
elements would be eliminated were 
off -the -course betting to be legalized. 
The revenue it would bring in needs 
no advocacy." 

Committee officials estimated that 
it would bring an additional $1,900,- 
000 a day into the city treasury com- 
pared to the present $100,000 from 
the pari-mutuels. They based this 
estimate on the report that $20 is bet 
with bookies for every dollar bet at 
tracks. 

Bertram R. Bernstein, committee 
secretary, said the bookies-to be 
known as betting commissioners- 
would be regulated along the lines of 
liquor stores. They would be licensed 
by the State Racing Commission, 
which would have authority to limit 
the number in each locality. Like 
liquor stores, they would be placed a 
certain distance apart and excluded 
from church and school areas. They 
would have to keep books open to

No New Beer Cuts, 
Detroit Promised 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-Assur- 
ances that the shortage of beer in 
Detroit will not get any worse have 
been given a group of Detroit citizens 
by Clinton P. Anderson, secretary of 
agriculture. 

Porter Hicks, spokesman for the 
Detroit Citizens' Committee To Op- 
pose Prohibition, said that Anderson 
had told him plans for an additional 
cut in grain will not go thru. He 
added that Anderson also had told 
him that the cut in grain supplies for 
beer was not a disguised prohibition 
move. 

Coin Chutes 
Planned for 
Hotel Fans 

Location Test in East 
NEW YORK, June 29.-Electric 

fans are the latest gadgets to be con- 
sidered for coin operation and, ac- 
cording to one operator, installations 
are being planned for seven hotels in 
'New York, Brooklyn, Washington 
and Newark. 

While no firm has yet been re- 
ported turning out a coin -controlled 
fan, operators experimenting with the 
device said that a coin chute can be 
attached to a standard -type fan in an 
hour or so. They said also that loca- 
tion tests of the idea have been made 
in New Hampshire and Washington, 
and results indicated that the fans 
could be operated profitably on a 
basis of three hours for 25 cents. 

Most hotels, they pointed out, now 
rent fans, but the business does not 

',produce much revenue because guests 
hesitate to trot down and get a fan 
or send a bellboy for it. Instead 
they simply go out to a cooler spot. 
And if they do send for a fan they 
usually don't get one because hotel 
managers seldom keep any sizable 
stock of fans. 

Fan hook-up for coin chute, as de- 
scribed by the experimenting oper- 
ators, consists of an ordinary fan 
bolted to the wall with a coin - 
controlled switch attached. Coin box 
could be placed beneath the base of 
the fan or set into the wall to make 
it tamperproof. 

New York operators interested in 
the idea discounted reports that 
shortage of fans or coin chutes might 
be a stumbling block to development 
of coin operation. They said a can- 
vass of the market showed that fans 
would be obtained in quantity and 
that the shortage of coin chutes has 
eased up materially. 

One operator asserted he has placed 
orders for more than 300 fans and 
that he intends to order 700 more 
within the next two weeks. 

Goodbinder Back to 
Omaha Novelty Firm 

OMAHA, June 29.-Harry E. 
Goodbinder has joined his father, J. 
Goodbinder, in the Good Specialties 
Company, Omaha novelty wholesal- 
ing firm, after returning from more 
than three years' service in the 
army.

an active local association can play 
in the smooth functioning of mem- 
bers' businesses. This involves an 
idea of an association as more than 
simply a protective organization to 
be used in times of storm and stress 
and forgotten after the storm blows 
over. 

Other services which the AOLAC 
and other active coin machine asso- 
ciations thru the country provide 
members include reminders of the 
due date on license fees, endeavoring 
to put down unethical or unfair trade 
practices among members, and pro- 
viding a highly specialized employ- 
ment service for the industry. 

Example of the latter service is 
AOLAC's files of mechanics, route 
and servicemen. "We have in our 
files," Robinson reports, "a list of 
competent, experienced mechanics, 
servicemen, routemen and solicitors 
whom we have interviewed and can 
recommend." 

Among its other services, the asso- 
ciation also keeps an eye on all legal 
aspects of the trade. For instance, 
in its latest report to members, it 
says: "The association 1s pleased to 
note that violations regarding minors 
are practically non-existent. At it is 
to the advantage of this business to 
maintain this standard, we urge you 
to be constantly on the alert." 

Community Service 
But like any good trade associa- 

tion, AOLAC does not limit its activi- 
ties to the industry it represents. It 
realizes that for a trade association 
to have influence and standing in its 
community, it must take active part 
in the affairs of the community. This 
is evidenced by its membership in the 
State of California Chamber of Com- 
merce and in the Los Angeles Cham- 
ber of Commerce. 

Objectives of a trade group is well 
set forth in the preamble of the con- 
stitution adopted by the AOLAC at 
its formation June 3, 1937. It de- 
clares its intention to "promote, ad- 
vance and maintain goodwill and 
harmonious action between the in- 
dividual members; to establish high 
standards of business operations; to 
create and maintain ethical business 
practice among members; to prevent 
violation of law; to stimulate a cor- 
dial public interest toward amuse- 
ment machines and devices and their 
manufacturers, owners, operators and 
exhibitors; to prevent unfair and un- 
just legislation concerning amuse- 
ment machines and devices; to the 
end that the members may receive 
benefits and advantages, and the in- 
dustry in general be benefited there- 
by, and that the public view said in- 
dustry with favor and esteem." 

286 Members 
The association reports that it now 

has 286 members who employ on 
an average two people. This makes 
approximately 900 persons engaged 
in the amusement machine trade in 
Los Angeles County. During the war 
87 members operators were in the 
armed forces. And to back up these 
men, the association itself donated 
more than 2,200 pinball machines, 
more than 350 juke boxes and many 
hundreds of other amusement games 
for use of the armed forces in South- 
ern California and overseas. 

During these years and since V -J 
Day as well, the association also has 
been at the forefront in work toward 
solution of the many problems that 
confront the coin machine industry, 
nationally as well as locally, mem- 
bers point out pridefully.

Campaign for Legal Bingo 
HAMILTON, Ontario, June 29.- 

Proposal to make bingo illegal has 
driven the United Benevolent Bazaar 
Council, made up of 21 member or- 
ganizations, to enter an amendment 
to the criminal code to permit "all 
types of bingo and house games." 
Provincial attorney general has been 
asked to permit municipal authorities 
to approve the conduct of the games. 

L. A. Business 
Feels Effects 

Of Sales Levy 
LOS ANGELES, June 29.-A 1/2 

per cent sales tax and a retail 
gross receipts tax are major features 
of new municipal revenue measures 
here which are expected to boost the 
city's revenue by $7,000,000. 

According to the ordinance, the sales 
tax is imposed on all retail transac- 
tions. Returns are to be made on a 
quarterly schedule, with the first pe- 
riod ending July 1. A 30 -day period 
of grace is allowed after this date, 
with subsequent penalties of 10 per 
cent for each month that remittances 
are overdue up to a maximum of 50 
per cent. 

All retail businesses are subject to 
the $7.50 gross receipts tax, plus 50 
cents for each $1,000 receipts above 
$15,000. Wholesalers will remit $8 
on gross receipts under $20,000 and 
40 cents additional for every $1,000 
above the base figure. 

N. Y. Sales Levy 
Los Angeles ordinance marks the 

second instance in which a sales tax 
has been imposed by a major city. 
Innovator was New York, according 
to the Municipal Finance Officers' 
Association, which until recently 
levied 1 per cent on retail sales. Re- 
cently the tax was raised to 2 per 
cent. 

Currently, however, other cities are 
considering this revenue producer, 
along with others such as the city 
income tax which Philadelphia and 
Toledo have tried successfully. Sales - 
tax proposals are pending now in 
Chicago. 

Other new taxes here include one 
on fabricators. Companies engaged 
in processing or manufacturing will 
pay a $12 annual tax on gross re- 
ceipts to $12,000 and $1 for each 
additional $1,000. 

Schutz Has New 
Gun Conversion 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Coin Amuse- 
ment Games here is in production 
now on a target gun conversion 
which features three photo -electric 
cell moving targets, it was announced 
by Bernard Schutz, partner in the 
firm with his brother, Charles, and 
Aubrey Weinzelbaum. 

