In 5 letter made public by
Johnsan this week Wilson prom-
ised that the upcoming conference
will seek to determine whether
NPA’s order M-90, which is the
color TV ban, “embodies the type
of control most effective and ap-
propriate” to accomplish aims
stated at Wilson's last conference
with the industry October 25
which led to the freeze.

Wilson's letter was in response
to a Johnson communication,
dated December 14. complaining
of ambiguities in the NPA color
order and describing that edict as
“just another unwarranted crip-
pling blow aimed direclly and
specifically at color television.”
Johnson suggested, in effect, that
the question of whether electronic
equipment is used for color or
black-and-white should be left up
to the industry, as long as it stays
within its prescribed allocations.
‘“What differcnce is there to the
defense effort, once you have
made the allocation of materials,

as to whether or not the materials |

are used for black and white, or
coler?” asked Johnson.

In a letter received by NPA this
week, Motion Picture Association,
Theater Owners of America, and

THE following table shows how a network television show can

have remarkably different popularity in two adjacent mar-
kets, Baltimore and Washington. The programs on thc list
were selected because they are generally viewed by particular
socio~-cconomic groups. The rating differences belween Balti-
morc and Washinglan, then, are due to fundamental differences
jn the characteristics of the communities

Baltimore has more familics that own their own homes
and less families living in multiple dwelitng units. Baltimore
has a lower average income than Washington and is character-
ized by a smaller amount of migration. About 45 per eent of
the Baltimore labor force falls into cither the skiled or un-
skilled labor category, while only 25 per cent of the Washington
working population falls Inlp these groups, The proporlion
falling into the clerical category for Baltimore is 23 per coni; in
Washington it's 33 per cent

Amonz the various sudlence characteristies thut tend to
ehange with different programs or program types are family
size, family composition. education. income, age of the houge-
wife and even place of residence. By and large varialions In
ratings of different shows will represent an articulation of pref-
erénces among sacio-economie groups of families that live in
each particular region.

An analysis of the table which earries the November, 1851,
Vidcodex ratings, shows how the Baltjmore ratings for programs
that are knoWn to be viewed predominantly by lower-income
rroups, lower educational groups, families with children, as well
a5 large families are higher than ratings for the same programs
in Washington.

MIAMI BEACH, Fla, Jan. 26—
The work of James C. Petrillo to
safeguard American musicians
from the inroads of mechanization
has strongly influenced action in
behalf of all performers at the in-
ternational level, the ezecutive
board of the American Federation
of Musicians was informed dur-
ing Its sessions at the Lombardy
Hotel here this week.

The efforts of the AFM presi-
dent will be brought to the atten-
tion of the 13-pation Advisary
Committce on Salaried Employ-
ecs and Professional Workers of
the International Labor Organi-
zation. a United Nations special-
ized agency, which will discuss
the question of performer's rights
at its second blennial session in
Geneva, Switzerland, on Febru-
ary 18.

The AFM executive board was
told by Snowden T. Herrick, an
o(ﬂcia{o! the TLO, that the Ad-
visory Committee is expected to
draft proposals calling for an !n-
ternational convention -— similar
to that now governing the copy-
rights of authors and compesers
—aestablishing that the performer
himself ha=z & proprietary interest
fn an artistic performance, as well
as the author, the manufacturer
and the broadeaster.

Petrillo has already. in effect,
established such a nght for the
American musicians. Performers
in other countries are also con-
cerned about the threat created
by dcvelopments in the mechan-
ical reproduction of sound, and
hope to cstablish a "right of au-
thorizailon” to cnable them to
control the exploitation of a
single performance.

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U.S. Official
Praises Qur
Disk Makers

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26—Pay-
ing tribute to U. S. disk-makers
for a major role in “the world-
wide dissemination of music”
Dr. Harold Spivacke, chief of the
Music Division of the Library of
Congress, told a musie conference
spunsored by the American Coun-
cil of Learned Societlies here that
“concerted steps” by the world
powers are needed. “Ii is my be-
lief,” said Dr. Spivacke, “that a
really successtul international ex-
change (of music) will have to
depend on a collaboration of gov-
ermmental and commercial enter-
prises.” He said “it will also re-
quire the co-operation of the pub-
lic and private organizations such
as libraries, universities, sym-
phony orchestras and others, But
without governmental and com-
mercial initiative, little can be
accomplished.”

Dr. Spivacke said musical in-
terchange among peoplc of the
world s jeopardized by “nation-
alistic tendencies” in governments
of the world. He voiced the belief
that the United Nations Educa-
tional. Scientific and Cuitural
Organization has missed its op-
portunity on this score. He cited
onc example in which UNESCO,
secking to propagate some folk
music, produced an edition of
100 albums, "barely enough to
scnd one to each member natlon.”

