As a second point the report 
stressed that persons who have 
repudiated Communism "should 
not be penalized fur past mis-
takes." 
The booklet states "we do not 

want detailed Government cen-
sorship of radio and TV," and 
emphasizes that "everyone con-
cerned—radio executives, spon-
sors and batecers—ahould be vig-
ilant in excluding Communists 
from the air, except when speak-
ing openly as such."

Warning on TB 
Cure Issued by 
Variety Clubs 
SARANAC LAKE, N. Y., March 

I.—In answer to a flood of ques-
tions from people in show busi-
ness about the view of the in-
dustry's TV hospital, Variety 
Clubs-Will Rogers Memorial here, 
on the wonder cures Rimifon and 
Nydrazid, Abe Montague, presi-
dent of the foundation, issued an 
official statement today. 

The hospital has been in close 
touch with work on the drugs, 
he said, and not only will the 
new drugs be used on the pa-
tients at tile Will Rogers, "but 
our newly expanded Research 
Laboratory will advance the re-
search and lab work necessary in 
conjunction with the administer-
ing of the drugs to selected pa-
tients." In pointing up the part 
the research lab will play in the 
future. Montague referred to the 
work of Dr. Morris Dworsky who 
has "perfected many importan 
steps in test tube experiments 
to determine the reaction of the 
TB bacilli to the various anti-
biotics in use at the present time.' 

Calling the press announce-
ments premature, Montague 
warned people in show business 
not to be misled by fantastic 
claims, particularly the feeling 
engendered that home treatment 
will now suffice. He emphasized 
the increased importance of hos-
pitalization for careful watching 
of patients and of the new drugs.

McCleery Monkeys With Ibsen in 
"P eer Gynt"; Result Is Unha 

Since two more installments of 
Ibsen's classic are still to come, it 
is obviously impossible to evaluate 
Albert McCleery's production of 
"Peer Gynt" for a while. The Sun-
day (24) segment covered the first 
three acts of the play, the period 
of Gynt's robust youth. Presum-
ably, the half-hours of Sunday 
(2) and Sunday (9) will cover the 
middle and aging years of Ibsen's 
hero. However, since many view-
ers perforce will accept or re-
ject each chapter of the produc-
tion as it comes along, this re-
porter thinks that each must be 
reviewed individually on its

"Peer Gynt" is bitter satire, 
but it is likewise a dramatic 
poem, and as such doesn't bend 
readily to tampering.

NF.W YORK, March I.-

Seventy invert per cent of all ra-
dio listening in TV homes takes 
phase in "other room" radio sets, 
portables and car radios accord-
ing to an American Research Bu-
reau radio survey to be released 
shortly. The survey measured 
is in with three or more radios. 
The report also shows that 51 per 
cent of all listening takes place 
outside the living room, even in 
homes with radio only. 
ARB data also shows that the 

avenge individual spends two 
and a hall times as many hours 
listening to radio as he does view-
ing TV: three times as many 
hours with net° this. with news, 
papers and six times as many 
hours with radio than with maga-
sines. In other words, he or she 
spends more time with radio than 
with all other media combined. 

Spelling it out, the media au-
diences spend 108 minutes daily 
with radio, 43 minutes with TV. 
34 minutes with newspapers and 
18 minutes with magasines.

On Sunday (24) Ed Sullivan 
presented Part I of the Cole Por-
ter story. Porter was there in 
person — shy, unassuming and 
taking a few modest bows. Inter-
preting some of the notable com-
positions of Porter were Mimi 
HenzeII and Brian Sullivan of the 
Met, and an exceptionally notable 
list of Broadway stars. including 
Monty Woolley, Lisa Kirk, 
Dolores Gray, William Gaston. 
Pierre D'Angelo and Anna and 
others, plus the Toastettes. a 
dance line which for this show 
had been augmented to 12—twice 
its normal size. 
Ed Sullivan tied up the lush 

melange, delivering much more 
than a routine emsee perform-
ance. The columnist-showman is 
both knowledgeable and artful in 
his handling of this type of layout. 
Thru the use of anecdote, brief 
bits of showbusiness history, he 
touched the high spots in Porter's 
career. This was all given point. 
finally, by the performances of 
the aforementioned artists. 

