cities, they are strictly big box-
office attraction.

Chez Paree in Chicago or Ciro's 
in Hollywood, have discovered 
time and again that record names 
in themselves are seldom strong 
enough to do the business. As 
pointed out ln a previous article.

The record names 
of any stature can get $300,000 to

Survey Says Ratings 
Miss Multi-Set Homes

NEW YORK. March 22.—Over 
10,000,000 of the 42.800,000 media 
funilies in the United States are 
virtually uncounted in studies 
charting the size and character-
istics of the AM audience by 
A. C. Nielsen Company, the ma. 
'or nuewounter in the field. 
These 10 million families are 
those which have three or more 
radio receiver, in their homes, 
and which represent only one nor 
cent of the Nielsen sample, altho 
constituting 25 per cent of the 
total number of 'edict families. 
A special study hàà been made 
to American Research Bureau. 
ordered at an expenditure of 
$25.000 by president Bob Kintner 
of the American Brudcutmg 
Company, to determine the size 
and characteristics of this "miss. 
log market" and the composition 
of each radio program's audience 
by homes with one, two and three 
or mere sets.

'Author-Critic' Rep as Fight Arena 
Enhanced by 'Gen.' McCarthy Bout 

"Author Meets the Critics" is 
rapidly gaining a reputation for 
staging the hest political brawls 
on television. Senator Joseph 
McCarthy's book, "America's Re-
treat from Victory," vas up for 
discussion last Thursday (201, 
with Newsweek staffer Ralph de 
Toledano as pro-critic, and con. 
views expressed by Leo Cherne, 
exemtiye secretary of the Re-
search In/haute of America. 

In commendable contrast to the 
violently pro-Taft audience of 
last month, the studio crowd ap-
plauded all concerned with cheer-
ful (albeit loud) impartiality. 
They cheered enthusiastically 
when McCarthy made a point, 
and sounded equally jubilant 
when Cherne became top man on 
the political pole.

using its Nielsen rating as an 
index of 100, the "Evelyn Win-
ters" simper would have an in-
dex of 172 if It. Nielsen were 
weighted properly for multbset 
homes. -Against the Storm" aim-
flatly would be indexed at 123 
and "Break the Bank" at 112. 
In actual ratings. "Against the 

Storm's" 2.6 Nielsen would be 
adjusted to a 3.2 by adding multi. 
set homes in their true listening 
proportions, while "Break the 
Bank" would be 5.4 instead of the 
4.8 of Nielsen. 
Among the evening shows, the 

same holds true. Walter Winchell 
has a measurably higher rating 
in multi-set homes than in the 
one-set homes, and his correct 
adjusted rating actually should 
be quite a hit higher than it now 
is shown to be. The same applies 
to Drew Pearson. 
Of course, there are some pro-

grams aimilaily. which would 
show declines in ratings if they 
were adjusted correctly. Thus, 
"Strike It Rich" is shown to be 
getting an inflated rating because 
multi-set homes are not properly 
counted, while "Break the Bank" 
is abort-changed. Sammy KaYe's 
"Sunday Serenade" gets 73 per 
cent of its total audience in multi. 
set homes, and 44 per cent in 
homes with three or more sets, 
where Nielsen has virtually no 
check. It is regarded as similar 
to leaving out the entire Eastern 
area of the United States in 
figuring audience. 
The study breaks down the ato 

clientes earned by daytime shows 
of two major sponsors. General 
Fonds and Philip Morris, and in-
dicates that generally they are 

doing better in the herdlymee-
sured multi-set homes than the 
sponsors probably know. These 
figures are significant when con-
sidered in the light of the fact 
that 40 per cent of radio homes 
are o.-set homes, 35 per cent 
are two-set homes and 25 per 
cent have three or more sets.

Tho ennditions are better 
between the Screen Writers' Guild 
and the Television Writers' group 
in the East, a provocative remark 
can change that picture. 

