Hilton were already 
finding that the Demos had 
learned quickly from the mistakes 
made by their predecessors on all 
counts. The confusion caused by 
the confining credentials at the 
Republican sessions was cleared up 
by the flemas, whe had a much 
simpler pattern which would allow 
radio and TV personnel to Ise-
curatelyeriver the Convention floor. 
TOo. aisles have been widened by : 
t o feet, thus making it possible

Says he want, to 
shoot you." he told him "Tell 
him to get on the end of the line" 
said Parnell laconically, "there 
are plenty ahead esf him." That is 
not art entirely true picture of 
of the Palladium chef b.keel 
reputation—either for popularity 
or wit. But it does reflect a cer-
tain section of opinion about the 
ruthlessness with which he runs 
his business. The Palladium was 
built in 1910, for nearly $700,000. 
Val Parnell became chief booker 
in 1928. But it wasn't until George' 
Black died in 1945 that be actu-
ally took over. For a while he 
carried on Black's policy of spec-
tacle revues. "Vaudeville is dead" 
they told him. "The public doesn't 
want it any more". But Parnell 
wasn't convinced. In 1948 be 
started his present aeries of 
vaudeville starring top American 
names. The first was Mickey 
Rooney. who flopped dismally. 
Rut then came Danny Kaye who 
turned himself into the biggest 
hit British. showbusiness had 
known for years; and overnight 
put the Palladium back am the 
, theatrical nuni. 

These, and other facts, come 
out in Ian Bevan'. book "Top Of 
The Bill." published here by 
Frederick Muller.

The lady is out 
to get the women's vote, and at 
the rate she's going, she may get 
It Many veteran video performers 
find it virtually impossible to car-
ry 30 minutes alone, but Miss 
Kellems breezed thru the half 
hour with admirable ease and 
poise. 
Miss Kellems lacks the great-

ness and humility of Mrs. Roose-
velt but she has a certain feline 
quality which the latter doesn't 
have, and which most women de-
light in secretly—the gift of mal-
ice. In rather studied scatter-
brained fashion, Miss Keller= on 
the show caught, appealed to the 
women of America to take their 
proper place in government and 
bring an end to war. "All men 
are sort of wolves at heart." she 
said. "If women ran the govern-
ment, we might have lots of hair-
pulling and scratching but no 
war." In line with this she 
touched on the defeat of Hitler 
(who subjugated ferns of his race 

and iced the as mere breeders) vo 
hope that Queen Elizabeth II will 
do more for her countrymen than 
her male predecessors. 
Aiming at the housewife, via 

the telling of a soap opera type 
story about her friend, Loretta, 
who went thru a long series 
of tragedies (lost her husband: 
seised two sons alone, etc.) only 
to have both sons drafted and 
sent to Korea. Moral of the tale 
was that Loretta had never voted, 
and Miss Kellems sternly admon-
ished her to pay up those back 
poll taxes and not pass up the 
ballot this time. The lady was a 
bit hammy at times (e.g. lump in 
the throat and lines like "tear 
drops were on the paper") but in 
general was effective. 
At the close, Mus Kellerns 

asked viewers to send in ques-
tions for discussion on subsequent 
programs, adding that she doesn't 
mind if people disagree with her 
"ae long as they aren't disagree-
able." However, Du Mont evi-
dently isn't taking any chances, 
because they carefully divorced 
the web from any opinions ex-
pressed by Miss Kellems while 
on the air. Maybe they had in 
mind one of her statements about 
the need for less unity before 
elections—evers "fist fights at the 
polls." June Su -dy. 

On radio, "A Date With Judy" 
was a fast-paced, tongue-in-
cheek, situation comedy series 
with enough satirical overtones to 
balance an over-plentiful supply 
of sugar content. Played straight, 
with satire removed, the TV ver-
sion of -Judy" is pure saccharine 
—a cross between an adolescent 
soap opera and comic books. 
The cliche-ridden script on the 

initial program (15) practically 
gave viewers worefor-word ad-
vance notice of action and dialog 
to follow. An attractive cast tried 
hard to be cute about the whole 
thing, but the end results were on 
the embarrassing side both for 
players and audience. 
However. blonde Mary Linn 

Beller made a strong visual im-
pression as Judy.

