WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -The 
Federal Trade Commission will 
abandon its attempt to include 
sales and advertising standards for 
hi -fi equipment in the agency's 
forthcoming trade practice rules 
for the phonograph -TV -radio sets 
industry. The FTC will avoid 
writing a definition on hi -fl stand- 
ards on the advice of the industry 
itself, enunciated this week by 
Glen McDaniel, president of 
Radio -Electronics -Manufacturers' 
Association. McDaniel estimated 
that it would take "several years" 
for the industry to come up with 
an answer satisfactory to all man- 
ufacturers. 

FTC is convinced that hi -fi char- 
acteristics can't be properly de- 
fined without development of a. a- 

quote instruments to measure 
characteristics when agreed upon. 
Altho relatively little difficulty is 

seen in developing engineering 
standards for hi -fi, the problem is 
complicated by psychological and 
technical factors. A typical psy- 
chological stumbling block is the 
question of how to define listening 
standards under varying acousti- 
cal conditions (placement of the 
phono set in a living room, effect 
of draperies, rugs, etc., on acousti- 
cal conditions). 

The FTC has given up as hope- 
less for the present the task of try- 
ing to reconcile differences be- 
tween small custom manufacturers 
and large manufacturers. Custom 
makers are apparently loath to 
agree on standards which would 
make i possible for big companies 
to stake their claim to meeting the 
requirements in their mass -pro-

$499 Muntz 
Set for Color 

CHICAGO, Dec. 12. -Muntz TV 
Friday (11) made its bid in the 
color TV field by announcing 
production of a 27 -inch black and 
white set, selling for $499, which 
uses a color TV chassis, and which 
can be converted to color in the 
hone in half an hour by changing 
picture tubes. 

Muntz expects the color tubes 
will sell for about $125, and will 
give a trade -in on the 27 -inch 
black and white tube. 

The set has a new color circuit, 
developed by Hazeltine Research 
Laboratories, which has 24 tubes, 
compared with 3C to 46 tubes of 
competitive sets. It operates on 
300 watts. Muntz will use the 
Lawrence Chromatic tube. 

The set can take a color tube 
of front 18 to 27 inches without 
internal changes.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. - The 
year just ending has been a 
smashing one for distributors of 
TV film, with the maturing in- 
dustry grossing almost $50,000,000 
on all types of film. Moreover, 
the continuing expansion of the 
industry promises an even 
brighter year ahead whatever the 
general economic conditions. It is 
widely anticipated that the in- 
dustry's dollar volume in 1954 
will exceed the year just ending 
by as much as 50 per cent. 

`Vaya Con Dios' Edges Out 
'Moulin' as '53's Top Tune

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. -In al- 
most a dead heat finish "Vaya 
Con Dios," published by Capitol 
Record's Ardmore Music and re- 
corded by Les Paul -Mary Ford, 
edged out the Broadcast Music, 
"Song From Moulin Rouge" as 
the top tune of 1953, according to 
the annual recap of The Bill- 
board's Honor Roll of Hits. 

"Moulin Rouge" In recorded 
form, however, reversed the or- 
der to win top honors via the 
Percy Faith disk in the recap of 
botti the best -selling and disk 
jockey record charts. Eddie 
Fisher's "I'm Walking Behind 
You" copped top honors in the 
pop juke box list. 

These pop tune and record 
standouts highlight the annual 
Billboard listing of the year's top 
tunes and records in the pop, 
country and western, and rhythm 
and blues fields. (Complete list- 
ings appear in the Music section 
of this issue.) 

These year -end results are a 
summary of The Billboard's 
weekly music popularity charts 
since the first of the year. Since 

they are a statistical recap of 
what happened week by week 
rather than a year -end poll which 
depends on memory of what hap- 
pened during the preceding 12 

months, these listings represent 
a definitive evaluation of the mu- 
sic business for 1953. 

Because some tunes bridged 
both 1952 and 1953, this summary 
does not reflect the complete 
strength of these tunes and rec- 
ords. Similarly, there are tunes 
which started their ascendancy 
near the close of 1953 and whose 
life will undoubtedly be extended 
into 1954. 

Other Leaders 
Following the top tunes for the 

year are "You, You You," "Till I 
Waltz Again With You" and 
"Don't Let the Stars Get in Your 
Eyes." Both of the latter got their 
start at the end of 1952. A total 
of 337 different tunes which re- 
ceived Honor Roll of Hits rating 
points were evaluated in compil- 
ing the hit songs of 1953. 

In addition to the ranking, each 
tune and record carries an index 
figure which shows the relative 
strength of each, based on point 

totals, compared wills the average 
strength of all the year's entries. 

Thus, "Vaya Con Dios" on the 
Top Tunes chart shows up as 
being snore than 16 times as 
strong as the average of the 337 
tunes considered. 

Year's Trends 
A total of 24 artists on nine 

labels accounted for the top 30 
records for the year. Leading the 
pack are Perry Como with three 
(including two in the top 10) and 
Joni James with a similar num- 
ber. Eddie Fisher, Frank Chucks - 
field and Frankie Laine (counting 
a duo effort with Jimmy Boyd) 
each registered twice. 

Label -wise RCA Victor led foi 
the year, accounting for eight of 
the 30 top records. This is an in- 
crease from the label's five of a 
year ago. Gains over a year ago 
were also scored by Capitol (four 
to six), M -G -M (zero to four), 
Mercury (two to three) and Lon- 
don (one to two). 

Columbia dropped from 11 to 
four entries, Decca three to none 
and Coral from two to one. Dot 
maintained its pace of one disk 
and Cadence in its first full year

Half -hour and 15- minute series 
in syndication brought in an in- 
dustry gross of almost $30,000,000 
in 1953, according to a consensus 
of distribution toppers. Feature 
films and Westerns grossed ap- 
proximately $15,000,000 a I t o- 
gether. Musical libraries and 
miscellaneous shorts accounted 
for another $4,000,000. 

The gross on program series 
jumped about 20 per cent in 1953 
over the preceding year. In 1954, 
distributors expect the industry- 
wide gross to go as high as 
$45,000,000. There will be a rash 
of new products to fill the bur- 
geoning demand caused by the 
increasing number of stations and 
markets. The new programs will 
be higher budgeted product than 
the standard of syndicated shows 
heretofore. 

150 Titles 
In the feature film field, some 

150 titles were brought into TV 
distribution for the first time. 
This was a mere trickle in an in- 
dustry consisting of about 2,000 
features and about 500 Westerns. 

For 1954, the prospect for 
additional feature film is no more 
promising. There is still a possi- 
bility that Samuel Goldwyn will 
probably set up his own TV dis- 
tribution subsidiary, and at the

Who's resigning? 
During the last several weeks 

there's been a vague but wide- 
spread feeling among high eche- 
lons in the American Society of 
Composers. Authors and Publish- 
ers that someone should resign. 
but, just who is a moot point. 
Everyone believes it should be 
some 'other fellow. This figures. 

During the last meeting of the 
ASCAP board, one of the mem- 
bers-a gentleman who has made 
a policy of not talking to the 
press- attacked his colleagues for 
talking to The Billboard. He said. 
in effect. that the board member 
who revealed the facts of a story 
to The Billboard was "untrust- 
worthy" and should resign. - 

The ASCAP session was a 
heated one. There was much de- 
bate as to who. among the mem- 
bers. was so bold as to talk to a 
reporter. Nobody admitted any- 
thing. and nobody resigned. 

While this was going on. a 
number of publishers affiliated 
with the Society were holding a 
private meeting of their own with 
the intention of forcing the res- 
ignation of the aforementioned 
apostle of secrecy. This little ses- 
sion, too, had its own atmosphere 
of bitterness and was meaningful 
in its revelation of the wide 
schism between that ASCAP seg- 
ment that is wedded to secrecy 
and autocracy. and the other 
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Negotiations One 
which favors a more open demo- 
cratic approach to the Society' 
problems. 

Even as these sessions take 
place. the reporters hear of them. 
That men should even presume 
to padlock the sources of infor- 
mation. that they should attempt 
to label the free interchange of 
news as an instance of "untrust- 
worthiness,' is both ridiculous 
and unfortunate. 

Those who understand the 
comic spirit must laugh at the 
antics of mature and powerful 
men who grow childish when 
they cannot have their way. 

The humor of the situation. 
however, is loaded with grimness. 
This bother over secrecy. this ad- 
diction to it, this demand for 
someone's - virtually anyone's- 
resignation even as someone is 
attempting to plot your own res- 
ignation -takes place at a time 
when the ASCAP board is faced 
with problems which are rough 
and varied.

Those men on the ASCAP board 
who are childish will surely not 
heed the advice.

Phase of Story

NEW YORK. Dec. 12. -Open- 
ing of negotiations Tuesday (15) 
between musicians' union chief 
James C. Petrillo and the record 
companies is but one phase in an 
over -all trading activity which 
encompasses television and radio 
as well as disks and transcrip- 
tions. 

In fact, Petrillo his already had 
conversations with RCA and CBS 
brass in order to arrive at a ver- 
bal understanding covering the 
use of live and mechanical music 
on the networks and their owned - 
and- operated stations. The net- 
work pacts, of course, expire one 
month beyond the December 31 
date which marks the expiration 
of the disk pact. 

That both Petrillo and the net- 
work brass have already made 
concessions in one field in order 
to gain an advantage in another 
has been charged by execs very 
close to the picture. Here's how 
the situation is outlined cur- 
rently: 

(1) The American Federation of 
Musicians, in pm - negotiation 
talks, indicated a desire for a big 
hike in the royalty rates. (2) The 
AFM, however, has shown itself 
to be tractable on this point if 
Petrillo can get some assurance 
that in the forthcoming television 
and radio negotiations. the AFM 
can get a good break on employ- 
ment on the networks and their 
owned- and -operated stations. 

This point involves a tighter 
regulation on the use of disks and 
other mechanical music on TV 
and radio programing. The ver- 
bal understanding with regard to 
TV and radio would also encom- 
pass the matter of scales. 

It is also bruited about that the 
AFM in the disk negotiations 
would request a hike in scale -

C. of C. Joins. Push 
To Repeal Tax Laws 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -Ef- 
forts to wipe the federal admis- 
sions tax off the statutes got a big 
push this week from the U. S. 
Chamber of Commerce in a plan 
submitted to President Eisenhow- 
er's Commission on Intergovern- 
mental Relations by Richard L. 
Bowditch, president of the U. S. 
C. of C. The Chamber recom- 
mended that, to enable States to 
assume added financial obligations, 
the federal government, ought to 
surrender at least seven tax 
sources, including the federal ad- 
missions tax and the federal taxes 
on coin- operated amusement and 
gaming devices. 

The Chamber argued that the 
States should have sole use of 
those sources of revenue to help 
the States raise money for their 
growing needs. Bowditch pointed 
out that the federal government 
has entered fields "which properly 
belong to the States and com- 
munities under our constitutional 
system," and this has created a 
"serious imbalance in our govern- 
mental structure.' "It has caused 
federal government to grow too 
big and consequently too power- 
ful for the safety of some of 
our individual freedoms." he said. 

The Chamber's plan calls for the 
federal government to eliminate 
or sharply reduce its grants to the 
States in various welfare fields. 
To help the States assume these 
added obligations, the Chamber 
urged that the States be given sole

Doherty Sees '54 TV Revenue Up 
Slight Slide in Radio Grosses 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -TV 
broadcasting revenues may rise 
next year, while the radio broad- 
casting yield may not be quite 
up to this year's, it was indicated 
here by Richard P. Doherty, vice - 
president of National Association 
of Radio and Televisidn .Broad- 
casters. Business generally next 
year, according to Doherty, is 
likely to be as good as in 1952, 
altho not up to 1953's. 

Doherty's predictions came in 
a talk before the Maryland -Dis- 
trict of Columbia Radio and Tele- 
vision Broadcasters' Association.

Seek Spectrum Space 

For Industrial Radio 
WASHINGTON, Dec .12- 

Heavy opposition is expected to 
develop against a bid filed this 
week by 56 manufacturing com- 
panies asking the Federal Com- 
munications Commission to add 
spectrum space to industrial radio 
by taking many of the frequencies 
reserved for the citizens' radio 
service, an area reserved for non- 
commercial groups which don't 
have space elsewhere. The pro- 
posal implies that citizens' loss 
could be made up by a realloca- 
tion of unused space from the FM 
broadcast band. 

FCC staffers candidly view the 
proposal as a highly delicate one 
since FM broadcasters are likely 
to oppose the petition. Seriousness 
of the manufacturers' intent to 
push the proposal is pointed up 
by the fact that many of the com- 
panies joining in the request are 
heavy buyers of radio and TV 
time, have interests in the media 
or manufacture media equipment. 
The list reads like a blue book 
of American industry, including 
such industrial powers as General 

Electric Company, General Foods 
Corporation, Procter Sr Gamble 
Corporation, Philco Corporation, 
General Tire & Rubber Company, 
Aluminum Company of America, 
Allis Chalmers Manufacturing 
Company, Bethelehem Steel Com- 
pany, Chrysler Corporation, Ford 
Motor Company, Goodyear Tire & 
Rubber Company and Timken 
Roller Bearing Company. 

Requesting that 40 of the 100 
frequencies reserved for the citi- 
zens' radio service be reassigned 
to the manufacturers' radio serv- 
ice, the petition said that indus- 
trial radio is so vital that in war- 
time maintenance of the swiftly 
expanding industrial s e r v i c e 
would probably be more impor- 
tant than continuation of TV and 
broadcasting operations. 

The petition was filed on be- 
half of the 56 manufacturers by 
the Committee on Manufacturers'

ary to guard industrialists from 
restrictions of frequency alloca- 
tions.

KEEP IT LOCAL 

Shea Warns Net Flags 
Of Grandeur Delusion 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.- Delus- 
ions of network production gran- 
deur on the part of agencies, ad- 
vertisers and even broadcasting 
staffers themselves make it diffi- 
cult for a network flagship here 
to function _properly on a local 
level, according to Hamilton 
Shea, general manager of WNBT 
and WNBC. 

In line with this, he said an ed- 
ucational job is in order as part 
of his new program to put re- 
newed emphasis on the local 
identity of NBC's two Manhattan 
stations and go after local retail 
advertising. 

Shea, who came here this fall 
from Cleveland, where he was 
general manager of WTAM and 
WNBK, said the delusions are 
apparent on all levels. Agency 
execs and sponsors, he said, find 
it difficult to distinguish between 
the network and local operation. 
Consequently, they expect the 
flagship to provide network -type 
facilities and production at local 
rates - demanding five cameras 
where one would do. expensive 
props, etc. 

Station employees also get the 
bug, he added, and try to emanate 

network productions' on local - 
sized budgets. Even the network 
enters the picture, he said, in that 
the station is usually dependent 
upon the parent web for much of 
its news coverage and must util- 
ize production facilities that are 
essentially designed for network 
use. 

Shea is bucking to change all 
this and eventually hopes to have 
WNBT set up with its own pro- 
duction crews and studios. Right 
now, he's working on a plan 
whereby WNBC and WNBT will 
operate its own news bureau 
independent of the web's news 
department, thereby stepping up 
the local flavor of the station's 
news broadcasts and special 
events. 

Shea also plans to expand the 
station's coverage of local sports 
events and hopes to sign an ex- 
clusive contract with a local col- 
lege football team by the end of 
1954. Increased participation in 
local politics and business civic 
groups and schools is on the 
agenda, along with a variety of 
regular public service announce- 
ment schedules - airline sched- 
ules, school bulletins, etc.

2 Jobs TV to 
Meet NARTB's Code 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -TV 
broadcasters face the dual task of 
cleaning up "bad commercials" 
and cutting down the length of 
advertising copy in order to bring 
their programing into line with 
the television code of the Na- 
tional Association of Radio and 
Television Broadcasters, accord- 
ing to NARTB's TV Code Review 
Board. Altho the majority of code 
subscribers are abiding by the 
standards, the two areas of non- 
compliance were spotlighted this 
week by the board. 

To get compliance with the 
code. the NARTB will inform 
code subscribers of the findings 
of a two -month monitoring of 
their programs, expand monitor- 
ing activities and distribute copies 
of the "monitoring logs" used by 
the reviewers. Further results of 
monitoring operations are ex- 
pected some time in January, ac- 
cording to NARTB, after the next 
meeting of the Review Board. The 
continuing surveys will concen- 
trate more and more on local 
programing, confining network 
listening to new programs, 
NARTB indicated. 

The Review Board reported 
this week after a two -day meet- 
ing to bring members up to date 
on monitoring activities author - 
ized in September, covering both 
network and local programs. John 
E. Fetzer, board chairman, said: 
"We find that the majority of the 
subscribers to the code are abiding 
by the standards which they have 
adopted. This is particularly true 
in the area of general program- 
ing. There is every evidence that 
a sincere effort is being made to 
program the medium in confor- 
mance with the general provisions 
governing good taste prescribed 
in the code. There is too much 
commercialism -our finding indi- 
cates-in the sense that advertis- 
ing messages in too many in- 
stances are exceeding the maxi- 
mum lengths contained in the 
code. Our survey was restricted 
to code subscribers who have in- 
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in DETROIT 
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dicated that they will make a 
special effort to control their op- 
erations according to tenets to 
which they themselves have 
voluntarily subscribed.' Fetzer 
went on to say: 

"The main task'we face as tele- 
vision broadcasters on the net- 
work and local level is to clean 
up bad commercials and restore 
length of copy to the sensible 
limits contained in the code." 

Excess Profits 
Tax Rule for 
TV Stations 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -The 
Internal Revenue Service this 
week adopted regulations under 
which TV station operators may 
figure their base period and com- 
pute their income for purposes 
of excess profits tax. The IRS 
has had the new rules tinder con- 
sideration for more than a year. 
The 1951 act provided an alterna- 
tive method for computing the 
base period for excess profits tax 
purposes. as well as reducing the 
impact of TV station losses dur- 
ing the infancy of the medium. 

Under the new ruling, stations 
will not stiffer because of their 
low earnings in the early gays of 
TV, when the industry's ex- 
perience was not representative of 
its normal profits as it later de- 
veloped. This led to tax inequities 
when TV and radio station oper- 
ators later had to compute their 
excess profits tax on the basis of 
1946 -1949 figures. The new rules 
are designed to relieve the 
i n e q u i t y, by providing that 
stations in operation before Jan- 
uary 1. 1951, may figure their base 
period on a different basis. Since 
each case under the new rules 
will be decided individually, the 
effect of the regulations will not 
be known for some time. 

