All Talk, No Action 

City Papas Juggle Tox Baby; Film Group 
Quits Trying; Connaughton Bears Torch

NEW YORK. July 3. -For two 

years now meetings and studies 
have been going sn between the 
TV Mdustry and city officials on 
the subject of an industry-wide 
TV center here :n New York. But 
today the proposed production 
center is no nearer actuality than 
it was when the campaign was 
launched. 

The networks have kept the 
mass of live production here, de- 
spite the construction of two new 
studio plants in Los Angeles. And, 
further, three of the four net- 
works have set up special studios 
here for the origination of color 
shows.' 

But on the film side, the in- 
dustry has generally resigned it- 
self to the present geography, in 
which only a negligible amount 
of program production takes 
place in New York. 

It is felt that nothing short of 
an industry-wide effort, such as 
would be represented in a New 
York City TV Center. could ap- 
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after two years of meeting and 
mulling. nobody is anxiously 
awaiting this development any- 
more. 

Not Hopeless 
A few optimists claim that it is 

,not a hopeless cause. They be- 
lieve that even Iho all but a little 
TV film production has now 
slipped out of the hands of New 
Yorkers,' the establishment of 
adequate facilities could still 
bring it back. 

The present city adminstration. 
needless to say, has given the TV 
Center project lts nod of ap- 
proval. Mayor Robert F. Wagner 
has repeatedly stated that he will 
co- operate in every way to keep 
the TV industry in New York. 
But in his six months in office. 
the mayor, pre -occupied with the 
city's tax and fiscal problems. has 
se far made no tangible effort to 
advance the dust -gathering TV 
Center plans. 

Indications recently have been 
that the State government is now 
taking an interest. Officials of 
the State's Department of Com- 
merce were reported to have 
queried industry leaders here on 
what they believe would be re- 
quired to establish a production 
center. But no indication was 

i given of just what the State's 
intentions are. 

FPA Impetus 
The origin of the present move - 

ment goes back to April, 1952. 

_Service Group 
Gives Up Push 

NEW YORK. July 3. -A group 
of 21 organizations which make their livelihood from servicing 
program producers formed a spe- 
cial committee last March to cam- 
paign for the establishment of 
more TV production facilities 
here in New York. The rr(ttember- 
ship consisted of costume-houses. 
sei builders, fabric suppliers. 
property firms and their em- 
ployees unions. 

A check on the progress of the 
group this week disclosed that it 
has been inactive for a couple of 
months. Andrew Geoly, vice - 
president of Eaves Costumes, who 
had spearheaded the move, said 
they soon discovered a lore-exist- 
ing group that was doing the 
same thing. and they decided to 
bow to them. He could not recall 
the identity of the other group. 

when the Film Producers' Asso- 
ciation of New York was formed 
by 10 of the top nr.ntheatrical 
producers. The TV Center was 
No. 1 on FPA's agenda at that 
time. For some months prior to 
its formation, several of its mem- 
bers has been discussing the 
project with the Junior Board of 
Trade. 

A few weeks after its forma- 
tion, FPA teamed up with the 
Board of Trade proper to form a 
special TV- motion picture com- 
mittee for this purpose. The com- 
mittee was headed b.. M. D. 
Griffith. executive vice- president 
of the Board. and had David 
Pincus, head of FPA, as vice - 

chairman. 
Immediately after this. Pincus 

and Griffith solicited the co- 
operation of City Commerce 
Commissioner Walter Shirley. In 
July, 1952, Shirley made a speech 
before the National Television 
Film Council in which he pledged 
the city government to an all -out 
fight to keep TV production here. 

Special Committee 
Shirley asked Jim Sauter. head

industry and related lines will 
pay an estimated $58,600,000 for 
time and talent on nighttime 
network TV during the coming 
season.

Top motor car spenders wil: be 
Chrysler with about $16,750,000, 
followed by General Motors and 
Ford with $10,400,000 and $9.200.- 
000 respectively. It is difficult to 
make comparisons with the ad- 
vertising expenditures of these 
companies during other years, but 
it is known that, exclusive of lo- 
cal radio and TV buying and 
minor advertising media, in 1953 
General Motors spent $61,876,932; 
Ford, $29,136,307, and Chrysler 
$26,422,232 on their advertising. 

Chrysler Account 
The amount of money Chrysler 

will be paying for network TV 
during the coming year will be 
more than half of its entire ad- 
vertising budget of 1953. Chrys- 
ler's heavy spending can be 
directly attributed to its deter- 
mination to regain its portion of 
the car market which was sliced 
almost in half over the period of 
a year. 

The manufacturer is restyling 
itt, vehicles completely, and it is 
on video that they are expected 
cc be displayed in a fashion cal- 
culated to crest sales impact. 

It is also likely that General 
Motors and Ford will counter - 
punch by either buying more net- 
work time, probably of a special 
events or local TV nature. The 
major manufacturers reap multi- 
ple rewards because they have 
several divisions that buy TV 
programs: their larger advertising 
budget makes it possible to buy 
more time and to get better 
discounts. 

Big Mergers 
In order to make the independ- 

ents more able to compete with 
the majors, 1954 has seen a series 
of mergers in the industry: 
Kaiser- .Willys have united. as 
have Nash -Hudson into American 
Motors, and Studebaker- Packard. 

The new Nash- Hudson combine 
will probably pay a tab of about 
$4,000,000 during the year, and

N'SW YORK, July 3. - "Ford 
Theater" is now booked on be- 
tween 50 and 60 additional sta- 
tions as the result of a deal 
worked out by the Ford Motor 
Car Company and its dealers. The 
car manufacturer provides the 
vide. film series free to its deal- 
ers and they, in turn, buy time 
on their local markets. 

This arrangement, of course. is 
worked mainly in the smaller 
markets which the company 
would not ordinarily purchase. 
Ford now has the show on about 
164 stations of the NBC -TV net- 
work. The car maker pays Screen 
Gems. the producer of the series, 
an additional sum for the privi- 
lege of using the show on so 
many stations. 
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Auto Industries to Splurge 
$58,600,000 on Net TV 

$11,700,000 Represents Fresh 
Dough From Car, Related Firms 

Packard hos already earmarked itself for $1,500,000 for Martha 
Wright. 

The newly merged Studebaker - Packard unit should increase its network TV billings before the 
1954 -'55 season is over. Stude- 
baker has about $5,000,000 to 
spend and is said to be shopping for network TV. 

The latest rumor around De- troit is a further merger of American Motors and Studebaker - 
Packard. Such a combination of force would be in a strong posi- lion to challenge the leaders and would also be a fertile source of 
revenue for TV. 

Not on TV 
The only car maker that does not advertise on network TV is Kaiser -Willys. Several seasons 

ago both Kaiser and Willys were using network video, but now they are buying network and lo- 
cal radio. In the past practically all the motor car companies were 
on TV.

TWA cer- 
tification ends on August 3 when 
TWG is certain to file with the 
National Labor Relations Board 
for an election. As for money, 
the negotiptors are far apart, the 
union asking $715 per half -hour 
script and the webs offering $425.

NARTB £T TvAB Study Plan 
For Merger of Ad Bureaus 

NEW YORK, July 3. - The 
Television Advertising Bureau 
went dews to Washington this 
week to try to prevent the emer- 
gence of a two-headed monster to 
sell TV to the nation's advertis- 
ers. After a meeting with mem- 
bers of the TV board of the Na- 
tional Association of Radio & TV 
Broadcasters, which last week an- 
nounced its own plans to set up 
an ad bureau, it appeared prob- 
able that the duplication of pro- 
motion efforts would be avoided. 

A merger was agreed upon in 
principle. A special 10 -man com- 
mittee- five from each side -was 
selected to lay plans for the 
single all- industry bureau. 

This move :us in effect sus- pended the operations of the ex- isting TvAB, which was defi- 
nitely set to take part in fall 
business. The attempt at merger 
is expected to delay the working of any all- industry sales promo- 
tion 30 to 60 days. 

The NARTB's plans for a pro- 
motion b u r e a u, it appeared, 
would not have gone into effect 
for more than a year, since it 
planned to have some results on 
its circulation study before going 
out to sell. 

New Invitations? 
Whether or not the networks will be invited to membership in 

the new ad bureau depends first 

o; all on the outcome of talks 
within the special 10 -man com- 
mittee. That original group of 
stations that organized the TvAB 
had voted unanimously to be a 
station -only organization. 

It was never decided which 
other interests in the industry 
would be allowed associate mem- 
bership. It is still conceivable 
that the basic membership of the 
new group will again be stations 
only. 

The new bureau will be com- 
pletely autonomous and inde- 
pendent of HARTS or the present 
TvAB.

of a Pulse survey of significance 
to cigarette advertisers, has been 
issued by WOR. The WOR -spon- 
sored study, based on interviews 
of 2,700 adults in 1,500 homes in 
New York, found that the per- 
centage of females who smoke 
dropped from 55.2 per cent to 50.9 
per cent during the period be- 
tween May, 1953, and May, 1954.

-In add- 
ition to starring in his own show 
for NBC -TV, Mickey Rooney plans 
to produce three telefilm series 
thru his Mickey Rooney Enter- 
prises. Rooney's starring series. 
"Hey, Mulligan." is currently being 
produced by Volcano Productions 
at General Service Studios. 

Tho details of his anticipated 
production have not been firmed. 
Rooney revealed that he plans to 
produce "The Magic lamp," star- 
ring Sabu; a filmed series titled 
"Dateline Tokyo," written by Kitty 
Ruhler and to be made in Tokyo 
for which Peter Lorre is slated for 
the starring role. and a third, 
tentatively titled "Antelope Hane" 

SHORT -TERM PIC DEALS 
DECRIED BY STANTON 

Syndicator Price Cuts Disturbing; 
Advertisers Deve op Bad Habits 

NEW YORK, July 3 -Grave 
concern was voiced by Carl Stan - 
toa. veepea in charge of the NBC 
/elm division. over tendency on 
the part of some film syndicators 
to accept short-term duals and to 
peke cut their shows. 

The film exec claimed this 
week that such practices could 
only lead to a degradation of 
product and to a general lowering 
of the syndication industry in the 
eyes of the advertisers. 

Stanton made it clear that his 
opposition to 13 -week short -term 
deals was only in the case of the 
fairly expensive series which 
have shot a year's product. that is. 
39 segments. He pointed out that 
when sponsors buy shows for 
only 13 weeks, the syndicators 
are left with 28 weeks of product, 
which usually is hard to move. 

