Far Into TV Night 

Webs Happy as Sponsors Snap Up Time 
Franchises to Knock Out Competition

NEW YORK July 24. - The 
amazing rapidity with which 
nighttime TV franchises have 
been snapped up by sponsors at 
the TV networks is in large meas- 
ure reflective of the competitive 
nature of American industry in 
1954. 

At this moment CBS -TV only 
has Tuesdays 8 -9 p.m., and half 
of Sundays 7 -7:30; NBC -TV only 
has Saturdays at 8:30 -9, which 
was pried away from Pet Milk to 
make it available to other clients, 
and ABC -TV, o minute factor In 
the trade several seasons ago, has 
but six and a half hours at night 
to gn to be sold out. 

For this happy state of affairs 
the networks can thank the im- 
pact of the medium which. in one 
rase after another, has proved 
that TV moves goods. The re- 
sult has been that when Sheaffer 

14 Pen does well with Jackie Glea- 
son. Parker Pen, one of its top 
competitors. must go TV. as it 
has with "Four Star Playhouse" 
on CBS-TV; 
sales with Gleason and other pro- 
grams both Remington -Rand and 
Sunbeam have to move in. 

Remington -ftand 
Remington -Rand just bought 

its latest property, 'Masquerade 
Party." and Sunbeam only re- 
cently inked for half the Sunday 
night spectaculars on NBC -TV. 
When Reynolds achieved sensa- 
tional results with its metal wrap, 
Dow moved into the act and 
started peddling a similar prod- 
uct which it markets, Seran- 
Wrap. Next season Dew will 
have its own network show, The 
Medic," on NBC -TV. 

The medium has got phenom- 
enal results for new products. 
Pharmaceuticals, Inc., introduced 
Geritol last season, and this year 
has amplified its network budget 
considerably. Previous to that. 
Hazel Bishop worked wonders on 
TV with its non -smear lipstick. 
In the early days of TV. Tintair 
sales soared via video advertising 
before internal problems within 
the company hurt the product. 

To refer to Dow. this company's 
Seran -Wrap was around for 
awhile but hadn't caught on until 
TV was used to advertise it. 

E New Titans 
Now. two new titans of Ameri- 

can industry with new stories to 
tell and new products to sell, Du 
Pont and Monsanto Chemical. 
have gone into video. Both have 
started out by purchasing panic, 
nations for consumer divisions. 

se and if TV gets results, these com- 
panies should really start pouring 
millions into video advertising.

Holdouts Near 
To TV Plunge 

NEW YORK. July 24. - The H. J. Heinz Company and Miles Laboratories, two of the strongest holdouts, are about to get into the TV act. Heinz got rolling this spring via participation buys in 
"Home," on NBC -TV, but gets into second with the purchase of 
a nighttime half hour on a major network. 

Miles Laboratories, which con- tinued to stay with radio thru recent years, goes into daytime 
TV this season on both NBC and CBS by purchasing several quar- ter hour segments on each web. 

which as now spending more 
money on nighttime TV than ever 
before. 

The return of Texaco to TV 
with Durante- O'Connor is also 
indicative of the way that com - 
pany feels about the medium. 
Texaco bowed out of Berle several 
seasons ago when new manage- 
ment took over. Evidently the 
new brass have come to see the 
worth of TV to such competitors 
es Gulf, Amoco and Esso. 

Seller's Market 
All these factors contributed to 

a seller's market at the two top 
networks early in 1954. The sharp 
buyers have not waited for bar- 
gains. They have been content to 
get good time franchises and 
good programing. 

Consequently, many of them 
are in strong positions. compared 
with their competition, which is 
now forced to take what is avail- 
able and make the best of it. 

There is every likelihood that 
many clients will make TV buys 
out of desperation, because they 
feel they should be represented 
in the medium during the coming 
season. Unfortunately for them, 
there are only a limited number 
of time periods available on nighttime TV, and the " firntest 
gets the mostest." 

'STARS OF ALL 
FIELDS WIN TV 
FILM LAURELS 

NEW YORK, July 24. -All 
facets of show business have 
contributed generously to TV 
film's talent needs, according 
to the topp performer winners 
of The Billboard's Second 
Annual TV Film Awards. 

The movies lead with the 
lion's share of the winners, 
having contributed 13 out of 
the 18 top performers. In- 
cluded in this list are Lucille 
Ball, Loretta Young, Barbara 
Britton, Ella Raines, Dale 
Evans. Jane Nigh, Lois Col- 
lier. Richard Carlson, 
Adolphe Menou, William 
Bendix, Guy Madison, Roy 
Rogers and Dick Powell. 

The night club field served 
as origination point for 
Danny Thomas and Liberace. 
Radio was the springboard 
for Jack Webb. Local live 
TV gave Betty White her 
start. Lilli Palmer is the con- 
tribution of the legitimate 
theater. 

Records share in the credit 
of two winners. In the case 
of Liberace, recordings share 
with night clubs in first 
bringing him to the attention 
of audiences. Records also 
deserve a portion of the 
credit in building Roy Rogers 
with most of his following 
created by the numerous 
Western films in which he 
starred. 

TV Film Business 
Picks Its Winners 
In BB's 2d Survey 

Opinions Vary With Each Branch of 
Industry; Over -All Tally Counts

NEW YORK, July 24. - The 
man who pays the bills to spon- 
sor a TV program frequently has 
very different ideas as to what 
constitutes a good show or an 
outstanding personality from the 
ad agency exec handling his ac- 
count. 

Similarly, the producer of TV 
films and the distributor who 
handles their sale have quite di- 
verse opinions on the same sub- 
ject. And the TV station mana- 
ger or film buyer, who may de- 
cide what goes on the air over his 
facilities. often disagrees with all 
of them. 

This was brought home clearly 
in the tabulation of ballots in 
The Billboard's Second Annual 
TV Film Program and Tdlent 
Awards, winners of which are an- 
nounced elsewhere in this issue.

as to the individual or organiza- 
tion returning them. five differ- 
ent colors of ballots were uti- 
lized: Blue for TV stations, 
green for TV film producers, buff 
for film distributors, white for 
advertising agencies and pink for 
advertisers. 

The tabulation of results then 
was broken down by category of 
voter, and an analysis of the vot- 
ing by these different executives, 
all of whom are among the top 
in their fields, yields some fasci- 
nating information. 

For example. altho "Dragnet" 
was easily returned as the top TV 
film series on the air regardless 
of age or how sold, it was topped 
by "Victory at Sea" in the ballot 
returns from producers. Simi- 
larly, both "Victory" and "I Love 
Lucy" were but one vote behind 
"Dragnet" in votes from adver- 
tisers. However. among TV sta- 
tions, distributors and ad agen- 
cies, the champion rolled up a 
heavy score to take top honors. 

Jack Webb 
Jack Webb was an overwhelm- 

ing winner as best actor in a TV 
film series of any kind, as well as 
winning four other first place 
awards in this competition. Yet 
his margin over Richard Carlson, 
star of "I Led Three Lives," was 
only one vote among ad agencies 
in this balloting. 

The syndicated version of 
"Dragnet," titled "Badge 714," 
swept to victory as the top non - 
network series of the past season, 
with the closest competition corn- 
ing from Ziv -TV's "I Led Three 
Lives" and from "Victory at Sea." 

However, it was mainly from 
the station voters that "Badge" 
piled up its winning margin. Ad- 
vertiser voters preferred "Vic- 
tory" and Guild Films' Liberace, 
which tied with the greatest 
number of ballots from that 
group. Ad agencies gave "Three 
Lives' a plurality. "Victory" was 
tops among film producers, while 
distributors gave an equal num- 
ber of votes to "Victory," "Three 
Lives" and "714." 

'Lucy' Pitches 
In the voting for the outstand- 

ing network film show of any 
type, "Dragnet" scored another of 
its triumphs, followed by "I Love 
Lucy" and ABC -TV's Danny 
Thomas vehicle. "Make Room for 
Daddy." "Dragnet" proved the 
favorite with all types of voters 
here, except for film distributors 
which gave "Lucy" an equal 
number of tallies. 

Film producers voted as fre- 
quently for the Thomas stanza as 
for "Lucy," while advertisers

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HEAVY BALLOTING SELECTS 
WINNERS IN TV FILM POLL 

Total of 449 Industry Leaders 
Vote in 2d Popu:arity Survey 

NEW YORK. July 24. -An in- 
dustry -wide vote, in which the key executives most deeply in- 
volved in the production. sale, 
sponsorship and broadcast of TV film programs voted for the out- standing programs and personali- 
ties of the past season, has named the winners in The Billboard's 
Second Annual TV Film Program 
and Talent Awards. 

