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Big Industry Courts 
Automatic Selling 

Blue -Chip Firms Buy Vending Factories, 
Make or Sell Machines, Adapt Products

CHICAGO, Jan. 14. -U. S. busi- 

ness is busily courting a young in- 
dustry which is showing it has what 
it takes to become a major factor 
in American marketing. 

The industry: Automatic selling. 
The suitors: Blue -clip fines, 

ranging in size from giants to me- 
dium -sized manufacturers, which 
read like a cross -section of Who's 
Who in B. siness. 

Wooing the vending crachine in- 
dustry most ardently are those 
firms which in fact have recently 
stepped into automatic selling. 
They have in one of three major 
ways: 

Three Entrances 
1. By buy.np; outright an exist- 

ing vending machine manufacturer.. 
2. By manufacturing and /or sell - 

ing a new .ending machine. 
3. By detrloping with a vending 

machine manufacturer a new ma- 
chine and supplying products to be 
veered then it. 

Here are some of he recent en- 
tries, all f whom fall int one of 
these categories: 

American Motors' Kelvinator Di- 
vision; U. S. Hoffman MItchinery 
Corporation. world's largest pro- 
ducers of laundry and dry cleaning 
equipment; Campbell Soap Com- 
pany; If. J. Heinz Compay; Amer- 
ican Home Foods Corporation; F. 
I. Jacobs Company, automotive 
parts manufacturer; Ex-Cell-0 Cor- 
poration; Norris Dispensers, Inc.; 
Atwood Vacuum Machine Com- 
pany, automotive hardware manu- 
facturer; Grand Rapids Textile and 
Machinery Corporation. 

Al. of these firsts, except one, 
officially entered vending last year. 

New Money Boom 
The 1955 boom of new faces and 

new money into the industry con- 
tinued thruout the year. 

In the closing weeks of the year, 
Advance Machine Company; 57- 
year -old pioneer firm in the vend- 
ing machine industry, was sold to 
the Harmon Machine Company, 
25 -year -old Wichita, Kan.. contract 
manufacturer of tools, dies and 
parts for airplanes, air -conditioning 
units and stove companies. 

Diversification and expansion- 
the present trend in American busi- 
ness -are responsible or new firms 

Look, Not Leap 
Into Vending 

CHICAGO, Jan. 14.-A bumper 
entp of manufacturers entered 
automatic selling during 1955, 
swept along with the national busi- 
ness trend to diversification and 
expansion. - 

But long studies are made of 
the field before entering. For ex- 
ample, the latest of these involved 
the purchase of an old -line vend- 
ing machine manufacturer by a 

contract cot facturer of tools and 
dies. 

Before moving, however, the 
Latter firm studied the vending in- 
dustry for several years, finally 
took the plunge.. Things studied: 
Ho:: :11 vending fits into present 

ie. and diversifying plans; 
potential growth of the industry. 

looking around for another business 
to enter. 

Automatic selling provides them 
with a growing one with sparkling 
potential. 

Possibly the most significant, 
and surely the biggest, of these 
entries into vending was Hoffman's 
purchase of Apeo. Inc., a leader in 
the cup drink vending field, and its 
five affiliated compan'es. The 
move, involving one of the largest 
stock transactions in the history of 
vending, put into the industry a 
firm which did a $40 million gross 
it. 1954 -, figure exceeded by only 
two firms in vcudiug, the Auto- 
matic Canteen Company cf Amer- 
ica and ABC Vending Corporation. 

What Happens 
Apeo, hie., which continues to 

operate as a division o: Hoffman, 
grossed $5 million in 1954. The 
acquisition gives Apco greater op- 
portunities for expansion and de- 
veloppment of nets, equipment. Sam 
Kvesberg, president of Apeo and its 
affiliates (and member of Hoff- 
man's board), predicted that 1958 
sales in vending ma-Alines will be 
between Sll. million and $15 mil- 
lion 

Reasons for finns entering vend -. 
ing is pretty well summed up by 
Seth C. Atwood, president of At- 
wood Vacuum Maclaine, sihich 
bough A.B.T. Manufacturing 
Cor[txoratiro, 37 -crime -old maker of 
mechanisms and rejectors.

OLD TV PILOTS 
TO PROMOTE 
DANCE DATES 

NE \V PORK, Jan. I1. -A 
new use for old TV pilot filets 
has been devised for the 
Ralph \larterie band by Mer- 
cury 's artist and repertoire 
chief, Vice- President Art Tal- 
madge. The filin will be of- 
fered for promotional screen- 
ing use to .stations in cities 
where blarterie is booked for 
dance dates. Pay -off in each 
case, of course, will be an on- 
the -air TV plug for the band's 
appearance. 

The movie trill be made 
available to stations then local 
promoters of the blarterie 
dances in each town, with time 
only charge to the outlets be- 
ing for drint costs and a 5 per 
cent fee to the American Fed- 
eration of Musicians. In some 
cases, these costs may be car- 
ried by the promoter alone. 

The pilot filin is set up in 
three different open -end seg- 
ments of three minutes each, 
so that stations may rum the 
entire film as a .15- minute 
show (including time for two 
commercials) or io separate 
sections.

Disk Industry Heads 
For New High With 
Rocket Start in Jan. 

Many Factors Predict Peak Year; 
All- Industry Pulse at Faster Beat

NEW PORK, Jan. 14. -The pace 

of early J;,nuary activity in the rec- 
ord business adds weight to pre- 
dictions of a peak year for the 
industry in 1956. 

Preliminary pulse- taking at all 
levels of the field this week showed 
feelings ranging from high enthu- 
siasm among manufacturers and 
distribtitors to a traditionally cau- 
tious tone of optimism at the stealer 
level. 

January business, according to 
record company execs, is humming 
along at a pace substantially above 
the saine month a year ago and at 
a level close to the high marks set 
is December. A combination of 
factors appeared to be tied in with 
the healthy industry picture. 

December Impetus , 

Foremost among reasons given 
for the current upsurge was the 
sales peak attained east month 
across the board by the phono- 
graph industry. Reports indicate 
that standard and hi -fi equipment 
in all price brackets enjoyed a peak 
demanciduring the Christmas buy-

The new plan gives sponsors 
who buy 13 to 25 participations 
in the daytime shod. the oppor- 
'ttnity ofbuying an equal nunber 
of 'spots in the nighttime program 
-at $6,000 per spot instead of the 
.standard price of $6,500 per spot. 
'Ifa sponsor buys 26 to 38 spots in 
"Afternoon Film Festival," the web 
will sell him an equal number of 
"Famous Film" spots at $5,500 
each. And if a bankroller buys 39 
or more spots on the daytime 
show, the network will sell ,him 
the same number of nighttime fea- 
ture film spots at $5,000 each; 

The network points out that, on 
the basis of Nielsen AA ratings 
from October to December,. "Fa- 
mous Film Festival" has been pro- 
viding advertisers with a cost -per- 
thousand of $3.44: If the ratings 
c otntinue at their present level, the 
-the cost -per- thousand for advertis- 
e s buying spots at $6,000 would 
be $3.18, at $5,500 the cost -per- 
thousand would' be $2.91, and at 
$5,000 it would be $2.65. The 
average half -hour evening pro- 
gram, accordúlgto the Nielsen 
report for Octo r, provided ad- 
vertisers with a cost -per- thousand 
of $4.34. NBC's "Today," accord- 

an ABC study, costs $3.68 
pei thousand viewers; "Home" 
Costs $9.03; "Matinee" costs $3.92 
and 'Tonight" costs $6.52. 

ABC_ estimates, on the basis of 
.ratings that local shows currently 
obtaining on stations and in time 
'slots where "Afternoon Film Festi- 
val" will be aired, that the feature 
film show will draw a 5.0 Nielsen 
AA rating. Advertisers paying 

$2,500 per spot would thereby get 
a cost -per -thousand buy of $2.12, 
while sponsors; who buy enough 
spots to chop down their cost to 
less than $2,500 per spot would 
pay even less on a cost-per- 
thousand basis.

West German 
Area to Get 
Commerc'I TV 

LONDON, Jan. 14. -Plans cur- 
rently being mulled will likely 
bring commercial TV to West 
German screens in the near future. 
The scheme will operate in two 
parts. First, existing Lerman sta- 
tions will slide sponsored programs 
into their schedules to guage 
viewer reaction. This stage will 
probably operate for around two 
years, during which time the 
newly formed Deutsche Fernseh 
Werbung (German Commercial 
Television) will ferret out costs and 
likely returns on a. full -scale com- 
mercial service. 

The second stage in the plan 
will be the construction of eight 
commercial transmitters in leading 
German cities, followed in the next 
two years by 19 more. 

In the two years after that, 23 
more stations would start opera- 
tions and finally the whole country 
would be covered by a network 
of some 80 transmitters. 

This more realistic plan follows 
one recently rejected in which the 
Germans were to have a commer- 
cial TV station supported by plugs 
which, instead of intermingling 
the programs, would have been 
crammed into one separate hour. 
For some reason advertisers didn't 
hake to that one. 

Strike Slows 
TV Com'cials 

HOLLYWOOD, Jan. 14. -Pro- 
duction of animated TV commer- 
cials slowed to a crawl on the 
West Coast this week with the 
Screen Cartoonists Guild striking 
one company, TV Spots, and six 
others promptly closing their doors 
to present a united front. 

