Lulu feels the frustration is
mare pronounced for Mark Lon-
don, who wrote the music, and
Don Black, the lyricist. "1 was
really more disappointed for
them,” she says

Apparently many British mu-
sic tradesters felt the song would
be an casy Oscar qualifier; with
its creators being told by their
collengues that the song was
strong enough t© win the top
prize.

The single was relcased in
England three months prior o

Well-Paced Concert

KRLA, KHJ Battling to Grab
‘Old’ KFWB’s Pop Audience

LOS ANGELES — The bat-
tle is on here between KRLA
and KHJ to pick up the audi-
ence of KFWB, which went all-
news Monday (11)

KRLA, for example, has sig-
nificantly reduced its playlist to
a tight top 30, with a greater
emphasis for album tracks. The
new programming design is the
work of 29-year-old Doug Cox
who, along with personality
Johnny Hayes, are the station's
new co-music directors,

Cox Is a former regional pro-
motion man for Atlantic Rec-
ords and his executive slot with
the Pasadena station is his first
radio job. Cox has abolished
the station’s 60-title playlist and
the selection of new records
with po proven sales qualities.

The emphasis 15 on playing
hits based on local sales, Cox
savs., "“There 15 no conjecture
anymore., We're running this
like a business in the sense we
don’t pick any more records or
make any more guesses aboul
what's selling this week and
what will sell next week."

Program Each Show

Cox and Hayes completely
program ecach show for the dee-
jays, with Cox claiming 19 rec-
ords can be played in an hour
— including album tracks of
some length. The deejays are
Iree 1o offer one-lineérs or other
words of erudition, but they
have 1o adhere to the music
directors’ choices, Cox is cau-
lous about discussing his con-
cept for rolating songs.

Oldies are now interspersed
more m the daily programming,
rather thanm being a weekend
feature. "The programming is
continuous,” Cox says. The
playlist is based on survey ma-
terial Hayes collects; the list is
pul fogether on Wednesday
and aired Thursday,

Kecord promotion men may
only come to the station on
Mondays or by appointment.
Dropping in at any time is not
encouraged

Cox, who replaced his sister
Sue in the job eight weeks ago,
[eels the tightening value of the
programming will decrease the
chance of listener tune-oul.
"When you play an unknown
record . . . one that the people
don't associate with . . . you get
a tune-oul effect”

Album tracks have special sig-

nificance to Cox, since they
comprise a major scgment of Los
Angeles sales. When the station
cut an 1l-minute track by the
Chambers Brothers, the station
received irate letters, according
o Cox, who underscores thal
with: “You cant cut a produc-
tion in half.,”

KRLA's leaning toward al-
bum cuts, Cox feels. could
prove one reason why the for-
mer KFWRB listeners tune there
instead of 1o front running KHJ,
which has made a success out of
singles exposure, based on hils
L‘rlﬂ}'.

Tripled Influence

The departure of KFWB
from the music scene has tri-
pled the influence of the re-

gional rock stations, reports one
regional promotion man,

NEW YORK — WABC-FM
bowed a new progressive rock
format last Saturday (9) at 9
a.m. Putting the new format to-
gether was Rick Sklar, program
director of WABC, a Hot 100
format station. The station will
go on the air sans personalities
at first and, although details
last week were not set, the in-
dication is that personalities
may be added later,

*“The first thing to do 15 to
get the format on the air,” Sklar
said.

The new format will be pro-
gressive rock, though Sklar said

PARIS—British Decca has launched an intensive promotion
campaign for Phase 4 Stereo albums with a reception and demonstra-
tion in the company’s Paris recording studio.

A team from Decea including Marcel Stellman, European
sales promotion director; Tony d’Amato, Phase 4 producer; piamst
Ronnie Aldrich and Phase 4 engineers Arthur Bannister and Arthur
Lilley flew in specially to stage the demonsiration.

While a backing track of "Lara’s Theme” was played in the
studio, Aldrich recorded first the right-hand piano track then the
left-hand track. Finally the complete recording was played back.

E. W. Pelgrims de Bigard, president of Fonior, the Decca
compiny in Belgium and major sharéholder in French Decea,
said the Phase 4 campaign was initiated because of the dramatic
revolution in French record-buying habits.

“In the last year,” he said, “the switch from monaural to
stereo has been remarkable. A year ago stereo sales accounted
for only 15 per cent of total sales; but today the figure is more
like 30 per cent and increasing rapidly, People are buying stereo
records even though they still have a monaural phonograph. And
dealers are demanding more stereo recordings in order not to be
left with a large amount of obsolete monaural stock.”

Pelgrims de Bigard said that for a long time the efforts of
record companies to produce better quality records had to some
extent been nepated by the competition among record player manu-
facturers to produce as cheap a machine as possible.

“Bul now that a reasonably good stereo set-up can be bought
for 500 francs (5100) the demand for good stereo recordings is likely
(0 increase tremendously, What will stimulate the switch is that
people will be changing from poor monaural 1o excelient sterec—1the
gup will be dramatic and a great boost to stereo sales.

Figures recently published by the Syndicat des Industries Elec-
troniques de Reproduction et Enregistrement reflect the swing to
stereo 1n France.

