Burkhart bpens Doors To
Suite And Format Secrets

(WKTU-FM, New York), a lot of

In an exclusive nterview with
Billboard Burkhart discloses some of
his secrets. Discussing his newest
format with which he's set WKTU
on fire, Burkhart explains the formal
was put together by researching the
150 “all-ume"” disco hits from the
last three years, the best selling disco
albums, the lavonte dance cuts at
discos across the country and disco
single sales

The resulting music mix differs
from other disco formats, he says. “It
15 all dance music. We don’t include
any slower cuts at all. We didn’t pro-
gram “Three Times A Lady',” he
notes

He also hired WBLS-FM New
York music director Wanda Ramos,
who had been helping to build an
audience with a substantual amount
of disco music. WKTU, according to
Mediatrend reports, 15 laking au-
dience away from WBLS.

Burkhart says he programs “just
about everything except all-polka,
including Top 40, country, MOR,
conlempaorary 40 (aimed at an au-
dience older than for Top 40), some
Spamsh stations and AOR (the "Su-
perSiars” format. )

The most successful Burkhart-
Abrams lormal, of course, 15 the
“SuperStars,” which he explains
consists of “taking superstars like
Fleetwood Mac and the Eaples and
playing them over and over.” There
is hittle repetiion because 11 15 the
artist being programmed rather than
a particular record “and we can go
back and pick out a lot of their older
matenal. ™

He says he constantly monitors
public opinion to find out who the
current favorniles are

In Burkhart's home base ol At-
lanta, for example, Fleetwood Mac
15 tops, while in the Northwest at's
Heart. “But while artist popularity
may vary from region o region we
find the most popular album tracks
are the same everywhere.”

Burkhart and his partner Lee
Abrams and their associates lalk Lo
their chient stations weekly "o ad-
vise them on new trends and hol new
album cuts.™

But he stressed, “we are advisors.

Burkhart says his recommenda-
uons are based on several dilferent
types of unguing rescarch including
“a survey in which record store cus-
tomers fill out a card stating which
record they bought and their name
and phone number.

“We call them about a week later
and ask them how they like the al-
bum and which cuts they like best,™
Burkhart explains. “We call about
5,000 a week.”

Burkhart also does panel testing
of about 500 persons in three cities
(Baton Rouge, Madison, Wis,, and
Columbus, Ohio) who grade records
in return for records of their choice.
Fle says the panels range 1n accuracy
of predicting hits in the 93% 10 94%
range

He also does focus studies in
which a psychologist studies video-
Lapes of groups of 30 persons listen-
ing to and wlking about records
“The psychologist can tell us things
we'd never see In responses o lesl
questions.” Burkhart explains.

From this rescarch Burkhart has
discerned that females aged 12 to 13
and 25 1o 34 have distinct correla-
tions in what appeals to them. He
points to the Firefall hit “You Are
My Woman™ as an example of a
song accepted by both proups.

AM, the AM signal-processing unil
ntroduced by Orban Associates at
the National Assn. of Broadcasters
convenlon in Las Vegas last March,
will be given a special suite demaon-
stration by the Orban company dur-
ing the National Radio Broadcasters
Assn. convention al the Hyau Re-
gency here

The Opumod-FM unit-on the
markel for three years now —and the
other Orban devices will be demon-
strated at the company's booth.

The Opumod-AM, which Rich-
ard Orban says creates “almost high
fidelity” sound on typical AM auto
and portable receivers, provides, ac-
cording to Orban, more high fre-
quency equalization than has been
possible with convenuonal process-
Ing equipment.

Orban says that the AM unit has
sold well since its introduction in the
spring, “but it’s hard to project on
the basis of what we've sold so far
The pnnapal question 15 whether
the market s ready for a $4,000
processar.”

Orban adds, “"Our FM processor
has thus far exceeded our onginal
sales projections by three or four
times. With the FM we guessed low
but we had the confidence that whai
we had created was head and shoul-
ders over the other units available
We have the same confidence with
the AM unil but will have to wait 1o
see how widely 1t 1s accepted.”

The FM processor was introduced
at a §3,195 price.

One potential obstacle 1o across-
the-board acceptance of the Orban
enhancer is the current debate on
AM stereo broadcasting. Orban’s
own comments to the FCC on the
feasimlity of AM stereo cautioned
the commussion regarding potential
problems of that mode, but Orban
emphasizes that he does not con-
sider his unit to be in an “either-or™
competon with AM stereo.

“"We are not unequivocally
against AM stereo,” says Orban
“The Opumod 15 designed to be com-
pauble with any AM stereo system.
Programmers could use our device
now and sull be able 1o use i if they
later switch o stereo broadcasts.

"Our comments to the FCC were
solely by way of pointing out poten-
ual problems that people are ignor-
ing because they're dazzled by the
prospects of AM stereo. We're advis-

Winning a Struggle

NASHVILLE—Since its openming
in 1970, Nashwille’s Exit/In has un-
dergone two ownership changes in
its struggle to survive as the city’s top
showcase nitery for local and na
uonal talents

Now. under the guidance of
Wayne Oldham and Jack Deneit,
the club 15 paining a firmer stance
conceptually and financially

"We'd like to think that we're
maore in-tune to what should be hap-
peming in the building,” notes De-
nett, a one-ume professional per-
former/musician who has also been
involved in hotel management

With research into the club's his-
tory, Oldham and Denett found that
the mitery had established a healthy
respect in the music community, but
had suffered from loses incurred in
s earher years leading to bank-
ruptcy and an outstanding debi of
some 5125,000

Changing hands to its second
ownership, the mghtspot was finally
able to overcome its debts and begin
to operate in the black, but lost some
of the relations it had gained with
the community

Inhenting a going thing, Denett
says, the hardest part has been trying
to adjust to the way things have been
done at the club and looking to its
future ;

‘We have found that there’s more
to the place than meels the eye,” ex
plains Denett. “We've learned to ap-
preciate the special nature it has to a
large portion of the music commu-
mity, not only i Nashville, but all
over the country. Our feehng 15 Ilhll!
it can be bult upon and used more.™

Committing to the needs of the lo-
cal music scene, Denett, in his short
seven-month tenure, has inshigated
such programs as “Jazz Night” a
now regular Sunday night oftening,
and “Performers MNight,” a more
professional alternative to the club’s
regular “Writers MNight'™ sernies
presented on a monthly basis, in an
effort to cultivate and expose the
vanous music forms availlable

“From my dealings with the van
ous performers and musicians here,
I've found that Nashville 1s not only
a country center. The performers
and musicians can play anything
from pood jazz o good pop and
rock’n’roll

“But the guestion from these
people 1s why can’t more of 1t come
out ol MNashwville, or theres more
coming out of here than anyone re-
alizes. How do you open the doors to
both country and other forms to get
this to be more of a center for the
kind of thing the Exit/In is doing”
