Delay WDAS Sale;
:Cite Payola Probe

WASHINGTON A federal
probe mio alleged pavola. among
other charges, s holding up the $5
million sale of WDAS-AM-FM
Philadelphia 1o the parent company
of the National Black Network

The Federal Communications
Commussion Wednesday (14) post
poned fo later thuis month a closed-
door heanng on WDAS. The black-
onented stations. mow owned by
white interests headed by Dr Max
Leon. are to be sold to Unity Broad-
casting, a company headed by
blacks.

But two local Phladelphia groups
wanl the stations 1o be sold o local
blacks. These groups, Universal
Communicators and Concerned
Communicators, have filed pettions
with the FCC to block the sale

On top of these complaints the
Commission is also reviewing a re-
port from the compliance depart-
ment of the FCC,

The stations have heen operating
since 1975 with a deferred hicense
pending the culcome of this com-
phiance department investigation
This probe i reportedly related 1o
an earhier investigation dealing with
pavola and stbon trade practces
dunng a period when the stations
were acuvely engaged in promoting
a steady stream of concerts with
some station DJs.

William Cody Anderson, assistant
manager of the stanons, says station
officials did not know why the in-
vestigation was conducted or why
the stabion license has noi renewed
However, if the FCC finds that
WDAS s not in comphance with
FCC codes, the station could be re-
guired o answer such allegations al
2 heanng. Or, according 1o an FCC
spokesman, it could avend such a
hearing by selling the stations at a
“distress sale”™ which would call Tor a
“much reduced prce”

less tape bin and the 1220 slave
recorder. Nearly half of the plant's
floor space is taken up with the 1200
series, a 12-year-old product that was
onginally concewed by Keith John
son and Paul Gregg

In mid- 1969, Gauss Electrophysics
was acquired by MCA Technology
and a new direchon was charted
MCA's approach was to creale a com
plete sound package. everything
from tape duphcators o amplifiers
consoles and speakers. Thus in Febs-
ruary, 15971, two years betore Cetec
acquired Gauss, the first loud
speakers were already under produc
tion.

Today. almost half of Cetec

Mort Fujii, Cetec Gauss president, a shkghtly built, sott spo
ken 25-year.veteran of the industry, has a firm grasp on real
ity and the tape duplicating business. He's also a man who
has clear visions of where the industry has been and where

“This industry could come up with all the innovations pos
sible. However, the problem 15 that mast—particularly those
that involve tape—involve equipment modifications on the
part of the consumer. The question is whether or not the con
sumer will make the capital expenditures necessary to buy
new eguipment. That's why when you talk about new types of
tape, digital recording, lasers and other innovations that will
affect consumers you should be aware of buying attitudes
and economic abilities.”

To Fujii, the tape duplicating industry has made enormous
strides, from the days of the first reel-to-reel duphcators maore
than a guarter century ago to the breakthrough at Cetec
Gauss two years apo which enabled 64:1 duplication of tape to
became a reality. “‘But these have always been evolufionary
not revolutionary steps,” Fujii explains. 1 think we'll conhinue

“Dramatic changes are not the nature of this business
