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MCA INC. ACQUIRES GEFFEN RECORDS IN STOCK DEAL ESTIMATED AT $545 MILLION

dollar value is between $80 -$90 a 
share, and the deal could be seen as 
worth $800 million or more, a figure 
far surpassing the reported $700 mil- 
lion buyout offer by Thorn-EMI re- 
ported in The Wall Street Journal 
earlier this month. Unlike that offer, 
which included both cash and stock, 
MCA Inc.'s pure stock deal was addi- 
tionally advantageous to Geffen be- 
cause it is tax -free. 

Further, the agreement calls for 
Geffen to receive dividends that will 
amount to at least $6.8 million each 
year. 

As part of the transaction, Geffen 
has entered into an exclusive, long- 
term employment agreement with 
MCA for his services as chairman 
and CEO of Geffen Records. 

In return for his services, and his 
record and publishing companies, 
Geffen, with 12% of the company's 
stock, is now MCA's single largest 
stockholder. 

The deal, which came as a surprise 
to many in the industry, took a total 
of 48 hours to complete, according to 
David Geffen. 

The label will continue to operate 
autonomously within the MCA struc- 
ture, he says, adding, "We'll simply 
plug into their manufacturing and 
distribution." 

That move -which will occur after 
the Dec. 31 expiration of Geffen's 
current distribution deal with 
WEA -should have a significant ef- 
fect on the MCA Distributing chart 
share. 

According to Billboard's chart - 
share calculations, Geffen was the 
third -most -successful label in 1989, 
claiming 8% of the Top Pop Albums 
chart- behind Columbia and Atlantic 
and just ahead of MCA's 7.6 %. On the 
distribution side, MCA was the No. 4 

pop company with a 9.8% chart share; 
the addition of Geffen product could 
vault MCA ahead of BMG (11.3%) and 
CBS (16.4 %), potentially making it the 
No. 2 pop distributor behind WEA. 

"Obviously this is a very major 
move for us," says Al Teller, chair- 
man of the MCA Music Entertain- 
ment Group. "It increases our mar- 
ket share in the U.S. dramatically - 
and certainly intensifies the whole in- 
ternational situation, in terms of fu- 
ture opportunities. Strategically, it's 
incredibly important for us." 

Geffen has done "a brilliant job of 
building a fantastic record company," 
says Teller. "I really think it's impor- 
tant that everybody realize that Da- 
vid's company will be run exactly as 
it's always been -and that he'll con- 
tinue to build it as successfully as he 
has in the past." 

A crucial factor in MCA's future is 
its international distribution status. 
Both Geffen and MCA are distribut- 
ed overseas by WEA International; 
those deals expire Dec. 31, 1990, and 
March 31, 1991, respectively. "I'm 
quite sure," says Geffen, "that [MCA 
Inc. president and chief operating of- 
ficer] Sid Sheinberg and Al Teller and 
myself will be sitting down to try and 
figure out what our strategy will be 
for the future internationally." 

Geffen acknowledges that product 
from his much -discussed new label 
has been on hold during the various 
label negotiations. It will start to ship 
at the end of March under the DCG 
banner. At one time slated to be 
called Asylum -after the label he 
founded in 1971 and sold to Warner 
Communications two years later - 
the label will have a complete promo- 
tion and marketing staff, the bulk of 
which is said to be already in place. 

Says Geffen of the new label, "Its 
purpose for being is to give new art- 
ists the kind of time and attention 
from a promotion and marketing 
standpoint that is unique at any rec- 
ord company. Because 100% of the 
time, the attention is going to go to 
new artists -so they will not be com- 
peting at the station level with a pro- 
motion man who's bringing in Cher, 
Guns N' Roses, and Whitesnake." 

Not involved in the transaction was 
Geffen's highly successful film divi- 
sion, which to date has produced such 
films as "Beetlejuice," "Risky Busi- 
ness," "Little Shop Of Horrors," "Af- 
ter Hours," "Lost In America," and 
"Men Don't Leave." 

Asked if he is separately negotiat- 
ing a similar deal for his film division, 
Geffen says, "I haven't even spent a 
second thinking about it. This has 
been going on for a long time; I want 
to get back to running my company, 
and I'll think about this sometime in 
the future." 

MCA's strength in the film indus- 
try was not a factor in the current 
deal, Geffen says. "It's not even some- 
thing we discussed. They wanted to 
acquire Geffen Records, and they did 

so. 'l'hat was very important to them, 
and they made a deal in 48 hours. It's 
quite an extraordinary deal." 

What was the overriding factor 
that cinched the deal? 

"The fit was always perfect," says 
Geffen. "But they didn't seem to be 
willing to make a deal with me that 
would put this much stock in my 
hands. And at the last minute, they 
changed their mind and decided to do 
it. Because they felt it was such a 
great strategic fit, and because 
they've known me for 20 years and 
I've known them for 20 years, and I 

felt extremely comfortable about be- 
ing in business together [with them]. 

"I have not been in business with 
anybody other than Warner my en- 
tire adult life, so you can imagine 
that this is a tremendous change for 
me. And it was also a tremendous 
change for MCA -and one that we 
went into with our eyes wide open, 
because we all like each other as 
much as we do. And respect each oth- 
er as much as we do."

JazzFMDebutsAs ILK'S 
!st Specialty Radio Station

LONDON -"It's Early In The 
Morning" by Joe Williams helped 
make radio history here at 6 a.m. 
March 4, when the song heralded 
the start of Jazz FM, London's - 
and indeed Britain's -first specialty 
music radio station. 

Awarded a license last year by the 
Independent Broadcasting Author- 
ity, Jazz FM is the first of three new 
FM music stations due on the capi- 
tal's airwaves this year, with urban/ 
dance -formatted Kiss FM and easy 
listening Melody Radio expected in 
September. 

Despite a boom period in radio 
revenue over the past two years, 
current high interest rates and cut- 
backs in advertising budgets mean 
the station comes on the air at a 
challenging time. 

About $4 million has been invest- 
ed in getting Jazz FM on the air, and 
in order to achieve their projected 
$4.6 million advertising revenue in 
the first year, the station has to at- 
tain a 13% reach. 

This would give Jazz FM an audi- 
ence of around 1 million adults. The 
station is so confident of this that it 
has promised advertisers free air- 
time as compensation should it fail 
to make this listener target. Putting 
it into perspective, London's top -rat- 
ed station, top 40- formatted Capital 
FM, has a 30% reach. 

Jazz pianist and arranger Dave 
Lee, co-founder of Jazz FM, is ex- 
pecting flak from jazz purists about 
the station's programming format. 

"When we were doing the market 
research, there was one figure that 
stood out," he says. "About 60% of 
the people asked said they didn't 
like jazz. But they did like Ella Fitz- 
gerald, Billie Holiday, George Ben- 
son, and Nat King Cole. 

"That's the kind of audience we 
need to go after. Instead of going 
down the extreme jazz road, we 
want to lead people by the hand, 
then we can play a higher propor- 

tion of real jazz later on. I hope the 
regular jazz people will be patient." 

Research has revealed a figure of 
400,000 who are into jazz, mainly 
people under 25, who regard the 
music as fashionable, and the over - 
55s. 

The principal backer of Jazz FM 
is David Heinman, a multimillion- 
aire property developer and jazz 
buff who accumulated a fortune in 
marina developments. The station 
has a 40- member staff in state -of- 
the -art studios in central London. 
Start -up costs are estimated at 
more than $3 million and the adver- 
tising campaign behind Jazz FM's 
launch is billed at a further $1.65 
million (at an exchange rate of $1.65 
to the pound sterling). 

The program mix to attract the 
level of audience necessary to 
achieve the station's ad revenue 
forecasts will cover Afro, bebop, 
contemporary fusion, Latin, main- 
stream, big band, swing, traditional. 
blues, soul, and gospel. 

Jazz FM managing director Peter 
Gelardi explains the substantial ex- 
penditure as a token of how serious 
the station is in its intent. 

"It would have been possible to 
start, as other stations have done, 
on a relatively small scale and grad- 
ually build up listeners," he says. 
"But we are aiming for a 13% listen - 
ership reach and have the third -big- 
gest potential audience size among 
the independent stations." 

The station has made a strong 
commitment to live jazz, and plans 
to regularly feature recordings 
from local jazz clubs. Also, as part 
of the launch celebrations, the sta- 
tion brought over Ella Fitzgerald 
and the Count Basie Orchestra for a 
short season at the Royal Albert 
Hall. 

One interested onlooker at Jazz 
FM's launch party was Stan Dunn, 
morning presenter at KJAZ -FM San 
Francisco. He is in town guesting 
on a couple of Jazz FM shows dur- 
ing his stay. 

MCA Stack Dips After Deal 
But Long -Term Benefits Seen

NEW YORK- Although Wall 
Street reacted poorly to MCA Inc.'s 
acquisition of Geffen Records for 
about $545 million worth of stock - 
driving the price down nearly $2 a 
share - analysts agree that the deal 
is a good one for both companies 
over the long run. 

"Everyone was wooing Geffen," 
says Jessica Reif, entertainment an- 
alyst with First Boston. "It's a coup 
for MCA. It gives them much more 
market presence." 

MCA will issue 1 million new pre- 
ferred shares of stock to David Gef- 
fen, founder and 100% -owner of the 
independent record label that bears 
his name. That preferred stock may 
be converted to 10 million shares of 
common stock. At the recent price 
of $54.50 a common share, the deal 
is valued by Wall Street at about 
$545 million. 

On the first trading day after the 
news was disclosed, shares of MCA 
tumbled $1.875 to $54.50 each on the 
New York Stock Exchange. 

Raymond Katz, analyst with Ma- 
bon, Nugent, says investors put 
thumbs down to the deal because it 
will dilute earnings, place 10 million 
shares in the hands of an insider 
(Geffen will continue to run his rec- 
ord company as an independent 
MCA unit), and take away MCA's 
takeover potential. 

MCA's stock had traded as high 
as $71.375 a share in the past year 
on the strength of persistent take- 
over rumors. (If the stock were still 
selling at that high a price, the Gef- 
fen deal would be currently worth 
$713 million.) 

As it stands, Geffen is selling his 
company for about 2.4 times annual 
estimated 1989 revenues of $225 
million. But, as Katz notes about 
current record -company deals: 
"They seem to be going for that." 

The biggest loser in this transac- 
tion may be Time Warner Inc., 
whose Warner -Elektra- Atlantic 
(WEA) unit distributes Geffen 

product worldwide. That deal is set 
to expire at the end of this year. 
However, since MCA does not dis- 
tribute its own records overseas, 
sources say WEA may retain its in- 
ternational distribution agreement 
with Geffen. 

Reif says that although Time 
Warner will lose some profits if 
Geffen calls off its deal with WEA, 
it will "not be a crippling loss." 
Sources estimate that Geffen con- 
tributes about $15 million to $20 mil- 
lion annually to Warner's music di- 
vision. 

Analysts say MCA's offer is 
more attractive to Geffen than the 
earlier -reported $700 million -$750 
million proposed cash -and -stock 
buyout by Thorn -EMI P.L.C. be- 
cause the all -stock MCA deal is tax - 
free. Reif says investment sources 
told her that "Geffen wanted a non- 
taxable transaction,." 

However, Geffen will be taxed on 
the annual dividends -said to be 
worth $6.8 million -that he will re- 
ceive on his preferred stock. 

"It's very expensive for MCA," 
says Edward Atorino, analyst with 
Salomon Bros. "They have to pay a 
$6.8 million dividend off the bottom 
line." 

In addition, with more stock is- 
sued, earnings per share will be di- 
luted. Katz estimates the dilution at 
about 15 cents a share. 

The deal places some limitations 
on Geffen. For instance, according 
to an MCA spokesman, he is limited 
as to how many shares he may sell 
each year. And, if he sells his stock, 
it must be in "a wide public offer- 
ing," the spokesman says. That pre- 
vents him from selling his stake to 
a third party that MCA might not 
approve of. 

Also, Geffen is restricted as to 
how much additional stock he may 
purchase over a 20 -year period. 
That prevents him from acquiring a 
controlling interest in the company. 

When he converts his shares, he 
will own approximately 12% of 
MCA's outstanding common stock.

staff employed in selling music, he 
adds. 

Both labels will continue to be dis- 
tributed through the current setup, 
which includes direct selling to re- 
tailers as well as using independent 
distribution companies. 

"The goal of Disney is that we 
want the children's department to 
be a destination," says Cross. "We 
want to create traffic for music re- 
tailers. Our recent success with 
'The Little Mermaid' shows Disney 
has the strength to push the con- 
sumer into the store. We will reach 2 
million albums sales from 'Little 
Mermaid.' " 

As part of the restructuring, Dis- 
ney is repackaging about 28 of the 
140 albums in its catalog. Of the 28, 
24 are under the Disney Audio En- 
tertainment label, with the remain- 
der under Disney Records. 

One upcoming Disney Records re- 

release is the soundtrack to "Fanta- 
sia," on a remastered CD. "It is the 
50th anniversary of 'Fantasia,' " 
says Jaffe. The whole Disney com- 
pany, which includes film, theme 
parks, and consumer products, will 
put its muscle behind promoting the 
popular animated cartoon movie. 

One component of the effort is a 
tie-in with a major electronics manu- 
facturer in an advertising campaign 
offering a rebate and a consumer 
sweepstakes. 

Upcoming releases from Disney 
Audio Entertainment include a new 
Dick Tracy comic book read -along 
album, which will target boys in the 
4- 10- year -old range. In addition, the 
Disney group is gearing up to pro- 
mote a new concept, "Minnie And 
Me," which will be exploited 
through various new products, in- 
cluding read -along albums.

In addition to run- 
ning a retail unit, Klayman's Music, 
Klayman later formed a subdistribu- 
torship, handling the Decca Records 
line. In the early '40s, he established 
Supreme Distributing Co. in Cincin- 
nati, which became one of the coun- 
try's leading independent distribu- 
tors; it was among the charter dis- 
tributors of Mercury Records. From 
1945 on, he was associated in his op- 
eration with two brothers, Al and Ike, 
and with another brother, Lou, going 

on to establish other music industry 
wholesaling setups. Lou, however, 
gained music industry experience in 
the late '30s working at his brother's 
store. Sam Klayman stayed on at Su- 
preme Distributing until 1980; the 
company was sold six years ago. In 
addition to his brothers, Klayman is 
survived by his wife, Dorothy, a son, 
Charles, and two grandchildren.

JANET JACKSON'S "ESCAPADE" (A &M) holds at No. 1 and man- 
ages to widen its already huge lead as "Dangerous" by Roxette (EMI) 
holds at No. 2 but loses points on the airplay side. "Escapade" is on 233 
out of the 252 reporting radio stations, with only the 19 top 40 /rock 
crossover stations holding back. (See page 20 for the complete new Hot 
100 radio panel.) The next most widely played record -"Roam" by the B- 
52's (Reprise) -is on 221 stations. "Roam" and "Black Velvet" by Alan - 
nah Myles (Atlantic) are contenders to replace "Escapade" but, with the 
latter's huge lead, it will probably not happen next week. 

THERE ARE SOME TIGHTLY competitive parts of the chart this 
week. As a result, "Too Late To Say Goodbye" by Richard Marx (EMI) 
holds at No. 12 despite gaining points, as does "Summer Rain" by Be- 
linda Carlisle (MCA) at No. 30. The effects of the competition are espe- 
cially felt in the area from No. 17 to No. 28, where 11 out of the 12 rec- 
ords are bulleted. Because of this jam, "Sometimes She Cries" by War- 
rant (Columbia) slips from No. 20 to No. 21 while gaining points and 
scoring five No. 1 radio reports, including 92X Columbus, Ohio. "Sacri- 
fice" by Elton John (MCA) and "Here And Now" by Luther Vandross 
(Epic) are bulleted but hold at Nos. 22 and 24, respectively, as other rec- 
ords jump over them. "Sacrifice" is No. 1 at Q101 Chicago and No. 2 at 
Q95 Detroit, while "Here And Now" has 14 top five radio reports, includ- 
ing No. 1 at KITY San Antonio, Texas, and Hot 96 Fresno, Calif. 

ALSO CAUGHT IN THE jam is "I'll Be Your Everything" by Tommy 
Page (Sire), so it only moves up four places despite winning the com- 
bined Power Pick /Sales & Airplay. This is its third consecutive airplay 
win. By winning the combined award, it boosts its chances of hitting the 
top five from 90% to 100% and, more importantly, its odds of reaching 
No. 1 jump from 58% as an airplay winner to 87 %, since 20 out of the 23 
previous combined winners have hit the top. "Everything" is already top 
five at Power 96 Detroit (10-4) and Z100 New York (6-4). 

QUICK CUTS: The most added record at radio, with 75 adds, is also the 
runner -up for the Power Pick /Airplay: Michael Bolton's "How Can We 
Be Lovers" (Columbia). Early top 20 reports come from WNCI Colum- 
bus, Ohio, and WKTI Milwaukee. The second -runner -up for the airplay 
award is also the second -most -added: "Whip Appeal" by Babyface (So- 
lar). It makes the biggest jump on the chart, 27 places to No. 54, on the 
strength of 67 adds and 12 top 20 radio reports, including 12 -5 at Y108 
Denver, Colo. Third -runner -up for the airplay award and third- most -add- 
ed at radio (48 adds) is "I Wanna Be Rich" by Calloway (Solar), with 
early moves of 8-5 at Y107 Nashville and 4 -3 at Power 93 Tampa, Fla.... 
Three artists are new to the Hot 100. Timmy T from Fresno, Calif., en- 
ters at No. 80 with "Time After Time" (Jam City). Last week the dance 
craze from Brazil, "Lambada," hit the chart by Paris -based group 
Kaoma (Epic). It's already No. 1 at Power 96 Miami and B104 McAllen - 
Brownsville, Texas. Also, Amsterdam -based group Xymox entered last 
week with "Imagination" (Wing), breaking out of Houston (4 -3 at 93Q).

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No Label Wants To Be Seen As Pulling Plug On Vinyl 
BY ED CHRISTMAN 

NEW YORK -WEA's dramatic an- 
nouncement that it is deleting 1,205 
vinyl titles from its catalog (see sto- 
ry, page 1) has received a mixed reac- 
tion from executives at other labels. 
PolyGram and CBS have already 
eliminated vinyl from large portions 
of their catalogs, but other labels are 
proceeding more cautiously in that di- 
rection. 

At the heart of the issue, according 
to one executive, is a reluctance by la- 
bels to step forward and formally an- 
nounce they are not pressing any 
more LPs. 

"Vinyl is a very touchy subject," 
says the source. "Everybody knows 

vinyl is on the heart- and -lung ma- 
chine, but nobody wants to be the one 
to pull the plug. It is a financial, emo- 
tional, and political issue, and no one 
wants to catch the blame for its 
death." 

PolyGram deleted a significant 
number of vinyl titles from the cata- 
log before the end of last year, with 
very little remaining available in that 
configuration, according to Jim Ca- 
parro, senior VP at the label. Now, 
PolyGram will proceed on a title- by -ti- 
tie basis for the remaining vinyl LPs, 
says Caparro. "As vinyl dies, we are 
hoping for an orderly transition," he 
adds. "We are not trying to escalate 
the swiftness of its demise." 

Paul Smith, president of CBS Rec- 

ords Distribution, says, "We were the 
first to move in that direction. We did 
it last March." About 450 catalog ti- 
tles remain available in vinyl, and 
"CBS will replenish those titles if the 
consumer dictates it," he adds. 

But other labels say they are not 
ready to make an overall catalog poli- 
cy and will continue to evaluate the 
situation case by case. 

"We are not going in that direc- 
tion," says Dave Wheeler, RCA's VP 
of sales. " We don't have a policy on 
our catalog. If we have a title doing 
well in vinyl, we will manufacture it. 
Vinyl is dying. We won't help it along, 
but we won't encourage it either." 

MCA and Arista executives also 
say they will maintain a vinyl inven- 

tory on titles that warrant it. 
"We will purge anything that is not 

selling in vinyl, but we haven't gone 
across the board and eliminated a 
huge number of titles," says John 
Burns, executive VP at MCA Distri- 
bution. 

At Capitol Records, VP of sales 
Lou Mann says, "Our policy now is 
everything is still available for as 
much as you want as long as you 
want But there is clearly a reason 
not to manufacture vinyl for a lot of 
titles. We will burn through our cur- 
rent vinyl inventory in catalog, and in 
the next 60-90 days we will make 
some decisions." - 

At that time, Capitol will probably 
eliminate vinyl from midline catalog 

while keeping the configuration ac- 
tive for full -line product, says Mann. 
He adds, "We may rejigger the prices 
on our catalog titles and escalate to 
$9.98 any midline albums selling well 
in vinyl ... For whatever reason, 
some titles still sell on vinyl. Steve 
Miller's 'Greatest Hits' is a good vinyl 
seller, and if the demand continues in 
that configuration, I will make it 
available." 

Currently, the company's full -line 
catalog has approximately 100 vinyl 
titles at $9.98 list, of which some 85 
are still in stock. 

"Our policy is not as black and 
white as what WEA did," Mann says. 
"We will arrive at the same place as 
WEA, but at a different time."

precedented in breadth within the in- 
dustry; CBS cut hundreds of LP titles 
last March. WEA's sweeping vinyl 
clearout may be seen as a response to 
the continued weakening of the con- 
figuration at wholesale and retail ac- 
counts alike. 

According to Droz, WEA still re- 
tains some 1,500 vinyl titles in its cat- 
alog. 

Droz says of the cuts, "It's react- 
ing to the actual demand in the mar- 
ketplace, which has declined dramati- 
cally ... This decline has not been as 
precipitous as the 8 -track was. It has 
been going on for five years, and 
we're facing up to it." 

Indicating the magnitude of that 
decline, he adds that "most [of the ti- 
tles dropped] sold less than 300 copies 
in the year 1989." 

Asked if WEA will continue to 
monitor sales and delete titles on a 
year -by -year basis, Droz says that 
the company will lop titles "sooner if 
the marketplace dictates." 

But, he continues, 'The vinyl cata- 
log, to a much smaller degree, will 
continue for quite some time ... Our 
job is to react to the marketplace, not 
dictate to it" 

While some in the retail communi- 
ty view the WEA cutouts as a natural 
response to the drop in vinyl sales, 
others -especially some wholesal- 
ers-dispute the timeliness and wis- 
dom of the policy. 

Some say that the deletion an- 
nouncement is cosmetic, since many 
WEA vinyl titles are perpetually on 
back order. 

Mt MILE 1110111 IS Pima 
"You delete something that you 

haven't been shipping for six months, 
and you're sort of pissing in the 
wind," says Steve Libman, owner of 
Nova Distributing Corp. in Starcross, 
Ga. 

Theoretically, he says, there is still 
catalog available on LP, "but we 
place orders day after day, and you 
can't get it. 

"I think the whole thing is prema- 
ture- there's still a lot of demand for 
vinyl out there," adds Libman, who 
says that the configuration account- 
ed for 8% of Nova's dollar volume in 
December. He adds that his COD 
customers are still ordering LPs "be- 
cause the demand is there across the 
counter." 

"It's going to be six-18 months be- 
fore everything is financially recov- 
ered," Libman concludes. "It's a fal- 
lacy to believe that a lost LP sale will 
be converted to a tape or a CD sale. A 
lot of vinyl customers are walking 

into a store and walking out with a 
lot less than they planned to spend." 

Sam Ginsberg, manager of City-1- 
Stop, concurs: "My one -stop custom- 
ers still want vinyl." 

Steve Kall, president of Pacific One 
Stop in Chatsworth, Calif., takes a 
more benign view of the WEA move. 

"We're sad to see [the LPs] go; we 
still support [them]," Kall says. "It 
will have an effect on our business, 
but it will not be a detriment." 

Kall says that the LP accounts for 
5% -10% of Pacific's business. "It 
won't put me out of business, but 
why do I want to lose that ?" he asks. 

Kall says that many strong WEA 
catalog titles -among them "The 
Best Of The Grateful Dead," Deep 
Purple's "Machine Head," and peren- 
nials by Jackson Browne, Carly Si- 
mon, and the Pretenders -have been 
inactive in both sales and requests at 
Pacific over the last six weeks. 

"I've got the product sitting out 
there, but it isn't going anywhere," 
Kall says. 

He also notes that actually get- 
ting one's hands on WEA's vinyl 
product has been problematic: 25 
units of Van Halen's Warner Bros. 
debut were back -ordered for six 
weeks. 

"But, on a one -stop level, if I sell 
one in a week, does it matter ?" he 
asks. 

NOu, R'S SERCIAL 
Jim Collier, LP buyer for Valley 

Record Distributors in Woodland, 
Calif., welcomes the WEA dele- 
tions. 

"I think it's wonderful," says Col- 
lier, who notes that vinyl makes up 
10% of Valley's volume. "Before, 
they kind of unofficially deleted 
them -they weren't shipping them. 
Now that they actually have gone 
ahead, my fill on WEA product has 
gone up tremendously. 

"It's just the way things are go- 
ing to go," he adds. "It's better to 
do this than dilly -dally around." 

While most retailers have already 
seen the writing on the wall and ac- 
cept the cutout situation, Jim Pri- 
merano, buyer for the four Western 
New York stores of the 18 -unit, Buf- 
falo-based Record Theater chain, 
assails WEA's decision to make 
massive vinyl catalog cuts. 

"I'd prefer to see [LPs] have a 
timely death and let the market- 
place determine their fate, not the 
manufacturers," Primerano says. 

He continues, "Why delete them 
and recall them so they can whole- 
sale them off to [cutout dealers] ?" 

Primerano asks why the labels do 
not simply recycle the returns to 
other accounts instead of cutting 
them out: "They can run a profit- 
able business just by recycling them 
without pressing any more." 

Steve Bennett, executive VP of 
the 175 -store Record Bar web based 
in Durham, N.C., says, "It's not a 
situation that affects us very direct- 
ly. If there are 1,000 meaningful 
[LP] titles out there that people 
want to carry, that's a decent selec- 
tion-certainly more than I've seen 
in stores recently." 

Record Bar has already an- 
nounced its intention to discontinue 
LPs in its stores. 

Echoing the sentiments of Val- 
ley's Collier, Bennett says, "Most 
retailers would rather see it all one 
way or all the other. If you're not 
going to make them available, why 

carry them [in the catalog] ?" 
"Vinyl sales have declined so rap- 

idly in the past year, it's been al- 
most like a multiplier effect," says 
Cindy Barr, director of purchasing 
and product management for 53- 
unit Spec's in Miami. The WEA 
move, she continues, "makes our 
decision easier on what we're going 
to do ... I can't get upset about [the 
deletions]. People aren't buying 
them, anyway." 

BAD CYCLE CONTINUES 

Mitch Imber, director of purchas- 
ing for the Roslyn, N.Y.-based Rec- 
ord World chain, sees the WEA 
move as "just another knife in the 
back" of the declining LP business. 

"It's just a bad cycle that's get- 
ting worse -because whatever busi- 
ness is left, this is going to drive it 
down more. The percentage [of LP 

sales] has shrunk, and one reason it 
shrank is because you can't get 
product." 

Record World still carries catalog 
LPs in half of its 81 stores and cut- 
out vinyl in the rest. Imber says 
that, while the chain nows plans to 
get out of LPs, "what we're trying 
to do is pull it out of 10, 15 stores 
and shift it to other stores to sell it 
off." 

While opinions on the viability of 
vinyl continue to diverge, forces 
both pro and con agree that, in the 
wake of the WEA cuts, other ma- 
jors will quickly follow suit and de- 
lete their catalog vinyl. 

Libman believes that the other 
majors will follow the CBS and 
WEA leads "very shortly," while 
Collier says, "Since WEA is doing it, 
everybody else is going to do it."

FCC Pulls WBBY License; 
Duggan's A Commissioner

WASHINGTON, D.C. -I''or the 
first time in nearly a decade, the 
FCC voted in closed session Feb. 8 
to strip the licenses of two broad- 
cast stations, including WBBY Co- 
lumbus, Ohio, owned by Mid -Ohio 
Communications, for alleged lack 
of candor and misrepresentation in 
comparative renewal hearings. Re- 
newal was also denied to noncom-

merciai KQEC -TV San Francisco. 
The alleged misrepresentation 

concerned the company's state- 
ments that a stockholder who 
owned 24.7% also served as the 
station's full -time GM. The FCC 
found the stockholder instead had 
other full -time jobs and "extensive 
outside responsibilities." 

A Mid -Ohio representative says 
the company will appeal the rul- 
ing, which was a full commission 
review of a Review Board decision 
that also found the company to 
have had a "pattern ... of deliber- 
ate concealment and false state- 
ments regarding a matter of po- 
tentially crucial importance." 

Meanwhile, the FCC is currently 
investigating WUSN Chicago for 
alleged misrepresentation in an 
on -air contest last summer. WUSN 
had an employee call in to win tick- 
ets to a baseball game in a ploy 
that the station says was meant to 
prompt real contest players. The 

commission has, however, ap- 
proved the sale of suburban 
WYLL from Vernon Merritt to Sa- 
lem Communications; that station 
had been the target of an FCC 
complaint from an ex- employee. 

SAME DAY SERVICE 

As reported last week in Bill- 
board, FCC nominee Ervin Dug- 
gan is now an official commission- 
er. Duggan, who sailed through a 
Feb. 7 Senate commerce commit- 
tee hearing, was not only given the 
committee nod the next day, but 
also received full Senate approval 
the same day before lawmakers 
left town on recess. 

JUSTICE DEPT. OPPOSES PREFERENCES 

In a surprising new develop 
ment, the Justice Department Feb. 
9 filed a Supreme Court brief in a 
broadcast -related case challenging 
the constitutionality of the FCC 
rule that grants license prefer- 
ences to women and minorities. 

The Supreme Court agreed earli- 
er this year to review the constitu- 
tionality of the preference rule as 
well as the commission's distress 
sale policy to minorities (Billboard, 
Jan. 20), and the just -filed brief by 
the Justice Department's Bush Ad- 
ministration brief leaves little 
doubt that the case has developed 
into what will be a major civil 
rights decision by the conserva- 
tive- leaning court. FCC Chairman 
Al Sikes now finds himself be- 
tween a rock and a hard place, 
since the commission has asked 
the High Court to affirm the con- 
stitutionality of both rules.

was middays, where easy went 8.5- 
7.4-8.0; other dayparts were un- 
changed. Easy's demographic gains 
were in 25-49 (3.4 -3.8) and 25-54 (4.2- 
4.6), but not in 35464 where it was al- 
ready solid (8.7 -8.6). 

As was the case for AC stations, 
country stations seemed to get a 
slight boost when the kids went back 
to school. Their 9A- 9.2 -9.4 pattern 
over the last six months seems al- 
most entirely attributable to a 9.8 -9.4- 
10.0 showing in middays (now its best 
daypart), since most other time slots 
were virtually unchanged. 

Although country stations might 
have hoped for more in a book that 
contained the Country Music Assn. 
awards, they can take some cheer 
from the fact that the oldies for- 
mat- country's recent nemesis -was 
down slightly in the fall, going 6.1- 
6.2-5.9 12 -plus. 

Overall, oldies has lost about a 
half -share in each demo over the last 
six months: 18-34 (5.6.5.4 -5.1); 2549 
(9.5-8.8); 25-54 (9.1 -8.5); and 35-64 (9.0- 
8.5). The most pronounced trend here 
is the reopening of the format's gen- 
der gap as women 18 -plus go 6.1 -5.4

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while the male number stays relative- 
ly stable (7.0-6.9). Oldies did, howev- 
er, have one interesting gain; in 
teens, it has risen 2.3- 2.7 -3.1 in the 
last six months. 

NEIWS/TAL1L GAMS NI ODD PLACES 

One explanation for oldies slippage 
seems to be the gain at one of its us- 
ers' chief sharing formats -news/ 
talk. As many expected from a fall 
that gave us the Northern California 
earthquake, the opening of Eastern 
Europe, and Hurricane Hugo, N/T 
stations rose nicely this time, tying 
with album rockers for third place 
overall behind top 40 and AC. 

News /talk was up in every major 
demo. But its most impressive 
growth took place outside its tradi- 
tionally strong dayparts: mornings 
(which were stable, 16.1 -16.0) and 
nights (which, without baseball, were 
down 14.3 -12.4). Instead, the format 
rose in middays (9.8-10.8) and after- 
noons (10.6- 11.0), putting it into dou- 
ble digits in all major dayparts. 

The midday rise for N/T is most in- 
teresting. Unlike music formats that, 
since the new diary debuted, have 
been asking listeners to report long 
listening spans, all -news stations 
promise listeners the world in 22 min- 
utes. And almost all are on AM, 
which is increasingly disadvantaged 
in downtown office buildings.

1, still gaining both airplay and sales points, although not enough to bul- 
let. "Opposites" has amassed enormous point totals, more than an aver- 
age No. 1 single, and will not be easy to dislodge. "Two To Make It 
Right" by Seduction (Vendetta) begins to erode on the radio side but 
holds at No. 2. Janet Jackson's "Escapade" (A &M) is still far behind but 
is gaining points at a breakneck pace, leaping from No. 9 to No. 3, and 
has a chance to hit No. 1 next week. "Escapade" and "Dangerous" by 
Roxette (EMI) jump over "Janie's Got A Gun" by Aerosmith (Geffen), 
pushing it down to No. 5 (although it gains points), and also jump over 
"What Kind Of Man Would I Be ?" by Chicago (Reprise), holding it at 
No. 6, even though it gains enough points to bullet. 

THE RECORD OF THE week is "I'll Be Your Everything" by Tommy 
Page (Sire). The single is most -added with 100 adds and storms on to the 
Hot 100 at No. 51. Early response at radio is overwhelmingly positive, 
with a jump of 19 -10 at B97 New Orleans. New artist Jane Child has the 
second- most -added single, "Don't Wanna Fall In Love" (Warner Bros.). 
Seventy -nine adds and early moves such as 17 -10 at Y108 Denver and 25- 
19 at Power 99 Atlanta fuel the biggest jump on the chart, 22 places to 
No. 53. Although Child's single is on eight more stations than Page's - 
139 vs. 131-Page's single is on more of the heavily weighted big- market 
stations (see Hot 100 Singles Action, below), and thus "Everything" is 
two spots higher on the chart. Both records are sure to go top 10. 

FIVE OF THE NINE new entries are by artists making their first ap- 
pearance on the Hot 100. Joyce "Fenderella" Irby, formerly lead singer 
of Klymaxx, makes her solo bow at No. 78 with "I'll Be There" (Mo- 
town). The record is already big in California: 6-4 at KMEL San Francis- 
co and 3 -2 at KDON Salinas. The McAuley Schenker Group has its first 
Hot 100 single as "Anytime" (Capitol) comes in at No. 88. Stations hav- 
ing great success with the single include WAAF Worcester, Mass. (9 -8), 
and KRZR Fresno, Calif. (23 -15). The 17- year -old Swedish rapper Leila K 
hits the American Hot 100 at No. 89 with "Got To Get" (Arista), a top 10 
hit in the U.K. Linear, a male trio from Florida, enters the chart at No. 
92 with "Sending All My Love" (Atlantic), a No. 3 hit for KKFR Phoenix 
and jumping 12 -9 at Power 106 Los Angeles. And last but not least, new 
group Anything Box, most of whose members are from the New York/ 
New Jersey area, hits the chart with "Living In Oblivion" (Epic), break- 
ing out of Houston, where it is No. 1 at both Energy 96.5 and 93Q. 

QUICK CUTS: "Wild Women Do" by Natalie Cole (EMI) has an impres- 
sive 37 adds but just misses the Hot 100 this week; it should make a 
strong debut next week ... Madonna's "Keep It Together" and De- 
peche Mode's "Personal Jesus," both on Sire, took different paths to 
arrive in the mid -30s. "Together" is a brand -new single and 97% of its 
points are from airplay, where it ranks No. 23. "Personal" has been sell- 
ing steadily for months and is now a gold single, ranking No. 25 in sales, 
which contribute 66% of its total points, while it is No. 52 in airplay.

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NAB /RAB Study Shows 
Ad Sales Up Nationwide

NEW YORK -Despite recent broad- 
caster concern for the state of local 
advertising revenue (Billboard, Jan. 
6), growth in that category still out- 
paced national advertising by a few 
percentage points, according to a 
new joint study from the National 
Assn. of Broadcasters and the Radio 
Advertising Bureau. 

The NAB /RAB's 1990 Radio 
Trends report, which surveys 1989 ra- 
dio revenue in 96 markets, says that 
local /regional advertising was up 
8.3% last year, compared to a 6.3% 
rise in national spot revenue. But the 
increases in local advertising seemed 
to be biggest in the Northeast and 
North Central regions. And while 
88% of the markets surveyed had an 
increase in time sales, only 72% re- 
ported an increase in local sales, 
while 84% were up for national buys. 

Markets with double -digit rises in 
total revenue include Huntington, 
W.Va. (19.9 %); Fayetteville, N.C. 
(15.0%); Houston (14.2%); Modesto, 
Calif. (14.1 %); Harrisburg, Pa. 
(13.6 %); and Los Angeles (12.5 %). 

Among the markets with the big- 
gest increases in national advertising 
were Santa Rosa, Calif. (32.4 %); Rich- 
mond, Va. (31.1 %); Saginaw, Mich. 

(29.2 ); Houston (28.1',,); Columbus, 
Ohio (27.5 %); and Cleveland (24.8 %). 
Local increase leaders included Ox- 
nard /Ventura, Calif. (17.7 %), Hun- 
tington (19.5 %), and Modesto (15.4%). 

Only a few markets were down 
across the board in total revenue as 
well as both national and local sales, 
among them Providence, R.I., Kan- 
sas City, Mo., and Raleigh /Durham, 
N.C. Among markets with huge 
drops in national revenues were Co- 
lumbia, Mo. (36 %), Cape Cod, Mass. 
(19%), Long Island, N.Y. (12.1 %), Ra- 
leigh /Durham (15.2%), and the badly 
overcrowded Salt Lake City market 
(9.3%). 

As it did last year, the country's 
second -largest market in terms of 
people, Los Angeles, outperforms the 
first, New York, in terms of total rev- 
enue from both sources. L.A. stations 
pulled in $37.5 million last year vs. 
$30.2 million earned by their New 
York counterparts. Chicago follows 
with $22.2 million in revenue. 

The study, available through NAB, 
was conducted by the accounting 
firms Miller, Kaplan, Arase & Co.- 
who also compile the "power ratio" 
ratings of format reach -and Hun - 
gerford, Aldrin, Nichols & Carter, 
among other CPA firms.

Following her stints fronting the 
big bands, Vaughan secured a deal 
with Columbia Records, thus firmly 
establishing herself as a soloist. That 
relationship lasted from 1949 -53. 
Next, she moved to Mercury, where 
she recorded a series of disks be- 
tween 1954 -59 that cracked the com- 
mercial market ( "Broken- Hearted 
Melody ") while reaffirming her art- 
istry among jazz's elite ( "Sarah 
Vaughan" on EmArcy, a subsidiary 
of Mercury). 

Throughout the '60s, she cut sides 
for Roulette and then, once again, for 
Mercury and Columbia. During that 
decade, and into the next, she contin- 
ued touring, traveling the world and 
performing in groups that ranged in 
size from trios to symphony orches- 
tras. In 1972, when she recorded an 
album with Michel Legrand for Main- 
stream, she enjoyed a return to the 
commercial limelight. Her albums on 
Pablo, in the late '70s and early '80s, 

along with new issues on Columbia, 
were her last recordings. 

Even without the benefit of illustri- 
ous, chart- topping releases, Vaughan 
and her brand of musicianship, espe- 
cially evidenced during live perfor- 
mances, continued to inspire divine 
allusion. Two pianists -Jimmy 
Rowles, who traveled with her 
throughout the '70s, and George 
Gaffney, who served as her musical 
director this past decade- acknowl- 
edge the uniqueness of her gifts. 

"I admired her to the sky," says 
Rowles, "as a musician, singer, pia- 
nist, even arranger. She had a God - 
given voice." 

Says Gaffney: "Her voice was a 
Stradivarius, one of the finest instru- 
ments God ever created."

And, said BMI, a substantial factor 
in the Tribunal's decision to award 
the greater portion to ASCAP was 
the "effect of [cable superchannel] 
WTBS' distant -signal viewership, ac- 
counting for more than one third of 
all fees generated, and the unique 
format of old movies, many of which 
were created prior to BMI's represen- 
tation of film composers." 

Besides noting its higher award, 
ASCAP's press statement says that 
when the CRT first dealt with the ca- 
ble issue in 1978, its distribution deci- 
sion then -setting ASCAP's share at 
552 /3` /r and BMI's at 44'/37- "may 
not have warranted as large a BMI 
share as was then awarded. In effect, 
the Tribunal ... may have awarded 
BMI too much and ASCAP too little." 

In dollar terms, the shares of the 

1987 cable music pie of $7.8 million 
mean an award of $4.5 million to 
ASCAP and $3.3 million to BMI. 

Under terms of the 1976 Copyright 
Act, cable operators pay perfor- 
mance fees to the Copyright Office 
that are divided among copyright 
owners. When copyright owners fail 
to agree on distribution, the CRT de- 
termines allocation within each 
group. 

ASCAP president Morton Gould is 
"pleased" about greater dollars, but 
says the society feels "the evidence 
supports an even greater award to 
ASCAP." And Edward W. Chapin, 
BMI VP and general counsel, finds it 
"significant" that the Tribunal's 
"findings [were] that there was no 
perceivable difference in the quality 
of the BMI and ASCAP repertoire."

new artists, Geffen will continue re- 
leasing product by new artists as 
well, he says. "Because the A &R 
people work for both labels, it's just 
a question of where we can fit these 
people in. 

"The one thing we know," he 
adds, "is that if you're an artist 
signed to this company and have al- 
ready had an album on Geffen, you 
will remain on Geffen." 

DGC promotion staff appoint- 
ments are expected to be fully an- 
nounced within the next two weeks. 

Though official word regarding 
the new label had been expected for 
several months, its arrival is only 
three or four weeks later than had 
been expected, says Rosenblatt - 
and that delay was largely tied to 
questions regarding Geffen's distri- 
bution future and the new label's 
name. 

"Had we remained with Time 
Warner," he says, "there was cer- 
tainly a strong possibility we would 
have been able to acquire the Asy- 
lum name. The fact [was] that we 
couldn't, so we went with DGC." 

Rosenblatt denies that the shift 
from WEA might delay the release 
of important upcoming Geffen re- 
leases until 1991, when the distribu- 
tion shift to MCA takes place. 

"We will live by our contract - 
there's no way I'm going to go to 
any of our artists and say, 'Look, 
can you sit on this record for six 
months, because I don't want to 
give it to these guys,' " he says. 
"That's not fair. They've been very 
fair and wonderful to us, and we 

hope to end our relationship by be- 
ing just as fair and wonderful to 
them." 

Geffen's move to MCA has 
sparked considerable speculation in 
the industry regarding Time 
Warner Inc.'s plans, if any, to fill 
the void left by Geffen's departure. 
As the last major independent label 
to be sold, Geffen obviously cannot 
be easily replaced by another, simi- 
larly strong indie; thus, some say, 
newly established labels such as Ir- 
ving Azoff's or Disney's Hollywood 
Records venture now take on in- 
creased importance as additional 
revenue sources. Azoff's label is al- 
ready part of the Time Warner fam- 
ily; distribution plans for the Holly- 
wood label remain unannounced at 
press time. As start-up labels, how- 
ever, both are by no means expected 
to be instant moneymakers. 

Geffen's original deal with 
Warner Communications Inc. (now 
Time Warner) specified that, in re- 
turn for seed money and the provi- 
sion of marketing, distribution, and 
other services, WCI would get 50% 
of the label's profits. Theoretically, 
this also applies to DGC through the 
end of the year, although the MCA 
purchase should be finalized much 
sooner. 

But Rosenblatt points out that 
"we're making so much money with 
Geffen that we're really paying for 
[DGC] ourselves." Nevertheless, he 
adds, "if we have success" with 
DGC in the next nine months, Time 
Warner will share in the profits.

1990," says Garland. "That would 
open up a lot of doors in terms of 
what we can do for the music indus- 
try. We could also [broaden] our 
sale of advertising, which at this 
point is in [the formative stages]." 

Because each site is individually 
programmed by viewers who call in 
their requests from an on- screen 
music menu, VJN offers labels a 
unique opportunity to assess the 
popularity of a given song in a spe- 
cific market. "We foresee sitting 
down with the labels and talking 
about how we can break acts out of 
a certain region," Garland says. 
"It's much more difficult to break 
an act nationally." 

Within the next three months, 
VJN will begin to offer the record 
companies information sheets about 
individual videos and their perfor- 
mance, according to Garland. "Bits 
and pieces of that service should 
start to become available then. Ev- 
ery day I learn new things that the 
computers here can do that we'll be 
able to offer." 

Garland says the basic content of 
each channel will remain the same. 
"I do think the look can be polished 
a bit more and there are slots to add 
features that we've talked about, 
but I'm not planning to drastically

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change the Jukebox." 
Of particular interest to the 42- 

year -old Garland is the opportunity 
to build another network, similar to 
what he did with MTV. "If you 
think back to before MTV began, 
we were coming out of the era of 
'Saturday Night Fever' and the big- 
gest year the industry had ever had, 
and then the business started going 
the wrong way. MTV was launched 
in 1981 and we were able to prove 
that this new concept could trans- 
late into music sales. I learned the 
power of the television set. Now the 
new challenge is to see what we can 
do with that power and an interac- 
tive viewer." 

However, Garland does see a dis- 
tinct difference between the two 
outlets. "We don't perceive our- 
selves as going head to head with 
MTV and I don't go to bed at night 
and think we're going to beat up on 
MTV. There's a definite differentia- 
tion between the two. The more and 
more longform shows MTV puts on, 
the less videos they'll be playing. 
And we can play anything, from 
gospel to country to rap, we can 
make it available to the viewers so if 
they want it, they can get it. We've 
got the advantage of wider choice." 

After departing MTV in 1986, 
Garland joined former MTV presi- 
dent Bob Pittman at Quantum Me- 
dia. He left there in the end of 1988 
and devoted 1989 to playing golf 
around the world. "I went into a 
mini -Les Garland retirement," he 
says, laughing. "But I couldn't 
make golf my profession and 
thought maybe I should do some- 
thing else ... Then VJN found me."

around for the company," he says. 
"This year, from a sales point of 
view, is the biggest year the company 
has ever had in America. In a number 
of months, we had all -time record - 
breaking sales figures. Compared to 
last year, net sales have quadrupled." 

Since Chrysalis Records is now 
half-owned by EMI Music, it does not 
make its profit figures public. But 
"compared to last fiscal year's situa- 
tion," says Kiener, "we've had a very 
substantial and dramatic swing in op- 
erating profits - double -digit millions 
[of dollars]." 

Kiener attributes much of the la- 
bel's recent success to the upswing in 
the fortunes of CEMA, the EMI dis- 
tribution system. "CEMA, along with 
the strength of the artists, played a 
fundamental role in having us take 
that run. And CEMA has demon- 
strated that not only with Chrysalis, 
but with all the other [EMI] associat- 
ed labels," he says. 

While O'Connor's breakthrough 
hit clearly made a big difference to 
Chrysalis, Sykes stresses that the la- 
bel's turnaround "is a combination of 
everything. What we're very fortu- 
nate to have at Chrysalis Records is a 
great artist base ... Seven or eight 
months ago, no one knew who 
Slaughter was. Now the band is near- 
ing platinum, and we haven't even re- 
leased their strongest single yet. Bil- 
ly Idol has a No. 2 single from his 
only record in four years. Those two 
artists, along with Sinead O'Connor, 
really serve as the motor that's driv- 
ing the comeback of this label." 

Chrysalis plans to keep on driving 
its best -sellers home. O'Connor, for 
example, just started the second leg 
of her U.S. tour, and the label will re- 
lease "Three Babies," the third single 
from her current album, around La- 
bor Day. "That will be the record that 
will take her into Christmas," says 
Sykes. Although O'Connor's second 

single, "The Emperor's New 
Clothes," failed to burn up the charts, 
Sykes feels "Three Babies" will ap- 
peal to fans of "Nothing Compares 2 
U." 

Slaughter, which went top 40 with 
its debut single, "Up All Night," is 
about to release another single, 
"Flight Of The Angels," to pop radio; 
the track is already receiving play on 
album rock stations. Meanwhile, 
Slaughter is performing in arenas as 
opener on the Kiss tour. 

Like many other hard rock bands 
these days, Slaughter was not initial- 
ly pitched to pop radio; its first single 
broke after the album had already 
sold 500,000 units. Kiener and Sykes 
note that, nowadays, it is essential to 
enlist the support of MTV and other 
video outlets, the press, and album 
radio to break a rock act. "If you base 
your whole strategy on top 40 radio, 
chances are you're not going to get 
too far in breaking rock'n'roll 
bands," says Kiener. 

Chrysalis has had a harder time 
putting across World Party, but 
Sykes says its campaign to break the 
pop /rock group's second album, 
"Goodbye Jumbo," is just beginning. 
Although the album radio success of 
the project's first single, "Way Down 
Now," failed to push the album past 
No. 80 on the Billboard Top Pop Al- 
bums chart, Sykes notes that, at 
200,000 units, "Goodbye Jumbo" has 
already exceeded the sales of World 
Party's first album. Now the label is 
working one of the album's best 
tracks, "Put The Message In The 
Box," to album radio and planning to 
launch it at top 40 in a few weeks. 

According to Kiener, "Way Down 
Now" was released only as part of 
the setup process to solidify World 
Party's rock base. "Before you really 
reach [the consumer], it's going to 
take a certain time and a certain pen- 
etration to get your message 

through," he says. 
Kiener has also been patient in his 

plan to start a rap label. "We didn't 
feel compelled to jump the gun with 
something that would be half -hearted 
or just wrong," he says. "We were 
well- advised to do our homework 
here." 

Sykes adds that the new label will 
"play a major role in building artists 
at our company, because Chrysalis 
has always been an artist -driven la- 
bel. So in order to find the best art- 
ists, we have got to be in touch with 
the street. And then take those art- 
ists, develop them through their own 
systems, and then cross them over 
and hopefully take them to mass -ap- 
peal status." 

In the dance field, CoolTempo U.S. 
was announced some time ago, but 
up to now Chrysalis has not been able 
to handle product emanating from 
Chrysalis subsidiary CoolTempo U.K. 
As a result, CoolTempo acts Adeva 
and Monie Love were placed with 
Capitol and Warner Bros., respective- 
ly, in the U.S. But soon that will all 
change. "We will be a major channel 
for that music after we have the 
street department in place," says 
Sykes. "Chrysalis will make a com- 
mitment to black music." 

Part of that commitment is already 
evident with the success of Was (Not 
Was)'s new single, "Papa Was A Rol- 
lin' Stone," which has cracked the 
black and dance charts. The cover of 
the Temptations song is updated with 
a rap by G Love E, who will also have 
a solo album produced by Young 
M.C. 

At the moment, Kiener and Sykes 
are trying to keep Chrysalis' roster at 
about 30 so that they can focus on 
artist development. "You don't do jus- 
tice to the type of acts we are in- 
volved with if you are in the mass 
business of putting them out week by 
week," says Kiener.

FOULING THE CHAMBER POT: Eleven of the Gram- 
my award categories are devoted to classical music, the 
largest number for any genre. But there are still some 
recordings that just do not fall comfortably in any spe- 
cific category; they tend to slip between the selection 
cracks, no matter how deserving of recognition. 

The Recording Academy recognizes the problem, but 
is reluctant to keep adding categories. Thus, for exam- 
ple, Academy trustees have resisted repeated attempts 
to add a classical crossover category, despite the impor- 
tance of this repertoire to the industry. 

In recent years there has also been an attempt by 
some in the Academy to redefine some of the estab- 
lished categories to better reflect the nature of the mu- 
sic. 

Easier said than done. 
We now do have a new definition for the chamber mu- 

sic category. But it's a bummer. It fixes even more firm- 
ly a longstanding error by not explicitly barring partici- 
pation of a conductor. It also now lumps chamber music 
together with another kind of musical endeavor whose 
only kinship rests in the use of a relatively small number 
of players. 

The revised category rubric now reads: "Best cham- 
ber music or other small ensemble [emphasis added] 
performance." And on the instrumental side, the upper 
limit is set at 16 players. 

Fortunately, the condition of "one player to a part" is 
retained. But the option of awarding a Grammy to a con- 
ductor remains. 

Surely, "one player to a part" is a basic tenet of cham- 
ber music performance. But another, at least as impor- 
tant, should be "performed without conductor." 

The way two or more individual artists collectively 
shape a performance is what distinguishes a chamber 
music reading for better or worse, not how well they re- 
flect the interpretation of a conductor. While the size of 
the ensemble may have some significance, it is not a crit- 
ical element in the equation. 

The importance of chamber music as a basic Grammy 
category should not be diluted by mixing it with an unre- 
lated form. If small ensembles are unfairly neglected, 
bite the bullet and create a new category. 

The new chamber music definition needs another look. 
Let's remove both conductor and other small ensemble 
from the chamber pot.

Finland Station Drops Pop 

For Classical In Night Slot 
BY KARI HELOPALTIO 

HELSINKI, Finland -Radio Mafia, 
the youth- oriented channel of Oy 
Yleisradio Ab, has dropped its usual 
nighttime pop programming in fa- 
vor of classical music. The change 
took place Aug. 1. 

Pentti Kemppainen, head of Ra- 
dio Mafia, says, "Eine Kleine 
Nachtmafia, as we call it, will con- 
centrate on popular classics -re- 
cordings made more than 25 years 
ago. Because of that fact, playing 
such music on the air costs us virtu- 
ally nothing in terms of TEOSTO 
and GRAMEX performance fees," 
adds Kemppainen, referring to Fin- 
land's performance rights societies. 

Radio Mafia's previous nightly 
fare of pop and rock rated full per- 
formance payments for the channel, 
which is having budgetary prob- 
lems. 

"We play classical CD recordings 
on an automated system," contin- 
ues Kemppainen, "and don't need 
any DJs in the studio during the 
night hours. I first thought about 
classical music programs about 
four years ago, and the night hours 
seem ideal for listening to it." 

The August nocturnal playlist in- 
cludes symphonies and operas by 
Mozart, such as "Cosi Fan Tutte" 
directed by Karl Boehm and record- 
ed in Berlin in 1961. 

The age of the recording means 
no performance fee is necessary, 
whereas the same work recorded 
during the last 25 years would re- 
quire a payment of $2,500 to 
TEOSTO and GRAMEX for broad- 
casting.

without the GST. In 1992, the first 
full year that the business feels the 
GST, Nordicity expects profits to be 
$24.1 million or 2.9%, not a GST -less 
$39.5 million or 4.5%. 

That is because the CAB estimates 
that its members will have to absorb 
about half of the GST themselves. If 
broadcasters cannot somehow pass 
on about 75% of the GST, then indus- 
try profitability will be adversely af- 
fected, says Nordicity. 

CAB general counsel Tony Scapil- 
lati says the radio business is ready- 
ing for "quite a bump in the short 
term. What we hope is that things 
will iron themselves out and actually 
benefit us in the longer term." 

Both the CAB and CRIA have lob- 
bied strenuously for exemptions and 
alterations to the GST, but both are 
resigned to its imposition Jan. 1. "We 
accept it as a reality," says Robert- 
son. "It's up to us to find ways to live 
best with it," agrees Scapillati.

"Two To 
Make It Right" by Seduction (Vendetta) is bulleted at No. 2, and "Ja- 
nie's Got A Gun" by Aerosmith (Geffen) at No. 4, but both are far be- 
hind in points and seem unlikely to dislodge "Opposites." Janet Jack- 
son's "Escapade" (A &M) makes sales and airplay gains of such great 
magnitude that it should be in a position to challenge "Opposites" in two 
weeks. "Escapade" is also the second -most -widely -played single, with 
227 stations reporting airplay vs. 228 for "Opposites." 

"I GO TO EXTREMES" by Billy Joel (Columbia) earns the Power 
Pick /Sales, and seems headed for the top five. The single is No. 5 at 
Q106.5 St. Louis and jumps 13 -5 at XHTZ San Diego. The Power Pick/ 
Airplay is a close battle this week, with "I Wish It Would Rain Down" by 
Phil Collins (Atlantic) just edging out Madonna's "Keep It Together" 
(Sire) for the award. "Rain" makes its enormous airplay point gains 
from 110 adds -most -added of the week -and early radio moves such as 
23 -16 at Z93 Dayton, Ohio, 26-19 at WDJX Louisville, Ky., and 19-13 at 
K104 Erie, Pa. Madonna's single is second -most -added (69 adds) and 
gains from such early jumps as 21 -12 at WKSS Hartford, Conn., 21 -17 at 
Z100 New York, and 24 -17 at WGRD Grand Rapids, Mich. 

"ALL MY LIFE" BY Linda Ronstadt (Elektra) finally hits stores this 
week and is eligible to chart. With four weeks of previous radio play as 
an album cut, it has accumulated significant airplay points and enters 
the Hot 100 at No. 47. "Life" is No. 2 at B97 New Orleans, and jumps 33- 
18 at WIGY Portland, Me. Among the five other new entries are three 
artists making their first appearances on the Hot 100. Jane Child, a 
singer /writer /producer from Toronto, makes an impressive debut. Her 
composition "Don't Wanna Fall In Love" (Warner Bros.) nabs 49 adds to 
land at No. 75, and shows early strength at Y108 Denver (22 -17). New 
group Calloway consists of two brothers from Cincinnati, formerly in 
Midnight Star, with a long track record as writer /producers. Their sin- 
gle "I Wanna Be Rich" (Solar) debuts on the Hot 100 at No. 93; it moves 
23-18 at KITY San Antonio, Texas. Australian artist John Farnham, 
formerly of the Little River Band, makes his solo bow on the Hot 100 
with his worldwide hit "You're The Voice" (RCA). 

QUICK CUTS: "If You Leave Me Now" by new artist Jaya (LMR) is 
still gaining sales and airplay points in its 18th week on the chart, but it 
meets some heavy competition this week and is pushed down four places 
to No. 48. The record has been a top 10 hit in many markets, but at dif- 
ferent times ... Three new artists, next to each other on the chart, are 
racking up No. 1 radio reports: "Black Velvet" by Alannah Myles (At- 
lantic), at No. 28 nationally, sits at No. 1 at WRQK Canton, Ohio; "Just A 
Friend" by Biz Markie (Cold Chillin'), at No. 29, holds at No. 1 at KGGI 
Riverside, Calif.; and "No Myth" by Michael Penn (RCA), at No. 30 on 
the Hot 100, is at No. 1 at WIXX Green Bay, Wis.

forced to quickly change gears and 
are now emphasizing their ongoing 
marketing commitments designed to 
pull additional product through the 
distribution pipeline (Billboard, Jan. 
20). 

Many retailers and wholesalers, 
however, remain uncertain whether 
the studios can quickly adjust to the 
dynamics of a market based on reor- 
dering in response to demand after so 
many years of being supply driven. 

"One factor that remains to be 
seen in this business is when the de- 
mand occurs," says Doug Harvey, di- 
rector of Target's in -house rackjob- 
ber Jetco. "Does it ocur on street 
date? Does it occur 10 days later? Or 
six months later? A lot of that will be 
affected by the studios' marketing 
campaigns." 

"Our industry has not really had 
many titles that have had much of a 
reorder pattern," Paramount senior 
VP /GM Eric Doctorow admits. 
" `Raiders,' 'Top Gun,' 'Wizard of Oz,' 
'Land Before Time'- that's about it." 
Paramount is now hoping to add 
"Last Crusade" to that list. 

"We are putting a program in place 
to focus on 'Indiana Jones' after 
street date," Doctorow says. "The 
strategy will be to maintain a high de- 
gree of interest at the distributor and 
retail level so that what we shipped is 
just a starting point." 

Part of that strategy, presumably, 
would include a reconfigured distrib- 
utor program designed - through ad- 
ditional rebates, extended dating, or 
other techniques -to create an incen- 
tive for wholesalers to continue push- 
ing the title. 

"I would rather be in a reorder sit- 
uation than an inventory situation," 
Doctorow says. "I think that's good, 
fundamentally, for the business and 
for us." 

Paramount, along with promotion- 
al partner Coca -Cola, will also under- 
take a consumer promotional and ad- 
vertising campaign it values at $20 
million, including $6 million in nation- 
al television advertising and a $5 con- 
sumer rebate offer. Coke will air an 
edited version of the Diet Coke spot 
that appears at the beginning of the 
"Indiana Jones" cassette. 

One reason for the studios' ambiv- 
alence over when to concentrate their 
marketing efforts is a fundamental 
difference between the rental busi- 
ness and the sell -through business. 

In the rental business, the studio, 
have almost no inventory risk. Virtu- 
ally every copy they are going to sell 
is shipped out the first day. In a sell - 
through business complete with sig- 
nificant reorders, the studios must 
share some of the inventory risk 
while the product moves through the 
pipeline. 

"It's February. You don't want to 
load up with a lot of inventory that 
will sit all year long," says John 
Thrasher, a buyer with Sacramento, 
Calif.-based Tower Video. "The busi- 
ness has changed from having exclu- 
sive distributors carrying all of this 
stuff and where manufacturers 
didn't carry item one. How deep the 
store was was a function of how deep 
distributors were ... We're at a 
bridge right now and the footing is a 
little uneven. The studios are having 
a tough time coming to grips with 
having to warehouse their own prod- 
uct." 

Thrasher believes that of the three 
studios promoting sell -through titles 
in the first quarter, Warner is in the 
best position to adapt to the situation 
"because the WEA distribution and

warehousing system is already in 
place." 

Warner Home Video last week un- 
veiled details of its "multimillion-dol- 
lar" campaign for "Lethal Weapon 
2." The campaign was described by 
company spokesman Mike Finnegan 
as Warner's "largest" and "longest" 
to date, surpassing the marketing 
push behind "Batman." 

Part of the rationale for the length 
of the campaign, Finnegan says, is to 
"stimulate the market over a large 
period of time and to encourage reor- 
ders." 

"Warner is advertising 'Lethal' the 
way they are now because of what 
happened with 'Batman,' " says 
Mitch Perliss of Music Plus. "They 
realize they didn't hit their number 
and in order to sustain the title they 
need to do something so we can get 
into a reorder situation. They would 
love to be able to say I told you so." 

Perliss, like many other retailers 
and wholesalers, criticized Warner's 
marketing campaign for "Batman," 
which appears to have left substan- 
tial numbers of copies sitting on re- 
tailers' shelves. 

"The big problem with 'Batman' 
was that Warner shot their wad at 
the beginning," Perliss says. "All the 
hype was prerelease. Then all of us 
advertised it at the beginning. There 
was nothing to carry it through. 

There was nothing to push those peo- 
ple who didn't have to have it but 
might have wanted it." 

Disney Home Video is hoping to 
demonstrate that promoting sell - 
through titles long after their street 
dates can have a significant impact in 
the market. "We will be going back 
into the marketplace in February 
with a media campaign featuring 
new TV commercials ... to promote 
['Bambi' and 'Who Framed Roger 
Rabbit']," says Ann Daly, marketing 
VP for Disney. "This is an opportuni- 
ty for retailers to make sure that 
product is displayed to coincide with 
our advertising push." 

The cornerstone of Warner's 
"multimillion -dollar" broadcast cam- 
paign for "Weapon 2" is the network 
airing of the original "Lethal Weap- 
on" on NBC-TV Feb. 4, four days pri- 
or to the Feb. 8 street date. Twenty - 
five markets airing the telecast will 
feature spots about the home video 
release of the sequel. 

The campaign will last through 
June. 

A source close to WHV also indi- 
cates that the studio has been engag- 
ing in extensive research about con- 
sumer buying preference and says 
"the initial data shows that the title is 
quite comparable in appeal for pur- 
chasers as 'Indiana Jones.' Whatever 
preorder discrepancy might come 

out, there's actually a demand out 
there that's comparable for 'Lethal 
Weapon 2.' " 

Disney also conducted extensive 
research on "Honey, I Shrunk The 
Kids" before committing to a sell - 
through price for the title. "Our 
greatest volume has come in the 
fourth quarter but it's not a fourth - 
quarter business," Daly says. "When 
we did our initial research on 'Hon- 
ey,' the data did not indicate that 
spring release would be a deterrent 
to sales." 

Disney is preparing a major adver- 
tising campaign for "Honey," the 
third big first -quarter sell- through ti- 
tle. The title will be supported by a 
"multi- million dollar" TV campaign 
as well as a national Sunday newspa- 
per insert promoting a $3 rebate of- 
fer involving the Nabisco Co.'s Bits 
crackers. The insert will reach 52 mil- 
lion homes on March 18, two days af- 
ter street date. 

The rebate offer runs through the 
summer, although Disney's entire 
consumer promotional campaign 
runs through the fall. "I'd like all of 
us to recognize collectively that the 
sell -through business is not an in -and- 
out business," Daly says. "The con- 
sumer has never told us that there is 
only a certain time frame in which 
they would like to buy videos."

time in three years. Janet Jackson 
won the award for favorite soul/ 
R &B single for the second time in 
four years. Jackson won in 1987 with 
"Nasty" and repeated this year with 
"Miss You Much," which was also 
named favorite dance single. 

Jackson performed her current sin- 
gle, "Escapade," but was overshad- 
owed by Abdul, her former choreog- 
rapher, who opened the show with a 
sizzling performance of "(It's Just) 
The Way That You Love Me." Other 
highlights: Rod Stewart's classy 
"Downtown Train" and Brown's 
funky "My Prerogative." 

Brown's "Don't Be Cruel" was 
named favorite soul /R &B album - 
making up for its loss last year to 
George Michael's "Faith." But 
Brown was nosed out by Abdul as fa- 

vorite dance artist. 
In the country field, Randy Travis 

won three key awards -favorite al- 
bum, single, and male vocalist -for 
the third year in a row. Reba McEn- 
tire won as favorite female vocalist 
for the third straight year, and Ala- 
bama won as favorite group for the 
eighth consecutive year. That's the 
longest winning streak in the history 
of the show, and ties Aretha Frank- 
lin's eight -year lock on the Grammy 
Award for best female R &B perfor- 
mance. 

Prince won a special award of 
achievement for his influence on pop 
music in the '80s. Unlike last year's 
fawning, overlong genuflection to 
Michael Jackson, the tribute spot was 
sophisticated and tasteful, with 
filmed comments from Eric Clapton,

share of the company's future prof- 
its with Warner. 

Founded in 1981, Tommy Boy was 
among the pioneers of commercial 
rap with Afrika Bambaataa's "Plan- 
et Rock," later developing the gold - 
certified De La Soul, among others. 

"The new agreement does not 
mean that our records will go 
through Warner Bros. any more 
than they do now," says Lynch. 
"We anticipate having more inde- 
pendent albums this year than we 
have ever had in the past." 

Silverman and Lynch refused to 
disclose the label's selling price. 

Tommy Boy expects to have 10-12 
new releases in the next year, 
Lynch says, and may expand its 
scope to include forms of music oth- 
er than rap, dance, and pop. Lynch 
says there has been "some discus- 
sion" about Warner acts being 
shifted to Tommy Boy. 

"We are staying in our own of- 
fices, running our business the way

we run it," says Lynch. "'IVe will not 
be like Sire Records; I want to make 
that very clear."

The telecast, with its usual mix of 
class and crass, did a good job of mir- 
roring the year in pop music -good, 
bad, and indifferent. The American 
Music Awards continue to capture 
the pulse and excitement of the pop 
music business better than the far 
more prestigious Grammy Awards. 

AVA Mulls Intro 

Of Regional Vid 

`Buyer Shows'

LOS ANGELES -The American 
Video Assn., the retailer -owned 
buying co -op, is considering an 
entry into what one director calls 
regional "buyers' shows," an in- 
novative expansion from what 
has been one annual AVA trade 
event. 

"We have not voted at this 
point" on initiating regional 
events, says John Sharpe, opera- 
tor of two-store World Video in 
Hattiesburg, Miss., and one of 
eight AVA directors. Neverthe- 
less, he says the subject was dis- 
cussed during a directors meet- 
ing Jan. 17 -19 at the group's 
Chandler, Ariz., headquarters. 

Created 10 years ago as a buy- 
ing co -op, AVA last year orga- 
nized itself officially as a trade 
association. 

"There is no agenda, no dates, 
and certainly whatever we do 
will not be in conflict with other 
events already announced," says 
Tom Daugherty, AVA chairman, 
who declines further comment 
until AVA makes an official an- 
nouncement. 

Several AVA directors re- 
ferred questions to either 
Daugherty or Michael Weiss, 
AVA's executive director, who 
was out of town planning AVA's 
1990 convention April 1 -5 in Ana- 
heim, Calif. 

AVA's discussion of regional 
shows comes at a time when the 
proliferation of trade events is 
such that leading home video 
group Video Software Dealers 
Assn. has elected to limit its par- 
ticipation to five regional events 
this year. 

The AVA meeting followed the 
annual VSDA regional chapter 
leadership conference Jan. 9 -11 
in Las Vegas, where the topic of 
regional trade shows came under 
long discussion that was, howev- 
er, far more restrained than pre- 
dicted (Billboard, Jan. 13). 

VSDA has made no summa- 
tion of its chapter leaders' dis- 
cussion in Las Vegas other than 
to say the group's plans remain 
as initially announced -a series 
of events commencing Feb. 26-27 
in Reno, Nev. 

AVA comprises 2,500 members 
with a total store count of 5,200. 
It has historically held one annu- 
al trade show. 

Em/s Closes Its 9 Hardware Outlets 
WASHINGTON, D.C. -Erol's 
Inc., the 200 -store video rental 
chain based in nearby Springfield, 
Va., originally established in the 
'60s as a TV sale and repair shop, 
has closed its nine hardware out- 
lets located in the D.C. area and is 
liquidating its entire inventory of 
TV sets, VCRs, and other electron- 
ic equipment in those stores. 

Liquidation ads began appear- 
ing in newspapers this month. 

Erol's owner and founder Erol 
Onaran began a small video rental 

operation in his first TV sale and 
repair store in 1980. The chain con- 
tinued to operate hardware outlets 
as its video rental operation expe- 
rienced phenomenal growth. On- 
aran was the recipient of the Bill- 
board /Time Magazine Man of the 
Year award in 1988 for his accom- 
plishments in the home video busi- 
ness. 

Onaran, in a formal announce- 
ment, says the decision to close 
down the stores is "due to the 
changing character of the elec- 

tronics business in the Washing- 
ton, D.C., market together with 
the tremendous growth in the 
home video sector." 

Onaran's son Orhan was in 
charge of the hardware division. 
An Erol's spokesperson says the 
chain will honor all service con- 
tracts and will try to place employ- 
ees affected by the action in other 
divisions of the organization.

"BLAZE OF GLORY" BY Jon Bon Jovi (Mercury) goes to No. 1, by a 
small margin, with its sales lead larger than the airplay lead of "Release 
Me" by Wilson Phillips (SBK). "Do Me!" by Bell Biv DeVoe (MCA) is 
No. 2 in sales points and No. 3 overall, but its point gains are smaller 
than those of the top two, so it looks like "Blaze" and "Release" will 
battle it out again next week for No. 1. The rest of the top 10 is unusual- 
ly soft, with only "Love And Affection" by the Nelson brothers (DGC) 
bulleted and a strong contender for No. 1. "Epic" by Faith No More 
(Slash), pushed out of the top 10 despite gaining points last week, jumps 
back in at No. 9 this week while registering a small drop in points.

RAYING FOR TIME" BY George Michael (Columbia) is the 26th 
record to win the combined Power Pick /Sales & Airplay since the fea- 
ture was introduced. The 25th winner, "Blaze Of Glory," goes to No. 1 

this week. Since 22 of those 25 combined winners have gone to No. l- 
and all have gone top five -Michael's new single has an 88% chance of 
hitting No. 1. It is already the most widely played single on top 40 radio 
with 227 out of the 246 stations reporting airplay, and has early top 10 
reports from Charlotte, N.C. (20-7 at Kiss 102), and Rockford, Ill. (15-10 
at WZOK). The airplay runner -up is "Unchained Melody" by the Righ- 
teous Brothers (Verve), zooming 19 places to No. 37 on the strength of 
38 radio adds and great jumps, such as 17 -3 at Mix 96.5 Houston. With 
only a vinyl single available, 97% of its points are derived from airplay. 
By contrast, the record bulleted right behind it on the chart, "Crazy" by 
the Boys (Motown), has almost as many points but 90% of them are from 
sales. "Crazy" does look strong where it is being played at radio, includ- 
ing KS104 Denver, where it moves 14 -12. 

JANET JACKSON'S "BLACK CAT" (A &M) is the most added track at 
top 40 radio, with 173 stations in total playing it, but it will not be a com- 
mercially available single for two weeks and so cannot enter the chart. 
As a result, "Suicide Blonde" by INXS (Atlantic), the second most added 
with 137 adds, is the Hot Shot Debut at No. 62. Three artists make their 
first Hot 100 appearances. Vanilla Ice, a rapper from Miami who now 
lives in Dallas, charges on at No. 72 with "Ice Ice Baby" (SBK). Early 
sales activity aids his strong debut, as do such radio jumps as 10-5 at 
FM102 Sacramento, Calif., and 24 -19 at Power 93 San Antonio, Texas. 
Rock band Alias, composed of former members of Heart and Canadian 
band Sheriff, enters at No. 84 with "More Than Words Can Say" (EMI). 
And U.K. trio Soho debuts at No. 95 with "Hippychick" (Ateo), which is 
already a hit in Houston (No. 9 at 93Q) and Detroit (No. 12 at Power 96). 

QUICK CUTS: "Jealous" by Gene Loves Jezebel (Geffen) is not bullet - 
ed at No. 78 but is top 20 in 14 markets and should continue moving up 
the chart. Among its top 20 reports: 19 -10 at KATM Colorado Springs, 
Colo.; 26-16 at WKZL Winston- Salem, N.C.; and 18-15 at I95 Birming- 
ham, Ala.... "Slow Love" by Doc Box & B. Fresh (Motown) stalls at 
No. 53 nationally but is No. 1 at four stations: Y95 Phoenix; and, in Cali- 
fornia, KGGI Riverside, KMEL San Francisco, and FM102 Sacramento.

But in future li- 
censing negotiations, he says, "we'll 
certainly try to get" such clauses. 

Since HBO does not plan to de- 
mand BMI music clearances from 
movie companies unless they have it 
written in their contracts -a provi- 
sion that a major studio is unlikely to 
have allowed -the cable service does 
not appear to have much leverage 
over its leading suppliers. Neverthe- 
less, the source maintains that HBO 
is serious about reconsidering wheth- 
er it needs a particular movie if its 
BMI music has not been cleared. 

But the importance of BMI music 
to HBO's programming is beyond 
question. In an affidavit filed last 
January in conjunction with suits 
against BMI by 17 cable operators, 
an HBO attorney stated that most of 
HBO's programs contain BMI reper- 
toire. A BMI source adds that all of 
the top 25- grossing films last year 
and the top 10 films from the first six 
months of 1990 featured BMI music. 

HBO's interim license fee for BMI 
material will be determined at a court 
hearing in December. The trial is slat- 
ed for next June.

whole world," says Storyk. "It's 
probably just as simple as the world's 
too noisy, and so acoustics, which 
used to be limited to concert halls and 
specialized spaces like studios, are 
now everywhere." 

The average consumer has grown 
more discerning as a listener, and has 
become more aware of the recording 
process in recent years, which has led 
to further acoustical awareness, 
Storyk notes. 

One factor that has not changed 
dramatically is the number of people 
who qualify as both acoustic design- 
ers and architects, says Storyk, who 
is on the board of directors at Full 
Sail and teaches sessions there on 
acoustics. 

"In order to really do both you 
have to have been trained as an archi- 
tect," says Storyk. "There are people 
that do acoustical consulting that 
have no architectural background, 
and it's tough to pick that [architec- 
ture] up by the seat of the pants. You 

have to go to school for it, and put in 
enough years on it. 

"I'm lucky. Somehow things fell to- 
gether at the right age and I found 
myself at the right time with the 
right body of knowledge to deal with 
that. If you walked into my office, 
you would think you are in an archi- 
tect's office, because you are." 

The studio future, says Storyk, is 
the way of the workstation. He is cur- 
rently conducting R&D on worksta- 
tion architecture. 

"Architecturally, this workstation 
notion is really here to say, and it will 
be exploited more and more," he 
says. "Studios will get smaller. The 
higher percentage of music will be 
done by a single person playing a 
synthesizer -type instrument. More 
semipro or home studios will be doing 
more pro or online work. 

"The age of the great independent 
recording studio is probably waning 
and the age of producers having their 
own studios is probably arriving."

LESS MALL SPACE MEANS MORE COMPETITION FOR MUSIC, VIDEO CHAINS

foot, with the strong malls command- 
ing rents in the range of $40 -$50 per 
square foot, Bernholz said. 

Higher rents and stiff competition 
for space are problems for music 
stores trying to get into malls that 
maintain the traditional ratio of mu- 
sic stores to mall space-one music 
store for every 400,000- 500,000 
square feet of retail space. 

But another problem for mall-ori- 
ented music retailers is beginning to 
emerge, according to Bruce Bause- 
man, senior VP of real estate for Min- 
neapolis -based The Musicland Group, 
which operates 665 music stores, as 
well as 105 Suncoast Motion Picture 
Co. outlets. 

Developers are beginning to put 
three, four, and even five music 
stores in a 1- million -square -foot re- 
gional mall, he said. "Now I am see- 
ing [the ratio] go down," he added. 
"In some malls, it is down to 150,000 
square feet per music store." 

In one mall, Musicland competes 
with four other music stores. "That 
will be a topic of conversation when I 
meet with the developer who owns 
that mall," Bauseman said, declining 
to name the center or developer. 

Record Bar has also experienced 
the problem, according to Bernholz. 
Four music stores operate in Tampa 
Bay Center in Tampa, Fla.- Record 
Bar, Camelot, Musicland, and a Mont- 
gomery Ward where Electric Avenue 
is being racked. 

Music retailers may become as 
common as shoe stores, a retailing 
category often cited as having the 

most "overstored" representation in 
malls, said one observer. 

Another problem for music retail- 
ers is the tendency for mall develop- 
ers to locate the stores in backwater 
spaces. "They know that record 
stores perform well in secondary lo- 
cations," Bernholz said. "They can 
bury us and we'll do some volume, 
whereas another tenant would be 
killed. 

"What we're hoping to do is con- 
vince developers that if they do give 
us a better location, our volume will 
increase, which would result in them 
getting back more rent, in the form 
of percentage rent."

Exacerbating the competitive situ- 
ation are the rising costs in common 
charges, which Bernholz described as 
"a nightmare. It's not unusual now in 
an old lease to find the extra charges 
exceed the minimum" rent. 

On a positive note for music retail- 
ers, developers here were encour- 
aged to focus regionally rather than 
straying out of their own back yards. 
Ann Lieff, president of the 55 -unit, 
Miami -based Spec's Music & Video, 
says she hopes that the emphasis on 
regional factors can bulwark the 

Florida-only web. "We were beaten 
out recently by a [music] chain from 
up north that had already done three 
centers with a particular developer," 
she said. That chain landed the deal 
even though "we were able to show a 
better performance than any of the 
chains coming into Florida from out- 
side," she said. 

NIGH MARKS FOR VIII SPECIALISTS 
While music retailers struggle for 

space, video rental stores, which tend 
to locate in strip centers, are also 
finding fewer opportunities, due to 
the slowdown in development of that 
type of center. 

Like several developers here, Drew 
Alexander, VP of leasing at Houston - 
based Weingarten Realty Inc., one of 
the largest strip-center developers in 
the nation, gives video rental stores 
high marks. He also notes that sever- 
al grocery chains in Weingarten cen- 
ters are increasingly involved in vid- 
eo rental. 

Alexander cited one case in which a 
"mom- and -pop operation" in a largely 
ethnic center is holding its own 
against one of the video superstores. 

Rents in strip centers average $13 
per square foot throughout Weingar- 
ten's Texas region. "Rent is very 
much a function of supply and de- 
mand," said Alexander somewhat 
cautiously, noting that video super- 
stores generate a lot of traffic but re- 
quire an extensive investment on the 
part of the developers to build. "The 
landlord may need a very high rental 
to come anywhere close to making a 
percentage," he said.

noted Mekker, and on others certain 
portions of the program have disap- 
peared. 

However, panelists were confident 
that, as development of the format 
continues, these problems can be 
solved. 

Sony's Geitz said the company 
views DAT as a viable business op- 
portunity in the U.S. marketplace. He 
noted that all Sony product groups 
have announced that they will have 
DAT product within the next 12 
months. 

The release of SCMS-equipped con- 
sumer DAT decks within the first 
half of 1990 will continue as planned, 
and Sony has made a commitment to 
follow introductions with aggressive 
advertising and marketing, according 
to Geitz. 

In anticipation of a growing mar- 
ket, progress also continues on 
Sony's high -speed DAT duplication 
system. 

The development of an S -DAT (sta- 
tionary-head DAT) recorder designed 
to play both analog and digital audio 
tapes is apparently under way by 
Philips in Eindhoven, the Nether- 
lands. In preparing the R -DAT panel, 
ITA executive director Henry Brief 
asked the company to speak on its 
technology. 

Philips chose not to avail itself of 
ITA's offer to use the seminar "as a 
forum in which to discuss any devel- 
opments having to do with S- DAT," 
said Brief, quoting a letter from Phil- 
ips. 

According to Len Feldman, presi- 
dent of Leonard Feldman Electronics 
Laboratories, the S-DAT technology 
is not of CD quality. "They've come 
up with a compromise digital format 
to prolong the life of the analog cas- 
sette." 

Philips was one of 84 companies 
that worked to standardize the R- 
DAT format in 1986. These compa- 
nies have not signed onto S -DAT, not- 
ed Bartlett. "Until that happens, S- 
DAT is not going to become a 
reality," he said. 

The primary concern of most semi- 
nar attendees, however, was prolong- 
ing the commercial life of the prere- 
corded analog cassette. Dolby's new 
S -type noise reduction is seen as a 
major factor in that effort. 

According to Dennis Staats, soft- 
ware licensing manager at Dolby 
Labs Licensing Inc., five consumer 
hardware manufacturers -Aiwa, 
Denon, Harmon Kardon, Pioneer, 
and Teac's Elite line -have licensed 
Dolby S, although no product release 
dates have been announced. 

The chips needed to construct S- 
type boards are still extremely expen- 
sive, but a great deal of progress has 
been made in increasing their capaci- 
ty. The current design requires a set 
of three IC (integrated-circuit) chips. 

Production on three -chip circuit 
boards is scheduled to begin next 
month, said Staats, and by the end of 
1990 production samples are expect- 
ed on a single-chip processor. That 
processor is slated to begin shipping 
to manufacturers in early 1991. 

For the professional user, a switch - 
able Dolby B-, C-, and S -type encoder- 
/decoder is under development, and 
is expected to be available in October. 

The format can also enhance prod- 
uct played back on Dolby B- and C- 
type decks, and on decks without 
noise reduction, according to Staats, 
who distributed S- encoded sample 
cassettes during ITA. 

Digital Music Products of Stam- 
ford, Conn., is considering an S -type 
encoded release this fall (Billboard, 

May 26). 
Along with its S -type licensing, 

Dolby requires that hardware meet 
strict specifications for azimuth and 
other performance criteria. 

The issue of azimuth alignment 
has plagued ITA members for years. 
Azimuth is the vertical angle be- 
tween the gap in the record or play- 
back head and the direction of tape 
travel. This angle must be precisely 
90 degrees to insure proper high -fre- 
quency performance. 

An azimuth misalignment of just 
four minutes of arc will result in 1 dB 
of loss at 10kHz and 4 dB at 20 kHz. 
An error of eight minutes will cause 
more than 10 dB of loss at 20 kHz, ac- 
cording to Dolby. 

It is this high- frequency perfor- 
mance that is often the standard of 
quality for cassettes. To ensure per- 
formance, Dolby requires that S -type 
decks conform to a conventional 
fixed azimuth head mounting ar- 
rangement adjusted to within three 
minutes of arc when measured ac- 
cording to ITA's azimuth alignment 
standard introduced two years ago. 

The ITA standard calls for use of a 
special BASF calibration mechanism, 
but Staats noted that "you're going 
to have to have a secondary working 
method with a high -precision plastic 
shell" that exhibits the same charac- 
teristics as the more costly BASF 
cassette. 

"We're interested in azimuth im- 
provements that can be ... realized 
and enforced," said Staats.

sello was convicted in April 1988 of 
evading income taxes on nearly 
$300,000 made in various business 
deals with MCA from 1984 -85 (Bill- 
board, May 21, 1988) and began 
serving a four -year prison term 
last year. 

The brief alleges that former 
U.S. Attorney Marvin Rudnick, 
who prosecuted the Pisello tax 
case, "attempted to vigorously in- 
vestigate" Pisello's ties to MCA. 
The document claims that, in sub- 
sequent meetings in 1987 with 
John Newcomer, head of the L.A. 
branch of the U.S. Organized 
Crime Strike Force, national 
Strike Force chief David Margolis, 
and his deputy, Michael DeFeo, 
"Rudnick was urged and /or direct- 
ed to not continue his investigation 
of MCA." 

"At approximately the same 
time period, Rudnick was urged, 
instead, to investigate the activi- 
ties of [Isgro]," the brief contin- 
ues. "As a result of a well -timed 
'investigative' piece by an NBC 
news reporter [presumably Brian 
Ross, who broke the Isgro story 
nationally], who allegedly has 
close ties to MCA officers, public 
attention was focused on Mr. Isgro 
and Mr. Rudnick was urged to fol- 
low up upon this investigative 
lead." 

The brief also charges that 
members of the Los Angeles Po- 
lice Department Organized Crime 
Task Force who volunteered infor- 
mation about Isgro "had close ties 
with MCA, and often acted as se- 
curity personnel on MCA pro- 
jects." 

The document concludes, 
"These circumstances demon- 
strate the likelihood, if not the cer- 
tainty, that the Isgro investigation 
and prosecution was tainted from 
the outset by improper motives of 
the United States Government 
Task Force, and by attempts to 
justify a multiyear investigation 
into the record industry which had 
led only to the indictment of Mr. 
Pisello, and which did not inquire 
into the identity of those persons 
at MCA responsible for dealing 
with him." 

Re has issued a subpoena to 
Rudnick, who was fired by the Jus- 
tice Department in July (Billboard, 
Aug. 12). The subpoena seeks to 
secure from Rudnick a variety of 
documents regarding the depart- 
ment's handling of the MCA /Pi- 

sello investigation. Similar subpoe- 
nas were also served to former 
U.S. Attorneys Richard Stavin and 
John DuBois. All three men have 
been publicly critical of the Justice 
Department's conduct in the case. 

Rudnick and Stavin, who both 
appeared on the "60 Minutes" 
broadcast, were present in the 
courtroom on April 16. 

In a response to Re's motion 
filed jointly by U.S. Attorney Rob- 
ert L. Brosio, senior Justice De- 
partment counsel William S. 
Lynch, Strike Force attorney 
Drew S. Pitt, and Newcomer, the 
government sharply rebuffs the

defense attorney's charges. 
In an apparent reference to Rud- 

nick, the government says that 
Re's motion "seems to have been 
gleaned from newspaper clippings 
which featured a disgruntled for- 
mer Justice Department employee 
who was discharged. 

"The only impropriety suggest- 
ed in the [motion] is that a former 
prosecutor was prevented from 
pursuing an investigation of a cor- 
porate entity other than Mr. Is- 
gro," the response continues. "The 
government denies that such was 
the case but, even assuming this 
was true, it furnishes the defen- 
dant, Isgro, with no defense on his 
charges." 

In a separate motion to quash 
Re's subpoenas, the government 
says, "Whether the investigation 
of the defendant Isgro was initiat- 
ed by public media attention, at the 
urging of record companies, by 
anonymous informants, by dis- 
gruntled former employees, by in- 
vestigative or prosecutive hunch, 
or by sheer happenstance is totally 
irrelevant and immaterial to the 
determination of the charges now 
against him." 

The government motion, which 
notes that earlier discovery mo- 
tions filed for the MCA /Pisello 
documents by Re were denied by 
Judge Ideman, further character- 
izes Re's attempt to obtain the doc- 
uments as a "fishing expedition."

TV this book, based around the new 
slogan, "The Station You Can Sing 
Along To," but he says, "We don't 
do enough to make a dent as far as 
ratings are concerned. We're just 
the most consistent station in New 
York as far as music and personal- 
ities are concerned." 

In other New York ratings news, 
WLTW- which, propelled by a good 
December, had looked like it might 
be New York's No. 1 music station 
in the first two winter Arbitrends- 
and N/T WINS were both up 4.7 -4.8 
to tie for second place. Top 40 
WHTZ (Z100), which dropped sharp- 
ly in the fall, was back up slightly 
4.3 -4.7. 

Under new PD Vinny Brown, ur- 
ban WRKS posted its best book in 
two years, rising 4.1 -4.5, even as ri- 
val WBLS was up 3.8 -4.0. Over the 
last six months, WRKS has tight- 
ened its music and leaned noticeably 
more adult. WRKS -whose main 
fall promotion was a "count the mu- 
sic" contest with cash prizes of up 
to $1,000 -was up in both 18-34 and 
25-49, although WBLS still led the 
urban battle in that demo. 

In New York mornings, WINS 
was down 9.1 -8.4 but still kept its 
traditional hold on the daypart. 
WXRK's Howard Stern was second, 
up 5.1 -6.1, followed by the Z100 
Morning Zoo, which rebounded 4.9- 
5.5. WYNY's new morning man, 
Jim Kerr, was up 2.0 -2.3 in his first 
book on Country 103.5, which was 
down overall, 2.5 -2.4. 

STERN RINGS DeBELLA 

Stern's contribution to WXRK 
was seen only slightly in the overall 
number (3.1 -3.2 vs. album WNEW- 
FM's 3.7 -3.4), but it was clearly visi- 
ble in Philadelphia, where WYSP, 
one of two stations that simulcasts 
Stern, was up 5.3 -6.2, while album 
rival WMMR was down 7.5 -6.9. It 
was the first time that Stern had 
beaten WMMR's John DeBella. 
There Stern was second only to N/T 
KYW, which was also up 6.6 -7.4 to 
become the market leader. 

In Los Angeles, AC KOST re- 
bounded from an uncharacteristi - 
cally soft 5.7 to lead the market with 
a 6.4. There was also a comeback for 
top 40 KIIS -FM, which was up 5.4- 
6.1 while top 40 /dance KPWR (Pow- 
er 106) was off 6.2 -5.6. While KOST 
PD Jhani Kaye thinks that former 
KOST MD Liz Kiley's new urban 
station, KKBT, may have affected 
Power, KPWR MD Al Tavera thinks 
it was too early for KKBT to be a 
factor. Instead he points to the fact 
that winter has historically been 
Power's weakest book. 

KIIS was helped this book by 
morning man Rick Dees, who led 
the market again, rebounding 6.0- 
6.8. At album KLOS, morning duo 
Mark & Brian were up slightly 6.6- 
6.7, despite an overall drop. 
KPWR's Jay Thomas was off 6.2- 
5.0. 

Other L.A. risers included N/T 
KFWB (2.6 -3.3), adult standards 
KMPC (2.1 -3.1), and modern rock 
outlet KROQ which, after nine 
months in the 2 -share range, re- 
bounded 2.5 -3.2. KROQ PD Andy 
Schuon credits KROQ's move from 
"Eurodance" to "pure alternative 
rock'n'roll," along with the return 
of some listeners who initially de- 
fected to Rock 40 KQLZ (Pirate Ra- 
dio), and the station's new morning 
show, Kevin & Bean, which was up 
1.9 -2.5. 

And on the urban front, KKBT- 

whose first month reflected its 
short -lived AC /top 40 /urban /oldies 
hybrid -was up 0.4 -1.3. If that 
doesn't seem like much yet, note 
that KKBT's rise made it the mar- 
ket's No. 2 urban station. Format 
leader KJLH was down 2.3 -1.9. 
Black ACs KACE and KGFJ were 
down 1.9 -1.2 and 1.1 -.8, respectively. 
Only youth -oriented KDAY was up, 
rising 0.6 -1.0. 

OTRER MARKETS 

Complete Arbitran results for 17 
markets follow on page 14. Among 
some of the other highlights: 

Chicago: Without the Cubs or 
Bears, N/T WGN was down 10.7 -8.3 

This is the first time 
an oldies station has 
led a top 20 market 

but remained the market leader 
ahead of urban WGCI -FM (7.3 -7.2), 
black /AC WVAZ (5.1 -5.3), and N/T 
WBBM (4.9 -4.5). Top 40 /dance 
WBBM -FM, in its first full book un- 
der new PD Dave Shakes, rose 4.0- 
4.4, opening up a convincing lead on 
its format rivals WYTZ (3.8 -2.5) and 
AC-leaning WKQX (3.1-3.0). 

Although WBBM -FM's morning 
show with Ed Volkman & Joe Bohan- 
non has not previously been thought 
of as one of the major players in a 
city of big -name morning shows, it 
slightly outpaced the station this 
time, rising 3.9 -4.5, for fifth place. 
WGN's Bob Collins led the market 
followed by the other usual suspects, 
WLUP -AM -FM's Jonathan Brand - 
meier, WGCI -FM's Doug Banks, and 
WBBM's John Hultman & Felicia 
Middlebrooks. 

San Francisco: Without an earth- 
quake this book, N/T KGO was down 
8.2 -7.4 but remained the market lead- 
er. Churban KMEL was back in the 
fives, rising 4.9 -5.5, while soft AC 
KOIT was up 4.9 -5.2 despite the pres- 
ence of new, soft AC competition. 
That station, KABL, was actually 

down 4.6 -3.8 in its first book since 
switching from easy listening. 

Boston: N/T WRKO was up 6.6- 
7.8 for the market lead, followed by 
full -service AC WBZ, which went 5.9- 
7.3 in PD Tyler Cox's last book. The 
big upset, however, goes to top 40 
WZOU, which, in its first full book 
under PD Steve Rivers, was up 5.5- 
7.1 while WXKS -FM (Kiss 108) was 
down 6.2 -5.9. WZOU had some out- 
side help since Kiss PD Sunny Joe 
White was on hiatus from the station 
during the winter, but it still did a 
less-eclectic brand of top 40, some- 
thing that had not recently worked in 
Boston. 

Detroit Full- service WJR (8.3 -7.9) 
and urban WJLB (7.8 -7.3) remained 
No. 1 and No. 2. Impressive gains go 
to WHYT (5.0 -5.9), whose main- 
stream, relatively young -slanted top 
40 format is the antithesis of what 
most other stations in the format 
have been doing recently, and black/ 
AC WJZZ (3.5-4.0), which put togeth- 
er its third strong book under PD 
Terry Arnold. Despite a photo finish 
in the three -way album rock race, 
WLLZ (3 6-3.9) edged out WRIF (3.0- 
3.7) and WCSX (3.6 -3.5). Ironically, 
WLLZ has been the subject of for - 
mat -change rumors for months, espe- 
cially since the appointment of a PD 
whose background is in AC. 

Providence, R.I.: After an unusu- 
ally low 9.9 share, market -leading top 
40 WPRO -FM returned to double dig- 
its with a 10.7. Album WHJY was up 
7.2-8.0. Oldies WWBB debuted with a 
4.8, more than three shares less than 
what it had in its final book as easy 
WLKW. 

Hartford: Full -service WTIGAM 
was up 15.0-16.8 despite a much publi- 
cized reduction in duties for veteran 
morning man Bob Steele. While top 
40 WTIGFM held its usual second - 
place share (11.2 -10.5), the surprise 
was country WWYZ, up 7.8 -9.1 for its 
strongest third place share ever.

Muzak Recruiting Artists -1 

for Back-Announcing Plan

NEW YORK -In an effort to 
broaden its subscriber base, Mu- 
zak plans to add artist front- and 
back -announcing to its program- 
ming. 

Bruce Funkhouser, Muzak's 
VP of programming and licens- 
ing, says the concept is a radical 
one for the service, which histori- 
cally has been uninterrupted by 
announcers or commercials. 

The plan calls for song identifi- 
cation on Muzak's adult contem- 
porary, top 40, and new age con- 
temporary formats. Funkhouser 
says these formats, "lend them- 
selves to the personalized tone 
that artist identifications can 
provide. We feel that we can in- 
crease artist recognition without 
cluttering our overall sound." 
There are no plans to add an- 
nouncers or DJs to the service on 
a regular basis. 

At this point, he says the com- 

pany is soliciting artist participa- 
tion by contacting labels and art- 
ist managers. 

Muzak has an estimated 
100,000 subscribers, approxi- 
mately 10,000 of whom are linked 
into the system by way of a small 
satellite dish. The satellite ser- 
vice, "Music Plus," has been 
available since July 1988. 

"We started out very slowly, 
using the first year primarily to 
circulate the fact that we have 
this new service," says Funk - 
houser. "Our growth in this area 
has been tremendous." 

Muzak offers five music for- 
mats: FM -One, featuring adult 
contemporary pop artists; new 
age contemporary, a mix of mod- 
ern instrumentals; light classi- 
cal, with music from the Baroque 
and Romantic periods; hitline, 
which plays top 40 pop and urban 
songs; and environmental, con- 
sisting of original instrumental 
interpretations of pop songs. 
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Compiled from a national sample of retail store 
and one -stop sales reports and radio playlists.

to their utilization of a converter at- 
tachment, lack of copyright or 
trademark references, and the in- 
clusion of multiple games in a single 
cartridge. 

The lawsuit further claims that 
some defendants distributed video 
games under the names of "Super 
Mario Bros. 3" and "Super Mario 
Bros. 4" that were in fact "cartridge 
derivatives of the Japanese version 
of Super Mario Bros. 2," which had 
only been authorized for release 
there in disk format. 

In sum, the defendants are 
charged with copyright infringe- 
ment; infringement of federally 
registered trademarks; unfair com- 
petition and false designation of ori- 
gin; violation of the trademark 
counterfeiting act; state and com- 
mon law trademark infringement; 
and state and common law unfair 
competition. 

A spokesman for Nintendo con- 
firmed at press time that additional 
lawsuits in other regions may be 
filed by the weekend. 

Bill White, director of advertising 
and public relations for Redmond, 
Wash.-based Nintendo of America, 
said the company would not com- 
ment on the lawsuit until Monday 
(16), at which time a release would 

be issued dealing with that suit as 
well as "some major activity that's 
going to occur over the week that 
we're not at liberty to discuss at this 
point." Asked if that activity would 
include additional lawsuits filed in 
other regions of the U.S., White 
said, "Partially, yes." 

Among those named in the Minne- 
sota action are Bigelow Distribut- 
ing Inc., five of the six stores it 
owns and operates, and company of- 
ficers Robert, Laurence, and Niles 
Bigelow. Robert Bigelow is one of 
the founding national board mem- 
bers of the Video Software Dealers 
Assn. 

Others named by Nintendo in the

Acclaim Profits Surge 141% 
Firm Is Adding Nintendo Titles 
NEW YORK- Acclaim Entertain- 
ment Inc., licensee and marketer of 
Nintendo software, reports a 141% 
increase in net profit to $4.57 mil- 
lion on a 220% jump in sales to $45.8 
million for the second quarter. 

For the six months that ended 
Feb. 28, net profit rose 68% to $7.79 
million on a 126% increase in sales 
to $71.9 million. 

In other news, Acclaim expected 
to complete this week the acquisi- 
tion of LIN Toys Ltd., a subsidiary 
of MCA Inc., for a figure industry 
sources estimate at about $30 mil- 
lion in cash and stock. LJN, which 
lost money for MCA, is also a mar- 

keter of Nintendo cartridges. The 
buyout will allow Acclaim to re- 
lease five more Nintendo titles per 
year, in addition to the five it al- 
ready has rights to distribute, for a 
total of 10 new titles a year. 

Tony Williams, director of fi- 
nance and operations for Oyster 
Bay, N.Y. -based Acclaim, says the 
company is "still actively looking at 
other acquisitions in the entertain- 
ment sphere." 

Acclaim's stock, which trades 
over the counter, has been selling 
recently at $10 a share, close to its 
52 -week price high of $11.

Craig Parsons, spokesman for 

Pathé, says the legal action is "a per- 
sonal matter, not Pathé's. He has ap- 
pealed. I was told this should not im- 
pede his ability to conduct his busi- 
ness normally." Parretti is free 
pending the appeal. 

Wall Street is skeptical about Par - 
retti's $20-a -share bid for MGM /UA 
because Pathé has been losing mon- 
ey. The Beverly Hills, Calif.-based 
company recently released figures 
for the fiscal year ended Dec. 30. It 
reported a net loss of $32.4 million on 
a 6% drop in revenues to $349 million. 
In 1988, Pathé reported a net profit of 
$21.4 million on $371 million in reve- 
nues. 

But, on the day that the financing 
deal with Time Warner was an- 
nounced, MGM /UA shares rose 
$1.625 to $18.25 each in trading on the 
New York Stock Exchange. Pathé's 
shares rose 50 cents to $4.75, while 
Time Warner's went up 87.5 cents to 
$93.875.

stores under the name Mario's Mov- 
ies and Games. 

In Minnesota, Nintendo's action 
has raised eyebrows among many 
video retailers curious about the 
company's overall strategy. Accord- 
ing to J.K. Ivey, attorney for the 
Bigelows and their stores, that 
strategy is at best unclear -and at 
worst, a new tactic in the ongoing 
struggle between Nintendo and vid- 
eo retailers regarding game rental. 

"Their attorneys insist that 
they're only interested in taking un- 
authorized versions of their games 
out of circulation," says Ivey. "But 
if you look at their complaint, 
they're seeking much more relief 
from the court than just that. And if 
taken at face value, Nintendo is 
practically asking that my clients 
get out of the video game business 
altogether." 

Notably absent from Nintendo's 
suit is a defendant alleged to actual- 
ly be manufacturing, importing, or 
distributing the games in ques- 
tion- which, says Ivey, "appears to 
be the million- dollar question at this 
point. Nintendo's attorneys re- 
vealed in court that they don't know 
who is [doing so]-and it's their con- 
tention that the only reason they 
named these particular defendants 
is that they're attempting to trace 
back the origin of these games by 
suing the retailers." 

Ivey says his clients intend to 
identify their source for the games; 
his strategy, he adds, will be to 
bring those additional people "into 
the suit to indemnify and defend my 
clients." 

Retailers in Minneapolis have oth- 
erwise circled their wagons, accord- 
ing to Ted Engen, coordinator of 
Video Buyers Group, a national, 
Minneapolis -based firm that has 
helped organize the defendants. En- 
gen says there have been two meet- 

ings of those dealers affected. 
"There's been a lot of confusion 

created, and this is Nintendo's strat- 
egy," he maintains. "The dealers 
were served on April 1 and told to 
be in court April 3. We have tried to 
help them -encouraged employ- 
ment of a common attorney. This 
has just begun. It could get very ex- 
pensive." 

According to Engen, Minneapolis 
dealers were targeted "because 
they found there was an unusual 
concentration of activity here. 
That's not true. This thing is all 
over the country," Engen says. 

"Nintendo wanted all product 
with its name on it surrendered, but 
the dealers here are not doing that. 
They are removing all product in 
question that is mentioned in the 
suits. They purchased these prod- 
ucts in good faith. This really 
caught them off guard." 

Ivey bolsters that contention. 
"My clients have uniformly stated 
that they thought they were buying 
authentic Nintendo products," he 
says. "And I have reviewed at least 
one of the game cartridges, and it 
has Nintendo trademarks on the 
packaging -which to a layperson 
would indicate that it was an au- 
thentic Nintendo product." 

According to one video retailer fa- 
miliar with the games, obtaining 
them has not been a simple opera- 
tion- largely due to demand. 
"Quantities are very limited," says 
the source. "Third party or second - 
tier distributors send them out to 
their favorites -and whoever calls 
in at the right time. They were not 
cheap, either -anywhere between 
$150 -$225, including game, convert- 
er, and whatever instructions are 
available. And they were not 'au- 
thentic' instructions; I suspect 
somebody may have played the 
game, tried it out, [and written 

them]." 
Nintendo's suit comes only a few 

weeks after a U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals decision allowing the com- 
pany to sue retailers that sell game 
cartridges manufactured by Atari 
Games /Tengen Inc. for use in the 
Nintendo system (Billboard, March 
24). At the time of that decision, 
Nintendo issued a release stating 
that the new ruling meant that 
"Nintendo has a full range of legal 
options it may use to protect Nin- 
tendo's patents." 

Nintendo's White, however, says 
that court decision and the current 
lawsuit are "unrelated." 

Among the games the Nintendo 
suit alleges the retailers to be un- 
lawfully renting are Donkey Kong, 
Donkey Kong 3, Duck Hunt, Super 
Mario Bros., Super Mario Bros. 2 
(both U.S. and Japanese versions), 
Super Mario Bros. 3 (both U.S. and 
Japanese versions), Excitebike, 
Metroid, Wild Gunman, Mario 
Bros., Mike Tyson's Punch -Out, 
Rad Racer, and Doki Doki Panic. 

Ivey notes that in the motion for a 
preliminary injunction filed by Nin- 
tendo and set for hearing on May 4, 
the company asks the court to pro- 
hibit the defendants from dealing 
"in any Nintendo products -so the 
request as drafted is much broader 
than just these unlicensed games 
they're complaining of. 

"In addition," he says, "the fact 
that Nintendo has chosen a large 
number of relatively weak and un- 
organized defendants, as opposed to 
the manufacturers or distributors 
of these games, indicates to me that 
their game plan may be to, by eco- 
nomic duress, force these individ- 
uals out of the game business."

are derived 70% from video sales 
and 30% from accessories, William- 
son says. He declines to discuss sell - 
through pricing other than to say, 
"We will let discounters lead with 
price." 

Although the majority of busi- 
ness will come from video-for -sale, 
Trans World will pay close attention 
to accessories and merchandise cap- 
italizing on popular titles, such as T- 
shirts, posters, figurines, lunch - 
boxes, and buttons, which provide 
higher profits, he adds. 

So far, video sell -through -only 
stores are not producing sales vol- 
ume equivalent to mall record 
stores, according to a senior leasing 
executive with a major mall devel- 
oper. That executive says he ex- 
pects a mall record store to gener- 
ate sales of $350 -$400 a square foot. 
But he cautions that video -sales 
stores are a young concept, which 
will probably get stronger as the 
shopper becomes more familiar 
with it. 

Williamson declines to comment 
on sales productivity. "The movie 
stores are a brand -new concept, and 
we don't have the operating experi- 
ence to say what sales volume will 
be for a full year," he says. 

Trans World's first Saturday Mat- 
inee opened last Nov. 13 in Pough- 
keepsie Galleria in Poughkeepsie, 
N.Y. Other stores are located in 
Hanover Mall in Hanover, Mass.; 

Mall in Columbia in Columbia, Md.; 
University Mall in South Burling- 
ton, Vt.; Trumbull Shopping Park in 
Trumbull, Conn.; Chicago Ridge 
Mall in Chicago Ridge, Ill.; and Iron - 
dequoit Mall in Irondequoit, N.Y. In 
addition, Saturday Matinee will 
open at the end of April in Aviation 
Mall in Glen Falls, N.Y., and in mid - 
May in South Park Mall in Colonial 
Heights, Va. The chain's real estate 
strategy centers around large re- 
gional malls serving communities 
with strong income levels, accord- 
ing to Williamson. 

As the company grows and learns 
from Saturday Matinee, "we think 
we can fine -tune it to appeal to dif- 
ferent demographics" in different 
store prototypes, Williamson says. 

SUNCOAST GROWS TO 91 STORES 

By thrusting into video sell - 
through, Trans World is following 
the lead of Musicland, which has 
been experimenting with Suncoast 
for three years. Last September, 
the chain had 39 stores; the store 
count has since risen to 91 outlets. 
Musicland chairman /CEO Jack 
Eugster declines to comment on 
Suncoast. Last year, he told Bill- 
board that each of the chain's stores 
was 2,500 square feet and carried 
about 6,000 titles, most of which 
were priced at less than $30 (Bill- 
board, Sept. 23). 

At this point, Trans World, which 

also runs 435 music stores, and Mu- 
sicland, which operates 752 music 
outlets, are the only chains pursu- 
ing sell- through as a stand -alone re- 
tail concèpt. But Scott Young, presi- 
dent and CEO of Torrance, Calif. - 
based Wherehouse Entertainment, 
says his 263 -unit chain is consider- 
ing the strategy. 

"We will test it, but I don't know 
when," Young says. "We are clearly 
looking at all concepts that relate to 
home entertainment software." 

Young is concerned that Trans 
World and Musicland may become 
impregnable in video sell -through 
by the time Wherehouse enters the 
fray. But he adds, "I'd rather do it 
right than fast." 

OTHER CHAINS SIT ON SIDELINES 

Other music and combo chains, 
however, say that while they are 
watching closely, they have no 
plans to follow suit. For instance, 
Larry Mundorf, senior VP of opera- 
tions at the 255 -unit Camelot Enter- 
prises in North Canton, Ohio, says, 
"We have had our fair share of con- 
versations on the [sell- through- 
only] concept, but at this point in 
time we don't intend to move for- 
ward. We don't see the economies of 
scale to separate sell -through into a 
separate retail concept." 

Also, he says Camelot officials 
are not certain sell -through will

the Ban The Box coalition issued its 
own memo addressing the eight 
points made in the EPA memo. 

Although Robert Simonds, chief fi- 
nancial officer of Rykodisc and 
founder of Ban The Box, disagrees 
with the points made in the EPA 
memo, he says some good might 
come out of the organization. "First 
and foremost the goal is to get the in- 
dustry to talk about the issue," he 
says. "[With the EPA] it might lead 
to it being discussed in more offices 
higher up at record companies. It will 
help keep the issue alive." 

Simonds, however, points out that 
because the EPA is made up of 
"packaging companies that have a fi- 
nancial interest in the survival of the 
longbox," their motives and argu- 
ments are suspect. 

Glinert says the EPA will continue 
to spread its side of the story. "We 
are planning to continue to present 
our case in person to the record com- 
panies, and possibly through public 
service announcements and litera- 
ture. 

"The objective is to really present 
the environmental and ecological con- 
cerns and let the public and industry 
evaluate both postions," he says. "I 
can't believe how many people in the 
industry think cutting down trees is 
like cutting down a Brazilian rain for- 
est." 

Simonds says it is "ironic" that the 
Entertainment Packaging Assn. 
chose to use the abbreviation EPA, 
the same acronym used by the Envi- 
ronmental Protection Agency. Ac- 
cording to Glinert, the shared abbre- 
viation is only a coincidence.

Quebec Separatist Threats Rattle Canadian Artists 
OTTAWA -Several Canadian artists 
are planning to front a national uni- 
ty campaign in coming weeks as the 
country faces its biggest test of sur- 
vival since a wave of Quebec sepa- 
ratist sentiment was held back a 
decade ago. 

Billboard has learned that Cana- 
dian musicians and managers have 
been discussing an advertising and 
public information campaign that 
would appeal to Canadians to help 
keep the country together in the 
face of renewed threats of separat- 
ism or a form of sovereignty for 
Quebec. 

Rock vocalist and guitarist Jeff 
Healey confirms there have been 
talks "of some sort of ad campaign 
and touring," but says plans are 
still preliminary. A pop manager, 
who asked not to be identified, says 
talks have been "frantic" in the last 
week or so to assemble a coalition of 
English and French musicians to ap- 
peal for national unity. One possible 
venue, still unconfirmed, is the 
MuchMusic mobile music video 
awards national train trek June 6- 
26. 

Two developments have brought 
on the threat to the country: delays 
and possible failure in ratifying a 
constitutional accord reached three 
years ago by Canada's prime minis- 
ter and provincial premiers, and in- 
creased economic confidence in Que- 
bec that makes sovereignty or sepa- 

Planned HMV Store 

In Toronto Will Be 

Nation's Largest 
OTTAWA -HMV Music Stores has 
outlined plans for Canada's largest 
music store, a 25,000- plus -square -foot 
outlet in downtown Toronto located 
in the thick of the flagship stores of 
rival retailers. 

HMV president Paul Alofs says 
the superstore will open next spring 
at 331 -333 Yonge Street, and outsize 
by some 5,000 square feet the current 
Canadian record holder, the HMV 
downtown Montreal outlet. 

The retail chain has launched a na- 
tional contest to seek suggestions 
from consumers on what they want 
in the new store. A hot line has been 
established through June 14, with a 
$500 prize offered for the most imagi- 
native "but practical" idea and T- 
shirts for the first 150 callers. 

"We want the public to tell us what 
they want in a music store," says 
Alofs. "We're open to any ideas, from 
customer service to product, store de- 
cor, and anything else the public 
thinks might make the HMV store 
even better." 

HMV, a 47 -store chain that took 
over the 37 -store Mister Sound /Sher- 
man Music Centre chain three years 
ago, has lacked the Toronto "record 
district" outlet that fuels much of the 
activity for such prominent players 
as A &A Records & Tapes, Sam The 
Record Man, Sunrise Records & 
Tapes, Cheapies, and other chains. Its 
downtown Toronto outlet is a few 
blocks up Yonge. 

ration from Canada more feasible. 
The accord was worked out by the 

federal government and the 10 prov- 
inces in 1987, but before it could be 
ratified by the federal and provin- 
cial legislatures, there were three 
elections that resulted in new pre- 
miers who opposed the deal. The ac- 
cord is designed to get Quebec's sig- 
nature on the country's constitu- 
tion, something that could not be 
achieved in 1981 when a separatist 
government ruled the province and 
wanted nothing to do with the pa- 

triation of the country's constitu- 
tion from Britain. 

Among other things, it recognizes 
Quebec as a "distinct society," 
something critics say would give 
the province powers other provinces 
do not have to create laws that 
might favor the French -speaking 
majority over the Anglophone con- 
stituents and other minorities in the 
province. Supporters of the accord 
say the distinct society clause does 
not confer powers that override the 
existing charter of rights in Canada. 

The squabble over the accord in- 
volves the clause and plans to re- 
form the Canadian senate. The ac- 
cord commits to senate reform, but 
gives all provinces a veto over how 
changes take place; residents of 
smaller provinces fear that the big- 
ger provinces will not allow major 
changes that would refashion the 
senate into a body that would allow 
all provinces equal power. 

It is unclear at this point if the 
artists would support the constitu- 
tional accord, or take a less partisan 

view and simply appeal for unity in 
the face of the political wrangling. 

Communications Minister Marcel 
Masse, in an impassioned speech 
May 25 in Toronto to the annual 
meeting of the Canadian Confer- 
ence of the Arts, called the current 
constitutional impasse "a great cri- 
sis." 

He urged artists to preserve the 
country's "distinct cultural society" 
by supporting the proposed deal, 
known commonly in Canada as the 
Meech Lake Accord.

want to hear this, but I think we've 
hit the saturation point," says WPOC 
Baltimore PD Bob Moody. "A year 
ago, we all wondered whether we 
could absorb all the new artists, and 
everybody was pleasantly surprised 
that we did. Now I'm finding myself 
in a situation where there are records 
by young artists that I would like to 
play that I just don't have room to 
play. I can't get to them all before 
they die." 

"I'm looking at a 21/2-foot stack of 
CDs and that's just my recent mail," 
says KCYY (Y100) San Antonio, Tex- 
as, OM Scott Husky. "There is a glut 
of product, which is unfortunate for 
the new guys. There seems to be 
stepped -up pressure on established 
artists to crank music out a little fast- 
er, and you have all these new folks 
adding to that." 

NEW SLOWER GENERATION? 

So, while artists like Diffie, Ches- 
nutt, Jackson, and Travis Tritt quick- 
ly penetrated country radio over the 
last year, today's artists may not-at 
least not in the same numbers. "You 
have established artists, then you 
have the next level of people who are 
good solid artists, but not givens, 
then you have the Aaron Tippins, 
Neil McCoys, and Carlene Carters. 
It's kind of hard for those folks to get 
that exposure," says Husky. 

"There's a James House record 
that I had to hold off on for weeks be- 
cause I had to add Clint Black, 
George Strait, Kathy Mattea, and 
Garth Brooks," Moody says. House, 
at least, has some name recognition 
from prior chart records. A truly left - 
field record, such as one Moody liked 
by Curb artist Duncan earlier this 
year, "doesn't even get listened to un- 
less it has 15 independents working 
it," he says. 

Even WSIX -FM Nashville PD Eric 
Marshall, whose currents list is one 

of the industry's longest, thinks 
"there could be a backlash [against 
the slew of new acts] if we're not 
careful. It certainly has gotten a lot 
tighter for the new artists." 

MCA VP of promotion Sheila Ship- 
ley admits that the slew of new prod- 
uct "is making our job much, much 
harder than it was a few years ago. 
Radio can be much more selective 
about what they play. If you get 10 

great records and you only have 
three or four slots for the week, 
somebody's going to get hurt by that 

playlists haven't expanded to a 
great extent. 

"I've seen every label in the last 
few months have to back off records 
they believe in, simply because they 
themselves had too much product 
and then all the other competing la- 
bels out there had releases. You just 
couldn't get enough adds to keep 
your record going, even though it 
may have been a good record." 

The 200 or so stations Shipley 
works do about 450 -500 adds between 
them. "Since the CMA Awards, there 
have been four or five artists who 
have garnered 350 -375 adds. That 
makes it tough on everyone else," 
Shipley says. 

"Right now, we've got a Dwight 
Yoakam record that's doing real well, 
but we've been out there with Garth 
Brooks, Alabama, George Strait, and 
Clint Black, and it kept a couple of 
our weeks down a little bit in the 
number of adds we'd have had nor- 
mally, just because those artists are 
out there," adds Warner Bros. senior 
VP of sales and promotion Nick 
Hunter. 

STILLED CURRENTS? 

The rush of new acts, especially 
the so-called "hat acts"-traditional- 
leaning male artists like Brooks or 
Black -has paralleled the addition of 
more currents at many country sta- 

tions over the last year. EZ Commu- 
nications VP /programming Don 
Langford helped spur that movement 
when, after a research study showed 
a greater listener appetite for new 
music, he added one current slot an 
hour at KMPS Seattle and an aver- 
age 1' /Z slots at KRAK -FM Sacra- 
mento, Calif. 

A year ago, those stations went 
about 50% gold, 35% current, and 15% 
recurrent, something considered radi- 
cal for a large- or medium -market, re- 
search-driven country station at the 
time. This past July, a follow -up 
study showed Langford that "both 
stations had improved their image as 
far as playing more and better music. 
As far as rotations and new product, 
it told us what we were doing was 
right on -they had wanted to hear 
more currents." 

But rather than interpret this 
study as a mandate to pursue an even 
more current posture, Langford says 
it proves that KRAK and KMPS are 
in the right place. "I don't feel com- 
fortable pushing any more right 
now," he says. 

That is the consensus from other 
country programmers. WUSY Chat- 
tanooga, Tenn., PD Greg Mozingo, 
who added several current categories 
in March, says, "I feel my list is ade- 
quate at this time." "We're up from 
five currents an hour to seven," says 
KKAT Salt Lake City PD John 
Marks. "I would add another current 
if I had to, but I don't think it's to 
that point yet. We have enough room 
to cover all the great material that's 
out there." 

The only PD contacted for this sto- 
ry who may yet add another current 
slot is KNAX Fresno, Calif., PD Brad 
Chambers. Like Langford, Cham- 
bers' research showed a demand for 
more currents. After he expanded his 
list from 28 to 35-40 records, "We 
thought we had met that need, but in

financial losses. 
The recording industry alone esti-

The filing follows an announce- 
ment Oct. 25 that the groups would 
file the complaint if no action was 
taken by the Thai government.

In fact, what 
many programmers have done in re- 
cent months, rather than add current 
slots, is to create another recurrent 
category. 

FAST -MOVING STRAIN 

A year ago, there was industry 
concern that the presence of new la- 
bel players in Nashville and the rising 
tide of new product would lead to the 
same kind of pressure on country 
PDs that their top 40 counterparts 
were facing. Some PDs say that has 
not happened; some go as far as say- 
ing that even the number of label 
calls they receive has held steady. 
But others are feeling more pressure. 

EZ's Langford is getting more 
phone calls, often from national peo- 
ple who, he says, would have let their 
regional people call last year. He says 
that for many years in country pro- 
motion "you had the same players for 
a long period of time. You became 
comfortable with [them] and vice 
versa. Now you have so many play- 
ers who are unfamiliar with how 
country radio works, and it is very 
high- pressure." 

On the day of this interview, 
KNAX's Chambers had a dinner 
scheduled with the sixth new artist 
that had been brought to his station 
in several weeks. He agrees that "la- 
bel guys are under so much pressure 
from Nashville. It's evident in the 
way some react when you don't add a 
record. We were bringing an artist in 
for a concert and we didn't add their 
current record. The label pulled the 
in -store promotion which had retail 
dollars attached to it. Fortunately, 
the retailer changed their mind and 

the promotion is back on." 
Notably, although both Cham- 

bers and Langford had their deci- 
sions to lean more current reaf- 
firmed, their research also showed 
that they were not holding on to 
records long enough in some 
cases. That, Chambers says, re- 
flects the fact that more product 
equals more pressure to drop 
songs quickly. "The charts have 
become so fast. The labels' agenda 
is different from ours. They want 
to get records to No. 1 and get rid 
of them. I think that problem is 
worse than ever." 

MCA's Shipley says labels are 
"all going to have to address" cer- 
tain issues: "How many records do 
we put out? How much spacing is 
there between singles after a su- 
perstar goes to No. 1? We spaced 
18 or 20 weeks between Vince 
Gill's 'When I Call Your Name' 
and 'Never Knew Lonely.' And 
there were still people playing 
['Call'] and saying, 'That record's 
doing so well for us, we can't get 
on the new one.' " 

As their pop counterparts have 
done during similar periods, some 
country reps say the vagaries of 
scheduling are out of their hands, 
and thus cannot be worried about. 
"It's hard to go 'Gee, if we release 
a Travis Tritt record, then will 
MCA be putting out a Vince Gill? 
Will CBS put out a Ricky Van Shel- 
ton?' " says Warner's Hunter. 

But PolyGram's national coun- 
try promotion director, Bobby 
Young, says, "We are trying to be 
a lot smarter as far as our releases 
to radio go. We're kind of caught 
in a trick bag. We have two acts 
that are semi- automatics -the 
Kentucky Headhunters and Kathy 
Mattea -and five others that 
we're trying to break. There was a 
time we would have shipped them 
one after the other -now we're 
trying to spread them out a little 
more."

nal prosecution." At the time this 
conversation allegedly took place, 
Hannah was still in possession of 
$122,501 seized from Berry's home. 
Hannah refused to comment. 

Although the child -abuse charges 
were filed after the search, Berry 
claims that the restroom videotapes 
were not taken from his home during 
the raid, but rather during a "bur- 
glary" perpetrated by Huck in Sep- 
tember 1989. Berry says Huck 
robbed his home while acting on be- 
half of the prosecutor's office. 

The videotapes were made in the 
restroom of the Southern Air Restau- 
rant, which is owned in part by Ber- 
ry. Attorney Richard Schwartz, who 
now represents Berry, contends that 
his client neither made nor autho- 
rized the videotapes, and further 
claims that they are not pornograph- 
ic. "Basically, it's looking through an 
air vent at someone sitting on the toi- 
let," Schwartz says. "This stuff just 
simply does not constitute pornogra- 
phy, period, much less child pornog- 
raphy. Some people may find it taste- 
less, but that doesn't constitute child 
pornography." 

The county prosecutor contends 
that the bathroom tapes do constitute 
pornography under a state law that 
prohibits "photographing or filming 

children less than 17 years old engag- 
ing in a prohibited sexual act." A pro- 
hibited sexual act is defined as "nudi- 
ty, if such nudity is to be depicted for 
the purposes of sexual stimulation or 
gratification of any individual who 
may view such a depiction." 

In addition to the videotapes, Huck 
allegedly removed from the property 
several photographs of Berry and 
various women "in a state of com- 
plete frontal nudity." Huck later sold 
the pictures for $15,000 to the pub- 
lishers of High Society magazine, 
which printed them in a November 
1989 issue without obtaining Berry's 
consent. 

Schwartz says the criminal 
charges and subsequent media atten- 
tion have hurt Berry's career. Sever- 
al bookings, including a "Tonight 
Show" appearance scheduled for ear- 
ly August, were canceled and, 
Schwartz says, "a lot of corporate tal- 
ent buyers are nervous about hiring 
Chuck." He declined to be more spe- 
cific. 

In addition to the cash and marijua- 
na, police seized a computer, comput- 
er discs, photo albums, financial re- 
cords, and a shotgun from Berry 
Park during the search. The cash and 
some of the possessions have been re- 
turned.

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Japanese Co. Breathes Life Into CTI label 
New Joint Venture Planning Jazz, Concert Releases

NEW YORK -Creed Taylor, whose 
CTI label released albums by some of 
the most important crossover jazz 
artists of the '70s, has reactivated his 
company with the help of a Japanese 
conglomerate that has major retail- 
ing, hotel, and railroad holdings. 

At the same time, New York -based 
CTI Records has signed a long -term, 
worldwide distribution and licensing 
deal with PolyGram. 

Taylor has launched his comeback 
effort through a joint venture with 
cri Wave, a Tokyo-based subsidiary 
of the Saison Group. Among Saison's 
more than 100 entities are Interconti- 
nental Hotels, Seibu department 
stores, the Seiyu supermarket chain, 
Discoport Records, and the Wave Re- 
cords retail chain. 

The first of the venture's six 
planned audio /visual projects, called 
"Rhythmstick," features 18 jazz acts, 
including Dizzy Gillespie, Art Farm- 
er, Tito Puente, Bob Berg, Charlie 
Haden, Flora Purim, Airto Moreira, 
John Scofield, and Phil Woods. 

Released Oct. 1 in Japan on video- 
disc and to be launched Tuesday (20) 
in the rest of the world, "Rhythm - 
stick" was filmed using high- defini- 
tion technology. It will be available 
on laserdisc, videocassette, CD, LP, 
and cassette. Pioneer will issue video- 
discs, and IblyGram will handle the 
digitally recorded audio releases. 

Following "Rhythmstick" will be 
"Song Of The Sun" by Jim Beard, 
featuring contributions from Wayne 
Shorter, Michael Brecker, and Toots 
Thielemans. Also in the can are re- 
cently filmed Tokyo concerts by the 
CFI Super Band, which includes Ran- 
dy Brecker, Jim Beard, Bob Berg, 
and Mark Redford. All of the planned 
projects have been or will be shot in 
hi-def and released in all formats. 

The CTI Super Band concerts in 
Tokyo and Osaka were promoted by 
Toshinari Koinuma, a veteran jazz 
concert producer who now repre- 
sents CTI in Japan. Koinuma will 
serve as Taylor's contact with CTI 
Wave, Pioneer, and Polydor in Japan. 

CFI Wave is producing the masters 
for the CTI projects and will hold 

world rights on the product. It will 
also distribute artist royalties. 

CFI's part of the venture's start-up 
funding came largely from a $3.3 mil- 
lion jury award to CTI in 1988. The 
damages were assessed against 
Warner Bros. Records in a long -run- 
ning civil suit over contract agree- 
ments regarding George Benson. 

Besides Benson's early titles, CTI 
released albums by acts like Wes 
Montgomery, Stan Getz & Charlie 
Byrd, Ray Charles, Hubert Laws, 
Stanley Turrentine, Freddie Hub- 
bard, Bob James, Grover Washington 
Jr., Deodato, Chick Corea, Herbie 
Hancock, Stanley Clarke, Billy Cob- 
ham, Jack DeJohnnette, John 
McLaughlin, and Chet Baker. 

CBS now has worldwide rights to 
the CTI catalog outside Japan, ac- 
cording to Taylor. But he is begin- 
ning to build a new roster, he says, 
starting with Jim Beard.

charges were dropped," says Trish 
Heimers, spokeswoman for the 
RIAA. "In terms of them pulling it 
off the shelves, it's their right not 
to carry it in a particular market." 

Heimers had no comment on 
what kind of message this decision 
sends to the industry. 

"I would hope it would send the 
message to us, retailers, record 
makers, and artists, that we need 
to discipline ourselves a little bit," 
says Spec's' Carmichael. "I don't 
think this issue is going to go 
away. It's going to be an issue 
we'll have to deal with ourselves." 

Terry Worrell, president and 
CEO of Sound Warehouse, says 
that this case could be used as an 
example by other DAs to pressure 
retailers to remove product, but he 
views it as a victory. 

He contends that the charges 
were motivated by assistant dis- 
trict attorney David Pickett's cam- 
paign for district court judge. Mi- 
chael Sullivan, chief of the obscen- 
ity division of the Dallas County 
District Attorney's organized 
crime division, calls this claim 
"nonsense." 

The charges were brought by 
Pickett after a 13- year -old boy pur- 
chased a copy of the album at a 
Sound Warehouse outlet as part of 
a sting operation (Billboard, Aug. 
11). A local magistrate ruled that 
"Nasty" is obscene, says Sullivan. 

At that time, the corporation 
pulled the album from 24 Dallas 
area stores and began negotia- 
tions. 

Pickett said he would drop the 
charges only if the company pulled 
the record from all of its 142 out- 
lets in 14 states and participated in 
a press conference in which it 
agreed that the album was ob- 
scene, says Worrell. At press time, 
Pickett was unavailable for com- 
ment. 

According to Sullivan, who took 
over the case after joining the Dal- 
las County District Attorney's of- 
fice in August, Pickett's demands 
had been part of early negotiations 
with Sound Warehouse and were 

not part of his discussions. 
In a Nov. 8 statement issued by 

Sound Warehouse, Worrell called 
the decision "a victory for the com- 
pany, the people of Texas, and for 
the first amendment." 

"Certainly, [Pickett] was trying 
to get us to agree to drop it chain - 
wide, and we didn't have to," Wor- 
rell tells Billboard. "That's why we 
consider it a victory even if nobody 

else in the U.S. seems to think so." 
In July, Pickett also announced 

that he was filing a misdemeanor 
obscenity charge against Hastings 
Records and Tapes, but a month 
later he said he had decided not to 
file charges against the Amarillo, 
Texas -based company because cor- 
porate officials had pulled copies 
of the album from all its stores. 
Hastings had no comment. 

Quincy Jones' Firm Set To 

Co- Produce Montreux Fest 
BY JANINE McADAMS 

NEW YORK -Quincy Jones Pro- 
ductions will co-produce the 25th 
annual Montreux Jazz Festival, 
July 5-20, as well as a series of la- 
serdiscs featuring highlights from 
the festival's video archives. The 
joint productions were announced 
by Claude Nobs, founder /general 
director of the festival, and Louise 
Velazquez, president of Quincy 
Jones Productions. 

"It's magic, it's like a dream 
come true for me," says Nobs. 
"Quincy's concept of music is not 
like: jazz and that's it, soul and 
that's it. It's a global concept. So 
now we have a melting pot of live 
performances and the [quality of] 
production that Quincy has been do- 
ing through the years." 

Says Velazquez, "Quincy and I 

have been talking about looking for 
a video catalog, something that had 
historical value and had a broad 
range of music." The Montreux 
fest's video archives came to Jones' 
attention at MIDEM last January 
(where Jones was named man of 
the year), when he spoke informally 
with Nobs, a longtime associate. 
Co- production of the festival 
seemed like a natural next step. 

Jones' production company - 
which is separate from Quincy 
Jones Entertainment and Quincy 
Jones Broadcasting, the newly 
formed co- ventures with Time 
Warner Inc. -will be responsible 
for lining up performers, finalizing 
contracts, and scheduling. The offi- 

cial lineup will be announced in 
Cannes in January. 

Nobs and Velazquez confirmed 
that Jones will perform a jazz pro- 
gram and a vocal program on dif- 
ferent nights. His shows will in- 
clude the first live performances of 
material from his blockbuster 
"Back On The Block" album with 
its original performers, including 
Ray Charles and Chaka Khan, who 
are also expected to do solo sets. 

High- definition television will 
also play a part in documenting 
next year's silver- anniversary 
event, in keeping with the Mon- 
treux festival's tradition of using 
state -of- the -art technology in its 
production and recording. 

"It's similar to how Claude began 
taping the concerts in stereo in 
1974," says Velazquez. "There was 
no stereo equipment in wide distri- 
bution then, but later on when it 
was released it was commonplace. 
In HDTV, we don't know when it 
will become standard, but we can 
ultimately transfer to the American 
standard, film, or NTSC video. We 
want flexibility in the long -term de- 
velopment of the catalog." 

The first two laserdiscs -one a 
festival retrospective and the other 
an overview of the 1991 gather- 
ing -are expected in late 1991. Oth- 
er discs will be culled from archival 
material. "We hope to put together 
a series like 'Quincy Jones Pre- 
sents,' by [musical] genre, that 
sheds light on the music -say, 
'Blues At Montreux,' " says Velaz- 
quez. 

MORE TOP ARTISTS MOVE TO QSOUND

cher Communications. 
"It is really a terrific opportunity 

for us," Archer president /CEO Law- 
rence G. Ryckman says of the initial 
pairing of QSound with Madonna. 

According to Ryckman, Archer 
Communications is working on "close 
to a dozen projects over the coming 
months with several different record 
companies." 

In August, Archer signed a five - 
year nonexclusive licensing agree- 
ment with PolyGram N.V. calling for 
the label to release up to 20 record- 
ings using the process in the next 18 
months (Billboard, Aug. 25). The first 
of these will likely be the next Bon 
Jovi album. 

QSound is touted as a revolution- 
ary concept because consumers do 
not need additional hardware to per- 
ceive its enhancements. Says Ryck- 
man, "The consumer doesn't need to 
buy a black box or new speakers. For 
the first time there is something sig- 
nificantly and noticeably different, 
and the consumer doesn't have to pay 
extra for it." 

With the Madonna debut coup and 
the involvement of audio experts Bob 
Ezrin, Bob Clearmountain, and Jim- 
my Iovine (Billboard, Nov. 17), 
QSound has the highest profile of 
several audio -enhancement technolo- 
gies on the market. Its chief competi- 
tor is B.A.S.E. (Bedini Audio Spatial 
Environment), which has been used 
by several acts, including fusion 
group Shadowfax and country artists 
George Strait and Reba McEntire. 

Sylvio Pennucci, VP of the Santa 

Monica, Calif. -based Gamma Elec- 
tronic Systems, which owns B.A.S.E., 
says that system is quite different 
from QSound. 

"We don't claim to bring sound be- 
hind you. That is kind of what glasses 
do to 3D TV. What we do is more like 
high - definition television." 

An item in the November issue of 
Robert E. Baker's quarterly financial 
newsletter, The Baker Report, calls 
B.A.S.E. superior to QSound, but rec- 
ord industry insiders have given the 
nod to QSound. 

"There have been other ways of ex- 
panding stereo mixes over the years, 
but so far [QSound] is by far and 
away the best," says Warner Bros. 

VP of quality assurance Ed 
Outwater. 

Bob Ludwig, VP and chief engi- 
neer of New York's Masterdisk, con- 
curs. "QSound is more realistic than 
a surround effect ... I've played 
QSound cassettes in my car, and I 
have four speakers, but when I turn 
off the rear speakers it doesn't sound 
like you've turned them off." 

Ludwig says there are some draw- 
backs to the technology, such as a 
small loss in signal -to-noise ratio. 

Ryckman claims the move to 
QSound is an "artist-driven process," 
and that there are "artists interested 
in the process at every major label." 
He is optimistic that there will be 35- 

40 albums using QSound released 
during 1991. "Once you get most of 
the major artists using it, it will be- 
come a standard," he adds. 

Other acts set to use QSound are 
Interscope artist Gerardo and MCA's 
Imana. Although Interscope principal 
Iovine is involved financially with 
QSound, not all of the label's releases 
will necessarily utilize the technolo- 
gy, a QSound representative says. 

QSound can be applied to all exist- 
ing recording formats including the 
LP, and it can also be applied to ste- 
reo TV and radio broadcasts. Archer 
is also reportedly negotiating to use 
QSound technology in a number of 
TV and film projects.

perform a version of the Grammy 
winner's "Do You Wanna Dance," af- 
ter she refused to do the spot herself. 

Based on the precedent set in the 
Midler case, gravelly voiced singer 
Tom Waits sued ad agency Tracy - 
Locke in 1988 over the use of a sound - 
alike in a Frito Lay commercial, and 
won a $2.5 million jury award earlier 
this year from the same Los Angeles 
federal court (Billboard, May 19). 

In the Waits case, his lawyers told 
the court that the singer used on the 
Frito Lay commercial did an imitation 
of Waits in his stage act. 

Scott Coombs of Fieger & Fieger, 
the attorney who handled the Ryder 
case, said that 2,400 miles was the 

only difference between his case and 
the Midler and Waits cases. 

"All that happened was that a 
Michigan judge said he was not going 
to be the first judge in the state to ac- 
cept the Midler precedent," he says. 

Beverly Hills -based lawyer Rich- 
ard Morse explains, "District courts 
are not bound by other district court 
decisions and they can avoid follow- 
ing law from another region. 

"If any of these cases goes before 
the [U.S.] Supreme Court," Morse 
says, "then [the top court decision] 
will be law followed in all federal 
courts." 

Nonetheless, he said, for the Michi- 
gan court not to follow the California 

decision "is an abomination." 
He said that if it was shown that 

the commercial was intended to de- 
ceive people into believing it was Ry- 
der performing and the audience was 
indeed deceived, the Midler precedent 
should have been followed. 

The advertising agencies in both 
the Midler and Waits cases are ap- 
pealing the lower court decisions in 
the 9th Circuit of the U.S. Court of 
Appeals. 

Coombs said that he plans an ap- 
peal of Gilmore's decision against Ry- 
der.

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CBS ASSEMBLES `SUPER -A&R' TEAM

me a little bit of a creative outlet, 
which makes for a more interesting 
life here at CBS Records." 

In Mottola's view, the creative 
strength of a record company deter- 
mines the degree of its success. "If 
you can secure enough of the right 
creative people -whether it be at 
the division label, A &R -wise at the 
labels, or in the overall structure of 
the CBS A &R staff- you're going 
to improve the quality of your mu- 
sic, as well as having an opportunity 
to increase the quantity the proper 
way," he says. 

DIVERSE TALENTS 

The A &R people who report di- 
rectly to Mottola are a diverse 
group. Anthony, who has a number 
of functions not related to A &R, 
was formerly a music business at- 
torney in Los Angeles and has wide - 
ranging contacts in the creative 
community. Besides acting as point

woman for the regional staff, she 
helps hook up artists with CBS la- 
bels that might want to sign them. 

Colomby, the former drummer 
for Blood, Sweat & Tears, was an 
A &R executive for Epic and Capitol 
Records in the '70s and early '80s; 
since then, he has been a host, com- 
mentator, and music reporter for 
such TV shows as "Entertainment 
Tonight" and "CBS This Morning." 
He also put film producer Rob Rei- 
ner together with jazz wunderkind 
Harry Connick Jr., who did the 
soundtrack for "When Harry Met 
Sally ..." More recently, Colomby 
formed the production team that 
handled the Louie Louie project for 
WTG and is preparing the next Mar - 
tika album for Columbia. 

Yasgar was a longtime Atlantic Re- 
cords executive and, most recently, 
president of Vendetta Records, 
where he signed such successful acts 
as Seduction, Brat Pack, and Denise 
Lopez. After Vendetta was dissolved 
and its artists folded into A &M, Yas- 
gar came to CBS. He is now execu- 
tive- producing the forthcoming Co- 
lumbia album by C &C Music Factory, 
which just released the single 
"Gonna Make You Sweat (Everybody 
Dance Now)." 

The producers and core members 
of C &C Music Factory are David Cole 
and Robert Clivilles, who produced 
Seduction and who have a production 
deal with CBS that was arranged by 
Yasgar. 

Says Mottola, "Larry is on the 
lookout constantly for new urban/ 
street kinds of product, and he'll be 
involved with helping us view the 
overall landscape of the company and 
will place things accordingly at dif- 
ferent labels, either where there's in- 
terest at the label or recommending it 
to the label if we feel there's a gap 
there." 

Afanasieff was Narada Michael 
Walden's arranger and keyboard 
player for a few years and worked on 
most of Walden's hit records. He pro- 
duced Mariah Carey's current hit sin- 
gle, "Love Takes Time," and is co- 
writing and co-producing a portion of 
her next album. In addition, he co- 
wrote and co-produced the upcoming 

Michael Bolton album and is also 
working on projects with Peabo Bry- 
son and Regina Belle. 

"For lack of a better category, I 
call Walter my Arif Mardin," says 
Mottola, referring to the legendary 
producer who had a longtime rela- 
tionship with Atlantic Records. Not- 
ing his own early contact with Atlan- 
tic when he was managing Hall & 
Oates, Mottola says, "Watching how 
[Atlantic chairman] Ahmet Ertegun 
and [former Atlantic executive] Jerry 
Wexler worked with people like Arif 
and some of the A &R guys there, it 
was certainly a good example to fol- 
low." 

In addition to these "super -A &R" 
people, Mottola is also expecting cre- 
ative input from Richard Griffiths, 
president of the Epic Associated la- 
bels, who reports to Epic president 
Dave Glew. "His thrust will be a cre- 
ative one," says the CBS chief. "He is 
also part of this [super -A &R] pro- 
cess, but all of Richard's signings will 
be focused to the Epic Associated la- 
bels." 

In addition, the labels themselves 
have initiated some of CBS' creative 
deals. For example, the Epic A &R 
staff brought about CBS' recent pact 
with Roy -Roy Productions, which in- 
cludes Roy Hay, formerly of Culture 
Club, and Phil Roy. "We have a pro- 
duction deal with them in which 
they'll produce sides for all of our la- 
bels, and one of the first things 
they've done is an artist named 
Presca for Epic Records," says Mot - 
tola. He adds that the company has 
also made a "first -look" deal with a 
producer named Rick Wake. 

RELATIONS WITH LABELS 

Both Mottola and Anthony stress 
that these high -level A &R moves do 
not diminish the creative autonomy 
or the decision- making ability of the 
label A &R heads, of Epic president 
Glew, or of Columbia president Don- 
nie Ienner. Moreover, they empha- 
size, the labels will get an equal crack 
at new acts found by the super -A &R 
people and will also be sharing the 
use of their production talents equal- 
ly. 

"We're trying to create an area 
that can work hand -in -hand with [la- 
bel] A &R," Mottola stresses. "That's 
essential. And most of these [CBS] 
people are creative people, so it 
works very well with the [label] A &R 
staffs and division vice presidents al- 
ready in place. It's our intention to 
build and grow this within reason as 
much as we can." 

What if both Columbia and Epic 
want a particular act? "It's primarily 
the decision of the band and the man- 
ager; any intercompany politics are 
left out it," replies Anthony. "We 
take care of that internally, and there 
has never been a case in which that 
hasn't been resolved amicably. Even 
if someone is disappointed, there's al- 
ways a next time ... 

"The key to this whole process is 
the label presidents. They are very 
much involved in the decision of who 
goes where." 

The label A &R staffs, similarly, 
are involved in the regional A &R pro- 
cess. "We brought them in on every 
discussion; we asked them to partici- 
pate in the hiring of every single re- 
gional A &R staff member," says 
Mottola. "Also, we encouraged every 
A &R staff member to have his or her 
own personal relationship with those 
regionals. And it has worked out tre- 
mendously."

JANET JACKSON'S "BLACK CAT" (A &M) zooms ahead of "I Don't 
Have The Heart" by James Ingram (Warner Bros.) to nab the top spot 
on the Hot 100. "Heart" is still gaining points, especially on the airplay 
side, where it hits No. 1, but it slips to No. 2 overall. "Ice Ice Baby" by 
Vanilla Ice (SBK) is No. 1 in sales for the third week and gains strongly 
in airplay; it may beat "Cat" next week but it will be a real battle. There 
is an enormous margin in points separating the top three from the rest 
of the crowded top 10. "Love Takes Time" by Mariah Carey (Columbia) 
makes a spectacular leap from No. 12 to No. 5; this and other strong 
records jump over "Everybody Everybody" by Black Box (RCA), which 
is pushed down to No. 10 despite gaining points. 

THE POWER PICK /SALES goes to "Something To Believe In" by 
Poison (Enigma); it has also reached top five already at five radio sta- 
tions. The biggest sales gainer on the chart is actually "Groove Is In The 
Heart" by new group Deee -Lite (Elektra), but its gain is so strong that 
the record jumps from No. 33 to No. 20, rendering it ineligible for a Pow- 
er Pick. (Power Picks are the records below No. 20 with the largest sales 
and airplay gains.) "Groove" shows early top five strength at Power 102 
El Paso, Texas. The Power Pick /Airplay goes to "I'm Your Baby To- 
night" by Whitney Houston (Arista), last week's Hot Shot Debut. 
"Baby" is already on 223 reporting stations, second only to "Black Cat" 
with 231, and "Baby" makes good early jumps, including 14 -10 at B104 
Baltimore. The runners -up for the airplay award are the above -men- 
tioned Poison single and "Because I Love You" by Stevie B (LMR). "Be- 
cause" is making great jumps at radio, such as 17 -5 at Power 96 Miami, 
19 -9 at B97 New Orleans, and 9-4 at KLUC Las Vegas. 

THE MOST -ADDED RECORD at radio, by far, is "Freedom" by 
George Michael (Columbia), with 141 adds, yielding a strong debut at 
No. 53. The Hot Shot Debut, however, goes to "Miracle" by Jon Bon 
Jovi (Mercury). "Miracle" has been garnering adds for three weeks and 
is on 154 stations, including a jump of 10-4 at KIKX Colorado Springs, 
Colo. It hits stores this week and so is just now eligible to enter the 
chart. Similarly, both "For You" by the Outfield (MCA) and "New Pow- 
er Generation" by Prince (Paisley Park) are among the 10 most -added at 
radio but are not yet commercially available. Among the seven records 
that are debuting, two artists make their Hot 100 bows: Biscuit, who 
hails from Oakland, Calif., and is well -known as a bodyguard for New 
Kids On The Block, makes his debut with "Biscuit's In The House" (Co- 
lumbia); and U.K. singer Cathy Dennis, who sang lead with D -Mob, 
makes her solo debut with "Just Another Dream" (Polydor). 

QUICK CUTS: The cover of "The Way You Do The Things You Do" by 
UB40 (Virgin) is looking like it may repeat the No. 1 success of the 
band's cover of "Red Red Wine." "Things" is already No. 1 at KIIS -FM 
Los Angeles and KSMB Lafayette, La. ... In the crowded 50s, "Wiggle 
It" by 2 In A Room (Cutting) moves up only three places despite 17 radio 
adds and No. 1 reports from New York (Hot 97) and Chicago (B96).

films that yielded multiplatinum 
soundtracks -"Cocktail" and 
"Beaches." 

In addition, soundtracks to two 
non -Disney films went gold in Sep- 
tember. The "Ghost" soundtrack 
topped the 500,000 mark Sept. 24; 
"Days Of Thunder" followed suit 
two days later. 

Also in September, ZZ Top's 1983 
album, "Eliminator," topped the 7 
million sales mark, becoming one of 
the 10 best -selling albums ever by 
an American rock band. 

Michael Bolton's current album, 
"Soul Provider," was certified for 
sales of 3 million copies. The Colum- 
bia release has yielded five top 40 
singles and brought Bolton his first 
Grammy Award. 

Bell Biv DeVoe's "Poison" topped 
the 2 million mark last month.

sushita, a senior executive of the 
huge Japanese company was quoted 
in the Kyodo News Service as con- 
firming that his company was hold- 
ing discussions with MCA, among 
others. The official added that the 
talks were "not at a stage where de- 
tails are being worked out." 

Wasserman, the 77- year -old chair- 
man of MCA Inc. who owns about 7% 
of MCA shares, has said he will not 
allow the company to fall into hostile 
hands, according to company 
sources. If that sentiment is true, it 
promises continuity for the opera- 
tions of MCA music and home video 
units. Richard Baker, VP and control- 
ler of MCA Inc., declined to comment 
on these reports. 

According to news stories, the 
price being - discussed for the buyout 
is somewhere between $80 and $90 a 
share; at the high end, this would 
translate into a purchase price of 
about $7.5 billion, roughly 50% more 
than Sony paid for Columbia Pictures 
last year. 

Wall Street sources note this price 
range is somewhat higher than the 
$75-$85 a share that has been estimat- 
ed as MCA's sell -off value. But as 
one analyst pointed out, there is room 
for debate about the value of MCA's 
assets and its Los Angeles -area real 
estate holdings, including Universal 
City. 

Among MCA Inc.'s divisions are 
Universal Pictures, Universal Televi- 
sion, MCA Home Video, MCA Music 
Entertainment (including MCA Rec- 
ords), Merchandising Corp. of Ameri- 
ca, and interests in pay TV, retail and 
mail order, theme parks, publishing, 
and broadcasting. MCA Inc. reported 
1989 net income of $191.8 million on 
sales of $3.38 billion. For the quarter 
ended June 30, MCA's net was $44.8 
million on revenues totaling $950 mil- 
lion, compared with $42 million net on 
sales of $828 million for the prior - 
year period. MCA has 17,000 employ- 
ees. 

Matsushita Electric Industrial Co. 
is one of the world's largest consum- 
er electronics manufacturers under 
such brand names as Panasonic, 
Technics, Quasar, and National. Mat - 
sushita's revenues for the year ended 
March 31 totaled 6 trillion yen, or 
$37.7 billion, at the exchange rate of 
159 yen to the dollar that was used in 
the company's annual report. (At the 
exchange rate of 137 yen to the dollar 
as of Sept. 26, it was $44.4 billion.) 
Net income was 235.6 billion yen 
($1.48 billion). Matsushita employs 
approximately 200,000 people. 

Matsushita has had no direct in- 
volvement in the entertainment field 
up to now, although it owns 51% of 
JVC, which includes the Japanese 
Victor record label and a video-game 
manufacturer in Japan. JVC also is 
partnered with film producer Larry 
Gordon in Largo Entertainment. 

Matsushita has reportedly been in- 
terested in buying an entertainment 
firm for some time, and the company 
officially says it is talking to several 
entertainment companies about pos- 
sible acquisitions. Aside from MCA, 
the most likely candidate among the 
seven big Hollywood film studios is 
thought to be Paramount, which, 
ironically, was said to be considering 
a merger with MCA not too long ago. 

Other companies that have tried - 
and failed -to marry MCA include 
the former RCA Corp., General Elec- 
tric, and Nippon Steel. Disney and 
Sony were both reported to have held 
talks with MCA, but some doubt they 
were serious. 

Matsushita's interest in the enter- 
tainment field, say observers, seems 
to spring from a desire to control the 
software that drives sales of consum- 
er electronics hardware, such as 
VCRs and CD players. 

"If you manufacture hardware, it 
doesn't take great intelligence to re- 
alize that razors are good, and razor 
blades are better," comments Lee Is- 
gur, a Paine Webber analyst. 

Sony's recent acquisitions of CBS 
Records and Columbia Pictures may 
also have spurred Matsushita, one of 
Sony's major rivals, to bid for MCA. 
But Isgur points out, "I don't know 
who thought about it first. All major 
consumer electronics companies 
thought about it at some point" 

He also doubts software owner- 
ship can help any company gain con 
sumer acceptance for new home en- 
tertainment technologies. While ad- 
mitting that it is a "popular concept," 
he cites the failure of the RCA Selec- 
tavision Videodisk system as an ex- 
ample of a technology that failed to 
sell, despite the availability of soft- 
ware to the parent company. He also 
feels DAT is not likely to be a winner 
for Sony, despite its access to the 
CBS Records repertoire. 

But he agrees that each of the sev- 
en Hollywood majors -MCA, Disney, 
Time Warner, Paramount, MGM /UA, 
Columbia Pictures, and 20th Century 
Fox -has irreplaceable, unique as- 
sets. Partly due to the shortage of 
major studios, he thinks, the price 
range quoted for MCA "is a little bit 
light. If Lew was doing something, 
he'd want $100 [per share] tax free." 

Isgur adds that Wasserman is like- 
ly to hold out for the higher figure 
because "I don't think he wants to be 
remembered as the man who sold the 
company to the Japanese. Also, he's 
in damn good health, so he figures, 
'why sell out? Why not keep running 
the company ?' But he's got to give 
[the offer] a legitimacy by hearing it 
out" 

Matsushita probably won't up the 
ante to $100 per share, Isgur opines, 
"and that's why I think there won't 
be a deal." 

In contrast, Harold Vogel, an ana- 
lyst with Merrill Lynch, believes 
there's a 50-50 chance that a deal will 
be struck. "They seem to be moving 
toward a merger," he says, "but typi- 
cally these things get deflected once 
or twice along the way." 

He doubts Matsushita's offer will 
rise above $90 per share. "It's hard to 
justify even on a strategic basis. I 
doubt it would go higher than those 
levels." A sale at $100 per share, he 
adds, "would have been much easier 
in the environment of a year ago. 
There are economic difficulties all 
over, and the earnings of the indus- 
try are on a downtrend. This summer 
has not been good in the film busi- 
ness. We estimate profits have been 
down 25% from a year ago." Mean- 
while, he notes, the record and home 
video businesses are also fairly flat. 

(For the quarter ended June 30, 
MCA Music Entertainment Group 
revenues rose 27 %, while operating 
income advanced slightly. The com- 
pany's home video sales declined to 
$260 million last year from $300 mil- 
lion in 1988, according to Paul Kagan 
Associates, but Kagan is predicting 
20% revenue growth this year for the 
division.)

Ernie Isley Steps Out Into The Solo Spotlight 
BY GERRIE E. SUMMERS 

NEW YORK -After some 25 years 
in the recording industry, the youn- 
gest member of the famed Isley 
Brothers aggregation has finally 
stepped out on his own with a debut 
solo album and single on Elektra Rec- 
ords called "High Wire." 

Ernie Isley's "High Wire," record- 
ed in both New York and Los Ange- 
les, was produced by Davitt Sigerson 
(the Bangles). Isley chose Sigerson 
because "he was a fan of the Isley 
Brothers for a long time, so he had 
some idea about what I was talking 
about when I said I wanted to do a 
record from the perspective of the 
guitar player. 

"There's a lot of hi -tech records 
that are very well done that are hu- 
mongous hits that don't even have a 
guitar on them," continues Isley. "I 

wanted to try to do the reverse of 
that. I wanted to do a funk hi -tech 
record that featured a guitar sound 
and it doesn't hurt that the Beastie 
Boys lifted samples of 'Who's That 
Lady' guitar or that the Janet Jack- 
son record ['Rhythm Nation'] sam- 
pled Sly & the Family Stone -what 
she samples is the guitar. It's an in- 
strument that's very versatile ... 
What I'm really trying to expose or 
sell is the guitar player. That's why 
the sound of that instrument carries 
the mood of the entire record 
throughout." 

Growing up in a musical environ- 
ment created by having the popular 
Isleys as brothers had its distinct ad- 
vantages. At age 12, he started play- 
ing drums; by 14, he found himself 
playing his first gig in Philadelphia 
when his brothers' drummer sudden- 
ly quit. Isley ended up playing not 

only behind his brothers, but for Mar- 
tha Reeves & the Vandellas, who 
were also in need of a drummer the 
same night. "You know, 'Dancin' In 
The Streets,' the beat -I was in heav- 
en," Isley recalls. 

Through this life the young Isley 
had the chance to observe some of 
the music world's greats, including 
one "left- handed guitar player." The 
lefty was Jimi Hendrix, a guitarist 
who had joined the Isleys' band and 
was so broke he had to stay at the Is- 
ley house. "I was privileged to be ex- 
posed to something without all the 
hype, and what I was exposed to was 
genuine: [a guitarist] who played all 
the time without an amp. If the band 
played for eight hours, he played for 
eight hours with the band, then 
played for six hours on his own." 

The naturally right- handed Isley 
readily admits being influenced by

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Hendrix ( "You'd have to be deaf, 
dumb, and blind, you'd have to be a 
potted plant to not be influenced ") 
and has been learning to play left - 
handed since 1983 to further chal- 
lenge himself as a guitarist. 

Isley officially joined his older 
brothers (along with brother Marvin 
and brother -in -law Chris Jasper) in 
1973, and his guitar playing ener- 
gized such Isley hits as "Who's That 
Lady," "Fight The Power," and 
"Summer Breeze." Eventually he 
needed more freedom to pursue his 
own ideas and came closer to this de- 
sire with the formation of Isley Jas- 
per Isley. Now after two decades in a 
group situation, Isley is aware of the 
difficulties facing him by going solo. 
"But there's a joy to it-that the cat- 
erpillar changes into a butterfly," he 
says. "I'm having a heck of a time." 

Isley sees the recording industry 
as a game: "There are certain risks 
involved and you accept that as part 
of the challenge ... That's really 
what the song 'High Wire' is about - 
that there is no safety net." 

That he is walking a career tight- 
rope in the rigidly formulaic, categor- 
ical music business is becoming clear 
as the label embarks on marketing 
plans for "High Wire." There is al- 
ready resistance at R &B radio, ac- 
cording to Doug Daniel, VP of mar- 
keting at Elektra Entertainment. 
"Some of the resistance at R &B is be- 
cause the guitar licks sound like he's 
playing AOR. That's Ernie Isley. 
That's his history. If you listen to 
Prince and other things, that's AOR. 
There's nothing wrong with that. 
Rock'n'roll came from R &B, so it's 
another one of those situations where 
if you don't fit into a particular pi- 
geonhole, supposedly there's no for- 
mat for you. It's going to be a slow 

process." 
Both Isley and his label see his au- 

dience as anyone who enjoys guitar, 
more than likely males 25 and older, 
but they hope to reach the 16 -plus 
male audience as well. Elektra also 
plans to release another track, "Rise 
From The Ashes" (on which Isley 
plays rhythm guitar left- handed), 
which they expect will do "respect- 
ably" at rock radio. R &B radio will 
not be as easy, given the sounds be- 
ing played today. "If it's not consid- 
ered contemporary, a certain formu- 
la, sometimes the real musical integ- 
rity of an act can get lost," says 
Daniel. 

Depending on how things go with 
"High Wire," Isley plans to do some 
live dates, possibly in September, 
with the Isley Brothers. "I am and al- 
ways will be the Isley Brothers' gui- 
tar player," he says. "This cannot be 
avoided nor would I avoid it. I'm glad 
for the last name I've got and I'll do 
everything I can to do it proud."

On "Never Too Far," her first EMI 
release (fourth overall), vocalist 
Dianne Reeves blows softly and 
glides gently, caressing the outside 
of one's senses until they open up. 
There are sparks, like on "Hello 
(Haven't I Seen You Before)," a 
lustful tune Take 6 wrote and per- 
forms on, or "Never Too Far," the 
swaying single. But for the most 
part, Reeves is quiet storm. She is 
far from contained, though. 

"What I do is very free," Reeves 
says. "It's got a lot of different el- 
ements -like African and Cuban 
and, of course, jazz. That's where I 

started out -listening to people 
like Betty Carter, Sarah Vaughan, 
Carmen McRae, Billie Holiday, and 
Dakota Staton -and I've never let 
that go." 

Indeed, Reeves held on tighter, 
bringing her kind of improvisation- 
al skills to the stylings of later in- 
fluences, which include Salif Keita, 
Ebenezer Obey, Kassav, and Harry 
Belafonte, with whom she toured 
as a featured vocalist in 1983. 
"Their music is real jubilant," she 
notes. "You just dance, and I like 
that. It's affected everything that 
I've done." 

Reeves wrote much of "Never 
Too Far" with producer George 
Duke, who, she says, "makes won- 

derful things come out." Her cre- 
ative process usually begins with a 
melody. "Lyrics are often the thing 
I do," she says. "I just kind of let 
the music speak to me, tell me 
what to write." 

She mines her memory for ideas. 
"I've found that what makes a lot 
of great performers unique is that 
they sing from their own life expe- 
rience," Reeves says. She uses her 
voice "to paint pictures of the lyric 
as well as interpret the lyric. 
Throughout my whole musical voy- 
age, I've kind of taken [to heart] 
the things that really apply to me." 

HAVELOCK NELSON 

RUBY DOES 'ALRIGHT' 
Ruby Turner did not want to be a 
singer. Trained as an actress, it 
was her first musical roles in 
London that drew people to her 
expressive singing voice. But the 
discovery has paid off for Turner, 
who has released her third album, 
"Paradise," on Jive; the first 
single, "It's Gonna Be Alright," is 
a contemporary up -tempo track in 
the popular London soul groove. 

Turner showcases a variety of 
moods and styles on "Paradise," 
which Turner calls "my liberated 
album," with production by Loris 
Holland & Jolyon Skinner and (on 
two tracks) the venerable team of 
Cecil & Linda Womack. Her velvet 
voice cuts to the quick on the 
slinky title cut, which features the 
rap styling of Whodini member 

Ecstasy ( "I wanted a man to talk 
to me at the end so I could dis 
him! "), while "Leaves On The 
Wind" has reggae stylings, 
"There's No Better Love" is an 
upbeat pop ditty, and "Sexy" and 
"See Me" have the unmistakable 
spare soul stamp of writers the 
Womacks. 

"I like to be different, to change 
my moods," says Jamaican -born, 
London -bred Turner. "I told my 
producers, 'I don't want no 
miserable album!' So we tried 
different styles. And music has the 
tendency to be a release for 
tension." 

Far from being miserable, the 
album's first single, "It's Gonna Be 
Alright," has plowed its way into 
the top five on the Hot Black 
Singles chart. But Turner wisely 
refuses to lose her realistic view of 
the music industry. After all, at 25, 
she is a veteran who has sung 
backup on tours with Culture Club, 
Bryan Ferry, and UB40; has 
released two previous albums 
( "Women Hold Up Half The Sky" 
made some noise with the single 
"I'd Rather Go Blind," while "Ruby 
Turner: The Motown Songbook" did 
not fare as well); and still 
contributes her vocals to albums by 
"mates" like Corey Hart. 

Currently on a promotional tour 
of the U.S., Turner hopes to be 
performing in the States this 
summer, though no plans are set.

staff that can't be on the phone all 
the time. But when people come 
here, I give them as much attention 
as I can. And my MD, Cedric Holly- 
wood, who is a strong MD, gives 
them attention. I haven't heard as 
many negatives lately unless people 
just got tired of saying them. 

"I also think we have respect 
from black people in the business 
because we decided to report urban. 
Having come out of black radio at 
XHRM San Diego, I was particular- 
ly sensitive to that. And I thought 
the station was going to have a 
black vibe and we should be upfront 
about that. As for any negatives 
that we might have had on the sales 
side, my bosses continually tell me 
that the station is outbilling its 
numbers. 

"You can't lie to anybody. If this 
is what makes you successful, you 
need to wear it as a badge. Stations

that put the wrong label on them- 
selves feel obligated to fulfill that 
promise. Some stations keep strug- 
gling to put crossover music in their 
mix when what the market calls for 
is straight -ahead urban. It would be 
great if the world were perfect and 
nobody had labels and all we were 
known for was the ratings we got. 
That's not the way it happens, but 
I've just chosen to be upfront about 
it because now I feel no pressure 
about anything except whether I 

have a winning radio station." 
In the three months since its 

change from BJ105, Lindsay says 
Jamz's research shows that station 
being now completely reimaged as 
Mix 105.1. At the time this interview 
was conducted, XL106.7 was brand - 
new and was still being referred to 
as Y106 in Jamz's callout. Although 
Lindsay worries about the effect of 
two new stations on his 18-49 num- 
bers, having two adult -leaning top 
40s also creates opportunities. 

"When we got here, there were 
two top 40s that were doing well 
and locked in a head -to -head 12 -24 
battle. Now we have two top 40s 
that are almost carbon copies of 
each other, except that both are 
now targeted 18 -34. We've started 
using the line 'Yo! 102 Jamz raps' 
because neither of the top 40s can 
play rap anymore and we know that 
rap is popular with more than just 
black youngsters." 

XL106.7 signed on with the "bo- 
gus spots on other stations" ploy 
that other stations in Portland, 
Ore., Denver, and South Bend, Ind., 
have made famous over the last 
year. WJHM was one of the stations 

that ran the adds, urging listeners 
to check out a newspaper ad on 
XL106.7's "evolution" in Sunday's 
paper, but it also countered with an 
ad in the same issue about its "evo- 
lution," which, Lindsay says, ran 
further up in the entertainment sec- 
tion than XL's ad. And morning 
man Joe Nasty has also been on the 
air with promos attacking the two 
new stations, referring to WOMX's 
Mike Elliot as "Mixed -up Mike in 
the Morning" and XL106.7's Jay 
Scott as "the power puker." 

As for Arbitron, a year after the 
dramatic drop, Lindsay says he 
"wants to compliment" the agency 
for "making a concerted effort here 
to reach the ethnic communities. 
They've also recently updated some 
of the facts of the market so that 
one of our counties has been added 
to the HDBA. They've increased the 
sample. It's an ongoing process. 
They don't feel satisfied with it and 
until the world is perfect, neither 
will we. But I have to compliment 
them for trying to do something 
about it. 

"When the ratings came back, my 
GM, Dave Donahue, released a 
memo with the numbers that 
charted our rise over the course of 
the last year. When your station 
rises progressively, you feel like 
your numbers were earned. We 
would still like to be No. 1 again, 
and we were during the second 
month of the fall book, but we don't 
directly compete with Star or K92, 
so there's no way we can affect 
their numbers. Being No. 3 feels 
great because of having come so 
far." SEAN ROSS

New Album Spotlights His Vocal Prowess

NEW YORK -On his first album 
in nearly three years, Elektra re- 
cording artist Howard Hewett ex- 
plores what has become a rare con- 
cept in recording: choosing songs 
without adhering to current chart 
trends. 

"We actually took a look at some 
hip -hop and house songs -in fact, 
we even did a couple of songs with 
Full Force," he says. "But it just 
wasn't true to what I am and what 
I've been doing throughout my ca- 
reer. It just wasn't right for me." 

Having scrapped what he calls 
"very dance -sounding tracks," 
Hewett regrouped with Elektra 
president Bob Krasnow and black 
music VP Doug Daniel. "We want- 

The Message Is Clear: Stop The Violence 
Rappers' Collective Takes Key SKC Single Awards 
THE MESSAGE IS IN THE MUSIC: Black performers 
and black musical forms got plenty of recognition at this 
year's SKC New York Music Awards, March 31 at the 
Beacon Theatre. It was gratifying to see the gold-certi- 
fied "Self Destruction" by the Stop The Violence 
Movement (Jive /RCA) win best rap single and best sin- 
gle.

man Michael Bolton won four prizes (artist of the year, 
best pop album, best pop male vocalist, and best R &B 
male vocalist) for being everyone's favorite "Soul Pro- 
vider." The Society of Black Entertainment Artists 
made a special presentation of an SBEA Award for 
Black Excellence in Music to Full Force for its contribu- 
tions to the industry (for more SBEA info, contact Pam 
Amos: 212 -360 -1851); and Freddie Jackson sang "All 
Over You" after his induction into the New York Music 
Awards Hall Of Fame. And despite winning best rap al- 
bum, L.L. Cool J is still dogged by image problems - 
any mention of his name drew boos from the audience.

making a hip -hop album. Howard 
is a vocalist in the traditional sense 
of the word, and I think that this 
album showcases his artistic abili- 
ty better than any record he's done 
so far." 

Apparently radio programmers 
and consumers agree. The self -ti- 
tled album's first single, "Show 
Me," recently entered the top 10 
on Billboard's Hot Black Singles 
chart, and rumblings of pop cross- 
over are increasing. 

"The key to the whole campaign 
behind this album is 'the melodies 
and lyrics you will remember from 
a voice you can't forget,' " says 
Daniel. "That one phrase speaks 
volumes about this project." 

Among the set's highlights is a 
star -savvy duet with label mate 
Anita Baker. The track is a lyrical- 
ly topical, vocally well- matched 
natural for radio -but do not ex- 
pect it as a single release right 
away. 

"Releasing that track was a lit- 

tie too obvious," Daniel says. 
"We're out to showcase Howard - 
not generate a quick buzz. Radio 
may force us to release the song as 
a single, but it is not necessarily a 
part of our initial game plan." 

Although the media is interested 
in Hewett's connection with Bak- 
er, the singer is much more inter- 
ested in discussing his reunion 
with former producer Leon 
Sylvers III, who guided Hewett's 
recordings with Shalamar. 

"We interpret each other so well 
in the studio," he says. "It's defi- 
nitely the most incredible mar- 
riage between artist and produc- 
er." 

Working on several tracks with 
Sylvers was part of the singer's ef- 
fort to return to what he calls the 
"task of just being an artist" after 
producing his last two albums him- 
self. "I wanted to have fun, to 
leave some of the headaches of co- 
ordinating the sessions and bud- 
gets to someone else," he says.

"Yes, there was a little ego prob- 
lem, because I was afraid I was 
losing control of my career and my 
music. But after a while, I'd say it 
was a refreshing, welcome experi- 
ence."

Howard, who says that "for the 
first time in my career, I have a 
caring, complete, competent, and 
focused management team with 
Gold Mountain Management," is 
planning a major tour starting in 
the spring. "I did some dates to 
pay the bills," he says, "but, as 
with everything else I'm doing, I 

have a new perspective on touring 
and I'm really looking forward to 
getting out there."

Tony Toni Toné Returns With Funk, Spunk, 
And A Tribute To R &B Greats On `Revival' 

BY JANINE McADAMS 

NEW YORK -Raphael Wiggins, 
brother Dwayne Wiggins, and 
their cousin Timothy Christian at- 
tend church in their hometown of 
Oakland, Calif., weekly. So "Re- 
vival," the title of Tony Toni 
Toné's upcoming second album on 
Wing /PolyGram, might lead to as- 
sumptions about the album's con- 
tent. 

"I think when people hear 'Re- 
vival,' they think gospel," says 
Dwayne Wiggins, the 4- year -old 
band's songwriter /guitarist. "But 
we were thinking about the revival 
of the old style, the old funk." 

In fact, "Revival" takes the 3T 
sound -heavy on the funk, spiced 
by humor and deceptively simple 
melodies -established on the 
group's debut, "Who ?," and in- 
fuses it with beats, samples, and 
numerous references to solid -gold 
soul masters like James Brown, 
Kool & the Gang, the Jackson 5, Al 
Green, and others. While the 14 
songs are youth- oriented and con- 
temporary, running through them 
are echoes of R &B's recent past. 

"We didn't write the songs that 
way [to include references to other 
artists' work] intentionally," says 
Dwayne. "They just came out that 
way. We wrote the songs to ex- 
press how we feel and the way we 
play." He adds that the band is 
keen on acoustic instrumentation. 

"It's the 'greasy beat,' " says 
PolyGram senior VP of A &R and 
creative affairs Ed Eckstine, who 
plans a back -to- basics marketing 
campaign that will combine humor 
and the band's down -home ap- 
proach for an all -out retail /radio 
blitz. 

The first single, "The Blues," is 

a perfect example of the "greasy" 
aesthetic. A down- and -dirty com- 
plaint to a demanding woman, the 
record features a slamming down- 
beat, slinky synth lines, and vocal 
backing that brings to mind the 
Jacksons' "Dancing Machine." 
Throughout, Raphael Wiggins' 
plaintive tenor begs his woman to 
cut him some slack: "Just because 
he drives a Porsche /And I just 
drive a Nova /What about the man 
inside ?" It's the age -old war of the 
sexes, one that James Brown him- 
self could relate to, which explains 
the song's JB -like instrumental 
break. 

For the tune's "Nag" mix, the 
band coaxed RCA artist Tyler Col- 
lins into running a hilarious four - 
minute, one -take "dis" that, ac- 
cording to 3T, at times came too 
close for comfort. "She did it off 
the top of her head, one take. She 
walked in, said 'how you doing,' we 
sat her on a stool, and told her to 
just talk about what her man does 
for her and what she does for him 
and why she gives him the blues. 
She went off!" says Dwayne. 

Adds Raphael: "We wrote 'The 
Blues' for the fellas. Seems like all 
the pretty boys get women all the 
time, and we didn't want to come 
off like a pretty -boy band. So we 
had to give it up for the guys who 
give their women all this caring 
and don't get it back." 

A video for "The Blues" has just 
been completed and will be ser- 
viced to all outlets. 

Label mate Vanessa Williams 
puts in an appearance on the "The 
Oakland Stroke," which pays trib- 
ute to their hometown. "People 
really don't credit where the real 
funk came from: artists like Sly 
Stone, Larry Graham, Carlos San-

Cana, Tower Of Power. We feel 
that we've got some of that same 
funk," explains Raphael. 

With a name derived from an

Barry White Is Back -And Hotter Than Ever 
King Of ̀ Sheet Music' Leaps Up Charts With New Disk 

BY LARRY FLICK 

NEW YORK -The title of Barry 
White's current A &M release, 
"The Man Is Back," could not be 
more appropriate. Or could it? 

Although this album is being 
heralded as a milestone marking 
an end to an extended absence 
from the public eye, it is not 
White's first recording venture 
since his early -'80s heyday. He ac- 
tually made an attempt at chart re- 
surgence with the ill -fated "The 
Right Night" in 1987, an album 
that White says suffered from a 
lack of enthusiasm from the label 
and poor promotion. 

"That record proved that it 
doesn't matter how good or bad 
something is," he says. "If the la- 
bel isn't into it, it isn't going to 
happen." 

White says that the experience 
did not discourage him. "When 

something like that happens, it 
only makes the game more inter- 
esting. It makes you work harder, 
and it makes the way you judge 
the songs tougher," he says. 

This time it appears that all of

the elements are in place. The al- 
bum's first single, "Superlover," 
cracked the top 40 of Billboard's 
Hot Black Singles chart, and the 
recently issued "I Wanna Do It 
Good To Ya" is picking up key ra- 
dio adds, and made its chart debut 
last week. According to Jesus 
Garber, A &M's VP of R &B promo- 
tion, the new single completes the 
task of transferring the steamy ro- 
mance of White's early hits into 
the modern era of black and pop 

music. 
"This song takes Barry full cir- 

cle," says Garber. "He's a musical 
pioneer, and his influence on music 
has been tremendous. With this 
new record, we're placing Barry 
among those who were listening to 
him 10 years ago and saying, 
'Yeah, I can do that.' " 

In keeping with White's image 
as the "king of sheet music," A &M 
has crafted a fittingly sexy promo- 
tion campaign for the 12 -inch "Wet 
Remix" of the new single. CD ver- 
sions of the song are being ser- 
viced to radio and press in gold 
lamé boxes, complete with a pair 
of baby -blue women's underwear 
and a pack of condoms. 

Garber explains: "The baby -blue 
panties come directly from a lyric 
at the end of the song, and the in- 
clusion of the condoms is to show 
that what Barry is advocating is

tribute we did to Minnie Riperton 
[who died of cancer in 1979]. Not 
only was it one of the best things 
we had done esthetically, it felt 
good to be able to remember some- 
one who would otherwise have 
been forgotten. There was nobody 
else to remember Minnie but us, 
and it just reminded me of why 
"Soul Train" is here. It's fine and 
game most of the time, but when 
somebody like Minnie dies, then 
it's more than hit records, more 
than dance.

dance well, are athletic and ener- 
getic, and who pull their outfits to- 
gether well tend to know other 
people who do the same thing.

The problem is 
people say to me, "You use the 
same people so much," but you 
have to know the routine. If you do 
the show with four or five people 
who have no clue as to what to ex- 
pect, it takes too much time to ex- 
plain. 
Q: What are your expectations 
for the fourth annual "Soul 
Train" Awards? 
A: I think every awards program 
that we do philosophically needs to 
have one to three "magic mo- 
ments." The first year it was Ste-

Originally from Tulsa, Okla., the 
Gap Band began life as a top 40 band, 
with the Wilson brothers honing their 
vocal skills in their father's church. 
After working with noted singer/ 
songwriter Leon Russell and record- 
ing their debut album for his Shelter 
Records in the early '70s, the group - 
at the time nine members strong - 
moved to the West Coast. 

A series of hits during the early to 
mid -'80s for Mercury and, later, Total 
Experience Records (including "Burn 
Rubber On Me," "Outstanding," 
"Yearning For Your Love," and 
"You Dropped A Bomb On Me ") ce- 
mented the group's status as a pow- 
erhouse funk group. 

The group has little to say publicly 
about its relationship with Total Ex- 
perience. "As far as we're concerned, 

our last legitimate album was 'Gap 
V' [which spawned the hit single 
"Party Train "]," says Ronnie Wilson. 
"The albums we had out in between, 
such as 'Straight From The Heart' 
and the other three albums, were 
composed of material that we didn't 
write and produce ourselves." 

Charlie adds that "some music was 
taken from old sessions that we 
weren't all three directly involved 
with. There were outtakes, and some 
tracks that came out as 'The Gap 
Band' were actually meant for my 
first solo album." Currently on the 
road with Eurythmics (on whose 
Arista album, "We Too Are One," he 
also worked), Charlie adds that Capi- 
tol has agreed to his undertaking a 
solo project. 

The Gap Band has recently found 
itself the focus of admiration by 
younger bands, including a number 
of new jack swing outfits. "We take 
it as a compliment that there are 
young guys out here who have lis- 
tened to our music and used us as an 
inspiration," says Ronnie. "For in- 
stance, the group Guy openly says 
that they listened to us when they 
were coming up." 

Chosen, says Ronnie, "because it 
has strong R &B and CHR appeal," 
the group's second single is "Addict- 
ed To Your Love." Ronnie adds that 
the members of the group "deliber- 
ately don't pay attention to the radio. 
We don't listen to it because we're 
not interested in trying to keep up 
with what's going on. Anyway, by 
the time you've finished recording an 
album and it comes out, the trends

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Sinbad Anchors Comedy With Music On New Disk 
BY JANINE McADAMS 

NEW YORK -With Wing /Poly- 
Gram's July 24 release of "Brain 
Damaged," the debut album from 
comic actor Sinbad, the company has 
made its first foray into the comedy 
field. Hot on its heels will be a second 
Wing release, "BeBe's Kids," by the 
late Robin Harris, in September. 

In the last year or so, standup com- 
ics have become big business once 
again. But there has not been an al- 
bum by an African- American comic 
since Eddie Murphy's outrageous 
standup albums in the mid -'80s (be- 
fore his two all -music efforts on Co- 
lumbia). With the climate currently 
ripe for comedy projects, Wing has 
high hopes for "Brain Damaged." 

Sinbad's album differs from those 
by comic greats Murphy and Richard 
Pryor in its combination of musical 
tracks with PG -rated live routines. 
Though the music was not his idea, 
Sinbad went along when Ed Eck - 
stine, Wing VP /GM, suggested it. 

"You know these record companies - 
they want a record," he jokes. Sin - 
bad's first single, "I Ain't Lyin'," fea- 
tures rapper M.C. Lyte with produc- 
tion by Marley Marl. The up -tempo 
single went to urban radio July 9. An- 
other track, "I Think I Wanna Rap," 
features Motown teenyboppers the 
Boys. 

The album's comedy routines in- 
clude bits about family life, male /fe- 
male relationships, parenthood, and 
other slices of life. Much of the album 
was recorded live; Sinbad says he did 
not adjust his performances for the 
recording. "We lost certain things be- 
cause I said I cannot think about the 
album, I have to think about the per- 
formance first." A couple of visual 
jokes may be lost, but he says, "Rich- 
ard Pryor would have those, but you 
could imagine what he was doing. He 
had those moments when you think, 
'Oh man! What's he doing ?' But that 
makes people want to come see you 
live. This album can't even touch 
what I do live." 

"Brain Damaged" is another in a 
series of skyward steps for the Ben- 
ton Harbor, Mich., native, who began 
performing standup routines in the 
army and then did local gigs around 
Michigan. He first got national atten- 
tion on "Star Search" in 1988 and 
went on to warm up audiences for 
"The Cosby Show." He later snagged 
featured roles in "The Redd Foxx 
Show" and the current "A Different 
World," and also hosts the weekly 
"Showtime At The Apollo." In addi- 
tion, Sinbad regularly makes standup 
appearances around the country and 
will appear in his own comedy special 
on HBO this month. 

Sinbad says he has only just be- 
gun, however. He would like to star 
in a live comedy /variety show like 
the old "Flip Wilson" show. He is also 
writing a film script about a radio sta- 
tion. 

Venturing into comedy is new terri- 
tory for Wing parent PolyGram. 
"Comedy is different. You can't go to 
radio and expect them to play it,"

had performed the tune

their set Mark Cowan of 
the Augusta Police De- 
partment says the pair "vi- 
olated a city ordinance 
prohibiting the simulation 
of acts of sexual inter- 
course course or masturbation 
before persons under the 

age of 18." Kid 'N Play posted a bond of $550 each, 
which they indicated they would forfeit in lieu of show- 
ing up in court ... Meanwhile, the police in Oklahoma 
City are concerned that headliner Public Enemy is pro- 
moting violence against the police (mixing them up with 
N.W.A. and their infamous track "F "k Tha Police' ?). 
PE is scheduled to roll into Oklahoma City's Myriad 
Convention Center Saturday (18). A special notice from 
Fraternal Order of Police OKC chapter president Paul 
D. Taylor dated July 23 asks members to "not provide 
security at this or any other similar concert" Counsel 
for Public Enemy and Rush Artist Management, Rus- 
sell Smith, has contacted Taylor, citing "tortious inter- 
ference with our clients' contractual and business rela- 
tionships in violation of Oklahoma law." "There must be 
some misunderstanding," says Robert Manchester, at- 
torney for the FPO, who has sent a reply to Smith. "The 
Fraternal Order of Police is a voluntary organization 
that represents some police officers." Adds Taylor: 
"We're talking about off-duty police officers being paid 
by the promoter to provide security. The concert will go 
on, and police officers will be there. No one has been 
hurt by this- they've probably sold more tickets as a re- 
sult" No legal action has yet been taken on the matter.

Lalah Hathaway Debut Disk 
Sports Wide Range Of Styles

LOS ANGELES -"It's been a long 
haul," says 21- year -old Lalah 
Hathaway of her Virgin Records 
debut. "It took a year and a half to 
complete this album. But I feel 
that it's different, that everybody 
involved [including producers An- 
dre Fischer, Angela Winbush, 
Chuckii Booker, Derek Bramble, 
Gary Taylor, and Craig T. Cooper] 
put forth a real creative effort. I'm 
hoping that people won't pigeon- 
hole what I'm doing. If you like 
music in its basic sense, hopefully 
you'll like my album." 

With music that ranges from 
British soul- influenced "Heaven 
Knows," the first single, to the 
jazzy "Somethin,' " a Brenda Rus- 
sell composition produced by Fi- 
scher, Hathaway's first album re- 
flects her training and early fam- 
ily influences as daughter of the 
late great Donny and his wife, 
classical singer Eulaulah. "There 
are some people who say I sound 
like a fusion of both my parents, 
while others say I sound like nei- 
ther. But there's no doubt that I 
was exposed to all kinds of music 
while I was growing up," says 
Hathaway, who was just 10 years 
old at the time of her father's trag- 
ic death. 

Hathaway has spent the past 
four years studying at the presti- 
gious Berklee School of Music in 
Boston. "I've been studying pro- 
fessional music and voice; being in 
school has definitely helped me in 
dealing with other musicians in re- 
cording my first album," says 
Hathaway, who lists jazz- styled 
artists like Nat King Cole, Sarah 
Vaughan, Miles Davis, and Lester 
Young among her influences. "My 
education has really been an op- 
portunity for me to learn my craft 
as a musician, and hopefully my al- 
bum reflects that," she says. 

Securing a deal with Virgin 
through her manager, longtime 
family friend and well -known in- 
dustry executive Hillery Johnson, 
Hathaway admits that she "really 
didn't get too hyped about getting 
a record deal. My focus had really 
been on studying. Now that the al- 
bum is finished, I'm a lot more ex- 
cited ?' 

Hathaway says she is looking 
forward to an upcoming label 
showcase in New York. "I've been 
able to hand -pick the musicians 
myself and I must admit that I'm 
very excited about doing the 
show." Hathaway is scheduled to 
embark on a national promotional 
tour this month.

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Psst. Have You Heard That The Whispers Are Back? 
BY DAVID NATHAN 

LOS ANGELES -"A great deal 
has changed in black music in the 
last three years," says Walter 
Scott, lead tenor of veteran act the 
Whispers. "With the real emer- 
gence of rap music, there are a lot 
of different listeners out there 
now. To be honest, we were a little 
scared, even though we have a 25- 
year history. We were cautious, 

guarded, and a little apprehensive 
before the record came out. So to 
say we were confident would defi- 
nitely be a lie!" 

Scott is referring to the group's 
new effort, "More Of The Night" 
on Capitol, which comes three 
years after the Whispers' last al- 
bum, "Just Gets Better With 
Time," released in 1987. 

The group's first Capitol Rec- 
ords single, "Innocent," has been 

the fastest -breaking record in the 
distinguished career of the L.A. - 
based quintet. "I think the re- 
sponse we've gotten off this first 
single has to do with the fact that 
radio people have said, 'We know 
you know how to make good re- 
cords.' We went back to basics for 
our first Capitol album and it 
seems that with so many people 
doing gimmicky kind of records, 
good songs stick out now." 

Rappers Delight In Raising Consciousness 
BDP Educates And Entertains On Latest Album 

AP MUSIC IS THE voice of black people, No. 1. 
And it's the last voice of black people. They have created 
every single form of black music out here today ... Rap 
is a revolutionary tool in changing the structure of racist 
America." 

With these words, the new album by Boogie Down 
Productions, "Edutainment" (Jive /RCA), begins. And 
the album is aptly titled. Kris Parker (KRS -One) & 
Crew drop science on African history, religion, vegetari- 
anism, homelessness, materialism, violence, drugs, and 
other subjects crucial to 
the African American 
community. Though KRS- 
One is about teaching and 
uplifting the minds of 
young people, he cannot 
be accused of playing it 
safe, being idealistic, or 
mincing words. This is 
hard -hitting, thought-pro- 
voking material with 
imaginative production. 
BDP is especially fond of 
Caribbean -style beats, including reggae, dancehall, and 
even ska (especially on the title track). The album also 
contains verbal segments from various African Ameri- 
can speakers, including KRS -One's high school /college 
lecture tour. 

Other rap product is crossing the desk at a rapid 
pace. Some of the noteworthy releases are Monie 
Love's debut album, eagerly awaited by those who 
caught her guest appearances on Queen Latifah's "La- 
dies First" and De La Soul's "Buddy" remix. The 
quicksilver -tongued, transplanted Londoner retains 
her technically efficient rap style on her Warner Bros. 
debut, "Down To Earth," but the production (much of 
it purposely scaled down to '70s funk simplicity by pro- 
ducer Afrika Baby Bambaataa of the Jungle Broth- 
ers) often leaves one wanting, as does the material. 
Monie specializes in the Ultimate Dis. But nearly every 
track on the album makes use of that talent and it soon 
grows stale, whether she's ragging on a man who raps 
to her at a party while she is more interested in his 
friend ( "Monie In The Middle "), telling an abusive lover 
that she has better things to do with her life ( "Just 
Don't Give A Damn "), advising a homegirl on how to 
boot the wrong man ( "It's A Shame "), or dressing 
down a brother for spreading rumors about her ( "What 
I'm Supposed 2 B "). Changes of pace are "Ring My 
Bell," a hip -house track with deft party rhyming and 
vocals just raw enough to be hers (key line: "Move 
damnit! ") and "Swiney Swiney," a rap about eating 
pork. Some of this is pretty clever, but somehow we ex- 
pected Monie to fall into the Native Tongues lyrics cat- 
egory, with Afrocentric, new school commentary about 
the contemporary social climate for young African 
Americans. 

Also back on the scene is rap heartthrob Special Ed, 
who returns with his second Profile effort, "Legal." 
We assume the title has to do with his 21- year -old sta- 
tus. Brother Ed isn't a progressive -style rapper, but he 
has def beats, some unique samples, and clever con- 
cepts (the James Bond theme on the somewhat violent 
"Mission," the Crusaders' jazz /funk "Scratch" as the 
base of the boastful "The Magnificent "), as well as a 
distinctive delivery. This is an album you can throw on

and just groove to. The album jacket does warn, "Ex- 
plicit lyrics- parental advisory," but the only question- 
able cut to our mind is the paranoid, misogynistic "Li- 
vin' Like A Star," in which the newly "Legal" Ed be- 
moans the "bitches" and "hos" whom he claims use 
him for his money and fame. But overall, this is a pleas- 
ant package. 

Rap veteran L.L. Cool J is ready to drop his fourth 
album, due in September. The leadoff single, "Boomin' 
System," is a smokin' hard, pounding track that should 

be a sure hit for the multi - 
platinum artist. Figured 
on a variation of the slam - 
min' En Vogue "Hold 
On" bass line ( "a beat 
they can front to," says 
L.L.), and produced by 
Marley Marl, the track 
has L.L. spinning out his 
opinion of hangin' in his 
ride with the stereo blar- 
ing. One of the keys to 
L.L.'s consistent success 

is that he adapts his vocal style to the music and the 
times; here he sounds significantly more mature vocal- 
ly. The tune, he says, is "strictly for frontin' when 
you're ridin' around/ 12 o'clock at night with the win- 
dows down." Guaranteed, this track will be blasted on 
boomin' systems on the street. L.L. also pays homage 
to other rappers, including Spoonie G, Big Daddy 
Kane, Rakim, and EPMD. The CD single includes 
three mixes, including Radio 2, which edits these clas- 
sic lines: "They say don't drink and drive, I say what is 
this ? / Pass the Heineken and mind your business/ Roll 
up a fat one and pass it around / Laid back and hypno- 
tized by the funky sound." The Underground Mix 
sports intensified bass sounds slammin' enough to 
jump -start can batteries. 

BEAUTIFUL THINGS: The New Music Seminar's 
registration goody bag is always bound to turn up a 
gem or two. One that many particularly enjoyed this 
year is the funky, flower -shaped, double -CD package 
"PolyGram's Summer Grooves -It's A Beautiful 
Thing."

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The Whispers' switch to Capitol 
came after a yearlong battle with 
Solar Records, with which the 
group had recorded since 1975, 
when they joined the then- fledg- 
ling Soul Train label. That label 
underwent a name change in 1978. 
After scoring R &B hits like 
"Seems Like I Gotta Do Wrong" 
and "I Only Meant To Get My Feet 
Wet" in the early '70s, the group's 
Solar hits included 1980's million - 
selling "And The Beat Goes On," 
"Keep On Lovin' Me," and 1987's 
chart- topping "Rock Steady," the 
first major production by hit team 
L.A. & Babyface. 

"We had legal problems with So- 
lar," says Scott. "We've always 
been synonymous with Solar as far 
as the industry was concerned, and 
though the company took us to a 
certain point, we had certain 
things that we couldn't resolve." 

When word hit the street that 
the group was free of its Solar con- 
tract, "we were uplifted, knowing 
that virtually everyone came after 
us. We chose Capitol because [la- 
bel CEO] Joe Smith really had a re- 
spect for us and told us he believed 
in us," says Scott. "We experi- 
enced a sense of freedom we'd nev- 
er had before in making an album. 
We had complete autonomy, which 
meant we got to experiment with 
some creative things without any 
interruption." 

Once "out of the combat zone," 
as Scott calls the two -year period 
during which the group was in and 
out of court dissolving its Solar 
contract, the Whispers began the 
process of working on "More Of 
The Night." The album utilizes 
several new producers, like Steve 
Russell (of Troop), Greg Dalton, 
Jerry McNeil (a 10 -year veteran of 
the Whispers' band), Joel Davis, 
Skylark, Zack Harmon & Christo- 
pher Troy, Tsuyoshi "Taka" Ta- 
kayanagi & Kevin Spencer (of Dy- 
nasty), and the team The Riddler & 
Romance. Established names like 
Sir Gant & Peabo Bryson, Gary 
Taylor (who wrote and produced 
the title track for "Just Gets Bet- 
ter With Time "), and Robert Broo- 
kins & Gordon Jones are also fea- 
tured. 

"We love to give new people an 
opportunity to let their talent 
come through," says group mem- 

ber Nicholas Caldwell. "We're a 
group that likes to find new ways 
of doing old things and avoid being 
relegated to the oldies -but -goodies 
division of groups. We know that 
we must be willing to change musi- 
cally with the times." 

The Whispers were one of the 
first acts to use the concept of di- 
viding albums between up -tempo 
grooves and straight -ahead bal- 
lads. "We started out with that 
concept in 1980 on 'The Whispers' 
album," says Leaveil Degree, 
"and we continued it through all of 
our albums, including this new 
one. We have some great up -tempo 
tracks that younger listeners can 
get into and then we have those 
sensitive romantic songs that our 
core audience has always en- 
joyed." 

Scott adds that the loyalty of 
their following "meant that we 
could perform even when we had 
no product out between 1984 and 
1987." 

Noting that "More Of The 
Night" includes "more of the hu- 
man element," balancing modern- 
day technology with what twin 
brother Wallace "Scotty" Scott 
terms "good R &B, traditional 
black music," Walter Scott adds 
that the up -tempo tracks on the al- 
bum reflect a "looser, more raw 
approach, while the ballads are in 
the tradition we've become known 
for." Scott says that the group is 
particularly proud of one groove - 
oriented track, "Help Them See 
The Light," a message -laden song 
directed at today's youth. 

The group is currently mulling 
plans for a late -fall tour. Mean- 
while, the Scott brothers say they 
will be working on a solo album to- 
gether, probably in mid -1991. The 
Whispers say they anticipate final- 
ly getting long -deserved media ex- 
posure, particularly on key nation- 
al TV spots, as a result of their 
new label affiliation. Says Walter 
Scott: "It's almost like we're new- 
born babes, getting the kind of 
first -class attention we've never 
had. We're going out on our first 
promotional tour since 1980, which 
will give us the chance to reac- 
quaint ourselves with people 
who've been supporting us 
through the years."

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MeIi'sa Morgan Gives Fans What They (& She) Want 
BY LARRY FLICK 

NEW YORK- Meli'sa Morgan has 
learned that sometimes you have 
to give the people what they want. 

After a three -year absence from 
chart competition, the Capitol re- 
cording artist resurfaced with a fi- 

ery new -jack single, "Can You 
Give Me What I Want," taken from 
her new album, "The Lady In Me." 
Despite a warm reception from 
critics, the track failed to ignite 
major radio and consumer inter- 
est. 

After a shift in promotion strat- 
egy, "Don't You Know," a lushly 
orchestrated ballad similar in style 
to Morgan's biggest hit to date, 

"Love Changes," has been rushed 
to radio. Although disappointed by 
the initial setback, the singer 
maintains a philosophical attitude. 

"Once people know you for one 
specific thing, sometimes you have 
no choice but to give it to them," 
she says. "The original idea was to 
come back with something very 
upbeat and a little different, some- 
thing that would shake off the 
negative energy from the past cou- 
ple of years." 

Some of that negative energy 
was created during a period when 
Morgan began a "revamping of 
the way my career was being han- 
dled." She split with her manager, 
negotiated a new deal with Capi- 

tol, and ended her longstanding 
songwriting partnership with Le- 
sette Wilson. 

"I was at a point where too much 
control was being given to one per- 
son, and sometimes our ideas

would conflict," she says. "I 
thought, 'I could take this time to 
clean things up, or I could stay in 
this situation and be miserable.' 
Setting things right early on in my 
career seemed smarter than wait- 
ing until things were so far gone 

Out With The Old At New Music Seminar 
Panels Too Often Sidetracked By Familiar Gripes 

NEW MUSIC SEMINAR WEEK (July 14 -18 at the 
Marriott Marquis Hotel) in New York is always a chal- 
lenge. Dozens of seminars daily, showcases at night, 
and label hospitality parties in the evening. Who can 
keep up? 

As in years past, NMS has attracted the hip -hop 
world en masse: independent label staffs, artists, 
managers, producers. As the latest and most explo- 
sive musical development at a conference on "new mu- 
sic," this seems an appropriate place for an exchange 
of ideas, information, 
and a lot of deal -making. 
The number of panels de- 
voted to rap and hip - 
hop -and black music in 
general -is still too 
small. And those that at- 
tempt to tackle some pro- 
gressive topics, like this 
year's "Controlling 
1990's Images: Fear Of A 
Bland Planet," moderat- 
ed by Bill Stephney of by Janine 
new label SOUL: Sounds Of Urban Listeners, are too 
often sidetracked from an enlightening discussion of 
the proposed topic by those with old bones to pick, or 
those who complain about the sometimes racially mo- 
tivated injustices of a still -closed music industry. It's 
frustrating to hear old arguments, and even more 
frustrating to hear the statement: "Every year at 
these conventions we complain about the same old 
things. We need to take some action, set up our own 
institutions." Agreed. But we're hearing that every 
year, too. Progress is slow, and solutions are never 
easy. I wish panelists, who are chosen for their exper- 
tise and track record in the industry, could spend less 
time defending their actions and their ideas and more 
time sharing valuable information. 

RAPPING IT UP: Van Silk, the rapper /producer/ 
promoter who helped put together the "Rapmania" all - 
star rap pay -per -view event late last year, is busy coor- 
dinating similar projects. Rap Fest One, another all - 
star rap show, is slated for November. More immedi- 
ately, Silk is working on "Why Can't We Be Friends," 
an anti -racism benefit record that will be a gospel -style 
remake of the 1975 War hit. It will feature raps by as 
many as 60 rap artists, signed and unsigned. 

"We didn't want to go with an all -star cast," ex- 
plains Silk. "It's a project by what we call RARE: 
Rappers Against Racism Everywhere." Among those 
appearing on the record, according to Silk, are Melle 
Mel, Def Jef, Just Ice, the UBC, the Jaz, A Tribe 
Called Quest, Jesse West, Dr. Ice, Afrika Bambaa- 
taa, Nice -N- Smooth, and Ice Cream Tee, as well as a 
number of new talent, including Ikey C, a protégé of 
Bambaataa's, and new female rapper Dutchess. "It 
turned it into a major project," says Silk, who adds 
that the record will be released on EMI Records with

proceeds benefiting the Congress of Racial Equality. 
Both record and video (which will hopefully include 
even more rap artists, many of whom will not appear 
on the record) will be out in August. Silk is hoping that 
the anti -racism message will make a strong impact. 
He is working to plan a "Peace Weekend" around the 
country, with a simulcast of "Why Can't We Be 
Friends" on radio stations nationwide. Silk says that, 
unlike similar all -star benefit projects, the issue he is 
addressing has significance beyond any one group of 

people: "This is going to 
affect not only ghetto 
neighborhoods but peo- 
ple throughout the 
world." An album featur- 
ing EMI rap acts as well 
as new artists Dutchess, 
Ikey C, and Chance is in 
the works. 

THE NEW Generation: 

McAdams 
In the early days of Mo- 
town's illustrious history, 

Berry Gordy piled his acts onto buses that crisscrossed 
America on touring jaunts known as the Motortown Re- 
vue. Legends like Marvin Gaye, the Supremes, Stevie 
Wonder, the Four Tops, and the Miracles learned the 
ropes, polished their performances, and gained invalu- 
able exposure on the road. Now, for Motown's 30th anni- 
versary, the label has planned an updated version of 
that memorable tour. The 1990 Motortown Revue will in- 
clude young stars the Boys, Today, the Good Girls, 
Rich Nice, Milira, and M.C. Trouble. Pepsi has stepped 
in as corporate sponsor for the 22-city tour, which kicks 
off Aug. 1 in Minneapolis. Two key shows will be a 
homecoming appearance Aug. 3 at Detroit's Cobo Park, 
and an Aug. 10 show at New York's Apollo Theater. 

TIDBITS: Melba Moore sang her tribute to Lena 
Home and Ethel Waters, "Stormy Weather," with only 
piano accompaniment at a dinner given for her by Capi- 
tol Records July 16 at New York's Jezebel's ... Lenny 
Kravitz is performing almost all the instrumentals and 
co-producing "Superfiy 1990' with Curtis Mayfield ... 
Label frictions were finally eased enough to allow Co- 
lumbia to release the third single from Earth, Wind & 
Fire's "Heritage" album. Capitol's rap superstar M.C. 
Hammer makes a riveting appearance on "Wanna Be 
The Man," released July 12. EWF kicks off a European 
tour Sept. 13 in Rotterdam, the Netherlands. 

Finally: A moment of silence for Troy Dixon, a mem- 
ber of Heavy D & the Boyz, who died of head injuries in 
a senseless accident July 14.

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that it would be impossible to fix." 
Morgan says the business 

changes strongly affected her cre- 
atively. 

"I miss writing with Lesette, 
but the change has forced me to 
stretch a bit and see what it's like 
without someone to cushion me," 
she says. "Sometimes, you have to 
put on the armor and go to war 
alone. It keeps your senses sharp." 

With personal matters now un- 
der control, Morgan's next obsta- 
cle is reviving her public profile, a 
task that both she and her label 
agree has not been easy. 

"She's a real talented singer, 
but she's been away for so long 
that we have to work this album as 
if it were by a brand -new artist," 
says Barbara Lewis, VP of black 
music promotion at Capitol. 
"There's a ton of music out there; 
you can't take for granted that 

people are going to wait several 
years for you. That said, I'm confi- 
dent that we'll be able to re- estab- 
lish Meli'sa." 

Confidence aside, it appears that 
Capitol is taking a wait- and -see at- 
titude toward future promotion 
plans in support of the album. Fo- 
cus has been placed on getting ra- 
dio adds for "Don't You Know," 
with little else in the works. There 
are currently no plans to shoot a 
video for "Don't You Know," and 
touring options remain vague. 
Still, Morgan is optimistic about 
the future. 

"I knew when I dropped out of 
sight that it was going to be tough 
coming back," she says. "But I 
broke through once by working 
hard, and I did that without know- 
ing a thing. Now I know the deal; 
I'm ready for anything." 

Glenn Jones Goes all' Out 
In Quest for Higher Profile

NEW YORK -In the galaxy that is 
black pop, Glenn Jones is a star who 
has been twinkling for years. He has 
had top 10 hits, like 1985's "Show 
Me," 1986's "Bring Back Your Love," 
and 1987's "We've Only Just Begun" 
(a No. 1 record that has become a 
first -dance favorite at African- Ameri- 
can weddings). Still, this Jive /RCA 
love man is not a household name. 

The singer, who has just released 
his third album, "All For You," thinks 
lack of consistency has a lot to do 
with his relatively low profile. "We've 
been slow in following up singles in 
the past, and it's been two years, 
close to three, since my last album 
came out," he says. 

Why so long? 
"Some of the people that I wanted 

to work with, like Teddy Riley, 
weren't available," says Jones. 

Ann Carli, VP of artist develop- 
ment for Jive, adds, "We wanted to 
make sure we had the right material 
and that we came out with the stron- 
gest possible album. That's because 
people really want Glenn Jones to 
win, and all it takes are the right 
songs." 

Between albums, Jones appeared 
in the musical "Sing Mahalia Sing" 
with George Faison and Jennifer 
Holiday. And he toured Japan, Eu- 
rope, and South America as a solo 
performer. "The response in those 
places was tremendous," he says. 

Now the artist is ready to be paid 
in full. "I believe my time for that has 
come," he says. "Each time you do a 
project you learn a little more and 
you get better. You correct the mis- 
takes you made last time out. This 
new record is the closest I've come to 
the kind of record I should be doing." 

Jones' total involvement ensured 
that. "I did song selection, editing, 
and remixing," he says. "And I pro- 
duced one song, 'That's How Love 
Should Be,' with Kevin Grady." The 
result of Jones' efforts is a more co- 
hesive package. 

"There's definitely a marriage be- 
tween each track," says Jones. "One 

song doesn't sound like it came from 
this producer, while another song 
doesn't sound like it came from that 
producer. Everything sort of fits to- 
gether." 

But textural consistency is not the 
only thing that binds together "All 
For You." There is also thematic con- 
tinuity. "Among them," Jones says, 
"the songs explore the ups and 
downs of love. We really got a chance 
to put a concept together this time 
out." 

"Stay," the first single from "All 
For You," is about a man in love fall- 
ing in lust and getting busted. "That 
happens in a lot of men's lives," says 
Jones. 

After 13 weeks, "Stay," produced 
by Bobby Khozouri and former Ja- 
maica Boy Mark Stevens, is already a 
top 10 R&B smash. "I feel we have 
four or five more hit singles on this 
album," says Jones. "And even 
though we're still getting good move- 
ment on 'Stay,' we're in the midst of 
picking the next [single] now." 

Carli is "90% sure" that "the next 
one" will be the Teddy Riley-pro- 
duced ballad "Can We Try Again," on 
which Jones does more soulful beg- 
ging. 

"We've broken ground on the first 
single, attracting Glenn's old fans as 
well as some new ones, and if we can 
get this next single to keep the mo- 
mentum up, we think we can have a 
crossover record with the third sin- 
gle," Carli says. "Then- boom! -the 
world's our tomato. The key is going 
to be not leaving gaps between sin- 
gles." 

Besides musical and marketing 
consistency, Carli feels Jones' sophis- 
ticated new image, represented in the 
Darnell Martin -directed video for 
"Stay," will also help him connect. 
"Glenn has learned a lot about him- 
self over the last few years," she 
says, "and that maturity comes 
through. Moreover, he had braces 
last time out. When we were making 
videos and taking pictures, he 
couldn't open his mouth. He no long- 
er wears braces and that's helping us 
tremendously, too."

Group's Time Has Come Again 
7 Members Reunite; 'Pandemonium' Ensues

NEW YORK -The trade ads pro- 
claim "They're Ba- a- a- a -ck!" and 
"The Return Of The Magnificent 
Seven." And for fans of the innova- 
tive and talented performing con- 
glomerate that helped give birth to 
the famed "Minneapolis sound" (and 
Minneapolis attitude: cool), the return 
of the Time is indeed a long -awaited 
and welcome event. 

Replete with original members 
Jesse Johnson, Morris Day, Monte 
Moir, Jerome Benton, Jellybean John- 
son, Jimmy "Jam" Harris, and Terry 
Lewis, the Time has vaulted back 
onto the scene with its fourth album, 
"Pandemonium" (Paisley Park/ 
Warner Bros., released July 10), after 
a six -year hiatus. The welcome has 

`Hot' Is The Word On Instrumentalists 
Notable Artists Include Vincent Henry, Paul Jackson Jr. 
IN A MELLOW MOOD: Amid the whirl of new releases 
featuring R&B vocalists, funky bands, and strident rap- 
pers are a couple of albums from instrumentalists that 
provide a much -needed harmonic balance for the ear and 
the old album collection. 

Instrumentalists have had an up-and-down history on 
the black music charts, where their music has to vie with 
records that not only have slickly produced music but 
feature easily marketable personalities and lyrical 
hooks. Most current jazz /R&B music has incorporated 
some vocals in order to 
provide the verbal attrac- 
tion needed to snag the 
young contemporary ear. 
The saxophone -that in- 
strument so often associ- 
ated with soul and seduc- 
tion -has met with the 
most audience acceptance: 
check the successes 
chalked up by Kenny G. 
Najee, Gerald Albright, 
and Kim Waters recently. 

Into that company comes the new album, "Vincent," 
by East Coast -based session player Vincent Henry, on 
Jive /RCA. Henry has backed such artists as Anita Bak- 
er, Roberta Flack, and Mtume on record, playing not 
only sax but the guitar, bass, flute, harmonica, and key- 
boards, and writes as well. Originally a guitarist, it was 
listening to the master -John Coltrane -that inspired 
him to add the saxophone to his list of instruments. His 
style is smooth, lyrical, and even underplayed on the up- 
tempo numbers. There are ear -pleasing covers of Regi- 
na Belle's "Make It Like It Was" and Jonathan But- 
ler's "Sarah Sarah," as well as the original tunes "Mar- 
cel," "Still The One," and "No Additional Love," 
featuring vocals by label mate Glenn Jones. Besides 
writing or co-writing most of the tunes on the album, 
Henry plays almost all the instruments and co- produces 
with Barry Eastmond. It is a comfortable album, with 
the flavor of a talent whose best work is still to come. 

Jazz guitarists have fared less well with the urban au- 
dience, perhaps for no other reason than that there 
haven't been that many. While George Benson and Jon- 
athan Butler come to mind, they are equally well 
known -if not better known -for their vocals. Paul 
Jackson Jr., whose debut album, "Out Of The Shad- 
ows" on Atlantic surfaced recently, has a sweet and deft 
guitar style that some may compare to Earl Klugh's. 
Jackson's album is of note for its clean production (011ie 
Brown, Cornelius Mims. Jerry Peters, and even Eric 
"Vietnam" Sadler & Hank Shocklee lend co-production 
hands), the instrumentation, and the generally mellow 
and contemporary feel. Jackson has already released 
one single, a cover of the Keith Sweat hit "Make It Last

reach his audience. 

Veterans George Duke and Stanley Clarke are back 
on the scene, delivering their third album in the Clarke - 
Duke Project series, titled simply "3" (Epic /Solar). The 
album delivers most of what one would expect from the 
team: the plucky funk'n'fun fusion sensibility of key - 
boardist /producer Duke wedded to Clarke's aggressive, 
electric /acoustic bass -thumping wizardry (which re- 
mains unequaled by any other contemporary bass play- 

er). What makes this out- 
ing fun is the diverse list 
of contributors, from rap 
gangsters Above The 
Law on "No Place To 
Hide," which offers an up- 
tempo and lyrically vague 
call for societal change, to 
background vocalists 
Philip Bailey, Howard 
Hewett. Jeffrey Osborne, 
Phil Perry, and Gerald 
Alston, who appear in var- 

ious combinations on various tracks. Clarke -Duke also 
delve into classic funk territory with an updated render- 
ing of the George Clinton /Bernie Worrell/Booty Col- 
lins nugget "Mothership Connection." It's a pretty 
faithful reworking until the trad jazz piano and bass 
breaks; Duke's "Reach For It" for the '90s? 

STUFF: Whitney Houston should be set to drop her 
first single by mid -August. No title as yet, but the sing- 
er has been working diligently with producers LA. & 
Babyface. This album is expected to squelch questions 
once and for all about her musical base ... The Jamaica 
Reggae Sunsplash rolled into New York July 9 at the 
Reebok Riverstage. The lineup included U -Roy, Shelly 
Thunder, Shinehead, Marcia Griffiths, Freddie Mac- 
Gregor, and Burning Spear. Bronx, N.Y., homeboy 
Shinehead lit up the festivities, entering the outdoor 
venue from the audience and performing some of the en- 
gaging tracks from his delightful new Elektra Enter- 
tainment album, "The Real Rock" (the title track pays 
respects to God), including his snazzy reworking of the 
Sly Stone classic "Family Affair." Also outstanding 
were the silver -tongued Thunder, the gracious Griffiths, 
and Burning Spear, with tracks like "Marcus Garvey,"

"Pandemonium" is not only the tri- 
umphant reunion of a popular band, 
it is an organizational triumph over 
the demanding and busy schedules of 
seven separate music professionals 
whose individual agendas could have 
prevented the project from being fin- 
ished. 

To recap: After the Time officially 
scattered in 1984, lead singer Day 
had embarked on a solo recording ca- 
reer, delivering two albums and ap- 
pearing in a short-lived TV series; 
bass /keyboard duo Jam & Lewis, of- 
ficially fired from the group by 
Prince in 1983, developed into one of 
the most sought -after producing 
teams in contemporary music, deliv- 
ering smash albums for, among oth- 
ers, the S.O.S. Band, New Edition, 
and, most notably, Janet Jackson; 
Benton starred with Prince in 1986's 
"Under The Cherry Moon" and ap- 
peared in a number of videos for Jam 
& Lewis- produced projects; guitarist 
Jesse Johnson had recorded two solo 
albums for A &M and also served as 
composer /producer on tracks by Pau- 
la Abdul, Jackson, Wendy & Lisa, and 
others; drummer Jellybean Johnson 
had been writing and producing for 
such artists as Jackson, Nona Hen - 
dryx, Alexander O'Neal, and New 
Edition, as well as playing on projects 
by the Family, George Michael, and 

Jackson; and keyboardist Moir had 
met with success as a writer /produc- 
er, working with Patti Austin, Jack- 
son, O'Neal, Thelma Houston, Den - 
iece Williams, and Nia Peoples. Cur- 
rently, the reunited Time is striving 
to maintain a balanced, united front 
for the press and the public that does 
not tip interest toward any one mem- 
ber. But it is clear that each of the 
members brings a wealth of talent 
and accomplishment to the table. And 
the only difference between the Time 
then and now, says Harris, is that 
"everybody here is a lot more ma- 
ture." 

"Pandemonium," which Day says 
the band came up with as a title to de- 
scribe what the reunion of their per- 
sonalities and musical talents would 
be like, surprisingly does not describe 
the recording and production process. 

"I found all of the guys, once we 
had put deals and recording sched- 
ules together, to be extremely excit- 
ed about working together," says 
Benny Medina, Warner Bros. VP of 
A &R, whose task was to coordinate 
the recording. "It was a real labor of 
love for all of them, and they went at 
it with a voracious appetite, from 
having a recording schedule we need- 
ed to stick to, to making the video, 
and the 12- inches ... Jimmy and Ter- 
ry are also brilliant managers; they 
have an instinct about the old school 
of organization, an understanding of 
how to deal with talent. They can lay 
the groundwork so that everyone is 
prepared and comfortable to go into 
the studio, and that eliminates a 
whole lot of negative stuff." 

The album itself is classic Time, 
with live instrumentation, plenty of 
funk, and a heavy dose of the mem- 
bers' streetwise humor. In particular, 
"Jerk Out," "Summertime Thang," 
"Donald Trump (Black Version)," and 
the title track take up where "The 
Bird," "Ice Cream Castles," and 
"Chili Sauce" left off.

That sound is a varied 
but homogenous stew of contem- 
porary big beats, rap segments, 
classic horn lines, touching bal- 
lads, and funk -pop ditties, spiced 
with White's signature musical in- 
terludes. Following the trend to in- 
clude guest artists, White enlisted 
not only the Boys, who appeared in 
the longform "System Of Surviv- 
al" video before they signed to Mo- 
town, but rock /funk legend Sly 
Stone (whom White tracked to 
New York to record "Good Time "), 
hype rapper M.C. Hammer (on 
"Wanna Be The Man," a likely can- 
didate for the second single, and 
"Body Wrap "), and friends the 
Emotions, whose backing harmo- 
nies have become closely identified 
with the EWF sound. 

White says that adding rap to

The Islet's Have Carved Out A Place In Pop History 
BY DAVID NATHAN 

LOS ANGELES -During Black 
History Month, the word "legend" 
is likely to be bandied about. But 
no serious review of who belongs 
in that select group of "soul survi- 
vors" would be complete without 
mention of the Isley Brothers, who 
frequently fused R &B, blues, soul, 
and hard rock. Though the group 
has been consistently ignored by 
such industry organizations as the 
Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and 
NARAS, its place in the history of 
popular music is undeniable. 

Ronald Isley's accomplishment 
as the lead singer of a recording 
group that has been featured on 
Billboard's charts for four succes- 
sive decades is unmatched. As an 
integral part of the Isley Brothers, 
the man who remains one of the 

few singers around with an in- 
stantly recognizable vocal style 
has been heard on countless hits, 
from 1959's "Shout" to 1989's 
"Spend The Night." 

"You know that you're blessed 
for the music -buying public to stay 
with you for that long," says Isley, 
whose current Warner Bros. al- 
bum, "Spend The Night," is close 
to gold status. "I guess it's pretty 
amazing to have the energy to 
keep at it, too, and to still have the 
same excitement about the busi- 
ness." 

Asked to reflect on each of the 
four decades, Isley, who began 
singing with brothers O'Kelly and 
Rudolph as a teenager, notes that 
when the group began, "it was the 
era of great people like Sam Cooke 
and Jackie Wilson. They were the 
main headliners at the time and if 

you were going to be considered a 
serious singer, you knew you had 
to stand in the same kind of are- 
na." 

Although he cannot be sure 
whether the group's recording of

name to the peak' 

"Shout!" (later a hit for British 
pop singer Lulu and now consid- 
ered a rock /pop /R &B classic) was 
cut on a four -track or eight -track 
machine, Isley does remember the 
quick response to the RCA single. 
"It was an instant smash with all 
the major jocks -like Georgie 
Woods in Philadelphia and Alan 
Freed in New York jumping right 
on it," he says.

GRAMMY LOWDOWN: OK, last week I moaned 
about the Grammy nominations. I understand from vet- 
erans that the break -out -in- frustrated -spots reaction, 
particularly to the R&B nominations, is an annual mala- 
dy. The obvious solution: More of the black music indus- 
try's movers and shakers need to be card- carrying mem- 
bers of the NARAS fraternity. All the grumbling, mine 
included, is fruitless otherwise. I'm not the first to say 
so; I'll just kick the statistics: Eligible recording indus- 
try personnel can call any NARAS chapter office (New 
York, Chicago, San Francisco, Atlanta, Memphis, Nash- 
ville, or L.A.) for an application. Annual membership 
fees range from $40 -$75 -some chapters charge an addi- 
tional initiation fee of $15-$25-very affordable. All ac- 
tive members may submit nominations for Grammy 
awards, which are screened for eligibility by NARAS 
staff members and board of trustees. All active mem- 
bers vote on the final nominations. The nominating pro- 
cess involves several steps; for more info, call the na- 
tional NARAS office in Burbank, Calif., at 818-843-8253.

Subsequent hits like "Twist And 
Shout" helped establish the group 
on pop and R &B charts; that par- 
ticular song helped provide a then - 
struggling British group with one 
of their first big hits. "The Beatles 
recorded the song and it became a 
rock classic," says Isley. "A lot of 
people don't realize that we were 
the guys who did it first." 

In the early '60s, the group was 
one of the first to create its own la- 
bel with T -Neck Records, named 
after the group's adopted Teaneck, 
N.J., town base (the Isleys were 
born and raised in Cincinnati), ini- 
tially distributed through Atlantic. 
"We had a few singles out and 
they featured [then unknown] Jimi 
Hendrix, who was our guitar play- 
er at the time." 

Signing with Motown Records in 
1966, the trio enjoyed some suc- 
cess with hits like the now- classic 
"This Old Heart Of Mine," recent- 
ly rerecorded by Ronald Isley as a 
duet with rocker Rod Stewart and 
a likely single for the pair. 

"We had a lot more success in 
the U.K. with our Motown hits," 
says Isley, whose only live perfor- 
mance in England was in 1964 on a 
tour with another newly emerging 
American star, Dionne Warwick. 
"We had a couple of top five rec- 
ords there: 'Behind A Painted 
Smile' and 'I Guess I'll Always 
Love You,' for instance. But in this 
country, our Motown days provid- 
ed us with a learning experience." 

Reactivating T -Neck Records 
and signing a distribution pact 
with Buddah Records in 1969, the 
Isleys made an immediate return 
to chart favor with the funky, 
horn -driven "It's Your Thing," a 

true R &B chestnut that has been 
recorded by numerous other art- 
ists during the last few years, in- 
cluding Milli Vanilli and Aretha 
Franklin. "We were very fortunate 
in having someone like the late 
Neil Bogart [at Buddah] because 
he believed very strongly in our ca- 
reer and we had a lot of success 
during the early '70s with records 
like 'Work To Do,' which, like ev- 
erything else we did at the time, 
we produced ourselves," says Is- 
ley. The inclusion of cover versions 
of rock and pop songs on its al- 
bums added another dimension to 
the group's hit -making ability. 

With the addition of younger 
brother Ernie and Marvin and 
cousin Chris Jasper, the group ex- 
panded to six members and a move 
to CBS in 1973 gave T -Neck and 
the Isleys an era of unprecedented 
success: "We felt we could sell 
more albums through CBS and we 
were instantly successful with the 
'3 + 3' set, which included 'Who's 
That Lady.' In fact, it was very un- 
usual for any black group to sell a 
million albums at that time," says 
Isley. 

For the next nine years, the 
group enjoyed consistent multipla- 
tinum success with influential al- 
bums "The Heat Is On," "Live It 
Up," "Harvest For The World," 
"Showdown," "Go For Your 
Guns," "Winner Takes All," 
"Grand Slam," and "In Between 
The Sheets." Isleys songs like 
"For The Love Of You" (rerecord- 
ed by Whitney Houston) and 
"Footsteps" (due out shortly by 
MCA group Body, Virgin artist 
Kipper Jones, and featured on

"Thriller," and "Bad" albums for Michael Jackson, 
Jones' current album, {"Back On The Block," has 
spawned a No. 1 black single, "I'll Be Good To You." 
Previous Heritage Award winners are Stevie Won- 
der, Gladys Knight & the Pips, and Jackson. Hall 
emerged as a late -night TV heavyweight when his 
"The Arsenio Hall Show" successfully challenged 
Johnny Carson and newcomer Pat Sajak in the ratings 
and will be honored as 1989's most significant enter- 
tainer. The Sammy Davis Jr. Award was inaugurated 
last year; the first recipient was Jackson. 

BRITAIN'S FIRST URBAN: Sunset Radio is the 
U.K.'s first 24- hour -a -day black music station. Based 
in Manchester, England, Sunset is the dream of its 
DJ /managing director /programmer Mike Shaft, who 
finally won the franchise for Manchester's fourth ra- 
dio station from the Independent Broadcast Authority 
after years of planning and kicked off the station in 
October. Shaft, who has years of broadcasting experi- 
ence under his belt (he worked for the BBC's radio and 
television divisions as well as other independent radio 
stations), had to raise a total of 350,000 pounds (ap- 
proximately $577,500), most of it from investors, to 
get the venture on its feet. Programming includes talk 
shows focused on the Asian, Afro-Caribbean, Chinese, 
and other ethnic communities in the early mornings, a 
regular playlist featuring soul, reggae, pop, jazz, and 
funk during the days, and special programs after 9 
p.m. that play hip -hop, house, blues, and jazz. The 
playlist for this month includes the Gap Band, 
Wrecks -N- Effect, Ruh Base, Yazz, Neneh Cherry, 
the Neville Brothers. Tashan, Rockie Robbins, Tech - 
notronic, D. Mob, Lisa Stansfield, and Mild Howard.

Growing U.K. Interest In Vintage R &B Revs Up Motor City Careers 
BY DAVID NATHAN 

LONDON -The J.B.s, Betty 
Wright, Frankie Beverly & Maze, 
Mary Wells, Martha Reeves & the 
Vandellas, Ann Peebles, Willie 
Mitchell, Chubby Checker, and 
Isaac Hayes all performed in the 
U.K. in the last three months of 
'89. Unusual? Not at all, consider- 
ing the heightened interest that a 
mixture of renowned and obscure 
purveyors of R &B have been gen- 
erating in the past couple of years 
in Britain. 

Regarded for many years as a 
market that is highly responsive to 
the soul music of the '60s and '70s, 
British crowds have been demon- 
strating their renewed love for art- 
ists who often are ignored or dis- 

missed as has -beens in their home- 
land by an industry constantly 
geared toward the latest trend. 

"British audiences tend to be 
very loyal and look on the soul mu- 
sic of yesterday as being ageless 
and timeless," say editor Bob Kil- 
bourn and staff writer Jeff Lorez 
of Blues & Soul, the popular bi- 
weekly black music publication 
that has been a fixture in the U.K. 
for more than 20 years. "In some 
ways, the increased interest in art- 
ists like Betty Wright and Maze 
[which recently completed a suc- 
cessful U.K. tour] is a reaction to 
some of the more repetitive, for- 
mularized, producer- oriented mu- 
sic we hear from black America 
these days," Kilbourn says. 

Typical of the kind of response 

U.S. acts long off the charts can 
elicit in Britain is the recently com- 
pleted Legends Of Motor City USA 
tour, put together by producer Ian 
Levine of Nightmare Records and 
local promoter Flying Music. A 
packed audience, most older than 
25, filled the theater during a re- 
cent chilly Sunday in Reading, a 
midsize town some 60 miles out- 
side London, to see a six -act show. 
Opening act Carolyn Crawford re- 
ceived a rousing reception. Craw- 
ford, who recorded for Motown in 
the early '60s and later cut sides 
with Philadelphia International in 
the '70s as well as working with 
funk master Hamilton Bohannon, 
rocked the house with her version 
of the Temptations' "Since I Lost 
My Baby" and her own "My Smile 

Grammy Noms Shun Year's Innovators 
Veterans, Mainstream Artists Garner Top Nods 

TELL ME I'M NOT DREAMIN': The holidays are be- 
hind us, the new year has started, and thus begins an- 
other season of awards shows. The Grammy Award 
nominations were announced at a press conference 
Jan. 11 at New York's Hard Rock Cafe; the short pre- 
sentation included a recitation of the top classical, 
jazz, pop, and general awards nominations (Billboard, 
Jan. 20). Though the press received copies of all the 
nominations on the way out, a formal mention of the 
top R&B nominations would have been nice, fair, and 
an acknowledgment of 
the music's significant 
role in driving the indus- 
try in '89. 

It seems that as usual 
in the R &B arena, the 
NARAS committee goes 
for who it knows, which 
means it picks those 
most celebrated in the 
mainstream press, as in 
the case of political foot- 
ball Public Enemy, nom- by Janine 
inated in the rap category for "Fight The Power," and 
media darling Soul H Soul, tapped as best new artist 
and for best R &B group performance for "Back To 
Life" and best R &B instrumental for "African 
Dance " -actually two of the more -deserving nomi- 
nees. Or it picks the most familiar and comfortable of 
veteran acts: Al Jarreau's jazzy "Heart's Horizon" al- 
bum, Luther Vandross' "She Won't Talk To Me" sin- 
gle (a consolation -prize nod for not having won with 
stronger material in previous years), and Smokey 
Robinson's "We've Saved The Best For Last" single 
with Kenny G (!), all for best R &B vocal performance, 
male. In a year owned by Bobby Brown on both the 
pop and R &B sides, Brown received just one nomina- 
tion -best R &B male vocal performance for "Every 
Little Step." Prince also received a nod in the R &B 
category, for the "Batdance" single. In addition, he 
racked up nominations for best pop performance for 
the "Batman" soundtrack, producer of the year, and 
best song written for a motion picture with "Party - 
man." The female -vocal- performance nominations are 
also familiar, tried- and -true names: Vanessa Wil- 
liams for "Dreamin'," Anita Baker's "Giving You 
The Best That I Got" (the single won her a Grammy 
last year), Natalie Cole's "Good To Be Back." Janet 
Jackson for "Miss You Much," and Aretha Frank- 
lin's "Through The Storm." Rappers nominated this 
year -known to most through the magic of MTV -in- 
elude last year's Grammy winners D.J. Jazzy Jeff & 
the Fresh Prince for "I Think I Can Beat Mike Ty- 
son," the aforementioned Public Enemy, De La Soul's 
"Me Myself & I," Young M.C.'s "Bust A Move," and 
Tone Loc's "Funky Cold Medina." 

Not to take anything away from the nominees, who 
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Is Just A Frown Turned Upside 
Down," written by Smokey Robin- 
son.

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USING MUSIC CHARTS: Each week radio programmers are con- 
tacted by music trades for their station's playlist of current music. 
While programmers ultimately make their own decisions regarding 
the selection of music that they air, when it comes to the reporting 
process, record company reps greatly influence when and how re- 
cords are reported. Critics of the music charting process most often 
bemoan the practice of "chart hype," which allows a record to be list- 
ed higher on a playlist than it might deserve. As a chart manager in- 
terested in researching the top records each week, I find chart hype to 
be professionally offensive. But what is worse for me is "reverse 
hype ": Records that are getting airplay or are actually selling, yet 
have lost their spot on a record company's list of priority records and 
therefore are no longer reported as active. 

This past weekend I drove through four different radio markets. I 

heard records get significant play that are falling rapidly down the 
charts. One record stood out: "Foolish Heart" by Sharon Bryant 
(Wing). Perhaps this is only an East Coast phenomenon, since it 
peaked at No. 7 nationally. Additionally, I would guess that if some- 
one were to check for airplay vs. reports, "Here And Now" by Luther 
Vandross (Epic) might be the most played record on black radio. And 
no, this does not lessen the accomplishment of Janet Jackson's 
"Rhythm Nation" (A &M), since programmer's playlists frequently in- 
clude the effect of local sales and phone requests, and there is no 
question that Jackson's project is an incredible artistic and sales suc- 
cess. But as I listened I wondered if programmers had stopped report- 
ing the Bryant record because of a bad week when it lost its bullet. 
While there are many fine programmers that provide a realistic list of 
current music, it seems that there are still too many that give in to 
record company pressure or use music charts more as a blueprint for 
developing their lists than as a road map. 

IRIE JAMAICA: "Sorry (Baby Can I Hold You)" by Foxy Brown 
(Pow Wow) is this week's Hot Shot Debut at No. 84. The original ver- 
sion was written and recorded by Tracy Chapman. Brown's version 
was recorded in Jamaica, and was originally licensed for distribution 
by Chris Chin, owner of VP Records, based in Jamaica, New York. 

This is not the first successful import from Jamaica that Chin has 
introduced stateside. For fans of reggae, Yellow Man was also devel- 
oped here by Chin. "Telephone Love" by J.C. Lodge (Pow Wow) was 
played around the country, most notably in Miami and New York. 
Two other singles on the VP Records label are currently getting expo- 
sure on black radio in New York: "One Blood" by Jr. Reid and "Wick- 
ed In Bed" by Shabba Ranks, a rapper who is well known in Jamaica. 

Just as young African Americans have demonstrated appreciation 
for their heritage through their music and cultural expression, per- 
haps there is a similar development with West Indian Americans. Af- 
ter the blandness of the music of the '80s (excluding rap), this music 
brings a freshness that I hope at least signals change, even if it is not 
the final new direction.

Perhaps he is better known for 
his earlier No. 7 solo hit, "Misde- 
meanor," a 1972 gem that was 
resurrected last year by rapper 
The D.O.C. as the foundation for 
his "Is It Funky Enuf." 

The former teen heartthrob 
kept his hand in the business for 
the past few years as a writer and 
producer for other artists. Now 
he steps out as Foster Sylvers & 

Hy -Tech on the new A &M album 
"Prime Time," with pals Kamal 

Troy Joy. RCA vocalist Troy Johnson 
was chosen by Continental 
Cablevision in South Central Los 
Angeles to be a public- service 
announcement spokesperson. The 
PSAs, which ran through February, 
address premarital sex and date rape.

(vocals /keyboards) and John Fer- 
guson (keyboards) in tow. As 
chief singer /songwriter /produc- 
er, Sylvers has crafted an album 
that explores hip -hop, rap, pop, 
and what Sylvers calls "baby 
funk ": "I try to have a metallic - 
type funk, with lots of color with 
the harmony and nice backbeats." 

The album is Sylvers & Hy- 
Tech's debut on A &M after a first 
Hy -Tech project with EMI that 
stiffed and a subsequent three - 
year hiatus. The A &M deal came 
purely by chance: "It was 
through [former A &M A &R chief] 
John McClain. I was driving down 
the street in Los Angeles and I 

saw him in another car. He said 
he liked the first LP we had, 
called 'Plain And Simple,' and 
said to give him a call if things 
didn't go well with EMI." 

According to Jesus Garber, 
A &M VP of black music promo- 
tion, "Prime Time" is being pre- 
viewed by "I'll Do It," which 
dropped Feb. 14. A video will be 
serviced to all national outlets. 
Other highlights of the album are 
the funky "Prime "; the lyrical, 
philosophical "Love Conquers 
All," which addresses teenage 
pregnancy; and "I Can Love You 
Better," a synth -laden mover. 
Meanwhile, Sylvers is eager to 
get out on the road and have 
some good, clean fun. 

"I look forward to touring be- 
cause I'm still a performer," says 
Sylvers. "I haven't performed yet 
with the new band, but we're al- 
ready practicing choreography. 
[On stage] I'm not going to be too 
enticing, though. I'm not going to 
do sexy stuff; I'm not going to do 
anything too wild. There's all 
these diseases out here. Why en- 
tice anybody to be horny ?"

LEWIS PLOTS 'RENEWAL' 
Recording veteran Ramsey Lewis 
continues to stretch the boundaries 
of jazz, R &B, and pop with his virtu- 
oso piano style. On his latest album, 
"Urban Renewal" (Columbia), Lewis 
takes a contemporary street ap- 
proach, collaborating with his son, 
Kevyn Lewis, who co-produced the 
album along with Bill Dickens and 
Vaughn Halyard. 

"They convinced me to do stuff 
with house rhythms, hip -hop 
rhythms," he says. "There are new 
things that kids are dancing to, and 
Kevyn made a tape so I could hear. 
In fact, the tune 'Jagged Edge' was 
influenced by rap. I really enjoy ex- 
perimenting with today's street 
songs." 

Lewis began studying as a classi- 
cal pianist ( "I thought I was going 
to travel the world playing Beetho- 
ven") before forming the Gentlemen 
Of Swing jazz trio, which first re- 
corded in 1956. He later formed the 
Ramsey Lewis Trio (with Maurice 
White on drums) and in 1966 went 
solo. He has recorded a phenomenal 
number of albums: "Somewhere 
around 63," he says. "I don't think 
about how many until somebody 
asks me, then it floors me."

Since his first smash hit, "The In 
Crowd," in 1965, through the Earth, 
Wind & Fire collaborations "Hot 
Dawgit" and "Sun Goddess" in 1974, 
to the rhythms of the current al- 
bum, the "common denominator that 
runs through all the various direc- 
tions I go in is the spontaneity of 
jazz," says Lewis. "There is a basic 
blues-oriented improvisation that 
you learn from playing jazz. I think 
jazz is flexible. I discovered this 
with 'The In Crowd,' which was 
R &B rhythms with jazz improvisa- 
tion. Little did we know that we cre- 
ated the first jazz crossover record." 

While Lewis feels that jazz is be- 
coming more popular, he is disap- 
pointed with its lack of support at 
radio. "Radio plays what they think 
people want to hear. People are lazy 
and will take what's given. If there 
is a jazz station that people like, 
they won't write in to say so." 

Lewis usually performs 30-40 
dates a year, though late last year a 
pinched nerve in his back put a 
crimp in his tour plans. But Lewis 
does not plan to slow down. "Two 
projects I'm working on now may or 
may not be terribly commercial: One 
is a spiritual album and the other is 
a solo piano album. Billy Taylor and 
I also just released a two-piano al- 
bum ['We Meet Again' on CBS Mas- 
terworks]." J.M. 

WILSON WOWS 'EM 
At a time when the black adult con- 
temporary format continues to make 
gains and quiet storm is providing 
more mainstream acts with airplay, 
there is a good chance that legend- 
ary song stylist Nancy Wilson will 
find an expanded audience. 

With the release of "A Lady With 
A Song" (Columbia), her 52nd al- 
bum, Wilson is optimistic: "With 
singers like Sade, Anita [Baker], and 
Whitney Houston doing so well, I 

feel like there's a whole lot more for 
me to achieve. I have a basic audi- 
ence who've been there all the time, 
they've never changed. But I do find 
that with records like 'Forbidden 
Lover' [the 1987 Grammy -nominated 
duet she recorded with Carl Ander- 
son] and songs from my last LP 
['Nancy Now!'] like 'You've Got The 
Move,' I'm getting new fans." 

Wilson's album includes a version 
of the Emotions' "Don't Ask My 
Neighbors" featuring members of 
the group and Philip Bailey of 
Earth, Wind & Fire on background 
vocals. "Heavens Hands," Wilson's 
new single, features such artists as 
Natalie Cole, Deniece Williams, 
Howard Hewett, Teena Marie, and 
Little Anthony. "The word went out 
and a lot of people showed up for 
the session," says Wilson, who is ac- 
knowledged by such vocalists as Re- 
gina Belle, Baker, and Phyllis Hy- 
man as a major influence. 

Wilson says that, as always, her 
approach to making an album is 
based on finding the right material. 
"With this current album, the object 
was to find the best 10 or 12 songs 
and not be concerned with whether 
they're in one particular musical 
vein. I haven't made any conscious 
choice to expand my audience with 
the albums I'm doing these days. 
The rhythms may be different but 
I'm still approaching music the way 
I always have done. Good songs con- 
tinue to be key for me."

are ruining his vision ... There are a 
lot of bad imitations of what Teddy, 
L.A. & Babyface, and Jimmy [Jam] & 
Terry [Lewis] have done cluttering 
up the airwaves at black radio, so 
Teddy will grout and that may make 
it harder for him to be a great innova- 
tor." 

Silas addresses criticism that with 
60 acts to deal with, MCA's black mu- 
sic division is overloaded. "Hey, 
that's what our competitors always 
sell to acts who are contemplating 
signing with us. But no matter which 
company you go to, more often than 
not it's going to be a case of giving an 
act a couple of shots and then if it 
doesn't happen ... Next! That's the 
nature of the business. In the past 
five or six years, no one has done a 
better job in black music than MCA 
... Although there's not much we're 
looking for when you consider what 
we already have, our doors are never 
closed."

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THE INEVITABLE: "Poison" by Bell Biv DeVoe (MCA) slides easily 
into the top spot this week. It is on 92 stations, gaining WNHC New Ha- 
ven, Conn. It is No. 1 at 43 stations, with five of those stations listing it 
at No. 1 for at least three weeks. Thirty -eight stations give top five re- 
ports. "Poison" proves that youth -oriented records can achieve No. 1 

status without getting reports from the hard -core black adult contempo- 
rary stations. This bodes well for "Rub You The Right Way" by Johnny 
Gill (Motown), which jumps 6-3. It gains one new station, WEBB Balti- 
more, Md., for a total of 93, and ranks No. 4 in both sales and airplay.

Five list it at No. 1: WMYK Norfolk, 
Va.; WPEG Charlotte, N.C.; WRKE Ocean City, Del.; WFXM Macon, 
Ga.; and WJMO -AM Cleveland, Ohio. It holds at No. 5 retail, even 
though it makes solid point gains. "All Over You" by Freddie Jackson 
(Orpheus) moves up to No. 4 with 95 reporters. It has four No. 1 reports, 
46 top five, and 25 top ten. Stations listing it at No. 1 are: WEAS Savan- 
nah, Ga.; WPAL Charleston, S.C.; KRNB Memphis, Tenn.; and WGOK 
Mobile, Ala., where it has held the top spot for at least three weeks. 

THE HOT QUARTET: Leap- frogging 11 -7, "Hold On" by En Vogue 
(Atlantic) jumps into the top ten on this chart, while it also debuts on the 
Hot 100. It is on 94 stations and is already No. 1 at WJMH Greensboro, 
N.C. In addition to a gigantic retail point increase, radio increases are 
phenomenal -the largest of any record already on the chart. It has gar- 
nered top five reports from 13 stations, and top ten from 24. Eighty sta- 
tions show upward movement, with 14 showing jumps of at least 10 
points on their playlists. Some of those stations are: WRKS New York 
(22 -8); WCDX Richmond, Va. (14 -4); WZAZ Jacksonville, Fla. (24 -11); 
WBLX Mobile, Ala. (19 -6); and WZAK Cleveland (39 -17). 

BLUES YOU CAN USE: Tony! Toni! Tone! score big, zooming 31 -19, 
with "The Blues" (Wing). It has 95 reporters, gaining both stations in 
Baltimore: WXYV and WEBB. Retail kicks in with 27 new reports as 
radio shows huge playlist moves. Fifteen stations move "The Blues" up 
10 or more places. Some of them are: WPEG Charlotte (40 -16); KXZZ 
Kileen, Texas (48 -31); KHYS Houston (38 -26); and KDKO Denver (43 -33). 

THE WINANS scored a top 15 single, "Ain't No Need To Worry ", 
which featured Anita Baker (Qwest). "It's Time ", was produced by Ted- 
dy Riley and features his vocals. The single advances 26-21 with 85 re- 
porters, including four that are new this week: WILD Boston; WRKE 
Ocean City; WHUR Washington, D.C.; WTLC Indianapolis, Ind.

All Pieces In Place For Gill 
New Editioner Issues Hot Solo Disk 
IN BY JANINE McADAMS 

NEW YORK -It is rare when an art- 
ist comes along who has all the ele- 
ments in place for success. But John- 
ny Gill is just such an artist. A good - 
looking, outgoing young man with a 

booming, mature voice of incredible 
range, Gill is known as a balladeer, a 

duet partner for Stacy Lattisaw, and 
as a member of hot quintet New Edi- 
tion. For his self -titled album on Mo- 
town (his third solo outing after two 
early stints for Atlantic), the two 
most successful producing teams in 
pop /R &B -L.A. Reid & Babyface 
and Jimmy Jam Harris & Terry Lew- 
is -were behind the desk. 

Reaction is already strong for 
Gill's first single and video, "Rub You 
The Right Way," which is vaulting 
through the black singles chart's top 
20 this week. The single was intro- 
duced to retailers at the recent Na- 
tional Assn. of Recording Merchan- 
disers convention, says Motown's VP 
of promotion, Paris Eley. "That had 
enormous impact. [Retailers] knew 
what was coming, and that had an ini- 
tial impact on sales with merchandis- 
ing pieces on Johnny." 

Some are comparing Gill's appeal 
with that of Bobby Brown, another 
performer launched from New Edi- 
tion, who made a splash on the pop 
side as well as on the R &B charts. 
Frank Turner, senior VP of pop pro- 
motion at Motown, says Gill "has 
huge potential as far as the pop area 
goes. We're going to promote him 
very similar to the way I did Bobby 
Brown when I was with MCA. He 
has lots of personality, he's a great - 
looking guy, and an incredible singer. 
We think Terry & Jimmy and L-A. & 
Face have given us an album that 
we'll have several major hits. The pop 
audience is probably going to react to 
him from the video." 

It is hard not to like the personable 
Gill, it seems; his talent and personal- 
ity account for the participation of 
such heavy- hitting producers. Says 
Gill: "One night we were sitting 

around L.A.'s house and Pebbles 
[Mrs. L.A. Reid] told me, 'It would 
never have happened except for the 
type of person you are. Everyone 
likes you, they like you vocally, and 
they want to make sure that your ca- 

reer goes well.' " 
In fact, says Gill, 2'/2 years ago he 

was in the middle of recording a solo 
project with L.A. & Babyface when 
New Editioners Ricky Bell, Ralph 
Tresvant, Michael Bivins, and Ronnie 
DeVoe -whom Gill had known for 
several years- approached him 
about becoming part of the group af- 
ter Brown's departure. 

"They said they needed someone 
with vocal ability, somebody to take 
them into the adult market," says 
Gill, who will not reveal his exact age. 
"They asked me right in the middle of 
making the album, and I felt like, 
'Wow -how can I not continue with 
this solo album ?' I had to really think 
about it. But I couldn't have gotten 
more exposure than being with [New 
Edition], and part of the deal was it 
wouldn't interfere with my solo ca- 
reer." 

Some of the material on "Johnny 
Gill" was completed two years ago 
with L.A. & Babyface, says Gill, who 
calls the project "the best work that 
I've ever done." 

With such eminent producers, the 
label expects the album's hit singles 
potential to run deep. But, says Eley, 
"We want to stay focused -we don't 
want to wind up all over the place. 
Each track will have its own market- 
ing plan. We're trying to reflect each 
single's individuality and take it a 

stage at a time." 
Motown is excited -and guarded - 

about its plans to promote the proj- 
ect, according to Eley. "We're cer- 
tainly not going through regular 
channels," he says. "You'll see the ex- 
citement reflected when this album 
comes to the street. We have an ag- 
gressive approach to advertising, but 
we don't want to tip our hand. He will 
get special attention, and everyone 
will see what our commitment is."

"We have satire and yet we have seri- 
ousness, and we're compassionate to 
the music. The music is like jazz - 
real melodic, not minimal at all. We 
treat it like it's almost a vase or some- 
thing." 

Adds Jarobi: "Our music is fun-ori- 
ented, but it's also socially relevant." 

The fun vs. serious issue is some- 
times a contentious matter when it 
comes to positioning the Tribe, whose 
members are disappointed by the 
public reaction to "Description Of A 
Fool," the album's leadoff single, de- 

spite the fact that the lighter second 
single, "I Left My Wallet In El Se- 

gundo," is riding high on the rap sin- 
gles chart. 

"There's a lot of fools in the ghet- 
to," says Q -Tip. "They get caught up 
in society's web and they earn that la- 
bel 'fool' that we talk about on the 
record: beating up on women, scram- 
bling, selling drugs, your basic dim- 
ness. We want to rerelease it -it 
went over a lot of people's heads. It 
was too funky." 

Of "El Segundo," he says, "It's 

just so simple -minded, so out there, 
so saying nothing, that people pay at- 
tention to it." 

Mel Smith, national R &B promo- 
tion manager for Jive, says that the 
label was looking for an underground 
buzz with "Fool." 

Now that the second single is out, 
he says, "The record's really selling 
well. We're going to work and devel- 
op the album and have a lot of fun 
with it. The vibe in the street is that 
these kids are cool, and they don't 
have a real preachy message. Their 
rap is more a fashion statement." 

Smith says that the label is run- 
ning a contest in Los Angeles tied to 
"I Left My Wallet In El Segundo," in 
which it is leaving wallets around the 
city, with the winning wallet award- 
ing the finder an all -expenses -paid 
trip to New York. Meanwhile, A 
Tribe Called Quest has appeared at a 

listening party at Los Angeles' hot 
United Nations club, and will be per- 
forming select dates with De La Soul 
in some major cities this summer.

I ARTIST DEVELOPMENTS 

NAJEE'S HERE TO STAY 
As "Tokyo Blue," his third EMI al- 
bum, bullets up both the pop and 
black albums charts with the kind of 
velocity that few instrumentalists 
normally enjoy, sax master Najee is 
supporting the project via a national 
headline tour that also features Ran- 
dy Crawford and keyboardist Alex 
Bugnon. Tagged Good Friends II 
(last year's bill included Najee, with 
headliner Jonathan Butler and An- 
gela Bofill), the cross-country trek is 
designed to take Najee to the next 
level of public recognition. 

With two gold -plus albums under 
his belt, the Queens, N.Y. -born musi- 
cian is hopeful that 'Tokyo Blue" - 
recorded entirely at the studio 
owned by Najee and his brother/co- 
producer Fareed -will solidify his 
position in the marketplace. "It's 
about letting people know that I'm 
here to stay," he says. 

One of his plans for longevity in- 
cludes his decision to create his own 
studio. He adds that having the stu- 
dio in Queens meant "that I could 
bring back together many of my old 
school friends, like drummer Omar 
Hakim, bassist Barry Johnson, key - 
boardist Denzil Miller, and vocalist 
Audrey Wheeler. None of us had 
done an album which included all 
three of us since records that Tom 
Brown and Bernard Wright did sev- 
eral years ago, so this album was 
also like a reunion." 

Particularly notable on this album 
are two things: The decidedly inter- 
national flavor, with the tracks 
"Buenos Aires," "Nations Call," and 
the title cut; and the inclusion of two 
vocal guests, Vesta and Freddie 
Jackson. 

"We tried for several people for 
the song 'I'll Be Good To You' but 
none of them worked out. Then we 
got a call saying that Vesta wanted 
to do the song, and since she's so 
well liked in the R&B world, it didn't 
hurt," says Najee. He adds that the 
inclusion of Jackson on a version of 
Stevie Wonder's "Superwoman" was 
a natural "because I'd been asking 
him to sing on one of my albums 
ever since we toured together when 
my first album came out"

PATTI'S GONNA GETCHA 
Sometimes a change of label can 
mean a change of fortune. For Patti 
Austin, the move from a major 
company (Qwest /Warner Bros.) to 
what she terms a "boutique label," 
GRP, has proven fortuitous, as 
"Love Is Gonna Getcha," the new 

album produced by GRP co -owner 
Dave Grusin, continues to ascend 
the black, pop, and jazz albums 
charts. 

"Frankly, my contract [with 
Qwest] was up for renewal and I 
felt as if they didn't know what to 
do with my records," says Austin. "I 
went on BET when I was promoting 
my standards album [ "The Real 
Me "] and I didn't have a video! I had 
been told by the company that, 
based on how my record sounded, 
no one would play a video. When I 
talked about it on the air, the people 
at Warner went bananas!" 

The New York -based vocalist, 
renowned for her work as a session 
singer and as the premier jingles 
singer in the business, has scored 
with such hits as "Baby Come To 
Me" and "How Do You Keep The 
Music Playing," both duets with 
James Ingram, and "In The Heat Of 
Heat," a 1986 Jimmy Jam & Terry 
Lewis- produced hit Austin says she 
took her Warner exit as an 
opportunity to do "a complete house 
cleaning. I got rid of my accountant, 
my manager, the whole bit I 
figured this way, I'd really know 
what was going on." 

A call last year from Grusin, with 
whom Austin had worked during 
her years at CTI in the late '70s, 
gave Austin a chance to negotiate a 
new record deal herself. "He told 
me, 'We ain't got nothin' but a 
whole lot of passion. We'll do a deal, 
you can cut a record, and we'll 
really get behind anything you do," 
she recalls. "I said, 'Hey, you got it' 
But I gave him one condition: That 
he produce the album himself." 

The result was an album of "stuff 
we liked," says Austin. "After we 
finished, I thought, here I am with 
this label that's known mostly for 
jazz-oriented material with a pop - 
slanted record!" 

With a first single, "Through The 
Test Of Time," doing well and a 
strong response to the album, 
Austin is particularly gratified since 
it also marks her return to 
songwriting, with two Austin 
collaborations -"Oooh -Whee (The 
Carnival)" and "First Time Love" - 
and the rerecording of "In My Life," 
a song she wrote and recorded 
during her CTI tenure. 

Austin adds that she may do some 
selected touring, but only if 
conditions are right She says, "I 
want to be able to present my music 
properly, and I don't sing for free!"

Giles Is Low - Profile Smash Producer 
Hewett Howard Jacksons On Hit List

LOS ANGELES -In a producer-dom- 
inated black music environment, hot 
producers maintain a high profile. 
But West Virginia -born Attala Zane 
Giles has been quietly making hit rec- 
ords for several years at his state-of- 
the-art Malibu, Calif., studio. Giles is 
currently represented on the charts 
with work on albums by Howard 
Hewett and George Howard, as well 
as the first single, "Can You Give Me 
What I Want," from Meli'sa Mor- 
gan's new album. He also has the ti- 
tle track on Body's "Easy To Love" 

Soul, R &B, Rap Chart '90s Music Course 
Fusion Of New, Old Forms Creates Diversity 

RISING TO THE TOP? The '90s present an enormous 
challenge to music makers trying to keep a finger on the 
pulse of what listeners most desire. But a glance at the 
charts shows that the tastes of black music listeners 
continues to be increasingly diverse. More than ever be- 
fore, what appeals to black music listeners cannot be de- 
fined in terms of any one sound. There are many differ- 
ent factors at work, the strongest of which are: 

The British soul revival, which continues to have 
enormous impact on the music created here in the 
States. The hook is the 
rhythm, the old soul sensi- 
bility. 

The traditional R &B 
soloists and vocal groups. 
Besides Luther Vandross 
and Anita Baker, check 
out newcomers Christo- 
pher Williams, Alyson 
Williams, Eric Gable, 
Miki Howard, and David 
Peaston. 

The fresh faces that 
create happy music for a 
youthful audience. In- 
clude in this category 
Troop, Today, the Good 
Girls, the Boys, En 
Vogue, and more. 

The new nostalgia. Producers continue to dig 
through those gold catalogs (Stax, Motown, Philadel- 
phia International, etc.) to present us with new artists 
doing old songs, for better or worse. As part of the new 
nostalgia, more self-contained bands (Family Stand, 
Tony' Toni! Toné!) are popping up, those that deliver 
the same sound on record and on stage. 

Rap, which many thought would reach a plateau of 
activity and then die (myself included), is still the most 
adaptable, the most mutable, the most all-encompassing 
form there is. The power of rap's chanted lyric, the num- 
ber of things the rapper can say in one track, and the 
incredible style many of its performers display increase 
with each new album. The sky's the limit here, because 
rap grows from as many forms of music as exist, with 
as many individual vocal styles as exist. 

So what's next in the '90s? And how can one possibly 
predict what will be the predominant trends in an ever - 
changing music universe? 

The most that we can predict is continued innovation. 
Cutting edge will be those acts that can take musical 
genres, mix and match them, and come with something 
unique. Prince was an early master of this. Rappers 
continue to excel with the mix'n'match approach. Look 
at Soul H Soul, for example. It took American soul/ 
funk /disco, dressed it up, and started a whole new musi- 
cal movement. 

And as a backlash against synthesized sounds and 
technical wizardry, live music is gaining ground. Those 
artists who can distill one particular musical form down 

to its barest essence -whether it's funk, soul, reggae, or 
blues -will stand out in our ears. 

What makes it difficult to predict long -range trends is 
the lack of real artist development on the part of many 
labels. New acts are signed, many with explosive poten- 
tial as innovators, but they are thrown into the market, 
sink or swim. Labels want record sales fast. Too often, 
the wrong first singles are chosen, the video is badly 
conceived and /or badly timed, and not enough time is 
spent getting that act the right media exposure. 

Artistic survivors will 
be those with hyphenated 
talents, the singer /song- 
writer /producers who can 
create their own material 
as well as provide services 
to other acts. As today's 
artists more often than 
not are able to produce 
themselves, producers will 
continue to dominate the 
music. The old -fashioned, 
"baby I'm going to make 
you a star" approach - 
taking a good voice and 
feeding it material and 
dressing it up with great 
production -is going the 
way of the Victrola. While 

there will always be a market for those who can "sang," 
without a completely committed label willing to nurture 
them over time, these artists will lose to those who bring 
multiple assets to the table. Include among those assets 
acting talent. Many of our '90s stars will grace TV and 
movie screens as well as our radio waves. 

It's still early in the decade to make a lot of predic- 
tions, but some of the artists I think will soon make a 
splash include Donald Newkirk, whose Def Jam album, 
"Funk City," did not fare especially well. Newkirk pro- 
vided some of the beats on the 3rd Bass album, and is 
working on several new projects (it's too soon to say 
whose) as a producer. This guy's mind -or shall I say 
ear -works in incredible ways ... Still waiting for the 
debut by London rapper Monie Love, whom we first 
heard perform with Queen Latifah at last year's New 
Music Seminar. Her vocal delivery gives true meaning 
to the term "rap attack "; she's one of the freshest fe- 
males dropping rhymes today ... Sly Stone will make 
yet another comeback ... On the "Mentirosa" tip, we'll 
hear more bilingual rap like that of Capitol's Mellow 
Man Ace ... While last year I was impressed with the 
number of male singer /songwriters trying to create a 
more personal music, this year it is the females who fol- 
low that trend. Apart from Mariah Carey, who makes 
an impressive debut on Columbia, check Janice Demp- 
sey on Epic, Lalah Hathaway on Virgin, and Oleta Ad- 
ams on Fontana. Not a lot of predictions, but stay tuned 
to this column throughout the year!

album on MCA and on Elektra artist 
Lisa Fischer's upcoming disk. 

"I grew up in a musical environ- 
ment. My dad was a singer," says 
Giles, whose plan for a career in 
sports was curtailed when he was in- 
jured while at Ohio's Akron Univ. "I 
moved to Las Vegas in 1979 after I 

left school and had begun working 
with [former Motown act] Switch. 
When I arrived in L.A. in a beat -up 
Cutlass, I had five guitars, $200 to 
my name, and some goals: to work 
with the Jacksons, Earth, Wind & 
Fire, and Gladys Knight." 

Those goals have all been fulfilled: 
Giles contributed to the Jacksons' 
"2300 Jackson Street" album, pro- 
duced the 1987 single "Evil Roy" for 
EWF, and is currently working with 
Knight on her solo MCA project. 

But his growth came stepwise. Af- 
ter Switch, Giles spent two years at 
Qwest Records as part of a group 
that was never released. He credits 
Quincy Jones for his basic songwrit- 
mg and production training. "Quincy 
put me with a 'song doctor' who 
would literally destroy material I'd 
written so I could understand what it 
took to write hit songs. I learned 
from Quincy all about bringing a 
sound out of an artist. He significant- 
ly changed my whole approach to 
production." 

In 1983, Giles got his first opportu- 
nity to apply his production skills 
through former LTD member Billy 
Osborne (singer Jeffrey's brother). 
The pair teamed to produce the Emo- 
tions and later Linda Clifford for the 
independent Red label. Giles went on 
to contribute tracks to two albums by 
Con Funk Shun, projects by Patti 
Austin and the Reddings, and Janet 
Jackson's debut A &M album. He also 
teamed with fellow producer 011ie 
Brown on the soundtrack for "Brea- 
kin' " in 1986 before joining Capitol's 
A &R staff for two years. 

Giles says he quickly discovered 
that "I was not one for the office! Be- 
ing with Capitol, I learned a lot about 
how record companies work and it 
was an educational experience. Al- 
though I stopped working as an A &R 
guy, I did produce tracks on Capitol 
artists like Mother's Finest and Bert 
Robinson," whose "Heart Of Gold" 
was a top five black hit in 1987. 

Emphasizing his writing skills, 
Giles collaborated on close to 200

NO TROUBLE IN 'PARADISE' 
Nineteen-year-old Stacye Irvin and 
20- year -old Kimiko Whittaker, better 
known as just Stacye & Kimiko, 
recently released "Paradise," their 
second MCA disk; the two have been 
singing together since childhood and 
are currently on the road promoting 
"Wait For Me," the first single from 
that project. 

Years ago, Stacye & Kimiko sang 
together in church and realized that 
they shared a unique vocal 
compatibility. It wasn't long before 
the two Los Angeles natives headed 
for the Big Apple and made their 

songs in the mid -'80s and soon devel- 
oped a reputation among such mem- 
bers of the close -knit Los Angeles 
black music scene as producer Jerry 
Knight, Robert Brookins, Ray Parker 
Jr., and producer Al McKay. Through 
McKay, Giles' compositions were re- 
corded by the Temptations and Shir- 
ley Jones. 

But 1988 was Giles' breakthrough 
year as a producer. "Evil Roy" be- 
came a top 30 hit in the spring, while 
Vesta's "Sweet Sweet Love " -one of 
five songs Giles produced and co- 
wrote on "Vesta 4 U" -hit No. 1. 
More recently, Giles has worked on 
albums by Troop, Barry White, Deb- 
bie Allen, the soundtrack for "Ghost - 
busters II," and has produced all but 
one of the tracks on Arsenio Hall's 
"Chunky A" project, including "Ow." 

While Giles says he understands 
that companies use producers on just 
two or three cuts per album to maxi- 
mize a project's singles potential, he 
prefers to work on at least half, if not 
all, of an album project, as he did re- 
cently by co-producing Meli'sa Mor- 
gan's "The Lady In Me" for Capitol. 

"You can definitely build a whole 
concept when you're working a 
whole project, the way people did in 
the '60s and '70s. Obviously, there's a 
consistency you can get that way." 

Upcoming projects include tracks 
for Vesta's next album and possible 
recording dates with Shanice Wilson 
and Stephanie Mills. Giles is also pro- 
ducing Gladys Knight on "Strong As 
Steel" from the soundtrack of "Ghost 
Dad," which stars Bill Cosby. 

A second, larger studio is being 
constructed just minutes away from 
his oceanfront Institute Of Groove 
Research studio. Meanwhile, Giles 
has created a cadre of producers, in- 
cluding his brother, Derek, Kevin 
Dorsey, Todd Moffett, Eddie Fluel- 
len, and Cornelius Mims, for his 
Groove Specialists Productions, while 
completing a deal with Island Rec- 
ords that calls for him to produce 
three acts. 

"In addition to picking the artists, 
we'll also have input on the market- 
ing aspects of each project, including 
the videos," says Giles. "It's almost 
like a prelude to having my own rec- 
ord company at some point. I definite- 
ly want to develop the production 
company to be as self-contained as 
possible." 

stage debut in "Don't Bother Me I 
Can't Cope," an off -Broadway play. 
In 1987, under the moniker 
Sugarbabes as part of a trio, Stacye 
& Kimiko caught the attention of 
New Edition producer Rick Timas, 
who persuaded executives at MCA 
to sign the group. An album 
followed, and though it failed to 
generate much interest, it allowed 
Louil Silas Jr., MCA VP of artist 
development, black music, to get a 
glimpse of the act's potential. After 
trimming the group to a duo, Silas 
decided to give Stacye & Kimiko a 
second chance. 

Silas brought in Chuckii Booker to 
produce two cuts on "Paradise," as 
well as Karyn White, who co -wrote

label Execs Turn Their Ears 
Toward Adult -Oriented Acts 

BY DAVID NATHAN 

LOS ANGELES -A couple of 
years ago, A &R and promotion ex- 
ecutives at major labels voiced a 
strong commitment to rap, hip - 
hop, and other youth -oriented mu- 
sic forms. Nowadays, you are as 
likely to hear them. talk about art- 
ists like Regina Belle, Najee, Miki 
Howard, David Peaston, Nancy 
Wilson, Kenny G, Howard Hewett, 
Dianne Reeves, Frankie Beverly & 
Maze, and Basia, along with such 
staple black adult- oriented artists 
as Luther Vandross, Anita Baker, 
and Quincy Jones in a conversation 
about priorities. 

Most major record companies 
are acknowledging the increasing 
influence of older black music con- 
sumers (25 -54) and their buying 
power. And there have been sever- 
al developments in the black music 
arena that reflect a stronger -than- 
ever interest in black adult con- 
temporary artists. 

The rise in the number of quiet 
storm programs at urban radio has 
been extremely significant. The al- 
bum- oriented format has at least 
one show in all major markets. Ad- 
ditionally, the emergence of 
"black adult contemporary" sta- 
tions, such as WDAS -FM Philadel- 
phia and WVAZ Chicago, whose 
formats include a mix of soul old- 
ies from the '60s and '70s as well 
as contemporary album cuts and 
singles, gives strength to the re- 
surgence of adult black music. 

Consider also that in almost any 
given week for the past several 
months, straight -ahead ballads 
and /or "groove" ballads have not 
only topped Billboard's Hot Black 
Singles chart (including "Here 
And Now" by Luther Vandross, 
Jermaine Jackson's "Don't Take It 
Personal," Regina Belle's "Baby 
Come To Me," Skyy's "Real 
Love," Maze's "Can't Get Over 
You," Troop's "Spread My 

Wings," and Stephanie Mills' 
"Home ") but also figure in as 
many as five of the top 10 slots. 

Violet Brown, black music buyer 
for 268 Wherehouse stores in five 
Western states, says, "Whereas 
there is still a very strong youth 
market buying rap, we have no- 
ticed a substantial increase in 
sales with our black music con- 
sumers- particularly with com- 
pact disks -on artists like Miki 
Howard, Dianne Reeves, Nancy 
Wilson, Patti Austin, Howard 
Hewett, and Smokey Robinson. 
Luther's double LP ['The Best Of 
Love'] was a best -seller for 
months, and we're also seeing 
some jazz -based artists doing real 
well, like Stanley Jordan. Basia is 
selling to a black audience." 

Columbia recording artist Nan- 
cy Wilson says that although each 
of her past three albums for the la- 
bel have enjoyed successively in- 
creased sales, "A Lady With A 
Song" is doing well "because the 
stations are playing it. In some 
cases, they're on four cuts from 
the album. I've always maintained 
that, with airplay, my records can 
sell. There's no doubt that the qui- 
et storm format has made a big 
difference in how much airplay my 
music is getting now." 

Eddie Pugh, VP of promotion, 
black music, at Columbia Records, 
agrees that black AC stations and 
quiet storm shows have helped art- 
ists like Regina Belle, Surface, 
Grover Washington Jr., Eddie Go- 
mez, and Wilson. "Growing up, 
you could hear a wide variety of 
music on black radio," says Pugh,

ANOTHER WEEKLONG NEW YORK JVC Jazz 
Fest, another opportunity to fill body and soul with the 
music we love best. A few observations, part one: 

Calling Miles Davis an enigmatic character is like 
saying Toulouse -Lautrec was diminutive. Just when you 
thought it was safe to write him off, to bemoan the mis- 
use of his great talent, to wax nostalgic over that lost 
plaintive sound, he blows one note that turns cabinet 
steel hearts to variegated rose petals. For too long Miles 
has been hiding behind his electric band. His splashes of 
cosmic sound, fractured space clusters blatted above the 
groove -happy humdrum, have grown onerous and pre- 
dictable. So, what does he do? He surprises the hell out 
of us. Midway through the late show his synth player 
rolled out a plush acoustic carpet (tacked down by fat 
bass fours) that Miles floated across with '50s badass 
cool. His touch was tender, his melodies gorgeously im- 
pressionistic, he cared about the music. Whew! Where 
did that come from? With that, I could only wonder ... 

Two of the fest's piano recitals tapped the spiritual 
and musical wellsprings of Africa's root culture. Randy 
Weston, a native New Yorker who settled in Morocco in 
the late '60s, and Abdullah Ibrahim, a native South Af- 
rican who settled in New York 10 years later, gave solo 
performances that emphasized the inherent godliness of 
the music they play. Weston, unfolding a program that 
consisted of originals and tunes by Monk and Elling- 
ton, made clever use of the entire keyboard, in one in- 
stance rumbling through the piano's lower registers 
with stately design and then bursting through the dark- 
ness with triumphant conceits of high -note virtuosity. 

Ibrahim built his set around a string of compositions 
played continuously and made whole by connecting pas- 
sages. As conceived, the program bore an air of architec- 
tural soundness. Throughout the extended work, Ibra- 
him established foundational left -hand vamps that 
served as rhythmic underpinnings for his adventurous 
melodies. He was patient and solemn, favoring, like 
Weston, a rich Ellingtonian approach to harmonization. 
The resulting constructions were grand edifices of 
sound, reflective and optimistic. 

A couple of percussionists, an American and a Rus- 
sian, found that the common ground between cultures 
lies somewhere between beats of a tom -tom. Andrew 
('yrille and Vladimir Tarosov traded licks in a one-on-

one program that showcased their appreciation of sound 
as much as it tested their rhythmic muscle. The program 
drew an audience barely larger than the number of per- 
formers on stage, an embarrassingly low turnout (no 
surprise, really) that resulted undoubtedly from the out- 
ward nature of the music and the 5 o'clock start time. 
Still, the players met the challenge. Both sat behind con- 
ventional kits, although Tarosov augmented his arsenal 
with an electronic drumpad. The resulting music proved 
oddly ambient and new -age -like, underscoring the in- 
strumentation's less obvious capabilities. 

PASSING NOTE: June Christy, who died June 21 at 
the age of 64, was one of the three female vocalists who 
fronted the Stan Kenton band during its heyday run in 
the late '40s. (Anita O'Day and Chris Connor were the 
others.) As a pop -jazz stylist, Christy's biggest success 
was "Something Cool," a song (and then album) that 
epitomized her moody, wistful approach to singing. To 
this day, that Capitol recording stands as her signature 
achievement.

OFF THE RECORD: Last week as I was driving to work, I heard the lyr- 
ics to "Do Me" by Bell Biv DeVoe (MCA) clearly for the first time. After I 
steered my car back onto the road, I rushed to call Fred Buggs, MD for 
WBLS New York. Buggs tried to comfort me by saying that this record "is 
a song of our times." Later, I wondered why I didn't find the lyrics to "Poi- 
son" as bad. Perhaps because "Poison" describes someone's behavior, 
whereas "Do Me" explains what is expected of the female subject. 

I spoke to other industryites about records that were controversial when 
first presented to the public. In 1954 Hank Ballard & the Midnighters had 
two hits on Federal Records that were not played on the radio. The first, 
"Work With Me Annie," stayed at No. 1 for seven weeks, when charts were 
based on sales reports and jukebox play. Later in 1954, the group scored 
again with "Annie Had A Baby," which remained at No. 1 for two weeks. 
In 1967, "I Think We're Alone Now" by Tommy James & the Shondells 
(Roulette) was banned from radio, yet no one raised an eyebrow when it 
was rerecorded by Tiffany in the '80s. In 1975 the O'Jays had a top 10 hit 
with "Let Me Make Love To You" (Philadelphia International), in which 
Eddie Levert asks the lady to let him make love to her "all over her body." 
And if you remember, Teddy Pendergrass gave pretty specific lovemaking 
instructions in "Close The Door" (Philly Int'l) in 1978, when it held at No. 1 

for two weeks. "Give It To Me Baby" by Rick James (Gordy) stayed at No. 
1 for five weeks in 1981. 

Ernie Singleton, senior VP of black music at Warner Bros., echoes 
Buggs' comments. "As times change, the tolerance level of what is accept- 
able also changes. I remember when people thought that 'Funky Broad- 
way' by Wilson Pickett [Atlantic] should not have been played -the bad 
word in this song was funky." 

Although times change, some radio stations have decided to take a stand. 
"In A Sexy Mood" by Eric Gable (Orpheus) was taken off the air at WPGA 
Macon, Ga. Station manager John Lynn says, "We are not going to play 
anything that is going to be harmful to our young people, and we owe them 
that ... I am not for censorship -it is more a matter of good taste." 

A.D. Washington, senior VP, MCA's promotion and marketing, says 
that many so-called sexually explicit records in the past have "fit their 
time," including "Love To Love You Baby" by Donna Summer (Oasis) and 
"Juicy Fruit" by Mtume (Epic). "I certainly do not find 'Do Me' any more 
explicit than records in the past," says Washington, who adds that MCA is 
"very conscientious" about its releases. 

Brute Bailey, national director of pop & urban promotion for Priority, 
relates this new sensitivity to the 2 Live Crew controversy. "I have a prob- 
lem with anybody who will try to deny my rights or the rights of others in 
saying and writing what we choose to." 

All of this doesn't make the BBD record any less offensive to me. This 
record, along with those of numerous other contemporary artists, treats 
the female as a generic sex machine, neither to be loved nor respected. This 
is a big difference from graphic records of the past, which usually treated 
sex as an act of love. In the midst of the current First Amendment debate, 
have we gone so far in advancing our tolerance level that now it is OK to 
demean women or any group and then to allow that message to be broad- 
cast repeatedly over the airwaves?

"There were people who said, 'What 
are you going to do now ?' And we 
heard remarks from people who 
were close to us. We thought they 
had more confidence in us. But we 
knew our potential, we knew we 
could continue and that we could 
overcome adversity, so it was defi- 
nitely about proving a point with 
'The Maxx Is Back.' " 

Lorena "Lungs" Hardiman, lead 
singer of Klymaxx -pared down to 
a trio with Cheryl Cooley and Rob- 
bin Gridder -is referring to reac- 
tions to the departure of previous 
members Bernadette Cooper, Joyce 
"Fenderella" Irby, and Lynn 
Maultsby, now all pursuing solo ca- 
reers. "They left in stages," notes 
Cooley, who with Hardiman and 
Gridder has been a part of the all -fe- 
male band since its inception in 1981, 
"and it wasn't hostile at all. Each of 
them felt they wanted to express 
themselves creatively and we just 
kept on." 

The Los Angeles -based group's 
major hits have included "Meeting 
In The Ladies Room," "The Men All 
Paused," and "Divas Need Love 
Too," plus the ballads "I Miss You," 
a No. 5 pop hit in 1985, and 1987's 
top 10 black music hit, "I'd Still Say 
Yes." Klymaxx switched labels from 
the MCA-distributed Constellation 
logo (a division of Solar) to MCA 
just prior to beginning work on its 
new album, which includes "Good 
Love," the current hit single. "We 
co-produced everything on the al- 
bum and we co-wrote five of the 
songs, so we had a lot of creative in- 
put into this project," says Gridder, 
who adds that the trio used such 
producers as Curtis Williams, Rex 
Salas, and Vassal Benford. 

The band members say they hope 
their current record -"the ultimate 
Klymaxx" -will be well received. 
Admitting they have missed per- 
forming during the past few years, 
they are currently working on plans 
for a major U.S. tour this fall.

(otherwise known as Lumumba 
Carson, leader of the group and son 
of black activist Sonny Carson), 
seeks to deliver a message of racial 
harmony. The enigmatic members of 
X -Clan have just released their 
debut disk, "To The Fast, 
Blackwards," on 4th & B'way. 

X -Clan belongs to Blackwatch, an 
activist organization that recently 
gained attention when its members 
stopped traffic on the Brooklyn 
Bridge to protest the 1989 murder of 
Yusuf Hawkins, a black teenager 
shot dead by a gang of white 
youths. The members of Blackwatch 
say they are as old as Egypt itself, a 
country they honor as home to their 
heritage and a place whose history, 
they say, holds the secrets to all of 
today's delusions. "The purpose of 
Blackwatch is to create progressive 
young activists to aid in the struggle 
against oppression," says Paradise. 

The purpose of the group's music, 
which is full of samples from funk 
masters like James Brown, along 
with loads of traditional drumbeat 
rhythms, is to create a spiritual 
environment that returns the 
listener to his or her roots. "When 
you listen to a record," continues 
Paradise, "sometimes you can 
remember what you did and where 
you were when you first heard that 
record. That song inspired people of 
that time period. So what we have 
by sampling these things is the 
actual vibrations of those times. 
We've gone back to African 
rhythms, and these are things from 
different time periods that we're 
linking with." 

Summer plans for the Clan 
include a tour that will begin in the 
Midwest, along with the release of a 
second single, "Funkin' Lesson." 
Meanwhile, the act plans to continue 
its commitment to racial harmony. 
"Any time that oppression is placed 
upon the black existence, X -Clan and 
the Blackwatch will be there," 
Paradise says. "Through the 
teachings of Malcolm X, we will use 
any means necessary to break the 
chains of the oppressors."

A REAL JINGLIN' BABY 
Morris "Butch" Stewart has been 
producing big names for years -per- 
formers like Kenny Rogers, Ray 
Parker Jr., Nancy Wilson, New Edi- 
tion, B.B. King, Gladys Knight, 
Lena Home, and Grace Slick -but 
until recently, his work couldn't be 

bought in record stores. That's be- 
cause Stewart, 37, was almost exclu- 
sively a commercial jingle composer, 
who used major recording stars' 
voices to sell consumer products oth- 
er than records. 

However, the founder of Chicago- 
based jingle house Joy /Art Ltd. has 
been getting more and more work in 
the recording business, largely as a 
result of his commercial experience. 
Stewart has produced albums by 
Ramsey Lewis, Chuck Mangione, 
and the Imperials, and wrote and co- 
produced a song on the new Earth, 
Wind & Fire album. He says he has 
plans for more record production in 
the near future, "but my main thing 
is songwriting. I've been writing 
danceable stuff with a European fla- 
vor." 

Stewart started in the record busi- 
ness at an early age, doing back- 
ground vocals for old Chess record- 
ings. He broke into commercials as 
the protégé of Chess producer 
Charles Stepney, who was exploring 
the nascent world of black-oriented 
jingles. Stepney used one of Stew - 
art's original songs on a Ramsey 
Lewis disk he was producing; Stew- 
art and his vocalist wife, Brenda, lat- 
er went on the road as singers with 
Lewis. In 1984 Lewis asked Stewart 
to produce his album "Keys To My 
Heart." 

Stewart, who had been operating 
Joy /Art for five years, went on to 
produce Lewis' album "This Ain't 
No Fantasy" and Mangione's "Save 
Tonight For Me." "I brought Ram- 
sey into the pop realm," he says, 
"and the record company [Columbia] 
wanted me to do the same thing 
with Chuck." 

Stewart worked with Earth, Wind 
& Fire's Maurice White when White 
performed a duet with Brenda Stew- 
art on "Part Of Me," a track from 
Lewis' "Fantasy" album. Stewart 
and White collaborated on a few 
more projects, and then White 
tapped Stewart for a cut on the new 
EWF album. 

His years of working in the com- 
mercial idiom with Joy /Art, whose 
major clients have included Coca - 
Cola and Budweiser, have also given 
Stewart a flair for the visual. 
"When I write songs now, I create 
video concepts, too," he says. "I sto- 
ryboard all that stuff, which hope- 
fully will be executed when my 
songs end up as singles."

Plateau. 
"We'll be distributing, marketing, 

and promoting all his stuff," says 
O'Loughlin. "Hurby's very prolific, 
and he has his first act ready to go ... 
Hurby Azor is a guy producing plati- 
num albums all over town. It's very 
nice for us, because he doesn't have 
to come back here. He likes the way 
we market, he likes the way we pro- 
mote, he likes the way we talk to him, 
and he likes the way he gets paid." 

The next priorities for the label in- 
clude breaking Belgium- based, 
American Indian rapper Tony Scott 
in the U.S. Scott's first single, "Get 
Into It," was a No. 4 hit in Britain, 
but his sound has not yet caught the 

American ear. Rapper Antoinette is 
expected to make a mark with her 
new album, "Burnin' At 20 Below," 
which includes two Mantronix -pro- 
duced tracks. R &B singer August 
Wild will come with a debut single, 
"Time After Time," next month; En- 
glish male -female rap duo Pause For 
Thought is another new project. 

Meanwhile, Sybil's collaboration 
with Salt -N -Pepa, "Crazy 4 U," is a 
top 20 black charter in its 10th week; 
another Sybil single, "Love's Call- 
ing," ships early this month. The 
New Jersey -born singer is currently 
recording another album, due by Sep- 
tember.

Philadelphia Rap Group Three Times Dope 

Full Of Hope For The Second Time Around 
BY GERRIE SUMMERS 

NEW YORK -Philadelphia rap 
group Three Times Dope enjoyed an 
auspicious debut with last year's 
Arista Records album, "Original 
Stylin'." They dropped two success- 
ful singles, "Greatest Man Alive" 
and "Funky Dividends." But with- 
out proper exposure, the group 
nearly dropped out of sight. 

Three Times Dope's members, 
Robert "EST" Waller, Derwood "DJ 
Woody Wood" Beale, and Walter 
"Chuck Nice" Griggs, attribute this 
stumbling block to poor manage- 
ment and a lack of artistic control. 

"We had a few creative problems 
at the beginning of our album that 
could have been disastrous," says 

Nothing Sexy About Sexist Lyrics 
Shazzy's 'Attitude' Puts Hoe's To Shame 
THE ARMS GROW TIRED: A lot of folks -while 
continuing to stand up for artistic freedom -are 
growing weary of fighting this censorship wave, of 
battling the insanity of a movement conceived in 
fear to restrict /eradicate rap. What wears many of 
us out is the frequency with which we are required 
to defend rap lyrics that are essentially bigoted, de- 
grading, violent, ignorant, pointless, inexcusable, 
and barely worth the trouble. But we fight on for 
the greater good. 

The sexist connota- 
tions in hardcore rap 
and hip -hop are increas- 
ingly troublesome. Ref- 
erences to "bitches" and 
" 'hos" and the like sim- 
ply cannot be defended, 
not by any conscious in- 
dividual. I've heard too 
many lame artist argu- 
ments like "I'm only 
talking about a certain 
kind of female -my by Janine 
woman knows I'm not talking about her" that put 
the rapper in the lofty position of deciding who is a 
'ho and who is not and under what circumstances. 
Are there nationally agreed -upon guidelines? Come 
on! Language is a very powerful thing. There are no 
comparable, sexually derogatory terms for males in 
this society, which tells you something. 

Women need to make their objections louder. As 
the movement says, "If you're dissing the sisters, 
you ain't fighting the power." On that front there is 
good news and bad news. First the bad news. 

There's a "promotion only" 12 -inch out by the 
tragically titled Hoe's Wit Attitude, on Drive By 
Records! out of Los Angeles, in which the group of 
women do a fine job of dissing themselves. Appar- 
ently, they are graduates of that school of thought 
that says one must fight fire with fire. (This argu- 
ment bears similarities to the current notion in 
crime -ridden New York that regular citizens should 
be licensed to bear arms as a deterrent to deranged 
thugs. Let the body count begin!) Now that 2 Live 
Crew, with its juvenile comic sex rap, is the virtual 
icon of the anti- censorship movement, women feel 
free to voice their graphic, sexual putdowns in 
equally vulgar terms. The Hoe's' first single, "Liv- 
ing In A Hoe House," written by "leader and master 
poet" Baby Girl, does that quite well, extolling the 
advantages of using men, throwing them away, and 
belittling them afterward -all to an undeniably 
funky beat. "It's time that a female voice was heard 
to combat Dice Clay's, Eddie Murphy's, and male 
rappers such as the To [sic] Live Crew's," crows la-

bel head Ronnie Richardson in the press release. 
Oh, please. Is it any wonder we grow weary? 
For an antidote, try the album debut by femme 

rapper Shazzy on Elektra Entertainment, "Atti- 
tude: A Hip -Hop Rapsody." This is the type of album 
we were expecting from Monie Love: Creative, deft- 
ly produced, occasionally funny, hard -driving, 
funky, politically astute, and plain -out wicked. 
Shazzy's crisp, intelligible delivery, easy -on- the -ear 
voice, and sharp lyrics put her over the top. Check 

her on "The Way It Is," 
"Black Is A Nation," 
and "Get A Job, Kid" - 
her words vividly con- 
struct flashbulb images 
of underclass African - 
American life in socio- 
economic terms, describ- 
ing the harsher realities 
of the streets without 
reveling in gratuitous vi- 
olence. Check her advice 
to street -hustling teen- 

agers, many with kids of their own, on "Get A Job ": 
"You're slackin' on self with no plan for your fu- 
ture/ The warden is startin' your life as a moocher/ 
Getting caught by the cops is an everyday lifestyle/ 
And criminal living's livin' low by a long mile./ Soon 
you'll be out, you'll be out in the cold/ Sporting your 
chains and your fat rings of gold/ Bills to be paid 
and no money to pay them/ No kinda job and no 
check'll be waiting/ Security you don't have, won't 
have and don't need? /I do believe you still have 
mouths to feed." 

In her attitude toward men, Shazzy is fair. In "Heart- 
breaker," she describes the attributes of one young 
brother, and berates herself for playing so many games 
that she loses him. On "Believe It's So," Shazzy takes up 
the historical banner for sisters throughout history, 
staking claim to our part in the movement for racial 
equality. If you don't care to listen to what she's saying, 
just groove -the pounding, hectic, funky production (by 
John Gamble, Dante Ross, GeeBee Dijani for Stimulat- 
ed Dummie Production) is a damn good facsimile of the 
Bomb Squad style (Public Enemy). This is an album 
that blends party grooves, serious messages, off -the- 
wall vignettes ( "Holy Mehico," "Chinese Delivery"), and 
hardcore funk. It deserves attention.

DJ Woody Wood. "But through hard 
work and dedication from the group 
and the record company, we were 
able to hang in there and the record 
sold over 300,000 copies."

The junket 
was the brainchild of Lee Fehr, 
Arista director of national video 
promotion, and Mary Moore, Arista 
national director of R &B artist de- 
velopment and video. 

In addition, a special promotional 
package, consisting of "Weak At 
The Knees" kneepads, a Three 
Times Dope comic book, and "Weak 
At The Knees" cassette singles, 
was sent out across the board to ra- 
dio and retail. 

The label has just released a fol- 
low-up single, "No Words," and 
the group will continue to make 
promotional appearances and at- 
tend parties with radio, deliver 
speeches at Boys' Clubs, and per- 
form concert dates.

FINALLY, GAYE HAS HIS DAY: Marvin Gaye, 
whose smooth style, charisma, musical genius, and sex 
appeal combined to make him an enduring star, finally 
became an enduring star on the Hollywood Boulevard 
Walk Of Fame Sept. 27. Motown Records royalty of ex- 
ecutives and stars were expected to turn out en masse

A group of 14- and 15 -year -olds 
from Waco, Texas, Hi Five has debut- 
ed with the single "Just Can't Handle 
It," which was produced by Teddy 
Riley and worked to black radio be- 
ginning in August. The song is up- 
tempo, youth-oriented soul with a sto- 
ry about an older woman. The album 
also features production by Carl 
Bourelly, from the Zomba /Jive pub- 
lishing /production arm, and Eric Fos- 
ter Wright (who co-wrote "When Will 
You Be Mine" for Regina Belle). 

Weiss and Ann Carli, VP of artist 
development, feel that the group's 
sheer vocal talent, youth appeal, and 
Southwestern roots are the keys to 
its success. "They're not just another 
new-jack-swing-group from Jersey or 
New York," says Weiss, who calls the 
band's debut project "potentially the 
biggest album Jive has had." 

In the rap arena, Jive has just 
launched a major promotional cam- 
paign called "Knowledge Is The Best 
Rap," running Oct. 8- Nov. 16. Focus- 
ing on its current rap projects, the la- 
bel will support the campaign with 
print ads, and radio and TV spots; a 
retail display contest involving 3,000 
music sellers will net 90 -grand prize 
winners a Jive letter jacket. 

Spotlighted will be the solo debut 
album by D -Nice, who is a member of 
the BDP posse and was groomed as a 
DJ by the late Scott LaRock and as 
an MC by KRS -One himself. D -Nice 
also earned production kudos as co- 
producer of the gold -certified "Self - 
Destruction" single with the Stop 
The Violence Movement. "Call Me D- 
Nice," the title track of his new al- 
bum, was the No.- 1- selling rap 12- 
inch for three weeks. 

Also key to the campaign is Boogie 
Down Productions' "Edutainment" 
album. Apart from the progress 
made by the first single, "Love's 
Gonna Get'cha," BDP is also expect- 
ed to benefit from this month's re- 
lease of a longform video, "Boogie 
Down Productions Live In New 
York." The video essentially captures 
an old -school -style performance 
where everybody, BDP members and 
friends, gets a chance on the mike. 

Two other rap-oriented longform 
videos are set for release in Novem- 
ber: The Stop The Violence Move- 
ment's "Self- Destruction," and the 

compilation "More Of Jive's Greatest 
Rap Videos." 

New -school rappers A Tribe Called 
Quest are finding that their third sin- 
gle, "Bonita Applebum," is returning 
radio and consumer attention to 
"People's Instinctive Travels & The 
Paths Of Rhythm." Says Weiss, "If 
we can get 'Bonita' up and rolling we 
have a shot at a gold album." 

In the meantime, Jive is readying 
releases from favorites (and polar op- 
posites) Too Short and DJ. Jazzy Jeff 
& the Fresh Prince. The latter group, 
which scored a Grammy in 1989 for 
the single "Parents Just Don't Un- 
derstand," is benefiting from the me- 
dia attention focused on Wil Smith - 
the Fresh Prince -who stars in NBC- 
TV's "The Fresh Prince Of Bel Air," 
which premiered Sept. 24. According 
to Carli, Jive will be working with the 
show to promote the duo's third al- 
bum project, due in December or Jan- 
uary. A first single is expected in late 
November. 

Jive is also excited about Too 
Short's third album, "Short Dog's In 
The House." The first single will be a 
remake of the 1970 Donny Hathaway 
tune "The Ghetto "; the album also 
contains a duet between Short and 
Ice Cube. Weiss feels the album will 
do extremely well; the rapper's last 
album, "Life Is Too Short," is still 
Jive's No.-2-selling rap album behind 
the current D -Nice project, he says. 

Jive is banking on Too Short's un- 
derground appeal in regard to "Short 
Dog." "We shipped the album Sept. 
11, then went for single adds two 
weeks after that," he says. "We real- 
ly wanted to get the album out there 
first and get the leverage to go to 
black radio." 

Kool Moe Dee is also at work on 
another album for release in 1991. 

With Butler, Jones, and new artist 
Vincent Henry holding up the adult 
R&B and jazz side, and the success of 
Mr. Lee and a new album by diva Liz 
Torres buttressing the dance /club 
side, Jive is poised for multiformat 
success into the '90s. 

"We've refocused our efforts," 
says Carli. "This year is going to see 
the fruition of a lot of signings we've 
made over the past few years and a 
lot of the rethinking we've been do- 
ing about the direction of the label 
and how we're going to be viewed by 
the industry."

African Artists In The Vanguard Of World Music 
BY KEN MICALLEF 

NEW YORK -Key to the growing 
world music category are a num- 
ber of African artists who have 
been gaining in popularity since 
the mid -'80s. Though substantial 
radio airplay for them is still lack- 
ing, sales figures for these artists 
have increased dramatically, espe- 
cially in urban areas. 

Tower Records international 
buyer Rob Tefft says, "Our floor 
space for world music has in- 

creased by 33% recently ... There 
is a strong basis for gradual 
growth for this music since bor- 
ders are breaking down in pop mu- 
sic all the time." 

Given today's ever -widening 
global economy, combined with 
adult listeners' boredom with cur- 
rent radio fare, many believe the 
time is ripe for world music - 
which is extremely popular in Eu- 
rope-to begin making inroads in 
the U.S. 

Three of Africa's biggest stars 

are Kanda Bongo Man and Papa 
Wemba from Zaire and Thomas 
Mapfumo from Zimbabwe. 

Kanda Bongo Man has released 
seven albums in Europe. The latest 
is "Kwasa Kwasa." Kanda and his 
nine -piece band play their own 
brand of soukous, a combination 
of Zairian rhumba, juju, and pop 
that has dancers pouring onto the 
floor. The mainstays of Kanda's 
soukous groove are the shimmer- 
ing, chimelike dual guitars of 
Diblo, one of Zaire's most creative 

The Hot Line On Some Sizzling New Sounds 
Lend A Listen To Tashan, Urban Dance Squad Cameo 
BON, BON VIE: The weather here on the East Coast is 
heating up. Warm weather to me has meant being out- 
doors with THE RADIO on, just jammin'. Indoors at the 
desk, the cassettes, the vinyl, the CDs, and the an- 
nouncements are multiplying at an incredible rate. So- 
what's movin' me? 

May 1 at Nell's, I got some measure of satisfaction as 
soulful, socially aware Tashan delivered his thoughts on 
family, religion, love, and society via his showcase of the 
OBR /Columbia album "On The Horizon." Nell's is a 
small, Victorian -style 
space where a good night 
can shed new light on the 
term "close quarters." 
But Tashan's intimate 
show succeeded in this 
context. In African garb, 
the singer /songwriter- 
maybe the most likely heir 
to the Marvin Gaye 
throne -led a supertight 
band of seven, including 
producer Sam Sever on by Janine McAdams 
percussion. The music works even better live than it 
does on the sometimes muddily produced but neverthe- 
less outstanding album. If Tashan would just coddle and 
exercise those pipes a little more, he could really com- 
mand a large venue with vocal licks as riveting as his 
music. But I'm not complaining. His show closer, the 
current single "Black Man," had me chanting "go, black 
man, go, black man!" with the rest ... Urban Dance 
Squad's "Mental Floss For The Globe" (Arista) is like 
nothing you've heard before, or maybe like everything 
you've heard before except never all on one album, and 
I've been enjoying it enormously. No, it's not your aver- 
age hardcore B -boys with attitude. This is an interracial 
quintet from Amsterdam that uses live instruments and 
a live DJ, and gets crazy with rip -roaring metal, hip -hop, 
and funk beats. Folks say they sound like Red Hot Chili 
Peppers. I hear some Living Colour or even 24 -7 Spyz 
with rap; at other times the delivery of Rude Boy Rem- 
ington (though not the content) is 2 Live Crew, and 
sometimes it verges on the screaming urgency of Public 
Enemy. Check the great single, "A Deeper Shade Of 
Soul" ... Shalamar was a fave in the '70s, and group 
mates Jody Watley and Howard Hewett have gone on 
to better things. So I wanted to like "Skinny Boy," the 
new Solar /Epic effort from Jeffrey Daniel, who serves 
as writer /producer as well. The title cut is a piece of 
hackneyed house enlivened somewhat by the beat -n- 
sample breaks. The spoken segments, where Daniel de- 
scribes his rise to prominence in Shalamar and then as a 
choreographer, is a nice touch, sort of a "Jeffrey's 
Groove." The first single, "She's The Girl," offers more 
in the move - jump -jack- your -body arena. However, most 
of the album has a mechanical, beat -boxed sameness 
and makes obvious stabs at capturing the youth mar- 
ket -house piano solos, rap breaks, samples, chants - 
that are gratuitous. A more experienced producer could 
have tricked up the material with smoother, more en- 
gaging sonic hooks ... I'm not supposed to say much 
about it yet. But the new Cameo is coming, and the 
password is "Real Men Wear Black." Expect it this 
June; PolyGram is busting its buttons with pride on this 
one. It moved me ... Faye Meli'sa Morgan has released

the single "Can You Give Me What I Want" from her 
new Capitol disk, "The Lady In Me." "My musical pres- 
ence has been absent for some time, but now I desire to 
return," she says in the "Czor -Gon's Theme" intro that 
blasts the listener through hot moments from her last 
album. Produced by Attala Zane Giles, the album has 
pep, dash, and style, with plenty of juicy ballads on the 
"Love It" side, while the "Pump It" side does just that. 
Do me, baby ... Rhino Records has recently released a 
slew of titles from the '70s in its "Billboard Top R &B 

Hits" series. The five vol- 
umes, 1970 -74, represent 
some of the best years of 
commercial R &B, with 
many of the hits having 
proved their mettle in the 
pop arena as well. Old soul 
sounds (Betty Wright, 
James Brown, Tyrone 
Davis) are interspersed 
with new urban /gospel 
sounds from Stax /Hi/ 
Soul /Buddah and the ur- 

ban /pop style of Motown. The tracks included were all 
No. 1 Billboard R&B hits, and each volume is fairly repre- 
sentative of the years: Supremes, Jackson 5, Tempta- 
tions, Staple Singers, Al Green, James Brown, Aretha, 
Four Tops, Marvin Gaye, and gems like "Turn Back The 
Hands Of Time" by Tyrone Davis (1970), the Persuad- 
ers' "Thin Line Between Love & Hate" (1971), Eddie 
Kendricks' "Keep On Truckin' " (1973), and George 
McRae's "Rock Your Baby" (1974). Rhino was, limited by 
the rights it could obtain, but the Ohio Players' "Fire" or 
Rufus' "You Got The Love" would have pumped up the 
1974 collection. Still, a must! ... Ladysmith Black Mam- 
bazo will release a new album, "Township Jive," this 
month. The South African troupe worked on one track 
each with Marvin Winans and George Clinton. The first 
single, "Two Worlds, One Heart," shipped May 9. Also 
due, the debut by rap artist Master Ace on Cold Chillin', 
called "No. 2." The first single is "Me And The Biz." Rap 
outfit Too Deep also bows on Cold Chillin' with the single 
"I Didn't Do My Homework." Barbara Weathers, for- 
merly the voice that graced such Atlantic Starr hits as 
"Secret Lovers" and "Always," will release her Warner 
Bros. solo album, "Barbie," later this month, featuring a 
song called "Barbie Doll" by Chuckii Booker.

musicians, and Ringo Star (not the 
Beatle). 

Called Bongo Man after his 
grandfather, who played the hand 
drums, Kanda left Zaire's depleted 
music scene for higher ground in 
Paris in the late '70s. His first al- 
bum, "Iyole," was released in 1981 
on the Afro Rhythmes label and 
was followed in 1982 by "Djessy." 
The records sold well and attract- 
ed the attention of promoters who 
booked him at London's 1983 
World Of Music Arts and Dance 
festival. Critical acclaim and word 
of Bongo Man's exuberant stage 
shows led to him being signed to 
England's Hannibal Records and 
its U.S. arm, Carthage. 

Chris Hartford, promotions and 
marketing director for Hannibal 
Carthage USA, cites live perfor- 
mance as one of the keys to break- 
ing Bongo Man stateside. "He's so 
stunning live, word gets around. 
The press he received on his last 
tour was amazing. We're offering 
a discount to distributors to make 
sure they're well stocked when 
Kanda goes on tour, plus we're 
taking out advertising in the 
trades and consumer magazines." 

Papa Wemba is a major star in 
Zaire and Paris, where he has in- 
spired a quasi -religious following. 
The faithful are called "Sapeurs" 
(Societe des Ambienceurs et des 
Personnes Elegantes), whose 
creed revolves around being 
dressed to the nines. 

While much of the foreign press 
has centered on Wemba's immacu- 
late fashion statement, his mu- 
sic- self -penned "rhumba rock" - 
reveals him to be more than a coat 
hanger. With influences as diverse 
as James Brown, Otis Redding, 
and Zairian star Tabu Ley, Wem- 
ba's rhumba -based yet Western - 
tinged soukous songs mix the mel- 
ancholy with the uplifting, giving 
the music a modern, soulful edge. 

"This album [ "Papa Wemba"] is 
particularly good for this market," 
says Christina Roden, sales man- 
ager for Sterns U.S. "The produc- 
tion is accessible to the American 
ear -very streetwise and urban. 
African music has exquisite melod- 
ic traditions that you just don't 
hear in the U.S. We believe this 
music will go here since American 
audiences are very Afrocentric." 

Thomas Mapfumo, the "Lion Of 
Zimbabwe," is a national hero in 
his homeland, where for the past 
16 years he has protested the in- 
justices of apartheid and prejudice 
through his music. Mapfumo com- 
bines traditional mbira with popu- 
lar Zairian rhumba and other Afri- 
can elements. 

Mapfumo's stance against the 
policies of the Rhodesian govern- 
ment in the mid -'70s increased his 
popularity but ultimately landed 
him in prison for 90 days. 

Though Rhodesia is now Zimba- 
bwe and has African leadership, 
Mapfumo and his band, the Blacks 
Unlimited, continue the "chimur- 
enga," or fight, against the prob- 
lems in his country. His latest 
Mango album, "Corruption," is a 
brew of social and political con- 
cerns featuring Mapfumo's hyp- 
notic, intricate arrangements and 
chantlike vocals. 

"Touring and television are ex- 
tremely important in breaking an 
artist like Thomas to the American 
public," says Fred Kelly, special 
projects and sales manager for Is- 
land /Mango Records. "I don't 
think top 40 radio has much to do 
with it as far as this music is con- 
cerned. People see this music live 
and that's when they dig it, and 
Mapfumo has a tour this summer. 
In -store play and the NPR stations 
help us out a lot, too."

J -Boys Go On (2nd) Record 
Defending Live-Music Feel 

BY HAVELOCK NELSON 

NEW YORK -The Jamaica Boys 
are hoping that things will be bet- 
ter the second time around for "J- 
Boys," their new album on Re- 
prise. With a more focused ap- 
proach than on their debut, a new 
vocalist /keyboardist in Binky 
Bingham, and emphasis on live in- 
strumentation, the J -Boys are 
seeking to make a stronger im- 
pression. 

"Sampling is wonderful," says 
bassist Marcus Miller. "It's caused 
black people to look back into their 
musical past for the first time in 
years. But, on the other hand, 
we're not creating any new kinds 
of instrumental music. To do so 
you need musicians -a band." 

Miller formed one with drummer 
Lenny White and vocalist /key- 
boardist Mark Stevens in 1988. 
Separately, these buddies from Ja- 
maica, N.Y., have worked with Lu- 
ther Vandross, Miles Davis, E.U., 
Return To Forever, Chaka Khan, 

Paul Simon, Aretha Franklin, and 
Quincy Jones, among many others. 

"We played in a bunch of differ- 
ent situations," says White, "and 
when we got together as the Ja- 
maica Boys, our goal was to com- 
bine all our influences into one 
kind of music. We put a whole lot 
of stuff onto that first record [ "Ja- 
maica Boys "]. That might've been 
too much." 

The J -Boys' manager, Pat 
Raines, suggests some internal 
shakeups at Reprise as another 
factor that hurt "Jamaica Boys" 
commercially. "The group's sup- 
porters weren't at the label any- 
more and the record got lost in the 
shuffle," he says. 

The record, though praised by

Caron Wheeler Gets Back To The Salo Life On EMI Disk

NEW YORK -As a featured vocalist 
for Soul II Soul, Caron Wheeler's 
voice propelled Jazzie B's studio col- 
lective to the top with the hit singles 
"Back To Life" and "Keep On Mo- 
vin'," and provided Virgin Records 
with its first platinum singles. 

Wheeler finally has a solo debut on 
EMI. The album is called 'UK Blak,' 
and I couldn't expect somebody else 
to embrace that title or embrace what 
I was going to say about being a 
black person in England," she says. 

The album covers a number of sub- 
jects, including the misconceptions 
that blacks only excel in sex, sports, 
and entertainment. Wheeler notes 
that there are hardly any positive im- 
ages of blacks on British television. 
"The title track is a cry out against 
all of that. It's a cry out to say we ex- 

ist, acknowledge us," she says. "I 
feel that I've got to use my musical 
channels to enlighten people about 
the way some of us think." 

"UK Blak" utilizes several produc- 
ers for a diverse tapestry of sound: 
Blacksmith, Jamaican producers 
Steely & Clevie, Carl MacIntosh of 
Loose Ends, Raymond Simpson, Jim -_ 

my Haynes, Derek Johnson, and the 
Twilight Firm. The first single, "Li- 
vin' In The Light," was produced by 
the Jungle Brothers. 

Wheeler's musical talent was in- 
bred. Her Jamaican father was a 
bass player, and her mother once 
sang in a Jamaican drama company. 
At 12, Wheeler began performing 
and recording as part of a female reg- 
gae trio called Brown Sugar, which 
toured England and Europe when 
Wheeler was 16. 

Four years later, Wheeler sang 

with a trio called Afrodiziak, a back- 
up group that wrote its own material. 
The band shopped unsuccessfully for 
a recording deal. Without a manager, 
the band wound up in debt and began 
touring with well -known acts like El- 
vis Costello, Aswad, and Howard 
Johnson to pay the bills. 

Though Wheeler appreciated the 
experience, she was frustrated: "I 
felt I needed to do things musically 
by myself and I needed to breathe air 
again." While looking for solo work, 
she continued to do sessions and 
avoid the road. Eventually, she grew 
tired of backing groups whose music 
or image she did not like, and took a 
job as a librarian. Library work pro- 
vided a steady income and time to 
write. 

By the time she left the library, 
Wheeler had saved enough money to 
make demos and look for a record 

Butler Honors `our land' on Jive /RCA Disk 
S. African Artist Includes A Tribute To Mandela 

HEALING POWERS: Jonathan Butler, singer /song- 
writer/ producer /instrumentalist, continues to expand 
his art. After releasing "Deliverance," an EP of mostly 
jazz /instrumental music, earlier this year, Butler now 
has a new Jive /RCA album called "Heal Our Land." On 
both recordings the musician expresses more of his feel- 
ings about the political climate in and the beauty of his 
homeland, South Africa. 

Of "Deliverance," Butler says, "I didn't want to do a 
contemporary jazz album with drum machines or funky 
hip -hop stuff. I wanted to 
do a really simple album 
and I wanted it to be Afri- 
can-rhythmically and 
melodically. I wanted the 
whole album to sound 
really Capetownian, 
South African, the style 
and everything." The EP 
succeeds in exploring 
South African themes. It 
includes "Welcome 
Home," inspired by the re- 
lease of African National Congress leader Nelson Man- 
dela, and the title song, named for a poem written and 
sent to him by a fellow South African, a woman living in 
Louisville, Ky. A verse from the poem is included. 

Butler's "Heal Our Land" also effectively addresses 
the changes taking place in South Africa. The singer in- 
vited attendees to sing the chorus along with him at a 
satisfying performance at the BMG Studios in New 
York Aug. 27 -the latest in a series of promotional ap- 
pearances that have found the always -professional But- 
ler on a round of interviews, talk shows, and brief per- 
formances. In addition to "Heal Our Land," Butler per- 
formed "Sing Me Your Love Song" from the new album 
and "Sarah, Sarah," a favorite from the 1989 album 
"More Than Friends." 

THE NEW YORK HIP -HOP community is mourning 
the death of Errol Bedward, better known as Pumpkin. 

Pumpkin was 
a seminal figure in the late -'70s /early '80s as a "produc- 
er /writer /arranger /teacher," according to protégé and 
fellow musician Tony Archer.

deal. "The answer I got back was, 
'The music is really good, but you 
don't look right. You don't look the 
way we'd like.

Morgan had his own record la- 
bel and was working on an album. 
Jazzie B. heard her work on the Mor- 
gan project and asked her to do back- 
grounds on "Feel Free." Wheeler 
ended up doing a track of her own 
called "Back To Life." 

She was asked to join Soul II Soul, 
but opted to be a featured vocalist, 
"mainly because I've been in groups 
before and I felt at the time I should 
be by myself to express myself," she 
says. The opportunity to work with 
other dreds also appealed to her. "It 

felt like a kind of community idea and 
that was quite appealing because it 
hadn't been done before to my knowl- 
edge." 

Through Soul II Soul, Wheeler gar- 
nered a Soul Train Music Award for 
song of the year, a Grammy for best 
vocal performance on "Back To 
Life," and received an International 
DJ Award for most promising new- 
comer, U.K. 

Despite Soul II Soul's success, 
Wheeler still felt the need to go it 
alone. So she left the group and got 
the solo deal with EMI. 

"I'm not in [music] just for the love 
anymore," she says. "I'm in it to 
make money as well. Economically, 
our people are behind, and the more 
we can invest in ourselves and the 
community around us, the more we'll 
grow as a whole. I've tried to do the 
album as close to home as possible by 
doing it on my own label /production 
company, Orange Tree Productions. I 
feel whatever happens with it, we 
tried our best. I hope it does well." 

ARTIST DEVELOPMENTS 

COOPER RETURNS 
During her years as founding 
member of the group Klymaxx, 
Bernadette Cooper could always be 
counted on to exhibit a certain 
outrageousness, whether through 
her onstage persona (as the 
group's drummer) or as the author 
of hits like "The Men All Pause" 
and "Divas Need Love Too." After 
applying her production talents to 
female trio Madame X, Cooper now 
has her own album on MCA -the 
aptly titled "The Drama According 
To Bernadette Cooper." 

"The album's concept is very 
theatrical," says Cooper, who 
wrote, played on, and produced the 
entire project. She says that the 
album's premise is that "we all go 
through changes so it's not about 
letting everything weigh you down 
but about getting on with life, with 
all its paradoxes and dichotomies." 

Exemplifying Cooper's attitude 
are tunes like "Strait Jacket Love 
Affair," which is about "being 
constrained in a relationship "; 
"The Agent Sent Me," a serious 
tune about child abuse; "Movie 
Produce Her "; and "I Look Good," 
the first single, with a video co- 
directed by Cooper. "That song is 
really about being the best person 
you can be." 

Cooper notes that she was given 
"total freedom" by MCA's Louil 
Silas Jr. in preparing the album. 
"Nobody can do Bernadette like 
Bernadette!" quips the multi- 
instrumentalist, who plans to tour 
behind the album. "I feel like I'm 
on a mission with my music: I'm 
here to make people laugh and 
smile, to let people see the 
underlying humor in life and if I 
can do that, I've gotten my job 
done." DAVID NATHAN 

GEOFF GOTTA GOOD THING 
"There are not as many people 
doing real soul music as there used 
to be and that's why I want to 

make a stand," says Atlanta 
resident Geoff McBride, whose 
debut Arista single, "Gotta Good 
Thing," is a current black music 
hit. 

"Music has become so electronic 
and studio -oriented that it's been 
hard for real singers to break 
through. I've been fortunate 
because, thanks to all the work 
that Arista has been doing, my 
first single has done even better 
than I expected it to do." 

North Carolina -born McBride 
first submitted a tape to Arista 10 
years ago when he was in his 
midteens. "The company was 
interested, but my mother thought 
I was a little too young to accept a 
recording contract," says McBride, 
who honed his vocal skills touring 
the East Coast "singing with top 
40 bands and doing lounge -type 
music." 

McBride's first album, "Do You 
Still Remember Love ?," includes 
tracks produced by Nick Martinelli; 
Dennis Lambert; McBride's 
manager, Sammy Knox; and 
Gerald Levert & Marc Gordon 
(who cut three songs, including the 
current single). 

The label's elaborate promotional 
material stresses the singer's 
strong vocal approach, suggesting 
that he is helping to keep alive the 
tradition of authentic soul singing 
legends like Sam Cooke and Otis 
Redding. "I'm flattered that I'm 
even being mentioned with such 
names," says McBride. 

McBride stresses that although 
the Levert team contributed to his 
first album, "I wasn't concerned 
about a part of the 'assembly -line' 
approach that happens with a lot of 
new acts these days. I'd say that 
Gerald and Marc listened to what I 

had to say when we were in the 
studio and, overall, I had a lot of 
artistic input in terms of the entire 
album. The bottom line is that

NEW YORK- Singer /songwriter 
Oleta Adams had been a featured 
vocalist with Brit rockers Tears For 
Fears on world tour for months 
when a key PolyGram rep told her 
he foresaw some marketing prob- 
lems in the imminent U.S. release of 
her debut album, "Circle Of One" 
(Fontana /Polydor). It seems Ad- 
ams' music does not fit into any one 
definable radio format. 

"I thought, 'Why not look at it 
more as a challenge than as a prob- 
lem?' " remembers Adams, who is 
already used to standing ovations 
after performing one of her own 
compositions during each arena 
date. "What I'm selling is an entire 
image and package, not just the 

Rapper Slick Rick Arrested In The Bronx 
Platinum Artist Charged With Attempted Murder 

RICK NOT SO SLICK? We just heard that Ricky Wal- 
ters, better known as platinum- selling rapper Slick 
Rick, is being held in the Bronx, N.Y., on charges that 
he tried to murder two men-one of them a relative -on 
a busy Bronx street. Walters is charged with two counts 
of attempted murder, first- and second -degree assault, 
attempted assault, criminal use of a firearm, and six 
counts of criminal possession of a firearm. 

Bail has been set at $800,000, which the 26-year-old 
rapper has not posted. His case was to be heard Aug. 30 
in Bronx Supreme Court 
(one day after press time). 
If convicted, Walters 
faces a sentence of 12V. 
25 years. 

On July 3, Walters re- 
portedly was with his 
pregnant girlfriend in a 
borrowed car on White 
Plains Road when he spot- 
ted Mark Plummer, a 
cousin, and Wilbert Hen- 
ry. Walters allegedly 
pulled up beside them and fired at least four shots. An 
ensuing car chase through the Bronx ended when Wal- 
ters crashed into a tree, breaking his and his girlfriend's 
legs. An arsenal of six weapons was reportedly found in 
the car. Police say they believe he acted in retaliation for 
a robbery perpetrated by Plummer and Henry, among 
others, that took place in April outside a Bronx club. 
Walters was grazed by a bullet. 

Slick Rick is still contracted to Def Jam /Columbia and 
was expected to deliver a second album. Ironically, the 
events leading up to Walters' arrest almost mirror the 
teenage crime spree he described in his 1989 cautionary 
tale, "Children's Story," from his platinum debut, "The 
Adventures Of Slick Rick." The tune ends with the coda: 
'This ain't funny so don't you dare laugh /Just another 
case about the wrong path/Straight and narrow or your 
soul gets cast." 

B.E.T. BETS ON JAZZ: Jazz pianist Ramsey Lewis will 
be the host of a new jazz /magazine -style show on the 24- 

hour -a-day cable channel this fall. "Sound & Style With 
Ramsey Lewis" will focus on jazz and its influence on 
other forms of music, art, and dance, and will feature 
performing guests as well as on- location segments.

A settlement 
with Virgin and Virgin Music Publishing is pending. Ril- 
ey will now be represented by Zomba for exclusive 
worldwide publishing only, and will continue to produce 
selected Jive /Zomba acts, including new albums by 
Kool Moe Dee and debut act Hi -Five. In addition, the 
dispute over several songwriting credits has been re- 
solved by splitting authorship between Riley and Grif- 
fin. And yes, the second Guy album is nearly completed. 

BITS'N'BITES: Glam Slam, named after a Prince 
song and a fictional venue in the "Graffiti Bridge" film, 
is a new 20,000- square -foot Minneapolis dance club set 
for an October grand opening. The club will maintain an 
exclusive arrangement with Paisley Park for access to 
unreleased tracks and performances by live artists. The 
club, located in an old textile mill at 110 No. 5th Street, 
will also house a clothing store featuring duds by 
Prince's designer, Helen Horatio ...

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sound of my voice," continues the 
gospel- and jazz- trained vocalist, 
"and my company has to under- 
stand that I and my producers are 
very confident in my album. We fo- 
cused on the kinds of material that 
made Tears want to work with me in 
the first place -the stuff that kept 
me booked into the jazz rooms of 
top Kansas City hotels for years 
and kept the patrons there riveted 
to their seats while I sang." 

Something about that creative vi- 
sion has indeed translated to the 
U.S. market since the Tears organi- 
zation spirited Adams out of Kan- 
sas City in 1987 to work with them 
in the U.K. Today, PolyGram re- 
ports that one Midwestern retail 
chain sold out its initial allotment of 
Adams' album in just two days of in- 
store play. Evidently, the album's 
combination of torchy blues ballads 
and funky midtempo numbers ex- 
udes the aural equivalent of charis- 
ma. 

PolyGram serviced the import CD 
to national retailers six weeks be- 
fore the scheduled domestic release 
and sent the whole album to jazz, 
black, and standard AC stations 
four weeks before the official street 
date. The result of such thorough 
groundwork is that Adams' lead sin- 
gle, "The Rhythm Of Life," leaped 
from No. 84 -70 in its first two weeks 
on Billboard's black singles chart. 
Last week, its fifth on the chart, the 
single stood at No. 39 with a bullet. 
Now, as coordinated television, 
print, and advertising exposure 
kicks in, PolyGram is confident of 
an equally swift reaction at urban 

radio. 
"The entire environment at retail 

and radio in the past couple of years 
for female artists is very encourag- 
ing as far as our plans for Oleta," 
says Rick Hunt, the PolyGram prod- 
uct manager who realized Adams' 
crossover potential while she was 
on the road with Tears For Fears. 
"In addition to a two-week 'mini' 
promo tour of major cities, we've 
got long -range advertising and me- 
dia strategies set up through the 
end of this year." 

Any definition of her music will 
be as broad as possible if Adams 
has her way. Often compared as a 
live performer with Roberta Flack, 
Adams recalls the theatricality of 
Barbra Streisand on "You've Got To 
Give Me Room" and the silky phras- 
ing of Dionne Warwick on "Rhythm 
Of Life." As produced by Tears 
members Roland Orzabal and David 
Bascomb, "Rhythm" is full of sly 
syncopations and melodic quotes 
from classic Memphis soul that are 
transformed by the magic of MIDI 
into new horn and string lines at 
once rootsy and contemporary. 

"I wanted a producer who was 
also a musician," says Adams of the 
album's blend of British and Ameri- 
can sensibilities. "So Roland was a 
perfect choice. He not only under- 
stood what I could do as a player, 
but could also use studio technology 
as a musician would, to embellish 
rather than change my natural style 

I want to be instantly identifi- 
able to the public as a performer -a 
voice -that intends to stick around 
for a while." 

R.J.'s Latest Arrival Is Here, 

As Rice & Jewel Start label 
NEW YORK -R.J. Rice, the writ- 
er /producer who formed the group 
R.J.'s Latest Arrival, has teamed 
with Detroit producer Jewel and 
businessman Robert Cohn to form 
Tone Def Records in Detroit. 

The label has released a rap com- 
pilation album, "Knowledge Is 
Power," that features eight De- 
troit- area rappers, production by 
Jewel, and mixes by Rice. All acts - 
Lady The Boss, M.C. Connection, 
IROC, Word, Rob Fresh, Don "Q," 
Doc Chill & D.J. Rod, and Nikki 
Nik -are members of the local 
Thee Posse. Distribution is being 
handled through independent chan- 
nels. Radio stations have been ser- 
viced with the first single, "Yo! 
Baby, Yo! Baby, Yo!" by 17-year-old 
female Nikki Nik. 

The label came about in June, af- 
ter Jewel brought a demo tape to 
colleague Ricè. Rice was so im- 
pressed by what he heard that he 
told Jewel he could get him a re- 
cording contract "in 24 hours." 
When Rice drummed up several 
major -label offers, Jewel demurred. 
"He said, 'I want my own label. I 

think the combination of you and I 

musically will be strong because we 
know what's happening in the 

streets, and we don't have to get 
caught up with that major busi- 
ness,' " Rice recalls. 

Rice adds that RJ.'s Latest Ar- 
rival had recently left its label, 
EMI, and though Rice was still pro- 
ducing two EMI acts, he was 
weighing his options. Getting in- 
volved with an indie was something 
he had always wanted to do, he 
says, and the time seemed right. He 
is now considering another R.J.'s 
Latest Arrival album to be released 
on Tone Def; solo albums by the in- 
dividual acts on the compilation are 
in the works, as well as a project by 
Boi Heaven, which Rice describes 
as "the Time as 15-year-olds." 

Tone Def will be a label based on 
"simple things," Rice says. " 'Less 
detail, more retail' is one of our the- 
ories; when you get detailed and 
deep, you lose your feel for the pub- 
lic. I'm very confident about [the 
project] working." 

In addition to the Tone Def label, 
Rice continues to operate his studio 
complex and production company, 
Crystal Productions.

IT FEELS GOOD: Tony! Toni! Tone! scores two in a row as "Feels Good" 
(Wing) vaults 5-1. Ninety -seven of the 100 radio reporters on the panel list 
it, including WJMI Jackson, Miss. (which adds it at No. 39), and WQFX 
Gulfport, Miss. (which re -adds it at No. 15). No. 1 reports are listed at 22 
stations, including WPEG Charlotte, N.C.; WAGH Columbus, Ga.; WEUP 
Huntsville, Ala.; WEAS Savannah, Ga.; WZAZ Jacksonville, Fla.; WPOM 
West Palm Beach, Fla.; WZAK Cleveland; KMJQ Houston; KIPR Little 
Rock, Ark.; WVKO Columbus, Ohio; and KMJM St. Louis. Fifty -six other 
stations report the record in their top five, and all 56 show sustained upward 
movement. It is possible that "Feels Good" could be next week's No. 1. 

BUT, ON THE OTHER HAND, "Lies" by En Vogue (Atlantic) makes a 
strong surge in points and makes a deceptively small move: 9-7. It is on 100 
stations, with 82 showing upward movement on their playlist. It is No. 1 

again this week at WZFX Fayetteville, N.C. Fifty stations list it in their top 
five and another 28 list it top 10. The records positioned from No. 2 through 
No. 4 will most likely fall out of the top five next week, and this record 
could conceivably advance 5-1. At worst it will go to No. 2, poised for the 
following week's top spot. 

FASTER THAN A SPEEDING BULLET: "Innocent" by the Whispers 
(Capitol) makes the largest gain in total radio points on the chart, and leaps 
(i-2 in rank. There are 14 stations placing "Innocent" at the top of their lists, 
including WDAS Philadelphia; WOWI Norfolk, Va.; WPAL Charleston, 
S.C.; WIZF Cincinatti; WJIZ Albany, Ga.; KKDA Dallas; WTLZ Saginaw, 
Mich.; KQXL Baton Rouge, La.; WANM Tallahassee, Fla.; WPGA Macon, 
Ga.; and WHJX Jacksonville, Fla. Of its remaining 86 reporters, 49 list it 
among their playlist's top five records. At radio, "Innocent" ranks ahead of 
"Lies," so the battlefront ahead is at retail. "Innocent" ranks No. 12, 

whereas "Lies" pumps up with a powerful 11 -7 move. 

GET ON UP AND DANCE: "Everybody Everybody" by Black Box 
(RCA) jumps 16-12, gaining three stations: WJLB Detroit; WFXM Macon, 
Ga.; and WEDR Miami. It is on a total of 86 stations. In New York, it is No. 
1 at WBLS. It is top 10 at 19 stations, and six stations show top five reports, 
including WEBB Baltimore (No. 2); WZHT Montgomery, Ala. (No. 3); 
WDKX Rochester, N.Y. (No. 3); and WEAS Savannah, Ga. (No. 5). It ranks 
No. 14 in both retail and radio points. 

CELESTIAL ADVANCE: "Heaven Knows" by Lalah Hathaway (Virgin) 
advances 22 -16. It is on 96 stations, gaining six: WJMH Greensboro, N.C.; 
WATV Birmingham, Ala.; WHQT Miami; KCOH and KHYS, both in Hous- 
ton; and KDAY Los Angeles. Strong upward playlist moves are reported 
by 69 stations. Fourteen new dealer reports are logged this week. 

I'LL BE GOOD TO YOU" by Najee featuring Vesta (EMI) climbs 19-15. 
Now on 85 stations, the record is new on WUSL Philadelphia this week. 
Top 10 positions are listed by 28 stations. Of those stations, four stations 
list it in their top five: WHUR Washington, D.C.; WDZZ Flint, Mich.; and 
WMGL and WPAL, both in Charleston, S.C.

top 40 stations than in the spring. 
Most of the stations that have gone 
"adult top 40" are still coded as top 40 
here because they continue to oper- 
ate as part of the top 40 community. 

But it is worth noting the fact that 
whatever top 40 mimics seems to 
thrive. A year ago, when top 40 was 
at its danciest, urban stations had a 
growing spurt. Now that top 40 is 
softer, urban is level, but AC is grow- 
ing again. Rather than counterpro- 
gram other formats, top 40 PDs may 
be advertising them. 

IRAQ AROUND NE CLOCK 

This summer's biggest gainer was 
news /talk radio, up 11.4 -12.5 overall. 
While N/T was rebounding from an 
especially slow spring, that rise is 
still more dramatic than its 11.7 -12.1 
gain last summer. In 18 -plus men, for 
instance, N /T's 12.9 -14.1 rise was 
about twice what it gained last year 
(12.0 -12.6). 

The truism that people use N/T ra- 
dio in the morning to make sure 
World War III has not broken out 
was particularly appropriate during 
the Persian Gulf crisis. N/T was up 
14.8 -16.3 in mornings, vs. 15.2 -16.1 a 
year ago. It also got some help from 
baseball at night, going 12.7 -13.7. 

In the spring, N /T's drop helped 
adult male formats, specifically old- 
ies and album rock. This time it took 
some of its shares back, but in an un- 
even way. Album rock, for instance, 
was stable overall (9.8 -9.7) and in 
mornings (9.7 -9.9), but down sharply 
at night (9.4 -8.7). In adult males, it 
was down 13.1 -11.5 at night. Oldies - 
which was also stable overall (6.5- 
6.4) -was down 6.4 -5.8 in mornings, 
but up 5.1 -5.6 at night. 

That album rock was stable this 
time while top 40 was down again 
suggests that album rock is not the 
format with which angry males vote 
on top 40. Still, just by staying rela- 
tively stable, album rock managed to 
overtake top 40 in some key demos 
and dayparts, anyway. Rock is now 
No. 1 in mornings with 18-34 and No. 
2 25-49 overall. 

Last summer, classic rock was up 
3.2 -3.5 while top 40 was down 9.0- 
8.7- something that was borne out in 
most demos and dayparts. This year, 
classic rock was up 3.5-3.8, even with- 
out Who and Rolling Stones reunion 
tours or a corresponding drop at al- 
bum rock stations, suggesting that 
some of its listening may be coming 
from other formats. 

Last summer, urban grew in all 
dayparts and demos. This summer it 
was up noticeably only in 12 -17 and in 
middays, suggesting that this year 
there was a school -vacation effect. 
Even without major movement, ur- 
ban was still a share ahead of its 8.1 
from last summer. 

In country radio, where changes 
occur at a glacial pace, the format 
was off slightly 9.7 -9.5, something at- 
tributable mostly to a 10.2 -9.5 in mid - 
days. (The format's sharpest drop 
last summer was also middays.) The 
slight 18-34 and 25-54 rises country 
saw in the spring were reversed this 
time; it went 6.9-7.2-7.0 and 10.5 -10.8- 
10.4, respectively, in those demos. 

Finally, easy listening -a 6.8 share 
format a year ago-was down 3.6 -2.6 
this time. Easy now controls less lis- 
tening than adult standards, even 
though that format also fell 3.5 -3.2.

IN RECENT WEEKS, I have focused on the top of the singles chart. 
Therefore, I did not mention many strong performers. This week they get 
the spotlight. "Stay" by Glenn Jones (Jive) has regularly made outstand- 
ing gains at radio. This week it jumps 41 -33. It is on 93 of 101 reporters (see 
the radio section for this quarter's panel revision). Some of the eight new 
stations are WHJX Jacksonville, Fla.; WEDR Miami; and WVKO Colum- 
bus, Ohio. Some strong moves at radio are at WENN Birmingham, Ala. (15- 
10); WIZF Cincinnati (23 -16); and KKDA Dallas (29 -19) ... "Shake It Up" by 
the Jamaica Boys (Reprise) moves 18-12 and is on 90 stations. It gets five 
adds, including WUSL Philadelphia; WKYS Washington, D.C.; and WJHM 
Orlando, Fla. Eight stations list it top five, including WYLD New Orleans 
(No. 2), WHRK Memphis (No. 4,) and KMJM St. Louis (No. 5). 

BLUE -EYED SOUL SISTERS: At No. 10 is "Don't Wanna Fall In Love" 
by Jane Child (Warner Bros.). It is on 89 stations, gaining WGOK Mobile, 
Ala. and KYEA Monroe, La. Madonna, who is no stranger to the black 
chart, jumps her "Vogue" (Sire) 33-24. It it on 58 stations, gaining eight, 
including WYLD New Orleans; WJLB Detroit; WJMI Jackson, Miss.; and 
KMJQ Houston. "You Can't Deny It" by Lisa Stansfield (Arista) rolls with 
Madonna, 34 -23, and is on 97 stations, gaming nine, including WBLX Mo- 
bile, Ala.; WBSK Norfolk, Va.; WHQT Miami; and WVKO Columbus, Ohio. 

I believe it is time to chart the music and not the race of the people who 
create it. The musical style documented on the Hot Black Singles chart is 
R &B, which is loved and performed by many people, all of whom are not 
African Americans. Not changing the name of the charts will not prevent 
non -African Americans from creating R &B music. I would appreciate any 
constructive comments on this issue, preferably on a postcard, by June 5. 

Should the name of the chart be changed? If so, to what? It's time to move 
on and call it like it T -I -Is. 

ARISTA'S IN THE HOUSE: Both Power Picks are earned by Tony An- 
derson's rhythm and black (this is not a typo) department. The above -men- 
tioned Stansfield record gets the airplay award for the second time, and 
"The Power" by Snap gets the award for sales. Both records have made 
strong chart statements, each entering as the Hot Shot Debut. 

IT'S GOT THE VAPORS: This week, the Hot Rap Singles chart reflects 
new movement, but only for records already on the chart. There are no 
debuts. "AmeriKKKa's Most Wanted" by Ice Cube (Priority) boldly moves 
8-2, and is well positioned to go to No. 1. An interesting twist is the first 
Spanish /English rap record, " Mentirosa' (which means liar) by Mellow 
Man Ace (Capitol), which maintains its bullet at No. 28. It is getting activity 
at pop radio and the label reports strong sales. These sales most likely are 
not being reflected here, since I could not have known that the rap panel 
should include retailers in Hispanic neighborhoods. Bubbling under the 
chart is "One Time Gaffled 'Em Up" by Comptons Most Wanted (Or- 
pheus), which is gaining new dealer reports rapidly. By the way, there are 
two versions, the clean version and a version that Charles Huggins, Or- 
pheus president, politely calls the "street" version.

Rivers, Apollo Theatre Records 
VP of A &R and artist develop- 
ment. "Milira possesses all the 
skills and values that were the 
tools of those singers who have 
long come out of the Apollo tradi- 
tion, like the Dinah Washingtons 
and Sarah Vaughans and Ella 
Fitzgeralds. When you think of 
how Ella started and what she 
sounded like, that's what Milira 
brings. We've just put today's 
music with that style."

REDD MOVES UPTOWN 
MCA / ptown recording artist 
Jeff Redd believes something is 
lacking in the performances given 
by most of today's R &B singers. 
Redd grew up influenced more by 
the vocalists of his mother's 
day -like Otis Redding and Jackie 
Wilson -than by artists from his 
own generation. 

"I like the guys who were 
entertainers as well as great 
singers," says Redd. "Today 
you've got guys who are real big 
as performers but their singing is 
OK. Then you have guys who are 
great singers but their 
performance is OK. I'm a package 
deal, and that's what we need 
right now." 

Redd started performing at age 
17 in a group called the 
Sophisticated Gents, working 
local clubs in the New York 
boroughs of Manhattan and the 
Bronx as well as in suburban 
Mount Vernon. After gaining 
stage and vocal experience as 
well as confidence, he decided he 
would be better off performing 
alone. 

It was while performing at the 
Palace in New Rochelle, N.Y., 
that Uptown Records president 
Andre Harrell discovered Redd 
and signed him to the label. 

Redd's debut album, "A Quiet 
Storm," is loaded with ballads. 
The first single was a remake of 
the up -tempo Fatback Band tune 

"I Found Lovin' "; according to 
MCA promotion head A.D. 
Washington, both album and 
single -which reached No. 19 on 
the Hot Black Singles chart in 
March- have received a good 
response. In fact, "I Found 
Lovin' " created a buzz with 
airplay on New York radio before 
the single was even pressed. 

In addition to promotion 
through radio and media 
exposure, Redd joined the recent 
Bell Biv DeVoe seven -city 
basketball tour as the half -time 
entertainment and is on the 
second leg of his promo jaunt now 
that the second single, "Love 
High," and its accompanying 
video (shot in Jamaica by Black & 
White) have been released. 

" 'Love High' is a single with a 
little more adult appeal and one 
that we feel is going to 
substantiate Jeff in the 
marketplace," says Washington. 

Redd, who scorns track dates, 
is currently putting together a 
band for his next performance 
outing. "A lot of [artists] love 
track dates because they can 
bring all the money home," says 
Redd. "But I'm worrying about 
giving a good show and 
entertaining the people."

STATE OF AFTERSHOCK 
Aftershock's eponymous debut al- 
bum for Virgin Records was not 
even released before people start- 
ed comparing singer Frost's voice 
to Michael Jackson's. Although 
Jackson is an influence -check 
out "Cindy" -Frost insists that it 
was not his intention to sound like 
M.J. "It's just that that's his 
voice," explains Frost's partner, 
Guy Charles Routte. 

The 22- year -old friends from 
Staten Island, N.Y., were drawn 
to one another because of their 
similarly eclectic musical tastes. 
Guy started out as a rapper, while 
Frost was a dancer (as evident in 
the video for "Always Thinking "). 
They joined a four -member rap 
group called Tough Two that last- 
ed two months. Then they began 

singing and joined a vocal group 
that managed to record a single 
for an independent label that 
went nowhere. They decided to do 
music just for fun. 

Then they met producers Jeff 
Smith and Peter Lord, who have 
worked with Miki Howard, the 
Mac Band, and their own group, 
the Family Stand. Aftershock 
worked with Smith and Lord for 
nearly a year before shopping a 
demo to five record companies. 
Virgin, the fifth label it ap- 
proached, wanted to sign the 
group immediately. Says Guy, "A 
lot of record companies need ac- 
ceptance from another record 
company to actually look at your 
product, and Virgin didn't need 
that." 

The album ranges from R &B 
ballads and rap message songs 
( "Plastic Finger" is about drugs, 
crime, and racism), to the "Ballad 
Of The Hotel Jerome," which is 
about homelessness. 

A &R director Gemma Corfield 
sees the variety as a plus. "One 
of Aftershock's great strengths is 
that they're brilliant live. They're 
very youthful and they appeal to 
a fairly wide demo because they 
have the rap element, the song el- 
ement, and R &B and pop." 

The group's first single, "Al- 
ways Thinking," has two hip -hop 
mixes by the Audio Two, a Fran - 
kie Foncett house mix, and a 
Keith Cohen club mix. There are 
also two versions of the video, di- 
rected by Peter Kagan, one a spe- 
cial club version of Cohen's re- 
mix. In addition, Aftershock ap- 
peared at the R &R Convention, a 
track date for "Club MTV," and a 
May 17 showcase for Virgin exec- 
utives and radio in Los Angeles. 
The group will also continue to 
make personal appearances in 
clubs in major cities. G.E.S.

Kwamé Takes Success 
One `Day' At A Time

NEW YORK -Kwamé, who at just 
19 was dubbed "The Boy Genius" on 
his first Atlantic album, has not 
paused to rest on his laurels. The cre- 
ative rapper /writer /producer with 
the distinctive blonde streak in his hi- 
top fade has stretched his imagina- 
tion even further on the concept al- 
bum "A Day In The Life -A Pokade- 
lic Adventure," with his six- member 
crew, A New Beginning. 

"The album really takes place in 
two days," explains Kwamé, whose 
father was a jazz musician who hung 
out with the likes of Abdullah Ibra- 
him and Sun Ra. "It takes place in the 
past, the present and the future all at 
the same time." 

Jack The Rapper Honored By Industry Lights In D.C. 
WASHINGTON WATCH: "You know I'm not 
really comfortable with all of this," said a dapper 
Jack "The Rapper" Gibson, waving a hand to 
ward the assembled hundreds of black music in- 
dustry professionals crowding the ballroom of the 
Willard Intercontinental Hotel in D.C. "I'm more 
about paying tribute to others." 

And now Gibson, 70, who forged a path through 
the burgeoning black radio industry in the '40s, 
and through his weekly trade paper, the Mello 
Yello, has doled out praise, criticism, and vital in- 
dustry information, is getting thanks for his sup- 
port to so many others. Recording stars, label ex- 
ecutives, managers, on -air personalities, program 
directors, press, attorneys, and more turned out in 
force June 22 to honor the black radio pioneer, who 
is celebrating 45 years in the business, with 
proceeds going to benefit the Jack The Rapper 
Back To The Community Foundation. 

The tributes were fast and furious, with 
proclamations from President George Bush, 
Mayor Marion Barry, and Rep. William Faunt- 
roy, who entered Jack Gibson Day in the Con- 
gressional Record for June 22. Some entertain- 
ment was provided by comedian Sinbad and 
rapper Queen Latifah. 

An excellent film documentary, underwrit- 
ten by the Coca -Cola Co. and shown on video 
monitors at the event, proved a valuable record 
of Gibson's achievements. Complete with photos, 
film footage, and interviews with Gibson, his asso- 
ciates, and recording stars, the documentary 
traced Gibson's career through his early days at 
Lincoln Univ. in Missouri to his days as a radio 
soap opera actor, to his first announcing jobs, in- 
cluding his tenure at the first black-owned radio 
station, WERD Atlanta. Gibson was also part of 
Motown during a crucial hit -making period, 1962- 
66, as promotion director. This documentary is one 
that deserves a wider audience (public TV ?). 

Berry Gordy and Quincy Jones, both extreme- 
ly successful and elusive men (Jones has recently 
formed Quincy Jones Entertainment Co., a co-ven- 
ture with Time -Warner that will involve film, 
broadcasting, and music), also paid tribute. 

"When you're a pioneer, it's not a matter of 
which road to take, because there is no road," said 
Gordy of Gibson. "He always wanted to rap, and 
now he has the ultimate rap, the Mello Yello, dis- 
seminating information. He is always sensitive to 
the problems of the brothers, sensitive to the prob- 
lems of the black communitiy. He always demands 
a solution, and he is known to move mountains." 

"Jack is a vital contributor to our culture," said 
Jones. "You're the serious, singular watchdog of 
our joys and pains and you keep us straight when 

we get too full of ourselves." 

I AAAM BOWS: Also taking place in Washington 
is the June 23 presentation of a three -part series of 
seminars on the black music industry by the new- 
born International Assn. of African American 
Music. The brainchild of radio personality Dyana 
Williams and PR dynamo Sheila Eldridge, 
IAAAM's first event was held at the Smithsonian 
Institution's Museum of Natural History and was 
open to the public. The session on independent rec- 
ord labels was moderated by Capitol marketing 
VP Gwen Franklin and featured PolyGram's Ed 
Eckstine, Giant Records' Cassandra Mills, man- 
ager Larkin Arnold, and veteran record executive 
Al Bell; the radio panel, moderated by Williams,

styles so perfectly accentuated, the verbal pictures 
they paint about life in the streets, about the larg- 
er society's attempts to divide and conquer the 
black community, and about maintaining pride in 
ourselves is the most positive enforcement of com- 
munity values since "Self- Destruction." Dr. Dre 
does it again with hype production that keeps us 
twisting and turning to the beat. The accompany- 
ing Grand Jury All -Stars album is also a pleasant 
surprise. Check "Tumba LaCasa" by the Latin 
Kings, "Soul Sista" by Soula, and "Get Up And 
Dance" by M.C. Superb featuring DJ Pressure ... 
The Time entered the chart last week with the 
fastest -breaking single of its career. "Jerkout" is 
classic Time: It starts with the infamous Morris 
Day laugh, and has a familiar storyline of seduc- 

tion with some "Controversy " -ial rhythm gui- 
tar strokes. It's from the upcoming "Pandemo- 
nium" album on Paisley Park /Reprise. All we 
can say is, "Chili sauce!" ... Kevin Harewood, 
who had left Hush Management in New York 
in July 1989 to head up the William Morris 
Agency's new black music division, has now 
left the talent agency to form his own manage- 
ment company with longtime friend and retail- 
er George Littlejohn. New York -based First 
World Entertainment (212-889 -1521) will focus 
on music and film makers' management. 
Harewood says that he will be working on 

some special projects, with more info to come ... 
Comedian Chris Rock will be recording an album 
for Atlantic Records at the Comic Strip in New 
York July 14 and at the Comedy Act Theatre in At- 
lanta July 10-12 ... Actor Blair Underwood will 
host the third annual That's What Friends Are For 
AIDS benefit Sunday (3) at the Universal Ampith- 
eatre in Los Angeles.

Kane -who participated on Quincy Jones' "Back On 
The Block" track with Kool Moe Dee, Melle Mel, and 
Ice -T- recounts his meeting with White with something 
like awe. "I'm a Barry White fan from way back, I listen 
to his music all the time," he says. "I was riding up to 
Quincy Jones' house to do a BET interview, just blasting 
'Ecstasy' [ "It's Ecstasy When You Lay Down Next To 
Me," White's 1977 No. 1 smash]. Blasting it real loud. 
Walked in and there he was standing there. I had never 
met him. I was like ... I was tripping, really. We met 
and everything, and when we went outside, leaving, he 
heard me playing his stuff. You know, when I turned 
the car on, it came on. And he tripped. He gave me his 
number, said for me to give him a call. He didn't really 
know my stuff, just 'Pimpin' Ain't Easy.' When I found 
out my man Alonzo Brown was working at A &M [as 
A &R VP], I told him, 'Yeah, I want to do a song with 
Barry.' We talked about it, and it happened. Andre 
Booth produced the song, me and Andre talked to cre- 
ate a song that sounds like Barry White from the past."

AIDS, which he denies. After three albums, Kane ex- 
presses some discomfort with fame. "I can do what I 

want to do, but there's nothing real with that, though. I 

do my thing, I make the best of it. I gotta realize I'm on 
a high, and there's gonna be a comedown. I don't worry 
about it, I just keep it in mind so I don't mess my mind 
up and think that I'm all that ... It's just a high." 

BUNDLE OF JOY: Holi- 
daytime, and the gifts of 
new music continue to roll 
in.

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committed to a strong marketing 
plan for the whole album. "One of 
my biggest gripes at A &M was 
that they'd go after the first single 
and, after that, nothing much hap- 
pened," he says. 

Osborne admits that his parting 
with A &M was the result of the 
lack of sales for his 1988 album, 
"One Love One Dream," which 
yielded "She's On The Left," a No. 
1 R &B hit. "I was not at the end of 
my contract with the company, but 
they knew I felt unhappy about 
the way my records were being 
promoted. We agreed that if the 
last album didn't sell a certain 
number, they wouldn't hold me up 
in moving to another label. I take 
my hat off to A &M for the way 
they handled that." 

Although he talked with several 
major labels, Osborne narrowed 
his choice down to two companies. 
"I went with Arista because I felt 
that [Arista president] Clive Davis 
was someone who still believed in 
great songs, someone who under- 
stood about artistry. At this stage 
in my career, I wasn't about to 
sign with a label that would want 
me to go with the latest trend or 
sound." 

Osborne signed with the label a 
year ago. "It took a while putting 
the album together because we 
tried a couple of situations with 
different producers that just 
didn't work," Osborne explains. "I 
did a lot of the album with Barry 
Eastmond, and he has his own stu- 
dio in New York so that also meant 
I had to do a lot of commuting." 
Osborne lives in Los Angeles with 
his wife, daughter, and 18- month- 
old son; the singer co- produced 
many of the tracks on the album at 
his own studio, Wings West, with 
Robert Brookins and Darryl Dun- 
can. 

He admits that he had some con- 
cern that his move to Arista might 

be perceived as a bid for the pop 
mainstream. "I may have dwelt 
too much on covering that part of 
my audience at one point in my ca- 
reer," says Osborne. "With Arista 
as a company that has a reputation 
for having a strong pop leaning, I 

let Clive know that I wanted to do 
more of an R &B album and I think 
we did that, especially with the 
work I did with Barry." Osborne 
also worked with Daddy -0 of Stet-

sasonic on the track "Good Things 
Come To Those Who Wait," which 
he says "reminds me of an old 
L.T.D. kind of thing." 

Having already established a 
solid audience in the U.S. as a re- 
sult of the extensive touring Os- 
borne initiated with the release of 
his 1982 solo debut, the singer is 
looking forward to establishing 
himself in Europe with shows in 
February or March. A major na- 
tional U.S. tour "depends on what 
happens with this album. These 
days, it can be real expensive to go 
out there and tour properly," he 
says. 

To begin "generating some ex- 
citement" with his new album, Os- 
borne says he recently sat down 
and hand -signed 5,000 letters go- 
ing to radio and retail personnel. 
"I've been fortunate in establish- 
ing the kind of career where I can 
work without a record, but right 
now my focus is to sell records 
again, something I haven't done in 
a while."

LOS ANGELES -With a string of 
hit singles, a gold -plus album, and a 
platinum album to its credit, Colum- 
bia recording act Surface has estab- 
lished itself with a solid audience in 
the R &B marketplace, where the 
group has become somewhat synon- 
ymous with the sound of R &B adult 
contemporary music.

"If the audiences want to think of 
us as mostly a ballad -slanted group, 
that's fine, as long as they buy our 
records," says Jackson, whose 
smooth, distinctive vocals have 
graced the band's bevy of hits. "I 
guess we'll be balladeers until we 
have enough hit records that are up- 
tempo." 

Townsend points out that in ap- 
proaching the third album, the 
group "divided the record pretty 
evenly between dance -oriented mu- 
sic and ballads. We definitely did 
some interesting fast tunes on this 
album." In keeping with the record - 
buying public's basic perception of 
the group, Columbia has released 
the easy -paced "The First Time" as 
the first single. 

Conley, who with Townsend has 
written and produced several hits 
including Jermaine Jackson's 1989 
hit "Don't Take It Personal," says 
the trio's latest project "is pretty 
much following what we'd done in 
the past while adding some new di- 
mensions, like the special interludes 
between songs." 

Conley says these vocal inter- 
ludes are reminiscent of those musi- 
cal bridges Earth, Wind & Fire em- 
ployed on its classic '70s albums. 
Fortunately, he adds, having a lead 
singer like Jackson has been a big 
plus in creating the Surface sound. 

"We're lucky because Bernard's got 
a voice that everybody likes and can 
recognize immediately." 

After an extensive period of tour- 
ing in 1989, the group has concen- 
trated much of 1990 on creating a 
strong follow -up album to the plati-

num- selling "2nd Wave," which 
boasted such hits as "Shower Me 
With Your Love" (the gold -certified, 
No. 1 R &B, No. 1 AC, and top five 
pop smash), "Closer Than Friends," 
and "Can We Spend Some Time." 
Conley says the group experienced 
a certain amount of pressure in 
working on the new album. "Obvi- 
ously, other people were looking for 
us to do even more than we did last 
time but when we were recording, 
we didn't give thought to how we 
had to top the last album." 

Echoing the group members' 
sense that their new album could be 
"the one to make us a household 
name," Sara Melendez, VP of black 
music at Columbia, says Surface 
represents what she considers "a 
great- artists development story. 
[This album] is a continuation of 

where we left off last time with a 
platinum record. The entire Colum- 
bia staff is supportive of extending 
the already- massive audience the 
group has, taking Surface to the 
next plateau." 

In line with that commitment, Me- 
lendez says that Surface's current 
cross -country trek is more than 
your average promotional tour. 

"It's a meet -and -greet situation 
that encompasses retail, all radio 
stations, local press, and local TV." 
The group is also performing on ma- 
jor national TV shows as part of the 
extensive Columbia campaign, 
which is "designed to expose the 
group to an even wider audience," 
says Melendez. 

After first garnering national at- 
tention with its 1987 hit, "Happy," 
Surface also wrote songs for a num- 
ber of acts including New Edition, 
Sister Sledge, and Gwen Guthrie. 
Though on a roll, Surface considers 
itself "still very much in the build- 
ing process," says Conley, who has 
recently produced material for 
Aretha Franklin's next album. "We 
have yet to fill stadiums. In some 
ways, we're still in school in regard 
to our career and we're taking it 
step by step because we want to be 
around for a long time." 

Adds Jackson, "Basically, we 
don't feel as if we've even scratched 
the 'surface' yet!"

Down." "I couldn't stop because I 

love what I do, and although some 
people might say I was stubborn, I 

just refused to give up on myself," 
she says. 

Houston's persistence has paid 
off. Patti LaBelle recorded "Be 
Yourself," a song she co-penned 
with Bunny & Jeff Hull; she 
teamed with the Winans to record 
"Lean On Me" for the hit movie of 
the same name; she performs 
regularly in Europe as a result of 
her Grammy- winning version of 
"Don't Leave Me This Way "; and 
she got producer and Warner Bros. 
A &R executive Richard Perry 
involved on her current album. 

Of the new album, Houston 
says: "We didn't want to recapture 
'Don't Leave Me This Way,' but 
since I do have a dance -oriented 
following, we wanted to do 
something contemporary. This 
album has some tracks that are 
house -oriented, definitely urban in 
flavor like [first single] 'Hands 
Off.' I wanted to let people know 
that I'm not stuck in the past, 
which is why you see me dancing 
in my video." 

Tracks on Houston's album were 
produced by LeMel Humes, Howie 
Rice, and Perry, and range from 
the Prince -flavored "Short Life" to 
the sassy "A Man Who Isn't So 
Smooth." Houston says the album 
"really represents me vocally" and 
adds that being with the Burbank, 
Calif., label is particularly 
satisfying "because I always felt 
Warner was a company that was 
interested in long -term careers."

even heard. If a song appears on 
three or four different CDs, I'll find 
the best digital remastering job and 
use that one. I really take pride in 
that. That this is the absolute best 
quality they will ever hear these 
songs in." 

For his Saturday night "Rock & 
Roll Oldies Show," Bartley travels to 
WW1's New York studios. The rest 
of the week, he is busy in his West- 
port, Conn., home studio working on 
"New Gold." "I do all the writing, re- 
search, production, and postproduc- 
tion for 'New Gold' there," he says. 
"It is really a full -time job." 

AROUND TIE INDUSTRY 

Premiere Radio Networks was 
nearly the victim of an investment 
scam staged by a phony trust compa- 
ny that approached the network with 
a long -term financing plan to aid its 
venture into station acquisition.

Also on board was 
Daddy -0 from Stetsasonic, who 
contributed four tracks, including 
"In The Tabloids" and the first 
single, "You're Right About 
That." 

"We didn't really get a chance 
to develop an overall concept for 
the album," says Charley. "For 
the most part we were concerned 
about getting good songs for the 
project." 

Kiara scored with its debut set, 
garnering three top -10 R &B sin- 
gles with "The Best Of Me," "Ev- 
ery Little Thing," and "This 
Time," the pair's duet with singer 
Shanice Wilson. "We considered 
the first album successful," says 
Winston, "and it definitely put us 
out there. We felt there was room 
for improvement, creatively, so 
we went into this new album with 
the idea of learning from the pro- 
ducers we worked with. On the 
next album we expect to do even 
more in terms of writing and pro- 

duction." 
The members of Kiara are un- 

concerned with the public percep- 
tion that they are strictly ballad- 
eers. "Along with the up -tempo 
material on the 'Rogue' side of 
the album, we do have some 
strong ballads on the 'Civilized' 
side, songs like 'Slow Burn,' 'Al- 
ways The Perfect One,' and 'We 
Have A Serious Problem,' " says 
Charley. "We don't mind if people 
want to think of us as mainly into 
ballads. If they want to buy our 
album for the slow songs, that's 
no problem." DAVID NATHAN 

A NEW MAC ATTACK 
The McCampbell brothers are 
back with a new look and sound 
on their second album for MCA, 
"Love You 2 The Limit." 

"We wanted to go with a 
different sound for this album," 
says Charles McCampbell of MAC 
Band, "and by working with 
producers like Gary Taylor, David 
'Pic' Conley, and Vassal 
Branford, we came up with a 
record that has a more mature, 
adult sound which is consistent 
with what's happening in the 
industry, musicwise." 

The Dallas -based group of four 
brothers rose to chart prominence 
in 1988 with the single "Roses 
Are Red," produced by L.A. & 
Babyface, from its MCA debut 
album. "We were fortunate in 
getting a big push from MCA on 
that first record," says 
McCampbell. "But 'Roses Are 
Red' was a hard song to follow, 
especially when it went to No. 1 

on the black music charts." 
Formerly known as the MAC 

Band Featuring the McCampbell 
Brothers, the MAC Band is 
sporting a reduced lineup and a 

new image. "We're smoother in 
our style and dress, more 
romantic," says Ray McCampbell. 
"We have very mature, strong 
love songs on this LP and we 
want people to fall in love with 
each other while listening to it as 
well as falling in love with the 
record itself. The LP is for guys 
who want to express themselves 
and for the ladies who want to be 
expressed to!" 

Although "Someone To Love," 
the first single from the album, 
and "I Could Never Say 
Goodbye," which bears a strong 
rhythmic similarity to "Roses Are 
Red," are both dance -oriented, 
the group's new album sparkles 
with distinctive vocals and 
sensitive ballads, many of which 
were penned by producer Taylor. 
"Since Gary's a singer himself, 
he's sensitive to what it takes 
working with other vocalists," 
says Ray McCampbell. D.N. 

SAMUELLE GOES SOLO 
Enjoying top -10 success with "So 
You Like What You See," the 
first single from his Atlantic al- 
bum, "Living In Paradise," for- 
mer Club Nouveau vocalist Sa- 
muelle is quick to point out that 
many of the songs on his debut al- 
bum "do have a message in them. 
I definitely don't take that wimpy, 
crying, I'm -on -my -knees ap- 
proach." 

Produced by Denzil Foster & 
Thomas McElroy, whose track 
record as hitmakers (En Vogue, 
Tony! Toni! Tone!, Club Nouveau) 
has been growing consistently 
over the past few years, Samuelle 
Prater's album has been in the 
works since the Berkeley, Calif. - 
born singer decided to pursue a 
solo career in 1988. 

"Tommy & Denny sat down 
with me right after I left Club 
Nouveau and they pretty much 
said, 'We know what you want to 
do, we know what approach you 
have from your work as a lead 
singer in the group.' There were 
some contractual things I had to 
work through and I knew it would 
take a while. But I knew I really 
wanted to work with them so I 

was willing to wait for as long as 
it took. When we finally started 
work on the LP at the end of 
May, we didn't waste any time. 
We had it finished in five weeks." 

Samuelle's original entry into 
the music industry came via Fos- 
ter, with whom Samuelle went to 
school, who called him in for the 
Club Nouveau recording session. 
"He called me and said, 'Come on 
down and try this song out.' The 
song was 'Jealousy' and I cut a 
vocal on it the same day," he 
says. 

Samuelle was also featured on 
the group's major hit, "Lean On 
Me." But he soon learned the dif- 
ficulties of group dynamics. "A 
lot of problems do occur in a 
group when you have that kind of 
success. There were people who 
wanted to go in different direc- 
tions within the group," he saps. 

After leaving Club Nouveau, 
Samuelle spent the next year or 
so "preparing, writing, and sir.g- 
ing." He was featured on the 
track "Wanna Make You Feel 
Real Good" from Foster McEl- 
roy's 1989 concept album, "FM2." 

Aside from the current track, 
Samuelle helped pen three other 
songs on "Living In Paradise," in- 
cluding "Take My Heart," a soar- 
ing, soulful ballad performed with 
Terry Ellis and Dawn Robinson of 
En Vogue. 

The singer is encouraged by the 
response to his first solo album, 
and says his earlier success with 
Club Nouveau prepared him for 
some of the pitfalls as a new solo 
artist. "The mt_sic hype won't get 
to you if you're for real. If I were 
to sit around and wait to see if I 
was going to hear my record on 
the radio, I'd go crazy. I love mu- 
sic and I love to sing, but you 
can't take it all too seriously." D.N. 

KIPPER CHIPPER ON DISC 
Currently the recipient of rave 
reviews for his debut album, 
"Ordinary Story," Kipper Jones 
says he didn't anticipate the kind 
of reaction his self -produced 
debut on Virgin has induced. "I 
really appreciate that people are 
getting into it," says the former 
member of Tease, who is also a 
respected songwriter (he co -wrote 
"The Right Stuff" for Vanessa 
Williams). 

"Several hundred albums are 
released every month so it's a 
blessing that it's being received 
well. It reinforced for me that 
being involved in music is exactly 
what I should be doing." 

Jones spent his formative years 
in Flint, Mich., and Los Angeles, 
honing his craft by playing violin, 
French horn, and saxophone and 
listening to the Ohio Players, 
Elton John, Al Green, Steve 
Miller, and Marvin Gaye. Jones' 
vocal ability became apparent 
when he formed a group with 
schoolmates (now producers) Rex 
Salas and Cornelius Mims, which 
later became Tease. Despite two 
strong Epic albums and a 
reputation as the top R &B club 
band in L.A., Tease failed to gain 
national acceptance. After
