JACKPOT! SINGLES, TRACKS, ETC.

* FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD “‘Relax’ (12") (Island, 14 East 4th Street, 3rd Fioor, New York, NY 10012)—This #1 U.K.
hit is taking America by storm. And what a smash! Although banned by the BBC for its gay/S&M references, its infectious
melody and slitheringly satisfying dance beat simply cannot be denied. it boasts a chunky rock bottom nicely touched up
with electronic nuances and effects. And it cooks! Clubs, colleges and rhythm radio will eat up the extended version (with
one of rock's greatest grunts) with the edit a killer AOR track. You won't stop humming this one for weeks.

ANDY FRASER “Do You Love Me"’ (12”') (Island, 14 East 4th Street, 3rd Floor, New York, NY 10012)—it's been a hit twice
before (for the Contours in 1962 and the Dave Clark Five in '64) and there's no reason why it can’t happen again. It's a great
song, vigorously performed by ex-Free bassist Fraser. The single is hot, the 12" is hotter (and great for rock clubs). Play it.

MICHAEL SEVEN ‘‘Held In Speli By Voodoo” (12") (Romance, P.O. Box 719, Cooper Station, New York, NY 10276)—
Catchy, upbeat, well produced commercial pop. Atits best, it's inspiring, atit's worst, you can dancetoit. Thedance mixis a
bit long—go with the edit.

DOMINATRIX ‘‘The Dominatrix Sleeps Tonight" (12") (Streetwise, 25 W. 43rd Street, Suite 1202,New York, NY 10036)—
Masterminded by Ken Lockie (Cowboys International), “Dominatrix” could be a top club record, with good possibilities for
“Rock Of The '80s,” progressive and urban radio. It's a simple, solid hip-hop dance number with an infectious beat and

playfully teasing vocals.

Caroline Odell heads this four piece pop/punch outfit. The vocal is outstanding—great background voices layered on top of
Odell’s spirited lead combine with a steady drum beat and concisely expressive bass lines to make songs like “Better Place”
instantly hummable. The Uptights are lively while not explosive, catchy but not trite and musically as well as lyrically
innovative. In “So So Suburban” Odell sings “Are we Anglophiles ashamed of our homes/Watchin' the decline like Egypt
and Rome.” Other top cuts are “Don't See Don’t Speak” and “Planet X."

VARIOUS ARTISTS Behind The Garage Door (Vol. 1) (Cassette) (Rackit Records, Box 1 13,2440 6th St., San Francisco, CA
94103)—A compilation grab bag from All Points, USA, ranging from the traditional with Little Carl Day's “Little Sister,” Master
Cylinder’s “Wichita Lineman”/"Tears Of A Clown"/“White Christmas” medley and Flatt Topp’s “Blue Moon Of Kentucky” to
the eccentric with Dogmen’s “Self Made Man,” the instrumental work of Mighty Dog “Mighty Dog vs. Jah Flea” and the Angry
Young Cookies’ “Girl's Eyes.” Eclectic, sparsely electronic and often bizarre. Worthy of a listen all the way through at least
once.

Video Views

TRACEY ULLMAN “They Don’t Know" (Stiff (UK)) directed by Dave Robinson—With kewpie doll eyelashes, Tracey Uliman portrays
a girl/woman peaking in the platform boot-studded '70s. They don’tknow it's true love, but she’s damn sure, riding in his truck with
Tracey and Paul plastered on the front window. None of the confidences to her intimate audience—delivered while she's onabowling
date—prepares the viewer for the “after” segment: a pregnant Uliman in salmon pom-pom scuff slippers, loping to tempo down a
supermarket aisle with a kid in the shopping cart. Paul, now a stock clerk hubby, still in platforms, gives her a lusty pinch and, while
she’s still convinced it's real, the Paul in her truck is now the ex-Beatle. Juxtaposition of home movie footage while audio sings
parental disapproval is remarkable for the punch it provides (in retrospect) when the mothering Uliman necessarily censors her own
life expansion by virtue of the life she’s chosen. Her balletic kick of resignation, fueled perhaps by the freedom to pursue fantasies, is
worth a million misogynistic movements at the conclusion of “She Works Hard For The Money.” Fierce, touching and fragile.

JASON AND THE SCORCHERS “Absolutely Sweet Marie” (EMI America) directed by David Hogan—This combination
concept/performance clip of the Bob Dylan chestnut draws its visual tension from a warped but subscribed to sociology that
categorizes women as virgins, mothers or whores. Orthodox Christian mother/child icons and statues take care of the first two
Marie’s, and young saloon-guarding vamps, the third. It's those nubile, seductive inbetweens wearing Catholic school uniforms,
however, who manifest as the most formidably tempting and balanced lot. Jason Ringenberg's transition from formal white suited
transcendence to fringed shirt and leopard hat splendor is his own visual rite de passage into a sense of perspective. Performances
are exceptional, with a fine multiple image spin of guitarist Warner Hodges, butJasonis dazzling as he holds private dialog and dance
party with the microphone. Looks as if the spirit of the Big Bopper has found new flesh to inhabit. Bay-buh.

