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INCREDIBLY STRANGE MUSIC

Andrea Juno is off and running. We'je asked the co-editor of the
RE/Search books about Rajput & the|Supo’s incompetent sitar version
of “Up, Up And Away” on the Incredibly Strange Music CD she
compiled, and she’s launched into ofe of her rapid-fire amalgama-
tions of critical language, analysis and general exuberance, barely
keeping up with herself:

"There's those absolutely wonderfu| surprise mistakes—it's badly out
of tune, missing notes. First, there’s the disjunction of ‘Up, Up And
Away’—you’ve already made up yolr mind. | mean, it's like the
expectations and dehabituation of the mind already. And then when
it's done in such a warbly, out-of-tung way—and it's not the record,
the record is in good shape—and every time | listen to it, | just have
fantasies of what was going on when it was made. It's like ‘hey,
guys—the sitar’s really popular right now—Ilet's call up all these stu-
dio musicians that're lying around the record company, let's do some
pop tunes!’ Something is kind of morvelous about the fact that it is not
perfect, kind of like the Japanese custom of having a thumbprint on
perfect pottery to make it human. But then there’s also something
about the commercial exploitation of a record. And it's obvious that
this record was literally to a market segment. It's like, okay: Sitars are
really popular now, it's like late ‘60s/early ‘70s, but you know that
there’s also a big—you know, Peter Fonda films are popular, and so
these suburban partygoers need their records for a good party. It's
just wonderful to think of how the undergrounds get overground, and
there’s an exploitation market to it.”

It's that kind of lateral, wide-ranging thinking and championing of
the distinctly marginal on Juno's part that's kept the RE/Search books
going through 17 volumes to date. Incredibly Strange Music, the
book, came out last summer, and included interviews with both record
collectors (such as Lux and Ivy of the Cramps) and the original artists
of the records covered within (including Eartha Kitt and Gershon
Kingsley). Incredibly Strange Music, Vol. 1, the CD, was recent-

ly released on Caroline; it's a sampler of some of the music discussed
in the book, and a handful of other bizarre things from RE/Search co-
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Volume 1|

editor V. Vale’s personal collection, tronsfe&ed directly from glori-
ous vinyl, surface noise intact. The CD has gverything from come-
dy songs to examples of unintentional horribleness to bizarre
arrangements of familiar pieces (Buddy Mitthell’s guitar-boogie
take on “The Flight Of The Bumblebee” is plre genius). But what
makes a piece of music incredibly strange, exactly?

“The title ‘Incredibly Strange’ actually comes from a book that
we did, Incredibly Strange Films,” Juno explains. “People might
write ‘Oh, it's not strange enough,’ but they!are incredible, and
we liked the title. So now just forget about the title. A lot of the
themes of the music book are the same as we had for the film
book, which is that we can remap aesthetics, and what's good
taste and bad, and that we really did like this music...So | had
Vale's stack of records, and my criterion was that | wanted it to be
more than just a one-joke thing. Everything had fo stand the test of
repeated listenability.” Except, maybe, Kali Bahlu’s ridiculous
flower-child narrative “A Cosmic Telephone Call.” “That's why we
put it last—but it's just so marvelous. It really is just like...haiku
poetry. It permeates and percolates in the brain, long after the lis-
tening.”

Volgme 2 of both the book and the soundtrack are due later this

ear. Juno's guarded about who they’ll feature, but she does offer
Ker vision of the future of incredibly strange art:

“You're going to see a lot of things that we take for granted now
being marginalized in 20 years. We're at a unique historical
point right now, in that art is taken almost too seriously. | almost
long for the days when musicians, artists and filmmakers were
really kind of a lower rung in society, and so they weren’t given
the kind of selfconscious criticality that they are now. That's what
produced a lot of unselfconscious, marvelous, spontaneous musi-
cal, filmic and artistic moments. It's an amazing thing that the rock
‘n’ roll artist in 1993 has a very high critical place in society. |
think that's scary. It really should be back when they were bad,
and they weren't on the cover of Time, and they weren't dining at
the President’s table, and they were taken out to pasture when
they got old.”

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RICHARD THOMPSON Mirror Blue (Capitol, 1750 N.
Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028)—Regardless of his personal
circumstance or level of previous success, Richard Thompson
seems to make new records as if he's just endured great personal
tragedy, like a forgotten hero returning in grand fashion to record
a hallmark after a mysterious absence. His 1991 “comeback” LP
Rumor And Sigh was evidence of that, and his latest, Mirror
Blue, is a similar revelation containing equal parts rock ‘n roll
exuberance and emotional exorcism. The opener, “For The Sake
Of Mary” (the song's riff is cousin to Neil Young's “Cinnamon
Girl"), Ig/nds a gruf? character forsaking pills, booze and tattoos in
an attempt to impress a
woman with his new-
found goodness.

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KRISTIN HERSH Hips And Makers (4AD/
Sire, c/o Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd.,
Burbank, CA 91510)—Kristin Hersh and her
band Throwing Muses have created nothing less
than a legacy, releasing a small treasureload of
albums and EPs and acting as a springboard for
former member Tanya Donelly to form her own suc-
cessful band Belly. After a decade of writing and
recording unclassifiable, folk-spirited rock, Hersh
has made her first solo work in Hips And
Makers, an infricate, achingly beautiful album
offering an intimate glimpse into Hersh’s fears and
dreams in a sporse but artistically rich setting.
Hersh’s warm acoustic guitar strumming am? pick-
ing offsets the demons living in between her words
and quirky vocals, slithery cello filling in the few

open spots left by producer Lenny Kaye. While not
all of Hersh’s poetry could stand on its own, her
words and music work porticularly well on the’chil-
ingly gorgeous “Your Ghost,” featuring a stunning
vocal interplay between Hersh and Michael Stipe;
the demonic, yet delicate, “A Loon”; the lullaby-like
piano lull of “Beestung”; and the muse-call of “Me
And My Charms,” co?ored by Hersh’s passionate
vocals. —Llydia Anderson

MEAT PUPPETS Too High To Die (London,
c/o PLG, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY
10019)—Some twisted old sage once said that
college “is a place where stones are palished and
diamonds are dimmed.” The same has often been
said for punk rock bands that get signed fo major
labels. That sort of dormroom-door wisdom doesn’t
really apply to a band that can shift into by-the-
numbers ZZ Top at will, however, and the irony of
a “breakthrough” record coming after 13 years
and eight previous albums puts a few lived-in nicks
and dents into Too High To Die’s buff and palish.
The macramé intricacy of Curt Kirkwood's guitar
lines wraps itself around the huge sound grafted
onfo the songs by producers Dave Jerden and Paul
Leary, playing on your ear like Tinkerbell's whis-
per.

