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PRONG

For Prong guitarist Tommy Victor, certain five-letter words are worse than the nasti-
est four-letter ones—especially words that start with “M,” end with “L” and have an
“ETA” in the middle.

Since Prong burst onto the NYC noise scene, the band has gone out of its way to
emphasize its hip, alternative roots, stressing that Ted Parsons once drummed for
Swans and Victor jammed with such downtown luminaries as Glenn Branca and
worked as a soundman ot CBGB, where he mixed a slew of hardcore and no-
wave acts thot made their mark on Prong’s sound.

Despite its stripped, barren guitars and stop-start noise bursts, which have influ-
enced harder-edged alternative bands such as Helmet, Tar and Tool, Prong’s fist-in-
face attitude, dire, hostile countenorce and unkempt appearance have stereotyped
it os @ metal band. “There seems to be too much of a stress on hair length and gui-
tar sounds rather than on substance, and that's what upsets me,” says Victor from
a pay phone outside The Sports Arena in Toledo, Ohio. “I just don't understand
how people can label us to metal bands when groups like Soundgarden and
Helmet seem to use more traditional metal vehicles to get their point across than
Prong does.”

He has a point. Prong’s latest album Cleansing is loud and belligerent, but it's
also refreshingly cutting-edge, mingling its distorted crunch and screaming vocals
with syncopated rhythms, staggeringly precise drumming and torrents of noise,
grazing a number of styles along the way including punk, industrial and the one
that begins with “M” and ends with “L.” Hell, the band even recorded on inter

minably long techno remix of the LP’s first single “Snap Your Fingers, Snap Your
Neck” for radio promotion. “We're still doing what we've always wanted to do—
progress with each record, dispose of a lot of vehicles we've used in other
records, and revitalize ourselves every year. A lot of groups that came out in
1987-88 when we came out are no longer with us, but we're still around. We
have a real survivalist, ambitious attitude about what we're doing, and in order to
survive you need to be able to adapt.”

Survive, adapt, progress. It all sounds pretty regimental, almost militant. t's as if
Prong is forming an anti-establishment army of malcontents in order to rage
against the machine. “We're trying to battle certain common notions in music and
society, and certain false aftitudes that we see,” explains Victar. “The record’s kind
of a purification. It's about being really wary about what you look ot and what you
consume. Making your own order through your own goals and achievements.”

What's with all the fury and frustration in the songs?

“I've lived and I've done weird jobs, and I've seen a lot of the shit that goes on
in life. I'm not comparing myself to Bukowski or anything, but there’s something
extremely juvenile about a group like Rage Against The Machine. | like them, and |
think they have amazing beats, but the lack of know-how in your average band is
sad. We're not a bunch of kids. We've been around the block a couple times.”

Around the block four times to be exact, and Cleansing is the band'’s fifth
attempt to wash away preconcieved notions of who or what o metal band should be.

ROLLERSKATE SKINNY Shoulder Voices (Beggars
Banquet, 274 Madison Ave., Ste. 804, New York, NY
10016/212-889-9595)—Back when the Stone Roses and the
Charlatans UK were the rave of the day in the UK., Rollerskate
Skinny’s frontman was riding the wave, strumming out melodic neo-
psychedelia in his Dublin band Shake. But don‘t let that foo! you:
the Skinny ones have about as much in common with the happy
Manchester crop as Joy Division has with the Inspiral Carpets.
Turning away from the state of conformity that once possessed it,
Rollerskate Skinny is now slashing convention with wily, wild and
wonderful anti-pop constructions. Shoulder Voices, the group’s
debut LP, is bold, ambitious and undeniably listenable, reaching
new levels of sonic
achievement with the
aid of cellos, flutes,
trumpets and a bunch
of instruments we can't
even place. Not since
My Bloody Valentine’s
Loveless has disso-
nance been so effec-
tively crafted into a
pastiche of melodic
euphoria. Rollerskate
Skinny takes a similar
musical approach to

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AMINIATURE Depthfiveratesix (Restless,
1616 Vista Del Mar Ave., Hollywood, CA
90028-6420/213-957-4357)—Few bands
live up to their often hyperbolic comparisons and
nome-drops found wirzin their record company
bio. Much fo our delight (and initial surprise, we'll
admit}, San Diego’s AMiniature manages to vali-
date references to such sonic innovators as Gang
Of Four and Wire. Many bands have traced those
bands’ blueprints, yet AMiniature seems more inter-
ested in emulating their brand of creativity, result-
ing in a recording that is more spirited than deriva-
tive. Vocalist/guitarist John Lee and guitarist Kevin
Wells play their instruments in compﬁmen'ory fash-
ion, either harmonizing brilliantly (“Physical
Climber”) or clashing brittle sounds just enough to
make the ultra-melodic bits {which remind us of
Buffalo Tom) stand out even more.

GREENBERRY WOODS Rapple Dapple
(Sire, c/o Reprise, 3300 Warner Bivd.,
Burbank, CA 91510)—In o day when medi-
ocre songs are fransformed into acceptable pap
with the simple layering of tracks, it’s refreshing to
find o band that places its emphasis on the songs
themselves rather than post-penning ornomento-
tion. Rapple Dapple, the sparkling debut from
Maryland guitar-pop quartet the Greenberry
Woods, sets a higher ideal for modern pap, deMK
navigating the same clear-cut forests tread by suc!

accomplishes this without a trickling of pretention
or self-consciousness. The album opener and kick-
off single, “Trampaline,” perfectly exemplifies the
band’s faut harmonies and catchy choruses,
showcasing an emotional melody that would do
Matthew Sweet proud, while the jongly “#37*
pays homage fo Roger McGuinn's shimmering
pickings.

