cover, special ink and heavy vinyl (pressed in the U.K. by
a classical label to surpass the cheap flimsy stuff we get
here)—has stayed as consistent (the
original Big Black releases were pretty
styling, too) as his sound: harsh, rhythmic
and unrelenting. As Shellac (his third
incarnation as a band member), Albini
sticks with the three-man band idea, this
time out getting Bob Weston (Volcano
Suns) and Todd Trainer (Flour) as rhythmic
undertow. At Action Park is a very
listenable noise album, which simply
means that although the ferocity is there,

so is depth in melody and songsmanship. Albini’s guitar

work has gotten cleaner than it was with Big Black or
even Rapeman, but honing his ideas to a minimal
precision has not changed his basic style,
which by now has been so copied it’s
immediately distinctive. His issues have
changed; Canadians take a pretty good
beating (a recent live show expanded on
this theme), but the lyrics and whatever
persona Albini carries with him are less
immediate than the band’s persistent
hammering funk. Tilt-A-Whirl with: "My
Black Ass,” “The Admiral” and “Dog And
Pony Show.”

Spearhead, a seven-piece live-band hip-hop funk hybrid,
grew out of previous politically-aware Bay Area bands the
Beatnigs and Disposable Heroes Of Hiphoprisy (lead Spear
Michael Franti led both groups and collaborated with
William S. Burroughs on the album Dead City Radio). But
while those earlier bands railed against the world in
language laden with rage and anger,
Spearhead turns its compass inwards, as
Franti’s lyrics focus on an internal look at a
world gone awry that has its antecedents in
circa-'70 masterpieces by Sly Stone and Gil
Scott-Heron. Spearhead mines a deep soul
vein, putting forth a live funk vibe; it aiso
features the soaring soulful vocals of Mary
Harris, while the powerful emanations and
raps of rastaman Ras | Zulu help keep the
group steady, playing a role similar to
Arrested Development’s Baba Oje. “How can | live my life if
I'm positive, does it have to be a negative?” asks Franti in
“Positive” (a song also featured on the upcoming Red, Hot &
Cool AIDS-benefit project), and the simple
lyrical play masks a much deeper and more
resonant truth. Much like Arrested
Development's potent debut, Home
represents a full flowering of creativity by a
creative collective, and an artistic awakening
that rivals those of Marvin Gaye, Curtis
Mayfield, James Brown and especially Sly
Stone, artists whose spiritual imprints give
Spearhead its shape. Spearhead is directly
connected to that line, both in music and in
mind, and that's what makes Home one of the most
positive, uplifting albums we've ever heard. Sounds like a tall
order?

R.E.M. Monster

Like the Persian Gulf War, the O.]. chase, or Woodstock 94,
we can all remember where we were when the news came
over CNN that after three introspective, orchestral and
increasingly quiet albums, Peter Buck had
rummaged through his closet one day and
finally found his electric guitar right where
he’d stashed it after coming off the Green
tour, and R.E.M. was ready to ROCK. For
Monster, the band’s first album recorded
with a Democratic president in the White
House, it's as if R.E.M. has been
rejuvenated, and gone back to being the
brash and exuberant bar band it really was
at Tyrone’s so many years ago. Then again,
maybe not; for all its electric blare and generally uptempo
mood, it’s not frat rock. Monster is a deceptively complex
album, as full of nods to Georgia soul (“Strange
Currencies”), very early R.E.M. (“Star 69”)
and gentle San Francisco psychedelia (“You™)
as to Southern rock or arena barnstorming.
Scott Litt's production sounds like the group
just set up in an airplane hangar or tin shed
and rocked out, an incredibly far cry from its
last few mood-drenched, studio-bound
creations. Who knows, maybe all four of ‘em
bought the Green Day record. There’s only
one problem with Monster; at this late date,
the group’s famous "us against them” stance
can sound a little forced, as on "King Of Comedy™’s chorus
of “I'm not a commodity”—the truth is, R.E.M. is a
commodity and it has been a mighty big one for a very long
time now, albeit one of the most vital and consistently
rewarding ones in all of rock.

