Bassist Paul Kimble’s thick, billowy production recalls the
damp, spacious sound of Echo & The Bunnymen, enhancing
the songs’ moodiness with a sweeping sound that fills the
room and sends goosebumps across the skin. Some turtes
here, such as “It’s The Life" and “Honey Don't Think,” recall
some of pop history’s prominent moments (Neil Diamond
and Cat Stevens, respectively), but they bypass mere
replication for a more substantial compliment: these
background influences flow like blood through the very body
of Grant Lee Buffalo's music. From crunchy, hypnotizing
rockers ("Mockingbirds,” "Sing Along") to more fragile
moments (“It's The Life,” “Last Days Of Tecumseh”), it's a
rich, engulfing tapestry.

The number of people making records like Ed Kuepper
(pronounced Cooper) is few to none. A veteran of Australia’s
Saints, Kuepper makes music that is oddly out of time and
also timeless.

Under (Go-Betweens, etc.), yet his
spare, direct approach calls attention
to the song itself rather than the
craft of songwriting. One would call
him a leader of a rock band before
calling him a singer/songwriter.
Character Assassination is a collection
of new songs that follows Restless’ recent compifation, The
Butterfly Net, an overview of Kuepper’s long career. Those
who found that collection very impressive, but a bit spotty,
will be thrilled with these 14 tracks. Keenly mixing electric
and acoustic guitars, Kuepper also adds sprinklings of violins,
horns and, Australia's pulsating gift to woodwinds, the
didgeridoo. Key characters: “My Best Interests At Heart,”
“Little Fiddle,” “La Di Do," “I'm With You” and the old

CORROSION OF CONFORMITY Deliverance

By now, Corrosion Of Conformity's influence on metal,
punk, and the grey area where those two genres stand toe-
to-toe is well-known. Today’s metal scene—in particular,
heavies like Kyuss, Pantera and Soundgarden (did Kim Thayil
ever take off that C.O.C. shirt in
1992?)—owes and acknowledges
considerable debt to C.O.C.
Between 1991's stellar Blind LP and
Deliverance, C.O.C. has survived
more personnel changes (singer
M Karl Agell out, old bassist Mike
. Dean back in), made the jump to
Columbia, dropped its MCS political pedantry and begun
pursuing an unexpected change in musical direction. Of
course, Deliverance is heavier than almost anything out there,
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but this time around C.O.C.'s Sabbath/Vitus/hardcore sludge
mixes it up with '70s cock-rock staples like ZZ Top, Ted
Nugent and Thin Lizzy, and the slightly more conservative,
groove-oriented results will no doubt surprise old fans.
“Heaven's Not Overflowing,” the LP’s opener and best track,
sets the tone for the rest of the record: a killer riff that
grooves like early ZZ Top and /n Rock-era Deep Purple, a
great chorus hook, Pepper Keenan's savage vocals, and a
guitar break of off-kilter harmonies and piercing noise that is
head-and-shoulders above de rigueur metal wanking.

Burning Kingdom is
immense in comparison to Smog’s earlier works. The echo-y
hi-fi sound creates both a mood and setting: here is the eerie
world of Bill Callahan, come into his kingdom. Unlike earlier
works, Burning Kingdom offers the
experience of what it is like to be
the depressed Smog, rather than
making the self-absorbed/self-
deprecating statement of “this is
what it's like to be Bill Callahan.” In
just over a year, Smog has trudged
over a vast amount of ground,
emerging on the other side of the world, and this mini-LP is
Callahan’s most intriguing work to date. Even songs which
were written earlier, like "My Shell (Electric Version),”
emerge big and booming when “electrified.” The highlight is
the delicate and brief “Renee Died 1:45,"
sung by Miss Cindy Dall.

Six busy years after the release of its first, 13-song demo
cassette, college radio darling Silkkworm emerges with a
stunning collection of songs on only its third full-length LR A
trained ear will hear remnants of the likes of Pavement, Slint,
etc., but the difference between
veteran Silkworm and a zillion other
indie-rock bands is that Silkworm's
music is inspired, not derivative or
imitative. Songwriting and vocals are
equally divided, proving that
Silkworm's strength lies in the sum
\ of its parts. The year and a half that
has transpired between the recording of In The West
(released this past January) marks the band’s remarkable
progress in songwriting and cohesion, and the |1 tracks on
Libertine reflect every minute of the six years Silkworm has
been together. Held up to In The West, Libertine is hookier in
spots, while more complex and obtuse in others. The
rumbling melodic basslines are ever-present and the band's
trademark, dissonant guitar work is as razor-sharp as ever.
These songs don't rail through riffs or meander aimlessly, but
travel carefully through climactic musical moments and
intensely-relayed lyrical tales. Silkworm is on the verge: don't
miss out.

