The first pcst-Nirvana project, Dave Grohl's Foo Fighters, is 

perhaps the most anticipated album of the year. You've got 

to give Grehl credit for any musical attempt 

under the intense microscopic scrutiny he's 

blessed/cursed with, nevermind the bravery 

necessary :o step up from behind the drums 

to the microphone, and the boldness to play 

all the instruments himself. Grohl not only 

doesn't embarrass himself, but Foo Fighters is 

an artistic success and a significant and 

logical Nirvana-outgrowth. Some of these 

songs, many of which were written several 

years agc• before Nirvana was plunged into 

the pool of superstardom, have strong lyrics, melodies and 

angst reminiscent of, if not inspired by. Grohl's late band-

mate ("Alone + Easy Target," "I'll Stick 

Around " "Oh, George"). A few songs 

travel down very different paths: forceful 

metallic riffage on "Watterahed" and 

"Weenie Beenie," and a modern update on 

'60s Love/Kinks jangle in "Big Me." Grohl 

pushes grunge beyond its standard form on 

the album's most impressive moments, as 

on "Float)," and the aptly-titled album-closer 

"Exhausted," whose dreamy/dreary verses 

ride ()a layers and layers of guitar and   

distortion, and the spirited, upbeat quirkiness of "This Is 4 

Call." Foo Fighters is an album loaded with catchy singles 

that wIl be enjoyed again and again; there's no denying that 

it's going be a Foo Fighters summer.

Really great dancehall is a perfect combination of reggae, 

hip-hop, street culture and pop music. Mad Lion's got it in 

spades—Real Ting is all that. His voice is insanely gruff, his 

vocals joyful even as he's rapping about "kissing and 

caressing- his nine, which is "always on his 

minci." Although these sentiments are the 

kind that make Bob Dole squirm, dancehall 

has always reflected the Jamaican gangsta 

way of life, and has always been the 

inspiration for hip-hop's view of urban life. 

Where most pop reggae speaks of love 

and peace, rough dancehall deliberately 

does the opposite. When producer KRS-

One's strident ideological views are added 

to the mix, the results are deadly—literally. 

Tha music backing Mad Lion is a hodge-podge of basic 

reggae backing tracks, pop samples and hip-hop beats. 

The melody is almost as important as 

Lion's voice on songs where it's lifted 

st-aight from another song (a reggae 

tradition), as on "Shoot To Kill. - whose 

tune is derived straight from Mary J. Blige's 

"Love Without Limit," but with 

dramatically changed lyrics, and "Real 

Lover, - which comes fr om Bilge's "Real 

Love." Mad Lion shares the spotlight with 

several guests, all of wnose vocals make 

his seem even deeper and gruffer while 

giving the songs another poppy touch. Get Real with the 

title song, "Teaser," "Baby Father - (where Lion sings) 

and "Big Box Of Blunts."

Scotland's Teenage Fanclub made a splash as big as any 

when it first crossed the Atlantic in 1990 with the release 

of A Catholic Education, and shortly 

thereafter, the band's inspired 

Bandwagonesque thrilled with an able display 

of a new TFC formula: its smart revisions 

that dusted up the grittier corners of the 

band's guitar fuzz without wiping away its 

best marks, leaving a dozen tracks of 

smooth guitar pop confection and Big Star-

worship worth every bit of the anticipation 

it inspired. Though the subsequent 13 didn't 

leave as deep an impression at first, Grand 

Prix proves what the band might've told us all along: It's not 

about continual reinvention, it's about perfecting what 

  makes you notable in the first place. Lazy 

and soothing, Grand Prix is a feast of 

beautiful pop melodies and burnished guitar 

chords, remarkably recorded live-to-tape 

with only a few overdubs, and the 

immediacy of that technique shows: these 

songs sound more like an intimate exchange 

of instrumentation than a chorus of 

strumming guitars, as they did in the past, 

and tunes like the Badfinger-inspired "1 

Gotta Know" benefit from the relative 

spareness of the guitar work and the increased audibility of 

the sliding bass line. There's plenty here destined to be 

hummed all day, especially the falsetto chorus of "I'll Make 

It Clear" and the organ-accented arpeggios of 

"Verisimilitude," but "Neil Jung," 'About You" and "Tears" 

are equally memorable.

Recently, Half Japanese has 

garnered increased attention from Safe 

House's Greatest Hits set, the independent 

film Half Japanese: The Band That Would Be 

King and the group's opening slot on the last 

Nirvana tour. But despite Half Jap's 

notoriety and influence, the band's albums 

have often struck a sour note with folks 

with no affinity for spastic, whiny vocalists 

and lo -fi recording techniques. Hot may 

stop that reaction in its tracks, as Half Jap's current line-up 

plays with fortitude, strengthening the songs and making 

Fair's ranting more digestible. Hot's 13 

songs shimmy through a myriad of garage-

happy sounds, from the kick-ass garage 

rock fun of "Well" to the poppy, upbeat 

"True Believers" to the frenzied sounds of 

"Drum Straight- and "Vast Continent," on 

which Fair plays up his manic style to 

excellent effect. Even on slower, sweeter 

numbers such as "Lucky Ones" and "Sleep 

Talk, - Fair's emotive style is convincing, 

bypassing both sentimentality and 

affectedness. If the honesty of Fair's poetry and delivery 

doesn't shake you, the band's sensitive, but unrepentant 

accompaniment will.

