While G. Love re-fashions the blues according to his '90s 
sensibility, James Mathus (a k a Jimbo Mathus of the Squirrel 
Nut Zippers) prefers to keep it real, 
playing down-home Delta blues that's as 

pure as it gets. Mathus's album is 
dedicated to both his childhood babysitter, 
Rosetta Patton ("She practically raised 

me," he writes in the liner notes), and her 
father, legendary bluesman Charlie Patton, 

who worked the juke joint circuit even 

before Robert Johnson. The gravity of 
Mathus's reverence for both Patton and the 
musical tradition he founded is what gives 

this album its unbelievably authentic 
character — it's as if Mathus is channeling 

the spirit of black folk art rather than 

interpreting it. Plays Songs sounds like it 
could have been recorded in the 1920s, 
from its creaky, vinyl-sounding production 

to the reverberation of the single-string 

washtub bass to the plinking piano rolls to 

lyrics like "Who'll sop my gravy when I'm 

dead and gone?" "Diggin' My Potatoes" 
— a cover — is a straight-up jug 'n' kettle 
tune, buzzing with the racket of kazoo, 

accordion and washboard, while back-

porch, Leadbelly-style stompers like 
"Mississippi Moan" and "Don't Make 
Me Wait" are just as rousing. "Goin' 

Down The Road" shows that Mathus is 

keenly aware of how the blues evolved 

into the kind of Ragtime music that 
the Zippers have brought back into vogue. Up in heaven, 

Patton's got to be grinning from ear to ear.

Far more than just your typical side project on a rock star's 

boutique label, the first release from Tortoise-men Dan Bitney 
and John Herndon's new New Beyond 

imprint is actually a complete reinvention 
of tired terminology and stale categories. 
The genre title "post-rock" has pretty much 
worn out its welcome, but a fresh and bold 

work like the Isotope 217 project reinvents 
the shop-worn concept and transcend all 
tags and labels. The music on The Unstable 

Molecule is rooted in the mesmerizing 
percussive currents of Tortoise's often-

lengthy onstage jams, and the hypnotic tug 

of the Tortoise rhythm team is augmented 
here by the guitar work of Jeff Parker 
(who's also worked with that band) and the 
melancholy cornet and trombone playing of 

Rob Mazurek and Sara P. Smith (the 
Chicago Underground Orchestra), as well 

as Matt Lux's funk-oriented bass lines. 
(Listen carefully to how Lux locks into a 
groove and yet keeps subtly changing his 

bass lines — Bootsy Collins would no 

doubt approve.) Dense, hypnotic grooves 

clash with improvisation to create 

something methodical, yet thoroughly 

organic. Although much of it seems to arise 

from spontaneous composition, it's clear 
that someone has thought very long and 

hard about what this music is, how it moves 
and where it will move to. Great music to 
study to.

Following up her last album, the 

similarly ambitious Strictly Platinum 

(she does have a way of stating her 
mission), the Princess delivers once 

again with CEO, a concept piece-turned-
funkified party LP packed with the 

clever sampling and rump-shaking beats 
that we've come to love in late-20th 

century popular music. But without 

stopping there, she's also peppered the 
album with the kind of non-stop pop 
culture references rarely heard since the 

Beastie Boys' Paul:s Boutique and a level 

of braggadocio to rival Big Daddy 
Kane's. Ms. Kirschner's saucy 
personality delivers on every track, 

administering her whip-smart, womanly 
rhymes with a kind of vicious "I can

microphone. It seems wrong to ruin the 
hilarious fun of discovering Kirschner's 

searing lyrical wit by quoting her here, 

so we'll let you discover most of it in 
your own spins of CEO.

Lets' Get Killed is one outsider's musical reaction to the 
characters, emotions and ideas that one encounters upon 
entering the metropolis of New York City. As crafted by 

Belfast, Ireland-
born DJ artist 
David Holmes, this 
scenario manifests 
itself through the 
cut 'n' paste 
artistry of a sam-
pler and a drum 
machine. While 
most of the sounds 
here are edited 
electronically, the 
record's brilliance 

comes from a rich, organic quality that supersedes its abun-
dant nods to the precepts of hip-hop, film scores, jazz, Latin 
and dub. Holmes is merely interested in creating fresh 
sounds and rhythms from impressionistic textures, be it 
humorous epithet-laden snippets of a conversation with a 
drunken street-seer ("Listen") to the rattling, claustrophobic 
quality of an echo-enhanced drum loop clashing with a 
melancholic harmonium ("Slashers Revenge"). This is beat-
centered music certainly, but a kind draped so much in the 
sound and pulse of everyday life that it works as a gallery of 
experiences and places, evoking by turns the city's cluttered 
mayhem, its alien, sublime beauty as well as its inherently 
dark humor. "Radio" opens with some curbside commen-
tary on the genius of James Bond's machismo before pro-
gressing into a throbbing update of John Barry's Goldfinger 
theme; the spirited "Gritty Shaker" grooves along on a shuf-
fling snare track and some funky Hammond organ work; the 
six-and-a-half minute "Don't Die Just Yet" moves through a 
twisting, psychedelic mindfield of symphonic noise and 
left-of-center rhythms that firmly places itself between ston-
er excess and envelope-busting textural hybridization that 
can't be done proper justice here in print.

lection of audio abstract paintings bent on setting a mood 
rather than playing a tightly-arranged melody.

It is for a very good reason that Robert 
Johnson has long been heralded as King Of 

The Delta Blues. There were certainly other 
great bluesmen who emerged out of the 

Delta blues boom of the '20s and '30s, each 
with their own unique powers — Charlie 

Patton was rawer, Son House was heavier, 
Skip James was scarier — but Robert 

Johnson was the guy who figured it all out, 
the one who took the blues in his own two 

hands and made it modern and timeless. 
Memphis Minnie was perhaps the strongest 
female figure in all of blues history. Muddy 

Waters, meanwhile, was another monster, 
equally deserving his title as king of the 
electric blues. This batch of songs from 

Waters's Columbia period in the 1970s 
teamed him with Johnny Winter, who both 

produced and played guitar. Even in his 
'50s, Muddy made some of the best and 

heaviest music of his career. Johnny 

Winter's set is absolutely clutch material 

from his best years, showcasing the gangly, 
impossibly skinny albino guitar player from 
Texas at his leanest and craziest.

