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Pressing Plant Rejects Negativland CD

Experimental music collective Negativland is blaming the Recording Industry Association of
America for the band’s recent problems finding a CD pressing plant to manufacture its latest
album, Owver the Lidge Volume 3 — The Weatherman’s Dumb Stupid Come-Out Line. The California
band has long used uncleared samples because it believes it has a right to do so under the “fair
use” exception to federal copyright law. Negativland issued an August 18 press release stating
that the pressing plant it has used for the past four years recently demanded proof that samples
on the forthcoming album had been paid for and cleared. Negativland said the plant never had
problems with its previous sample-filled works, and the band blamed the plant’s response on

Belle And Sebastian’s third
album reveals the Glasgow, Scot-
land band'’s recent growth without
losing any of the magic of 1997's
acclaimed If You're Feeling Sinister.

Luckily, “Sey-
mour Stein” turns out to be only
partly about the band’s (real or
imagined?) dinner with the Sire
Records President, and the stand-
out title track is really the story of
troubled personalities, not an
homage to fellow Glaswegians and
labelmates Arab Strap. The bitter-
sweet lyrics here are not only more
introspective, but also increasingly
poetic and clever (a favorite: “We
all know you’re soft ’cause we’ve
all seen you dancing/We all know
you’re hard ’cause we’ve all seen
you drinking from noon until
noon again”).

Psyence Fiction (Mo Wax-London)

Psyence Fiction may very well be
the pinnacle of the late '90s
abstract beats movement. The
brainchild of Mo Wax Records
head honcho/remixer extraordi-
naire James Lavelle and beat collag-
ist DJ Shadow, the album brings
the worlds of underground instru-
mental hip-hop and U.K. alt-rock
crashing together in one brilliant
union of forward-thinking grooves
and surreal emotional landscapes.
With a list of guests that includes
Radiohead’s Thom Yorke, Richard
Ashcroft of The Verve, the Beastie
Boys’ Mike D, Kool G Rap, Metalli-
ca’s Jason Newstead and Massive
Attack string arranger Wil Malone,
the album succeeds at pairing some
considerably disparate and provoca-
tive voices with Shadow’s cinematic
beat making, moving from noisy,
bombed-out hip-hop (“The Knock
(Drums Of Death Pt. 2)”) to stark,
elegiac melancholy (“Rabbit In
Your Headlights”) with nary a lapse
in vision. Thudding snare tracks,
lilting strings, fragile bits of guitar
and piano, and a host of tripped-
out samples and some serene
atmospherics all work to form the
album’s rich textures. At its best,
Psyence Fiction manages to turn in
the same kind of beautiful, striking
innovation as similarly collaborative
projects like those of This Mortal
Coil or Massive Attack, blurring the
lines between musical territories
with a startlingly confident aesthet-
ic. — Colin Helms

Push Me Again (Touch And Go)
Michigan backwoods blues
punker P.W. L.ong returns to form
with Push Me Again. In contrast to
1997's We Didn’t See You On
Sunday, a spare, acoustic blues
record comprised of Long’s voice
and acoustic guitar playing, the
music on Push Me Again features
a mean-ass bar band ready to kick
you in the face. Drummer Mac
McNeilly’s playing is as fierce as it
was with the Jesus Lizard, leaving
Long no choice but to plug in and
turn up. Like the axe work he
contributed to his former employ-
ers Mule, Long’s guitar lines here
practically burst into flames, as his
loose, rattling riffs give way to grit-
ty slide freakouts. Long’s whiskey-
soaked yowl thankfully hasn’t
changed a bit over the years, reaf-
firming itself as the perfect vehi-
cle for themes of backwoods sin
and redemption. Adding some
gospel to Long’s fire and brim-
stone, the dusty organ and perco-
lating electric piano of Mark
Boyce bolsters Long’s brand of
religious imagery.

Bring It On (Hut-Virgin)

The five unassuming Englishmen
in Gomez have written, performed
and produced one of the most
refreshing debuts of 1998. Despite
its warm, easy-going feel, Bring It On
defies simple classification. The
young group prefers abstract song
construction to straightforward pop
or rock, while still instilling a sur-
prisingly classic, organic feel to its
hodge-podge acoustic style, hinting
at the influence of blues, country
and even ethnic music without ever
conceding to any of them. Front-
man Tom Gray's voice emanates
distinctly gritty intimacy, while lan
Bell and Ben Ottewell, who also
contribute vocals, sing in clear, sub-
lime contrast. The band’s swampy,

jam-like dynamics are also gracious-

ly tempered by slide guitar, cello,
organ, and even Jew’s harp. One of
the album’s best moments comes
on the sprightly “Here Comes The
Breeze”; with a loose, swinging
groove and infectious chorus, the
song transforms at three-and-a-half
minutes when Gray and Bell sing in
rough harmony: “Sit back, ’cause
this is gonna take a while/There's
no shame in going out of style/Why
do you keep running around like
that?”

