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Grohl Produces Verbena’s Gapltol Debut

After releasing several singles, one EP and one full-length album on
Merge Records, rock band Verbena is readying its debut album for
Capitol Records, due sometime next year. The Birmingham, Alabama,
quartet recorded the as-yet-untitled album at Sound City in Southern
California with Foo Fighters frontman Dave Grohl. The album is Grohl’s §
first production credit since he scored Paul Schrader’s 1997 film Touch.
“I don’t think the record sounds like a retro record,”
Verbena’s A&R representative at Capitol. “They’ve now successfully, in

an incredibly wonderful way, synthesized all their influences together. So all at once, théy’ll sound
like the Stooges, the Stones and Nirvana. I think it has the potential to be a really important record,
because nobody’s making records like this anymore.” Ayers says Grohl “completely fell in love” with
the band when Verbena opened for the Foo Fighters on a recent European tour.

Chancellor To Buy Capstar;
CBS To Spin 0Off Radio Operations

In a move that will create the nation’s largest radio
broadcasting company, Chancellor Media Corp. announced
plans to acquire Capswar Broadcasting Corp. in a stock deal
valued at $4.1 billion. After the merger, Chancellor will
control 463 radio stations in 105 markets. Currently, Capstar
has 355 stations in 83 mid-size markets while Chancellor has
108 stations in 22 larger markets. Buyout firm Hicks, Muse,
Tate & Turst Inc., which currently owns 59 percent of

Sunny Day Real Estate’s How [t
Feels To Be Something On is one of the
most highly anticipated college rock
albums of 1998. The Seattle band,
after all, was a favorite in the
running for “next big thing”
status before it broke up in 1995
after the release of its self-titled
second album. Fortunately, the
group has reassembled, the only
exception being that original
bassist Nate Mendel opted to stick
with his Foo Fighters gig. How It
Feels... is a beautiful, mature
album. The band turns down the
noise, perhaps realizing that anger
and frustration do not need to be
delivered loudly to still be effective.
Penetrating guitar chords and
machine-like percussion are turned
in with the same impassioned
emotional energy as the band’s
earlier work, while helping to
create the song’s shimmering

Celebrity Skin (DGC)

The music created by Hole has
often been overshadowed by the off-
stage antics of its provocative front-
person, Courtney Love. While
Love’s new tummy-tuck and
designer attire is sure to get its share
of inkin the press, the band’s new
release, Celebrity Skin, shouts louder
than any tabloid’s headlines, and is
clearly the most mature collection
of songs the troupe has ever
recorded. Gone are the grungy,
angst-ridden musical and lyrical
sentiments trumpeted on 1994’s
Live Through This; the band has
polished its image, sharpened its
attack and buffed its sound,
recalling recent incarnations of
bands like Smashing Pumpkins
more than it echoes the godfathers
of grunge. Lyrically, Love
communicates her emotions with
fervor and belts out poignant
couplets like a mature woman
rather than a bratty, spoiled child.
And while the band reveals a more
tender, harmonic disposition
(“Heaven Tonight”), it hasn’t
sacrificed its toughness, as
demonstrated on rockers like
“Playing Your Song,” “Awful” and
the title track. Celebrity Skin is a well-
executed album geared to appease
old fans, bring new enthusiasts into
the fold, and to quiet critics who still
refuse to recognize the band’s
inherent talents.

Most people would choose to see
a funky jazz and soul combo in a live
setting as opposed to hearing the
band on disc — which explains why
Galactic encourages tape trading of
its live gigs.

At first, Jack Dangers was lumped
in with the “industrial” artists of the
late-’80s. His recent offerings have
placed him alongside “electronica™
heavyweights like FSOL and
Prodigy. But the wuth is that
Dangers’s Meat Beat Manifesta has
never really met a contemporary in
the true sense of the word. His work
has always remained a generation
ahead of the pack, and his
counterparts are eventually proven
to be apprentices to his sorcery.
Actual Sound And Voices is no
exception. Picking up where 1996’
Subliminal Sanduwich left off, the 15
tracks take groove-inflected dub
bass lines, erratic breakheat
rhythms, the complexity of ambient
and the overall feel of funk and
blankets it all with psychedelic
melodies and samples to create a
sound that is the offspring of many
influences, but which answers to
none of them. The album flows
from aggressive, speaker-rattling
highs to paranoid, claustrophobic
lows with a cohesion that shows his
artistic maturity. Dangers has held
the throne as the electronic music
innovator for some time, and the
radiance of his latest work makes it
unlikely that he’ll relinquish the
title any time soon. — M. Tye Comer

