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Responding To Negativland Controversy, 
RIAA Amends CD Plant Guidelines 
As CMJ reported in issue #586, Negativland blamed the Recording 
Industry Association of America for the band's problems finding a CD 
plant to manufacture its lastest album, Over The Edge Volume 3 — The 
Weatherman's Dumb Stupid Come-Out Line. After hearing criticism from 
Negativland fans and supporters, the RIAA has now amended the 
guidelines that it issues to CD pressing plants. Negativland complained 
that the RIAA's advice to pressing plants to check the legitimate usage 
of samples on discs they were manufacturing had impeded the band's 
right to create its art. Several of Negativland's past releases have used uncleared samples, which are 
woven into sound collages that the band believes are exempt from copyright (continued on page 18) 

Elektra Parts Ways With Spoon 
Elektra Records has released Spoon from its multi-album 
contract about four months after the band released its 
Elektra debut, A Series Of Sneaks. Band frontman Britt Daniel 
tells CMJ that during the week of August 24, "[Spoon and 
Elektra] both came to the mutual agreement that the 
relationship wasn't working." Daniel says Spoon will 
continue, and it will still play its scheduled dates with Harvey 
Danger and Creeper Lagoon from September 10 until 
October 2.

SUBLIMINAL KID 
Riddim Warfare (Outpost) 

Much has been made of the 
high-brow cultural and literary 
philosophies that Paul Miller 
(a.k.a. DJ Spooky) links to his 
multi-linguistic beat collages, but 
what most people forget is that 
Spooky, at his aesthetic core, is 
exactly what his moniker implies: a 
disc jockey. On Riddim Warfare, his 
major-label debut, Spooky makes 
his strongest nod to hip-hop yet, 
incorporating the formidable 
microphone skills of Kool Keith, 
and Killah Priest, among others, 
into his dense patterns of 
sampling, scratching and generally 
uncategorizable noise making. 
Spooky still creates tracks that are 
as abstract and complex as the 
artistic theories they're informed 
by, but on Riddim Warfare, the 
scattershot percussion and 
drifting, subtext-laced textures 
never obscure his thoroughly 
hypnotic rhythmic undertow. Cut-
up bits of jungle, classical, jazz, 
dub and assorted ethnic musics 
all play into the mix here, 
creating a surreal landscape of 
rhythmic and melodic ideas that 
are as beautifully dreamlike as 
they are claustrophobic and 
terrifying. — Colin Helms

CAT POWER 
Moon Pix (Matador) 

On Moon Pix, Chan Marshall 
matures from a batty, homespun 
obscurist into a bewitchingly 
intimate, yet raw chanteuse. While 
her previous Cat Power efforts 
were sometimes limited by generic 
indie rock coloration, the more 
traditional accompaniment on her 
fourth album (courtesy of the Dirty 
Three's Mick Turner and Jim 
White) paints a more conducive 
backdrop for her breathtaking, dry 
shiver of a voice. An increased 
compositional and melodic 
prowess heightens the unusual, 
unguarded atmospheres and 
tension Marshall coaxes out of her 
guitar and her darkly poignant 
1\ tics. While her songs seldomly 
consist of more than a single 
musical phrase, she makes each 
repetition resonate. "Say," 
constructed with nothing more 
than singing, a creeping, ever-so-
slightly modulating riff, and the 
sounds of rain and thunder, 
radiates more intensity, warmth 
and heart-breaking beauty than a 
crate-load of more ambitious, 
elaborately produced, bells-and-
whistles pop records. Though the 
backwards electronic drum loop 
that opens "American Flag" seems 
more Beth Orton than Chan 
Marshall, the rest of Moon Pix does 
anything but straightjacket Cat 
Power's wonderful, woeful 
eccentricity.

tenor saxophonist David S. 
Ware has been hailed as the 
kingpin of modern-day free jazz

It's a testament to the fickleness 
of college music fans that 
Mudhoney's Sub Pop 45s now 
seem like ancient history.

FCC Shuts Down Four 
Unlicensed Stations 
In Cleveland 
The Federal Communications 
Commission, working with the U.S. 
Marshals Service, shut down four 
unlicensed radio stations in Cleveland on 
August 25. The FCC and the USMS also 
seized transmission equipment from the 
stations, which were operating illegally 

under the following call letters and 
frequencies: WMRC (88.1), WSPL (90.7), 
WSLR (93.7) and WPRC (91.9). The FCC 
said the equipment seizures followed 
warnings and attempts to get the stations 
to voluntarily stop broadcasting. Under 
federal law, unlicensed or unauthorized 
radio broadcasters may face penalties of 
up to $11,000, as well as equipment 
seizure, and operators may be subject to 
criminal fines of up to $100,000 and/or 
imprisonment for one year.

