Unlike 1997's sprawling Perfect
From Now On, Secret syncopates
BTS’s heartbreakingly quixotic
post-AOR prog-pop into easily
managable morsels, giving
Martsch’s sullen minuets of empty
love and lost faith enough room to
breathe without drowning them in
complexity. Backed by drummer
Scott Plouf and bassist Brett Nelson,
Martsch makes like the guitar
heroes he was raised on, raising the
album’s intricate melodies and
rhythms to the zenith of rock
brilliance  without alienating
longtime indie fans. Keep It Like A
Secret is a luminously poetic
expression of good old-fashioned
crash-and-burn  sonic  beauty,
validating the case that true rock
isn’t dead, it just doesn’t camp near
the polluted mainstream anymore.

Imperial Teen

What Is Not To Love

IMPERIAL TEEN
What Is Not To Love (Slash-London)
The shrinking legions of aging
skate kids and metalheads weaned
on Faith No More's macabre
alterna-metal probably fell where
they stood when first introduced to
Roddy Bottum’s career side project
Imperial Teen. The mixed-gender
quartet is fueled by equal
measurements of post-punk rattle
and bubblegum hum accented by
sexuallv provocative lyrics, making
the band the veritable antithesis of
FNM’s Bay Area thrash-funk
experience. While What Is Not 1o
Love sull features tongue-incheek
songs like “Lipstick” that aggressively
thwart America’s collective
homophobia, the excessive AM bop
that fleshed out Imperial Teen’s
1996 debut has been eclipsed by a
darker, moodier veneer. With
Bottum devoting his full attention
to Imperial Teen in the wake of
FNM’s demise, he seems to have
adopted his former crew’s opaque
demeanor and flipped it sunny side
up. Traces of Sonic Youth, T. Rex,
and even a little Blondie mingle
within What Is Not To Love's high-
brow wit and deconstructive new
wave hooks, giving Imperial Teen
the necessary edge to keep on
keepin’ on.

Reach The Rock (Hefty)

It’s a very rare occasion when an
album of film music can stand on
its own, let alone avoid sounding
like some garish hodgepodge of
“alternative” hitmakers who,
according to the album blurb,
wrote songs “inspired” by the film.
But in the hands of Tortoise multi-
tasker John McEntire, this satisfying
score moves like a smoldering and
mysterious  drama.  McEntire
welcomes like-minded artists to
sustain the flow; the Sea And Cake
and Polvo along with the whole
Tortoise crew pop in to complement
McEntire's arty grooves. McEntire
also plays all the instruments on
seven tracks, keenly layering guitar,
drums and languid bass amid a
gently creeping fog of electronic
whisps and whirrs, which lend his
potent rhythms a modernist flair. A
few years back it could’ve been said
that McEntire and his kindred clan
of Chicago post-rockers were just
noodling on the fringes of jazz,
rock, dub and now, drum ’'n’ bass.
Reach The Rock, however, has an air
of accomplishment, if not mastery,
about it that suggests this hard
worker from the class of late-'80s
indie-rock has graduated to a new
level.

Drummer Richard Harrison and
trumpeter Andy Diagram formed the Spaceheads in 1989, but they have been playing
together in various bands for the past 20 years. Following several U.K. releases, Dark
Beloved Cloud released the duo’s 1995 self-titled U.S. debut album, its 1996 live
album, Round The Qutside, and the 1998 compilation Ho! Fat Wallet. The group was
also featured on WFMU’s Live Music From A Dead Campus compilation. In addition to
their work as the Spaceheads, Diagram also records and tours with Pere Ubu’s David
Thomas, and Harrison has collaborated with God Is My Co-Pilot and 808 State’s
Graham Massey. The Spaceheads have toured the U.S. occasionally, and they also
appeared at San Francisco’s Terrastock West Festival in April 1998.

