Antipop (Interscope)

In the late ’80s, Primus’s
curious, intense compound of
hard funk, cool punk, heady prog
and quirky pop emerged from the
Bay Area underground and gave
musically inclined kids a new
reason to pick up drumsticks, a
guitar or, more obviously, a bass.
Having stirred up many a mosh pit
with such classics as Frizzle Fry and
Sailing The Seas Of Cheese, the band
eventually compromised some of
its heavy rocking for the sake of
greater  complexity.  Antipop,
however, is Primus’s most
straightforwardly bass-thwappin’
release in years. Augmented at
times by a team of famous friends,
the group is currently striking a
balance between the Fishbone-
meets-Rush drive of its early works
and the Zappa-fied pipe dreams of
its later material. Former Faith No
More guitarist Jim Martin and
Metallica frontman James Hetfield
play on the brilliant three-part
opus “Eclectic Electric,” while ex-
Police drummer Stewart Copeland
mans the boards on “Dirty
Drowning Man.” Les Claypool’s pal
Tom Waits even pops up on the
bone-rattling waltz “Coattails Of A
Dead Man.” Now this is something
to suck on. — Ron Hart

LIVE
The Distance To Here (Radioactive)
“Serious” is an accurate way of
describing the demeanor of Live’s
chrome-domed frontman, Edward
Kowalczyk. 1t’s also an apt way of
characterizing his band’s music.
But true artists are supposed to
suffer for their craft, and Live sells
the drama in such a way that the
quartet binds itself to — rather
than elevates itself above — its
audience, a fact emphasized by the
group’s multi-platinum status. On
The Distance To Here, the follow-up
to 1997's solid Secret Samadhi,
Kowalczyk and company write well-
constructed, memorable rock
songs that are as accessible as they
are artful. The necessary big
choruses and catchy riffs abound
on the York, Pennsylvania, group’s
fourth effort, on which Kowalcyzk
bleeds out streams of poetic lyrics
(“God laid me down in your rose
garden of trust”) that possess a
spiritual, universal appeal. The
guitar-driven melodies flow under
Kowlacyzk’s versatile voice, which,
when it descends from its upper to
its lower register, recalls the
penetrating mumble of RE.M.’s
Michael Stipe. Essentially, The
Distance To Here breathes fresh, new
“Live” into anthemic, thinking
man’s altrock.  — Amy Sciarretto

In 1997, it was Daft Punk. In

1998, it was Air. Will 1999 be
remembered as the year of Alex
Gopher? You, My Baby & I, the
excellent debut album by the
Parisian disco-funk prodigy,
certainly posits Gopher as the
French artist who might just make
this year’s largest and most lasting
impact on the constantly evolving
electronic music subculture.

straight-up party anthems (“Party
People”) with even-keeled
conviction and finesse that builds
artistic bridges between P-Funk
and Kid Loco, Deee-Lite and Air.

Formed in New York City in
1997, the Pilfers have rapidly
amassed a healthy following, which
is no surprise given that the
quintet is a ska-supergroup
comprised of former members of
Skinnerbox NYC, Bim Skala Bim,
the Erratics and the Toasters. But
there’s more to the Pilfers than
their cred. Their chops and
collective wisdom should prevent
them from falling into any genre-
specific pigeonholes. On
Chawalaleng, the Pilfers refuse to
rehash the limitations  of
traditional ska. Instead, they
smartly take a cue from their name
and steal bits of soul and pop and
incorporate them into a musical
fusion that would make the
English Beat obh-so-proud. Sure,
the record retains its fair share of
ska trademarks — British-born
Coolie Ranx dishes out accented
vocals and the occasional toast
over syncopated rhythms, and the
mix is processed with more delay
than vou’ll find on the L.A.
freeway. But the combo casts spells
when 1t breaks with conformity.
The Pilfers’ cool, controlled hooks
and refreshing bursts of punky
enthusiasm permit them to
channel the poppiest of the Two
Tone bands.

Jazz Trumpter Art Farmer Dead At 71

On October 4, Art Farmer, the be-bop trumpet
and flugelhorn virtuoso, died of cardiac arrest in New
York City. He was 71.

The master musician, who was famous for playing
ballads, was born in Council Bluffs, lowa. He grew up
in Phoenix, Arizona, where he studied piano and
violin. During his teenage years, Farmer, who was then
playing in a local big-band, would invite touring swing
musicians to his home, where they would jam with him
and his twin brother, bassist Addison.

