In recent vears, the power of Patu
Smith’s music has had more to do
with her tyrics than in her backing.

JOSH ROUSE

Home (Slow River-Rykodisc)
Josh Rouse’s second album is
titled Home. bui don’t expect it to
provide the security and comfort
associated with the place we lay
our heads at night. Rather, /{ome is
more about the unspoken longing
for one — a distant ache perma-
nently lodged in the marrow of
Rouse’s hesitantly upbeat roots-
pop. Picking up where his 1999
collaboration with Lambchop’s
Kurt Wagner left off, the record
subtly embellishes Rouse’s spare,
doe-eyed compositions with touch-
es of brass, organ and strings. This
instrumental detailing — courtesy
of a few Lambchop members,
among others — lends Rouse’s
wistful gazing a certain graceful
sophistication, allowing his quiet
yearning as much confidence as
anguish. “I think I got it all figured
out/ I think I've got it made,” the
Nebraska native declares on the
album’s hypnotic opener “Laugh-
ter,” the song’s mellow bounce
echoing his happy realization.
However, on “Afraid To Fail,” near
the record’s end, the songwriter’s
creeping self-doubt has begun to
dismantle his earlier certitude:
“Not that I don't want to/ I'm just
afraid to fail/ And I don’t want
t0.” It’s this unpretentious, plainly
stated Iyricism that makes Rouse’s
songcraft so warmly inviting,
poignantly balancing his fear and
desire with hope and resolution.

Noise Pop Festival Expands To Chicago

After eight years of spotlighting the Bay
Area’s local talent and inviting national acts
to get in on the fun, the Noise Pop Festival
will branch out to Chicago and give the
Windy City its own celebration of home-
grown talent. Jordan Kurland, whose Zeit-
geist Artist Management handles the likes of
Beulah, Creeper Lagoon and John Doe, has
been helping festival founder Kevin Arnold
produce the event for the last three years;
he’s now in charge of setting up the Mid-
western outpost.

Although the Chicago lineup hadn’t
been finalized at press time, Kurland said
that a reunited Wire had been scheduled for
the first night and Modest Mouse were
planned to make an appearance as well.
Although Kurland couldn’t say who else was
slated to attend, he did tell CMJ that there
might be around 20 to 25 bands on the final
roster.

“We're definitely stretching the bound-
aries of Noise Pop as far as possible,” he says,
citing a free-form jazz festival that’s going on
the same weekend that will also be incorpo-
rated into the event.

Noise Pop, Chicago style, was formed
because numerous bands wanted to play the
San Francisco-based event but couldn’t find
a way to make it out to California for a one-
off date or swerve from previously scheduled
tour dates. The Midwestern locale, said Kur-
land, made a nice mid-point between the
West and East coasts, and it boasts a fertile
music scene as well. But Kurland says that
they wouldn’t have been able to go through
with a Chicago expansion if the local book-

ing/management company Billions Corpo-
ration hadn’t agreed to help in producing
the four-day event.

“We didn’t want to have an attitude of
‘We’re Noise Pop from San Francisco and
we’re coming to rock your town,’” says Kur-
land. “We thought, let’s do it with people
who are respected there and on the ground
and who know labels and the scene really
well.”

In addition, a few of the corporate spon-
sors who've agreed to help with the market-
ing, advertising and costs of the San Francis-
co event — Listen.com, Ticket Web,
Emusic.com and ASCAP — will most likely
donate the same to the Chicago proceedings.

If all goes well in Chicago, there’s a pos-
sibility for further expansion. “The chal-
lenge is, if we just kept doing what we do we
could be successful at it, but people might
get bored. We could continue doing the 5-
night, 35-band formula, keep bringing in tal-
ented acts and showcasing local bands. Our
goal was never to be like South By South-
west....It's not like spring break for the
music industry.”

But they would only choose a city, says
Kurland, that had a thriving network of
bands and clubs that could assist him and
Arnold with the behind-the-scenes prepara-
tion. Although Noise Pop’s expansion may
mirror the industry’s current proclivity to
expand, Kurland says it’s really more about
giving people exposure to great music. “It
may sound cheesy,” he says, “but it’s nice to
keep the flame going.”

