DAFT PUNK
Discovery (Virgin) S
If God really does control the pop fates that spin on the heavenly jukebox, it’s
only fair that 2001’s brightest breakthrough moment be granted to Daft Punk.
After all, who deserves it more than Thomas Bangalter and Guy Manuel de
Homem-Christo, makers of one of the greatest albums of the *90s, the French
house manifesto Homework, and the most crucial crossover pop stars this side
of OutKast? Bangalter’s unprecedented skill at creating disco hits to jumpstart
weddings (Stardust’s “Music Sounds Better With You”) and house tracks to melt
clubs (“Together,” his collaboration with D] Falcon), lend him the necessary
one-two of mass appeal and hipster credibility, and this is the pulpit that
Discovery plays from. Of the constituencies, the hardcore clubbers get the short-
est shrift, but who’s gonna bitch when your consolation prizes include the
party-rocking shout-along “Crescendolls” and the tension groove masterpiece
“Superheroes”? But Discovery will best satisfy lovers of superior, futuristic
dance-pop. The best-be-a smash “One More Time,” featuring Jersey house deity
Romanthony’s vocoderized proclamations of dance-floor upliftment; “Harder,
Better, Stronger, Faster,” a playful house-funk call to arms; and “Something
About Us,” a soulful love song completely outside of the Dafts’ usual stratos-
phere, are all Top 40 moments of brilliant proportions. Now if only our prayers
would be answered! — Piotr Orlov

SILVER SCOOTER

The Blue Law (Peek-A-Boo)

There’s nothing drunken about Silver Scooter’s third full-length — a note-wor-
thy fact when you consider that there’s a bar mentioned in almost every song.
It’s as if Austiner Scott Garred, Silver Scooter’s singer and principal songwriter,
is a career designated driver, always the sober observer, perpetually the voice of
reason. From Garred’s peaceful, laconic delivery (with a pleasantly percussive
twist to his consonants) to the measured way he tells his characters’ stories
(even the exaggerated crazyman in “Terrorism Lover”), there is a marked inhibi-
tion, a reticence, to Silver Scooter. This can work to the band’s advantage, and it
often does — restraint within the tidy, well-produced pop-rock context they
inhabit (complete with clacking drums and swallowed backing vocals) is a more
effective tool than messy, destructive impulses would be. But while straight-up
rawk touches might sound contrived, Silver Scooter could use a few more cylin-
ders to rev up; impeccably crafted songs like “Albert Hall” scream for a guitar
crescendo or two, and the intense “Remembering” aches for something more
aggressive than the twee organ riff that glues it together. So the album’s name,
and Garred’s repeated line, “Beer’s not sold on Sundays,” from the title track,
become emblematic: The Blue Law is a perfect album for days when teetotaling
restraint is mandated, when melody is more effective than zeal.

On their self-titled debut, the Kings Of Convenience came off like a suave new
Simon & Garfunkel, thanks to their subtle folk-pop songwriting and charming
narratives. The presentation envisioned by Norwegian guitarists/singers Eric
Glambek Boe and Erlend @ye was simple, but the delicate melodies and arching
vocal harmonies struck a chord with sensitive boys and girls everywhere. Fans of
the first album will find Quiet Is The New Loud to be somewhat of a bittersweet
experience: Six of its 12 songs appeared on the first album, albeit in more
stripped down versions. A full set of new material would have been nice, but
polishing these acoustic gems and making them readily available on a global
level makes the offense forgivable. More encouraging is the fact that the new
tunes are just as good or even better, as in the cases of the jazzy “Singing Softly
To Me” and the subtly arranged “Little Kids.” The new album also has a warmer
feel that plays up the vocal harmonies to even greater effect, and the instrumen-

Pure Rock Fury (Atlantic)

In the 10 years since its formation, Clutch has done quite a bit of label hopping,
moving from their own imprint to Earache, then EastWest, then Columbia,
back to their own label, and now to Atlantic. The band’s musical development,
not to mention its huge amassment of diehard fans, has thankfully followed a
steadier trajectory, and that path hits a new high water mark with Pure Rock
Fury. Though its early cuts pigeonholed Clutch as an also-ran to its then-peers
Helmet, by 1998’s The Elephant Riders, the band had fuzzed-out and, literally,
found its groove in heavy, funky, jam-friendly riffing. Those followers who
found Elephant Riders a little too loose for their liking, however, will rejoice at
Pure Bock Tury this new album. The D.C. band shakes off the excess noodling and delivers a
plain old ass whooping, ripping through its songs with a sound fueled by the
gnashing spirit of its hardcore roots, while it maintains the quirky, elastic
rhythms that make it a stand-out. Want proof? Check “Open Up The Border,”

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Napster Down But
Not Out...Yet

In the early evening hours
of March 5, Judge Marilyn Patel
issued a preliminary injunction
against Napster that puts the
responsible of identifying and
removing copyrighted material
from the music service on both
the file-sharing company and the
recording industry per the terms
of the 9th Circuit Court of
Appeals decision.

“The burden of ensuring
that no copying, downloading,
uploading, transmitting or dis-
tributing of plaintiffs’ copyright-
ed works occurs on the system is
shared between the parties,” the
9th Circuit Courts decision read.

Responding to the findings
of the higher court, Judge Patel’s
March 5 injunction requires that
the record labels submit a list of
song titles and artist names they
want Napster to remove from its
system. The file-sharing compa-
ny will then have 72 hours to
block the copyrighted material
from its users.

Black Crowes Promote
Brotherly Love

The Black Crowes have con-
firmed rumors that they will be
co-headlining an American
tour with Oasis.

The aptly-named “Tour Of
Brotherly Love” will kick off
May 11 in Las Vegas and wrap
up June 7 at New York’s Radio
City Music Hall. Music fans
everywhere are currently taking
bets on who will throw a
tantrum first, then storm back
home and bring the tour to a
screeching halt. Let’s hope fam-
ily counselors are planning to
hit the road with the brothers
Gallagher and Robinson to help
keep it together.

The Black Crowes also
recently sued Lloyd’s of
London, the underwriter of last
year’s Black Crowes/Jimmy
Page tour. Before the tour
kicked off, both Page and the
Crowes bought a policy from
the international insurance
company to protect them from
financial loss in case any part of

the tour was cancelled. A back
injury suffered by Page forced
the band to cancel nearly a
month’s worth of shows last
fall.

According to the lawsuit
filed March 1 in Los Angeles,

Black Crowes

the company has refused to
compensate the band for the
missed September and
October performances,
including the anticipated
co-headlining run with The
Who at Madison Square
Garden. The Crowes are
seeking compensatory and
punitive damages.

Courtney Has No
Love For Universal

Courtney Love has filed a
suit against her record label,
Universal, over disputed con-
tractual obligations. Love’s law-
suit counters one filed against
her last year by Universal,
which claimed the Hole front-
woman was backing out of her
contract with Geffen Records
after she delivered only two
albums out of a five-album
deal.

In her lawsuit, Love accuses
the major labels of acting as an
illegal trust that forces artists to
sign unfair contracts designed
to cheat artists out of profits
and royalties. The action also
seeks to invalidate a 1987
amendment to Section 2855 of
the California Labor Code,
which limits personal-services
contracts to seven years. The
amendment allows record
labels to sue artists if they fail
to fulfill the terms of their con-
tract. Per Love’s suit, the
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amendment uses “the specter of
protracted litigation and ‘dam-
ages’ [for non-delivery of
albums]... to prevent artists
from gaining fair payment for
their creative efforts.” Love
vows to plead her case all the
way to the Supreme Court.

Love has also expressed a
desire to start a union for
recording artists. Rock stars of
the world, unite!

In addition, as the woman
that controls the catalog of her
late husband, Kurt Cobain,
Love has been in talks with
Epitaph Records to release
never-before-heard recordings
done by the late Nirvana front-
man, as well as a one-off by
Love’s new “femme punk
supergroup,” according to her
website at www.holemusic.com.

