Eels driving force Mark Everett (a.k.a. “E”) began his music career with two solo
albums that displayed his ability to craft detailed pop. But even with their sharp
hooks, the records didn’t catch much more than a few favorable reviews. E really
started to hit his stride with the 1998 album Electro-Shock Blues, where he began
carving songs that resonated both musically and emotionally. On Souljacker, the
fourth Eels release, E shows his fondness for mutating several styles at once, as
on “That’s Not Really Funny,” which is part caustic blues, part cabaret song and
a dash of chaos provided by the overdriven vocals. With its chugging bass line
and fierce guitar riff, there’s something equally unsettling at work in the title
track as well. It'd be fitting as a centerpiece for a David Lynch film just before
normalcy gets up-ended and things go down a surreal, strobe-lit path to psy-
chosis. Even the quieter songs hold your attention here, like “Fresh Feeling,” a
Sting-kissed tune that stands out with its sweetness and sincerity. Helping E in
his quest to take pop darker and deeper is producer/guitarist John Parish, who
has lent his talented hand to albums by PJ Harvey and Sparklehorse.

In Search Of... (Virgin)

Despite the numerous delays of N.E.R.D.s Inn Search OFf..., one would be hard
pressed to find a person who hasn’t heard at least one of the 12 tracks on the
album (“Lapdance” and “Brain” have been out for months). And with the
Neptunes (Pharrell Williams and Chad Hugo, two thirds of the N.E.R.D. crew)
becoming the “it” producers of today’s pop and hip-hop, the sound of this album
will come as no surprise — and that’s a great thing. From the darker vibe of hard-
er-edged, guitar-laden tracks like “Rock Star” to the more wholesome, mellow
positivity of “Things Are Getting Better,” In Search Of... embodies an unbridled
passion for music and for the aesthetics of pure sound. “Provider” is a good
example of the band’s versatility and eagerness to experiment with a wide array of
sounds, styles and genres (psychedelica, lonesome Texas guitar, and a dash of
samba). These guys aren’t afraid of anything, and it shows. There’s a bit of musical
irony here, when happy, elementary grooves are undercut by a dirty, almost inva-
sive, guitar licks (and that bass!), sometimes within the same song. These guys are
pushing the envelope here, folks. Don’t miss the boat. — Lisa Hageman

Skyscraper National Park (Badman)

After a three-year absence from the music circuit, Toronto’s most unlikely trou-

badour has re-emerged with a stunning disc that makes the wait worthwhile.
Finally being released in the U.S. (the Canadian version popped up late last
year), Skyscraper National Park is 11 tracks of hope, heartbreak and melancholic
macabre that find the songwriter presenting some of the best work of his career.
The low-octave growls that characterized his early work have given way to a Neil
Young-influenced falsetto, but the subject matter — this time concerning
escapist road trips, the singer’s fictional murder and even a soothing lullaby —
is still pure Hayden.

Ironically enough, the X-Ecutioners’ time has come, in part due to a
refocusing on the DJ, in both hip-hop and dance music. “Moby and

Fatboy Slim, they just did records where they sampled or did scratches,
and that’s kind of the hook of the record,” says Raida. “Whereas before,
the hook of the record was the MC saying something. It took these guys
to do this type of music that was catchy to people without lyrics, and
that’s what we’re doing. We're taking lyrics that other people made and
we’re scratching them in.”

Hip-hop, conversely, gave the spotlight to the guy with the mic while the
DJ took a backseat. “The focus on the DJ should’ve never went away in the
first place,” Swift muses. “It did once hip-hop became such a profitable art
form and people began focusing on the guy rapping, the guy holding the
mic. A lot of people that signed rap groups, their focus was the guy rap-
ping and [they] forgot that there were elements of the music that were just
as important, like the DJ, like breakdancing. As DJs, we’re trying our part
to bring the focus back”

With this in mind, the group set itself on a higher goal: to bring the work
of the turntablist to the masses. Built From Scratch features guest appear-
ances from not only hip-hop legends like DJ Premier but rock acts like
Linkin Park. “We try to make records that reflect our record collection,”
Swift explains. “We try to make music that reflects our musical taste. I
want Built From Scratch or anything that we do to be heard by the most
amount of people as possible, so if we crossover, that’s a good thing. If we
sell a million records, that’s a good thing. The important thing for us is
that we don’t change who we are.” The guys even went on tour with
Linkin Park earlier this year and found themselves facing an audience
they had never encountered before.

“We had to change our show on the road,” notes Raida. “We’re used to
doing places where everybody knows about us and it’s hip-hop — and the
Linkin Park crowd was the total opposite. They’d never seen us, they’d
never heard of us, they weren’t really into hip-hop. It’s three guys on stage
cutting hip-hop non-stop, scratching for 13 minutes straight. They weren’t
trying to hear that. Some nights, I didn’t even want to go on stage.”

