It turns out the three leading
entertainment organizations,
the RIAA, the Motion Picture
Association of America
(MPAA) and the National
Music Publishers Association
(NMPA), really are serious
about prosecuting companies
that contribute to copyright
infringement via online file-
sharing services. After spending
months gathering evidence, the
organizations filed a motion in
a Los Angeles federal court on
Sept. 9 for an expedited ruling
in their infringement cases
(originally filed last October)
against a trio of MP3 paradises,
Kazaa, Grokster and MusicCity.
The motion levied many
incriminating charges against
the three services, including
allegations that the companies
built their networks to mirror
the ill-fated Napster, market
their services to Napster users,
maintain business operations
while fully aware that their serv-
ices are being used to facilitate
copyright infringement and
allow users to find and down-
load the most popular music
and movies without paying any
royalties — while earning mil-
lions in the process. Mark
Litvack, MPAA VP and Director

S
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of Legal Affairs called the serv-
ices “Cybernetic shoplifting”
and claimed, “The Defendants
have used the Internet to enrich
themselves and deprive creators
and copyright holders of their
right to be compensated for
their works, thereby perpetuat-
ing the false mentality that
stealing is an acceptable form of
behavior.” « As more and more

radio stations are forced to shut
down their online webcasts due
to the newly-imposed CARP
Internet royalty rates, one alter-
native solution may have pre-
sented itself in the form of “Air-
To-Web Broadcast Replication,”
a system designed by the
Decisionmark Corporation.
The system limits the area from
which a user can connect to a

The 55-year-old artist is
doing his best to present a posi-
tive front in the face of his diag-
nosis, quipping in a statement,
“I'm okay with it, but it'll be a
drag if I don’t make it till the
next James Bond movie comes
out” Zevon’s publicist admitted
in the statement that he had
known about his condition
since August. It is unknown
whether Zevon will honor any
previous commitments to pro-
mote Genius, but he does plan
to continue writing and record-
ing music as long as he is able.
His most recent album was My
Ride’s Here, which was released
earlier this year through
Artemis Records. * It’s one of
the most unlikely reunions in
rock history, but the Doors are
back together. Original mem-
bers Ray Manzarek (keyboards)
and Robbie Krieger (guitar)
have recruited Cult singer Ian
Astbury and Police drummer
Stewart Copeland to revive one
of the most influential bands in
music history. The new lineup
made its live debut on Sept. 3 at
L.A’s House Of Blues, before
going on to play at the Harley-
Davidson Open Road festival in

Fontana, CA. Astbury, who says
the Cult is currently on hiatus,
has his work cut out for him as
he tries to fill the shoes of leg-
endary Doors frontman Jim
Morrison, who

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Behind The Music (Universal)
Soundtrack Of Our Lives has
been together for the better part
of a decade, and for singer Ebbot
Lundberg and guitarist Ian
Person, who honed their abilities
in Union Carbide Productions,
it’s already a second career.
Additionally, Behind The Music is
the band’s third album (although its first to get a proper U.S.
release) and it’s rooted in the kind of rock ’n’ roll that reigned
30 years ago. So why this disc sounds so amazingly fresh, so
fantastically new, is anyone’s guess. “Sister Surround” is a bril-
liant psychedelic stomper; “Mind The Gap” is a battle-cry
dressed up as the Beatles’ “While My Guitar Gently Weeps” and
“Nevermore” is the kind of piano-driven classic rock lament
Mick and Keef would pay dearly to be able to write today. Quite
often, in fact, the group sounds completely displaced in time;
but whether it came from
the past, the future, or sim-
ply a place that time forgot,
the important thing that
it’s here. It’s now. These are
the moments to live in.

