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NARM HANDS
OUT AWARDS
The National Association of
Recording Merchandisers
(NARM), together with the
Association For Independent
Music (AFIM), have announced
the recipients for the Harry
Chapin Memorial Humanitarian
Award (Hilary Rosen) and the
Presidential Award for Sustained
Executive Achievement (Paul
Smith), which will be presented
at the Insights And Sounds
annual convention and trade
show. Rosen, the
Chairman/CEO of the RIAA,
will be honored for her work
educating the public about the
Parental Advisory label system,
her stance for free speech and
the arts, for fighting censorship
and her efforts with Rock The
Vote. In addition to receiving the
award, Rosen will also give the
keynote address during the ses-
sion. Paul Smith, the former
Chairman of Sony Music
Distribution, will be awarded
with the posthumous
Presidential Award for Sustained
Executive Achievement. Smith
has been credited with revolu-
tionizing the branch system of
distribution, turning Sony
Music’s sales force and distribu-
tion into the standard by which
the rest of the industry was eval-
uated. Smith passed away on
Dec. 31, 2002. The convention
will be held from March 16–19
at the Orlando World Center
Marriot in Orlando, Florida.

KCRW GRABS
THAT CASH
Santa Monica’s KCRW recently
concluded a highly successful 11-
day pledge drive that culminated
with donations of $2,888,617
from 26,466 subscribers, a new
record for the influential station.

The pledge total included dona-
tions going toward the station’s
“Million$Match” campaign, an
effort to raise funds in order to
update the station’s 19-year-old
studios and replace its outdated
equipment — an undertaking
that will cost more than $2 mil-
lion. “This is a great endorse-
ment of the station’s importance
to the community,” said Ruth
Seymour, KCRW’s General
Manager. “KCRW is in the base-
ment of Santa Monica College,
but it has set new audience
records for public radio in
Southern California. Now it has
set new records in listener sup-
port as well.” The Million$Match
campaign will continue through
the end of the year.

THE WEEK IN INDUSTRY NEWS
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A Feb. 20 concert by
’80s pop-metal band
Great White turned

into a scene of nightmarish
devastation after a pyrotechnic
display during the group’s per-
formance set fire to the Rhode
Island venue where it was play-

ing, either killing or injuring
nearly everyone in attendance.
The death toll climbed through-
out the day on Friday, Feb. 21, as
firefighters and rescue workers
struggled to excavate bodies
from the scorched remains of
the Station concert club, with
the count reaching nearly 100
confirmed dead by the end of
the day. The fire spread through-
out the building so quickly that
people — many of whom origi-
nally believed it to be a part of
the show — didn’t have time to
get out before succumbing to
smoke inhalation and severe
burns. Reports state that many
victims attempted to run for the
front doors, as opposed to the
fire exits, causing some attendees
to be trampled in the melee. As
rescue work continued, it was
confirmed that Great White gui-
tarist Ty Longley was among
those who perished in the blaze.
The tragedy occurred mere days
after 21 people were killed in a
Chicago nightclub during a mad
rush for the doors, caused by a
fight that led security to dis-
charge pepper spray, which some

panicked club-goers mistook for
a terrorist attack. The Rhode
Island incident was the worst
nightclub fire in over 25 years,
with at least 25 of the survivors
being listed in critical condition
the following day. Great White
was best known for its hit single

“Once Bitten,
Twice Shy,” which
helped the group
to go multi-plat-
inum during the
’80s and receive a
Grammy nomi-
nation in 1990. •
The White
Stripes’ Jack
White appears to
have joined the
ranks of artists
becoming infuri-
ated by the online
bootlegging of
their material.
Following news
that the release
date of the
Stripes’ latest
album, Elephant,
was being pushed
forward two

weeks due to the record’s
appearance on the Internet in its
entirety, White posted a message
on the band’s official Web site,
www.whitestripes.com, berating
(and possibly threatening) those
who had illegally downloaded it.
“I’m very sad at some of you for
peeking at your Christmas pres-
ents before Christmas morning.
Can’t you wait?” he wrote. “We
want you to have it when we
want you to have it. It’s unfair
that some get a taste and con-
fuse others before they have the
chance to have it for themselves,
but the devil is at work here and
you will pay for your impa-
tience. This world of have-it-
now, millisecond attention span
and gross neglect for quality is
getting old.” Originally slated for
an April 15 street date, Elephant
will now hit stores on April 1
instead. Meanwhile, White also
spoke in a more lighthearted
manner about the album itself,
for the benefit of those who
haven’t already heard it, reveal-
ing that he personally designed
the album art with Headcoats
drummer Bruce Brand. The art-

work will vary from global
region to region and from CD
to vinyl format, with six designs
in all. “That way, Meg and I
know where you got it from,” he
explained. • For summer music
festivals, the U.K. has always
reigned supreme, but with the
recent appearance of U.S. festi-
vals that mirror the eclectic and
forward-thinking lineups and
vibes of their European coun-
terparts, it may not be long
before we can rival that reputa-
tion. The dates and tentative
lineups have now been
announced for both the 2003
Coachella Valley Music and Arts
Festival in Indio, California and
the 2003 Bonnaroo Music
Festival in Manchester,
Tennessee. Taking place on
April 26 and 27, this year’s
Coachella event features the
somewhat dodgy choice of the
Beastie Boys to headline the
first day and the extremely
dodgy choice of the Red Hot
Chili Peppers for day two, but it
more than makes up for it by
filling out the rest of the sched-
ule with a stellar collection of
artists, including the White
Stripes, Blur, Ben Harper And

The Innocent Criminals, the
Polyphonic Spree, Ladytron,
Queens Of The Stone Age,
N.E.R.D., Sonic Youth,
Underworld, Primal Scream,
Gomez, Hot Hot Heat, Joseph
Arthur… and so many more
that we could almost fill the
whole page just naming them.
Check out the full lineup, ticket
information and whatever else
you need to know at
www.coachella.com. Meanwhile,
a number of Coachella acts,
including Sonic Youth, Tortoise,
Ben Harper and Jack Johnson
will also be appearing at
Bonnaroo, which is happening
this year on June 13–15. That
three-day music-fest will also
see appearances by headliners
The Dead (the remaining mem-
bers of the Grateful Dead, for-
merly known as the Other
Ones) and Widespread Panic, as
well as James Brown, Bela Fleck,
the Roots, the Allman Brothers
Band, and, once again, too many
more to name.

