ON THE NEW 12", "LOVE LIKE A ROCKET'",6 AND
ERIC CLAPTON'S CONIRIBUTIONS TO THE ALBUM:
"Rupert Hine did it. The song itself 1is
just a groove, a shuffle. It's a nice
twisting song...I think Clapton's guitar
playing on the 4 tracks on my album is
better than on his album. I don't know
what happened, I think I got him at a
great time. His playing on 'Rocket' re-
minds me of that shuffle he did just after
Cream."

ON WRITING "LOVE LIKE A ROCKET' WITH DAVE
STEWART: "'We wrote that late one night

in California. Dave and 1 are the Brothers
of Doom. I'm Dick Doom, Dave is Ray Doom.

So the Brothers of Doom had a night on the
town, and we came back none too good for
the wear and we were playing around with
the acoustics and we started into that riff
and it was very infectious. It was a good

combination. Do you remember 'Waterloo
Sunset' by the Kinks? You know, (he sings)
'Terry meets Julie every Friday'...That

was one of my favorite songs ever, and I
always wondered what happened to those two
kids who ]I always imagined standing at

a Waterloo bridge watching the sun go down.
Bright young things in a brave new world

of the '60's and this is just what happened
to them in the 20 years since. And that's
why I said 'the Waterloo Sunset don't work
for her anymore.'" It's just what happened
to them. They both grew up.

ON TOURING AND RESTABLISHING HIMSELF AS A

1 :'ve put a band together and we'll
probably tour in the summer. 1 really want
to see the record get away, and I want people
not to come out of curiosity, which will be
a problem with me, but to come because they
like and know the music. It's really not
so much the media image, it's their image
of me, because they took part in this
massive thing. It really comes down to
getting them to come out and see my Jjob
as a pop singer. If they look on my pass-
port, it says "Occupation: Pop singer".
There's about 4 singles on the record still
to go, so I want to get a couple more away
and then come out."

ON HIS NEW BOOK, "IS THAT IT": "It's an
autobiography, and much to my surprise it
got incredible reviews and just won a big
literary prize in England. In fact it's
been put on the new syllabus for next year
for the literature course. It makes me feel
good, but what would make me feel better
would be to have the same result with the
record.

ON CURRENT MUSIC HE LIKES AND MUSIC TRENDS:
"Talking Heads, who I think are probably the
most influential band in American pop music
in 15 years. Anita Baker, Peter Gabriel.

I think there will be a change very shortly
and I think it will be a sociological change
like what happened in '75 or '76. 1 keep
looking at all the people that are selling
records and getting awards and they're all
40 plus, and I'm not complaining about their
age, but what I'm saying is that there must
be 15 year olds in garages and clubs playing
stuff that is new.

PAUL YOUNG/"Why Does A Man Have To Be Strong" (CBS)

The third single from his "Between Two Fires" Lp and
an important one, as "Wonderland" and “Some People"
both fared disapppointingly in Britain.

LOVE AND MONEY/“River Of People" (Mercury/Phonogram)

We first played this Scottish band in June last year
when their single "Candybar Express" was produced by
Andy Taylor; here's a remix of a song from their debut
album.

ROL also spoke this week to.the near-legendary British
hitmakers THE HOLLIES, who've just stepped out on a
massive UK tour in their 25th year on the road. Paul
Sexton spoke to two of the band's three remaining
original members, Tony Hicks and Bobby Elliott, and
found them just as enthusiastic as ever. They ve just
relzased a new single on EMI, "This Is It", and Tony
says it's looking 1ike there'll be an album later in
the year. He says there's even a chance they might
hook up again with their former member GRAHAM NASH
some time in the future. GRAHAM of course rejoined the
band temporarily for their 1983 album "What Goes

Around" which included the US hit "Stop! In The Name
Of Love". The band now features three new, younger
members and there's plenty of 1ife in the chart
veterans yet - maybe their tally of 29 British hits
{including 17 Top Tenners) will increase even
further.