Equipment was developed by 
Henry Ginardi, shop engineer for the 
company and veteran production 
man with a background of 20 years 
in the coin machine field. The three - 
target layout comes complete with 
motor in one unit and has been 
tested on location over a period of a 
year, according to Schutz. 

Partners say they are ready to 
make deliveries and have a stock of 
materials to assure production for 
some time. Operators may order the 
complete conversion unit and make 
their own installations or send old 
machines for a rebuild -refinish job 
together with installation by the con- 
version firm. 

Atlantic City's 
Sales Tax Out 

ATLANTIC CITY, June 29.-Fa- 
vorable action for coin machine op- 
erators here was the recent lifting 
of the local 3 per cent sales tax. 

End of the tax came on receipt of 
a writ of judgment notifying the 
city solicitor of a Supreme Court 
decision holding the levy unconsti- 
tutional. Since May, 1945, when it 
became effective, approximately $2,- 
100,000 has been collected thru the 
tax. 
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End of Strikes 
May Ease Lead 
Shortage Soon 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Increased 
supplies of lead as a result of strike 
settlements and larger imports may 
provide a partial solution to the lead - 
bullet headache of arcade men as 
well as shortage problems of coin 
machine manufacturers. 

Quick upturn in production is ex- 
pected to follow recent ending of 
work stoppages in a number of the 
country's principal lead refineries. 
Also the Civilian Production Admin- 
istration announces that it will im- 
port 2,700 more tons of lead in July 
than June, bringing total imports for 
the month to 8,700 tons. 

CPA spokesman added that lead - 
using industries need 70,000 tons for 
July, but that only half of this 
amount can be eked out of home and 
foreign production. 

This is the net result of sharply 
declining output during labor dis- 
putes. In May production fell to 
19,530 tons from April's refined out- 
put of 23,766. Both months showed 
drastic reductions from January, 
when 51,054 tons were produced. 

U. S. production for all of 1946 is 
estimated at 350,000 tons, compared 
with a 1945 output of 387,000 tons. 

Price Upped on 
-Take-Home Beer 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-What 
effect the expected price ceiling in- 
crease for beer sold in taverns and 
restaurants will have on coin play 
in these locations is the latest sub- 
ject for speculation among trade 
members. 

This week Office of Price Adminis- 
tration announced a price boost of 
one cent on a 12 -ounce bottle of beer, 
but emphasized that it applies only 
to beer sold for off -premise con- 
sumption. 

Similar increase for beer consumed 
in taverns, bars, hotels and restau- 
rants is expected shortly, however. 

Price of draught beer is not af- 
fected because the 1 -cent figure is 
too small to reflect in sales by the 
glass, it was said. 

Small Bulbs in 
Better Supply 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Supply situa- 
tion on at least one hard -to -get item 
has brightened slightly, with light - 
bulb manufacturers now promising 
60 to 90 -day delivery of small bulbs 
for coin machines, dealers reported. 

Bulb manufacturers and outlets 
here explained that as production of 
other types of sorely needed lighting 
equipment catches up to demand, out- 
put of novelty -sized bulbs increases 
apace with coin machine needs. One 
coin operator supply company here 
expects a small shipment of bulbs 
about July 10, with slight easing up 
of other parts also anticipated by 
summer's end. 

47 Pay Bell Tax in 
Indianapolis Area 

INDIANAPOLIS, June 29.-Rec- 
ords in the office of the Internal 
Revenue Collector here today dis- 
closed that 47 establishments in the 
city and county paid federal tax on 
slot machines for the period ending 
June 30. 

All but seven places paying the 
$100 annual tax on each machine are 
located outside the city limits. 

Salt Lake Coinman Opens Cafe 
With Bang and Plenty of Meat 
SALT LAKE CITY, June 29.-J. A. 

Stevenson, proprietor of the Consoli- 
dated Amusement Company here, 
largest operator of jukes, pin games 
and vending machines in the State, 
has become one of the State's most 
sensational restaurateurs. 

In Salt Lake City he opened a 
swank joint in one of the lesser sec- 
tions of the city. It was an instan- 
taneous hit. Beautifully decorated, 
with excellent service and fairly rea- 
sonable prices, it is a distinct de- 
parture from the typical Utah dining - 
out spot which leans on the "ham 
and egg" and "roast beef" side. 

To put over anything unusual in 
Utah, and especially in an "out -of - 
location" spot, required a bit of doing.

Steel .Makers 
Drive To Set 
Output Peak 

May Swell Parts Supply 
CHICAGO, June 29.-Steel and 

parts shortage for coin machine 
manufacture will ease, as the steel 
industry aims for a new peak peace- 
time output of 40,000,000 tons in the 
second half for a year's total of 67,- 
700,000 tons, a production come- 
back designed to ease the now tight 
distribution problem. 

Despite production losses of 12,- 
000,000 tons of steel ingot during the 
strike -troubled first half of this year, 
the steel industry is hitting 86 per 
cent of rated capacity, up 8.5 points 
over the previous week and within 
three points of pre -coal strike level. 
At this pace output is expected to 
exceed the 63,205,000 net tons pro- 
duced in a non -war peak year. 

For the first time since the steel 
strike, sheet and strip customers can 
expect shipments to full extent of 
their quotas, according to Iron Age, 
national metal -working paper. This 
is interpreted here as a favorable go - 
signal for coin machine manufacture 
during the coming year. 

86 Per Cent of Capacity 
Rise in steel production has been 

rapid in last month's operations. Out- 
put figures indicate a steady climb 
from 43.6 per cent of ingot capacity 
last week in May to 55.2 per cent on 
June 3, up again to 77.5 per cent June 
10, now 86 per cent capacity, and, ac- 
cording to industry officials, still in- 
creasing. However, it may be Sep- 
tember before unbalance in steel 
products is eliminated. 

Second period output of 40,000,000 
tons represents a considerable in- 
crease over first period output of 
27,700,000 tons. - But the figure is 
still less than peak wartime produc- 
tion of 89,242,000 tons for 1944, altho 
it exceeds the 66,650,000 tons in 1940, 
a war year. 

Estimate of how soon steel supply 
will balance heavy demand depends 
to a large extent on the numberr of 
orders which are duplicates. Steel 
companies have no way of knowing 
the magnitude of duplications in steel 
ordering, but some steel observers 
predict that an unusually large 
proportion of backlogs will be can- 
celed as duplications. 

Newcomers Hit 
Shortage will have most important 

effect on producers who have entered 
new fields. While the steel industry 
will attempt to take care of new- 
comers, allocations are generally 
based on the pre-war steel consump-. 
tion Of individual customers. Special 
efforts are being made by the steel 
industry and CPA to take care of 
small consumers by keeping ware- 
houses well stocked with steel. A 
new CPA directive provides that pro- 
ducers shall ship to warehouses dur- 
ing third quarter of this year not less 
than the same proportion of the quar- 
ters output shipped to warehouses 
during the final quarter of 1945.

Scheuer Maps Schedule 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Preliminary 
plans to hold the 1947 convention of 
the National Automatic Merchandis- 
ing Association at the Congress Hotel 
here October 16 to 18 were approved 
reecntly at a meeting of directors of 
the organization in Hershey, Pa. 

According to officials of the organ- 
ization, the session marking the 10th 
anniversary of the association, will 
be the largest yet to be held. 

"We are offering the most elaborate 
and basic program ever offered auto- 
matic merchandisers," said B. W.

Special rooms have been ear- 
marked for committee members who 
will convene 24 hours before the 
meeting to thrash out details of their 
reports and recommendations.

Tooth -Saver Fluorine Pills 
Via Vender Planned at Chi 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Jack Kelner, 
of Keiner Venders here, announces 
that he has been commissioned by Dr. 
Earl Hershman, of Artesia, Calif., to 
develop national distribution by 
vender of a fluorine tablet which 
will prevent tooth decay and preserve 
enamel. 

Interest in fluorine dates back to 
1908 when it was discovered that its 
presence in Colorado Springs' water 
supply had caused mottled enamel in 
the teeth of 80 per cent of the town's 
residents. A similar discovery in 
Bauxite, Ark., showed that mottled 
enamel resulting from fluorine in 
water there had retarded tooth decay. 