“It 80 happens,” said Dr. Spiv-
acke, “that there are many—pos.
sibly hundreds of albums of au-
thentic folk musie alrcady avail-
able in varlous countries of the
world but about which little is
known outside the coun of
origin. The small"sum available
(to UNESCO) could have been
used to list these and organize

One ¢cafe op said that many acts
make the mistake of waiting for
their agents to submit them. “I'll
see anvbody and give them an
audition with or without an
agent”™ snid Herbert Jacoby. of

Ruban Bleu's Al Mele said; T1
look at acts no matter who they
are. Agents aren’t necessary.”
Ruban Bleu has auditions every
other Tuesday. The Blue Angel
has them every Tuesday and
Thursday.

West Side niteries prefer to deal
thru agents. The consensus of
West Side opinion was that
“Agents know what we want so
they don't waste our time by
sending over unsuitable acts.” But
they added they wouldnt dis.
criminate against an act because
©of no agent representation.

Basically, these smaller spots,
including the chich) East Side
rooms, are just average payers.
Few acts going nlo such spots get
more than $250 unless they're
names. The result is that agents
prefer to submit their acts in spots
where they can make a buck.

Opinions Vary

There’s a general feeling among
the larger spots and more tmpor-
tant bookers that there must be
something wrong with an act
which doesn't have an agent. This
unpression was not accepted b,
the small East Side spots as vald.
They claimed that many agents
who do submit acts frequently
don’t know their rooms and send
the wrong people.

As a rule the plush-lined East
Slde cafes want girl or boy singers
who undersell standards rather
than belt them out Special ma-
terial users must have subtle
rather than obvious acts. The
commercial p seller ¢can find
the demand betier west of Fifth
| Avenue.

Others Like %-ers |

Novelties are always in de
mand. but there again they must
have ¢lass and subtlely. Jugglers
and magiciens. unless they have|
amusing chatter, won™t find much
work in New York except in the
larger commercial ¢lubs Yike the
Latin Quarter. Dance teams are
unsuitable for the smaller rooms.

ment—of sound. progressive management. sueh as given by
Ray Lee and his successor, Doug Baldwin, at Minnesota.

But to attract and hold men of the caliber of Lee and
Baldwin the fair will have to be lifted out of politics.

At the present lime the administration of the Michigan
State Fair is being probed a one-man grand jury.

This is just another of many blows to hit the fair, for even
if no charges stem from the investigation, the attendant pub-
licity will send the public’s regard for the fuir lower

Quix and Good Purpose

But the iInvestigation could serve a good purpose if it
dldir;othing else but point up the need to take the fair out of
politics

Anyway, we can dream of that as 8 possible result of the
present investigalion.

And if that dream came Urue it would then be possible
to attract and hold men like Lec and Baldwin. It would be
possible to develop men who would know the far business.
who would be capable of staging truly great cxpositions. and
who would be respected

“Ordinary pinball amusement devices would
not be reached {under the proposed amendment
to the ‘Slot Machine Act) under the judicial con-
struction thar ‘free games." when confined to a
mere right to operate the machine, do not con-
stitute a thing of value.”

Besides being a necessity in times
of Umited produclion periods, it
offers the once-in-a-lifetme op-
portunity foc coinmen lo fulfill
the dream of eventually becoming
a manufacturer. Trade history
shows that some of the best-known
lants in the trade were founded
y men who got their start in-the
refurbishing business.

Juke box inanufacturers, altho
cut back severely, have thus far
demonstrated “considerable re-
sourcefulness' in the words of one
NPA spokesman by developing
alternate materials

Jukes Behind Demand

Juke box production §s behind
demand on most of the major
models. But manufacturers, em-
ploying a wide variety of alter.
nate materials, have succeeded
in maintaining a healthy volume.

Unlike the games manufactur-
ers, the juke box companies have
this advantage: Their production
runs follow & more even keel,
have fewer highs and lows. The
games manufacturer hits peak
demands for one model, average
demand for another, and has ma-
terials on his hands when he flops.

This much is certain: A high
demand game—another Shuffle
Alley, for example—would find
every game maker woefully un-
ahle to produce even close to the
demand

Normal Year: 60.000

Most phonograph manufactur-
ers figure a normal year will
find some 60,000 boxes rolling
off the lines. Produetion in 1951
ran approximatelv 45,000 phono-
graphs built by seven manufac-
turers, with three of the manufac-
turers—AMI. Seeburg and Wur-
litzer—doing the lion's share of
the volume

1951 production actually repre-
sented _an increase over recent
years. Peak postwar year in the
music machine business was 1947.

There were 13 juke box manu-
facturers in the field at that time,
and combined they built 99,000
phonographs. The markel was
over-sold and over-produced. By
1948, production declined to 30,000
boxe:, and in 1949 the industry
began to regain its fect, digest
some of the over-production and
get back into 8 healthy financial
situation. N

dustry guesses Pplace the figure
at Icast one-third below 1851,
even with increasing use of al.
ternate materials. Thruout 1952,
manufacturers and distributors
will find themselves unable 1o
satisfy demand.