Sullivan uses the formula ex-
pertly. He's done it in the Helen 
Mayes story, the George White 
story and a number of other simi-
lar presentations. The ingredi-
ents are nostalgia, top personali-

• ties. top talent—and, as often as 
possible — the presentation of a 
notable scene or tune by the 
original performer. For instance, 
on the program reviewed, Wil-
liam Garton sang "You're the 
Tops" with the mine verve he dis-
played years ago in the Broad-
way musical, Anything Goes. 

There's little point in consider-
ing the individual performances 
of the talent on this show. Per-
formers of this caliber rarely de-
liver bad or mediocre perform-
ances. Couple them with Cole 
Porter material, put it all in the 
hands of an artful emsee who has 
a flair for story values, and you 
are bound to come up with in-
gratiating entertainment.

"Winner Take All." originally 
a radio quiz show and previously 
on TV for a long stay, does not 
blaze any new trails in video give-
away programing. But it con-
tinues an entertaining show due 
to the affability and friendliness 
of emsee Bill Cullen and the 
genuine and human qualities of 
the contestants, as brought out by 
interviews and questions on the 
show caught. 
The program is subtitled the 

"battle of the buzzer and the bell." 
This merely means that when 
either contestant is prepared to 
answer a question he can signal 
on his mechanical equipment. The 
first of the two contenders to an-
swer three queries correctly wins 
a round, picks up a lucrative prize 
and faces another challenger. 
The format is effective on TV 

because the camera records the 
emotions felt by the contenders 
on the show, their tenseness, anx-
iety and elation during the quiz 
period. 

Easy Questions 
The questions asked are not 

difficult, nor was the bottle iden-
tification contest when both con-
tenders were blindfolded and had 
to depend on their sense of touch. 
Yet a young' woman from Michi-
gan won all the prizes on the 
Wednesday show. When the pro-
gram started, she received $250 
for winning the final round the 
day before, plus a refrigerator, a 
set of sterling silverware and one 
additional hunk of loot for bowl-
ing over three contestants. 

If they don't put a round win-
ning limit os) contestants, this lady 
is liable to return home with 
enough merchandise to open a 
hardware store. Or perhaps she 
can sponsor the program. The 
five-day-a-week show ran smooth-
ly from start to finish.

The opening 
starred Jane Wyman in a half-
hour suspense seg that par' ed 
plenty of punch as well as a good 
twist on its pay-off. 

Scripter Les Crutchfield came 
up with a tidy psycho-melo 
sequence with somewhat the at-
mosphere of "Angel Street," a 
wife driven to virtual distraction 
via fear of a predatory husband. 
The yarn was called "A Letter 
From Laura," because the dis-
covery of a posthumous missive 
from the lad's first wife opens 
the eyes of No. 2 to friend hus-
band's capacity for murder. The 
meat of the yarn was her despair-
ing inability to make anyone be-
lieve that her suspicions were not 
imaginary. Her slick husband saw 
to that. The whole was tailored 
to mounting suspense which was 
logically developed to a surprise 
denouement. Much of this was due 
to excellent direction which com-
pletely red-herringed the motiva-
tions of a couple of the principal 
characters. Up to the last mo-
• ment it was impossible to tell 
just who was on whose side, and 
that is solid suspense writing and 
staging. 

cr..2 Solid 
Jane Wyman created a fine oral 

picture of the tortured wife who 
wasn't quite sure herself whether 
or not she was off the mental 
beam. Harry Bartell gave her 
sound backing as a slick husband 
with a happy faculty for putting 
her in the wrong. In fact, the en-
tire cast obviously knew what 
was required of them for this 
sort of melo tonic and responded 
accordingly.

At a desk near Ray sat one of 

his assistants who answered 
phone calls from viewers, and 
typed questions to be asked the 
participants. Unfortunately, the 
viewer's part in the discussion 
was played up at the beginning, 
but Ray didn't get to their ques-
tions until the last few minutes 
of the show. 

It is likely that more emphasis 
will be placed on the questions 
in future programs, because little 
new material in way of news and 
opinions was brought out dur-
ing the newspapermen's discus-
sions. Unless Ray gets men on the 
panel who will give him some 
bewsbreaks or some fresh opin-
ions, the strongest gimmick for 
the show would appear to be the 
answering of questions.

like old ham.. The mechanics of 
such a show aren't much of a 
challenge, with the four men 
seated at a long table, with Ray 
between them. Even so, the 
cameras were too often slow in 
picking up the speakers.