Many Long Comadinanda 

CBS - TV has some commit' 
risen. for film which run for five 
years. These would include such 
programs as "Antos 'n' Andy," 
and "I Love Lucy." "The Gene 

Autry Show" Is also partially 
owned by CBS-TV but filmed by 
Autry's Flying A Prod.tions. If 
CBS-TV decides against film, it 
would have to carry out such 
existing commitments. but prob. 
ably would not use film for any 
of its present new Coast prop-
erties. The network has made n 
large investment in its Television 
City in Hollywood, but its stages 
can he used for live programing. 
CH Undoubted importance in 

any ban against the use of film 
by CBS-TV is the fact that by 
using celluloid, the network, In s 
sense, is working against its own 
prime interest—that of selling 
facilities. If a quality program 
ran be shipped around to the TV 
stations in a con, why use a net-
work, goe, this question. Some 
web execs believe that by show-
ing stations that they can get 
audiences by programing film, 
you are showing them the way to 
get full rates for their time. T. 
time will not be far off, these 

tradesters maintain, when sta. 
lions may start to buy film in 
quantity from outside the net-
work. 

Another Problem 
Another problem emplane up 

in the use of TV film is the fact 
that many unions are asking a cut 
of subsidiary rights. The Ameri-
can Federation nt Rodin Artists 
already gets 5 per cent of 
either the sense time sales or the 
package price, each time the film 
is shown. The video performers' 
and writers' unions also are 
demanding repayment fees each 
time TV film is used. This pre-
sages similar demands by all 
other unions working in the 
medium. 

If CBS-TV deeides against us-
Mg film, the decision may only 
be temporary. The industry is 
still in an infant stage and its 
execs have to make their deci• 
nions by radar. Should conditions 
change, of course, their fluid poli-
cies will change with them. 

With Philip Morris, the "Evelyn 
Winters" stnp (ABC) ha. 50 per 
cent of its audience in three-plus 
homes, against 32 per cent in 
two•set and 18 per cent in one. 
set homes. "Against the Storm"

WASHINGTON, March 22. —A 
titanic struggle among existing 
radio broadcast interests for 
choicest TN frequencies in the 
land is ouietly in the making on 
the approaching eve of the freeze 
lift. Of some 520 video applica-
tions already on file at the 
Federal Communication. Com-
mission, just under 64 per cent 
are from radio station owners, 
and FCC insiders anticipate the 
trend will grow when the post-
freeze grand nut, gets under way. 
The Interest of radio broadcast-

ers in TV ownership has been a 
natural one because of the affin-
ity of the two media; the trend 
has been firmly established in the 
nation's 108 TV stations, the ma-
jority of which are owned by ra-
dio broadcasters, something over 
half of them also owning news-
papers. The zooming proportion 
uf radio station owners among TV 
applicants is viewed as strongly 
indicative of what the TV picture 
will be like 121 the Industry's ex-
panding era. 

Significant in the steadily 
growina rush for frequencies is 
the rising percentage of appli-
cants involved in contests. Not 
only are virtually all of the re-
meining available VHF frequen-
cies being contested by anywhere 
from two to a dozen applicants 
each, but also signs of minor con-
tests for UHF channels in some 
localities are beiproung to appear.

Lippert 
hid again openly flaunted the 
Screen Actors' Guild by refusing to 
conform with Its regulation de-
manding additional compensation 
for actors In late films released to 
TV. Because of an eari.er breach. 
Lippert's contract with SAG was 
canceled by the union. As the sit-
uation now stands, Lippert will not 
be able to resume production until 
he has negotiated a deal with SAG 
whereby actors appearing in these 
films will get extra dough from 
their TV exhibition.