FAIR TRADE LAW MAY 
END DISK PRICE WARS 

WASHINGTON. July 19.—Federal Trade Commission has 
begun implementation of the new fair trade law which President 
Truman unexpectedly signed this week. Retail disk industry 
representatives here immediately hailed the new law as likely 
to end price wars. At the same time some legalists expressed 
the belief that • court test cue of the new law was inevitable. 

Under the new act as interpreted by Feders1 Trade Com-
mission legalists, even retie dealers who have not signed price 
fixing contracts with manufacturers must abide by rnanufaentrer 
price fixing contracts with other retailers. The new provision 
was drafted to close loop-holes in the Miller-Tydings Act, which 
had been interpreted by the Supreme Court to apply price fixing 
only to retailers who signed contracts with manufacturers and 
not to non-signers. Altho the law specifically states that such 
price fixing will not be considered a violation of the Sherman 
Anti-Trust Act, Federal Trade Commies'on legallata pOInted out 
that "certain thin. that were unlawful are now lawful," while 
Capitol Hill officials said any non-governmental price fixing 
was considered a violation of the anti-trust act before passage 
of the Miller-Tydings Act and the latest amendment to the Fed-
eral Trade Act. 

A group of retail record dealers which hai been meeting 
informally in Washington once • month ailed the presidential 
signature of the new Federal Trade provision this week as • 
boon for little business, since it prevents large distributors front 
cutting prices to force out the small business man. Louis .1. 
Sebok. assistant Eastern Division sales manager for e e Dec« 
Distributing Corporation, told the group he was favorably im-
pressed with the measure and expressed hope that it would 
end price wars in the record industry. Disk stores here have 
been complaining that discount stores in New York have at-
tracted • growing business away from D. C. Under the new 
law. dealers selling below the set price can be sued in State 
comts.

This, of course, would not 
apply in the three States (Texas, 
Vermont and Missouri), plus the 
District of Columbia, which do 
not have fair trade laws. Michi-
gan also is temporarily excepted. 
A Michigan court recently upheld 
the Supreme Court's decision that 
non-signers are exempt from fair 
trading. It is believed that this 
decision will probably be re-
versed in view of the new fed-
eral law, but for the time being at 
least only Michigan dealers who

of copper. Steel allotments, set 
at 50 per cent for the second quar-
ter, were raised to 55 per cent for 
the third quarter before the steel 
strike began and thus far have net 
been changed. 

ASCAP Pub 
Plan for Fall 
NEW YORK, July 19 —Accord-

ing to latest indications, the new 
publishers distribution system 
devised by the American Society 
nf Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers is virtually set, with but 
a few minor kinks to iron out.

While 
this could be construed ae unfair 
competition in a State with fair 
trade laws, they sae it would b. 
difficult at best to start legal pro-
ceedings. Most agree that it will 
require a law suit to determine 
the effectiveness of this Menu,. 
The American Fair Trade 

Council, front the beginning, cam-
paigned for a section in the bill 
clearly prohibiting discount mail 
order competition but was unsuc. 
restful in its battle. The Council. 
however, intends to continue its 
efforts for the "home-town 
amendment" in the next session 
of Congress. 

Certain other knotty problems 
concerning manufacturer.' stands 
have been resolved during the 
week One of these had to do 
with Office of Price Stabilisation 
posted prices. Some dealers had 
filed with the OPS ceiling prices 
below the manufacturer list. Thus 
there was a conflict as to whether 
fair trade or OPS prices would 
take precedence. The OPS late 
this week granted sellers the 
right to apply for higher prices 
in the event that their prices were 
below State-fixed price mini-
mums. This is known as General 
Overriding Regulation 32. 