Big 10 Execs Nix 
Football Telecasts 
Proposed by NCAA 

CHICAGO, Dec. 12.- Athletic 
directors of the Big 10 univer- 
sities, meeting here this sieck, 
opposed the plan of limited tele- 
casts of college football under the 
National Collegiate A t h l e t i c 
Association rules. 

The Big 10 ùirectors want 
regional control, so that they could 
get together and draw up a full 
schedule of f o o t b a 11 telecasts 
taking in only the Big 10 schools 
and the major independents such 
as Notte,Dame and Marquette. 

In spite of their recommen- 
dation, however, no change is ex- 
pected in the NCAA rules. The 
NCAA officials, who have a repu- 
tation in this area of doing every- 
thing the hardest way possible, 
are satisfied with the present pro- 
gram of one game a week from 
different parts of the nation and 
no team appearing more than 
once.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.- Alfred 
Politz Research, Inc. this week 
released its final report on where, 
when and why people listen to 
radio, and what they think of it. 
This is the study commissioned 
a little over a year ago by the 11 
radio stations represented by The 
Henry I. Christal Company. They 
originally hoped to have findings 
ready for the April meeting of 
the National Association of Radio 
and TV Broadcasters. But the 
first report was not made until 
July. 

The final report again points 
up that radio has a continuing 
vitality in the TV era due to one 
main characteristic, its capability 
of "serving in multiple attention 
situations." This, it is claimed, is 
a characteristic that TV does not 
have, and presents a unique chal- 
lenge to creative personnel in 
radio. 

The survey was made in De- 
cember, 1952, and January, 1953, 
in 28 separate areas, in which 72 
per cent of the people had TV 
sets. 

The report shows that the per- 
centage of people reached by ra- 
dio is fairly uniform thruout the 
day, with the peaks before break- 
fast and after supper, 29 per cent. 

Applicants at FCC 
To Ante Up $11/2 Mil 

WASIIINGTON, Dec. 12. -The 
Federal Communications Com- 
mission will issue rule- making 
procedure early in February to 
set in motion the Budget Bureau's 
policy to raise about $1,500,000 
a year in revenue from fees to be 
imposed on all broadcast appli- 
cants. The size of the fee has not 
yet been determined. The FCC 
will allow ample time for oral 
argument after the fees are form- 
ally proposed. 

Charging license fees is planned 
as part of an administration effort 
to "recover" about $30,000,000 in 
yearly l`evenue in return for all 
types of services to business. 
David E. Cohn, an assistant to 
the director of the budget, said 
that the federal government is 
supposed to collect about $50,000,- 
000 a year in such fees, but has 
been collecting "only $20,000,000 
of this." 

The FCC will raise considerably 
more than $1,500,000 in fees as its 
contribution toward support of its 
budget, currently figured at $7,- 
500,000 a year. The Commission will impose fees on other services 
under its jurisdiction. The admini- 
stration's avowed objective is to 
ease the pressure on taxpayers 
and obtain revenue more directly 
from business for the special 
services it gets from the govern- 
ment.

Object of the hearing will be to 
determine whether an application 
filed by Enterprise Transmission, 
Inc., for Channel 2 in Buffalo - 
Niagara Falls, N. Y., was made in 
good faith or in order to impede 
FCC consideration of an appli- 
cation for the same, channel by 
Niagara Frontier Amusement Cor- 
poartion.

FM Sets in 
Philly Area 
On Upswing 

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 12. - 
Audience Analyists, Inc., a local 
research firm, following its recent 
mail survey sampling of 4,000 
households in that area reports a 
decided increase in FM ownership 
in the Philadelphia market. Of 
the radio homes in the 12- county 
Philadelphia area, 37.2 per cent 
now own FM, which is more than 
double the survey figures of two 
years ago. 

A further significant finding in 
the current survey reveals that 
65.2 per cent of the people who 
live within a 25 -mile radius of 
Philadelphia listen to their radios 
as much or more than they did 
a year ago. Audience Analysts 
noted that of the listeners who 
reported listening to WFLN, Phil- 
adelphia's only exclusively FM 
station, the daily average listen - 
time was four to five hours. This 
is interpreted as an indication of 
the influence of good music pro- 
graming. 

The mail survey was conducted 
by a strict random sampling of 
telephone names in the various 
Philadelphia market counties.

Doerfer said that the profit and 
loss situation in UHF broadcast- 
ing industry is far from serious, 
compared with VHF's in its early 
days. As of November 8, he said, 
of 42 VHF stations and 91 UHF 
stations which reported on their 
revenue to the FCC, eight VHF's 
and eight UHF's reported profits.

In addition, there is in the 
hands of Pathe Labs, a small 
group of Eagle - Lion pictures, 
which may find its way to TV in 
1954; at /east distributors areac- 
tively bidding for it. 

Vitapix Corporation will be 
distributing 26 feature films cur- 
rently being produced by Prin- 
cess Pictures. Tele- Pictures will 
release 20 new films, mostly Lip- 
pert productions. Other than that, 
in view of the heavy padlock on 
the vaults of the major studios, 
the only hope for more feature 
films is in foreign -made pictures 
such as the English- dubbed Ital- 
ian features being distributed by 
Specialty Television and the new 
British features of American - 
British TV Movies.

15 -Min. Laine 

Musical Series

Max Fink, Hollywood attorney 
who is a partner with Laine in 
the project, said he is aiming to 
market the 30- minute segments 
of 39 to a national sponsor as a 
show replacement, starting in 
February. General Artists Corpo- 
ration has two clients interested 
in the property whose format con- 
sists of a world tour and featuring 
various European vaudeville acts. 
Inability to land a national spon- 
sor, Fink said, would be the "go" 
sign for cutting the film down 
to a quarter hour, following'simi- 
lar format of Perry Como's pres- 
ent offering, but would include 
footage made in Europe plus ma- 
terial that would be shot here. 

All of the musical dubbing was 
done in Hollywood, Fink empha- 
sized, and utilized the services of 
Laine's regular piano accompan- 
ist, Carl Fisher.

Five are already in the can, and 
the rest have to be completed by 
May, 1954. 

all likelihood will continue to do 
so thru 1954. Of the new titles 
coming in, the trend is increas- 
ingly toward percentage deals 
rather than outright sales. 

For the program distributors, 
1953 was a year in, which the men 
continued to be separated from 
the boys. The weeding out pro- 
cess may be just about over. The 
firms that handle most of the 
film shows today are heavily 
capitalized, have their own pro- 
duction facilities or invest in pro- 
duction, and are specialists in 
syndication sales. Most of the 
new companies that emerged in 
1953 had one main characteristic, 
bigness. 

Major distributor developments 
in 1953 were as follows: United 
Television Programs was bought 
up entirely by Gross -Krasne Pro- 
ductions. Motion Pictures for 
Television, the leading feature 
film distributor, set up a separate 
syndication division and will 
come up with a half dozen new 
series in the beginning of 1954. 
Television Programs of America, 
formed by Edward Small, Milton 
Gordon and Michael Sillerman, 
bought up Arrow Productions 
and "Ramer of the Jungle" and is 
set to bring out a new show 
every three months in 1954. 

ABC Film 
ABC set up its film syndication 

division under George Shupert, 
and opened sales on "Racket 
Squad," to be followed by "The 
Playhouse." Official Films went 
into syndication with "My Hero," 
"Terry and the,Pirates" and "In- 
spector March." 

Guild Films rose from obscu- 
rity on the wave of Liberace, 
bought out two more shows in 
1953, and is due to bring up four 
more in the beginning of next 
year. Ely Landau bought up 
PSI -TV and its six packages, to 
which he will add at least four 
more, in what may constitute a 
major syndication operation in 
1954. 

With the exception 'of Columbia 
Pictures' Screen Gems, the TV 
subsidiaries of the theatrical mo- 
tion picture companies faded 
from prominence during 1953. 
Screen Gems itself, seeing the 
need for syndication specializa- 
tion, turned over its national 
sales to the General Artists Cor- 
poration. 

Re -Run Value 
The value of re - runs was 

proven by experience in 1953. An 
increasing number of network 
film shows came into syndication. 
Handling the major part of this 
type of product were NBC, ABC, 
Official and Screen Gems. 

Aside from the expansion of 

the market itself, syndicators see 
general economic conditions in 
1954 redounding in their favor. 
An end to the excess profits tax, 
they believe, will mean that ad- 
vertising appropriations will be 
controlled more by sales needs 
and less by tax considerations. 

A period of re- adjustment or a 
recession, will bring in a trend 
toward hard sell. The desire for 
an economic advertising dollar 
will mean pinpointing advertising 
on the company's distribution, a 
feat most conveniently accom- 
plished by film syndication. 

Prestige Factor 
Distributors believe the pro- 

duct they will have to offer, top 
budgeted because of- the sharper 
competition among distributors 
and the increasing number of 
markets over which the cost can 
be amortized, will offer prestige 
comparable with the best net- 
work showcases. 

The one problem which has all 
distributors singing the blues is 
the tightness of time in the prime 
evening hours. Nearly every dis- 
tributor is firmly convinced he 
could triple his sales it only sta- 
tions had vacant time slots to 
house his products. 

Guild Films to 
Begin Varied 
Color Tests

month.

In On H'wood Half Hour, 
Detective Re-Runs 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. -Re -runs 
played an important part in the 
first year history of Consolidated 
TV Sales, Inc., since the firm 
piled up most of its multi- million 
dollar sales record on the 
strength of the re -run shows it 
took over from Producer Jerry 
Fairbanks last August, 1952. 

Standout grossers for Consoli- 
dated were "Hollywood Half 
Hour" and "Front Page Detec- 
tive," both of which have played 
as many as four times in some 
markets. A re -run history on the 
former ran in The Billboard ear- 
lier this fall, and a chart run- 
down on the latter appears in 
this issue. 

As with "Hollywood Half 
Hour," Telepulse figures on 
"Front Page Detective" show 
clearly that re -runs not only hold 
their own, but often pull higher 
ratings than competitive first -run 
film series and live shows. 

For instance, in September, 
1953, the second run of the 
Edmund Lowe series chalked up 
a 12.4 Telepulse rhting in Wash- 
ington, topping many first -run 
film shows and live programs 
showing there at the same time, 
altho not in the same time period. 

The Consolidated package ran 
ahead of Liberace, 6.6; "My Little 
Margie," 10.8; "Private Secre- 
tary," 11.4; "Lux Vidéo Theater," 
10.2; "Douglas Fairbanks Pre- 
sents," 10.4; Terry and the Pi- 
rates," 8.6; Jane Froman, 8.8; 
Abbott and Costello, 12.0, and 
"Twenty Questions," 6.2. 

"Detective" Story 
"Front Page Detective" was 

also the top -rated show in its own 
time period (WTOP -TV, Sunday, 
7 -7:30 p.m.) during its second run 
in Washington, placing first in 
July, August and September of 
1953. 

The series captured first place 
rating honors during its second 
(WCAU -TV, Monday, 7 -7:30 p.m.) 

and third (WCAU -TV, Friday, 
10 :30 -11 p.m.) runs in Philadel- 
phia, topping all other competi- 
tion on its second run in July, 
August and September of 1952 
and on its third run in July and 
August of 1953. 

In New York, the series has 
been sold to WABD for a third 
and fourth run, with a contract 
running until April, 1955. During 
its second run over WABC last 
April, May and June of 1952 un- 
der Royce TV sponsorship, "Front 
Page Detective" pulled a higher 
Nielsen rating than its opposing 
programs. These were the first - 
run film series: "Schlitz Play- 
house" and two live shows, "The 
Aldrich Family" and "It's News 
to Me." The latter show replaced 
Schlitz during May and June. 

Consolidated Series 
The Consolidated series (aired 

over Du Mont on Fridays, 9:30 -10 
p.m.) drew an 18.9 in April, com- 
pared to Schlitz' 16.4 and "Al- 
drich," 10.5. It hit 17.6 in May 
with "News to Me," 15, and "Al- 
drich," 12.8, and scored 13.8 in 
June. As a result, the series was 
sold for its third and fourth runs 
here last February. 

Consolidated pioneered in the 
fact -finding division of the re -run 
field last year, operating on the 
theory of the firm's Eastern man- 
ager, Halsey Barrett, that re -runs 
would play an important role in 
the TV film distribution field this 
year. 

Re -run sales and rating s 
chalked up by "Hollywood Half 
Hour" and "Front Page Detec- 
tive" have since proved him right, 
and Consolidated salesmen have 
been using the survey informa- 
tion as special sales ammunition 
in markets where their product 
has already been screened. 

"Hollywood Half Hour" has 
been sold in more than 130 mar- 
kets to date, and "Front Page 
Detective" in 110.

'JAUDI DUD!' QUITS 

Kagran Gives Up 
In Spanish Market 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. - Con- 
vinced that the current market 
for U. S. TV film producers in the 
Latin- American countries is 
strictly for the burros, The Kag- 
ran Corporation has suspended 
production on its daily half -hour 
Spanish film version of "Howdy 
Doody." On paper, said exec 
Martin Stone, a film series can be 
produced in Mexico for about a 
third of what it would cost here. 
In actuality, he added, myriad 
production obstacles brings the 
cost well up to U. S. levels, and 
the producer is usually stuck with 
an inferior film package. 

Consequently Stone is pulling 
out of the Latin -American market 
entirely, and will Wait it out for a 
couple of years until..he decides 
the market is ready. Meanwhile, 
he will concentrate on the TV 
film syndication Sield at home, 
pushing Kagran's new film pack- 
age, "Johnny Jupiter," and ready- 
ing a half -hour film version of 
"Howdy Doody" for local markets 
where the kid show isn't carried 
live on the NBC -TV network. 

Stone set up his own TV film 
production department in -Mexico 
City last March, with high hopes 
of expanding Kagran's "Howdy 
Doody" TV merchandising empire 
thruout South America and Cuba. 
The daily series, tagged "La Hora 
de Jaudi Dudit' was sponsored 
over XEW -TV, Mexico City, and 
was also carried by CMQ -TV, 
Havana. Since then Kagran's 
Mexican production outfit turned 
out 96 half -hour films. These will 
be shelved until Stone decides the 
market is ready for another try. 

Merchandising opportuni- 
ties south of the border are nil, ac- 
cording to Stone. For instance, he 
points out, all the shopping in 
Cuba is handled by maids. Chil- 
dren nester go into the stores since 
groceries are usually set Tip as 
part of a bar. The supermarket, 
as we know it here, he said, is 
unknown there, thus ruling out 
any of the obvious display mer- 
chandise tie -ups for sponsors. 
Premiums are out, too, because 
the postal services there are con- 
sidered . unreliable' and people

"trial" in both senses of the word. 
The "manana" philosophy was 
thoroly endorsed by actors who 
thought nothing of not showing 
up for work without notice. The 
replacement and proper mainte- 
nance of equipment was another 
headache, along with general in- 
competence on the part of pro- 
duction staffers and lab techni- 
cians. Prints were apt to come 
out on,the wrong side, said Stone, 
often garnished with sticky finger 
prints, scratches, and other marks 
of careless handling. 

A union strike in Mexico was 
the deciding factor this fall; after 
which Kagran turned over pro- 
duction control of a couple of live 
Spanish TV shows to its Mexican 
representatives there and sus- 
pended production for good on 
the "Jaudi" series.

Many of his customers call as- 
suring him of their appreciation 
of his efforts toward sales promo- 
tion. After a couple of months he 
starts to worry. His sales have 
not increased materially since the 
start of his sponsorship of the 
show.

However, stepped - up merchan- 
dising activity on the part of other 
distributors this year prompted 
Ziv to up the 1953 budgets on 
most of its shows and set up a 
special; TV exploitation depart- 
ment with an expanded staff. 

The first project for the new 
department was Adolphe Men- 

jou's film series, "Favorite Story," 
which was launched last January. 
Planning on the show set a pat- 
tern for exploitation on the rest 
of Ziv's properties, most recent 
example being the sock sales and 
exploitation job on "I Led Three 
Lives," Ziv's newest TV film 
package. 

One at a Time 
Following Ziv's One- show -at -a- 

time policy, the full power of the 
organization's sales and promo- 
tion staff was concentrated on the 
Menjou series before, during and 
after the time the series actually 
hit the nation's TV screens. As a 
result, the series was sold in 27 
markets two months before it 
first went on the air last January. 

"Favorite Story" was among 
the top 20 TV film series showing 
in 10 or more markets the first 
time it was surveyed by Tele- 
pulse. In the next month it 
jumped from 12th to second posi- 
tion, and the most recent Tele-

Lack of Workable Standards 
Stymies Color Commercials 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. I n 

spite of rosy -hued hopes, Lilm 
commercial plans of agencies and 
producers continue to be stymied 
by a lack of workable standards 
for color film production. The 
lack of know -how in this field 
was spotlighted here Thursday 
night (10), when a corps of NBC 
color eicperts addressed a group 
of TV film producers at a Radio 
and Television Executives' Soci- 
ety Workshop meeting. 

Altho the topic for the meeting 
was tagged "Color TV and All 
Its - Glory," the NBC execs were 
unable to respond to a number of 
queries when pressed for specifics 
on the progress made to date in 
regard to standards for color film 
projection on TV. 

Among the questions the boys 
hemmed and hawed about an- 
swering, was a.request for them 
to name "a stable 12 -mm. color 
film stock." Altho 35 -mm. color 

prints project well, producers 
point out that the quality of 
16 -mm. color prints is alarmingly 
inconsistent with a ratio 'of about 
50 bad prints to every good one. 

Local and Regional 
This, of course. is a blow to the 

TV film spot field, both on a local 
and regional basis, since only 
about 12 stations (network out- 
lets here, and in Hollywood and 
Chicago) will have 35 -mm. pro - 
jectofs. The rest of the country's 
TV stations 'will make do with 
16-mm. projectors if, as expected, 
the color film equipment pattern 
follows that set by black and 
white. 

.Eastman Kodak is said to be 
working on the problem, but, as 
it stands now, a stable 16 -mm. 
color film stock isn't on the 
market. 

Another. puzzler tossed at the 
NBC crew was a producer's 
query for information on how 

color : film will reproduce on 
black and white sets. Specifi- 
cally, the producer asked "What 
is the actual grey scale reproduc- 
tion relationship in color grada- 
tion in black and white ?" 