No yearly sales are then open 
in that particular market, and the 
distributors. as a result, get con- 
siderably less for the vidfilm. 

The subsidiary rights to such 
properties are naturally worth 
less, Stanton continued. But the 
exec also maintained that such 
programs are being sold short be- 
cause they do not have a chance 
to build an audience during a 13- 
week period. 

And he also stated that adver- 
tisers were being conditioned 
badly. Instead of staying with 
programs and building them, the 
sponsors get chance to hit and 
rut_ a process which does neither 
the syndicators nor the industry 
any good. Advertisers who start 
"in the bargain basement will 
remain there," he said. 

The effect of these short-term 
deals on the producer is that the 
point of recovery of his invest- 
ment is pushed even further back. 
Since it takes a minimum of 18 
months to recoup on vidfilm. 
Stanton claimed. the acceptance 
of short-term deals materially 
lengthens the time needed to get 
the complete investment back. 

The result is that when these 
producers want to make new vid- 
films. they find they must finance 
with less money. 

Naturally, their future shows 
are likely to be inferior to former 
properties if less money is avail- 
able. All this has been taking 
place, Stanton said, during the 
past few months when there has 
been plenty of evening time for 
sale locally. 

He urged film producers to

ADTFC Quits as Film Craft Union, 
Members Merge Into IATSE Units 

NEW YORK, July 3.-One of 
the two film craft unions voted 
itself out of existence this week, 
and its membership went over to 
its erstwhile rival. A few TV film 
producers here who have been 
employing members of the now 
defunct organization -The Asso- 
ciation of Documentary and 
vision Film Craftsmen -said the 
move took them by surprise. Off-

'WHISTLER' TUNING UP 

CBS Tests Vidpix 
Audience Potential 

NEW YORK, July 3. -CBS -TV 
Films Sales this week was mak- 
ing intensive research studies of 
its new vidfilm property. The 
Whistler," to find its audience 
composition before the program 
goes into general release. The 
studies are being conducted by 
Oscar Katz, head of research for 
the CBS -TV network at the di- 
rection of Leslie Harris, head of 
CBS-TV Film Sales. 

Tested by Katz will be a mixed 
audience of adults and children. 
male and female, who will then fill out questionnaires to tell their 
specific likes and dislikes in re- 
gard to the program. It is ex- 
pected. of course, that the major 
appeal of this kind of show will 
be to masculine viewers, but 
equally as important is how great 
that preference is 

Certain types of advertisers, 
those catering predominantly to 
male customers, if that is what 
the audience research shows, will 
be approached and told what the 
show will do for them. 

CBS Film, in addition. is offer- 
ing a projected rating for the 
shcw in cities of 100,009 popula- 
tion This projectior is based in 
some measure on what the show 
achieved when it was on radio. 
The vidfilm series will use the 
same plot lines and story ma- 
terial as used on those radio ver- 
sions of the property which were 
strong rating -wise. The radio 
sponsor, Signal Oil. who will also 
bankroll the telefilm show re- 
gionally, has kept extensive rec- 
ords on the program's radio rat- 
ings. The stanza', stories have 

been cataloged according to their 
ratings. 

Also tied into the audience 
composition studies will be mer- 
chandising and promotion plans. 
Whatever promotion items are 
devised will be based on the kind 
of audiences the program appeals 
to most. The accent, according to 
Harris, is on pre- fabricating the 
show as much as possible for 
maximum sales. With that in 
mind, all violence, bloodshed, 
drinking and even cigarettes has 
been eliminated from the series. 
The ban on smoking was made 
so that cigar advertisers could be 
approached. 

their mode of operation. including 
reducing their basic staffs. 

All of the producers queried 
said they were sure satisfactory 
arrangements could be worked 
out with the now only existing 
craftsmen representative, the In- 
ternational Alliance of Theatrical 
Stage Employees. They usually 
added the hope that all future 
negotiations would be carried on 
with mutual understanding of 
each others' problems. 

It appeared. however, that the 
demise of ADTFC could deprive 
some of the studios here of a chief 
selling point. ADTFC had been 
promoting the proposition that it 
took a more realistic approach to 
TV film production than the older 
IATSE. And a few producers 
here had become accustomed to 
arguing that with an ADTFC 
shop they could bring in a show 
for 20 per cent less than what it 
would cost on the West Coast. 
whose studios were ruled by 
precedents set in motion picture 
production. 

The point was not that ADTFC 
undercut IATSE in scales. On the 
contrary, AD leadership claimed 
that in many situations it got 
higher scales than IA. But the 
conditions it asked in terms of 
number of hours and men were, 
it was said, more realistic for TV. 

CIO Loses Out 
One aspect of AD that was said 

to have made this possible was 
that, as an affiliate of the CIO, it 
was organized as a single, ver- 
ticle, trade -wide membership. IA, 
on the other hand, as an affiliate 
of the AFL, is separated into craft 
locals. Former AD members will 
now join one or another of the 
following IA branches: Camera- 
men's Local 644, Studio Mechanics 

Local 52, Editors and Cutters 
Local 771 Assistant Directors Lo- 
cal 161, Make -Up Artists and Hair 
Stylists Local 798. 

AD w a s .considerably the younger organization, having 
been formed after the war by a 
group, consisting mostly of vet- 
erans, who found IA doors closed 
to them at that time. It had a 
total membership of about 300. 

The meeting Tuesday (29) at 
which AD voted to merge was 
reported to have been attended 
by about 75 persons. The motion 
was said to have been carried 
almost unanimously by a show 
of hands. The membership at 
large. according to reports. was

NBC -TV Hue 
Test for FPA 
On New Tack 

NEW YORK, July 3. - The 
color - film demonstration next 
week for the Film Producers' As- 
sociation will differ in two, major 
respects from the test that NBC - 
TV aired for Screen Gems last 
month. The FPA showing will 
include 35mm. film, and each 
process will be demonstrated 
separately. 

The screen Genus test was in 
16mm. only, and the three proc- 
esses were interest in each 
scene. NBC -TV had not yet in- 
stalled a 35mm. color projector 
when the Screen Gems test took 
place. 

Th' Screen Gems test became 
the subject of some controversy 
between the producer and NBC - 

TV's color experts. The points at 
issue will presumably be avoided 
in the FPA test. 

Screen Gems had presented its 
film as the acid test of the virtues 
of each process. For this purpose, 
it was said, the three processes 
were produced under uniform 
conditions. But Stan Parlan of 
NBC -TV argued that this was not 
a valid comparison, since correc- 
tions could have been made in 
each process to make it duplicate 
the values in any of the others. 

By running each process sep- 
arately in the FPA test, NBC -TV 
will also avoid the multitude of 
splices and the continual re- 
focusing entailed in the Screen 
Gems test. 

The demonstration will take 
place at 2:30 p.m. on Monday 
(12) at the Colonial Theater here. 
Some 50 different name brand 
packages will be shown. The film 
will run about an hour. The 
screening will be followed by a 
panel discussion among the 
craftsmen involved in the pro- 
duction and NBC's color experts. 

Guild's New 
Service Adds 
Commercials 

NEW YORK, July 3. - Guild 
Films is offering a new service to 
advertisers by which for a nom- 
inal sum they can have their 
commercials inserted in their pro- 
grams. Customary procedure is 
to send these commercials to the 
stations and let the outlets handle 
the insertion of commercials. 

Guild feels .hat many of the 
stations flagrantly mishandle 
film, punch holes in it and splice 
unnecessarily to the ;.pint where 
they damage the prints. The 
handling of the sponsor's com- 
mercials by Guild itself, it is felt. 
will save the syndicator and 
sponsor money In the long run. 

Guild clients are advised to 
sene their commercials to the dis- 
tributor, who will then properly 
cue them into the shows. Guild 
fees for this service are said to 
be one half of what local sponsors 
are baying, and, in many cases. 
one -quarter. 

Guild will send out direct mail 
pieces on its latest service next 
week. Initial reception among 
clients is said to be good.

Leon Fromkess Says TPA

Pending that time, From- 
kess pointed out, the producer 
loses on another score -the black - 
and -white quality from color 
negative is inferior in that it lacks 
definition.

wants to maintain superior qual- ity, Fromkess feels that this is an 
incompatible condition inasmuch 
as color film quality is constantly 
being improved and the industry 
has not as yet established one col- 
or standard for TV transmission.

NEW YORK, July 3. - The major diskeries this week sent out their first 45 r.p.m. records to deejays under the new "45's for jocks' policy. Tho it was still too early to estimate the specific per- centage of acceptance of the 
donut platters, most of the firms agreed that the reaction was more 
favorable than expected. 

However, in a number of major 
Eastern cities, including New York and Philadelphia, and in 
some large West Coast cities, the 
deejays and station managers 
were still vociferously opposed to 
the switchover. 

In fact, in this city, the jocks 
gave the promotion men servicing 
them such a hard time when they 
came around with the small disks that one asked for a transfer to a 
"less dangerous" job. 

The record companies. mean- 
while, were doing their best to 
sell the 45 platter to those jocks who still liked the old -fashioned, 
10 -inch, 78 r.p.m. disk. Capitol 
Records, for instance, sent out 
to 2,500 stations across the coun- 
try about 5,000 cue disks at no 
charge, to help the jocks easily 
cut the 45's. 

Cue Disks 
The Capitol cue disk is a 12- 

inch pressing, made of vinylite. It 
has grooved edges and a finger 
depression to pick up the 45's. By

Copyr't Office 

To Get $1 Mil 

'55 Allocation 
WASHINGTON. July 3.-Presi- 

dent Eisenhower is expected to 
place his signature on 'a bill ap- 
propriating $1.100.000 for operation 
of the U. S. Copright Office for 
the new fiscal year which began 
Thursday (1). 

The legislation authorizing the 
outlay reached the President's desk 
this week after getting the ap- 
proval of both houses. The ap- 
propriation is $53,000 less than the 
agency asked for, but it represents 
restoration of a cut earlier adopted 
by the House (The Billboard 
June 12). 

Some possibility remains that 
the music industry may face a de- 
lay in service from the U. S. 
Copyright Office in the fiscal sear, but this threat is regarded as less 
serious now that the earlier House 
cut has been restored. 

The new appropriation is iden- 
tical with the previous fiscal year's. 
This may impose some hardship 
on the U. S. Copyright Office be- 
cause a sharp rise in copyright 
registrations is anticipated for the 
new fiscal year. Copyright reg- 
istrations for this year will be 
about 4 per cent above last year's 
218,000. 