A total of 449 industry leaders filled out exhaustive ballots in which they designated their 
choices for the season's best 
shows and talent within every 
program category, both for net- 
work and non -network vidfilm 
series. 

Of those voting, 162 were TV 
station executives representing 
better than half the total number 
of television outlets now on the 
air. Advertising agency toppers 
from 120 key agencies partici- 
pated in the voting. The men who pay the bills -the sponsors- 
were represented by 73 outstand- ing executives who shape adver- 
tising policy and are involved with the bankrolling of vidfilms. 
From the TV film production 
companies. the 47 outstanding 
firms in the field returned bal- lots, while exactly the same num- 
ber from the cream of the TV film distributors also voted. 

This all- industry make -up of the poll was designed to give 
every facet of the trade involved with TV films an oportunity to 
express a free opinion by secret 
ballot. That so many prominent 
people took time out from press- 
ing ing duties to mark the long ballot 
is clear indication that the indus- try desires and needs an unbiased 
barometer such as these awards, 
to get the over -all sentiment of 
the business on who are its out- 
standing representatives.

The shows a r e ABC -TV's 
"Make Room for Daddy" and 
NBC -TV's "Dragnet," which also 
is syndicated by the NPC Film 
Division as "Badge 714." 

"Daddy" won two champion- 
ships. as best new network film 
series of the season and as best 
new series regardless of how sold. 
"Dragnet" was tops as a web 
mystery show and as best web 
show of any type; "714" was 
voted best syndicated mystery 
and also best syndicated show of 
any type. In combination. "Drag- 
net -714" was named top film 
show regardless of how sold. 

Similarly, among talent, Jack 
Webb. star of "Dragnet," made a 
clean sweep: Best network mys- 
tery actor, best network actor in 
any show, best syndicated mys- 
tery actor. best actor in any syn- 
dicated show, and, finally, best 
actor in any film show, regardless 
of how sold. 

Loretta Young won three first 
plitce awards for her work in 
he NBC -TV series, the "Loretta 
Young Show." She was named 
bebt actress in a network dra- 
matic series, best actress on a net- 
work series of any kind, and the 
climatic award of best actress in 
any film series regardless of how 
soil. 

Betty White and Danny 
Ttbmas each won two first place 
aáarda.

some observations make them- selves evident. One certainty is that the TV film industry, still growing at a rapid pace, will make room for and recognize the worth of outstanding new pro- grams and talent. Altho many of the winners of the current Awards are comparative veterans in a young business, others are personalities and shows which were on the air last season for the first time. 
Among the newcomers who took championship honors are Betty White, star of "Life With Elizabeth," who was named best actress on any syndicated or na- tionally spot- booked film series, as well as best actress on any non -network comedy series. Lo- retta Young, who also made her TV film debut this past season. was named best actress on any TV film series, as well as best actress on any network series, 

and best network dramatic actress. 
Danny Thomas won laurels as best actor on any network com- edy series, and capped that with his award as outstanding new talent in TV film, while his ABC - TV show, "Make Room for Dad- dy," was tabbed the best new TV film series on the air. 
Richard Carlson, star of "I Led Three Lives," was voted the out- standing actor on any non -net- work adventure series, while his show was named best in the same category. Ella Raines, star of "Janet bean, R. N.," was another debut performer who won a first place award, this one as best actress in any non- network dra- matic series. 

Some veterans, such as "Drag- net" and "I Love Lucy" continue to hold favor, but you can't keep a good new show down. The proof is in the voting. 

JULY 31, 1954 

TV FILM AWARD POLL 
USES IMPARTIAL TALLY 

NEW YORK, July 24. -The computation of votes in a complicated all -industry poll such as The Billboard's Second Annual TV Film Program and Talent Awards is far from a simple matter. 
On the voting for winning programs within each program category, such as Adventure, Drama, Comedy, Western, etc., the ballots contained the most complete possible list of eligible shows. Voters marked their first, second and third choices opposite the names of listed programs. 
These votes then were tabulated on the basis of five points for each first place vote, three points for each second place vote, and one point for each third place vote. 
Voting for best actor and actress within each program category was strictly by write -in vote, with no listing on the ballot of individual names. Similarly, write -in votes only were utilized in voting fár over -all bests, such as best network series, actor or actress, and for the grand awards of best film show of any type, and best actor and actress appearing in any film show. 
In the cases of balloting where write -in votes only were 

used, each vote was counted as a single point. 
To illustrate, in winning the award as the best non - 

network adventure film series, "I Led Three Lives" secured a total of 1,113' points. This is the cumulative total of first, 
second and third place points. However, in winning the award 
as the best actor appearing regularly in a non -network adven- 
ture series, Richard Carlson, star of "Three Lives," registered 
114 points. This is the exact number of write -in votes he 
received for his honors.

The hest TV film actor of the 
1953 -'b4 season: Jack Webb. The 
foremost actress in vldfilma dur- 
ing the part season: Loretta 
Young. This was the consensus 
among the experts who voted In 
The Billboard's Second Annual 
TV Film Program and Talent 
A wards. 

Webb topped all other male 
stars by a considerable margin. 
but Miss Young's victory wu 
hard. earned. By the margin of 
but three votes she won her place 
as vidfilmdom's leading lady over 
Lucille Ball, repeating the victory 
she scored in the balloting for top 
actress on a network film serin. 

Among the male stars, Webb 
won going away, but there was a 

clisse contest for second place. 
Richard Carlson, featured in Ziv - 
TVJi "I Led Three Lives," took a 
close victory over Danny Thomas, 
by a margin of three votes. 
Fourth and fifth among actors 
acre Ray Bolger and Dock Powell. 

The race among the actresses. 
after thetop two. was less heated, 
with Eve Arden, star of Our Mss 
Brooks" on CBS -TV. an easy third 
place winner. Three fern stars 
were tightly bunched in the race 
for fourth place laurels. with Joan 
Davis, whose show a..r on NBC - 
TV, finally winning out by a one - 
vote margin over Jean Hagen and 
Betty White. who were tied for 
fifth. 

Miss Hagen plays opposite Dan- 
ny Thomas m "Make Room for r Daddy" on NBC -TV, while Miss 
White is the star of "Life With 
Elizabeth." comedy series syndi- 
cated by Guild Films. 

Web Advantage 
The relative status of network 

vs. syndicated hows in the case 
of these individual stars shows 
that the veb stanzas have a defi- 
nite advantage this season. 
Among the feminine stars, for ex- 
ample, all of the top five air on 
web stanzas except Miss White. 
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Among the males. Webb's show, 
"Dragnet;" airs network via NBC - 
TV. and also is syndicated as 
"Badge 714." Carlsoñ s show is 
also in syndication. The others 
in the top five are network stars,. 
Thomas and Bolger showing on 
NBC -TV and Powell appearing in 
CBS -TV's "Four Star Playhouse." 

Three of the top five actors ap- 
pear in vehicles which made their 
debuts during the past season. 
Carlson, Thomas and Bolger all 
are in series which bowed in only 
during 1933 -'54. Similarly. three 
of the top actresses likewise are 
featured in new properties: Misses 
Young, Hagen and White. 

Miss White, incidentally, was 

voted top actress in syndicated 
comedy show. and top syndicated 
actress :regardless of program 
type. in the current competition. 

All hail to "Dragnet." The mys- 
tery film series. which also is syn- 
dicated In re-run under the title 
of "Badge 714," was beyond doubt 
the outstanding TV film show to 
air during the 1M3 -14 season. by 
all- industry expression in The 
Billboard's Second Annual TV 
Film Awards. 

The "Dragnet" series scored a 

sweep which probably will not be 
equaled for a good many seasons. 
No matter whether that happens. 
it is a pretty safe bet that its rec- 
ord in this competition cannot be 
topped. The show swept honors 
to every category in which it was 
eligible to receive votes, and ran 
off with a total of five first place 

TOP NEW SHOW, TALENT 

'Daddy' Takes 2 
Film Debut Awards 

In the 1953 -'54 >..ison, the best 
new program to debut was "Make 
Room for Daddy," the Danny 
Thomas starring vehicle, via ABC - 
TV. Thomas himself was simul- 
taneously voted the outstanding 
new talent to bow during the past 
season. This voting embraces all 
shows, regardless of program type 
or how sold, whether network, 
syndicated or nationally spot - 
booked. 