The dispute is over whether the 
Commercial Film Producers' Asso- 
ciation, made up of some dozen 
companies, is to be recognized as 
a legal bargaining agent by the 
union. The Guild contends it will 
negotiate only with individual pro- 
ducers, and most of the producers 
are refusing.

unique contract, believed to be the 
first of its nature in TV, has been 
signed between Hal Roach Jr. and 
Producer M. Bernard (Ben) Fox.

Gets ASCAP 

Logging Plaints 
Investigations Not 
Based on 'Number 
Of Recent Filings 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14. -À 
Department of Justice spokesman 
this week confirmed that many 
complaints against the distribution 
policies of the American Society of 
Composers, Authors and Publish- 
ers bad been filed with his office. 

Judge Stanley N. Barnes, assist- 
ant attorney general of the 
department's anti -trust division, 
admitted that we have received a 
good many complaints," altho he 
would not say whether or not the 
department was considering taking 
action on the beefs. He added 
that the number of complaints had 
"sharply increased since announce- 
ment of the January 1 change in 
distribution." 

The latter change referred to 
ASCAP's decision to reduce the 
value of network sustainer plugs, 
a move strongly condemned as 
"discriminatory by band leaders 
and some small publishers. At the 
same time, ASCAP 'broadened its 
logging sample at the local station 
level, to reflect better the present 
day facts of the music business, 
and the greater income the Society 
derives from local stations as 
against the radio networks. 

Judge Banes refused to indicate 
what action, if any, his department 
is contemplating. "The. volume of 
complaints doesn't necessarily de- 
termine if an investigation will be 
taken," he said. He asserted that 
the department does not "respond 
to pressure" but weighs complaints 
on their merits and the legal 
considerations involved. 

Defense Wins 

Platters' Suit 
NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -An ac- 

Koh filed in Federal Court here 
late last year by the Platters, 
rhythm and blues vocal group, 
against King Records and Federal 
Records was settled this week in 
favor of the defendants. 

In the original action, the Plat- 
ters sought to have the diskeries 
enjoined from further issuance of 
copies of the group's hit disk, 
"Orly You." It was alleged that 
King was continuing to issue the 
disk after the group had recut the 
tune for Mercury Records. 

In the decision handed down, 
the court held that the plaintiffs 
had not sustained their burden of 
proof. It was also held that by 
virtue of an agreement between 
Tony Williams, lead singer of the 
group, and Federal Records, dated 
June 2, 1953, "it may well be that 
the defendants, rather than the 
plaintiffs, are the aggrieved party."

-The 
continued growth of bargain 
basement record firms, cheap labels 
who market their product thru 
mass radio-TV advertising (i.e., "16 
Itit tunes for $1.98 ") has resulted 
in a group(' swell among some 
music publishers who feel that 
proper accounting of disk sales 
hasn't been made. 

Uncle Sam has apparently been 

the target of some rather sly 
chicanery, too, with some "hit tune" 
firms adding a new wrinkle in an 
"effort to circumvent the payment 
of excise taxes. As a result, record 
manufacurers here have requested 
the Internal Revenue Department 
to clarify the excise tax laws. 

Not all hit tune firms have 
ducked royalty obligations. Some, 
it is known, are paying publishers, 
with the latter often receiving 
welcome revenue.from this source.

Life Music Sues License Orgs, Others 
For $7,500,000; Monopoly Is Charged 

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -Barney 
Young's longtime hassle with the 
major music licensing organizations 
blossonfed forth this week into a 
full -scale legal attack on "blanket 
licensing," with the filing of a 
$7,500,000 anti -trust action nam- 
ing as defendants Broadcast Music, 
Inc.; the American Society of 
Composers, Authors and Publish- 
ers; Sesac, Inc.; the Radio Cor- 
poration of America, the Columbia 
Broadcasting System, and the rec- 
ord and publishing affiliates of 
the cited networks. 

Plaintiff is Life Music, headed 
by Young and D. M. Fox. 

Life asks the $7,500,000 as tre- 
ble damages and further requests 
the Federal Court here to enjoin 
the licensing orgs from offering 
blanket license deals to music users. 
The petition asks that ASCAP, 
BMI and Sesac be required to of- 
fer music users a per- use -per -selec- 
tion deal with rates "fairly and 
reasonably fixed." 

The injunction sought by Life 
against the defendants covers a 
long list of alleged abuses. 

Among those are requests to en- 
join the defendants from giving

BRILL FOREIGNERS 

Tunes From Afar 
Hit New U.S. High 

NEW YORK, Jun. 14. -The in- 
flux of tunes from far away places 
is reaching a new high as the mu- 
sic business becomes increasingly 
international- minded. Common 
verbiage among Brill building hab- 
itues, idlers outside the Turf and 
in publisher circles includes "It's 
a hit in Scotland," or "here's an- 
other sleeper from Portugal," etc. 

The trend, of course, has been 
developing for years, but whereas 
several years ago foreign- derived 
material represented a tiny frag- 
ment of the pop business, it has 
now reached the point where there 
is excitement on a flock of Con- 
tinental ditties every few weeks. 

Here's a sampling of the over- 
seas orientation in the pop field. 
Columbia Records has just released 
a Percy Faith disk containing "Val- 
ley Valparaiso," backed with "Blue- 
bell." The first -mentioned, pub- 
lished here by Broadcast Music, 
Inc., is a big 'seller in France. 
The latter, acquired by Howard S. 
Richmond, actually had a sale of 
some 70,000 disks among hills and 
braes of Scotland -a big figure for 
a small area. 

Capitol Disks 
Capitol has just released -some 

disks with foreign- derived melo- 
dies. These include Les Baxter's 
ork's reading of "The Poor People 
of Paris," a French item known 
to the Gallic music business as "La 
Goualante de Pauvre Jean," and 
Ray Anthony's version of "Ma- 
deira." The diskery's publicity 
notes this ditty comes from Portu- 
gal, which connotes musically such 
smashes as "April in Portugal," 
"Lisbon Antigua, etc. 

Still another Capitol entry in 
the recent foreign -tunes derby is 

"Capri in May," a French item 
published here by Bourne, Inc., 
and recorded by Jackie Gleason, 
The ditty is also on the flip of Tony 
Bennett s Columbia disk Sing, You 
Sinners." 

Going back just about one 
month, The Billboard noted that 
Capitol launched its "Capitol of 
the World" series, the idea of 
which is to release here imported 
masters (acquired from Cap s par- 
ent company, Electric & Musical 
Industries) which have struck pay 
dirt abroad. The first release, in 
December, was an instrumental 
waxing- by Willie Schoebben of

Supreme Court 

For Ballentine, 

De Sylva Case 
NEW YORK, Jan. 14..-The U. 

S. Supreme Court has decided to 
determine the issue in the Marie 
DeSylva vs. Marie Ballentine case 
-involving the crucial question of, 
whether a child has equal rights 
with the widow in the disposition 
of renewal rights. 

The case is considered one of 
the most important in the annals of 
the music business. 

The appeal to the Supreme Court 
has been spearheaded by Sidney 
and Philip Wattenberg, attorneys 
for the Music Publishers' Protective 
Association, whose brief charged 
that the decision of the lower courts 
would be damaging to the tradi- 
tional mode of operation of the 
music business and would jeopard- 
ize the copyrights of many pub - 
fishers ' who secured the assign- 
ments from widows. The lower 
court ruling held that a child has 
equal. rights with a widow. 

Interested Parties 
The music business rallied 

strongly to the attitude of MPPA, 
as expressed in the brief of the 
Wattenbergs, and various groups 
have been granted permission to 
file briefs as amici curiae-includ- 
ing the American Society of Com- 
posers, Authors and Publishers, 
Songwriters' Protective Association 
and the Motion Picture Association 
of America. 

Sidney Schreiber, counsel for the 
Motion Picture Association, ex- 
pressed the belief that the case 
would reach the Supreme Court in 
40 to 60 days. 

Flanagan Sues 

Oberstein Disk 

Label for 1006 
NEW YORK, Jan. 14. - Eli 

Oberstein's Record Corporation of 
America became involved in an -_ 
other legal entanglement this 
week, when the diskery was sued 
in Federal Court here for $100,000 
by band leader Ralph Elanagan. 

In the complaint, Flanagan 
charges that the defendant, in July, 
1955, issued, sold and published 
a commercial recording bearing 
the plaintiff's name.

Victor, also 
charged that statements made on 
the defendant's record were false 
and defamatory and that the record 
was of inferior. quality. Flanagan 
also asks damages of $50,000 on 
these counts, because of the 
alleged damage to his reputation 
as a band leader.

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. RCA 
Victor is set to start firing its big 
promotional guns this week in cele- 
bration of the 75th anniversary of 
the Boston Symphony. A sam- 
pler," special new releases, adver- 
tising on all levels, point of sale 
material and, in many instances, 
special price concessions to retail- 
ers on Boston merchandise are all 
features of the push. 

The "sampler" actually resem- 
bles previous samplers only in that 
it is priced at 98 cents retail. It is 
in fact a recorded history of the 
ork, including its first recording 
made in 1917 under the direction 
of the late Karl Muck. It follows 
this with representative cuts in

the proper governmental agency 
"to bring such other and different 
proceedings as may be necessary 
and proper for the dissolution of 
the defendants, BMI, ASCAP and 
Sesac. 