In 1958 sales of high fidelity record players were B0D; in
1967, following the influx on the market of high fidehty equip
nient produced by the major audio equipment manufacturing com-
panies in France, the sales were up to 30,000.

The SI.E.R.E. estimates that of the 6 million record players
operating in France, about 200,000 are high fidelity stereo systems.

Final 1967 Dealer Sales Figures
Show Radios, Phonographs Sagging

WASHINGTON — The mar-
keting services department of
the Eléctronic Industries Asso-
ciation (EIA) has released what

it calls “definitive sales to deal-
ers” statistics for all of 1967,
and the figures show declining
siales in most major merchandise
calegories.

Compared with 1966, table
radio sales to dealers were down
I6 per cent, clock radio sales
were down 5.6 per cent, portable
radio sales dropped 8.9 per cent
and automobile radio sales were
down 5.2 per cent. The average
drop for all types of radios was
7.4 per cent

Black-and-white television re-
ceiver sales dropped the most
of any calegory, 21.8 per cenl
Color television dealer sales
were up 11.1 per cent, the only
merchandise showing a gain. In

total, television sales were off
8.5 per cent.

Phonograph
Partable phonograph sales
were off 10 per cent and con-
sole movement sagged 16.4 per
cent for a total phonograph
average drop of 11.9 per cent.

M radio gained during 1967,
with auto units up 35.5 per cent
over 1966 and portable FM
radios up 27.5 per cent.

EIA noted, however, that sales
to dealers for December 1967
indicated that an upturn had
begun and promised to carry
into 1968, Black-and-white tele-
vision, for example, registered
only a 5.7 per cent decline in
December compared with De-
cember 1966, and distributor
sales actually posted gains in the
first few weeks of 1968 over the
comparable 1967 weeks

Minn. Assn. May File
Suit to Test Tax Law

"MINNEAPOLIS — The Mu-
sic  Operators of Minnesola
(MOM) have formally organized
following a serics of recent meet-
ings during which the group
sought ways to gain an amend-
ment to the State sales tax and
discussed a possible suit to fest
the constitutionality of the law.

MOM members feel generally
that music operators are S
ject to discrimination by the 3
per cent sales lax passed last
vear in Minnesota,

“We're getting hit right down
the line,” one music operator
declared, "We pay 3} per cent
when we buy the machines,
when we buy parts and again
‘when we buy records, Now we're
getting taxed on the take. It's
oo much.”

It was noted that the present
sales tax penalizes the music op-
erutors in that the tax cannot be
passed on to the consumer as is
done in most businesses, The use
of coins to play the machine
makes for an “inflexible” situ-
ation, it is pointed out, Thus, in
many cases, the tax for music
operators is higher than for

hers,

- A possible suit to test the
constitlutionally of the Minne-
30(a law has not been ruled out.

 Rulings issued in December

I '-'iil'iﬂm.l the tax position for the
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music operators. According 10
the Minnesota Department ol
Taxation, the music operators
are subject to these interpreta-
fhons.

There is no tax on a sale when
the consideration is 16 cents
or less. Consequently, there
would be no tax on a l0-cent
sale, However, such amounts
must be included in the gross
receipts and would be subject
to the 3 per cent tax unless such
sales can be segregated and jso-
lated,

A tax must be collected on
sales of 25 cents and 50 cents,
If the necessary mechanical de-
vices are impractical to install
for the purpose of collecting the
l-ceni tax, the department of
taxation will assume that such
sales are actually 24 cents and
49 cents, with the |-cent tax on
each.

The tux should be remiited 1o
the tax department by the party
holding the key. If the machine
in question is leased for a fixed,
agreed sum fo the operator of
an establishment, the transaction
would be a lease of tangible per-
sonal property and subject 1o
the tax. Any machine purchased
for the purpose of leasing in this
matter would not be subject Lo
tax when purchased.

If it is impossible or imprac-
tical to distinguish between the
T4-cent and the 49-cent sales,
the tax is based on 3 per cent of

CHICAGO—0On the heels of
a U. 5. Commerce Department
report that sales of confection-
ery and related products were
up 7.8 per cent in 1967, most
manufacturers are  predicting
that 1968 will be another good
year,

The ninth annual management
study by the National Confec-
tioners Association (NCA) just
completed disclosed that 90 per
cent of the country's candy,
chocolate and chewmng gum
manufacturers surveyed expect
siles to rise this year. Some 48
per cent are looking for profit
increases and about 41 per cemt
expect profits to be static.

Supermarkets

Some factors that might re-
strict expansion, the report indi-
cated, are cost and supply of
raw malerials, tight skilled labor
market, labor problems, impori
competition and the new mini-
mum wage law.

Few if any confection manu-
facturers listed vending ma-
chines as the prime eventual
outlet for their products. An
average of 57 per cent of the
firms said that supermarkets are
their biggest eventual outlet; 13
per cent ranked confectionery
stores as their major retail out-
lets, 12 per cent said drugstores,
9 per cent said small independ-
ent food stores, 4 per cent said
department stores and 2 per cent
said variety stores.