TINA TURNER “‘Let’s Stay Together”” (Capitol) edited directed by David Maliet—Flanked on either side by two exceptional looking
women giving vocal/dance support, Tina Turner looks the platinum lioness bathed in light in this peerless performance. The leopard
sky looks as if it's on fire and Tina, halo'd by virtue of her placement under a circular neon light, slowly burns up like a phoenix. Now
why can’t Michael Jackson make a video approaching this elegant simplicity?

THE BEATLES “| Want To Hold Your Hand” (Capitol) edited by R. Srole—After 20 years, who would want to see a b/ w clip with no
T&A, shattering glass, flying guitars, dwarfs, falling rose petals, bedroom eyes, slamming doors—just some historic footage of old
performances, mad dashes from and to modes of transport, screaming fans, and the delectably infatuated Ringo practicing head
tosses to marry hair and breeze? The line forms here.

EBN-OZN “Bag Lady" (Elektra) directed by Luis Aira—Ebn and Ozn are street musicians who “work” the same territory as the bag
lady, portrayed by the grand Imogene Coca, who lives out her fantasies sampling the goods at department store make-up counters.
Production values are excellent, the pacing uptempo, and the anger of audio—both lyrically and in rhythm's heavy metal bite—
translatable through the men’s frustration in being constantly ripped off by gangs. However, the clip cheats and mocks insofar as Aira
washes his v/ ¢ in crisp yet beautifully muted hi-tech colors—white and shades of grey—to depict the drabness ofthe trio’s lives while
they shiver in vogue-ish fingerless gloves and oversized Japanese-style clothes. (Even the bag lady sports “in” hi-top steel-grey
sneakers.) That Ebn-Ozn begin their day in upper class bedrooms does little to inform why either would earn his living as a busker.
And, their final kindness of treating the bag lady to a make-over session (instead of taking her to a shelter for the homeless) makes little
impact since the woman is portrayed as distracted and deranged. Socio-economic questions may pop up in the Midwest about the
Balducci's shopping bag in this very "New York" of clips: fabulously good-looking (generally at the expense of losers) and severely
incredible. That's both the v/c and the city.

THOMAS DOLBY “Hyperactive” (Capitol) directed by Daniel Kieinman—Audio is about hyperactivity but video is more bent on
depicting communication or lack thereof. Ingenious images are conversation in memo-pads, as cubed faces with attached pads full
of pictures are plucked off as needed, as well as a ventriloquist's dummy that talks itself out of its body. The pummeling tempo needs
visuals far more controlled than this. A disappointment.

FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD “Relax’ (ZTT/Island) directed by Bernard Rose—Frankie Goes To Hollywood, with its gay/ S&M
angle, aims for “sleaze and class” in the words of lead singer Holly Johnson. The class shows up in the duo's edited version, an
extremely effective performance clip contrasting the ease-up advice of audio with the hi-tech restrictiveness of color, set design ana
the image cast by the group itself. Brilliantly colored laser beams and triangularly segmented performers reinforce the phallicism all
the more provocatively precisely because of the dispassion. The censored (BBC, MTV) “sleaze” version is notan unexpected offering
from Bernard Rose, considering he's well practiced working with all that fluid in the UB40 “Red Red Wine" v/c. The performances
here, despite intended depiction of debauched revelry, are less than convincing even in the midst of Roman gladiatorial references—
caged inhabitants, tigers and a toga'd man of pustular corpulence whose emission cascades onto a couple lying in bondage. For
readers thinking they've missed out, watch this: “At Stephen’s suggestion, at Bloom’s instigation both, first Stephen, then Bloom, in
penumbra urinated, their sides contiguous, their organs of micturition reciprocally rendered invisible by manual circumposition, their
gazes, first Bloom’s then Stephen’s, elevated to the projected luminous and semi-luminous shadow.” Buy a copy of Ulysses—the
trajectories are better. And so are the lyrics.

MADNESS Keep Moving (Geflen, c/0 Wamer Bros., 3300 Wamer Bivd., Burbank, CA
91510)—Less nutty, more controlled but no less exciting, Kaep Meving is the newest chapter in the Madness
success story. No band (except perhaps the Police) makes pop music which is so complex yet so simply
enjoyable. “The Sun And The Rain" is the first single—straight forward and likeable; it should be a hit. “One
Better Day" and “Wings Of A Dove™ are excellent follow-ups. We also like “Prospects™ and “Humry Up."