Ajax’s second disc of reis-
sued TKP material (the first was last year's A
Beard Of Bees) is another installment of vital,
rudimentarily recorded songs that twitch and hum
with suppressed angst. Pefer’s deep-as-a-battomless-
well vocals and Graeme's stylized guitar work
shine through In The Same Room (originally
released by Flying Nun in 1987}, drenchin
*Immigration Song,” “Ivan Fyodorvitch” ong
*Holding” {featuring vocals by Michael Morley} in
the coarse cloth knit by the Jeﬁeries’ haunting poet-
ry. 1985’s 5 By Four EP is a looser, more experi-
mental work, less song-oriented and decorated with
more found sounds and nearly industrial rhythms.
The EP’s final cut, “Out Of My Hands,” however, is
a surprisingly sweet {and sour) finale to this vast
project. A duo comprised of Richard Ram and
Michael Morley (later of Xpressway legends Dead
C}), Wreck Small Speakers was a contemporary of
TKP but even more experimental in theory and
process. River Falling Love, an LP recorded in
1985 and released by Flying Nun in 1987, fea-
tures pastiches of textured keyboards, inorganically
played guitars and vocals buried behind caves of
sound. "Lots OF Hearts” swims somewhere between
its dense organ beds and quiet guitar strumming,
“Alice In Wonderland" features the same organ
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squashed in seemingly random fashion, a fuid
bassline and distorted vocals, and the gray-toned
“Rain” includes Denise Roughan (currently of the
3Ds) singing in French. Last year Ram and Morley
rejoined forces, after nearly seven years distance,
and recorded some new material, which Ajax
promises to release as soon as it's ready.

DQE But Me, | Fell Down (Feel Good All
Over, P.O. Box 148428, Chicago, IL
60614)—DQE (abbreviated from a name that men-
tioned a famous ice cream chain), a duo of
singer/guitarist Grace Braun and drummer Chris

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compilations for years, but this is its first album.
Braun’s experiences in mental hospitals are the sub-
ject of a lot of DQE's press, but for once not as a
result of media nosiness. Mental illness, its treat-
ment, and the confrontation of internalized demons
are central to DQE's lyrics, and even to its sound.
Listen, for example, to Braun's voice quavering and
breaking in barely disguised terror on “Funny
Thing,"” the jittery rant about therapy and medica-
tion that opens a cover of the Breeders’ “Fortunately
Gone," the chirped “This is a song about incest!” at
the beginning of “Twister.” Verene’s drums are usu-
ally miked badly but not inappropriately—most of
the time, they carry the songs along with Braun’s
singing, and her gi/sﬁncﬁve vitar playing takes a
back seat in the mix. Recorc?ed at five di%erent ses-
sions over several years, the songs on But Me, |
Fell Down sound very different from each other,
but that works to the album’s advantage. “Psychic
Dream” is as delicate and scary as a dead grand-
mother’s wedding dress, and “Shaky Sugar” is a
playful, amazin ?y wellcrafted love song. Also
milky, regal on(?imperiol: “Twister,” "Beestung Me"
and “Carnival.”

With its fourth
album, Carter USM (that’s Unstoppable Sex
Machine to you) has fightened its grooves and
turned up the guitars, which squabble and bray
through most of the mechanical rhythms as if they’re
trying to cover up the band’s synthesized song
frames. At the same time, it's impossible to discount
the somber lilt of “Under The Thumb And Moon,” or
the jazz swing of “being here.” In the past, Carter
has been largely tagged as a hybrid of Pet Shop
Boys and Billy Bragg, but we see more of a
Clash/Jesus Jones composite.

BEEKEEPER Beekeeper (224 E. 13th St. #24,
New York, NY 10003/212-598-4922)—Not
related fo the recently-broken-up West Coast band
(are all the good band names already taken2), New
York’s Beekeeper has played a number of shows

you can count on the fingers of one hand. Siblings
Karla and Matt Schickele play bass and guitar,
respectively, and both sing; J:ummer Eric Eidel used
to be in the Glories. A recent performance at Under
Acme found the audience calling for encores after
Beekeeper had played all the songs it knew. This
three-song cassette isn't as breathtakingly forceful as
the band’s live show, but it's a mighty impressive
beginning. “Impossible,” which Karla sings, is the
best of the three, with long instrumental passages
where the tempo is sometimes felt rather than strictly
enforced—a tricky thing to pull off with a band, but
very effective—and a dgistinctive, touching vocal per-
formance. Matt sings “The Gist,” powered by a
bent-string riff that owes more than a bit to Babe The
Blue Ox, and “Strange Miranda,” a slow, off-kilter
song reminiscent of the Breeders’ “Mad Lucas” and
Shudder To Think’s quieter moments. There are a
few moments on the tape where the music or lyrics
are a bit too self-consciously arty or clever (“The
Gist” starts with an allusion to “Mairzy Doats”), but
if the band continues to pursue the emotional, cre-
atively harmonic path of “Impossible,” it'll be onto
something very special. —Douglas Wolk
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Well, popular consensus indicates that since New
Orleans and Lovisiana are both full of bars, it'd be a
pretty good place for a bar band slugging out good
ol’ stompin’, pumpin’ American rock and roll. Hence
the success of a burgeoning genre of Lovisiana pub
rockers, from Dash Rip Rock to Cowboy Mouth, and
now, a new contender, the BINGEMEN (P.O. Box
791339, New Orleans, LA 70179/504-488-7435).
Their name alone implies a target audience, and