PORTASTATIC | Hope Your Heart Is Not
Britle (Merge, P.O. Box 1235, Chapel Hill,
NC 27514/919-929-0711)—Superchunk’s
Mac McCaughan must be o busy guy. Somewhere
in between going on the road, writing songs and
recording with Superchunk and helping to run
Merge Records, he found time fo record a penetrat-
ing solo album. Unlike the chunky, gleeful, fuzz-
heavy sound of his doy-band, Mac’s Porfastatic
shapes each of its songs gingerly, using the barest
essenfiols. What | Hope Your Heart Is Not
Brittle shares with Superchunk’s recordings is
McCaughan’s songwrifing flair; even the simplest of
his songs resonate with catchy refrains and thought-
ful arrangements, qualities which have always
made Superchunk stand above the pack of indie
rockers next door. McCaughan also plays nearly
everything on the album himself, lending it an
intensely personal, introspective air with nods to
both Flying Nun’s sweeter moments, the Xpressway
stable’s singular vision and Lou Barlow’s Sentridoh.
The delicate guitar work in “Naked Pilsners” frames
the dueting vocals of Mac and Erectus Monotone's
Jennifer Walker beautifully, while the other duet,
"Beer And Chocolate,” with Kaye Woodward of the
Bats, evokes a similarly melancholic air. Also try the
‘Chunklike "Silver Screw,” the slowly buildin
“Polaroid,” “Why Have You Come Back,” whose
treated vocals and organ give it o pared-down
garage sound, and “"Had,” whose chord progres-
sions provide one of the LP's highlights.

GIANT SAND Purge & Slouch (Restless,
address above)—The latest from Giant Sond is
less a proper album than an acoustic documentary,
and its fitle could not passibly be more apropas.
Purge & Slouch is o 78-minute collection of
meandering tracks that have seethed and dripped
from the dank, cobwebby places in the mind of
Giont Sand’s helmsman, Howe Gelb. The entire ’
album was recorded in Tucson, AZ, in the home of
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co-producer Harvey Moltz over the summer of
1993, with the assistance of a multitude of guitarists
and bassists. Despite the obstacles that might have
been encountered in attempting to capture such a
warm, organic sound in a private home, Purge &
Slouch as a whole is remarkably vast and roomy.
Each song is delightfully engaging in its energy and
spontaneity, forgiving and secure in its imper?ec-
tions. Gelb’s vocals, occasionally taking on the
relaxed, gruff wanderings of Dylan (“Bender”), else-
where nodding to Neil Young (“High Lonesome
Curl’), were casually overdubbed while he “slouched
on the couch.” The album’s lighthearted tone is
exemplified on the opening to “Corridor,” on which
an unidentified musician asks Gelb, “Which song
are we playing now, the first one2” To which he
replies, “Um, | don’t know...maybe.” “Overture” is
erhaps the most bizarrely orchestrated track, its
Ecrmonized, sampled voices swirling around deep
grunts and sticky, monstrous noises. Bury yourself in
“Here On The Planet,” "Owed Ode” and “Dance
Of The Cicadas.” —Aaron Clow

CRUNT Crunt (Trance Syndicate, P.O. Box
49771, Austin, TX 78765/512-454-3148)—
Crunt is a supergroup in every sense, comprised of

Kat Bjelland {Babes In Toyland), Stu Spasm
{Lubricated Goat) and Russe! Simins {Jon Spencer
Blues Explosion), whose union was a result of each’s
temporary residency in Seattle. Collaborations such
as this often lead to disappointment, but with the
exception of its unappealing moniker, Crunt is a far
cry from a letdown. The seltitled album features
indulgent grooves based on catchy hooks and
screams; the majority of the screaming is Sty's,
though Kat takes the mike for “Unglued,” whose
sound recalls the Babes’ in both music and vocals.
Despite its members’ affiliations with better-known
bands, Crunt claims to be a real band and not just a
side project: the band’s got a tour scheduled and
has even written a theme song which displays a few
fancy, ear<atching guitar riffs by Mr. Spasm. Songs
such as “Black Heart,” “Punishment,” “Changing My
Mind” and “Sexy” nullify any supergroup skepticism;
it's great punk rock, no matter who's playing.

THE VELDT Afrodisiac (Mercury, 825 Eighth
Ave., New York, NY 10019)—The indie music
scene in North Carolina has been well documented

That's
where The Veldt comes to p?cy, incorporating soul,
gospel and touches of R&B into its rock format while
employing murky guitar treatments, a wide collage
of moods and heady, conscious messages, like a
more homespun Living Colour.

{vocals] and Danny (guitar) Chavis, The Veldt writes
songs which balance spirituality and desperation,
each song sharing a unifying force which advocates
Eositive strength in the face of adversity. Produced
y Ray Shulman (Sundays, lan McCulloch),
Afrodisiac incorporates equal parts Hendrix and
U.K. guitar pop, made more discernible by Daniel’s
impassioned vocals. Songs like “Wanna Be Where
You Are” show that the band can kick a beat, too.
The dynamic “Soul In A Jar” has hit written all over
it, and for a few changes of pace, also try moving
“Revolutionary Sister,” “You Take The World” and

The Gift Horse Acetate is also on the short side
(clocking in under half an hour); while it doesn’t
have the experimental-noise tracks of the earlier
record, it also doesn’t have pop songs like “Sit
Down And Taste The Coffee.” Rather, its four
lengthy tracks amble along with ramshackle ease,
assiduously avoiding hooks, choruses and anything
else that might smack of conventional songwriting.
The result is anarchic enough that it's easy to sus-
pect at first that the songs were simply improvised
with the tape rolling, or hallucinated after a night of
painfully loud music and Welsh rarebit. Before any
of the songs either break down into free-improv
doodling or peter out, however, The Gift Horse
Acetate rallies itself together, some vocal har-
monies or a bass/guitar unison passage holding the
pieces together. Dolomite intentionally composes its
music that way, so prepare for heady confusion.

STUART MOXHAM Random Rules (Peak,

record shows a brighter side to his pop tendencies.
He's joined by brotier/YMG Andrew Moxham
and four other musicians on Random Rules, the
six of whom play close to 20 instruments. The
resulting sound is warm and homey, as if the musi-
cians were gathered in an old church to sing some
songs after a potluck supper. Although there is an
abundance of instrumentation, the songs are spare
and simple, the instruments’ flourishes mere!