SHUDDER TO THINK Pony Express Record

No band in its right mind would hold auditions to find a singer
like Shudder To Think’s Craig Wedren. His voice, which veers
between a haunted coo and a full-throated
vibrato, is laden with melodrama, sounding
like a street corner schizophrenic with
delusions of singing for the Metropolitan
Opera. And yet, when placed in the
framework of Shudder To Think’s angular,
nightmarish guitar rock, it seems perfectly in
synch. in a world of uninspired musical
mimicry, the band’s songs are utterly distinct.
Picture the noisy precision of Helmet mixed
with the flamboyance of Queen and the sci-fi
dementia of Voivod, and you're closer, but still miles away
from nailing Shudder To Think's elusive sound. The band’s
fourth album, Pony Express Record, is its strangest and most
fully realized, merging skittish guitars and
mathematically challenging rhythms with
beautifully twisted melodies and disturbing
lyrics. "Hit Liquor,” which features the line,
“The case of her bones is softer than loose
meat,” contains stop-start riffs, explosive
guitar noises, and surreal, hovering vocals;
"Gang Of $” highlights tension-filled guitars,
eerie basslines and a chorus that sounds like
Smashing Pumpkins with a few chords
randomly extracted; and a hellishly ethereal
cover of “So Into You™ would probably make the members of
Adanta Rhythm Section foam at the mouth were they to hear
it. We shudder at the thought. JON WIEDERHORN

At first description, Soul Coughing sounds like a
forced idea: a lead poet/singer sharing his views in
front of a tightly wound jazz-tinged band.

Flyer satisfies
that desire, offering |4
Griffith originals, all glowing
with a crisp folk sound
that’s noticeably long on
country tradition. Although

and essence is still distinctly Nanci's. Her sweet,
honest voice is never cloying, always the perfect
vehicle for the bittersweet truth in her songs.
Flyer's first single, “This Heart,” bubbles with a
funky bass line, nubbly rhythms and chiming guitars,
making it a bright-eyed track that stands apart from
the rest of the album's mostly quieter demeanor.
On the country-infused “Say It Isn‘t So" Griffith
recalls the contemplative tone of Emmylou Harris,
while the sparse, piano-based “Southbound Train”
carries on the album’s theme of travelling and
introspection.

It was James who
broke into the cold sweat, but it
was Bobby Byrd who got him there,
working the band into a funk frenzy
or laying down a cool, organ-soaked groove to let the
Godfather do his thing. Many don’t realize that on the
historic JB tunes on which he shared vocals—"Soul Power,”
“Get On Up, Get Into It, Get Involved,” among others—it
wasn't the Godfather Of Soul they were singing along with,
but the hoarse rasp of Byrd. Now, in '94, Byrd has been
“rediscovered,” his career rejuvenated by English-based acid
jazz aficionados and the Souiciety label. The upbeat songs
here are pretty classic Byrd-~he’s at his best when the band
hits a groove and he just shouts some kinda funky slogan on
top like “Stand up and be a man” or "Keep on movin'.” But
that isn't to sell Byrd's lyrics short—"stand up and be a man”
might seem a simple platitude, but if you look deeper and
think about what it means to be a black man today, let alone
a 50-year-old one who's paid a helluva lot of dues in his
lifetime, that’s some stone heavy shit. Some got it, and some
don't, but Bobby Byrd is long on soul.

The first (Artificial Intelligence) compilation kicked off a
very successful series of techno releases—or, as the sleeve
would have it, “electronic listening music.”

Although London’s Family Cat has been together since
1988, only recently has the band brought its heady
brand of weighted fuzz-rock to American shores.
While the Family Cat’s vibrant, emotional sound can
undeniably be tagged as British
(most notably through Paul
i Frederick’s melancholy,
accented vocals), it’s a far cry
from the jumpy, wiry Soup
Dragons/EMF style of guitar-pop
that has largely dominated the
British ‘rock’ scene for the past

(Whatever happened to seeing
how many pals you could stuff
in a phone booth?!!) As though
they were a comedy troupe
made up of all straight men, it
was difficult for outsiders to tell
if the band was in on its own joke or not—which is
the best type of one-joke band. Workingman's Dick, a
collection of 20 tracks recorded between 1987 and
1989, shows that the Supreme Dicks could move
beyond schtick to create some truly compelling
delicate, cerebral psychedelia. Fragile arpeggios,
timorous drumming, and the occasional moody
understated slide guitar hold the songs together;
afterthought, usually just
indecipherable mutterings in a nondescript European
accent (hearing the Velvet Underground’s “Murder
Mystery” must have been a truly life-altering
experience for these guys).