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RED KRAYOLA The Red Krayola

A mere sentence or two cannot do justice to a distinguished
30-year rock history, but as it's been 26 years since the last
domestic Red Krayola release, here is a thumbnail recap: the
group (Mayo Thompson and a rotating cast of talented
v accomplices) has released some of
the most interesting albums of the
’60s, '70s and '80s, while Thompson
also had a significant career as
producer/A&R man at Rough Trade
(in its late-'70s/early '80s heyday),
where he produced ground-breaking
albums by The Fall, the Raincoats,
Cabaret Voltaire, Stiff Little Fingers, etc., etc., as well as playing
guitar in Pere Ubu for several years. Today’s Red Krayola
includes 3/4 of the group Gastr Del Sol, none of whom had
even been born when Red Krayola began in 1966. If the term
“college rock” is still relevant today (arguably it is now more
derogatory than reverent), Red Krayola might be tagged “grad-
school” or “post-grad.” The jagged guitars and drums are
certainly not too distantly related to ragged modern indie rock,
but Thompson's peculiar and wily wordplay lends the music a
distinctly eggheaded air, most extreme in the nauseatingly
clever "Rapspierre.” The music’s greatest strength lies in the
remarkable arranging, a study in understatement, subtie
dynamic shading and unorthodox structure. The 17 concise
and buoyant songs are adorned with gurgling analog synth
throbs and strategic silences, and the infrequent guitar solos (if
they can even be called that) generally last no longer than eight

Listening to a Ween album is like trying to relate to someone
else’s high: sometimes you get the inside jokes that result
from smoking a lot of dope, and well, sometimes you're just
puzzled and annoyed.

While the
jokes might escape the listener, and there’s no doubt that
Ween is juvenile, retarded and just plain silly, the songs are
full of indelible hooks and you have to marvel at the bold
attitude it takes to write songs like “Spinal Meningitis (Got
Me Down)” and “The HIV Song.” The goofiest brilliance yet:

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that is more often used for dramatic effect than to impart a
sense of laid-back abandon. Indeed, a couple of tracks, such
as the tastefully cello-tinged “Scum,” are so breezy and
mellow that they could easily sit beside MOR of the '70s
were it not for their mighty electric guitar solos and worid-
crisis lyrics. While the band’s forte is the creation of catchy,
energetic jams, the bluesy "Pretty Girls Make Graves” proves
Dada can grind just as heavily as it grooves, with Phil Leavitt’s
Bonham-esque rhythms solidly towing the line.

With few exceptions, funk in the "90s seems a lost art. The
cerebral jazz-funk bands are too obsessed with chops, taste

and authentic wardrobes to really
really groove, while shirtless,
tongue-wagging funk-metal outfits
try so hard they don’t inspire
anything more than drunk frat guys
mauling each other. And then along
comes Dag. These four long-hairs

Flow, River Of My Soul opens with a seductive dance beat, a
woman reciting the phrase “All limitations are self-imposed”
over soothing synthetic fragments of sound, and a Rod Serling
sample murmuring, “The time is now.”

spoken word/funk masterpieces as Lightnin’ Rod’s Hustlers
Convention and Doriella Du Fontaine. The conversation varies
wildly throughout the party’s course (for example, from “The
Ramifications Of Shaking One’s Ass”: “If | shake my ass tonight
will you respect me in the morning?” countered with “just
dance, fuck it"). Even the phrase B.Y.O.B., long a staple of
collegiate parlance, gets drawn into question (Bring Your Own
Bottle, Bring Your Own Bitch, Bring Your Own Bud). As the
drama unfolds, we see differing viewpoints emerge, which
scratch the surface of deeper questions about attitudes and
society. At its best, B.Y.O.B. taps into the vein of funky soul
music that very often does get played at parties, and for
obvious reasons—when it comes to music to relax, unwind
and have a good time to, it doesn't get much better than this,
meaning that B.Y.O.B. will be guaranteed party-fare for hip
gatherings for years to come.