Shane MacGowan is the kind of person who makes it nearly 

impossible to separate the artist from the art: everything you 

read or hear about him suggests that Shane performs just by 

being who is, by merely getting up in 

the afternoon, whether he's in the 

recording studio or leaning on the 

bar. If there are any doubts as to what 

contribution MacGowan made to the 

early Pogues, they will be laid to rest 

by a cursory listen to his long-awaited 

solo follow-up, The Snake. What's 

here is precisely what was missing from his former compatri-

ots' albums without him: not just whiskey (though there is plen-

ty of that here), but poetry, ire, spirit—in a word, the muse. A 

swigging and swaggering collection of remorseful ballads and 

venomous, bull-in-a-china shop renditions of giddy reels (many 

drawn from traditional sources), The Snake flashes by like a 

series of drunken misadventures taking place on a train; each 

song presents a different mishap as Shane stumbles into anoth-

er Pullman compartment, or heads up to the coal car to share a 

blast with the fireman. Most songs never develop past an initial 

refrain shouted over and over again, but then again, that's really 

all you need for MacGowan's purposes. The Popes mine the 

same Irish flourishes as the Pogues, but they're a bit more 

manic and up-tempo, maybe even desperate—even the ballads 

like "The Song With No Name" have a certain bombast and 

raucousness.

As a traditional ambient piece (if there is such a thing), the 

record is practically a failure: There's way too much going on 

from one moment to the next to qualify as "atmospheric,- and 

with all the tempo changes. abrasive bits of noise and generally 

odd cut-up musical tones and found-sounds, "lulling- is the last 

word that comes to mind.

While the album is best heard from begin-

ning to end, "Kinetic,- "MJGJGJ...," -Knife Fright- and "ESQ" 

are particularly enveloping individually.

Futures has received hundreds of demos and albums from 

groups whose sincerity is so overwhelming it's often hard 

to take, as the artists drench their music with too many 

overdubs or overly frenetic playing. El Dopamine's debut, 

however, reins in the band's 

vehement emotion with its 

songwriterly compositions and 

honest-Joe delivery. Frontman 

John O'Neil penned most of 

this disc's dozen tunes (he 

shares writing credits on only 

two of them), and the result is 

a furious guitar-pop record with frank emotion and the 

chops to match. Though recorded by a trio, El 

Dopamine's sound is enriched and filled by O'Neil's 

more-than-adept riffage, not always carrying the melody, 

sometimes working against it to let it shine in contrast. 

This happens to great effect on -Canvas, - where the 

guitar line never surrenders the spotlight, working 

tirelessly from chord to chord, in and out of the vocal's 

melody line. "Temporary Setback" features O'Neil's 

regular-guy lyrical sense, framing the ordinary, everyday 

trials of life with his own coping mechanism of hope 

without sounding trite or oversimplifying the issues. Two 

And One is a promisingly emotive debut, deserving of the 

ear-grabbing attention it insists upon with its urgent and 

candid delivery.

Despite the gloomy, industrial-tinged artwork and a handful 

of creepy song titles ("Human Pin Cushion,- "The Needle 

Never Ends,- "In My Mind" I. this five-song demo proves to 

be anything but Nine Inch Nails "inspired. - Skeleton Key is 

a somewhat spare, bass-heavy rock band with hooky 

melodies constructed on the most awkward and unfamiliar 

intervals. "Human Pin Cushion" rotates around a fittingly 

ascending, high-pitched, repeating guitar line that annoys at 

first, but eventually sounds more and more natural as the 

tune progresses, before disintegrating into a catchy chorus 

not totally dissimilar to that ever-present, slightly irritating 

melody. Later, the rhythm section shows its chops on 

"Watch The Fat Man Sing" (another tune with piercing, 

oddball lead guitar) with carefully placed rim shots and a 

pogoing bass line that leads the incessant clacking of the 

drumsticks. Though the vocals and lyrics are sometimes a 

bit strident for a band so instrumentally subtle and shrewd, 

Skeleton Key is worth looking into—we hope their next 

effort is even more confounding.

Funk On Fire: The Mercury Anthology 

Chronicles, do Mercury, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 1001 9 

Few funk groups of the '70s were as bad and low-down as 

the Ohio Players. Their music was gritty and greasy but 

also accessible and polished, allowing for chart success 

while the band, for the most 

part, remained true to its 

down-home roots. Along with 

George Clinton's P-Funk 

empire over in Detroit, the 

Players were one of the most 

famous in that Midwestern/ 

East Coast tradition of large 

funk bands (think Slave, Zapp, Lakeside, and so on), those 

stage-crowding, wildly dressed party crews of the late '70s. 

Fronted by the inimitable Leroy "Sugarfoot" Bonner, the 

Ohio Players came to Mercury Records from the 

Westbound label in '74, and the intention was pretty clear: 

to take the moderate success of the band's three 

Westbound albums and expand it to a national level, which 

happened almost right away, with "Skin Tight," "Fire," 

"Fopp" (later covered by Soundgarden), "Love 

Rollercoaster" and "Who'd She Coo." As this two-CD 

overview of the Mercury years attests, the band's oeuvre 

presented some of the most simmering funk of the decade. 

Disc two inevitably slides downhill (it's not bad, it's just 

R&B instead of the Players' trademark funk), but there's 

plenty of significant moments. Our favorite bits: the end of 

"Jive Turkey,- where all the various Ohio Players are called 

out, James Brown-style, as if to prove they're on the 

record; the excellent unreleased instrumental "Piano Ballad 

(Just Right)," and the Christmas single "Happy Holidays, 

Pts.