The Hungarian composer Gyórgy Kurtág 

is mostly known for intense and somber 
works. For the last 25 years, though, he's 

also been writing a series of Játékok — 

literally, "games" — for piano, and often 
piano for four hands: games that he and 

his wife, Márta, can play together, as they 

do here. Thirty of the tiny, solidly delicate 
Játélcok, most between 15 seconds and two 

minutes long, appear here. Between them 
rest four rich, many-noted Bach 

transcriptions, offering a distinct contrast 

to Kurtág's stark miniatures. His pieces 

have a startling range of activity despite 
the bareness of the composition — the 

opening "Flowers We Are, Mere Flowers 
(...embracing sounds)" consists of seven 
notes played in 30 seconds. The Kurtágs 

treat the piano as a marvelous toy, crossing 
arms as they play, teasingly quarreling 

over a note or picking out a quiet melody 

with only their index fingers. It's the sort 
of play that a very serious child engages 

in, brow knit, demanding perfection, with 

relentless care and patience. The notes 

frame the sound, the instrument and the 
space around the couple. 

This is the final Further Out column in

The story of "sacred steel" is one of the

on the sacred steel genre, see the Last 
Word this issue). In the late '80s, it came 
to light that instead of using a Hammond 
organ or a tinny, trebly guitar to praise the 

Lord, several Pentecostal churches in 
Florida were using steel guitar. Sonny 

Treadway's Jesus Will Fix It is a joyous 
demonstration of this idiosyncratic 
practice. At times, you can really hear a 

country and western influence on the 

music, while at other times, as when 

Treadway slides up into the upper 
registers of his slide guitar, he produced a 
theremin-like wailing that simply can't be 
described. The ultimate goal is to achieve 

religious ecstasy, and in the hands of a 
skilled practitioner like Treadway, the 

steel guitar becomes the perfect 

instrument for making a joyful noise. 
Unbelievable.

This classic album 

from the Delmark catalog teams Sykes with a band, including horns, which exemplifies 

the early, jazzy jump blues band style of the '30s and '40s. This sound was to become a 

vast influence and features four unreleased tracks, including a song called "Love The One 

You're With."

Throughout most of this century, the Library Of Congress has recorded a treasure trove 

of sound recordings of indigenous music, stories and culture from all over America. As 

fate would have it, they were capturing a vanishing world at the very moment that it 

began to fade. These days, technology (television, internet, entertainment syndication, 

mass market advertising) is encroaching upon regionalism, blurring the distinctions 

between places and people. Now, if you were to walk into a rural juke joint down South, 

or an Appalachian general store, or a California cabin, you're more likely to hear a TV 

set playing Janet Jackson's new video than a real human being playing music or making 

art. Art and entertainment culture has become thoroughly infused with concepts of 

ownership and payment: you buy a CD, you pay for cable television, ticket handling 

fees, concert T-shirts. As leisure time has also become far more scarce than it was a half 

century ago, it's also become passive in nature — paying to watch or listen rather than 

doing it oneself. The people who played and sang this music and who made these 

recordings are all gone now, and most of what's here has died with them. Whatever part 

of it hasn't died has almost certainly been affected by changing times. These sounds are 

now merely ghost images caught on tape, phantom voices of a time where art was per-

sonal and culture and artistic expression were the domain of the many, not in the hands 

of a few corporate giants.

As mere teens in the early '90s, Sweden's Entombed fero-
ciously spit out infectious, sloppy death metal that wound 

up defining an entire genre of hard music. Pivotal releases 

like 1990's Left 

Hand Path and 

1991's Clandestine 
led the way for 

1993's Wolverine 

Blues, a classic that 
shocked old-school 

fans by venturing 
into more tradition-

al heavy metal and 
blues territories. It 

was Entombed's 
unmatched convic-

tion on that record that shot them to the forefront of the 
metal underground. Nearly four years and two record labels 

later, we are graced with the Swedes' fourth full-length, 
DCLXVI (666 in Latin?): To Ride, Shoot Straight And 
Speak the Truth. For those concerned that the band's law-

less enthusiasm and maniacal rockin' would dwindle with 
the passing of its pubescent break-outs, we're happy to 

report the contrary: L.G. Petrov's voice is as guttural as 
ever with fewer death metal growls; Alex Hellid's axework 

remains a detuned, distorted punk-metal delight; while ex-

Grave bassist Jorgen Sandstrom (replacing Lars Rosenberg, 
who left to join Therion) pummels away at the low-end. All 

of this adds up to the band's familiarly satirical outlook on, 
and obsession with, death, God and all things evil. Try

track, the non-live track "Parasight" (with samples of a 

Japanese audience from a Cheap Trick album), "They" and 
the heavy blues of "Boats."

Death Metal 
maintains its grittiness throughout all 12 tracks, creating

Despite the exponential increase in domestic 
licensing of U.K. drum 'n' bass, there are still 

some blindspots and absences that go 

unnoticed. Geffen's expertly assembled Infinite 
Beat compilation stands as a corrective to 

those oversights at a time when the interest in 
drum 'n' bass is accelerating and the genre is 

expanding to encompass new sounds and 
textures. This collection, like few others, 

testifies to the increasing heterogeneity of the 

field called drum 'n' bass. "Fire Like This" by 

the Hardlmox opens the collection, one of the 
many exceptional singles to have emerged 

from the Brighton-based Skint label. The Skint 

sound might be described as impolite, 

percussion-heavy, and intended to arouse 
anxiety and cause heavy drinking in even the 

most even-tempered listeners. "Fire Like This" 
is the Chemical Brothers with a chainsaw or 
two thrown into the mix. In a similar vein to 
the Hardlcnox track are Nico/Fierce's "Input," 
culled from the stellar No U-Turn label (home 

to Ed Rush and his band of drum machine 
renegades), and "The Reckoning" by Snuggles 

+ Slak. The latter track emerges from Chicago 

(from the same camp as the recent 3D & 

Snuggles project) and demonstrates that the 
tech-step sound inaugurated by the No U-

Turners has not fallen on deaf ears this side of 
the Atlantic. Tom Jenkinson (a k a 
Squarepusher) contributes the angular, difficult 
"Problem Child," lathered with breakbeats that 

are snapped short by some of the most 
maniacal transformer work since the first DJ 

Jazzy Jeff & The Fresh Prince album — truly a 

track not to relax by. The cavernous bass line 

of Decoder's "Circuit Breaker" feels like a 

rumbling in the pit of your stomach from an 
explosion miles away. With additional 
contributions by Mickey Finn, Aphrodite, 

Friends, Lovers & Family and Naked Funk, 
this is an irresistible collection of future music.