FCC Shuts Down 15 Unlicensed Stations

On August 18, the Federal Communications Commission said that it had recently
shut down 15 unlicensed radio stations in the Miami area. By court order, the FCC
seized broadcasting equipment from the stations, ranging from homemade trans-
mitting components to professional equipment illegally imported from foreign
countries. Most of the stations broadcasted electronic or dance music. FCC Chair-
man William Kennard called the Miami crackdown the “most successful, large-scale,
enforcement action against unlicensed operators to date.” Operators of pirate sta-
tions may face monetary penalties of up to $11,000 per violation plus seizure of all
radio equipment. They may also be subject to criminal fines of up to $100,000
and/or face imprisonment of up to one year.

Air, Chemical Brothers Plan U.S. Tours

French duo Air has recruited Moog Cookbook’s Roger Man-
ning and members of Beck’s touring band for its first U.S.
tour. From October 11-23, Air will visit Seattle, San Francis-
co, Los Angeles, Chicago, Toronto, Boston and New York. &

Records debut, Moon Safari. Also, England’s Chemical Broth-
ers have announced their first series of U.S. DJing dates to
support the release of their forthcoming mix CD, Brothers
Gonna Work It Out (Freestyle Dust-Astralwerks). The Chemical Brothers will hit Seat-
tle, San Francisco, Los Angeles and New York from September 12-19.

Miami’s DJ Craze Wins DMC U.S.
DJ Championship

At the 15th Annual Technics/DMC D] Competition, held August 15 at New York
City’s Irving Plaza, Miami’s D] Craze (who recently appeared on DJ Faust’s Man Or
Mpyth?) beat out 10 other turntablists from across the country to win the title of 1998
DMC U.S. DJ Champion. Craze will fly to Paris to face 30 new competitors in the
Technics/DMC World Championship bout, scheduled for October 18. San Francis-
co’s Shortkut (Beat Junkies, Invisibl Skratch Piklz) earned second place in the New
York competition, while New York City’s D] Dummy took third place honors. Other
competitors in the U.S. finals included New York’s DJ Develope and Kuttin Kandi
(the only woman in the competition), Boston’s D] Do Boy, New Jersey’s Mysterio, St.
Louis’s Alejan, San Francisco’s Swift Rock, Chicago’s Presyce and the 1997 U.S.
defending champion, DJ Slyce from New Jersey. The star-studded event, hosted by
DITC’s Lord Finesse, featured an all-star panel of judges, including legendary hip-
hop DJs, producers and personalities such as Grandwizard Theodore, Grandmaster
Flash and the 1988 DMC champion, Cash Money. Also present at the five-hour event
were the Beat Junkies (who gave a short, yet well-received performance), Roc Raida
of X-ecutioners and Grandmixer DXT, who, along with Grandmaster Flash, Grand-
wizard Theodore and the absent Afrika Bambaataa, was inducted into DMC’s D] Hall
Of Fame. Past DMC U.S./World Champions include Roc Raida, the Invisibl Skratch
Piklz (Q-Bert, Mix Master Mike and Apollo), and the 1997 defending World Cham-
pion, Canadian DJ A-Trak of Invisibl Skratch Piklz.

Arista Signs Reunited Brand Nubian

Arista Records has signed the reunited hip-hop group Brand Nubian, which will release
its label debut, Foundation, on September 29. For the upcoming album, Brand Nubian’s
Grand Puba, Lord Jamar, Sadat X and D] Alamo will be joined by guests including Busta
Rhymes, L.oon and Common. The band released its debut album, One For All, on Elek-
tra Records in 1990.



RIAA Sees Eruption
In Recordable CD
Piracy During First
Half Of Year

The Recording Industry Association of
America released its midyear anti-piracy
statistics, indicating that “Internet piracy
continues to threaten a legitimate mar-
ketplace for sound recordings online
while CD-Recordable piracy is erupting.”
During the first half of 1998, the RIAA
seized 249,865 counterfeit cassettes, com-
pared with 194,979 during the first half
of 1997. The RIAA seized 133,215 coun-
terfeit CDs, compared with 12,325 last
year. The proliferation of inexpensive
recordable CD hardware and blank discs
led to the RIAA’s confiscation of 23,858
unauthorized recordable CDs during the
first half of 1998, compared with just 87
during the first half of 1997. The Associa-
tion said that its anti-piracy actions
included 55 search warrants by midyear
1998, compared with 32 by midyear 1997.
Arrests and indictments totaled 174 by
midyear 1998, compared with 89 by
midyear 1997. Sight seizures totaled 528
compared with 64 last year, and guilty
pleas or convictions totaled 398 com-
pared with 46 last year.

“They are
very enthusiastic about this album and
they want to tour in the future,” Downs
said. “But when it came to a gut check,
they just weren’t sure they wanted to tour
all of next year.” The band debuted sev-
eral new songs when it played at the
Tibetan Freedom Concert in Washing-
ton, DC, on June 14.