Charlie Feathers Dies Following Stroke

Rockabilly pioneer Charlie Feathers, 66, died August 30 from complications following a
stroke he suffered August 25. He died in his hometown of Memphis, Tennessee. Feathers
got his start at the famed Sun Records, where he recorded several country singles,
including “Peepin’ Eyes,” and groundbreaking rockabilly tracks such as “Tongue-Tied
Jill.” In 1956, Feathers signed to Cincinnati’s King Records, where he recorded “One
Hand Loose,” “Bottle To The Baby” and “Can’t Hardly Stand It.” Feathers continued to
record into the 1990s, and on August 5, Revenant Records released a two-CD reissue of
his classics from the ’50s and ’60s, entitled Get With It (reviewed in CMJ New Music Report
issue #582). In addition to his own hits, Feathers co-wrote the Elvis Presley hit “I Forgot
To Remember To Forget.” Feathers’s funeral was held September 1 in Memphis. He is
survived by his wife Rosemary, daughter Wanda Vanzant and sons Charles “Bubba”
Feathers, Jr., and Ricky Feathers.

Handleman Reports 1Q Sales 0f $22 1.9 Million

Music distributor Handleman Co. reported sales of $221.9 million for the fiscal first
quarter that ended August 1, compared with $209 million last year. Excluding the
$110 million pre-tax repositioning charges and the $31 million gain from the sale
of its Sofsource software division, the company posted a net loss of $3.8 million, or
12 cents a share, compared with a net loss of $6.5 million, or 19 cents a share, last
year. Handleman said the company’s music and video distribution operations, NCE,
had net sales of $22.6 million (excluding Sofsource sales) for the first quarter,
compared with $18.8 million last year. The company said the increase in this unit’s
sales were due to “higher ‘budget’ music sales, as well as strong video sales which
were spurred by the addition of new customers and a resurgence in the horror
video category.”

EMI had a successful film division in the
late 1960s and 1970s, but the unit slumped
in the 1980s and was sold in 1986.

Beth Custer: We come from different back-
grounds — I've played jazz and classical and
new improvised music, and Christian comes
from a D] background — and those two worlds
collided. 1 love hip-hop, especially the new,
down-tempo “trip-hop” or whatever they're call-
ing it. Five or six years ago I started listening to
that and plaving my horns over it.

Was it odd for you [playing contemporary music| as
a classically trained player?

BC: Even though I was pounding away at Bach
and Beethoven on the piano as a kid, in my
heart, I always wanted to play “current” music.
There’s nothing wrong with having classical
training; it really enhances your life and com-
position. Pop music and Beethoven have a lot
in common — there are blues changes in
Beethoven. [With hip-hop,] I initially hooked
in with Public Enemy. 1 loved the lyrics ¢spe-
cially, and just the heaviness of it.

What’s the story behind “Hemper Homespun?
BC: We're both totally into the hemp move-
ment. I watched that video “Hemp Revolution™
and wrote a song. All the factual swiff in the
song came off that video. I mean, you can’t get
stoned from smoking it. There’s a lot of error
and misconception about hemp even among
people who are relatively intelligent. You can
fuel your car with it, vou can make clothes. you
can eat it. It has 1,000 uses.

CJ: There’s a pretty big crusade of misinforina-
ton from the government. It’s funny that in a
time of such dire ecological straits that there
wouldn’t be proponents for it.

BC: Well, Woody Harrleson. We’re hoping he’ll
get to direct [the video].

shipped by manufacturers rose to 502.5
million units in mid-year 1998, up from
470.7 million units in mid-year 1997. The
units represent a monetary value of $5.8
billion, up from $5.2 billion last year. CD
units shipped were 370.6 million
compared with 331 million last year,
while cassette units shipped showed the
smallest decline in years, slipping 8.4%
to 68.6 million units. “After two years of
flat sales, these improved numbers are
testimony to the resiliency of the U.S.
music market,” said RIAA President
Hilary Rosen. “There’s no great mystery
to this. We’ve had a number of extremely
popular releases — particularly
soundtracks — CD sales are recharged,
many retailers are reporting another
quarter of double-digit growth, and
shipments to direct and special markets
[including mail order and record clubs],
which took a hit this year, are on the
rebound.” The RIAA said that 45 new
albums released in the first half of 1998
had been certified gold and platinum, a
50% increase over last year. The Latin
music industry continued to show strong
growth, according to the RIAA statistics.
During the first half of 1998, record
companies shipped 22.9 million units of
Hispanic music product, with a value of
$263.8 million, compared with 19.5
million units, with a value of $213.2
million last year.

release for the Geffen-affiliated Outpost Records, reveals a stronger, more focused
and more mature artist. Recorded in New York City from September 1997 to February
1998, the 21-track album provides a more straightforward (although still
experimental) overview of urban music’s past and present, rounding out Spooky’s
sharp psychedelic edges and using more recognizable jazz and rock elements. “DJ
Spooky is one of those artists who has a higher profile than his record sales would
indicate, because he’s always been on an indie label,” says David Kim, marketing
manager for the project at Outpost. “Priority number one, for us, is to reconnect with
all of the fans from his previous records. The next step is to expand that fanbase by
going to alternative and rap radio. We’re looking to tap into the whole audience who
knows of Spooky, but maybe hasn’t [heard] his records before. Then we’re going to
expand beyond that audience to some of the more hip-hop and mainstream
alternative listeners.”