With its earlier work, Saint Etienne created 
dancelrop sensations that delighted London's 
dub scene. For Good Humor (Sub Pop), Pete 
Wiggs, Bob Stanley and Sarah Cradmell holed 
themselves up in a Swedish studio to record an 
album of warm cocktail pop. Saint Etienne will 
tour the U.S. in November as an octet, boasting 
two back-up singers and a full backing band. 
CMJ spoke with Wiggs and Cracknell individ-
ually when the trio visited New York. 

CMJ: lie seen Charlie Brown mentioned in 
reference to your new album. Why? 
Pete Wiggs: It's mainly the atmosphere of 
the thing. You know the Peanuts series? 
The kind of jazz piano that was on that. 
Vince Guaraldi and that breezy, light jazz 
sound. It's a kind of melancholy cocktail 
jazz, I suppose, and we wanted to infuse 
that atmosphere into the album. I never 
liked the cartoon strip, but the series was 
great, because of the voices and the music. 
It was kind of downbeat and sad. 

My dad was a Mr Softee vendor: 
PW: Yeah? We'll have to do a follow-up! 
We're trying to get in touch with Good 
Humor, actually. See if we can get some 
free ice cream for everybody — throw it 
out into the crowd as we're on stage. 

I was telling Pete, my dad was a Mx Softee in 
Minnesota. It's kind of the nemesis of the Good 
Humor man. 
Sarah Cracknell: Oh really? (laughs). 
There's some funny names of ice-cream 
men in England. There's a Mr. Whippy, 
and there's Creamy Boy, which I think is 
pretty disgusting. (laughs) 

So which member of Peanuts are you most 
like? 
SC: I'm Peppermint Patty I don't know if 
I look anything like Peppermint Patty, but 
I'd rather be Peppermint Patty than Lucy 
— she was very crotchety, wasn't she? I 
think she had some angst. Peppermint 
Patty is quite spiritual...she's philosophical 
about things. 

So who are Bob and Pete in the Peanuts gang? 
SC: Pete's Linus, probably. And I think 
Bob's quite Charlie Brown himself, actual-
ly. I'm just trying to think if I know any-
one who's Pig Pen.

Jon Langford Honors Country Heroes With 
Art Exhibit, Supergroup Album  
By Wendy Mitchell 

While younger musicians draw inspiration from the 20-plus year 
career of the Leeds, England, punk band the Mekons, one of that 
band's founders, Jon Langford, finds his heroes among the fathers of 
country music. The Welsh-born Langford said he began to discover 
greats such as Hank Williams, Merle Haggard and Jimmie Rodgers 
after he moved to Chicago in 1992. Langford, who's also a trained 
visual artist, now honors some of these country legends with an art 
exhibit entitled The Death Of Country Music. The exhibit is now 
showing in Nashville and in Chicago, and it will move to Detroit, San 
Francisco and Los Angeles; Langford also recorded an EP to 
accompany the exhibitions (available via mail order from Chicago's Bloodshot 
Records). 

The Death Of Country Music is comprised of gravestones, which serve as 
commentary on how quickly the music industry has forgotten its past heroes. For 
example, Langford portrays Hank Williams as a pained martyr like Saint Sebastian, or 
shows him signing his record company contract with the words "memento mon," 
("remember me") inscribed above. Langford says he was expecting a backlash to the 
Nashville exhibit, but he has instead found support. "A lot of people seem to agree that 
there's something wrong with the country industry at the moment," he says. "And [the 
exhibit] is not just about country music, it's about what's going on across American 
culture — the way the past is really neglected and forgotten." 

Langford also hopes to revive country's past with another new project, an all-star 
album honoring the father of Western Swing, Bob Wills. Langford says he was attracted 
to Wills's music because of the way he and his band, the Texas Playboys, forged an 
"amazing" amalgam of traditional fiddle music, mariachi, blues and jazz swing. 
Langford also feels connected to the Western Swing giant because of the longevity of his 
career. Langford explains, "Being a punk rocker, you're meant to be dead at 24. So I'm 
way past that." 