0DB Faces Attempted Murder Charges

On January 15, Wu-Tang Clan rapper O’ Dirty Bastard was gz
charged with attempted murder of a police officer
following an alleged shootout in Crown Heights, Brooklyn.
Police said ODB, whose real name is Russell Jones, was
pulled over because of a broken headlight and reckless
driving. After the plain-clothed officers pulled him over,
police said that ODB got out of his car and started firing.
Police returned fire, but no injuries were reported. ODB
was arrested at the scene, but his companion in the car,
Frederick Cuffie, allegedly fled the scene. Cuffie was
apprehended later that evening, but he was released
without being charged. ODB’s lawyer said that the rapper
and his companion didn’t have a gun, and that ODB was
instead holding a cell phone. As of January 17, detectives still hadn’t recovered the
gun. The Associated Press reported that ODB has voluntarily agreed to undergo a
paraffin test that would indicate if he had fired a gun. On January 16, the rapper’s
bail was set at $150,000 and he was ordered to appear in court again January 21. He
has been charged with first and second degree attempted murder of a police officer,
second and third degree possession of a weapon and second degree aggravated
assault. ODB’s legal problems have mounted in recent months. In july, he was
arrested on charges that he shoplifted a pair of tennis shoes in Virginia. In
September, he was arrested on charges of threatening security guards at a West
Hollywood nightclub. And in November, he was arrested in Compton, California, for
allegedly threatening to kill his former girlfriend.

RIAA Files Suit
Against Complete
Music

The Recording Industry Association of

America is filing a civil lawsuit on behalf of its
member record labels against Omaha,
Nebraska-based Complete Music Inc. and its
owners, Gerald and Janc¢ Mass. The RIAA
claims that Complete Music, a mobile DJ
company, replicated hundreds of unlicensed
songs without permission. The RIAA is
seeking more than $10 million in the suit.
“We've had several complaints from DJs who
obtain the appropriate licenses and conduct
their businesses legally,” RIAA President
Hilary Rosen said. “Why should DJs who
compl\ with copyright laws have to compete
with those who don't?” The RIAA filed its
initial complaint in September, and the
group had hoped to reach a resolution
before proceeding with the civil suit. The
initial complaint included 67 recordings, and
the RIAA said that it would now amend the
complaint to add hundreds of additional
infringed recordings. Artists represented by
the recordings include U2, Alanis
Morrissctte, Coolio, Garth Brooks and Boyz
It Men. Complete Music supplies music
compilations of various genres to DJs across
the country.

Chicago-based Sugar Free Records has
published Michael Galinsky’s CD and
photography book set entitled Scraps.

Venus Volume 1, XTC’s first studio album in seven years, TVT released Transistor Blast, a four-
CD box set of live BBC recordings. Compared with the wiry, electric edge of the early
recordings from Transisior Blasi, Apple Venus shows just how far XTC (now just the duo of
Andy Partridge and Colin Moulding) has come since forming in 1976 in Swindon,
England. Partridge describes Apple Venus as an “orchustic” record, as it is built almost
exclusively on acoustic instruments with symphonic backing. “I don’t think there’s any seH-
hypnosis involved here,” Partridge says, “but I think it’s the best stuff we’ve done.”

The refined, acoustic nature of Apple Venus “usually frightens record label people,”

Jjokes Paul Burgess, TVT’s VP of Marketing and Sales. “But with a songwriter as great as

Andy, and knowing how XTC has changed with the years, [I knew] if anyone could do i,
Andy and Colin could.”

As a long-time fan, Burgess is excited and flattered to work with the band, but he is not
blind to the obstacles ahead. “The fact that thev’ve been around a while and that the
marketplace lras changed a lot since they last recorded [present some challenges],”
Burgess admits. But Burgess is also encouraged by the overall quality of the albumn. In fact,
TVT is working on deals with stereo manufacturers to feature the Apple Venus CD as a
demonstration disc for their high-end audio systems.

“I think this record has an appeal to a much wider audience than many people would
perceive,” Burgess says. “There’s a really charming innocence about it. You listen 10 these
love songs and you're amazed by the simplicity of them, which to me has a kinship to a lot
of indie rock that’s out there.”

TVT is hoping that XTC’s legend (and ironically, its long hiatus) will spark a fresh
interest in the band. “I think we’ll pick up a lot of new fans with this record,” says Burgess.
“There’s a hip factor in that they haven’ been around.”