When he was 16, Farmer moved to Los Angeles with his brother to study
at the city’s interracial Jefferson High with Samuel Browne, who had taught
Frank Morgan, Hampton Hawes and Don Cherry. He eventually left school
to tour with Johnny Otis’s group.

Having completed a 1952 tour with Lionel Hampton, Art Farmer settled
in New York, where he played in bands led by Gigi Gryce, Horace Silver and
Gerry Mulligan. During this period he recorded the be-bop classic Farmer’s
Market, for which Wardell Gray’s sidemen served as his backing band. As the
end of the ’50s, Farmer and saxophonist Benny Golson formed the six-
member Jazztet, which dissolved in 1962. Farmer then formed a group with
guitarist Jim Hall. The ’60s saw Farmer picking up the flugelhorn, a
smoother-sounding instrument than his beloved trumpet, and one that was
more conducive to his lyrical style. In the ’90s, the musician invented the
flumpet — a combination of his two preferred instruments.

As jazz’s focus shifted from hard bop to fusion, Farmer found it harder
to find work in New York. In 1968, he moved to Vienna, where he played
with the Austrian Radio Orchestra. He would continue to tour throughout
the world and in recent years Farmer divided his time between Austria and
the Big Apple.

As a leader and as a sideman, Farmer recorded for the labels Blue Note,
Contemporary, Soul Note, Arabesque, Mercury and Atlantic. The 1997
Arabesque release Silk Road was his most recent recording. Farmer is survived
by his wife and manager Lynne Mueller, his son Georg, and a sister,
Mauvolene Thomas, of Tuscon, Arizona.

ASCAP Restructures Business Operations

Performing rights company ASCAP has established four new divisions,
each of which will be overseen by three executive VPs and by the group’s CEO,
John LoFrumento. The performing rights division will report to former ASCAP

COO Al Wallace; the membership division will report
to former Senior VP of Membership Todd Brabec;
and the enterprises division will report to former VP
of Strategic Planning Marc Morgenstern. The
headquarters division will report to LoFrumento, who
in an interview with the Billboard Bulletin, said “What
ASCAP has done is to delegate to the leaders of these
groups the ability to have more specific responsibility
to achieve decision-making.”

This act of re-structuring is the biggest
organizational shakeup to hit ASCAP since 1993,
when the company reduced its staff from 900 to 600
employees.

Bertlesmann AG Invests
In Online Shopping
Comparison Service

Bertlesmann AG, the parent company of BMG,
has acquired a majority stake of 50.1% in
DealPilot.com, an online shopping price comparison
service aimed at customers who are interested in
purchasing music, books and videos online. The
amount of the investment was not disclosed.
DealPilot’s technology is designed to track the lowest
prices for items sold over the Internet. Bertlesmann
currently holds equity interests in online book retailer
BarnesandNoble.com, music retail joint venture
GetMusic.com and Internet service provider AOL
Europe. The corporate monolith also owns European
online book retailer BOL.com. DealPilot.com
provides its users with links to more than 60 online
retailers around the world. These retail partners, in
turn, pay commissions to the company, which, along
with revenues generated by advertising and
sponsorships, provide the company with income.
Industry watchers believe that the DealPilot.com
investment will help Bertlesmann direct online traffic
to its online retail sites.

Beck Signs Geffen
Deal, Settles Lawsuits

Beck has settled p——
his lawsuits against l
Bong Load and
Geffen Records. In
April, Geffen and
Bong Load sued the
performer for breach
of contract; Beck had
claimed that he was
free to leave both
labels, due to a California law that limits the
number of years that recording companies
may keep an artist signed to a contract. In
May, the musician countersued Getfen and
Bong Load, claiming that both labels were
guilty of copyright infringement. Beck
maintained that Geffen, without obtaining
his permission or paying him royalties,
released his most recent album, 1998’s
Mutations, an effort that had he self-financed
and intended to release on Bong Load.

But Beck recently signed a four-album
deal with Geffen. Midnite Vultures, which will
arrive in stores on November 16, is the first
album under this contract. Bong Load,
which released the breakthrough single

“Loser” in 1994, will still release Beck’s
material on vinyl. (The original contract with
Geffen had allowed indie Bong Load to
release Beck’s “non-commercial” output.)
Beck’s lawyer, Jill Berliner, told Rolling Stone
Online that the funk-folkster was “very
satisfied” with the new arrangement.

Why did One Dove break up?