Bloodhound Gang Edits Objectionable Video

Geffen Records has cut a scene from
the Bloodhound Gang’s video for “The Bad
Touch” after receiving complaints by the
Gay And Lesbian Alliance Against Defama-
tion (GLAAD). The video, which debuted
in early February on MTV’s 120 Minutes,
shows the members of the band walking
around Paris dressed as monkeys. When
they see two men dressed as sailors, arms
locked, feeding each other french fries,
they proceed to attack the pair. GLAAD
objected to the scene, stating, “a gay-bash-
ing scene in any context in today’s climate
is not acceptable,” according to Scott
Seomin, Entertainment Media Director of
GLAAD.

“The Bad Touch” is the lead single
from Bloodhound Gang’s third album,
Hooray For Boobies. GLAAD complained to
MTV, which reviewed the video and sug-
gested to Geffen that changes be made.
Geffen complied and edited the scene; the
video went back into regular rotation on
MTV.

The Gang is currently on tour with
Goldfinger, and will appear in their video
for “99 Luftballoons,” Goldfinger’s poten-
tial second single from its forthcoming
album, Stomping Ground, due out on March
28. The video shows the members of Blood-
hound Gang clowning and hanging back-
stage with Goldfinger on the tour.




BMG Invests In
Eritmo.com

BMG Entertainment has invested an
undisclosed amount into the Miami-based
Latin music Web site Eritmo.com. BMG will
assist Eritmo.com in enhancing the site’s
digital music library, marketing and cross-
promotion efforts, while expanding its
international operations. Eritmo.com plans
to build the most extensive Latin music
library online, which can be streamed or
sold. The site also features live artist chats
and concert webcasts. The company has
offices in Buenos Aires, Brazil, Mexico,
Puerto Rico and Los Angeles. In the future,
it plans to open offices in New York and
Spain. BMG, which owns the Arista and
RCA imprints, is owned by Bertelsmann
AG, the German media conglomorate.

Said Francisco de la Torre, President
and CEO of Eritmo.com, “Since the launch
of Eritmo.com, we have strived to solidify
our reputation as the leading Internet site
serving Latin music....[BMG’s] support will
enable Eritmo.com to elevate Latin music
entertainment and marketing to a new
plateau, providing BMG Entertainment
with an incredible opportunity to expose
[its] Latin artists to an established and
growing fanbase around the world.”

Latin Market Grows

Figures released by the Recording
Industry Association of America (RIAA),
the trade group representing U.S. record
companies reported an increase of 8% in
Latin audio and video music shipped to
domestic markets; it also reported a corre-
sponding increase of 10% in the dollar
value of those shipments. According to the
figures, the Latin music market makes up
4.3% of the total U.S. music market.

The dollar value of Latin music ship-
ments has grown nearly 30% in the three
years that RIAA has been collecting data,
according to RIAA Director of Latin Music,
Ricardo Dopico. Cassettes and video ship-
ments followed the general trend down,
though not as precipitously as in the rest of
the market.

Apple Bails In Mid-
Concert

Temperamental artist Fiona Apple let
her attitude get in the way of a recent show
before her hometown crowd at the Rose-
land Ballroom in New York. Frustrated
apparently at her inability to hear herself on
stage, Apple ripped into the soundman
and, later, reporters who might write nega-
tively about the show. She apologized for
what she perceived as a sub-par perfor-

mance, and finally,
after stopping her
band during the
song “Carrion,”
Apple stormed off
the stage with the
premise that the
band would take a
five-minute break to
get the sound
straightened out.
After 20 minutes, Apple’s manager (having
drawn the short straw, one will assume)
returned to the stage to inform the audi-
ence that Apple would be unable to per-
form and had promised that ticket-holders
will be rewarded with a “kick-ass” make-up
show soon.

Apple is no stranger to bratty onstage
behavior. In 1998 at the Rock the Vote’s
Patrick Lippert Awards at the Supper Club
in New York, Apple threw a tantrum before
abandoning the stage without completing
her performance.

Blur Turns Back On
Back Catalog

Blur frontman Damon Albarn told
U.K.-based newspa-
per The Independent
that he and the rest
of the band have no
interest in ever per-
forming songs from
their back catalog
again. In 1999, the
group played a series {)
of shows, dubbed Sin- Blur
gles Nights, in sup-
port of its import-only singles box set. The
concerts were the band’s way of closing the
door on their back catalog and, as the NME
reported, turning their back on pop star-
dom and signifying the end of the Blur as
we know it.