Moby Interviews Daft Punk Coordinated by M. Tye Comer

tronic artist — and not

too many from any other
genre of music, for that matter
— made more of an impact on
pop culture than Moby. His
music was inescapable. You
heard it on the radio, at the
movies, in the grocery store...
you probably even heard it in
your sleep. And it was just as
hard to escape Moby himself.
After the Calvin Klein ads, the
dozens of talk show appear-
ances, award show perfor-
mances, flashy music videos
and a two-year world tour, his
became the most famous
shaved head in rock 'n’ roll
since Billy Corgan, completely
dispeiling the ongoing myth that
one-man techno musicians
would remain forever unmar-
ketable and unrecognizable.

I n the year 2000, no elec-

Ironic that in 2001, the artists
most poised to capture the

attention of America's dance-
floors and clothing stores are

two people you wouldn't recog-
nize if you clocked them in the
head with a glowstick. French
duo Daft Punk (Thomas
Bangalter and Guy-Manuel De
Homem-Christo) have purposely
kept their mugs away from mag-
azine and television cameras,
hiding behind photo-shopped
distortions and, this time
around, robot helmets to keep
their identities as mild-man-
nered house producers secret.
With their latest release,
Discovery (Virgin), Daft Punk
will once again prove that popu-
lar artists don’t necessarily
need to be recognizable to
remain popular.

We couldn’t think of two musi-
cal entities within the electronic
music genre that have found
more acclaim and adoration by
using such diverse and conflict-
ing artistic ideals than Daft
Punk and Moby. We also could-
n't think of any artists who
might have more (or perhaps

less) to say to each other, if
given the opportunity. On
January 30, 2001, during a New
York City listening party for
Discovery, we introduced the
tace of techno to the scene’s
most anonymous producers,
stepped back, and listened as
they discussed their shared love
of American hip-hop, their con-
trasting views on life in the
limelight, and on life in general,
as touchstones to an entire gen-
eration of musicians and DJs.

Moby: So I was listening to
your new record, and it seems
like it’s a lot less mimimal than
the first album.

Thomas: Yes, it’s very... maxi-
mal. We did minimal stuff on
Homework, and now we really
wanted to break every rule that
we made on that record. We
explored, like, 40 ideas in a
three-minute track rather than
using one idea over a 10-
minute track. But you know
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how it is to change from one
album to the next. It’s more
fun.

M: What were some of the
things you were listening to
when you made this record?

Guy-Manuel: We listened to
some albums when we were
making the album, but nothing
that really influenced us. I was
listening to a lot of Foreigner.

T: I think we were not really lis-
tening to house. House is start-
ing to go... not in a vicious cir-
cle, but it’s always disco. That’s
good from time to time, but...
I was actually listening to a lot
of American hip-hop.

M: Modern hip-hop or old
school?

T: Modern...

M: That’s pretty much all I lis-
ten to.

T: Bands like OutKast show
how open-minded musicians
can be, and that’s really what
we're trying to do in electronic
music; to have an open mind
and really push the limits. I



think Timbaland as a producer,
and OutKast as artists, are real-
ly breaking the rules of hip-hop
and going further. We really

like the sound of American

radio in general, in terms of
compression and dynamics. It’s
always been a very big influence
to us.

M: Hip-hop radio in New York
has always been very R&B
influenced, reggae influenced,
soul influenced... Sometimes
I'll travel around the world and
I’ll meet people who are into
hip-hop, but they’re only into
the really aggressive stuff. And
it’s strange because when you
go out to hip-hop clubs, it’s
supposed to be party music and
it’s supposed to be sex music.
But if you’re playing “Fuck Tha
Police,” it’s really hard to get
your sexy groove on with
someone. But that’s why I like
Hot 97, the hip-hop radio sta-
tion here in New York, because
it’s a lot more R&B influenced.
(pause) So, what’s the worst
thing about living in France?

G: Um...the weather.

T: Yes.. .especially in the winter.
It’s very bad. What’s the worst
thing about living in New York?

M: Well, it’s a double-edged
sword. One of the nice things
about living in New York now
is that it’s cleaner, it’s safer and
there’s less crime, but I remem-
ber when I first moved here 12
years ago, New York City was a
really scary, but a very sexy
place. Now, it’s more like cigar
bars and expensive bottles of
wines, and limousines. It’s very
affluent, but it’s not as interest-
ing as it used to be. I miss the
dirty, dangerous, sexy element
of New York.

T: Does it affect your music?
M: Um...

T: Your music is
cleaner...safer... (laughs)

- RPM
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M: I don’t know, really... But
one of the things I particularly
like about the career that you've
had is the fact that you’ve had
the most unlikely hit singles. I
mean, “One More Time” is a
great single, but it’s kind of
obvious that it would be a hit.
But the singles off of
Homework, I never thought
they would become hits.

T: It’s always surprising. We
make the music for having fun
ourselves, and we never think
about whether it will be popu-
lar or not, so it’s always surpris-
ing. It still is.

(The recognizable vibration of
Daft Punk’s “One More Time”
creeps through the wall of the

office.)

M: God, I hear this song every-
where. I must have heard it 50
times during France’s NR]
Music Awards alone. Every time
they introduced someone, every
time they went to a commer-
cial....

T: Honestly, watching the TV
show was like. ... every time
they would say “and the winner
is...,” they would play “One
More Time.” All my friends
were phoning me saying, “Are
you there?” Everyone was
expecting us to win an award
or something.

M: It always makes me nervous
hearing my songs in that con-
text. If I'm watching TV, orin a
nightclub, and I hear one of my
songs, that’s when I expect
everyone to suddenly stop lik-
ing what I do. Like, this is when
everyone is going to stop danc-
ing, turn on me, tear me limb
from limb and throw me out
the window. But one of the nice
things about making records is
that when you put it out into
the world, you put it out in so
many myriad contexts. Right
now out there, this song is
being played and one person
might have just broken up with

their girlfriend, another person
might be trying to pick up that
girl, one person might have
gotten fired from their job. The
song means something differ-
ent to everyone who hears it.
Multiply that by a hundred
million... You can’t control all
the different contexts, which is
kind of exciting.

T: There’s no way to imagine it.
When you look at the airplay
charts in the UK., it estimates
the number of people the song
reached that week, and I think
the number one song reaches
90 million people, just in the
U.K. alone. When you’re mak-
ing music, it is a very personal
experience, but once you
release it, you can’t really con-
trol what kind of effect it will
have and what the context will
be.

M: Can you explain the idea
behind the robots masks?

T: The story is that we were in
the studio making music on the
night of September 9, 1999, and
there was the 9-9-99 bug. There
was a big explosion, and we
don’t remember anything after
that, but we woke up and we
were robots. We just like the
idea of visually doing things
differently and not doing the
same thing twice. We were
wearing different kinds of
masks in the past and not hav-
ing a definite identity; doing
this is a different approach, but
not entirely opposite to what
we have done in the past.

M: When I was growing up,
every musician I ever really
liked — people like Miles Davis
and Prince and Johnny Rotten
— they all did interviews and
they all took pictures and they
all played concerts. I knew what
they all looked like. So when 1
made a record and the record
company wanted me to do a
photo shoot, I said ‘yes.’ I never
really thought about it. I don’t
think I was ever smart enough
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to approach it that way you
did...

G: Maybe at the time when we
were younger, we saw the bad
side of managers and record
companies using rock bands
like puppets... and we didn’t
want it that for ourselves. We
didn’t ever understand why it
should be systematic that just
because you make music, you
should appear on the cover of a
magazine...

T: As human.

G: Yes, as human. At the time
people wanted us to be in mag-
azines, I don’t think we were
making much more than a
baker or a shoe-maker. And
they are not on the cover of
magazines.

M: But one of the nice things
about culture is the fact it
democratic. The reason that
actors and musicians are on the
cover of magazines and not
bakers and shoe-makers is
because ultimately, people want
to know more about actors and
musicians.

T: Because it makes them
dream.

M: For myself...I am more like-
ly to read a book about Miles
Davis than one about a baker.

T: Yes, that’s true, but...the
question was really about try-
ing to do things differently. We
don’t have anything against
people who are trying to be
exposed. For me personally, I
was so much more into cinema
and really worshipping filmak-
ing and directors, and I really
liked the fact that there’s much
less media emphasis on direc-
tors. We like the idea of sepa-
rating ourselves physically from
what we are doing.