Still, they figured out a way to reach the young, tattooed rock masses. “We
figured out ways of starting the show out using elements of hip-hop that
would probably cater to the crowd better,” says Swift. “Like maybe using
something with guitars on it, guitar-sounding stuff so they can at least
identify with that sound. And then, in the middle of the record, slip in a
hip-hop song and do things subliminally here and there. By the fourth [or]
fifth show, we started noticing a change. It wasn’t as silent in the crowd,
and people actually enjoyed themselves and made noise for us. And we
were happy and we were OK. It made us stronger because that tour made
us understand that it’s not enough for the people on stage performing to
know what time it is with turntables; the crowd has to know too. Whether
you're performing in front of kids that are into Linkin Park or kids that are
into Mobb Deep, we have to know how to adapt. Because if we’re tying to
reach the world, then we have to be able to adapt to different cultures, dif-
ferent people, people that listen to different music. So I think we’re ready
with what’s to come with this album.”

Asked if they’re concerned about the future of the mid-level hip-hop label,
and in particular, Loud, all three admit some trepidation but insist that
regardless of their label status, they’re committed to the music. “All we can
do is just go with the wave,” says Eclipse. “It’s individually up to us to pro-
mote our talents and get it out there and just ride the wave. Wherever the
wave may take us, we'll persevere.” INIIVI IR

Three years have passed since
the Catheters’ self-titled 1999
debut, but don’t fear that the
Seattle-based band has grown-
up and lost its forceful punk
sound.

Remember when melody was
just the cutest girl in the third
grade, instead of a bank
account-draining addiction?
Oh, but to be with her now,

on power-pop pacifiers like the
Maroons’ You’re Gonna Ruin Everything. This second release
from John Moen’s (Spinanes, the Jicks, Fastbacks, and other
Pacific Northwest musical alliances) pop-tastic project is some
satisfying smack.

There’s never been a shortage
of outlaw swagger in the
Supersuckers’ rock 'n’ roll, and
once in a while they just like to
take it out and shake it.

Still, it’s something of a
surprise the *Suckers first live recording comprises highlights of
three such gigs (Dallas, Austin, San Diego) instead of providing
a document of their legendary unbridled rock spectacles. No
reason to carp, however, as Must’ve Been Live is 70 minutes of
roadhouse rioting, Supersuckers-style. The band and special
guests including Black Crowes guitarist Audley Freed, Adrian

It could not
be confirmed if Bach will compete against his estranged band
mates on the show, but even if that’s the
case, we couldn’t bring ourselves to watch
such drivel (read: crap). Ideally, what
NBC should do is disband The Weakest
Link altogether and create a new show on
which ousted members from various
rock bands battle their former musical
allies in a 6’ x 6’ cage armed only with
chainsaws and pocket knives.

With that in mind, if the President of the United States is
going to discuss “evil” with the nation, his speechwriters should
contemplate giving Beelzebub some props and not associate the
word “evil” with third-world countries that treat women like fuck-
ing dogs.

FIVE QUESTIONS WITH...
METAL BLADE’'S JEN GRAHAM

At 19, Metal Blade’s Jen Graham was spinning records at
KFEJC/San Francisco and was the Metal Director at KSCU/San
Francisco for two years. It was during an internship at Necropolis
Records when the Grahamster learned that Metal Blade had an
opening in Radio Promotions. Quicker than you could yell “Fates
Warning!” she sent her resume to the label and just two days later
was interviewing for the job. She landed the gig, with a little help
from “the C-Note” that she claims she “slipped them under the
table.” We recently caught up with Metal Blade’s sharpest staff
member to discuss a number of issues.

What the hell is a “Metal Blade” anyway?

It all dates back to somewhere around 1720 AD. It was a harsh
time when people were plagued by diseases such as Sixus Feetus
Underus, Vaderus and Mercifulitis Fateus. Most people who
caught such plagues didn’t last too long. In fact, the population
in a certain part of early Europe, known as LammaGod was
decreasing so rapidly that their ruler, King Diamondous, com-
manded that people, uh, “do the deed” in order to save the
human race. It wasn’t until a man came along named Brianus
Slagelous that the situation of these plagues was rectified.
Slagelous was part of a group of people called the Callenishous
Circleous, who decided to find out what was causing these
plagues. After months of investigations, Slagelous found that it
was the chemical Kingous-X that was being placed in the town
watering hole by the evil Italian witch, Bolta Throwera. Bolta
Throwera was then Immolationed on the stake and Slagelous was
honored with an award called the Metalous Bladous, for his brav-
ery and end to the plagues. Basically, a “Metal Blade” is just a
blade out of metal, but I thought you would enjoy that story.

What project has been the most fun for you to work since
arriving at the label?

The GWAR album [ Violence Has Arrived] was probably the most
fun to work with. Next to America Must Be Destroyed, it’s their
best one. Dave Brockie [Oderus Urungus] is the most intriguing,
unique, crazy motherfucker I have ever met in my 22 years on
this planet.

What Metal Blade artists are you most psyched about for
2002?

The Crown, Crowned In Terror. Its absolutely mind-boggling, great
metal. ’'m all warm and fuzzy for the new Cannibal Corpse, too.
I’'m also stoked about Cattle Decapitation, which is a killer
death/grind band from San Diego; look out for their debut in July!