AT BITET N Demolition (Lost Highway)
Ryan Adams is nothing if not
prolific. Even before the release
of his Lost Highway debut,
2001’s Gold, Adams was back at
work writing and recording,
eventually amassing enough
demo material to fill a box set.
Demolition is a kind of “greatest
hits” collection from that work.
The album features 13 songs recorded from December 2000 to
October 2001; the oldest tracks are part of what Adams calls
“The Suicide Handbook,” a series of tunes recorded with former
Bob Dylan sideman Bucky Baxter on pedal steel guitar. Other
songs come from a session with producer Ethan Johns
(Counting Crows), during which an entire album’s worth of
material was recorded and mixed in just 48 hours. Given the
time-span and diversity of recording methods at work here, it’s
no wonder that Demolition darts between genres the way it does.
From the Replacements-esque “Nuclear” to the slow, downtrod-
den country ballad “Tomorrow,” Adams commands each musical
style with ease and authority.
Plus, the quality of the mate-
rial makes it hard to believe
these songs are all untouched
demos. — Brad Filicky

SN Les Claypool, the hopelessly

The Richest Man In Babylon
(Eighteenth Street Lounge)
Rob Garza and Eric Hilton, bet-
ter known as Thievery
Corporation, are the definition
of chill. With roots deeply seed-
ed in dub, bossa nova, reggae
and hip-hop, the duo’s fresh-
man effort, 1996’s Sounds From
The Thievery Hi-Fi, was an instant classic that helped spawn a new
genre. After releasing a second album (2000’s The Mirror
Conspiracy) and a remix project (2001’s Sounds From The Verve
Hi-Fi), they’ve returned with The Richest Man In Babylon, a com-
plex album that reaches a level of warmth that’s rarely achieved in
electronic music. In part, the temperate qualities of Babylon can
be attributed to a list of collaborators that bring a wide range of
styles and emotion to Thievery’s already extensive musical palette.
Vocal contributions from Icelandic singer-songwriter Emiliana

the face lately, but yet, it wasn’t entirely true. The Hives, the Vines, the
White Stripes and the rest, they were all simply the heralds. It’s Sahara
Hotnights that have brought rock n’ roll back for real.

I n case you haven’t heard, rock is back. Yes, it’s been next to impossible to

Jennie Bomb is the U.S. debut from the feral female foursome hailing from
rock music’s undisputed new spiritual home, Sweden. Loaded up on sonic
ammunition with titles like “Alright Alright (Here’s My Fist, Where’s The
Fight),” “With Or Without Control” and “On Top Of Your World,” the
rapid-fire 30-minute disc is a powerful punk-pop weapon, and it’s pointed
in your direction.

With the band now joining the likes of the Hives, Soundtrack Of Our
Lives and Division Of Laura Lee in what looks to be a full-on Swedish
invasion, one might wonder where all these great groups suddenly came
from. To Maria Andersson, Sahara Hotnights’ volatile lead singer and one-
half of the band’s songwriting team (along with drummer Josephine
Forsman), the answer is simple:

“We’ve always had good bands,” explains Andersson, unwinding at home
in her native country after a series of high-profile performances, including
summer festivals in the U.K. “It sounds very cynical, but the world always
needs another hype, I guess. So they chose Sweden this time. Of course,
when a Swedish band does well outside Sweden, there are other bands that
are inspired by them. That’s why the scene grows all the time.”
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Lucky for them, that growing scene is a friendly one. “It’s not that big,
this country,” laughs Andersson. “And yeah, it’s friendly. I mean, if you
talk to bands from England, they don’t have that at all — that sup-
portive scene, sort of. Most bands like other bands in Sweden.”

So, what may seem at first glance like a phenomenon that sprung up
overnight was actually a long time in the works. Both the Hives and
Soundtrack Of Our Lives struggled for years, putting out multiple
albums and building their fanbases at home and abroad before the
international music press really took notice. Even Sahara Hotnights,
whose members are all in their early 20s, have been together for nearly a
decade, with a pair of albums to their name. With all that effort, and the
dazzling high-energy music behind it, it was really only a matter of time
before people noticed what was going on in the Scandinavian country.

“It should take time to get popular,” reflects Andersson. “I mean, it’s so
funny that it was all at once, of course. But, I'm not surprised at all,
because I think that we have probably the world’s best bands.”