PUBLIC ENEMY
It Takes A Nation Of Millions
To Hold Us Back (Def Jam)
Before The Chronic, the line
between “old school” and “new
school” was never as decisively
drawn as it was by P.E. circa
1988. Nation Of Millions is easily
Hip-Hop’s greatest punk rock
record, a clattering cacophony of
black noise designed to be rec-
ognizable from miles away:
incessant two-note tenor sax
bleats; MLK and Slayer samples;

Chuck D’s unrelenting baritone, with its layers upon layers of
both digestible didacticism and deconstructible metaphor. Anti-

This EP is a lot like a free sam-
ple from a drug dealer: it’s
great, but once you’ve con-
sumed it, you’ll be begging for
more. Vendetta Red is going to
be the next big thing from
Seattle and its forthcoming
album, Between The Never And
The Now, is nothing short of

brilliant. The band may get lumped into the genre that is cheeki-
ly becoming known as “screamo,” but that’s not a bad place to be
— and its music is representative of much more. We only get
five tracks from Shatterday: three selections from the upcoming
album and two B-sides that sound unusually playful compared
to the harder-edged tones the band is more well-known for.

CORAL
The Coral
(Deltasonic–Columbia)
In a perfect world, every
band’s ultimate goal would be
to make timeless music —
which is exactly what the
British lads in the Coral do.
Melding multi-part har-
monies, reggae-influenced gui-
tar noodling and creatively
vibrant melodies, the songs on

the Liverpool-based band’s self-titled debut album sound as if
they could have been recorded in 1968, but, paradoxically, don’t
sound at all dated. And they don’t follow trends. Frontman
James Skelly has claimed there hasn’t been a group like the Coral
for a long time; it would be easy to scoff if he wasn’t right. How
many other bands out there draw from influences as varied as
Captain Beefheart, Bob Marley and ancient sea shanties? The
eclecticism goes across the board here, from “Dreaming Of You,”
with its throbbing bass, sax blasts and simple, yet essential,
marimba plunks, making for a masterfully crafted doo-wop
ditty, to “Goodbye,” which
could be a Merseybeat gem
from a really cool oldies sta-
tion if wasn’t for the modern
production.

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CAVE IN
Antenna (RCA)
The evolution of Cave In from
Beantown hardcore troop to
interstellar space junkie-bunch
has been well documented.
Leaving the neurotic guitar riffs,
freak-and-shriek vocals and
mind-melting timing (see 1999’s
Until Your Heart Stops) to fellow
Bostonians Converge, Cave In
sheds its hardcore skin and sur-

prised everyone with 2000’s post-hardcore masterpiece, Jupiter.
Moving from indie Hydrahead to RCA, Cave In recorded its
major-label debut, Antenna, with producer Rich Costey (Jurassic
5, Pavement). The new effort finds Cave In still evolving; while it
has toned down the spacey qualities that made Jupiter a mam-
moth force that engulfed listeners into its warped orbit, the band
has focused its message, resulting in an album that relies more on
the rock and less on astrophysical inspiration. There’s still plenty
to discover in this universe, however, as “Joy Opposites,”
“Inspire,” “Anchor,” “Seafrost” and “Rubber And Glue” are some
of Cave In’s strongest tunes to
date. This Antenna reaches far
and succeeds, but Cave In’s
greatest work still lies ahead.
This is a career band that is
slowly unfolding before our
very eyes.

Thank You For Giving Me
Your Valuable Time (Ipecac)
Academics suppose the reason
sample-based music currently
has the zeitgeist by the nuts is
because road-tested sounds tap
into our shared experiences. The
astonishing debut by Norwegian
cult artist Kaada sounds like a
mélange of dusty vocal lines and
rare grooves penetrating the

secret highways of the ’40s, ’50s, ’60s and ’70s American land-
scape, but most of this multi-hued demi-collage blurs the line
between sampledelica and in-studio trickery. Without knowing
where the samples end and his own impassioned howl begins,
Kaada ties multiple genres into knots, from fractured doo-wop to
funkdafied Italian cinema scoring. “Care” is like the Coasters
breezin’ into a spaghetti western, while “Black California” is along
the lines of the Trashmen cavorting with the Chemical Brothers.
“All Wrong” is all twisted Norwegian cowboy muckafuck and
“Burden” is a fervent soul-croon that may convince some that DJ
Shadow couldn’t put a tear in
your eye with a bag of onions.
Kaada is the crossroads where
Morricone meets Motown
meets Mo’ Wax — a samplin’
fool that makes Avalanches
look like snowflakes. —

Up The Bracket (Rough Trade)
To call the Libertines the
“English Strokes” is akin to call-
ing the Streets the “British
Eminem”: they may dwell in the
same realm of leather, liquor and
lasciviousness as their NYC
counterparts, but the London-
based rockers in the Libertines
go way beyond the one-trick
pony show of Julian and friends.

Of course, with two frontmen instead of one, a higher level of
diversity is more-or-less a given, as proven by the hedonistic team
of Carl Barât and Pete Doherty.

’WILD BUNCH
With its new album, The Remote Part, Idlewild is
returning to America from the remote port of Scotland.
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Idlewild may finally be getting its due.
While its last album, 2001’s 100 Broken
Windows, saw the Scottish band break

free of its punk rock roots by taking a more
intense interest in melody and lyricism, The
Remote Part, the group’s third full-length, finds
it testing its furthest boundaries and winding
up in a place where big anthems, distorted
indie rock, introspection and poetry meet
and become one. Released last year in the
U.K. and Europe, the disc has already elevat-
ed the band to even higher critical acclaim
than the usual accolades it receives at home.
Now, with the album finally showing up
here in the States, a major headlining club

tour and a series of dates opening for the
stadium rockers in Pearl Jam to support it,
Idlewild looks set to repeat the feat.