We really had a busy week of interviews...ROL were
the only people Dave Edmunds talked to before he
headed off on his six-week US tour. The results
will be on the show in two weeks, but among many
subjects Dave revealed that the 1933 Roseland, New
York show that's partly featured on the new live
album "I Hear You Rockin'" featured guest
appearances by BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN and BRIAN SETZER.
Sadly, contractual restrictions mean they can™t
appear on the record. Dave also revealed to us that
he'11l be teaming up with THE FABULOUS THUNDERBIRDS
again to produce their next studio album, which
they'11 begin in April in Nashville. Dave is also
thinking about his next studio Lp, but he says he
intends to "take his time" on this one.

Latest additions to the bill for International AIDS
Day are THE PSYCHEDELIC FURS, who'll play Wembly
Arena, possibTy on April 1, which will mean they'l]
have to fly back from a gig in Milan the previous
evening . Also on the bill will be THE BLOW MONKEYS
and ASWAD. However, Virgin have denied that PETER
GABRTEL will appear, their spokeswoman says that
PETER won't be free on that day. The PET SHOP BOYS,
ALTSON MOYET and PAUL YOUNG have all promised to
heTp even though they 1T all be on world tours at
the time.

Expect a strong debut album this year from new
signings to WEA, THE WEATHER PROPHETS, whose
excellent indie release "I Almost Prayed" was
featured on Rock Over London last year...the label
has also signed the former member of THE SPECIALS,
STAN CAMPBELL.

With SIMPLY RED about to burst back into action with
a British tour and their new album, lead singer MICK
HUCKNALL can't be too happy about the appearance of
an Lp of old recordings featuring him as lead singer
of THE FRANTIC ELEVATORS. The "Early Years" Lp is
availabTe in the UK onTy by mail order and features
three songs never before released.

Final figures for the entire year of 1986 revealed
these to be the five bestselling singles of the 12-
month period: 1 "Don't Leave Me This Way"/THE
COMMUNARDS; 2 "Every Loser Wins"/NICK BERRY; 3 "I
Want To Wake Up With You /BORIS GARDINER; 4 "Living
Dol1"/CLIFF RICHARD and the YOUNG ONES; and 5 "Chain
Reaction"/DIANA ROSS. In the album bestsellers,
MADONNA'S "True BTue" came out on top, followed by
DIRE STRAITS "Brothers In Arms", the "Now That's
What T CaTl Music 8 compilation at three, PAUL
SIMON'S "Graceland" at four and "Whitney Houston"
number five.
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Last week's Lp chart, Meanwhile, had KATE BUSH still
sitting pretty at number one with "The Whole Story",
and "Graceland" still hanging tough at two. The
week's highest new entry came from DEEP PURPLE,
straight in at 1G with "The House OFf BTue Light".
That marks the 18th chart album of their career in
the UK, and the ninth to make the top ten. There
were only two other new entries on the entire Top
100; the Electro compilation "Street Sounds Crucial
Electro 3" at number 41, and a budget price re-issue
of PAUL SIMON'S “"Greatest Hits Etc" at 73. On the
subJect of PAUL'S back catalogue, by the way, we
note with some amazement in view of his
extraordinary British success in the last few months
that his first four solo albums, including even
"Sti11 Crazy After A1l These", have been deleted on
record. Surely there are thousands of new PS fans
Just dying to dig into the back catalogue?

We feature that new ELVIS COSTELLO version of "Blue
Chair" on this week™s ROL, and the release is very
good value for his many fanatical followers, because
the B-side is another re-recording, a "Twilight"
version of the fine song from "King Of America"
called "American Without Tears". The 12-inch
features a brand new song, "Shoes Without Heels".

XTC fans get a real treat on the 12-inch of their new
single "The Meeting Place". It also serves to
demonstrate the band's obvious dissatisfaction with
the producer of their "Skylarking" Lp, TODD RUNDGREN,
because the 12-inch includes no fewer than four extra
tracks that RUNDGREN wouldn't allow onto the album:
"Terrorism", "Find The Fox", "Let's Make A Den" and
"The-Troubles".

MARC ALMOND'S new UK single is "Melancholy Rose"...THE
eatures on one of the latest releases in
STRANGE FRUIT'S "Peel Sessions" Eps with a session
recorded in 197/9...WORLD PARTY'S UK release of "Ship
Of Fools" features the new song "World Groove (Do The
Mind Gorilla)" on the B-side and the 12-inch also
features "Nowhere Man".