An early study at Galesburg and 
Quincy, Ill., showed that at Galesburg, 
where the water supply contained 
fluorine, there was only one-third as 
much dental decay as in a comparable 
group in Quincy, where the water 
was practically fluorine free. On the 
basis of such evidence, Newburg, 
N. Y.; Grand Rapids, Mich., and 
Marshall, Tex., decided to increase 
fluorine content of their water supply.

-New machine timed to the current 
fluctuating price picture is an auto- 

, matic package coin inserter and 
boxer patented by D. Stuart Brahe, 
cigarette vending machine operator 
here. 

Device loads one to four pennies 
into cigarette packages, with or with- 
out cellophane wrappers, and repacks 
them in original cartons. Cutting 
knife, adjustable to handle varying 
thicknesses of paper, automatically 
makes incision to width of penny. 

Seeks Maker 
Coin tube assembly is raised or 

lowered for adjustment to package 
thickness, and automatic stop mech- 
anism allows selection of one, two, 
three or four pennies from tubes. 

Brahe has sold several hand -built 
models to cigarette vending firms in 
this area. These operators, he says, 
have been using the device over a 
period of months and report satisfac- 
tory, time -saving results. Altho cur- 
rent models are hand -operated, de- 
sign provides also for electrical op- 
eration. According to Brahe, his in- 
vention can load and package more 
than 1,500 packages an hour.

Wheat Shortage 
Stops Test of 
Bread Venders 

PHILADELPHIA, June 29.-Plans 
of local coin machine men and bakers 
for placing of bread and baked goods 
venders in test locations here have 
been postponed pending easing of the 
current shortage of wheat, according 
to Sam Lerner, local operator who 
is interested in the project. 

According to Lerner, the postpone- 
ment will give the interested business 
time to improve existing types of 
venders. Plans called for placing of 
machines in a concentrated area in- 
cluding a factory district and middle- 
class residential neighborhood. 

Machines were to have been ex- 
ploited thru a program of advertising 
and publicity, according to Lerner. 
Private tests made in the laboratories 
were said by Lerner to have been 
successful, and co-operation of the 
baking industry was withdrawn only 
when the bread shortage became 
acute. 

Lerner explained the machines 
would have been impractical if ra- 
tioning of bread became general. 
Pointing out that success of the ma- 
chine was assured under any circum- 
stances during the scarcity of bakery 
goods, Lerner said the results would 
not show a normal merchandising 
condition which might cause opera- 
tors to over -reach.

Five -Cent Bar 
Seen Keystone 

Of Candy Biz 
CHICAGO, June 29.-In the opin- 

ion of the United States Department 
of Commerce, the 5 -cent candy bar 
is here to stay, according to George 
F. Dudik, the department's confec- 
tionery specialist. 

In a speech at the National Con- 
fectioners' Association convention 
here, Dudik said that the annual sur- 
vey of candy sales and distribution 
conducted by the commerce depart- 
ment had shown that the 5 -cent 
candy jobber was the producer's most 
important customer. , 

Dudik pointed out some of the serv- 
ices which the department offers to 
manufacturers, and said that while 
the surveys contained much informa- 
tion that was helpful, many times 
producers wanted to know the an- 
swer's to questions not covered by the 
survey. 

"They want to know what candy 
sells best, what areas and what cities 
have the largest per capita consump- 
tion," Dudik said. "They want to 
know about sectional preferences, not 
just brands, but types of goods. 

"They want to know not only 
where the purchasing power is lo- 
cated, but where the desire to buy 
candy is centralized. They want to 
place their goods where it will have 
the greatest acceptance, move the 
most quickly, and bring them the best 
returns." 

More Info Sought 
He said it was sometimes impos- 

sible for' the department to answer 
all these questions and advised closer 
co-operation between manufacturers 
in making marketing surveys, he 
pointed out such a policy could cover 
more territory and make the investi- 
gation more comprehensive. 

Manufacturers questioned during 
the course of the surveys made by 
the commerce department were 
usually more willing to tell what 
kinds and how much they sold than 
to tell who buys what they sold, he 
said. 

He pointed out, however, that a 
maker of chocolate bars and a manu- 
facturer of packaged chocolates could 
get together in a co-operative study 
without being hindered by a feeling 
of competition. 

The industry's job was not only to 
find the markets, but to develop them 
and to make poor candy territory 
good candy territory, by co-operation 
and industry promotion, he added. 

machines that will serve heated ham- 
burger, hot dog and cheese sand- 
wiches, steaming coffee and soup, 
packaged ice cream, frozen foods or 
mechanically mixed soft drinks, and 
coin -fed radios for hotel rooms.

Candy Men Hear Pricing, 
Ingredient Troubles Will 
Plague Industry Into 1947 

NCA Speaker Forecasts 80% Sugar Quota Next Year 
CHICAGO, June 29.-Members òf 

the National Confectioners' Associa- 
tion received little assurance of im- 
minent relief from their most press- 
ing problems-pricing and ingredient 
shortages-as spokesman for both in- 
dustry and government took a pessi- 
mistic view of prospects for next 
year. 

Earl B. Wilson, president of the 
California and Hawaiian Sugar Cor- 
poration of San Francisco declared at 
the convention here this week there 
would be no increase in sugar allot- 
ments for the industry before the 
second quarter of 1947. He said that 
by the last half of 1947 manufacturers 
who are now limited to 60 per cent 
of their 1941 consumption will prob- 
ably be raised to 80 per cent. 

Outlook for increase in available 
corn sirup was fully as dark, accord- 
ing to Pendleton ISudley, executive 
secretary of the Corn Industries Re- 
search Foundation, who told the con- 
vention that corn refining plants on 
their present supplies could operate 
at a minimum only until the end of 
this month. 

Geoffrey Baker, deputy adminis- 
trator of the Office of Price Adminis- 
tration, told the confectioners that 
only when there were supplies avail- 
able to meet existing demand would 
OPA controls be lifted from the in- 
dustry. 

Wilson said the United States 
would have available from all sources 
this year a total of 5,600,000 short 
tons of sugar, raw value, of which 
about 200,000 tons was earmarked for 
the armed forces. 

More Beet Sugar 
Of the total amount, Wilson said, 

about 2,000,000 tons would be re- 
quired for unrestricted consumption. 
He said that with continuance of price 
controls within the next 18 months, 
base price for refined sugar would 
be about 7 cents pound. It is now 
6 cents. 

In order to meet present rate of 
rationing, Wilson said, it would be 
necessary to use every available ton 
of sugar and reduce year-end stocks 
to a level that will make balanced 
distribution possible thruout the 
country. 

Wilson hoped for brighter pros- 
pects in 1947 due to an expected in- 
crease this fall in Continental beet 
and cane production of 200 to 250 
thousand tons. This crop, Wilson 
said, would not be available for con- 
sumption until 1947. He also said 
Caribbean production was expected 
to increase upwards of a million tons 
over this year. 

He said improvement in the Euro- 
pean beet sugar situation should 
cause a noticeable reduction in.for- 
eign demand, Javanese mills are al- 
most intact, Wilson said, and capable 
of operation as soon as cane is avail- 
able. 

Corn Plants To Close 
Dudley said that the corn industry 

had expected closing down of all but 
two of the nation's 11 corn refining 
plants by July 1. The directive is- 
sued by Chester Bowles, director of 
economic stabilization, to Secretary of 
Agriculture Anderson authorizing the 
release of 6,000,000 bushels of corn 
to wet processing millers had given 
the millers a 30 -day respite. 

He said that many of the purchas- 
ing heads of corn refining plants had 
sent salesmen out to cover the corn 
belt as additional corn purchasers 
without being able to add much to 
supplies. 

Dudley said that Washington plans 
for the corn industry after July 31 

were not yet available, and that there 
was no certainty of what might hap- 
pen in August, September and Octo- 
ber, as new shipments of corn are not 
scheduled to reach the terminal mar- 
kets until November. 

He said that Department of Com- 
merce reports indicate that about one 
billion bushels, one-third of last 
year's crop, still remained on the 
farms on April 1. 

"Altho feeding operations and sales 
in the black market must have ab- 
sorbed a considerable part of this 
corn in the three months that have 
elapsed since then, obviously a sub- 
stantial part of last year's crop is still 
unconsumed," Dudley said. ' 

Urges Corn Set Aside 
"To maintain the corn refining in- 

dustry on an 80 per cent basis of op- 
erations during the current period 
ahead of us after August 1," he 
pointed out, "will call for some 
30,000,000 bushels of corn, certainly 
not an impossible objective in view 
of the over-all picture." 