It is made so 
manly by the nature of the per. 
sons who serve as panelists, all of 
whom are professionally involved 
with the problems treated. Rims 
of them are avowed TV personali-
ties, but they are all adult enough 
to handle the job on hand with 
complete ease, sincerity, and good 
sense. This does not mean to 
neglect the fact that the basic 
idea of the program, to bring on 
experts to discuss basic family 
and personal problems, is a sound 
one. 
Ben Grauer continues to serve 

as moderator in his usual poised 
and cheerful way. Grauer, of 
course. does not pretend to be one 
of the experts. He is, in effect, the 
emissary of the laymen. He puts 
the questions, sent in by viewers, 
up to the panelists, and underlines 
and paraphrases points they 
make. 
As moderator Grauer continu-

ally reminds the audience that it 
is not the aim of the program to 
hand out the final solution to each 
of the problems considered, but 
only to give a few opinions of 
some of the experts. This is for. 
ther evidence of the soundness of 
the program, for the problems 
discussed are complex, and there 
is certainly no pat formula that 
would serve to answer any of

"Those in Favor" was a well. 
written script that dramatically 
set forth some of the difficulties 
involved in current U. S.-Soviet 
relations. Its two main characters 
were the American and the Soviet 
delegates attending a United Na-
tions conference on human rights. 
At the beginning, the American 
had been taking a tolerant atti-
tude toward the Russian's political 
tactics in the council and toward 
the Russian as a person. But in 
the course of a well worked out 
plot, he decided that his charity 
was useless. And in the end he 
resolved to use firmer methods. 
The development of the plot 

was via a letter the Russian rep-
resentative had written his wife 
frankly complaining about the 
MVD, the Soviet secret police. 
The letter accidentally fell into 
the hands of the American diplo-
mat. He could have used it to 
ruin the Russian personally and 
destroy his propaganda on the 
human-rights issue. But instead 
he kindly helped the Russian con-
ceal the whole thing from the 
MVD agent on the scene. 
Using a letter to carry out a 

plot is not new, but it is a handy 
device. The author of "Those in 
Favor," Christopher Mayhew, 
used it well. The development of 
character and situation up to the 
climax was subtle but never de-
ceiving. 

Russian Caught 
The U. S. delegate hoped his 

generosity would convert the 
Communist to democratic ways. 
But the Russian did not give in 
so easily. Tho the system got 
him down personally, he stuck to 
his principles like a good Marxien. 
What's more, he thought the 
American was silly to have gone 
to the trouble of saving him the 
embarrassment. And in the end 
the MVD caught up with him 
anyhow and "accidentally' ran 
him down. 
A play set on the international 

scene is so apt to turn into stark 
melodrama that it is a pleasure 
to find one handled with some 
subtlety. Mayhew's theme is "get 
tough with the Russians," but he 
does not underestimate the diffi-
culty a conscientious diplomat 
might have in reaching and hold-
ing this line. 
Raymond Massey as the Amer-

ican and Herbert Berghof as the 
Russian were both quite good. 
The telecasting was skillful on 
the whole, as it usually is on this 
show. But continually tense mu-
sical bridges tended to throw the 
viewer off as to just when the 
climax was due.

The Author Meets the 
Critics

Affording a startling contrast 
to last week's Taft-McCrary fire-
works, Tennessee Senator Estes 
Kefauver guested on "Author 
Meets the Critics" Thursday (28) 
and conducted a -gentlemanly de-
fense of his five-year-old book.

The equally polite Senators 
Homer Capehart and Blair Moody 
were also on hgnd to present pro 
and con views of the book (in 
reverse order).