CBS Gross, Net Income 
Up Sharply Over 1950 
NEW YORK, March 22.—The 

annual report of Columbia Broad-
casting System, Ine., reveals that 
its consolidated net income has 
jumped sharply from $4.105.3$ 
or $2.39 per share in 1950 to 
$,360,097 or $3.10 per share In 
1951. The CBS, Inc. gross Income 
for 1951 wan, 8175,e95,587, a hike 
of $51,590,179 over the year be-
fore, but its operating expenses 
rose linen $58.280,192 in 1950 to 
$88,817.505 last year ti, cash in 
the bank at the end of 1951 wag 
$12035.020, or more than $5,009,-
000 higher 'than in 1950 Notes 
Payable by the corporation from 
1957 thru 1971 have jumped 
sharply from 85,000,000 in 1950 
to 525.000 000 in 1951. CBS. Ire., 
was reorganized into six divisions 
in 1951 after it merged with My. 
tron. This accounts partially for 
its increases in revenue. 
The annual report also gives 

some significant indication of the 
progress in 1951 made by its AM 
subsidiar", the Columbia Broad-
casting System's radin network. 
CBS led all other networks in 
advertising revenue, increasing its 
lead over the second web from 15 
per cent in 1950 to 27 per cent in 
1951. Among the new program 

acquisitions were "Mr. Chame-
leon.""The FBI in Peace and 
War," "Gangbusters." "Hearth-
stone of the Death Squad" and 
the entire radio production output 
of the Screen Actors' Guild, 
The 38 package programs on 

the CBS radio network accounted 
Par 47 per rent of the commercial 
time bought during the peak 
hours from 6 to 11 p.m. The radio 
network added 14 new stations to 
its coverage in 1951. 

Last year at the CBS-TV net-
work eirculatIaan costs declined 
11.2 per cent on hour shows front 
$3.40 to $3.02 per thousand. On 
half-hour pnagrams, circulation 
costs went down from $2.01 to 
$1.81 per thousand, a drup of 112 
per rent. The 103 clients using 
the video web accounted for gross 
billings of $2.47.844, an increase 
of 226.4 per cent over 1950.

Noble Reports 
ABC's Gross 
At $59 Million 
NEW YORK, March 22.—An-

nual report uf board chairman 
Edward J. Noble to the stockhold-
en and board of the American 
Broadcasting Company said that 
in the calendar year ending last 
December 21, gross income from 

operations, less discounts and re-
bates, amounted to $58.983.129. 
This compares with $45,879,860 in 

1950. Net income, after provision 
for federal income taxes, amount-
ed to $388.943 compared with the 
net profit nf $84,605 earned the 
previous year. The 1951 net profit 
amounted to 22 cents • share on 

the basis of 1,689,017 shares of $1 
common stock issued and out-
standing. compared with 5 cents 
a sham for 1950. 
Noble's report stessed the 

forthcoming move of the web to 
its own studios and quarters in 
New York, Hollywood, San Fran-
cisco and Chicago, and the expec-
tation that they "will result In 
sizable savings, as well as provide 
us with production facilities equal 
to those of our two principal coin-
petite's" He noted that the TV 
web's principal problem is the 
scarcity of stations in one and 
two-station markets, resulting In 
inability to clear programs hi 
these markets, and expressed a 
hope that the lifting of the freeze 
would relieve the problem. 
The web's consolidated balance 

sheet noted current cash assets of 
$1,899.579 Accounts receivable 
were limed at $7,747.464. Prepaid 
insurance. taxea, rent. etc., added 
another $704,261, making total 
current assets $10.351.304. Fixed 
assets including land and con-
struction less reserves for depre. 
nation and amortization were 
$11,832.294. Including intangibles 
land deferred charges, total assets 
were $31,025.927. Liabilities, cap-
, ital stock and surplus balanced off 
I at the same amounts.