Exception 
Another item also seems to be 

agreed on by all. Stocks now in 
a dealer's store or new records 
ordered pnor to the establish-
ment of fair trading by a diskery 
can be sold at whatever price a 
dealer desires. In other words, 
only those records ordered from a 
manufacturer after that manufac-
turer has officially announced his 
line as being fair traded would 
have to be sold at list prices. 
One of the problems still to be 

worked out by most diskerim is 
the method of policing whatever 
stand they take. 
On the dealer level, most New 

York retailers, many of whom 
have been forced for eMPetittee 
reasons to join the local price-
meting parade were openly ju-
bilant about the return to list 
prices and, as put it, "a 
chance to make a profit again." 
Alma Kay, well-known buyer for 
the plush Haines-Griffin Madison 
Avenue firm, called it the salva-
tion of the record business. On 
the other hand, strong proponents 
of cut•prices pointed out that 
there were many loop-holm. Sam 
Goody, leading figure in the 
price-milting controversy. stated, 
"I will continue to merchandiee 
records in an effort to give cus-
tomers the most for their money" 
without further amplification. 
John Griffin, executive secre-

tary of the Record Industry As-
sociation of America, which went 
on record in favor of the biles 
passage at the Senate hearings, 
stated that he was pleased with 
what was fought for. He added.. 
"However, it is now up to each 
individual member of the RIAA 
to determine the Mend he wishes 
to take." 

In the enfusion and mixed re-
actions, to the signing of the bill. 
most Industry lawyere were 
agreed on one point, that even-
tually the legislation would be 
tested in the eerie. Meanwhile, 
the record industry awaited the 
statements of the major record 
companies.

PROMOTERS NIPPED 

Find Sharpies' Activities 
Hurt Regular Operators 
By BUFORD SOSIBERS 

PORTLAND. Ore., J1113, 19.— 
Blue-sky promoters have indi-
rectly affected Portland's estab-
lished operators as well an direct-
ly "taken" unwary investors 

Indications are, however, the 
situation has improved in the last 
few months, owing in part ta 
efforts of the Portland office of 
the Better Business Bureau. 
Chief offenders have been sc-

rolled independent distributors or 
transients who depart. after wag-
ing whirlwind campaign, usual-
ly spearheaded by an intense ad-
vertiaing program. One gimmick 
has been to advertise for • manag-
er to take over a route of 
machines or a man to operate 
such a route. It turns out, of 
course, that the deal Involves 
purchase of the machines. 
The mythical route I. one the 

seller promises to help establish 
after the sale. Net income prom-
ises range from $400 to WO • 
month, figures that often tempt 
an investor to sink all his capital 
or even to borrow to launch the 
venture. Invariably the "in-
vestor" has been one who could 

ill afford to face the loss — 
veterans. poorly paid employed 
persons needing to earn some 
spare -time money and retired or 
serni-retired persons living off 
wrings or retirement benefits. 

Principal fields of operation 
have been nut and gum machines 
with a few stamp and an occa-
sional cigarette machine oper-
ation. The majority of these 
misled Investors have been stuck 
with their machines, which wind 
up in their basements. A few 
have been able to sell the equip-
ment at considerable loss. 
A direct result of this type pro-

motion has been to embarrass, if 
not actually peninize, the ntab-
liehed operator. Several reported 
to The Billboard of having had 
disputes with their location own-
ers, who have been approached 
with proposals of higher commis-
sion, in exchange /or a switch hi 
oPerators. The majority of Port-
land bulk operators, however, 
have been able to resist this 
unbuinesslike assault upon their 
routes, pointing to years of NC. 
ceseful and dependable operation. 
The victim of the blue-sky 

promoter virtually never make. • 

'go of his enterprise. Al best 
his new route consists of mar-
ginal locations where traffic is 
insufficient to build trade volume, 
where package goods are on sale 
on a serve-yourself basis at com-
petitive prices and service /lo-
tions where patrons seldom get 
out of their cars. 
A serious view of the blue-sky 

situation is taken by Dewey Estes. 
chairman of Region XLI, National 
Automatic Merchandising 
Association. 
"Nearly every day I used to 

have these victims coming into 
my warehouse, begging me to 
take their machines off their 
hands at any price. That. Of 
eourse, is out of the question, and 
the machines usually wind up 
in somebody's cellar. There must 
be hundreds of such machines 
thruout Oregon." 
During the laid few months the 

Portland office of the Better Bus-
iness Bureau has been active In 
combatting the more flagrant 
phasea of blue-sky promotion. 
"We estimate that only one out 

of 10 cases comes to our attention