Same Message 
In view of the industry's 

expectation that black and white 
sets will be in the majority for 
some time to come, the producers 
think it is vital that the networks 
be sure a color film commercial 
will convey the same message on 
a black and white set. 

Altho the industry has been 
wrestling with the problem for 
some time, it has yet to arrive at 
any definite conclusions. For in- 
stance, a 16 - mm. Technicolor 
print, produced in England, was 
shown here recently in a test run 
by NBC. The picture came thru 
beautifully on color (albeit re- 
portedly low on contrast values). 
The title card at the finish with 
"The End" in salmon pink letters 
reportedly came thru on the 
black- and -white set with the let- 
ters virtually unreadable and 
melted into the background. 

The producers point out that if 
the salmon -pink letters had re- 
ferred to the sponsor's product, 
or if the product were actually 
colored salmon pink, the results 
would have been catastrophic. 

Variations Cited 
Meanwhile, Ralph Cohn, Screen 

Gems topper, told The Billboard 
he did not think it likely that 
there ever would be a set of color 
film standards, but that like black 
and white, each producer would 
use the method of his own choice 
from a selection of eight or 10 sets 
of possible standards. He said that 
not only will there be variations 
between the way the same film 
will be received from different 
networks, but even between dif- 
ferent studios of the same net- 
work. 

'Screen Gems, .. in its black and 
white films, extracted the best 
information from all sources be- 
fore setting production standards, 
and Cohn said the same would be 
done for color. He predicted that 
there would be an interchange of 
knowledge: about color film 
among trade and scientific organ- 
izations, film manufacturers and 
labs, which would be pooled into 
a common body of accepted 
methodology. 

The problems inherent in 
setting up color film standards 
are so great, Cohn added, because

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Shakespeare's most gory play 
is getting the best treatment it 
has received in recent years, via 
a most fluent and imaginative 
staging stint from Margaret Web- 
ster, a most ingenious back- 
ground and lighting chore from 
Richard Whorf and, of course, a 
gifted and at moments brilliant 
performance of the monster king 
by Jose Ferrer. Add io this an 
assisting cast that no commercial 
producer could possibly pay for. 
and the City Center has another 
big draw. 

"Richard III" has never been 
a favorite Shakespearean exercise 
with this reporter. It has always 
seemed a muddled and sprawling 
play. However, the Webster treat- 
ment has certainly brought clar- 
ity to what has often been con- 
siderable chaos, and the final bat- 
tle scenes, which on occasion can 
be melodramatically ridiculous, 
have a real, spine -tingling bite. 
It is a very difficult play to put 
on. Miss Webster deserves to take 
a whole set of bows on her 
achievement. 

In any event, the character of 
the scoundrelly Richard offers a 

tour de force which has been es- 
sayed over the years by great 
stars of the theater. So there is 
no good reason why Jose Ferrer 
should not hang up his portrait 
in the gallery. His malevolent 
monster 'is as twisted in mind as 
in body, sardonically humorous in 
maliciousness, and he plays him 
for the most part for slyness and 
cunning, rather than the melo 
bombast to which the part has 
often been treated in the past. 
His Richard is always vivid and 
stimulating. Ferrer has racked up 
another fine job of acting. 

On the somewhat confusing dis- 
taff sideof the bloody doings, 
Jessie Royce Landis is outstand- 
ing as the widowed Queen Eliza- 
beth, and Margaret Wychrrly and 
Florence Reed contribute likewise 
ably. It seemed, however, to this 
reporter that Maureen Stapelton's 
Anne leans toward over- shrill- 
ness. Vincent Price's Buckingham 
is excellent, and other fine sup- 
port stems from Staats Cots - 
worth, William Post Jr., Eugene 
Stuckman, Kendall Clark and 
Douglas Watson. 

Both Ferrer and the City Center 
are to be congratulated on adding 
another piece of fine theater to 
the current series,

Two male 
singers in operetta do good jobs 
in brief displays. 

Jack Entratter last week pre- 
sented a trial balloon as a fore- 
runner to several contemplated 
tailored operettas next year. The 
idea was good, even if the trial 
balloon, 'The Student Prince," 
was punctured before it gained 
any altitude. 

It demonstrated one thing, it is 
folly to reach out for names of 

the past in staging a production. 
This is one of those limes. Jan 
Kiepura and Marta Eggerth might 
have been famous in this beloved 
operetta 25 years ago, but that 
was 25 years ago. Besides ap- 
pearing ridiculous as romantic 
young lovers, the pair- particu- 
larly Kiepura -no longer are up 
to the vocal efforts required. 

As a contrast, a talented group 
of young singers were assembled 
behind the stars. Particularly fine 
in all -too -brief displays were 
Robert Grandin and William 01- 
vis, baritone and tenor, respec- 
tively. 

If the trial proves nothing else, 
it demonstrates by audience re- 
action that the voice - -not the 
name -makes the difference be- 
tween success and failure in a 
musical production such as this. 
It also demonstrated that a night 
club orchestra after only a couple 
of rehearsals, cannot furnish 
proper background music for a 
show of this type. It is too much 
to expect of Ray Sinatra, or any 
other band. 

The production was conceived 
and staged by John Kennedy, and 
choregraphy was by Val Roses, 
according to the program.

AFM; Irving Scores Petrillo 

-NEW YORK, Dec. 12. -More 
fuel to the fire now smouldering 
between the American Guild of 
Variety Artists and the American 
Federation of Musicians was 
added last week when the AFM 
Montreal local notified all cafe 
operators in that city that it will 
not permit its musicians to play 
for AGVA acts after January 5. 

Ed Charene, head of Local 406, 
Montreal, sent letters to most of 
that city's talent buyers notifying 
them in view of the "impending 
developments involving our rela- 
tions with AGVA, may we sug- 
gest you refrain from entering 
any agreements with its mem- 
bers." "In any event," added 
Charene, "we will not permit our 
members to play for AGVA per- 
formers after January 5, 1954." 

Subsequently, Charene sug- 
gested that talent buyers look to 
AFM for talent, adding "we have 
suitable talent for your premises."

Vauder Policy 
NEW YORK, Dec. 12. - The 

Locust Theater, Philadelphia, may 
have the first big -time vaudeville 
in years if the present deal, now 
in the dickering stage, comes to 
a head. 

The Locust, a former straight 
picture house once owned by 
Warner Brothers, is being sought 
by a New York group, repre- 
sented in Philadelphia by Irving 
and Manny Romm.

The chief trouble is getting a 
show which will pull business. 

Danny Kaye is due to play 
Philadelphia's S h u b e r t on a 
straight percentage deal starting 
February 22. The Romm's would 
like to open just before Christmas 
and keep running but are hesitant 
about bucking Kaye. 

They have feelers out for Eddie 
Fisher, but he's trying to make 
arrangements to fly to Korea to 
be with his brother over the 
holidays. 

If the Romm's come up with 
strong names, they will do two 
a day and probably run benefit 
shows Sundays. The Locust, a 
1,580 -seat house, will be scaled 
from $2.50 to $4.50; including tax. 

Nevada Hotel 

License Denied 
LASS VEGAS, Nev., Dec. 12. -A 

license for the contemplated "Ne- 
vada Royal" Hotel - eighth lux - 
ury resort scheduled for Las 
Vegas' fabulous strip -was can- 
celed last week by the Nevada 
Tax Commission. 

A spokesman of the agency, 
which licenses all legal Nevada 
gambling operations, said, "The 
Commission has been slickered" 
by Frank Fishman, wealthy Bev- 
erly Hills investor, who was 
granted his coveted permit less 
than two months ago. 

In rescinding its approval of the 
license, the commission frowned 
on Fishman's sale of 35 per cent of 
his project to four Miami Beach 
investors, Herman D. Kohen. Jo- 
seph Liebman, Howard I. Engel 
and Barnett Rosenthal. 

Commission members said 
Fishman had assured them in 
asking a license that he intended

performers and indicated that 
AGVA people who would join 
AFM could get in for $2 initiation 
fees. Customary AFM initiation 
fees in most locals is around $100. 

Jack Irving, AGVA head, char - 
acterized James C. Petrillo, as "a 
Hitler who wants to conquer 
everybody." He cited an agree- 
ment entered into by Petrillo and 
Gus Van, AGVA's president, in 
1950, where all differences be- 
tween the two unions would be 
resolved on the highest level. 

The locals that have complete 
autonomy co- operated with us all 
the way, said Irving. "But the 
captive locals, those that Petrillo 
thinks he has in his pocket, 
started to snipe at to. When we 
asked Petrillo to discuss it, we 
heard nothing from him. If that 
isn't breaking an agreement, I 
don't know what Petrillo calls it." 

Accuses Petrillo 
Irving also charged Petrillo 

with designs for taking over 
entire show business. "Most of 
his musicians are out of work. If 
he wants to throw more of his 
members out, that's his business. 
But he's not going to tell us that 
vocal chords and dancing feet are 
musical instruments." 

Officials of the Associated Ac- 
tors and Artistes of America 
pointed to strong resolutions it 
had passed where it would come 
to the aid of any talent union 
member embroiled in a battle 

' with AFM. "We've licked him on 
two occasions. We'll lick him 
again," an official said. "Further- 

gets away with this, 
the next thing he'll do is say pic- 
ture people and legit performers 
belong to him." 

Petrillo 'spokesmen denied that 
AFM had breached any contract 
and said AGVA had violated it 
by demanding AFM card holders 
also be AGVA members. It was 
also pointed out that the Federa- 
tion stood ready to pay the sala- 
ries of all members who may 
lose work because of any jurisdic- 
tional dispute. 

"No Pushover' 
George Meany, head of the 

American Federation of . Labor 
(both AGVA and AFM are AFL 
unions), was not able to be 
reached by phone. He was quoted 
elsewhere as saying that he 
doubted the battle between the 
two talent union would reach 
the courts. A high AFL official, 
however, said that "Meany isn't 
the pushover for Petrillo that Bill 
Green was, and the chances are 
things will work out." 

In the meantime, operators in 
Boston and Montreal, caught be- 
tween the two factions, admitted 
themselves confused. In some 
cases, they said people would 
come in so long as there was 
dance music. In others, they said 
that without shows they might as 
well close up. 

An AGVA delegation headed 
by Jack Irving, Jackie Bright, 
AGVA prexy and national coun- 
sel, plus Larry Rio froln the West 
Coast office, is scheduled to ad- 
dress cafe operators and members' 
meetings. in Bòston Monday (14) 
night.

Danes Give 

Face -Lift to 

Nitery Row 
COPENHAGEN, Denmark, Dec. 

12. - Many vacancies in older 
side- street buildings have been 
taken over by cabaret and restau- 
rant operators here for alteration 
into cabaret and dine and dance 
spots. Also some older clubs have 
been taken over by new owners 
for modernization. In most cases 
the new owners already have 
similar spots in other parts of the 
city. 

The first new room to get going 
is the Harlem, cabaret- vaude- 
dance spot, which is now in its 
third month and doing well. This 
place opened with a Negro 
(French) troupe which stayed six 
weeks. The current show has Laly 
Patrick, dove -dancer; Elinor Syl- 
vest, singer, Babette Sabina, and 
a nine -girl unit of musicians, 
singers and dancers. 

The second spot to open was 
the Tabu, a day -time restaurant - 
bar, with a three -piece combo and 
entertainment at night. This place 
has been doing okay since open- 
ing. 

Directly opposite the Tabu the 
former Kakadu has been acquired 
by a new group for alterations. 
The ground floor is being fitted 
out as a restaurant, with table 
space for 80, while the first floor 
is being transformed into a cab -

Paris Tabarin 

Up for Auction 
PARIS, Dec. 12. - The Bal 

Tabarin, one of the most widely 
known of the Montmartre night 
spots, will go on the auction block 
on December 22, at a starting 
price of $41,800. The equipment 
inventory is appraised at $3,654 - 
stock not included. 

The Bal Tabarin for a great 
many years was one of the most 
popular of the big Montmartre 
spots, offering big shows at com- 
paratively moderate prices. Since 
the end of the war it began slip- 
ping, and the eventual closing 
followed. A recent attempt at a 
comeback petered out after a few 
weeks. 

Tab Shows Fail to 
Make Vegas Grade: 

LAS VEGAS, Nev., Dec. 12. - 
The cancellation of Paul Small's 
"Student Prince" at the Sands 
Hotel here after a week of the tab 
show's scheduled three -week run 
emphasized the inability of musi- 
cal comedy packages to make it 
in this town. Cutting a- two-and- 
half-hour musical or operetta to 
an hour has yet to prove.success- 
ful here. 

Some time ago "Annie Get 
Your Gun" played here. It 
missed. Then came a couple of 
other tab shows with plenty of 
rehearsals behind them; they also 
missed. In fact, the deals for two 
more tab shows, "Gentlemen Pre- 
fer Blondes" and "Ziegfeld Fol- 
lies," which were to play here, 
are now being reconsidered and 
may be canceled. 

The Paul Small version of Sig- 
mund Romberg's operetta, "Stu- 
dent Prince," was in rehearsal 
about a month before it came into 
the Sands. The deal was for about 
$20,000 a week. Opening night 
everybody concerned realized it 
wasn't it. The understanding is 
that an effort was made to pay 
off Small for a sum less than the 
contracted price, but Jan Kiepura 
and Marta Eggerth objected. The 
final price was a full payoff for 
the contract period. 

Eckstine Replacement 
Billy Eckstine was grabbed as 

a last- minute replacement, while 
Jack Entratter, Sands talent buy- 
er, rushed around to get other 
people to fill in the show sched- 
ule.

Natives Who 

Play Abroad 
COPENHAGEN, Denmark, Dec. 

12. -There is an unusually large 
number of European acts, after 
working for two or more years in 
the United States and Canada, 
that have recently returned to 
Europe and are cashing in on the 
fact that their long sojourns 
abroad have placed them in the 
"new" category for Europe. A 
few seem to be commuting be- 
tween the two continents. 

Several clubs in town have 
dropped the traditional custom of 
using none but Danish acts during 
the month of December in favor 
of these acts recently working in 
America. 

The Ambassadeur has only two 
acts, both imported. The Two 
Half Brothers, jugglers, hail from 
South America, while Lelo and 
Mane, ballroom team, are French. 
The Atlantic Palace has two acts 
that probably are Danish - Mia- 
mar and Sherman, dance team, 
and Dane and Baxsen, musical 
clowns -while Borra, a pickpock- 
et act is an import. 

Hollaenderbyen has an English 
duo, Dorothy Neal and Paul New- 
ington, strip and plastic poses; 
Tamara and Valery, Spanish 
dance duo, and Lott and Joe 
Anders, jugglers on bikes. The 
last is a Danish pair who are 
well -known in America. The 
Lorry's bill is headed by Roth 
and Shay, American acro- comics, 
and includes Eric Zidla, juggler; 
the Two Wilson aerial, and 
Gaby and Courth, paper- tearing 
novelty. 

The Prater has Jasmine Joy, a 
Hawaiian -type torso waver, from 
Trinidad; the Two Regiles, hand - 
to -hand, and the Three Indrik- 
sens who do a second number as 
the Rubys. 

The National -Scala has two 
Danish acts that recently re- 
turned from America: The Five 
Amandis, tumblers, and Tommy 
and Milleur, acro- comics. Also 
on the bill are Gitte Pyskov, child 
xylophonist; Paddy, a juggler, 
and The Little White Rabbit, 
moppet contortionist. 

The Valencia offers Jack Mey- 
and and Jeanette, unicycle novel- 
ty, returned from America; the 
Glower Brothers, hand -to -hand; 
Gurli Gilda, vocalist; Lander and 
Leanna, dance duo, and the Skat- 
ing Rikos, two fems.

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Yardstick of Success. 
by BILL SMITH 

We have carefully considered 
performers from every branch 
of show business covered by The 
Billboard before finally deter- 
mining those who in our opinion 
deserve the accolade of having 
"Made It" in 1953. 

An ability to make the transi- 
tion from one field to another, 
e.g., records to personal appear- 
ances, cafes to TV and vice 
versa, with marked box -office 
success was a basic factor in de- 
ciding on the award winners. 

"Making it" doesn't mean the 
performers have reached the top. 
If that were true, the only di- 
rection they could move would 
be down. These are performers 
who have been recognized not 
only in the trade but by the 
public as well. It is exemplified 
thru higher salaries obtained, not 
thru overzealous sales pressure 
but on proven box- office value 
on repeat exposu!'es, higher TV 
ratings or profitable merchandis- 
ing tie -ins. 

We have passed over the 
established headliners for ob- 
vious reasons; they have already . 

enjoyed great years. People like 
Milton Berle, Sophie Tucker, 
Tallulah Bankhead, Danny 
Thomas, Perry Como, Jimmy 
Durante, Frankie Laine, Lucille 
Ball and Desi Arnaz, Sid Ceasar 
and Imogene Coca, Paul Win - 
chell, Jack Benny, Bob Hope, 
Bing Crosby, etc., have made it 
long ago and from present indi- 
cations will remain in that rari- 
fied atmosphere. 

Newcomers 
There are a number of new- 

comers who give signs of 
making it after some more sea- 
soning. Dick Shawn is one. 
June Valli, who made a little 
splash with some records, could 
do it. Felicia Sanders gives signs, 
and Pat Carroll has the poten- 
tiality. Then there are Steve 
Allen, Eddie Albert, Joan Caul -. 
field, Loretta Young, Ann Soth- 
ern, Art Carney, Rusty Draper, 
the Ames Brothers, Gwyn Ver- 
don, Joan McCracken, Edith 
Adams, Bill Hayes and others. 

Many of these people have 
been recognized in the trade but 
have not been frilly accepted by 

the public. The legit performers, 
while having made a nice 
splash in their respective shows, 
haven't received exposures in 
other show business fields and 
in most cases aren't available. 

The freak acts like Christine 
Jorgensen have box -office value 
based on publicity. Sugar Ray 
Robinson also has a value built 
on his reputation in another 
field. But until such people 
prove themselves in repeated 
exposures, they cannot be con- 
sidered as having "made it." 

It is interesting to note that 
radio has contributed very little 
to a personal appearance box - 
office. Such stations as WSM 
with its "Grand Ole Opry," 
WLS's "National Barn Dance," 
W W VA's "Jamboree" and other 
stations in the Southwest have 
been and are prime movers of 
talent developers and proven 
box -office winners in frequent 
exposures and are the excep- 
tions. 

Radio Exception 
Strangely enough Robert Q. 