Officials at the U. S. Copyright 
Office are gratified at least, how- 
ever, over prospects that there will 
be no necessity for reducing per- 
sonnel. The rising workload may 
cause some delay in handling the 
filing and returning of copyright 
registration forms.

NEW YORK, July 3. -A resolu- tion requiring per- program nego- tiations for the use of live music by any radio or television station not under contract to the union was adopted here this week by Local 802, American Federation 
of Musicians. 

The move came on the heels of 
a court decision last week "which 
permanently enjoined the musi- 
cians from picketing WOR, WOR- 
TV and the Mutual Broadcasting 
System (The Billboard, July 3). 
The decision, which the union 
will appeal when the courts re- 
convene in the fall, also directed Local 802 to rescind its order for- 
bidding musicians to work for the 
station. 

The resolution states that "All 
single engagements . shall be 
subject to negotiations with the 
executive board and no member 
shall perform such services un- 
less and until the rates . , . shall 

have been approved . . and a 
written agreement shall have 
been signed and filed at least 24 
hours prior to the commencement of such performance." 

New light meanwhile was shed 
on the local's decision to reject 
Mutual's offer of $200.000 a year 
for live music. Tho it was half 
the $400,000 budgeted for live 
music under the old contract. 
Local 802 officials balked when 
they discovered that "fringe" cod- 
icils to the proposed contràct 
would cut staff employment by 
more than one -half.

NEW YORK, July 1 - The 
field of jazz is not one in which 
great talent often goes unappre- 
ciated. Yet new names bob up 
with such rapidity (and often 
vanish as swiftly) that we some- 
times appear to pay more atten- 
tion to the glitter than the gold. 

If this has been the case with 
Art Tatum, we are thankful to 
report that this situation has been 
completely rectified with the con- 
current release of five separate 
12 -inch LP recordings featuring 
the artistry of the piano genius 
in all his wonderful moods. Ta- 
tum's work on these recordings is 
fabulous.

. I felt it ... my duty as a 
person who both loves jazz and 
produces it, to record Tatum for 
posterity." 

Certainly Granz has come close 
to this, for these five sets are al- 
most a living musical biography 
of the piano genius, not in words 
but in music. A listen to any one 
or more of these five albums will 
be enough to convince those who 
doubt, and reaffirm those who do 
not that Tatum is one of the out- 
standing jazzmen of our times. 

35 Tunes 
The five albums contain more 

than 35 tunes, all of them either 
standards by composers of note. 
including Gershwin. Kern, Porter. 
Rodgers, Berlin. Arlen, et al., or 
classical items such as "Humor - 
esque' and Massenet's "Elegy." 

All the things that have made 
Tatum's work a standard for 
others to be judged by are con- 
tained on these LP's, including 
his creativeness, taste and feeling. 
and his remarkable technique. 
They reveal the pianist in all his 
range. tender. moody, swinging 
and just great 

Each LP has things worth talk- 
ing about. Perhaps Nos. 1, 4 and 
5 are more impressive than the 
others, but this merely means the 
other two albums are only excel- 
lent. The sets can be purchased 
separately. but it is almost a cer- 
tainty that the many jazz fans 
who buy any one will be back to 
the store for the other four. These 
sets will sell to the aficianados 
even if dealers hide them behind 
the counters.

NEW YORK. July 3. -A moot' 
unusual totale moved into the 
legal arena this week when Decry 
a. &r. staffer Paul Cohen, Joseph 
Diamond and Kingsway Music 
tiled a joint summons and com- 
plaint in the Supremf Court of 
the State of New York over the 
current hit tune "My Friend." 

The defendants named in the 
complaint were writers Ervin 
Drake and Jimmy Shirt; George 
Paxton, Inc., the publisher; Mu- 
sic Dealer's Service; RCA Victor 
Records, and Decca Records. 

Plaintiffs Diamond and Kings- 
way asked for a total of $500.000 
in damages; Paul Cohen asked to 
be listed as a co- writer of the 
lune. 

There are five causes of action 
in the complaint. Diamond and 
Kings -nay allege that writers 
Drake and Shirt Lroke an agree- 
ment with them and placed the 
tune in Paxton Music after agree- 
ing it should go to Kingsway. 

They allege that George Pax- 
ton, Inc., induced Drake and Shirt 
to break their agreement. Cohen 
is alleged to have given the idea 
for the song to Drake and Shirt 
and should therefore be listed as 
co- writer. 

RCA Victor and Decca Records 
are charged with reproducing the 
tune mechanically without con- 
sent of Use plaintiffs. Music Deal- 
er's Service is charged with sell- 
ing copies of the tune without 
consent of the plaintiffs. 

Charges Denied 
When checked this week, pub- 

lisher George Paxton and writers 
Drake and Shirt denied the 
charges. They have 21 days to 
reply to the charges. The tune 
"My Friend" has been waxed by 
Eddie Fisher on Victor, Red Foley 
on Decca and Fred Waring on 
Decca. 

The complaint alleges that 
Cohen had collaborated with 
Drake and Shirt in the writing of 
the tune. It claims that Cohen 
had conceived the idea for the 
theme of "My Friend" . , . .

Cohen will 
be deprived of his proportionate 
share of the writers royalty justly 
payable to him." 

Diamond and Kingsway Music, 
according to the complaint. ". 
in or about September, 1953 , . , 
entered into an agreement where- 
by said plaintiffs (Diamond and 
and Kingsway) engaged Shirt 
and Drake to write a musical 
composition for publication by 
said plaintiffs, the composition 
to consist of material, 
thoughts and contents to be dis- 
closed by plaintiffs. 

It is alleged that Drake and 
Shirt agreed that the composition 
and the common law copyright 
would be delivered to Diamond 
and Kingsway Music. It is fur- 
ther stated that Drake and Shirt 
did write the composition, using 
the material and thoughts and 
ideas furnished by the plaintiff's 
Diamond and Kingsway, and this 
tune was "My Friend." 

Drake and Skirl 
Then tie complaint says that 

Drake and Shirt ... did deliver 
the said musical composition en- 
titled 'My Friend' and the owner- 
ship thereof and the common law 
copyright thereof to the plain- 
tiffs...." 

But the complaint alleges that 
while Kingsway was preparing 
to publish the song. the publish- 
ing firm George Pinion Inc., 

. appropriated the said musi- 
cal composition 'My êriend,' pub- 
lished it, printed it and sold cop- 
ies thereof, licensed others to re- 
produce and perform the said 
musical composition ..." 

The complaint avers that Dia- 
mond and Kingsway have ex- 
pended time and effort to exploit 
the tune prior to publication. It 
states that the defendants Dia- 
mond and Kingsway .:. "caused 
the musical composition 'My 
Friend' to be recorded by a popu-

The General Federation of Women's Clubs, representing 5,500,000 American club women, 
at their annual convention in Denver, Colorado, passed the following resolution on Tuesday, 
June 1st: 

"WHEREAS, The General Federation of Women's Clubs has supported the principles 
upon which the copyright laws have been based, including the vested right of authors, 
composers, inventors, etc. in their own creation; and 

"WHEREAS, We are concerned about exemptions and exceptions in the copyright laws 
which in practice can lead to inequities in various fields (such as is now evident in 
the use of musical compositions in coin -operated machines without compensatory 
payments); therefore 

"RESOLVED, That the General Federation of Women's Clubs in convention assembled, 
June 1954, supports legislation for amending copyright laws which will remedy inequities 
which now prevent the application of principles upon which the copyright laws are 
based and the rights which they were intended to protect." 

This forward -looking action is welcomed by all those in the music field as an important 
step in obtaining legislation which would grant justice to the men and women who create our 
nation's songs, and eliminate the present discrimination against all other commercial users of music 
who pay a public performance fee. 

The Federation, in passing this resolutiotk now adds its voice to such other important 
national groups as the American Bar Association; American .Patent Law Association; American 
Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers; Authors' League of America; Broadcast Music, 
Incorporated; Los Angeles Copyright Society; Music Publishers' Protective Association; National 
Federation of Music Clubs; National Music Council; Songwriters' Protective Association; local bar 
associations; United States Copyright Office (Library of Congress); and the United States Depart- 
ment of State -which have endorsed legislation to modernize the Copyright Act.

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Tape Trade Group 
To Fix Standards 

NEW YORK, July 3. -A con- 
certed effort to work out a set of 
standards for tape recorders 
and pre- recorded tape has been 
launched by the Magnetic Record- 
ing Industry Association. The 
committee, formed to wrestle 
with the problems of speeds, hub 
size and equalization, is headed 
by Robert Leon, of Brush Elec- 
tronics, who will be given en- 
gineering assistance from many 
of the 26 firms already belonging 
to the six- month -old trade group. 

Allied to the question of in- 
dustry standards is consideration 
bein: given to a suggestion that 
foreign tape and equipment man- 
ufacturers be asked to join MRIA. 
Such a move is believed to hold 
promise of the eventual adop- 
tion of standards on an inter- 
national basis. 

Industry observers stress the 
importance of agreeing on ac- 
ceptable standards while the tape 
field is still in its early growth 
stage. This can only aid in fur- 
thering the use of tape and equip- 
ment by the average consumer, 
they assert. 

Meanwhile, the problem of 
standardization has al r ea d y 
cropped up in the infant stereo - 

phonic tape facet of the industry. 
RCA Victor has alerted its dis- 
tributors to be certain that its 
first stereophonic tape. to be re- 
leased in September, be played 
on the machine it is designed for. 
Two alternate ta?es will be is- 
sued for machines with "in line" 
heads and those with "displaced" 
heads.

in 1952 to 709,000 in 1953. Altho 
many of these spring or motor 
wound phonos are for export, 
many are sold right here in the 
U. S. The over -all increase in pho- 
nograph manufacture from 1952 
to 1953 was about 16 per cent. 

Here is the list of phonos man- 
ufactured in 1952 and 1953. di- 
vided by types of units:

Acoustical 459,000 709,000 
Electronic (home) 322,000 489,000 
Electronic (min) 49,000 61,000 
Combinations 847,000 746,000

It is noticeable thct the only 
decline in phonograph manufac- 

ture for 1953 over 1952 was in the 
case of combinations. All other 
units are up substantially. The 
great increase in the production 
of attachments is possibly due in 
part to the increase in the number 
of radio and TV sets equipped 
with plug -in jacks for these at- 
tachments. 