The victories of both the show 
and Thomas dt.plicate wins scored 
by the program and Isy the comic 
in the balloting on debut shows 
and performers in the network di- 
vision of voting in these Second 
Annual TV Film Awards. 

Among the programs in the de- 
but class, four shows were closely 
bunched behind "Daddy."

Tie for Second 
Among the individuals in the 

balloting, four of the top five 

awards. including that of best TV 
film show on the air, regardless 
of age. program type or how sold. 

Among network shows. "Drag- 
net" took top honors as the out- 
standing mystery film series aired 
on a web basis. Then the serles 
moved up to win the balloting as 

the foremost stanza among all 111m 

series aired on a network basis 
Re -Run Version 

Among syndicated series. the 
re-run version of "Dragnet," titled 
"Badge 714." made similar prog- 
ress, first topping its competition 
among the non -web mystery 
series. This was followed up by 
winning the top award among all 
film shows sold on a syndicated 
or national spot basis, embracing 
all types of programs. 

Finally, culmination of its other 
victories, was that by which the 
series received a predominance of 
votes to become the No. I film 
show of the year, embracing all 

series of whatever type and how- 
ever sold. 

Second honors went to another 
long -time favorite, "I Love Lucy.. 
The veteran CBS-TV network 
stanza was a clear -cut winner of 
second place. holding a fairly wide 
margin over Its competitors. 

Third place was resolved by the 
margin of two votes, will. NBC 
Film division's "Victory at Sea" 
barely squeezing past Ziv -TV's '1 
Led Three Lives." Fifth place 
went to the ABC -TV comedy 
series, "Make Room for Daddy." 
which stars Danny Thomas. 

Interesting enough, the latter 
two shows both made their debuts 
only during the past season. Both 
won several honors in this compe- 
tition. 

Theatrical film versions of both 
"Dragnet" and "Victory at Sea" 
have been prepared, with the lat- 
ter already in release. 

places went to stars whose shows 
were aired on a network basis, 
with Thomas followed by Bolger 
and Loretta Young tied for second 
honors. Miss Young's show airs 
via NBC -TV. 

In fourth position was Ray 
Holland, and fifth was Betty 
White, whose "Life With Eliza- 
beth" comedy series is syndicated 
by Guild Films. Miss White was 
the sole syndicated star to b ̂ eak 
into the top five among debut 
performers. 

The only organization to get 
more than one performer into the 
top five is the ABC video net- 
work, with both Danny Thomas 
and Ray Bolger. The same holds 
true among new programs, where 
the Thomas and Bolger stanzas 
both made the top bracket under 
the ABC -TV banner. 

Among the new shows, one of 
the most impressive showings was 
that made by Ziv -TV's "I Led 
Three Lives." In addition to its 
rating as the second best film 
debut show on the air, it took top 
honors among all non -web adven- 
ture series, second place among 
all non -web shows and fourth 
place among all film shows no 
matter how sold.

Perhaps the outstanding new 
personality to move into the 

American home. Liberace won a 

first place award in two categories 
in The Billboard's Second Annual 
TV Film Awards. His show was 
voted the best non -network musi- 
cal film series. and Liberace him- 
self was given the nod by an over- 
whelming margin as the best per- 
former to appear regularly in a 

non -network musical series. 
Liberace is now an American 

phenomenon. His most recent feat 
of filling. Madison Square Garden 
with 16,000 of his fans marked 
the pianist's latest triumph since 
his film debut a year and a half 
ago. The reasons for his success 
have been analyzed many times, 
but boil down to the flashy style 
he employs on the piano and the 
fact that he popularizes the clas- 
sics in a manner to appeal to the 
viewers of all ages.

The Western category was the 
most closely contested in the non - 
network division of The Bill- 
board's Second Annual TV Film 
Awards. "Wild Bill Hickok" just 
nosed out Ziv -TV's "Cisco Kid." 
Farther back in the field, another 
veteran, "Hopalong Cassidy," led 
two relative newcomers, "Range 
Rider" and "Annie Oakley," 

"Hickok" has been sponsored 
nationally by Kellogg's for the 
past three years. Only in the past 
couple of months it has become 
available for syndication to non- 
Kellogg markets, by Flamingo 
Films. It is produced by Bill 
Broidy. 

"Cisco Kid" is one of Ziv's 
earliest TV fan ventures. A o- 
proximately 150 segments have 
now been produced, most of them 
in color. 

"Hopalong" was one of the first 
Western characters into TV. Bill 
Boyd collected more that, 50 of 
his old feature films, syndicated 
them for a while, until they were 
bought for national sponsorship 
b- General Mills. After a year on' 
the network. NBC put the hour -'I 
long films into syndication. Two 
years ago, Boyd, in partnership 
with NBC, went into production 
of the half -hour series. 

"Range Rider" is turning out 
tc be one of the sleepers of the 
season. For oven a year it lay in 
CBS -TV Film Sales vaults with 
only sporadic movement. This 
year sales began to move as fast 
as star Jack ahoney's acrobatics. 
The show is now in almost 150 
markets. 

"Annie Oakley" has brought 
the little girls into the Western 
audience. Gene Autry had the 
pilot on hand for over a year. 
When Canada Dry bought it for 
alternate weeks in some 80 mar- 
kets, Autry went into production, 
and CBS -TV Film Sales put on 
the sales drive. Earlier this month 
CBS sold TV Time Popcorn on an 
alternate week ride on "Oakley" 
in a spread that may reach 100 
markets when all bought.

Jack Webb held a 
strong lead among voters of all 
categories in topping his closest 
rival, Danny Thomas, for honors 
as best network film actor. 

Miss Young was involved in 
yet another heated race when she 
gained a tie with Ray Bolger for 
second place in the voting for 
beat actor or actress appearing in 
a new series which debuted dur- 
ing the past season, regardless of 
program type or how sold. 

Danny Thomas took first .hon- 
ora by gaining the most votes 
from ad agencies, advertisers and 
TV film distributors. However 
Bolger and Thomas each secured 
the same number of votes from 
film producers, while TV station 
execs cast more ballots for Ray 
Milland, who wound up fourth, 
than for any other star.

and Bolger, which ended in a tie, 
showed Miss Young getting more 
votes from stations and ad agen- 
cies, and Bolger getting more 
from producers and distributors, 
while advertisers gave them each 
an equal number.

How- 
ard will have Irma married to a 
wealthy man in New York.

CBS -TV have grossed an esti- 
mated $18 million. "Irma" was 
created for $500, the cost of the 
original radio audition.

Should CBS enter 
into filming, it will be faced with 
the problem of finding adequate 
space. Motion picture production 
in its own facilities are expressly 
prohibited by union contracts,

NEW YORK, July 24.- Ziv -TV 

continued this week to rack up 
sales with two of its vidfilm se- 
ries. "Mr. D. A." is now playing 
in 128 markets and is second only 
to "I Led Three Lives" in the 
syndicator's roster of film prop- 
erties. 

When the program began its 
career three months ago, it was 
contracted for in 67 markets. It 
is now playing in practically 
every major market in the coun- 
try. 

Ziv's newest vidfilm series, 
"Meet Cortiss Archer," has been 
sold in 54 markets within 15 
working days. The situation corn - 
edy has been sold to Lion Oil for 
nine markets in four States - 
Tennessee, Arkansas, Louisiana 
and Mississippi; Sealtest Dairies, 
in six markets in Western Penn- 
sylvania, and Carolina Power and 
Light for North and South Caro- 
lina. 

Ziv has also added two new 
salesmen to its staff. They are 
Stan Smith, former Eastern sales 
manager of ABC, and John F. 
Sloan, former sales manager of 

Film Has 'Arrived' WOR -TV. 

These exploratory discussions 
by CBS on wage scales are ample 
evidence of the impact of film 
shows on the networks. They rec- 
ognize that TV film certainly has 
found a place in the forefront of 
sponsors' thinking, as evidenced 
by the up -beat in the purchasing 
of such series this season. They 
also recognize that not only do 
films provide residual income 
when they go into syndication, 
but that film series, because they 
can be shown in the summer, pro- 
vide an additional plus which 
keeps costs down and saves the 
webs' dough which they might 
have to pay as program contribu- 
tions. 

CBS several years ago was con- 
sidering going into TV film pro- 
duction. At that time conditions 
in Hollywood were much worse 
and there was a strong likelihood 
that the unions would ask for 
theatrical scales.

The ad b.ys are beginning 
to wonder if they will emerge the 
victors or the victims of the blitz 
-which, whatever else, has cer- 
tainly brought about a revolution 
in the techniques of TV time 
buying. 