Bulk of the Life complaint con- 
cerns itself with attempting to 
prove that the defendants com- 
bine to restrain trade . . and to 
establish a monopoly," and to show 
the dependence of the music busi- 
ness on records and their exposure 
via radio and television. 

The complaint alleges that Life, 
after its separation from BMI the 
end of 1953, found all attempts 
to enter into separate licensing 
deals with broadcasters futile. None 
would buy the performance rights 
to Life's copyrights at a "reason- 
able" fee, it states. 

The complaint claims that at 
least 10 per cent of all uses of 
BMI material were Life copyrights 
prior to its separation. In 1953 
Life earnings from BMI exceeded 
$250,000, according to the com- 
plaint. 

The document does not indi- 
cate whether this payment was for 
actual performances logged or in, 
clttcled payment as part of the 
Life -BMI contract settlement. 

Life's complaint asserts that the 
Young firm has evidence to show 
that per -use -per selection payment 
is practicable. It is contended that 
such a procedure would result in 
complete logging of all musical 
performances.

of these fins out of business by 
threatening litigation, Fos de- 
clared. We are interested in pay- 
ment of mechanical royalties as 
stipulated in the Copyright law, 
and intend to collect for the pub- 
lishers we represent." 

The problem becomes even more 
severe to publishers not represent- 
ed by Fox. Too frequently, pub- 
lishers who collect their own me- 
chanical royalties try to deal with 
some hit tune labels directly, and 
invariably wind up with little or 
no payment at all. 

The publishers are becoming 
alarmed at the growth of these 
operators, some of whom reputedly 
do a volume that runs into millions 
of units annually. 

Specifically, the publishers are 
concerned with knowing just which 
labels are in the hit tune business, 
and in locating them. The firms 
change labels all too frequently, 
partially to avoid royalty payments 
and also as a means of regenerating 
consumer interest in their product. 
Licenses to record are seldom is- 
sued, nor do publishers actually 
receive a statement from these 
firms. 

To complicate the situation even 
more, it is reported that some hit 
tune firms participate in the use of 
the same tape. One firm in Los 
Angeles is known to have used 
tapes originally recorded in New 
York from which hit tune disks 
were released. 

Hefty 1955 Loss 
It's estimated that publishers 

have in the aggregate lost more 
than $150,000 in mechanical royal- 
ties during 1955 alone, from an 

estimated 8,000,000 records sold 
via the mails on radio and televi- 
sion. The disks are generally mi- 
crogroove recorded 78's and 45's 
featuring in most cases four tunes 
(Curd four publishers) per side. 

With respect to the payment of 
excise taxes, the Internal Revenue 
Department here this week ac- 
knowledgee. that "payments are 
being made in two different ways." 
According to the excise tax law as 
it applies to phonograph records, 
taxes (10 per cent) are computed 
at the manufacturer's selling price. 
A manufacturer has been defined 
as one who owns the master re- 
cording. 

Some of the hit tune labels skirt 
ownership of masters by allegedly 
"leasing' masters from a record 
pressing plant, thus paying excise 
taxes on the cost of pressing rather 
than the selling price. The effort 
is at best reputed to be one that 
will be short -lived according to re- 
sponsible parties here. With the 
exception of the hit tune labels 
pitying taxes in this manner, and 
those who brazenly make no pay - 
ment at all, virtually the entire in- 
dustry pays a tax of approximately 
four and a fraction cents per rec- 
ord. The savings involved is enor- 
mous to these hit tune labels, quite 
often representing the difference 
between profit and loss. 

A spokesman for the excise tax 
division here acknowledged that 
the Department was aware of the 
method of computation. If the 
manufacturer can satisfactorily 
prove that he is leasing the mas- 
ters, the spokesman indicated the 
provisions of the excise tax law 
have been fulfilled.

Indiana Coliseum's TV 
Experiment Gets Started 

By TOM PARKINSON 

On Saturday (14) the Indiana Coliseum and WFBM -TV 
will be conducting their first experiment in joint operation of 
the arena and television medium. That is when the station's 
regular show, "Indiana Hoedown,' will be staged in the 7,800- 
seat Coliseum behind an admission charge. 

It was about two months ago that the television station ac- 
quired control of the company whirls leases and runs the Coli- 
seum except in the fair season. Melvin T. Ross, manager of the 
Coliseum and a stockholder in the new operating company, 
puts the situation this way: 

"There are few attractions on the road and we want to 
develop some of our own." 

He describes the Saturday show as a gamble. If it clicks, 
another one will be given January 28 and several others could 
be presented in this season. There is good reason to think it 
will prove out. "Hoedown" has made appearances in a number 
of smaller cities surrounding Indianapolis, and these were suc- 
cessful. Saturday's bigger show will be aimed in part at this 
same field, with advertisements in 80 territory newspapers. 

Another good sign, Ross points out, is that 200 advance 
sale orders had been received by midweek. In an area where 
patrons are not accustomed to ordering tickets ahead -of time, 
this is a strong start. 

If the show makes its mark and becomes a regular monthly 
feature, the arena's next step will be to concentrate on building 
ice attractions. The building plays "Holiday on Ice" in October 
to fill that need. Ross would like to increase hockey action and 
to hype the use of ice in any way. If the local hockey team 
develops adequately, its games might be televised in another 
year. 

Ross promotes a sports show in the building and has a 
food show be mar move into the Coliseum. In view of the fact 
that he handles these shows himself and because there is a prob- 
km in the rental scale and in replacing ice, the buikling is not 
used by a large number of other shows or producers. However, 
Ross points out that in other situations, a TV -arena combination 
probably could result in advantageous bidding for rentals. For 
one thing, the tenant might look for publicity breaks. Ross 
must buy his time on the TV station, but breaks still are possible. 
Incidentally, his upcoming sports and food shows will use more 
TV at the expense of outdoor ads. 

So far at least there has been no mention at Indianapolis 
Coliseum about using the arena as a huge T\' studio for types 
of shows demanding great space. This is differentiated from 
cases in which the Coliseum is being sited for its seating capacity 
rather than its slow space.

Surf Ave. to 

Lose 100 Feet 

For Project 
NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -A re- 

vision has been made in plans for 
the proposed $23,000,000 public 
housing project on the location of 
old Luna Park (The Billboard, De- 
cember 17). The Bbard of Estimate 
ruled this week that the property 
should not include all the frontage 
on Surf Avenue, which would have 
forced many concession operators 
off valuable property. 

The original plan was for the 
city to condemn 800 frontage Net 
on Surf Avenue. Now the plan is 
to leave it all intact, except for 100 
feet as a corridor for access to the 
project. The 100 feet would begin 
on the corner of West Eighth 
Street and extend westward. 

Representing the Coney Island 
interests was Borough President 
John Cashmore, who said Surf Ave- 
nue should not lose any part of its 
reputation as a main amusement 
thoroughfare of Coney Island. 

Chamber Objects 
The revised plan now goes back 

to the City Housing Authority, but 
while Cashmore's objections were 
met, the plan failed to satisfy busi- 
nessmen and the Coney Chamber 
of Commerce. They held that Luna 
Park be converted instead into a 

huge parking field for the 50,000,. 
000 people who visit Coney Island 
each year. 

John Ward, president of the 
chamber, spoke, as did Frank A. 
Kister, Julian A. Bergoffen, I. H. 
Klein, Frank Sindell and Samuel 
Holzman. 

Some 1,500 families will be ac- 
commodated by the project. Prop- 
erty assembled by realtor Fred C. 
Trump for conveyance to the city 
extends behind Surf Avenue from 
West Eighth to West 12th streets 
and back to Neptune Avenue. The 
strip of Surf Avenue amusements is 
not included and the city was 'ex- 
pected to condemn it and erect 
modern retail stores in place of the 
present game, food and ride con- 
cessions. 

2d Season Fair for 
Gotham Kiddie City 

NEW YORK, Jin. 14. -The end 
of its second season of operation 
finds Kiddie City, mammoth op- 
eration on Northern Boulevard in 
Queens, still shy of its potential 
earning power. Having passed the 
first -year break -in season, the park 
in 1955 was beset by the same 
weather woes which hampered 
most Eastern outdoor amusements. 

Weather turned poor on many 
weekends, Manager Bob Black re- 
called this week. There were no 
stepped -up promotional activities, 
and the million -dollar 22 -ride park 
retained its physical shape and size. 
No changes are contemplated for 
next season, except the possibility 
of an additional 19th hole bein 
constructed on the miniature golf 
course and the likelihood that Cook 
will take over operation of the 
park's archery unit. 

Black said it has been decided 
not to acquire a Round -Up ride 
from the Frank Hrubetz Company, 
altho discussions were held on the 
subject. Major and intermediate 
rides at the park were felt suf- 
ficient for,the coming season. They 
are a Skooter, Big Eli Wheel, Roto- 
Jet, Whip, Carrousel, Tilt -a -Whirl 
and National's Century Flier train 
and Comet Junior Coaster. 

In addition to these units there 
are 14 kiddie rides. 

Croup Rate Offered 
Kiddie City is low pressure on 

promotic ns, breaking its 15-cent 
and 25 -cent ticket prices for 
school groups and other outings. 
Birthday parties also get a break 
on ticket prices. 