JAH WOBBLE/THE EDGE/HOLGER CZUKAY Snake Charmer (EP) (island, 14 East 4th

Street, 3rd Floor, New York, NY 10012)—The first new music supersession? Jah Wobbie from PiL on

bass, U2's The Edge plays guitar, and avant-garde instrumentalist Czukay fills in the gaps—combining their

wildly diverse talents under disco producer Francois Kevorkian to produce one of the most exciting and

adventurous dance records in recent memory. A bold step forward for dance music—a dynamic blend of rock,

Nisin funk, avant garde and disco—and one that is sorely needed. Top cuts: “Snake Chanmer,” “Hold On To Your
D
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THE ALARM Declaration (1.R.S., c/0 A&M, 595 Madison Ave., New York, NY 10019)—The
Alam makes some of the most powerful rock and roll around—the clashing guitars, crashing drums and
passionate vocals are genuinely exciting and downright inspiring. “Shout To The Devil,” “Blaze Of Glory,” “"When
The Storm Broke” and “Third Light” are our favorites, but all the tracks are strong. One problem: all of the songs
on Declaration (except “Third Light™) cry out one basic theme: “Stand up for your rights and befiefs no matter
what.” Which is fine initially, but gets tedious after repeated listenings— the tracks become marching songs fora
revolution without purpose. A revolution needs a cause—and so does the Alarm. The Alamm bums, and we see
the smoke. . .but where's the fire?

MODERN ENGLISH Ricochet Days (Sire, c/0 Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank,
CA 91510)—A solid collection of tracks—a bit more commercial than their debut, without losing their edge or
urgency (much of Riceshet Days sounds a bit like mid-period Beatles circa Rubber Saul or evelwer). “Hands Across
The Sea” is a hit—solid hooks over a catchy, upbeat track. We also like “Heart In Him,” a slow atmospheric
piece; “Rainbow’s End,” upbeat pop ' roll and “Machines,” especially good for clubs.

EBN-OZN Feeling Cavalier (Elektra, 885 Fifth Avenue, New York, NY 10022)—The follow-up
LP to their hit single "AEIOU (Sometimes Y)," dedicated to late Mountain bassist Felix Pappalardi, isa charming
collection of witty, danceable pop funk a roll: electronic tatin thythms (courtesy of the Fairight CMI) combine
with sardonic ( sans maliciousness) lyrics to make for entertaining listening on “The Video D.J.." a salsa number
authenticated by the presence of Tito Puente on timbales. Also try “Pop Art Bop,” a wild re-working of “Rockin’
Robin™ and the latest single “Bag Lady” (look for the video featuring Imogene Coca). It's refreshing to find
talented band that lets you know they don't take themselves too seriously—don't let this one fly innuendo and
out your front door.

AFRICAN IMAGE Roots (Impimzande) (Gramavision inc., 260 W. Broadway, New York, NY
10013)—Thomas Mhize and Glynn Storm, two multi-talented South Africans, have created an LP that takes
traditional African dance rhythms and sprinkles on Westem production and instrumentation (piano and organ
replace talking drum and excessive percussion) to synergize a thoroughly modem feel. The two instrumentals
“The Way | Feel” and “From The Roots” are beautiful pieces, both featuring wailing yet soothing saxophones.
Also of spacial interest is the tribal call and response vocals of “Fly Machine,” which relates the emotions of a
Zulu man experiencing his first airplane trip, as well as the festive “African Beer.” “War Cry” is more of an
uptempo chant—with its ringing piano run it displays the more accessible side of the duo. Intriguing and
satisfying.

THOMAS DOLBY The Fiat Earth (Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028)—The Gelden
Age 0f Wireless was a veritable seminar in techno-pop, and it took a genius like Dolby to tum that wom formula
into something more innovative. With The Fiat Esrth we find him more soulful and less robotic, relying mainlyona
fretless bass rather than a drum machine. An unexpected variety of instruments and influences are put to use,
including Eastem sounds and jazz. Dolby compensates for fack of vocal chops by always creating an urgent
Afﬂ | atmosphere, and his most intense vocal performances are here. The crowning achievement is “Hyperactive,” a
can image devastatingly infectious ear-piercer. The Fiat Esri is truly big and round, and ready for the universe as Dolby
remains one of music's most precious craftsmen. Top cuts: “Hyperactive,” “Dissidents" and “White City.”

The Flat Earth TRACEY ULLMAN You Broke My Heart in 17 Places (MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza,

it Universal City, CA 91608)—Yet another British revivalist artist—this time Tracey Uliman digs up early
sixties girl-pop (a ta Leslie Gore, Diana Ross, Shelley Fabares, Marcie Blane) and carries it off nice and sassy.
Highlights are “Breakaway," “Long Live Love,” “Bobby’s Girl" and “(Life Is A Rock) But The Radio Rolled Me.”
Cute.

NRBQ Tapdancin’ Bats (Red Rooster, c/0 Rounder, One Camp St., Cambridge, MA
02140)—The “Contractual Obligation™ LP from the Keystone Kops of the music world. The package comes
complete with sappy/ cutesy love ditties from bassist Joey Spampinato and the Grand Poobah of the piano Terry
Adams; a silly froticking romp “Rats In My Room,” two cacophonous contributions (“Trouble In The Herhouse”
and the consummate title track), along with a skeleton from the closet, “Ain't It Alright,” co-written by Steve
Ferguson, the group’s original guitarist before Big Al. NRBQ's zaniness in concert has never been fully captured
on record (with the possible exception of “Who Put The Garlic In The Glue?") so their vinyl efforts serve more as
adorably esoteric reminders. Still one of America's best kept secrets.
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