the frat-dancing beery riffs of “Drop Me OFf” or
“Muthafunti” seem built for that peculiar fistin-the-
air moshing-in-place dance that's often exhibited at
such events. Cowboy Mouth drummer/wildman Fred
LeBlanc lends his production skills, and no doubt
some of his charisma and experience have rubbed
off on this debut {uncannily, singer James McCormick’s
voice is often a dead ringer for LeBlanc’s own
throaty pipes). They’re not exactly Faulkners of rock,
but sturdy, dependable, working songs like these will
certainly do well on the spring-break club circuit of
the deep Southwest (if you think we're knocking it,
consider that R.E.M., the Georgia Satellites and the
B-52's were once its hottest tickets). There’s a lot of
room for the Bingemen to grow, and a lot of different
directions they could take: let's hope they don’t get
dulled by the drain of pounding it out night after
night for gas money and-free beer. —D.LY.
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GANG STARR "Mass Appeal” (12”)

The
dynamic string reinforcements on “I Stay Away”
are casually reminiscent of early Elton John rock-
ers, with the aggressive, tasteful cello and violin
arrangements pumping up the track rather than
pomping it out. The haunting instrumental “Whale

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ORNETTE COLEMAN Beauty Is A Rare
Thing: The Complete Atlantic Recordings
(Rhino, 10635 Santa Monica Blvd., Los
Angeles, CA 90025-4900/310-474-4778)
[cat. no. 71410]—Beauty is a rare thing,
indeed: Just ask anyone trying fo track down a
complete set of Atlantic LPs by Ornette Coleman,
many of which have been out of print since the turn
of the ‘70s. It was a strange commercial fate for
the seminal jozz reedman who broke new ground
in the ‘60s and practically single-handedly laid the
foundation for "free jazz.” And so, it's significant
that of all the legendary Atlantic jazz artists to
have been revived via Rhino-Atlantic’s Jazz Gallery
series, Ornette was the only one to warrant the
Eluﬂonously whole-hog, completist treatment of this
igh-impact, high-pricetag, deluxe six-CD box set.
Like Mercury’s awe-inspiring complete Rahsaan
Roland Kirk box set, this set’s admirable, all-or-
nothing premise suggests that the best way ta listen
to and appreciate such over-the-top music is to
gorge to rﬁe gills, cramming as much of it as you
can in between your ears at one time. And what a
feast it is: nine albums’ worth of sessions spread
over six CDs, with a 70-page booklet crammed full
of insightful quotes, essential annotations and vivid
ﬁ::togrophy. To us, Coleman’s music has always
n palatable to “rock” ears, especially enjoy-
able to anyone who digs Beetheart, Zappa, Pere
Ubvu or even the Coctails. What Ornette Coleman
did was free jazz from the rigors of conformity and
decades of convention: Instead of soloing over an
invisible, imaginary melody line or a set of struc-
tured chord changes, he and his fellow players
(including Don Cﬁerry on pocket trumpet) opened
up the solos to a wider range of freedom and feel-
ing. From there, things became wide open, and
music has never been the same since. It's expen-
sive, but that’s Ornette—he’s always had a high
price, and some things are simply worth it.

RAINCOATS The Raincoats, Odyshape and
Moving (DGC, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los
Angeles, CA 90069) [cat. nos. 24622-
24624]—Without embracing any styleconscious
mottos or snotty-nosed politicisms, the Raincoats
perfectly embodied everything there was to
embody about punk rock. Their tools were rudi-
mentary, their skills were copiously unsanded-down
and their view was certainly from the fringes. There
were other women on the music scene when the
Raincoats formed in 1977 —Patti Smith, the Slits
and Poly Styrene are all credited as influences in
the band’s own liner notes—but this allwoman
quartet used its uniquely female perspective to
impressive and, as time has revealed, significant
effect. The Raincoats released three siriking, and
strikingly different, albums on the influential (espe-
cially during the early ‘80s) Rough Trade label
between 1979 and 1984, albums which have had
an enduring effect on today’s punk-rock heroes. In
fact, DGC's domestic reissue of these albums,
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whose previous “I'vegotthatontape” availability
made them a sore spot for many collectors, feature
infroductions penned by some of our current punk
heroes—Kurt Cobain and Kim Gordon on the first
two discs—who all agree that the Raincoats made
a significant impact on their musical development.

The Raincoats is brimming over with unbridled
energy, all the ideas and unconventional sounds
four English women (well, one Portuguese trans-
plant} could cram onto their debut album. Gina
Birch’s bouncy basslines and (former Slif)
Palmolive’s perky drumbeats charge every song
with naive energy, and Ana da Silva’s gloriously
untamed guitar noises and Vicky Aspinall’s proudly
unorthodox violin-playing set the songs’ personal
politics afire. The sprightly opener “Fairytale in A
Supermarket” is an irresistable invitation, da Silva’s
throaty voice carrying the song’s quirky melody.
“Off Duty Trip” discusses rape/date rape, long
before it was a trendy topic, with a suitably nervy,
jerky bassline and an overall sweaty tension; the
pits-of-depression “The Void” evokes an effectively
melancholic mood, and the Raincoats’ rendition of
the Kinks’ “Lola” is unparalleled for its complete
and joyous upheaval of gender-based sexual roles.