WOLVERTON BROTHERS Liarman (Atavistic,
P.O. Box 578266, Chicago, IL 60657)—
Blame it on the seclusion of the Midwest or attribute

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it to a lackadaisical, unambitious attitude: whatever
the reason, it seems there is more than one Ohio-
area band not mofivated first by fame or fortune,
but which is simply making music because of an
obsessive love for the art itself. The eightyear-old,
Cincinnati-based Wolverton Brothers are the arche-
type. Previously, they’ve made two records for OKra
(a small label based in nearby Columbus) and a
handful of appearances on compilations and 7*
singles, and now they’ve got an album on another
small indie, Atavistic. The band is known for its out-
rageous far-out spacey guitar jams, which keep
Liarman from slipping into a lull between guitarist
Tim Schwallie’s howls. This album is hardly enough
to satiate a rock thirst: there are only seven songs in
all, and “Max Gomez Love” already appeared on
a Sub Pop single once-upon-a-time, but 'Eol's hardly
a complaint. Songs like “Our Town,” “Tornado
Bomber” and “Vampyre” offer a solid rock ‘n’ roll
fix, and enough talent to result (despite themselves)
in a bit of fame and fortune.

LEE HARVEY OSWALD BAND A Taste Of
Prison (Touch And Go, P.O. Box 25520,
Chicago, IL 60625/312-463-8316)—
Obvious references to its moniker aside, the Lee
Harvey Oswald Band is a potent example of how
decadent our society has become, or closer fo the
mark, how decadent a band becomes after drag-
ging itself through late '70s punk rock and its ever-
present filth. A Taste Of Prison is the first proper
effort this trio has recorded since its 1989 epony-
mously-titled EP (included on this CD for your contin-
ved listening pleasure). If the photos and artwork
on this disc’s insert are any indication of the band's
extracurricular interests, tempting the law may not
be an unrealistic hobby for these guys. For starters,
the CD's cover features a half-naked prepubescent
girl “tied off” in narcotic ecstacy, and lyrics like
“Pylsating ring I'm your vaselined thing/I'm your
black rubber%itch I'm a Halloween witch” ring of
the devilish perversity and zeal the band uses con-
tinually to push the limits of taste and acceptance.
Paralleling this exterior attitude is the group’s un-
compromising smack-inthe-face of smutsoaked
guitars and blowtorch vocals, the epitome of what
punk purported fo be in its brasher days when a
sense of Eumor, no matter how deviant, carried its
vision beyond amateur musicianship and typical
selFindulgence. A Taste Of Prison refreshingly
offers all this, along with a cover of McCartney's
“Junior’s Farm” and a twisted take on the Little Eva
hit “The Loco-motion.” —Colin Helms

SWIVELNECK Contactor (Cargo, address
above)—"Why were you using chopsticks?” a
voice asks at the beginning of Contractor before
& minute of acoustic guitar noodling. It's an unusual
way to begin a driving, straightforward punk rock
record, but it sheds some light on the band and its
motivation. Swivelneck isn’t as ham-isted as you
might surmise. Any seeming lack of gray matter is
actually an effort by the band to bring rock back

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squabbles at an entirely opposing tempo than the
rest of the song, or on “Flypaper,” which interrupts
balls-out rock with stabs of introspective terror. Then
there are the strange filler tracks like “"Wait” and
“All Kinds,” which expand on the cryptic nature of
the opener with low-fi acoustic passages that drone
for about a minute each. Swivelneck atiracts
melody-suckers in the same manner as Rocket From
The Crypt or Jawbreaker, while drawing in the
more adventurous with unexpected twists. Top neck-
breakers: “Dysfunc-tional Superhero,” “Twenty-inch
Ride,” “June Bugs” and “Waco, TX.”

His 1992 hit “Walk Like
A Duck” established this 3rd Bass acolyte [Prime
Minister Pete Nice is listed as executive producer,
and he and Daddy Rich produce “I'm Kurious”) as
a rapper with prodigious mic skills and a keen wit.

OPAL FOXX QUARTET The Love That
Wouldn’t Shut Up (Long Play, P.O. Box

keeping the loose and loopy strands of Southern
psychedelia alive. There are reference points to the
sound of the OFQ, yet no discernible rules. The
Love That Wouldn’t Shut Up, produced mostly
by Michael Stipe, serves up a stew of Southern folk
and blues with an emphasis on the bluest of blues
and performance art. Opal Foxx’s voice (imagine a
less-articulate Tom Waits), despite its lack of diction,
has character galore. It's no surprise that he notes
Patti Smith’s Horses as a touchstone, although
unlike Smith, Foxx is fond of wearing print dresses
{and in one instance absolutely nothingl) on stage.
The strands of cello, violin onc{coronet that tenc?erly
decorate the LP add a further element of drama.
Shut Up and listen to: “Clean White Bed,” “Blue
Exception” and the covers of the Mary Tyler Moore
theme, “I Don’t Know How To Love Him” {from Jesus
Christ Superstar) and “Strange Fruit.”

hem. Technosonic Volume 4 sounds as if you're
driving in a fast, aerodynamic, black car on a high-
way late at night, the wind rushing through the half-
open smoked windows. The disc creates a mood of
speed and potential danger, the rhythms quick
enough fo set you on edge but not so fast as to be
silly. The artists on this compilation are licensed
from Antler/Subway in Belgium, and the rigid,
slightly harsh feeling that conjures up is entirely
appropriate for this compilation. The most recogniz-
CE e name is Adamski’s, but his track is no more
poppy than the others. All of the tracks share an
obsession with speed, interesting sounds and a
wash of emotional movement. Technosonic
Volume 4 is another in a line of soundtracks

which may never get their celluloid, but are sill
able to evoke a mood.