The people of Madagascar, the large island nation located off
Southeast Africa, come from both African and Polynesian
descent, and their culture also bears Arab and European
influence. The Long Way Home pairs two quite different but
sympathetic musicians.

singers, the Beatles and American
blues. He led the immensely
popular group Mahaleo, and came
to prominence in the early ‘70s (a
time of great political upheaval),
singing in Malagasy rather than French, which was a very
radical idea at the time. D’Gary is from the Bara tribal
people, whose cuiture centers on cattle herding. He made a
stunning recording debut on 1992’s Malagasy Guitar, and
actually didn’t own his own guitar until after that album. An
extremely gifted musician, he uses | | different guitar tunings
to approximate traditional Malagasy instruments such as the
valiha (tubular harp), marovny (box zither) and lokanga
(fiddle). Malagasy scales have a flatted 7th, resembling
American blues intonation, and D'Gary’s unusual tunings give

his guitar amazingly rich sonorities. Both men are soothing,
gentle singers and perform on both acoustic guitar and with
an electric band, occasionally backing each other. Dama

“Resent” are the calming effects of the exquisite
“Dig Your Heel,” with its simple cello and acoustic
guitar arrangement. There’s also a terrific version of
“Figure Eight,” one of those Schoolhouse Rock tunes
that are permanently carved into the memory of
every child that grew up in the ‘70s and '80s.
Although it sounds as if much of this album was
recorded on four-track, co-producers judson Wright
and Cohen herself have managed to sqeeze as much
fidelity onto the limited medium as possible. But
sonic clarity isn’t the important issue here anyway.
What is overwhelmingly clear, throughout every bit
of Tunnel Tunes’, is the pure and simple strength of
Cohen’s own alluring melodies. AARON CLOW

Presenting the story of Casablanca Records, or in other
words, a guided tour of the gilded and glittering halls of the
Disco Hall Of Fame, presented on four flirtatious and funky
CDs. Many of these tracks from Parliament, Cameo, Irene
Cara, and of course, Donna
Summer, make their CD
appearance in full glory of the
original 12” mixes and long
versions: In true disco form,
Lipps Inc.’s “Funky Town” takes a
full two minutes to get to its
hook, a twangy guitar riff that
insistently urges the reverie to even greater heights. The
message of disco to the gay world was pretty specific:
“gonna make a move to a town that’s right for me,” goes
the verse to “Funky Town,” and the meaning is clear: move
to New York, move to the Castro, party down, be free.
Disco was all about reinvention of self, from Tony in
Saturday Night Fever to the wildest of R&B divas, even to
Kiss. You could dress up, go out, hit the dancefloor and
leave your surname and past behind. The Village People in
their early form were sort of the anti-Beach Boys in
American pop music — whereas the early Boys presented
in their looks the conformity of five fresh-scrubbed, clean
cut kids in matching panama shirts, the People flaunted the
individuality and inner pride that’s an integral part of the
gay lifestyle. It was a posture that played to the role-playing
aspects of gay culture, but also underscored the presence
of gay men in all strata of society — i.e. that cowboy,
construction worker, policeman, or Indian chief on your
block who contributes to your community could be gay,
too. However, as jamming as these four CDs are in places,
in purely music-crit terms, there’s one misstep: any
attempt to tell the Casablanca story without including
anything from Kiss, or even mentioning them in the liner
notes, is only a piece of the party (especially since,
thematically, something sieazy from Dynasty would have fit
in wonderfully). Kiss were every bit as much a part of the
label's history, as they were part of a large chunk of the
public’s (and our) childhood and adolescence — while
we’'re certainly not suggesting anybody would buy this box
set because they were included, it would certainly help to
relive those wild and bygone times. Indeed, Kiss no doubt
provided much of the mega-cash flow that led to all the
decadent partying, extravagant living, and panache that
made the label and its era so famous and so fondly-
remembered today.