Bryan Ferry has the rock romance market cornered. Ever

Languid
funk and snippets of city noise undermine the heaving-bosom
tempos and pristine sax climbs; his sense of epic romance is
frayed at the edge, always struggling against the crass disarray
of honking horns and overheard conversation. Bryan Ferry’s
music will forevermore be perfectly adult and hopelessly
brilliant at the art of artifice, but for all the overstated
nuance, there is a counterpoint of something heady and
unexpected, and somehow thoroughly rock, throughout
Mamouna.

SWIRL The Last Unicorn

The Australian trio Swirl knows that pop doesn’t necessarily
mean playing melodic stuff all the time. On The Last Unicorn
(the group’s second album, not counting a collection of early
singles), the songs are often held to a specific form by Nicola
Schuitz’s straightforward basslines, while Ben Aylward’s
guitar tone shape-shifts relentlessly. Sometimes it’s a cloud of
high-end vapor; sometimes it’s a
ringing, Cure-like echo; sometimes
it's a furious, distant tornado, or a
purely textural mass of noise. The
resulting sound is pure and lush, but
always suggests something sharper
bell and more direct just out of earshot,
=4 like good soundtrack music. The
songs themselves are gentle, vaguely gothic affairs, but
they're real songs, not just frameworks for the band’s sonic
pyrotechnics. At heart, Swirl’s members are jangle-poppers;
they’ve just made their presentation as lavish as their
content. For your gramophone’s horn: “Strangelands” (also a
single), “The Last Unicorn” (one of a few tracks featuring
Schultz’s sweet, unaffected singing), “Poppel Grave” and

Over the course of three albums and three EPs, Scorn has
gone from being one of the most devastatingly heavy
amalgamations this side of South Florida death metal, to a
dark, almost ethereal experiment in ambient-age minimalism.
q Originally formed with Godfiesh
guitarist justin Broadrick, the band
is now the concept of Nick Bullen
and Michael Harris (both ex-
Napalm Death members), marking
a new dimension in Scorn’s
evolutionary process. The sounds
emanating from Evanescence retain
the cerebral mass and mood of the group’s initial forays

without relying on a single guitar tone, resulting in a
collection of sounds that have more in common technically
with ambient dub than the methodical brutality of grindcore O
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or its electronic cousin, industrial. Each track is built around a
distinct percussive loop which is then blackened to
foreboding extremes with an array of haunting instrumental
tones, samples and sub-conscious vocal layers. While some
of these concoctions are conceivably danceable, others
traverse terrains so dark and sinister that the near-frivolous
rhythmic elements are all but cloaked by the record’s stark
sonic weight.

LOVE & ROCKETS Hot Trip To Heaven

Returning from an absence of several years, Love & Rockets
apparently have made two albums at once: a more pop-
oriented record will be released next year, but the bizarre,
nifty and of-the-moment Hot Trip To Heaven is what we get
now.

GINGER BAKER TRIO Going Back Home

First of all, let’s get one thing straight right off the bat: this is
not the other trio featuring Ginger Baker, BBM, which
released a dismal guitar-weeny-oriented album earfier in the
year. This is the real Ginger Baker trio, and not only that, this
album is also the best Bill Frisell
or Charlie Haden records you're
going to hear this year. The
premise is simple: out of
Laswell’s orbit, Baker shoots
straight-ahead, not in a suit-and-
tie jazz sense, but in melodic and
rhythmic ones—Haden’s har-
molodic background working with Ornette Coleman meshes
with Baker’s sturdy rhythms, and Bill Frisell’'s guitar provides
the roar of the ocean, the shimmer of skylines, and fireflies,
spangles and shooting stars on top. Though it’s far from
histrionic, loud, or even “jazzy,” it's mutational music,
unfettered by convention and unhindered by rules, coupling
the freedom of jazz with the energy of rock performance, on
a par to its cousins Last Exit or Tony Williams® Lifetime. The
Bill Frisell of Going Back Home is not the mewling, spacey,
mellow Frisell that appears on his recent solo albums; it’s the
unrelenting dynamo of guitar wizardry that made Naked City
such a tortuous place to live: he is the only guitar player who
can play his instrument as if innuendo were a tempo
command. The venerable Charlie Haden’s basslines rumble
and shake like thunder in the distance drawing ominously
nearer. And through it all, Ginger Baker leads the way, his
cyclical, loping rhythms masterfully pulling the music to a
higher level, through the clouds to a place that is darn close
to perfection in an instrumental album.