Randy Newman's first album from 1968 features a rather 

bold slogan emblazoned on the back cover, claiming the 

album's subtitle as "Randy Newman Creates Something 

New Under The Sun." It's a big claim, almost ludicrous, but 

it's kind of true, for when Randy Newman first emerged he 

was the first of a soon-to-be-burgeoning genre of 

performers who would change the landscape of music in 

the '70s. After Dylan, Newman was the blueprint for the 

literate, adult singer/songwriter, writing intelligent, 

sophisticated thinking-person's music. In his wake would 

come others, such as Tom Waits, Harry Nillson, Jackson 

Browne, Joni Mitchell, Warren Zevon and more. Of 

course, that line eventually led to the exaltation of lesser 

talents like James Taylor, Jimmy Buffett and Jim Croce, but 

that's not Randy's fault; it also wasn't his fault that half the 

world missed the irony and humor in his "Short People," 

which was his only real hit. On his debut, producer Van 

Dyke Parks (of the Beach Boys' Pet Sounds fame) weaves a 

mesmerizing spell with sweeping (and occasionally 

bombastic) string and horn arrangements, adding depth to 

the fictional settings of Newman's songs. "Love Story (You 

And Me)" is as poignant as a three-minute song can get: 

again and again Newman pulls off that most difficult feat, of 

being sad and funny at the same time. Rediscover "Davy 

The Fat Boy," "I Think He's Hiding" and the hilarious fiction 

of the blustery politicians in "The Beehive State. - Randy 

Newman possesses a gift for laughing at the sadness of the 

world, a way of looking at the smallness of life and making 

the pathetic seem uproariously funny. That's a rare talent, 

and it's a shame we don't have more artists with the 

delicacy and sophistication of Randy Newman. JAMES LIEN

Witness the eccentricity 

found on this essential 

collection of early '60s 

'Nawlins R&B from the vaults 

of legendary local label Rip 

Records, as various artists offer up their renditions of 

music for the "Twist" craze that ever-so-briefly absorbed 

the musical mind of the nation (the fact that the Twist 

actually peaked some six or seven years earlier than 

these recordings tells you something else about New 

Orleans as well). Kicking things off are some seldom-

heard sides by the legendary Professor Longhair. 

probably the most cartoon-like and lovable musician ever 

to come out of New Orleans; his "Whole Lotta Twistin— 

is brimming with his risqué and ribald genius and bizarre, 

calypsoid piano playing. But the real gem here is Eddie 

Bo's "Everybody Limbo," three minutes and forty 

seconds of pure inspired limbo-mad insanity. The song 

appears to have been constructed either to cash in on a 

"limbo" craze, or perhaps to try and incite one. The only 

trouble is, it sounds like the various studio musicians had 

no idea what limbo music was supposed to sound like, so 

they just made up something off the cuff. What's even 

more strange is that it sounds like each of the players had 

a very different idea of what limbo was, and they don't 

seem to have consulted one another before recording. 

The results are, to put it politely, patently insane: blaring 

Mexican mariachi trumpets. Latin congas, stomping ska 

piano, screaming vocals. It's an astounding mishmash of 

geographically incorrect influences that somehow end up 

sounding like music from a Saturday morning cartoon. 

And Eddie Bo's vocals are insanely over-the-top, 

screaming over the mix in a fake Spanish accent. It's 

unbelievable and you can't help but love it.

It's an unintentional pun: the idea of George Jones singing 

like the Dickens isn't entirely out of line. If Charles Dickens 

had lived in American honky-tonk land of the '50s, he 

might have written country songs about downtrodden 

hard-timers rather than long novels about wretched 

orphans of industrial-era. In other words, this is bleak stuff, 

the song titles alone telling the story: "Where Did The 

Sunshine Go," "When Your House Is Not A Home" and 

"It Scares Me Half To Death." Well, in reality, this 1964 

release is a concept album of George Jones singing songs 

associated with another great country singer, Little Jimmy 

Dickens. The other reissue, The Race Is On, features one 

of Jones' bigger hits of the '60s in its title track, as well as 

several superb Jones ballads. This is about as unrelenting as 

country music can get. perfectly conceived and realized, 

and worth its weight in gold.

Long a favorite of critics and an underground rock audience, 

composer GLENN BFtANCA makes his major label debut 

with Symphony No. 9 (leve future) (Point, c/o Polygram, 825 

Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019 212.333.8237), following 

the reissue of most of his independently released records. 

Atavistic Records (PO. Box 578266. Chicago, IL 60657) has 

re-released four of Branca's 

ground-breaking electric guitar 

symphonies and his orchestral 

ballet music, The World Upside 

Down. The label will also be 

releasing a boxed set of his 

symphonies, and a reissue of a 

single by his late-'70s no-wave 

band, the Static. Independent Project (PO. Box 1033, 

Sedona, AZ 86336 602.204.1332) has a forthcoming 

collection of another old Branca rock band. Theoretical 

Girls. New Tone (trada Roncaglia, 16-15040 San Germano 

(Al), Italy) will imminently re-release an early (1981) Branca 

album, Ascension. 

Branca has gotter much notice for the influence he has had 

on the contemporary New York rock scene—his guitar 

armies have included Sonic Youth's Lee Ranaldo and 

Thurston Moore, Swans Michael Gira and Algis Kizys, and 

Helmet's Page Hamilton Of these groups, Sonic Youth has 

made the most use of the harmonics, tuning and open string 

lessons learned from Branca, who also released Sonic 

Youth's first two records on his own Neutral label. It's highly 

possible that interest in Branca's music could outlast the 

interest in the rock music it has spawned. 