WfUL New Orleans LA WSMR Southborough MA 

Statik Sound System, this pair of producers come from the 
depths of the Bristol sound revolution, but their musical 

sensibilities run more in the direction of melancholic vocal 

lounge music than most of their breakbeat-inspired peers. 
What informs their music is an affinity for Jacques Brel, but 

they also tend to create music that sounds like it was 
recorded in an airport bar in the early '70s. "Rain" moves 
like a late Sunday afternoon when the nightfall never seems 

to arrive. "Hazeldub," perhaps the album's most sublime 

moment, has a deep reggae bass pulse, trickling high hats, 

whispering guitar work and some beautifully recorded echo 
and reverb effects, demonstrating once again that the Bristol 
folks have roots dub flowing through their veins, no matter 

what sort of music they choose to make. The appropriately 

titled "Nyquil" has the spectral effect of a drug you use even 
after the symptoms have disappeared. "Apples And 
Oranges" is like a more jaded, cosmopolitan Portishead (that 

comparison being difficult to jettison), with bits of vocal 
samples floating through the ether and wobbly Moog sounds 

rushing to the front of the mix. This is a gorgeous album.

The earliest tracks on this compilation from the influential

In the early '70s, Patti Smith moved to New 
York City and began setting her poems to 
music created by guitarist Lenny Kaye, a 
collaboration that is active and fruitful to 
this day. By the end of that decade, the 
Ramones, the New York Dolls and others had 
garnered a significant fanbase and 
established punk as a viable form of rock, 
but it was Smith, with her performances at 
CBGB, who started it all. Besides being a 
rocker, Smith is a writer (she co-wrote 
Cowboy Mouth with Sam Shepard), and is 
known for her beat style poetry, which she 
often reads over improvised music. Her 
fervent, freewheeling beat ethos and social 
indignation is still with her, reflected on 
Peace And Noise, her seventh Arista album 
since 1975, and her second since the death 
of her husband, ex-MC5 guitarist Fred 
"Sonic" Smith. The album's moody and 
plodding opening track, "Waiting 
Underground," is a wishful vision of a future 
social awakening. "Whirl Away" laments a 
society that has become increasingly 
fragmented rather than united. "1959" is not 
only the catchiest song on Peace And Noise, 
but one of the more interesting, as it focuses 
on a critical year in which the civil rights 

movement gained momentum in the U.S., 
while China crushed Tibet on the other side 
of the world. Also hear "Don't Say Nothing," 
"Dead City" and "Last Call" (featuring 
backing vocals by Michael Stipe).

Before he reached his teen years, 
FRED EAGLESMITH and his 

siblings toiled to keep their family farm viable while their 
father worked in town in order to make ends meet. It's no 
wonder that Eaglesmith soon left and bummed his way 
across his native Canada, supporting himself with odd 
jobs. It was only after seeing John Prine on television that 
Eaglesmith realized that he too was a "sarcastic son of a 
bitch," picked up a guitar and starting writing songs about 
the financial devastation hitting southern Ontario farms in 
the '80s. On Lipstick, Lies, And Gasoline (Razor & Tie, 
214 Sullivan St., Ste. 4A, New York, NY 10012 
212.473.9173 razrntie@aol.com), Eaglesmith expands his 
cache of song themes while revealing the influence of Tom 
Waits, Joe Ely and Guy Clark on his straight-ahead 
rocking country style, which is thankfully unencumbered 
by overtly slick production or cheesy effects. "Seven 
Shells," with its "I've got seven shells in my six gun" 
chorus, was inspired by Eaglesmith's odd experience with 
a drunken man on a flight to Las Vegas who kept 
muttering, "I've got seven shells in my gun. I'm going to 
win big time." Also be sure to spin "Pontiac," "Thinking" 
and "Bell."...Earlier this year, Rounder Records 
announced that it will be releasing 100 CDs over a period 
of several months that will comprise the complete Alan 
Lomax Collection. Lomax traveled the globe from the 
1930s to the '60s, often with his father, researching and 
recording hundreds of ethnic groups' musical traditions, 
many of which have since gone exinct. Lomax's 

recordings, which up until this time had only been 
available in your local library on scratchy LPs, are 
unarguably the most important body of work in the field 
of ethnomusicology, providing students of ethnic music 
with a global perspective. The two latest CD releases of 
this collection are of particular interest to anyone wanting 
to hear some of the music that directly influenced the rise 
of rock and other current popular music. Southern 
Journey Vol. 7: Ozark Frontier and Vol. 8: Velvet Voices 
(Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140 
617.354.0700 info@rounder.com) provide an excellent 
glimpse of the Anglo- and African-American folk 

traditions that eventually blended with a beat to create 
early rock music. Recorded mostly in Virginia in 1960, 
Velvet Voices is an aural patch-quilt of black music with 
deep roots. With impressive high energy religious 
performances by the Silver Leaf Quartet, Bright Light 
Quartet, Peerlesss Four and others, the lines betwee 
gospel, doo-wop, and R&B become more than a littl 
blurred. "How Could I Live" is particularly telling, bu 
also hear "I'm Tired." Recorded in Arkansas in 1959 
Ozark Frontier illustrates how people like Neil Morni 
effected, at least indirectly, the popularization of fol 
music and the rebellious attitude of rock. And if you'r 
wondering where someone like Loretta Lynn may hay 
acquired her singing style, check out Almeda Riddle' 
"Alan Bain."