Depeche Mode To Release New
Singles Compilation And
Embark On Worldwide Tour

Eighteen years and 13 albums after song-
writer/programmer Martin Gore, Kkey-
boardist Andrew Fletcher and vocalist Dave
Gahan formed Depeche Mode, the band
remains a strong musical force, both reflect-
ing and directing the path of popular music.
For The Masses, the new Depeche Mode trib-
ute album on 1500-A&M Records, includes
contributions from an eclectic mix of acts
ranging from Smashing Pumpkins to Ramm-
stein, while it also provides insight into the
breadth of artists the premier new wave/techno-pop band has influenced. On
October 6, Mute-Reprise Records will release The Singles 86-98, a 21-track col-
lection of Depeche Mode’s A-sides from 1986 to the present, which Gore says
represents the band’s “golden era.”

“I think we’d really found our direction after 1985,” he says. “From Black Cele-
bration onwards, all the music that we’ve put out really has a thread running through
it. It's really great that our first singles collection (Catching Up With Depeche Mode)
ended with '85. I really like every single that’d we’ve put out since then.”

As a preview of the new collection, Depeche Mode will release the album’s
one new song, “Only When I Lose Myself,” as the its 33rd U.S. single. Brian Grif-

fin, the visual artist who shot Depeche Mode’s first five album sleeves, recently
shot a video for the track at locations in Los Angeles and Queens, New York.

“[Griffin] really thought the song was very ethereal, so the video has a very
dream-like quality about it,” Gore explains. “The song is an extension of what we
were doing on the Ultra record. We worked again with Tim Simenon as producer,
and it’s quite soulful and slow. I suppose you could call it a ballad.”

Depeche Mode also will embark on a 64-city world tour, its first tour since
1993. Longtime collaborator Anton Corbijn designed the stage and visual con-
cepts for the outing. “I think the stage is going to be very different than anything
we've done before,” Gore says. “It’s going to be a very clean look. We’re using visu-
als behind us, which is something we’ve done in the past, and we think that’s the
most interesting way of doing a live show. When you go and see bands that per-
form on stage and all they do is play their instruments and sound vaguely like
their records, it doesn’t interest me at all. Using visuals behind them takes it into
a different sphere. It’s far more interesting.”

Finally, Gore explains how Depeche Mode’s originality and individuality
has allowed the band to remain popular and relevant to today’s audiences. “I
think we’ve always avoided trends,” he says. “We’ve always made music that we
enjoyed and music that we want to make. We take our influences from
absolutely everywhere. I think the moment you start trying to take in what’s
going on around you and try to fit into what’s going on in a marketplace,
you’re immediately limiting yourself. I'm interested by the history of music,
not just at what’s going on at any particular moment.”

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Henry Rollins’s One-Man Think Tank

By Jordan N. Mamone

“The music publications and the music industry
have ushered in this new generation of pussy music,”
Henry Rollins complains on the phone from Los Ange-
les. “It’s all just a new poster to put on the wall.” With
these gentle words, the Black Flag vocalist-turned-Rollins
Band leader/ writer/actor admits that 1997 was a pretty
rough year for him. Disheartened by the lukewarm
reception of his most recent tour and his DreamWorks
Records debut, Come In And Burn, Rollins has announced
that Rollins Band is on indefinite hiatus. His perceived
view of the current youth culture’s tastes as style-over-sub-
stance has played a part in this decision. “It makes me
really bummed out that so many people go for ‘the mar-
tini generation,” new swing music and all this stuff. It doesn’t swing. The new
ska...You call that a ska rhythm? That’s some corny, white-boy, Orange County,
don’treally-know-how-to-play-my-drum-set ska rhythm...I just think that music
has been all-around cheapened.”

While the Rollins Band is on hold, Rollins will be channeling his patented
aggression elsewhere, into acting, record production and his intense spoken-word
performances. On September 8, DreamWorks will release Think Tank, a raging but
incisively funny double-CD of monologues recorded live in Chicago and Australia.
“The two-CD set is pretty much like the live gig. For the first hour I warm myself
up by that rapid-fire riffing on topics and then I kind of downshift into story-
telling.” While his trademark compassionate observations, self-righteousness and
abrasive humor erupt on meditations like “Marius,” about visiting a leukemia
patient, Rollins devotes equal time to light-hearted subjects such as travel, El Nino
and even rumors about his homosexuality. “I know I’m a gay pin-up boy,” he
affirms, stating that he often does interviews and appears in photo shoots for gay
magazines. “I have never had a problem with gay folks...[But] I've been outed,
and I’m not gay! [That’s] fucking hilarious!” While an alternately self-effacing
and self-aggrandizing approach to the comedy of daily life has always been a part
of Rollins’s routine, his anecdotal, narrative powers reach an apex on Think Tank.
You Saw Me Up There, a home video of a Los Angeles spoken-word gig, will be
released concurrently.