Kim says that the number of big name collaborators on Riddim Warfare,
including Wu-Tang Clan’s Killah Priest, Ben Neill and Arto Lindsay, will increase the
album’s crossover appeal. “We’ve got collaborators like Kool Keith, Sir Menalik and
Organized Konfusion on the hip-hop side. On the alternative rock side, there’s
people like Thurston Moore [of Sonic Youth] who are on the record.” In support of
the album, which hits stores September 29, D] Spooky will embark on a national tour
with a full backing band. Plastilina Mosh and Emergency Broadcast Network are
slated to be opening acts for the tour, which begins in New York City on October 6
and runs through Thanksgiving.

will hold a 25 percent stake in the combined company. Thomas Hicks, who is
chairman of both companies’ boards, will remain chairman after the merger is
completed. In other radio news, CBS Corp. (currently the nation’s largest broadcaster
with 155 stations, including 80 in the top 20 markets) announced that it will spin off
some of its radio operations in a corporate restructuring and will take a third-quarter
charge of $50 to $70 million as a result. CBS said it will spin off its profitable radio
business and its outdoor advertising business into a new company, and CBS will sell 20
percent of that company to the public in a stock offering.

Wax Trax celebrates its 20th year in business
this October. The store that spawned the
lauded Wax Trax! record label and
thousands of industrial music fans is now
actually four separate stores that reside in
the old Capitol Hill region of Denver. The
main store sits on the corner, surrounded
by its offshoots that focus on vinyl, videos
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and used stock. “Before the anniversary,
we’re planning on doing some major
moving and shifting some of the stores
around,” says Liz Crow, the store’s major
label buyer at the store and nine-year
employee. “Then we’ll have our Halloween
weekend anniversary sale, 20% off
everything in the stores. I've already talked
to my major label reps about getting some
giveaway stuff, some posters and tchotchke
kind of stuff.” In addition to its music stock,
Wax Trax serves as a ticket outlet for a local
promoter. Although the store is near a few
community college campuses, the store
caters to a surprisingly eclectic crowd,
ranging from what Crow calls the “skate
kids” to 50-year-olds that browse its deep
jazz and blues inventory.

This week finds considerable movement in
the Top 10, with no less than eight debuts,
Three very different artists dominated
those eight: The CD version of the highly-
anticipated Elliott Smith Dreamworks
debut, XO, made the strongest showing,
with 14 #1 reports and 27 top five place-
ments.

1.ike most red-blooded American males, 1
experienced a brief, albeit memorable,
heavy metal stage during my formative
ycars. While the phenomenon of rebel-
lious music continues to touch teens today,
kids in the '90s have it a little different. In

1 was 15 when “Welcome To
The Jungle” came out, and the lirst time T
leard it I instantly wanted to get Axl
Rose’s face tattooed on my arm. Sure, he
sounded like an insect, and he looked like
he crawled out from the howels of the
trashiest trailer park in existence, but the
man rocked like he had something to say.
Now. with the eyes of maturity, [ see there
were other reasons why the album remains
one of my all-time favorites. Lyrically
speaking, Appetite was the cry of rebellion,
indulgence and irresponsibility I needed
at the tume (lyrics like “Turn around bitch,
I've got a use for you™ would still get me
thrown out ol my house quicker than any
of Marilyn Manson’s voodoo). But musi-
cally, the album appealed to me for its
punky, underground edge — something I
didn’t hear in the reigning chc¢ese-metal
bands of the day. While their contempo-
raries were more concerned with the
color of their eyeshadow than writing
engaging songs — poscurs who lived a
fantasy rock 'n’ roll lifestyle — the Guns
crew divulged the details of their reality
in their music. It was evident in Axl’s
strained voice and sequals, and in Slash’s
grimy guitar grooves. Guns N’ Roses
entered my life at just the right moment,
satiating my adolescent urges and accom-
modating my growing appetite for more
adventurous rock music.

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With barely a wave of acknowledgment to
the crowd, Bob Mould set foot on stage with a
band for the first time since he disbanded Sugar
in 1995. Playing a small show at the Angel
Orensanz Arts Center, a dilapidated former
Synagogue in New York City, Mould, Jim Wilson
(bass), Matt Hammon (drums) and second
guitarist Michael Cerveris ran through songs from
Mould’s newly released The Last Dog And Pony
Show, as well as from 1996°s Bob Mould. It was a
special night; Bob Mould had returned to the
electric guitar, yet the evening ironically marked
the beginning of Mould’s so-called “farewell to
punk rock tour.” And he couldn’t be happier.
“Since this is the last tour of this type for me,
there isn’t a sense of impending dread or doom,”
he says the day after the show. “It doesn’t matter
because I’ll never have to do it again. | just have
to keep a positive mindset for the next two and
half months and it will all be good.”