The idea for the Bob Wills project began with Langford's exhibit of Wills portraits 
in Chicago a few years ago. Langford's Waco Brothers partner Mark Durante 
(KMFDM, Revolting Cocks) was becoming a steel guitar enthusiast in those days, 
learning more about Wills, as well. Langford's Pine Valley Cosmonauts had recorded a 
German import-only Johnny Cash tribute album as a trio, but for their Bob Wills 
project, they expanded into a eight-piece and also recruited an impressive line-up of 
guest vocalists including Jimmie Dale Gilmore, Alejandro Escovedo, Robbie Fulks, Sally 
Timms, Edith Frost, Bob Boyd (Sundowners) and Brett Sparks (Handsome Family). 
Langford says The Pine Valley Cosmonauts Salute The Majesty Of Bob Wills — King Of 
Western Swing Pioneen Traditionalist, Avant-gardist, Magician (Bloodshot) sets itself apart 
from other tribute albums. "I'm not a great one for all those tribute albums when it's a 
load of different people singing songs and they all go away and produce them in their 
own way. It all sounds very '90s and digital and cold," he says. "We tried to do this from 
the point of view of it being a band with guest vocalists. I like the idea that Bob Wills & 
His Texas Playboys really [were] a band. People had a lot of autonomy in that band to 
do some wild things. It doesn't sound like a reverential imitation of the old Bob Wills 
stuff, it doesn't sound like new country either. It sounds like a band playing in a bar, 
which I like." 

Even as the Pine Valley Cosmonauts album hits stores this month, Langford is 
already busy recording another Waco Brothers album. He also recently painted 
portraits of Hank Williams, Robert Johnson and Woody Guthrie, the latter of which he 
gave to his friend and Guthrie admirer Billy Bragg.

"We feel a sense of responsibility to 
heighten awareness of the dire state of our 
National Forests. We urge you to use your 
power to safeguard our country's 
unprotected wilderness lands." Pearl Jam, 
Cornell, Buck and the WWC seek to inspire 
the Clinton administration and the U.S. 
Forest Service to step up efforts and 
legislation to protect American forests. 
Roughly three million acres of some of the 
country's last unspoiled, roadless woods are 
under attack by logging companies in 
Washington state alone, and 433,000 miles of 
logging roads have already been carved out of 
America's National Forests, according to the 
WWC.

Aside from their 
legendary contributions

they've all been the sub-
jects of tributes in the Red Hot Organiza-
tion's AIDS benefit series. On October 6, 
Antilles Records will release Rod Hot + Rhap-
sody, a compilation of Gershwin classics such 
as "Summertime" and 'The Man I Love" re-
interpreted through musical genres ranging 
from trip-hop to Brit-pop. Featured artists 
include David Bowie and Angelo Badala-
menti, Sinead O'Connor, Morcheeba, Lus-
cious Jackson, the Roots, Money Mark and 
Finley Quaye. Red Hot is also compiling a 
companion album, By George (And Ira): Red 
Hot On Gershwin, which includes classic 
Gershwin songs recorded by Louis Arm-
strong, Miles Davis, Ella Fitzgerald and oth-
ers. Since 1989, the Red Hot Organization 
has donated about $7 million towards AIDS 
research and awareness. 

Smithsonian Folkways has released a tribute 
to music archeologist Harry Smith, who com-
piled the canonized Anthology Of American 
Folk Music Recorded in October 1997, The 
Harry Smith Connection: A Live Tribute to the 
Anthology of American Folic Music features new 
interpretations of Southern folk music 
played in such diverse styles as gospel, Cajun, 
country rock and "gangsta folk." The compi-
lation includes tracks by Roger McGuiim, 
Jeff Tweedy, Ethel Caffie-Austin, Jay Ben-
nett, To.shi Reagon and the Fugs. 

Guided By Voices fans 
and friends from Ohio 
and beyond honor the 
kings of lo-fi pop with 
Blatant Doom Trip (Sim-
ple Solution Records). 
This GBV tribute album 
includes 18 of the 

band's "hits" and rarities re-interpreted by an 
impressively diverse group of artists. High-
lights include Cobra Verde's "Striped White 
Jets," New Radiant Storm King's "I Am A Sci-
entist," Shove's "Melted Pat," Local H's 
"Smothered In Hugs," Portastatic's "Echoes 
Myron" and Lotion's "Quality Of Armor." 
Also not to be missed is Sonic Youth's 
Thurston Moore and Steve Shelley, plus gui-
tarist Tim Foljahn, covering "Stabbing A 
Star" under the moniker Male Slut. 