Led by the bouncy first single *I'd Like That,” the initial promotion and marketing
plans for Apple Venus are aimed at Triple A radio and heritage Alternative radio (with an
add date of February 16). The duo will also embark on a nationwide promotional tour,
visiting retail and radio in an effort to expand its andience. Fans hoping to see the band
play live shouldn’t hold their collective breath—XTC hasn’t toured since 1982. However,
the Bravo cable network is planning to air a special about Partridge and Moulding’s work
on Apple Venus Volume 2, a new electric record due in late 19499.

Core Radio: #18 debut
Pittsburgh’s Don Caballero has been
flattening the landscape using equal
measures of brain and brawn on its
instrumental tracks. Though only a
trio, the band can create a wall of
sound worthy of five men or more.
Singles Breaking Up Vol. I (Touch And
Go) is a compilation of songs
originally issued as singles as well as a
previously unreleased track. As is ofien
the case, college radio very much
appreciates the CD reissuing of
sometimes-forgotten 7” singles (c.f. the
posthumous Jawbox compilation), and
this disc debuts impressively on both
the Radio 200 and Core Radio charts.

Radio 200: 133-35

Along with labelmates Fifty Tons Of
Black Terror (formerly Penthouse),
Groop Dogdrill is proving that the
British have learned a thing or two
from the burly, gnashing Midwestern
rock of the '90s. Filled with vicious
bass rumbling and squalling guitars,
Groop Dogdrill’s Half Nelson (Mantra-
Beggars Banquet) sounds more than
a little like the Jesus Lizard, but
updates the sound by coloring it with
the bleakness of the band’s life in an
economically depressed British
industrial town. Groop Dogdrill will
be touring with Fifty Tons... in late
February; it should be a noise rock
night not to be issed.

In
addition to formatted radio shows, Brave
New World archives live performances {rom
artists such as Palace, Cinerama and Remy
Zero. On the editorial side, surfers can
read Tricia’s recommendations, a monthly
review column, and receive new reviews
and updates via email through BNW’s
newsletter. With years of disc jockey experi-
ence and the power of The UBL behind
her, Tricia Halloran’s Brave New World is
poised to leave its mark on the so-called
“music industry machine.”

Public Enemy
Leaves Def Jam
In Favor 0f New
MP4 Distribution

Public Enemy has officially left its label, Def
Jam Records, according to a report in
Billboard. The split follows a recent, icy
dispute between the label and PE frontman
Chuck D. over the .
downloadable MP3 :
pre-release of several m;‘:aﬂl
PE tracks on the
group’s Web site. The digital tracks were
promptly removed from the site at Def Jam’s
insistence, ending the initial battle but not
the war between the two parties. In his
postings on the PE site, Chuck D. preached
that digital, online distribution was the
future of the industry and that traditional
record companies were “running scared”
because of the medium’s potential to give
artists more freedom and more distribution
power. To that end, Chuck D. and Public
Enemy have formed an alliance with Global
Music Outlet (www.globalmusic.com), using
GMO’s new MP4 technology to distribute a
new PE track. “Swindler’s Lust” was inspired
by Chuck D.’s recent disputes and the cut
features scathing swipes at the music
industry and at artist/label relationships
(“Vultures of culture/dollar a rhyme/but we
barely get a dime...If you don’t own the
master, the master owns you.”) Public
Enemy will include “Swindler’s Lust” on its
next full-length album, There’s Poison Going
Down, set for a spring release date. The
group, however, has no firm deal for
traditional CD distribution.

Global Music’s MP4 format features a
somewhat improved ratio of compression
compared to the MP3 format, allowing for
smaller file sizes and quicker downloads.
MP4 also eliminates the need for a stand-
alone player or a plug-in; the player is
embedded within the audio file itself. Using
technology licensed from AT&T, the secure
encoding feature also promotes better
copyright accountability, a crucial issue
amid the copyright disputes and concerns
that have arisen in the world of
downloadable music.