The album came out at the end of ’93, and
we were writing until about 96, at which
point things weren’t sounding the same —
the writing dynamic had changed. On the
first album, we collaborated on every song,
but we [later] fractured into three separate
writing units. Plus, I had my own aspirations
that I felt I wasn’t fulfilling.

Did you have a clear idea of what you
wanted Afterglow to sound like?

Yeah, I knew that I wanted to make a
melodic, slightly abstract pop record. I knew
it had to be an extension of me and my
tastes in music. I also wanted to make a
record that was musically relevant as well. I
wanted the tracks to have inspired
production ideas.

Do you have plans to guest on any records,
perhaps those of Primal Scream?

[laughs] I’'m quite restrictive about what
[records] I work on. Being a vocalist is
slightly different because you're the voice
and the human element in the song. I think
it’s important that [I] don’t farm myself out.

What do you listen to?

I listen to the Small Faces, and I listen to
Neil Young. I love After The Gold Rush. That
song “I Belive In You” — I wish I had written
that song! Dusty [Springfield] is a long-time
favorite. I still like bands like the Beatles and
the Stones, but I like contemporary bands
like Spiritualized and Arab Strap. I buy a lot
of electronic music because I DJ.

The pro-life organization claims that
the political rockers are a group of anti-
Christian baby-killers, citing RATM’s
support of the 1.7-founded Rock For Choice
organization and the band’s espousal of the
radical politics of Refuse And Resist. Rock
For Life Director Erik Whittington said in a
statement, “Because music fans continue to
buy Rage Against The Machine CDs and
concert tickets, the band is given a huge
platform to spew their hateful propaganda,
while thousands numbfully accept it
as gospel.”

Whitlington also points his finger at
Rage’s reading list, which can be found at
the act’s official Web site (www.ratm.com).
“Marx is the author of the most oppressive
political regimes in history, Lenin starved
millions of his own pcople and Nietszche’s
philosphy justified the Nazi regime,” he
said. “Is this the kind of band parents want
their children listening 10?” At press time,
Epic had yet to return calls seeking a
response to these allegations.

Bowie, Robbie Williamns, George Michael
and Bryan Adams, was packed.

0zzy Rejects Hall Of
Fame Nomination

Black Sabbath
frontman Ozzy
Osbourne 18 SO
unenthusiastic about his
band’s nomination for
induction into the Rock
& Roll Hall Of Fame that
he has asked officials to
remove Sabbath’s name
from the ballot. In a
press statement,
Oshourne said, “Just take our name off the
list....Save the ink. Forget about us. The
nomination is meaningless, because it’s not
voted on by the fans. IU’s voted on by the
‘supposed’ elite of the industry and the
media, who’ve never bought an album or
concert ticket in their lives, so their vote is
totally irrelevant to me.” Osbourne
continued, “let’s face it, Black Sabbath has
never been media darlings. We’re a
people’s band and that suits us just fine.”

A representative from the Hall Of
Fame told Rolling Stone Online that
Sabbath’s name could not be removed from
the ballot. The band could, however, refuse
to be inducted into the Hall, if the
organization’s voting board names it as an
inductee. Black Sabbath’s name is on a list
that includes such performers as Eric
Clapton, the Lovin’ Spooniul, Queen and
Ritchie Valens.

Some members of the Hall Of Fame’s
voting board were outraged over
Osbourne’s suggestion that they had never
bought an album or a concert ticket in their
lives. Other board members, including Patti
Smith guitarist Lenny Kaye, understood the

frontman’s comments.

“It’s easy to complain that the music
business is an ivory tower run by people
who don’t understand music, but the fact is
that most of us are in it because we love
music,” said Kaye. Music writer and voting
member Dave Marsh told SonicNet that “a
holy fool is still a fool.” Finally, Robert Hull,
voter and Executive Producer of Time-Life
Music said that Osbourne is “full of shit.
He’s looking at it as a way of promoting
himself, and he’s lucky he was even
nominated, given the fact that there are
wonderful artists, a lot from the classic era of
rock 'n’ roll, who have not made it in.”

Black Sabbath will break up for good
following its December 21 and 22 concerts
in its hometown of Birmingham, England.

Member of Blotto
Found Dead

On the morning of October 3, Blotto
bassist Cheese Blotto, whose real name was
Keith Stephenson, was found dead in his
truck. Police in Saratoga Springs, New
York, discovered Stephenson’s body in Spa
State Park. According to MTV News, the
Saratoga County Coroner told a local
paper that heart trouble, brought on by a
liver condition, was the cause of

Stephenson’s death.