“I don’t want to play any of the stuff
ever again,” Albarn said. “That doesn’t
mean we’re not going to do another record,
but the older you get, the more you appre-
ciate certain parts of your personality.” He
continued, “That’s still a huge part of my
life and can never be replaced by anything
else. But it can never be the whole picture.
I wanted to give myself some options so that
I know I don’t have to rely on the image
that I have to keep working.”

Albarn and ex-Sugarcubes singer Einar
have recorded a cover of the Kinks’ classic
“Lola” for the film Reykjavik 101, which is
based on the Icelandic club scene.

Papas Fritas’ I
name, aside
from its Spanish
meaning (“fried
potatoes”), is a
play on the
phrase “pop has - :

freed us” — apropos for a band whose joyful indie-
pop concoctions are as toe-tapping as they are
sophisticated. The Somerville, Massachussetts trio
— comprised of singer/guitarist Tony Goddess,
singer/drummer Shivika Asthana and bassist/singer
Keith Gendel — has just released its third album,
Building And Grounds (Minty Fresh), a charming,
more mature recording that effectively ups the ante
on Goddess's classic pop-influenced songwriting.

This album is really mellow, almost introspective.

Goddess: Yeah, | think the main thing was getting
Shivika's vocals on there more. | know a lot of people
react to them. Qur first record was like a Sunday
morning record, it kinda opens mellow, whereas the
second was like a Saturday night, it had a lot of rock
on it — it opens real loud. With this we thought we
should make more of a Sunday morning record again.
The older you get the more that kinda fits into your life.

Your songs seem to be getting more refined with
each album, in both their production and
arrangements. There’s a real '70s feel to this one.
We've always liked that tight, smooth drum sound that
they seemed to favor in the '70s. | don't try to be too
direct. I hope we're not one of those bands that are like
the Historical Preservation Society.

Covering Fleetwood Mac’s “Tusk” in your live shows
isn’t really hiding your influences.

[Laughs] Yeah, well a lot of times | [write] stuff to
please myself, then the band gets together and
decides whether its going to be appropriate for the
group. There's one song where | was just trying to go
for a Spinners, Philly soul song. When the band heard
it, they were like, “Oh, we gotta do that!” But | don’t
wanna be seen as this totally retro group.

Well, you've certainly managed to make pretty rich
pop records from very modest, 01Y means.

On our first two records, not really knowing recording
techniques that well, I think we kinda lucked out. With
this album, I think | know what makes us a unique
group and | can make it more sophisticated-
sounding.... When fo-fi came out and it was more
people making records in their bedrooms, | think it was
an excuse to be lackadaisical and rely more on not
really being good. But there was a sense that these
records were coming directly from them to you. | think
that’s one thing that electronic and a lot of rap music
has — you feel like they made the record. With a lot of
rock now, the bands sound interchangeable.

Go’s Scott Giampano said, “Touch And Go
was looking to get somewhat of a larger
presence online, and through the help of
Epitonic and their MP3s and most impor-
tantly their cut-to-the-chase editorial, that
was done.”

“Epitonic is proving to be an indispens-
able asset for independent artists and labels of
all genres,” added K'’s Chris Scofield.

Since forming in January 1999, Epiton-
ic.com has struck licensing deals with labels
such as Sub Pop, V2, Mammoth, Ubiquity and
Nettwerk Records. It has also formed strategic
partnerships with NBCi, CNet and
Listen.com.

Goldberg Group Offers
Artist-Driven Web Sites

Sheridan Square Entertainment, the
company founded last summer by music biz
veteran Danny Goldberg and C&P Partners,
announced a new online strategy based
around ArtistEnt.com, a group of Web sites
that provide artist-created content. “We are
creating an online network and community
that will foster a real, direct bond between
artists and their fans,” said Goldberg.

Currently, the offerings consist of a



soul music radio show hosted by singer
Peter Wolf, an interview with Peter Gabriel
conducted by actress (and former Gabriel
companion) Rosanna Arquette and hopes
for original content by Sugar Ray and
Todd Rundgren, whose Internet company,
PatroNet, was acquired by ArtistEnt.com.
PatroNet was an online subscription ser-
vice with a similar concept of direct-to-con-
sumer artist content. Through PatroNet,
Rundgren offered fans downloadable
music, CDs, videos and even drafts of a
book he is writing. Plans are for core artists
involved with ArtistEnt to provide a mini-
mum of one half-hour of original content
a week.