M: I've been criticized for being
too public, going to too many
awards shows and doing many
photo shoots. But my feeling is
that there are so many different

Lemon Jelly members Nick
Franglen and Fred Deakin made a
lot of career stops before finding
their niche — orchestrating
charismatic, sample-fueled elec-
tronic pop. Franglen tried his
hand at gardening for Phil
Collins, writing music for Sony
PlayStation ads, film scoring, and
programming keyboard and
drum sequences for everyone
from Bjork to the Spice Girls.
Deakin passed his time DJing and
running club nights in
Edinburgh, Brighton and London
and teaching graphic design at
Central St. Martin’s School of Art
in London. But it’s safe to say that
with Lemon Jelly, the two have
truly found their calling. Their
music is at once playful, haunt-
ing, strangely familiar, and
remarkably original — arriving at
similar ends as Air while traveling
a completely different musical
course. In fact, the band’s dra-
matic fusion of giddy guitar and
piano melodies with random
vocal samples, hypnotic sound
loops and electronic rhythms is
so infectious, the band appeared
on BBC Radio 1 and became a
darling of the U.K. press before
they even signed a record deal.
April 3 will see Lemonjelly.ky
released on XL-Beggars Banquet,
an album that collects tracks
from three very-limited edition
EPs released in Europe between
1998 and 2000. You'll be buzzing
about the artwork alone.

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RPM Artists To Watch

THE ANGEL

During the past four years, the
Angel put her sonic stamp on
film scores (1997’s Tupac-as-
junkie-cop free-for-all Gridlock'd
and 2000’s stock market drama
The Boiler Room) and numerous
remixes (Japanese lounge kids
Fantastic Plastic Machine, jazz
pianist Jacky Terrason and hip-
hop dopesters the Pharcyde have
been among her clients). She’s
also taken sidesteps into drum ’n’
bass (with Jaz Klash, a collabora-
tion with Bristol’s More Rockers)
and trip-hop (with her 60
Channels project), but the
Brooklyn-born, London-bred,
L.A.-based producer knows her
beat esthetic well enough to be
the master of her own domain.
With the May 22 release of No
Gravity (Supacrucial), her first
proper solo album, she unequivo-
cally proves that spacey electron-
ics and experimental hip-hop
share greater kinship than many
heads and rave kids would care
(or know enough) to admit. To
drive the point home, she brings
Pharcyde’s Tre Hardson, the
toast-flavored Navigator from
similarly minded rap-rave crew
the Freestylers, Divine Styler, and
other left-of-center MCs to pep-
per the record with rap spices far
more conscious of hip-hop cul-
ture than most crossover
attempts, finishing the job Mo
Wax and Ninja Tune artists start-
ed in the mid ’90s.

MAX GRAHAM

In the beginning, Kinetic Records’
Transport D] mix series seemed to
be little more than a vehicle for
Paul Oakenfold in his quest for
global domination. Not only does
Oakey’s 1998 mix remain the
most successful of the popular
series (more than 230,000 have
been sold to date), he also toured
the States three times under the
Kinetic/ Transport banner between
’98 and *99. But successive mixes
by Britain’s Dave Ralph and
America’s Sandra Collins — as
well as a spotless reputation for
throwing class-A parties — has
allowed Transport to evolve into
one of the global trance scene’s
most recognizable and reliable
crusaders. Kinetic is banking that
Canadian DJ Max Graham has
skills superior enough to blaze his
own trail with Transport 4 (release
date: May 15). Having spent the
last decade breaking the progres-
sive house scene in his homeland,
he’s already been hyped as
Canada’s “Ambassador Of Dance.”
His Transport affiliation, coupled
with a full-scale U.S. tour this
spring, guarantees Graham’s name
will soon be whispered in the
same breath as the trance elite.
But his mix alone, a smooth pro-
gressive house journey peppered
with his own unique flavor, is
enough to secure his status as one
of the scene’s most watched and
sought-after talents of 2001.

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FUSSIBLE

Prior to captaining the Mex-Tech
revolution now known as Nortec
— a fusion of Mexico’s oompah,
drum ’n’ brass music and synthe-
sized atmospherics — Tijuana-
based DJ/programmers Pepe Mogt
and Melo Ruiz were two-thirds of
Artefakto(Opcién Sénica),
Mexico’s most influential post-
industrial electronica outfit. But
today they are known as Fussible
(pronounced Foo-SEE-blay), a
band with a fondness for making
music that sounds like Los Tigres
Del Norte on mescaline. Fussible
made a name for itself on Mexican
dancefloors and radio with its hit
“Milenio,” a jazzy, breakbeat track
decorated with a melodic vocal
coo. The song was featured on
Fono, the duo’s big beat-heavy
debut that was released on Mil
Records, a label formed by Fussible
and Bostich (known as the “godfa-
ther of Nortec”). An album of
remixes, Bostich+Fussible, soon
followed. The band is featured on
Nortec Collective: The Tijuana
Sessions Vol. 1 (Mil-Palm), and was
recently signed to Head+Arm, the
electronic branch of Sonic360. a
label headed by Beta Band and
Coldplay producer Chris Allison.
On April 1, Head+Arm will make
Fussible’s remix of previously
released song “Odyssea 2001” and
brand new “No One Over 21”
available on vinyl. A full-length
album by the band is also expected
for release in May.

The U.K. goes through new musical trends faster than a box of Kleenex,
though its latest favorite — 2-step garage — seems poised to last. But will it
make the transition from British phenom to an overseas hit? By Tricia Romano

Artful Dodger

y ) itting in his dark

) blue M-5 BMW, Pete

Devereaux of British

2-step duo Artful Dodger
watches a football game on the
car’s telly while he discusses
the popularity of the genre in
his native land. “It’s kind of
gone past its honeymoon peri-
od,” he explains, noting that
M]J Cole’s debut album,
Sincere, “only” sold 100,000
copies despite being nominat-
ed for the prestigious Mercury
Music Prize. “You’d think if
you [were nominated) for an
award, it would shift more
albums. It’s a cool award to
win, but it’s about selling
records and shifting units.
That’s the bottom line.”

Brash talk from a produc-
er in a genre that would have
been considered “underground”
just a year or two ago. But not
only does 2-step still garner
heavy airplay on pirate radio
stations — the heart and soul
of the U.K. underground —
it’s also managed to make a
presence on the British charts
— a trick that neither drum ’'n’
bass nor 2-step’s predecessor,
speed garage, ever managed.
And with the widespread pop-
ularity of the form in the UK,
could those praising the break-

beat/garage hybrid as “the next
big thing” in the U.S. actually
be on to something?

Derived from the short-
lived speed garage movement
— itself a spin-off of U.S.
garage — 2-step (or U.K.
garage) is an amalgamation of
U.S. hip-hop, R&B, house and
drum ’n’ bass. Now, nearly
three years after it broke free
from speed garage, 2-step has
put African-American-influ-
enced music back at the fore-
front of British dance culture.
Craig David (the R&B artist
whose voice adorns Artful
Dodger’s blowout hit, “Re-
Rewind”) sits happily atop the
U.K. pop charts, mainstream
radio stations embrace the
genre while pirate radio turns
club heroes like Wookie,
Spoony, and Dreem Team into
stars, and producers like Cole
rack up the critical respect and
garnering nominations for the
Mercury Prize (past winners
include Portishead and Roni
Size).

The long-standing joke
about 2-step garage is that it’s
a field full of failed jungle pro-
ducers who couldn’t cut it on
the darkside of drum ’n’ bass.
Cole, for one, tinkered with
beats as a jungle producer, uti-

lizing his classical music chops
to produce jazzy tracks on the
S.0.U.R. and Emotif labels
under the monikers Morf, Jilt
and Spectra 1000. But Cole,
who now says his drum ’n’
bass was “too soft,” smartly
and swiftly left for the greener
pastures of 2-step.

“I loved [drum ’n’ bass] so
much, I creatively wanted to
take it where it didn’t want to
(go,]” he says. I put in lush
chords, and when I listened
back to it, I didn’t want [them]
there. It was a relief when I
actually started doing the
garage thing.”

Though it’s a spawn of
drum ’n’ bass, many consider
2-step to have a better shot at
breaking the sound barrier of
anti-dance American radio and
MTV than jungle. 2-step
makes no effort to keep it real
by keeping it hard, so all man-
ners of “soulful” elements are
welcomed with big, Gucci-
adorned, diamond-glittered
arms. Cole and others redis-
covered the art of the melody
and compose music that pre-
sents a wider scope of emo-
tions than the majority of
drum ’n’ bass and house.