Quick... name five albums every Metal Blade fan should
have in their collection.

GWAR, America Must Be Destroyed; Immolation, Close To A

World Below; Cannibal Corpse, The Bleeding; Six Feet Under,
Maximum Violence; Crown, Crowned In Terror.

Shreds Of Dignity (Spitfire)
Since releasing its debut album,
Foul Taste Of Freedom, in 1992,
New York’s Pro-Pain has confi-
dently evolved through the years
as one of hardcore/metal’s most
influential acts. Loud Rockers
have mad respect for these guys
for a reason; despite a deficiency
in media and press coverage, the

Think what
you wanna think and say what you wanna say, but as long as I know that
I can touch people with my music then it’s all good. Music is music.

You guys are so busy. Do you get tired?

Man, how do you get tired of exploring new worlds? That’s like saying
you work on the Star Trek Enterprise and all you want to do is go to
Mars. It’s a lifelong mission.

What do you hope to do with your new label?
We want to be a safehouse, a place where artists can seek refuge
from a world that is not ready for things to be different. We don’t

really care about money. We make money doing other things so this
is just done from the heart.

You've been approached by three or four people over the course of
this conversation. Does that bother you?

It’s cool I don’t trip. Without them and people like yourself, 'm nothing.
We'’re blessed to be able to spread the music and spread the love. I don’t
pay attention to how many people come up to me. I just am touched
that they’re listening to our stuff because they don’t have to.

Which do you like better, producing or performing?

I like producing better. Producing has no boundaries. When I
work as an artist, I have limitation as far as my voice and what it is
that I can sing. When I produce, I produce for any and everybody
and work with their talent and what they can do. Either way, I just
want to be respected as a musician.

What is the process when people ask you to produce a track?

We think about who that person is, and what we would like to hear with
them. It’s kinda like what a stylist does, we just do that with sounds. We
dress things around your voice, dress things around your mentality.

What is the most difficult thing about what you do?

Missing your family. Not having a girlfriend. Chad is happily married.
He has two beautiful kids. He’s very, very fortunate. Most producers
live the lives of fucking 100 million girls. That’s cool if that’s what you
wanna do, but that shit just gets old, and honestly, at the end of the
day, it’s hard to keep up with all them girls. I'd rather just have one.

What do you think your legacy is going to be?
Hopefully, my legacy will be my children. At the end of the day, man,
we’re just people, were regular people... we don't trip.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach?

other day—doesn’t matter which since I believe you

could insert any like-account into this story—and he
asked me point blank: "What is going on between (insert major-
label distribution company here) and (insert major chain here)?"
(Note: You know I have to be careful here, I don’t want to offend
any of those not mentioned above). He then proceeded to tell me
how he recently walked across the street to the competition and
found a previously deleted special edition double disc from a rising
new star available for sale and sale priced. Like any smart buyer he
knew his way around the distribution company order desk and
found they had about 2600 copies of the limited edition sitting on
their floor. He thought “great,” went back to the order desk and
ordered a box. But the order-taker stopped him and said he couldn’t
order the title because they were all being held for the major chain.
After speaking to a supervisor it was clear he was not going to get
his order. It was not the first time this had happened with this dis-
tributor either, or with this well-supplied major chain.

Undaunted, he made another run a few days later to the competi-
tion again and low and behold he found a limited edition title from
another major artist. Although this was from a different distribu-
tion company and label, he was told the same thing at their order

The responsibility is in OUR collective hands; we
need to start the changes at NARM and continue this dialoge
beyond it or record companies will be selling Now 11 and then run
out of artists because they haven’t broken anyone new.

Things to listen to include: Ed Harcourt, David Bridie, Norah
Jones, and The Vines (these guys rock).

In 1992 they
opened the Branford location followed by
another in Hamden in 1995. Al got started
working part-time at a big indie-owned store
in Connecticut while still in high school.

Exile’s success grew from there as
they built stock based on customer
demand—they very shortly started getting
tons of special orders (and that’s even with
two chain stores in town). Today, Exile’s
clientele has grown older, more "buyers"
than "burners" as Al puts it — younger kids
opting to just burn and bootleg rather than
come into the store to buy.

Exile has started carrying much more

urban product and selling it to mostly

white customers—a trend Al’s been
noticing with many stores in the area for
years. Exile distinguishes itself from the
chains, though, by carrying more indie
label titles. Dashboard Confessional is an
example of a recent title that if people
wanted it they could only find it at Exile.
Music DVDs are also bringing customers
into Exile. Last year Al took a look
around at his chain competitors and
noticed a music DVD void, so he started
quietly carrying them and it has turned
out to be a great thing.

The difference between the stores?
Branford is geared more to Grateful Dead,
Bob Marley and classic rock customers,
while Hamden (sitting closer to
Quinnipiac College) sells much more rap,
radio and video hit products. In general,
Exile stocks new and used CDs, posters, t-
shirts, incense, artist logo patches and
stickers and... groceries? Sure Al, we’ll
take the new Blinky CD and how about a
gallon of milk! Available programs include
listening posts, P&P, ROP, radio, and
value-adds when they can get them.