Speaking of taking time, if you've done the math, you’ve realized by
now that the members of Sahara Hotnights hadn’t even hit their teens
yet when they decided to form a band. According to Maria, the four
girls, who named their group after an Australian racehorse, were
“eleven; twelve, maybe,” when the idea struck them.

“We all played different instruments,” she says, matter-of-factly. “I
mean, we played separately, and we were all friends, so we just
thought that it would be a fun thing to play together. And it sounded
okay, so we continued. But it’s not that unusual to start at a really
early age, here at least. Most bands that I know started playing when
they were kids.”

Recordings from those early days are certain to become collectors’
items in the future, should they ever leak out. “We wrote some of our
own songs, and then we did some cover versions of, I don’t know,
Nirvana,” remembers Andersson of the band’s first excursions into
making music together. “We’ve always thought that we were like the
best band ever, so it’s pretty fun to listen to it and think of that.”

In 1997, while still in their teens, the girls released their debut EP, Suits
Anyone Fine. Tightening up their sound as they matured, both as peo-
ple and as a band, they followed with their first album, C’mon Let’s
Pretend, in 1999. Now, Jennie Bomb, the group’s second full-length,
which was released in Sweden last year, has made it to U.S. shores
courtesy of Jetset Records. It’s Sahara Hotnights best work to date, a
perfect way to make a striking first impression Stateside — and even
Andersson admits she prefers it to the last album.

“Mostly that’s got to do with the sound,” she says. “We weren’t that
satisfied with the first one because it didn’t sound at all like we do
live... It was a bit different, because on the first one, we had never
done it before, and you want to try everything. And you haven’t really
got a clue how it’s going to sound, and how it can sound when you're
finished. And with a second album, you have an idea. We didn’t have
that idea on the first one. But it’s a good one too.”

Don’t expect too much modesty, though. When asked if she considers
C’mon Let’s Pretend a learning experience, Andersson replies, “It was a
learning experience, but I'm really proud of it. I still think it’s a great
album. So, I wouldn’t call it a learning experience. I would call it a
great album.”

Jennie Bomb'’s title is, in Andersson’s words, “a tribute to Jennie —
that’s our guitarist.” Jennie Asplund formed the band along with
Maria, Josephine and her sister, bassist Johanna Asplund. Already the
subject of a great deal of press, the four have now faced repeated com-

parisons to bands like the Runaways and the Donnas, for their force-
ful, hook-laden approach to music, their youth, and, much to their
chagrin, their gender.

“They’re both good bands,” says Andersson, “but it’s really sad that people
still compare us to other bands because of the fact that we’re girls.

“When we started playing, we were just four friends,” she recalls. “We never
thought it was a weird thing to do that, or, ‘We’re girls, can we really do
this?” We never thought about it. I guess it’s the media’s fault, when they
start focusing on that.”

Citing bands like the Ramones and the MCS5 as their true influences, Maria
ponders the question of whether gender is only an issue because there aren’t
enough female bands out there right now. “People are always going to look
differently at males and females, no matter what they’re doing,” she reflects.
“It’s really hard, because we don’t want to make it a big thing. If we make it
a problem, it is a problem. But it’s important anyway, because like you say,
there are not that many female bands, and in some way that is a problem.”

“I think it would be great if more girls really discovered how fun it is to
play;” she adds. “But at the same time, I wouldn’t want more female bands
to be successful just because of the fact that they were girls. There are a lot
of bad female bands that are getting attention.”

The point is obviously that Sahara Hotnights is made up not just of four
young women, but of four people — four distinct individuals, who,
despite having grown up together as a band, all continue to bring their
unique perspectives to the table. “We're all very different, but that’s a
good thing,” says Andersson. “Otherwise it would be really boring. But I
think we agree on the most important things, like making decisions on
what’s going to happen with the band.”

Not a whole lot has changed over the years either: “When it comes to
the band, we all think the same way that we did when we started. It’s
really a steady band,” Andersson insists. “Of course we argue all the
time, and we scream at each other. But we know that it doesn’t matter
if we have an argument. You know that it’s going to be over the next
day. It’s no big deal.”