Not that it’s been all sunshine and lol-
lipops for the lads. In fact, just as things were
really starting to look up, they suffered a diffi-
cult setback. With The Remote Part exceeding
everyone’s expectations overseas, the band tri-
umphantly hit the road in Europe in advance
of an arena tour supporting Coldplay. Within
days, amidst a whirlwind of rumors and spec-
ulation, bassist Bob Fairfoull suddenly
announced his departure from the group.

“It was four dates into a tour, but
those first four dates were just so bad that

something had to happen sooner or later,”
remembers frontman Roddy Woomble.
“It was going to happen for a long time,
put it that way. It was just a case of when
it happened.”

This was back in October. Now, well
into the New Year, with Fairfoull’s replace-
ment, Gavin Fox, having established his
place in the band and the turbulence in
the past, it’s easier to reflect. The fact that
Idlewild continued on with that tour last
year, with bass tech Alan Grant stepping
in temporarily, remains as a testament to
the group’s dedication, both to its music
and its fans.

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“There’s a reason why Bob left,” says
Woomble. “It was because no one was getting
on. He wasn’t into it. It was just a really
unhealthy atmosphere on tour. And now
everyone’s so relaxed and happy. And he’s hap-
pier as well. He’s playing in another band now
and he’s just much happier doing what he’s
doing. He didn’t really like going on tour, and
to be honest, he had a lot of problems and
being on tour was really the worst place he
could possibly be. So he’s much happier and
more settled now, and we just feel like a new
band, almost; certainly a new version of us.”

With the domestic release of The
Remote Part, this “new” Idlewild (which also
includes guitarists Rod Jones and Allan
Stewart and drummer Colin Newton) is
more excited than ever to be making its
return to the States. After all, not only did
Woomble grow up “obsessed with
American music,” but also the last time he
and his bandmates were here, supporting
100 Broken Windows, they were more than
happy with the reception they got.

“We seemed to be embraced quickly by
the College scene — College Radio and the
clubs and publications associated with

College rock,” says Woomble. “It was some-
thing we instantly felt comfortable with —
the people that were coming to see us, the
people we were meeting, the people we were
talking to. It felt really natural. So, my own
experience so far of America has been that
it’s one of my favorite places to travel around
and be in, and playing-wise, the people there
kind of take to Idlewild really quickly.”

Listening to the band’s songs, it’s not
hard to understand why that connection can
happen so fast. It’s immediately apparent
that this is a group that cares not only about
its own music, but about music in general.
And while the band most commonly draws
comparisons to mid-period R.E.M., there are
many other elements at play within its mod-
ern epics, as well. Its recent cover of Gang Of
Four’s “I Found That Essence Rare” (a B-side
from the “Live In A Hiding Place” U.K. sin-
gle) serves as further insight into the com-
plex map of musical paths that led Idlewild
to where it is today.

“Collectively, as a band, if all five of us
could name favorites, our favorite bands
would probably be Gang Of Four and

Teenage Fanclub,” reveals Woomble.
“Obviously, we like a lot of different styles
individually, but that’s two bands that we
just adore. People that like music love Gang
Of Four, but loads of people have no idea
who they are. We played a tour last April and
we played ‘I Found That Essence Rare’ every
night, and afterwards, without fail, there
were people coming up to us and saying, ‘I
love that new song.’ But it’s good to play,
because we have quite a young fan base in
Britain, and they don’t really know about
those kinds of bands.

“Music’s an education of sorts,” he con-
tinues. “The more you grow up with it and
meet people and see bands, the more you
begin to know about it. It’s kind of a vast
world to be discovered, isn’t it? I don’t think I
could see one style of music I’m specifically
into. At the moment, my favorite things are
Jim O’Rourke — I think he’s just got a stroke
of genius about him — all his records and all
the stuff he works with. And I love that
Bright Eyes record, as well. That last Bright
Eyes record I think was fantastic.”

Does this mean that on top of every-
thing else, we’ve found an established artist

who, far from being jaded, still gets excited
about new music?

“Oh definitely, yeah,” says Woomble,
without hesitation. “Going to a record shop is
still a major event.”

It isn’t just music that gets Idlewild
worked up, either. As one might guess from
paying attention to the lyrics on both The
Remote Part and 100 Broken Windows, litera-
ture can have a similar effect. “I just really,
really like reading books,” admits Woomble,
who went so far as to reference Gertrude
Stein in one of the band’s biggest singles,
“Roseability.”“I just find it something that I
never tire of, really.”

On the new album’s closing track, “The
Remote Part/Scottish Fiction,” a reading by
Scottish poet Edwin Morgan brings a sweep-
ingly cinematic effect to things, ending the
proceedings on an extremely high note. “My
mother was a big fan and she introduced me
to his writing when I was younger,”
Woomble explains. “I gained enough confi-
dence during 100 Broken Windows to actual-
ly consider myself to be a lyricist that wasn’t
bad at it. And I wanted to just ask someone

— to basically just get some more back-
ground about the written word. So I contact-
ed Edwin and I kind of got friendly with
him, just through writing. One thing led to
another, and eventually he ended up writing
this poem, because we started talking about
lyrical themes and ideas. I went and taped
him speaking at his flat and it just sounded
so good that we had to use it for something.
In a kind of accidental way, it just fitted per-
fectly at the very end of the record.”