Newspaper reports that Channel Four's rock programme
"The Tube" was coming off the air have been denied in
the strongest terms by C4's head of youth
programming...the speculation began after Jonathan
King wrote it off in a newspaper article and although
the presenters themselves then hotly refuted his
claims, JOOLS HOLLAND did not exactly help their case
when he swore during a live early evening promo for
the show and was promptly suspended by the channel
bosses.

London Thams TV begins a new rock series next month
called "Meltdown". The hour show will initially run
for 1C weeks and like Top Of The Pops it will air on
Thursdays...however, this is a late-night show and it

aims to achieve a concert atmosphere with a live
audience and a "Tube" style of presentation (hopefully
without the swearing!). Among the artists who'll be
featured are GO WEST, NIK KERSHAW and BIG AUDIO
DYNAMITE.

KIRK BRANDON'S BAND SPEAR OF DESTINY, who enjoyed a
small measure of lower chart activity in Britain in
'83 and '84, are back with a new deal, on 10 Records,
and a new single called "Strangers In Our Towns".
They're touring Britain in April.

The STYLE COUNCIL'S new album "The Cost Of Loving" is
out on February Z with eight tracks including their
current hit "It Didn't Matter". Meauwhile the band
hope that their 32-minute film "Jerusalem" will be
getting airings on TV and in the cinema soon. It may
also be shown during the COUNCIL'S upcoming tour.

If the Liverpool band THE CHRISTIANS don't score a
British hit with the outstanding "Forgotten Town",
featured on last week's ROL programme, we'll want to
know why. It's produced by Laurie (SQUEEZE, PAUL
YOUNG, STRANGLERS) Latham and the video shows the band
don't take themselves too seriously, even if they are
among the curent media darlings over here. The
CHRISTIANS started a UK tour last week.

HOWARD JONES has announced dates around Britain for
March...The STRANGLERS will play two nights at
Hammersmith Odeon on March 23 and 30...BILLY BRAGG is
back on the road here this week as part of a RED WEDGE
tour...and LEVEL 42 have added dates in Birmingham,
Manchester, Edinburgh, Newcastle and Brighton to their
Wembly engagements in the spring. Their new single
"Running In The Family" is out here next week, while
in the States there's a belated release for their big
UK hit of last year, "Lessons In Love", which was
simply begging to come out as the follow-up to
"Something About You" and when it didn't "Hot Water"
trickled right down the plughole...

The writer of ALISON MOYET'S "Is This Love" smash,
credited on the Tabel as one J. Guiot, now turns out
to be none other than DAVE STEWART writing under a pen
name, as his RCA contract prevents him from using his
own...

“Tonight Tonight Tonight" looks likely to be the fourth
UK single from the GENESIS album "Invisible
Touch"...MURRAY HEAD'S new single "In The Heart Of
You" has the same sound as the recent RED BOX hit and
it's produced by Steve Hillage...Rough Trade records
are saying that "Shoplifters Of The World Unite" won't
be the last SMITHS' single on the label - they've
already scheduTed two more.

The KANE GANG will release their next album at the end
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of April, a single will be out in mid March...ROL
Top 5 band THE MISSION whose debut album went silver
in the UK in just 13 days are to tour North America
and Canada in April. They are currently doing
European dates and are planning a trip to Australia

and the Far East later in the year.

Seventies rockers SLADE will celebrate 21 years
together next month and in recognition they're being
given the keys to their home town, Walsall.

BERNIE TAUPIN is releasing a solo album next month.
The songs on "Tribe" have been written and produced
by BERNIE and MARTIN PAGE...a collaboration that
proved 1tself last year with the success of
STARSHIP'S "We Built This City" and HEART'S "These
Dreams™.  Credited for his help on backing vocals is
BERNIE'S other other-half, ELTON JOHN and BRUCE
H turns up too playing piano on one track.

elevators, Hucknall's old band. The six song record
features three songs that have never been released
before, Hucknall recorded the album in 1978.