He said that as an extreme meas- 
ure, the government might issue a 
set -aside order, or authorize a pro- 
gram of subsidy payments in order 
to prevent the closing of corn refin- 
ing plants which would be reflected 
in the closing also of scores of foun- 
dries, textile mills, paper mills and 
candy factories and seriously hamper 
production of critically needed phar 
maceuticals. 

He further pointed out that at two 
Tecent conferences effecting the corn 
refining industry government of- 
ficials had indicated that in the dis- 
tribution of the products of the in- 
dustry it would be necessary to fol- 
low some system of priority, certain 
industries be classified as top 
priority and others as less essential. 

Baker told the convention that be- 
cause of world sugar needs and be- 
cause domestic sugar demand is far 
greater than supply, rationing on its 
present basis could continue to be 
expected during the rest of the year. 

He pointed out that altho four or 
five months- ago most observers be- 
lieved sugar rationing could be dis- 
continued at the end of March, 1947, 
due to developments of the past few 
months, it would probably continue 
for a year beyond that time. 

Cuban Output Off 
Factors tending to substantiate this 

view, he said, were increased em- 
phasis on foreign shipments, decline 
in 1946 production in Cuba and Puerto 
Rico and, tho there has not yet been 
an official announcement, possibility 
that next year supplies will have to 
be shared with Allies and liberated 
areas. 

"We will, at the end of this year, 
again carry over an extremely small 
quantity of sugar in this country," 
Baker said. "In addition, Cuban and 
Puerto Rican carry-overs will be very 
low. Recent indications with respect 
to Caribbean production suggest that 
even with reduced carry-overs at the 
year-end we will have difficulty 
reaching the supply for 1946 indi- 
cated in the combined food board 
recommendation. 

"Some of the factors which make 
life miserable for sugar users and 
consequently make rationing diffi- 
cult," he said, "are: first, the low 
level of the ration which it has been 
necessary to maintain since July, 
1945; second, the improbability of 
any further improvement during the 
balance of this year beyond the slight 
increases provided April 1; third, the 
termination of war contracts which

"One of my friends, an im- 
portant executive, took special 
pleasure in ribbing me publicly 
at every opportunity by intro- 
ducing me as a guy who worked 
for peanuts. It rankled, but I 
tried to laugh it off. 

"Anyway I got the last laugh. 
In the '29 crash my snooty 
friend lost every dime and one 
day he came around to humbly 
make a $25 touch. Before as- 
senting I asked him to accom- 
pany me on my route and he 
hung around all afternoon while 
I serviced each machine, count- 
ed pennies, paid commissions, 
etc. At the end of the day I 
handed him a canvas bag con- 
taining 2,500 pennies. `Here,' 
I said, 'is the loan you re- 
quested. Now you know why I 
work for peanuts!' " 

ABCB Meets in 
Miami Nov. 19 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Executive 
board of the American Bottlers of 
Carbonated Beverages announced 
that it has selected Miami as the site 
of the group's convention November 
19-21. 

According to John F. Leary, chair- 
man of the convention committee, the 
site was selected with a view to com- 
bining pleasure with business. Pre- 
liminary plans include a boat ex- 
cursion around Biscayne Bay, sight- 
seeing tours and a tea at a Miami 
Beach hotel. 

Board members indicated that At- 
lantic City probably will be chosen 
for the ABCB convention in 1947. 

NCA Urges Only 
Year Extension 
For Sugar Law 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Members of 
the National Confectioners' Associa- 
tion in convention here this week dis- 
patched telegrams to members of 
Congress urging they vote against 
the Johnson Amendment to the Sugar 
Act which would extend the act to 
December 31, 1949. 

The telegrams declared members 
of the association opposed to extend- 
ing the act beyond the end of next 
year, pointing out that would be suf- 
ficient time to permit a thoro study 
of the entire sugar problem and per- 
mit a sound bill to be prepared. Text 
of the telegrams read: 

"With reference to 6689 extending 
the Sugar Act to December 31, 1947, 
we urge you to vote against Senator 
Johnson's amendment to this bill ex- 
tending the act to December, 1949. 

"As large industrial users of sugar, 
we have a vital interest in the supply 
of sugar and are seriously handi- 
capped by the present shortage. Also 
we feel that in the public interest it 
is better to extend the sugar control 
act for only ohe year. 

"This will allow ample time for a 
thoro study of the problem, correc- 
tion of any inequities if they exist, 
and will permit a sound bill to be pre- 
pared before the one-year extension 
expires. 

"On the other hand, extension as 
proposed by Senator Johnson's 
amendment would continue any in- 
equities now existing in present 
quotas, and would be an affront to 
Cuba who has been our principal 
source of supply and might tend to 
delay signing of contract for the 1947 
Cuban sugar crop. 

"In addition we believe it would 
tend to curtail Cuban production 
urgently needed for the next few 
years. 

"Senator Johnson's amendment 
would also mean adoption of a long 
range program without adequate 
study. We feel the United States will 
obtain more sugar faster by exten- 
sion only for one year rather than 
three. 

'We urge your co-operation in op- 
posing Senator Johnson's amend- 
ment." 

Scientist Lays Tooth Decay 
To Varied Causes --- Not Candy 

CHICAGO, June 29.-Scientific 
disbelief in the widespread opiinon 
that eating candy will cause tooth 
decay was voiced here this week at 
the convention of the National Con- 
fectioners' Association by Robert C. 
Hockett, scientific director of the 
Sugar Research Foundation, Inc., 
New York. 

Hockett said that thru interviews 
iwth many specialists he had come to 
the opinion that tooth decay was a 
complex phenomenon involving many 
factors. 

"Some investigators believe that 
sugar is fermented to acid with par- 
ticular speed by oral bacteria and 
therefore r e c o m men d controlling 
caries: by reducing sugar intake," 
Hockett said. "It cannot be expected 
that this plan will succeed brilliantly 
however since tooth decay was prev- 
alent long before the introduction of 
sugar into our diets." 

He pointed out that sugar had so 
many merits as a food and is so well 
liked that people generally would 
resist curtailment even to the point 
of "preferring to eat cake with false 
teeth if necessary." 

He also noted that total carbohy- 

drate intake of the American people 
is not high. He said only about 50 
per cent of our total calories are 
taken as carbohydrate in contrast to 
the Italian's 65 per cent and Japanese 
85 per cent. 

"Consequently there are no general 
physiological reasons for curtailing 
our carbohydrate consumption fur- 
ther. On the economic side it would 
be quite impossible to maintain the 
world's populations without heavy 
dependence upon foods of this kind 
since there is simply nothing avail- 
able nor likely to become available to 
take its place," Hockett said. 

"Some consider tooth decay to be 
essentially a deficiency disease due 
to lack of fluoride thru the drinking 
water or by surface treatments of the 
teeth," Hockett declared. "The sugar 
research foundation has contributed 
some funds for investigation of this 
kind in New England where the 
waters are naturally very deficient 
in fluoride. 

"As more funds become available 
and studies are intensified, there is 
hope that a simple key to effective 
control may be found-a key which 
may enable us 'to eat our cake and 
have our teeth, too.' " 

19 Million Match 
Books Plug Washer 

SOUTH BEND, Ind., June 29.-A 
19,000,000 match - book promotion 
program has been carried on during 
the past 12 months by Bendix Home 
Appliances to advertise the auto- 
matic washing machine it is pro- 
ducing for coin operation in laun- 
derette stores and for home use. 

Three -color books were used by 79 
distributors and 9,000 dealers in what 
is believed to be the biggest match- 
book promotion stunt ever tried in 
the appliance field. 

Hershey Chocolate 
Votes 75c Dividend 

NEW YORK, June 29.-Hershey 
Chocolate Company announced pay- 
ment of a dividend of 75 cents per 
share on common stock and $1 quar- 
terly dividend on preferred. Both 
dividends are payable August 15 to 
shareholders on the company books 
July 25. 