Faye Emerson was obviously 
overjoyed at her three guests' 
excessive display of good man-
ners. Kefauver had a once-in-a-
political-lifetime chance to show 
up a potential opponent for the 
presidency, and he made the most 
of it.

ago as an angry and controversial 
personality during his verbal bout 
with Tex McCrary on another TV 
how, Sen. Robert A. Taft this 
week settled back into his more 
familiar role of the rather dull, 
methodical individual. In con-
trast to the sparks which flew 
on "The Author Meets the Crit-
ics," the senator's appearance as 
"The Man of the Week" was all 
sweetness and good humor, with 
even a liberal democratic con-
gressmen. Sam Yorty of Cali-
f as exchanging pleasantries 
with the senator and, for the most 
part agreeing with hon. 
Perhaps Taft needs the needle 
bringto  forth some vigorous ex-

position. As this show flowed 
along, smoothly and evenly, with 
scarcely a marring ripple, it had 
the same soporific effect as drift-
ing along a seemingly-endless 
stream in an oarless rowboat. 
About the only major point of 

issue was the senator's stand on 
military appropriations, as he 
said that 252 billion dollars was 
far too much. Two years ago, 
he pointed out, Gen. Omar Brad-
ley, on behalf of the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff, said $15 billions would 
be plenty. The Korean war, for 
all its destruction, has cost only 
85 billions, said the senator, and 
the Russians have shown no 
cause for us to be more worried 
now than previously. If the joint 
chiefs underestimated the situa-
tion two years ago, said Taft, they 
may be overestimating it now, 
and the truth may very well lie 
somewhere between. The senator 
made his points on this debate 
far more convincingly than at 
any other time in the show. 
Asked by Yorty whether he 

did not consider his calling the 
Korean war "useless" a remark 
deleterious to the war effort. 
Taft responded that it is not 
true that people should abstain 
from criticism if they have been 
thrust into an unnecessary war, 
and that the nation's leaders 
should be subject to criticism, 
otherwise the people are neglect-
ing their duty as citizens. 
Generally, the questions and 

answers were put together in 
smiling, happy fashion. The sen-
ator confided that if General 
Eisenhower secured the Repub-
lican nomination. he would cam-
paign for Ike, and he hoped Ike 
would do the same for him. He 
said his own foreign policy would 
differ but little from that of the 
present administration, but that 
he has little confidence in the 
sincerity of that administration.

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Nielsen Launches 
New AM-TV Survey 

All-Around Coverage Signed by NBC at 
Reported 250G; ABC, Too, Mulls Service 

NEW YORK. March 1.—A new 
omnibus radio and TV coverage 
service, embracing the sire, com-
position and fluctuation of each 
station and network's audience, 
has been launched by A. C. Niel-
sen Company, and the first sub-
scription was sold to the National 
Broadcasting Company at a price 
estimated at close to $250,000. 
The service, to be called the Niel-
sen Coverage Service, will not 
touch on ratings, but will be 
along the lines of the data gath-
ered by Broadcast Measurement 
Bureau, last issued in 1949. 

Nielsen stated, however. that 
NCS will go far beyond BMB's 
efforts, first by using the inter-
view rather than ballot technique. 
A staff of 200 full-time workers 
will cover a cross-section of typ-
ical families in 48 States and 
about 3,000 counties. The report 
is planned as a one-shot. With 
others to be made in the future if 
warranted, and will be ready 
within a few months. A second 
contract is believed in negotia-
tion with the American Broad-
casting Company, whose research 
chief, Oliver Treys, was meeting 
with Nielsen in Chicago at the 
weekend. 
The NCS data will be offered 

to agencies and advertisers, as 
well as webs. Individual stations 
also will be able to secure local 
data from NCS at a Proportionate 
rate. This move projects Nielsen 
into the local picture for the first 
time in a major way, altho he has 
done a local radio study in each 
of four cities (New York, Chicago, 
Cincinnati, Los Angeles) in the

RCA Grosses 
$598,955,000 
NBC Sales Up 
NEW YORK. March I.—Radio 

Corporation of America grossed 
an all-time record high of $598,- 
955,000 from sales of products and 
services in 1951, as compared 
with $586,393,000 in 1950, accord-
ing to RCA's 32nd annual report. 
During this period, National 
Broadcasting Company sales rose 
48 per cent to a total of $137,156,- 
000, with TV accounting for all 
the increase. 
RCA's net profits, however, 

were $31,193,000 in 1951, dropping 
considerably below 1950,s net of 
$46,250.000. Reduction was large-
ly attributed to a leveling-off of 
consumer demand following the 
scare buying of 1950. Total taxes 
paid by corporation were $62,- 
389,000, more than double the net 
profits for the year. Dividends 
paid in 1951 totaled $17,010,000, 
with $3,153,000 of this amount 
going to preferred stockholders 
and remainder to common stock-
holders. 
RCA's plant expansion program 

continued in 1951 with $26,069,- 
000 spent on plant equipment, 
providing corporation with the 
greatest production potential in 
its 32-year history. Total current 
assets of RCA at December 31, 
1951 amounted to $255,993,000, 
compared with $209,959,000 at the 
end of 1950.