The 
yarn concerned a spinsterish 
schoolteacher convinced that life 
bas passed her by. after 20 years 
et small town pedagome, and is 
envious of the reported successes 
of three ex-school mates. The real 
facts behind these glowing suc-
cess stories were then brought to 
light, to underscore the final dis-
covery that her own unexciting 
career was the richest in fulfill-
ment 
The notion has been explored 

dramatically many times before, 
but 'Three Letters" gave Judith 
Evelyn tine opportunity for an 
hour's tour-de-force, as the 
slightly frustrated schoolmarm. 
as a fading and rapacious Broad-
way star, as a nagging. would-be 
entrepreneur of local culture, and 
as a rich, neurotic middle-ager 
who has espoused a penniless 
young philanderer. The material 
ranged from bitter satire. thru 
character comedy to pathos. and 
Miss Evelyn again demonstrated 
her ability by taking it all in 
stride. It was an over-all excel-
lent performance. 

Strong Assists 
Sharp camera work and direc-

Puppet programs on television 
so often show a clear streak of 
sophistication that many of them 
are favored by adults almost as 
much as by children. -Junior 
Hi-Jinx," which went oit the 
CBS-TV network last week after 
almost two years on WCAU-TV, 
Philadelphia, seemed at first to 
be another example of this. For 
the main character is, of all 
things, a worm with a college 
education. Sticking his head up 
from center stage, Willie appears 
a wonderful caricature of the 
over-zealous freshman, with his 
thick glasses, tired eyes and fresh 
cap. But the content of his first 
show on the network turned out 
to be not so clever as that. It 
was charming, simple fare, quite 
substantial for children, but 
without the broad appeal of a 
Kukla or a Whistling Wizard. 

Versatile Willie 
The quarter-hour was nicely 

broken, into four parts. Willie 
started out by telling the old 
fable of the argument between 
the sun and the wind, aided by 
semi-animated drawings. Next 
he told a quick joke and fol-
lowed it by a little monodrama 
in which the puppet switched 
roles by sticking his head up 
into each of four little hats sus-
pended from above. Then, don-
ning a mortarboard, he wound 
up the segment with a science 
lecture, in which, turning the 
wrong switches, he made amps 
and antennas throw sparks and 
the whole set go up in smoke. 
The first part offered kids a 

good moral, and the last was sure 
to draw laughs out of them. 
If Warren Wright and Charlie 
Venda wanted to, they could 
easily add a couple of smart 
touches to "Hi-Jinx" that might 
get parents to take an occasional 
peak, too. But as it worked out 
this Sunday, it was strictly for 
the kids. And with the addition 
off this and "Ranger Joe" to its 
early Sunday sked, CBS has a 
respectable line-up of kiddie 
shows.

A rather cautious and circum-
spect Governor Warren refused 
to commit himself too strongly 
on controversies in the political 
realm of "The Man of the Week." 
Possibly the governor was merely 
following the traditional axiom 
that a good politician should steer 
away from controversial issues. 
or perhaps the Senator Taft-Tex 
McCrary TV fracas of a few 
weeks ago, and its attendant pub-
licity. made the presidential can-
didate decide to be discreet. 
Under any circumstances Warren 
was extremely shy about being 
pinned down on many topics. 
This did not make for exciting 

televiewing, nor did it reveal too 
well how the governor stood on a 
number of important subjects. 
The program did sparkle occas-
ionally when the reporter-panel-
ists asked Warren some penetrat-
ing questions. These, however, 
seemed to offend the governor, 
and he claimed that one of the 
questions asked on foreign policy 
was quite unfair. The fact that 
Warren did reveal how he felt 
on some issues was due more to 
the insistent probing of the re-
ponen than to outspokeness on 
the part of the Californian. 
At the start of the show War-

ren indicated that he was dis-
inclined to be too specific. He 
said he did not know how many 
delegates he would get in the 
Wisconsin primary, that he held 
all of his Republican opponents 
in the forthcoming primary in 
high regard, and that the results 
of the New Hampshire primary 
were "very interesting." He also 
said that he would turn over the 
delegates he garners in various 
primaries only if he finds that 
he cannot get the presidential 
nomination, and that they would 
be turned over when it was ap-
propriate. Asked if he would 
turn them over to General Sisen. 
bower, the governor replied that 
he would not, but would allow 
them to vote "as they pleased. 
Be did say, tho, that his Wis-
consin candidates were originally 
pledged to Eisenhower. 
The sparks flew a wee bit after 