Lewis is the only attraction to 
come out of radio, and subse- 
quently TV, to make it in the 
personal appearance field. He 
has been exposed to cafe audi- 
ences in Pittsburgh, in the Mid- 
west and Southwest and has 
proved his value. In some cases 
radio performers are ill at ease 
with live audiences; in other 
cases they have nothing salable 
for live audiences. 

Television is a different me- 
dium. Practically all the top 
stars in TV came out of some 
branch of the personal appear- 
ance field. If they're interested 
or available, they can cash in on 
their TV ratings. 

Who the record stars of to- 
morrow will be is a matter of 
conjecture. One or two or even 
three hot disks aren't enough to 
establish a singer in the personal 
appearance field. Occasionally 
they're good for one or two times 
around, and then the demand 
disappears. A record star to be 
a star must have an act, poise 
and appearance to become estab- 
lished in a field where the re- 
turns are so large. 
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Box -Office Hits 
of 1953 

Point to 1954 Headliners 
The ultimate talent buyer faced with a wealth 

of. talent from all fields is primarily interested in 
box office. Naturally he wants and expects a pol- 
ished performer. But performance alone is not 
the final ardstic'r. It is the marquee lure, the 
box -office appeal, that is the determining factor. 

In 1953, there were a number of performers, 
who achieved that double- barrelled stature - 
box office and tarent. In some cases these may 
fade before the end of, 1954. It is reasonable to 
assume, however, that the majority will grow in 
importance. 

The choice of these performers from every 
branch of shov business was not an easy one. 
Each department editor submitted names. These 
were fine -combed and the remainders were then 
surveyed from every commercial angle. 

Those finally chosen were placed in the Talent 
Showcase for 1954. 

There are numerous performers who belong in 
any well -rounded show, even tfio they are not yet 
box office. Some of them are mentioned here. 
But there are so many that space didn't permit 
listing more than a handful. 

The Billboard expects to present an Annual Tal- 
ent Showcase starting with this issue. We believe 
it will prove valuable to all talent buyers in all 
branches of show business.

REX ALLEN 

Tho long known via Western 
chase pictures for Republic, Rex 
Allen achieved national promi- 
nence with his Decca disk of 
"Crying in the Chapel," which 
to date has sold 928,000 copies. 

Allen is a particularly hot 

rodeo attraction. He gets any- 
where from $4,500 to $10,000 a 

week for playing the big rings 
at the Illinois State Fair, the 
Chicago World's Championship 
Rodeo, etc. 

His theater dates are limited 
to one -nighters. He did t w o 
weeks at the Thunderbird, Las 
Vegas, Nev., at $7,500 a week. 
He's an unknown quantity on 
TV, because he does guest shots 
only in connection with personal 
appearances in an area. He can't 
do TV unless okayed by Herb 
Yates of Republic Pictures. 

He's booked for return dates in 
a Las Vegas club, also for dates 
in Reno, Nev.; New Orleans, 
Chicago, Miami, and New York 
for about $5,000 in the non - 
gambling spots. 

He also gets an additional 
chunk of dough via a quarterly 
comic book tie -in with Dell 
Publishing. 

HARRY BELAFONTE 

The tall, slim, good -looking 
Negro studied acting at the New 
School for Social Research in the 
same class with Marlon Brando 
and Tony Curtis. But after 

perate, he took a job pushing a 
hand truck in New York's gar- 
ment center. 

Singing wasn't his forte, but 
when he heard that a small 
cellar club, The Royal Roost, was 
auditioning singers in 1951 he 
tried for it. He was given a 
week's work at $75 and stayed 22 
weeks. The boy worked a great 
deal like Billy Eckstine, and an 
effort was made to plug him as 
the "Cinderella Man." 

But after his first job, nothing 
happened. So he quit the busi- 
ness, opened a hamburger stand 
in the village and went broke. 

While in the hamburger busi- 
ness he met Jack Rollins, his 
present manager, who talked him 
into trying folk singing. Both 
worked hard for three months. 
At the end of that time they 
showed the act to Max Gordon 
of the Village Vanguard. Bela - 
fonte worked with a guitar 
player, Millard Thomas. His first 
salary as folk singer was $300. 

Folk Singer 
Folk singing caught on, and 

an RCA Victor deal came up.' 
His records did okay, never 
smash, but they gave him added 
exposure. He got TV guest shots 
and bigger cafe salaries. His 
biggest salary in 1952 was $600; 
his cafe salary is now $3,500 and 

u His best TV price.in 1952 was 
$600 for "Chance of a Lifetime." 
In 1953 Ed Sullivan's "Toast of 
the Town" gave him $1,500. 

Belafonte is currently unavail- 
able because he is in John Mur- 
ray Anderson's "Almanac." But 
bids are coming in for one show 
a night in clubs for around 
$2,500. NBC is supposed to have 
a deal for him, but so- far its in 
the talking stage. 

Belafonte's personal manager 
is Jack Rollins. His booking 
office is the Music Corporation 
of America. 

VICTOR BORGE 
a ssssms UMWa sssy' æß::; I 

In 1953 Victor Borge, the Dan- 
ish pianist -comedian, grossed 
over $200,000 from one -man 
shows done all over the country. 
In 1940, when he came to this 

finishing school, he couldn't land 
a ob. Bein married and des - J B 

country on the last Danish ship 
to leave Denmark before the 
Nazis moved in, he didn't have 
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a dime. In fact, he couldn't 
raise the price of a Hollywood 
tour while there. Yet a week 
later, he was the talk of the 
trade. 

Borge got his first chance on 
the Rudy Vallee radio show 
originating from the West Coast. 
As a result of this show, offers 
started coming in, and he 
climbed steadily. The Music Cor- 
poration of America handled him 
for some time, but later he 
switched over to Harry Squires 
for booking and Silverstone & 
Rosenthal for personal manage- 
ment. 

His salary in class hotel rooms 
varied. In some rooms he got 
$2,000, others more. His appeal, 
however, was limited- except to 
those who caught him. 

His big break came in 1953 
when he started off a tour of 
one-man shows which began on 
the West Coast and ended in 
New York. Despite the fact he 
was -virtually unknown in the 
hinterlands, his shows drew such 
raves that business zoomed. For 
example, he did two weeks at 
the Curran Theater, San Fran- 
cisco. During his first week (10 
shows), he drew $23,000. For the 
second week the gross jumped 
to $38.000. Success in the rest 
of the country varied, but in 
each case it was either good or 
sensational. 

Grosses 200G 
In any event, from February, 

1952. when he left the Los An- 
geles Stotler until he opened his 
one -man show in New York 
(still running), he did $200,000 
in grosses. 

As a result of his record at 
the box office, his TV salary 
also went up. Recent TV shows 
were old commitments for 
around $3,500, but new ones are 
for $7,500. His club date price 
is now $10,000, with two dates 
tentatively set for this money. 

Headlining at the Canadian 
National Fair last August, Borge 
got $30,000 for two weeks. 

Borge has since gone back to 
MCA. tho Squires is still with 
him. His managers continue to 
be Silverstone & Rosenthal.. 

RUTH BROWN 

Sulky Ruth Brown has devel- 
oped, in a few short years, into 
one of the top rhythm and blues 
attractions in the business. Start- 
ing her singing career via ama- 
teur appearances, she first came 
to public attention via her wax - 

.ings for Atlantic Records. 
Her record hits read like a roll 

of honor in the rhythm and blues 
field, including "Teardrops From 
My Eyes," "So Long "; "Five Ten,' 
Fifteen Hours "; "Daddy, Daddy" 
and "Mama, He Treats Your 
Daughter Mean." "Teardrops" 
and "Mama" each sold over 400; 
000 copies, a sensational sale for 
the r. &b. field. 

The year 1953 has been the 
thrush's greatest to date in her 
short career. Last Year she was 
getting about $750 for a week's 
club date; now she receives 
$1,500. On one- nighter dates a 
year ago she received $250 and 
a percentage; now she is paid 
$500 against a percentage. 

On her tour with Billy Eck - 
stine this year she received a 
flat $3,500 per week, plus trans- 
portation and expenses. 

Her bookings are handled by 
the Shaw Artists Corporation, 
and she records for Atlantic 
Records. 

RED BUTTONS 

Red Buttons has long been 
known in the trade as a good 
club date performer. The Cats- 
kills were his meat. His single 
job salary in that field gradually 
arose until it averaged $200 a 

date. He also did theaters and 
occasional night clubs at salaries 
ranging from $750 to $1,250. 

A likable lad, there was little 
to set him apart from the other 
comics in the same price range. 
His background of burlesque, 
Yiddish and Broadway stages 

gave him plenty on the ball but 
little cash in value. 

His major tag used to be "Joe 
and Paul," a kind of ribbing 
talmudic chanting rib of a radio 
announcer on a Yiddish program 
doing a commercial. His chief 
beef some years back was that 
another act . recorded the "Joe 
and Paul" as own. 

Nevertheless, the Joe and Paul 
label was Button's identifying 
song. As a matter of fast, the 
sight bits he now uses in his TV 
show stem from that song. Even 
his "Ho -Ho" song with tag lines 
is a switcheroo on the Joe and 
Paul. 

Almost Lost 
Actually, Buttons started to 

make it in 1952, but he didn't 
arrive until 1953. On his test 
kine early in 1952 a tobacco 
company was interested but 
wanted one more show. On his 
second show, however, Buttons 
fainted, and the show went on 
without him. For a time it looked 
as if it were all over. 

The third show, however, got 
results. CBS made a deal, and 
Maxwell House grabbed him. 

Since then he has been on TV 
each Monday night and h a s 
racked up a terrific rating. He's 
now telecast live on 63 stations, 
has live hines on 23 stations and 
delayed time kines on 34 sta- 
tions, making it one of the larg- 
est exposures on the CBS net- 
work. 

Since he has made it on TV, 
he has had only one cafe job - 
two weeks at The Sands, Las 
Vegas, Nev., for $10,000 a week. 
Repeat offers up to $20,000 have 
been made, but he's not avail- 
able. Bookers claim he can .get 
$10,000 anywhere today. 

His two sides for RCA Victor 
are "Ho -Ho" song and "Strange 
Things Are Happening." Shrewd 
management got him to form his 
own 
two, each with onfirms. ng.He 

has 

Buttons is managed by Silver - 
tone & Rosenthal. He is booked 
by the William Morris office. 

MARGE & GOWER 
CHAMPION 

The Champions teamed up 
about six years ago. In fact, their' 
first New York job at the 
Persian Room was shortly after 
they became man and wife. In 
a field where dance teams sel- 

dom hit any sustained working 
sr earning streak, the Champions 
gave every indication of getting 
up to the top and staying there. 

Their original ^horeography 
put them in a class by them- 
selves. It was good enough ti 

get them a bid to do the chore- 
ography for "Lend an Ear," which 
opened on Broadway about 1947- 
'48. After their first legit hit 
(they didn't work in the show), 
they went back to clubs and 
hotel rooms. 

Their salary for personals was 
seldom more than $600 a week. 
Occasionally they got $750. They 
were considered a class hotel act 
and worked the Hilton chain 
for the above figures. 

Working their way West (they 
live in Hollywood), they got a 
job at the Mocambo for $700, and 
out of it they got a bid for their 
first picture, "Showboat," for 
M -G -M. Then came seven or 
eight more pictures, some good, 
some bad. There was "Lovely 
to Look At," "Everything I 
Have Is Yours" and others. The 
year 1952 was largely confined 
to pictures. They did no per- 
sonal appearances or TV. 

90G in 15 Weeks 
Late in 1953, they went back 

into the appearance field, and 
their price jumped to $7,500 in 
cafes to $10,000 in Las Vegas, 
Nev. They played off a couple 
of dates on old option prices e.g. 
Persian Room, $1,800, then 
jumped into the big money, 
grossing $90,000 for 15 weeks. 

They did two two -weekers in 
Las Vegas; two weeks at the 
Fairmont, San Francisco; three 
weeks at the Ambassador, Los 
Angeles, and Bill Miller's Riviera 
and the Persian Room, New 
York. 

The team played the Fairmont 
and the Ambassador on percent- 

ages. They broke the 18 -year- 
old house record at the Ambassa- 
dor and established a new record 
at the Fairmont. Their 18 shows 
at the Ambassador's Cocoanut 
Grove drew 14,282 covers. 

While in New York 'last sum- 
mer a guest shot on Ed Sulli- 
van's "Toast of the Town" paid 
$7,500, the highest price paid on 
that show for any act. They are 
tentatively set for another shot 
for the Christmas show and Will 
do a straight dramatic role on 
"The Lux Video Theater" on 
December 17 over the CBS net- 
work in "A Bouquet for Millie." 

Columbia Move 
The Champions got away from 

M -G -M in 1953 and will start 
shooting for Columbia, Decem- 
ber 28, in. "The Pleasure's All 
Mine," a rewrite of "My Sister 
Eileen." Their 1954 schedule in- 
cludes two pix, one for Colum- 
bia and one for Paramount, with 
no term contract at any studio. 

They will do 12 weeks with a 
Paul Gregory concert, "A Night 
With the Champions," in which 
they have 50 per cent interest. 
Because of their proximity to 
Los Angeles and their picture 
commitments, they plan no cafe 
dates with the possible exception 
of the Grove and Las Vegas. 

The team will make about 
$150,000 in 1953 and possibly 
$200,000 in 1954. Their personal 
management is the Louis Shurrr 
office, which also. does their 
booking. 

THE CLOVERS 

The Clovers, one of the hottest 
vocal groups in the rhythm and 
blues field, have the rare distinc- 
tion of having had, over the past 
two years, seven successive rec- 
ord hits in a row on Atlantic. 
Every record they have ever re- 
leased, including "One Mint 
Julep," "Hey Miss Fannie "; "Fool, 
Fool, Fool" and "Good Lovin',' 
has passed 300,000 in sales. 

The boys not only know their 
way around records, but they 
also can hold their own on the 
night club floor, as well as in 
arenas and auditoriums. They 
are considered one of the top sight 
acts in the business. 

In earnings, the boys have al- 
most doubled their income in less 
than a year, jumping from $350 
against percentage in 1952 to $450 
against percentage for one- 
nighter dates and from $1,250 to 
$1,750 for location engagements 
In 1953. Right now they are on a 
one -nighter tour thru the South 
and West and grabbing percent- 
age on almost every date, 

The Shaw Artists Corporation 
books the boys. Their manager 
Ls Lou Krefitz, and their diskery 
is Atlantic. 

WALLY COX

Five years ago or so Cox, rec- 
ommended by friends, walked 
in to the Village Vanguard for 
an audition. Max Gordon, Van- 
guard owner, said, "I didn't 
understand what he did. but It

Miss Safier negotiated a new 
deal for Cox last September with 
NBC -a straight eight -year pact, 
no options. Cox will make $100,- 
000 in 1953. 

Cox' agent is William Morris. 
His manager is Gloria Safier. 

DARVAS AND JULIA 

Darvas and Julia are probably 
the only other dance team be- 
sides the Champions who made 
a splash big enough in 1953 to 
put them into the top money. 

Based on the fact that the 

team does about a seven- minute 
act, it probably gets the highest 
rate per minute for any act 
today. The team gets around 
$6,000 in Las Vegas, Nev., and 
between $3,500 and $4,500 in the 
rest of the country. 

Basically, the team is very 
promotion minded. A buyer who 
takes them on can count on a 
personal campaign, usually clev- 
erly devised, that means busi- 
ness. Last year they were on the 
Danny Kaye bill at the Palace 
and booked themselves into the 
Shoreham 'Hot e 1, Washington, 
for the publicity and promotion 
value. 

The Shoreham job didn't pay 
much, but the publicity was tre- 
mendous. The team finished the 
first half of the Palace show, 
rushed out dressed in costume, 
changed clothes in the plane and 
landed in Washington in time to 
do one show a night. 

Newspaper space for the stunt 
was international and got them 
offers from places all over the 
world. The gimmick was good 
enough that the team is now 
booked solidly for a year and a 
half at money the pair only 
dreamed of whenthey first came 
to the U. S. about three years 
ago. 

Shrewd Business 
The business life of the team 

is shrewdly managed. Nick 
Darvas handles all the business 
and has become a surprisingly 
good real estate operator. 

Julia Darvas, the social butter- 
fly, of the team, is equally 
shrewd but stays in the back- 
ground. She's a lavish dresser 
offstage, with a personal follow- 
ing that means big business to 
buyers. 

Their first TV guest was on 
the Ed Sullivan show at $3,500. 
They have. another commitment 
for the same price, the show to 
be played within the next few 
months. 

The team's business is handled 
by Nick Darns. Booking is thru 
the William Morris office. 

EDDIE FISHER 

It was a wag who said, "Of 
course Eddie Fisher made it in 
1953. Who can make it in the 
Army ?" And altho Fisher has 
been around for longer than a 
year, it was,only in 1953 that he 

was funny. He sang, whistled 
and looked so woe begone and 
lonesome that he intrigued me." 

That became his first job at 
$75. Ile still kept on as 'a silver- 
smith during the day. A year 
later the Blue Angel paid him 
$125, and out of it came Dwight 
Wyman's "Dance Me Song" for 
$250. The show was so-so, but 
Cox was a smash. 

Gloria Safier, manager, made 
a new deal for him on the notices 
for $500. His next was a one- 
show -a -night deal at the Persian 
Room for $500. Then. he went 
back to the Angel for $,300.. 

A deal was started at NBC to 
develop a formula, but mean- 
while the net used him as a sim- 
mer replacement on the old Ford 
show, When the winter show 
came back, he was thru. His fan 
mail, however, was so big he was 
brought back. NBC again prom- 
ised to create a show but couldn't. 
Finally Miss Safier came up with 
an idea, and NBC put him ba.':. 
Reynolds Metal, which had Eddie 

was able really to cash in on the 
furor created on records for RCA 
Victor. 

The story of Fisher's rise has 
been rehashed by press agents 
and fan mags too many times to 
retell it here. But what isn't 
known is that a small agent, 
Val Irving, had him the first 
time but couldn't arouse any 
interest. Subsequently, Irving 
talked Milton Blackstone into 
giving the kid a job at Gros- 

singer's on the Catskill hotel's 
-entertainment staff. 

Actually Fisher's first big -time 
cafe date occurred in 1950. He 
was put into Bill Miller's Rivi- 
era when Fran Warren, previ- 
ously booked, fell out. His salary 
.was $600. The next time he went 
in September, 1953, it was on an 
involved deal calling for extra 
musicians, Hugo Winterhalter as 
conductor, etc. The kid had fin- 
ished his Army hitch. His salary 
then was estimated at $10,000. 