These figures do not include 
the number of components turned 
out for hi -fi sets. 

These units, consisting of turn- 
tables, speakers and amplifiers, 
are usually assembled by hi -fi 
customers themselves. These fig- 
ures would add to the totals since 
this field is n onnstantly expand- 
ing one.

This demand has posed a series 
of questions for the performers 
and their representatives. In the 
past few comics would record 
their routines for fear of giving 
away their acts. If they did re- 
cord. they either used material 
unsuitable for clubs, or material 
that had become so old it was 
meaningless. 

The result is that few of these 
sold. Old Jack Benny and Eddie 
Cantor -and in comparatively re- 
cent times Danny Thomas - al- 
bums hardly sold enough to more 
than pay for the labels. 

Every now and then, however, 
a company tool- a chance for var- 
ious reasons. Either the increased 
popularity of the artist or the low 
cost of such a recording session 
made the venture attractive. The 
most successful has Seen Coral. 

Coral has recorded Buddy 
Hackett's "Chinese Waiter," the 
straigh. and double talk routines 
of Joey Adams and Al Kelly, 
Eddie Lawrence's "Old Vienna" 
and, most recently, Phil Foster's 
"Brooklyn Fan." Most of these 
are cheap dates. Music is inci- 
dental if used at all. If such a 

record sells 25.000 copies, it 
makes money. And in these days 
of slow record sales, the initial 
cost is a significant item.

The reds were far 
from constant; some would ap- 
pear with an orange tint, and, at 
other times, the red would have 
a wine cast. 

The orange tint was especially 
apparent in a shawl worn by the 
heroine. In spite of these faults, 
the film was much more interest- 
ing in color than in black and 
white, tao its black and white 
definition was clearer.

Segment caught 
was a tightly written and directed 
half hour of genuine entertainment 
for young and old alike whose 
believability was accentuated by 
understanding and taut acting. 

"Stories" is an historical series 
of the old West, based on official 
railroad files and newspaper ac- 
counts during and around the time 
of the Civil War. Jim Davis por- 
trays Matt Clark, railroad detec- 
tive, aided by Mary Castle as 
Frankie Adams, Matt's undercover 
agent. It is obvious, however, that 
poetic license is amply employed 
for the sake of dramatic presenta- 
tion. This is clear in the "Billy 
the Kid" episode where there may 
be some doubt as to how the young 
desperado of the Western plains 
met his end, the it certainly does 
not detract from the telefilmed 
version. 

Davis and Miss Castle fit ex- 
cellently into their portrayal 
niches. Davis, handsome, robust 
and rugged, is the type one would 
expect to engage in dangerous 
missions. Miss Castle, a pretty 
and capable actress, is permited 
to remain feminine yet not devoid 
of the characteristics of the rugged 
stock of that period. In this seg- 
ment, Richard Jaeckel is a stand- 
out as the brash, conceited young 
hoodlum who dies by the same 
means he lived -the gun. Stock 
footage of cattle hordes is used 
to good advantage and future re- 
liance on Republic's vaults of such 
film doubtless will prove profitable 
for the series, the it should be 
suggested it be kept to a minimum 
for the home screens. "Stories" 
is an exciting, authentic Western 
sure to develop a wide audience.

columnist Lee Mortimer, whose 
name used to make Sinatra foam 
at the mouth. 

Sinatra joins with the "Ziegfeld 
Show Girls" in one extravagant 
number billed as "Rainbow 
Blues," in which he cuts up, effec- 
tively decked out in a green tux- 
edo. while the girls are arrayed 
in all sorts of colors -bearing out 
the rainbow theme. 

Tapps B Co. 
The hardest workers in the 

show are George Tapps and com- 
pany, who fit like a glove in suce 
a production, with choreography 
to match. Aside from their regu- 
lar routine which has been seen 
before, the group puts on a well - 
received interpretation of Ravel's 
"Bolero," which makes the audi- 
ence forget the monotony of the 
music. 

Tapps also joins in one of the 
staged numbers, "My Venus Has 
Arms," with singer Chuck Nelson 
and two lovelies- American Ve- 
nus Dorothy Mathews and Tradi- 
tional Venus Judy Guyll.

Firms follow- 
ing this practice have earned add- 
ed money but instead of from 
tickets the revenue accrues from 
the sale of food, both canned and 
cooked. 

Free rides are offered at all 
seven drive -in theaters of the 
Walter Reade chain and now the 
gimmick has been picked up as 
a business stimulant by Safeway 
stores, major supermarket opera- 
tors. 

Ten weeks ago Safeway pur- 
chased a circular Locomotive 
Train on a 36 -foot platform from 
Standard Kiddie Rides Company 
of Long Island. The ride was op- 
erated seven weeks at a Jersey 
City store's parking lot and then 
was moved over to the lot outside 
Safeway's He npstead. N. Y., 
store three weeks ago. A purchase 
of a few dollars' worth of groc- 
eries must be made in order for 
the child to get his ride. 

Free Zoo, Ponies, Rides 
The Walter Reade people have 

a pony ride at each drive -in, and 
this year added four Ahrens kid- 
die Merry Whirl carrousels. One 
of the seven drive -ins has a free 
zoo. The only ride the chain 
works for revenue is a Big Eli 
wheel at its Eatontown, N. J., 
theater. Tickets there are 9 cents 
each, three for a quarter. 

As to whether the practice will 
spread the liklihood is that it will. 
Earle W. Young, Safeway exec, 
said that within another month 
of studying its test operation at 
Hempstead it will de_ide whether 
to abandon the free ride policy 
or buy additional rides. So far, 

said, managers have reported 
excellent turnouts for the Loco- 
motive Train. 

Managers are asked to learn 
whether the ride ins a lure to 
shoppers and aLso whether it 
provides a service by diverting 
kids while their parents shop. 
The ride is maintained by a man 
hired locally by the store man- 
ager. Transportation of the de- 
vice from one store to another is 
arranged by Safeway's home of- 
fice. Altho there would be no 
large -scale buying of rides. it was 
explained, the probability is that 
they would be operated several 
Weeks at a store, then moved to 

drive -ins, the Lawrence and Tren- 
ton, both in Trenton, and the 9W 
in Kingston, N. Y. 

Each theater has a free play- 
ground. An attendant at the 
playground is responsible for op- 
erating the carrousel and where 
there are both carrousel and play- 
ground, the place employs two 
men. 

Sole reason for its free rides is 
the movie chain's desire to draw 
family groups to the drive -ins as 
early as 7 p.m. altho the shows 
do not begin until around 9. 

Food Receipts Benefit 
"It's strictly mercenary," a 

spokesman said. "We can never 
hope to earn a profit on one pony 
or one carrousel. But we get 
them outdoors early and they 
eat like crazy."

Chicago's Amphitheater Lists

Signing them, It was said, un-

shows. Management of the Am- phitheater said it already has the 
business the city building was to win for Chicago. 

Meanwhile, numerous Chicago groups were protesting a lake- front site selected by backers of the municipal building. 
The expositions announced by Thayer include:

Left Untaxed

NEW YORK, July 3. -The 10- 

cent ticket will be untaxed un- 
der the newly- enacted 5 per cent 
amusements levy. The regula- tions, drawn up and distributed 
by the comptrcller's office, pro- 
vide that, "where the admission 
charge is 10 cents or less, no tax 
is due. . 

Using the half -penny as a di- vider, "Where the tax to be paid 
by a patron includes a fraction of 
one cent, the fraction shall not be 
paid where it is less than one - 
half cent, and a full cent shall be 
paid where the fraction is one - 
half cent or more." 

The regulations describe the 
exemptions possible under the 
tax, hew to apply for exemptions, 
and how to file tax returns. They 
specify that w'iere tickets are 
used, the admission price and tax 
be stamped on them, and that 
all tax- subject locations must 
post prices, including tax, at the 
outer gates and near the box 
offices. 

Returns must be filed with the 
city treasurer for the periods 
ending on the last days of Au- 
gust, November, February and 
May of each year. Copies of the 
Amusement Tax Regulation are 
available at the Bureau of Excise 
taxes, City Comptroller's office, 
120 West 32 Street 1, N. Y.

Failing this, more people 
must be attracted to hold grosses 
to last year's levels but this is 
probably the toughest approach to 
the problem since an established 
amusement enterprise which an- 
nually draws 100,000 or more per- 
sons, isn't likely to add to its pa- 
tronage by 50 or more per cent no 
matter what promotional activi- 
ties are successfully em--toyed. 

Shows Head Inland 
From here on in the permanent 

funs pots will be competing in a 
way with the stronger lure of the 

beach resorts if they are at all 
close to the shore line. The car- 
nival and other nomadic opera- 
tions realize this and they have 
already departed for the inland 
country where they must compete 
only with the lake and mountain 
regions, a not -too -difficult task 
since they can often go right into 
these resort locations.

be off the nut and working for 
holding money are not, but the 
season is not yet a dud for any. 

Strip tickets offering- bonus 
values but still aimed at earning 
a buck apiece are popular with 
many furispots. It can work out 
that the park is actually giving 
nothing away since a good per- 
centage of these tickets are loot or 
unused. If independent ride or 
concession operators are involve.' 
they redeem only the ducats they 
collect for their products or serv- 
ices with the park holding onto 
what amounts to breakage money. 

Cut Rates Appear 
A number of spots have found 

that aiming for the dollar on all 
seven days is asking for too much. 
Consequently cut rates down to 5 

and 10 cents for rides have been 
employed. There Is no doubt that 
the nickel and dime approach ap- 
peals to a lot of folks but for profit, 
like the 2 -cent days of the de- 
pression, considerable volume has 
to be involved. 

The award of prizes still has 
some appeal, apparently, since a 
number of spots are making use 
of giveaways. But the potency 
of this gimmick in the immed ate 
postwar years when hard -to-get 
merchandise was usually featured, 
is not at all what it used to be. 

Any indication of a rlackening 
in spending is sure to bring on all 
kinds of stunts designed to main- 
tain the desired level of spending. 
But the shortness of the season. 
coupled with the time it takes to 
properly analyze the prevailing 
conditions, means at best a try - 
and- discard system. Rarely will 
an operator be able to improviso 
a sure gimmick on the first try. 

Shows were featured on the mid- 
way. 

Roland Butler 
Leaves Show 

JAMESTOWN, N. 1., July 3 - 
Roland Butler closed with Ring- 
ling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey 
Circus here Monday (28). The 
veteran press chief's final act was 
to look in on The Jamestown 
Post- Journal.