Only the size of nexs season's 
viewing public and the sales 
graphs of advertised products can 
answer the many puzzling ques- 
tions which the programing of 
spectaculars and the emergence 
of the magazine concept of pro- 
graming have occasioned. 

One thing is taken $or granted 
in advertising circles. The day of 
sponsors investing in time fran- 
chises to build for the future is 
dead and gone. The patient be- 
came ill when the networks first 
started booting him and his pro- 
grams around. He died this 
spring when Firestone, after 25 
years, was given the same treat- 
ment to make way for Monday 
specWeula -s. 

Now that this major revolution 
in the use of TV is under way, 
the agencies and their clients 
want to know how to move. Are 
they to remain with their regular 
weekly shows or are they too to 
go into extravaganza program- 
ing. Is the pattern of continuous 
every -week advertising on video 
to be discarded for occasional 
blockbuster programing? Will 
such programing generate sales 
or or.ly hoopla? 

One Man's Answer 
The best answer given by a 

Madison Avenue media specialist 
is that TV spectaculars should be 
employed as tart of an aver -ail 
media campaign, but that other 
media should carry the ball on a 
regular basis. His opinion was 
that centering an entire network 
TV advertising campaign around 
extravaganza type r- ogramin- 
might prove to be a costly gam-

It is taken for granted that 

spectaculars will produce high 
ratings. One of the questions. 
however. is whether the rating will be high enough on a cost per 
thousand basis. Going beyond 
that. it is speculated that the ex- 
travaganza will produce an im- 
pact that cannot be measured in 
ratings. But this leads to the 
further question of how such 
shows are to be compared with 
regular TV stan..as. Are they to 
be measured in sales? Are sates 
drives to be correlated with them 
to see whether such programing 
can sell? 

A further question agitating 
the Madison Avenue time buyers 
is when does a spectacular cease 
to be a spectacular? The ism li 
cation here, of course. is that 
when such progrcming is avail- 
able three weeks out of four on 
the weekend and In the middle 
of the week on CBS -TV it may 
cease to be spectacular. 

Since sponsors are spending so 
much for these extravaganzas. 
another query is whether the 

spending of money can always insure an audience. In the past 
Colgate and NBC -TV did not 
spare the horses on Sunday 
nights, but results were not al- 
ways forthcoming. It was talent 
rather then money that produced 
the ratings. 

Rewriting the Book 
But TV is now rewriting the advertising textbooks. Reynolds Metals finds that "Mr. Peepers" 

and its satisfactory rating in the high twenties is not enough and 
has contracted for three spectacu- 
lars. Hazel Bishop bought half of 
seven Sunday extravaganzas and 
may drop half of This Is Your Life," one of the top stows in the 
nation and an unusual cost -per- 
thousand buy. 

It is perhaps possible that TV, 
under Pat Weaver's pioneering 
touch, is, at last, getting a chance 
tc prove whether it has the im- 
pact that has been claimed for it. 
But should spectaculars achieve 
what NBC -TV execs maintain 
they will, an entirely new set of 
questions will have to be posed. 
Only time and experience will 
answer the questions current 
today. 

IT'S NO BULL, 
THE BULL DIED 

HOLLYWOOD, July 24.-

HEY, WASSA MATTER HERE? 

ABC -TV's Time Sells Like Hot 
Cakes; Clients Nix Net's Shows 

NEW YORK, July 24.- There's 
a trace of irony in the glowing 
picture at ABC -TV these days. 
The fact is that advertisers tho 
flocking to buy time on ABCs -TV, 
have, with few exceptions, been 
giving scarcely a second glance at 
the packages the web is offering. 

What's heightening the "what 
givee?" atmosphere at ABC even 
further is the fact that the web is 
selling its time to advertisers so 
rapidly that it soon may not have 
enough evening time slots avail- 
able to air the shows it is com- 
mitted to put on. 

Sterling Drugs, the Wine Cor- 
poration of America, General 
Mills, Brillo, Remington - Rand 
and Knomark Manufacturing, 
Florida Citrus, Exquisite Form 
Bra and Quality Jewelers-all of 
whom recently pacted for the 
web's time - have all bypassed 
the lengthy list of ABC proper- 
ties and chosen, instead, to bring 
in shows from elsewhere, includ- 
ing other networks. 

Florida Citrus and the Wine 
Corporation, for instance, are im- 
porting "Twenty Questions" and 
"Dollar a Second," respectively, 
from Du Mont Similarly, Exqui- 
site Form and Knomark are 
bringing in, on an alternating 
sponsorship basis, "Masquerade 
Party" from CBS -TV. 

Show Buyers 
The only ones among the re- 

cent crop of ABC -TV time pur- 
chasers that have bought the 
web's properties are Elgin, which 
pacted for the hour -long dramatic 
stanza alternating on the "U. S.

The New Jersey Broadcaster's 
Association, comprising 19 sta- 
tions. requested that the record 
companies continue to e hip 78's 
until all stations are completely 
converted to 45 r.p.m playing 
equipment. 

In addition to these organiza- 
tional developments on the 45, 
the Westinghouse chain of radio 
and TV stations, in Pittsburgh; 
Portland, Ore.: Philadelphia; Bos- 
ton, and Fort Wayne, Ind., have 
decided not to use 45 r.p.m. 
records. 

The decision was stated by 
Chris J. Witting, head of the 
Westinghouse Broadcasting Com- 
pany chain. Witting notified all 
diskeries that the station would 
not accept the 45 r.p.m. disk for 
broadcast use, 

STRONG CASE FOR RADIO 

Listeners, Not Lookers, 
Caught by Ayem Video 

NEW YORK, July 24. -Spon- 
sors of early morning TV shows 
were jolted this week by the 
findings of an Advertest Research 
study, sponsored here by WOR, 
which indicates that most viewers 
of the 7 -9 a.m. TV shows largely 

signore the video portion of these 
ows, and are content merely to 

listen to the audio portion. The 
study also indicates that chil- 
dren, nut adults, comprise the 
major audience for the early 
morning shows. It thus points to greater sponsor use of early time to reach the kiddie market, and to greater reliance on aural rather than visual selling. 

The Advertest report was 
based on interviews of 199 adult TV set owners in New York who answered "yes" when asked whether they had their set tuned 
to NBC -TV's "Today" or CBS - TV's "Morning Show" within the 
past seven days. The poll was taken during the second week of May. 

According to the report, 59.7 

per cent of the early birds spend most of their time only :istening 
to the TV shows whereas 24.3 per cent devote most of the time to viewing. Also, more tt.an twice 
as many women as men watched 
the programs- but children slightly outnumbered the total of 
both men and women viewers 
combined. Eighty per cent of 
these children were under 12 
years of age. 

WOR, it's understood, will use 
the Advertest repon as the basis 
of a sales campaign plugging the 
value of early morning radio as 
compared with early morning TV. 
According to Telepulse figures for 
May, 21.9 per cent of all homes in 
New York had radio sets in use 
during the hours between 7 -9 
a.m., whereas only 5.7 per cent of 
New York homes had TV sets in 
use during those hours. 

By pointing to the Advertest 
findings and to the cost of TV 
advertising as compared to radio, 
WOR feels it her a strong case 
for early morning radio. 

Meanwhile, sonie key indic sta- 
tions in major cities, including 
New York and Chicago, were 
still adamant in their opposition 
to the 45 r.p.m. disk. These in- 
cluded W N E W, WINS and 
WMCA here, and WJJD. WCFL 
and WIND in Chicago. Four of 
these stations: WNEW, WINS, 
WJJD and WCFL are 50,000 
wafters and important to the 
music and record business. 

In his letter to the recorj firms 
Meagher said: "We have an obli- 
gation to a substantial segment 
of our membership to place be- 
fore you the expressions of their 
strong feeling on the subject and 
to explore with you the feasibil- 
ity of modifying your present 
policy in line with their sugges- 

tions." He added that a meeting 
between the two groups now 
could do much "... to clear up 
some of the misunderstanding 
which appears to exist." 

The New Jersey Broadcasters'

are utterly useless. They will 
give 45 r.p.m. speed, after mo- 
ments of dismounting the equip- 
ment and reassembling it.

NEW MIDWESTERN TREND 

Hot Lick Crews Muscling Out Big 
Bands in Many Territorial Spots 
Bs STEVE SCHICKEL 

CHICAGO. July 24. -The Mid- 
west is going hep in tastes and the 
money which was once spent on 
large dance bands is now paying 
for jan groups and showmanship 
musicians. 