Seaside Beginning 
$1,000,000 Project 

The only concession operation at 
the park is the food, of the better 
counter refreshments variety. The 
food building, facing on the main 
parkway, includes in its rear a 
large glassed -in Arcade which has 
all nickel -play pieces. On cold 
weather weekends, when eating 
out is common among automobile - 
owning families in New York, the 
building wins big money from kid- 
die Arcade play. 

Concessions are the only ele- 
ments which are missing which 
would classify the operation as a 

major park. Confining it to ride 
presentations, the owners feel, 
minimizes any criticism and helps 
build good will in the neighbor- 
hood,

Show for March 

VIRGINIA BEACH, Va., Jan. 
14.- Nearly $1,000,000 in improve- 
ments and other work will be 
undertaken at Seaside Park during 
the next two years as the burned- 
out installation takes on a new ap- 
pearance, according to manager 
Dudley Cooper. Three -fourths of 
the expense will be devoted to an 
ultra -modern motel with swimming 
pool, and about $200,000 will go 
into park construction and the 
purchase of new rides and replace- 
ment units. 

A severe blaze last fall caused 
damage estimated at some $175,- 
000 (The Billboard, October 22), 
altho first estimates ran as high 
as a quarter -million dollars. Fire 
destroyed the north section build- 
ings of the park completely, in- 
cluding most of the rides and game 
equipment. The South end was 
also damaged, and the Merry-Co- 
round and its building were 
severely burned. 

The destroyed section, contain- 
ing most of the rides, included 
many which had been dismantled 
and placed in storage after the 
Labor Day closing. With insurance 
on the park being only $80,000, 
Cooper reported, owners Jack L. 
Greenspoon and himself, the T -A 
Greenco Corporation and Seaside 
Park, Inc., had to absorb the bulk 
of the Ions. It is estimated that the 
insurance settlement will approxi- 
mate $50,000 

The site is in the process of 
being cleared of fire debris, and 
contracts have reportedly been let 
for restoring the north end of the 
park with a steel, concrete and 
glass building. Measuring 122 feet 
by 150, it will contain various 
amusement operations such as 

Scooter cars, Darto, Skee Ball Al- 
leys, shooting gallery, Rendezvous 
restaurant, custard, candy apples, 
floss and peanuts, new offices, 
manager's apartment, lavatories 
and other elements. 

The park is also planning to 
purchase for the south end a new 
Ferris Wheel, battery of kiddie 
rides, and kiddie coaster, and to 
repair the Merry-Go -Round and its 
building. It is expected that these 
improvements and replacements 
will involve expenditure of some 
$200,000. 

Architects are Lublin- McGaughy 
and Associates of Norfolk and else- 
where, who are also drawing plans 
for the first section of a motel 
on Greenco Corporation property 
which will contain 42 units, recep- 
tion office and manager's office. 

Next year Greenco plans to add 
42 additional motel units and a 

swimming pool to finish the proj- 
ect. Exclusive the land, which is 
valued at $300,000, it is said, the 
first section of the motel building 
will cost about $375,000, and the

$ookings Up 
ATLANTIC. CITY, Jan. 14.-At- 

lactic City took in more than 34 
million convention dollars in 1955, 
And the outlook for 1956 is even 
brighter, according to Wayne Stet- 
son, manager of the Convention 
Bureau. 

Altho business was sluggish early 
last year -very little in January and 
February-the resort entertained an 
impressive number of convention 
visitors during the other months. 
Recorde show that 323 conventions 
and trade shows were held during 
the year, with a total attendance of 
275,150. Based .on a survey of 
what the average visitor spends, 
Stetson estimates the 1955 total at 
some $34,390,010. 

For 1956, "we anticipate at least 
330 conventions and expositions, 
which will attract approximately 
300,000 persons who will spend 
better than $35,000,000," says Stet- 
son.' The 1956 season will start 
January 15, when the Canners' 
convention opens. The week -long 
meetings and exposition of the Na- 
tional Canners' Association Na- 
tional Food Brokers' Association, 
and Canning Machinery and Sup- 
plies Association is expected to 
bring some 16,000 members of the 
food industry to the resort. 

Topping the convention list in 
February will be the convention 
of the American Association of 
School Administrators, with antici- 
pated attendance of some 18,000.

Anderson Re- Elected President 

ST. PAUL, Jun. 14.- Minnesota's 
98 county and district fairs were 
a million -dollar business in 1955. 

That report was one'of the high- 
lights of the annual meeting of tie 
Minnesota Federation of County 
Fain in Hotel St. Paul here Mon- 
day and Tuesday (9 -10). Harold C. 
Pederson, secretary, said 1955 
business reached $1,814,248, an in- 
crease in receipts of $118,400 over 
1954. 

Other highlights were: 
Report from the State health 

department that each food conces- 
sionaire at county and district fairs 
will need individual licenses start- 
ing this year. 

Pederson's announcement that 
more than a million persons saw 
the State's county fairs last year 

A request by farm youth for a 
larger role in such fairs. 

A proposal that county fairs seek 
to educate city folks about the 
problems of agriculture. 

Re- election of all Federation of- 
ficers and directors whose terms 
expired. 

Premiums Up 
In his report, Secretary Peder- 

son said Minnesota fairs last year 
spent $1,238,388, with the State 
contributing $178,209 for premium 
payments and individual counties 
adding another $378,351. 

Largest county fair in Minne- 
sota in 195.5 was the Mower 
County Fair at Austin which played 
to 18.5,000 persons, had 18,977 en- 
tries, receipts of $53,078 and ex- 
penditures of $14,087 for prize 
money. 

Pederson told the meetings that 
well over a million persons flocked 
thru county fair gates last year. 
He said total expenditures of fairs 
in 1955 was $1,238,388, of which 
nearly $300,000 went for premi- 
ums, including $100,000 prize 
money for livestock and crops and 
nearly $350,000 for entertain- 
ment. The balance was made up 
by about $700,000 in State, county 
and municipal aid, dues, donations 
and miscellaneous receipts. 

R. E. Hunt, chief of the State 
hotel and restaurant division of the 
Minnesota health department, told 
the Federation members about the 
new requirement for individual li- 
censing of fair food concessionaires. 
He said that under an extremely 
lenient" interpretation of the State 
law, county fair boards in the past 
were permitted to take out a li- 
cense for food preparation and

service, and all concessions blank- 
eted in without individual cost. 

Starting this year, however, he 
said, every concessionaire, whether 
a church, organisation or private 
stand operator, will.need to apply 
for an individual permit from the

More Active Role 
Representatives of farm youth 

organizations in the State told the 
Federation meeting they would like 
a more active role in the county ex- 
positions. In a panel discussion, 4 -H 
and Future Farmers of America 
members also asked the fairs be 
made more educational. Two panel 
speakers proposed the county fair 
boards consider taking in young 
people as junior members and as- 
sign club members to such jobs as 
assistant supervisors, assistants to 
judges and as clerks. 

Byron Allen, State agriculture 
commissioner, told the meeting that 
with a declining rural population, 
county fairs should do more to 
educate city people about the prob- 
lems of agriculture. He said Minne- 
sota had 13,500 fewer farms in 
1954 than in 1949. 

With only 131/2_per cent of the 
nation's population living, on farms, 
the commissioner said, the political

NORTH TONAWANDA, N. Y., 
Jan. 14.- Wurlitzcr's 1958 phono- 
graph line goes on display in dis- 
tributor showrooms thruout the 48 
States, Cana&. and Mexicc begin- 
ning tomorrow (15), formally 
launching "Wurlitzer Centennial 
Days." 

The new phonograph, designated 
as the Centennial Model 1900, fea- 
tures an all new cabinet design, an 
improved sound system, new color 
combinations, a revamped selector 
button panel, and a long list of new 
engineering developments. It is a 

104 -selection high -fidelity phono- 
graph, playing 45 r.p.a, disks ex- 
clusively, and equisped with the 
Wurlitzer "Carousel record mech- 
anism. 

New Cabinets 
The cabinet design clearly dis- 

tinguishes the 1900 from previous 
Wurlitzer models. The back of the 
cabinet has been curvet'. forward 
near the top forming a semi -roof. 
A one -piece, wrap -around window 
extends from the roof down over 
the program panel to the selector 
buttons. The wrap -around window 
swings out and upward providing 
ample service accessibility to the 
record mechanism and the title 
strip panels. 

Size of the new cabinet is 55% 
inches high, 33 11 /16 inches wide 
and 27% inches deep. Net weight 
is 323 pounds. 

Color Choice 
The four colors available on the 

phonograph are dese,. haze, glacier 
white, Chinese black and Persian 
turquoise.

OAKLAND, Calif., Jan. 14. -A 
meeting of the six -man executive 
advisory board of Music Operators 
of America has been called to pre- 
pare MOA's course of action on 
1056 anti -juke box copyright legis- 
lation, to outline plans for the as- 
sociation's 1956 convention, and 
to discuss MOA's proposed entry 
into the record business. 

The meeting was called by 
George A. Miller, MOA president 
and general manager. It is sched- 
uled to be held at this Morrison 
Hotel in Chicago, February 5-6. 

Sidney Levine, legal counsel of 
MOA and a member of the advi- 
sory board, will lead the discussion 
on MOA's course of action regard- 
ing anti -juke box legislation. Main 
objective of the group: Set up a 
defense against all bills hoppered 
in Congress which are aimed at re- 
moving the juke box exemption 
from the 1909 Copyright Act. 