The Raincoats’ second album is, in many ways,
their most experimental. With Odyshape, the
band stretched the limits of its own loosely-config-
ured song structures, taking melodies, sung in their
now familiar, atypical voices for a waltz across the
countryside. The departure of drummer Palmolive,
which prompted the band to use several different
drummers on the album, may have contributed to
the album'’s looser feel. These nine songs are as
anti-establishment (social, rock, government) as you
could want, but in a stylistic rather than a pre-
dictable, three-chord-rant sort of way. Gina plays
her bass with a cello bow, Ana tries her hand at
kalimba for the startling "Only Loved At Night,”
piano and cello dance over reggae-ish rhythms on
“Dancing In My Head,” and “found” percussion
contributes to the rawness of “Red Shoes.” The fitle
cut tackles the difficult issue of a woman's negative
selfimage with empathetic sensativity, and “Go
Away,” the album’s downbeat closer, suggests a
baffling state of mental chaos.

By the time Moving was recorded, the Raincoats
had become a more technically proficient unit, aug-
mented by several new members, mostly male.
Here the and adopted a more eclectic sound, felt
in the song’s swingy rhythms and their widespread
incorparation of instruments such as tympani, cha-
rango, saxophone and kalimba. Sometimes the
tones are Celtic, as on “Dreaming In The Past,”
at times they’re Brazillian, as on “Honey Mad
Woman,” and at others they’re simply jubilant, as
on “Avidoso,” the first Raincoats song to feature
male lead vocals, from drummer/percussionist
Richard Dudanski. Were Moving recorded in
1993, it might be released by David Byrne’s Luaka
Bop label and touted as a thought-provoking yet
poﬁ:toble fusion of worldly sounds. The CD reissue,
due out March 1, also includes the 7” version of
the 1982 single “No One’s Litfle Girl” and the 12*
version of Moving’s “Animal Rhapsody.” Let it
rain! —lydia Anderson

Winin’ Boy Blues (Rounder, 1 Camp St.,
Cambridge, MA 02140/617-354-0700)
[cat. nos. 1091-1094]—Considered by many
(including himself) to be the father of jazz, Jelly Roll
Morton is, at the very least, an extremely impartant
figure in the early development of this indigenous
American music. Born in Louvisiana in 1890, his
musical influence began as a bandleader and com-
poser in Chicago during the 1920s. Including his
time in New York City and his later days in
Washington, DC in the mid-1930s, Mortan left o
body essential to American music history. These
four discs comprise Morton'’s entire Library Of
Congress sessions, recorded at the Coolidge
Auditorium in Washington, DC, by Alan Lomax in
1938. Mostly piano and vocals in barrelhouse, rag-
time and blues style, they contain a great deal of
material that has never been ovoilol:ﬁe before,
mostly because of Morton’s obscene lyrics, and
include dialogue between Lomax and Morton,
adding an unprecedented understanding of the
artist and his music beyond their historical signifi-
cance. Since Lomax used a less-than-eliable disc
recorder, which did not always run at a steady
speed, playback of these recordings has been
equally inconsistent in the past. A relatively simple
process has been used on those recordings to bring
the music back to its original key. With extensive,
informed notes on the music, the recordings and the
various sessions, written by James Dapogny, this
collection is a fascinating experience, a must for
any library of American music.  —Jim Caligiuri

HOLLYWOOD FATS Rock This House (Black
Top, P.O. Box 56691, New Orleans, LA
70156/504-895-7239) [cat. no. 1097]—
Consider this: when people who really love music
deeply are given the chance fo run reissue pro-
grams, amazing things can happen. And so, here's
Hollywood Fats, the latest treasure from Black Top
Classics, the blues label’s reissue wing. Hollywood
who? Well, Hollywood Fats was a great guitar
layer and singer who recorded in obscurity in the
ate ‘'70s, a period after the initial resurgence in
blues interest, when the public’s attention was once
again on the wane. The sound is vintage, plugged-
in, jump’n’shout blues, not the typical gorky guys in
shades and sideburns who so offen seem to put out
records that look like this one. In fact, you'd Ee
hard pressed to find many other records from the
late '70s that rocked this hard and swung this
much. Unlike a lot of recordings from the erq,
where the studio sound is just a little too clean or
polished, Rock This House retains much of the
primal, gutsy rawness that made the first sides by
Little Walter, Elmore James and Howlin’ Wolf so
irresistibly powerful. True, clean and neat, an unfor-
gettable jump blues record from start fo finish—cue
up “Caldonia,” “Rock This House,” “Little Girl* or
“Prettiest Little Thing.” Out of sync, caught in obscy-
rity between waves of blues interest, Fats died at
the incredibly young age of 32, forever turning the
question of his music into one of those “what if he'd
lived” propasitions that always end up with the true
fans as losers. He may not have had the star poten-
tial of Stevie Ray Vaughan or the hoodoo pawer of
John Campbell, but he sure could stretch his fingers
over the neck of a six-string to make a room full of
people dance. —James Lien

Late February will bring the
much-anticipated release of Tenor Legacy with
leader Joe Lovano, the reigning tenorman of the
times, hooking up with youngblood tenor sensation
Joshua Redman...Warner Bros.” charttopping
successes in 1993—with Fourplay, on the con-
temporary side, and young tenor saxist Joshua
Redman, on the trade front—give the Californio-
based major strong impetus as ‘94 gets underway.
Keyboardist/producer Bob James, one-fourth of
Fourplay, is readying his first solo project in four
years; Nathan East and Michael Brecker are
among his sidekicks. March will bring Redman’s

from Tommy Flanagan, Another’s Point Of
View from trumpeter Eddie Allen and Morning
Song from tenorist John Stubblefield. Three fitles
from the Lebanese oud player Rabih Abou-Khalil’s
own label, out in Europe but never in the U.S., will
be released in early ‘94 under the Enja banner;
saxists Charlie Mariano and Sonny Fortune appear
on different discs. A CD from altoman Arthur
Blythe, recorded live at the Village Vanguard with
Jo{m Hicks at the piano, is coming in February or
March. Trumpeter Dusko Goykovich, well-regarded
in Europe but seldom heard here, makes the Soul
Connection with assistance from Flanagan, Jimmy
Heath, Mickey Roker and Eddie Gomez.