The hipness of Moroccan music continues to make
headlines amongst those in the know, and
Lyrichord’s Songs And Rhythms Of Morocco
is one of the cooler installments in its “Lyrichord
Presents Outstanding Music From Around The
World” compilation series. [Amazonia, the Afro-
Cuban-inged volume of “festival and cult music
from Northern Brazil,” is also highly recommend-
ed.) From the martial dervish of "Taskiouine” to the
mystical Berber sounds of the guimbri (a handmade
lute) to the deep, hypnofic percussion of the Gnawa
musicians, it's a frip of noteworthy intensity
(Lyrichord, 141 Perry St., New York, NY
10014/212-929-8234)...Violins, funky basses,
saxes and distinct songwriting punctuate the DAVE
MATTHEWS BAND's live recording, Remember
Two Things (Bama Rags, P.O. Box 1911,
Charlottesville, VA 22903/804-979-9695). The
band pulls off adventurous pop quite well in a live
setting—think of the Waterboys backed by the funk
and twang of Bela Fleck and you're halfway there.
The band has recently signed to RCA for a studio LP
due out in the fall....For Lovisiana swamp rock trio
DASH RIP ROCK, it's almost as if the years bash-
ing it out on the frat circuit have fried their brains a
life bit: for all the pummeling tuneage and frenetic
stage sweat of Tiger Town (Doctor Dream, 841
W. Collins, Orange CA 92667/714997-9387),
only “Walk Down Broadway” and “Livin’ Breathin'”
stand out, although “Shine A Light” shows consider-
able savvy in its Foghat moves. And you can't
argue with a Thin Lizzy-style tribute to “Dizzy Miss
Lizzy."”...Almost a full 10 years after he first boldly
declared that “nothing exists,” and fervently pro-
claimed that all mankind is descended from bacte-
ria, poet/prophet/seer COPERNICUS has
returned with another spoken-word/improvised
music opus entitled No Borderline (Nevermore,

P.O. Box 170150, Brooklyn, NY 11217). B
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MR QUARK Enjoy Nuoc-Mam With Mr
Quark (c/o Christophe Degoutin, 27 N.
Croix-Basset, 92310 Sevres, France)—
Performed by a French quartet (guitar, recorder,
vibes and tambourine), this four-song “concept”
demo tape about the life and death of a nuoc-mam-
oddictedpsuperhero who is “extra-handsome, extra-
strong, extrakind and extra-light” is, as you may

have guessed, a real head-scratcher. It ook us a
few listens to decide whether we loved it or hated it
{and others in the office threatened to beat us up if
we kept playing it]. The decision’s in, and we love
it, having f0un30 new lofi friend along the lines

of Frank Sidebottom, Sebadoh or Daniel Johnston.
It's astonishingly weird, but its weirdness is natural
and unforced—the kind of illogic that makes perfect
sense in dreams. All four songs also work as songs:
their simple melodies and endlessly repeated
recorder hooks are dorky but really memorable,
especially the groovy “Do You Really Know Mr
Quark?” “Beware, Mr Quark” has a slinky shuffle
beat; “Requiem For Mr Quark” juxtaposes major-
and minor-key bits really effectively; and all the

songs have spoken/sung English lyrics, the intention-

ality of whose hilariousness is debatable. Enjoy
Nuoc-Mam definitely isn't a comedy tape, even
though it induces more giggles with every listen-
ing—the band goes for things that are musically
efzactive rather than funny, given the choice.

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Amongst the troublesome noise and meaningiess din
cluttering the world, some artists are sfill striving to
create something meaningful, original, and based
on quality and beauty, things socﬁy absent in much
of today’s life. Proof of such a bold postulate comes
in the form of the recent demo from TINA LOVINGS
(3810 Martin Ave., Greensboro, NC, 27405/919-
621-5680), an East Coast singer/songwriter who's
quietly and unassumingly been pushing the form to
new levels. With a folk-influenced sound recalling
the Indigo Girls, Lovings builds songs that shift and
move with an energy and skill that matches the level
of emotion in her singing and lyrics. While using the
singer/songwriter mold, Lovings expands her reach
to incorporate disparate soum?s, including strings,
fuzz bass and a full gospel choir on two tracks.
When the choir comes in unexpectedly in the middle
of an otherwise spartan and haunting demo, it's a
moving experience, perhaps the only time in the last
year that we can remember finding ourselves being
truly startled by something we heard on a cassette.
Lovings' music defies easy categorization, the same
sort of praise we've heard others make about
Suzanne Vega, Marti Jones and Ben Harper.
Organic, rootsy and touched by southern experi-
ence, her Mitch Easter-produced demo shines its
brightest on “Day In America,” “Ploughman” and
especially “Morning Hours,” which recalls Anton
Fier's Golden Palominos’ quieter, more somber

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HELIUM Pirate Prude (EP) (Matador, 676
Broadway, 4th Fl., New York, NY 10012/
212-995-5882)—Two previous singles have set
the stage for Pirate Prude, Helium's Matador
debut. The rhythm section used fo be part of
Dumptruck, and it's solid and resilient throughout,
but this show belongs to singer/guitarist Mary
Timony (ex-Autoclave). Timony favors deliberate
tempi, unconventional song structures, odd sonic
elements (including her distinctively hollow-toned,
heady soprano), and pisstake song titles {the EP
starts with “Boby Vampire Made Me” and “Wanna
Be A Vampire Too, Baby”). She's also an astonish-
ingly original and creative guitarist, fading slowly
stringbending lead lines into jets of feedback and
back into long-held droning, Luzzing chords and
scraping noises. Best of all, Helium uses quietness
and silence as musical tools, even at its loudest—
there are wide-open spoces in every song's texture,
and there’s always the implication that no matter
how much firepower Helium is using, there’s more
it's holding in reserve. Late in the EP, there’s some
mysterious, seductive tape-play, too. All seven
tracks are excellent, but listening to “XXX," in par-
ticular, is like sucking in the contents of the highest
balloon in the room. —Douglas Wolk
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ARCHERS OF LOAF The Results After The
Loafs Revenge (7”) (Merge, P.O. Box

0711)—Once the buzz began about Chapel Hill,
lobels rushed to this sleepy Southern college town
signing every Saturday night pick-up bonj)in the
area and occasionally stumbling on a real find like
the Archers Of Loaf. Now after an accomplished
fulllength debut on Alias, the Archers Of Loof pay
homage to their hometown roots with a single on
their local indie label. The Results consists of two
cuts that surpass the majority of songs on Icky
Mettle. “What Did You Expect” is classic punk
rock, dissonant and scratchy, but with a melodic
sing-along chorus. The B-sicze tribute to diva “Ethel
Merman” uses the guitor hooks to keep the listen-
er's mind focused.