If you're looking for pure soul music to warm your heart,
you can always lean on Bill Withers. Reticent, shy, and
unassuming, Withers was a vastly influential soul artist of
the '70s in a Stevie Wonder/Marvin Gaye mold, and when
his greatest hits and album tracks are compiled on Lean On
Me, it represents the epitome of soul. Deep and resonant,
a clavinet fines pulls out ever-descending depths of emotion
in “Use Me,” while Withers’ lyrics on “Grandma’s Hands”
(later covered by Gil Scott-Heron) are gentle and warm, like
a day of sunshine in a cold winter. Even the later tracks, from
albums often bypassed in the bins by soul and funk record
hunters, stand up when compiled and collected in such a
magnificent collection of material. Lenny Kravitz, Mick Jagger,
Jeffrey Gaines — inside, every one of them secretly wishes he
was Bill Withers.

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CM): There was a considerable length of time
between the release of 1989's West Textures
and your last album, 1993’s A Bigger Piece Of
Sky. Now less than a year later, we've got

Gringo Honeymoon which seems like a quick
follow-up. What happened?

REK: Quite honestly, | didn’t even realize that
much time had past between the two. | was still
getting reviews here and there on West Textures.
Being on Sugar Hill, it’s an independent label and
everything doesn’t happen in three or four months.
That record was out for a year before people
started pickin’ up on it. It was a real grass roots
kind of thing. All of a sudden it was a year later
when it went "boom.” | started getting a lot of gigs
and having a good time. | put together a little band.
| spent a year doin’ that, kinda following that
record. Then it was a year after that when | slowed
down enough to think about doing a follow up. A
Bigger Piece Of Sky came out and got a lot of press,
people liked it and, almost immediately, | was
getting asked “Well, when’s the next record
coming out?” So | felt the life span of West Textures
was a long one and A Bigger Piece Of Sky wasn't
quite as long.

CM): Where do you get your ideas for songs?
Are they autobiographical?

REK: This record is very autobiographical and |
actually took a very different approach on it than |
had in a long time. Up to this record, | felt like |
was never very successful at telling a story of an
experience that had happened to me. “Dreadful
Selfish Crime” capsules a particular period of time |
spent in Austin, Texas. The title cut, “Gringo
Honeymoon,” is just a particular day that | actually
spent with my wife in Mexico. It was an incredible
day. You know if you can remember one day in
your life that was really incredible, it was one of
those. | just decided I'll try to tackle this and | feit
like | was really successful. Being able to get the
picture across, as far as the way | remember it and
the way | think some one should be able to hear it,
so that | can put a picture in somebody else’s mind.
That’s what songs are about to me. Take a picture
in my mind and put it into your mind,

terrible and my handwriting is horrible that | can’t
stand to look at it.

CM): But some of the songs that you've
written in the past and definitely some of the
songs on Gringo Honeymoon are stories that
could be made into movies or novels if you
wanted to flesh them out.

REK:But | don't do that well. Maybe I'll take that
on. You know like | said before | didn't feel like |
actually took a great experience and was able to
flesh that out and | felt like | did that this time.
Maybe some day I'll be able to do that. But I've
always been scared of that actually. | mean, my
dialogue stinks and I've tried it and it’s just
embarrassing.

CM): Would you say one of the themes on this
record is traveling?

REK: Traveling is always an undercurrent with
me, somehow. | don’t know why. Motion is
something that’s important to me as far as songs.
To make things happen, there’s gotta be some
motion. You put things in motion and then you
start seeing the pictures. Then write it down and
somewhere you end it.

CM]): Do you spend a lot of time on the road?
REK: 200 dates last year, which doesn't include all
the road stuff.

CM): But you enjoy it.

REK: | love it, but | love being home though, so it
gets kinda tough sometimes.