Bax 476867, Chicago, IL 60647 212.260.3389
King Kong’s auteur Ethan Buckler has turned himself into
the new Fred Schneider—he’s pitched about an octave
lower, but otherwise the vocal resemblance is uncanny.
“Red Hot Lovin’” casts Amy
Greenwood in the Kate Pierson
role for an endearingly goofy,
stiff-legged dance groove. “Hot
Dog Days,” on the B-side, lets
the band bring out its inner MG's
for a distinctly retro soul
instrumental.

"Snuck” and the feed back-laden "Srew” by Mark Robinson
(also of Air Miami). And if you think this single keeps you
guessing, wait until the album, Napolitos, comes out in
October.

The
longer track on the flip is truer to their past work; Laura’s
commanding presence shines through in her snarling vocals,
and the fuzzy bass line resonates powerfully underneath a
jumpy rock riff.

Who knows
whether this borrowed vocal style is a sincere
effort or if he’s attempting some sort of nasty
parody, but the bizarre lyrics delivered with a
nasal, drunken, indecipherable accent are a
hilarious distraction. Mallemuck’s side is from an
entirely different world. With pulsating electronic
beats and dark, acidic vocals, it draws heavily from
the ingenuity of Wax Trax! bands of old without
sounding affected or tired.

Sure, you recognize the zip and area code, but
trust us when we say that Capsize 7 is more
adventurous than most of its scene-mates. Darker,
decidedly heavier, and more eccentric and
complex than its competitors on the often
maddeningly samey Chapel Hill-area scene,
Capsize 7’s three-song demo calls to mind Sonic
Youth, British punk (lead singer Joe Taylor is yet
another Yankee singer who often affects a faux
English accent), and the stop/start riffs and
rhythms of math-rock combos like Shudder To
Think (even Helmet sneaks its way into the mix a
little bit) a lot more than scene heroes like
Superchunk. The band’s tunes tend to meander a
bit here and there, and its occasionally excessive
efforts at complexity can be distracting, but when
this young band gains confidence, its songs are likely
to tighten up.

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THE WHO Thirty Years Of Maximum R&B

Unlike most retrospective box sets, this one begins with
the artist in question haranguing the crowd. “This is a
fucking rock and roll concert not a fucking tea party,” Pete
Townsend slurs. The moment is incredibly ludicrous—the
idea of an aging English millionaire lecturing Americans on
proper behavior at a rock concert, whilst playing music that
is merely an amped-up version of what was American
music to begin with. Thirty Years Of Maximum R&aB is filled
with such moments. What a bunch of arrogant old coots.

Of course, the fact remains that arrogant old coots or not,
some of the music The Who made was downright
extraordinary, close to revolutionary. By 1969, the band was
so awesome, it could get away with doing some old songs,
then doing Tommy in its entirety. And for the encore, the
band would back up and do parts of it again. And audiences
went nuts. The music was so good, it was spiritual.

So it’s interesting and even ironic then, that the problem
with The Who—and this box set—is not merely musical,
it's philosophical. The Thirty Years Of Maximum R&B this
box champions actually boils down to barely 12 years and a
hell of a lot of boring reunion tours, Broadway showtunes
and rewritten history. Contrast the ending of another great
*70s superband, Led Zeppelin, with The Who's near-
criminal record of middle-aged mediocrity. After its
drummer died, Zeppelin simply issued a “we cannot go on
as we were” press release, put together an outtakes album,
and hung it up, occasionally trotting out for a reunion for
charity or weddings—now that’s class. Of course, the fact
that Jimmy Page and Robert Plant went on to end up
looking like idiots today doesn’t really matter—they were
solo idiots, and so far, none of them has managed to really
tarnish the Led Zeppelin aura.

The difference extends to the bands’ box sets, too. For
instance, if you pay attention to Jimmy Page’s Led Zeppelin
catalog regurgitation, at every turn, every song
juxtaposition sought to subtly explicate the proposal that
John Bonham was the greatest drummer on earth. Both
Led Zeppelin box sets strive for this argument, in their
packaging, in their sequence of songs, in their liner notes.