His works for electric guitar ensembles (up to nine guitars) 

are unforgettable for their thunderous volumes, as brilliant 

buzzing drones and thick ominous overtone clouds gradually 

intensify in dramatic crescendos pushed by furiously 

powerful rock drumming. The titles of his symphonies ("The 

Mysteries." "Gloria, - "The Peak of the Sacred." -Devil 

Choirs At The Gates Of Heaven") suggest the magnitude 

and magnificence of these soundtracks for hellish nightmares 

and heavenly ecstasies. 

Fascinated by the naturally occurring acoustic phenomena of 

the harmonic series. Branca not only composes utilizing the 

richness of harmonic overtones, but has used the series and 

its arithmetic principles as a basis for his compositional 

process. For Symphony No. 3 (Gloria) (on Atavistic, address 

above), he constructed specially-designed hammered steel-

string keyboards tuned for the "first 127 intervals of the 

harmonic series." For newcomers to music focusing on the 

harmonic series we also highly recommend the '60s 

minimalist work of LaMonte Young and Terry Riley, and 

Branca contemporaries Rhys Chatham and Arnold 

Dreyblatt, who have similarly fused minimalist composition 

with rock instrumentation and rhythms. 

The newly-released Symphony No. 9 is much more 

conventional in approach than the monumental overtones of 

his guitar symphonies, but Branca's second orchestral 

composition is nonetheless pretty damn stunning. The 

gorgeous sonorities of the orchestra (the Polish Radio 

National Symphony Orchestra Katowice) are embellished by 

the wordless singing of an angelic choir (the Camerata Silesia 

Singers Ensemble), as the symphony climbs a seemingly 

infinite spiral staircase to the heavens, with no "sections" 

breaking the seamless 47-minute whole. The "short- 11-

minute Free Form is a very nice bonus, its distinct overlapping 

rhythms more reminiscent of minimalists like Glass than 

Branca's usual denseness 

With the attention Symphony No. 9 will get on Philip Glass' 

Point Music label (with a sticker quote from no less an 

authority than David Bowie), Branca may indeed become a 

"name" in the record store classical music racks. We'll 

refrain from jokes and snide comments about marketing;

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It's those unique "crossroad" 

locations, scattered around the 

world, that offer some of the 

most stunning examples of how 

humans are driven to make 

music that expands their own 

world view, bringing separate 

cultures together into new 

cultures. Such is the case with 

Madagascar, an island that, while 

situated in the Indian Ocean off 

the African coast and overrun at 

various times by voracious 

Europeans, is neither African, 

European nor Indian. Instead, it is 

a truly unique blending of 

cultures that over the centuries 

has become its own subset. 

If you accept, as 1 do, that music 

is one of the best descriptors of a 

culture, then the music of 

Madagascar speaks volumes of its 

history. The Music Of Madagascar 

(Yazoo, c/o Shanachie, 37 E. 

Clinton St., Newton, NJ 07860 

201.579.7763) is an early history 

lesson. It takes old 78s from the 

'30s on labels like Pathé. Odeon 

and HMV, beautifully remastered 

with just the right touch of 

lingering surface noise, and 

presents then in all their potency 

and richness. The European 

choral tradition is everywhere in 

this music, tinged with other 

Euro -devices like fiddle, 

accordion and concertina. The 

melodies are a blend of Indian 

Ocean and southern African, 

with their own cadences in sweet 

contrast to the vocal 

arrangements. The instruments, 

especially the bamboo and string 

valiha, are uniquely Malagasy. 

The 20 recordings on this set 

range from deep, full a capella 

numbers to lively string 

ensembles (one of these tracks 

opens with a very Swedish 

sounding fiddle group). All the 

tracks are fabulous. If this is 

where the world music boom 

leads us, back to the early 

recorded roots of the world, 

lead on!

Recorded on location by the Globestyle team four years before Birger 

Gesthuisen's equally wonderful collection (Feuer und Eso (Germany)), six 

years before the Kaiser and Lindley expedition (Shanachie), these 

recordings literally blew the Malagasy scene open for the world to see, 

and did so by presenting the music on its own terms, without fusion or 

interference. From the South African roots-rock drive of Trio Fa to the 

gentile European sound of Ny Sakelidalana, this compilation offers a lot of 

"where are they now - questions, too. This set has always been one of my 

"desert island" choices, ever since I first tripped over it in a record store 

and decided to take a chance on something new and, it turns out, 

wonderful.

These recordings were made by John 

Low while he was working for Oxfam in Port Sudan. The songs range 

from solo singers and numbers accompanied by the basankob, a five-string 

lyre with relatives throughout northern Africa, to the small tarabu 

orchestra As Samaaka, with its more universal Arabic sound. As always, 

Original Music presents an excellent look at a little known sound. 

Squashbox (Silex, c/o Harmonia Mundi, 2037 Granville Ave., Los Angeles, 

CA 90025-6103) is an easy one for me. Accordions, melodeons, 

concertinas: they are the very building blocks of my musical life, and this 

collection is teeming with those little squeezy reeds in a look at the 

concertina music of the Zulu, Xhosa and Sotho people of southern Africa 

from 1930 to 1965. How this little instrument that only arrived on the 

continent in the mid-1800s became one of the cornerstones of popular 

music here is anyone's guess. But it is an amazing sound, and as adapted to 

the local music, so unusual it seems like it grew up there as part of the 

local culture. Here is a taste of a street music that eventually grew into the 

thundering township jive of the '80s.

Verve's Jimmy Smith debuts at #6, while veteran downtown New York artist and producer Arto Lindsay and his 

Trio land at #I4. Further down, the Gerard Wilson Orchestra's State Street Sweet enters at #24, followed by pianist Oscar Peterson's latest for Telarc, rounding out 

our chart at #25. (JAll REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

"Prospecting" and "Diane," two of his four compositional contributions... 