Like that of so many record stores, Jazz Record 

Mart's story is inextricably linked to the devoted 

music fan who founded it, Bob Koester. Early 

on, Koester cut his retail teeth selling 78 rpm 
discs at the Blue Note Record Shop in St Louis, 
where he also recorded bluesman Sleepy John 

Estes. In 1959, Koester moved to Chicago and 
purchased a longtime Chicago record store, 
Seymour's Jazz Record Mart, eventually 

shortening the name to Jazz Record Mart. It was 
here that he also founded Delmark Records, 
which in the last 40 years has gone on to become 

one of the largest and most well-respected 

independent jazz and blues record labels in the 

world (Bruce Iglauer, the current president of 
Alligator Records, was once an employee of the 
Record Mart!). Today, the store houses over 
8,000 square feet crammed with CDs and 
records (even in this CD era, Koester maintains a 

fierce loyalty to vinyl). The store also has a 

strong presence in the mail-order field, and even 

a web page with an ever-expanding catalog. The 

Mart publishes its own newsletter, Rhythm & 

News, with articles and reviews written largely 

by the store's knowledgeable staff. Its bulletin 
board is considered the place for blues artists to 
advertise gigs, and because of its central location 

and evening hours, the store has become known 
as something of a meeting place for blues fans 

before going out for the night — "Okay, I'll 
meet you at the Record Mart in an hour."

The quintet isn't Barron's preferred format, nor 
is it necessarily that of his followers. Barron 
buffs are as likely to hear this New York area 
piano virtuoso play solo as they are to hear him 
in a duo (as on last year's duet with 
percussionist Mino Cinelu, Swamp Sally, also 
on Verve) or, more likely, in a trio. But I vote 
for the quintet, for several reasons. First, he has 
maintained this group of top-flight personnel 
for many years: John Stubblefield, tenor; Eddie 
Henderson, trumpet; David Williams, bass, and 
Victor Lewis, drums. And, second, because the 
pianist has such faith in, and attraction to, his 
bandmates, he gets so much back that he can't 
help but stretch to new vistas. Such is the case 
on Things Unseen, for which the leader 
employs the fivesome as his point of departure. 
The 54-year-old Barron's Philly roots attest to 
his soulfulness. His stints with Dizzy Gillespie 
(1962-66) and tenonnan Stan Getz (late '80s-
92), both now deceased, confirm his adeptness, 
respectively, with modern jazz/Afro-Cuban jazz 
and mainstream lyricism. Barron is virtually 
everybody's first-call pianist. Like a pitcher 
using his heater to set up a slow curve, Barron 
is as likely to enter a montuno/vamp groove as 
he is to start with a Latin lilt, then dash off 
elsewhere, as inspiration strikes. Neobop is the 
ethos here, and all eight tunes are Barron 
originals. The tune lengths (most over eight 
minutes) don't lend themselves to carefree 
airplay, but the quintet tunes "Tongue In 
Cheek" (5:39) and the title track (8:40), both 
with added percussion from Cinelu, come 
highly recommended. Elsewhere, guitarist John 
Scofield (three tracks) and Japanese female 
violinist Naoko Terai (four cuts, among them 
an eight-minute duet with Barron on "Rose 
Noire") make their presence felt. From 32 Jazz, 
a new independent label run by producer Joel 
Dorn and musician/lawyer Robert Miller, 
comes the budget-priced twofer CD Soft 
Spoken Here, a reissue of Barron's Muse LPs 
Sunset To Dawn (1973) and Golden Lotus 
(1982). Sunset To Dawn is a hornless, heavily 
percussive quintet side, with five of the six 
numbers coming the pianist's pen; Golden 
Lotus is another quintet affair, with saxman 
Stubblefield heading a piano-led trio 
supplemented by the vibes of Steve Nelson. 
The latter, with Barron concentrating on piano 
(he plays some electric piano on Sunset To 
Dawn), is the stronger bop date in large part 
herhnffir> of the sax/vibes hookup.

MAMA Records hits the trifecta with the new (fourth) 
straight-ahead album from the California-based B Sharp 
Quartet. Previous titles by the label--guitarist Anthony 
Wilson's self-titled debut and "word musician" Kamau 
Dakood's Leimert Park—earned favorable notices in this 
space. This sax-plus-three-rhythm group brings abundant 
energy and an almost carnivorous desire to bear on this 
mostly original program. Led by drummer and composer 
Herb Graham, Jr., who penned eight of the selections here, 
the B Sharp Quartet almost rigidly observes the classic 
straight-ahead acoustic instrumentation, but brings bebop 
up to date, and personal, by throwing in such rhythmic 
elements as hip-hop and go-go. That they do so, while 
observing the verities of bop, speaks well for the success of 
77ta Go 'Round (No. 5 in CMJ last week) and the future of 
the group. These guys (Randall Willis, tenor/soprano; 

Rodney Lee, piano; Osama Afifi, bass) have something to 
prove—and they do. A dark undercurrent runs through 
much of this music, a trance-like quality, often in a minor 
key, reminiscent of Wayne Shorter's best work on Blue Note 
in the '60s. This isn't a retro band or a noir band, this is a 
happenin' band. This is, at once, postbop and antebop. 
Because Graham writes splendidly (sometimes with Lee), 
the quartet doesn't need to clamber aboard bop warhorses. 
When they assay a bop classic, they don't so much cover it 
as smother it, as here on Charlie Parker's "Confirmation" or 
Thelonious Monk's "Brilliant Corners." They don't tiptoe 
through them, they charge—with unusual tempos, 
dynamics and arrangements. This quartet has the proper 
sights (a larger audience for jazz) but the right perspective: 
They ain't willin' to whore to do it. I'm reminded of the last 

thing a dying Charles Mingus told his bandmate, tenorist 
George Adams: "Don't you become one of those whores!" 
Adams, unfortunately now deceased, went to his reward like 
a warrior with his head held high. The B Sharp Quartet 
stands tall as well.

Downtown Gotham's most ballyhooed trumpeter makes 
beautiful, insightful sense out of the magnificently 
elliptical compositions of saxist Wayne Shorter. The tunes 
penned by Shorter ("On The Milky Way Express," "Pug 
Nose" and the eerily evocative "Diana") are bracketed by 
six Douglas numbers inspired by Shorter. This is postbop 
at its best, comparable to the brassman's 1994 In Our 
Lifetime, an homage to fellow trumpeter Booker Little. 
Douglas, crafting rich three-horn arrangements (for Chris 
Speed's tenor/clarinet and Joshua Roseman's trombone), 
captures, in his own way, the sort of free-floating-
through-space (while serenely protected) feeling Shorter 
can induce at his best. Uri Caine's piano, James Genus's 
bass and Joey Baron's drums are three propulsive engines 
that keep this streamlined vessel moving with purpose. 
Shorter's three tunes are, thankfully, all under five 
minutes and eminently playable. Solid, too, are the 
trumpeter's engaging "Spring Ahead" (4:24) and the 
pensive title track (6:39). Outstanding.