Rollins is also busy acting and doing voice-overs. He has lent his gruff inflec-
tions to Nike and The Gap in the past, and he is now the official spokesman for
auto maker GMC. On film, Rollins wrapped up a starring role as a memory doc-
tor named Ovid Brazil for a Canadian sci-fi cable network, as well as a part along-
side Claudia Schiffer in the upcoming movie Desperate But Crazy. In this fall’s Frost,
which stars Michael Keaton and Kelly Preston, Rollins plays Coach Gronic. “I'ra
a hockey coach for a bunch of 12-year-old kids who all know I’m nuts. I'm like
Patton, yelling and screaming...It’s great to be dissed by a bunch of 12-year-olds
every day,” the vocalist enthuses.

As for his book and music imprint, 2.13.61, and his record label, Infinite
Zero, Rollins is relocating both of them and searching for new distribution. In
July, 2.13.61 released Solipsist, another collection of Rollins’s writing, and this fall,
the company will publish Do I Come Here Often?, the sequel to Black Coffee Blues. In
the studio, Rollins is compiling a Rollins Band anthology box set and he is also
producing and mixing local California bands. The onetime DC hardcore kid
even mans the boards for his latest solo project with all-new backing musicians,
due out in 1999. “It’s rockin’, that’s for sure,” he says. “This record is the anti-
dote. [I] talked about all the pussification of music, don’t worry,” he laughs,
“Daddy’s comin’!” And he’s got muscles.

Mark Hosler claims the RIAA’s anti-piracy guidelines advise and strongarm pressing
plants, rather than the holders of a sample’s copyright, to determine the legitimacy of
sample usage. Should the plant suspect possible copyright infringement, Negativland
said the RIAA advises the plant to retain the artist’s advance payment for CDs, refer
the artist to the RIAA and even to destroy master recordings. In his press release,
Hosler wrote, “In the entire corporate mainstream and independent music industry,
the ‘problem’ of clearing a sample has always been an issue between the labels, the
artists and the publishers, not the manufacturers.” But RIAA Senior VP and Director
of Investigations Frank Creighton disagrees. He claims that the Copyright Act has
always targeted pressing plants that knowingly press material violating copyright laws.
As far as the sampling issue, Creighton says that, while the RIAA has advised CD
pressing plants against piracy for years, its guidelines do not mention fair use
defenses. The pressing plant’s rejection of Negativland was a purely private judgment
call that had nothing to do with the RIAA, Creighton contends. “They did what they
felt they needed to,” he says. Creighton notes that the RIAA has never even heard
Negativland’s CD. “If it’s fair use, it’s fair use,” he says, “If it’s not, it’s not.” But Hosler
claims the RIAA’s “intimidation” of pressing plants has infringed on his band’s right
to produce art, and Negativland is now urging the music-making and music-buying
public to write the RIAA.

Enigk’s 1996 solo album, Return Of The Frog Queen. “They’ve progressed as a band
quite a bit,” says Megan Jasper, Senior Project Manager at Sub Pop. “This record is
more sophisticated than the last two. Every member has had some time to be alone
and [to] do other things.” While Enigk took time to sort things out in his personal
life, find God, and record his solo album, bassist Nate Mendel and drummer William
Goldsmith were recruited to join Dave Grohl in the Foo Fighters. When the
opportunity came to again record as Sunny Day Real Estate, Mendel chose not to join
the reunion and to continue his career as a Foo Fighter. “Nate enjoys being in the Foo
Fighters,” Jasper explains. “He has put a lot of time in with that band and felt that he
should stay there. There are no bad feelings between between him and the rest of the
band.” Jeff Palmer of the Mommyheads is now handling Sunny Day’s bass duties. The
new line up recorded How It Feels To Be Something On at Bob Lang Studios in Seattle
with producer and manager Greg Williamson this past spring. While the album goes
for college radio adds September 14, its first single, “Pillars,” will not be added to
commercial radio until January. Instead, Sub Pop has opted to send out a sampler to
commercial stations in order to reacquaint DJs with Sunny Day’s sound. The sampler
will feature tracks from SDRE'’s first two albums and from Enigk’s record, in addition
to three cuts from the new album. Sunny Day Real Estate will kick off a national tour
in September at Seattle’s Bumbershoot Festival. The band will stop in Philadelphia,
New York and Washington, DC, before playing the Midwest in October.

In February, Babson College became the only
school with a radio station not actually on the
radio. A first for campus radio, Babson College
Radio broadcasts only over the Internet. Adam
Berger, a freshman at the business-oriented
school, started BCR with Jacob Walker after
raising about $80,000 from the school and other
donations. The station, which is not regulated by
the FCC, also makes money through its
advertising by selling ads to local area businesses
like Domino’s. The station has had success in
broadcasting to alumni and parents who may live
hundreds of miles away. The Web site has many
useful links, including one that allows you to
make’ a request directly to the DJ. BCR works
because it is fortunate to be located at a campus
committed to technology. Every room at Babson
(estimated 1,500 students enrolled) is wired for
Internet use, with jacks connected directly to the
local area network. BCR resumed Internet
broadcasting at the end of August.