Over the course of nearly 20 years in music,
Bob Mould has never been afraid of change and
has never looked back. When things went sour
with Hiisker Dii, he chose to break up the band.
Mould went on to continued success as a solo
artist, touring with a band of hired guns. Yet he
chose to form Sugar, a working trio in 1992.
Sugar’s debut, Copper Blue, became Mould’s
biggest commercial success, and the band toured
consistently until breaking up. In 1996, he
returned to his solo artist frame of mind, this time
doing solo acoustic guitar performances as well.
Mould continued to write and perform, playing all
the instruments himself for Bob Mould.

Bob Mould has no interest in living in the
past, and never was this more clear to him than
when began recording The Last Dog And Pony
Show. “| just sort of hit a crossroads two weeks
into making [The Last Dog And Pony Show]. It
was like ‘Okay, I've got to change something
here. This is all real familiar. I've got to start
changing things or I’'m not going to survive.””
This need to put closure on the “punk rock Bob
Mould” galvanized him, giving him the strength
to finish the project and to do the tour. “I think
that it’s just a part of my personality,” he
explains. “I don’t think it’s necessarily something
| can define. Some people are good with closure.
Others like to leave the door open. Whatever. I'm
a big believer that in this huge finite universe, if
one door shuts, another opens. If you don’t shut
the door, another one may not open completely.”

Mould is looking to make other changes as
well. Always a musician possessing a hands-on
approach to the business side of his career,
Mould is anticipating fulfilling his contract with
Rykodisc. “I just don’t know if | want to be
under contract to anybody,” he says. “It’s not
just that | want to leave to go somewhere else. |
just want to leave. In my mind in 1998, given
the state of culture and the state of
communication, | don’t think that [having] your
intellectual thoughts and property owned by
somebody else, or leased by somebody-else for
a fixed period of time, is necessarily a good
place to be.” The catch is that Rykodisc can
option one more CD from Mould. Being
optimistic and realistic, he lays it on the line,
“Hopefully this record will do well. We can all
make a good amount of money, we can all be
gentlemen about it, and they will let me leave.”

After dealing with a staunchly independent
label like SST, majors like Warner Bros. and
Virgin as well as larger indies like Rykodisc,
Mould has seen it all and wants a break from
the I-want-it-done-yesterday-mentality. “This
business bears down on you and tries to get you
to make quick decisions,” he says. “l just try to
find out who’s greasing my ass. You know? It’s
like, 1 get the sense that I'm getting fucked.
Who’s doing it? Obviously not the messenger.
Someone somewhere else is pushing the button
to get this to happen really quick.”

Where Mould will land with his next
project is hard to say. He’s enthusiastic about
a new Web site for his Granary Music
publishing company. “It’s gonna be a good
space. I’m really gonna try and make it
something special.” Like Prince, another
maverick artist who put Minnesota on the
music map, perhaps Mould plans to do his
own thing via the Internet. Whichever
direction Bob Mould moves in, the change will
be according to his own timetable, regardless
of where his audience is. Fighting off artistic
stagnation at every turn, Bob Mould is a rare
commodity, in it for the long run. “I just do my
work and people come to it. If they want to
come to it next week, cool. If they want to
come to it five years from now, cool.” Five
years from now you can bet that Mould’s
music won’t be the same as it is now. Yet as
with any great artist, you can pick your era of
Bob Mould’s work and be assured that it will
be all Bob and all good.

After only two years in existence, Hollywood-
based Risk Records hosts a solid mix of
unconventional artists on its roster. Among
the Risk ranks are the controversial, female-
fronted metal outfit Jack Off Jill, techno punks
;Laughing Us! and radio friendly pop band
My Superhero. Spearheading the promotions
department is Ari Chazanas, who may have
missed his calling as a comedian for the sake
of the aforementioned bands, college radio
and the music industry.

Tell us a bit about Risk Records.

Risk Records has been around for
almost two years. But [it] only started
counting when I got here about one
and a half years ago.

What are some of the current projects being
worked?

Currently, we are working jLaughing
Us! and My Superhero. We are
demanding that the public help us
achieve multi-platinum status. Some of
the other artists on the roster also have
multi-platinum potential.

How does Risk fare as an independent label
in L.A.?
Risk fares well.

The label was started in 1776 by this old
Australian guy, Frank Volpe, when he
settled in Los Angeles, California.