Director Oliver Stone is renowned for his 
controversial films, but his movies' thought-
ful and interesting soundtracks often match 
the director's cinematic intensity. Hip-0 

Records compiles highlights of those sound-
tracks with The Oliver Stone Connection, a two-
CD set collecting the music of artists such as 
Peter Gabriel with Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan, 
Leonard Cohen, Smokey Robinson, Don 
McLean, Jefferson Airplane, Johnny Cash, 
Nine Inch Nails and many others whose 
songs have been used in such movies as Nat-
ural Born Killers, Platoon and Wall Street.

Zenflesh 
Five), a challenging, surprisingly varied, 21-
track anthology of harsh ambient, post-indus-
trial and aggro-electronic musings by artists 
including Mike Czech, Shiva Speedway and 
Origami Replika. A piece by one-man sound-
artist Turk Knives Pope is featured on this 
Zenflesh Records compilation, and those 
interested in his eerie, slowly-building tex-
tures can also check out Zenflesh Four, other-
wise called Performance Crippling Data Restric-
tion.

Darla Records has 
released Drum E.? Bliss, 
a four-song CD of 
soothing, hypnotic 
sounds from Darla 
artists.

London's hard techno and trance scene gets 
some stateside attention with Mutant Sound 
System's two-CD compilation London Acid 
City.

Canadian garage punks the 
Smugglers celebrated their 
10th anniversary togethci 
on September 6. To mark 
the event, Lookout ! 
Records (which also turned 
10 this year) has released 
Growing Up Smuggler: A Ten 
Year Anniversary Live Album. The 20 songs on 
the album were recorded at the El Sol Club in 
Madrid. The liner notes, penned by Smugglers 
vocalist Grant Lawrence, reflect on the band's 
wild and humorous history. 

Vancouver, Canada's Front Line Assembly 
stands as one of the most successful and influ-
ential electro-industrial outfits. The band's mix 
of industrial rhythms, guitars and electronics is 
documented on Roadrunner Records' Monu-
ment compilation. Highlighting FLA's golden 
era (1989 to 1993), the 12-track disc was pro-
duced by the band's producer/co-collaborator, 
Greg Reely, and it includes several signature 
tracks, plus exclusive remixes, including "Muti-
late," "Re-Animate" and "Monument (Lost 
Classic Mix)."

and Parish. The album was recorded by Harvey, Flood and Head, and presents some of Harvey's most eclectic and subtle work to date, 
ranging from the stark, piano-led ballad "Angelene" to the raucous industrial-like percussion that adorns "Joy." The album was preceded 
by the single "A Perfect Day Elise," which was released to radio August 17. An import version of the single, containing two non-album B-
sides, was also serviced to college and non-commercial radio prior to the full-length. "This recording is as good as anything she's ever 
done," says Island's Manager of Non-Commercial Radio Promotion, John Rosenfelder. "We fully anticipate the album to continue PJ's 
streak of #1 CMJ records." On the retail side, the label is planning "added value" giveaways with the purchase of the album at select outlets, 
including a limited-edition double-CD featuring a second disc of collected B-sides only available at Best Buy stores. Other outlets will offer 
rare CD singles and 7" vinyl with the album's purchase. "I think this record is going to reach a lot more people [than PJ Harvey's previous 
albums]" says Island's Director Of Marketing, Alexis Aubrey.

infringement laws under the "fair use" 
defense. RIM. President Hilary Rosen said 
in a September 1 statement, "Our objective 
in issuing the CD Plant Guidelines has 
been to stop piracy, not artistic expression." 
Rosen also pointed out that the courts, not 
the RIAA or pressing plants, determine 
whether or not any particular use of a 
sample is a "fair use." She also said that if 
the fair use defense is not applicable, a CD 
plant may be held liable for the discs it 
manufactured. Amending its guidelines, 
the RIAA added the following: "These 
guidelines are intended to address piracy. 
Some recordings presented for 
manufacture may contain — as part of an 
artist's work — identifiable 'samples' or 
small pieces of other artists' well-known 
songs. In some instances this sampling may 
qualify as 'fair use' under copyright law, 
and in other instances it may constitute 
copyright infringement. There are no hard 
and fast rules in this area and judgments 
on both 'fair use' and indemnification 
must be made on a case-by-case basis. 
RIAA, therefore, recommends that you 
decide how to handle such situations in 
consultation with your own attorneys." 
Negativland praised the RIAA for its 
responsiveness. "These new guidelines will, 