A-BONES

When I was 19, a musically compatible
friend and I traveled to Brooklyn's
Coney Island for a show that curiously
billed the note-bending genius of
Polvo with the raunchy and lurid growl
of New York’s A-Bones. Now Polvo was
impressive, but I was immediately
hooked by the hometown quintet. Its
members were older, and they had a
street geekiness about them; they were
hoods without attitude, sporting (-
shirts, greased hair and blue jeans.
And the music, dear god, the music! It
was a garage rock-meets-rockabilly
monster. Dirty, wrong and alcohol-rid-
den, it was just about the sloppiest,
most rocking thing I’d ever heard.
Vocalist Billy Miller held court, wrig-
gling across the floor while belting out
obscure ’50s R&B covers and a few
originals, the latter often referencing
beer, tattoos and girls. Behind him was
a quartet of cartoonish, tough instru-
mentalists that played mangled music
pulsating with desperate retro energy.
At the drums sat tiny Miriain Linna,
who had once been enlisted by the
Cramps. She wore her bangs down past
her eyes, and she played with incredi-
ble, stripped-down power. Guitar mon-
key Bruce Bennet climbed the bleach-
ers, the drum kit and whatever else he
could shimmy up onto. while he riffed
himself into a drunken mess. Bassist
Marcus The Carcass fit his nickname
well, standing stoically and looking as
though he had been freshly dug up for
the show. Finally, there was big Lars
Espensen blowing a sleazy saxophone,
which added the final touch to the
music’s glorious teenage-sex-in-the-
back-seat feeling. In subsequent years,
I bought all of the band’s records, and
I saw a few more of its shows prior to
its breakup in 1993. The A-Bones were
wild and fun, just the tvpe of act your
mom and dad didn’t want you to see.

THE A-BOMES

When I was 19, a musically compatible
friend and I traveled to Brooklyn’s
Coney Island for a show that curiously
billed the note-bending genius of
Polvo with the raunchy and lurid growl
of New York’s A-Bones. Now Polvo was
impressive, but I was immediately
hooked by the hometown quintet. Its
members were older, and they had a
street geekiness about them; they were
hoods without attitude, sporting t-
shirts, greased hair and blue jeans.
And the music, dear god, the music! It
was a garage rock-meets-rockabilly
monster. Dirty, wrong and alcohol-rid-
den, it was just about the sloppiest,
most rocking thing I’d ever heard.
Vocalist Billy Miller held court, wrig-
gling across the floor while belting out
obscure '50s R&B covers and a few
originals, the latter often referencing
beer, tattoos and girls. Behind him was
a quartet of cartoonish, tough instru-
mentalists that played mangled music
pulsating with desperate retro energy.
At the drums sat tiny Miriam Linna,
who had once been enlisted by the
Cramps. She wore her bangs down past
her eyes, and she played with incredi-
ble, stripped-down power. Guitar mon-
key Bruce Bennet climbed the bleach-
ers, the drum kit and whatever else he
could shimmy up onto, while he riffed
himself into a drunken mess. Bassist
Marcus The Carcass fit his nickname
well, standing stoically and looking as
though he had been freshly dug up for
the show. Finally, there was big Lars
Espensen blowing a sleazy suxophone,
which added the final touch to the
music’s glorious teenage-sex-in-the-
back-seat feeling. In subsequent years,
I bought all of the band’s records, and
I saw a few more of its shows prior to
its breakup in 1993. The A-Bones were
wild and fun, just the type of act your
mom and dad didn’t want you to see.

On a related note, Rollins will
play six dates in the Western U.S. in March, and he’ll more than likely make several
summer festival appearances...Jazz aficionados who shrugged off the
Universal/Polygram merger, should take note; the deal will also unite the affected
labels’ jazz divisions. Verve and Impulse!, along with those companies’ various sub-
labels, will now merge under one corporate umbrella. Best of luck to ¢veryone
involved...Congratulations to ECM Records. The German label founded by Manired
Eicher celebrated its 30th Anniversary in January. Eicher began the label in Munich,
thanks to a $4,500 loan. ECM has gone on to releasc over 600 albums, among them
titles by Keith Jarret, Pat Metheny and Chick Corea, and these successes have
established Eicher and his company as a major presence in the jazz world.