Upstate New York novelty rock act
Blotto gained notoriety in the '80s, most
notably for its surf rock song “I Wanna Be A
Lifeguard,” which featured the profound
lyrics “I wanna be a lifeguard/I wanna
guard your life.” The band’s other famous
tunes included “She’s Got A Big Boyfriend,”
“My Baby’s The Star Of A Driver’s Ed
Movie” and “Metal Head.” Like fellow
Empire State power-punkers the Ramones,
each member of the band took the
surname Blotto. Among Stephenson’s band
mates were Sarge Blotto, Broadway Blotto,
Bowtie Blotto, Blanche Blotto and Lee
Harvey Blotto. The independent group
broke up in 1984 and reunited in 1987,
playing sporadically ever since. In 1983, CMJ
said that “If every local scene had its Blotto,
we probably wouldn’t care if major labels
existed or not.”

Teaneck, New Jersey, had been suffering
from liver cancer. He was was 76.

The Detroit-born player, who
possessed perfect pitch, picked up the
vibraphone when he was 16. He had taught
himself guitar when he was seven, learned
the piano when he was 11, and became the
master of several other instruments.
Jackson made his professional debut
singing in a local gospel troupe, but his big
break occurred following his high school
years and his tour of duty in the Army.
While visiting Detroit in 1945, Dizzy
Gillespie caught Jackson and his own
young jazz quartet. The elder musicians
asked Jackson to join his band in New York.
Jackson went on to record the be-bop
classics “A  Night In Tunisia,”
“Anthropology” and “Two Bass Hit” as a
member of Gillespie’s orchestra. The
vibraphonist’s famed, horn-like playing was
the result of his having set his instrument’s
oscillator to a speed that was one-third of
the setting speed employed by reigning
vibe king Lionel Hampton.

Eventually Jackson struck out on his
own, accompanied by members of his

former bandleader’s rhythm section,
fronting the Milt Jackson Quartet. In 1952,
Jackson and Gillespie’s pianist John Lewis
created the Modern Jazz Quartet, which
featured drummer Kenny Clarke and
bassist Percy Heath. Suited up in coats and
ties, armed with impenetrable poise, the
group aimed to reinstate what they
perceived as jazz's lost majesty, which they
claimed had been partially jettisoned due
to the genre’s increasing reliance on
improvisation. Beginning in 1956, the
Quartet spent 20 years making albums for
Atlantic Records. Jackson disbanded the
quartet in 1974, but the band would
reunite sporadically throughout the '80s;
its final performance took place in 1995.

In 1992, Jackson began to record a
string of records for Quincy Jones’ Qwest
label. The 1999-released Explosive! became
the final title in this series. The same year,
Telarc issued The Very Tall Band, Jackson’s
collaboration with Ray Brown, with whom
he had played during the Gillespie years,
and Oscar Peterson. He is survived by his
wife and daughter.

This
marketing agreement also covers Danzig’s
previous work. Rucker says, “[The deal]
includes ten records. It includes us re-
releasing Blackacidevil with three new songs
and revised artwork, and the out-of-print
Black Aria classical soundtrack. We will also
release the Samhain five-CD box set with two
previously unreleased live CDs...also, a

double-live Danzig album with all the hits.
There will be a new Black Aria next year and
another album that’s going to contain
unreleased tracks from Danzig 1-5.”

Satan’s Child has been sent to Loud
Rock radio. The punk and metal deity will
tour with Samhain throughout the fall, just
in time to wake the dead for Halloween.

Equity Stake In
Colleges.com

Internet digital music | ¥
enterprise MP3.com has obtained an equity
stake in Colleges.com, an online community
that targets university students through a col-
lege-oriented search engine, and through
similarly intended news, games, email and
chat services. The companies have yet to dis-
close the terms of the investment, but the
relationship gives MP3 direct access to the
demographic that perhaps most strongly
embraces digital downloadable music.

MP3 Chairman and CEO Michael
Robertson said of the transaction, “Our
investment in Colleges.com represents a
strategic move toward growing and devclop-
ing one of our primary target audiences —
the college student.”

As an additional part of the deal,
Colleges.com will sponsor MP3’s fall college
concert tour, which will visit 28 U.S. campuses.