Last year Goldberg started the Artemis
Records label and in its first eight months it
has placed albums by Kittie, Kurupt and
Warren Zevon in the Billboard Top 200.
Goldberg is a former chairman or presi-
dent of Mercury, Warner Brothers and
Atlantic Records.

MTVi Takes Two-Year
Lease On House Of
Blues

MTVi has announced agreements with
House Of Blues (HOB) and RioPort that
will enable the commercial marketing of
HOB’s live concerts and provide cross-pro-
motion for both the pay-per-view webcasts
and their subsequent re-sale as download-
able music content.

The two-year deal with HOB allows
MTVi, the new media division of Viacom’s
MTV Networks, to co-sponsor HOB pay-
per-view webcasts on the HOB.com Web
site and promote them on their associated
online sites, MTV.com, VH1.com and Son-
icNet, as well as on Viacom’s cable televi-
sion properties, MTV and VH1.

While details were not available, the
agreement with RioPort will involve provid-
ing “back-end” support to HOB in deliver-
ing the digital content to consumers as a
licensed commercial product. MTVi will
receive an equity stake in HOB as a result of
the deal, and HOB will promote co-brand-
ed events through its 27 U.S. concert
venues. In the recent MTVi IPO filing, the
company stated their interest in developing
a greater e<commerce presence that will
increase when their agreement with
CDNow runs out in 2001.

This year, HOB hopes to webcast at
least 800 of the 6900 concert it will host,
according to HOB CEO Greg Trojan. They
are the second largest promoter of live
concert events, next to SFX Entertain-
ment, which reached a deal to merge with
radio industry giant Clear Channel Com-
munication. New York-based KnitMedia
started the trend of selling digital perfor-
mance content last year when it
announced plans to sell downloadable
copies of its live concerts online.

MusicMatch Rounds
Up $16.6 Million

MusicMatch  (www.musicmatch.com),
makers of the MusicMatch Jukebox, has
closed on a second round of funding, seciur-
ing a $16.6 million investment by Redpoint
Ventures (www.redpointventures.com).
MusicMatch Jukebox is a direct competitor
with RealNetwork’s popular RealJukebox, as
it allows music fans to build and organize
digital music files downloaded from the
"Net. The application also allows users to
record songs directly from CDs, vinyl
records or cassette tapes. MusicMatch will
use the funding to accelerate marketing and
product development plans for the Jukebox
software program. The company will also
add new staff to handle business and prod-
uct development.

MusicMatch has also secured a deal
with Pine Technology to bundle the Music-
Match Jukebox software with Pine’s full line
of portable MP3 players and computer
sound cards.

Company Planning In-
Store, On Demand CD
Burning

The days of out-of-print or sold-out titles
at record stores are drawing to an end quick-
er than Andrew Ridgely’s career did after he
waved goodbye to George Michael. A new
deal between New Media Network and Valley
Media will put freestanding, multimedia
kiosks in various locations, including stores
serviced by Valley Media, a distributor of
recorded music and video products to 6,400
companies in 40,000 locations.

The kiosks will allow on-demand down-
loading of albums onto CDs from a database
of 10,000 tides from 60 labels. The downloads
will take about 12 minutes per full album,
and will also ease the burden placed on the
industry by singles, which are perennial loss
leaders because of their short shelf life. The
ability to deliver out-of-print albums or an
ever-changing array of singles from the kiosks
should afford stores more inventory space
and flexibility. And because the New Media
Network’s stations track information on pur-
chasers, record labels will get expanded cus-
tomer information.

New Media Network is headed by Presi-
dent and CEO lan Duffell, who held a similar
job for Richard Branson’s Virgin Entertain-
ment Group. The company’s lead investor is
TVN, a broadband and Internet services
provider and integrator, who is providing the
backend and transmission solutions for the
NMN satellite delivery system. The new
media stations will receive be tested in three
to four locations this sscunmer.

RealNetworks announced that it would
support UMG’s music in its RealJukebox
player and downloading software.

Bronfman’s announcement was made
amidst rumors that Seagram may be
interested in selling off what is currently the
world’s largest music company. Responding to
the speculation, Bronfman told CNet that he
plans on running the company for a “very
long time.”