But for all its resemblance
to R&B and its reflections of
hip-hop, American R&B fans
are notorious for not swallow-
ing anything they didn’t create:
trip-hop and drum ’n’ bass
went unnoticed by the urban
market in America, and 2-step
might suffer from the same
consequences. So the question
remains; will Yankees ever do
the doodle dandy to 2-step?

“I would say the garage
scene is so big, it’s on the verge
of exploding,” says drum 'n’
bass don Roni Size. “Of course,
I remember when jungle got
the same hype in ’97. And 2-
step’s really only had [a few]
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artist albums, so we’ll see what
happens.”

Size knows better than
anyone that it is albums, not
12-inch singles, that people
buy and remember. Cole
(whose Sincere album hits U.S.
shelves through Mercury
Records one April 10) and
cohorts like Artful Dodger
(whose full-length It’s All
About The Stragglers, is set for
a May release on London-Sire)
seem to know this as well.

“I don’t think it’s reached
full maturity yet,” Cole says.
“Hopefully we’ll start to see
great albums come out. That’s
a sign of great music: It’s easy
to make a one-off tune, but if
you can make a great album,

you really are an artist. They
are the things that sit on peo-
ples shelves. They are the signs
of longevity.”

“I think it could have a
shot at it, I really do,” says
Devereaux. “I really think it
could have a go to take on the
world. When you get people
like Madonna coming to you
for a remix, you know you're
making waves.” NNIVIR



music provided the sound-

track for the chill-out room
at raves, where clubbers had a
chance to escape the increasingly
intense BPMs on the main floor,
or focus on heightening a partic-
ularly intense chemical experi-
ence. But over the years, as elec-
tronic music splintered into a
vast assay of genres, so did ambi-
ent. No longer just the bailiwick
of slow, mildly syncopated beats
a la Spacetime Continuum or
the Orb, its influence has trick-
led down to minimal techno and
trance.

Ambient’s seemingly dis-
parate sub-styles actually make
wonderful bedfellows, often
resulting in sublime electronic
pop constructed with magnifi-
cent digital craftsmanship.
Artists in this new ambient scene
often employ tones and drum
sounds plucked from the techno
palette, jettisoning the pounding
rhythms in favor of a romanti-
cism normally reserved for the
pop charts, marrying abstract,

The Rebirth Of Ambient By Eric Demby

Vienna-native wunderkind who
has captured the sound kids’ col-
lective imagination with his two
majestic albums, 1998’s Pop
Loops For Breakfast and 2000’s A
Choir Of Empty Beds. The latter
has become the defining album
of the scene, its sugarcube-pop
perfectly tinged with a heart-
wrenching yearning.

Amazingly, Fleischmann
(who works under the moniker
B. Fleischmann) was a hard rock
drummer with no knowledge of
electronic music when he dis-
covered the MC-505 Groovebox
sampler/sequencer at a rehearsal
session in 1998. “At that time, I
thought about [making music]
not on the drums or on the clas-
sical piano, but I didn’t know
how I should do it,” he recalls. “I
saw this thing and thought,
‘Wow, it would be cool to work
with that.” Nine months later,
he had not only figured out the
gear, he had also completed the
Pop Loops masterpiece, which
was already causing an under-
ground stir by spring of 1999.
Coincidentally,
the album was
the first release
on Morr
Music (in tan-
dem with
Vienna’s
Charizma
Records), a
label run by
Thomas Morr,
the sun
around which
the new elec-
tronic pop
scene orbits. Morr, 30, emits his
gravitational pull from the for-
mer East Berlin, where his
white-hot label still operates out
of his modest flat. If a cool
seven-inch is making the rounds
somewhere on Earth, Morr
knows about it — and most
likely had a hand in its release.
Morr also works for the German

distributor Haus Musik, which
handles the handful of the
scene’s labels (such as City
Centre Offices), as well as splen-
did minimal-house imprints like
Cologne’s Kompakt and Mouse

Focusing mostly on full-
lengths, Morr Music artists such
as Styrofoam (Belgium’s Arne

who also helps operate the label)
have constructed a comfy chair
of what Morr calls “up-to-date
nostalgia” electronic music.
Linked by a shared reverence for
“key records” — including early
Kraftwerk, Autechre, Seefeel, the
Smiths and old OMD B-sides —
the artists in this community are
just starting to jell, as evidenced
by last year’s double-disc scene-
defining compilation Putting
The Morr Back In Morrissey (not
a collection of Smiths covers!).

If the family has a quiet
genius, it’s fellow East Berliner
Jan Jelinek, a soft-spoken 26-
year-old who has already issued
a number of masterful records,
including an album under the
name Gramm (on the German
Source Records) that blurred the

Finding-Jazz-Records (released
on Pole’s ~Scape label), is a
beguiling quilt of swirling,
haunting washes and digital
edits gently nudged by muted
rhythm patterns. Using a com-
plex, self-referential creative
process in which a track’s
arrangement is triggered by the
chord and rhythm changes con-
tained in samples of old soul
and jazz records, Jelinek’s sound
evolved out of his dislike for
(and inability to play) key-
boards. Describing his hard-
ware-based “loop-point modula-
tion” approach, he says his pri-
mary intention was to “make the
process of music-making pub-
lic,” a goal inspired by Atom
Heart’s 1998 album of clicks and
cuts, Schnittstelle. As enveloping
as they are fascinating, the tracks
— like the music of all the artists
in the new ambient scene — are
documents of human emotion
expressed through a catalyst of
sentient machines. Could there
be a more suitable way to relax

T here are two very
quick ways to a col-
lege radio program-
mer’s heart: 1) Compilations
of new material from favorite
bands, and 2) Pop-punk cov-
ers of classic tunes. With a
crop of recent releases in both
categories, DJs across the
country are set for the next
two months! And there are a
number of these albums that
merit the intense attention
they’ll be getting.

First off is Hangin’ From The
Devil’s Tree (Your Flesh), a 19-
track compilation with pro-
ceeds benefitting under-

ground music publication
Your Flesh. Aside from com-
memorating the magazine’s
20th year in existence, it also
serves as a perfect intro to the
Your Flesh esthetic, with con-
tributions ranging from the
free jazz of the Vandermark 5
to the pill-popping punk rock
of the New Bomb Turks. An
astonishing 15 of these cuts
are exclusive to this benefit
compilation, so it’ll serve both
you and the legendary ’zine
well to pick yourself up a
copy. Dig this list of addition-
al contributors: Thurston
Moore, Lifter Puller,
Turbonegro, Goatsnake,
Slaves (now called Pleasure
Forever), Electric Airlines
(featuring Ed Roeser,
formerly of Urge Overkill),
Eyesinweasel, Bardo Pond,
Michael Gerald, Supersuckers,
Thinking Fellers Union Local
#282, Monster Magnet, Cobra

Verde, Sun City Girls, Rocket
From The Crypt, Bluebird
and the Bellrays.

A little less star-studded, but
no less fascinating, is this trio
of tribute albums:
Reproductions: Songs Of The
Human League (March),
Naked In The Afternoon:

A Tribute To Jandek
(Summersteps), and Shoe
Fetish: A Tribute To Shoes
(Parasol). The first of the
three is already doing well on
the CM] charts, since it fea-
tures such college radio
favorites as the Aluminum
Group, Optiganally Yours,
Ladytron, Momus and Stars.
(And of course, Stephin
Merritt works his way onto
the album in three guises: as
himself, as Future Bible
Heroes, and as the 6ths.)

The other two are enchanting
in their own right, however.
Longtime members of the col-
lege radio community know
Jandek all too well. An enig-
matic singer/songwriter who
has been self-releasing his
albums on Corwood Records
since 1978 and servicing them
to college stations and limited
press outlets, Jandek is a
celebrity without anyone even
being sure of who he is. He
doesn’t play live or speak to

the press, and — outside of
his lyrics and strange cover art
— reveals nothing about his
identity. A comprehensive
website (http://tisue.net/jan-
dek/) studies the mystery of

Jandek, and now Pennsylvania
indie label Summersteps has
assembled a tribute album,
Naked In The Afternoon, in his
honor. The track list of partic-
ipating artists is as odd as you
might expect, including
Retsin, Low, Bright Eyes, Amy
Denio and Gary Young (Yes!
The original Pavement drum-
mer!), but the thoughtful
reworkings of Jandek’s songs
are as heartfelt as the mystery
man’s own versions. For more
information, visit the label
website at http://www.geoci-
ties.com/summersteps.