Finally making it in America, however, is a big deal. “I'm really looking
forward to doing a whole tour in the U.S., because we’ve never done
that,” Andersson admits. “So, it’s going to be fun. We’re coming over in
October to tour with Mooney Suzuki.”

And as for the prospect that many U.S. listeners could end up thinking of
Jennie Bomb as the band’s first release, that’s just fine. “Yeah, I mean, it’s a
really good album,” says Andersson. “Isn’t that better if they think that our
second album, which is better, is our debut? They must think that we’re
geniuses or something.”

With that, she begins to laugh, chuckling at the implications of what
she has just said. The real funny thing, however, is that she isn’t too
far off.

Eighteen Visions frontman James Hart walks in a room and
chicks swoon. So do the bisexual boys. In the day and age of
hardcore where singers dress uniformly in rock tees, baggy
jeans and wallet chains, Hart is bringing the rock star ‘tood to
hardcore. The singer is a bit of a fashionista, dressing stylishly
and cutting the hair of famous people for a day job. But despite
the “fashioncore” movement that the Visions are a part of, we
cannot forget the mosh frenzy of its new album, Vanity. CMJ
recently caught up with Hart to discuss two of our favorite
topics, hairstyling and metalcore.

So, you cut hair for a living?

I did up until the tour. I quit to tour full-time; I do it out of
my house. It’s there for me if I want it, but I want to focus on
Eighteen Visions. I'm not too worried about being a hair-
dresser. I was part of an artistic team and we did hair shows
and photo shoots and stuff like that. I trained under a stylist
who worked in Beverly Hills one day a week and they worked
on Daisy Fuentes, so I got to meet all those types of people.

Besides the hot clothes and infinitely stylish look of the
band, what makes Eighteen Visions stand out from other
metalcore bands?

Our live show. We bring a couple things to the table that no
one has brought before. We're a little flashier and cockier.
We’re not up there pissed off singing about how our girlfriend
fucked us over and now we want to kill her. We come with
more style and flash. It’s a rock show, as opposed to being a
band that just jumps around and talks about hardcore between
each song. That’s cool, but its been done a million times. We
want to be like John Bonham wailing on the drums, instead of
just sitting and playing like most drummers. Keith [Barney,
guitarist] has a Kurt Cobain thang going on.

You've been described as “the Elvis of hardcore” — how
do you feel about that?

It’s cool, if I am changing something and it’s noticeable. I
don’t mind it. To go that far, I guess it’s flattering. I don’t
know if I would totally agree.

How does Vanity hold up to Until The Ink Runs Out?
There is a lot less metal going on and a lot more hard rock
and melodies. The reason? It’s basically us maturing as musi-
cians and employing our musical tastes that we had before we
got into hardcore, which was hard rock, and stuff like Bjork
and Portishead. You know how it goes. First, you get into
hardcore, being as metal and hardcore as you can be.
Anything else outside of that can be criticized. Kids are like
‘Oh, you listen to Nirvana, Alice In Chains or KoRn? That’s
not very hardcore of you.

True dat. There’s such a schism between hardcore and metal.
We're going back to our pre-hardcore influences and using
that. It’s okay to have outside influences, like Boy Sets Fire,
Glassjaw and Poison The Well do.

1 2000’s Of One Blood, it’s impossible for

the follow-up to not fall under extreme
scrutiny. That’s a lot of pressure, but
Western Massachusetts thrash-hardcore-
death-rock dynamo Shadow Fall rises to
the occasion on The Art Of Balance. Balance is a celebration of
1980s thrash, 4 la Metallica and Testament, with lead guitarist Jon
Donais showing off his virtuoso skills through his headbangable
solos (“Thoughts Without Words” and “Stepping Outside The
Circle” showcase his signature style). Rhythm guitarist Matt
Bachand layers the album with his additional guitar work, making
for a hardcore-like thickness. Singer Brian Fair sounds like Kill
‘Em All-era James Hetfield, alternating between death barks and
clean vocal parts. New drummer Jason Bittner is the perfect final
piece of the puzzle, complementing Paul Romanko’s bass thud.
While some of the softer, more “emo”tional moments of Of One
Blood do not manifest themselves as much on The Art Of Balance,
a distinct rock ’n’ roll flavor has taken its place on songs like
“Destroyer Of Senses” and “Mystery Of One’s Spirit.” We said it at
the end of 2000 and we’ll say it again in case you missed it: Hey,
Ozzy and Sharon! Start making room on Ozzfest for Shadows Fall.
It'll be your headlining band in a few years.