Considering that Idlewild is a band that
was initially known for the chaos of its live
shows and the wild exuberance of its young
fans, its attention to such intellectual mat-
ters stands out in almost stark contrast.
But it also provides a look at the very
dichotomy that gives the band much of its
appeal. “A lot of people like music that’s
more lyrical,” agrees Woomble. “For exam-
ple, things like Belle And Sebastian. There
aren’t really many rock bands like that, and
I think we maybe are a rock band with a
lot of thought behind it. That, by and
large, is kind of rare for a band, especially
with the kind of music you can really
jump around to. I think it’s that balance

that people like. Fifty percent of the crowd
does come just to jump around, and 50
percent comes to listen to the lyrics and
just get into the whole band and the way
it’s presented and the people we are. I
think that’s a nice balance to have.”

At the end of the day, if there’s one thing
that’s entirely clear, it’s that with Idlewild,
regardless of what you wish to call it, or how
you choose to approach it, the music is unde-
niably genuine. “One thing about us is we
always put ourselves across as we are, mistakes
and all,” says Woomble. “I don’t know if that’s
distinctly Scottish, but I do recognize that a lot
of my friends from Scotland are kind of like
that. I also think that if you put yourself across
that way, your background, where you grew
up, is bound to seep through into it.

“I do think that The Remote Part and 100
Broken Windows have a definite Scottish
theme lyrically,” he concludes. “But it’s not
tartan and shortbread and bagpipes. It’s not
that kind of Scotland. I think you can relate
to it if you’re from a small town in
Wyoming. Or Spain. Or Japan. And in that
way, it’s really universal.”NMR

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Hard at
work in a
Los

Angeles “recording
studio,”
Mellowdrone’s
Jonathan Bates is

currently finishing his debut album, the follow-up to his wonderfully
crafted, multi-influenced and way-too-short EP, A Demonstration Of
Intellectual Property. “Lovingly” recorded in Bates’s bedroom,
Demonstration showcases the young musician’s undeniably growing
production talents. In 2000, after dropping out of the prestigious
Berklee School Of Music with only two semesters left until gradua-
tion, Bates bolted to Los Angeles. “It was a sink or swim kind of
thing,” he remembers, admitting to spending quite a few months
between residences before things in L.A. started to click. However, the
gamble paid off. Bates’s inventive and improvisational live shows and
quirky home recordings began to garner a lot attention for the
singer/songwriter/producer. Recording in the bedroom, Bates is
Mellowdrone; playing out, he’s accompanied by Scott Ellis on drums.
If you missed the pair on tour with Johnny Marr And The Healers
this winter, make a point of seeing them later this year — as a testa-
ment to their live performances, Bates has heard accounts of fans pay-
ing upwards of $200 to get into the very sold-out Marr shows, just to
see Mellowdrone perform. While working on the new album, tenta-
tively titled Naiveté, Bates told CMJ that he’s kept himself busy by fly-
ing up to San Francisco every weekend to play, filing his taxes and get-
ting ready to head out again with Marr for some dates in Japan.

How’s the new record coming along?
I’d say I’m about 90 percent done, not including mixing, and I’m real-
ly psyched about it. It’s got everything that I could think of. If I heard
a piano then I recorded with a piano; if I heard a baby with gas, I
recorded that.

Are you working in a more traditional studio at all?
Well, purposefully, I’m not recording in a studio. I still record mostly
at home and my friend Tony’s house. He’s got a little studio in his
backyard and the whole thing has been unofficial, so to speak. It’s
been very under the radar and it feels more like hanging out than
working. It’s been a real easy recording process. I’ve got my studio
chops down to where I can pretty much do whatever I need to do at
home or whatever hole in the wall I end up in. Being able to record
anywhere is definitely very cool.

Did you have a definite vision for the sound of the album?
I did have a definite vision for the sound of this record — if you
could imagine a Danny Elfman score meets the White Album meets
Depeche Mode. I’ll probably offend everybody by saying that, because
I’m blending a lot of their favorite music and maybe they’re not sup-
posed to be together, but I’m going to try.

What kinds of lyrical themes have you been exploring?
I can’t write songs about people I don’t know. Paul McCartney can
write songs about anybody, just to tell a story. I definitely can’t do
that. I’m writing songs about people I know and they don’t know
about it.

Are you working with anyone else as your producer?
Not really. I had someone listen to a few things and they kind of con-

sulted with me a little, sharing some ideas, but as far as having a pro-
ducer in the room to say, “Let’s do that again,” that wasn’t happening.
I wouldn’t rule it out in the future to get a different perspective on
things, but right now I don’t think I need it.

Would you try to work with someone whose style is similar to
yours?
As far as being in my own skin, I know that better than anybody else.
If I were going to involve somebody else, I would need the complete
opposite to kick me in the ass. I would love to work with somebody
that had nothing to do with what I was doing. That way, it would
force me to think of things that I wouldn’t think naturally.

What are your thoughts on being compared to artists like
Radiohead and Beck? 
If you put yourself out there and people want to make comparisons,
that’s cool. If I’m ripping off anybody, it’s [Radiohead and Beck pro-
ducer] Nigel Godrich. He’s the shit. He’s like Missy Elliot, except the
white version. If I ever meet that guy I’d buy him a drink and apolo-
gize for ripping him off.

How did things go when you were out on the road with Johnny
Marr?
It couldn’t have gone any smoother. He was so fucking cool to me, to
the point where his crew was helping us carry gear and do sound.
Johnny and I ended up doing duets on-stage on later dates. We all got
along really well. I don’t think it could get any better than that.

Can we expect to see any changes in your live show after the
album comes out?
With the EP out, it’s been just Ellis and me. When the album comes
out, because it’s going to be a fully recognized thing, there’s going to
be a band. It won’t be a rock show all the way through — it’s gonna
be me by myself, then joined by other musicians.

So how would you describe the tone of the new disc — happy
or cynical?
Not to sound like a fucking hippie, but I’ve reached a point in my life
where I don’t blame anybody for anything. So, I would say it’s a hap-
pier album and not so cynical.

Do you have any favorite tracks so far?
There are a couple, “My Turn” and “Motivation,” that don’t sound like
anything I’ve ever heard. On the EP, it’s obvious that the music was
influenced by a lot of things, and I think on this record I don’t sound
like anybody else.