BRUCE WILLIS HAS ALL-STAR CAST IN "MOCKUMENTARY":
Bruce Willis' tirst TV special, which will begin
airing on home box February 6th will feature Ringo
Starr, Elton John, Billy Joel, Grace Slick, Crosby,
Stills and Nash, Gene Simmons and the Bee Gees, all
talking about how Bruno influenced their careers.
After this 20 minute "mockumentary" as it has been
dubbed, the last 40 minutes will be a Bruno and the
Heaters concert. According to Ringo, there never
would have been a Beatles without Bruno; Elton
claims Bruno gave him the key to success--"Excess"--
which, he adds, has always worked for him. "It's
very similar to the way Belushi and Aykroyd
approached the Blues Brothers," says an associate of
Willis'. "Rather than trying to be taken seriously
as musical artists, they did their trip as the
characters Jake and Elwood. Bruce is approaching his
musical career as Bruno. It's more of a character
thing for him where he just goes out and has a good
time as Bruno, even though he is a serious harmonica
player and a good singer."

ORGANIZERS CLAIM STARS' SUPPORT FOR WORLDWIDE AIDS

“BENEFIT IN APRIL: Mick Jagger, Paul McCartney,
Peter Gabriel and Simple Minds have all pledged
their support to an "International Aids Day" benefit
on April 1lst, according to organizers in London.
Other English bands will appear in a series of
London-wide events scheduled for the first week in
April. Festival co-ordinator George Cant says it
will be the biggest Aids benefit the world has ever
seen. Cant also says plans call for a day long event
at Wembley Arena which will be filmed, edited and
ready for broadcast within one week. They plan to
stage a telethon with a satellite link-up to the
U.S. and other countries. There'll also be a
merchandising tie-in with underwear, t-shirts and
bags bearing the slogan, "Don't be a fool/be safe.”

MCCARTNEYS SUING TO GET NUDE PHOTOS BACK: Paul and
[inda McCartney have filed a lawsuit against a North
London woman, seeking the return of 70 photographs
they allege were stolen several years ago, the
photographs show the couple "virtually naked" on a
beach. The court action is targeted at 20 year old
Carolina Dimmock of Enfield. Her late father was an
avid collector of Beatles memorabilia, and left the
pictures to his daughter when he died. Dimmock has
offered to sell the photographs back to the
McCartneys for $50,000, but the McCartneys say they
won't pay. "The pictures belong to me and are very
personal. We're not going to be forced into paying
for something that already belongs to us," says
Linda McCartney. "I think it's disgusting that
they've asked for money since we made it ﬁlain that
the pictures have been stolen. I'm glad they
approached us, though, despite the way they chose to
do it because at least we know where the pictures
are and where to get them back."

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CRONIN SAYS NEW REQ ALBUM HAS HARDER EDGE: REO
~Speedwagon's Kevin Cronin says the title of the band's
new album, "Life As We Know It," is quite literal.
“Al11 the songs are about things that have happened to
us over the past two years," says Cronin. Apparently
REO has had peaks and valleys just like everyone else
and the album captures it all. Cronin says, "REQ
records are usually about real positive messages. In
the past, I tended not to finish songs that weren't
about positive things because you feel people don't
need to hear about your troubles. But what starts to
happen when you only finish the UP tunes is that you
feel a little one dimensional...like you're always
walking around with a smile button on and that's
obviously not the whole picture." Last June when
recording sessions began, Cronin said they wouldn't be
doing any ballads. They did end up doing one, "In My
Dreams." The rest of the album tackles, life,
relationships, romance, even personal despair in one
song, "Over The Edge." Cronin claims they "Left no
stone unturned as far as packing every song with every
idea we had." and Gary Richrath adds, "after the
success of “Hi Infidelity,' the pressure has been on a
higher level. We've learned to take more time to get
the material together. Songs to an album are like a
script to a movie." REO will be announcing a world
tour in the coming weeks.

FIRST SINGLE FROM STABILIZERS DUE NEXT MONTH: "One

SimpTe Thing™ is being released as the Stabilizers
first single on February 8th. The duo already received
a lot of attention last fall with "Underground." "One
Simple Thing," was not one of the two songs that got
them their recording contract. Those were

. "Underground" and “Tyranny." It's unusual for a band
to sign with a major label on the strength of only a
two song demo tape. But both songs had been in the top
20 in their hometown of Erie, pennsylvania and they
were drawing a thousand people to their club
appearances, even though they were basically just a
cover band. "Underground" and "Tyranny" were the only
two originals they'd do; the rest of the set would be
drawn from Howard Jones, Inxs or Peter Gabriel. Rich
Nevens, guitarist and keyboardist, feels their choice
of music is one reason they stood out from other
bands. "Most people in bands there want to play
straightforward rock and roll 1ike Bruce Springsteen
or John Cougar Mellencamp," he explained, "but Erie is
a college town. There are three or four colleges there
and they wanted to hear modern music. We did well
because no other band was doing that kind of thing."
Nevens and partner, singer and lyricist Dave
Christenson have since disbanded that group and moved
to Los Angeles, where they hired two other musicians.
The four man Tine-up expects to be playing dates
through the Spring.