F. L. Jacobs Company, Detroit 
auto part maker who announced 
plans to manufacture a vending ma- 
chine, reported that directors of the 
company had authorized payment of 
a quarterly dividend of 62.5 cents 
per share on preferred. It is payable 
July 31 to stockholders on record 
July 15.

Mass Candy Sales 
Big Need, Mulcahy 
Tells NCA Confab 
CHICAGO, June 29. -Need for 

mass selling, such as that provided 
by vending machines, is a vital need 
of the candy industry, according to 
James F. Mulcahy, merchandising di- 
rector of the National Confectioners' 
Association. 

In a speech at the convention of the 
association, Mulcahy said that with 
proper attention to certain factors in 
marketing and promotion at the re- 
tail level, there are indications that 
the industry has a potential of a bil- 
lion dollar annual production at cost. 

"We have mass production," Mul- 
cahy said, "What we need is a mass 
selling service. By offering that large 
group of individuals in the distribu- 
tive areas of this industry attractive 
working tools, studies of improved 
sales technique, then practice with 
basic merchandising fundamentals,

Candy Sales Register Drop 
Of 5% for First 4 Months 

WASHINGTON, June 29.-Altho 
sales of confectionery and chocolate 
candy products maintained about the 
same level in April, 1946, as a year 
earlier, dollar sales were about 2 per 
cent lower than in March, and show- 
ed a drop of 5 per cent in the first 
four months of 1946 over the year 
previous, according to an announce- 
ment by J. C. Capt, director of the 
census. 

According to data based on reports 
from 288 manufacturers located thru- 
out the country, pound quantity was 
9 per cent under that reported for 
April, 1945, while sales decreased 4 
per cent during that period. 

For the first four months of this 
year there was a poundage loss of 7 
per cent and a 3 per cent decline in 
sales value. 

78% Above 1945 
Sales of manufacturers to retailers 

increased 78 per cent over 1945, and 
manufacturers of chocolate products 

competitive with candy decreased 4 
per cent during the month. 

A year-to-year sales comparison 
showed increases ranging from 3 per 
cent in Massachusetts and California 
to 26 per cent in the Washington - 
Oregon area. 

Largest percentage increase in 1946 
over 1945 was in the Arkansas - 
Oklahoma -Louisiana -Texas territory 
where manufacturers reported an in- 
crease of 10 per cent, with 8 per cent 
reported from New York confec- 
tioners. 

In Illinois sales remained unchang- 
ed, and small decreases were reported 
in Massachusetts and California. 
Pennsylvania was 27 per cent under 
the dollar volume for the correspond- 
ing period of 1945. 

The survey, conducted by the bu- 
reau with the assistance of the Na- 
tional Confectioners' Association, 
made no allowance for seasonal or 
price fluctuations.

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Youngstown Phono Tax Trimmed 
Courts Void 
2 city Levies 

License fee held too high 
for costs of "inspection"- 
excise violated charter 

YOUNGSTOWN, June 29.-Tan- 
gled skein of Youngstown city taxes 
on coin -operated phonographs, which 
has been a center of interest to Ohio 
juke owners, appears to have been 
straightened out by the courts. 

In two separate court actions the 
Youngstown chapter of the Ohio 
Slate Automatic Electric Phonograph 
Owners' Association successfully 
challenged both the $25 a year excise 
tax on jukes and the $10 city license 
fee. Excise tax also included a levy 
of $1 a year on each wallbox. Court 
decisions, in effect, had trimmed city 
taxes on phonographs to a flat $5 
a year. 

Court of Appeals of the Seventh 
District of Ohio held the excise levy 
invalid as in violation of the city's 
charter . and voided an amendment 
boosting the city license fee to $10 
on the grounds that it was exorbitant. 
Clyde W. Osborne, attorney for the 
phonograph association, said that the 
invalidation of the amendment would 
put the license fee back to $5, and the 
association does not plan to contest 
this lower figure, altho it apparently 
would be subject to the same legal 
attack as the higher fee. Court costs, 
however, probably would exceed the 
amount of the fees for association 
members, it was indicated. 

Interest in the excise tax case was 
high among attorneys and officers of 
other Ohio phonograph associations, 
but Osborne declared it probably 
would not have any State-wide legal 
effect since the action was based 
entirely upon the city's charter. 
Youngstown's charter contains a pro- 
vision that no excise tax may be 
levied upon a "trade, profession, oc- 
cupation or business" without ap- 
proval by popular vote. The tax on 
phonographs was invalidated on the 
grounds that the city council had

Brit Jukes to U. S.? 
LONDON, June 29. - The 

Daily Express, leading metro-

It is generally known that 
under current British foreign 
trade regulations coin machine 
manufacturers are required to 
earmark 85 per cent of their 
production for export. Even tho 
European countries are seen as 
the most logical markets for 
this output, British music ma- 
chines might find takers among 
hard-pressed U. S. operators 
awaiting new equipment.

Hartford Will 
Act on jukes, 

Pin Licensing 
HARTFORD, Conn., June 29.-As 

the local citizenry flocked to stage 
appearances here of Liza Morrow, 
billed as Benny Goodman's "Queen 
of the Juke Boxes," the city fathers 
moved thru a thick political haze 
to clamp licensing fees on jukes as 
well as pinball machines. 

Licensing proposal, which now ap- 
pears certain of passage by the Com- 
mon Council next month, is expected 
to provide for annual fees of $35 
for pin games and $15 for juke boxes, 
both fees to be paid by operators 
rather than locations. 

Until early this week councilmen 
were in a dither over conflicting 
plans to "control" machins thru li- 
censing fees. Original measure, spon- 
sored by the mayor and the coun- 
cil's ordinance committee, called for 
the $35 and $15 levies and provided 
for administration by the police de- 
partment. 

Disagreements over this plan were 
complicated by the injection of an 
alternate proposal which would give 
administration to the sealer of 
weights and measures and place the 
fees at $20 for pin games, $10 for 
phonographs. New turn was taken 
during a party caucus of aldermen 
aligned with Ralph D. Kase, State 
central committeeman for the Re- 
publicans. 

As the council approached a dead- 
lock, local newspapers picked up the 
issue, footballing it about in the 
time-honored fashion. One daily car- 
ried an editorial attacking the sub- 
stitute plan as defeating alleged reg- 
ulatory objectives. In part, it read, 
"the proposed ordinance does not 
seem to meet the needs of the situa- 
tion, which are principally protection 
of the morals of youth. Nor does it 
fix fees at adequate sums. The com- 
mittee ordinance is much to be pre- 
ferred by the public. Whether it 
will be adopted ... depends largely 
on how much interest is shown in 
the matter between now and June 
24, when the Court of Common Coun- 
cil is scheduled to make a decision." 

At the meeting to which reference 
was made, the council tabled the 
original ordinance for printing, which 
is a customary action and implies 
passage of the measure when it next 
comes before the council.

RUMBA AT THE WALDORF 

(De Luxe No. 17) 

Altho there is no persuasion, there 
is plenty of smoothness in the Latin 
rhythms expounded by Emil Cole- 
man and His Waldorf-Astoria Ork 
for the six standard selections that 
make up this package. All instru- 
mentals, attractively arranged, they 
are sounded off with supper room 
finesse rather than pitching for 
rumba frenzy. Familiars include The 
Peanut Vendor, Lady in Red, Mama 
Inez, Carioca, Green Eyes and Or- 
chids in the Moonlight. Cover de- 
sign is as reserved as the brand of 
rumba music dispensed on the inside. 
TEXAS TOP HANDS 

(Savoy 3008-09.10.11) 

An instrumental and vocal five, 
these Texas Top Hands sing and play 
their way thru an authentic brush - 
country setting, taking in everything 
from a square dance stepper to an 
old-fashioned waltz. And each of the 
eight sides spin true to the spirit and 
tradition of the outdoors. Walter 
Kleypas, accordionist, adds his husky 
baritone voice to Fiesta in Old San 
Antone, guitarist Curley Williams 
licks out the lyrics for Rye Whiskey, 
drinking classic, and the square- 
dance dittying for Little Brown Jug 
and Ida Red, which also sets forth 
the Western style of hot fiddle scrap- 
ing of "Sleepy" Short. "Knee -High" 
Holly, bass, provides the hayseed 
singing for I Won't Care and A Sin- 
ner's Prayer; steel guitarist Rusty 
Locke nasally sings for Life's Not 
the Same Without You, while all the 
lads join in to yelp Put Your Little 
Foot Out There. Thoroly toe -tapping, 
bright and breezy, sides are designed 
just as well for spinning in the coin 
boxes. Album cover not included 
with records shipped for review. 
PAT KIRKWOOD ALBUM (Cosmo DMR 102) 