more ago in Milwaukee. With 
winter weather a factor to be 
reckened with in the North. many 
juke operators have set up disk 
drab with thee local retailers, 
paying more than they would if 
they purchased them thru diatribe 
—but getting the disks when they 
need them without resorting to 
lengthy and hazardous trim to this 
city or Chicago.

panel's report on the Southern 
case. It was interesting in many 
ways. The panel. for instance, 
philosophically entered into a 
consideration of the term "avail-
ability." and quoted definition., 
thus: "Availability"—the quality 
or state of being available, utility 
for a purpose, usable, profiteble, 
fitness for a special purpose." 

Factors Defined 

The panel further defined the 
factors entering into the tradi-
tional concept of availability, in-
cluding "nature." "number," 
"character," "prestige," "popu-
larity" and "vogue." The panel 
then si-arched for what it con-
sidered the true factors of avail-
ability and came up with Its own 
concept of -units of consistency" 
and -prestige, (The Billboard, 
March I). 

In the history of availability 
cases, struggles over ratings have 
generally been resolved via per-
formances. This Is what happened 
in the Southern case. The panel, 
in order to arrive at a perform-
ance basis, studied ASCAP logs 
covering performance. of 21 cata-
logs for a period of four years. 
Tunes considered were so-called 
"prestige" songs, a term implying 
certain restriction.. For instance, 
tunes must have been at least 
three years old. Tunes barred in-
cluded arrangement., of public do-
main songs. etc. In other words. 
the panel tried to out away from 
the concept of availabiltty as 
many intangibles a, possible, 
while still clinging to a "prestige" 
idea. coupled with performances. 

Plahor Cam 

Not generally known is the fact 
that the Southern case is not the 
only one to have gone into arbi-
tration. Fred Fisher, back in ap-
proximately October. asked the 
publishers' classification commit-
tee for a hike in availability. The 
rase went to the board of appeals. 
Fisher wee offered • raise, but re-
jected it and went into arbitra-
tion—just as did Southern. Fisher 
expects to get a decision "in about 
one week." The chairman of the 
panel handling the case is National 
Broadcasting Company music 
exec Tom Pelvis°, who chaired 
the Southern case. Fisher. how-
ever, unlike Southern, just asked 
for a hike. Southern asked for 
much more, an explanation of the 
philosophy of availabtlity. South-
ern's Ralph Peer also suggested 
that a formula be created. 

Belvieu, ill other word.. has 
already had several cams under 
consideration.

Historical Background 

The concept of availability Is 
peculiar to performing rights so-
cieties in the United Stales. In 
foreign countries the pay-off is 
strictly on the basis of perform-
ances. It, ASCAP the theory is 
that the gradual acquisition of 
tunes which become standards 
contribute to the general pool of 
music and supply a stabilizing ele-
ment. This, It is felt. should be 
token into consideration in ells-
Parsing the publisher money. 
The evaluation of availability 

(see aforementioned definition,) 
has long been a rough problem 
in view of the difficulty of 
formulating a mathematical yard-
stick. ASCAP', availability com-
mittee in the early year. of John 
Paine's regime considered ways 
and means of arriving at a 
mathematical measure. However, 
the very concept of availability 
(vogue, nature. dharacter, etc.) 
militates against. this. One cham-
pion of the traditional system of 
determining availability argues 
thus: The publisher division ie a 
S13-50-IS split, Slew percentages 
applying to performances, avail-
ability and seniority. Perform-
ances, he points out, are a 
mathematical measure. Seniority 
may be construed as semi-mathe-
matical. So avadability counts for 
only about one-third of the total 
publisher monies. How wrong can 
an availability rating be. espe-
daily when administered by ex-
perts in catalogs? How much dif-
ference can it make in the total 
money a publisher can receive?