the governor informed the panel 
that he did not think he was an 
isolationist, since he favored 
world co-operation and world se-
mrity. George Tatum, of the Chi-
cago Tribune. Wanted ta 'maw 
how Warren's foreign policy dif-
fered from Truman's and Ache. 
son's. Warren, rather angry. 
claimed the question was com-
pletely unfair. He demanded to 
be asked the question specifically, 
not generally. Further questions 
elicited the info that Warren fa-
vored the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization, as well as our main 
taining troops in Europe and con-
tinuing financial aid to the allies. 
But he indicated his ideas hewed 
closely to those of Truman and 
Acheson in that h- did not favor 
bombing China at this time and 
that he did not support the use 
Of Chinese Nationalist troops to 
invade China. 
Bob Kennedy pointed out that 

since Warren disagreed with Talf, 
it proved there was a difference 
between the two candidates.

Fof the premiere, the 
show featured the Royal Grena-
dier Guards of England, and fu-
ture programs will sked bands 
from Holland, Austria, Norway, 
Portugal, etc., all under the spon-
sorship of the U. S. Mutual Se-
curity Agency. 
But in addition to presenting 

band music, the show also at-
tempts to give some info about 
the country concerned, and il the 
first show is any indication, this 
program could do a lot toward 
bettering relationships between 
our country and the nations of 
Western Europe. It is done in a 
very simple and unpretentious 
way, merely by letting listeners 
know what some of the .European 
countries are doing for the corn. 
mon defense effort of North At-
lantic Treaty Organization as well 
as a few human facts about the 
nature of the country. 

All About England 
Since the show caught starred 

the English band, the information 
given out naturally was about 
Britain. The dark, quite a good 
one, played a few marches an 
well as a number of amain& 
selections, including a medley 
from the ever-pofildar "H.M.S. 
Pinafore." Then announcer 
Frank McDonald mentioned that 
many Americans think the British 
lack humor, and briefly explained 
why that is a misconception. He 
also told about dining at an 
officer's club in England and be-
ing unable to find any Colonel 
Blimps. 
Most important, he explained 

that there are twice as many 
Britons in the defense force to-
day as there were in 1938, and 
that it was the British who were 
first to fight alongside the Yanks 
in Korea. Perhaps these are small 
facts, but they certainly are facts 
that should be known. 'He .told 
about questioning some British-
ers as to their ideas on a West-
ern European Union, to which he 
got the reply that it was Eng-
land's Ernie Bevin who suggested 
it back in 1918. 
To end the show, the band 

played "Anchors Away" as a 
salute from one great naval power 
to another. If the following pro-
grams are as musical, informative, 
well-written and well-announced 
as this one, the stanza will not 
only present good bands, but will 
also help clear up a lot of our 
misconceptions about European 
nations, and further the trend of 
making friends of our allies.

nrhe AFM has, for the part 
eight months. become tougher in 
approving record rontracts for 
their musician members which do 
not otter at least eight sides a 
year. The Federation's stand is 
based on previous experiences in 
which bands have been tied up 
with exclusive deals and then 
shelved after two or four sides 
but are then unable to get out of 
their contracts. In some instances, 
this has even turned into an ex-
tortion racket. claims AFM, las 
which the nrkoters have been 
forced to buy their way out of 
diskery contracta. 

Label execs are hoping that 
short-term deals will give them a

WASHINGTON. March 22. — 

Having wide implications for 
sporadic price war contests on the 
retail disk and other fronts, • 
emit-sized fracas over fair trade 
laws is shaping up in the House. 
The House Judiciary Committee 
last week approved a bill revital-
ising Slate laws against undercut-
ting a manufacturer's stipulated 
price, but the committee chair-
man, Rep. Emanuel Celler (D., 
N, Y.), will fight it out on the floor. 
Complicating the problem is the 
face that the House Inters/tale and 
Fnreign Commerce Committee has 
approved • dinner bill, thus poring 
a committee jurisdictional prob-
lem which will have to be ironed 
out by the rules committee. 