Records accounted for much of 
Fisher's success. Even tho he 
was out of action. front 1950 to 
1952, his disks were all, big 
sellers. 

Vidor Audition' 
Joe Csida, music publisher and 

farmer Billboard editor, tells the 
story of Fisher's first audition 
for Victor when Csida was direc- 
tor of that label's artists and rep- 
ertoire. 'The thin 'rid leaned 
against the office wall, stuck his 
hands in his pockets and sang 
out with a tremendous voice. It 
was hard to believe that such a 
big voice could come out of this 
kid. I had to sign him." 

The teen -agers of America de- 
cided the same way from the 
minute they heard Fisher on rec- 
ords. The boy's singing, good 
material and the lush backing 
of Hugo Winterhalter gave Vic- 
tor hit after hit. 

Fisher's Army life, including 
the TV guest shots he did for the 
military, endeared him to the 
public, management and future 
buyers. 

His first date after the Army 
was already mentioned above. 
His Paramount theater date was 
another smasheroo. Since then 
he's become unavailable for out- 
side work because of his Coca - 
Cela TV show. 

The General Artista Corpora- 
tion, his booker, has been trying 
to set him for Weekend dates, 
but odds are against it even at 
the $4,000 and $5,000 offers re- 
ceived from potential buyers. 

Fisher's personal manager is 
Milton Blackstone. His booking 
office is the General Artists 
Corporation. 

JACKIE GLEASON 

Always regarded as one of the 
best sketch men in the business, 
Jackie Gleason's also a fine ad 
libber. It was as an ad libber 
that he held down a key spot 
in Jack White's famed Club 18 

when that room was hot.. His 
money in those days seldom 
averaged more than $150 a week. 

Gleason had a few roles in 
flop shows, e.g. "Duchess Mis- 
behaves" tho his best -was "Fol- 
low the Girls" which ran a long 
time, and he got almost as good 
notices as did Gertrude Nieson 
who has since left the business. 

Actually Gleason didn't start 
to roll until about December, 
1949, when. Bullets Durgom be- 
gan managing him. He did about 
six months in "Along Fifth Ave- 
nue" for $600 a week then went 
to the Coast to film "Life of 
Riley " -26 TV pix. At that time 
Durgam tried to sell him for 
pictures but couldn't get more 
than $1,000 a picture and that 
was "if" money. 

During the summer of 1950 
Gleason went on Du Mont, His 
first price was $1,250. Later he 
got $1,500. CBS came along with 
a better offer, and Durgam made 
a deal starting with CBS Sep- 
tember, 1952. Gleason now owns 
the package of the show which

In 1952 he wasn't included in 

any ratings (Trendex). In Novem- 
ber, 1953, he was in fifth po- 
sition.

Corporation of America. 

FRANCIS HORWICH 

Mrs. Frances Horwich was a 
child psychologist on the staff 
of Roosevelt College here when 
NBC decided to build a show 
for pre -school children. Reinald 
Werrenrath, just back from a 

of the hottest small jazz groups 
in the business. His location and 
one -nighter prices have doubled 
for the. General Artists Corpo- 
ration. 

Prices Double 
For example, a year ago the 

combo played about a dozen one - 
nighters all thru the year. In the 
last four months of 1953, it will 
wind up with over 80 one- night- 
ers. Prices went from an average 
of $350 a night to promotion 
dates at $1,000 and with a per- 
centage deal, too. 

Last year the combo averaged 
about $1,000 a week for location 
dates, tho it did grab off a few 
at $1,250 and many more at only 
$750. Since the Capitol record of 
"Oh," they're demanding and 
getting $2,000 a week. More than 
that, they're working a lot more 
consistently and rhaking money 
for the location owners and pro- 
moters. 

JONI JAMES, 

Four or more years ago 
Joni James broke into showbiz 
around Chicago, using special 
material and getting up to $250 
a week but seldom working. 
She was first caught by The 

the Vanguard and partner in the 
Blue Angel.) 

Her salary at the Blue Angel 
was $300. It was there that she 
was caught by Leonard Sillimah 
and put into his "New Faces." 
Later she doubled. Her "New 
Faces" salary was $350, later 
raised by degrees to $750. Her first RCA record was 
"Uska Darra" which made the 
best -seller lists; her second was 
"C'est Si Bon" (out of her cafe 
act), and her most recent one is 
"Santa Baby." All were top sell- 
ers. She headed west for the 
flick "New Faces" and began 
doubling into the Mocambo for 
around $2,500, her first Coast 
job 

To say that she caught on 
would be an understatement. She 
now has sighed contracts for 
$5,000 and $6,000 and one for 
$10,000 at the Sahara Hotel, 
Las Vegas, Nev. Her act hasn't 
changed much since originally 
caught at the La Vie, tho she's 
acquired much more assurance. 
Her records helped considerably. 

JULIUS LA ROSA 

The meteoric rise of Julius La 
Rosa is a matter of record. His 
firing from the Arthur Godfrey 
show has been in so many news- 
papers that it needn't be gone 
into here. In any event, this kick 

Navy tour of duty, was assigned 
to produce. Mrs. Horwich was 
selected in auditions. 

"Ding Dong School" came on 
the air locally in Chicago on 
October 3, 1952, in the 9 -9:30 a.m. 
spot Monday thru Friday for the 
pre -school kid audience. It went 
on the NBC network a month 
later. The first merchandising 
tie -in went on sale in July of 
this year. By January 1, "Ding 
Dong School" products will have 
grossed about $2,000,000. The 
cost of the show is $5,000 a week. 

Next year the gross may be 
double or more. This year's 
sales were made in spite of miss- 
ing the New York Toy Fair in 
March and most of the toy cata- 
logs. 

Television merchandising, Inc., 
handles business arrangements 
for merchandising. It deals with 
NBC, which owns the show, 
takes a percentage and pays Dr. 
Frances Horwich, the one -wom- 
an cast of the show. "Ding Dong" 
has licenses with 22 firms for 
30 products. 

According to Henry Saper- 
stein, of Television Merchandis- 
ing, 370 products were turned 
down, largely because Mrs. Hor- 
wich has retained veto rights 
and sets a high standard. She 
made one manufacturer submit 
22 sample products before she 
was satisfied with the quality. 

Book Sales 
Since the first 25 -cent book 

went on sale in September, over 
3.000,000 books have been sold. 
Another 125,000 $1 books were 
sold. Rand McNally publishes 
these. 

Other products include four 
RCA Victor records, dolls, paint 
sticks, pipe cleaners, drawing 
paper, a tom tom, xylophone, 
scrap books, puzzles, -blocks and 
play material. 
. The only sponsor now is Gen- 
eral Mills, on Fridays. The pro- 
duction bill is $5,000 a week. 

However, the merchandising 
tie -in has created a unique situa- 
tion. With NBC getting a per- 

. centage of the sales and the gross 
running into the millions, a 
situation is approaching when it 
might be almost as profitable 
to leave the show unsponsored 
and take the profits from the 
merchandising. 

PEE WEE HUNT 
a... ::._ 

For many years now -prac- 
tically since his days with the 
Glen Gray Casa Loma band - 
Pee Wee Hunt has been working 
around the country with a small 
group, large band or as a single. 

A talented entertainer a n d 
musician, Hunt purveys a semi - 
Dixieland style of music which 
doesn't fade, despite the fads like 
boogie -woogie, be bop or mam- 
bos. And for many of these years, 
Hunt has been turning out some 
fine records for Capitol. 

In the early history of Capitol, 
Hunt came thru with a disk of 
the oldie `Twelfth Street Rag" 
which topped the 1,000,000 mark 
and re- established him as a top 
attraction in his field. Since that 
record. Hunt's disk items have 
sold well, but not spectaculary. 

Late in 1953 he came thru 
with another oldie "oh," and it, 
too, topped the l,0Ó0,000 mark in 
disk sales. As a result, Hunt's 
six -piece combo has become one 

where he majored in radio pro- 
duction and got his first job on 
a local radio station. Then came 
WNEW in 1943. He was then 
with the William Morris office 
when Ted Ashley, then with the 
agency, got him a NBC morning 
show in 1944. After some night 
shows, both Paley and Godfrey 
asked' him to mòve to CBS to 
be a summer replacement for 
Godfrey. That was seven years 
ago. 

Lewis went to CBS, did various 
shows, was pleasant but not out- 
standing. In 1952 -'53 he started 
to do night clubs and became 
an instant hit. His first Las Vegas, 
Nev., date (Thunderbird) in 
April, 1952, for $7,500 led to 
other clubs. This in turn led to 
a season in summer stock which 
gained him new poise to deal 
with TV audiences. 

While it isn't strictly true that 
he has now made it, he is one of 
the few performers who was able 
to make a successful transposi- 
tion from a studio to a cafe. In 
1953 the trade suddenly became 
aware of Lewis thru the business 
he was doing in cafes, and bids 
started to come in. 

He now gets about $4,000 as a 
replacement for Godfrey on his 
morning show and about $2,000 
a shot on his night show. Has 
his own CBS series set up to 
start soon. 

LIBERACE 

The explanation the trade 
gives for Liberace's sensational 
rise in the past year is his appeal to the middle -aged 
women.. ," But whatever the 
appeal is, the fact remains that 

Billboard at Leon and Eddie's 
where she worked as a singing 
comedienne. Our opinion at that 
time (she was getting around 
$100) was that she had a voice 
but her comedy was poor. We 
suggested she stick to singing. 

About November, 1952, she 
cut her first record, paying for 
the studio, musicians, etc. No 
major label was interested or 
would handle the distribution. 
And when M -G -M was finally 
prevailed upon to release it, the 
record did only so -so. 

Then came a disk, "Why Don't 
You Believe ?" a James -staged 
and a James- paid -for session, 
which sold over 1,000,000 copies. 
From then on every one of her 
single M -G -M records has made 
the best- seller lists. 

Since she's made it on records, 
the gal has done a flock of per- 
sonal appearances from coast -to- 
coast. On one- nighters she's 
averaged $1,500 against a 50 per 
cent. She's now asking $4,000 for 
a TV shot and has movie bids. 

It is estimated that for the en- 
tire 1953 year Joni James will 
gross about $750,000 for personal, 
guest shots and record royalties. 

Her personal manager is Tony 
Aquiviva. The General Artists 
Corporation books her. 

EARTHA KITT 

Four years ago the ex- Kather- 
ine Dunham dancer, laying off in 
Paris, couldn't get a $30 -a -week 
job working Army camp shows 
in Europe. She came to U. S. 
after working all over the world 

upstairs has catapulted him into 
the big money class with a ven- 
geance. Based on bookings al 
ready set, La Rosa will make 
over $100,000 before the end of 
the year. 

That La Rosa was a potentially 
hot attraction was demonstrated 
on a couple of week -end dates 
he did some months ago within 
flying distance of New York. The 
fact that promoters were aware 
of his potential was proved by 
the money given him -$3,000 a 
show -and demonstrated by the 
kind of business he did. 

On the Godfrey show the lad 
got about $900 a week, which 
was based on scale plus $20 a 
show. His biggest smash was at 
the Chicago Theater, a two - 
weeker, recently concluded. La 
Rosa went in for $7,500 plus a 
percentage. He took out close fo 
$25,000 which included a $9,000 
overage. His concert dates were 
all equally profitable with the 
exception of a Milwaukee date 
that really laid an egg. 

Where Godfrey paid the kid 
scale plus $20 a show, Ed Sullivan 
paid him $3,000 a shot, and he 
has several commitments for that 
show at that price. 

The boy made it equally big 
on records. His first for the 
Cadence la be 1, "Anywhere I 
Wander," sold about 700,000 
copies. His "L a d y Loves to 
Dance" was a small hit. His "Eh 
Cumpari" is now rapidly ap- 
proaching the 1,000,000 mark. 

Where he'll go from here is a 
matter of conjecture. There are 
picture deals in the talking stage 
and more personals. In any event, 
he has already.made it big. 

La Rosa's personal manager is- 
Frank Barron e. His booking 
office is the General Artists Cor- 
poration. 

ROBERT Q. LEWIS 

Strictly an Arthur Godfrey 
and R illiam Paley product, Rob- 
ert Q. Lewis came up the hard 

and was booked into La Vie en 
Rose by Mary Chase for $500 in 
the fall of 1952. This was her 
biggest money up to then. 
Chances are she was oversold. 
In any case she was canceled 
after four days. 

The girl was then handled by 
the William Morris office who 
partially shared Proser's opinion 
of her. She was just another 
singer on the availibility list. 
After La Vie's cancellation there 
was a long lay -off followed by a 
job at the Village Vanguard for 
$150. From there operators 
moved her uptown to the Blue 
Angel. (Max Gordon is owner of

Lewis came out of University 
of Michigan early in the 1940's 

for 33 concerts in 1953, he 
grossed $410,000. Besides this, 
he makes TV films. And only 18 
months ago, he worked in the 
Waldorf -Astoria for $1,250. 

Liberace was picked up in 
Milwaukee by the Music Corpo- 
ration of America about seven 
years ago. His first job for that 
office was in a cocktail lounge 
for $75 a week," ... and he did 
the same act then, plus the 
candelabra. c a n d e l a b r a . " said MCA. 

It was in January, 1952, when 
Liberace was on the West Coast 
laying off, that he tied up with 
Gabbe, Lutz & Heller. They ar- 
ranged a deal for the pianist to 
appear locally on KLAC. His 
first show was sustaining. Right 
after that, he got his first spon- 
sor, the Citizens' National Bank. 

Three months later his man- 
agers, thru International Artists, 
Ltd., started promotion of con- 
certs. The first was at the Phil- 
harmonic Auditorium in L o s 
Angeles. It was a complete sell- 
out. From then on sell -outs be- 
came commonplace, up and down 
the Coast. 

Guild Films was formed to 
produce the Liberare show on a 
national basis. The first film 
came out January, 1953_ By 
September it was in over 93 
markets. As of November 10 it 
was in over 130 markets. Gross 
sales are estimated at about 
$1,000,000. 

The success of the Liberace 
films increased his concert po- 
tential. He played Phoenix, 
Ariz., and sold out. Six weeks 
later he played the town again, 
hiring an outdoor arena, and 
again sold out. In Colorado, at 
the Open Air Theater in Denver, 
he broke every record; he played 
to over 4,000 people in a driving 
rain storm in Pueblo Fair 
Grounds. 

In New Orleans. his first date, 
August 28 and 29, his concert 
was announced five weeks 
ahead. During the day of the 
announcement the box office 
sold $11,000, and within three 
days the concerts were sold out. 
The capacity was 11,000 seats, 
and Liberace walked out with 
$8,000 for his end. At the Kansas 
City (Mo.) Auditorium he played 
to 8,820. His Carnegie Hall con- 
cert in New York was another 
SRO. 

Most of the concerts are for a 
$4.80 top. They consist usually of 
six musicians, augmented by 19 
local men picked up in every 
town. T, e ork is batoned by 
George Liberace. 

He has four albums with 

Columbia Records, of which 
three have been top sellers. 
These are "Liberace at the 
Piano," "An Evening With 
Liberace" and "Concertos for 
You." His estimated record. in- 
come (he's been on disks s' 
April, 1953,) is $25,000.

and even grabbed off one week- 
end booking for $1,650. And that 
was after Marterie had already 
got his name on Mercury 
Records. 

Just a few months earlier, 
Marterie was known around 
Chicago as a fine studio trumpet 
player who belonged on the im- 
portant dates because he cut 
anything right the first time he 
read it. 

Naturally, like every other 
sideman, he was hoping for the 
big break when he could front 
his own band successfully. The 
trouble was, it seemed, that with 
the band business generally con- 
sidered to be in the doldrums, no 
one was going to put up the 
money it takes to get a dance 
band rolling. 

Anyhow, it did happen for 
Marterie. Just like the Ralph 
Flanagan, Buddy Morrow and 
Sauter -Finegan bands, his ork, 
too, got going on records before 
actually moving into the personal 
appearance field in a major way. 

Now the band rarely works a 
one -nighter for less than $1,250. 
The more usual price, according 
to the General Artists Corpo- 
ration, is $1,500 and $1,600 for 
promotion dates. College data 
prices, naturally, are h i g he rï 
since t h e band can't always 
route 'them into the one- nighter. 
schedule. 

The best example of a band's 
drawing power is said to be what.. 
the colleges will pay. Last yerir 
Marterie got $1,000 at the Uni- 
versity of Kentucky. This year 
he got $1,750. 
The band also picked up one 

of the lush week -end college 
dates of the year when it was 
signed to lay two days at 
colleges for $5,000. 

In addition, the band has al. 
ready played such top spots as 
the Palladium, Steel Pier, etc., 
broke a record at Coney Island 
in Cincinnati and worked a con- 
cert tour with Nat Cole. On 
Mercury Records they've been 
constant sellers, coming up every 
once in a while with click items 
like "Pretend."

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Music Hits Often Not 
Available to (ash In 

By JOE MARTIN 

The talent which manages to 
"make it each year is all too 
often faced with the problem of 
not being able to take advantage 
of the opportunities presented to 
personal appearances, radio, 
television, etc. 

This year, as in other years, 
some key attractions, developed 
on records for the most part, re- 
main record attractions with 
little hope of cashing in on the 
f uror created on wax. 

Naturally the prime examples 
of talent in this frustrating po- 
sition are the foreign artists who 
suddenly come up with best- 
selling records. 

Examples currently are the 
English recording orchestras of 
Mantovani and Frank Chacks- 
field. Neither is available for ap- 
pearances here. Eddie Calvert, 
English trumpet player who only 
now is getting his name around 
via the imported version of "Oh 
Mein Papa,' may be faced with 
the same Atlantic Ocean and 
union barrier. 

National Barriers 
Until such time as the pro- 

posed or suggested exchange of 
musicians between the United 
States and England takes place. 
many English musicians and 
bands will not be able to cash 
in on their popularity here. 

Mantovani, for example, with 
his big London Record of "Char - 
maine" and subsequent follow - 
ups and Chacksfield with his 
London Records versions of 
"Limelight" and "Ebb Tide" 
could both draw well here. Cal- 
vert figures to have a ready - 
made audience by the time his 
Essex Recórds has made the 
rounds. 

In somewhat similar circum- 
stance is the Hilltoppers Quar- 
tet, four boys who were headed 
for the big time from the mo- 
ment their first Dot Record 
"Trying" hit the market in the middle of 1952. 