Butler was succeeded by Ed 
Knoblaugh as director ' of the 
show's publicity. Butler began 
in circus business 32 years ago 
with the Sparks Circus and was 
with Ringling 25 years. 

Broken Bow Mct.

They are roofed shelters 
with open fronts, containing cages 
with barnyard and other animals. 
Altho costly from the animal 
food standpoint, the zoo has 
served its purpose of drawing 
families to the drive -in hours be- 
fore show time so that they con- 
sume their evening meals there. 
This is the zoo's second year. 

The free entertainment items 
are proving worthy crowd -pullers 
wherever tested and as attrac- 

lions they are hard to beat. The 
rides offered,.-perennially appeal- 
ing to kiddies, are a stimulus at 
one amusement location but 
another, where admission is 
charged, is likely to feel the ef- 
fects of a gratis ride operating in 
its neighborhood. 

Some operators of permanent 
kiddielands and amusement parks 
were inclined to view the devel- 
opment with misgivings, partic- 
ularly the interest shown by gro- 
cery chains.

a part of the operational picture. 

One of Canada's largest food 
chains early this year was think- 
ing of a similar lure for mothers 
and children. They intended 
however, to have units supplied 
and operated by established op- 
craters, paying a flat weekly

ROCKS' TARGET VARIETY 

Multi -Unit Gun Game 
Wins for Big Arcade 

NEW YORK, July 3. -A major 
Arcade which has transformed a 
slow corner into a stylish and 
well- grussing area is the one at 
Rockaways' Playland, Queens. The 
corner was modernized by stack- 
ing 16 electric -eye target games 
in a space roughly 18 feet by 20. 

Joe Goldsmith installed the units 
eight years ago, making his prin- 
cipal unit the old Seeburg Chicken 
Sam. The corner has eight of 
these plus four Bally Rapid -Fires, 
two Seeburg Shoot -the -Bears, and 
a pair of Scientific's Jungle Joes. 

The targets are in two rows of 
four against each wall. A two - 
sided, leather -covered counter has 
the 16 guns resting on it, eight on 
each side, so that the beams cross. 
These are the original guns, most 
of which have been chrome -plated 
for effect. 

Goldsmith, Arcade manager, had 
trouble when he first ran the 20- 
year -old Chicken Sams, due to 
leaky condensers. This was traced 
to the Arcade's ocean -front loca- 
tion, which mdde the old con- 
denser parts susceptible to changes 
in humidity. Plastic condensers 
were brought in, and the trouble 
was eliminated. 

Another problem seas light in- 
tensity, since the Arcade gets di- 
rect sunlight. The photo -electric 
cell in each moving target acted 
up strangely with variations in 
light, sometimes causing too much 
score, sometimes none at all. The 
gallery now has two facades drop- 
ping from the ceiling to about six 
and a halt feet above the floor. 
This shields the targets from ex- 
cessive outside light, keeping the 
gallery dark except for the lights 
inside the target boxes. 

At a nickel play for a half min- 
ute duration, the 16 units have a 
high earning power. Part of this 
is due to the variety injected into 
the targets by painting them over 
so that they present a different 
motif in each box. 

Goldsmith cautions that the 

multi -unit gun game serves best 
in a large Arcade, since it takes 
up a considerable area. Playland 
has 350 Arcade pieces in 8,000 
square feet of floor space. 

As for expense, old Chicken 
Sams, no longer in production, can 
be scouted up and acquired for 
anywhere from $10 to $50, but the 
buyer must be wary of condition. 
Completely rebuilt ones go at the 
distributors for around $110. Re- 
conditioned Rapid Fires are sell- 
ing at $125, and Shoot- the -Bears 
at $225, according to Mike Manses, 
New York. Old Chicken Sams are 
in fairly plentiful su7ply, but 
newer model gun games are more 
reliable in the long run, it is said. 

Cables running from each gun 
to its target in Playland are cov- 
ered its a wooden housing, so that 
the floor of the gallery shows only 
two long, wooden boxes crossing 
each other and running from each 
counter to the opposite wall. Eight 
coin slots project from each 
counter front, and a large metal 
number is nailed beside each slot. 
Each target bears the proper num- 
ber. 

In spite of these precautions, 
some customers still insist on 
shooting at the wrong- numbered 
target. This gets them nothing but aggravation which they vent 
on the Arcade staff. In fact, the 
situation is the only problem Gold- 
smith has been unable to lick.

Nelson's strikers have been set 
up in tome far -off places, includ- 
ing a pair he turned out for a 
petty who walked into his Coney 
Island shop one day and wanted 
two stnkers to be sent to Tel 
Aviv, Israel. 

'Mere was also one sent to the 
PhUippinea,' he says wryly, "but 
they never asked for any more. 
They just started copying it with 
their own versions. Well. that's 
life. 

20 Years As Agent 
The first Nelson striker ap- 

peared after its builder had put 
In some 20 years as concession 
agent at both stationary stalls 
and on the mad. 

HARRY NELSON 

"All started in 1902," he says. 
"I took a job on the old Iron Pier 
gelling waffles at a penny each, 
six for a nickel. Next year I 
worked on a train ride at the 
end of the pier."

Met Wife At Striker 
Nelson made his flit striker 

in the early '20s and operated 
m,idcla for himself and had them 
agrnted, for several years. In 
fact, It was at his striker that the 
present Mrs. Nelson was brought, 
back in 'about 1920." 

"We were introduced and I 
made it short and sweet. I said 
I wasn't interested in getting 
married. and we could take It 
from there. In six months she 
landed me." 

Anna and Harry Nelson make 
an interesting combination of 
show business. Nelson. the striker 
man, and Anna, an accomplished 
vaudeville trouper, have worked 
together since in near- perfect 
harmony, Anna was born in 
Leipzig. as her husband tells it, 
and took a formally trained voice 
into show business, crossing the 
Atlantic 19 times with shows. 

"She still has an appreciation 
for fine music and doesn't mind 
letting people know it," Nelson 
grins. 'Whenever she hears some- 
one singing and she doesn't like 
the voice, she jams her fingers 
into her ears and yells: 'What are 
they doing there, peddling fish?'" 

About 74 
Nelson's humorous approach to 

life is the result of long, hard 
years in the business. And at 74- "I think it's about 74," he 
says -he still swings the mallet 
with authority. 

"What's the matter, kid, you 
chicken? Watch the old- timer," 
he says to youngsters at his two 
strikers on 16th Street and the 
Bowery on Coney Island. And 
the old -timer still gets a ring 
out of the bell four times out of 
five. 

Nelson's Corner, as he is fond 
of calling it, consists of the strik- 
ers, a workshop, 17 concession 
stores, and a parking lot. And 
when people comment on the size 
of the property. Nelson retorts 
with his usual rejoinder: That's 
right, he'll be the richest man in 
the cemetery. 

The corner was acquired in 
1939, after Nelson had his fill of 
travel.

World of Mirth, Cetlin & Wilson, 
Oscar Buck, Endy Bros., Mel 
Dodson, Prell's, Perry, Johnny J. 
Jones, Mike Buck. Harry Heller, 
and others. And he says the big 
shows were better for strikers. 

"They got more people onto the 
midway, especially when there 
were tree acts. Of course. the big 
ones charged more but I did 
better in the long run. The rents 
before the war ran from $25 on 
a Billy show to $75 on a big one." 

Before Nelson en t e red the 
striker manufacturing field most 
were made by Farmer Dan of 
Pottstown, Pa. Nelson added a 
few improvements and the de- 
sign has been basically the same 
for many years. One change was 
that from using a long pole as a 
support to portable stnkers which 
are raised in sections And an 
incident involving the old-style 
striker brings a broad grin to Nel- 
son's face.

It's still the aama on print, 
Nothing fancy, he says. since they 
all want to try the striker. Two 
felts,, lei. Three bells. cigar. 

'That's why I always have 
stogie to my mouth. I have to 
have an many cigars around I 
can't stay away from them.' 

it used to take Nelson all of a 
week to make a striker single - 
handedly. Now he turns one out 
in two days flat. It's about the 
same for the doll rack, which has 
been declining in pularity with 
the increasing play gained by 
punk and cat racks. But that's 
all right, Nelson opines. The doll 
rack will come back. 

Not Much Price Rise 
Prices of strikers have gone 

up, but only slightly in compari- 
son with other items, he says. 
The $400 portable model was $50 
cheaper before World War II. 
And the $50 doll rack with 45 
faces in nine rows was also only 
slightly cheaper. Since the only 
expense involved is lumber, the 
manufacturer's costs are not much 
higher. Once he got the work 
down to a science, Nelson says, 
he Was really putting less labor 
into the job. 

"Labor's cheap." he wisecracks. 
"I don't have to pay myself union 
w'aFCS." 

Altho he goes to the Chicago 
conventions, Nelson isn't sure 
how long he'll keep it up. 

"First day or so we're all so- 
ciable, the other striker makers 
and me. Then near the end it's 
all business and they're not my 
pals any more. To heck with 
that." 

The Nelson? son, Lester, occa- 
sionally helps out in their stores 
when they operate those that 
aren't rented out for the season 
at Coney. But Nelson quips that 
Lester, a Civil Service worker, 
isn't fast enough for the striker 
business. 

Dodson's Problem 
"I sent hint out a while with 

Mel Dodson's show and Mel said 
he couldn't get any work out of 
the boy. I said to Mel when the 
boy wasn't around home he was 
Mel's problem, not mine." 

The places Nelson has operated 
are almost countless. Among them 
were Long Beach, South Beach, 
Atlantic Highlands, Bridgeport, 
Poughkeepsie, Long Branch Pier. 
Keenesburg, Norfolk, Milford, 
Union City and elsewhere. On 
Coney there were Surf Avenue 
by the Tilyou Theater, Surf and 
21th, 23d and the Boardwalk, and 
both 15th and 16th and the 
Bowery. 

That's a heap of locations, but 
Nelson thinks of them in other 
terms. "It's also a heap of cigars," 
he says, with typical candid Nel- 
son humor. 

Nat Sachs has painted the let - 

tering on Nelson's product since 
the old, old days. He used to use 
a bosun's chair and suspend him- 
self in it while painting numbers 
on high. 

"One day he was up there when 
a rope broke and the chair fell," 
Nelson recalls. "I heard a fellow 
shouting 'Get me down from 
here!' and there was Nat hang- 
ing onto the boards 45 feet up. 
We got him okay, but a kid was 
watching the painting and the 
stuff splashed him from head to 
toe when it came down. 