The Midwest was formerly the 
mecca of dance bands with such 
names as Dick Jurgens, Eddy 
Howard and Tiny Hill finding 
good living in such ballrooms as 
the Aragon and Trianon, and such 
dining rooms as the Blackhawk 
and College Inn. True, the Mid- 
west is still doing a good job band - 

wise, but a great change has tak- 
en place in the picture. Bands 
are still very much sought after 
in the Iowa ballrooms and long - 
established big city terperies like 
the Aragon. However. the bands 
that are winning the approval of 
the dancing crowd are the two - 
beat rhythm dance bands which 
stick close to the dance arrange- 
ments. In this territory, the spots 
that formerly played semi -name 
commercial bands have dwindled 
to a very few. 

Cap Maps Pop, Classic, 
Kiddie Drives for Fall 

In their place, and getting good 
money, have stepped the jazz com- 
bos. A survey by The Billboard 
reveals that in almost every big 
city jaza names are getting top 
prices and many in the same spots 
that were formerly name band 
strongholds. This is mainly evi- 
dent in the larger cities, college 
towns and suburban areas, where 
tastes seem to be running toward 
flashy musicianship. The smaller 
towns and out -of- the -way spots 
are still playing semi -name bands 
and very happy with them. 

Here are some examples of 
what spots are paying for jazz. In 
Chicago, the Blue Note, the city's 
top jazz emporium, a budget of 
$7,000 per week brings big name 
jazz outfits in regularly, and this, 
on a five -lay -week basis. In this 
spot Louis Armstrong with five 
men and a girl gets $5,500 per 
week. Stan Kenton. who is dick- 
ering now for an engagement, will 
probably get the full $7.000. as did 
Benny Goodman. Gene Krupa'a 
Trio, which opens here July 28, 
will get $4,000, and Les Brown, 
who opens August II, will go in 
at a reported 86,500.

The unit is wing all the 
tricks of the trade, rireua -t,pe 
pranotions. contests and nation- 
wide tk -ins, not to mention the 
huge amount of Ue -in with record 
companies. Add to this the sale 
of programs at SI apiece and the 
amount taken in at the con- 
cessions. and the package. ac- 
cording to Arvey, u estimated to 
gross a cool $500.000 for the three- 
night stand. Tickets are scaled 
from $130 to $4.50. 

Projected attendance figures 
and grosses. coupled closely with 
Use latest weather reports, indi- 
cate the following: 

Opening night in Detroit's 
Briggs Stadium. seating capacity 
of 62.000, shows that it will come 
close to a sell -out, with the figure 
advanced by Arvey at close to 
60,000. This, according to him. 
should gross over $150,000. The 
second night at Soldier Field in 
Chicago, with a seating capacity 
of over 100,000. was listed at close 
to another sell -out with almost 
100,000 tickets as the projected 
figure or $225,000. The third 
night at Cleveland's Municipal 
Stadium, with a seating capacity 
of over 80,000, is the question 
mark of the tour. Arvey figures 
that even if a conservative 35,000 
show up for this affair it will 
make the show a success. 

The talent nut for the entire 
tour was labeled at $300.000 by 
the promoter. This cost includes 
traveling expenses, promotions. 
advertising. salaries and equip- 
ment reeds. Perry Como. the star 
of the show, alone will receive 
$10,000 per night for the three- 
day run. The unit is traveling in 
a special 12 -car train, which will 
house the entire group and equip- 
ment for the three days. Over 600 
disk jockeys will be feted and 
cocktail -partied by the unit, which 
will also be added to the nut. 

The entire show is being pro- 
duced by General Artists Corpo- 
ration, altho several of the acts 
on the bill are not theirs. They 
have the job of making up the 
show. balancing, selecting tunes, 
and general production chores. 

Others on the bill are Nat 
(King) Cole, Julius La Rosa. Patti 
Page. Sarah Vaughan. Jill Corey, 
the Ras Charles Choir, Ray Anth- 
ony, kalph Marterie, Mitchell 
Ayers. Charles Applewhite, Archie 
Bleyer, Roy Hamilton, the Four 
Lads. Homer and Jethro, Bobby 
Brandt, Leo De Lyon and the 
Orioles. 

This is probably the first such 
large -scale package to tour three 
cities with a strict record act 
talent roster. Last year the show 
only played in Chicago. Attesting 
to the popularity of the record 
artist package is the fact that last 
year. despite a heavy downpour 
of rain thruout the show, 45,000 
persons sat thru the show and 
only 10,000 of the 53,000 that 
came in decided to give up. 

Biggest problem facing the 
unit is sound and lighting. The 
unit is erecting its own high - 
fidelity sound system and its own 
lighting at each location, striving 
for complete sound coverage and 
maximum light. The baseball 
parks are the hardest for the 
engineers to overcome, according 
to "Star Night^ execs, having 
played only to sporting events and 
not being concerned with the 
acoustics of a musical perform- 
ance. The brass did say that the 
problem is being overcome in 
spite of difficulties. Lights are 
being erected on giant towers and 
aimed at the three stages which 
will also be erected at each 
stadium. 

Promotion angles covering the 
event are almost at a saturation 
stage. The event was tied -in with 
the Curtiss Candy Company and 
Birely Beverages on nationwide 
contests, as well as a nationwide 
contest tied -in with the Grey- 
hound Bus Company. In each of 
the three cities where the show 
it appearing, Chevrolet ran a six - 
Slate contest In Cleveland, the 
two major newspapers held a 
contest which gave the show two 
weeks of front page coverage.

WAXERS IN DEMAND 

Disk Names Heavy 
On Pic Schedules 

HOLLYWOOD, July 24. -The 
pot of gold at the end of the rain- 
bow for disk names is still motion 
pictures, all other arguments to 
the contrary. With the celluloid 
industry currently inking more 
platter artists than at any other 
previous time, the opportunities 
offered in films are a strong in- 
ducement for music names to go 
west. 

Despite the inroads of television 
and the coin that disk stars are 
receiving from the cathode giant, 
the lure offered by the screen far 
outweighs both financial and es- 
thetic considerations of other en- 
tertainment business facets. 

Tho the film biz continues to 
breed its own array of players, 
it's the disk industry that is 
spawning the bumper crop of new 
musical production names, and in 
a great many cases. straight act- 
ing stars as well. 

An indication of the alert eye 
cast by the motion picture indus- 
try on the popularity of recording 
artists is the heavy roster of new 
names that head picture sched- 
uies. Among the latter are such 
top recording artists as Rosemary 
Clooney, Vic Damone, Guy Mit- 
chell, Teresa Brewer, the Bell Sis- 
ters, Earths Kitt and Johnnie 
Ray. The established veterans of 
the disk field have also carved a 
not -so- modest annuity via mo- 
tion pictures. i.e., Frank Sinatra, 
Peggy Lee, Gordon MacRae. Nat 
(King) Cole, Frankie Laine, Harry 
James Spike Jones and, of course, 
Bing Crosby 

The film biz is a two -way street 
for record stars, offering promo- 
tional value for their biscuits and 
personal appearances and vice 
versa. Undoubtedly the prime 
example of this is seen in the tre- 
mendous surge of popularity for 
Frank Sinatrá s records following 
his Academy Award winning per. 
formance in "From Here to Etern- 
ity." Sinatra is currently at his 
highest peak since his break -in 
during the bobby -sox days. To 
say little of the financial remun- 
eration, motion pictures also offer 
disk stars the opportunity to un- 
pack their bags and acquire some- 
thing of a pennanent address, evi- 
denced by the lack of road dales 
played by such names as Doris 
Day, Rosemary- Clooney, Dinah 
Shore and othi es. 

The production schedules of the 
major studios are currently heavy

Three Legal Actions 
Involve Music Trade 

Five Royales, Debussy Heir and Jubilee 

Records All Bring Suits in N. Y. Courts 

NEW YORK. July 24. - Three 
important legal actions were 
started in federal and State 

courts here this week concerning 
members of th.' music Industry. 
The east-s involve the Five Roy- 
ales in a contractual di :pute be- 

tween King and Apolla; Claude 
Debussy and the alleged unau- 
thorized use of his songs by 

Urania Records; and Jubilee Rec- 
ords, producers of the album 
"Pardon My Blooper" which is 

acting against Rivoli Music, pro- 
ducers of "Excuse My Fluff." 

On the r&b. front, Apollo Rec- 

ords filed suit in the Supreme 
Court of New York County 
Thursday (22) against King Rec- 

ords' prexy Syd Nathan and a.lkr. 
staffer Carl LeBow over the Five 
Royales contract. Apollo claims 
that it has a pact with the Roy- 

ales which runs thru 1956 and 
which the firm alleges was signed 
by LeBow who had power of at- 

torney for the group. Apollo 
seeks $260,000 in damages from 
King and an injunction to stop 
King's manufacturin and dis- 
tributing a recording by the Five 
Royales. 