In announcing the meeting, 
Miller stated that early action to 
remove the juke box exemption was 
expected on Capitol Hill. 

The advisory group will also 
be concerned with the association's 
coming convention, May 6-8, and 
will probably set up committees to 
handle such detail's as hotel reserva- 
tions, exhibit space reservations, 
entertainment, programs, the an- 
nual banquet and panel discussions 
during operator meetings.

to launch their own record com- 
pany. 

Distributors also chalked up an 
excellent year, increased sales from 
10 to 25 per cent compared with 
1954.

elation. Its purpose: To co-ordinate 
the thinking of the manufacturers, 
distributors and operators. 

New distributor locations, thus 
new operator service facilities, were 
set up thruout the year. 

Manufacturers topped 1954's 
production totals by 2,000, pro- 
duced 63,000 phonographs during 
the year. 

Giant strides in equipment im- 
provements also pushed the juke 
box industry up for one of its best 
'years. Leading equipment inno- 
vations included new styling, im- 
proved sound systems, a 200-selec- 
tion phonograph and dual pricing, 
two -tone color combinations on 
cabinets and more trouble -free 
parts. 

All in all, 1955 was one of the 
phonograph industry's best years.

Profit Fails to Keep Up With 
Volume in Cig Vending Sales 

Dark Clouds Are Pending Price Boosts, 
Single -Price Venders, Conversion Cost 

By AARON STERNFIELD 

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. - With 
cigarette vending machine sales at 
an all -time high, cigarette operators 
should be looking forward to the 
most prosperous year in their his- 
tory. But a good many of them feel 
the whopping figure in the gross 
volume column of the ledger will 
not be reflected in the net profit 
column. 

Prime reason for the pessimism 
is the imminent increase in cigar- 
ette prices, the small percentage of 
equipment that can be converted 
to dual pricing at nominal cost, 
and the cost of converting older 
machines, which constitute the 
bulk of most operators' equipment. 

The problem of Connecticut 
operators may be considered typi- 
cal of what they are up against. 
Effective February 1, the State tax 
will be increased from 3 cents to 
4 cents. Currently, most Connecti- 
cut machines are dispensing regal. 
lars, kings and filters for 25 cents 
across the board. They aren't sure 
what they will do when the new 
tax goes into effect, but they do 
know they must do something. 

Spot Checks 
So members of the Connecticut 

C;garette Merchandisers' Associa- 
tion met in New Haven this week 
to hear the deputy tax collector 
explain the new tax.

month to get the new stamp on, 
and after that spot checks will be 
made of machines on location, and 
of supplies in wholesalers' ware- 
houses. Some 50 agoras will be 
sent in the field to inspect vending 
machines. 

The problems facing cigarette 
operators include the feasibility of 
converting and, if they do convert, 
the price structure for regulars, 
kings and filters. 

The additional tax was put on 
the books to pay for the recent 
flood damage, and expires after 
nine months. This poses a problem 
which has been bothering a lot of 
operators. If the additional tax is 
not renewed at the end of nine 
months, the operators may go back 
to their old price structure at the 
end of the period. 

In that case, at $20 a machine, 
the cost of conversion would 
hardly be justified. But, if the op. 

erator goes ahead on the premise 
that the additional tax will die a 
normal death-and fails to convert 
-he may discover that the tax has 
been extended. In this event, he 
will have passed up the extra reve- 
nue for nine months, and he may 
have to convert anyway. 

Whether or not the additional 
tax will be extended at the end of 
the nine -month period, nobody 
knows. One operator at the meet - 
ing voiced his doubts this way: 
"The only thing we can assume at 
the end of nine months is that a 
woman will give birth, and we're 
not even sure of that." 

Three price structure possibili- 
ties were presented at the meeting: 
25 cents for regulars, 27 cents for 
kings and 28 cents for filters; 27 
cents for regulars and kings and 
30 cents for filters.

N. Y. SUBWAYS 
MOVE AGAINST 
SLUG PASSERS 

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -The 
Transit Authority has a secret 
weapon who drop slugs in 
subway turnstiles, but it's so 
secret that the TA will release 
no information about its oper- 
ation. 

According to Charles L. 
Patterson, TA chairman, sev- 
eral persons have been ar- 
rested for passing slugs since 
the device was installed. All 
he would say about the de- 
vice-which has interested 
vending and coin machine op- 
erators in this area -is that it 
is employed wherever a high 
concentration of slugs occurs. 

For the fiscal year ended 
June 30, some 433,807 disks 
other than authorized tokens 
have been used in the sub- 
ways. Of these, 125,359 were 
tokens of less value for other 
transit systems and 36,080 
were of the same 15-cent 
value as the New York tokens. 

All tokens were redeemed 
by the issuing transit systems. 
The remaining metal was 
melted down. 

THE 64,000% QUESTION 

Are Bulk Ops Commissioning 
Themselves Out of Business? 
By BILL MASLOWE 

CHICAGO, Jan. 14. -Bulk vend- 
ing operators are taking a second 
look at rising commissions in the 
Midwest, and those in Chicago are 
especially concerned. 

Like over -all operational costs 
and merchandise, the payments are 
at an all -time high, veteran opera- 
tors informed The Billboard. This 
is particularly true in the Chicago 
area where they claimed location 
commissions are the highest in the 
nation. 

Payments, operators contacted 
by The Billboard reported, have 
past the 30 per cent mark and are 
still rising with no prospects in 
sight to halt the spiraling trend. 

Higher costs, established opera- 
tors asserted, are being forced 
upon them by new, inexperienced 
men entering the field -the ma 
jority being part-time operators 
who want to increase their regular 
income and have absolutely no con- 
ception or business know -how of 
the industry. 

It was the general consensus, of 
veterans servicing routes within a 
100 -mile radius of Chicago that 
a fair and reasonable commission 
should be about 20 per cent. 

However, the majority reported 
they were paying up to and over 
30 per cent commissions to hold 
onto average or better than average 
locations.

The thorn, they freely admitted, 
is the competitive situation here, 
and while all would rather pay a 
20 per cent, and feel most loca- 
tions would accept the lower fig- 
ure, if it was the best offer they 
could get, none wants to be a trail 
blazer. 

Several hundred miles south and 
southwest of Chicago, and east- 
ward an entirely different situation 
prevails in the bulk vending field. 

Bernard K. Bitterman, one of 
the leading bulk operators in Kan- 
sas City, Mo., reports commissions 
in that area have been held under 
the 20 per cent on peanuts, ban- 
dies, tab gum, ball gum and charm 
locations, and that 25 per cent 
is tops on mixed nuts. 

To the east -in Michigan for zit- 
ample- operators disclosed the pre- 
vailing payments ranged from 15 
to 25 per cent, with the average 
being out 20 per cent. 

As in Kansas City, Henry C. 
Lemke of Detroit, explained the 
cost of operations and merchandise 
is placed squarely before location 
owners, and that facts are cited 
to maintain fair commission, espe- 
cially in view of the rising cost of 
labor and materials. 

In the Kansas and Michigan 
areas, it is impressed upon new 
operators that they, as well as es- 
tablished operators, will suffer 
should they attempt to jump a loca- 
tion thru offering greater commis- 
sions, and that neither could make 
a decent return upon their invest- 
ment. 

Location Hold 
Chicago area veterans reported 

they have been forced to jump com- 
missions during the past several 
years to hold locations from new- 
comers, and as result many are 
operating bulk routes on too narrow 
a margin for safety. 

In lashing out against the bump- 
ing of an operator from a location, 
they pointed out the location jump-

No explanation was offered for 
the decrease.

Dairy Industry to 
Mull Milk Vending:. 

Relationship of Diversified Operator and 
Dairymen to Be Studied at NDC Meeting 

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -More 
than 400 dairy industry leaders will 
gather here at the 41st annual 
meeting of the National Dairy 
Council January 30 thru February 
1 to discuss methods of boosting 
milk and ice cream sales. 

According to William McKinney, 
NDC executive, quart and half -pint 
milk vending will play a prominent 
role in the deliberations, and ice 
cream vending will also be dis- 
cussed. 

Almost sure to be thrashed out is 
the relationship between the dairy- 
man and the diversified vending 
operator - or who will operate 
what? And therein lies a paradox. 

Mutual Feeling 
Most industry leaders-in both 

industries -feel that quart and out- 
door milk sales fall in the natural 
province of the 'dairyman, while 
half -pint and third -quart sales in 
industrials, offices and institution 
can be handled best by the diversi- 
fied vending operator. 

The reasoning behind this rem- 
ise is elementary. Because dairies 
are set up to handle large-volume 
sales, they can service outdoor 
quart machines more. efficiently 
than can the operator who deals in 
cigarettes, hot drinks, cup drinks, 
candy and sandwiches 

On the other hand, the diversi- 
fied operator, by the very nature of 
his diversification, can offer the 
industrial or institutional location 
a package the dairy could never 
match. 

Reason Why 
However, there are many dairy- 

men who won't accept this seem- 
ingly natural market allocation. 
Here's how they reason: 

Any sales which are picked up 
cn outdoor gas station stops, or in 
quart machines placed in apart- 
ment house lobbies are sales which 
would normally have been made 
in the nearby supermarket or deli- 
catessen. Therefore, quart vend- 
ing sales do not enlarge the mar- 
ket, appreciably, they merely alter 
the distribution pattern. 