SOLSONICS Jazz In The Present Tense
(Chrysalis, ¢/o EMI Records Group, 1290
Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY
10104)—With so many record labels looking to
join the current burgeoning acid jozz craze, this
new form of expression runs the risk of watering
itself down before it even has a chance to flourish.
Unlike its popularity in Europe, acid jazz is still
sequestered in the club scene in New York and Los
Angeles over here, although it enjoys high praise
from the press. Emergin ?rom the Los Angeles-
based Brass collective ot artists with unmatched
stylistic elegance and a sound that is unpretentious
and instinctively visionary, the Solsonics are prag-
matic enough to keep their groove-happy foundo-
tion in focus. With contemporaries that range from
the Brand New Heavies to Young Disciples to even
Sade, Jazz In The Present Tense is a landmark
recording, effortlessly gliding from icy soul to
traditional jazz arrangements (check the title track).
The LP also wades through seldom-explored terrain,
blending Afro-Cuban rhythms with hip-hop fextures
on “Montuno Funk,” and creating a reggae/jozz/
soul hybrid on the Freddie Hubbard tune, “Red
Clay.” Headed by drummer Willie McNeil and
bassist Jez Colin, this collective of singers, rappers
and instrumentalists operates over a singular
groove, expressing olfof the emotions of a closely-
bound group with lyrics that are not always as
utopian as others: “Blood Brother,” with its War-
like soul, feeds off the L.A. riots and calls for
harmony. Although lyrics are rarely the selling
point of acid jazz, the Solsonics’ allure lies in their
enviable musicianship and ability to expand the
limits of a rising genre a little further. Touch the
future on: “Keep The Rhythm Strong,” “Ascension,”
“So Much More Together” and “Mountain Man.”

OUMOU SANGARE Ko Sira (World Circuit,
¢/o Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge,

MA 02140/617-354-0700)—With all the re-
cordings of moussolou [women) from the Wassoulou
region of Mali that are currently ovolloble you
may be tempted to let this one go by as “just
another variation.” BIG MISTAKE! Oumou Sangare
may be the best of the bunch, with a voice as pure
and wondrous as voices get, and with a rootsy,
acoustic musical ensemble behind her that will melt
hearts and burn dance floors. The rhythms are
graceful, simulating the feel of a wild animal
running free and leaving immense open spaces for
Sangare and her singers to expand into a sensual
rush of melodies. At the center of the band’s sound
is the low-toned buzzing of the kamelen ngoni, a
sixstring harp familiar to the area. Throbbing per-
cussion instruments, guitar, scratchy violin and
some flute round out the sound, which is under-
scored by some remarkable bass playing, inter-
estingly by westerner Colin Bass. While the whole
thing is very much “in the tradition,” the end result
is a very contemporary sound, as compellmg as
any syntho-derived competitor, and all the more so
because of the purity of the instrumental sound.

All of this would be rendered moot if not for the
singer and the songs, and here a good album be-
comes a great one. Oumou Sangare has a voice
both sensual and meticulous. It's a rich mix that
puts her in |eogue with Billie Holiday and Om
Kalthum, conjuring up emotions that are powerful
but somehow uncertain. Her songs speak of the
siruggle in the lives of African women, both social
and political; of the anguish of the new wife in a
land where women are second class; of the joys of
being a woman, even in the face of such odds. All
the lyrics are translated in the notes, a rare treat
these days! But even without your knowing the
stories on Ko Sira, Oumou Sangare and her
group convey the feelnngs of contemporary Africa
as it searches for balance between old ways and
new necessities.

God! We weather three desolate dance weeks and
on comes a batch of electrifying tracks showing you
exactly where underground dance is heading in
1994 if anyone is still thinking that the Chicago
Minimalist movement remains in the minds of a few
critics, a glance at some upfront U.S. and European
DJ's charts over the last several weeks reveals an
increasing number of severely rhythmic, stripped
down percussion tracks like those being released
on the Djax and Accelerate labels. Pore over the
dubs on some of Steve ”Silk” Hurley's early
efforts, such as 19Bé's “Jack Your Body”, and
you'll see why instrumental house dubs are perhaps
the most ecstatic body music ever created. Today,
this music is still created by those who know dance
best, DJs who can take the music’s most lean,
essential characteristics and make the body move
almost involuntarily. Producers such as Dan Bell

The master-
ful Dearborn (whom DJ Pierre recently cited as one
of his favorite artists} has his finest hour with “Outer
Limits,” which paints a vast, panoramic vista like
the sun rising behind the mountains, with an
enormous arpeggiated acid bassline filling the
distances. The nascent ingenuity of Dan Bell is quite
apparent on his latest EP, particularly the glorious
“Back 2 Da Beat,” a slice-and-dice 909 exercise
with a hiccuping synth effect.

300, New York, NY
10003)—Regular readers of Horizons will surely
be familiar with New York City’s 5 Chinese
Brothers, as they’ve been mentioned several fimes
for their appearances on both Diesel Only compila-
tions, as well as various 7” releases and a cassette
also tiled Singer Songwriter Beggarman
Thief. The newly released CD version of SSBT has
been re-sequenced and contains several songs that
have been re-recorded. The rest have been remixed,
resulting in a crisp, more precise sense of the
Brothers’ sound: an eclectic amalgam of folk, coun-
try, rock and soul, accented by sharp ensemble
work, the highly developed songwriting skills of Tom
Meltzer and Paul Foglino and a shrewd sense of
humor. Few bands, if any, are able to tackle such
disparate subjects as the Cubist painter “Paul
Cezanne,” unrequited lust on “She’s A Waitress
(And m In Love),” and memories of life in “Balti-
more” with this much glee, adding another side to
the seriously overworked roots-rock category.