The first 2/3 of
the disc is the previously issued “Three Ways Of
Saying Two,” a series of extracts from lectures with
ambient industrial noise (jockhammers, engines,
other machinery, all recorded from far away) laid
over them. The other piece is “The Butcher’s
Block,” a new 20-minute collage of bits of Hafler
Trio performances. “Performances” here is used
very loosely: some of these sounds seem to have
been constructed intentionally, others are found
noise, and many blur the distinction. “The Butcher’s
Block” is quiet and free of rhythmic or melodic
motion enough that it could be called “ambient,”
but not in the usual sense of something that fits in
with the listening environment. Rather, it creates

a sense of disjunction in any setting normally
reserved for music.

Unlike many nascent
leaders who overplay out of eagerness to strut their
stuff, Bernstein is confident enough in his own
abilities and the artful support of his mates to allow
his game plan, as it were, to synchronize
organically. Mehldau, in particular, possesses a
rhythmical left hand every bit as developed, and as
integral to his conception, as his line-playing right.
Three of the eight selections on the hour-rong
Somethin’s Burnin’ are Bernstein originals, and
combined with such inferpretations as Tadd
Dameron’s “On A Misty Night” and Lee Morgan’s
Latin-laced “Mr. Kenyatta,” the CD's overall
ensemble ethos compares favorably, a generation
apart, with the glorious recordings guitarist Grant
Green (one of Bernstein’s inspirations) cut with
pianist Sonny Clark for Blue Note. (The complete
Green-Clark collaborations are available in a highly
recommended box set from Mosaic, 35 Melrose Pl.,
Stamford, CT 06902-7533; write for a free
catalogue.) Among Bernstein’s self-penned numbers,
“Booker’s Little Blues,” dedicated to the Memphis
trumpeter Booker Little (whose brilliant career was
tragically cut short in 1961}, is especially moving.
Criss Cross CDs, unfortunately, can be difficult to
find, but better specialty shops usually carry them.
They're distributed nationally by Rounder {1 Camp

Coming off a successful run at the newly opened
Iridium jazzspot on 63rd Street in Monzonon,
Bernstein brings his axe {and his sidekicks Mehldau
and Webber) to Cleopatra’s Needle, a club farther
uptown, Mar. 18-19...Cleopatra’s Needle,
incidentally, appears to have weathered
successfully the opening-year uncertainties that beset
all new jazz clubs in the jazz capital of the world.

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VARIOUS ARTISTS Giant Steps Volume One
(Payday/ffrr, c/o ILS, 825 Eighth Ave.,
New York, NY 10019)—This compilation, cast
in the mythical shadow of New York’s ambitious
Giant Step gatherings, is a wondrous display of the
many sounds and styles that make up street-soul
music (a k a acid jozz). A Giant Step event boasts
a rare opportunity for musical truthseekers to see
how the propagation of boundless musical
ideclogy can come together to work for a common
objective—that objective being a new soul created
by rethinking jazz, soul and R&B with a groovy,
streetfunk intellect. Giant Steps Volume One is
a gathering of English and American artists who
provide a soothing sort of consistency throughout
the disc’s 11 tracks. Martine Girault's wispy-
throated “Revival” sets the collection’s generally
softtoned, slow-burning vibe, while Galliano’s
"Prince Of Peace” (based on a spiritual piece by
Pharaoh Sanders) offers rapping, and the pop
flavors of Cooly’s Hot Box’s “Don‘t Throw My Love
Around” are lively and melodic, but equally
picturesque and soulful. While Jhelisa’s “Sally’s
Knockin’" is spearheaded by a bigger, techno-funk
rhythm {and the often-used drum fill from Michael
Jackson's “Rock With You”), the album’s most
surprising inclusion comes from ex-Jam/Style
Council frontman Paul Weller, whose languid,
Marvin Gaye-inspired “"Above The Clouds” comes
from his 1992 selttitled solo album. Also not to be
overlooked is poet Dana Bryant's (who can also be
heard on Ronny Jordan's “The Jackyl”) rewording
of Gil Scot-Heron’s “The Revolution Will Not Be
Televised.”

On a week in which every record in the top Six has been on

the chart for over 10 weeks, Jive’s A Tribe Called Quest (1-1)
is watching its lead over Loud-RCA’s Wu-Tang Clan (2-2)
diminish. Even as 70% of releases in the top 10 have spent

at least one week at number one or number two, the top 10
remains relatively grid-locked, its only new addition coming
from the resurgence of Elektra’s Leaders Of The New School
(11-9). Further down the chart, we see Columbia’s Nas (14-12)
continuing his climb, followed by upward swings from Jive's

hip-hop undertones. Renee Neufville and Jean
Norris’ debut Pronounced Jah-Nay apprises
listeners of their jazz vocal roots and piano
training while maintaining a steady stream of
nourishing soul, jozz and hip-hop fusions that
warmly embrace the urge to move your body. The
key here is simplicity. The songs develop an
attraction because of their lush vocal waves and
lateaus, flattered by gentle arrangements on the
ﬁeoutiful “love Me Today” and “For A Reason,”
whose lyrics are pensive and mournful, and whose
aural pictures are as pristine as a cool, mis
morning. Llike many J()Jnceﬂoor ballads of the '70s
and ‘80s, Zhane's intertwined vocals are drenched
in a spinning disco ball of light on cuts like “Sweet
Taste Of Love” and “Changes,” while the lively