CM]: One of the interesting things on the new
record is the Steve Earle song that you do,
“Tom Ames' Prayer.” Steve was someone
who encouraged you in the mid-'80s and |
don’t think that many folks know that you
have a connection with him. What’s the
connection between you and him and how did
you get to record one of his songs?

REK: First you have to know that Steve is a savvy
guy. The day | met Steve in 1984, he sat down and
he goes *I'm a songwriter from Nashville.” | didn't
even know who he was, some people in Nashville
knew him and a couple of people in Austin knew
him. This was before Guitartown. He starts playing
some real " Nashville’ songs, the hammer 'em out,
formatted songs. Obviously | was looking pretty
bored with the whole thing. So he stops and he
says “OK, I'll play you a song.”

The Northern California Bay Area has been one of the
more varied hip-hop hotbeds. In addition to the slow-
cruising, pimped-out Too $hort, E-40 and Dru Down, it is
also the zip code of a group of suburban artists
represented by that un-smiling face (a k a the
Hieroglyphics) which have happily remained the area
misfits, but their lyrical deftness has not gone unnoticed.
Extra Prolific is the fourth, and probably least inspiring of
all the Hieroglyphics artists, but his debut, Like It Should Be,
is a personable serving of his loose-fitting rhyming style,
delivered with casual, easy-going emotion. Best of all, Extra
Prolific’s raps don’t hurt, attack or leave an aftertaste; his
sharp, idiosyncratic hip-hop lines (“Is It Right?”) don't ruffle
too many feathers. Compared to Casual, Souls Of Mischief,
etc., some of Extra Prolific’s lyrics—as heard on “Sweet
Potato Pie” and “Cash Money”—are infected with sexism.
His storylines and sexual encounters are typical ego-
boosting that are not much more than the same thinly
veiled rhetoric that makes his personna far more
vulnerable and subject to negative criticism. When he can
avoid that, he is a far more appealing talent. Have a taste:
"Brown Sugar,” “First Sermon” and “Go Back To School.”

LEGION Theme + Echo = Krill

It’s strange: On Black Sheep’s 1991 debut, there is an
amusing dream sequence called “U Mean I'm Not,” in
which Dres experiences a nightmare where he dreams
that he is a ruthless, gat-toting gangster (or hardcore)
rapper. Now, with his own One Love label, Dres debuts a
trio (Cules, Chunky Smash and Cee-Low) known as the
Legion, a group who sounds as though they were born out
of that very same nightmare. At nearty 20 tracks, a record
this long hasn’t been seen in a few years, and the
widespread hardcore posturing and wild-eyed
commentary only suffers as the album soldiers forward.
Many issues, namely on the trilogy “The Word Nigga,”
"New Niggas” and “The Truth” (about the use and history
of the word “nigga”) become absorbed by hackneyed
discourse that weigh Theme + Echo = Krill down and offer
little in the way of imagination. Like a run-on sentence, the
Legion try to cover too much ground in too little space,
rather than focus on something that may differentiate them
from other short-tempered crews. Though the album's
cavernous beats and chunky pieces of sampling match well
with their otherwise calculated and impetuous rhyming,
they do have some passing moments of excellence, as
heard on “Rest In Peace” (done with a nod to Ice Cube's
“Dead Homiez”) and the rowdy, two part “Who's It On”
which features guest rapping from Showbiz & AG, Black
Sheep and a matured Chi Ali. Theme + Echo = Krill (we're
still scratching our heads for that meaning) will wear you
out, but it’s not without a few flashes in the pan. Also Krill:
“Jingle Jangle” and “Legion Groove.”

In addition to being the title of the latest major motion
picture to deal with inner city issues, “fresh” is also a

up controversy: the video has been
banned from airplay by MTV and
The Box.