Keith Moon doesn't fare nearly as well here—the liner
notes are filled with lip service to John Entwhistle and Roger
Daltrey, and if you've read anything at all about the band
(including the liner notes to its other records, such as The
Kids Are Alright), then there’s precious little here that's new
or even interesting. According to this box set’s particular
spin on history, Keith Moon was not the greatest drummer
in rock history—which he could well have been—he was
just a loveable old drunken sod who happened to die. But
the fact of the matter is, without Keith Moon behind the
drums, none of the others was ever able to muster the
strength and the power he once had. When Keith Moon
died, The Who died with him, and whatever legacy the
band might have possessed was instantly diminished the
minute it decided to carry on.

And so Thirty Years of Maximum R&B is not the ticket to
Who-Valhalla we'd hoped for. Most of the “previously-
unreleased” tracks are merely clever rearrangements of
stuff we've heard before, and over a third of them come
from the post-1976 era. Could they do better? You bet.

The only business Parrish Smith (a k a PMD) has to tend
to now is proving he can survive as a solo artist after
parting ways (and receiving four gold records) with his
partner Erick Sermon. As EPMD, Erick and Parrish were
untouchable: Beats were heavy, and rhymes were smooth
with an instinctive hardcore mentality. It's easy to say now
that the whole was greater than the sum of its parts. PMD
delivers chunky slabs of funk while attaching messages
about his break up, his knowledge of the industry, and his
renewed interest in ripping the mic (“Back To The Rap”).
But what’s missing Is that person to bounce rhymes off
and help keep Shadé Business consistently appealing, PMD
uses Das EFX and other Hit Squad members to back him
up, but by the end you're imagining how much better it
would sound if Erick applied his skills to the mix. EPMD
fans will find this record extremely familiar sounding, and
packed with PMD's distinct, rock-hard rhyming (“Steppin’
Thru Hardcore™).

CM): How did you meet Erick Sermon?

PMD: We went to the same junior high, and the same high school.
We went to West Junior High in Brentwood, New York,

Did you set out to be that anti-pop hip-hop group that you
developed into?

Yeah, that was one angle. But there were more angles once you got
in there and learned more about the industry. It was more or less
the way the relationship was going—viewing things the same way.
Once we got up in there we were just keeping it stralght up.

Your sound is so distinct. Does it come naturally?

That's something that’s natural—that was the everyday swing. Our
overall attitude in the way we live life is just the same way we
swung our music. Some artists are into hi-hats or 'Yo, | gotta write
a def rhyme.’ | put my music with the way
real life goes: Dealing with my parents,
dealing with everyday life and stuff like
that, then my music is my outlet.

How did you approach the EMPD fans
when it broke up?

Was it always your dream to become
a part of the record business?

To be honest, no. My only dream was to
make my music cool. But it [my interest]
got bigger and bigger because from a

ag or an industry dpoint,
nobody's safe! So if you didn’t manage
yourself, and deal with the CEOs of the record companies, then
there may not have been a second gold album, or a third gold
album, If | wanted to grow with my music, then | had to learn that

much more about the industry.

What kind of pressures factor into your career as you
become bigger?

Weli, you really have to know yourseff. It all boils down to the type
of life you was living before you got into the music industry. That was
a plus for me, | had a life before that. | stepped in from the outside, |
was going to college and playing football. A lot of people fail to
realize, they just think it's about music, music, music. But if your
business is not straight, you don’t have management or people set up
around you that know you as an individual. It’s very easy to go in and
lease a Mercedes, that don't take no real thinking, it's very easy to
take half of your first advance and go put it down on a house. The
question is can you pay the monthly payment, do you understand
that there's taxes after that, do you understand that it's a 30-year
mortgage and the average lifespan of a rapper is about five or six,

What is the worst thing that has ever happened to you as
an artist?

Yo, man, To be honest with you, Glen, we were straight, Knowing
people get raw deals, knowing kids sign papers not knowing what's
going on getting locked down for five years, and that’s their dream
just shot dead there...From my perspective, | can’t complain. We
was always breaking ground, we was always around good people.
You always have to look to the man to the left of you, at the world
outside of you—there's a plane that just crashed yesterday, you
know what I'm sayin?

What was the first car you bought after EPMD’s success?