Tenor saxophonists figure prominently among the 10 releases in the In 

Paris series of recordings issued by BMG Classics (1540 Broadway, New 

York, NY 10036-4098 212.930.4996). These 10 titles, issued for the first 

time on CD, were made for the French Disques Vogue label of the '40s 

and '50s and feature the cream of the American jazz crop, recorded while 

on tour in Paris. Besides In Pans studio dates from Gerry Mulligan, Lionel 

Hampton, Roy Eldridge and split recordings by Thelonious Monk/Joe 

Turner and Dizzy Gillespie/Max Roach, this first batch is highlighted by 

offerings from tenormen Zoot Sims, James Moody/Frank Foster, Coleman 

Hawkins (shared with altoman Johnny Hodges) and Lucky Thompson 

(shared with Gigi Gryce). It's wonderful to hear Thompson, an underap-

preciated tenorist said to be living in obscurity somewhere in America, ir 

fine form in 1956 with a European backing group that includes the rega 

pianist Martial Solal... 

Long before the coinage of "world-beat - as 7 E_KEYING IN  
musical genre and the mass public's recognition of 

Africa as the spiritual birthplace of jazz, pianist RANDY WESTON gigged 

and lived in Morocco, where he operated his own jazz club. This percus-

sive pianist, who has integrated the stylings if not the substance of Duke 

Ellington and Thelonious Monk into his own conception, is more popula -

than ever, thanks to a slew of CDs for PolyGram, the penultimate being 

The Splendid Master Gnawa Musicians Of Morocco. Now comes Marrakech 

In The Cool Of The Evening (Verve, 825 8th Ave., New York, NY 10019 

212.333.8119), a riveting solo recital, recorded direct to two-track, from 

the La Mamounia Hotel ballroom in 1992. Ten of the 14 tracks are Westo1 

originals; among the choice nonoriginals are lively reworkings of 'A Night 

In Tunisia- and "The Jutterbug Waltz." A- I... D.D. JACKSON, an intense-

ly probing, explorative pianist with a masters degree in jazz from the 

Manhattan School of Music, makes an impressive debut under his own 

name with Peace-Song for the Canadian Justin Time label (5455 Rue Pare, 

#10I, Montreal, Quebec, Canada H4P 1P7), which also recently put 011t 

the outstanding I Thought About You from vocalist Ranee Lee. Imbued with 

both jazzy playfulness and an educated ear to the European classical tradi-

tion (without sounding stiff or studied). Jackson ranges across the length 

and breadth of the keyboard, reminding one at times of the recently 

deceased Don Pullen. Peace-Song, featuring nine pieces from Jackson's pen, 

finds the leader in the illustrious company of David Murray, the most ven-

turesome tenorist around, and the interlocking rhythms of bassist John 

Geggie and drummer Jean Martin. Fans of unfettered New Jazz, melodious 

and sprightly, informed by tradition without being stifled by it, will find 

much to appreciate on this auspicious inaugural... For her second disc on 

Blue Note (1750 N Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028), the Japanese pianist 

JUNKO ONISHI united with two Wynton Marsalis-associated rhythmists, 

bassist Reginald Veal and drummer Herlin Riley, in May of 1994 at New 

York City's prestigious Village Vanguard. While her conception draws 

largely from the limpid lyricism and Impressionist/Romantic jazz ethos of 

the late Bill Evans, Live At The Village Vanguard reveals that Onishi hasn't 

overlooked outside influences. Without dispensing with her light touch and 

keen melodic sense, the pianist steps out here so to speak, by offering her 

interpretations of Charles Mingus' "So Long Eric" and Omette Coleman's 

"Congeniality." These numbers, combined with the evergreens "Blue 

Skies" and "Darn That Dream," affirm her inside/outside sensibilities in 

winning fashion... Turning to the organ, we come to JIMMY SMITH, the 

acknowledged boss of the B3. Returning to Verve (address above), his 

label during the '60s and '70s, for Damn!, the slammin' Mr. Smith hooks up 

with Polygram's deep stable of young-bloods—trumpeters Nicholas 

Payton and Roy Hargrove, bassist Christian McBride, guitarist Mark 

Whitfield plus veteran drummer Arthur Taylor, who, sadly, passed away 

recently. Saxists Ron Blake (a productive member of Hargrove's working 

band) plus veteran Tim VVarfield make their presence felt on several num-

bers, as does drummer Bernard "Pretty" Purdie, one of the funkiest stick-

men extant. Though his repertoire on Damn! is hardly revolutionary ("This 

Here," "Watermelon Man," -Papa's Got A Brand New Bag," "Sister 

Sadie," "Woody 'N' You"), Smith wails in his accustomed fashion... Smith is 

also represented, for the first time on domestic CD, by I'm Matin' On, a 

reissue from Blue Note (address above). Cut in 1963 at Rudy Van Gelder's 

fabled New Jersey studio, Um Mown' On is a trio session noteworthy large-

ly for the presence of guitarist Grant Green, heard in his first and only 

encounter with "The Incredible Jimmy Smith," as he was dubbed in his 

Blue Note days. Smith recorded with a number of fine plectrists for Blue 

Note, among them Thornel Schwartz and Kenny Burrell, but Green's sin-

gular, blues-edged articulation was a fine match for the organist's propul-

sive, swirling sounds. I'm Mown' On, what's more, is outfitted with two 

bonus cuts left off the original LP: "Day In, Day Out" and "Organic 

Greenery," the latter, as the title suggests, sporting several laconic chorus-

es from the guitarist.