With the resurgence of interest in the work of 
Harry Partch and other American 

composer/artists, it seems only fitting to have 

other work of similarly unusual character see 

the light of day. Hungarian composer Király 

is one of those unique personages in modern 

music. He was an upholsterer who played 
guitar in the union band, a craftsman 

musician whose early experiences were to 
radically influence not only what he wrote, 

but how he played it and on what instruments. 

He was a collector of both instruments and 
folk songs, and finally, a craftsman who built 
his own instruments to make the music he 
heard in his mind but could not play. The 

recordings found on Phoenix are thrilling. 

Their use of unusual tonalities and shapes and 

their defiant charm and aggressive beauty are 
a world apart from some of Király's Eastern 

European and American contemporaries from 

the 1940's to the '60s. His tools consist of 
tape loops and analog electronics, zithers with 
whirring wheels and tables of small objects 

that can be manipulated by multiple players, 
rooted in traditional instruments like the 
cymbalom, but geared for more adventurous 
music. The CD consists of both solo and 

ensemble pieces that range from gentle 

ambiance to metaphorical chaos.

If you have not yet experienced Thomas 

Mapfumo live, then you really don't 
understand the extent of his power over an 

audience. While certainly not "the real thing," 

these tracks, recorded live to two tracks at 

Real World's studios in Box, England, will at 
least give you a glimpse into the awe-

inspiring persona of Mapfumo. The swirling 
melodies of three mbiras, the raw quality of 
the guitars and the bottom heavy groove of 

his rhythm section are all captured on these 
eight tracks. Mapfumo is truly a presence, 

and that can hardly be conveyed without 

seeing the swoop of his body as he graces the 
stage and the dance floor, but you can get a 

feel for his interplay with the band here in a 

natural exchange that rarely comes through 
on his studio performances. There's no 
synthesizers or keyboards on these tracks,

leaving most of the sound to come from the mbiras and 

guitars as they disappear into one another, blending their 
melodies into one endless loop of sound. It's not the real 
thing, but it is, as they say, "a reasonable facsimile," and it 

swings, sways and jumps. 

"If you can't stand by me, well don't stand in my way," goes 

an indicative line in the opening track of Coal Mining 

Women (Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140 

617.354.0700 infogroundencom). In her inimitable style, 

Hazel Dickens manages to bring together old time music, 

hard work and a feminist political viewpoint in this opening 
song about good work for good pay. It sets the theme for a 

fine collection of modern songs about an old occupation. 
The bulk of the songs here come from Guy and Candy 
Carawan productions now out of print, They'll Never Keep 
Us Down and Come All You Coal Miners, with some more 

recent recordings added to fill out this new collection. Also 
joining Dickens is the Reel World String Band, Sarah 

Gunning, Phyllis Boyens and Florence Reece (who's version 

of "Which Side Are You On?" is still the definitive one). 

The Alan Lomax reissues keep rolling down the track, and 
possibly some of the most potent of his work is contained 

on the two-disc set, Prison Songs: Historical Recordings 

From Parchman Farm 1947-48 (Rounder, address above). 
Parchman was a complex of 15 labor camps covering a 

large area in Mississippi, a closed society of black men who 
were offered as "contract" labor to farms, railroads and 

industries of many sorts; passed around to labor for the 

financial benefit of both the contractor and the state who 

sold them. Alan and John Lomax saw in this system of hard 

labor and limited contact a possible source for a musical 

heritage unaffected by outside popular tastes, something 

closer to the music of Africa as it had existed in the 
Americas through slavery and into the 20th century. The 

stories and songs captured on these two discs are chilling in 
their ability to capture pain, anger and even joy that 

manages to survive in what are the absurd conditions that 
prisons maintain, then and now. 

Also just reissued, Harry Oster's Angola, Louisiana 
documentary, Prison Worksongs (Arhoolie, 10341 San 
Pablo Ave., El Cerrito, CA 94530 510.525.7471), recorded 
in 1959. The new version includes more songs which were 
not included on the original LP release. 

There's no explaining the mystique of RAMBLIN' JACK 
ELLIOT. His nasal drone was Dylan's model, his western 
American style acquired both through real living and 

vicariously through his association with names like 
Carawan, Guthrie and Kerouac. Like many American folk 

heroes, he went through a period where he was more 
legendary in Europe than America, and in 1980 he recorded 

Kerouac 's Last Dream (Appleseed, RO. Box 2593, West 

Chester, PA 19380 folkradiclgaol.com) in Germany. It was 

a collection of brilliant American gems like Roy Acuff's 

"Blues Eyes Crying In The Rain," Ernest Tubb's "Soldier's 

Last Letter" and Woody Guthrie's "1913 Massacre," along 
with a string of what over here would have been referred to 

generously as "chestnuts" of American folk tradition, like 
"Buffalo Skinners," The Cuckoo" and "Freight Train 
Blues." Was he influential? Just listen to him tear into 

Dylan's "I Threw It All Away." Chicken or egg? 

Peace always.