ARTISTdirect, developer of the Ultimate Band List
(www.ubl.com), has hired the services of leading
Internet strategy firm USWeb in a multi-year deal
designed to build the UBL into an all-encompassing
music supersite. USWeb Corp. will help the UBL
develop more music news, information and links, as
well as community-building features and online
commerce...Calgary, Alberta, made-to-order CD
site Purple Dot (run by 18-year-old Robert Clark)
was recently closed after the Canadian Recording
Industry Association (CRIA) issued a cease-and-
desist letter, citing copyright violations. Clark ran a
service similar to popular (and legal) custom-CD
sites such as Musicmaker.com and Cductive, but he
allowed customers to choose tracks from his
personal collection of major label titles. Major
labels have been strongly opposed to licensing
music from hit artists to custom CD sites, fearing
the cannibalization of record sales. While Clark
claimed he was running a duplication service, the
CRIA saw the matter differently. “You can’t go into
business selling other people’s intellectual
property,” said G. Ken Thompson, General Counsel
for the CRIA...Barnes & Noble recently announced
that it will sell 20% of its slumping
Barnesandnoble.com to the public, after reporting
a $23 million loss during the second quarter of
1998. Industry watchers are speculating that B&N
will add music sales to its online operations in order
to compete with Amazon.com.

Digital Underground began as a broad-based
music store until it caught on to niche
marketing. “There’s a Tower Records right
around the corner,” says D.U. employee Denise
Thompson, who also has a Goth show on Drexel
University's WXDU. “When you’re more
specialized, you get your own clientele, so there’s
a couple of stores around here that specialize.

Everybody tends to do better that way.” D.U. was
founded in 1991 by Dave Heckman, who also
founded the Metropolis record label, a legendary
industrial label that, coincidentally, sells very well
at Digital Underground. The store has a massive
mail-order/catalog service, as well as a well-kept
Web site, which draws fans from around the
world. “If it’s something that people are looking
for, and they know it’s coming out, as soon as the
newest thing is up there, there’s a gazillion
Web orders for it,” says Thompson. Digital
Underground has the occasional in-store with
Goth artists. This August, Front 242, Project
Pitchfork and Crocodile Shop greeted shoppers
before playing shows at the Trocadero.
Thompson is sure to mention the Digital
Undergroud and the in-store performances on
her radio show, which is titled “Fuck, I'm Dead.”
“If people call and ask me ‘What was that? Where
did you get it?,” I'll tell them.”

The Pod (Elektra)

I can’t recall the state of mind I was in the
day I was first turned on to Ween, but I do
remember that my view of rock 'n’ roll has-
n’t been the same since. Unquestionably
the most cerebrally disturbing band this
side of Captain Beefheart, Gene and Dean
Ween not only deconstruct the clichés and
meters of popular music, but also meld it
into an obscene mess from which they
mold their sonic epics. And while they have
a plethora of killer releases under their
belt, from their Twin/Tone debut
God/Ween/ Satan: The Oneness to last year’s
indelible seaside opera The Mollusk, none
captures Ween'’s signature precocity like
The Pod. Released in the U.S. in 1991 on
Shimmy Disc, then reissued by Elektra in
1995, this 76-minute saga was the result of
about 3,600 hours of tape recorded over
the course of ten months in 1990 at the
band’s apartment (also called The Pod) on
a horse farm in rural Pennsylvania. Using
nothing more than a Tascam four-track,
Ween created a lo-fi masterpiece that
simultaneously pays tribute to and
denounces their rock ’n’ roll idols. From
Prince, David Bowie, Matorhead, Bruce
Springsteen and Leonard Cohen, Dean
and Gene shoplifted the most intriguing
facets of each artist and ran them through
enough effects pedals to make Thurston
Moore jealous, morphing each characteris-
tic into it’s own Frankenstein-esque crea-
ture of sound. Cuts such as “Alone” and
“Demon Sweat” sound like Dark Side Of The
Moon one hour after the drugs kick in, “Oh
My Dear (Falling In Love)” incorporates
the dippy off-kilter folk of some demented
outtake from The Magic Garden, while
“Sketches Of Winkle” and “Captain Fanta-
sy” are stadium-size rock anthems packed
inside a Skoal tin. The Pod takes everything
critics, music snobs and the related ilk hold
so dear to their hearts and runs it across a
rusty cheese grater, which is why I consider
Ween to be one of the great American folk
heroes of the 1990s. — Ron Hart

CMJ produces a weekly Radio 200 chart and various
specialty charts. These charts document specific
airplay information and help forecast larger
programming and listener tastes. On a technical
level, CMJ’s charts reflect the most frequently
played albums on college and non-commercial radio
in North America each week. Charts are based on
airplay reports from more than 500 reporting
stations, each of which reports its top 30
most-played new releases each week. These reports
directly show what people are hearing on college
campuses and in their surrounding communities, as
well as in the tastes and interests of radio
programmers and DJs.