for the first time, actually acknowledge the 
concept of Fair Use in copyright and 
acknowledge that a gray area does indeed 
exist in copyright law," the band said. "This 
is a very positive and extraordinary 
concession on the part of the RIAA, 
though it remains to be seen as to how this 
will play itself out in the real world and how 
much this will actually help." In other 
Negativland news, the band issued a press 
statement about its ironic involvement in a 
Coca-Cola commercial. Astralwerks 
recording artist Fatboy Slim's "Michael 
Jackson" track, which has been licensed for 
use in the commercial, samples 
Negativland's 1987 track of the same name. 
Negativland said that Fatboy Slim paid SST 
Records (which released that song on 
Negativland's Escape From Noise album) for 
permission to use the sample. Negativland 
now claims that the sample in question was 
actually used without permission, and that 
it was taken from a religious recording that 
a member of Negativland stole from a 
church basement. This isn't Negativland's 
first run-in with a major soft drink company 
— its 1997 album Dispepsi examined the 
power of advertising and corporate 
America with audio collages that included 
repetitive Pepsi references.

Daniel said that while the band's 
relationship with Elektra didn't work out, 
he was impressed by the efforts of Elektra's 
college promotions staff (Sneaks peaked at

Soft Effects peaked at #35). He said Spoon 
was already working on several new songs, 
and that the band planned to record again 
when it finished touring. The Austin, 
Texas, pop-punk trio formed in 1993 and 
released singles on Fluffer and Peek-A-Boo 
Records before moving to Matador and 
then Elektra. Spoon has toured with artists 
including Guided By Voices, Pavement, 
Archers of Loaf and Apples In Stereo. The 
band will release a new single, 
"Anticipation" backed with "Headz," on 
Canada's Mag Wheel Records within the 
next few months.

EMD will handle 
U.S. sales and distribution, and Virgin Associated Labels' sales force will provide 
marketing, advertising, sales and tour support. Real World's U.S. distribution had 
previously been through Caroline Records. Gabriel, who founded the U.K.-based Real 
World in 1989, said, "Part of our job is finding wonderful jewels around the outside of 
music making, stuff that has often been ignored, and try to bring that to a wider 
audience. Narada and EMD are obviously going to play a pivotal role in this." Real 
World's past releases include works by Afro Celt Sound System, Nusrat Fateh Mi Khan, 
Sheila Chandra, Geoffrey Oryema and Papa Wemba. Real World's first albums under 
the new deal will be Yungchen Lhamo's Coming Home and Djivan Gasparyan & Michael 
Brook's Black Rock, both due in stores October 20.

"They'll probably have it at Crow's Nest" is a 
phrase often muttered by many Chicago-area 
record clerks. Crow's Nest, with its two 10,000-
plus square feet locations, has a tremendous 
selection, and that is why it's known as the "col-
lector's choice." Over nearly 25 years, the store 
has seeped into every corner of the Chi-town 
music scene: it sponsors new releases on local 
radio station WGN, has a regular spot on cable 

video show JBTV, and has a monthly spot in the 
Illinois Entertainer. Started in 1974 by Floyd 
Crow, Crow's Nest also supports the local scene 
through consignment deals and in-store per-
formances. (Liquid Soul played this summer at 
its downtown location.) With Lewis University, 
the College of St. Francis, and a junior college 
nearby, Crow's Nest gets a majority of its cus-
tomers from younger, student demographics. 
"But because we carry so many different types 
of things," says music buyer Todd Hupe, 
get grandpa and grandma in here." Hupe, an 
eight-year employee, keeps Crow's Nest 
stocked with a fine selection of imports, as well. 
"If you work in a record store, [working with 
such a deep catalogue] is a dream job," he says. 
"Usually, after people come here and say 'Oh, 
I've been looking everywhere for that,' I say, 
'Well, you didn't come here first.— 

CHaRT aCTIVITY 
As we round the coiner of Labor Day into 
fall, the D.I.R.T. chart remains rather stable 
as there's no individual release grabbing 
headlines.