You either get the Pet Shop Boys or you
don’t. What I view as a grandiose conver-
gence of theater and pop — the musical
mindset of Yaz joined with the kitsch of
the Village People and the narratives of
Stephen Sondheim — others see as a
trite, whiny, Euro-pop pastiche. But I stick
to my belief that Neil Tennant and Chris
Lowe were, in their heyday, geniuses. And
to this end, I submit their 1991 retrospec-
tive album, Discography, as evidence. Usu-
ally, it’s pointless to point to a greatest hits
compilation as the pinnacle release of a
band’s career. However, PSB is an outfit
that really made a name for itself not on a
per-album basis, but on its darkly humor-
ous, irreverently ironic succession of sin-
gles released between 85 and '91. The
duo possessed an uncanny ability to paint
elaborate scenes and situations in their lis-
teners’ mind’s-eye. Before “West End
Girls” first breaks into its chorus, Ten-
nant’s cool, monotone rap has you out-
running the police and ransacking a
restaurant, while at the same time point-
ing a loaded pistol at your head. This dry-
witted tactic shines in later standouts such
as “Suburbia,” an upbeat song about a
riot in suburban Los Angeles, and “Left
To Mv Own Devices,” Tennant’s embell-
ished autobiography marked by sweeping
symphonics that recall Debussy with a
disco beat. More genius can be found in
Discography’s two covers. Few pop outfits
would have the gall 1o turn Willie Nel-
son’s “Always On My Mind” into an over-
the-top disco stormer, complete with a
cowbell conga beat, or the gumption to
couple U2’s “Where The Streets Have No
Name” with Franki Valli’s “I Can’t Take
My Eyes Off You.” But it’s the PSB’s para-
doxical charisma — a musical personality
that plays irony off of absurdity, deca-
dence off of self-depreciation, electro-pop
off of anthemic rock — that made them
briliant. If you get it, get it again. If you
don'’t... your loss. — M. Tye Comer

agreement with the Atlantic Group.
Founded more than 40 years ago to
promote and preserve the best in
traditional Irish folk music and spo-
ken word, the Dublin-based label has
been home to such important Irish
artists as the Chieftains, Tommy
Potts and Dolores Keane. Poets Sea-
mus Heaney, Patrick Kavanagh and
Thomas Kinsella have also recorded
for Claddagh. The first release
under the agreement was A Real Irish Christmas, which arrived in stores on September
7. A four-CD box set entitled From The Beginning...The Chieftains 1-4, featuring the
group’s first four albums, will follow in late October. A compilation entitled The Chief-
tains Collection: The Very Best Of The Claddagh Years will also be released at that
time...Cheb Mami, one of rei music’s leading lights, is currently opening for pop star
Sting. Fans of Mami can catch him at high-profile gigs on the West Coast in late Octo-
ber and in New York in mid-November. Mami will also headline a show in the Big
Apple. Fans will most likely be treated to songs from his fourth album, Meli, Meli, which
Mondo Melodia recently released...On a sad note, Portugal’s famed fado singer Amalia
Rodrigues died at her home on October 13. She was 79. Known as the Ambassador of
Fado, which means fate, Rodrigues took the sad and haunting traditional songs of her
native country and brought them to the world. Although increasing health problems
caused Rodrigues to retire from performing in the ’80s, she is still remembered as the
genre's prime exponent.

Crystal
Method joined Filter for “Can You Trip Like
I Do,” the two bands’ collaborative track on
the Spawn soundtrack. The latter closed the
set with its biggest hit, “Hey Man Nice
Shot.” Limp Bizkit was God. The act’s
stageshow featured huge chemistry beaker
props. King Durst even invited a young
fanboy to share the spotlight during
“Stuck.” I bet the kid will never be the same.
The frontman also brought several
overzealous gals onto the stage. They, of
course, proceeded to molest him. He
responded, “Get the fuck off me.” Guess we
can’t all be Carmen Electra. In between
sets, clips from Poop, the forthcoming Bizkit
rockumentary, were projected onto a huge
screen. Every time the camera showed
Durst opening his mouth, screams filled the

FU Center...My mainstream metal weekend
came to a close when I took in a real DMF
show. Samael, Dimmu Borgir, Monstrosity
and Epoch Of Unlight plaved at Wetlands,
entertaining a pack of kids who dressed
solely in black, packed bullet belts and
flaunted upside down crosses painted on
their faces. Monstrosity’s death-thrash
warmed up for Dimmu’s black-metal
symphony. The unforgiving, double-bass
drumming made me think that the U.S.