Each of the Big Five record labels have
their own plans, which are in various stages of
development, to offer digital music online.
The format-agnostic Sony, which is already
selling music at a site for Japanese consumers,
has issued promotional songs for download
using Microsoft’s Windows Media format.
Representatives from the company told
Industry Standard that it is looking to “work
with as many formats as possible, as long as
they are secure formats.” Warner Music is
planning to make an announcement
regarding its DRM technologies in the next
few months, and plans to offer downloadable
music during the second half of 2000. BMG
parent Bertlesmann AG has established a
DRM division — Digital World Services — and
is planning to announce its digital music plans
in the coming weeks. Among the most
significant player, however, is EMI Recorded
Music, which last month announced a
partnership with Supertracks to create a
system to digitally distribute music. Within the
next two months, it will begin offering digital

singles for sale at all online retail stores
alongside sales of traditional CDs and
cassettes. EMI’s pending merger with Warner
Music would have larger implications, since
the proposed $20 billion deal would not only
create the world’s largest music company, but
it would give EMI access to America Online’s
distributicn channels. AOL is currently
working to complete its merger with Warner
Music parent Time Warner.

the artist’s less-than-stellar history of dealing
with record companies.

In mid-1998, while finishing up material
for her follow-up to 1996's critically acclaimed
I'm With Stupid (Geffen), rumors of a merger
between the Seagram-owned Universal Music
and PolyGram were circulating. Following the
merger in December of 1998, many artists
would involuntarily be dropped from the new
company's stable of labels. Mann and some of
her more fortunate labelmates landed at their
new home at Interscope Records, the
company which ultimately absorbed Geffen
Records. The label, which is home to artists
such as Nine Inch Nails and the Folk
Implosion, assumed ownership of the rights to
Mann's new songs. About the same time,
Interscope was negotiating with New Line for
the rights to release the soundtrack to
Magnolia, which prominently features Mann'’s
music. “I thought this could be interesting,”
said Michael Hausman, her manager and co-
founder of SuperEgo. “Maybe it could be one

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big happy family — [one label] will have the
soundtrack and it will have Aimee’s record
and it will all be through Interscope.”

In early 1999, Mann submitted about 10
songs to Interscope. In April of '99, top
executives at the label informed the Mann
camp that the material didn't meet their
expectations because, according to
Hausman, the songs would not reach
beyond Mann's current fanbase. The label
returned the material back to Mann,
requesting that she re-record it. But Mann
believed that she had a finished product,
and asserted that any new material wouldn’t
be any better or change the label’s
enthusiasm for the music. Hausman blames
poor communication between Interscope,
himself and Mann as the real problem.
“When somebody says to you, ‘My God the
record’s done? I thought you were still
making it,” seemed really odd after two
years.” Hausman believes the reaction was a
reflection of the consequences of music
industry mergers. “People try to pick up
projects and they don't really know what's

going on, or the history of the artist,” he
said. Representatives from Interscope
declined to comment on the matter.

Fortunately for Mann and Hausman,
the goal of purchasing the rights to her
record from Interscope came relatively
quickly. “All the top guys — Jimmy lovine,
Ted Fields and Tom Whalley — said, ‘If
this marriage doesn’t seem to work you
guys can go your way and we’ll go our
way,”” said Hausman.

With Mann’s guidance, Hausman and
her lawyers negotiated with Universal
Records, whose lawyers were already busy
dealing with dozens of similar cases. Within
two months after Interscope rejected the
album, the two sides reached a settlement
and Mann purchased the rights to her songs.
Hausman would not disclose the actual
amount it took to buy back the music, which
was purchased entirely by Mann herself. He
would say, however, re-quoting Mann, “For a
corporation or a big record company, [it
wasn’t] a lot of money, but for a normal
person [it was] an insanely large amount of

in 1979, when Rikk Agnew and his
brother Frank left the earliest incarnation
of the band, Danell joined, eventually
becoming the band’s rhythm guitarist.

The group made its debut in 1982
with the single “1945,” and followed it
with their now-classic debut album,
Mommy’s Little Monster, in '83. The
influential group released Prison Bound
five years later. The country-tinged effort
hinted at the act’s next self-titled album,
which featured a cover of Johnny Cash’s
“Ring Of Fire”; the Epic release sold more
than 250,000 copies. Social D released
three more albums — Somewhere Between
Heaven And Hell (1992), White Light, White
Trash (1996) and Live at the Roxy (1998),
the latter of which was released by Time
Bomb Records. The band was on
indefinite hiatus at the time of Danell’s
death. Before his death, Danell was
keeping busy recording local Orange
County bands in Social D’s Fullerton
studio, Casbah.