Formed in Illinois in 1975, the
Shoes made exactly the kind
of delicious power pop that
was doomed to stunt them
commercially, yet preserve
their work forever in the
hearts of rock critics and
music nerds. Swimming
entirely against the tides of
’70s rock and then new wave,
the Shoes stuck it out with a
Raspberries-inflected style of
candied songwriting (along
with a handful of other
Midwestern torch bearers,
such as Off Broadway and
Pezband). Now, all these years
later, the Shoes are finally get-
ting the sort of tribute album
its songs have always demand-
ed. Shoe Fetish runs 22 tracks
long, and includes contribu-
tions from the likes of
Matthew Sweet, the Shazam,
Doug Powell, LMNOP and
more, but the real stars here
are certainly the indelible
hooks.

BLACK HALOS
The Violent Years (Sub Pop)
Here’s a way to make some
quick cash: Corner a rocker,
play them The Violent Years,
then bet them every nickel
you've got that the band’s not
from New York City. For that
matter, why don’t you bet that
they’re not even American! Or
Swedish either! Prepare to clean

up if you do, because this gutter punk quintet hails from
Vancouver, BC, though you’'d never guess by its raucous, glammy
three-chord anthems. The Black Halos ply the same kind of bruis-
ing punk rock that gave the CBGB’s of the late *70s its reputation,
but they add an extra shot of napalm to upgrade the intensity to
21st century levels. Though The Violent Years is the band’s sopho-
more effort, it’s got even more power and snarl than its ratty self-
titled debut, as evidenced by the way lead singer Billy Hopeless

shreds his way through such
unrepentant tracks as “Last Of
The 1%-ers,” “Sell-Out Love”
and “Start The Violence.”

Foreign Words

(Magic Marker)

With its earnest boy/girl har-
monies, modest but spry
instrumentation and day-
dreamy lyrics, Foreign Words
sounds like a byproduct of the
early ’90s indie-pop boom. As
it turns out, that’s not far
from the truth: Boycrazy was
formed by vocalists/multi-instrumentalists Bryce Edwards and
Rachel Blumberg in mid-’90s Portland, after both had spent
time hanging out or playing with the Crabs, Sissyface and the
Elephant 6 crew.

Mushroom Jazz 3 (Om)

DJ Mark Farina is one of the States’ most established and inventive club
DJs — one who uses his Chicago and San Francisco roots to craft sets of
funky, optimistic house that keep dancefloors glistening with sweat until '
daybreak. But he’s also the weaver of sublime downbeat bliss, as he demon-
strated at San Fran’s Mushroom Jazz club, where his soul, acid-jazz and
mellow house hues soothed and seduced Bay area followers every week
during the event’s three-year run. The essence that makes Farina such a
remarkable decksmith — his perfect balance of organic and synthetic musi-
calities, the thematic juxtaposition of midwest grit with West coast sun-
shine — characterizes his sets whatever the bpm, and it’s that careful equilib-
rium that makes the third installment of his Mushroom Jazz series distinc-
tive from all other chill-out mixes making the rounds. Using an eclectic
arsenal of tracks that boasts artists such as King Kooba, People Under The
Stairs, Herb Alpert and Bahamadia, Farina matches infectious acid-jazz and
inspiring abstract hip-hop with flawless, formidable skill. The track selec-
tion alone is impressive, but Farina’s superb mixing and subtle turntable
tactics intensify the vibe, creating a heady after-hours excursion of glorious
grooves that will allow your mind to escape as far as your ears are willing

to travel.

Musipal (Ninja Tune)

Luke Vibert (a.k.a. Plug, a.k.a. Wagon Christ) is a serious musician who
doesn’t take himself very seriously at all. He jumps through musical styles
(and monikers) with the wide-eyed enthusiasm of a two-year-old rampag-
ing through a toy store at Christmas, and that results in some of the quirki- ]
est and most charismatic music to spring from the camp of bedroom
knob-twiddlers.

FUNK D‘VOID

Dos (Soma)

Following the release of his acclaimed Technoir debut in 1997,
Scottish/Swedish producer Lars Sandberg (a.k.a. Funk D’Void) has finally
emerged with his second longplayer, the appropriately titled Dos. The |
album is a diverse affair throughout, ranging from the hypnotic, tribal
minimalism of “Barnbeats,” to the haunting house resonance of “To Ya
Waistline,” to the electro-fueled, bass-heavy bounce of “Desperado,” to the |
gritty, 909 techno stomp of “Diabla.” But Dos finds cohesion in Sandberg’s
affinity for lush synthesizer drones and empathetic techno melodies — the

ways to approach making
records and being a public
figure, it’s not like one is
better or worse than another.
They can all co-exist peace-
fully.

T: Exactly. It’s not like we are
saying that everyone should
become robots or never
appear in their photos. We’re
not saying that should be the
rule because...there are no
rules. You can do what you
want. We’re not doing some-
thing that’s so different from
Kiss and the Residents, real-
ly. Music can be a mystery.
There was a lot of that in
glam-rock, where you really
didn’t know the personality
of the people making the
music.

M: Right, it was about
creating a new personality
altogether.

T: I think Marilyn Manson is
a good example of that,
because what he exposes is
one truth about who he is,
but you don’t really know.
Whether you like the music
or not, his approach raises
questions. It’s a different
form of expression, and it
makes it more interesting.

M: And it’s good theater.

T: Yeah, it’s just show busi-
ness.

M: Every interview I have
done in France for the last
two years, I've gotten asked
what I think of the French
Touch, and the French house
scene in general. It’s interest-
ing because for a long time,
French music culture only
stayed in France because of
the language barrier. But
with the French dance scene,
people outside of France
know about it. And that’s
nice because I think the
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French influence is really
healthy.

T: Yes, but...when you look
at every artist’s initiative in
France, they all go in a very
personal direction. It’s not
just a pure French thing
that’s going on. The influ-
ences are much bigger.

G: Maybe it’s different from
your point of view, but I
think our mindset is that
what is happening in France
is no different from what’s
happening in the rest of the
world. When electronic
music was coming out of the
U.S. and England about 10
years or so ago, there was
very little coming from
France. But I think it’s more
about having French artists
and French music coming up
to the level of the rest of the
world. Electronic music is
world music. It’s more like
France is showing the same
kind of feelings towards the
music that the rest of the
world has felt.

M: That is one of the nice
things about electronic
music — that it’s so interna-
tional. Back when I DJed a
lot, you’d never know where
the records were coming
from. Maybe a record was
made in Italy, but the pro-
ducers are from France,
using an American vocalist.

G: I think that electronic
music is pretty serious
because it’s gathering people.
There are people who never
thought that this music
could ever be as important
as it is. Every time we get the
chance to go in some far
country, like Japan, we see
that people are understand-
ing the vibe and the feeling.
It shows that this music can
be much more powerful than
anybody thought.

Baja California writer/pro-
grammer Ejival (a.k.a
Enrique Jiménez) started the
Nimboestatic label in 1997
to support a nascent indie
rock scene in the U.S.-
Mexico border area. From its
inception, Ejival planned for
the Nimboestatic esthetic to
match its sophisticated cata-
logue of indie rock, ambient
electronica, techno, drum 'n’
jazz, lounge, reggae, dark-
wave, and post-pop. Behind
the edgy elegance of the
label’s image is musician
and graphic designer Ruben
Tamayo (Aural, Fax), who
designs the label's website
(www.nimboestatic.com) and
the CD cover art for its
releases. A borderlands
futurist, Ejival was at ground
zero when the nortec con-
cept ignited. With the
release of the 18-track sam-
pler La Tejadora De Nubes
last year, the label celebrat-
ed its four-year anniversary.

What's the Baja electronica
scene like?

The scene here has always been
strong in comparison to the rest
of Mexico. All the groups in
nortec are veterans who have
emerged from various electronic
influences, ’80s new wave, then
industrial, and later minimalism.
Artefakto [the precursor to
Fussible] was a techno-pop
group until 1990. They have
some releases in Germany even,
and the country’s biggest
techno- pop band Moenia
appro-ached them to do a cover
of one of their songs.