Note: If you're a scenester, put down this
review and log on to a hardcore Web site
to start talking shit about Snapcase’s new
album, End Transmission, simply because
it represents a different Snapcase. That’s
right. End Transmission is slower, more
experimental and spacey Snapcase. The
Buffalo quintet has always stayed two steps ahead of the hard-
core curve. The band continues to break barriers and do the
unexpected, diverging only slightly from the distortion and stop-
and-go riffery of its past in order to concentrate on static,
atmospheric styles and piano outros featured throughout End
Transmission. It’s the album Snapcase had to make, since it’s last
two albums, the essential Progression Through Unlearning and
Designs For Automotion, were extremely similar. Daryl Taberski’s
shrill shrieks remain intact, while guitarists Frank Vicario and
Jon Salemi work on ambience and effects. While “Coagulate” and
“Exile Etiquette” are typical Snapcase rockers, tunes like
“Cadence,” “A Synthesis Of...” and “New Kata” try their hand at
almost Radiohead-like arrangements. Change is hard, but it the
end, it will help Snapcase sustain its career. End Transmission:

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COPE WITH IT

his is an amazing business. We struggle all year just to sur-

vive and whether you're a distributor, record label, retailer,

wholesaler or even a trade publication, it’s been one rough
year so far. That having been said, it has also been a year where
many new artists explored new territories of success. We’ve seen
incredible breakthroughs from artists like Norah Jones, John Mayer,
System Of A Down, Jimmy Eat World, The Strokes, The Hives,
Dashboard Confessional, White Stripes, Linkin Park, Incubus,
Wilco, Avril Lavinge, Jack Johnson, Coldplay, Khia and more—
many have achieved gold and even platinum status, while others are
now breaking their first six digit figures.

There also exists a very strong semi-underground, retail-friendly
environment where independent stores support and break the next
level of platinum-potential artists—with or without radio’s help (look
at The Vines, Flaming Lips, Queens Of The Stone Age, Thursday,
Sleater-Kinney, Sparta, Interpol, Thrice, Flatlanders, Bright Eyes, Beth
Orton, Neko Case and many more). A number of established artists
have also returned. Check out the latest re-issues of nearly every
Rolling Stones album known to man, as well as greatest hits from
Aerosmith, Jimi Hendrix and The Who. Upcoming big-gun “Saviors
Of The Year” include Beck, Peter Gabriel, Ani DiFranco, Pretenders,
Tom Petty, Ryan Adams, Santana, Eric Clapton, Foo Fighters and Jay-
Z. Bruce Springsteen, Eminem, Nelly, Dixie Chicks, Nickel Creek,
James Taylor, Aimee Mann and Red Hot Chili Peppers are still selling.

Still many would lead us to believe that somehow no one is mak-
ing any money out there. If this is the case, ’'m surprised at how many
street-smart, intelligent business people I know at record labels in
positions of power. I guarantee their labels are not in business to lose
money. I understand labels’ R&D argument and it makes sense (look
what it’s done to for drug company profits), but I hope somebody
makes money. I feel bad for those at the top (though their platinum
parachutes should help cushion the fall). What’s confusing is why the
bulk of artist support (hundreds of thousands of dollars) goes to
independent radio promotion while record label budgets are slashed
and field staffs laid-off in anticipation of sub-standard fourth quarter
sales. CD pricing is down and advertising costs are up. But is the “big
box” profit margin down? Will Best Buy be cutting back on their
music department? How far do we need to drop the price of a CD
before it loses all its perceived value? Are we sending the consumer a
mixed message while we send radio consultants a check?