As Real As It Gets, you might
surmise that this is one tough
crew of New York boys you don’t
want to tango with in a back
alley! But after conversing with
guitarist Lorenzo Antonucci, we
realized that while the band’s
music will beat you to a bloody,
unrecognizable pulp, this crew
(discovered by Jamey Hatebreed)
is a bunch of pussycats!

What’s Sworn Enemy’s take
on its 9/11 tribute, “Sworn
Enemy”?
We wrote that song on tour
with Hatebreed last year, three
months after the tragedy. We
got denied entrance to Canada,
so we went into the studio.
[Vocalist] Sal [LoCoco] wrote
the lyrics and it flowed right
into being a 9/11 tribute. We
decided to call it “Sworn
Enemy,” as the anthem song for
the band and [as a proclama-
tion of] our dedication to our
state and city.

We thought your drummer
was called Paulie Walnuts,
but it turns out, he’s called
Paulie No Neck! That’s some
Sopranos shit right there!
How did the name originate?
When he was younger, he was
in a New York band called
Everybody Gets Hurt. He had
no neck, like a football player.
He had no neck and a big
peanut head. He eventually

grew a neck, but the name still
stuck with him!

Sworn Enemy reminds us of
old school thugcore: Madball,
Skarhead, Sheer Terror. 
“Thug” is definitely not what
we are. That is what people
think we are. That is the per-
ception. Yes, we sing about
fighting people. But we’re the
nicest dudes. We’re always at
our merch table talking to kids.
When it comes to pounding
somebody out, we do what we
gotta do. But we also learn
from our mistakes.

I meant that the music
makes you want to beat the
crap out of people!
That is definitely true!

If you weren’t playing guitar
in Sworn Enemy right now,
what would you be doing?
Doing construction, making
$100,000 a year! I quit a $52 an
hour job to do this — to make
a $100 a week, but it’s what I
love. I was working in the
Hamptons and hated it. If we
constantly tour and pay our
bills, I will be happy. We’ve
been paying dues. We used to
go on tour, driving three cars in
a caravan, and one of them had
a bed. We’re all big, husky
dudes. There’s a not a lot of
room to be sharing the bed. It
sucks. But we did it because we
love to play music.

Antenna (RCA)
Loud rock fans are still talk-
ing about Cave In’s metamor-
phosis from people-pleasing
metalcore into spacey indie
rock. It’s understandable,
since the Boston band’s 1999
outing, Until Your Heart
Stops, was a near perfect met-
alcore album. However, Cave
In, after having crafted an
ingeniously heavy record,

decided to reinvent itself for 2000’s Jupiter, a spacey, Pink
Floyd-influenced outing that won the band critical acclaim. The
quartet’s latest, Antenna, is the sum of the band’s stylistic choic-
es; it’s less interplanetary than Jupiter and more accessible —
just give “Inspire” or “Joy Opposites” a whirl, both of which are
true rock ’n’ roll tunes, yet more exciting than the cookie cutter
fodder on your local FM station. There’s still plenty of atmos-
pherics on Antenna, as the basic shell of the album consists of
subsonic psychedelia, but it’s plain to see that the Cave In kids
have not forgotten how to rock. “Beautiful Son” and “Seafrost”
are angular songs that wholly avoid the pretense of indie rock
and the balls out avalanche of true heavy metal, but Cave In is
still toeing the line without a net.

The three songs (namely
“Gasmask Revival,” “Rebel
Robot” and “We Carry On”)
on the Voivod sampler cur-
rently at radio really reminded
us of Angel Rat and Outer
Limits-era Voivod. However,
upon listening to the new full-
length, dubbed Voivod, we
were instantly reminded of
1988’s Dimension Hatross,

inarguably Voivod’s best work. When we interviewed Voivod neo-
phyte Jason Newsted about Voivod, he promised that it would be
his triumphant return to metal and that it would follow in the tra-
dition of Dimension Hatross. Odd rhythms and quirky tunings
abound on Voivod, so we’re going to thank Mr. Newsted for being
truthful and for growing out his hair and returning to the land of
true metal.

Stereomud’s debut, Perfect Self,
had a lot going for it.
Featuring former members of
Life Of Agony and Stuck Mojo
(namely Corey Lowery, the
younger brother of Sevendust
guitarist Clint Lowery, and the
intense Joey Z. of L.O.A. fame)
and an on-fire single in the
form of “Pain,” Stereomud

seemed on its way to rock radio superstardom. Perfect Self moved
100,000 units and then the momentum went kaput. Every Given
Moment builds on the solid attributes of its predecessor, in the
form of frat party riffing and singer Eric Rogers’s impassioned —
and sometimes melodramatic — delivery. Rogers’s soulful throat
will elicit comparisons to Sevendust’s Lajon Witherspoon; in fact,
plenty of Every Given Moment calls to mind the hard rockin’
hooks of that brother band. “Show Me,” “Anything But Jesus” and
“Breathing” will, if nothing else, etch a place in your cranium with
their catchiness. Every Given Moment also feels less produced than
Perfect Self, which practically had three different producers per
song. While core fans, especially L.O.A.-heads, will scratch their
heads at Joey Z’s change of style (from Black Sabbath to
Disturbed), Stereomud and Every Given Moment bring enough to
the table to win over even stubborn metalheads.

BLUEBIRD
REISSUES FLYING
DUTCHMAN
TRACKS
Jazz compilations come and
go, often with the label looking
for a way to squeeze some
more juice out of its catalog.
So, no one is going to say that
the folks over at Bluebird/RCA
were being completely altruis-
tic when they assembled the
Flying Funk and Flying Groove
collections, but both make for
fun listening. These two discs
collect 30 tracks from the

somewhat forgotten Flying
Dutchman label, which was
founded in 1969 by noted pro-
ducer Bob Thiele. Now labeled
as “rare groove” or “rare funk,”
these songs captured the bit of

the ’60s/’70s Afro-centric zeit-
geist when Jazz folk were plug-
ging in, turning up, growing
their ’fros and getting funky.
The music was somewhat for-
gotten until European DJs and
underground Hip-Hop artists
starting digging into this stuff
— now, tracking down the
original vinyl could run into
the thousands.