VERA'S HEARTBREAK EARNS HIM NO. 1 RECORD NINE YEARS

: 1s Moment™ hit no. 1 on the charts this
week (19) mine years after Billy Vera wrote it. But
the passage of time hasn™t dimmed his memory of the
circumstances surrounding the writing of the song. He
recalls, "I had just started dating this girl who
turned out to be the big Tove of my 1ife. She was just
breaking up with her previous boyfriend. She was
telling me the story of the mo moment of breaking up
with him and his reaction. She was so articulate about
it that it was easy to see it from both sides." Vera
said he began writing the song a few days later from
the other man's point-of-view, but he wrote about two-
thirds of it and couldn't finish it. "A year later
vhen we broke up, I was able to write that last
verse," he said. "I knew how it would end because it
happened to me." Vera says he usually writes songs in
one day, but had to live out the ending to this one
because, "I had never had my heart broken that.badly
before. Everything 1 wrote before that just didn't
ring true." Verasaid he was unaware that a producer
from the TV show, "Family Ties," was in the audience
one time when he happened to perform the song at a Los
Angeles club. He only caught his song being used in
reruns from last season and didn't know that it was
going to be on again this year. "I was out seeing the
Everly Brothers,” Vera said, "and when 1 got home
there were about 25 messages on my machine saying they
had used it on a new episode."
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Tex-Mex rock guitarist Joe Ely, a critic and musician's
darling since his self-titled '78 debut Lp, is back
and has recently retained the very talented Raleigh
Pinsky, President of the Raleigh Group, to handle his
public relations full time.

The final count of the first North American leg of
Lionel Richie's "Outrageous" tour reveals that the
Richie concert stand has sold more than a million
tickets. The handful of tours that have hit the
million mark usually get there in six to eight months,
but Lionel did it in less than three. Good luck to
Lionel Down Under as he begins his "Outrageous" tour
of Australia.

RCA Records threw a big party celebrating Bruce
Hornsby's tremendous success, at Rockerfeller Plaza's
American Festival Cafe. There was a strong temptation
to don your ice skates, and Lou 0'Neill Jr. promises
full details next week.

The new Psychedelic Furs Lp, due for release on
Columbia momentarily, is titled "Midnight To
Midnight", Lou 0'Neill Jr. flashes from New York that
the brass on the 12th floor at Black Rock believe the
P-Furs' time is at last at hand. There have been some
personnel changes in the group, with Marty Williamson
added on guitar, and Roger 0'Donnell dealt in as
keyboard player. The Furs are doing a major television
blitz this week in London, and hit the concert trail
in about two weeks with shows in England, Europe, and
Scandanavia. Then, in early April, Richard Butler and
the rest of the P-Furs will arrive in America for a
major coast-to-coast U.S. campaign. The current lineup
for the Furs is: Richard Butler, vocals; Tim Butler
{his brother), on bass guitar; John Ashton, on guitar;
Mars Williams, on horns; Paul Garisto, on drums; and
newcomers 0'Donnell and Williamson. The shows they did
in England were "The Tube" and "Saturday Live". The
concert tour starts February 4th in Newcastle,
England, and they're rehearsing in London at Nomis
Studios.

At the victory party for the Giants on Tuesday, in the
Meadowlands, Ben E. King was called upon to sing --
yep, you guessed it -- "Stand By Me", to the crowd's
delight. Jersey's own Joe Piscopo did a skillful job
as Master of Ceremonies. Despite the frigid
temperatures, more than 45,000 Giants-lovers came to
pay homage to the team.