Making her disk debut on the label, 
movieland's Pat Kirkwood is pack- 
aged singing four selections from her 
new No Leave, No Love movie that 
stars Van Johnson. And while 
Georgia Stoll provides full-fashioned 
instrumental support, the songbird is 
strictly on a screen kick in her song - 
selling. There is no degree of inti- 
macy in her styling. And while en- 
joying a good voice for rhythm dit- 
ties, her styling and presentation are 
entirely for the screen sound track 
rather than making for any fair 
measure of commercial appeal. Fares 
best when singing the rhythmic dit- 
ties Love on a Greyhound Bus, Isn't 
It Wonderful? and Listen to Me. But 
for sure not for the ballad All the 
Time. Album jacket not included 
with records shipped for review. 
SLEEPING BEAUTY (Harmonic H-25) 

Leslie Biehl not only provided the 
poetry for Sleeping Beauty, but is 
also on the spin for the narration, 
taking six sides to recite his popular 
piece while the small orchestra di- 
rected by Haakon Bergh fills in with 
descriptive music. A musical fairy 
tale designed for youngsters, it will 
be a hard task holding the youngun's 
attention to all six sides. Far too 
much music, which is largely de- 
scriptive rather than melodic, and 
hardly enough narration in having 
the writer recite a stanza to start off 
each side. Material is there for rich 
and fanciful dramatic or recitative 

presentation for a platter set-but 
they don't do it that way, lacking 
entirely in imagination for something 
that is to appeal to a child's imagina- 
tion. Suitable drawing makes for a 
colorful jacket cover with the poem 
reprinted on the inside cover for 
child to follow. 
CSARDAS (International Vol. 14) 

With a medley of three gypsy 
dance selections on each side, fiddler 
Sandar and His Musical Gypsies are 
packaged for six sides of Romany 
selections. But lacking in musical 
contrasts and color, and reaching no 
great shakes in musicianship, this 
spinning makes for no musical stimu- 
lation. As such, its interest is solely 
as a folio of gypsy folk music of the 
dance variety. Album cover is de- 
void of any eye appeal. 
MUSICAL DEPRECIATION-SPIKE JONES 

(Victor 20.1893, 20-1894, 20.1895) 
Spike Jones, whose hilarious and 

biting satires on syncopation has 
done so much to set back jazz about 
a quarter of a century, blitzes Tin 
Pan Alley with a vengeance that 
should pay off handsome dividends 
for the disks. And to quicken the 
selling pace, RCA-Victor has added 
another week of observance to the 
nation's holiday weeks by proclaim- 
ing June 12 to 18 as Spike Jones 
Week-dedicated to "musical depre- 
ciation." And for such observance- 
and onslaught-brings on Spike like 
gang -busters with a batch of dew 
lirious disks. To six new sides are 
re -issued ten familiar ones. And 
since it would take a Dali to devise 
a cover design for the doings of 
Spike and His Musical Slickers, deal- 
ers are dared to devise their own 
packages. The six new sides (20- 
1893-94-95) represent Jones at his 
zaniest best. With a corps of chanters 
and chanteuses that fire away long 
before they see the whites of the 
composer's eye, Jones is at his zan- 
iest best. It's more than musical 
depreciation. Musical dementia is a 
better word than the Greeks could 
ever make out of it. A burlesque of 
The Glow Worm, a travelogue -tail- 
ored Hawaiian War Chant with Don- 
ald Duck chanting, a roll -out -the - 
barrel Jones Polka to blend with ally 
pastel shades of a hangover, a musi- 
cal hangover that spins out as 1 
Dream of Brownie With the Light 
Brown Jeans, Liebestraum or the 
rape of a classical melody plus some 
punk poetry, and an out -of -the - 
world winding of That Old Black 
Magic. These make up the six new 
sides. The five re -issue couplets 
groove the goings-on for Chloe - 
Serenade to a Jerk (20-1654); Cock- 
tails for Two -Leave the Dishes in. the 
Sink (20-1628); Blue Danube -You 
Always Hurt the One You Love (20- 
1762); Holiday for Strings -Drip, 
Drip, Drip (20-1733); and Old Mc- 
Donald Had a Farm -Mother Goose 
Medley (20-1836). 
A PIANO RECITAL-HAZEL SCOTT 

(Signature S-1) 
First package of platters to be of- 

fered up by the waxwork, it's a 
smart-and smart selling-catch for 
Signature in snaring Hazel Scott. 
Running the gamut of ballad, blues, 
boogie-woogie and a dash of the 
classics to demonstrate her technical 
proficiency at the piano, Miss Scott 
provides a highly pleasant interlude 
for eight sides rich in varying musi- 
cal moods. For her rhythmic de- 
signs, Miss Hazel strokes the Stein- 
way pleasantly for I Guess I'll Have 
to Change My Plans, How High the 
Moon and her own melodic tone 
poem, Idyll. Set to her boogie beat 
is her original A Rainy Night in G. 
Her manner of jazzing the classics is 
marked in Chopin's Valse in C Sharp 
Minor. Proving just as potent a 
Steinway squatter for the classics, 
Miss Scott impresses with Chopin's 
Fantasie Impromptu, the composer's

(Victor S-44) 
Henri Rene and his musette or- 

chestra, peppering the music with his 
squeezings of the musette accordion, 
builds an attractive musical montage 
with rhythmic adaptations of classi- 
cal themes based on European folk 
melodies. His rhythmic patterns, 
moreover, retain the musical tradi- 
tion of the Continent, and at the 
same time convey the gay and care- 
free spirit of a Bohemian festival. 
As such, it's delightful disking for the 
six sides, each part of a Slovac theme 
Rene weaves to create the flavor of 
an International Night.

Acoustically as well as aesthetically 
the Vogue product is extremely at- 
tractive. Balance and tone achieved 
are far superior to some other minor 
companies wax. Art Kassel retains 
his sweet, bouncey style - albeit 
somewhat thin -and the tunes are 
fairly contagious. Top side is warbled 
by the Kassel Trio; flipover, A Little 
Consideration, is Sunny Skylar's tune 
and is dueted by Kassel and canary 
Gloria Hart.

Rate Hike Asked for 
Railway Express Up 
To ICC Authorities 

CHICAGO, June 29. -Coincident 
with current upward revisions of 
rail freight rates affecting parts cost 
of coin machine manufacture, the 
Railway Express Agency now seeks 
ICC authority to increase all less - 
than -carload rates and charges to ob- 
tain "urgently needed additional 
revenue." 

As temporary relief, the express 
agency requests authority on 30 days' 
notice to increase rates by 15 to 30 
cents 100 pounds and revise gradu- 
ated charges on shipments under 100 
pounds to the basis of pound rates 
plus 50 cents with certain exceptions. 

Reason given by the agency for its 
request is need to meet higher wages 
of its employees, larger pay -roll taxes 
and increase in other expenses. 

Registrations Show More 
New Trucks for Business 

DETROIT, June 29. -Some new 
trucks seem to be getting out into 
the hands of business firms despite 
the fact that the majority still have 
to put up with war -battered vehicles, 
according to first post-war reports 
from R. L. Polk & Company. 

Registrations of new trucks in 43 
States totaled 74,811 in the first quar- 
ter of 1946, the automobile and truck 
reporting service found. This com- 
pared with 142,260 registered in the 
same period of 1941. 

Thirty-seven per cent of the sales 
were of trucks in the 5,000 -pound 
or smaller class, and 35 per cent in 
the 10,000, 14,000 -pound classifica- 
tion.

Syracuse To 
Appeal Ruling 

Location owner who upsets 
city ordinance now faces 
charges under gaming law 

SYRACUSE, N. Y., June 29. -Syra- 
cuse amusement game operators are 
blinking their eyes at the unusual 
spectacle of a city fighting a court 
battle to establish the legality of pin - 
balls in order to get the revenue from 
license fees. 