I developing a return to the 
Luneeford sound, this jazz disk 
collector, who hat almost the com-
plete Okeh, Decca and Columbia 
Luneeford catalog, could find no 
similarity between the late Loire-
food's crew and Iday's.

The band's library numbers 

about 40 arrangements, with May 
adding In new numbers per week. 
Present library is weak on current 
pops. but May is remedying that 
in the next two weeks. Instru-
mentals and standards are plenti-
ful, with both showing May's dis-
tinctive hand. All arrangements, 
even the torrid instrumental., 
are kicked off in either normal 
dance tempo or in a light busi-
nessmen's bounce. May has stayed 
away from the race-track tempo 
screamers that have driven dancers 
off the floor since the j-bug craze 
was at its peak. 
May himself ts a kind of enigma 

as • leader is that he's the farth-
est thing from what a leader 
should be ante Artie Shaw did 
his first trek acrom the country 
early in the '40's when the Bluebird 
disks started hitting. May. who 
looks like a towering version of 
Bill Bend's, today makes no effort 
to act the conventional band-
leader. About the only showman-
ship he uses is an occasional sin-
cere, impish smile, but that gen-
uine gesture says more than 1.000 
words. He has none of the veneer 
of the usual batoneer and the 
genuine approach is a wonderful 
contrast to the overplaying of most 
stick wavers. May, however, 
should announce more numbers, 
especially the recorded instru-
mentals, for there are always 
numbers of disk fans among dance 
throngs who can be tempted to 
buy if they get the title. May. 
too, should face the crowd more 
instead of the band, but, evidently 
he's so engrossed in getting the 
band in shape that be's forgetting 
the dancers. 
Because May Isn't an animated 

showman, this band needs a boy 
to handle comedy and novelty 
songs. Right now the spotlight 
forcuses on Marilyn King, state-
toque blond kid sister of the famed 
King Sisters, who once dazzled 
on the Alvino Rey stand. Besides 
being a terrific looker, she sings 
well. The Mytimera, consisting 
of May. Miss King and two side-
men, do unison and harmony 
vocals, but they lack the necessary 
comedy. 
May has added a new approach 

He opeos each 
set with Barney KASS41 tilling full-
chord • tune with the rhythm 
section on amplified guitar Then 
Mast the big rhythm section 

backing furnished by Kessel', full 
chords, various section men play 
melody on standards It's • fuller 
sound than most medley sconnos. 

Delegates to the National Ball-
room Operators' Association's con-
ventions and their regional meet-
ings have long talked over the 
need of a new sound in dance 
business. May has that new 
slant musically that fits the bill 
100 per cent, in that it's good 
commercially as well as musically.

Invalidate Portland 
Digger Ban Ordinance 
PORTLAND, Ore., March 1.— 

Tin city ordinance designed to 
outlay, digger operations was 
found to be invalid this week by 
three Circuit Court judges. The 
finding followed the pattern of 
their earlier decision (The Bill-
board, January 12) voiding the 
city's ban on pinball machines— 
the city cannot ban coin-operated 
amusement equipment bemuse of 
a State regulation. 

Since the passage of the digger 
ordinance the operations had con-
tinued under a restraining order 
obtained by Raymond and Elsie 
Bowe, Portland Crane Company, 
and C. W. Tammen, digger distrib-
utors, which delayed enforcement 
of the ordinance pending a ruling 
by the three judge court. 

Two Points 
in their separate findings the 

judges followed both line, of ar-
gument advanced by the distribu-

tor, attorney. John F. Reynolds. 
He contended the ordinance was 
riot enacted validly on an emer-
gency basis. Reynolds also asked 
the court to find the ordinance 
Invalid on the emergency basis 
because it was in conflict with the 
State law. Judge MacCormar 
Snow ruled the city had failed to 
show adequate reason for calling 
the digger machine an emergency 
measure. Judges Martin W. Haw-
king and James R. Bain found the 
ordinance conflicted with the 
State law. 
Following the ruling City At-

tomey Alexander G. Brown rec-
ommended that the city council 
appeal the digger case to the 
State Supreme Court. The city 
already had filed a similar appeal 
on the pinball case.