Teller plans to try to get the 
House to accept a substitute which 
would allow a manufacturer to sue 
for treble damage against a re-
tailer who sells loss-leaders with-
out resulting in fixed prices, ac-
cording lo Celler. 
Both the Judiciary and Com-

merce committee bills would over-
rule the Supreme Court's &deco 
in the Sehwegmann case, which 
touched off a spectacular price war 
in New York City and iMewhere. 
Both bills would make it clear that 
non-signer, of resale-price-main-
tenance contracts are bound by 
their terms as well as shiners. The 
Judiciary bill, however, would 
make it a complete defense if the 
retailer could show that the manu-
facturer was not trying to enforce 
his stipulated price on the retailer's 
compeUtors. 
Any fair trade bill passed by 

Congress Is headed for a Presiden-
tial veto, but there may be enough 
sentiment for fair trade to over-
ride a veto.

Export Laws Pose 
Restocking Problems 

NEW YORK. March 22.—Grow-
leg restraitons on continued im-
portation of jungle animals seri-
ously threatens the supply of wild 
animals to circuses and other 
branches of show business de-
pending upon same. Embargoes 
forbidding export of jungle ani-
mals are now in effect in Thailand, 
Africa and India. with the export-
ing of gorillas out uf Africa for-
bidden. 
Animal importers and export-

ers, (aced with the growing short-
age and the threat of even worse 
restrictions to mete, are con-
fronted wills the unpleasant pros-
pect of either losing portions of 
their business entirely or having 
their prices soar sky-high. 
Henry TreMirh, of Trench's 

Bird & Animal Company. Inc, 
New York. reports the embargo 
placed by the Thailand govern-
ment on the export of elephants 
forbids such exports except to sm. 
ologiral parks, and then only via 
a special permit. The only excep-
tion to this ruling is in thme casts 
where prior permits, issued before 
the ruling went Into effect, were 
ismed. Even with such permits. 
Trench. for example, is unable 
to obtain delivery, at the moment, 
of sut bulls he has long had under 
order. 
Dealer also reports that an em-

bargo has been placed on export-
ing chimps front British West 
Africa, the Cameroon, Belgian 
Congo and Spanish Guinea, and 
that an international organization.

CHICAGO. March 22.—Big car 
automobile racing, long one of 
the sure-fire crowd•pullere at 
fairs, will become even stronger 
gate builder-uppers in the years 
immediately ahead. 
The reason lies in the soaring 

interest of stock car manufac-
turers in auto racing. according 
to Al Sweeney, who with Gaylord 
White heads up National Speed-
ways, Inc., major suppliers of 
racing at faits in the Midwest. 

Actually, the sky-rocketing in-
terest in auto racing has been 
forced upon them because of the 
highly rompctitive situation 
which has developed in the in-
dustry. along with the effects of 

stock car racing results upon the 
rise and fall of their sales 
Within recent year, there has 

been much interest in stock car 
programs by raring filberts. In 
many areas, dealers end dist rib-
utors reported that their sales 
were linked with race results. 
If them snake won, up went their 
mice; if it didn't, their mks nose-
dived, they maintained. 

Mfrs. Take Heed 

Sales departments of the major 
companies were quick to hear' 
about it. and not a few cf the 
leading manufacturers assigned 
special crews to determine and 
effect a racing policy which

As stork ear raring drew, big 

car owners, strained by the cost 
of having specially designed and 
engineered motors built, experi-
mented more with the use of 
stock  motors in racing chassis.