Since then they have come 
thru with such successful sellers

as "Must I Cry Again ?" "P. S.: I 
Love You" and their latest "To 
Be Alone." But from the first, the 
boys found it impossible to do 
more than a few week -end 
dates and holiday appearances 
because three of the four were 
in college. Even now, two are in 
college, and one is in the Army. 

Army, Too 
And with another hatch of 

hits, the problem may be even 
aggravated, for it now seems 
sure that two more will enter the 
military service when they finish 
their schooling. It'll be some 
years before talent users will be 
able to buy the group with the 
frequency desired and at the 
times desired for the best box - 
office results.' 

In the same category are disk 
names who are actually employed 
full time as artists and repertoire 
directors for the various labels. 
These include Hugo Winterhal- 
ter, Richard Hayman, Percy 
Faith, Henri Rene, Mitch Miller, 
Tutti Camarata and others. 

No matter their hit proclivi- 
ties, their full -time employment 
in other work or their desire to 
remain at home rather than on 
the road precludes anything but 
a few rare and special dates. 
Winterhalter, for e x a m p l e, 
fronted a band at Bill Miller's 
Riviera and the Paramount The- 
ater behind Eddie Fisher. 

Stan Freberg 
One of the most recent in- 

stances of a disk star hitting the 
wax jackpot but being unable to 
handle the offered bookings is 
Stan Freberg. As a regular on 
the "Time fdr Beany" daily TV 
show, Freberg just can't take the 
booking available. Except for a 
rare guest shot, Freberg sticks 
to disks and his regular video 
assignment. 

Of course Perry Como and 
Eddie Fisher are near -perfect 
examples of "hot" performers 
who can not or will not take the 
personal appearance offers tossed at them. Both have regular TV 
shows which keep them busy. 

The consumer gets to hear 
these people; he often gets a 
chance to see them on TV, but 
the talent buyers don't get the 
chance to parlay these potential 
box -office attractions into hefty 
box- office takes. And as the star - 
marking record industry contin- 
ues to reach into other fields 
and other countries for its talent, 
this situation of "unavailable" 
names may be further aggra- 
vated.

Bell Steps Up Sked

in Bell release and production 
policy.

IFPI Tells - Diskeries 
To Meet Commitments 

LONDON, Dec. 12. -The Inter- 
national Federation of the Phono- 
graph Industry has warned its 
member manufacturers to make 
certain. that all artist and copy- 
right commitments are met be- 
fore cutting records. The warn- 
ing came in answer to complaints 
that some LP's, made from tapes 
secured in Eastern Europe, fea- 
tured soloists and conductors un- 
der exclusive contract to diskeries 
'other than those issuing the 
.albums. 

A circular letter over the signa- 
ture of Brian Bramall, IFPI di- 
rector- general, last week urged 
manufacturers to satisfy them- 

: selveS that all the following con - 
ditions be met before cutting new 
disks: 

1. Obtain clearance on radio 
tapes of public domain material, 
since the arrangements may be 
copyrighted. 

2. Make sure artists know and 
approve (in writing) of the pend- 
ing release. 

3. Check to determine if artists 
may not be under contract to an- 
other manufacturer. 

At least one IFPI member, 
British Decca, took immediate ac- 
tion via a letter to independent 
diskeries that use its pressing 
services. Decca informed the 
smaller companies it would no 
longer press disks from "Eastern" 
tapes unless it received assurance 
that artists were getting paid for 
their performances. Most active 
European record companies be- 
long to IFPI. 

which have received very limited 
attention on other labels. The 
firm considers this experimental, 
keeping the release of unproven 
material down to a minimum and 
riding with the established hits. 

More Releases 
It is now certain, says Bell's 

topper, Arthur Shimkin, that four 
releases a month is insufficient to 
supply the demand and keep the 
consumer choice wide enough. 
The diskery experimented with 
cutting down on releases but 
stepping up production on each 
number. It is now going back to 
stepped -up releases as produc- 
tion capacity increases. 

New additions to the Bell tal- 
ent roster are Lillian Clark, Char- 
lie de Forest, the Magic Strings, 
a vocal group called the Fellers 
and Artie Sanford, who also re- 
cords as Artie Malvin.

Current production runs of 
100,000 on a number are not suf- 
ficient according to Bell, and re- 
runs of 25,000 and 30,000 have not 
filled demand either.

Columbia Sets Details 
For April, Blackwood 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.- Colum- 
bia Records has just about corn - 
pleted arrangements for the acti- 
vation of its music publishing 
firms, April and Blackwood Mu- 
sic, formerly known as Columbia 
and Okeh Music, respectively. 
April Music is affiliated with the 
American Society of Composers, 
Authors and Publishers; Black- 
wood is a Broadcast Music, Inc., 
affiliate. 

The diskery does not intend to 
run the publishing firms itself, 
but is working out arrangements with Howard S. Richmond's Song - 
ways Service, Inc., to service and 
to act as selling agent for the 
firms. 

The diskery is re- activating its 
publishing firms for a number of 
reasons. They will be used to 
handle unpublished material that may be brought to the firm by 
writers or artists. It is not in- 
tended to be used as -a catch -all 
for all material floating into the 
diskery. The object is to put in 
the firm's unpublished material 
that has possibilities. It is not in- 
tended to compete with estab- 
lished publishers. 

Economy Reason 
Economy is the major reason 

for the two firms. The diskery 
figures it can save money if it 
publishes some of the material it 
records itself, cutting down on 
royalty payments. Thus, some of 
the material on the back of hits 
may be published by the diskery. 
Special material that can be made 
only via records or is suitable 
only for disks would probably be 
published by the Columbia music 
firms. 

In handling the firms for Co- 
lumbia, Songways Service, Inc., 
will be responsible for copyright- 
ing, distributing and royalty pay- 
ments for April and Blackwood. 
For this, April and Blackwood, or 
Columbia Records, will pay a 
service charge to Songways. 

Richmond's own music firms are 
in no way involved with this 
service; they are completely inde- 
pendent of the Columbia -owned 
pubberies. Material for April and 
Blackwood will be found by Co- 

lumbia Records exclusively,. 
Songways Service's forthcoming' 
contract with the Columbia firms 
is non -exclusive. 

To Be Assigned 
If a song in either April tar 

Blackwood shows promise off be- 
coming a hit, it will be assiggned 
to Richmond's Cromwell or Bolls§ 
music firms, and then will be 
given full pop exploitation like 
any other ditty. These 'tunes Will 
be turned back to the Columbia 
firms at a future date. This is how "I Believe" is being handled. 
This was turned over to Prom,- 
well by Columbia Records. ., 

In order to get strong material 
into April and Blackwood,' the 
diskery is pondering an Insert- 
five plan for the a. &r. men no that 
they will share i the profits of 
tunes that become hits. 

Capitol and Deem have them' 
own music companies, but these are run on a different basis taan 
the Columbia firms. Ardmore. and 
Beechwood, the Capitol firms, are 
handled thru Capitol Records 
Distributing Corporation, and are 
separate from the diskery. Mate- 
rial put into the firms is located 
by the general manager, and his 
staff. 

Material can be shown to any 
diskery for recording and , does 
not have to be shown to Capitol 
first. Little pop material is sent 
to Ardmore or Beechwood by the 
diskery, tho country material is 
often placed with the firms by

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Set -Makers Trend 
To Specialization 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -Re- 
sponding to a fast -growing trend 
in the nation's listening and view- 
ing habits, the TV- radio -phono 
manufacturing industry is heading 
more deeply than ever into an era 
of specialization. TV sets, phonos 
and radios are coming off the as- 
sembly lines increasingly as in- 
dividual instead of combination 
items, based on the growing prac- 
tice in the average American home 
of the TV set going into one room, 
the phono set or radio into an- 
other. 

Manufacturers are gearing their 
operations to a situation in which 
TV, phono-sets and radios have 
found a compatible place side by 
side in American homes where 
families have found a way to pre- 
vent TV fans from usurping the 
listening outlets. Figured on as 
an important factor in the growth 
of this trend is the mushrooming 
of hi -ii. So far this year, fewer 
than three out of every hundred 
TV sets manufactured included 
phono combinations. Last year, 
the percentage of phono combina- 
tions was just as small, a sharp 
decline from 6.2 per cent in 1951, 
9 per cent in 1950, 7 per cent in 
1949, 15 per cent in 1948 and over 
14 per cent in 1947. 

Out of 8,204,803 TV sets manu- 
factured in the first 10 months 
of this year, only 182,876 had 
phono combinations. Last year out

of 6,960,278 TV sets manufactured, 
219,877 had phono combinations. 
Since 1946, the number of TV sets 
equipped with phono combinations 
has totaled 1,831,587, according to 
figures compiled by the Radio - 
Electronics- Television Manufac- 
turers' Association. RETMA has 
not compiled the breakdown fig- 
ures on radio -phono combinations. 

In radio, the specialization trend 
is equally apparent. This trend 
is regarded as strategically im- 
portant in a field which was sup- 
posed to have reached saturation 
long ago. Viewed in trade and 
government circles here as an out- 
standing example of unusual in- 
dustry resourcefulness, manufac- 
turers have turned to production 
of increased numbers of clock 
radios, auto radios and portables, 
responding to and stimulating a 
growing demand for radio sets of 
this type. Out of 11,201,656 radio 
sets manufactured in the first 10 
months of this year, 1,752,092 were 
clock radios, about 15 per cent of 
the total radio production in that 
period. Production of clock radios 
reached almost 2,000,000 last year, 
which was the first year in which 
RETMA kept count of this type of 
set. 

Specialization in clock, portable 
and auto radio production, plus 
normal replacement demands and 
a trend toward multi -set homes 
has kept radio production well 
ahead of TV set output. All signs 
continue to point toward radio 
production passing the 13,000,000 
mark this year, one of the best 
production years on record. Mean- 
while, TV set production is surg- 
ing toward a production total of 
7,000,000 this year, gaining nearly 
1,000,000 over last year and aim- 
ing toward the record output of 
7,463,800. 

'Masterworks' 
Title Basis 
For Disk Suit 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. -Rem- 
ington Records and its subsidiary, 
International Masterworks, Inc., 
have filed a complaint with the 
U. S. Patent Office, asking for the 
cancellation of Columbia Records' registered trademark, "Master- 
works." The trademark was is- 
sued in 1948. 

In this application Remington 
claims that since the word "mas- terworks" is descriptive of goods, 
in that it is a word generally un- 
derstood thru usage to refer to all 
classical works of great masters, 
it should not be appropriated for 
use by a single manufacturer. 

The petition further states that 
Columbia has "demanded" the name International Masterworks, 
Inc. It also avers that Columbia 
has created the impression that "masterworks" (works by the great masters) are available sole- 
ly on its label and that Reming- 
ton and others are severely han- 
dicapped by not being able to use such an "indispensable identify- 
ing descriptive word.

Hagley's resignation is reported 
to be due to ill health.

In Denmark 

COPENHAGEN, Denmark. Dec. 
12.-Tivoli Summer Garden, mid- 
town de luxe amusement park, 
paid out $156,057.43 in salaries to 
its musical staff and the musi- 
cians of its symphony orchestra 
and concert bands during the 1953 
park season, May l'- September 13. 

Aside from very moderate ad- 
mission charges for a series of 12 

guest- cor.ducted symphony con- 
certs and about a score of con- 
certs with guest soloists, the park 
gets no direct income from the 
music, because the big majority 
of the park's many daily con- 
certs are gratis. 

Despite the fast that the costs 
for these concerts have sky- 
rocketed since 1945 - the park's 
music budget was only $84,777 - 
Tivoli intends expanding its mu- 
sical programs and has started 
construction work on a group of 
three buildings. These will cost 

more than $725,000, of which the 
principal structure will be a 

1,700- capacity concert hall with a 
stage equipped to accommodate 
a big symphony orchestra and a 
large choir.

His favorite color, a 
really blue blue, pervades the 
whole scene with deep pastel 
walls and floor linoleum to 
match. A crew of carpenters lit - 
terally built walls within walls 
and set up a "floating" studio for 
double soundproof insurance. The 
only sounds which will emanate 
from Block's "personal" studio 
will be the man himself enticing 
listeners to buy his sponsor's 
products. All records will be kept 
behind closed doom, double - 
locked in specially built cabinets 
that line the walls of the studio. 
Block will carry the only key to 
these sleek- designed c a b i n e t s 
which will house his personal col- 
lection of some 60,000 records. 
Every disk will be filed according 
to Block's own system, cross - 
indexed by title, artist, mood and 
composer, so that he will have 
any record at his command at the 
drop of a phonograph needle. 
Surface Noises 

Bob Lee, KCOK, Tulare, Calif., 
and Disk Scudder, of the same 
station, are both in agreement 
that "the recent records put out 
by the record companies are 
hardly worth playing."

New ballet issues cover a wide 
variety of tastes. Two complete 
ballets are offered by London, 
each on a single 12 -inch LP. 
These are Adam's Giselle, prob- 
ably the oldest from the point of 
view of performance. The second 
is the gay, light- hearted Gradua- 
tion Ball, which consists for the 
most part of unpublished Strauss 
piece s, effectively spliced to- 
gether by Dorati. 

From M -G -M comes a 12 -inch disk recoupling Tchaikovskp s 
Aurora's Wedding and ballet mu- 
sic from Gounod's Faust. Each of 
these had been previously avail- 
able as 10- inchers. 

All three of these disks are 
good recommendations for the 
ballet lover and particularly for 
the growing number of young- 
stem spending an afternoon a 
week in dancing school. 

More for the connoissuer is the 
Vanguard disk coupling The Wise 
Virgins (Bach -Walton) and The 
Good Humored Ladies (Scarlatti- 
Tommasini). Both of these, by 
reason of being based principally 
on religious compositions, canta- 
tas and organ selections, differ 
considerably in character, tempo, 
and mood from more familiar 
ballet music. Yet both have a 
beauty of their own, and the 
packages should easily be sold to 
more advanced ballet addicts.

Currently, there's a revival of 
interest in band music, and this 
is reflected in the diskeries' in- 
creased output of this musical 
genre. This week, for instance, 
Angel Records shipped a 12 -inch 
LP of French military music per- 
formed by the Band of La Garde 
Republicaine of Paris, Mercury 
released a 12 -inch disk of Ameri- 
can Concert Band Masterpieces.

Some of the best of Viennese 
dance music is offered on disks 
by Vanguard and Columbia. The 
latter's, Viennese Waltzes, fea- 
tures compositions by Joseph 
Lanner and the three Strauss 
waltz kings. They're played as 
originally scored -by a chamber 
group, in this instance the Alex- 
ander Schneider String Ensemble, 
Schneider leads on violin and 
shows himself a fiddler of high 
order.

This week's classical report is 

one covering the whole field 
rather :than two separate catego- 
ries of the whole. This over -all 
report will be made in the future 
from time to time in order to 
point up how the records of the 
various categories relate to each 
other in. over -all sales. 

Of. these 15 top sellers it is 

readily seen that repertoire in- 
volving a full orchestra domi- 
nates the list. Actually six' of the 
categories regularly surveyed are 
represented. There are five Ex- 
tended Orchestral entries; three 
Symphonies; two each from the 
Complete Opera, Short Orches- 
tral and Instrumental categories 
and one Concerto entry. This list 
of course crosses the normal line 
of distinction between recent re- 
leases and catalog sellers. 

RCA Victor shows overwhelm- 
ing strength according to these 
reports, garnering 11 of the 15 
disks while Columbia and Mer- 
cury split the other four places. 
Unusual strength is also shown 
by two pieces of repertoire. Both 
Pictures et an Exhibition -and 
Rhapsody on a Theme of Paga- 
nini scored in two different 
versions.

The firm has had very active 
partnerships with established 
publishing firms, altho these have 
been quiet in recent years. 

RCA Victor a few years ago 
looked into the possibilities of 
having its own publishing firm.in 
order to pre-test tunes by con- 
trolling the copyrights. However, 
the study convinced the firm that 
having its own firm would not 
assure additional hits. 

Many years ago, Victor owned 
Southern Music, which was sub- 
sequently acquired by Ralph 
Peer.

agreement with Loew's, licensing, 
the film company to make spe- 
cified usage of the tune in the 
motion picture; and that the 
movie firm used the song "in a' 
manner not prescribed or per- 
mitted by the agreement." 

The complaint brings to the 
fore a long- nurtured feeling 
among members of the American 
Society of Composers, Authors 
and P1,tblishers that they have not 
been able to "get a fair shake" in 
dealing with motion picture pro- 
ducers. 

Extensive Use 
The action is known to hinge 

on the extensive use made of 
the Jack Lawrence- Walter Gross 
standard in the film starring Joan 
Crawford. The original contract 
between Morris and Loew's called 
for a much more limited use of 
the tune, according to the pub- 
lisher. 

Morris is seeking a permanent 
injunction from infringing on his 
copyright by the film company. 
He also asks that Loew's be re- 
quired to pay "all gains, profits 
and advantages derived .... from 
its infringement ... or such dam- 
ages as the court may deem 
proper." Th'ru his attorney, Lee' 
Eastman, Morris also asks that 
all negatives and prints of the 
film be impounded during the 
action.

to finance the "Nevada Royal" by 
himself.

He also 
warned that some counties were 
dropping the aid, citing the fact 
that 10 of those that turned over 
funds to the fair in 1952 dropped 
the payment this past year.

Hamid Blasts Dodds Ouster 
From Tax Fight Committee 

Cites Achievements in Asking 
McIntosh to Reconsider Move 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.- George A. 
Hamid yesterday leveled a blast 
at Richard H. McIntosh, newly 
elected president of the Interna- 
tional Association of Fairs and 
Expositions, for the removal of 
Bligh Dodds as committee chair- 
man in charge of government re- 
lations, including tax legislation. 
The criticism was contained in a 
letter to McIntosh which was also 
slated for distribution to more 
than 100 association members. 

Hamid said the rumor, which 
had gained considerable circula- 
tion prior to the conclusion of the 
outdoor meetings in Chicago last 
week, was confirmed in a wire 
from McIntosh in answer to a spe- 
cific query. In his wire McIntosh 
said that a new committee was be- 
ing set up to handle tax matters 
of interest to fairs and that he 
would head the new group as as- 
sociation president. 

Disclaiming any interest in per- 
sonalities, Hamid said that Dodds 
had done more than any other 
single individual or the organiza- 
tion, thru his efforts in having the 
federal excise tax removed from 
the gate admissions at agricultural 
fairs. 