'The kid asks who was the boss 
around there and I says he ain't 
here, kid, he went to California. 
But that Nat was lucky to sur-

He recommends the use of a 
cleaning compound which is placed 
in the popping pan together with 
two cups of water and allowed 
to simmer for 10 minutes. The so- 
lution is then dumped and the 
pan wiped clean with a damp 
cloth. Following this procedure at 
frequent intervals will keep the 
popping pan interior spotlessly 
clean and Cretors recommends this 
procedure be followed after every 
20 hours of operation. 

The exterior of the popping pan 
needs only be wiped with a soft cloth while still warm to maintain 
its high luster. In the event the exterior has been permitted to be- 
come unsightly thru neglect, cléan- 
ing compounds have been devel- 
oped that will restore the initial 
brilliance of the popping pan. 

Clean Inside 
It is important that the interior 

of the popping case also be kept 
clean, Cretors points out. Since 
the popper case interior is usually 
composed of stainless steel and 
glass, only a little effort is re- 
quired. When the operator is thru 
for the day all unsold popcorn should be removed and the case thoroly cleaned. The waste corn tray should also be emptied daily 
and if the machine is one of the 
new elevator models, the clean - 
out drawer in the bottom of the elevator should also be emptied. 

The second factor in popcorn 
machine maintenance is lubrica- tion, Cretors said. Every three 
months a few drops of light ma- chine oil should be placed in the oil cups at both ends of the driv- ing motor, exhaust blower and elevator stove blower. At the 
same time the cover should be re- 
moved from the transmission and 
the oil level checked. The filter for the elevator blower and the filter for the exhaust blower should 
be inspected and replaced if nec- 
essary. The pilot light bulbs should be replaced immediately if they burn out and the illumi- 
nated lights inside the top should 
also be replaced in the event of failure to light. 

Tea Tips 
Ten tips to operators for the 

maintenance of their poppers are 
as follows: 

1. Wipe the outside of the pan after each series of poppings with 
a soft cloth. This practice will 
keep the nickel finish bright indefi- nitely. 

2. Clean the inside of the pan twice a week with a cleaning solu- tion. Preferably on Friday and Monday, before and after the heavy weekend business. 
3. Each week remove the cover 

and clean thoroly. 
4. After every 40 hours of opera- tion remove the stirrer blades and lubricate the drive shaft with graphite paste. 
5. Each week remove the waste 

corn screen and waste corn drawer 
and clean thoroly. Also clean the housing in which the waste corn drawer slides. 

Wholesale Meat 
Prices Dip 11% 

CHICAGO, July 3.- Wholesale 
meat prices in the United States ,have dropped 1 per cent during 
the past six weeks, the Ameri- 
can Meat Insitute reported. 

!, Wholesale meat prices in Chi- 
cago, generally typical of the 
Country as a whole, averaged 3 
per cent below prices of a month 
ago, the Insti.ate said. Chuck 
roast at retail was down 7 per 
cent from prices of a month ago - 'it dropped 3 per cent during the 
past week alone. Greatest declines 
in pork at retail were registered 
in rib -end loin roasts which had 
declined in a month by a whop- 
ping average of 17 per cent, center 
cut chops having declined 6 per 
cent, packaged sliced bacon 5 per 

i cent. 

6. Each week remove the raw 
corn drawer and clean thoroly. 

7. Each month remove the ex- 
haust filter and clean in a hot solu- 
tion of cleaning compound and 
water. 

8. Every two months put a few 
drops of oil in the motor bearings. 
Use high grade SAE 20 motor oil. 

9. Every three months remove 
the gear box cover and check the oil level. Oil should touch bot- 
tom of large gear wheel. When 
necessary add Stanoil 200 or SAE 
50 or 60 motor oil only. Do not 
use grease. 

10. Stand back from your ma- 
chine and look it over with a "critical eye. Does the glass spar- 
kle or has it a smeary look? How 
about the lucite top. Has it been 
cleaned? Are any light bulbs 
burned out? Have the stainless 
panels and trim been polished. In 
other words are you proud of your 
machine? You should be. 

LISTEN 

Tune Up Ears 
For Quality 
Popped Corn 

COLUMBUS, O., July 3. -You 
can put more pop in popcorn just by listening, according to Bob Wile, secretary of the Indepen- dent Theater Owners of Ohio. 

In his recent bulletin, Wile said "that if your ears are tuned, you 
can know whether or not you're getting all the pop there is to get." The bigger pop is the re- 
sult of experiments by Purdue University gentecists who have worked for 14 years to coax more 
cups of popped corn from one cup 
of unpopped corn. Their current 
record is 36 cups. A few years ago, 
30 cups was considered tops. 

O. E. Nelson, of the university's 
laboratory, has come up with a 
yellow- grained corn known as 
202," which tt.ey say has terrific 

expansion and burst ratio. Nelson 
says the bigger the pieces of pop- 
corn, the fewer it takes to HU a 
bag and also added that the con- 
sumer should be happy as the 
more the kernal expands. the 
crisper, flakier and more tender is 
the finished product. 

He says he can tell by listening 
to the kernels pop whether they 
are just right for the popper. 
"People who have popped a lot 
of corn can tell whether it's too 
dry or too wet sly the way it 
sounds," he said. "If it's too wet, it has a kind of dull thud. If it's 
too dry, it crackles. The right 
sound is a sharp explosion."

Shrimp Rolls 

Boom in East 
NEW YORK, July 3. -Sales of 

shrimp rolls have boomed enough 
to cause Flavo -Rite Foods to cast 
about for a new factory site. The 
Bronx firm started with Chinese 
egg rolls four years ago. and then 
began on its biggest seller, Flavos 
pre- cooked shrimp rolls in noodle 
jackets. Packed 50 to a 10 -pound 
case, they are shipped frozen and 
require only deep -fry warming 
after which they can be kept in 
bun -warmers. They can be kept 
under normal refrigeration for 10 
days after deft-eezing. 

Cost to the concessionaire is 
about 12 cents per roll and retail 
price varies between 25 and 35 
cents. Flavo -Rite supplies point - 
of -sales display material and also 
has decorative paper bags in 
which to serve the item. The 
shrimp rolls contain shrimp and 
celery. with a small amount of 
cabbage. Item is sold at 250 drive - 
in theaters. at roadside stands, 
restaurants, markets, and pa- 
rochial schools as a Friday item.

Shrinking Dates, High Road Costs 
Worry Independent Concessionai res

cessionaire and the agent for hire. 
A contributing factor is the edu- 
cation of committees, which leads 
to their eventually taking over 
for an antatesr and freeze -out 
operation. 

Given large shots of bum 
weather, as happened this spring, 
to add to the fixed problems, the 
outlook becomes a dismal one. 
The chance for earnings, some 
say, is being narrowed more and 
more, each year, making the fairs 
increasingly important. 

The slicing of potential work- 
ing time leaves the operators even 
more vulnerable to the whims of 
the weather and concession man- 
agers alike. His pick- and -choose 
authority becomes limited and he 
winds up on the short end of the 
supply and demand control fac- 
tors. 

Apart from the weather and its 
expected annual toll. most op- 
erators seem concerned about the

Service, 
veteran and fratenal organiza- 
tions, flush from boom and com- 
fortable times, have found easier 
and lazier ways of making money 
to bolster their coffers. 

The good dates are not all gone 
by any means but the good ones 
appear to be spaced out more 
than in the past. The winning 
week with the circus in Philadel- 
phia, for example, was followed 
by lay -offs for any number of 
operators. When the profits for 
one week, no matter how good, 
have to be spread over two, three 
or even four weeks, there is little 
money or attraction left to the 
business. 

The agents, who look for work 
where they can get it and stay as 
long as it's good, point to a mini- 
mum $75 to $85 a week nut just 
for living expenses as a principal 
factor in holding down their case 
money. For many whose living 
habits have been molded by 
plush years, the minimum nut 
for living on the road would per- 
haps pay for no more than one - 
half their needs. 

The rough springs, with a lot 
of work and little money, have 
been berated by the operators for 
years. Now, as in the past, any 
number are swearing a later start 
for next year but the chances are, 
come April and exodus from 
Florida, they'll again be part of 
the caravans heading for the 
North. 

This week inactive concession- 
aires were plentiful in the eastern 
area. The lay -offs resulted from 
the usual before- the -Fourth lull. 
Worse still was the knowledge 
that the holiday opportunities of- 
fered but slim pickings with the 
better spots gobbled up and at 
the saturation point well in ad- 
vance. 

The traveling operators are not 
too happy with the calendar set- 
up of the holiday this weekend. 

Mich. Stand 
Okay for ACA 

SAULTE STE. MARIE, Mich., 
July 3.- Amusement Company of 
America railed here this week 
and for the second straight week 
ran into good business which pro- 
duced normal grosses. Show had 
been dogged by weather for sev- 
eral weeks prior to its Madison, 
Wis., stand where clear skies were 
responsible for fair grosses.

Any fair of substance doesn't have 
to look interested more than once 
before it will be swamped by 
applicants for space. 

The complaint that serviced 
committees are quickly educated 
and soon take over operations 
themselves are well founded. But 
this part of the picture is not 
entirely bleak, either. Many of 
the better spots continue to work 
with professional aid, well aware 
of the fact that better earnings 
will usually accrue to them.

Riverview Arcades' 
Coin Take Up 10% 

By KEN KNAUF 
CHICAGO, July 3. -75e sum- 

mer Arcade season will be off to 
a flying start if Arcade locations 
keep pace with the early -season 
take at Riverview Amusement 
Park. 

Herb Tekip, manager of three 
coin- operated amusement game 
Arcades at Riverview, says that 
receipts have jumped IO per cent 
for the first five weeks of the 
season over last year --a semicen- 
tennial year. 

Tckip, with 261 coin machines 
bringing in pennies. nickels and 
quarters, expects the 10 per cent 
higher take to stand up thru this 
season, which winds up in Sep- 
tember. 

The harvest of coins was real- 
ized despite eight days of rain at 
the beginning of the season fol- 
lowed by a heat wave. After a 
week of heat. said Tekip, people 
usually don't show up in the Ar- 
cades. Fans were installed. but 
didn't solve the problem. 
Weekend Profits, SO P. Cent 
Tekip, a crew of 10 men and 

six cashiers operate the three Ar- 
cades from 11 am. to midnight or 
later, with about 50 per cent of 
the profits corning in over the 
weekends. Tckip has been at 
Riverview nine years and has 
acted as Arcade manager five 
years. 