Carl LeBow denies that he 

signed a contract extending thru 
1956 for the Five Royales with 
Apollo. He further denies the ex- 
istance of such a contract. 

The Five Royales have been 
with Apollo for two years. Cur- 
rently there is a record by the 
group out on Apollo Records and 
another out on King. King signed 
the group this month for five 
years, claiming the group was 
free of their Apollo contract. 

Debussy Suit 
On the classical side, the 

daughter of Claude Debussy, 
Dolly Bardac- Tinan, asked for an 
injunction against Urania Records 
in New York Federal Court this 
week. She asked that the diskery 
be stopped from issuing and sell- 
ing three songs by, Debussy: 

n "Pantomime," Apation' and 
"Pierrot." According to the brief, 
Mrs. Tinan, as Debussy's heir, re- 
newed the copyrights in 1953 and 
they were, she claims, recorded 
by Urania without authorization. 
She asks for damages and an 
accounting. 

The pop album field was em- 
broiled this week in a suit over 
an idea. Jerry Blaine's Jay-Gee 
Record Company, doing business 
as Jubilee Records, asked for an 
injunction and restraining order 
to prevent Rivoli Music from 
manufacturing and broadcasting 
the album "Excuse My Fluff. 
The suit named Alan B. and Al- 
bert T. Jacobs, Morton Craft and 
Nono Morales, all partners in 
Rivoli Music, as defendants. Suit 
was filed in New York Supreme 
Court this week.

NEW YORK, July 24. -The fall 
season will witness a renewed 
emphasis on name bands by top 
hotels here, including the New 
Yorker and the Statler.

The new try with the bands is 
due to a number of factors, not 
necessarily the same for the dif- 
ferent hotels. The New Yorker 
dropping its new traditional ice 
show policy to stn how it can do 
with a top band plus a fort- 
nightly TV show. The success of 
the Roosevelt Hotel's weekly TV 
show which features the Guy 
Lombardo ork, has deeply im- 
pressed the hotel management. 
The Roosevelt Grill has always 
done well, but business has been 
sock since the TV show started.

The Statler Hotel has always 
used orks, but last spring it 
turned to a combination ork -act 
policy. However, it did .tot do as 

well with the latter as it did with 
many of the top orks it handled, 
especially the Tommy Dorsey 
crew. The Dorsey crew do the 
best business for the hotel since 
the days when swing was king. 
The Dorsey ork is set for four 
weeks early this fall, then a six - 
week period starting in Novem- 
ber. However, the ork may stay 
on right thru the fall. 

The Waldorf- Astoria has not 
had a top pop band there since 
back in the war days, using in- 
stead society orks or rhumba - 
mambo crews. The hotel brass 
here, too, believes that ' a top 
dance crew might mean some 
solid business. 

The success of the Roosevelt

the New Yorker with Flanagan is 
cause for much attention by 
booking agencies. If TV shows 
featuring dance orks can pull new 
clientele to the hotel rooms, this 
could start a new pattern. TV 
Begs might help both the band 
and the hotel in the same way 
that radio wires did years back 
in hotels and class dance halls. 

NEW YORK. July 24. - The 
first "refresher committee" meet- 
ing with writers to be held by 
the augmented writers' classifica- 
tion committee of the American 
Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers is set for Wednes- 
day, July 28. The meeting will 
be held at the Society's offices 
here and is expected to be at- 
tended by about 25 writers.

Lion's Paris Shop Doubles 
Income With New System

NEW YORK. July 24.-In any 
Ianguage self -service increases 
record sales. according to Jacques 
F. Lion, owner of the Sinfonia, 
one of the most important disk 
stores in Paris, France. Lion who 
visited this country recently to 
obtain a first -hand view of the 
Arerican record industry. says 
that he has doubled his business 
since had switched to self -service 
last March. 

The Sinfonia has operated from 
its Champs -Elysees site for the 
last 25 years. More than 40 per 
cent of its current business is on 
American records, lop U. S. favor- 
ites being Nat (King) Cole, 
Frankie Laine, Doris Day, Rose- 
mary Clooney, Yma Sumac.

CHICAGO. July 24. -The Hal - 
licrafters Company. Chicago, intro- 
duced a tape recorder for the first 
time in the firm's history in rec- 
ognition of the instrument's rapid 
growth in the enterainment field. 
The unit was unveiled at a week- 
end sales meeting here. 

Richard A. Graver, vice- presi- 
dent of the firm and director of 
marketing, said, "Tape, as a source 
of recorded music had been held 
back until recently, awaitng the 
development of a master record- 
ing machine which has now been 
perfected."

Can. Union Battles 
Flare Up Again. 

MONTREAL, July 24. - The 
smouldering battle between the 
American Guild of Variety Art- 
ists and the American Federation 
of Musicians burst into flame 
again last weer, Walter M. Mur- 
doch. head of the Canadian AFM 
carrying the torch. 

All American agents received 
a circular letter warning them 
not to book any AGVA acts in 
Canada. " ... from Victoria. B.C., 
to Halifax. N. S.. " to work 
with any non -union bands under 
pain of getting their Canadian 
and their American AFM fran- 
chises revoked. 

Agents were further warned 
and advised to pas,; the warning 
on to performer that any AGV 
actor who performed in Canada 
with non -union bands would be 
liable to be placed on AFM's un- 
fair list in the United States as 
well as Canada. 

Music Corporation of America. 
William Morris. the General Art- 
ists Corporation and the indepen- 
dents admitted themselves puz- 
zled by the edict. Jack Irving, 
AGVA head, was out of town 
attending to his wife who had 
met with an accident He was 
unavailable for comment. 

Murdoch Note 
Murdoch's circular letter said 

that any agent holding an AFM 
franchise who violated the ruling 
would be reported to the AFM 
international body (which rules 
United States as well as Canada). 
and action for revocation of the 
franchise might follow. 

Actors. in turn. were faced with 
the threat that if they worked in 
Canada with non -union bands 
they would be placed on unfair 
lists in the United States as well 
as Canada_ 

The announced settlement be- 
tween the Canadian National Ex- 
position executives and AGVA, 
with the tacit approval of AFM, 
which would permit the grand- 
stand show to play, was 
thrown into the discard. 

Early in June, after its Mont- 
real convention. AGVA pro- 
posed an agreement with the Ca- 
nadian AFM. whereby AGVA 
actors would work with union 
bands only. provided union bands 
would refuse to play for non - `. AGVA members. No reply was 
received. according to AGVA 
spokesmen 

Battle Start 
The battle dates back some 

months ago when AGVA charged 
James C. Petrillo. AFM president. 
with violating a 1950 agreement. 
canceled it indicating a desire to 
discuss a new deal Under the 
old agreement, qualifications of 
members of AFM and AGVA 
wert to be clearly defined. with 
all jurisdictional problems to be 
settled by the top brass of both 
unions. 

AGVA charged that various 

1 AFM locals violated the agree - ment, and the international re- fused to intercede. Letters to Petrillo asking for meetings were 
ignored, said AGVA heads. The cancellation of the agreement followed.

That the Shuberts are aware of 
Borge's value was evidenced by 
the offer made to change the 
name to Borge Theater. Borge 
turned it down.

cherry -and is distributing in that 
part of Ohio. Pabst Pressing Com- 
pany, which introduced its Tap -a 
Cola cans in New York State this 
spring, is now servicing metro- 
politan New York and expects to 
start canning soft drinks in Mil- 
waukee soon. 

Activity in the Middle West is 
also increasing. The Can -A -Pop 
Beverage Company in Hutchin- 
son Kan., was recently incorpo- 
rated to can pop and in Garden 
City. Kan., a canned soft drink 
plant known as Shurtz- Meeker 
Beverages is now operating. The 
latter is featuring lemon -lime. 
cola, root beer, black cherry and 
orange flavors under a franchise 
from Shasta Water Company, San 
Francisco, and distributes thru 
Kansas, Nebraska, Oklahoma. 
Missouri and the Northern half of 
Texas. 

One of he first bottlers in the 
Northwest to turn to cans is the 
Western Bottling Company of 
Spokane, Wash., which handles 
Pepsi -Cola and Canada Dry but 
has developed a new line of fla- 
vors being canned' on new ma- 
chinery. And in California where 
the tinned pop is getting a big 
play. one of the first food proces- 
sors has entered the picture. 
United Processors, Inc., Anaheim. 
Calif., food packer. is reported to 

I have closed a two million case 
contract to can 16 flavors for two 
firms in the Pacific area. Op- 
ponents of canned pop have feared 
that food canners, with plenty of 
off -season time, may eventually 
become big factors in the soft 
drink business.