On the other hand, any sales 
which are picked up in half -pint 
machines or factory, school or of- 
fice locations might be sales which 
would not have been made. There- 
fore, if the dairyman is looking for 
plus sales, he had better forget 
quarts and concentrate on half 
pints. 

Holes in Theory 
Of course, dairymen with quart 

milk vending operations will tear 
that argument to shreds by point -

"In my opinion they would be 
far better off by putting in the 
time and effort they spend in try - 
ing to make money by operating 
bulk machines on another job." 

He pointed out that operators 
in trying to compete with higher 
payments of the newcomers are 
learning they too are losing out In 
the long hauL 

Phil Sparacino and his three 
sons along with Sam Schnayer, 
Tony Corso, Sam Nuccio and Pete 
Culotta, all veterans in the field, 
hold that commissions of 25 per 
cent or higher are out-of-line, and 
are deeply concerned over the rais- 
ing payments to secure outlets. 

In fact they have watched a 
procession of new operators come 
and go, many being forced out of 
business because of the high com- 
missions they paid, and in addi- 
tion lost most of their original in- 
vestment. 

Many of the operators explained 
they had to more than double com- 
missions to protect good stops 
when a newcomer attempted to 
freeze them out with higher pay- 
ments. 

Schnayer, who operates the Cir- 
cle R Distributors, reported many 
of the newcomers he has met ex- 
pressed the opinion they can make 
a fortune easily in bulk vending 
thru offering greater payments to 
location- owners, and then much to 
their sorrow, discover they have 
commissioned themselves right out 
of business. 

Like other Chicago operators, he 
too has been forced to raise com- 
missions, but is fighting back with 
facts. His facts are his record of 
service to the location owner being 
tempted with a bigger commission. 
These include his regular service, 
latest charms, quality gum and a 
steady turnover of merchandise 
that provide steady and more coin - 
missions than the inexperienced 
operator can offer in addition to 

Kantor says he had managed to 
maintain an average commission of 
about 22 per cent. His lowest is 
about 10 per cent and the highest 
30. 

Per unit- sales have fallen off, 
he reported, but his over -all vol- 
ume had been slightly uri because 
he is continually placing more 
venders and opening new locations. 

Sparacino fellows a similar pat- 
tern, but claims he too must find 
new outlets and add more ma- 
chines to keep tip his gross, as new 

operators as well as experienced 
men will up commissions if they 
believe they can grab off a good 
outlet. 

Sparacino revealed his location 
commissions were from 20 to over 
33 per cent with the average about 
25 per cent. Schnayer reported 
his location received from 15 to 
33 per cent, and that he was at- 
tempting to hold his average pay- 
ments to about 20 per cent. 

Newcomers Alarmed 
Relative newcomers to the field, 

Ray C. Thompson, Bellwood, Ill., 
who developed black lighting to 
highlight his machines and increase 
sales, and Eli Soto, who has de- 
veloped some of the outstanding 
stops in Chicago, are also alarmed 
over the !sigh rates being offered. 

Thompson reported his commis- 
sion nrnning from 27 to over 30 
per cent, and reported payments of 
35 per cent in order to hold better 
than average 9utlets. 

Soto's payments are 15 per cent 
to tab gum locations, 10 per cent 
to package gum stops, and between 
15 and 20 per cent for mixed nuts. 

In keeping his locations satis- 
fied, Soto who has less than 250 
machine services each week, works 
closely with outlet owners in build - 
ing up sales. and offers a selection 
of merchandise. 

He has. made a minute study 
of each stop, and as the result of- 
fers only merchandise that turns 
over quickly. This service has re- 
sulted in excellent returns and has 
won the confidence of owners. 

Many of the operators report 
they are resorting to a flat rate 
payment of between $2.50 to $3 
to locations each time a machine 
empties. Thru regular service they 
have been 'able to time this action 
fairly well, and have slashed regu- 
lar service calls to a bare minimum 
to obtain a higher return on their 
investment. 

In other words, if a location they 
previously serviced twice a month 
empties its machine every fourth 
or sixth week, they cut calls to one, 
and that about the fifth week. 

Bitterman in Kansas City re- 
vealed that he is planning to cut 
his commissions at mixed nut out- 
lets, pointing out it is virtually 
impossible to pay a 25 per cent 
commission and make a fair return 
in view of the rising cost of nuts. 
He said he is also contemplating 
lowering commissions in chain out- 
lets due to the high cost of labor, 
materials and repairs. 

Dairy B2z to Mull Vending 
Gafttin, 

ing out that the overwhelming bulk 
of quart vending sales are made in 
evenings, weekends or holidays, 
linen milk isn't readily available 

in retail outlets. 
But the important fact is that a 

lo: of dairymen think quart vend - 
ing sales will dip into normal retail 
sales. And, ..until they are con- 
'bleed otherwise, they will either 
eschew vending, or else attempt to 
get indoor locations for half pints. 

In New York, the lifting of the 
eating requirement of half pints 
and. third quarts has made indus- 
trial vending look a mite rosier 
for the dairyman. Until October 
26, all milk had to be dated, with 
:s time limitation placed on sales 
after the date on the container. 

Costs Pared 
However, the requirement was 

lifted for ockages or a third quart 
or smaller. This means that serv- 
ice costs on indoor locations are 
pared, as these stops need not be 
serviced daily, and milk not sold 
at the expiration of the dating peri- 
od need not be removed. 

Altho some dairy operators in 
the New York area are getting their 
feet wet in industrial locations, 
most of them are shying away be- 
cnlse they feel it would require a 
package operation to get most of 
the fat industrials. And rather than 
go into a new field- automatic 
merchandising -they would prefer 
to act as suppliers for established 
operators. 

The diversified operator has sim- 
ilar problems when he attempts to 
tackle quart 'milk sale& lie dis- 

covers he doesn't have the vehicles, 
p rsonnel, storage or refrigeration 
facilities. He also learns that the 
dairy can 'undersell him without too 
much trouble, 

Two Outlooks 
Important in the -dairy -vs: opera- 

tor problem :n quart sales are the 
two different outlooks. For the 
dairyman, vending sales may be a 
painless method of geeing rid of 
the surplus. He is in a position to 
operate vending machines at small 
profit margins because if he doesn't 
sell the milk in automatic merchan- 
disers, he doesn't sell t at alo. And 
a small profit is better than a dead 
loss. 

The vending operator doesn't 
have that option. If he handles 
quart sales, he must make a fair 
profit. If he doesn't, the game 
isn't worth the candle. 

Indications as to how fast the 
dairymen intend to move in quart 
milk may be given at the meeting. 
In New Jersey, where outside inter- 
est are fighting quart milk vending 
tooth and nail, new installations are 
coming along at a fairly rapid rate. 

Also indications are that Rowe 
is making a push in Connecticut to 
boost the sale of its quart milk 
machine. New York State depends 
on a lega' battle which is currently 
being waged.

Sugar Deliveries Up 
Sugar deliveries for the first 11 

months of 1955 totaled 7,809,000 
tons, an increase of 3.6 per cent 
from the same period of 1954, ac- 
cording to Agriculture Department. 
Raw sugar, duty paid in New York 
averaged 5.97 cents per pound 
during the month of November, a 
decrease of .09 cent from October. 
During the third quarter of 1955, 
major sugar -using groups received 
more sugar from primary distribu- 
tors than in the corresponding per- 
iod of 1954. The beverage indus- 
try (principally soft drinks) received 
17 per cent, confectionery and re- 
lated products received 6.6 per 
cent and ice cream and dairy prod- 
ucts received 12.7 per cent. Sugar 
quotas for 1956 amounting to 
8.350,000 tons have been an- 
nounced by the secretary of ag- 
riculture. 

Milk Supply Heavy 
December farm production of 

milk is estimated at 9,023 million 
pounds, a 2 per cent increase above 
December, 1954, and 12 per cent 
above the 1944 -'53 average. Sea- 
sonally, production increased 3 per 
cent from November to December, 
as compared with an average gain 

of 4 per cent. Relative to popula- 
tion, December, 1955, production 
was at the rate of 1.75 pounds per 
capita per day, slightly above a 
year earlier and the 10-year aver - 
age per capita for the month. 

Confectionery Sales Up 
Manufacturers' sales of confec- 

tionery and competitive products 
increased 8 per cent in November, 
1955, over the October total, ac- 
cording to Census Bureau. The 
total is estimated at 4115,318,000, 
virtually the same as November, 
1954. Sales of manufacturer- 
wholesalers at $90,121,000 wem 7 
per cent above October, but 1 per 
cent below November, 1954. Man- 
ufacturer- retailers' estimated sales 
in November increased 31 per cent 
compared to October, and 7 per 
cent compared to November, 19.54. 
Reports from a selected group of 
large manufacturers indicate that 
for the first 11 months of 1955 
both poundage and dollar sales 
were 1 per cent higher than in 
1954. Poundage sales of bar goods, 
however, were up 2 per cent and 
poundage sales of packages goods 
retailing above 50 cents per pound 
were up 4 per cent compared to 
1954.

these structures will be used, de- 
pending on the locality. But within 
a given locality, most operators 
feel pricing will be uniform. Possi- 
bility of a uniform price pattern 
for the State is considered remote. 

Virtually all equipment manu- 
factured in the last three years can 
either be converted to dual, pricing 
without much trouble, or has been 
made for dual pricing. The trouble 
is that at least two-thirds of the 
cigarette machines on location are 
of more ancient vintage. 