SHORT SHOTS

Lots of varied and interesting records have arrived
in the mail since the beginning of the year.
Without a doubt, ANI DIFRANCO has the

biggest buzz that I've heard in a long time for a
foﬁ( performer on the underground scene. Her last,
self-released record, 1993’s Puddle Dive, per-
formed the extraordinary feat of spending ten
weeks on the CMJ Top 150. For Like | Said
(Songs 1990 - 1991) (Righteous, 429
Richmond Ave., Buffalo, NY 14222/716-884-
0248), she re-recorded 15 of the most requested
songs from her first two records, which featured
only voice and guitar. Difranco infuses bits of
cello, accordion and various percussion instruments
into the arrangements, which have grown over the
years, and winds up with her most effective set to
date. Don’t miss “Not So Soft,” “The Whole
Night,” “Both Hands” and “Out Of Habit.”...One
of the more unusual records I've heard in a while
comes from DEE CARSTENSEN. Beloved One
(NYC, 450 W. 20th St., New York, NY 10011/
212-627-9426) is a powerful debut for this
singer/songwriter. Her main instrument is the harp,
which isn’t usually associated with pop music, yet
Carstensen uses it sparingly and with surprising
results. Her songs are soultul grooves, wide-screen
narratives that iirt being trite and are accented by
her facile vocals. At fimes she recalls Joni Mitchell
or Shawn Colvin at their commanding best. But,
Carstensen’s music is strong enough to withstand
such comparisons. Highlights include “Waterhole”
which features guitar work by Mark Knopfler, the
driving rave-up “Rooftops” and the haunting
“Forgiven.”...long time lead vocalist and rhythm
guitarist of the Bluegrass Cardinals, DAVID
PARMLEY has begun a solo career with the
release of Southern Heritage (Rebel, P.O. Box
3057, Roanoke, VA 24015/703-343-5355). He's
chosen some high-quality material from, among oth-
ers, Carl Jackson ("Hometown Girl”), Larry Cordle
and Randy Scruggs (“That's Why They Call ‘Em
The Blues”), and Jamie O’Hara and Kevin Welch
("Desperately”), as well as a couple from the
Stanley Brothers’ songbook (”Prem{ Polly,” “If I
Lose”), creating a nearly perfect blend of tunes with
a traditional country feel and rock steady bluegrass
bock up. This collection is well worth seeking
out...Moving to a place where musical categories
won’t help us, we find HYPNOTIC CLAMBAKE.
Gondola To Heaven (Blue Button, c/o
Northeastern, P.O. Box 3589, Saxonville, MA
01701-0605/508-820-4440), the group’s second
CD, is another inventive mish-mash of zydeco,
klezmer, country, old4ime fiddle tunes and rock.
What other group around today can jump from the
wacky, Cajun inﬁected "Zyde-Coo-Coo” to the
swing blues of “Scorched Earth Polly” to the electric
hoedown “Trucking & Schucking” to the dreamy-
smooth, environmentally correct “Plain Green” with
such ease, while having such whimsical fun2...
Speaking of fun, slap Boozoo, That's Who!
from BOOZOO CHAVIS & THE MAJIC
SOUNDS (Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA
02140/617-354-0700) on the CD player and see
how long you're able to sit still. Chavis, one of the
originators of zydeco, plays it like no one else. His
records are always packed with funky, bouncing
grooves. This one, produced by NRBQ's Terry
Adams, is no exception. “Lula Lula Don't You Go
To Bingo,” “Billy Goat Number Three” and the title
track are sure to get your parly started.

Among the artists scheduled to join host
Doc Watson at what is quickly becoming known as
one of the best acoustic music events in the country
are Emmylou Harris, Alison Krauss, the Nashville
Bluegrass Band, Front Range, Peter Rowan, Iris
Dement, Cephas & Wiggins, Ralph Stanley and a
reunion of New South featuring Ricky Skaggs, J.D.
Crowe, Tony Rice and Jerry Douglas. For more info
call (80O) 343-7857...Rhino (10635 Santa Monica
Bivd., Llos Angeles, CA 90025-4900/310-474-
4778) has issued JERRY JEFF WALKER's 1968
debut, Mr. Bojangles, for the first time on CD. It
features David Bromberg on lead guitar, two bonus
cuts not on the original LP and Jerry Jeff's most
famous composition, the title track. Walker is cur-
rently readying a new, live set, titled Viva
Luckenbach! for mid-March release...Continving
on the reissue front, WEBB WILDER's hard-to-find
1987 debut It Came From Nashville is now
available on Watermelon Records (P.O. Box
402088, Austin, TX 78704/512-458-627 5) with
four songs not found on the original Landslide
release. Recorded both in the studio and before a
live audience at Nashville’s Exit/In, this is Wilder’s
best work, jumping, high-energy roots rock with his
distinctive style and twisted Southern-fried wit.

STILL GOT THE BLUES

Few would argue with bestowing upon KOKO
TAYLOR the title “Queen of the Blues” and, once
again, she proves she’s worthy with Force Of
Nature (Aﬁigotor, P.O. Box 60234, Chicago, IL
60660/312-973-7736). Taylor does what sie
does best on fracks like the earth-shaking shout out
“Let The Juke Joint Jump” and the gritty ballad
“Nothing Takes The Place Of You.” She’s joined
by Buddy Guy for a fribute to the late Albert King
on "Born Unc};r A Bad Sign,” while harmonica ace
Carey Bell lends a hand on “Mother Nature.”...Fat
Possum (P.O. Box 1923, Oxford, MS 38655/601-
236-3110) has quickly developed into the hottest
new blues label on the scene by releasing several
brilliant records by some under-recorded artists of
our day. R.L. BURNSIDE's Too Bad Jim is his
seconc(releose for the label. i's a raucous haze of
ferocious country shuffles like “Shake ‘Em On
Down” and “Fireman Ring The Bell,” and down
right scary ballads like “Short-Haired Woman” and
“Death Bell Blues.” Although it's a purely digital
recording, this is as unrefined as the blues gets
these days...Trouble No More, the latest from
JOHN HAMMOND (Pointblank, c/o Virgin, 338
N. Foothill Road, Beverly Hills, CA 90210}, is a
star-studded affair. Hammond's longtime friends
Little Charlie And The Nightcats back him up on
seven of the album’s 12 tracks, slide guitar master
Roy Rogers shows up for the ragtime styled “That
Nasty Swing” and Charles Brown adds his sensu-
ous piano styling o a couple of songs including
Brown’s own “Trouble Blues.” All in all, this is a dif-
ferent type of record than Hammond's been known
to make in the past and, to his credit, it all works
very well.