RENE MARINO RIVERO Bandoneon Pure:
Dances Of Uruguay (Smithsonian/Folk-
ways, Office Of Folklife Programs, 955
L’Enfant Plaza, Ste. 2600, Washington, DC

20560/202-387-3262)—When a recording
like this comes along | just have fo listen in awe.
Here is a magnificent record of a solo artist from
Uruguay, a master craftsman with the soul of a
Eoer. He plays the bandoneon (“the breathing

ox"), the German-designed, free-reed instrument
made famous by the tango artists of Argentina.
Unlike the more popular Piazzolla, Rivero is
devoted to the rurcrstyle, playing tango, waltz,
polka and milonga with a simplicity that only the
most absorbing player can turn into a thing of rare
grace. Rivero’s repertoire includes old folk music,
early theater pieces and modern compositions.
There is no flash, no fusion, no references to jazz,
pop or world beat. It is unadorned by rechno‘ogy,
unmarred by cleverness.

SHIRIM KLEZMER ORCHESTRA Naftule’s
Dream (Northeastern, P.O. 3589,
Saxonville, MA 01701-0605/508-820-
4440)—Here is the new wave of klezmer, both
true to the tradition of Yiddish theater and wildly
innovative. The fitle track says it all, starting out in
serene, mystical solo clarinet, then thrashing
through a warp-speed dance, falling slowly into a
jazzy improv before exploding in tonal fireworks.
The group is marvelous and the lead vocals of
Betty Silberman are lovely and urgent.

D’CUCKOO Umoja (RGBS, P.O. Box 31321,
San Francisco, CA 94131 )—This California
trio of women is searching out the cutting edge of
world beat. When the women succeed, they are
energizing and inventive. When they fail, they are
techno-trivial. The album is an even split of the two,

with some songs fresh, politically astute and
rhythmic, while others are steeped in too many cute
electronic ideas that drown out the voices and the
soul of the songs. This is a bond of great musicians
and writers who would do well to spend less time
talking to the techies at Kurweill and E-Mu and
concentrate instead on the music they are clearly
capable of making.

PLANETARY SOUNDSCAPES

Music Of Japanese People (King Japan), ¢/o
Koch International, 177 Cantiague Rock Road,
Westbury, New York 11509/516-938-8080) is
another series from the seemingly bottomless well
of the King Records’ catalog, which continues to
find its way to America through Koch International.
This series features the music of King's own
country, Japan. Music Of Okinawa includes the
omnipresent Sadao China, master singer and
sanshien player, along with less well known but
equally great performers, such as Masao
Shimcﬁukuro. These performers are also represent-
ed on Music Of Amami, which traces the roots
of these small Jopanese islands. Particularly
wonderful on this set are the vocal duets and solos
by Shunzo Tsukiji and Rika Kamimura.
Soundscapes Of Japan is unusual. It is a
recording of “the seasonal sounds of downtown
Tokyo” that includes the natural and man-made
ambiance of birds, water, street carts and cars, as
well as the singers, musicians and story-tellers who
populate the streets of the city.

IF a more contemporary approach is what you
want, you can get a certain feel for the ambiance
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of Japan in the acoustic/electronic fusions of
HAROUMI HOSONO, long acknowledged as
one of the country’s shining lights of new music.
Medicine Compilation From The Quiet
Lodge (Tristar Music, 550 Madison Ave., New
York, NY 10022-3211) features collaborations with
a number of internationally known artists including
Laraaji, Rinken Teruya and Akiko Yano (although
you'll be hard pressed to tell who did what on this
completely un-annotated album). “Mabui Dance” is
a melding of Okinawan sanshien and voice with
slow, intense electronics. The whole collection
travels through funk, jozz, new age and ambient.
Haroumi Hosono's minimal, terse compositions were
made for this kind of cross pollination, and each
one stands out as singular.

Musts With Changng ¥

Of course, at the root of all this “ambient” music of
the ‘90s is the “new” music movement of the ‘50, ’
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continmnued

'60s and '70s, and specifically the work of PHILIP
GLASS. His fusion oFEcst, West and the totally
new has inspired artists from all areas of the music
world. There is hardly a genre that doesn’t owe
something to his creative force. Two recent releases
from Elektra {75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY
10019) highlight his music, new and old. Music
For Changing Parts is one of his most obscure,
and most interesting recordings. Released and then
almost immediately deleted in the early ‘70s, it has
been one of those rarities sought out by his fans for
two decades. My cheaply taped copy is so worn

he

out that | had forgotten what the work originally
sounded like unti?this CD came in the mail. This
single one-hour performance is so powerful it denies
an adequate description. The Glass ensemble at that
time was a picture of creative harmony, and its work
on this piece is still one of precision, control and
creative wonder as the group swirls together reeds,
horns, electronics and strings in a cascade of sound.
Hydrogen Jukebox is a collaboration between
Glass and poet ALLEN GINSBERG. Taking various
L:ieces from Ginsberg’s prodigious catalog, Glass
as scored an opera for electronics, chamber
orchestra and voices, with frequent appearances by
Ginsberg reading his own work. Central fo the piece
is one o?Ginsberg’s great poems, “Witchita Vortex
Sutra.” Reaching into the Vietnam era and con-
trasting it with the confused international politics of
today, the two have created a nuclear broadcast
that blasts the world’s idiot leaders and praises the
human spirit. The musical setting is one of sirength.