Fresh acts as a gateway to welcome back long-forgotten
old-school singles that still hold up despite their dated
sound. Hip-hop aficionados have been crying out for the
renewal of old-school (a k a the good old days) lyrics and
rhythms as an escape from the past onslaught of gangster
grooves, and Fresh offers plenty of party-rockin’, old-
school joints. Before turning back the clock, Raekwon
Featuring Ghost Face Killer serves up the ill-fated “Heaven
& Hell,” which cautions how fast lives can be lost on the
streets. The old-school parade is started by Fresh 3 MC’s
("Fresh”) before classics like Whedini's “Freaks Come Out
At Night” and the Fearless Four’s “Rockin’ It” eradicate all
gloom and doom. The party doesn’t stop on Cold Crush
Brothers’ “Fresh, Wild, Fiy And Bold,” Grandmaster Flash
& The Furious Five’s "it’s Nasty” and Spoonie Gee’s
“Spoonin’ Rap”—the model of hip-hop perfection.

These brash British industrial-punksters give new meaning
to the word “attitude” with their rowdy, eponymous
debut. XC-NN fuses together buzzing guitar riffs, gritty
rhythms and scratchy grinds with a
ton of witty sarcasm and
aggressive ingenuity. Originalty known as just CNN (which
caused legal problems with the cable network), XC-NN
makes music that's been described as a cross between
Ministry, INXS and the Sisters Of
Mercy (guitarist Tim Bricheno used
to be in the Sisters). After releasing
the “Young, Stupid & White" single
a few weeks back, XC-NN
received a HUGE amount of
positive response from both the
metal and alternative crowds alike,
and judging from the massive mix of powerful tunes found
on XC-NN, the band should have no problem strutting
straight to the top of the charts in no time at all. "Wrong
Thing” frantically erupts through a vibrating, fuzzy wall of
crushing noise and spastic vocal blasts. sporadically
smoothed over throughout by the soothing croons of
additional vocalist Carol Kenyon, while "Biroland” glides
through spiralling melodies and catchy choruses doused
with tinges of psychedelia. The megaphone-filtered crunch
of “Broadway" is divided into five acts (Boogie Man, Dandy,
Intermission, First Days, and Chorus) that guide you
haphazardly through a musical play of intense emotion.

Back in 1988, unless you were young, hip, lived in
NYC and had your ears to the sidewalk, you
probably never heard of Cop
Shoot Cop. Today, after
releasing three EPs, three LPs
| and signing to a major label,
you'd be hard-pressed to find
anyone who hasn't heard of the
band. The band is known for
replacing actual live guitars with
samplers, its sound relying heavily on the crunching,
hypnotizing grind of its dual bass players—Tod A
(high-end bass/vocals) and Jack Nantz (low-end
bass/vocals). This time around, on its fourth full-
length LP (second for Interscope), Release, Cop
Shoot Cop has recruited new member Steve
McMillen to shake things up a bit, adding some live
guitar and trumpet to the mix. The album is aptly
titled, as each song focuses around pent-up emotions
of pain, frustration, anger and loneliness blasted
through a thick funnel of low grooves, blaring noise
and seductively stinging rhythms. “Suckerpunch”
sounds like the Butthole Surfers doing a slowed-
down version of White Zombie's “Thunderkiss '6S,”
while “Money-Drunk” puts the pedal to the metal
and crashes through a series of fast-pummeling drum
pounds, screechy fuzzed-out vocals and samples of
zooming, revved-up car engines.

Even though Liquid Hips cites some pretty diverse
influences, including Captain Beefheart, Ethel Merman, the
Sex Pistols, Funkadelic, Doris Day and Mr. Ed, the band
definitely shows a lot more similarities to groups like Rage
Against The Machine, Biohazard and
the Red Hot Chili Peppers, but isn't
quite as heavy or aggressive as
those. Although Liquid Hips do
highlight a pretty strong guitar grind
with slight hardcore-punk overtones,
the music relies mostly on funky,
- hip-hop pops and fast-grooving
rhythms. John Mulkerin (vocals/trumpet), former member
of NYC'’s Defunkt, founded Liquid Hips in the early *90s and
began pumping out the tunes that landed on the band’s
1992 debut, Fool Injection, which accumulated quite a nice
buzz.

This
only touches the surface of the many bands that made their
mark in an era when many came and went quickly.