The first car? Bought an IROC with a Corvette engine, 5.7. | keep
all my cars. Right now I'm in a [Mercedes] SOOSEL. That's cool,
100, but after awhile it's like, 'Yo, whatever.’

Your hardcore messages are timeless.
How do you define ‘hardcore’?

Knowing who you are as an individual, and
representing yourself. A lot of people the
way they rhyme is the way they live.

The biggest
problem at the end of these people’s
careers is that they end up the individual
they created instead of the person with the
name and the social security number—and
that's dangerous.

One of the most energizing new folds in urban music latety
has been soul’s newfound use of hip-hop rhythms and
consciousness, and the palpable results of using natural
ingredients. Artists like Get Set V.O.R, Caron Wheeler,

Des’ree and the Family Stand
have helped revive the heartbeat
of soul, which seemed to
decelerate in the sanitized ‘80s,
while simultaneously utilizing hip-
hop’s ability to reach its changing
audience. When Arrested

Development downplayed rap’s

refiance on sequencers and 808 kicks, it featured a singer
named Dionne Farris, whose vocals on “Tennessee”
became the cut’s trademark. Now a solo artist, Dionne
has recorded her debut release, Wild Seed Wild Flower,
which has the same home-cooked feel, while ably carrying
itself through dogged and conspicuous style swings,
highlighting her voice’s innocent and exquisite beauty. Her
songs are uplifting and empowering, shaped with loving
hands (“Find Your Way," the Bobby McFerrin-styled
"Human"—"Before | am African/| am human”). When she
fans the flames, as on “| Know,” Dionne blends blues, soul,
hip-hop and gospel into distinct, colorful tapestries that
embrace her hopeful messages, which are some of the
most impassioned statements from a female artist in some
time. Even rock influences turn up on the cautionary “Stop
To Think,” which makes creative use of a Lenny Kravitz
sample, while “Passion” is a gusty mix of heavy soul and
caustic crescendos. Farris finds the soulful side to
whatever she touches without being too obvious. The
most stunning moments come on the warm blues/gospel
of “Food For Thought,” the haunting “Don’t Ever Touch
Me (Again),” and her acoustic cover of the Beatles’
“Blackbird,” on which she injects a spiritual and Afro-
centric logic into the lyrics, which relate to the black
struggle. Providing comic relief is In Living Color’s David
Alan Grier, whose character on “The Audition” is
responsible for one of the funniest bits put on record this
year. Farris’ deep soulful roots borrow little from others in
her genre, and her timely, expressive cries make this
record easy to connect with. Also play: “Now Or Later”
and “|)th Hour,” about her departure from Arrested
Development.

Deliverance marks a tremendous musical growth for these
hard-rockin’ Southern boys. For well over a decade, the
band has subtly molded and shaped its sound into many

COC has transformed its hardcore/punk metal hybrid into a
more down and dirty, heavy rock ‘n’ rol/metal mix with a
slammin’ Southern twist. Deliverance also marks the return
of bassist Mike Dean (who originally
started out with COC in 1982 and
later departed). Guitarist Pepper
Keenan (who also sang on the
band’s most successful single, “Vote
With A Bullet,” from 1992's Blind
LP) takes over the mic full-time,
lending his rough, mean-'n"-nasty

debut in the news this week, a reissue of a live UB40 album on Yiegin, coming on at #23. And after ruling the summer with an incredible 22 weeks on the chart, we must note that Rykodisc’s Taking Timbuktu album from Ali Farka Toure With Ry (ooder has
finally slipped off the chart. Well done, Ali and Ry! We're sure to see them again when the Best Of *94 lists and year-end retrospective charts start rolling in November. (WORLD MUSIC REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS)

MORE SOUKOUS SOUNDS

Belle Epoque (RetroAfric, c/o Stern’s,
address above) reaches back to the '70s
and follows the pan-African adventures of
MOSE SE ‘FAN FAN'. Another graduate
of the O.K. jazz school, the guitarist moved
from the rumba of 1970’s Kinshasa east to
the Tanzanian sound of Matamila (with
Remmy Ongala) and then on to Nairobi,
where the sound got bigger but no less
intense. This collection notes all the
changes and brings one of the giants to a
new audience.