On the heels of young tenorist 

ERIC ALEXANDER's second 

Delmark outing, up. Over 8, Out, 

comes the Chicago native's sec-

ond CD as a leader for the Dutch 

Criss Cross label (c/o Rounder, 

1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 

02140), Full Range. This 27-year-

old's deep, full-bodied tone, evi-

dent from his earliest recordings, 

remains his most telling attribute, 

but Full Range positions him in his 

largest group to date, a sextet, 

and features three of his own 

compositions. Joined on the front 

line by labelmate John Swana on 

trumpet, Alexander exults in the 

company of a beefed-up, extro-

verted rhythm section of bassist 

Peter Washington, drummer Carl 

Allen and twin chord-feeders 

Kenny Barron on piano and Peter 

Bernstein on guitar. Barron, the

"Darn That Dream," 

the bittersweet ballad (begun as 

a rubato duet between the 

leader and Barron), and the 

leader's original, "To The Chief," 

dedicated to John Coltrane, are 

particularly program-worthy 

tracks...The creamy tenor of 

TOM BUTTS is a comfy-but-

potent complement to the silkily 

legato lines of CHUCK WAYNE, 

whom the tenorist calls "the 

finest guitarist in the world," on 

their new co-led project, Alberta 

Clipper (T.C.B. Music Inc., 359 W. 

Main St., Rockaway, NJ 07866). 

Decidedly mainstream, Alberta 

Clipper is a winsome introduction 

to Butts' talents and, just as 

important, a delightful, belated 

return for Wayne, whose contri-

butions to jazz for nearly a half-

century have been insufficiently 

credited. The rhythm chores on 

this spare straight-ahead date are 

divided between Earl Sauls and 

Garry Mazzaroppi on bass, with 

Frank Ferreri, Tony Bartone and 

Ritchie DeRosa splitting the 

stickwork.

supreme heaviness at the same moment, a feat rarely managed by others. 

As the New York house world remains largely stagnant (with some 

important exceptions), other cities are beginning to lead the way. If 

someone had told me last year that the next wave of deep house would 

emerge from the D.C. suburbs, I wouldn't have believed it. But the Deep 

Dish label will be here for a while, reminding us all that deep house isn't 

necessarily dead, it's just in search of new identities.

SKYLAB "Exotika" (12")

I may well be the last music journalist in the western hemisphere to review 

the epochal debut LP by Tricky, but since I'm interested in an expansive 

rather than reductive definition of "dance music," it seems important to 

include the record in this space. Tricky's brilliant vinyl career really began in 

1990, when the Warp label released his earthquaking collaboration with 

Nightmares On Wax. After a considerable hiatus, he returned with the 

sprawling Maxmquaye, which pierces the redemptive gloom of Portishead's 

beautiful, stunning Dummy album like a ray of morning sun. I invoke 

Portishead here because the spatial and tactile qualities of the group's 

debut have a great deal in common with Tricky's sense of arrangement and 

atmospherics. Martina's vocals, which wend their way through the chunky 

yet never overpowering drum tracks, ethereal flute and melodica effects, 

don't have the sense of uplifting dread and doom found in Portishead. 

Tricky's incisive musical gestures have the same intelligent and dense 

bricolage of early Public Enemy (there is in fact a cover of RE's "Black 

Steel In The Hour Of Chaos" here) with none of the latter's idealism. 

Maxinquaye is very much a black British record, but consistently refuses to 

confine itself to narrow, essentialist notions regarding black music. One of 

Tricky's production collaborators on this album is eccentric Scottish avant-

garde funkateer Howie B., who has worked with Portishead as well as 

running his own Pussyfoot label. He frequently records under the name 

Skylab, and this project's new effort, "Exotika," exceeds Skylab's first LP in 

its overwhelming sense of ruminative power and alienation. Oh, and you 

can move your feet to it also. Building on a lengthy intro of deep, sustained 

keyboard chords, "Exotika" mesmerizes with its vision of bathed-in-

twilight atmospherics and unexplored valleys. Exquisite. 

FELIX DA HOUSECAT Metropolis Present Doy? Thee Album

Felix Stallings is certainly one of the most active dance producers in the 

world of hardhouse. He's been laying low for some time, however, but he 

resurfaces here with his third, and best, LP On Metropolis Present Day?..., 

Felix Da Housecat furthers his singular vision, in which faintly heard, 

almost discordant melodies swim beneath oceans of rumbling bass and 

muffled vocal samples. Much of the music here sounds like it was 

recorded underwater in a pipe, and I mean that in an entirely 

complimentary way. The standouts are the opaque "Marine Mood" and 

Robert Hood's re-working of "Footsteps Of Rage!," a rolling, grimy 

number with hammering percussion. Felix Da Housecat's sensibilities 

range from Marshall Jefferson to Hendrix and from DJ Pierre to early 

Prince. He is capable of opening vistas of possibility within the range of 

house music, and this album is a testament to his uncommon skill. 