EPMD (that's Erick and Parrish Making 

Dollars, for old schoolers) is one group 

whose long overdue return just can't be 

overlooked. One glance at the crew's 
discography and you'll realize just how far 

back this duo's presence can be felt. Erick 

Sermon and Parrish Smith's impact on the 
dozens of rappers that followed in their 
wake is still very apparent today, from East 

Coast rappers like Redman to West Coasters 
like Dr. Dre. This influence can be traced 
both in rap styles and in the way that hip-

hop tracks are constructed. At its best 

(which was most times), EPMD used 

simplicity to create a new rap language that 

emphasized a laid-back, everyday speaking 
style through which uncluttered thoughts 
flowed without pure anger or tongue 

trickery. As such, its music and lyrics were 
universal, and it would be hard to find 
anyone from South Central to the South 

Pacific who wasn't moved by such 
landmark albums as Strictly Business 

(Fresh, 1988), Unfinished Business (Fresh, 
1989), Business As Usual (Def Jam, 1990) 

or Business Never Personal (Def Jam, 
1992). Both members have been very 

visible since the group's five-year recording 

lapse, with Parrish taking on the PMD 
moniker and Erick lending his fully-

matured production finesse to more hit-
making artists than you can count on your 
fingers and toes, as well as releasing two

that the duo is indeed back in business, and with quite a 
bang. CMJ reporters know the dopeness of the two 

singles, "Never Seen Before" (from the How To Be A 
Player soundtrack) and the current "Da Joint," which 

exemplify the album's two different aspects. "Never 

Seen Before" is in the old-school EPMD bag, trading 

double-dope lyrics in the group's classic rhyme style 
over a Public Enemy-inspired track (itself taken from 

the Meters' "Just Kissed My Baby"). It's a tribute both 
to the old-school that the two came out of in the late 
'80s, as well as the lyrical bravado that made them 
legends in the first place. "Da Joint" shows Erick and 

Parrish in a much more '90s mode, taking their time 
with phrasing over a somewhat mellow beat, produced 

by the green-eyed bandit himself. Both rappers, to their 

credit, are equally at ease with either style, something 

that not many rappers can claim. And for those 

wondering how the rest of the LP rolls, there's not a 
mediocre track in the bunch. Aside from the party-
rocking "Richter Scale," the "Funkin' For Jamaica"-

inspired "Do It Again," the mildly strange posse cut 
"KIM." (with Redman and Keith Murray) and the dark 

mid-tempo thump of "Dungeon Master," the two most 

interesting cuts on the album are probably "Jane 5" and 

"You Gots To Chill '97." "Jane 5," one of a couple of 

Parrish Smith productions on the album, is deep and 

funky, with a musical mixture of an obscure "Get Out 
Of My Life Woman" drum kick and piano run and 

swaths of Rick James's classic ode to wacky weed, 
"Mary Jane," backing a great storytelling session — a 
fairly new approach for the group, which is also used in 

"Put On." "You Gots To Chill '97" may just take the 

place of its predecessor (heard on EPMD's 1988 debut), 
with identical music but all new raps. The lyrics don't 

have the "kick your ass" edge of old, but are just as 
fresh as the braggin' rights that the two first laid down. 

This will have some stiff competition for "return of 

the year" when Rakim's upcoming The 18th Letter is 
released, buttIPMD is definitely throwing the 
gauntlet down.

L.A.'s Funkdoobiest has always been last in line when it's 

been time to pay attention to Cypress Hill's group of 

cohorts. It's understandable, given all the attention paid to 
the Hill and the big-selling House Of Pain, but this trio has 

always possessed the skills and lyrical finesse to hold its 

own in such esteemed company. Now that Cypress is on 
hiatus and House of Pain has faded from the public eye, 

it's time for the Doobies to get some notice. Their new sin-
gle, "Oyé Papi" (off the upcoming LP The 

Troubleshooters), is a sure sign that they are ready for 

action. The A-side is produced by the group's DJ Ralph 
M., who lent a very big helping hand to DJ Muggs on the 
group's two previous albums. Adhering to the Cypress aes-

thetic, a sliding bass riff and a straight-ahead drum kick set 

the stage for some random, but nonetheless captivating, 

thoughts, which get time to breathe as the demented, 
Latin-flavored chorus takes a turn. Great stuff. The B-side 
is good as well, this time handing over the controls to hit-
making producer Ski, who brings along up-and-coming 

rappers !Crumb Snatcha. The track is pretty mellow, but 
Doobie-member Son Doobie and the Snatcha crew repre-

sent well, and the lyrical skew — when they make their 

first million, they'll have some "natural fun" — is refresh-
ing. Look for more of the same when the album hits.

Natural Elements are a New York crew that join a grow-

ing line of impressive talent on the Dolo Records roster. 
Previously featured on Stretch Armstrong's Lesson com-
pilation from a couple months ago, the group's new sin-

gle further distances them from the rest of the competi-
tion. Natural Elements are rappers Mr. Voodoo (a great 

solo artist in his own right), L-Swift and A-Butta; and 

they seem to have Charlemagne enlisted as staff produc-
er, as he works magic on both sides here. "Bust Mine" is 

quite an opening shot, with a rising bass figure but-

tressed by a crisp drum track making for a sound that is 

both solid and dreamy. Although the music is dope, the 
excellent lyrics and strong vocal interplay between this 

trio is what steals the show. Throwing lines back and 
forth with Olympic precision, the three rappers are all 
over the track and their confused, hopeful and even 

visionary words make a strong impression, while the use 
of several repeated phrases on the chorus keeps things 

centered. "Paper Chase" doesn't quite live up to the top 
billing of the front side, with hazier music and the some-

what overused "gettin' money" scenario that other lesser 

rappers have run into the ground. It's still good stuff, but 
they prove on the flip that they can, and will obviously 

continue to, do much better. CI

To celebrate the completion of its forthcoming 
album Re-Load (set for a November 18 release), hard 

rock monolith Metallica decided it wanted to do a 
free concert for 
its fans. The 
problem is that 
the event, 
tentatively 
scheduled for 
Veteran's Day 
(November 11) 
is, at press 
time, still 
without a 
venue or a city. 
Despite the 