P THE PURPOSE oF -THE RADIO 200

CMJ's charts have been an important voice in the music
industry for nearly two decades, providing college and
noncommercial radio stations with a powerful voice in
the music industry and beyond. If an artist does well on
CMJ’s charts, it can be a good early indicator of its
potential future success on a retail, touring and
commercial radio level. Before larger entities like
commercial radio and MTV pick up on certain artists,
it’'s college radio that provides the initial feedback to
labels, predicting future trends and interests of music
fans at a grassroots level. Even if an artist that is
popular on college radio does not sell large quantities of
records across the country, its popularity within the
college and non-commercial radio communities can
predict the artist’s long-term potential to connect with
the larger listening public. In addition, for many artists
working outside of the mainstream, college and non-
commercial radio is one of the few outlets for their
music. CMJ documents this exposure.
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P REPORTING BASICS

If your station currently contributes to our charts,
we're glad to have your voice represented in these
pages. If you're new to the reporting process, here's
some information to get you started. In order to report
to CMJ, a station must have a current subscription to
the CMJ New Music Report weekly magazine, which
publishes the charts. For information on how to
subscribe, contact our distribution coordinator, Lynn
Spector, at 800.CMJ.WKLY or 516.498.3127 or
lynns@cmj.com. Once you have a subscription, you will
need to provide us with some general information
about your station. You can do this by contacting our
radio station contact, Brenda Linguiti, at
516.498.3132 or reportques@cmj.com. All non-
commercial radio stations subscribing to CMJ New
Music Report are eligible and encouraged to report to
the Radio 200 and to any specialty charts each week
of publication (stations must also be set up individually
to report specialty airplay). You may submit your chart
by faxing it to us at 516.466.7116 or emailing it to us
at reports@cmj.com. In addition, you many now submit
charts through our Web-based reporting system, which
allows stations to enter their own reports directly into
our database via the World Wide Web. Please contact
our Webmaster, Mark Bronniman at 516.498.3157 or
webmaster@cmj.com for more information on Web-
based reporting. For all reporting, no matter what the
medium, CMJ accepts reports anytime from 6 a.m. ET
on Fridays to 3 p.m. ET on Tuesdays. Please keep
in mind that some Internet mail servers may take
longer than others to deliver email messages;
therefore, we recommend you send email reports
by Tuesday morning at the very latest. Due to
publishing constraints, we must receive all reports
by Tuesday 3 p.m. ET, regardless of what time the
fax or email was sent. Any reports received after
this deadline cannot be included in that week’s chart
compilation and cannot be printed in the magazine. If

P PUTTING YOUR REPORT TOGETHER

A report submitted to CMJ’s Top 200 radio chart
should reflect a station’s top 30 most frequently
played current releases from the past week. By
“current” releases, we mean albums that have
been released within the past year. The number one
(#1) entry on a station’s airplay report should have
received the most spins at the station for the
week, followed in descending order by the next 29
releases. Stations playing more than one cut from
a given release should count all of these spins
collectively toward the album, rather than as
separate entities. This rule holds true even for
compilations and soundtracks (e.g. MTV's Amp 2
or The X-Files: The Album). A Top 30 report should
reflect overall station airplay, including all genres
(including world, hip-hop, loud rock, blues, jazz,
etc.) and formats (e.g. albums, 7"s, EPs, etc.).
Reports must include 30 distinct releases in order
to be accepted. In addition to overall airplay, we
encourage reporters to submit up to five Adds
(albums that will be added into the station’s
rotation for the upcoming weék and that the music
director projects will chart). Adds are not
mandatory, but are nonetheless important to our
overall chart presentation and to those monitoring
airplay with CMJ’s charts. At the top of all emailed
or faxed reports, please list:

(1) Your station's call letters

(2) The name of the chart(s) you are reporting
(e.g. Top 30, Beat Box, RPM, etc.)

(3) Music Director or specialty chart contact

(4) City and state

(5) Phone number

(6) Date of report

THE LAST WORD

Each report must include the artist, title and label
information for each entry. You may use the fax
reporting form which is frequently printed in the
magazine, or your own form, provided you include all
necessary information (detailed below). We stronly
encourage typing your report to make it as legible as
possible. Emailed playlists must also include the artist,
title and label information for each entry and should be
sent in the body of an email, and not as an attachment.
Each specialty chart (e.g. Loud Rock, etc.) has its own
requirements; see the “EXTRA CREDIT” section for
complete information on how to report to these charts.

P ANATOMY OF THE CMJ) CHARTS

CMJ’s charts are compiled from the combined
airplay of all reporting stations each week. Point
totals for each album are a function of two
different factors: 1) The position at which a station
reports a particular album on its Top 30 airplay
report, with a record reported at #1 receiving the
most airplay at that station that week, and
subsequently receiving a larger sum of points from
that station; and 2) The station’s broadcast reach
and market impact. Each station that reports its
airplay to CMJ has its own set of defining features.
Based on its wattage, market size and market
reach, each reporter is coded with a numerical
“weight,” to compensate for the vast differences
between stations and their potential listenerships.
For example, a station that broadcasts with a
carrier current signal has a far smaller potential
listenership than one broadcasting at 50,000 watts
on the FM dial. These weights range from 1 to 6,
with a 1 having the smallest impact on the chart,
and a 6 having the greatest impact. A typical code
1 station has low broadcasting power and reach,
often only accessible by a limited area of its
campus or community. A higher weighted station (a
typical 4, 5 or 6) is usually located in or near a
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major urban market, and has a wide broadcasting reach, in some cases comparable to commercial
stations in its market. These reporters are considered Core stations by CMJ. In addition to having their
airplay charts counted towards the CMJ Radio 200, these stations also count towards the Core Radio
chart. Core stations are generally seen as the most influential of all CMJ reporting stations, in terms of
their chart impact, listenership and ability to affect record sales in their market.