TALK TALK 
Laughing Stock (Polydor)

I remember joking once that Talk Talk was 
"the poor man's Simple Minds." 1991's 
Laughing Stock, however, blew away my 
prejudices about the band and became a 
resident of my list of favorite albums. Mark 
Hollis (vocals, guitar, keyboards), Tim 
Friese-Greene (keyboards, production) 
and Lee Harris (drums) labored on 
Laughing Stock for seven months with a cast 
of violinists, cellists, horn players and one 
harmonica player. Their work produced a 
masterful album of improvisation, spon-
taneity and subtle artistry. Its spacious 
sound and rich feel doesn't come from 
digital or studio effects, but from natural 
echo and reverb nurtured by judicious mic 
placement in London's mammoth Wessex 
Studios. The jazz-influenced drumming of 
Harris (who later formed O'rang with ex-
Talk Talk bassist Paul Webb) provides 
ample freedom for the fluttering key-
board, guitar and strings to wander and 
create atmosphere. The drumming also 
wanders to make its own magic, as on the 
opener "Myrrhman" where the sounds of 
sticks and skins scatter about. Hollis said 
he wanted it to feel like Coltrane's "In A 
Sentimental Mood" in which he thought it 
sounded like 'Trane drummer Elvin Jones 
was setting up his kit. The ambling, open-
ended feel of "Myrrhman" prepares you 
for "Ascension Day," in which Hollis spills 
out elegant, phonetic phrasings ("Double 
deal a season wrapt too lax to lapse so 
soon"), his voice barely rising above the 
instruments. The lyrics may make little 
sense, but the words are paramount, as 
Hollis shapes consonants and vowels into 
art. The album bubbles to a peak on 
"After The Flood" where Hollis and Friese-
Greene bleat for a minute on saxes a half 
note apart. That brash, unnerving solo 
reveals the free-jazz aesthetic that Talk 
Talk must've had in mind for those seven 
months. I'd be surprised if the sponta-
neous aesthetic of Laughing Stock wasn't 
behind some work by Portishead, Space-
men 3, Laika and others in this decade. I'd 
be even more surprised if the album did-
n't continue to inspire innovators in the 
next 10 years. — Steve Ciabattoni

Sitting at a table on the back patio of Luaka Bop's Manhattan offices, 

Tom Zé (pronounced Zay) is giving a lesson about Brazil's cultural history 

He cites the Celtic music tradition passed on to the Portuguese as the 

origins of Brazil's famous samba and bossa nova rhythms. There's talk of 

musical troubadours called "jungleurs" and about how a dance called the 

Chengança was used by the Spanish to expel the Moors and the Arabs from 

Spain in 1400s. Zé says it is now a folk dance in Bahia, the region in 

Northeast Brazil where he grew up. "I'm talking about my history," he 

explains through an interpreter, his words coming fast and from all 

directions. While the translator struggles to catch up, Zé is already off in a 

new direction, referring to his linguistic 

tradition. "In my father's shop we speak the 

Portuguese of the 17th Century" Ironically, 

this lesson on history and tradition is coming 

from an atypical musician who has used 

typewriters, floor sanders and blenders to 

pepper the sound of his Brazilian pop. 

Zé began his musical studies at the 

University of Bahia in the '60s. While 

immersing himself in the arts, he met up 

with Caetano Veloso, Gal Costa and 

Gilberto Gil, among others. Influenced by 

Dadaism, '60s psychedelia, experimental 

theater and film and the folk music of 

Brazil, this loose collective of musicians 

became known as the Tropicálistas. Radical 

even by today's standards, the Tropicálistas' 

deconstructive musical approach paved the 

way for the unlikely fusion of electronica 

and samba, a sound now explored by such 

musicians as Stereolab, Sean Lennon and 

the High Llamas. 

As the openness of the '60s gave way 

a new conservatism in the '70s, the artist's 

fortunes took a turn for the worst. In 

1973 he recorded the experimental Todos Os Olhos (tr. All The Eyes). 

Treated with indifference by the music community Zé, and his insidious 

sense of humor and boundary-expanding music, was ostracized by 

Brazil's record buying public. Zé returned in 1976 with the beautiful, 

but still experimental-sounding, Estudando 0 Samba (Studying The 

Samba). This recording, like Zé's previous release, was also largely 

ignored. Zé spent much of the next decade frustrated by his situation. 