To ready its fans for the
November 2 release of the colos-
sal The Battle Of Los Angeles,
multi-platinum quartet Rage
Against The Machine threw down
at a handful of club shows (a
“club,” in RATM’s case, being a
venue that holds thousands) in
early October. A couple of days
after an utterly blistering set at
New York City’s Roseland
Ballroom that saw the hall’s
entire floor turn into a frantic
mosh pit, we nabbed a few min-
utes with band guitarist Tom
Morello, and asked him to sort
out some of the band’s head-
scratching contradictions.

CM]: You consistently play to mas-
sive crowds that react in a com-
pletely crazed, visceral way to your
performances. It’s quite bizarre,
because basically, in a sense, you’re
a protest band.

Morello: Yeah! How weird is that?
{laughs]

It’s shocking. The thing that’s
strange about it — and admittedly
this is generalizing — is that it
seems like a great deal of the
crowd is not even aware that the
band is so fervently political. And
if they were aware of your politics,
they would completely disagree
with you. They'd think that you
were crazed pinkos.

[laughs] Now that would be a fine
name for a band, right there!
Shame we didn’t think of that one.

How does the band feel about that,
though? So much of what Zack [de
la Rocha] is singing about is
intensely political, but a lot the
crowd consists of a bunch of big,
meathead guys trying to beat each
other up.

First of all, I'd say that — though
i’'s certainly not 100 percent —
there’s a tremendous amount of
positive reaction that we get for the
politics of the band, regardless of
the music. Just on a numbers level,

the ranks of, say, the Leonard
Peltier Defense Committee or the
Anti-Nazi League or the Zapatista
Solidarity Group have swollen
because of things like being listed
in our liner notes. And then, too,
we get an enormous amount of fan
mail which borders on being test-
monials of conversion. Things like,
‘I was originally drawn to your
music because it rocked me, [but
listening to the lyrics I found] it
made sense 10 me in a way that
other rock didn’t, and I've gone on
to form my own underground
newspaper” or whatever. But 1
think that — and I'm going to
answer your question about the
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meatheads in one second! 1
haven’t forgotten about that! —

there’s a tremendous amount of

our audience that are really intelli-
gent folks. They're intelligent and
angry, or even just disgruntled
people with whom it resonates,
because I was one of those. When 1
was [a kid] in the Midwest, 1 lis-
tened to heavy metal music. 1 lis-
tened to Kiss and bands like that
because they rocked me. But then
when I heard bands like The Clash
or Gang Of Four or, later, Public
Enerny, it was like, “Whoa!” It res-
onated with me in a way that other
music didn’t. It steeled me, even
for just my own small struggles for

Jjustice in my school, and helped
forge me into a person that wanted
lo pursue activism at a bigger level.
But with regards to the people who
just come for the rock, I've never
seen that as a downside. We don’
play music that is for intellectuals
in coffeehouses, you know? We’'re
a tremendously visceral, rocking
band. Part of what fuels the rock-
ing nature of the band is our pas-
sion about the politics, so it’s con-
nected. First of all, we don’t hide
our political persuasion very well.
I'd disagree with you that some
people just “dou’t know.” In cvery
song and on every tshirt and in
every video, there’s no question.



Very true, but sometimes when
people sing along with Zack on
songs like “Bullet In The Head,”
you have to wonder if it’s just like a
cool video game or something to
them. The band’s not guilty of it
because, you’re right, you guys
don’t hide it at all.

We don’t. But I'm also not apolo-
getic for those fans, either — those
who just come to it for the music.
Because in the whole cultural fab-
ric. there’s a lot of rock. And
there’s a lot of rock that’'s misogy-
nist, and there’s a lot of rock that’s
just totally escapist. And there’s

precious little rock that is true
rebel music. So I think it’s neces-
sary to have that kind of beacon
out there that’s at least, well, broad-
casting the message from our
dogstar or whatever. [laughs]

Then you also have the other side
of the coin, on which people are
critical of your label affiliation. It
seems like no matter what activist
work the band does, your critics
keep bemoaning, “If Rage is so
anti-establishment, then why are
they on a Sony label?” What is the
band’s official response to that?