He is survived by his wife, a 3-year-old
son and a 6-month-old daughter.

“Our initial fanbase is going to be
Anglophiles and people who pay attention
to the British press because their presence is
so high,” says Dietz. “But I think this is a
record that is wide open and will draw in
fans from all kinds of different places. From
people who love Radiohead and The Verve,
to people who love The Cure and
Morrissey, to people who love American
pop bands.”

“This  band really crosses
boundaries,” avers Dietz. “We feel it can
do the same thing as, for example, Ben
Folds Five did with Whatever and Ever Amen
and the single ‘Brick.””

The band’s lead singer, Fran Healy, is

committed to working all year on press and
support for the album, according to Dietz.
Following the Oasis tour, Travis will return
to the U.S. later this summer to perform a
series of club dates, which will give fans a
more intimate glimpse at the lush Brit-pop
band. Plans are being made for extensive
radio, press and in-store appearances
during both tours.

“A big part of marketing this band is
making sure they connect with their fans,”
says Dietz. “They are the most charming
and affable people I've ever met in the
industry, so it’s very important that we are
able to introduce them to their fans.”

Travis’ popularity in England has
already garnered them a lot of airplay at
college radio, commercial and college
specialty shows and British rock shows.
Epic will focus on the first single, “Why
Does It Always Rain On Me?” said Devin
Krug, National Director of College
Promotion/Marketing for independent
promotion company AAM. The company,
which is handling college radio promotion
for this release, has been receiving many
calls from college radio reps reporting
their satisfaction. “Just from hearing one
song they've said, ‘You don’t have to worry
about Travis’,” Krug says. Though the
single only recently impacted radio, and
with the radio add date coming on March
20, radio stations such as KCRW and
WRAS have already expressed their
support for the album.

The video for the first single was shot in
1999 and was directed by John Hardwick.
Videos have also been made for the album’s
other three singles, “Turn,” “Driftwood”
and “Writing To Reach You.” Fans can get
their own copy of two of these videos, as
well as special concert, interview and
backstage footage of the band in a value-
added limited edition video, which is being
offered as a promotion solely at indie retail.

Epic’s New Media department,
headed by Coery Llewelyn, is putting the
finishing touches on a contest that will be
offered through the Internet search
engine Lycos. The promotion will be
touted on the front page and in banner
ads on the site, and will offer the winners a
chance to fly to Glastonbury, England, to
see Travis headline the legendary
Glastonbury Festival. Llewelyn told CMJ
that he also hopes to offer an exclusive
download through Lycos, such as the
band’s furious cover of Britney Spears’s
“Baby One More Time.”

In addition to the Lycos deal, the New
Media department is setting up deals with
online music sites. Spin.com, for example,
is offering a downloadable live recording of
“Why Does It Always Rain On Me,”
recorded in the Spin studios along with
some streamed interview content.

“I think anyone who turns out for the
shows is going to have a real positive
outlook on both bands,” says Dietz. “So
we're expecting their fans will treat us well.”

When you're dealing with Beatles fans,
there are only two types of people in this
world: Those who love John Lennon and
those who love Paul McCartney. In my
family, I've always been the Lennon rep-
resentative. My mother, on the other
hand, was the biggest Paul McCartney fan
that I know of. A relative recently told me
about the time when she and my cousin
went with my mom to see Wings at Madi-
son Square Garden during the “Red Rose
Speedway” tour and, after the show, tried
to sneak into the hotel where Macca was
staying. But I never really cared much for
McCartney’s solo stuff, as much as I tried
to like it. Sure, some of it is simply amaz-
ing, like McCartney I, “Ebony And Ivory”
or “My Brave Face.” Hell, even the covers
album he released last year was pretty
damn good. But the one record that
remains in my mind to this day as
Macca’s landmark post-Beatles work is his
third album with Wings. And from the
biblical-proportion flood of critical acco-
lades Band On The Run has received since
its release in December 1973, it’s clear
I'm not the only one who feels that way.
Even Lennon once called it “a great
album.” Its multi-faceted big-band rock
has withstood the test of time, posturing
firm like an iceberg of creative brilliance,
dwarfing sappy drivel like “Silly Love
Songs” and “Pipes Of Peace.” One last
confession: There’s a dollop of sentimen-
tality mixed up attachment to this album
— it was recorded during the month I
was born, August 1973. — Ron Hart