You manage Nona Delichas,
an alterna-pop group, and
now they're on your label.
When did you start adding
electronic artists onto the
label?

With Nona’s music I wanted to
integrate electronica with remix-
es in 1997. I hadn’t seen that
before in Mexico. I was talking
to Ford Proco and the guys from
Sonios who knew how to make |
electronica. This was before 1
formed the label. But now in the
reissue of Nona, we have
Fussible, Bostich and Terrestre, |
for instance. These groups are on
La Tejadora de Nubes with their
pre-nortec. At first I asked |
Fussible and Bostich to be on my
label, but then I encouraged

them to start their own label.

That’s where Mil Records came
from. Later, I started working

with Ford Proco. Their sound is
strange, because they always do
something that is very much

their own taste, esoteric, cere-

bral. They’ve only been accepted
outside of Mexico. |

Do you think you might
release some nortec?

I love nortec, but there is so
much more beyond it. Nortec
could be a genre, or not. 'm
going to help develop another
label with Roberto [Mendoza] of
Panéptica. He’s been behind
noarte.org for many years.
Bostich first released his material
in 1992 under Noarte. The
Noarte idea will bring groups
from Tijuana and Buenos Aires
together. The Tijuana groups on
the label will be Panéptica,
Murcof [Terrestre’s side project],
Fax, Ford Proco and
Multimodal, which is my project
with Roberto [Mendoza] and
Clorofila. Buenos Aires will be
represented by Ocio, which is
Gusatvo Cerati’s electronic pro-
ject, Gustavo Lamas, Leo Garcia
who is part of Cerati’s rock
band, and Leandro Fresco.

It took Latin America a long
time to embrace rock and alter-
native music, and electronic
dance music in the Spanish-
speaking world is being met
with similar resistance.
Nevertheless, electronic elements
have slowly found their way into
Latin alternative’s most well-
known artists. Now the Palm
Pictures and Mil Records compi-
lation The Tijuana Sessions Vol. 1,
a collection of tracks by the Baja
California, Mexico Mex-Tech
artists known as the Nortec
Collective, is helping Latin elec-
tronica make its name both in
and out of Mexico. There are
lingering obstacles though:
Friends in San Diego and Los
Angeles, the cities nearest the
nortec flashpoint, have called me
with the puzzling news that
they’ve found the Nortec
Collective CD filed in the Latin
sections of Tower Records.
That’s like putting St. Germain
next to Serge Gainsbourg. Still
there’s hope.

The following is just skim-
ming the surface of what’s being
produced in Latin America and
Spain.

e SANCHEZ & RUIZ

Sanchez & Ruiz are one of
Mexico City’s most promising
electronica acts. Fronted by
Alvaro Ruiz (who also records
alone as Balboa) and Jorge
Sanchez, the duo delivers
abstract mid tempo beats bor-
rowed from every electro-Latin
angle. Intelligent programming
and lush arrangements are set to
a classy organic groove that
might remind listeners of
Kruder & Doifmester. Sonic360
is courting the duo and other
labels are interested as well.

¢ OCIO / LAMAS / GARCIA /
RASCACIELOS

Buenos Aires has abandoned the
influence of early electronic
avant-garde producer Daniel
Melero in favor of Germany’s
minimal techno. Such is the
work of Ocio (rock star Gustavo

Cerati, formerly of Soda Stereo
and Flavius Etcheto), Gustavo
Lamas (who has recorded for
German imprints Kompakt and
Traum), Leandro Fresco, Leo
Garcia (an Argentina pop idol,
who has collaborated with
Kreidler) and Rascacielos (a duo
featuring Lamas and Garcia).
All the artists have released
music on Argentina’s Fragil
Discos. Rumor has that Cerati is
establishing his own electronica
label as an output for his Ocio
project. —Ejival

¢ SILVANIA / RADIO / CIELO
Mario and Coco moved from
Peru to Madrid a few years ago,
and from there emerged as
Silvania. On the Elefant label,
the duo produce ambient, tech-
no and shoegazey, warm dubby
patterns. The duo also also
teamed up last year with Spain’s
D] Prozack and formed a project
called Radio for a techno ambi-
ent album dripping with lus-
cious beats. Mario and Coco
have also a new electronic pop
vocal project called Cielo. Check
out www.elefant.com. — Ejival

¢ 0JO DE APOLO ESTUDIOS
Chile’s Ojo de Apolo collective
delivers some of the southern
cone’s most experimental dance
tracks. Forming a label by the
same name, some of the artists
in the collective include Oxido,
Aereo, ADN, Sembe,
Robosapiens, Cancer and Punto
Raya. Individually, they mix
intelligent beats with heavy elec-
tronic atmospheres and lush
electro grooves. This group of
early-20s knob-twiddlers are
definitely the future of South
American electronica. Contact
them at ojodeapolo@gubi.com.

¢ RIC Y MARTIN

Chile’s Ricardo Villalobos and
Martin Schopf (who also record
under the name Dandy

Jack) have had also a long rela-
tionship with German labels.
Villalobos has released various

recorded for Fax and Rather
Interesting (Uwe Schmidt’s
label). As RicY Martin, they
deliver some of the finest click
house set to a fresh humorous
Latin groove.

¢ NOPAL BEAT

Sussie 4, Axkan and Luis Flores
are a crew of Guadalajara,
Mexico DJs who go on a search
for Mexican musical identity by
lacing icy techno, downtempo
house and crackling jungle with
Prado-in-Mexico mambo
(Sussie 4’s “Electric Casino”),
fifties cabaret tunes (Flores’
“Soul City”) and pre-conquista
industrial ambience (Axkan’s
“Viztla Nomac Temi”). Check
out Acid Cabaret: Nopal Beat
Compilation Vol. 1 on Opcién
Sénica.

* UWE SCHMIDT

Since moving to Chile in the
early ’90s, this German techno-
crat has become one of Latin
electronica’s freakier stylists. As
Atom Heart he’s done porn-hop
with Chilean MC Tea Time; as
Los Samplers he’s chopped and
chiseled mambos into noisy dig-
ital pointilism; and as Sefior
Cocount, he’s turned tropical
bailes into post-industrial raves
and Kraftwerk into a merengue
unit. Los Samplers’ Descargas
and Atom Heart and MC Tea
Time’s XXX can be found on
Rather Interesting. Sefior
Coconut’s El Gran Baile and El
Baile Aleman were recently
released domestically on
Emperor Norton. — J.K.

* PROFESSOR ANGEL DUST
This Mexico-reared, Madrid-
based DJ makes chunky Iberian
big beat with a

Mexican flair for clever recy-
cling. He rocks mambo over hip-
hop-juiced go-go and boogaloo
rhythms. He teamed up with ris-
ing Andalusian MC Mala
Rodriguez and got blunted on
bits of Gil Scott-Heron to do a
floor-crunching makeover of
“Oye Como Va” that no Santana
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revivalist can touch. Check out
Guapacheando on Virgin Spain.

* KINKY/ NINO ASTRONAU-
TA / ACIDA

The only thing that these three
varied groups have in common
besides thinking in Spanish is
that they’re about to release
material on the Sonic360 label,
founded by Coldplay producer
Chris Allison. With a brass-
heavy, funk-driven spoken-word
vibe, Monterrey, Mexico’s Kinky
are kindred spirits to Plastilina
Mosh’s brand of Dadaist lounge.
Tijuana’s trio Nifio Astronauta
are acid jazz-influenced in their
acoustic sound, and big beat,
trance and jungle-driven in their
electronica. Buenos Aires outfit
Acida is a collaboration between
cabaret-style singer/programmer
Alina Gandini and producer/
programmer Tweety Gonziles
(Illya Kuryaki, Fito P4ez).
Gonzdles has also produced
some of Argentina’s most visible
exponents of the electronic
scene such as Audio Peru, Sector
7G, Ronan and others. Check
out the site: www.sonic360.com

e SIDESTEPPER

After immersing himself in
Bogota nightlife for three years,
Richard Blair began to mix his
British club sensibility with
Colombia’s rock and traditional
music scenes to provide a
glimpse of future Latin dance.
He culled an alias from DJing in
Colombia and released the inno-
vative urban Colombian More
Grip on Palm. Singers Andrea
Echeverri and Ivan Benavides
provide some of the vocal tracks
on an album that helped define
salsa-drum ’n’ bass.

e TITAN

These funkateers were hatched
in a makeshift Kling Klang in
Mexico City. Elevator, the trio’s
debut U.S. release on Virgin, is
an LSD-induced space-age col-
lage of robot beats and border-
culture junk, underscored by
phat funk lines. Check out their
website at www.titantitan.com.