The point is that we have had some outstanding music released
this year from artists who have given the music biz a new shot of
Adrenalin. Note that a great majority of new artists breaking this year
have been selling at independent retail for years. These stores break
developing artist everyday, just ask John Mayer or Dave Matthews. We
owe it to our future to make this business profitable for anyone want-
ing to sell music and spread the word about the tremendous talent
we're witnessing today. Peace, Cope

Superstitions aside, my
morning had shaped up to be
one of the most promising I'd
had in quite some time. A con-
versation I had with CMJ Retail
Editor Gerry Hart ended with
him asking me if I would like to
write a “Speak Out” in response
to last week’s column by
Criminal Records’ Eric Levin. I
accepted and felt honored to

have the opportunity to voice my
opinion that independent retail
is where the magic happens.

Eric’s piece really hit me in the
heart. It put me face to face with
some of my biggest fears and
highlighted the challenges that lie
ahead. I too fear a future where
memories are made at Best Buy
and Circuit City, places where
the store employee you are
meant to ask advice from tells
you to hold on while he finishes
with a woman buying a new flat-
screen TV. Is the consumer even
meant to ask the corporate chain

store employee questions of
taste? Are you really supposed to
ask the guy who sells as many
refrigerators as CDs for a recom-
mendation? I wouldn’t.

Half the albums I have bought
have ended up in my collection
because I patronize the same
independent stores week after
week. These stores have given
me the privilege of dealing with
knowledgeable employees whose
opinion I trust. A simple, “What
have you been listening to late-
ly?” has led me to hundreds of
purchases and countless hours

of listening pleasure.

When I was in college I worked
at an independent record store
in Washington, D.C. One of the
best parts of my job was
answering that vital question—
a question I fear customers will
no longer be able to ask, or at
least get an answer to. Eric pro-
poses that his record store
friends climb aboard his battle-
ship and rage war against the
Best Buys of the world. I hope
the invitation extends itself to
label and distribution staff as
well. ’'m ready to ship out!

record stores for 37 years.
Long before Melrose Ave. became the
hottest street in La-La, Manny Aron took
his own collection of used classical
records and put them out for sale at his
then-new store across the street from
Fairfax High. After eight years, that little
record store outgrew its first location and
moved a block east to larger space. Shortly
after, Aron’s doubled in size and took over
the space next door. I was a frequent cus-
tomer at this location in the mid-‘80s;
large quantities of vinyl were taken in as
people started trading their records for
CDs. Boy, did I find some gems then.

In 1990, Aron’s made a dramatic move
into a 9000 sq. ft. space closer to down-
town Hollywood. Currently, they carry
everything both new and used: rare
records, blues, punk, rock, dance, hip-hop
and naturally plenty of music from inde-
pendent labels. Aron’s also has a great jazz

section with everything from the 1920s to
the 2020s (Ed. Note: This is not hyperbole.
It has been confirmed that, in fact, Aron’s
does travel into the future to get jazz records
from the 2020s).

The festivities began after the
Record Exchange honchos
returned from the CIMS con-
vention with an in-store by rol-
licking jangle-rockers Cracker,
topped off two days later with an
in-store appearance by Pogue-
punk band Flogging Molly.

The apex of the silver anniver-
sary revelry was the block party
on September 7, featuring

Boise’s own Curtis Stigers and
local favorites Earnest Orange,
who’s debut CD Play.Sly.Comb
has sold over 400 copies at the
Record Exchange alone. The
party was plagued by rain, but
“the sun did eventually come
out and so did the people,” says
Record Exchange marketing
and promotions director Tim
Johnstone. Several hundred

And one of their favorite
bands commissioned to play
was Boise’s Suffocation Keep, a
new-wavey band featuring
Brett Nelson of Built To Spill.
Unfortunately Suffocation had
to bail because of the down-
pour. (By the way, the
Suffocation Keep Web site has
a nice cover the Real Life hit
and Teen Wolf Too soundtrack
staple “Send Me An Angel.”)
Fun fact: Johnstone discovered
the mighty Suffocation Keep at
Neurolux, a bar that shares the
building with Record Exchange