Although some artists
appear on both compilations,
Flying Funk has a harder edge
to it, while Flying Groove takes
a space jam approach to mat-

ters. Nina Simone’s ver-
sions of Aretha
Franklin’s “Save Me”
and Ike and Tina
Turner’s “Funkier Than
A Mosquito’s Tweeter”
will both be surprising
to those more familiar
her ballad work, while
the unheralded Nite-
Liters’ “Afro-Strut” is
unexpectedly groovy.
Many know Gato
Barbieri, but his live
version of “El Pampero”
is considerably more out
and energetic than the
sound commonly asso-
ciated with the saxo-
phonist. Some of the
more popular songs
included are Gil Scott-
Heron’s “The
Revolution Will Not Be
Televised” and David

Axelrod’s much celebrated
“Messiah (Overture).” Overall,
there are plenty of gems here
for anyone looking for stuff to
sample or to simply get their
groove on.

Moose’s Restaurant in San
Francisco was the place to be on
March 2, when Orrin Keepnews
celebrated his 80th birthday.
Featuring live music and testi-
monials from friends, the party
celebrated the life of one of
Jazz’s most celebrated producers
and A&R men. In recent years,

Keepnews has
focused on
remastering reis-
sues of records
he often pro-
duced first time
around, but he
has also helped

put together comprehensive
boxed sets like the 24-disc
Ellington Centennial Edition box
in 2000 and, more recently, the
Artie Shaw box.

From a historical perspec-
tive, it’s hard to overestimate
Keepnews’s impact on Jazz.
From a musician’s perspective,
he ran such labels as Prestige,
Riverside, Milestone and
Landmark, which collectively
released so many important
sides that Ken Burns could have
done his whole documentary
on Keepnews’s projects and
there wouldn’t have been many
substantial holes. From a fan’s
perspective, Keepnews, who is a
walking quote, often wrote the
liner notes for his records,
which often taught many fans
out there about the music and
therefore helped shape how
they thought about Jazz. And
the man has yet to retire: watch
for new Keepnews-produced
albums by saxophonist Dave
Ellis, out April 22, and Live-Lee,
a live recording from the Jazz
Bakery featuring Lee Konitz
and Alan Broadbent, out June
3, both on Milestone.

Proceeds from the party
will benefit the Education
Fund of the San Francisco
Recording Academy.

After starting out in a straight-for-
ward vein, Philly bass phenom
Christian McBride has found his
way to a great brand of Jazz fusion.
On Vertical Vision, his first album
for Warner Bros. and fifth as a
leader, McBride is all over the place,
multi-tracking his bass parts, solo-

ing with mouthwatering chops on electric and upright and even
bowing his way through a few solos. McBride and co. come out of
the gate with a ferociously funky “Technicolor Nightmare,” which
rages with a driving groove and massive hook, and close with the
also hard and lengthy “Boogie Woogie Waltz.” Some of the slower
tunes in between the bookends get a bit glossy, but crackling
musicianship from keyboardist Geoff Keezer, saxophonist Ron
Blake and drummer Terreon Gully give this album a formidable
pulse, especially when they’re navigating the rhythmic and har-
monic complexities of the more upbeat stuff.

His polyrhythmic big
beat is complemented here by such heavy friends as guitarist John
Scofield, saxophonist Michael Brecker (who digs in deep) and
trumpeter Randy Brecker. With Chambers drumming up rhyth-
mic storms at will and leading the band on a serendipitous ride,
Outbreak highlights his versatility and strength as both a bebopper
and a funky fusion drummer. It’s unfair to call this “old-school
groove” (Chambers isn’t that old), but Outbreak does illustrate
how Jazzmen who came up in the ’70s and ’80s did, and still do,
have something to offer.

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W hen it’s done right, it makes you wonder why it
can’t always be done this way. This weekend, the
Nitro-bred and DreamWorks-adopted AFI descend-

ed on LINCS stores with its yet-unborn release Sing The Sorrow
(DW 50380)—not scheduled for delivery until March 11. The pic-
ture: 250 fans camped outside Rhino Records; 200 more outside
Sounds Like…Music; 150 hung like a sleeping bag skirt around the
front doors of Aron’s Records and more—nearly a thousand AFI
devotees pitched on LINCS concrete lawns in hopes of a free ticket
to an exclusive street-date show and a pre-sale purchase of AFI’s
soon-to-be released record.

So what stirred the AFI rank-and-file? A thoughtfully planned,
fan-focused, retail-directed promotion that looked to inde-
pendents for what they do best—inspire and cultivate music
fan devotion. You don’t see these scenes outside Target.
DreamWorks/UMVD made up beautifully embossed, red AFI-
logo-ed tickets for the giveaway-with-pre-purchase-of-Sorrow
promo Saturday. DW ran an ad with LINCS in the LA Weekly
and E-blasted AFI’s fan list. This helped bring in the legions of
AFI fans who might not regularly frequent LINCS locales and
gave them a chance to see indie stores as the hub where real
fans and the music they love get, well… nurtured. There were

also 7” promo-only vinyl copies and lithographs available for
those who couldn’t get a ticket and which helped continue
spurring pre-sales. Within just a couple days, over 750 pre-
orders have rolled in.

AFI have earned their pre-buzz stripes with indie releases on
Nitro Records totaling nearly 600k (SoundScan alone—minus
the overseas sales, which are substantial), a road and live show
ethic that has won over even the most jaded industry junkies, let
alone fans. We’ve been watching them even before we put them
on our cover almost two years ago and we were late to game even
then in identifying them as a band on the rise. Congrats to the
label, the band, management for recognizing who really gave
birth to this band’s growing success and supported it throughout
their career: independent retail.