"Houston Sweeps"!!! What other headline could you write
for the American Music Awards? Whitney Houston took
home five awards at the 14th annual ceremony, with
these awards being voted on by fans. Other winners
included: Billy Ocean, who was cited twice for Best
Pop Singer and Top Video; Lionel Richie, for four
awards; New Edition, for Favorite R&B Group; and, Huey
Lewis, who edged-out Genesis for Best Pop/Rock Group
of the Year. Barbara Mandrell, an old hand at this
game, garnered her sixth American Music Award, and the
"Material Girl" herself, Madonna, looking stunning,
was called from the wings to accept her award for Best
Pop/Rock Video.

Genesis continues to generate sizzling business across
the country with what has to be the hottest young tour
of 1987. In fact, last week, in conjunction with the
American Music Awards, Genesis did a 1ive appearance
from their concert site in Cleveland.

Glad note that Stevie Ray Vaughan is back on the road
again, and starting at the Texas State Fair in
Dallas. He heads into San Antonio on the 1lst of
‘February, and will do the Line One "interview program
the 2nd. On the 3rd it's on to Austin with a date at
McAllen the following evening. In all, Stevie Ray
will be on the road right through the end of
February, with most of the dates being in the great
south west.

In our January 23, 1987 issue we
asked our reporters their thoughts
on how they could get better use
out of the 12" format. This week
we polled the record company reps
on their thoughts on the 12" issue
and here are their responses.

DREW MURRAY, POLYGRAM: "On the plus side,
advance 12"s generate excitement through
radio to the consumer. This helps us at
retail with advance orders so that when the
album becomes commercially available, there
is stock in the stores. This works with
both superstar and up and coming acts.

For instance: by having a 12" by Deep Purple
on the radio two weeks in front, of the in-
store date, people were lining up to be the
first to buy it. This obviously created an
immediate sales impact; we started getting
immediate reorders, and after three weeks,
that album is almost gold. 1In the case of
an unknown act, like the Spoons, picking

up four or five major markets out of the
box on the 12" (Dallas, New York, Washing-
ton, Denver, etc.) gave our salespeople
cities to attack immediately to create a
sales awareness which could spread across
the country. As far as second, third and
fourth tracks being serviced via the 12"
form, I agree with those stations who feel
that it is getting redundant. And, ob-
viously, it costs money which we could
spend in other areas (major promotions,
etc.). The problem it seems, is that not
enough stations feel that way. For example:
There was never a 12" for Bon Jovi's
'Wanted Dead Or Alive'. It went Top 15, it
got huge phones, it goes over great in
concert, and it is not going to be a CHR
single. Therefore, album radio was given

a format-exclusive smash. However, there
were a number of stations who'd never
played it; and even more who dropped it
(instead of putting it in recurrent, like
you do with most 'hits'), because it wasn't
available on a 12". As a matter of fact,
when the 'Livin' On A Prayer' 12" arrived,
a lot of stations felt we were 'giving up'
on 'Wanted Dead Or Alive'. Nothing could
be further from the truth. One station,
who shall remain nameless, actually asked
for another copy of the 'Wanted Dead Or
Alive™ I2™ because it was scratched.

(We told them to send us the scratched one
back before we'd send them another one).

As long as this type of thinking persists
at a majority of stations, they will con-
tinue to be inundated with vinyl that, if
they really were 'album radio', would be
unnecessary."

PAUL RAPPAPORT, COLUMBIA: "We at CBS have

been wrestling with the 12" issue over the
past couple of years. If I can remember
back that far, I think I was one of the
early fathers of the 12" syndrome. God
knows the vehicle is suffering from massive
overuse. Look for some surprises and new
ideas from us in the near future."

"Personally, my wife

enjoys me more in the extended 12" mode...
but that's of little importance here. Max-
imum multi-format exposure on a specific
track from an album gives us the best shot
at breaking that Lp, selling some records
and ultimately providing us record '"DROIDS'
('DROIDS' is a registered trademark of

Alan Wolmark) with food and shelter.
Breaking a record into hit status is obvi-
ously vital to radio people who listen to
the radio to hear that 'smash' (and sing
along with off key). This 12" malignancy
has definitely grown out of proportion, yet
we keep hearing back from radio: 'We'll
wait for the 12", what's the 12"...etc.'.
Maybe that's because we're caught up in the
competitiveness and losing a step if we
don't come with the next 12". We would love
to release a 12" only as a lead track of a
well known artist before the Lp hits or if
the 12" has a substantially different remix
or edit. The question back to radio is:
(1) How can we avoid getting hurt by track
fragmentation? (i.e., not enough concen-
trated airplay on one track at one time to
create an 'impression'). (2) Will we be
hurt by those stations who are still waiting
for the next 12" before adding the next
track?"