Judge Homer V. Walsh, of Syra- 
cuse, declared the city ordinance li- 
censing the games void on the 
grounds that the games are illegal, 
but Assistant District Attorney Rus- 
sell Harrington announced that the 
decision will be appealed. 

Case had another odd legal twist 
to it. Judge Walsh's decision in- 
validating the ordinance also freed 
the location owner who was charged 
with violating the city law by allow- 
ing minors to play the machine. But 
on the other hand, it left him and 
another defendant to face a charge of 
violating State law by operating a 
gaming device. The other defendant 
is charged with disorderly conduct for 
smashing the machines involved in 
the case. 

Excerpts from the 10 -page opinion 
follow: 

"It is the opinion of this court that 
practically every pinball machine in 
the city of Syracuse is a slot machine 
and a gambling device. It is not a 
game of skill and has a distinct ele- 
ment of chance, and in all instances 
the attainment of a certain score is 
rewarded by payment of money on 
the reward in so many 'free plays' on 
the machine. 

"Whether the reward is given by 
the machine itself or by the pro- 
prietor is immaterial. It is the great 
element of . chance and the reward 
that governs. To say that it'is a game 
of skill is the same sort of argument 
as to say a golfer could make a cer- 
tain score by banking his shots off the 
trees and rocks along the golf course. 

"That is what you do on pinball 
machines. The ball hits different ob- 
jects in its course, and after hitting 
the first object, to say the course of 
the ball can be controlled by any skill 
on the part of the player is ridiculous. 

Some Pay Off 
"On practically every pinball ma- 

chine in Syracuse, the attainment of 
a certain score releases the coin 
plunger for so many free games. The 
player can take the free games and 
play them on the machine, or the pro- 
prietor pays the players so much for 
each free game. If the player takes 
the money, there is a plunger under- 
neath the machine which the pro- 
prietor presses to get the 'free games' 
out of the way and have the machine 
ready for the next player. That makes 
the pinball machine, in the opinion 
of the court, a slot machine, and a 
gambling device, and cannot be le- 
gally licensed by the city of Syra- 
cuse, or anyone else. 

"The fact that the shifting of one 
or two electric wires to stop the free 
plays when the occasion demands, or 
when the police approach, does not 
change the fact that such slot ma- 
chines are a gambling device. In 
that regard it is the same as a quar- 
ter machine, which everyone knows 
can be set to do just as the operator

It is planned to make the 
show a regular visual broadcast 
from the WCAU auditorium, 
with an automatic phonograph 
on the stage for playing record- 
ings. 

wants it to do. By the manipulation 
of these electric wires the pinball 
machine will do also, just as the op- 
erator wants it to do. 

Steal To Play 
"In the case at hand, it appears 

from the reports of police officers, 
that four or five of the boys playing 
these machines, secured money to 
play them by stealing pocketbooks in 
our large department stores and in 
other public gathering places. These 
boys are from 12 to 15 years of age. 
There were some six or eight cases 
of this sort within a period of a few 
days. 

"I consider this a very dangerous 
condition and one which should be 
immediately stopped. There are a 
great many of these pinball machines 
located in the neighborhood of prac- 
tically every one of our public schools 
and it seems a poor public policy to 
allow the youth of this city to become 
gambling conscious before they are 
out of the elementary school grades. 
These machines are properly before 
this court. 

"I have looked at these machines, 
and within the past few days had an 
electrician demonstrate to me how 
the adjustment of electric wires in 
back of these machines can make 
them give 'free plays' or not give 
'free plays' as the proprietor wishes, 
and these 'free plays' are indicated 
on the face of the machine. 

Slight Adjustment 
"When first examined, these mach- 

ines did not give free plays, but on 
the slightest adjustment of wires on 
the back of these machines, the coin 
plunger was released and the ma- 
chines did give 'free plays' on the at- 
tainment of a certain score. Practi- 
cally every machine in this city is of 
the same type as the machines re- 
ferred to here. These machines re- 
ferred to here were actually licensed 
by the city of Syracuse. 

"This demonstration took place in 
the office of Chief of Police Kinney. 
There was no attempt made at se- 
crecy. Machines were produced by 
the chief's clerk, Officer Decker, and 
Officer Ours. Also present were news- 
paper men from both our daily 
papers. Chief Kinney was there dur- 
ing part of the demonstration. 

"These machines were not brought 
to police headquarters until four or 
five days after the defendant was 
arrested. The tops had been smashed 
in, and the machines otherwise de- 
faced and made unworkable, so that 
it did require some adjustment to put 
the machines back in working order.

Urges Planning 
For Export Biz 

NEW YORK, June 29.-U. S. 
manufacturers who aren't making 
plans to get into the Latin-American 
export business are missing a good 
pet, says Garland F. Smith, presi- 
dent of Tamcor International Export 
House, Chicago. Smith currently rep- 
resents a number of industrial manu- 
facturers in Latin America. 

Many industries, Smith points out, 
are allocating 10 per cent of their 
total production to the South Ameri- 
can trade. This move, he predicts, 
will give these firms an inside track 
during the coming years which will 
pay off good dividends. 

"They are getting their products 
here now and are establishing de- 
mands for their goods," Smith says. 
"As U. S. shortages are eased in the 
next few years, they will be able to 
increase their exports. 

"Other companies are refusing to 
go into Latin America because they 
are now able to sell at home every- 
thing they can produce. 

Reap Benefits 
"In a few years, when the market 

at home becomes glutted, they will 
start looking around for export out- 
lets. But they will be too late then. 
Those who are exporting now will be 
able to ship their surpluses and will 
reap benefits one hundredfold in the 
years ahead." 

Altho Smith does not represent any 
coin machine distributor or manufac- 
turer, what he says about the Latin- 
American trade holds true for this in- 
dustry. Smith had a few suggestions 
to offer manufacturers, one that they 
make sure that their products are up 
to snuff. 

"The U. S." he says, "is in a par- 
ticularly advantageous position. We 
have a reputation for producing su- 
perior products at prices comparable 
with those of all other countries. 
Some few concerns which have 
dumped inferior products here have 
hurt us, but the record has been 
fairly good, 

Need Easy Credit 
"South American business men are 

realistic enough not to allow political 
quarrels between countries to inter- 
fere with trade. Argentina is ready 
to buy everything the United States 
can offer, providing it is as good or 
better than that of competitors." 

If manufacturers here at home 
would offer Latin buyers easier terms 
of credit, Smith adds, this would help 
greatly. He said that some British 
firms are now offering 60 to 90 days' 
credit, while most U. S. firms require 
cash payment. 

Summing up his conclusions about 
the South American market, Smith 
said, "The Latin-American market is 
growing. It is comparable to what 
the U. S. market was between 1860 
and 1900."

Court Draws Line 
On Entertainment 
C os t as Deduction 

WASHINGTON, June 29. -Some 
interesting cases involving the ap- 
plication of entertainment expense to 
income tax deductions were ruled on 
by the United States tax court re- 
cently. 

From the ruling of the court, coin - 
men who in many cases spend large 
sums annually for the entertainment 
of customers, may find clarification 
of the regulation permitting deduc- 
tions for business entertainment. 

In brief, the rule is this: Business 
entertainment expense is deducti- 
ble; personal entertainment expense 
is not. 

One case the court was called up- 
on to decide involved the president 
of a large manufacturing company. 
He bought as his residence a large 
co-operative penthouse which he 
used as his home and as a place to 
entertain business acquaintances. He 
also held meetings there of company 
officers and directors. 

He later sold his co-operative 
rights and rented the penthouse on 
a lease basis. In his income tax re- 
turn he claimed the- loss on the sale 
of the co-operative rights as a de- 
ductible item and deducted also the 
amount he had spent on food, liquor 
and other items in entertaining on 
company business. 

The tax court ruled against the 
manufacturer on both counts. On the 
loss on sale of the co-operative 
rights, the court held the place was 
bought primarily as his residence 
and not for profit. The business use 
was only incidental and the loss was 
a personal matter not allowable for 
income tax deduction. The court said 
the food and liquor items as enter- 
tainment was for the benefit of the 
corporation and it could claim the 
deduction only if the expenditures 
were proven properly and the com- 
pany had reimbursed the president 
for them. 