For that the Amphitheater 
is custom built, and it handles • 
considerable number of events 
which meet 'Thayer's "ideal" spe-
cifications. 
There is no apprehension at the 

Amphitheater about handling the 
conventions. It's pointed out that 
many events at the building draw 
more people than are expected 
for the conventions. The build-
ing-owned concessions set-up will 
not be tatted, it is believed. How• 
ever, with large staffs of reporters 
and technicians staying thruout 
the day and evening at the build-
ing. supplying frill meals might 
have been a problem. This was 
solved when three independent 
trade asseciations offered to set 
up dining facilities. 
The Stockyards bit adjacent 

to the Amphitheater, has perms 
nent facilities for feeding 2,500 
pee.ns at a time. But the inn's 
limited number of hotel rooms 
will not be a factor, and cronven-
boners will stop at Loop hotels. 

Cooling System 
The Amphitheater is laid out 

with the main arena. scene c4 
the conventions proper, at the 
center and two-story exposition 
halls at each side. Air-conditioned 
space will be the 29.000-square-
foot arena plus backstage span 
which will boost the total to 46,-
000 square feet. First floor exposi-
tion halls are expected to benefit 
from muter air blown from the 
arena. Second floor of the halls, 
where 'pedal television and ra-
dios will be built. will not be 
cooled by the building system, 
but the networks probably will 
install their own smaller cooling 
units. 

Rids for the air-condltioning 
system were received by the Am-
phitheater months before Prince 
made his convention pitch. At 
first, it was proposed to utilize 
only the building's present nea-
tens of air ducts and fans with 
compressor units added. This job 
was estimated at $100,000. 
Subaegitent study. however. 

convinced management that more 
of a plant should be installed, and 
it is the expanded project which 
now is about half completed. Its 
original estimate was $%6006 but 
that figure already has climbed 
to $400,001:1—with prospects good 
that it will reach the half-million-
dollar mark by the May I com-
pletion date. The installation is 
contracted with the Carrier Cor-
poration, which was represented 
in the Amphitheater delegation at 
the November meetings at which 
the site was chosen. 

Extra Construction 
Construction began with a brick 

"lean-to" addition to house the 
compressors. T h is machinery 
could have been placed in one of 
the exposition halls, but Thayer 
chose to save that space for trade 
show uses. The compressors will 
have a capacity equal to 1,000 
tons of ice per 24-hour period. 
The cold-water system is de-
signed to reduce temperature in 

the building 15 degrees. It will 
feed air to four fan rooms where 
it will be cooled and blown into 
the arena. 
Two new air ducts span the en-

tire arc of the arena roof, while 
16 more extend from the wall to 
• point over the seat tiers. 'This 
part of the system utilizes and 
augments the building's original 
fan and duct network, with the 
old ducts being used to carry out 
wanner air. In addition, the cool-
ing system will include four In-
dependent compressor units 
mounted at positions under the 
balcony. And as a topper, the 
Amphitheater is installing equip-
ment for spraying the roof-top 
with water.

H. Blumenfeld, 
Agency Exec, 
Passes at 64 
NEW YORK, March V.—Her-

man Blumenfeld, 84, well-known 
booking agent and member of a 
once-famous European circus fam-
ily, died at his home in Jackson 
Heights here, Tuesday (18). 

From the time of hi. birth, 
Blumenfeld had circus in his 
blood, his family once owning 
and managing the famous Blum-
enfeld Circus in Germany. HL 
mother was reported to have been 
a Russian countess. 

Directly related to hundreds of 
circus and other outdoor perform-
ers. Blumenfeld first cerne to 
the United States in August. 1914, 
from England, where he had been 
managing the H. B. Marinelli 
talent office. After leaving Mari-
nelli, he formed the Blumenfeld-
Lowenstein-Johnson agency, as it 
wet then known, in New York. 
Later, he became partners with 
Frank Wirth in the Wirth-Blum-
enfeld booking office. Some time 
after that he sold out his interest 
to George Harnid, and went with 
the Gus Svn talent agency in 
Springfield, O., setting up CO out-
door department for Sun. He 
then joined Barnes-Carruthers, 
crier which be lent hie talents 
to the George Harrod Company, 
an association which was to lest 
for over 20 years. He resigned 
from the Hamid office a short 
time ago due to ill health.