Urges Same Leadership 
In view of the continuing im- 

portance of legislation dealing 
with fairs, Hamid said that the 
continuity of leadership should 
not be broken, especially at this 
time when only a month remains 

before Congress will again meet. 
Altho not an official member 

of the IAFE committee charged 
with seeking tax relief, Hamid 
worked closely with Dodds thru- 
out the campaign. He credited

STORM DAMAGE ERASED 

Stricken Canandaigua 
Free of Debts for '54 

CANANDAIGUA, N Y., Dec. 
12. - Efforts of local merchants 
and fair directors have enabled 
the Ontario County Fair to come 
out of its tornado -stricken 110th 
year without any bills remaining 
to be paid. The storm hit the 
grounds Saturday afternoon, Au- 
gust 8, leveling all tents and 
toppling equipment and rides. 

Attendance at the time of the 
wind and rain had reached 20,000 
for the week, about 5,000 behind 
the previous year. Inclement and 
threatening weather the final day 
kept the turnout to around 2,000 
persons, which helped in prevent- 
ing fatalities. 

The few permanent structures 
on the grounds were not affected 
by the 60 -mph winds, but Fred 
Warder of Geneva had all but 
three of his 41 tents blown down 
or destroyed, including two cattle 
tents, each 400 feet long. There; 
was no carnival at the fair, most 
rides being owned by Albert 
Wheelock of Syracuse. 

Warder said his tents were 
covered by a "limited policy" and 
estimated he suffered "almost a 
complete loss" of about $30,000,

German Circuses 
Dip From 44 to 10 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.-West- 
ern Germany is rapidly diminish- 
ing as the last big pool of circus 
endeavors in the free world. 
Reports reaching here this 

week show that only 10 of the 
44 circuses operating in Western 
Germany shortly after the end of 
World War II are currently in 
business. Of the 34 no longer 
operating 28 have gone out of 
business and six have left the 
country in search of better busi- 
ness. 

The decline has come in the 
face of rising employment and 
the best general economic situa- 
tion that has prevailed since the 
war. The good times, paradoxi- 
cally, are blamed in part for the 
disappearance of the shows. It is 
said that business is so good and 
people are so busy as a conse- 
quence that they have little time 
for such entertainment. 

Two In Berlin 
In Berlin two units are playing 

to good business. They are Circus 
Barley, a tented unit, and Friede- 
stadt Theater, a house presenta- 
tion. A large number of shows 
used to find Berlin fertile terri- 
tory in the past. 

An undeniable indication of the 
times recently was the sale of the 
famed 100 - year - old Hagenheck 
Circus to Spanish interests.

point representatives to function 
with him and other persons and 
groups seeking tax relief. 

Time Held Short 
Offering his personal and firm 

services as a sort of "clearing 
house," Hamid said that a call 
for actual help- consisting of the 
personal contacting of congress- 
men, etc. -would be issued only 
if absolutely needed. However, 
he said, that the offers of help 
be registered now since if and 
when it was needed there would 
be no time to waste. With Con- 
gress scheduled to resume on 
January 10, time is already short, 
he added. 

While relief from taxes on ad- 
missions of 40 cents and under 
would greatly benefit the outdoor 
fields, other amusement enter- 
prises, like the motion picture in- 
dustry, would gain virtually 
nothing. Consequently, the effort 
of the flicker industry and other 
groups will be to have the limits 
raised. Hamid indicated that he, 
personally, would like to see the 
range of possible exemption 
raised to at least $1 since this 
would benefit a much greater 
segment of the amusement in- 
dustry. 

In any event, he pointed out, 
unless tax relief hits much higher 
limits, none of his extensive in- 
door- outdoor operations would 
b e n e f i t. Notwithstanding this, 
Hamid said that he was continu- 
ing to devote as much time as 
was demanded in an effort to as- 
sure legislation for any segment 
of the industry, no matter how 
small. 

Hamid said that from now on 
he would probably spend con- 
siderable time in Washington, 
working in conjunction with 
other amusement industry 
spokesmen. Because of this, he 
said, he would very much like 
to have the solid support of the 
entire outdoor amusement indus- 
try. The fairs and parks have 
their proper representation set- 
ups but the carnivals and cir- 
cuses need similar groupings that 
can be said to properly represent 
their respective industries.

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Supreme Court Johnson Act 
Ruling Favors Mfrs., Dealers 

Sale, Delivery Reports on Bells 
In Intrastate Trade Unnecessary 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -The 
Supreme Court this week ruled 
that manufacturers and dealers 
of coin- operated gambling devices 
may not be required to report 
their sales and deliveries to the 
federal government unless their 
activities cross State lines. The 
five -to -four decision is interpreted 
as a slap at federal enforcement 
of the Johnson Act, which forbids 
interstate shipment of gambling 
machines. 

The court did not rule on the 
constitutionality of the registra- 
tion and reporting requirements, 
but centered its decision around 
whether federal interpretation of 
the controversial provision re- 
quiring that "every manufacturer 
and dealer in gambling devices"

Coin Machine Exports to France 
To Slow Down to Trickle Dec. 30 

Seeburg Paris Exec Sees Few Loophooles 
In Ban; Dollar Shortage Causes Embargo 

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. -Altho 
the French ban of coin machine 
imports which goes into effect 
December 30 will have some loop- 
holes, its effect will be to slow 
down U. S. sales to France to a 
trickle, according to Henry Klein, 
technical director of the Societe 
Socodimex, Paris, distributor for 
the J. P. Seeburg Corporation in 
France. 

Klein, an American citizen, has 
been a resident of Paris for 10 
years. He is currently on a month's 
tour of this country, where he will 
visit the Seeburg factory in Chi- 
cago and Seeburg distributors in 
the East. He has already spent 
time with Meyer Parkoff at 
Atlantic -New York here, and with 
Oscar Parkoff at Atlantic -Penn- 
sylvania in Philadelphia. 

The coin machine import ban, 
Kleist explained, is a result of the 
dollar shortage in France. All im- 
ports which are not considered 
essential to the nation's basic 
economy, he added, are scrunti- 
nized carefully. 

Outlines Procedure 
Klein outlined the procedure by 

which U. S. exporters of coin 
machines have been able to 'get 
machines into France -a method 
which will be outlawed by the 
new ruling. It goes something like 
this: 

The Banque de France is the 
clearing house for all foreign 
transactions. When a lace exporter 
from Lille, for example, sells a 
shipment to a U. S. firm for 
$10,000, the U. S. firm deposits 
$10,000 in dollars with the Banque. 

When the lace exporter goes to 
collect, he is paid 85 per cent of 
his $10,000 in francs at the official 
rate. The remaining 15 per cent 
is called E.F.A.C. (dollars reserv- 
ed for special imports). 

Exporter's Option 
If the lace exporter wants, the 

Banque de France will pay him 
more than the official rate (about 
350 francs to the dollar), but less 
than the free market rate (about 
400 francs to the dollar) for his 
remaining $1,500. 

But the lace exporter can do 
better than that. His $1,500 can 
purchase goods which would nor- 
mally not bb allowed in France 
on import licenses if dollars were 
to leave the country. The reason- 
ing is that the money, being in

Goldsmith claims that, on test 
tavern locations, Sport Pix have 
been averaging more than $10 a 
week gross.

Each 
film costs $2.50, but Goldsmith 
said the films are switched from 
one location to another, thereby 
keeping the operator's film in- 
vestment down. He said a film is 
good for about 1,000 showings, or 
a gross return of $100.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12. -The 

Christmas rush results in sharply 
stepped -up business for coin- 
operated kiddie rides in depart- 
ment and variety -chain stores. 

Toboggan Corp. 

Preems Bowl 

Game in Chi 
CHICAGO, Dec. 12.- Philadel- 

phia T o b o g g an Corporation 
exhibited a new coin -operated 
bowling game, Bow1 -O, at the 
NAAPPB show last week. The 
game is designed for either 5 -vent 
or 10 -cent play and lists for 5695. 

The 14 -foot -long game is 27 
inches wide and 64 inches high. 
Players get 10 balls a game and 
bowl as in tenpins. A perfect 
strike counts 30 and a spare 20. 
The score is registered on an 
electric scoreboard and the pins 
are set up" after two balls are 
played. Both the scoreboard and 
the ball board are faced with 
sturdy plexiglas. Mechanical pin 
paddles are featured in the unit. 

Toboggan made a game similar 
to Bow1 -01 five years ago. but 
its length of 18 feet made it 
impractical for many operators. 
Also displayed at Toboggan's 
booth were Skee -Ball and ride 
timing devices. 

H. S. Schneck, president; John 
Allen, general manager; and Noel 
Jannotto, production manager, 
manned Toboggan'sbooth during 
the show. 

Business jumps of as much as 
500 per cent over a normal week, 
were revealed by a check of sev- 
eral major department and variety 
store outlets. 

Beginning right after Thanks- 
giving, ride receipts in these 
locations started climbing -and 
they don't taper off until after 
Christmas. - 

Sears Roebuck & Company 
:added 10 assorted rides in its 
State Street store for the holi- 
days. Thruout the year, the 
store uses only one horse ride - 
Trigger-in the boys' clothing de- 
partment (selling cowboy mer- 
chandise). Like ride additions in 
the company's other Chicago -area 
retail stores enables it to step -up 
holiday kiddie. ride business by 
400 to 500 per cent. 

"Gold Mina" 
James R. Yuler, of the Johnson 

Tobacco Company (which man- 
ages Sears' kiddie rides), declar- 
ed that the Christmas kiddie 
ridé business was a "gold mine 
hidden in the bushes." 

Goldblatt Bros. added 10 ride 
in key stores. in addition to hay- 
ing a Kiddieland installed on the 
toy floor of their two biggest 
stores. Milton Berliner, of Gold - 
blatt's, estimates that business 
jumps better than 50 per cent 
just for the coin -operated kiddie 
rides. With the two Kiddielands 
included, he stated business 
climbs to 60 to 70 per cent above 
a normal week. 

"During the holidays, kiddie 
rides really hit their stride and 
keep going strong right up until 
Christmas," said Ralph Bingham, 
of The Fair Store, which has six 
rides, including Rudolph the Red - 
Nosed Reindeer, horses and a 
speed boat. .

Placed First 

Units in '39 
JEWETT CITY, Conn., Dec. 12. 

-Installation of a soft -drink 
vender next to a milk machine 
has meant a milk sales drop for 
a few weeks and then a return 
to normal sales level, according 
to George E. Norman, dairy farm- 
er and milk dealer, who first 
installed milk machines in East- 
em Connecticut industrial loca- 
tions 14 years ago. He contends: 
"A substantial percentage of mill 
workers prefer milk to other 
drinks." 

Route History 
Norman pointed out his first 

machines, placed nearly a decade 
and a half ago, were water- cooled 
and required more care than 
present venders. During World 
War II milk price was frozen; 
this, coupled with tampering by 
workers, prompted his removal 
of the equipment. 

Norman got back into vending 
four years ago; now has a total 
of seven milk machines in four 
plants. 

Giving the plant or employees' 
fund a share of the proceeds, 
says Norman, now results in a 
degree of on- the -spot supervision, 
protection against tampering. 

During October of this year, 
he sold the equivalent of 2,300 
quarts thru venders in Eastern 
Connecticut. 

San Diego BBB 
Vender Code 
Used by Press 

SAN DIEGO, Dec. 12. - The 
Better Business Bureau of San 
Diego, Ltd., has adopted a 10- 
point set of advertising standards 
for vending machines. They are

Good 'Dollar Sense' Reports 
Goldblatt Dept. Store Chain 

CHICAGO, Dec. 12. -The vend- 
ing machine operator, as an auto- 
matic merchandising specialist, is 
a welcome adjunct to the Gold - 
blatt Bros. 18 department store 
retailing empire in the Windy 
City and four other Illinois and 
Indiana municipalities. Machines 
are also installed in the chain's 
four warehouses: 

Why does Goldblatt chain turn 
to the independent operator -as 
it has for over 20 of the past 21 
years since it first net up its 
special vending machine depart- 
ment? Milton Berliner, assistant 
purchasing manager for the food 
division, answers in the December 
issue of Vend, sister publication 
of The Billboard, which carries 
the full story of the Goldblatt 
operation. 

Berliner pointed out: "We are 
not in the vending business; we 
believe specialists are best quali- 
fied to handle such an operation 
and to realize the best possible 
profit potential for all concerned." 

18 Operators 
Today, there are 18 different 

operators servicing almost 500 
venders thruout the 22 outlets. 
The only coin equipment owned 
by the chain was purchased in 
1932 -dial type weighing scales. 
It was soon decided that even 
this comparatively simple type of 
non -product equipment is better 
installed by operators. All new 
scale additions since have been 
operator -placed. 

A full - time field supervisor,

In at least once instance, the 
Goldblatt department store opera- 
lion is setting a precedent: vend- 
ers are made available to both 
customers and employees, often 
thru dual installations in recrea- 
tion areas and on the retail floor.

Sales Up 25% 
In N. Y. Venders 

BROOKLYN, Dec. 12. -Sales of 
Van Houten candy bars to vending 
operators and theaters in New 
York's five boroughs have in- 
creased by 25 per cent in the last 
two months, according to Harry 
Schnapp, exclusive sales repre- 
sentative for the line in the area. 

Schnapp, who was named area 
representative by Van Houten in 
August, said that sales of 10 -cent 
bars have been increasing steadily 
in industrial locations, while 
progress has been slow in movie 
locations. 

He explained that pricing in the 
latter locations poses a problem. 
For example, he said, most 
theaters sell bars for 6 cents and 
12 cents in their lobby stands. 
They are reluctant, then, to place 
the same brands in venders and 
sell them for 5 cents or 10 cents. 

High Prices 
The most common practice, he 

said, is to vend low- weight, non - 
nationally advertised brands for 5 
cents and get higher prices for 
name-brands over the counter. 

While Schnapp feels there will 
be some customer resistance to a 
10 -cent bar vend, he points out 
that 10 -cent vends have gone over 
in industrial locations, provided 
the bar has the weight and 
quality. 

The vender could do well on its 
own without directly competing 
with the lobby stand, Schnapp 
believes. An ideal arrangement, he 
said, would be to have the stand 
sell bars for 6 cents and . vend 
higher weight and better quality 
bars for 10 cents.

Up 6% in October 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12. -Ice 
cream production, for the second 
consecutive month was at the 
highest level for October since 
1947, up 6 per cent over October, 
1952, and 9 per cent above the 
1947 -1951 average for the month, 
the Bureau of Agricultural Eco- 
nomics reported. 

From September to October, 
output declined 18 per cent, com- 
pared with a drop of 18 per cent 
a year earlier and an average 
decrease of 20 per cent between 
these two months for the 1947- 
1951 period. 

Production totaled 531,930,000 
gallons for the first 10 months 
of 1953, 2 per cent above the 
like period last year, and 4 per 
cent more than the January- 
October 1947 -1951 average. 

October production. compared 
with production last October was 
up in all sections of the country 
except the South Atlantic and 
the West. Compared with the 
October 1947 -1951 average, ice 
cream output was greater in all 
regions, the gains varying from 
2 per cent in the Mountain States 
to 14 per cent in the East North 
Central.

tors place machines in one store. 
"Because we believe vending is 
a specialized business, the opera- 
tor who services one or two types 
of equipment is even more of a 
specialist," Berliner pointed out. 

(Editor's note: This is in 
variance with the trend in 
automatic merchandising to- 
day; most operators have 
found it practical and possible 
to handle at least several 
types of equipment profitably 
for themselves and their 
locations,) 

Where are venders placed in 
the Goldblatt stores? Wherever 
there is a heavy flow of converg- 
ing traffic. 

Vender Placement 
Machines are spotted in bat- 

teries before elevator banks, one 
or more units are installed at 
vantage points on different floors 
in a store; they are also placed 
in groups of two and three on 
stair landings, next to main -floor 
entrances, and in certain depart- 
ments where demand dictates 
fewer machines but furnishes 
sufficient volume. 

In the new suburban Park 
Forest store, venders are termed 
"particularly valuable because it 
does not have a cafeteria." Thus, 
employees are afforded a quick, 
convenient and low -cost snack 
lunch; customers are offered the 
same service. 

But the presence of a cafeteria 
does not mean venders are ban- 
ished in that store. In the Chicago 
State Street store candy and bulk 
units stand before the entrance 
to the eighth -floor cafeteria, do 
a "healthy amount of business," 

The four to six weeks preceding 
Christmas can mean extra volume 
via extra venders for many of 
the Goldblatt operators. Wherever 
possible, they are urged to install 
additional units to accommodate 
the holiday shopping crowds. New 
batteries of equipment may be 
placed at peak points where 
special merchandise displays are 
set up; too, extra equipment often 
supplements regular battery and 
small installations thruout a 
store. 

Berliner said most of the opera- 
tors have such extra equipment 
available, or manage to move it 
in from some lower volume stop. 

Vender Variety 
All of the major and some 

newer type product machines are 
used in the stores Installations 
currently include candy, cigarette, 
cup soft drink, ice cream, milk, 
coffee, penny bulk candy, ball 
gum and tab gum venders. Per- 
fume and sanitary napkin units 
are placed in women's restrooms; 
photo venders are also scattered 
thru the chain. 

Sandwich venders, hot or cold 
or both, are also scheduled for 
early placement in the stores as 
this type equipment becomes 
more available. 

Goldbtatt's has found its opera- 
tors "co- operative, e f f i c i e n t, 

prompt in service and an all - 
r6und asset to business." 

"Perhaps the benefits of using 
operator -specialists can best be 
summed up in a single word: 
service," Berliner said.

about the possibility that the male 
population of the United States 
will be decimated by cancer of 
the lung_ in another 50 years if 
cigarette smoking increases as it 
has in the past, unless some steps 
are taken to remove the cancer - 
producing factor in tobacco." 

Harris B. Parmelc, director of 
research for P. Lorillard Company, 
makers of Old Gold, Kent and 
Embassy cigarettes, countered 
that "even the most biased indi- 
viduals, who are among the ones 
most widely quoted, must admit 
that the evidence produced to date 
is only suggestive and by no 
means convincing." 

"Unproven Rumors" 
He said Philip Morris is con- 

vinced that "the majority of 
smokers smoke cigarettes for 
pleasure and are unalarmed by 
unproven rumors relating to their 
general health." 