Divided among the Arcades are 
196 penny machines, 53 nickel 
machines and 12 dime units. Dur- 
ing the week ending June 13 
records show 60 penny machines 
took in $700, 28 nickel machines 
made $500 and four dime units 
reaped $400. 

Among the amusement games 
doing a big business are three 
Chicago Coin Round the World 
Trainers, t h r e e International 
Mutoscope photomatics, four Ex- 
hibit Supply and Genco gun 
games, 10 Exhibit Card Venders, 
two bowler -ray games and a Chi- 
cago Coin Home Run modeL 

40 -Year -Old Unit 
Beside the regular line of Ar- 

cade games area 40- year -old for- 
tune- telling machine called Khay- 
yam the Mystic, which makes a 

regular yearly profit; three pettily 
machines -one at each Arcade - 
called Nudist Colonies. which the 
curious penny depositor discovers; 
are ant villages inhabited by about 
1,000 ants. The ant village at 
Arcade No. 1 was temporarily out 
of order due to a missing queen 
ant when this reporter paid a 

visit 
While penny play has dropped 

off some this year, dime play in 
particular and quarter play has 
brought profits up. Used machines 
are used sparingly. as they have 
a limited life at Riverview, where

City Reply Due 

In Portland Pin 

Case July 16 
PORTLAND, Ore., July 3.- 

Next move in the Portland pinball 
case is due July 16. The State Su- 
preme Court this week set that 
date for the city's answer to a 

brief filed by Stanley G. Terry 
attacking anew the city's right 
to outlaw free -play games. 

The brief filed by Terry, Port- 
land operator, asked the court to 
hear again his arguments against 
the 1951 Portland ordinance ban- 
ning games. The court earlier 
ruled the city was within its 
rights in prohibiting games de- 
spite a State law taxing such 
amusements. 

Since 1951, when a Circuit 
Court held the city had exceeded 
its jurisidiction, games have op- 
erated in Portland without city 
control or payment of license 
fees. 

Tourney Kits 
In 440 Bars, 
Says Berger 

NEW YORK, July 3.- Shuffle- 
board tournaments are currently 
being held in some 440 New York 
bar locations, according to Harry 
Berger. West Side Distributors, 
manufacturer of a tournament 
kit for the coin operated games 
(The Billboard, July 3). 

Berger said that all kit sales 
have been made in the first 
seven -day period they were put 
on the market, following the ap- 
proval by the New York Licens- 
ing Board of prizes in shuffle- 
board competition. 

On three of his own locations, 
Berger reported the following in- 
creases during the first full week 
of tournament play compared 
with the previous week: $28 to 
$80. $26 to $60 and $44 to $62. 
Berger currently has tournaments 
set up on 80 of his locations. 
Prizes are usually electric clocks 
or fishing rods. 

Berger says he plans to dis- 
tribute the tournament kits on 
a national basis; he is currently 
lining up distributors. 

CHICAGO. July 3.- Williams 
Manufacturing Company is ship- 
ping to its distributors Scream. a 
new five -ball game featuring 
numbers on a center card spotted 
for in -line scores. 

In contrast to the usual In -line 
scoring methods of five -ball 
games, Screamo features in -line 
numbers that must first be spotted 
by tripping six bumpers and a 
kicker mechanism in the middle 
of the bumpers, or by tripping 
two side roll -overs, two aide 
kicker mechanisms, or landing the 
ball in a hole at the middle of 
the playfield. 

After numbers are spotted, in- 
line scores can be registered on a 
nine -number card. Two flippers 
at the bottom of the playfield 
shoot the ball toward the center 
hole which scores 500,000. The 
flippers are operated by pressing 
buttons on the sides of the cab- 
inet. Two other automatic flippers 
flank the bottom of the playfield. 

Besides the center hole, two 
side holes, two side roll -overs and 
a bottom roll -over score 500,000 
each. Scoring is adjustable by the 
operator to give replays for high 
scores. Adjustable mechanisms 
give the player a replay for get - 
ting three numbers in -tine or five 
balls in the center hole, 29 replays 
for completing all nine numbers 
on the card, and five replays for 
lighting up criss -cross on the card 
with the center number and the 
four corner numbers. 

The game is equipped with a 
nickel coin chute, but is con- 
vertible to dime play. 

License Fees 
Scheduled in 
Sydney, N. S. 

SYDNEY, N. S., July 3. -A 
schedule of licenses for coin ma- 
chines was net this week by the 
city council of Sydney following 
a bitter 90- minute discussion. 

Final decisions on the yearly 
sums to be paid for the licenses 
were: Cigar and cigarette ma- 
chines, $50; juke boxes and 
music of all kinds, $50: pinballs, 
$50; popcorn, gum. candy, pea- 
nut machines, $10; automatic 
scales, $20. 

The license on soft drink ma- 
chines was set at $25. after some 
of the aldermen had favored a 
$50 fee. Yet a minority group 
predicting that the $25 fee would 
kill the local carbonated beve- 
rage industry, proposed the fee 
be set at 25, and the council 
scheduled a reconsideration of 
this fee at the next meeting. 

Dissenters to the license sched- 
ule set by the council favored 
either no license fees or a maxi- 
mum of $10 a year. Sydney is 
the largest community on Cape 
Breton Island, the eastern ex- 
tremity of Nova Scotia province.

Hits Coin Take 

In Ore. Areas 
PORTLAND, Ore.. July 3- 

Game and music grosses were 
hard hit in many parts of Oregon 
this week as the coast -wise lum- 
ber strike spread into new areas. 
The downturn came as operators 
in lumbering centers reported re- 
covery from the seasonal slump 
in the industry that earlier this 
year had given Oregon the high- 
est rate of unemployment of any 
State. 

Definite estimates of losses 
were not available as conditions 
grew tighter and allied industries, 
such as railroads, began to feel 
the pinch. The strike involved 
AFL and CIO lumber unions and 
hit mills as well as logging op- 
erations. 

Hardest hit were communities 
where forest products are the 
mainstay of economic activity. 
Notable examples were Coos Bay, 
Eugene and R o s e bur g. while 
plants in the Portland area also 
were closed. A preponderance of 
the affected operations were in 
the fir operations in the Western 
part of the State. aftho many in 
the pine belt of the interior also 
were closed. 

Altho negotiations looking to- 
ward a settlement continued, 
word from both labor and man- 
agement indicated a long stale- 
mate. some even talking of a 
shutdown all summer. Estimates 
of the number of men on strike 
varied but an average placed the 
figure at 60.000 workers idle. At 
issue was a union demand for a 
125_ -cent hourly pay increase.

abuse. Tekip thinks most of the 
new machines are money makers. 
They are more expensive. but 
where the equipment stands up 
with limited servicing. it is worth 
the higher price. 

According to Tekip, a new ma- 
chine on location at Riverview 
for one week will often equal the 
take of a similar machine placed 
on another location for six 
months. Manufacturing companies 
have a habit of testing new equip- 
ment at the park, where faulty 
mechanisms and other draw- 
backs are soon discovered and 
corrected. 

Servicing Problem 
Servicing is one of the main 

problems at the Arcades, where 
at least one man is kept busy at 
each making repairs and adjust- 
ments on the machines. Tekip says 
that this is not as much the fault 
of the coin units, as it is the abuse 
of the machines by the patrons. 

Manufacturers have done much 
to alleviate the repair problem in 
their new machines. While old 
card venders. for example, re- 
quire constant servicing, Exhibit 
Supply's new model is no trouble 
at all, The venders at Riverview 
distribute close to 2,000,000 cards 
per season. 

Plenty of Space 
Space is not a problem at the 

Arcades. and there is plenty of 
room for gun games and kiddie 
rides which are both big money- 
makers. The Riverview Park 
Company, which owns all of the 
coin machines except a number 
of photomatics which are used on 
a percentage basis, at first thought 
that the gun games might inter- 
fere with play at other gun con- 
cessions at the park, but after 
trial. it was found that the con- 
cessions were not affected. 

Tekip finds that the arcade 
pieces that go over best are the 
ones that require some act of 
participation by the patron. Thus 
older model movie machines 
which require the player to turn 
a crank to move the reels are 
often more successful than auto- 
matic models. One good money 
maker is an electric shock ma- 
chine made by Advance Manu- 
facturing Company, with which 
the patron gets plenty of action. 

Attendance at the park has 
come close so far this year to last 
season's banner year mark. Tekip 
says that the publicity depart- 
ment has become more conscious 
of free passes and bargain days. 
Monday, Wednesday and Friday 
are 2-cent days and Tuesday and 
Thursday nights admission is 5 
cents. Friday and Saturday night 
and Sunday afternoon draws big 
crowds. 

The Arcades run at Riverview 
for 17 weeks, then travel the 
country after September.

sold the merchant on a plan 
which costs him nothing and ac- 
tually brings in revenue." 

Willens' company now has 25 
locations in which it maintains 
multi- selection hideaway phono- 
graph mechanisms. c a r e f u l l y 

laced speakers and remote se- 
lectors. All but four of these 
25 outlets are drugstores. The 
miscellaneous locations include a 
country club, two drive -in res- 
taurants and a barbecue. 

All three of the drugstores 
operated by the Wrigley Super- 
market chain have Willens mu- 
sic equipment. He has just in- 
stalled units in new stores opened 
by the Kinsel Dove chain in 
Allen Park and St. Clair Shores, 
the first of eight modern stores 
the chain is opening. When the 
remaining six open, Willens will 
service them as well. 

Super Duper 
But the prize installation in 

the package will be the North- 
land Center drugstore. Willens 
describes it as a "super duper." 
He is investing better than $2; 
000 in the mechanism, three re- 
cessed speakers and nine remote 
control selectors. 

All of the winding will be con- 
cealed. 

Willens picks his drugstore 
outlets with considerable care. 
They must have a soda fountain 
and a high traffic count. Willens 
always places the remote control 
selection boxes near the soda 
fountain, and he uses the foun- 
tain as his principal sales argu- 
ment. 

"The average druggist." Willen 
points out, "is not making money 
on his fountain and he welcomes 
any additional revenue." 

As a rule of thumb, Willens 
puts in one remote control se- 
lector box for every four and 
one -half stools at the soda foun- 
tain_ 

Obstacle Overcome 
One of the obstacles Willens en- 

countered was the objection that 
the installation of a coin -oper- 
ated phonograph might turn the 
soda fountain into a hang -out 
for teenagers. 