Alter has been an outstanding 
figure in his chosen field for dec- 
ades, but might never have got- 
ten into the business without the 
surprise generosity and benev- 
olence of two showmen who 
befriended him back around 1920.

"We're free and. clear," Alter 
boasts, "and it's partly due to our 
system. Helen handles the out- 
side money, and I handle the in- 
side.

Brothers Went Musical 
Alter came from a family of 

three brothers, and has two grown 
song. but none has shown any de- 
sire to join him in the Side Show 
business. Brothers Lawrence, -no 
longer living, and Stuart both 
turned to music, providing enter- 
tainment for weddings, parties, so- 
cial affairs and the like. They 
startedetheir brother off "with a 
fiddle, but I wouldn't have none 
of that. Too slow." And sons 
Llewelyn Jr. and Thomas have 
gone. into the rug business, as 
evidence the plush carpeting in 
Alter's house trailer.

NEW YORK, July 24.-Al-

banners blare out the enticing 
message, "Can It Be Possi- 
ble?" the phrase started out 
having nothing whatever to 
do with the nature or authen- 
ticity of the attractions with- 
in. It was a good many years 
back. Alter recalls that a 
carnival friend of his looked 
the layout over and said 
"Lew, can it be possible? I 
mean, how can you get all .this junk into that little 
truck ?" Alter seized on the 
sentence and parlayed it into 
a winning come -on. He is 
playing the New York area 
with I. T. Shows. 

pulled out of the city here and 
onto Long Island. 

The New York area has turned 
out some bonanza still date weeks 
and the Alter clan elated with the 
one produced recently in Elmont.

Alter show by Fred Johnson of 
the O. Henry Tent & Awning 
Company, Chicago. Alters makes 
color sketches on cardboard, fits 
them together to represent mini - 
ture banners, and Johnson follows 
the sketches to a T. The banners 
turned out are faithful reproduc- 
tions of the art work Johnson re- 
ceives from the showman. John- 
son recently made up the 10th set 
for Alter and since new banners 
are purchased every year--one 
year a tent, the next year ban- 
ners -that makes 20 years John- 
son has held down the job. And 
canvas prices have skyrocketed 
since the start, with Alter visi- 
bly affected by every price rise. 
The first Alter banners were 
made by Rube Merrifield of 
Coney Island. 

"I used to pay $400 for a top. 
Same thing now costs me $1,900 
or nearly four times as much. But 
my admissions aren't four times 
as much." 

Alter is loaded with stories 
and anecdotes, and has enough 
depth of humor to admit to em- 
barrassing situations. His past 
misfortunes are just as interest- 
ing to him now as was his 
good luck of the past. I don't 
mind, he says; what's over is over. 
"Like my eye," indicating his left 
one, "Not many people know 
about that day in 1925 when a 
baboon just plumb scratched it 
out." And as tho conscious of pos- 
sible dirt specs on the replace- 
ment, be reaches habitually to rub 
it with his sleeve or a- handker- 
chief.

business. 
A departure from its usual 

products, the Musical Carrousels 
are being made by the Bert Lane 
Company of Miami at the rate of 
six per day. and production will 
probably increase and level off 
at a daily output of a dozen, ac- 
cording to Lane sales manager 
Philip van Kuller. The firm has 
set up an office here to handle 
the new ride. 

Highly Mobile Unit 
Expense of the ride. $5.200. may 

be a deterrent to some interested 
would -be showmen, but its mobil- 
ity and simplicity of operation of- 
fer a strong temptation. Push- 
button controlled. it comes with 
two sources of power. It has a 
50 -foot line for plugging into 
sockets in stores or outside of 
markets. and comes with its own 
generator. capable of running the 
ride 24 hours on three gallons of 
gasolife. 

The electrical equipment. pub- 
lic address systems and an auto- 
matic record changer are all 
housed on end of the trailer, 
making the ride a completely 
self- sufficient unit. All that needs 
to be done is plug it in and go 
to work. Production has been 
going on for two months. 

Van Kuller said about 100 Mu- 
sical Carrousels are in use. 35 of 
them by Pepsi -Cola bottlers. Cott 
Beverage bottlers in Baldwin, 
N. Y., and the Bronx have them. 
as have National Dairy and Con- 
tinental Baker locations. 

Fiberglas Horses 
Horses used on the platform 

are the same moulded Fiberglas 
ones as on Lane's coin kiddie 
rides, the outer four being "jump- 
ers" and the inner ones being 
anchored to the floor. The trailer 
has tail lights to be connected to 
the pulling car's wiring system. 

Altho no boon to the kiddie 
parks which will feel the impact 
of these new. easily movable rides 
being offered on a free basis in 
their neighborhoods. the innova- 
tion will naturally find many talc.

A I0- 
horse Merry -Go -Round goes for 
around $3,250. Then) prices do not 
include the chassis which u cus- 
tomarily a 1.5 -ton chassis will, 
wheelbase of from 150 to I. 
inches, depending on the ride em 
played. 

An incentive to the individual. 
however. is the Lane unit's de- 
tachability which allows it to be 
parked in the family garage un- 
til being hitched to any car and 
hauled off to bisy streets. parks 
and shopping centers. This will 
enable the owner to operate it 
either full time or part time with. 
out sacrificing the use of his 
automobile. 

Licensing is required in many 
communities for persons who 
wish to operate a ride for a profit. 
As a sales promotion, in the New 
York area at least, no license is 
required, but when used as a bus- 
iness the owner here must take 
out a $50 trailer license. $10 ride 
license, and a musician's license.

N. Y. Tax Law 

III Fouled Up 

By 'Breakage' 
NEW YORK. July 24. -A de- 

velopment to further foul up the 
city's 5 per cent amusement tax 
occurred yesterday in the question 
of 'breakage." Altho the 10 -cent 
ticket is exempt, it had already 
been developed that the law 
ignored completely the application 
of the tax on strip tickets (The 
Billboard, July 17). 

The question now is over the 
provision that if the tax amounts 
to a half -cent or more on a 
ticket, then the city shall receive 
a full cent. If its less than a half - 
cent then the operator keeps the 
fraction. 

Queens Supreme Court held, 
however that if the city keeps 
the breakage as provided, it will 
be getting more than 5 per cent 
and violating it own law by il- 
legal collections. On a 15 -cent 
ticket, for instance, the tax of .015 
cent will result in the city getting 
a penny, or actually close to 
per cent. 

It is expected that the city will 
appeal the decision. The protest 
was filed by a group of motion 
picture theater operators. Justice 
Nicholas Pette issued a temporary 
injunction forbidding the city to 
collect any tax on tickets where 
the city's take would in fact wind 
up being more than 5 per cent

Fire Destroys 

Pitt Flamingo; 

$50,000 Loss 
PITTSBURGH, July :4. -Fla- 

mingo Roller Palace, a 50 -year- 
old landmark in the east end of 
town, was destroyed by fire last weekend and less than an hour later its owner, Julius Navari, 
was seized on the order of Police 
Superintendent James Slusser, 

Slusser said that a neighbor 
saw Navari burning rubbish near 
the rink Saturday (17), shortly 
before it burst into flames that 
later threatened the entire neigh- 
borhood. Navari, 46, denied burn- 
ing trash at his rink. Instead he 
blamed the fire on youngsters 
whom he said he saw playing near the rink's tarpaper- covered 
walls. Slusser indicated that the 
arson squad would investigate the 
fire. 

Several firemen sufferea smoke prostration and Navari himself 
received a scorched forearm while 
battling the fire with a hand ex- 
tinguisher. 

The fire swiftly enveloped the 
building, racing thru its frame 
walls and rafters. In less than an 
hour its roof crashed. 

Fire Chief Stephen Adley esti- 
mated the loss at $50,000. Navari 
said the building was insured for 
$30,000, "but it's worth $100,000." 
He said he had $6,000 worth of 
skates in the building. 

Volunteer workers were cred- 
ited with averting a major neigh- 
borhood disaster. The volunteers 
quickly helped unreel hose and 
train water on the blaze to pre- 
vent its spread to frame flats 
adjacent to the rink. Even so, 
cinders ignited shingles on a half - 
dozen nearby homes. Navari's ad- 
joining home was the mcst seri- 
ously damaged. 