One large operator, with a 2,000- 
machine route, will have to 
convert 1,600 machines when the 
new tax goes into effect. At $20 
a machine, that's $32,000. 

Lot of Money 
He's a big operator, but he's 

not so big that he has $32,000 to 
spend for conversion work. If he 
does convert, and he probably will, 
he will have to go in hock for the 
$32,000. Then. if the tax expires 
at the end of the nine months, he 
will have received only part of his 
investment. 

Of course, in the long range, the 
operators will come out ahead by 
converting. But many operators 
are worried about working capital, 
with immediate problems more 
pressing than long -range prospects. 

Another thing strapping opera- 
tors is the growing tendency to pay 
out advance commissions. One op- 
erator, with about 350 machines 
in a city of 40,000, has shelled out 
$20,000 in advance commissions 
and bonuses since January 1, 

Bay State Picture 
In neighboring Massachusetts, 

the price situation is acute. There, 
the State tax is 5 cents, but oper- 
ators- are getting only 25 cents a 
pack in vending machines. The 
profit margin is paper -thin, and, 
no matter how much volume they 
do, they are always skating on thin 
ice. 

The ironic part is that had the 
Massachusetts operators converted 
five years ago, they'd be doing all 
right now. As things stand, they 
may soon be forced to convert. The 
upshot will be that they could just

as well have converted five years 
ago as far as cost is concerned. As 
far as revenue is concerned, they 
will be behind more dollars than 
they like to think about. 

In Pennsylvania, the tax was re- 
cently jumped from 3 cents to 4 
cents to pay for flood damage, 
Most Pennsylvania operators are 
still vending for a straight 25 cents, 
with the extra cent coming out of 
their hides. 

Replacements Slow 
Time will solve a lot of these 

problems, if there is enough of 
that commodity. New cigarette 
venders are coming out with multi- 
ple-pricing as standard equipment, 
and as older machines are replaced, 
the late models will take over. But, 
according to the current replace- 
ment rate, multiple -price machines 
won't be in the majority for at least 
another five years. 

The pattern in Pennsylvania has 
been conversion of better Stops, 
with other locations unchanged. As 
a rule of thumb, a better stop may 
be classified as one doing a mini- 
mum of 150 packs a week. 

In New York, the local cigarette 
merchandisers' association -which 
is currently having its troubies with 
the anti-trust division of the Justice 
Department -last year -proposed a 
price structure of 25 cents for 
regulars, 28 cents for kings and 30 
cents for filters. 

Short Trial 
A couple of the larger operators 

gave it a whirl, but after a few 
months went back to a straight 
25 -cent vend, with "competition" 
given as the reason. 

To complicate the picture further, 
it seems almost a lead pipe cinch 
that cigarette prices in general will 
go up this year. Tobacco company 
spokesmen have hinted that broad- 
ly, and most jobbers are set for the 
increase. 

Any increase in wholesale prices 
would probably write finis to the 
25 -cent vend in 4 and 5 -cent 
tax States. In that case, conversion 
and new equipment sales would 
really soar. The operator would be 
faced with two choices -operate 
his current equipment at break - 
even or worse, or invest heavily in 
new machines and conversions. 

The former course hardly makes 
good sense. The latter course might 
strap him initially, but will prob- 
ably pay off in the long run. At 
any rate, it would appear that the 
straight 25 -cent vend is not long 
for this world.

What It Means 
What does it all mean for the 

vending industry? 
Growth, of course -at an acceler- 

ated clip. 
Exploration into the vending of 

a greater variety of products; more 
capital for research and develop- 
ment of new types of vended 
equipment. 

Specifically, with several of the 
firms named, it means stepped -up 
growth of automatic feeding -in 
which batteries of machines are 
used to provide complete feeding 
facilities for employees in large 
industrial plants. 

But growth will not be without 
the usual growing pains. 

Development must be based 
squarely on sound operating man - 
agement-on the seasoned vending 
operators who own, service and 
place the equipment in plants and 
elsewhere. And because of the 
nature of the business, operators 
can absorb only so much expansion 
in a given amount of time. 

New Problems 
This fact is best illustrated by the 

fact that, with some big operating 
firms already making headway into 
automatic feeding, setting up large 
battery installations in some of the 
country's largest plants, a host of 
new problems - and costs - have 

For example, le, the most important 
lesson of those who've entered 
plants with automatic feeding set- 
ups is that commissions -the fees 
or rent paid by the operator to the 
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lo anion's management -must be 
drastically reduced or in some cases 
eliminated altogether in order to 
provide the comprehensive service 
required to provide complete 
lunches to hundreds or thousands 
of plant employees. 

The increasing interest in vend- 
ing is by .no means limited to large 
firms who wish to manufacture or 
sell or develop new equipment. 

New Activity 
It extends into firms actually out- 

side the vending field who operate 
equipment and who plan to operate 
still more, A good example of this 
expansion are many of the nation's 
bottling companies who have long 
o rated bottle drink vendir., ma- 
chines, New types of machines 
developed last year ailed "pre- 
mix" machine. give the bottler an 
opportunity to compete witF vend- 
ing specialist in vending cup drinks. 
And already greatly increased ac- 
tivity has resulted. 

Dairies are entering the outdoor 
milk vending in increasing num- 
bers. 

And organizations such as the 
Independent Grocers' Alliance 
(ICA), boasting a 6,000 retail store 
membership, have given their of- 
ficial stamp of approval to vending 
ae a means of keeping stores open 
for certain staple grocery products 
around the clock. 

Finally, many small manufactur- 
ing or supplying firms -unrelated 
in any way to vending -have shown 
a great interest in vending. Peter- 
son Oven Company, suburban Chi- 
cago manufacturer of bakery ovens 
and equipment, last year intro- 
duced a new machine for auto- 
matically vending bread. 

Fearns Foods, Inc also of sub- 
urban Chicago, has done a great 
deal of pioneer work in developing 
full -strength soup vending. 

Despite the problems -and the 
growing ,saints surely to be encoun- 
tered, there's little doubt about it: 
Industry has caught lip with auto- 
matic selling.

Game Market Spins -Pool Ups 
Sales; Bingos, Bowlers Lag 

By KEN KNAUF 

CHICAGO, Jan. 14. -The mar- 
ket for coin-operated amusement 
games has gone thru some unusual 
gyrations over the past month and 
has left game sales in an unsettled 
state. 

With bingo pinball games moved 
out of locations in many areas of 
the country, shuffle bowlers moved 
in, and pool gaines, in turn, cutting 
into the shuffle market, there exists 
a seemingly incompatible sales 
triangle. 

Manufacturers are currently con -. 
centrating on output of pool games. 
New bingo pinballs are in produc- 
tion, and new shuffle models are 
being marketed, but in much 
smaller proportions than months 
ago. 

New Unit Sales 
There is no doubt that the in- 

dustry is depending on the pool 
games for the bulk of their new ma- 
chine sales. Operators in many 
areas are likewise fin 
games bringing in the b 
receipts. 

Perhaps the new him of events 
has left the game distributors with 
the least to be happy about. They 
must depend on volume sales to 
realize a worthwhile profit on pool 
models. Due to the relatively low- 
selling price of a pool game, the 
margin for the distributor is only 
.from $15 to $25 per unit. 

As one Chicago distributor 
pointed out, this is a fair profit 
when the low price of the ganse is 
considered, but volume must be 
kept at a high rate. The distributor 
must sell about three times as many 
pool games as he did pinball or 
shuffle games to come out ahead. 

Inventories Up 
Distributors are generally over- 

stocked on shuffle bowler and bingo 
pinball games. Most of them do 
not readily accept a trade in from 
an operator of one of these games 
for a new pool unit. 

The pool games are being sold 
largely on a cash basis- either full 
payment or time payments. 

Shuffle bowling game manufac- 
turers have not yet counted out the 
game which has been a standard 
location piece since 1949. They say 
that altho pool is currently in the 
spotlight, they expect bowlers to 
bounce back in one form or another 
in the future.. 

Bingos Still Up 
Bingo pinballs, too, still enjoy 

favorable sales markets in many 
sections of the country and are as 
always a strong export favorite. 
While legal moves have hit hard at 
bingo games in past months, they 
have been hit hard before and have 
managed to survive. 

Manufacturers agree that tree 
market would be in better shape if 
there was less competition in the 
pool game field. With more than 

15 manufacturers marketing over 
40 different models of pool games 
in the past four months, prices on 
pool models have had to be clipped 
to the bone. 

The drop in the bingo pinball 
and shuffle bowler market in the 
past month is reflected in The Bill- 
board's Price Index. 

Advertised prices on bingo pin - 

balls have dipped 8.3 per cent over 
the past month; shuffle bowlers 
dropped in price about 9 per cent. 
Advertised prices of 30 bingo 
models and 41 shuffle bowler 
models were used in the deduc- 
tion. 

Op Affect 
For most operators the market 

changes have been easier to face. 
They are able to buy new pool 
games at a much smaller investment 
than they had to stake for shuffles

The only place 
they can be located is billiard halls. 

The operators took the position 
trie table was a game in the classi- 
fication of a pinball game because 
it was coin-operated. 

City Attorney Frank B. Giatsotti 
Jr. upheld the chief in his stand 
that the game was a pool table.