ENTOMBED
Wolverine Blues
(Earache, ¢/o Columbia, 550 Madison Ave.,
New York, NY 10022-3211)—When we bum
out about the regurgitated, assembly-line bands that
plague the Loud 100 chart, it's because records like
Wolverine Blues prove just how much potential
the metal genre has fo create franscendent rock
music, ong how, instead, fans and musicians accept
the lowest common denominator of mediocrity far too
often. While we're still big fans of Left Hand Path
and Clandestine, Wolverine Blues is on an
entirely different level—one of top-notch songwriting,
exquisitely thick guitar tones and dynamitecharged
riffs. Assimilating the flash-ry blitzkrieg of Discharge
and throttled crunch of Animosity-era C.O.C. with
its own unique death-metal stylings, Entombed has
achieved the elusive kind of highenergy rush that
literally explodes on impact, making Wolverine
Blues every bit the equal {nay, superior) to Vulgar
Display Of Power, Meantime, Arise or any
other significant metal record of the ‘90s. This is the
genuine shit; in fact, it's so clearly obliterating
whatever else is out there at the moment that if you're
not playing Entombed in ‘94, you might as well give
it up. “WHO EXAMINES THE DOCTORS2II” {uh,
other doctors | guess): “Rotten Soil,” “Eyemaster,”
“Wolverine Blues” and “Full Of Hell.”

PRONG
Cleansing
(Epic, 550 Madison Ave., New York, NY
10022-3211)—Despite undergoing numerous line-
up changes (the latest being the %ooting of bassist
Troy Gregory) and possessing one of the most
unorthodox/ uncategorizable sounds to grace the
metal world for the past half decade, Prong continues
to endure. And although Tommy Victor and Ted
Parsons’ refusal to succumb to the obvious has made
their career more arduous, it's paid off in the end.
Countless parttimers and posers {many of whom
have cashed in big time) have been influenced by
the mighty Prong's stark, staccato rhythms and crafty
songwriting. Cleansing is the kind of disc that
makes you quiver with glee as you reach for the
nearest blunt object to club your face. Victor's guitars
peel away layers of skin with each slice, cutting to
the bone Lefore they've reached the first chorus, and
new bassist Paul Raven and drummer Parsons suture
together what's left with squeaky-ight rhythms. Terry
Date’s wildly compressed production (most notably on
“Another Worldy Device,” “Snap Your Fingers, Snap
Your Neck” and “Cut-Rate”) helps make this Prong’s
most palatable disc to date without sacrificing what's
made the band distinctive. With any luck, Cleansing
will reach the mass audience it deserves.

BLACK SABBATH

Cross Purposes

(LR.S., 594 Broadway, Ste. 901, New York,
NY 10012/212-334-2179)—That Black
Sabbath and Dio are releasing new albums just
weeks apart, following long hiatuses from the music
industry, can be no mere coincidence. Maybe it's
just @ matter of the powerful psychic energy transmitted
I:>etween former metal legends, but we detect a
marketing ploy, or at least a friendly, incestuous
challenge between old rivals. After all, isn't it a bit
strange that Sabbath is using former Rainbow
drummer Bobby Rondinelli and vocalist Tony Martin,
whose vocal inflections are frighteningly similar to
those of Ronnie James Dio? And isn’t it odd that
Sabbath is suddenly singing about rainbows, a Dio

‘trademark since the wee days of Holy Diver? And

what about all the doomy, lommi-influenced guitar
licks on the new Dio record? Hmmm2 Whatever the
case, Black Sabbath is the undisputed grandpa of

‘metal, having influenced a generation of bands from

thrash to doom to death metal {not to mention half
the bands that call themselves “alternative” these
days), so we'll give the band the benefit of the
doubt. Cross Purposes sees the Sabbulous (ughl}
Four back in fine fashion, kicking off with four
driving, gutpunching cuts (*| Witness,” “Cross Of
Thorns,” “Psychophobia” and “Ritual Death”),
proving the Eond is still relevant and powerful, even
in the jaded '90s. From there, the momentum slows a
tad, but not enough to prevent us from unreservedly
recommending the record. Jam hard and heavy on
the above, plus “Back To Eden” and “The Hand That
Rocks The Cradle.” —Jon Wiederhorn

GOREFEST

The Eindhoven Insanity

(Nuclear Blast America, P.O. Box 251,
Millersville, PA 17551/717-397-9221)—
Unlike most live albums, which are carefully planned
and executed, with band members scouring live
tapes to find the perfect concert encapsulation of
their sound, The Eindhoven Insanity was a bit of
an afterthought. Recorded by a small Dutch radio
station on a 24-rack board during the Dynamo
Festival, the tape was meant to be aired on a late-
night metal show and then forgotten. But on the
band’s request, the master was turned over to Nuclear
Blast and scheduled for release. Meant as a vehicle
for capturing the force and intensity of Gorefest live,
the record wound up being much more. Maybe it's
the hodgepodge, makeshift nature of the project, but
The Eindhoven Insanity effectively communicates
the essence and raison d'étre of the band. Rather
than cover over extraneous feedback screeches or
tiny musical mistakes, Gorefest has opted for an
accurate playback of the show, forsaking overdubs
and edits entirely. Even so, the record is recorded
and mixed as well as practically any live album, and
the musicianship is fisttight, especially for a festival
gig, where sound quality is usually prioritized right
onder lavatory cleanliness. This disc should easily
tide over Gorefest fans until the band’s next release,
due around June or July. Play “The Glorious Dead,”
“The Mass Insanity,” “From Ignorance To Oblivion”
and “Mental Misery.” —Jon Wiederhorn