12 SMOKIN’ REGGAE HITS ]

VARIOUS ARTISTS Big Blunts: A Collection
Of Classic Reggae Weed Anthems (Tommy
Boy, 902 Broadway, 13th Fl., New York,
NY 10010/212-388-8300)—It was only a
matter of time before Cypress Hill’s sample of Rita
Marley led to a reawakening of interest in reggae
amongst cheeba-conscious hip-hoppers and
younger fans. So the reggae compilation phenom-
enon has now discovered a new purpose, as Big
Blunts compiles together some of the biggest and
baddest hemp-positive songs, creating one of the
ultimate party records of the year. Wﬁile most of
today's audience will no doubt dig the DJ Muggs-
produced remix of “Under Mi Sleng Teng,” one of
the alltime great herb anthems {which also appears
in its original form), this CD also presents some
great vintage reggae, like the deep beats of Lone
Ranger’s “Jamaican Weed,” and U Roy’s immortal
“Chalice In The Palace,” which postulates a
hypothetical toke session between the legendary
reggae toaster and the Queen of England. While
the concept of herb as a marketing craze and fash-
ion accoutrement for an American audience may be
an ironic far cry from its original role as holy
sacrament in Rastafarianism, any chance for
straightup positive reggae to penetrate the public
consciousness in this day and age is more than
welcome. Light up to: Tony Rebel’s “The Herb,”
Barrington Levy’s “Under Mi Sensi” and the im-
mortal “Pass The Kutchie” by the Mighty Diamonds.

CMI columnist Cliff Furnald has dubbed it “necro-
reggae,” and it isn't really clear exactly what the
goal of this recording is. New instruments and
vocals have been dubbed onto finished Bob
Marley/Wailers tracks circa ‘70 to create
somet(ing that's new, but frankly, it really isn't
any better for all the sweetening. It reminds this
reviewer of the treatment of Sly & The Family
Stone at the hands of disco producers on the
infamously bad disco-remix album Ten Years
Too Soon from the late ‘70s. In truth, The
Never Ending Wailers isn't bad—to actually
mess up a Bob Marley track would be an
extremely difficult task indeed—but unfortunately,
the results are so uninspiring that they almost
manage fo insult the names and the memory of
some of the great music of our era. Unlike many, |
am not a blindly reverent Marley worshipper, and
I'm as open fo new things as the next guy, but
there is the smack of sacrilege about this release:
in musical terms, overdubbing onto Bob Marley is
not too far removed from adding books to the Old
Testament or adding a few more notes to a
Mozart sonata. It also reeks a little bit of
opportunism, which recently inspired close friends
of the late John Lennon to auction off articles of his
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Yet it also has moments of gentle rhythms and
sweetness. Perhaps these are its finest moments. To
quote Phil Ochs many years ago, “In such ugly
times, the only true protest is beauty.”

JEFF BUCKLEY's debut EP, recorded Live At
Siné (Columbia, 550 Madison Ave,. New York,
NY 10022-3211) is one of those promising little
records one gets to hear rarely. Buckley and his
electric guitar clearly held his audience in rapt
attention, and both Kis songwriting and
performance have an unre?ined charm. His 10-
minute interpretation of “The Way Young Lovers
Do” is worth a whole album. Let's hope some major-
label producer doesn’t lose sight of all this when
they roll 24 tracks.

It just doesn't
work, because the person involved at the point of
creation isn’t there to say “| want it done this way.”
If it doesn’t come from the living man, it should not
have his name attached.

SUBCONSCIOUS

TRAX BEYOND SUBCONSCIOUS Vol. Il (EP)
(Labworks, Gaustrafle 36, 55116 Mainz,
Germany/06131-237557)—With last year's
breathtaking Labwork EP, Patrick Sjeren, from
the Swedish town of Malmo, established himself as
a true electronic dance visionary. He utilized those
techno tools-ofthe-trade, namely the Roland 303
and 909, in a manner that highlighted the emotive
power of the genre. He constructs vast landscapes
of glacial majesty, hemmed in by contemplative
strings and raging acid basslines. A tape of
Sjeren’s unreleased material that foun(fits way into
my hands last year demonstrated that he is an artist
of mammoth talent. But nothing prepared me for the
track “Oceanic” on his latest record. Opening with
a characteristic minor-key, longing synth sequence
and bass squelches, this barnburner sudderﬂy
erupts into an unremitting electronic mayhem while
retaining a clean, spacious fexture. At moments,
“Oceanic” is reminiscent of C.J. Bolland's earlier
Rave Signal EPs {which don’t sound a bit dated
to this day), its odd juxtaposition of rage and
longing welded to a piledriving rhythm. While the
other tracks here are worthy of investigation,
“Oceanic” is a true analog masterpiece. A few
more like this, Sjeren, and those other techno
Froducers will just have to pock up their bags and
orget it.

WARGASM

Ugly

(Century Media, 1453-A, 14th St. #324,
Santa Monica, CA 90404/310-396-0094)—If
you're from Boston you're already familiar with
Wargasm, the band that used to open for whichever
thrash metal outfit was passing through town. At any
given show, whether it was Slayer, Megadeth or
Overkill, you could count on the ‘Gasm to present a
blistering set that inevitably concluded with the chant
along, “And he/wound up/knee deep/knee deep in
blood.” Unfortunately, War was declared when the
band tried to get out of a contract with its former
label, and an ensuing lawsuit rendered the mighty
Wargasm impotent, preventing it from releasing any
further material. But now that all the nastiness seems
to be behind the band, it's time to move on. Ugly
leaps right in with “The Rudest Awakening (W.P.A.),"
which features some of the fastest double-bass
drumming ever, along with fine, speedy riffing. From
there, the band drops the tempo and intensity a bit to
deliver some classy old-schoorthrosh reminiscent of
Exodus, Testament and the rest of the Bay Area
bashers. While Ugly includes some top-notch thrash,
it's interesting to note that while Wargasm was one
of the heaviest outfits back in 1988, it seems a tad
delicate and old-fashioned when compared to the
likes of Entombed, Carcass, Massacre and Cannibal
Corpse. It's not so much a case of the group getting
stucE in a time-warp; it's more a matter of a band
writing what it knows, adhering to its influences and
not being swayed by the trends and pitfalls of the
‘90s. Drown in the orgasmic blood-rush of “One
Man Army,” | Breathe Fire,” “Ugly Is To The Bone”
and “Slow Burn.” —Jon Wiederhorn