Those good ‘ol
days are over now, and “...those claiming to carry on the
banner today are usually just a bunch of metatheads
pretending they were there back in the day..NYHC was
more than just a music scene, it was a rite of passage,”
raves Seconds editor Steven Blush, who also overviews the
entire movement in a detailed story inside the CD jacket.

Globestyle’s own team of producer/recorders
has been travelling around catching the sounds
of the world for many years, as well as selecting
great music already recorded to license in
Britain. While some Globestyle titles have been
released in the U.S. on Flying Fish, Omnium,
Green Linnet and a few others, no one has
been behind the label as a whole until now.
The first releases will include a stunning album
by CECILE KAYIREBWA called Rwanda (and
reviewed here upon its initial release back in
April). Singer/songwriter and producer, she has
recorded in Belgium over the last 6 years or so,
and this is a collection of that work. There is
also Bosnian Breakdown: The Unpronounce-able
Beat Of Sarajevo by electric/acoustic trad
revolutionaries KALESIJSKI SYUCI, full of
manic fiddling and incredible close harmony
singing.

BLUES MUSE

Long before the phrase "six degrees of
separation” entered the vernacular,
multireedman James
recognized that despite the apparent
vastness of the cosmos, it really is a small

world. “Nexus,”

Spaulding

explains the $7-year-
old Spaulding from his home in Queens,
“means connection. Everything we do in
life, in one way or another, known or
unknown, is connected.”

The Indianapolis native’s connection to
the blues (a vital ingredient in jazz), to
the postmodern legacy of Blue Note
Records and to his longtime pal Kenny
Barron come full circle this fall.
Spaulding’s forthcoming CD for Muse,
Blues Nexus, spotlights his woodwind
versatility (on alto, flute, bass flute and
piccolo) while demonstrating the
flexibility of the blues form (“Happy, sad,
fast, slow”) and the vital blues writing of
such undervalued players as Elmo Hope,
Freddie Redd and Tina Brooks. This
month pianist Barron, Spaulding’s partner
in the Freddie Hubbard quintet of the
late 60’s, embarks on a three-week
engagement at the Village Vanguard. The
pianist, backed by bassist Buster Williams
and drummer Ben Riley, welcomes a
different special-guest altoman each
week: Jesse Davis, Sept. 20-2S; Gary
Bartz, Sept. 27-Oct. 2; Spaulding, Oct. 4-
9. “James is a very fiery, adventurous
player, which he had to be in Hubbard’s

band,” says Barron. “We’'d play Bebop,
avant-garde, whatever-all in the space of
one tune!” Barron, the altoman says
with amazement, "takes the keyboard
and inverts it-parallel, vertical, diagonal,

you name it.”

A soft spoken, spiritual man, devoid of
regret or bitterness, Spaulding can lay
claim to a special, though curious,
distinction: No horn soloist in the
history of Blue Note records appeared as
a sideman on more albums without
having recorded under his own name.
Between 1964 and 68, the labels most
experimental and innovative period, this
“utility man” contributed to nearly two
dozen LPs, among them classic sides by
Hubbard, Bobby Hutcherson, Duke

STRANGELOVE Time For The Rest Of Your Life

Amid a barrage of whining guitars and thumped drums, the
opening “Sixer” begins with the announcement, “| find it
difficult to think when I'm thinking this much,” and concludes
with a dubiously defiant, “| don’t want to die.” The debut
Strangelove album is a fraught, rollercoastering, but totally
gripping affair. Patrick Duff, he of the existential mutterings
(though hardly ever in interview), is given to woeful self-
doubt, panic and fear, the introspection spat and drawn out
in deep, lugubrious tones while the music appropriates the
rise-and-fall melodrama of the best British raincoat rock,
from Echo & The Bunnymen to The Cure to The The, to its
own spiritual ends. But while the album sets off in a nailbitten
rage-against-whatever-you-have, Strangelove prefers a
subtle, shadowed rock climb, full of levity and poise. “Sand”
is quite poppy, “l Will Burn” is a sparse, delicate chime that
gives way to beautifully understated strings, “Low Life” is a
tremulous piano-and-vocal ballad and “All Because Of You”
and “Fire (Show Me Light)” are just as delicate. But with Duff
at the helm, everything quivers uneasily, and the madness, or
sheer frustration, is never far away. Besides the towering title
track (recently eulogized to the hilt in Overseos as a single)
and “World Outside,” the majority of Time For The Rest Of
Your Life isn’t an instant mainline hit, taking time to seep into
the corpuscles before leaving indelible traces. “Is there a
place for me somewhere,” Duff’s last words wail out; yes,
surely, if only a career fronting another potential great Brit
rock concern.