Another set on the Hemisphere-I.R.S.
series is Super Guitar Soukous, which
includes the infamous animations of Kanda
Bongo Man, a taste of Patience Dabany
with the king of soukous, Tabu Ley
Rochereau and the towering presence of
Peppe Kalle and his Empire Bakuba. Some
of the lesser known artists from Ilvory
Coast come as real treats, notably singer
Dave Depeu’s "Africa” with its marvelous
horns and backing vocals.

Finally, I'll give you a quick warning about
the impending release of the latest CD
from the master, TABU LEY SEIGNEUR
ROCHEREAU and his Orchestre Afrisa
International. Muzina (Rounder, | Camp
Street, Cambridge MA 02140 617.354.0700)
was recorded in New Orleans and is full of
surprises. Watch for it!

ISMAEL LO preempts the assault on his
westernized pop music with this statement
in his press release: “Many people think
that if you are from Africa you must play
kora, balafon or drums. No. If you go to

France or Spain, you’ll find modern music
as well as folkloric music. It is the same in
Africa. You can do both.” It's a good
argument, and a popular one as more and
more major-label artists from Africa seek
mainstream status in the U.S. and Europe.
The problem is, just like in America, Spain
or France, modern doesn’t mean better. Lo
proves the point by doing both mediocre
modern pop and deeply moving modern
folk and soul on Iso (Mango, c/o Island, 400
Lafayette St., New York, NY 10003
212.995.0202). Lo has always embraced
the gentler side of Senegalese music, and
even his most dynamic work with Super
Diamono is warmed by his often serene
vocal style. He plays the acoustic guitar and
harmonica, which has brought out many
pointless comparisons to Dylan, but his
roots are as much in western folk-pop as
they are in the sabar drums of his Wolof
culture. His lyrics, mostly in Wolof, speak
of politics, poverty, real life and true love.
They are delivered in charged and
emotional phrasing. He sings of “A Woman
Without Blame” in a simple guitar and
strings arrangement that harkens to the
best of Tim Hardin’s music. “Sénégambie”
heads into an mbalax-like territory, rich in
rhythm and rife with synths. The album
travels through overblown pop and sweet
sentimental folk, each song surviving on the
strength of his amazing voice, but many
suffering from the inevitable mushiness of
too many tracks and tricks in the studio.
It's the same in Spain, France or Africa.
Moments of trendiness are matched by
moments of brilliance on Iso.
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OTHER NOTES

If one good thing came out of the new
music scene in the '80s, it was the revival
and growth of ska. It blossomed all over
the world, mostly in small clubs and rank
hotel bars. And it's still alive and well in the
‘90s, as evidenced by the two CDs in
Skarmageddon (Moon, PO. 1412 Cooper
Station, New York, NY 10276). Here are
31 tracks from all over America, from the
rollicking funk of Maryland's Skunks to the
California pop sound of Durango 95. The
manic Connecticut band Spring Heeled jack
is “Addicted” and out of control. It's loud,
it’s fun, it's seriously pissed off and
laughably clichéd.

The David Kilgour Story has been a shy-"n’-retiring, but
illustrious one—founder of The Clean, the Great
Unwashed and Stephen, solo activist and sculptor of that
timeless, garage-poptoned Flying Nun/Dunedin sound. His
second solo set has the same pop sensibilities and lazy
pace as 1991’s Here Come The Cars, a record to fall in love
with. Assisted by ex-Chills drummer James Stephenson
and long-term sidekick, bassist Noel Ward, Kilgour again
eschews the full-on guitaritus of The Clean for a more
persuasively restrained pop tapestry, woven by tingling,
occasionally bristling electro-acoustic guitars and warm
vocals that speaks volumes for small town vistas, open
countryside (yup, Sugar Mouth was recorded in a farm
house), moderate behavior, simple hometruths and
simpler writing (as he says, “I'm a sucker for sweet little
melody things. You hear them and forget about life for a
few seconds”). Kilgour’s lyrics are equally Haiku-basic,
with little in the way of narrative, but the combined results
are all the more poignant for their economy. Examples of
this personable songwriting vein are many, but head for
"No No No,” “Look At It,” the more fizzling “Crazy,”
“Recollection” and “Waiting Round On You.”