NEWS FROM THE AMBIENT DUB FRINGE 

The number of ambient records appearing on the North American 

electronic scene increases by the week. And though most of the music might 

not be considered dance music by many, the influence of the genre on indie 

rock audiences is certainly cause for comment. North Carolina indie stalwart 

Mammoth continues its licensing arrangement with the U.K.'s Planet Dog 

label by releasing a I 2" of Banco De Gaia's "Last Train To Lhasa," the title 

track of TOBY MARKS' new full-length record. Embedded in swamps of 

analog psychedelia. Marks' music is the closest to Alpha Centauri most of us 

will ever get (Planet Dog, do Mammoth, Carr Mill, 2nd Fl., Carrboro, NC 

27510 919.932.1882). When COLDCUT (a k a Matt Black) emerges from 

the studio, his work is eagerly greeted by a legion of fans. Coldcut has been 

working within the U.K. dance underground for nearly 10 years. Coldcut 

acts as referee and producer on Instinct's Earthrise.ntone. collection, which 

features the work of Neotropic (a k a Riz Maslen. whose Stickleback EP was 

reviewed here two weeks ago), and Hedfunk, as well as Coldcut himself. As 

far as this compilation is concerned, the labels "acid jazz" and "trip hop" have 

to be thrown out the window. The sounds and textures here are wholly 

unique (Instinct, 26 W. 17th St., #502, New York, NY 10011 212.727.1360).

Indeed, the crew was well-

schooled in lyrical ability, but its biggest asset may have been 

producer DJ Muggs, who was one of the most sought-after 

producers at the time, following his success with Cypress Hill. 

It wasn't off-base to think that Funkdoobiest would burn hot 

and fast, but would vanish after Muggsmania wore off. Well. 

Muggsmania has subsided. but Funkdoobiest hasn't gone 

anywhere. Brothas Doobie is a far more idiosyncratic record 

than the trio's debut. The beats define the group's style rather 

than sound like a hired gun. The music is still floppy and funky, 

there are fewer Muggs-styled drum and horn loops (-Rock 

On"), but Son Doobie's nasal delivery still invites comparisons 

to B-Real. The group does hit a few snags along the way.

Sisters were topping charts, while many over-the-hill 

vocal groups of the '60s (Spinners, Four Tops) 

squeezed out one last hit. BET's (Black Entertainment 

Television) program Video Sou/ and Rhino Records have 

gone mining through the '80s in search of the best soul 

music for the two-CD set, Video Soul: Best Soul Of The 

'80s, and the results are meager at best. Vol. 1 starts 

with Zapp's "Dance Floor (Part I)" (OK, not bad), and 

then, in as bad a segue as you'll ever hear, the Pointer 

Sisters chime in with "He's So Shy" (ouch!). The rest of 

the disc offers 10 more supermarket favorites: the 

Manhattans' "Shining Star," Ray, Goodman & Brown's 

"Special Lady" and Raydio's -A Woman Needs Love 

(Just Like You Do)," to name a few. Vol. 2 isn't much 

better. Forgotten hits by Stacy Lattisaw, Aretha 

Franklin ("Jump To It-) and Patti Austin & James Ingram 

(with the sleeper "Baby, Come To Me") fill this one, 

the only saving graces being The Time's "Jungle Love" 

and Rufus' "Ain't Nobody."

T
wo things distinguish Pell Mell 
from other equally long-lived 

bands. First is that the band is 

instrumental. No vocals at all, save for the 

occasional "whoop!" in the background. 

Second is that it has remained a band in 

spite of what the band members 

themselves thought; that's because each 

of the four members also has a creatively 

rewarding, full-time job, so its success 

doesn't have to define them as artists and 

breadwinners, it just has to be fun. The 

four members—Bob Beerman, Steve 

Fisk, Greg Freeman and Dave Spalding— 

now live in four different cities, two on 

each coast. Recording together is a 

special event, but one that has yielded 

remarkably cohesive results. Speaking 

with Fisk, probably the best-known in 

the music industry outside of his Pell 

Mell involvement (he has produced 

Nirvana, Screaming Trees and Wedding 

Present, among others, and also plays 

with Pigeonhed and Halo Benders—he 

had just finished producing the Boss Hog 

major-label debut when we spoke), it's 

clear that even if they weren't signed to 

DGC (which they are) and didn't have a 

coterie of passionate fans (which they 

do), they'd still be doing things exactly 

the same way. Pell Mell was already a 

band when Fisk joined, he explains: "Pell 

Mell has been a commitment for me since 

1981...1 was a huge fan before I was in the 

band, so what Pell Mell does with me or 

without me has always been something 

I'm just passionate about...lt was a very 

exciting time-1978, 1979—and the things 

that were right about Pell Mell were very 

appealing to me, and when t joined Pell 

Mell I quit singing. The world's a safer 

place for that," Steve jokes. Since the 

band has no driving need to "make it 

big," some of the trappings normally 

associated with a major-label debut have 

gone by the wayside: there is no video 

and the tour is limited to five dates, 

almost tripling the times the band has 

played out live previously. "It was never 

really was like 'hey if we get good enough 

at making studio records, someone will 

ask us to play live again,'" muses Fisk. 

The band made Interstate, its latest 

record, the way it's made its records in the 

past: someone gets an idea, puts it on 

tape and mails it to the other members to 

listen to and work on. Unlike Pell Mell 

legend, it's not a completely done-by-mail 

process that was documented in early 

press releases. Fisk says, "It kinda worked 

out kinda coincidentally that Dave had an 

eight-track, Greg had an eight-track and 

t had an eight-track...this press release 

made it sound like the whole thing was 

put together by mail, which really wasn't 

the case at all—we made a bunch of 

material and we got together and we 

played it, and we had already screwed 

around with it on an eight-track." So 

when the four finally get together to 

record, the process usually goes 

surprisingly quickly: "With Pell Mell stuff, 

if you can get most of the guitars working 

you can figure out everything else with 

drums and bass...and I guess it's 

remarkable that we're that quick, to be 

separated that much and then work for a 

week and record a record that actually 

sounds like [it was recorded by] a band... 