band's best efforts, local radio stations and 
promoters, several major cities, including Chicago 
and Boston, have rejected the concert for 
unconfirmed reasons. In turn, the band has asked its 
fans for help. Metallica has set up a phone line 
(800.804.1400) and an email address 
(metallica@elektra.com) for fans to offer 
suggestions as to where the band should play. The 
only stipulation is that the venue must be open-air 
(no clubs or arenas) to ensure that the space is large 
enough to accommodate anyone who wishes to 
attend...In other Metallica news, the band recently 
performed an acoustic set as part of the Bridge 
School Benefit Concert at the Shoreline 
Amphitheater in Mountain View, CA. The band was 
part of an eclectic line-up that featured acoustic 
performances by Smashing Pumpkins (joined by 
guests Marilyn Manson and Twiggy Ramirez), 
Alanis Morrisette, Lou Reed, Dave Matthews, 
newcomer Kacy Crowley and Neil Young & Crazy 
Horse. Young acts as the organizer and informal 
headliner of the annual concert event, which this 
year raised more than $I million for the Bridge 
School. Both of Young's sons, Ben and Zeke, have 
cerebral palsy and attend the school, which offers 
education for extremely disabled children. Over the 
past two decades, the concert event has seen acoustic 
performances by such musical powerhouses as 
David Bowie, Pearl Jam, Ministry, Simon & 
Garfunkel, Patti Smith and Bob Dylan...Guitarist 
Bruce Kulick (ex-Kiss) and vocalist John Corabi 
(ex-Maley Crile) have begun pre-production on a 
debut album set for release on Mayhem Records in 
early 1998. The band, which is still without a name, 
will record the album at Rumbo Studios in October 
with mixing scheduled to start in early 
November...Ex-Sex Pistol/P.i.L. frontman John 
Lydon will soon have the chance to battle out his 
differences with 
drummer Robert 
Williams in front of a 
television audience 
when the two appear on 
an upcoming episode of 
the L.A.-based court 
TV program, Judge 
Judy, which taped last 
week. The two have 
been fighting since July, when Williams was 
confronted about his alleged attitude problem during 
rehearsals in preparation for Lydon's solo summer 
tour.

In the 
weeks following the dinner incident, Williams filed a criminal 
battery charge against Lydon, which was determined 
unfounded by the state. He also filed suit in small claims court 
claiming damages of $5,000 in lost wages and "civil battery." 
The Judge Judy episode featuring the face-to-face 
confrontation of Lydon and Williams airs in November.

re ns of roots-based singer/songwriter Lucinda Williams have had little to sustain 
g themselves over the past five years. In 1988 and 1992, Williams released records on 

two different labels, both of which folded, and has since spent several years recording her 

first album for American Recordings, which itself is negotiating a new distribution 

arrangement. All of this has led to much speculation over the forthcoming Car Wheels On 

A Gravel Road, which she previewed on this evening with several new songs. 

Williams's music could be loosely called country-pop, but it's truly a richer amalgam than 

that, taking in strains of folk, Cajun, bluegrass, Mexican folk, and (especially) blues as 

suits the tone and shape of each song. For her two nights at Mercury Lounge, Williams 

appeared playing acoustic guitar, backed by a bassist and two electric guitarists. She mingled her older songs with new 

material, pleasing her boisterous fans on both counts. Of her familiar material, songs such as the rockin' blues number 

"Changed The Locks" (covered by Tom Petty on the Shes' The One soundtrack), the bouncy "Passionate Kisses" (covered 

and rendered a hit by Mary Chapin Carpenter) and the sultry "Something About What Happens When We Talk" reasserted 

her songwriting prowess and attention to detail both in her lyrics and delivery. Her new material included the somber "Car 

Wheels On A Gravel Road," driven by twangy guitars and a soaring chorus, the sweetly sad "Drunken Angel," and the roiling 

blues number "Joy," which Williams called "a sort of ode to self-empowerment," telling the story of a woman whose joy has 

been snatched away and who repudiates its former purveyor. "You took my joy and I want it back," she caterwauled, with an 

electric blues guitar line mirroring her note for note. She was joined during her encore of "Wild Thing," by its writer, Chip 

Taylor, who opened up the show. But even a stout standard such as that could not overshadow the moving presence of 

Williams's songs and her earthy, fiery delivery, which captivated this small crowd of converts. LYDIA ANDERSON

DEREK 
TRUCKS 
Derek Trucks, the 

nephew of the Allman 
Brothers' Butch Trucks, 

has his own band, and 

his self-titled debut 
album is due out soon 
on Atlanta-based 

Landslide Records. 
Although he's barely 18 
years old, many people 

are already hailing him 
as the best white blues 
slide guitarist since 

Duane Allman. We talked to Trucks recently during a 

stopover in "Hot"-lanta in the midst of his whirlwind tour 
of the deep South. 

When we first heard of you, you were being described 
as a blues guitarist, and yet your album has a lot of jazz, 

Southern rock and even Middle Eastern touches to it. 
Yeah, a lot of people get run off by that! But we're really 
into it, you know, we're about the music. We just play, and 

then [the audience] hears it, and then they can decide if 
they like it or not. So far, a lot of people do seem to get it. 

What blues artists most influenced you? 

Growing up, the first two albums I remember we always 
had at home were Live At The Fillmore East by the 

Allman Brothers, and Elmore James. Then later I got 
into B.B. King, Bobby Bland, King Curtis and stuff. 

Now I'm likely to listen to Bukka White, Howlin' Wolf, 

Son House. That's the kind of stuff we spend all our time 
listening to in the van. 

What other things do you listen to? 

There's a lot out there to hear, man! I might listen to a lot 
of Howlin' Wolf, Coltrane, Sun Ra, you name it. 

You just said the magic word — "Coltrane." I must 

admit to being surprised to see you, being related to the 
Allmans and all, doing Southern-rock covers of the 
Coltrane songs, "Mr. P.C." and "Naima" on your album. 
Oh, man, you know I could spend a week listening to his 

box sets, going through all that! There's so much there! 

There were a few people back in Duane Allman's day 

who heard his solos, and realized, hey, he was definitely 
listening to Coltrane for inspiration. 

Yes! That's it! The way he would just leap right into a solo, 

or take a simple idea and build from there... 

Did you grow up in an environment that encouraged 
you to play music? 

Well, my uncle is in the Allman Brothers, but my dad, he 

played a little guitar. There was always a lot of listening to 
music, and really enjoying it, you know, records and such 
around the house. 

How did you form your band? Did you put the 

individual players together with the specific idea of 
playing this kind of adventurous, jazzy, bluesy 
Southern rock thing? 
No, the band just happened. I'd been playing with lots of 

different guys for three or four years, [but these guys] are 
the ones that stuck around!

CALIFORNIA 

The town of El Cerrito, California is the home of Down Home 

Music, possibly one of the greatest little record stores ever. 