EXTRA CREDIT

CMJ also compiles the following charts of specialty genre radio airplay each week: RPM, Loud

Rock, Beat Box, Triple A, New World and Jazz. While the deadlines and instructions on how to

submit a report are the same as those listed above, each of these specialty charts has its own

particular set of requirements. Any station eligible to report to the Radio 200 that has a significant

number of hours of weekly programming of any of these specialty genres is encouraged to

contribute their respective specialty charts each week.

> RPM

CMJ’'s RPM chart reflects the airplay of any sort of
electronic or dance music - from house and techno
to industrial, ambient, trip-hop, and more. Any
station that meets the criteria to report to CMJ
New Music Report and that has electronic/RPM
programming should contact Tye Comer at
516.498.3153 or tyec@cmj.com to provide basic
information about the station’s RPM contact
person and about the number of hours of RPM
programming per week. Each RPM reporting

> LoUD RoCk

The Loud Rock chart reflects the airplay of metal,
hardcore, industrial and other hard/loud styles of
music. Any station that meets the criteria to
report to CMJ New Music Report and that has
Loud Rock programming should contact Kelso
Jacks at 516.498.3141 or kelsoj@cmj.com to
provide basic information about the station’s Loud
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station must submit 10 distinct current releases to
be included in that week’s chart. Each station is
also encouraged (but not required) to submit up to
five Adds (see definition above). A special note:
Stations reporting 12" singles culled from current
albums should count all such plays toward the
total spins of the entire album. Twelve-inch singles
may only be reported if they are available before
the release of a full-length album, or if they will be
avalilable in no other format.

Each
Loud Rock reporting station must submit 10
distinct current releases to be included In that
week’s chart.

» BEAT BOX

The Beat Box chart reflects the airplay of hip-hop,
R&B and other urban music styles. Any station that
meets the criteria to report to CMJ New Music
Report and that has Beat Box programming shouid
contact Tye Comer at 516.498.3153 or
tyec@cmj.com to provide basic information about the
station’s Beat Box contact person and about the
number of hours of Beat Box programming per week.
The Beat Box chart differs from all other CMJ non-

» TRIPLE A

Like CMJ’s Core Radio chart, Triple A is compiled
from the Top 30 reports of a subset of the entire
reporting pool. In order to be considered for
inclusion in this subset, contact Brenda Linguiti at

NEW WoRLD

The New World chart reflects the airplay of any
genre of world music, including reggae, klezmer,
Latin and any ethnic programming. Any station that
meets the criteria to report to CMJ New Music
Report and that has New World programming
should contact Tad Hendrickson at 516.498.3118

»JAZZ

The Jazz chart reflects the airplay of jazz music. Any
station that meets the criteria to report to CMJ New
Music Report and that has Jazz programming should
contact Tad Hendrickson at 516.498.3118 or
tadh@cmj.com to provide basic information about the
station’s Jazz contact person and about the number
of hours of Jazz programming per week. Each Jazz

How has college radio changed? I've been
involved with college radio in one way or
another since 1985. It’s a totally different ball
game now as compared to then. In the last 10
years there has been an explosion in the sheer
number of releases pumped into the system on
a daily basis. Good or bad, major label, indie or
self-released. Somewhere in the early ’90s I
suppose that college radio suddenly became
“above ground” in respect to how record
companies began to look at it as a sort of minor
leagues in which to develop artists. But now it
seems that college radio is less of a proving
ground, partly because of the saturation of
“alternative” commercial formats which are
looking for one hit wonders instead of
sustaining artists. I think this will be good for
college radio in the long run, as we will be able
to get back to the music for the music’s sake:
instead of being amateur A&R reps for major
labels.

What’s the best thing about college radio?
When it’s done well, the diversity.

What’s your advice for today’s college MDs? To
seek diversity. Always challenge yourself and
your listeners. If you don’t come away from
being an MD with a totally different outlook
and totally different tastes (or at least
expanded tastes) in music than when you
started, well, you’ve probably missed the point.

How has college radio changed? Email has
opened up many more lines of communica-
tion. Regular tracking calls are being replaced
with mass chart mailings. It is no longer imper-
ative that the rep talk to each MD every week if
they can spam the whole lot of them with a
simple ‘how-ya-doin’.” I would hate to see email
replace phone calls, but it serves well as an aid.
What’s the best thing about college radio?