"One day I heard my music [on the street] and I said 'turn it off quickly 

or I am going to go nuts: says Zé. "Something so beautiful and nobody 

pays attention to it, I must be going nuts." 

In 1986 Luaka Bop head honcho David Byrne came across Estudando 

0 Samba while shopping in a record store in Brazil. Byrne made contact 

with him and in 1990 released The Best Of Tom Zé, an excellent cross section 

of of Zé's work from the '70s. In 1992 the label released The Hips Of 

Tradition, featuring all new Zé material. Zé is quick to cite Byrne's patronage 

as a key part of his resurgence. "When David called me to work with him, I 

started thinking about why," says the modest musician. "Why did David 

Byrne choose you? What have you got?' One thing that helped me was what 

he did here [in America with the Brazil Classics Compilations]. He 

presented a Brazilian product, so I felt found:' 

Even if Zé has been found, he has not forgotten the political roots 

of his mother's family (who were communist) and the anti-

establishment agenda of the Tropicálistas. The newly released Fabrication 

Defect (Corn Defeito de Fabricaçâo) is a "misconcept" album, as he calls it. 

According to Zé, the slums of São Paulo and Rio are filled with a sub 

class that has been converted into "androids."These people have become 

cheap labor machines to ensure the comfort of the ruling class.Yet these 

people cannot become machines because they have production defects: 

they think., dream and dance. "I thought about this one morning when I 

was working on a farm," Zé explains. "Looking at the edge of the city 

of São Paulo in 1995. I thought that this could be a record but I 

thought that Luaka Bop wouldn't go along with it. I was afraid to invest 

a year in this and have Luaka Bop say 'this is stupid.' So I sent them a 

plan and David was very enthusiastic." 

Though the disc contains 16 cuts, Zé 

ended up writing 40 songs for project. 

Eschewing the more abrasive 

elements of his music, Fabrication finds its 

most unconventional element to be its 

lyrics. Continuing the cut-and-paste 

dadaism of his formative years in the 

Tropicálistas, Zé's Lyrics are imagistic and 

often non-sensical. "Actually many songs 

of mine are just sounds," explains the 

songwriter. "Sometimes intonation is 

more important than the actual words 

spoken." The warm Brazilian rhythms and 

the gentle acoustic strains of stringed 

instruments provide the palatable 

counterpoint to the artist's political 

leanings. "It's a little closer to the singing:' 

says the songwriter of the music on 

Fabrication. "I wanted to get closer to the 

thing that is simple. I couldn't tell you 

what the thing could be, but I wanted to 

get closer to it." 

Considering the controversy 

created by his past work, Ze is still hesitant 

to release records. "I have some ideas that can guide me toward Heaven or 

guide me toward Hell:' he says. "Maybe people who are very developed 

in a spiritual way can live without love." He pauses for a moment, then 

smiles and adds, "I'm not one of these." A troubadour searching for love, 

willing to share his music and deep wit, Tom Ze is one of kind. Now if 

only he can keep in mind that his dark days are behind him.

Roadrunner Records (once known as Road Racer 
Records) was founded in Amsterdam in 1981. 
Token Entry and St. Vitus were two of its early 
stars. Today, the thriving label has established a 
reputation as an jadie with the marketing savvy of 
a major. While some alternative acts such as 
Junkie XL and Kernuri call Roadrunner home, the 
label is best known for being a facilitator of the 
new metal explosion. In 1998 the label released 
full-lengths by such powerhouse acts as Souyly and 
Fear Factory, both of which have dominated 
CMJ's Loud Rock chart. In the fall, metal mavens 
will be treated to new releases by Earth Crisis and 
Sepultura. Jen Meola, former Metal Director at 
WNYU, spoke with CMJ about the world of metal 
promotion at Roadrunner. 

Where did you work before Roadrunner? 
As far as the music industry, I interned every-
where I could: MTV, Futurist Records, Energy 
Records, RCA and Set To Run, which was the 
Beastie Boys' old publicity firm. 