Oh, I've had years of forging that
response! [laughs] First of all, that
question has never once come to the
band from anyone who is involved
in political activism. That only
comes — you're asking it as a third
party, so you're excused from this
— but it only comes from smug
rock journalists and it only comes
from, for the most part, vour mid-
dle—class people who may have
some sort of indie rock elitist cre-
dentials, but beyond that have done
jack shit in the world of political
activism. Leonard Peltier doesn’t
care what label we're on. We've
been able to introduce his case to
an entirely new generation of
young people, which increases the
pressure, through letter-writing and
emails and what have you, on
President Clinton to try to get an
order of clemency. The Anti-Nazi
League in Europe doesn’t care
what label we’re on, because when
it comes time to hold a benefit
show, we draw enough people to
help put bodies in the streets the
next day to throw bricks at fascists.
They don’t care. At all. It’s tactical
as much as anything else. You have
two choices when you're a band
with political ideals: You either put
your head in the sand and you sell
45s out of the back of a truck and
you're very proud of yourself for
how pure you are, or you engage
the world and you do your best to
make strategies to effect real
change. First of all, there’s very little
precedent for what we’re doing.
There’s not a map for revolutionary
rock bands on major labels who sell
nine million records. “Oh, we just
do what they did!” [laughs] There’s
no precedent for it, so we're figur-
ing out elements of it on our own.
But when that criticism comes from
people who just don’t know any-
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thingabout what it’s like to try to get
even a quarter of an inch on page
52 of the paper about their cause or
about their struggle, and Rage
Against The Machine can put it on
the front page or can fill the
Continental Airlines Arena [in New
Jersey], it just shows a shocking lack
of perspective. And you also have to
ask yourself, too, that if you’re an
author or something, a person
who’s writing about political things
that matter to you and anti-estab-
lishment issues, do you not want
your books sold in places people
buy their books? Do you wanna
write each book out by hand?

Like a monk.

Right! [laughs] Like a monk! And
just be very pure about it. Well, then
God bless you and best of luck to
you in your work, but we’ve chosen
another path, and haven’t lost a
night’s sleep over it.

You guys do get asked that a lot,
don’t you?

Ugh. [exasperated laugh]

But rock critics especially will ask
that, because in order to do what
they do well, they have to approach
the band from an intellectual
standpoint, and it seems like an
obvious contradiction.

Sure. And you know, I totally under-
stand why they ask it, but I think it’s
just because we stand out like a sore
thumb because of our politics. A
better question might be to all
other bands on major labels: Why
aren'tyou doing something with the
tremendous amount of exposure
you have to effect some sort of
change? Rather than just attacking
a band that is using it for some sort
of political goals. Why not look at all
the bands that aren’t doing that?

On a bigger level, CMJ’s reporting
base consists almost entirely of col-
lege students, and we’re wondering
what issues you think will most
affect them in their lifetime? And
what would you suggest as recom-
mended reading for them?

Funny you should ask: There’s a
recommended reading list printed
on the inside foldout of Evil Empire.
There’s a bunch of books sort o
thrown in there, and those were just

the ones we could get approval for
in time. On our Web site,
www.ratm.conm, is the more com-
plete list. But if you had to start with
one thing, if it is possible to just
name one thing, it would be The
[Noam] Chomsky Reader. 1t’s an
excellent beginning point. It gives
you sort of an overview of how
fthings work], from your media to
vour government to your educa-
tional system. That’s an excellent
tome in that it sort of takes the
blinders off of what’s really the
internal workings of society; where
the power is and how the pyramid
structure of corporate power affects
your life. That’s a good start. As far
as the issues that will affect their
lives, I think the issue of illegitimate
authority is always a present one,
whether it be in your home or in
your school or in your community.
It certainly can be in your work-
place and in your country. [t should
be struggled against wherever it
rears its ugly head. Part of why |
always thought education, at least in
high school, was bereft of almost
any meaning, is because [ felt com-
pletely disconnected from the his-
tory that I was a part of. You know
what I'm saying? It’s like, history’s a
bunch of names and numbers and
white dudes who killed a lot of peo-
ple. And it had nothing to do with
you. Whereas what history really is,
especially the history of progressive
change, is the nameless and the
faceless who are angry about some
injustice and try to make their lives
better by fighting back. And that
means it's you. And that means it’s
me. And that means it’s journalists
and it's carpenters and it’s whoever.
Change doesn’t come from the
benevolence of “great men.” It
comes from regular people who
have the courage and the tenacity
to fight back.

VITAL STATISTICS

Like many Internet music start-ups,
Epitonic.com grew from a small idea.
Founder Aaron Newton and his partner
Scott Bilby took their insatiable thirst
for new music and their desire to
expose others to the music they loved
and applied it to a changing business
landscape. Recently, the music down-
load site — which offers free MP3 files
— was the beneficiary of a cash infu-
sion from CNet. Now, the company’s
future is looking bright as it continues
to establish itself as a cutting edge
music company.