LASHBACK

lOUlS ADMSTDOHG

CLLTRTLIET

There is a steady stream of jazz
reissues and archival recordings
coming out these days. Rightful-
ly, some people take issue with
this archival practice saying that
it paints jazz as music whose
time has passed and takes
money out of the mouths of musi-
cians— both those putting out
records now and those who
played on these old recordings.
That said, it's always fun to hear
the music of favorite players
from times passed; below is a
survey of some recent reissues,
many made from recordings that
are several decades old.

LOUIS ARMSTRONG
Thanks to Ken Burns’ jazz docu-
mentary, many neophytes now
know that jazz started with Louis
Armstrong. Louis Armstrong’s
Swing Legends — 24 Classic Hits
(Nimbus) collects material from
1936 to 1950. Noted archivist
Robert Parker has taken old 78s in
excellent shape and remixed them
into stereo, cleaning up the crack-
les and pops. The sound is great
and Armstrong’s playing and
singing are in top form.

JIMMY SCOTT

Jazz is filled with hard luck stories,
and Jimmy Scott’s story is a classic
— he was under an ironclad con-
tract to Savoy’s Herman Lubinsky,
who prevented Scott from releas-
ing anything from other labels
even if Savoy wasn’t interested in
releasing it. Recorded in 1969 and
briefly available on Atlantic there-
after, The Source (Label M) fea-
tures such classics as “On Broad-
way,” “Unchained Melody,”
“Exodus” and five others. Scott’s
voice is in great shape and the
recording nicely places the materi-
al between the singer’s Savoy years
and his renaissance in the *90s. A
must for any Scott fan.

GRANT GREEN
Whenever discussion of classic
jazz guitarists comes up, Wes
Montgomery is usually at the top
of the list. Nevertheless, Grant
Green did some fine work as a
leader and sideman for Blue Note
in the ’60s, and Green’s Reaching
Out (1201 Music) finds the gui-
tarist at the beginning of his
upward trajectory. Listeners can
hear blues, R&B, modal jazz and
traditional jazz all mixed together
in this quintet recording from
1961, but the real reason to check
this out is to hear Green pluck his
linear lines. The sound and music
here is pretty good, if not quite up
to his Blue Note standards.

ZOOT SIMS...

Cutting contests are a way of life
in jazz, and when you get two peo-
ple on the same instrument work-
ing on the same stage, sparks often
fly. Zoot Sims And Eddie “Lock-
jaw” Davis’ The Tenor Giants Fea-
turing Oscar Peterson (Pablo) fea-
tures two second-generation
tenors going toe to toe on a bunch
of standards. Recorded during dif-
ferent stops of a 1975 European
tour, the previously unreleased
music sparkles with the sound of a
couple of tenors playing as if their
lives depended on it. The sound is
a little iffy, with what sounds like
Niels-Henning Orsted Pederson
using electric bass, but pianist
Oscar Peterson and drummer
Louis Bellson save the day by play-
ing this program of moldy oldies
with enough swingin’ conviction
to make them palatable.

COLEMAN HAWKINS
Obviously some recordings get
better treatments than others;
something that didn’t get any TLC
was Coleman Hawkins Feat.
Kenny Clarke’s Lausanne 1949, the
13th chapter in the Swiss Radio
Days Jazz Series on the TCB label.

The sound here makes the Arm-
strong stuff sound several decades
newer (Mr. Parker knows his
stuffl). With the Hawk and origi-
nal bebop drummer Clarke in the
house you'd think that someone
would have taken the time to clean
this up, but that isn’t the case: It
sounds like it was recorded by a
microphone buried in wet towels
and the volume actually fades in
and out. This album is for com-
pletists only — too bad, because the
playing is actually worth looking
into, but there are certainly better
places to start for everyone
involved.

HERBIE MANN
Originally a 10” LP with seven
songs, Herbie Mann Plays (Bethle-

hem Archives) is Mann’s 1954
debut as a leader. This CD reissue
also contains the four tunes Mann
added in 1956 when Bethlehem
re-released the album as a proper
LP with another three bonus cuts.
The sound is fabulous on both
sessions; the playing, on the other
hand, improved as the stock of the
leader rose in the two-year interim
between the two recording dates.
Mann sounds more self-assured
on the second session as well.
Regardless of the session, the
music has a light bouncy feel that
comes from having the flute and
guitar as lead instruments. The
music has a nice uncluttered feel
that doesn’t jar nerves or cause a
start — it’s simply something nice
to listen to.

Delirium (CIMP)

Some jazz fans will remember alto
saxophonist Ori Kaplan’s 1999
debut, Realm — it was one of the
more promising debuts in recent
memory. Kaplan creates intelligent
avant-bop compositions that are
interesting to listen to, and the
tunes still have plenty of room left
for the players to do their thing. Kaplan sounds particularly
inspired here, with fingers running all over his horn to create spi-
raling melodies, robust honks and a variety of non-traditional
squeaks and squeals. To top it off, he doesn’t sound like Ornette,
which should be the goal of every modern day avant-garde alto
saxophonist besides John Zorn. Tastefully balancing between post-
bop and more freeform playing, this is another solid chapter from
Kaplan, an altoist worthy of wider recognition.

Transformation (Cryptogramophone)

Keyboardist Don Preston has moved between the jazz, rock and
showbiz worlds, working with Carla and Paul Bley, Frank Zappa
and even doing soundtracks and videogame music. Here, the jazz
vibe wins out as Preston, bassist Joel Hamilton and drummer Alex
Cline work through a program of originals and tunes from Carla
Bley, John Carter, Zappa and Cole Porter. Often angular and
sometimes atonal, the music is fairly choreographed with tight
and tidy arrangements, but there is a definite sense of discovery as
the players move through the material, poking and prodding each
other and running off on tangents. Even with these flights, the
music never loses its cohesiveness, making this a strong new effort
from a label bent on putting Los Angeles back on the jazz map.

Matt Wilson is well known to the jazz community as both a side-
man and a leader. The Drummer has lent his skills to the mem-
bers of the Jazz Composers Collective, Dewey Redman and count-
less others; he’s also turned out three albums as a leader, playing a
rambunctious brand of post-bop. With pianist Larry Goldings,
bassist Dennis Irwin and trumpeter Terell Stafford on board for
his fourth Palmetto effort, Wilson leads a new quartet through a
mix of Wilson originals and tunes by Ornette Coleman, Roland
Kirk, Gershwin and Bud Powell. More traditional than much of
his previous work, Wilsan swings deep and hard. He’s not trying
to reinvent the wheel, but just trying to make good sturdy music,
which is really what arts and crafts are all about anyway.