Some say that “Sil” appearing in the line-up was perhaps unex-
pected, but you could tell the homage to the Clash that took the
Grammy stage Sunday night was truly felt by Costello,
Springsteen and Grohl—and we felt it too. The purpose was not
to outdo or mainstream the Clash, but to pay respect. And for
that, the 45th will be historic.

James, who stayed for everyone
who wanted photos and copies
of his handwriting or draw-
ings—two hours, and all smiles.
And the crowd: people from
South Dakota, Arizona, New
Mexico, Bakersfield, everywhere.

Then Saturday morning,
pulling up to the store at 8:30
a.m., I was greeted by easily 100
good folks already in line for AFI
presales and tickets. People were
camping out. Mike locked up the
store Friday night and there were
already people waiting in a line
for the morning: two folks came
from Vegas to sleep on the side-

walk and they were tenth in line,
a guy from New Mexico was
twelfth. Thanks to Joe Kara at
DreamWorks and Uni’s Dave
Anderson. It’s always nice to start
the morning with some action.

Label support is so nice to
have. I mean how many CDs do
AFI already have [Ed. Note: the
upcoming Sing The Sorrow will
be the band’s sixth, not including
at least three EPs] and yet
DreamWorks went the extra mile
with this promotion. The reward
was not just in creating a giant
buzz for their band, or providing
the stores who have sold AFI

through the years with a nice
boost in sales, but for fans of the
band—truly a win-win-win situ-
ation here. How often does this
really happen? Reggie’s piano bar
show was another great example.
I think he did eight shows
nationally and we were lucky to
be included. Here’s a band (guy)
with three CDs and yet Vagrant
was willing to take the time to
create that same win- win-win
situation too. These things take
time and effort and sometimes
things don’t fall in line, but when
they do… you can’t download,
rip or burn this kind of stuff.

V oted “Best Place To Buy/Sell Used
CDs” (Lexington’s ACE Weekly
poll, 2002) and “Best Local

Record Store” (2000 and 2001 ACE polls),
CD Central and its owner Steve Baron are
clearly doing something right in Lexington.
Early on, Steve was unhappy with L-Town’s
local stores, especially when it came to used
CDs. So when he opened CD Central in
March 1995, used CDs became his niche—
in fact, it was 95 percent of his stock. Over
time, that percentage shifted to include
more and more new product and eventually
he moved CD Central from its indoor mini-
mall home to its current locale on the
University of Kentucky campus strip.

“We cater to people who are into music and
are serious about exploring new sounds.
For Lexington, we are that small island of
alternative music culture,” says Steve. “In a
smaller city like Lexington, where there
aren’t as many media choices, a lot of folks
aren’t aware of the alternatives they have. A
lot of what we do is try and orient people
to what’s out there. We see ourselves filling
an educational role.”

What local press affects sales most?
The ACE Weekly, our weekly arts and 

entertainment paper; Lexington Herald-
Leader, the daily paper; and the University
of Kentucky’s paper The Kentucky Kernel.

What radio station affects sales most?
WRSL, the University of Kentucky’s station
[WUKY] and our public AAA station
[WRVG].

Do you have in-stores?  
We do have in-stores and we have a PA.
Some in-store highlights have been
Alejandro Escovedo, Wesley Willis, Victoria
Williams and Andrew Bird’s Bowl of Fire.

What is your most effective program?
Our listening stations, especially the
A.I.M.S. listening stations. Even though the
A.I.M.S. posts are just getting started,
they’re already really effective and we can
see a direct correlation between people
checking out stuff and buying it.

What other programs do you offer?  Are
any of them discretionary?
Pretty much everything other than our lis-
tening stations is discretionary, and we have
some discretionary listening posts too!

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?
We have a lot of success with our weekly E-
mail newsletter, which includes new releases
for the week, a review or two and whatever
promotions we’re running in the store. One
thing we are really looking forward to doing
is being a part of this year’s Independence
Day festival in Lexington. It’s one of the
biggest events of the year and there are
always different stages with performers of all
sorts. This coming year we are going to be
able to sponsor a new music stage and it will
be the first time alternative, original rock has
been included as part of the festival.

What display materials work best for you?
Posters and flats. We don’t have a lot of
counter space, so we generally can’t use any
countertop display boxes or things like that.

What records are your current and all
time favorite records? 
My current favorite is actually a reissue,
Green On Red’s Gas Food Lodging. All-time
would be Yo La Tengo’s Painful.

What’s the first record you bought and
where?
I can’t remember the first record I bought,
but I can remember the first record that was
given to me, which happened way before I
ever bought an album. It was a Monkees
record given to me by my older cousin.

What’s the best concert you’ve attended?
I’ll have to say Tom Waits at SXSW in 1999
(I think!). It was magical.

No Business Like
Snow Business
On Sunday, February 15 and
Monday, February 16, one of
the most debilitating snow
storms in decades pummeled
the east coast, clogging up
streets, closing subways, can-
celing sporting events and
killing at least 28 people. The
snow doused the eastern states
with as much as two feet, and
local businesses—including
music retailers—were left
standing in the cold, with
many closing their stores until
enough snow melted to open
their doors.

No one seemed to be hit hard-
er than Maryland, parts of
which were hit with 49 inches.
Suffice to say, Baltimore,
Maryland’s Sound Garden was
closed on Sunday, Monday and
Tuesday. Although they had
ordered many of their new
releases in advance, the snow
prevented the Garden from
receiving the latest shipment of
the new R. Kelly records*.
Sound Garden co-manager
Alex Ashkenes estimates he
had to turn away 20 to 30 peo-

ple who came in the store
searching for new Kelly CD.
He was still dealing with the
snow nightmare four days
later, “There’s a lot of shovel-
ing going on,” says Ashkenes.
“My street still hasn’t been
plowed, four days later, so
there’s still people who can’t
drive.”