BILL BENNETT, MCA: "There are so many dif-

ferent reasons for promotional 12" records
that it's hard to argue with the concept.
They were designed for convenience. Radio
programmers wanted to know in advance what
acts were going to show up across the
street at CHR. It's true they have become
a key marketing tool for big releases, but
they still preserve the original concept
of convenience. Please don't blame the
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record companies for providing you with a
tool. We didn't ask you to heavy up on the
oldies and carefully choose your currents.
At MCA, we utilize advance 12'"s for the
obvious reasons. (As far as radio choos-
ing the lead cuts, which seems to be the
underlying theme here, that's about as
practical as us choosing your morning man.)
Subsequent cuts are released well into the
record's life because some stations want
them. If you don't, then throw them away.
You'll never get an argument from us.
Besides, we don't go back and collect the
albums just because a 12" ships."

RAY TUSKEN, CAPITOL: "I'm a champion of the
uniqueness of AOR radio, and I'd be glad to
see the format take a leadership position
with regard to breaking new artists; but,
overall, that doesn't seem to be a very
dominant consideration for most AOR pro-
grammers. It's one thing for AOR radio to
have the unique opportunity to champion a
Steve Miller track that's missed by CHR
radio, but the number of AOR stations
supporting Crowded House, a high-quality,
rock-rooted band, is lagging behind CHR;
those AOR stations who believe that our
current single (12" & 7") is not right for
their sound are entitled to their opinion
(even though Greg Solk would tell them
they're making a big mistake), but how many
of these hold outs have picked up the
Crowded House album, which is loaded with
great songs, and picked one for themselves?
With respect to hard-rock bands, an area of
repertoire that was AOR's ace at the peak
of the format's strength, it seems that
MTV has usurped the leadership role in dis-
covering the best of the new, and that CHR,
not AOR, is putting them over the top. I
agree with all the programmers who advocate
a return to uniqueness for the format, and
it's also true that the musical heritage of
many markets has been lost in the standard-
ization of radio across the country. But
the record companies can't take the rap for
the lack of leadership by rock radio. As
regards the infamous 12-inch, it comes down
to a simple economic reality: when we've
invested a few hundred thousand dollars,
we'd like to have a decent chance to recoup
and, hopefully, achieve success for our
artist and ourselves. The most efficient
way to do this in a timely manner is to
give the media (as many formats of radio
as possible, plus video outlets) one track
at a time to expose. When it works, the
synergy of exposure so achieved gives the
new artist a fighting chance (while more and
more marketing investment must be made to
sustain the effort) and prolongs the life
of major artists' new releases. Obviously,
we fuck up, too; I feel that Billy Squier's
last album would’ve been received in a much
more enthusiastic manner if radio had heard
it all initially; we're equally guilty of
inflexibility. Maybe we can dedicate our-
selves this year to meeting halfway in a
new creative spirit. As the guy who
might've started this 12-inch mania a
decade ago (the edited version of Bob
Seger's 'Beautiful Loser/Travelin' Man'
medley from 'Live Bullet'), I'd certainly
be up for a better plan."

BRAD HUNT, ELEKTRA: "The discussion of 12"
product for AOR comes up everytime there is
any meeting of Radio And Records, and the
answer remains the same--we will stop send-
ing 12"s when radio starts listening to Lps
again. The record companies all get pinned
with starting the one cut mentality, but I
firmly believe that the 12" became a necess-
ity when programmers stopped listening to
records and started asking, 'So what's the
next single?'...It wasn't that long ago and
many companies resisted the 12" because of
cost. It costs as much to make a 12" as it
does to make an album. So, before you say,
'Don't send them', please be prepared to
listen to the music again."

SEAN COAKLEY, ARISTA: 'The issue seems to be
twofold: radio objects to advance 12'"s
prior to hearing the whole album, record
companies object to radio saying, 'We'll
wait for the 12" before moving onto other
tracks. This company would love to de-
crease the number of 12"s we manufacture
annually.