Club Dues Rule 
In another case involving club 

dues, an item often listed for deduc- 
tion by coinmen, the court ruled that 
when a person joins a social or 
country club it is a personal affair 
and not ordinarily deductible. How- 
ever, if he joins the club and uses its 
facilities for business purposes the 
dues are deductible. One manufac- 
turer was permitted to deduct mem- 
bership fees after showing that con- 
tacts made at the club resulted in 
large orders for his firm. 

In another case the tax court ruled 
that where a person has joined the 
club partly for pleasure and partly 
for business purposes, deduction must 
be made on a basis of the percentage 
of business and personal use involved. 

In all cases the court decided that 
character and amounts of expendi- 
ture should be accompanied by 
voucher or other reasonable evidence.

levied the tax without such a vote. 

Decision was handed down origi- 
nally by Judge David G. Jenkins, of 
Common Pleas Court for Mahoney 
County, and affirmed by the Court of 
Appeals. 

License fee decision, however, 
might have application to other Ohio 
cities since it involved a question 
of how much a city can charge for 
licensing juke boxes. Judge Erskine 
Maiden, also of Common Pleas Court, 
held that the $10 fee was exorbitant 
after association attorneys introduced 
witnesses to show that the city actu- 
ally was put to little or no extra 
expense for inspection or "policing" 
of juke boxes. Legal principle in- 
volved was that a license fee is es- 
sentially to cover cost of regulation 
or inspection and not for revenue - 
raising purposes. 

Among witnesses/who testified that 
the city was put to no extra expense 
to "regulate" coin -operated phono- 
graphs were present and former 
police chiefs and other city officials. 

Judge Maiden's decision that 
Youngstown's fee for such "regula- 
tion" was exorbitant was upheld by 
the three -judge Court of Appeals, 
which to all effects is the court of 
final appeal in both of these cases. 

Officers of the association active 
in the cases were E. Marx, president 
of the Youngstown chapter of 
OSAEPOA, and Robert Edward, sec- 
retary.

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Rate Boost for Railroads, 
Truckers Reported Likely 

CHICAGO, June 29. -Rail and 
motor freight rate increases appear 
imminent, according to veteran rail- 
road observers, despite the recent Su- 
preme Court rejection of the ICC or- 
der changing class freight rates. 

Already accustomed to problems 
involving higher production costs and 
diminished supplies of vital parts 
and materials, the coin industry views 
the prospect of increased shipping 
costs as just another ripple to be 
ironed out in stride. 

Chief speculation centers now on 
effect of the Supreme Court's de- 
cision which refused to vacate an in- 
junction of the United States District 
Court, Utica, N. Y., prohibiting the 
Interstate Commerce Commission 
from placing new class rates into ef- 
fect. Decision prevents a 10 per 
cent increase in Northeastern class 
rates and 10 per cent decrease in 
Southern and Western rates. 

Dates to 1942 
However, there is a feeling among 

those who have studied the ICC's in- 
terest in the railroad request for a 
25 per cent increase that a decision 
might be issued any time. Carriers' 
plea for a 25 per cent rate increase 
dates back to 1942, but the ICC de- 
layed issuing a decision because of 
uncertain conditions.

rarily eased recently when Economic 
Stabilization Director Chester Bowles 
and Price Administrator Paul Porter 
appeared before the Interstate Com- 
merce Commission as unexpected 
witnesses against the railroad's peti- 
tion for a 25 per cent hike, causing 
delay in final action. 

As a result of the Supreme Court 
decision, the ICC will have to decide 
whether to add the increases on pres- 
ent rates or make up its collective 
mind that the rates are too high al- 
ready. In commenting upon the com- 
mission's forthcoming decision, a 
spokesman at the ICC said that un- 
doubtedly some increase would be 
granted the railroads. 

10 Per Cent Hike Talked 
A 10 per cent increase was receiv- 

ing "wide discussion" among persons 
in the ICC who have followed pro- 
ceedings in the several rate contro- 
versies which the commission has 
been faced with since pre-war days. 
A decision might be reached any 
time, the spokesman said. 

Meanwhile shippers of coin ma- 
chines and parts point out that a rate 
increase by motor trucks makes it as 
expensive to ship material from Chi- 
cago to Kansas points as from Chi- 
cago to Texas and Oklahoma. Fact 
that freight rates have not been 
solved causes some conjecture over 
possible increased costs that may 
have to be absorbed by each branch 
of the juke and vender industry. 

Truck Rate Up 
Motor truck rate increase brought 

about by cancellation of refrigeration 
and heater services is being fought 
by several traffic organizations in 
the Middle West. New rates were 
contained in five separate tariffs filed 
with the ICC. 

Coupled with boost in motor freight 
rates came the announcement of 
"cost -of -living" wage increases aver- 
aging an estimated 121/2 cents an hour 
granted to 700 Akron district truck 
company employees. 

Scant relief is the ICC's grant of 
lower rates for water carriers oper- 
ating from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
Coast. Main concern of coinmen is 
over shipment of parts in and around 
coin machine manufacturing and dis- 
tributing centers.

Millions of New Cars Seen a 
Highway Coin Trade Hypo 

DETROIT, June 29. -Recent an- 
iouncement here that automobile 

makers will put millions of new cars 
on the highways in the next three 
years is expected to open hundreds of 
thousands of new locations for coin 
machines, operators say. 

With highway departments in 
most States planning new super- 
highways to link every part of the 
nation, members of the coin machine 
industry have announced their inten- 
tion of keeping up with the trend. 

Recent editions of business maga- 
zines have pointed out many ways for 
business men to cash in on the situa- 
tion, with special emphasis on road- 
side stands and gas stations, both 
excellent locations for many types 
of coin machines. 

One of the more prominent busi- 
ness journals telling of the possibili- 
ties in sandwich routes along super- 
highways, advised use of coin -oper- 
ated venders as the most practical 
method of merchandising. 

New Venders 

Coin machine men point out that 
many of the recent advancements 
in the industry have given them an 

Nation's Wholesale 
Biz Climbs to All - 
Time Peak in April 

WASHINGTON, June 29. -Bureau 
of Census recently reported that mer- 
chants' wholesaler sales in April 
established an all-time record. 

Sales for the first four months of 
1946 were 20 per cent over the same 
period of 1945, while dollar value of 
sales was double that of the similar 
period of 1939. 

On April 30 inventories were 11 
per cent above those of April 30 last 
year, but there was no change from 
the end of March. Dollar volume of 
inventories is still below 1942 levels 
despite price increases, the bureau 
said. 

In terms of physical volume many 
lines have shown little improvement 
from the wartime loads, the report 
pointed out. 

Altho substantial sales gains were 
reported for most lines . of trade in 
April compared with a year ago, no- 
table exceptions were coal, off 40 per 
cent, and beer, off 11 per cent. 

Others showing substantial gains 
were confectionery, 47 per cent; to- 
bacco, 45 per cent. 

Decreases were noticed in supplies 
of paints, varnishes, coal, farm sup- 
plies, beer, liquor and lumber. Many 
trade lines reported less than a three- 
week supply of merchandise on hand. 
Beer 'stocks were inventoried to last 
one week and tobacco less than two 
weeks. 

April Sales Rocket 
35% Ahead of 1945 

WASHINGTON, June 29. - Total 
sales of nation's retail stores during 
April increased 35 per cent in dollar 
volume over same period a year ago, 
according to the Department of Com- 
merce. April sales were estimated 
at $7,400,000,000. 

Commerce Department's index of 
sales based on 100 for the 1935-'39 
average was 227 for April, compared 
with 232 for March. Sales of dur- 
able goods stores were up 49 per 
cent, only 10 per cent below pre-war 
peak, while sale of non -durable 
goods stores were up 26 per cent. 

inside track on tourist business which 
is expected to boom sales of machine 
vended coffee, "electrocuted" hot 
dogs, ice cream, cigarettes, candy and 
soda pop. 

It was also pointed out that the 
new highways will put motor truck 
freighting on the upswing, and it has 
long been recognized by the trade 
that truck drivers account for much 
of roadside play of all types of coin - 
operated venders, juke boxes and 
amusement machines. 

Almost as essential to a roadside 
restaurant or lunchroom as the 
counter and chairs is the juke box, 
operators said. Many busy highway 
locations are even more profitable 
than big -city establishments of the 
same type.