E. A. Darr, president of the 
R. J. Reynolds Tobacco Company, 
said there had been "no real or 
substantiated, evidence showing 
cigarettes cause lung cancer," 

Another factor in the market 
picture is the indication that for 
the first time in 20 years annual 
cigarette sales will decline. 

Last week, Government figures 
on September tax payments on 
tobacco sales to wholesalers 
showed a decline from last year's 
figures for the third consecutive 
month, a dip of 5 per cent. It is 
estimated that 1953 sales will be 
1 per cent down from last year's 
record.

2. All advertisements designed 
to sell vending machines shall 
affirmatively disclose that any 
investment required involves the 
purchase of vending machines by 
the investor and no reference 
shall be made, directly or in- 
directly, to an offer of positions 
which indicates that the adver- 
tiser is offering employment. ' 

3. If vending machine is other 
than new merchandise, it must be 
so stated in the advertisement. 

4. All advertisements designed 
to sell merchandise to investors 
under a franchise arrangement 
providing for the purchaser's 
servicing of vending machines 
shall affirmatively disclose that 
such investors are required to 
purchase' merchandise and that 
potential earnings are dependent 
upon sales. 

5. Advertisers who buy vend- 
ing machines from the manufac- 
turer for resale to investors shall 
not represent themselves as 
agents or representatives of such 
vending machine manufacturer 
unless he has authority in writing 
to contractually obligate such 
manufacturer. 

6. No reference may be made, 
in .advertising copy, to locations 
of vending machines or routes, 
unless machines have actually 
been located and are available 
for inspection by any interested 
party, or unless contracts have 
been secured for bona fide loca- 
tions and are available for in- 
spection. 

7. No reference may be made 
to manufacturer of product or 
products dispensed by such ma- 
chines unless written evidence is 
submitted that (the) manufactur- 
er has given permission for use of 
(his) name. 

8. No such advertisement shall 
claim sponsorship by any civic,

lects the coins. However, on both the continent and in Scandinavian 
nations, operating companies are just beginning to make their 
appearance. They have been es- tablished for the past 50 years in 
Switzerland, France and Belgium. 

Two Venders 
Telefonbau builds two types of venders; the compartment type and the rack type (the latter is used mainly for cigarettes). Ver- satility is the major advantage of the compartment type machine; it handles any product which will fit into its sections, each of which can be divided to hold two or three items.. Frosted glass divid- ers set flush with the top of the compartment are locked into place to separate the sections; they cannot be lifted until the proper coin is inserted. 
When a customer inserts a coin into the chute, located -above the compartments, he presses a but- ton beside the door he wishes to open and removes the article. He then shuts the door. When the lock catches it also releases a spring holding the divider plate, causing the plate to fall flat with the top of the compartment and exposing the next article for sale. The rack type venders are fitted with small trays, one to a rack. When the coin is inserted, the tray can be pulled out, 

causing the coin to drop into its 
receptacle and permitting the buyer to lift out his pack of 
cigarettes. When the tray is 
pushed back, the next pack drops 
into the tray, ready for vending. 

Each of the trays is fitted with 
a special locking mechanism to prevent anyone from recovering 
the coin as well as the cigarettes. 

Telefonbau equips its machines 
with slug rejectors. Coins re- 
ceive eight different tests before 
tripping the delivery, mecha- 
nisms. 

Special Finishes 
Because they are designed for 

outdoor use, the venders have 
welded cabinet seams to insure 
waterproofing. A special enamel 
is baked on with infra -red heat 
to prevent the paint from chip- 
ping. Internal parts are coated 
with a paint to prevent rusting. 

In addition to cigarettes and 
candy, and the large number of 
food items which are vended thru 
the compartment type machines, 
popular items in Western Ger- 
many include roll film, phono- 
graph records, insurance, instant 
coffee (packaged), and perfume. 

Next year, Telefonbau plans to 
introduce equipment with both 
heated and refrigerated compart- 
ments for use at butcher, grocery 
or florist shops. Also scheduled 
is a small coin -operated coffee 
grinder for use in offices. After 
inserting a coin, coffee beans 
drop into the grinder, a handle is 
turned manually and the freshly 
ground coffee is delivered for 
brewing on the office hot plate.

Calif. Dime Play 
Violates OPS Act? 

Ops, Music Guild and MOA Set Plans 
To Appeal Federar Court Decision 

OAKLAND, Calif., Dec. 12- 
"We will go into every court in 
the land to get a reversal of the 
decision rendered against Walt 
Schinkel, San Diego music oper- 
ator, charged with violating the 
Office of Price Stabilization rul- 
ing," George A. Miller, president 
of the Music Operators of America 
and the California Music Guild, 
said. Schinkel was found guilty by 
a Federal Court of violating price 
ceilings by increasing per play 
prices from a nickel to a dime. 

Ten other operators are facing 
similar charges. 

Federal Judge J. Frank Mc- 
Laughlin found that Sebinkel's 
profit was in excess of the price 
ceilings. The judge, however, 
withheld sentence pending the 
outcome of t h e defendant's 
appeal to the Ninth Circuit Court 
and the Office of Price Stabiliza- 
tion Emergency Court of Appeals. 

Operators' View 
Miller said that the music 

operators' view of the matter was 
that the operation of a music 
route was a "voluntary non- 
essential business and an amuse- 
ment device" and not included 
in the OPS act. The defendant 
was represented by Harrison Call, 
counsel for the California Music 
Guild. 

Assistant U. S. Attorney Harry 
D. Steward said that the cases 
pending against the other music 
operators would be delayed 
pending the appeal action.

Pocket Radio Aids 
Chi Operator Cut 
Phone Costs in Half 

CHICAGO, Dec. 12. -The prob- 
lem of how to cut servicemen 
phone calls and still give loca- 
tions prompt attention has been 
partly solved by the firm of W. J. 
Oomens & Sons, juke box opera- 
tors. 

Last week the firm began using 
a pocket radio receiver, called 
Aircall. Andy Oomens said, "The 
Aircall system of notifying serv- 
icemen to call the office should 
cut our phone costs in half." 

Each subscriber of the system 
is furnished with a pocket radio 
receiver and a private code num- 
ber. When a subscriber wants a 
serviceman, he calls Aircall and 
his number is put on the air. The 
number is then Sepeated at least 
once every minute until a phone 
call is made to Aircall cancelling 
the order. 

The transmitter broadcasts code 
numbers anywhere within a 25- 
mile radius. The cost of the serv- 
ice, including tax, is $13.80. 

The system is now used by 
operators in New York, Miami, 
San Francisco and Chicago.

Heading Off Trouble Calls 
Br BUFORD SOMMERS 

To keep some 350 phonographs 
in efficient operation on locations 
for the John Welch Music Corn- 

. pony, if Portland, Ore., Tom 
Bushby, head mechanic, has or- 
ganized a "task force." The mis- 
sion of the four mechanics is to 
cover the routes at specified in- 
tervals and forestall trouble be- 
fore it develops. 

John W. Welch, head of the 
firm, feels that an inoperative 
phonograph loses money just as 
does an idle, factory and he com- 
missioned Bushby to see that 
these losses do not occur. The 

fact that Bushby's task force con- 
siders it a lost rdund whenever 
it has to pull a machine of reason- 
able age from location, is a 
measure of the success of the 
program. The men feel the place 
for a machine is on location, 
where it earns money for the 
operator and location owner, and 
not in the shop. 

Service Routine. 
Bushby has developed a routine 

of servicing each machine on 
location, with the aim that each 
be fully checked every 60 days. 
In general, points checked in- 
clude lubrication, cleaning, me-

chanical failures, adjustments, 
electrical connections and condi- 
tion of records. In addition there 
are such non -operation problems 
as education of location em- 
ployees and training of the me- 
chanics themselves. 

Proper attention to lubrication 
will avoid over half the causes of 
breakdowns, Bushby says. Lu- 
brication faults breed other 
troubles, such as binding and 
breakage of parts. Careful atten- 
tion is given to the type of lubri- 
cant used -oil or grease, accord- 
ing to instructions in the manu- 
facturer's manual. The weight of 
oil is even a factor. Altho 20 
weight oil is most generally used, 
badly worn parts may call for a 
heavier oil, While in extremely 
hot weather a lighter oil will give 
better service. 

All moving parts require 
lubrication, but the number of 
these vary greatly according to 
the make of phonograph. Vital 
parts in the lubrication schedule 
are the motors, some makes hav- 
ing a motor each for the changer, 
the selector and the turntable,. 
while in other makes one motor 
serves. This problem is eliminat- 
ed in makes that seal the motors 
at the factory so that they require 
no lubrication on location. 

Bushby estimates that routine 
cleaning will eliminate one -third 
of the trouble calls. The coin 
mechanism is the most trouble- 
some part in this regard. Bushby 
points out that virtually all coins 
carry some dirt. In many ejec- 
tors, by removing a screw the 
mechanic may sw ng out the 
coin -analyzer gate and thus' have 
easy access to the soiled parts. 
The chute also should be cleaned 
and any worn chute replaced 
before trouble develops. 

Trouble can be anticipated and 
avoided 'thru care in adjustments. 
The bolt on the selector should 
be checked for proper position 
to avoid repeats or skips on 
records. The cut -off switches also 
should be checked. 

The record -position mechanism 
should be kept in proper align- 
ment thru check of the adjusting 
screws so that the hole in the 
record is lined up with the 
spindle. Attention should be paid 
to the tone arm, the adjustment 
screw providing for start and 
cutoff.

Bushby has been head 
mechanic for Welch the last 
two years; having been in 
maintenance and repair 

Coil failure can be avoided by 
use of a testing device. Coils 
may burn out or develop shorts 
without putting the entire ma- 
chine out of operation. Some 10 
types of coils are involved, and 
each selection is served by its 
own coil, so that failure may 
render only one selection inop- 
erative or cancel operation of a 
bank of selections or the wall 
box. 

In the amplifier, defective tubes 
are a big scoutce of trouble. 
Bushby says the best safeguard 
against this trouble is use of high - 
quality tubes. A tube tester will 
help to -warn when replacements 
are necessary among the six to 
10 tubes amplifiers. These parts 
are vulnefable to shorts and wear 
because of continually being 
turned off and on. 

Improper fusing is another 
source of trouble that can be 
avoided by routine check. The 
proper size fuse is important to 
continued operation of the phono- 
graph. 

Carry Replacements 
In all these parts it is essential 

that the mechanic carry an ade- 
quate supply of replacements to 
avoid delays that might lead to 
serious trouble later. 

Bad records often lead to 
trouble and a regular check will 
avoid service calls. Records will 
suffer from wear on the location, 
but other trouble may be fore- 
stalled by checking the records 
for improper pressing or damage 
in handling, such inspections to 
be made before the records leave 
the shop. 

Tho an operator will strive to 
see that installation of a machine 
is correct at the time of the 
opening of a location, routine 
checking by the mechanic will 
backstop earlier precautions. The 
wall box is a frequent source 
of trouble, and care should be 
taken to see that the wiring is 
protected in conduits, that the 
box is securely fastened with 
adequate screws and that con- 
nections are properly taped and 
soldered. 

Discourage Tinkering 
As to education of location 

employees, a fine balance is re- 
quired to encourage safeguards 
that will eliminate trouble calls 
and to discourage the type of 
homespun tinkering that results 
only in more serious trouble. The 
location owner himself, with 
revenue at stake, usually will 
exert himself within the bounds 
of reason, but employees are 
prone to develop carelessness or 
zeal that can spell trouble. 

Things the location people can 
check on include seeing that the 
connection is plugged into. the 
outlet; that the switches control - 
ling the machine itself and the 
lights are turned on; that the 
cancel switch (the mechanism 
that releases a record that may 
be stuck) is not jammed; that the 
remote control on volume is 
turned back up after having been 
reds -T:, or that the wire 'to this 
control has not been severed. 

They should, however, be kept 
from the mechanism inside the 
machine by keeping the phono- 
graph locked. In instances where

Tho many mechanics these 
days are trained at schools pro- 
vided by phonograph manufac- 
turers, there is considerable on- 
the -job training to be under- 
taken. The John Welch Music 
Company operates four or five 
makes of machines, and there are 
several models of some makes on 
locations, each with distinct 
mechanisms. Thus,. Bushby's 
crew utilizes post -graduate 
training in keeping 'em rolling. 
Finally, they become adept at 
housekeeping. 

They have learned to replace all 
dust covers on moving parts. Tho 
the machines are sealed, location 
dust and dirt may enter thru 
ventilation ducts and be wafted 
thru the machine by heat gen- 
erated by the lights, motors, 
amplifier and coils. Regular 
Cleaning inside the machine 
minimizes trouble from this 
source.

the Essex trade area group be- 
long, said decals are being pre- 
pared ,for the operators. . These 
decals will say "Use Dime (Two 
Plays) and Quarters Only." 

Steinberg said opportunities to 
convert to dime minimum would 
occur when equipment is rotated, 
when new equipment is brought 
in and new locations are opened. 
He added that total conversion 
is probable within a year. 

He emphasized that the dime 
minimum is still in the nature of 
an experiment. and that when a 
location remained adamenCabout 
conversion, nickel play would re-. 
main. He also pointed out that 
no pressure would be put on mem- 
bers to convert their locations. 

When a location owner tells 
an operator that he (the location 
owner) wants a dime minimum, 
but is re'uctant to have a conver- 
sion made because a competing 
location has nickel play, it was 
suggested that the operator's best 
course of action s ould be to get 
in touch with the competing op- 
erator and explain the situation 
to him. 

Front Money 
Steinberg said that dime mini- 

mum, important as it is, is still 
not the paramount problem fac- 
ing ,operators in North Jersey. 
He explained that front money 
and minimum guarantees are 
often the factors that make the 
difference between a profitable 
and an unprofitable operation. 

He advised operators to stick 
by their guns in insisting on these 
two safeguards.

has doubled in the last three 
years; Klein said. He added that 
if it were not for the currency 
difficulties, juke boxes would 
probably have tripled during the 
p eriod.: 

Virtually all French juke boxes 
are of American manufacture, he 
said. He explained that the influx 
of" American troops during World 
War II has been instrumental in 
making U. S. habits popular in 
France. The two prime examples 
of this, he said, are Coca -Cola 
and the- juke box. 

U. S. Tunes 
Likewise, he col tinned, Ameri- 

can tunes, tho pressed in France, 
lpredominate in the Gallic juke 

oxes. Most popular music, he 
said, are accordion tunes and New 
Orleans-type jazz. U. S. novelty 
tunes like "Doggie in the Win- 
dow, r he added, also do welL 

Iii Paris, said Klein, the perma- 
nent American population and the 
great number of tourists support 
many American bars, whose juke 

boxes feature U. S. popular and 
folk music. 

Tho Klein wasn't sure of the 
figures for the rest of France, he 
said that in Paris half of the 
juke boxes were owned by the 
locations and the other half by 
operators, . with a slight trend 
toward operator ownership. 

Royalties Factor 
He explained that the SACM 

royalty red tape and the diffi- 
culty in getting police and neigh- 
bor approval for the placement of juke boxes has proved a major 
factor in this trend. Location 
owners feel they are primarily in 
the cafe business and don't want 
to be bothered with keeping books for SACM. 

As in this country, of course, French operators are better equip- 
ped to service and repair the 
music machines than are the 
location owners.

The 
government replied that the act 
shotyld be interpreted to require 
repots of dealers whether en- 
gaged in interstate commerce or 
not; that effective enforcement of 
the act requires reports from all 
dealers and manufacturers, and 
that even the the wording of the 
act is vague, the attorney general 
has the power to supplement its 
requirements by regulations. 

The high court's majority opin- 
ieri refused to construe a law in 
such a way ..s to require a decision 
of its constitutionality, unless it 
were left no alternative. The 
lower court's interpretation that 
the act does not apply to local 
matters, said the majority opinion, 
is permissible. The opinion said 
that federal seizure of slot ma- 
chines unconnected ' with inter- 
state commerce was a substitution 
of federal' for State authority not 
intended by the act. Deciding only 
interpretation of the act, t h e 
opinion held that Congress in 
enacting the law did not intend 
the broad interpretation placed on 
it by the government. The opinion 
was written by Justice Jackson. 

Affirming the lower court's 
judgment were Justices Jackson, 
Frankfurter, . Minton, Black. and 
Douglas. The latter two, while 
concurring. -iii the court's judg- 
ment, disagreed with Justice 
Jackson's reasoning in a separate 
opinion, saying that it was the 
intent of Congress to require every 
dealer and manufacturer to regis- 
ter and report, and indicating that 
the "vital omission" which render - 
ed the section of law so vague 
as to be unenforceable could be 
supplied by legislation but not by 
executive regulations. 

The dissenting opinion written 
by Justice Clark and agreed to by 
ChiefJustice Warren and Justices 
Reed and Burton called the act's 
language sufficiently explicit as 
to allow the broad interpretation, 
and said that the government's 
interpretation was necessary to 
effective enforcement of the act.

intentionally put its power in issue 
by the legislation in question be- 
fore we undertake a pronounce- 
ment which may have far- reach- 
ing consequences upon the powers 
of the Congress or the powers re= 
served to the several States. To 
withhold ' passing upon an issue 
of power until we are certain it 
is knowingly precipitated will do 
no great injury, for Congress, once 
we have recognized the question; 
can make its purpose explicit and 
thereby necessitate or avoid de- 
cision of the question." 

Justice Jackson went on to say that the cases "are so framed as 
to apply in extreme form the most 
expansive interpretation of this 
act. All that we would decide at present is a question of statutory 
construction. We think the act 
does not have the explicitness 
necessary to sustain the pleadings 
which the government has drafted 
in these cases," 

Concurring in the court's judg- 
ment but disagreeing with Justice 
Jackson's opinion, Justice Black 
said that "the vital omission in 
this criminal statute can be sup- 
plied by the legislative branch of government, not by the attorney 
general." 

Justice Clark's dissenting opin- 
ion agreed that the court should 
not judge the constitutionality of 
the act if it were left with a 
reasonable alternative interpre- 
tation, but said that "it would be difficult for Congress to be more 
explicit than to direct the statute's 
mandate, as it has here, to `every' 
manufacturer and dealer without 
qualification." . 

"It appears that Congress in 
this act has embarked on what it 
deemed the most effective course of action possible to eliminate one 
of the, major sources of ipcome 
to organized crime, while at the 
same time yielding to the .policy 
of Nevada and a few other States where slot machines are legal," 
said the dissenting opinion.