"We sell the idea that the 
music system is put in solely as 

convenience for the customer 
at the time he is shopping," Wil- 
lens says. "With the large num- 
ber of selections and good pro- 
graming I feel we are getting 
customers who never played a 

Juke box before -older people 
who like instrumental pieces and 
music that is soothing and re- 
laxing, 

"In some locations," Willens 
continued, "we have women of 
40 or 50 coming in who would 
never give a second thought to 
playing a regular juke box. But 
when they hear the soothing 
music they want to know where 
it comes from. The clerk will 
tell them .and before long they 
are putting in a nickel to hear 
their own selection." 

Right Music 
Picking the right kind of music 

is obviously important to the 
type of music service Willens 
operates. Willens has no abso- 
lute rules, but he believes the 
music operator who goes after 
this kind of business should stay 
away from anything "too 1oud: 
too abusive or too rash" and 
"avoid what is out of the ordi- 
naryost 

of the drugstores Wil- 
lens services offer 20 semi -clas- 
sies, 20 to 25 pop tunes (instru- 
mentals preferred to vocals). 10 

western or country and the re- 
mainder old favorites. 

In order to keep a fresh selec- 
tion of tunes, Willens allocates 
15V- pper cent of each machine's 
"eeklje gross to record purchases. 
Most of the installations are net 
tgplay one tune for a nickel, 

two for a dime and six- for -a- 
quarter. Because of the cost of 
making the installations (a, 
average of $1,400), Willens re- 
quires the stores to sign a three 
to five -year contract with a $20 
weekly guarantee. 

Some of Willens' machines are 
installed on a strà.ght annual 
rental basis, the rental deter- 
mined by a survey of the traffic 
count in the store: The rental 
ranges from $300 to ;500 an- 
nually. Any amount which the 
installation earns over this fig- 
ure is divided evenly between 
the store and the music company. 

Increases Locations 
Willens' belief that the multi - 

selection phonographs currently 
on the market broaden the types 
and increase the numbers of 
locations in which music systems 
can be installed, was confirmed 
in The Billboard's annual Juke 
Box Poll completed last spring 
(The Billboard, March 6). That 
study showed taverns and bars 
still the predominant outlet for 
coin- operated music. But tavern 
outlets' share of the total phono- 
graph market has been slipping. 

Juke box operators participat- 
ing in the Poll were asked t 
rate the three top types of music 
locations on the basis of earnings. 
Taverns accounted for only 46.1 
per cent of the votes; restaurants, 
diners, drive -ins. cafes, dairy and 
confectionery stores followed in 
that order. 

For Willens, the Poll resul 
were no surprise. His own ex- 
perience proves that store owners 
recognize the value of a selective 
music system which enhances the 
modern principle of self- service 
by putting customers in the re- 
laxed frame of mind that in- 
duces them to buy more.

Ordinance Permits Installation 
Of Venders in Non -Public Spots 

CHICAGO, July 3. - After an 
absence of 17 years, cigarette ma- 
chines will shortly make their ap- 
pearance in Chicago. 

City Council voted 35 to 9 
Wednesday (30) to lift Chicago's 
long -time ban on cigarette vend- 
ers and permit the operation of 
the machines in industrial plants. 
offices and similar establishments 
which are not open to the general 
public. 

The council action climaxed an 
18 -month drive to have the ciga- 
rette machine prohibition set aside. 
Leading the drive was National 
Automatic Merchandising Asso- 
ciation and its legislative counsel, 
Fred L. Brandstrader, 

Actually, machines will not be 
placed on location until the new 
ordinance is signed by Mayor Mar- 
tin H. Kennelley. The mayor de- 
clared he would sign the ordi- 
nance, probably within the next 
10 days. 

$120 License 
Operators of cigarette machines 

will buy 8120 annual tobacco li- 
censes for each location in which 
they place machines. They will 
also pay an annual registration fee 
of 55 per machine. If more than 
10 cigarette machines are placed in 
any single location, an additional IT'S CHEAPER TO $120 license must be purchased.

have bean GO BY VENDER Chicago in Chicag prohibited o since 1937. 
They were outlawed at the insti- 
gation of tobacco wholesalers and 
retailers who argued that the ma- 
chines made it easy for minors to 
purchase cigarettes. That same 
argument -plus the threat of 
hoodlum domination -resulted in 
the limited aproval of the venders 
this week.

BLESSING IN DISGUISE? 

ACS Report Aids Filter -Tip Sales; 
Ops Seek More Multi -Price Units 

NEW YORK, July 3 -- -While the 
recent report of the American 
Cancer Society, citing the rela- 
tionship between cigarette smok- 
ing and the death rate, is hardly 
calculated to bring a rising vote 
of thanks from members of the 
vending fraternity, several large 
operators in the New York area 
claim to have discovered a silver 
lining in the cloud.

some -with the idea of vending 
more of the Otter -tip, premium - 
priced brands. 

Factory Problem 
One operator reported that as 

soon us the ACS Issued its now - 
famous statement, one of his best 
locations, a large factory with II 
venders, called up and told him 
to get his machines off the prem- 
ises. 

The operator rushed to the loca- 
tion to discuss the matter with the 
plant manager. The manager 
argued that he couldn't see any 

point in making available to em- 
ployees a product which Is alleged 
to have a relationship with a 
shorter life expectancy. 

To this, the operator countered 
that if the employees wanted to 
smoke, they would bring an extra 
pack from home, and the removal 
of the venders would have little 
effect on their cigarette consump- 
tion. 

Happy Solution 
On the other hand, he argued, 

perhaps the employees wanted to 
smoke Otter -tip cigarette+, in which 
case the operator would be happy 
to reptlace some of the units with 
newel,Ynulti -price venders capable

Examiner's Ruling 
The settlement is incorporated 

in an initial decision fed by 
FTC hearing examiner John 
Lewis. This is not a final decision 
of the commission but is subject 
to review. 

The FTC in announcing the ac- 
tion said that the settlement in- 
volves one of two counts in the 
complaint. The other count charg- 
ing Sunshine with price dis- 
crimination is being contested. 
Sunshine has filed an answer to 
the illegal price charge and also 
a motion to dismiss it. 

The three firms, under the 
terms of the settlement, did not 
admit to the exclusive dealing 
allegations, but agreed to obey 
the FTC order barring such prac- 
tices.

racketeers into the tobacco busi- 
ness and that the machines would 
be used to sell doped cigarettes 
and cigaretlm with counterfeit tax 
stamps. 

Little was made, in the last 
stages of the fight, of the original 
argument that the machines would 
contribute to juvenile delinquency. 
NAMA had produced a number of 
expert witnesses who exploded this 
argument. Among them was Miss 
Jesse Binford, long -time head of 
Chicago's famous Juvenile Protec- 
tive League. Miss Binford's testi- 
mony had helped secure the pro- 
hibition of the machines in 1937, 
but this spring she testified it was 
her opinion the machines would 
not in themselves contribute to 
juvenile delinquency. 

$300.000 More 
There were varying estimates as 

to the number of cigarette ma- 
chines which would be placed in 
Chicago as a result of the council 
action. Best guesses indicated be- 
tween 3,000 and 5,000 cigarette 
machines would move into Chicago 
plants, offices and other non -puhl 
commercial establishments. The 
city expects to realize an addi- 
tional $300,000 in tax revenue as á 
result. 

Meantime, NAMA notified all 
Chicago area vending companies 
that it would hold a meeting next 
Wednesday (7) at the Bismarck 
Hotel. The purpose of the meet- 
ing: To explain just how the city's 
new ordinance would affect ciga- 
rette vending. 

It specifically outlaws agree- 
ments with sellers of automatic 
vending machines, stipulating that 
"its vendees, operators. brokers 
or licensees would dispense Sun- 
shine products exclusively thru 
their vending machines," and it 
forbids Sunshine to co- operate 
with the Statler firms to carry 
out any such conditions, agree- 
ments or understandings made by 
them with their vendees, oper- 
ators, brokers or licensees to dis- 
pense thru the machines Sunshine 
products exclusively. 

In consenting to the order. Sun- 
shine and the vending machine 
firms "admit only the jurisdic- 
tional allegation: of the FTC's 
complaint, the FTC said. In his 
jurisdictional findings, based on 
the stipulation entered into by 
the firms, FTC examiner Lewis 
described Sunshine as the second 
largest producer and distributor 
of packaged bakery products, with 
gross sales in 1952 of about 
$120,000,000. 

The examiner stated that the 
Stutter firms sell and distribute 
automatic vending machines un- 
der franchise agreements. These 
machines are used in dispensing 
biscuits, .rakers and cookies to 
consumers. Statler vending ma- 
chines are located in industrial 
plants, hospitals, subways and 
other strategic places, Lewis 
stated. There are about 7.000 of 
these vending machines thruout 
the nation, with annual gross 
sales of Sunshine products ap- 
proximating $500,000. 

In it answer to the price dis- 
crimination count of complaint, 
Sunshine denied any violation of 
the Robinson- Patnlan act. Deny- 
ing that it ever has been or is 
now discriminating in price by 
selling to some customers at 
higher prices than it sells prod- 
uct of like grade and quality to 
other customers, Sunshine de- 
clared that its products "have 
been and are now sold at one and 
the same list price to all cus- 
tomers." 

Sunshine added that "at the 
end of stated periods and apart 
from the price at which it sold, 
delivered and received payments 
for its merchandise, it paid to 
those of its customers who quali- 
fied therefor a sum based upon a 
cumulative total of purchase 
during such periods." 

Sunshine Answer 
Sunshine in its answer asserted 

that "indirect" price differences 
which arose from the use of dif- 
ferentials in the volume plans 
"were made in good faith to meet 
equally low prices arising from 
the same or prior use of a similar 
system by the dominating manu- 
facturer of the biscuit and cracker 
industry." 

Declaring that "a tendency to 
injure, destroy or prevent com- 
petition most be evident in sub- 
stantial effects after 10 years," 
Sunshine in its answer denied the 
existence of any such tendency. 
It stated that the "dominating 
manufacturer" does three times 
the percentage of business done 
by Sunshine and added that at 
the end of the term of the dis- 
count plan complained of, Sun- 
shine "enjoyed a smaller per- 
centage of the total business than 
prior to the commencement 
thereof." 

Sunshine in filing its motion to 
dismiss the price discrimination 
count of the complaint contended 
that the complaint is "insufficient, 
vague, indefinite and uncertain.'