Navari told police he had been 
repairing his kitchen before he 
noticed "four or five kids playing 
against the rink's wall, Then I 
saw smoke and ran over and they 
scampered away," he said. "The 
flames started creeping up that 
tarpaper covering and I got an 
extinguisher. But it was too late." 

Navari said the rink had been 
closed temporarily for the sum- 
mer. During its history the build- 
ing had been used as a dance hall 
(the Bryn Mawr), a hotel and a 
fight arena before becoming a 
rink.

DEVICE TO FOIL 
VENDER CHEAT 

WASHINGTON, July 24.- 
A device patented here pre- 
vents a thief from emptying 
a vending machine by dan- 
gling a coin on a thread. 

Christian Gabrielsen, o f 
Whippany, N. J., invented the 
device for the Rowe Manufac- 
turing Company. It provides 
a stop to be inserted in the 
chute below tt'e slug rejector. 
The coin, striking the stop, 
causes an arm to reach over- 
head and to catch the thread. 

For that reason, the Rock Hill 
bottling plant set up a program 
two years ago designed to elimi- 
nate such possibilities. 

Under the system, the firm 
maintains a complete and sepa- 
rate two -man service department, 
which is at the beck and call of 
each driver salesman or route op- 
erator. It is completely stocked 
with replacement parts and re- 
pair tools, the inventory each year 
gauged on the demands of the 
year past, with an added per- 
centage for each new location 
which has been set up. 

Bin System 
"We classify the inventory 

minutely," Mauldin said. "We 
have found that the only practical 
way of keeping the service in- 
ventory up to snuff is to use a 
system of individual bins for 
parts storage, every bin num- 
bered, labeled and lending itself 
readily to sight inventory. 

"A glance into any of the bins,

Arrest 3 Men 

Using Slugs 

In Venders

ing slugs. 

Arrested were Steve Malik and 
Merle Chism, employees for 28 
and 12 years respectively of the 
Packard Motor Company.

The trap consisted of .a thin 
partition behind which the two 
officials and the vending manager 
waited, patiently watching coins 
fall thru an opening in the parti- 
tion into a glass container. On 
the other side of the partition 
was a cigarette machine like any 
other with one important differ- 
ence: After the coins had passed 
thru the mechanisms they were 
deflected from the coin box and 
carried down a chute into the 
room where the men sat waiting.

DETROIT, July 24.- Testi- 
mony by auto wash owners again 
dominated the juke box union 
conspiracy trial here this week.

Early in the week five auto 
wash owners testified that rep- 
resentatives of Bufalino had 
threatened them with picket lines 
if they didn't join the union.

Earl L. Silverman, who with his 
brother Albert. operates the

kin, owner of the Cass Auto Wash.; Robert J. Nester. owner of Bob's Car Wash, and Ben

Bernard Bialkin testified that Bufalino and other defendants 
had threatened to "get him" if he did not co- operate. He quoted:

Music- wise, Young is a stickler 
for clean equipment, plus a con- 
stant and close tab on location 
preferedces. The juke box can 
be made an important factor in 
any tavern or restaurant if the 
proper records are in the machine.

Multi-play juke boxes now 
make up the biggest portion of 
the music equipment and 45 r.p.m.

or scale the transfer fee down to 
$2.50 before the second reading. 

Two other important points em- 
bodied in the ordinance are: 

1. Every license must appear "under transparent glass or clear 
plastic and be attached to the ma- 
chine so that it is visible at all 
times." 

2. If the contract between the 
operator and the location owner 
is terminated by one of the par- 
ties within 90 days after the li- 
cense is issued, no new license 
shall be issued for another 90 days after the notification, unless both parties to the contract notify the 
city license department that the contract has been terminated mu- 
tually- 

Location owners are made re- 
sponsible for seeing that machines 
have valid licenses clearly dis- 
played. 

The ordinance provides penal- 
ties up to $500 or 60 days impris- 
onment for violators. 

Expected Revenue 
The 1538 licensed machines now 

in Miami produced $19,325 in fees 
this year. Federal tax collector W. 
E. Nichols said that the new or- 
dinance would raise that amount 
to more than $38,000, plus another 
probable $12,500 in transfer fees. 

If approved on second reading, 
the ordinance would be effective 
October 1, the beginning of the 
new license year.

Said Jones: "Because the oper- 
ator of pinball games so seldom 
takes the trouble to introduce 
himself in print to the people in 
his community, he is always a tar- 
get for sensationalism and wise- 
cracks of the press. People, un- 
fortunately, can easily be per- 
suaded to think ill of a man they 
do not know, a man they never 
see. On the other hand, people 
do not readily believe ill of a man 
they have learned to respect as a 
decent citizen. 

"The operator's story -the job 
that his advertising should do-is 
the simple truth that he is a busi 
nessman like the movie owner, 
the tavern owner, the grocer, the 
druggist."

my juke box and pinball equip - 
ment. 

Improved service to the outlet 
was cited by one member as a 
means of warding off unfair 
competition. Have a salesman 
keep on lop of the location in a 
friendly way, not merely a service - 
rnan. Build a happy and healthy 
relationship with the location. Use 
the personal touch." 

It was emphasized that in most 
cases it takes more than merely 
a gratuity to insure the location's 
keeping the vending machine. 

"What it boils down to," said 
one distributor, "is simple good 
business practice. Don't wait un- 
til racketeering becomes a cancer. 

Get out and see your locations. 
Don't leave it up to a $50 to $75- 
a -week man." 

What's Your Commission? 
Publicizing of commissions was 

brought up as another method for 
combating undesirable competi- 
tion. The subject was emphasized 
by the knowledge, learned thru 
6n NATU survey, that 94 per cent 
of the vending locations do not 
Know now much the get for com- 
missions 

This was held a weakness In 
the position of the distributor - 
operator. One large vending firm 
man said his firm issues a com- 
mission scale to the Ioca'ions. 
Another said it gives out yearly 
statements showing the locations 
how much they have earned dur- 
ing the year. 

One concept br,lught out is that 
an uninforv,ed location is a sit- 
ting duck for the representative 
who approaches him with the 
question, "Do you know how 
much commission you are paid ?" 
While not a knack to the op- 

inference that he is being taken 
advantage of, and he is frequently 
susceptible from that point on to 
the sales talks. 

Among other subjects discussed 
were these 

As to the method for getting 
:nto the vend<ag business, it is 
generally better and cheaper in 
the long run fur the distributor to 
purchase an established route 
than to establish one himself. 

Diled Salsa Okay 
As to the advisability of selling 

equipment, it is perfectly okay to 
inform the location that he can 
.,uy a unit if he wishes, so that 
by servicing the machine the 
distributor still maintains contact 
with the location. 

As to the value of vending 
sundries, this is a mushrooming 
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field which can be profitably 
entered by the distributor- vender, 
especially at plant locations. It is 
important, however, that the distributor keep in mind that the 
one -package service Is most at- 
tractive to the location. He either 
serves the plant's entire line 
of vending equipment, it was 
stressed, or someone else will be- 
fore long. 

As to the method for evaluating 
the price of a going route before 
purchasing it, it was suggested 
that the highest going rate for the 
equipment be considered, as well 
as depreciation, inventory, plus 
cash per location. Just as the gratuity is offered the location, it 
was said, no is it passed along to 
the new route owner. 

Premiums to Salesmen 
As to the premium to offer 

salesmen for placing machines in 
locations, it was said that this 
varies from $2.50 to $100, altho 
the firm representative discussing 
this range said it averages out at 
about $25. Another method, It was 
pointed out, is so much per pack 
for the first 80 days. 

One note of humor came up 
when a member asked, You mean 
you would give $25 to land a gas 
station location ?" The answer, 
cold and simple, was "That's 
right. You get the location or you 
don't. And if you don't, someone 
else will." 

URGES MILK 
VENDERS IN 
WIS. SCHOOLS 

MADISON, Wis., July 24- 
State Sen. Warren Knowles 
of New Richmond this week 
proposed the installation of 
milk venders in all schools 
as part of a program to 
increase the income of Wis- 
consin dairy farmers. 

He said one way to im- 
prove milk consumption is 
to place milk venders in all 
schools of the State. He also 
advocated the machines for 
places of business and public 
places. 

Knowles, a candidate for 
lieutenant governor, said Wis- 
consin "topped the 15 leaders 
in milk production but that 
it was only 12th in milk 
consumption."

Servicemen make it a point 
to subtract each part as it is taken 
from stock. gladly spending the 
extra time to guard against cus- 
tomer disappointments w h i c h 
might otherwise result.