NEW 10ßK, Jan. 14. -Coin- 
operated pool tables may be sweep- 
ing the nation, but game operators 
in New York's five boroughs aren't 
riding in on the. wave. 

Current estimates are that only 
2 or 3 per cent of all games in 
Gotham are pool devices, and most 
of them are installed on a "let's 
see what happens" basis. 

Most operators here will agree, 
tho, that the fault is not with the 
games, which apparently are going 
fine west of the Hudson: They w' 
also maintain that the fault is not 
with their lack of enterprise -they 
will give any new game a whirl. 

Fees, Space 
The big obstacles, according to 

most local operators, is with the 
New York City license fees and 
with the lack of 'space on loca- 
tions. 

Shuffle alleys get the. big play 
here, with gun games doing fair'in 
some locations. Pinballs are illegal 
here, as the License Bureau has 
ruled that coin games must be 
predomtnently skill contests, and 
the pins don t fall into that cate- 
gory, according to the officials. 

The location is taxed $50 a year 
for shuffle alleys, whether there 
are one or a dozen on the stop. 
Shuffles fall under the common 
show category in New York. 

Special License 
However the License Bureau 

has created a special game license 
for coin pool tables -$50 a table. 
Thus, if an operator has a stop 
with one shuffle alley and wants 
to'.add another one, no extra li- 
cense fee is required. 

But,, i[ wants to add a spool 
table to a 'uffle location, he must 
ante up another $50. And if he 

wants two pool tables on the same 
stop the tab is $100. 

The special license is not trans- 
ferable, which means that if the 
operator wants to move the piece 
from one stop to another, he gets 
hit for an extra $50, or if he wishes 
to yank a shuffle and substitute a 
pool table, he must pay an addi- 
tional license fee.

Manufacturers meanwhile, con-

tion. 

Manufacturers interviewed this 
week estimated that the potential.

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COIN CHUTE MFRS. PUSH 
HEAVY OUTPUT FOR POOL 

CHICAGO, Jan. 14. -The country's. two leading producers 
of coin chutes for coin-operated pool games are finding their task 
of no small proportion. 

A.B.T. Manufacturing Corporation, Chicago, and Monarch 
Tool & Manufacturing Company, Cincinnati, together have 
furnished more than 35,000 coin chutes to pool game manu- 
facturers. 

George Kozy, A.B.T. sales manager, estimated that his firm 
had shipped about 34,000 chutes to pool game manufacturers 
since September 1. 

"There is no sign now of a let -up," said Kozy, and we don't 
expect any before March or April." 

Kozy said A.B.T. is working six days a week in order to 
meet coin chute demand from pool producers. Except for a 
shortage of nickel which was only recently overcome, the firm 
would be on a nine- hour -a -day schedule, accbrdi)ig fò Kozy. 

"For some time," said Kozy, we couldn't get our coin 
chutes plated fast enough. Nickel was selling. for 65 a pound. 

Some of the coin machine manufacturers carne to' our 
rescue, finding us a supply of nickel that could. be ptirbhased 4' 
only 96 cents a pound.

Why Public Relations? 
An answer is provided this question in two separate stories 

which appear elsewhere in this section. 
Coin -operated pool games are hit with discriminatory taxes 

in New York City: Al;ho an ordinary pool table is licensed at 
$10, a coin pool game license is $50. - 

In Memphis, the chief of police decrees that coil, pool 
games were to be classified its billiard tables and, therefore, 
could be placed only in pool halls -a ruling which, in effect, 
bans the games. 

Of course, these are just tsvo examples of the injustices 
suffered by legitimate amusement g:onr operators. There's no 
point in belaboring this here -it's old stuff to these operators. 

What to Do. 
But the operator can do something about it. R's not easy. 

Its not quick. And results are by no means guaranteed. But it 
has -and does -and will work. 

That's public relations practiced 'where it counts most -in 
your own backyard. 

By public relations here we mean lust this: Telling people 
about yourself and your business. Not once. Continually. 

The facts are plain enough. In towns where operators (or a 
single operator) have both formally and socially told community 
leaders, civic officials -and anyone else who cared to listen - 
about the nature of their business and in general about gross 
and net and costs, people have listened. And they've understood. 

But unless the operator can say to himself "I've done all I 
could do to tell my story" before unfavorable rulings are made 
or taxes voted, he can't blame anyone but himself.

The 
novelty has boosted play some, but 
the operators admit that marginal 
locations hardly constitute a fair 
test for the new game. 

Few operators here pretend to 
know the answer, and they admit 
that poll games are going al't's 
big in other cities whose taverns 
probably offer no more space and 
whose license fees may be almost 
as stiff. But Whatever the reason, 
New York operators just aren't 
buying pool tables in any signifi- 
cant numbers.

Tim- Bue-Tu, the first Williams 
five -ball .0 be introduced in sev- 
eral months, was shipped to dis- 
tributors this week .(see separate 
story). 

Gottlieb has continued a steady 
flow of new five -ball game models 
tc distributors theo 1955, and 
bowed its latest game, Easy Aces, 
late in December. 

Alvin Gottlieb said dime play on 
five -ball games has continued to 
increase, and the firm plans to in. 
troduce mors multi-player games 
ce operate on dime play in the 
coming months. 

He said the pool game boom had 
not adversely affected five -ball de- 
mand. 

Gottlieb plans to a3ntinue pro- 
duction on its regular pool game 
model, Spot Pool.

way to go to fill locations with 
pool games. Demand is still as 
good as ever. 

"We are concentrating on our 
present line of pool games, but un- 
doubtedly will eventually get into 
variations of the game.' 

Asked about the chances for 
widespread tournament play on 
pail games, Les is said this was a 
definite possibility. But such a 
inlve is a stimulant -necessary only 
when called for," he asserted. "At 
present the pool game is taking in 
more money than any game we've 
had for years. Tournament play 
isn't necessary, but the time may 
come when it will be." 

Paul EIuebsch, J. H. Keeney &I 
Company general manager, esti- 
mated that only about one -tenth 
of the potential market for pool 
games has been filled. He said 
Keeney is turning out more and 
more pool tables, without any 
major change in design in sight 
for the near future. Huebseh ad- 
vised that Keeney is working on 
an electrical game with different 
features from others on the market. 

Distributors report continued 
high demand for pool games, with 
slow -ups evident in only a few 
areas which caught on tb pool 
games fast and filled locations 
quickly. 

Distributors see tournament play 
on pool games as a possibility, but 
think that variations of the game 
being produced may hurt chances 
for widespread tournaments. 

Monte West, Purveyor Distribut- 
ing Company, said, 'Tournament 
play on pool games should be en- 
couraged, but it is up to the opera- 
tor to get it going. An operator 
who has about 10 stops in a single 
area or neighborhood has the 
means to stcrt tourney play." 

West said the pool games have 
drawn many new operators to the 
game ficht. Ile said about 25 new 
operators are in business with pool 
gaines in Chicago. 

\Vest said some locations in Chi- 
cago purchased their own pool 
gaines, by-passing the operator. 
When operators placed newer pool 
g me models in neighboring spots, 
these owner -operators found they 
had not made a smart move in pur- 
chasing their ossTo games. 

%Vest said that while little repair 
or servicing is necessary on the 
pool games, when it is necessary 
to replace pool balls, table doth, 
cues, or make minor repairs, the 
operator can take care of it easily, 
while the location owner, who op- 
erates his own gaine, may run into 
trouble. 

MONTPELIEEI, Vt., Lan. 14.- 
The Vermont Supreme Court has 
handed clown, a decree outlawing 
bingo pinball machines as violating 
the State's anti -gambling laws. 

The court's decision gives opera- 
tors of pinball machines 30 days 
in which to get rid of the machines. 

The test case grew out of a 
seven -county raid last April in 
which State police, striking in 14 
cities and towns, seized 24 pinball 
machines and arrested 21 persons.

Justice Dept. 
Seeks to Plug 
Slot Loophole 

NEW YORK, Jan. 14. -Atl at- 
tempt to close loopholes in the 
1951 law against slot machines is 

being sought by the Justice De- 
partment. The current law for- 
bids interstate shipments of the 
bell fruits except into Slates where 
they are legal, only Nevada. 

However, the courts have ques- 
tioned the alleged vagueness of the 
law in defining interstate corn - 
merce and the possibility of making 
slot machine dealers incriminate 
themselves. 

Gambling device manufacturers 
and dealers are required to regis- 
ter with the Attorney -General. One 
proposed change would limit this 
requirement to persons handling 
machines that have been "trans- 
ported in interstate or foreign com- 
merce," or that they know will be 
so transported.

Fraud Case 

CHICAGO, Jan. 14. - Charged 
with fraudulently promoting a de- 
vice for coin- operated television 
service in motel rooms, nine per- 
sons were sentenced in U. S. Dis- 
trict Court here to a total of more 
than 24 years in prison. 

Defendants in the Preview Tele- 
vision Corporation mail fraud case, 
they drew sentences from Judge 
John P. Barnes Friday (7). 

Evidence showed the device was 
never invented or produced, and 
that investors were defrauded of 
at least $750,000. Defendants were 
officers, sales representatives or 
promoters of the scheme. 

Sentenced were Earl C. Raphael, 
Chicago; William F. Robichaud, 
Washington, D. C.; Milton Sever - 
inghaus, Chicago; Eugene F. Flit - 
craft, Oak Park, Ill.; Lyman B.