SHORT PLAYS

ALICE IN CHAINS
Jar Of Flies (EP)
(Columbia, address above)—This is not quite

what we expected, to be perfectly honest, but maybe
that's not such a bad thing. While Dirt was one of
the darkest, most oppressively heavy mainstream
releases of the past tew years, Jar Of Flies is an
entirely different can of larvae. First of all, there’s not
a dollop of “grunge” to be found in the grooves—not
a single distorted power chord flurry. Instead, Alice In
Chains has written seven bluesy songs that teem with
feeling. Never contrived or sappy enough to be
called balladic, nor industrious enough to qualify as
anthemic, Jar Of Flies is simply a forum of great
songwriting and impressive musicianship. Still bleak,
but never dismal, the cuts wander from being mildly
psychedelic to kinda jazzy to almost rocking. Guitarist
Jerry Cantrell solos without wailing and vocalist Layne
Staley manages to impart a feeling of desperation
without having to scream. Many of the vocals are
even harmonized, and “| Stay Away” and “Don’t
Follow” feature violins and a viola. Not only has Alice
In Chains proven its ability to craft great songs, on
Jar Of Flies the band has also reinforced its depth
and diversity, ensuring its prominence for a long fime
to come. Fly away with “Rotten Apple,” “Whale &
Wasp” and “No excuses.” —Jon Wiederhorn

DIO

”Evilution” (5”)

(Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd.,
Burbank, CA 91510)—Well, here it is. After six
years of waiting, Dio has returned with the band that
brought us tales of devils and dragons, mystery and
magic and those all too important rainbows. Ripping
as hard as anything from Dio’s back-catalogue,
“Evilution” is a fine, rift-heavy preview of a killer
comeback album. Even as good as the new Black
Sabbath is, it looks like Dio is winning the battle. At
the end of the war Ronnie James Dio may well be the
last in line. —Jon Wiederhorn

WILDHEARTS

”Suckerpunch” (5”)

(EastWest America, 75 Rockefeller Plaza,
New York, NY 10019)—The Wildhearts are a
new group from England with a raggedly melodic
hard-rock buzz that's downright poppy at fimes. Just
check out the total pop chorus of “My Baby Is a
Headfuck,” which appears on the group'’s forthcoming
LP as well. While the production’s a bit too polite for
our taste, we could listen to what we'd wager are
some of the Wildhearts’ faves 24 hours a day (Cheap
Trick, Damned, Ramones), and the band recalls those
groups more smartly than most.  —Paul Sommerstein

“Nice And Lovely” perhaps the loveliest video of
the week. ThougK some may argue that it's the host
of ultra-sexy women that are the true spice of this
clip, we'll argue that it's a helluva song first and
respectfully admit that the women are somewhat
attractive [OK, so we spent half the day using the
stop motion feature to get a better look, so sue us.)
While some of the shots may be too hot to handle,
the filming is ultracool—a black and white, back
street jazz mood with shots of Shaggy and pals
happily skipping around o the beat. That sort of
carefree style reminds us that the ‘90s are less
timid than the ‘80s when it comes to skipping
across boundaries to make new sounds. Like
Digable Planet's “Cool Like Dat,” it's tracks like
“Nice And Lovely” that will will carve more room
for other fun, creative and musically rich songs on
the airwaves. This means less room for those
overblown emotional duets from movie soundtracks,
so do your part and play this now!

no surprise that a video from an artist on Peter
Gabriel’s RealWorld label would present us with a
video that was different, beautiful, creative and
ultimately moving. “The River” by Ugandan
songwriter/ per?ormer Geoffrey Oryema uses
simple elements to create a visually captivating
work. Like this lead track from his Ltest CD, Beat
The Border, which is graceful, rhythmic and
intense, the video locks us in a deep, hypnotic
groove of beauty, focusing on the overwhelming
splendor of nature, the grace of the human hand
and the unlimited powers of water. The clip starts
with o few raindrops until the viewer is then
“flooded” with water and river imagery, lending
“The River” an comforting and tranquil spiritual
quality. The lush textures come courtes(?' of
Waestern influence rather than a Ugandan back-
ground, yet producer Bob Ezrin (Pink Floyd, Kiss)
never buries the heart of the track. This work,
however, is far too powerful to be lost under any
amount of audio or video technology.

at one time and consequently play a similarly
impassioned brand of indie-rock, although a bit
warmer around the edges and inflected with its own
vibrant harmonies. Despite the song's title, “True Zero
Hook” is actually beaming with bright pop hooks and
equally glowing images for the band’s first foray into
the video world. Like many other clips of its kind, this
video uses low-budget film techniques to accent Small
23's performance for the camera, allowing its musical
and personal charm to speak for itself. Oversaturated
colors coze from every sunny shot, from the band'’s

game of badminton to the obnoxious orange
goldfish that looms across the screen. All o? these
images are overlapped and pieced together with
carefree abandon, creating a splash of brightness
as equally fun as the song itself. “True Zero Hook”
may not win any MTV vigeo awards, but it
certainly does the trick when it comes to capturing
the infectious rush that is inherent in Small 23's
brand of spirited guitar pop.

CA 90028)—In this second video from her
dynamite LP Black Reign we hang out with Latifah
in her humble kingdom of Newark. The mellow
black and white tones of the video suit the laid-back
feel of the song, Latifah relating the realities of daily
life, not so much in an ironic tone like Ice Cube’s
L.A. story “It Was A Good Day,” but more in a
factual, objective one. The clip shows Latifah
amongst her neighbors, and then floating above
them as an observer should, the camera panning
across the crowds of people while she remains in
the center of the screen. Other shots show her alone
in a black background, the low-budget quality
reinforcing her earnestness. The song really takes
center stage here, Latifah’s no nonsense style
supported by the warm and cool jazz feel of the
music. “Just Another Day” seems like just another
video, but Latifah’s boundless charisma and the
song itself saves it from another rapper going low-
key and sentimental.