STABBING WESTWARD

Ungod

(Columbia, 550 Madison Ave., New York,
NY 10022-3211)—For a lot of bands, location is
of little importance. You can create a stellar
grindcore album in England or Switzerland just as
easily as you can in Florida or NYC. But for
Stabbing Westward, Chicago means a lot more than
frigid winters and winning sports teams. Not only
does the windy city bring the band closer to its
inspirations Ministry, Nine Inch Nails and Big Black,
it actually makes the services of its mentors available.
Aided by Ministry’s Paul Barker, who Stabbing
Westward's vocalist Christopher Hall and guitarist
Stuart Zechman have played with on other projects,
Stabbing Westward taps into a multitude of heavy
grooves and treats them with tribal percussion and
industrial production tricks, many ot which come
courtesy of drummer David Suycott, who has toured
as a back-up skin-slammer for Die Warzau. If
Ungod bears sonic elements in cammon with Nine

Inch Nails, it's at least partially because the record
was produced by John Fryer, who has worked with
Trent Reznor. The best thing about Unged is how
organic it sounds. Stabbing Westward views
electronics, nat as an impervious vehicle af saund,
but as a way to enhance and embellish natural
musicianship. Ungod is stimulating and ruggedly
engaging, tripping the light fantastic while it blows
out all the bulbs in the house. Take a Stab at
“Ungod,” “Lost” and “Control.” —Jon Wiederhorn

WHITE TRASH

&Si O Si, Que?

(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York,
NY 10019)—A few changes have been made in
the White Trash camp since 1991’s eponymously
titled debut. For starters, the band has traded rhythm
sections with fellow blues/funk jammer Hash. Another
more notable change comes with the severe scaling
down of brass sounds on the band’s new record.
Only one song on ¢Si O Si, Que? {“Minor
Happiness”) features any prominent horn arrange-
ments at all {provided by the now aptly monikered
“Half-Ass Brass”). While it may be uncommon for a
band to completely abandon an aspect of its sound
that brought it notoriety, for White Trash, the
decision seems to make sense. This is not a band
bred for layered arrangements, but rather for clean,
slick stretches of brain-scrambling, rock-solid power-
jammin’. ¢Si O Si, Que? is meaner and more
revealing than White Trash, with high-powered
tracks like “Catalepsy” churning forward in ultra-low
gear with the neeJl)e pinned at 9000. “Got To Get
Away” illuminates the band’s new rhythm section
with thick, speedy basslines that mesh precisely with
monstrous percussion. Avoiding the sophomore jinx
may not easy, but White Trash has taken every step
possible to Jo 50, evolving into a beast truer to itself

than ever. —Aaron Clow

INTRICATE
[va:l]
(Century Media, address above)—Achtung!
The Germans are coming, the Germans are coming!
Like Panzer tanks in the heart of battle, Intricate lets
fly with combative bursts of heavy musical
ammunition. Intricate in both name and structure,
{va:1] combines a number of styles including,
thrash, death, doom and industrial metal into a
menacing concoction, but it's the little tricks that
make the record stand out. On “Turning,” Intricate
induces dizziness for the first several measures by
shifting a chugging guitar riff back and forth
between speakers, and dropping the mood from
ragged and bombastic to gothic and acoustic mid-
song. And on “Minus,” murmuring whispers and
soundbites gurgle under a drunken, staggering guitar
line. Then there’s “To Hell,“ which starts with a half
minute of frontline battle sounds before laying
distorted vocals atop a strange, but crushing mix of
electric and acoustic guitars. Compressed to the
Eoint where the drums sound like ?unshots and the
ass slides right under the guitars like a parasite on
the back of a knife-toothed shark, [va:1] is a tense
record that should draw Intricate straight to the maws
of those who like their metal sharp and fresh. Drop
the bomb on the above, plus “Nothing Ends,”

Clusterfuck ‘93

(Amphetamine Reptile, 2645 First Ave. S.,
Minneapolis, MN 55408/612-874-7047)—A
compilation of Amphetamine Reptile acts Chokebore,
Today Is The Day and Guzzard, Clusterfuck ‘93

quickly dispels the myth that all AmRep bands slam
out the same sludge K)r frustrated artschool dropouts.
While they do share some obvious reference points—
a relentless rhythm attack, a love of brutal guitar noise
and an unrestrained, blind rage that makes them tops
among pissed-off maladjusts—the end results reveal
immediately discernible differences. With a
comparatively clean bass-driven sound, Chokebore
provides Clusterfuck’s most accessible moments, but
it's Minneapolis’ Guzzard that has the Argh! office
ballin’ the jack around the water cooler. Throughout
the Guzzard cuts, the ghost of Greg Ginn looms
large. The dissonant punk-metal riffing in “Licking The
Steeple” betrays a My War-era Black Flag influence,
and the instrumental flipout “Go Carting” wouldn’t
sound out of place on Gone Il. Nashville ghoul
Today Is The Day represents what most people
probably think of as the quintessential AmRep sound:
aggressive and harsh, at once precise and teetering
on the brink of falling apart, with vocalist/Minister Of
Bad Vibes Steve Austin waging a constant battle to
break free from the noise that's burying him. What's
he so angry about? We don’t know! Surprisingly, the
band’s “Pipedream Zero,” a previously unreleased
number, is Clusterfuck’s biggest change-up. A
quiet, lysergic, somnambulistic gem, it provides four
minutes of welcome relief before the slaughter
resumes. HANDS UPt WHO WANTS TO DIE2!:
“Last,” "Hands And Knees,” and “Now | Crawl.”

Roberison}, the Allman Brothers
Band, Boozoo Chavis, Doc