Playing “soul music for fucked up war babies,” Birmingham’s
WEIRD’S WAR is a great example of the unselfconscious
1 _ | crosscurrent tangle that stands for
PLUS, ALSO. TOO| 99, siternativism in the way that
a shredded adaptation of a choice record collection goes
haywire in the manner of this suitably named quartet. Except
this is love, man, not war, as vocalist and songwriter Michael
Valentine West primarily stitches together Marc Bolan
(especially the vocals) and Prince—all sex, strut, sass and
soul. Both “Screwed Over"” and “Me & Judy Garland” (on 7"
vinyl only) are created in a lovingly low-fi, but with all
manner of miniature effects and harmonics, producing
thrilling three-minute pure-pop surges (La-La-Land, PO. Box

NORTHERN PICTURE LIBRARY was formed by a
couple of ex-Field Mice, one of the Sarah label’s most
acclaimed, archetypal signings.

BUON’ APPETITO: Cibo Matto (“Food Madness” in
Italian) are a couple of crazy gals from Tokyo transplanted
to New York, who are quickly becoming the hottest dish in
town. The two were until recently in the short-lived, but
terrific, Leitoh Lychee (translation: frozen litchi nut), an
energetic punk bank with an appetite similar to God Is My
Co-Pilot and the Boredoms. Yuka Honda, on sampler and
keyboard, also plays with Arto Lindsay and Hope Is A
Muscle (with Marc Ribot, Dougie Bowne and others) and
recently performed with Brazilian star Caetano Veloso.
Honda mixes a surreal mélange from a myriad of samples
(bossa nova, '40s swing and steel drums are a few
favorites) which are looped, oddly juxtaposed and even
scratched hip-hop style. Miho Hatori’s vocal talents range
from bilingual pop to gorgeous torch singing to absurd
broken-English storytelling and wicked parodies of
American culture. The lyrics, all centered around the
themes of “food and love,” are an amusing mix of strangely
ridiculous and provocatively sensual; some of the wittiest
puns are at the same time quite sad and poetic (“My heart
is like an artichoke...| eat the petals...myself...one by one”).

LAMONTE YOUNG’S DREAM HOUSE: You're not
likely to find peace and quiet in New York City, but the
peace and noise of the Dream House, LaMonte Young and
Marian Zazeela’s sound-and-light environment, may be a
viable, even preferable, alternative. A performer and
composer more heard-of than heard, Young jammed with
Ornette Coleman and Eric Dolphy in the late '50s;
improvised sopranino saxophone solos over roaring drones
in his Theatre of Eternal Music, which featured future
Velvet Underground members John Cale, Tony Conrad,
and Anglus MacLise in the early '60s; and is perhaps best
known for his 5 1/2 hour opus, “The Well Tuned Piano.” In
the Dream House he has programmed a Rayna synthesizer
to generate 35 specific sine waves at continuous
frequencies in a loft space ethereally lighted by longtime
collaborator Marian Zazeela. A huge palette of pitches and
rhythms seems to swirl about the room; as you walk
around or even cock your head, each of the sounds is
transformed. Thus you can “play” the room like an
instrument, letting the wash and throb engulf you. If you
close your eyes, the loud but never uncomfortable volume
may prevent you from hearing the footsteps of others
moving about, but from the change they have caused in the
pattern of the soundwaves, you will sense their movement.
Like a deep massage, the Dream House stimulates the ears
while relaxing the brain. Fools might mistake this for New
Age/hippie tripe, but you’re in for a profound sonic
experience.