WORLD OF LEATHER St Marks Place

That’s not St. Marks Place, NYC, but a road in West
London’s bohemian suburb Kensington, which World Of
Leather calls home. WOL is Liverpudlian Mark Chaes’
grand vision, a conglomerate of musos who can number as
many as |5 on stage at times, with a zillion guitarists,
strings-'n’-brass and more, with an equally eclectic
soundstage in mind. St Marks Place is the most mischievous
magpie-thieving escapade in a month of Sundays, Chase
laying out his sources like a true market trader. For sale—
glam-rock and other ‘70s trappings and New Romantic
stylings, from Gary Glitter, Adam Ant and ELO to ABC,
David Bowie and Split Enz. But Chase is too bright to
simply usurp this pop encyclopedia, writing tightly bound
songs of his own to offset the recognition factor, chancing
on fat slabs of guitar riffarama and chiselled hooks. It’s lip-
smacking, it’s pop, it's camp, it’s vastly entertaining,
although on another level, World Of Leather epitomizes a
surface version of Britpop’s current attention to '70s-
restyling that real innovators like Suede get hassled for. But
shop around for “Kensington Parts | and 2,” “Don’t Turn
This Love Into Sorrow” and “When Saturday Comes.”

Rough Trade’s singles club for August is one of the series’
best in a while, alongside the Fruit release. CATATONIA

MASONNA Noskl In Ana: Rare Tracks Collection
Alchemy, 1-15-9-507 Nishishinsai, Bashi,

In the often dour world of Japanese noise, Masonna may be
the only artist whose work is at once unrelentingly brutal in
sound and slightly mischievous in spirit. He has remained
remarkably focused on a racket which sounds so
exaggeratedly violent that it's often hilarious. Highlights
include “Mademoiselle Anne Sanglante Take 2,” a three
minute-long outtake of the three second-long title track of
his 1993 CD, and the astounding and epic “Mad Onna" parts
| & 2, from the presumably long gone “Mad Onna” cassette.

GEROGERIGEGEGE Yellow Trash Bazooka (7”)

SOA, c/o P. Petralia, V. Le Beethoven 63, 00144 Rome, Italy
There are 79 tracks on this 7" (probably more, due to
apparent errors in labeling), and all of them start with the
letter “G”: “G,” “Gadget,” "Gangban,” “Gap,” “Gape,”
“Gaping,” “Garden,” etc. They all seem to come from some
sort of English-language sexual dictionary (they are
presented in almost-alphabetical
order), not surprising for a
Japanese band whose past
highlights include a live track
called “Car Sex At McDonald’s
Drive-In Let's Go,” a piece which
mainly features what sounds like a
man masturbating. The only
masturbating on this record, however, is figurative, as Jeff
shouts out the name of each song right before he and
Juntaro make a few seconds of horrible squealing,
screaming noise, which allegedly includes some instruments.

MERZBOW/BLACK LEATHER JESUS
“Metaanalgaaam”/”Bondage Playground” (71”)
Deadline, 17010 Blairwood Dr., Houston, TX 77049

Black Leather Jesus, an American noise band with a
moniker that fails to do them justice, contributes “Bondage
Playground” to this split 7”. The piece is pure noise, with
radically shifting textures and no undertlying beat to strangle
the sound. But almost any noise band sharing vinyl with the
Japanese legend Masami Akita, better known as Merzbow,
is condemned to second billing. “Metaanalgaaam” finds
Merzbow somewhere between the explosive
expansiveness of the “Nil Vagina For Mice" 7" and the
intricate, almost surgical violence of the Batztautai With
Material Gadget double-CD. With the always-tense, pulsing
low-end static that fuels much of his work, Merzbow uses
mid-range noise with wild tone variations that can suddenly
swing into feedback, creating another never-predictable
barrage of pure sound which ends even more aggressively
than it started.

MASONNA “Masonanie Viva Los Angeles” (7”)

P Tapes, c/o D. Romero, 6132 Romaine, Los Angeles, CA 90038
Maso Yamakazi, the man behind Masonna, has wistfully said
that when he plays live, he finds himself unable to duplicate
the lo-fi tape manipulation which gives his recorded work a
lot of its density. What this live 7" shows, then, is a more
expansive and stripped-down Masonna. The center of his
music is his startlingly painful-sounding vocals, but for much
of this record, especially the second side, his main
accompaniment is feedback. This means that Masonna’s
vocals are completely inescapable, and that the electronics
sound particularly harsh when their halting din is
introduced. Even live, shorthanded, Masonna is powerful
and unstoppable, and his approach to sound is nothing
short of revolutionary. K SANNEH