Each new song that comes through the 

door is like if Pell Mell were all stuck 

behind the counter at Bloomingdale's and 

some weirdo wanders in," and you have to 

figure out what the weirdo sounds like. 

As its name suggests, Interstate is great 

driving music, in both senses of the 

word. The music propels itself forward, 

each instrument taking the wheel for a 

couple of measures or so. Seeing the 

band live extends that theme; it's like 

seeing pieces of a driving machine 

operate independently to reach a common 

area. Now that Pell Mell is signed to DGC, 

the band plans to release a record every 

year or so, like other bands. "It is what it 

is now," Fisk states cryptically, implying 

that it really doesn't matter what they've 

done, it's what they're doing that's 

important.

PEARL JAM CANCELS TOUR 
DUE TO TICKETMASTER TROUBLES 
According to The New York Times, Pearl Jam has 

canceled most of its 15-date tour of the States as a 

result of its troubles in trying to only appear in 

locations not affiliated with Ticketmaster. Though the 

band had booked the tour in smaller venues and was to

FOURTH ALBUM IN ITS 1 5-YEAR HISTORY IS NO MORE SURPRISING THAN THAT IT'S STILL MAKING MUSIC AT ALL. 

T
wo things distinguish Pell Melt 
from other equally long-lived 

bands. First is that the band is 

instrumental. No vocals at all, save for the 

occasional "whoop!" in the background. 

Second is that it has remained a band in 

spite of what the band members 

themselves thought; that's because each 

of the four members also has a creatively 

rewarding, full-time job, so its success 

doesn't have to define them as artists and 

breadwinners, it just has to be fun. The 

four members—Bob Beerman, Steve 

Fisk, Greg Freeman and Dave Spalding— 

now live in four different cities, two on 

each coast. Recording together is a 

special event, but one that has yielded 

remarkably cohesive results. Speaking 

with Fisk, probably the best-known in 

the music industry outside of his Pell 

Melt involvement (he has produced 

Nirvana, Screaming Trees and Wedding 

Present, among others, and also plays 

with Pigeonhed and Halo Benders—he 

had just finished producing the Boss Hog 

major-label debut when we spoke), it's 

clear that even if they weren't signed to 

DGC (which they are) and didn't have a 

coterie of passionate fans (which they 

do), they'd still be doing things exactly 

the same way. Pell Melt was already a 

band when Fisk joined, he explains: "Pell 

Melt has been a commitment for me since 

1981...I was a huge fan before t was in the 

band, so what Pell Melt does with me or 

without me has always been something 

I'm just passionate about...It was a very 

exciting time-1978, 1979—and the things 

that were right about Pell Melt were very 

appealing to me, and when t joined Pell 

Melt I quit singing. The world's a safer 

place for that," Steve jokes. Since the 

band has no driving need to "make it 

big," some of the trappings normally 

associated with a major-label debut have 

gone by the wayside: there is no video 

and the tour is limited to five dates, 

almost tripling the times the band has 

played out live previously. "It was never 

really was like 'hey if we get good enough 

at making studio records, someone will 

ask us to play live again,'" muses Fisk. 

The band made Interstate, its latest 

record, the way it's made its records in the 

past: someone gets an idea, puts it on 

tape and mails it to the other members to 

listen to and work on. Unlike Pell Melt 

legend, it's not a completely done-by-mail 

process that was documented in early 

press releases. Fisk says, "It kinda worked 

out kinda coincidentally that Dave had an 

eight-track, Greg had an eight-track and 

t had an eight-track...this press release 

made it sound like the whole thing was 

put together by mail, which really wasn't 

the case at all—we made a bunch of 

material and we got together and we 

played it, and we had already screwed 

around with it on an eight-track." So 

when the four finally get together to 

record, the process usually goes 

surprisingly quickly: "With Pell Melt stuff, 

if you can get most of the guitars working 

you can figure out everything else with 

drums and bass...and I guess it's 

remarkable that we're that quick, to be 

separated that much and then work for a 

week and record a record that actually 

sounds like [it was recorded by] a band... 

Each new song that comes through the 

door is like if Pell MeII were all stuck 

behind the counter at Bloomingdale's and 

some weirdo wanders in," and you have to 

figure out what the weirdo sounds like. 

As its name suggests, Interstate is great 

driving music, in both senses of the 

word. The music propels itself forward, 

each instrument taking the wheel for a 

couple of measures or so. Seeing the 

band live extends that theme; it's like 

seeing pieces of a driving machine 

operate independently to reach a common 

area. Now that Pell Melt is signed to DGC, 

the band plans to release a record every 

year or so, like other bands. "It is what it 

is now," Fisk states cryptically, implying 

that it really doesn't matter what they've 

done, it's what they're doing that's 

important.

PEARL JAM CANCELS TOUR 
DUE TO TICKETMASTER TROUBLES 
According to The New York Times, Pearl Jam has 

canceled most of its I 5-date tour of the States as a 

result of its troubles in trying to only appear in 

locations not affiliated with Ticketmaster. Though the 

band had booked the tour in smaller venues and was to 

use the newly-formed ETM Entertainment Network to 

sell tickets, it could not find a location in San Diego that 

did not have an exclusive contract with Ticketmaster, 

which lead to false reports that the band would rescind 

its promise to circumvent the ticket distribution giant. 

ETM is currently processing full refunds to ticket 

holders, and at press time there were reports that the 

band would play a handful of its scheduled shows. Pearl 

Jam began its highly-publicized war with Ticketmaster 

last year by filing a complaint with the Justice 

Department's anti-trust division, accusing the company 

of exercising a monopoly over ticket distribution.