Ostensibly its the retail outlet for Chris Strachwitz's revered 

roots music label Arhoolie Records (see Roots 'N' Blues label 

profiles elsewhere in this issue), offering one-stop shopping for 

fans seeking any of Arhoolie's hundreds of CDs. LPs and 

cassettes. It's a groovy little record store, but in our eyes, it's 

really something much much more - a shrine, a mecca, a 

sacred place. Strachwitz started out collecting 78s and taping 

unrecorded blues singers in the late '50s. and remarkably, he's 

never lost his thirst - he's still an avid music collector to this 

day, frequently hosting swap meets and record shows right in 

the Down Home parking lot. People we know who've been to 

these meets tell us that they secretly suspect Strachwitz of 

hosting his own record shows simply because it means he'll 

get the first crack at everybody's stuff, trading 78s and rare 

LPs with fellow collectors at the crack of dawn.

In the sleepy little petroleum town of Elmo, 

Texas, Henry Qualls plays his idiosyncratic style 

of Texas slide-guitar blues. Largely through the 

efforts of Chuck Nevitt of the Dallas Blues 

Society, Qualls released his first record in 1995. 

Nevitt's favorite story about Qualls involves him 

missing a flight to a big, high-profile gig at a 

blues festival in Europe. Henry missed the plane 

because he was stopped at the airport metal 

detector for carrying bullets he'd forgotten 

were in his jacket pockets. Since then, 

producer Ron Levy has recently recorded a 

second album of Qualls's idiosyncratic guitar 

stylings for release on his label. 

ILLINOIS 

"A lotta little clubs, a lotta pawnshops," said one person we asked about the 

Chicago blues scene. Another added, "As unbelievable as it might seem, you 

still find people hocking these amazing guitars in crummy neighborhoods." The 

city's fabled South Side is home to a lot of untrodden clubs that still feature 

real, undiluted, non-touristy Chicago blues music. While most of the town's 

original artists have gone on to that great gig in the sky, many of the men who 

backed up or opened for the legends are still going strong. To compile a list of 

the best clubs for this article, we interviewed several hardened local blues fans 

from the scene: each time, we pretended to turn the tape recorder off, 

announced the interview was over, and proceeded to ask them what their real 

favorite club was, or where they were headed that night. The myriad of 

different clubs they picked proved that the blues is still alive and well in 

Chicago. Our friends may never offer us such hospitality again, but most often 

mentioned were the Checkerboard Lounge, Lee's and Blues Etc., while every 

single respondent mentioned the venerable Kingston Mines. 

ARKANSAS 

Each fall, Helena, Arkansas hosts the King Biscuit Blues Festival. The 

festival is named in honor of the fabled King Biscuit Time radio program on 

KFFA radio (on which Sonny Boy Williamson, James "Peck" Curtis and 

Houston Stackhouse would sing songs and ad lib about the virtues of King 

Biscuit Flour, a local brand). In the past, its featured the cream of the 

blues crop. including R.L. Burnside. Johnny Jenkins. Charles Brown, Bobby 

Parker, Lucky Peterson. John Weston, Sonny Rhodes. Big Jack Johnson 

and Anson Funderburgh & Sam Myers. This year's festival in October was 

the biggest yet. It even sponsors an amateur arm wrestling contest! 
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MISSISSIPPI 

The Bauer brothers, guitarist Judah and drummer Donovan, have been raising a ruckus all 

over Manhattan for some time now, including recent gigs playing with T-Model Ford and 

Luther Dickinson's North Mississippi All-Stars. Judah, of course, is known for his guitar 

stylings in the Jon Spencer Blues Explosion, but his side project 20 Miles allows him to 

delve even deeper into the Hound Dog Taylor style of sloppy-drunk blues. "R.L., he's like 

the man." Judah enthuses about Burnside. "I learn so much just from hanging around 

those guys." Significantly, Judah was also influenced by blues artists from the '20s. who 

sonically don't have much to do with the explosive sounds of his main group. When we 

recently ran into him on the street, he had a vinyl copy of a compilation of Mississippi 

blueswomen of the '20s and '30s tucked under his arm. "Geechie Wiley is so amazing," 

he says, pointing a bony index finger at the track listing on the back cover. "I just love 

her stuff, it's so full of incredibly beautiful images." 
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Little known fact: Of the first four years' worth of 

Inductees to the Rock 'N' Roll Hall Of Fame, more 

were born within 100 miles of Memphis than in all 

the other rock 'n' roll meccas put together. 

They call It "sacred steel" - a string of House Of God 

Holiness churches in the Florida area in which they 

praise the Lord with steel guitars. These combos are 

bassless trios (shades of Mississippi and Hound Dog 

Taylor) featuring wailing bluesy guitar solos giving 

jubilant praise to God. A Florida folklorist named Robert 

Stone stumbled onto this previously-undocumented 

musical genre when a local music store owner told him 

about a steady stream of African-American customers 

coming in looking for steel guitar supplies. Arhoolie has 

released four volumes of material showcasing this 

phenomenal religious music, some of the most 

provocative and wonderful sounds we've ever heard. 

Everybody knows that the blues came up from Mississippi to Chicago to be electrified by Muddy Waters and Nowlin' Wolf. But believe it or 

not, a phenomenal number of the great bluesmen all came up from the Delta leaving from the same train station in Clarksdale, Mississippi, 

which was the main stop for the Delta region on the primary passenger line to Chicago. Now that cars are king, the train station is boarded 

up and dormant, but recently a group of investors in the Clarksdale area bought the old brick building and began converting it into a club. 

When it opens, hopefully in about a year, it will be a showcase for blues from all over the Delta. But for now, when you're in Clarksdale, 

visit the Delta Blues Museum and you can see such sights as Z.Z. Top's "Muddywood" guitar, made from a plank taken from Muddy 

Waters's boyhood home. Also check out local legend Early Wright, who is, to our knowledge, the oldest continuously operating blues DJ in 

the world. When he first began broadcasting, he was playing 78 rpm discs by blues artists such as Muddy Waters and Little Walter. He 

can still be heard on station WROX, 1450 AM in Clarksdale, Monday through Friday, from 6 to 10 p.m. Down in Greenville, T-Model Ford 

(featured on this week's cover) and his drummer Spam have been kicking up a ruckus with their Fat Possum Records debut.