If you show up to work unbathed, in your
underwear and wearing a clown mask you
would be overdressed. College Radio is like a
big fraternity for misfits. There is usually some
kind of initiation ceremony, a hierarchy of
sort, and social brandings to identify each
other (e.g. concert tees and band stickers on
cars).

What’s your advice for today’s college MDs?
Don’t lie — you’ll get caught and feel dumb.
Milk the system for everything you can. Sell out
young. Copy as many records as possible as
they come in because you will run out of time
by graduation day. Return my calls because I
have a hot, throaty voice. Don’t wear a dark bra
with a light top. Keep cassettes under the seat
during the summer. As good as the industry
seems, stay in school. Don’t do drugs. If you
get a band tattooed on your body, hope they
never go mainstream (like my “Hootie 4 Life”
ink job). Stay clear of the Grateful Dead. Floss
after every meal. Wear mittens, it’s cold
outside. Wait 20 minutes after eating before
you go swimming. Don’t take anything too
seriously — it’s only music.

What’s your advice for today’s college MDs? Pay
attention to what’s going on in your city. Diver-
sity is vital, but never lose sight of what the
people in your community want to hear, more
importantly, {[what they] want to express. If there
is a thriving noise scene in your neck of the
woods, make sure that shit is getting some play,
even if you personally hate it.

Either that or finding out that a new
band you've put into rotation is now selling
records in your market. That making a difference
thing always excited me.

What’s your advice for today’s college MDs? Ugh.
It’s different for everyone. I guess, understanding
your role at the station and the reason behind it.
The person who held the job previous to you may
not have been the best teacher. If your [station is]
partially or fully programmed, support the artist
you choose to play and talk about them to your DJs
and on the air. Same with freeform stations: find
ways to keep static in your charts and know your
jocks. Not only does this help give you an idea of
what is right for the musical slant of your station,
but allows you to earn your title as a director.



Finally, if you have questions, don’t be afraid to ask
[a promoter]. Most of us have been there.

How has college radio changed? It’s much more of
a business now than it was then. When I was in
college radio, the promotion tactics were much
less ferocious, more low-key. There were very few
indie promoters and there just seemed to be a bit
more of a naive attitude toward the whole thing
(or maybe that was just me). We also had the
luxury of not really having to compete with MTV
or modern rock radio for artists, interviews, shows,
whatever. We were the only place to send most acts
like Matthew Sweet, Poster Children, the Fluid,
Stone Roses, Lemonheads, etc. No commercial
radio was playing that stuff back then, so we had it
all to ourselves. Of course, that all changed the day
John Rosenfelder sent [KJHK] the “Smells Like
Teen Spirit” CD5 in the mail.

What’s the best thing about college radio? I could
say the fact that there are stations like WUNH,
WTUL, KALX, KZSC, KJHK that consistently push
the envelope for new and interesting music. Sure,
alot of the stuff they play may suck in its own way,
but just the fact that there are still stations out
there who refuse to play the game keeps things
interesting. But the best thing about college radio
is that it exists at all. Ever since the Telecommuni-
cations Act of 1996, the radio landscape in this
country has taken a nose dive in terms of quality.
Local programming is being discarded in favor of
centralization and consolidation. Finding
anything even remotely interesting on the radio is
getting to be almost impossible. Without college
radio and NPR we would really be in trouble.
What’s your advice for today’s college MDs? Every
year at the CM]J convention, some MD gets up and
says ‘We have to play the popular commercial stuff
so we can get listeners away from the commercial
station in town’ or ‘We have to play popular alter-
native stuff because there is no Modern Rock
station in our market.’ Bullshit. Modern Rock
radio may as well be top 40 radio as far as the
average person can tell. If it's getting significant
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airplay at that level, forget it. You can’t compete
with the power of commercial radio, so don’t even
try. And quit making judgments based on labels.
Every college station should make it their goal to
seek out as much quality music as they can that no
one has ever heard of. Whether that’s Tom Zé or
Gaunt on Warner Bros. or Rainer Maria on
Polyvinyl shouldn’t make a difference. If it’s good
and needs your help, play it.

How has college radio changed? In some markets
college radio stations are becoming big stations,
replacing old worn out commercial stations as the
stations of choice by a lot of listeners! This is a
testament to the open-mindedness of the station
and the listeners alike.

With a little
focus, some marketing and unique programming
any station now has a shot at hitting it big.

What’s the best thing about college radio? The
diversity! If it weren’t for college radio, a lot of
great music would go unheard. [For example] out
of all of the World Music stations in my database,
only a handful are commercial stations.

What’s your advice for today’s college MDs? As
much as we all like total diversity and freedom to
play what we want when we want, consider imple-
menting some form of structure. One of the
hardest blows to a programmer is to get out in the
real world and be handed a program log that not
only tells thern what to play and when, but what to
say. I think if MDs implement even the slightest bit
of structure, like some categories and a loose rota-
tion clock, it would not only help the MD in
learning, it would also help the air staff. This
would soften the blow when you walk into [an
airshift at a] commercial station and are handed
your show on a piece of paper.