Did you work in college radio as a DJ or music 
director? 
Yeah, I lived at NYU's radio station. Since I 
didn't have a dorm room during college, I 
hung out at NYU most of the time; it was like 
a second home. WNYU was a tough radio 
station to get on. There was so much political 
bullshit you had to go through. Working at 
WNW was one of the best experiences of my 
life. I came to NYU thinking I was gonna be 
metal director. Yeah, right. I had to work my 
way up to FM. Before becoming Metal 
Director, I produced this unsigned band show 
called "UnHeard." I was playing the role of 
Mr. Big Shot A&R guy. It was one of the first 
stations to play Crisis before they were signed. 
I was also first to play the demo from Hanzel 
Und Gretyl way before Energy Records looked 
at them. Maybe I'm in the wrong position at 
Roadrunner. Maybe I should be in A&R. 
While I was producing "UnHeard," I was hired 
as Promotions Director for the station, where 
I was dealing with all the NYC clubs and movie 
companies. It wasn't until my senior year 
when I took over the metal director position. 
This opened up a whole new world for me. 

Describe a day in the life of Jen Meola at Road-
runner. What are your responsibilities? What are 
some typical tasks you complete in a day? 
Well, I get up at 8:45 a.m. to get to work by 
10:00 a.m. I just throw on some clothes; no 
make up. When I go out, I'm sporting my

unique Jen Meola style, but at work, who 
cares? I sit at my desk most of the day on the 
telephone making radio tracking calls. 
Besides making my routine tracking calls to 
check up on how well our bands are doing on 
the metal charts, I deal with anything from 
putting together trade ads for the upcoming 
Sepultura record, having a set-up meeting for 
our new baby band signing Spineshank, 
setting up giveaways and guestlist requests. I 
oversee everything that goes on in the metal 
radio department. 

How important is metal radio promotion given 
that metal radio is so non-mainstream? 
Metal radio is the foundation and stepping 
stone for heavy bands. Our metal radio charts 
matter more in the big scheme of things. If a 
band goes #1, commercial programmers take 
notice and may be more willing to take a 
chance on the band for commercial airplay. It 
is up to metal radio to break new bands and 
bring them to the next level. I talk to a bunch 
of commercial stations that have metal block 
shows. These stations are so important in 
helping Roadrunner get a band like Fear 
Factory added to Active Rock. 

What is the most rewarding part of your job? 
Working closely with the bands. Knowing 
that they appreciate everything you've 
done to help them get where they are. I 
love developing a baby band from the 
ground up and seeing them shine, like 
Coal Chamber and V.O.D. 

What is the most stressful part of your job? 
Going for #1 Most Added, getting your band 
#1 on all of the charts, and staying #1 for 
weeks to come. That's the story of my life. 
The thing [about] radio is you're only as 
good as last week's numbers. Sometimes it 
seems that nothing is ever good enough. You 
have to be #1 or you're nothing. It's hard 
competing against major labels with more 
money and more power, and no matter how 
hard you're promoting a band, their one hit 
wonder band may win. 

What's been your favorite Roadrunner project? 
That's hard to say, but the 1997 Ozzfest stands 
out the most. The first one more so because 
Roadrunner ruled with Fear Factory, Type 0 
Negative, Machine Head, Coal Chamber and 
V.O.D. It was a great feeling to see all the fans 
react to bands promoted to metal radio. 

Have you seen metal radio change a lot in the past 
few years? For better or worse? 
You got that right! Metal radio has changed 
for the better. There is more variety on a 
programmer's playlist. Metal has opened its 
ears to the newer sound of metal evolving 
from pioneers like Slayer, Sepultura and 
Metallica. I love it when metal combines 
different styles of music together like rap, hip-
hop, techno, industrial. 

What five bands are you listening to right now? 
Well, besides Roadrunner bands, I listen to a 
wide variety, not just metal. Why limit your-
self?: Korn, System Of A Down, Limp Bizkit, 
Fat Boy Slim, Soul Asylum. 

What is your favorite album of all time? 
It depends on my mood. I'm an '80s chick; I 
grew up on pop music. So I love any song that 
reminds me of growing up. You know when 
that Cyndi Lauper song, "Girls Just Wanna 
Have Fun," comes on it brings back memories 
of having sleepovers with your girlfriends. 

If I wasn't at working at Roadrunner, I would 
be... 
A rock star. Or better yet, a movie star 
hanging out with Leonardo DiCaprio. That 
would be the life. 

Any advice to people trying b) get into the music 
industry? 
Work your ass off and never give up because it 
will pay off. Intern as much as you can. You 
can learn from experience and by being 
around others. Most importantly, remember 
to be true to yourself. The real people shine 
through, while the fake ones fade away.