How did the company start?
About a year ago, my friend Scatt [and I]
were cominunicating via instant chats and

email, and we started getiing into MP3 stuff

and we were like, “Wow, this is the first music
format that could possibly saiiate our
ravenous appetite for music.” He and [ started
downloading music olf' Usenet groups and
sharing our databases. It was mostly ’80s
music and today’s Top 40, but you could only
take so much ’80s music. Occasionally,
someone would put something up that was
good — I downloaded the entire Beastie Bovs
album [Hello Nasty]. Scott and I got exasper-
ated with the fact that there wasn’t good
music available. We first thought we'd start
our  own Uscnet  group  called
“alt.binaries.mp3.2weirdguysfromsouth-
carolina.” Instead, we created « little Web site
where we'd put up one or two tracks from
albums that we really liked. We'd link it to
CDnow.com and say, “If yau like these tracks,
go 1o CDnow and buy these albums.” I
happened to mention this to mv boss at
CyberGold and he said, “Money, money, you
need monev? Quit your job — I'll get you
monev!” I had to find my replacement and
quit my job and go do this thing.

AARON NEWTON

President/Founder, Epitonic.com

“We’re drawing a line in the sand and bringing to you the
music that we feel is worth your time.”

How did you see the business landscape
when you started?

When we started, we were third out of the box
for this kind of thing — EMusic and MP3.com
came before us. We thought that we were
going to catch on with them, but we didn’t
have a lot of money. Evenvthing we’ve done,
we've done on fumes. A lot of personal debt
— things like that. We saw EMusic’s quarterly
report at that time, and they sold zero music.
They had money, but they sold zero music.
Aesthetically, our goal is to just get cool music
out there. We're a bunch of art freaks. We
want to go out there and find all the good
music and bring it to you.

How do you see it now?

There are other companies that have more
money than us. There are lots of companies
out there that have lots of content that sucks.
There are some companies out there that
have a catalog that’s better than ours in some
ways (such as CDuctive’s), but it’s all $1.49 a
track. With us giving it away for free, the
traffic comes, people like us, etc.

Don’t your users ultimately decide if what
you have to offer is of any real value?
You're right, they give us validation. Bu
MP3.com says, “We don’t filter anvthing, we
let the users decide.” Well, that’s a bit of a
dump. Labels have an important job: They
cull away bands that shouldn’t come to the
market. We're like a metalabel: A label of
labels. We're not saying that we know music
better than you. We're drawing a line in the
sand and bringing to you the music that we
feel is worth vour time.

What’s the difference between what you do
and what EMusic and CDuctive are doing?

When you look at the competitive landscape,
there are three kinds of companies out there:
You've got your soapbox for the unsigned
artist — like MP3.com. [You have] the search
engine type of place like Listen.com. 1 think
that’s a valuable service, but it’s always once
removed from the experience of getiing the
music. Lastly, you've got the Wal-Mart
approach of ‘let’s just go get any content we
can get.” That's kind of the EMusic and CDuc-
tive approach. Yknow, EMusic has some
good labels, but they’ve also got some that
aren’t. I think we have more good labels than

bad. Our perspective is consumer oriented —
I don’t go to any of those other sites and feel
like, as a music consumer, someone’s helping
me find new music. We will always sacrifice
everything else to make sure the consumer
has a good experience. We have a slew of
editors making sure the music we put on our
site is top quality. I don’t see any other
company out there doing that.

Is there something wrong with giving
consumers a wide selection?

If you look at all the other companies, how
many of those were started by people that
actually listen to :t lot of music?

I'm not going to speculate, but a company
such as MP3.com has billions of dollars.
True, but that doesn’t account for taste. Look
at EMusic — they’re mostly business guys.
Their VP of Content came from Disney and
Discover Card. I'm not saving that they as a
company suck or anything like that. But 1
think, in the long run, it’s a business-to-busi-
ness company that wants to license their
catalog to whoever wants it.

But should the consumer care who acquires
the music, as long as it's the music they
want to hear?

If Stereolab is put into a bin that’s full of
Frank Zappa, They Might Be Giants, the
world’s best polka music, and whatever, that
one gem amongst a bunch of other bands
that are has-beens or mediocre. There’s no
rhyme or reason, and I think that matters to
consumers.

What is the future of your business?

We think, as we go forward, music labels will
stop signing exclusive deals with music sites,
and they’ll say, “Who can market my music
the best, and will put it on every site that they
can.” We don’t think that getting content will
be the determining factor on who makes a
good Web site. Content will be easy to acquire
in that the record labels will start recognizing
the value, and we think all the labels will put
their music anywhere they can.