SHEILA DIVINE
Where Have My Countrymen
Gone (Co-Op Pop)

There’s no genre called “deceptive
pop,” but there should be, if only
to create a tidy pigeonhole for
bands like the Sheila Divine. With
its sophomore album, this Boston
quartet continues to cover the
standard alt-pop bases — shim-
mering Johnny Marr-style guitar
hooks, anthemic choruses and intricate rhythms. Dig a bit deeper,
though, and it becomes obvious that this is anything but standard,
thanks in large part to the intelligent lyrics and stunning vocals
provided by lead singer Aaron Perrino. Operatic in scope, Perrino’s
voice runs the gamut from velvety crooning to gravely vindictive-
ness to Bono-esque wailing, often in the same song. After several
listens, the layered brilliance of punchy rockers such as “Ostrich”
and “Sideways” and slow burner “Spirits” shines through, and the
album’s seemingly simplistic veneer crumbles under the weight of
something much more challenging. Deceptive pop never sounded
so good. — Lisa M. Moore

Films For Radio is a nail-on-the-
head title for this suite of beauti-
ful, dramatic songs dense with
introspective lyricism. Since 1989,
Cincinnati’s Over The Rhine, led
by singer Karin Bergquist and
songwriter Linford Detweiler, has
made music for the kind of listen-
ers who scribble soul-baring lyrics in their own leather-bound
journals. But thankfully, OTR never overplays its dramatic style or
gets annoyingly precious with its “deep” songs. OTR has always
written lovely songs, but Films For Radio displays the group’s
improved ability to translating mood in the studio, incorporating
new sonic textures to express deeper emotions. “Give Me Strength”
bubbles with a lush, electric groove that stands in stark contrast to
“When I Go,” which presents Bergquist’s voice and an acoustic gui-
tar unadorned by studio gloss, revealing the raw beauty of both
instruments. — Steve Ciabattoni

the castrati singers, these per-
formers shed their manhood
both literally and figuratively,
performing in women’s clothing
and maintaining an ambiguous
sexuality. Originally performed
both in the royal court and later
in public houses, the music,
which is inextricably tied to
dance in Turkish culture, is a
mix of classical Turkish, Sufi,
Anatolian and Balkan music.
The dancers dazzled and con-
founded their audience with a
mix of the artistic Turkish
mimetic tradition and sensual
Greek Bacchic orgiasticism.
Sadly, the dancers grew out of
favor with the changing times
and many later performers
ended up in prostitution in
Egypt. The Ottoman Empire
was also shaped by the cultures
swallowed up by the Empire’s
expanding borders.

17th to the 19th Century and
are the focus of the third vol-
ume, Minority Composers.
Much of this CD features
music of famous Greek and
Armenian nightclub musicians
from the dawn of the 20th
Century, characterized by its
raw energy and unparalleled
virtuosity. And it certainly
reveals cultural influences that
aren’t Turkish in origin. The
final chapter, Ottoman Suite,
focuses on classic songs that
were part of typical Ottoman
court performances. Since the
music was often filled with
improvisation, the emphasis is
on modal threads that help the
musicians seamlessly tie recog-
nizable songs together. Much
like jazz, the musicians would
incorporate popular, lyrical

songs into their mesmerizing
jams. To a neophyte unable to
understand the words or appre-
ciate the music from a technical
standpoint, these four chapters
are a mysterious, almost mysti-
cal look at a culture as
unknowable to Westerners as
the Far East. But the exotic
beauty of the performances has
the hypnotic effect of a snake
charmer, mesmerizing with its
intricate interplay of voice and
instrument played over a slow
but ever-changing rhythm.
Fortunately, the good folks at
Traditional Crossroads also
provide 40 pages of liner notes
with each volume, cluing in the
curious and revealing a cultural
sophistication that easily
matches anything in Europe or
the rest of the world.

According to Ingmar Bergman, Hamlet, and runic ballads,
Scandinavia is rife with incest, dead virgins and other dark doings.
What makes Sorten Muld’s Danish sagas so fascinating is that the
mayhem is couched in detached yet violent techno-based electroni-
ca and icy, anesthetized trance conceits, with the odd (in several
senses) reference to Terry Riley and Grace Slick tossed in. Bagpipes,
mouth harps, and doleful fiddles lurk beneath the synths like futile
reality checks. Ulla Bendixsen whispers the lyrics as though hesi-
tantly breaking dreadful news, periodically tearing into wails of
fury, jealousy, or horror. Standout tracks include a fidgety instru-
mental “Linden,” “Tor Of Hafsgaard,” which deals with future
revenge from an unborn child, and “Ramund,” about a female
dwarf who hexes a hunter. But “Ulver,” where a young girl carves
up her would-be murderer as a feast “for dog and raven,” would be
Hannibal Lecter’s pick hit.

ON THE STREET

Washington, DC. o

ntil the mid ’90s, ask-
ing a music fan to
define the “D.C. music

scene” would get you a mention
of either hardcore or go-go. Zip
ahead half a decade and the white
boy guilt of Minor Threat and
Fugazi or the exuberant urban
rhythms of Trouble Funk and
E.U. have been upstaged by spot-
light-stealing duos such as house
music heroes Deep Dish and
downbeat innovators Thievery
Corporation. As a dance music
mecca, D.C. has finally come into
its own. The underground scene
of the early "90s that helped put
the polish on superstar DJ Scott
Henry and Kevin “Box Of
Chocolates” Aviance has trans-
formed itself into a vital force in
the world of dance music.

RADIO

Local megawatt outlet WHEFS
(99.1 FM; 301.306.0991; Music
Director: Pat Ferrise) has had an
odd relationship with dance
music over the years, with the
station’s biggest champions being
the beloved Neci (from the old-
school vanguard, who'’s known to
drop by to occasionally spin
records) and
Gina Crash,
whose excellent
“Trancemissions”
show airs on
Saturday night
from midnight
until 2 a.m. Her
request-based
“electronic spe-
cialty” show
offers up house,
techno, and drum ’n’ bass, as well
as live DJ mixes courtesy of Carl
Cox, DieselBoy, and local heroes
like Thunderball and Scott
Henry. Wednesday evenings on
Georgetown University’s WGTB
(92.3 FM; 202.687.3702; Music
Director: Brendan Kredell) is
reserved for dance, but specialty
house, trance, drum ’n’ bass and
the like are scattered throughout
the week. American University’s
WVAU (107.5 FM; on-campus

cable channel 30; 202.885.6162;
Program Director: Josh
Pearlman), and George
Washington University’s WRGW
(540 AM; 202.994.7554; Music
Director: David Ravicoff) have
RPM shows as well.

PRESS

The Washington Post
(www.washingtonpost.com;
202.334.6000) relies on outside
freelancers for most of its in-
depth coverage of dance music.
International superstar D]Js will
almost always get a CD review or
even an interview, though oddly
local artists such as Grammy
nominees Deep Dish are seldom
featured in its pages. Eric Brace’s
Nightlife column in the Post’s
“Friday Weekend” section is
essential reading, however.
Washington City Paper
(www.washingtoncitypaper.com;
202.332.2100) is a must-read for
club hopping, since most of the
major players advertise in

its pages. Indie papers like

gay fave the Metro Weekly
(202.638.6830) and the new
DCOne (www.georgetowndclife
.com/dcone; 301.215.4569) are
also worth
snatching up,
with the latter
promising to
cater exclusively
to D.C’s bur-
geoning dance
scene. Interviews
with club
owners (like
Nation’s John
Guggamoss) or
guest DJs are de rigueur in both,
with more celebs gracing MW’s
cover.

RETAIL

What this town needs is more
record shops. For years, enthusi-
asts had to rely on P Street stal-
wart 12 Inch Dance (2010 P
Street NW, 2nd Fl.; 888.659.2010),
their only real source for vinyl
and mix-CD fixes. Thanks to
Yoshitoshi, (3209 M St. NW in
Georgetown; 202.338.5638)

which is owned by Deep Dish’s
Ali Shirazinia and Sharam
Toyebi, D.C. denizens can now
browse a record store that has a
selection that rivals any well-
stocked London, New York or
Miami hangout. And if that
weren’t enticement enough, the
knowledgeable staff is refreshing-
ly attitude-free!

NIGHTLIFE

The jewel in D.C’s dance crown
is Nation (1015 Half Street SE;
202.554.1500; www.nation-
dc.com). The staff worked to
make the club a force to be reck-
oned with in the national and
international dance music scene,
and their sweat has paid off: URB
magazine recently deemed
Nation the top dance spot in the

U.S. A look at their event and tal-
ent roster explains the prestigious
nod. Friday nights belong to
Scott Henry’s BUZZ, with
imported guests like Boy George,
Carl Cox and Louie Vega man-
ning the decks. Saturday nights
are turned over to the boys with
the Velvet Nation party. Velvet
routinely draws the likes of
Manny Lehman, Victor
Calderone, Michelle Miruski, and
other top-shelf talent. Across
town, those looking for a mel-
lower vibe can find it at
Eighteenth Street Lounge (1212
18th St. NW; 202.466.3922;
www.eslmusic.com). Owned by
Rob Garza and Eric Hilton of
Thievery Corporation, the decks
are usually dominated by a dub-
heavy mix. The atmosphere’s
great for gearing up or winding
down, depending on the hours
you choose to keep.