Washington D.C. experienced
the harshest snow storm it’s seen
in seven years, with two feet
dumped before the storm
moved north. DCCD owner
Bernie Hackett was snowbound
in Detroit at the time. After a
call from the manager, the store
was closed mid-Sunday. “Only
one person came in here,”
Hackett says, “and it was just to
get out of the snow. [The elec-
tric company] said they were
turning off the power for four
hours, so we were like, ‘We’re
closed!’” Luckily, Monday was
President’s Day and DCCD got
a boost in business, since all of
DC’s many government employ-
ees were off for the holiday.

Hit hard in a different way was
Louisville, Kentucky, who

experienced a little snow, but
mostly ice, freezing rain and
sleet. Louisville’s ear X-tacy
closed Sunday due to the
inclement weather: “It wasn’t
the blizzard, but it was enough
to knock us out for the day,”
says ear X-tacy owner John
Timmons. “I just put a note in
the door that said ‘Stay home.’”
Luckily the ear-X crew made
up the lost day with an in-store
on Tuesday night with local
Lava-signed post-grungers
Outspoken that pushed almost
300 copies of their latest out
the door (and into the rain).
“Everybody was tracking snow
and slush into the store, but
they were rocking out.”

Equally hopeful was Rochester,
New York’s Record Archive,
who was hit with a crippling
amount of snow… but stayed

open anyway! “We live in the
Snow Belt, we’re used to this,”
says ever-diligent Alayna Hill-
Alderman, vice-prez/co-owner
of Record Archive. “We’re
laughing at the stores on the
east coast because they can’t
handle it… Those wussies! We
actually thought about closing
early, but what else are you
gonna do when it’s cold? Go to
your favorite record store and
hang out. We’re tough.
Independent retailers are like
cockroaches. We’ll survive.”

*R. Kelly’s latest album, as you
know, is titled Chocolate
Factory. CMJ Retail estimates
the title was chosen due to the
fact that Kelly apparently
enjoys pissing off his own
lawyers, who are currently
scrambling to free him of 21
counts of child pornography.

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On an average week, CMJ New
Music Report receives well over
1,500 online airplay reports

for the compilation of our weekly radio
charts, adding a massive amount of artist
and album information to our database.

To ensure the validity of our weekly
charts, CMJ must confirm the existence of
each and every artist and recording that is
reported to us; to do so, we search our
own internal database, the Internet, check
with online music retailers, etc. Though
we respect and value every single inde-
pendent artist that is reported to us —
after all, they are our lifeblood — it is
absolutely essential that CMJ is able to
authenticate the artist, album title and the
affiliated record label (if any) of each entry
on a station’s playlist. More often than
not, this authentication process is success-
ful; however, there are instances every
week in which we are unable to sufficient-
ly verify a reported entry on a playlist.
Having inaccurate or erroneous informa-
tion in our database helps no one; it
undermines the consistency and accuracy
of the CMJ charts.

Due to a larger technical issue with
our online reporting system (this same
technical limitation prevents our Radio
200 reporters from submitting anything
less than 30 recordings on their playlists)
that we have spent numerous months
attempting to correct, we are unable to
simply delete an item from a station’s
report and move up the rest of the entries.
As such, we were left with two less than
optimal options: delete the report entirely
or substitute a placeholder for the unveri-
fied entry.

In the past, if an item on a station’s
airplay report was totally unverifiable, the
entire playlist was rejected, the report nei-
ther printed in the magazine nor factored
into the applicable chart. After receiving

numerous (and very justified) radio sta-
tion complaints that their entire report
was being rejected due to the presence of
one or two unverified albums, it was
determined at the end of 2002 that —
until our upgraded, more flexible report-
ing system was online — CMJ would sub-
stitute any unverified items on airplay
charts with the “placeholder” listing of
our CD sampler, Certain Damage.

As to the allegations that there was
some sinister motive behind this utilizing
Certain Damage as a placeholder let me
say — and I cannot be any more emphat-
ic about this — that this was not done to
promote, or benefit in any way, Certain
Damage. This was a workaround — cer-
tainly a less than perfect one to be sure
— to enable stations to submit their
playlists in full, thus giving proper air-
play credit to the remaining verified
artists on the chart. This temporary fix
was instituted for one reason only: to
ensure that each of our airplay reporters,
as well as the artists that they were
reporting, were represented in our weekly
radio charts and that the integrity of our
database was intact. Simply put, it was
not fair to reject an entire chart — and
deny reportable airplay to all of the other
verified artists on said chart in the
process — because just one item was
unverifiable. CMJ elected to do this so
that our airplay reporting panel and the
artists that they champion were accurate-
ly represented in our charts. Period.

Moving forward, to avoid any further
confusion or suggestions of worse, if CMJ
cannot verify an artist and/or recording
on a station’s airplay report by using any
and all of the aforementioned means to
do so, the recording in question will be
replaced with the word “UNVERIFIED” in
its spot on the airplay report.

Since CMJ receives hundreds of airplay

reports each week, representing thousands
of releases from eight completely dissimi-
lar music formats — combined with a
rigid and tight reporting deadline — it is
unfortunately impossible for us to contact
each individual station to verify each and
every recording in question before we go
to press. As such, beginning in this issue, a
very small percentage of airplay reports
will list an item as “UNVERIFIED.”

If you are an airplay reporter who
notices that an item on your report has
been labeled as such, I highly encourage
you to send me an email that gives me
detailed information about the entry that
was omitted from your printed playlist
report, including the correct artist name,
album title and affiliated label (or, if it is
self-released, that is perfectly acceptable as
well — just state that it is “self-released”).
If the artist has a Web site, please include
the URL as well. I will personally make
sure that the item in question is thor-
oughly investigated and, more than likely,
will be entered into our database so that it
is reportable and verified for the following
week’s reports.

Thank you for your continued
patience and understanding. We value
every single one of our airplay reporters
and the countless independent artists that
keep this thing that we do alive and excit-
ing. Please know that CMJ is only interest-
ed in having our radio airplay charts be
100 percent accurate, every single week. If
we all work together, we can achieve this.
