The cat's out of the bag. Listeners have figured out that your commercial spotloads have gone up. 

Meanwhile total radio listening has dropped nine percent over the past six years. But the decline "can-

not be entirely explained" by recently increased spotloads. 

Those are top line findings from a new spotload study conducted by Edison Media Research and 

Arbitron, sponsored by Radio & Records. 1,071 diarykeepers from the Winter '99 survey were re-interviewed 

in June. Listeners' responses were compared to their format preferences and radio usage, culled from their 

diary entries. 

Nineteen percent of the sample say radio stations are playing "a lot more commercials," another 23 per-

cent say stations are playing "somewhat more commercials." Interestingly, there is no evidence that perceiv-

ing increased commercials leads to less listening. And listeners do not perceive as large an increase in com-

mercials on their first preference radio station. 

Alternative, AOR, CHR and Urban PDs take note: Thirty-one percent of 12-24 year-olds indicate they are 

listening less to radio because of more commercials, compared to 17 percent for 25-54 year olds and 11 per-

Mancow Hit With $110 Million Lawsuit 
The wife of WCKGiChicago afternoon host Steve Dahl has filed a 

$110 million defamation lawsuit against crosstown WKQX (0101) 

morning man Mancow Muller, according to the Chicago Sun-Times 

(6/15). Janet Dahl, a lawyer. school board member and mother of 

three, claims that Mancow "repeatedly and falsely referred to [her] 

as engaging in adultery. fornication and sexual promiscuity in the 

vilest of terms." Dahl's lawsuit also alleges invasion of privacy and 

intentional infliction of emotional distress, according to the paper. 

Mancow previously defended his remarks as parody and humor and on the grounds 

that Janet Dahl is a public figure, a position echoed by 0101 management in a statement 

after the suit was filed. "We also believe the First Amendment protects the right of broad-

casters to express critical views of public figures like the Dahls through sarcastic humor, 

even if some people may not like Mancow's type of humor." the statement said. 

"It is ironic that the Dahls are known for using humor and insult to ridicule other 

public figures. It is particularly unfortunate that this suit is brought on behalf of someone 

who has been an active participant in controversial radio broadcasts for a number of 

years and who has benefitted from the very First Amendment principles challenged in 

this case." 

Also named in the lawsuit are 0101, parent company Emmis Communications, 

Mancow's licensing companies, Chicago TV station WCIU (which airs a TV version of 

Mancow's show), 'CIU's parent company Weigel Broadcasting, and seven Mancow affil-

iate radio stations. Glaringly absent from the lawsuit is 'Cow affiliate WKRK/Detroit, 

which also airs Steve Dahl in afternoons. Infinity owns both WCKG and WKRK. 

Sun-Times radio-TV columnist Robert Feder notes that the Chicago law firm rep-

resenting the Dahls in the case is the same group that brought a defamation suit against 

Mancow on behalf of Keith Van Horne. Both suits make the claim that Mancow's 

employers were negligent in hiring him. The Illinois Supreme Court. in December'98, 

threw out Van Home's negligence claim against former Mancow employer Evergreen 

Media. The ex-Chicago Bear has since filed a petition with the U.S. Supreme Court to 

overturn the ruling. A trial date has been set for March 15, 2000. 

This isn't the first time the wife of a prominent Chicago radio personaltiy has sued 

Mancow. Gretchen Bonaduce alleged defamation a few yars ago. but the wife of Danny 

Bonaduce settled for $20.000, according to the Sun Times. The case was never report-

ed, due to a court-imposed gag order. But, it could surface as evidence in Janet Dahl's 

suit.

MP3 Players 

While the music industry 
decides what to do about 

digital music delivery for-

mats, tech-savvy Americans are 

quickly warming up to down-

loadable music. Of the different 

digital formats, MP3 is at the 

forefront and the one that has 

garnered the most attention. A 

recent Webnoize Inside 

(www.webnoize.com) study of 

college students showed a rise 

from 8 percent to 59 percent, just 

over a 600 percent increase, 

between December 1998 and 

April 1999 of those who had 

heard of the MP3 format. Even 

more stunning was that students 

procuring legitimate music over 

the Internet increased from 1.7 

percent to 13.5 percent in the 

same period, nearly an 800 per-

cent increase. The study also 

showed that even with a majori-

ty of MP3 downloads still 

marked as illegal, on-line con-

sumers are increasingly down-

loading legal music from proper 

sources. 

Hardware for downloading 

music is also burgeoning. In 

December, only 1.6 percent of the 

respondents had listened to digi-

tal music on a portable player. 

When April rolled around, that 

number increased to 5.9 percent. 

The students surveyed also ex-

pressed an interest in regularly 

purchasing downloadable music, 

but stated that the knowledge - 

or lack thereof - how to down-

load music was a factor in their 

decision to continue purchasing 

conventional means of music. 

The desire to have artwork and 

liner notes was also a negative 

factor in using downloadable 

music. 

Even so, whether the record 

industry likes it or not, MP3 is 

becoming more prevalent and 

looks like it is here to stay. The 

methods used to play MP3s vary, 

so here is a quick look at one 

portable method and two of the 

more popular software options. 

• Diamond Multimedia's Rio 

PMP300 has been the MP3 play-

er that is getting the majority of 

attention, primarily due to its 

portability. The digital player is 

powered by a single AA battery, 

is smaller than an audio cassette, 

weighs only 2.4 ounces, and has 

no moving parts, so it won't 

skip, even during severe move-

ment. The Rio player can be 

used for mixing and storing up 

to 60 minutes of digital quality 

music from the Internet or CDs 

and can also store up to eight 

hours of voice-based audio. The 

device features a simple interface 

for easily transferring MP3 files 

from a PC and comes with soft-

ware for converting CD tracks to 

MP3 format. Additional memo-

ry capacity can be loaded onto 

the Rio PMP300 with flash mem-

ory upgrade cards, which are 

available directly from Diamond 

Multimedia in a variety of con-

figurations. For more informa-

tion, go to www.diamondirun.com. 

• MusicMatch 4.0 - MusicMatch 

Jukebox - is an all-in-one soft-

ware package, for Windows only, 

that can create, play, and manage 

all of a user's MP3s, whether 

they were downloaded from the 

Internet or encoded from a per-

sonal CD library. It is free and 

allows users to record MP3s 

from vinyl, cassette or micro-

phone sources. There is a user-

configurable music library and 

an easy to use automatic playlist 

creator. Users can view cover 

art, lyrics, track information, per-

sonal notes or artist bios while 

listening to songs. MusicMatch 

offers specialized plug-in audio 

cables so users can patch the 

software through a stereo ampli-

fier. Music from the MusicMatch 

Jukebox will also load onto the 

Diamond Rio PMP300 portable 

MP3 player. Find MusicMatch 

Jukebox at www.musicmatch.com. 

• For Macintosh users, MacAmp 

(www.macamp.com) is the most 

popular audio multimedia play-

er. MacAmp plays a variety of 

sound formats, including MP3s 

and CD audio. MacAMPs can be 

easily customized to suit the 

needs of the user, work in a min-

imized view to prevent desktop 

clutter and allow the user to 

enhance music with visual plug-

ins. Forthcoming versions will 

let the user manage audio tracks 

using hierarchical playlists. 

MacAMP is a work in progress, 

but users can download the beta 

7 version for free. The next ver-

sion - code named Radiation - 

looks to be available later this 

month. 

These are just three of the 

formats available to play MP3s.

If you don't 

want to download new software 

to your computer, most PCs 

already come with a Windows 

Media Player that can be up-

graded at the Microsoft Web site 

to support MP3s.

House Strikes Down Hyde Bill 
The House of Representatives nixed a bill sponsored by House Judiciary Committee Chairman Henry 

Hyde (R-Il.) that would ban sales of violent movies, video games or music to youths under the age of 

17. The bill was opposed by members of the entertainment industry as well as free-speech advocates. 

Opposition is also mounting against the 21st Century Media Responsibility Act, which proposes a 

uniform system for labeling violent content in music, movies, the Internet, and video games. The 

NAB, the NCTA (National Cable Television Association), as well as Representatives Edward Markey 

and Dan Burton, instead want to keep the TV Parental Guidelines, which have been voluntarily 

adopted by TV and the cable industry. "Parents will find the newly implemented ratings system even 

more effective once they use it in conjunction with the V-Chip," the NAB and NCTA said in a joint 

statement, something the Representatives agree on. The V-Chip will allow parents to block rated pro-

gramming and must be included in half of new TV sets by July, 1999 and in all new TV sets by 

January 1, 2000. 

CBS Gains Stake In ThirdAge Media 
CBS has struck another Internet deal, this time gaining a 30 percent stake in ThirdAge Media. In 

exchange, ThirdAge.com will receive $54 million of advertising and promotions over CBS and 

Infinity properties. ThirdAge.com is a leading source of information, community and services for the 

Baby Boomer generation. This is the seventh Internet deal announced recently by CBS. Meanwhile, 

Infinity's Board of Directors has authorized the purchase of up to $500 million of its Class A common 

stock. The timing and actual number of shares purchased will depend on a variety of factors, includ-

ing price and market conditions. 

• ASCAP has entered into a unique licensing agreement with MP3.com, where the digital download 

music site will take a comprehensive ASCAP music performance license that will allow the unlimited 

interactive performances on the MP3.com site of more than 4 million copyrighted works from 

ASCAP's 85,000 members...

Stern Moves Crosstown 
Following WWCT Sale Cancellation 
WWCT/Peoria will not be sold to Kelly Communications for $7.75 

million. Kelly had entered a deal with WWCT owner Bruce Foster 

in July of 1998, and subsequently took over the station. Last 

Wednesday (6/9), the offer was lowered to $6 million, citing a lower 

appraised value of the station, according to the Peoria Journal Star 

(6/12). Foster declined that offer and took the station back from 

Kelly Communications. WWCT is currently broadcasting from its 

transmitter site and Foster told the paper that he will adjust the sta-

tion's music format, focusing on "Rock N' Roll, not this new stuff that 

sounds terrible." 

Meanwhile, Kelly Communications held on to the syndicated 

Howard Stern Show, which they had been carrying on WWCT, and 

moved it to the company's VVTAZ-FM, changing the station's format 

from Talk to Classic Rock. WTAZ's former Talk format is now heard 

on Kelly's WOAM-AM, which was 24-hour Sports. Kelly Communi-

cations owner Bob Kelly said 'OAM will carry a combination of Talk 

and Sports. 

WWCT was recently in the news after losing a court battle with 

former MD/midday talent Jenifer Daniels (fmqb 5/28). Daniels 

was awarded a $1.6 million settlement in a pregnancy discrimina-

tion case. WWCT has appealed the decision. The negative publicity 

the station received was also a factor in Kelly offering a lower price 

for the station. "The lawsuit did play a factor because going back in 

time during initial discussions, Mr. Foster told us the issue would be 

taken care of and never go to trial," Kelly said. 

The latest development in the WWCT saga is an unconfirmed 

report that Joe Calgaro is exiting to join WAPL/Appleton-Green 

Bay as PD, starting June 28.

cent for those 55+. Overall, 19 percent of listeners say they are listening 

less due to higher spotloads. 

Perhaps more alarming than spotload perceptions is new hard and 

fast data from Arbitron showing that time spent listening has dropped 

nine percent from Spring '93 to Winter '99. That amounts to two fewer 

hours per week. Since the 

decline has occurred evenly 

during the six-year period 

— with no discernable 

jump following passage of 

the 1996 Telecom Act — it's 

tough to pin it solely on 

consolidation-induced spot 

inventory increases. 

Once again, stations tar-

geting young audiences 

have greater cause for con-

cern. From Spring '93 to Winter '99, 18-24 time spent listening is down 

14 percent, teens 12-17 TSL is down 11 percent, and 25-34 year olds see 

a 10 percent time spent erosion. TSL decreases for 35+ demos are not 

as pronounced, averaging a 6 percent-8 percent loss. 

Other findings: 

• Most listeners will tolerate the addition of one or two commer-

cials per hour, but not five. 

• Eighty-two percent of all persons 12+ feel listening to commer-

cials is a fair price to pay for free programming on the radio. 

• Twenty-nine percent of listeners say radio commercials are 

always or usually informative; 54 percent say they are sometimes infor-

mative, and only 16 percent say they are rarely or never informative. 

• The majority of people who listen at home and at work do not 

change the station when a commercial airs. Not surprisingly, listeners 

are more likely to change the station due to a commercial when they 

are in their cars. 

• How much will listeners pay for commercial-free radio? One 

third of the sample said five dollars a month, 25 percent said $10 per 

month, only 14 percent would pay $25, and just 7 percent would fork 

over $50. The greatest opportunities for satellite or Web-delivered com-

mercial-free radio are among younger listeners: Two-thirds of teens 

would pay five dollars per month for commercial free radio. 

• Overwhelmingly, those surveyed say television has more com-

mercials (72 percent) than radio (19 percent). 

• Quality matters as much as quantity. Americans are equally both-

ered by stations that play annoying commercials and stations that play 

too many commercials. Younger listeners are more irritated by num-

bers of commercials; 

older listeners are more 

turned-off by annoying 

ads.

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they would listen "a lot more" to radio stations claiming not to play 

commercials that are "too loud or obnoxious," followed by stations 

"that promise to play a certain number of songs in a row" (34 percent). 

Thus the very concept listeners find most compelling (not playing 

obnoxious commercials) is one that only 23 percent of listeners think 

any stations are doing. Arbitron and Edison conclude: Better commer-

cials, not fewer commercials, may be the answer to enhancing TSL and 

providing better results for advertisers. And radio should capitalize on 

the potential of a "no loud/obnoxious commercials" premise. 

• Radio's image is strongest for promising to play a certain number 

of songs in a row. 

• Wake-up call for Public Radio programmers: Only 4 out of 10 

respondents are aware that commercial-free radio stations even exist. 

• Fifty-two percent of Americans would prefer that stations stop 

more frequently with shorter blocks of commercials while 39 percent 

prefer longer blocks of programming with longer blocks of commer-

cials. Longer blocks are favored by fans of AOR (51 percent) and 

News/Talk (45 percent). 

Based upon these findings 

(which can be viewed in their 

entirety at www.arbitron.com 

or at www.edisonresearch.com), 

the two companies offer some 

recommendations: 

• Radio should learn from 

the airline industry and adopt 

yield management systems to 

better manage increased 

demand on ad inventory, instead of just adding more units. 

• Stations should hire more creative directors and include them in 

perceptual research analysis to better understand what listeners want 

and expect from commercials. All 60 minutes in an hour should be 

compelling and entertaining, not just the non-commercial elements. 

• Because there are big differences in the tastes and attitudes of 

format partisans, advertisers should use different versions of commer-
cials to target different formats. McDonald's does this. 

• Radio stations should reconsider their spot clustering paradigms 

after conducting listener research to align commercial elements with lis-

tener desires, and after looking at location of listening. 

• Using auditorium testing and call out testing principles, stations 

could monitor commercials that are seen as most annoying to their lis-
teners, and share these results with advertisers. 

• Since commercials are such hot buttons with 12-24 year olds, sta-

tions targeting those demos ought to look at ways to make them more 

compelling and interesting. IE: make commercials "cool" by tying them 

to the internet. 

• Stations targeting older listeners should consider marketing the 

concept of "no loud and obnoxious commercials". 

• Further study and thought should be given to how radio can 

retain younger listeners, the ones posting the greatest TSL declines. As 

radio begins to stream its content onto the Internet and develop new 

Web-based entertainment paradigms, it might be able stem younger 
end losses.

As producer of The Howard Stern Show, Gary Dell'Abate puts 

in the hours and takes his shots with the best of 'em. Since his 

days with Howard at WNBC/New York, Dell'Abate has been a 

key figure in the success of the show, booking the guests, taking 

care of endless details and being the butt of more than a few 

jokes. fmqb's Mike Bacon caught up with Fa Fa Flooey 

after another busy day on America's most successful morning radio program. 

What's been the most challenging aspect of your job? 

Probably over the years, raising the level of guests who have been on the show to an 

A or A+ level, as compared to back at 'NBC and the early days at K-Rock when it 

wasn't quite that big. 

Is there any guest that oti'd like to have on the show that has declined? 

The great thing about the show. and Howard and I always discuss this, is that he 

doesn't need anybody. We were just talking about how Dwight Gooden was sched-

uled to do our show on Monday and he never showed up. He was scheduled to do 

Regis & Kathy Lee, and he never showed up. It sucks for them because what are 

they going to do? Howard can go a whole week without guests, and he would be 

fine. I'd be interested in having somebody like Madonna on. I'd be curious to see 

how she would be with Howard. 

Who was the best guest to appear on the show? 

We sit around and talk about the old Sam Kinison interviews, and when I listen to 

them they still hold up. The guy was just totally raw and real. He would talk about 

anything. He would show up drunk out-of-his-mind. I also like some of the old 

Richard Simmons interviews too: they were hilarious. Gilbert Gottfried is great 

also: he's always funny. I wouldn't say she was one of the best guests. but when 

Cindy Crawford was on she was pretty open: she pretty much addressed everything. 

Robin Givens was a phenomenal guest. She talked about all sorts of stuff. 

What do you like most about your job? 

I enjoy the fact that it's different everyday. I never know what to expect. Like when 

we went to The Rosie O'Donnell Show recently, that just developed throughout the 

morning. I didn't get up that morning knowing that we were putting that together. It's 

just fun: it's different. I love it when we get out of the studio, like when we went to the 

NAB Convention in New Orleans. 

Tell us about your early days at WNBC. 

I started in March 1984 at NBC as Asst. to the Traffic Reporter. during Don bus 

show. I started working for Howard in September of that same year. 

What was it like working with lmus? 

At the time, lmus was the big star that everyone revered. He was not a nice guy. 

The one thing I remember about him was that he was the National Spokesperson for 

the American Cancer Society because he had quit smoking — but he hadn't. He 

used to do these commercials with a cigarette dangling from his mouth, telling people 

not to smoke or you'll get cancer and die. He could be brutal to his producer. There 

was some days when he was very rough.

• In a blow to the recording 

industry, a federal appeals court 

ruled Tuesday (6/15) that 

Diamond Multimedia Systems 

can't be blocked from selling its 

portable Rio MP3 players. The 

handheld gizmo does not qualify 

as "a digital recording device" 

and therefore is not subject to 

the 1992 Audio Home 

Recording Act, The 9th U.S. 

Circuit Court of Appeals said, 

upholding a lower-court ruling. 

That law restricts the design of 

some consumer audio recording 

units and requires manufactur-

ers of the products to pay a roy-

alty. The decision derails a suit 

filed by the RIAA in October 

that sought to block Rio sales. 

"The court appears to have con-

cluded that, despite Congres-

sional intent, the Act has limited 

application in a world of conver-

gent technologies," the RIAA 

said in a prepared statement. 

"We filed this lawsuit because 

unchecked piracy on the 

Internet threatens the develop-

ment of a legitimate market-

place for online music, a mar-

ketplace that consumers want." 

The RIAA hasn't said whether it 

will file a further appeal, which 

would go to the U.S. Supreme 

Court. In an effort to adjust to 

the new technology, the record-

ing industry — by way of its 

Secure Digital Music Initiative 

— is developing a standard that 

will encrypt or watermark digital 

music so that it can't be copied 

and distributed illegally. 

• The Supreme Court unani-

mously voted to strike down a 

federal ban on casino advertis-

ing on radio and TV. The ban 

had already been struck down 

in some parts of the country by 

federal appeals courts that ruled 

it unconstitutional. Having the 

Supreme Court saying that the 

ban violates free speech rights 

is a victory for the Greater New 

Orleans Broadcasting 

Association. Justice John 

Stevens wrote for the court that 

the ban "may not be applied to 

advertisements of private casino 

gambling that are broadcast by 

radio or television stations locat-

ed in Louisiana, where such 

gambling is legal." The NAB 

applauded the court's ruling.

Getting Celebrities On 
Your Morning Show 

With so much emphasis being put on syndicat-

ed morning shows, let's not forget that there are 

still many fine local shows and plenty of developing 

local-based shows that need their chance to 

become the stars of tomorrow. One thing that all 

local and national shows try to focus on is getting 

celebrity interviews. It should be no surprise that I 

get more questions about how to get celebrities on 

a show than anything else. 

There is no magic answer, but people who 

have something to promote are often available to 

the press, if you know who to contact. Being suc-

cessful involves common sense, a lot of work and 

some patience. So whether you're a producer, the 

talent or a PD who's trying to increase your show's 

profile. there are a few basic things to keep in 

mind. 

The first thing is that the time to strike is when 

someone has something they want to publicize: a 

new movie, TV show, book, personal appearance, 

etc. Howard Stern may have the clout to get 

celebrities who just drop in, but for the rest of us, 

it's not going to happen. So stick to people who 

have a current project. Look ahead to see who has 

an interesting project coming up and go after it. 

The second most important thing to remember 

is that you're going to be dealing with publicists. 

These people are hired to make these arrange-

ments and they deal with a lot of people like you 

who want a piece of the action. The more contacts 

you make among publicists, the more interviews 

you'll have access to. 

At this point, remember that you now have a 

sales job. You need to sell the publicist on why 

your show is a good outlet. Let the publicist know 

what you can do for them, not what you want the 

publicist to do for you. This is so fundamental, but 

it's often overlooked. 

Even if you put your best foot forward, there's 

a good chance the first answer will be no. Be pre-

pared for this, but don't give up easily. There are 

two reasons why they won't do your show: the 

market isn't big enough/the station isn't important, 

or they are afraid that they will be treated badly by 

your morning team. The first reason is encoun-

tered a lot, the second one is often unspoken. 

To overcome the first objection, especially if 

there's a local appearance involved, enlist the aid 

of the promoter or charity that's involved. In this 

case. you have an advocate that can help per-

suade the publicist. Be sure to use this advantage. 

But again, if you approach the promoter/charity 

contact by saying, "I want to help promote your 

event", he/she is much more likely to help than if 

you simply say, "We want to talk to (celebrity)." 

Another way to show your clout is to put 

together a one-sheet with information about the 

show. In fact, you may want to create a couple of 

variations of this one-sheet depending on who 

you're trying to get. Be sure to include ratings 

information. If you've got a strong story to tell, let 

the publicist know that your show has impact in the 

market. Be prepared to customize the information 

to show dominance in the demos that the celebrity 

is trying to reach. 

To overcome the second objection, include a 

list of other people that you've had on the show, 

making a special effort to point out people who 

have been on more than once. This indicates that 

your show was worth coming back to and that your 

morning team treated the celebrity with respect. 

You can go one step further and produce an 

aircheck with an interview segment on it. Let publi-

cists know that you'll send it to them if requested. 

This will let them hear how you conduct your inter-

views. 

Now that you've got your materials together, 

here are some ways to get in contact with celebrities 

in the event that there's no direct local connection: 

• Contact agents for specific celebrities by calling 

the Screen Actor's Guild or AFTRA in Los Angeles. 

Many entertainment celebrities are members of 

both organizations. 

• Local TV Stations. Their promotion directors can 

arrange for their network stars to do interviews. 

• The TV Networks themselves. They generally 

have publicists for each particular show. Fox, WB 

and some of the other, newer networks and syndi-

cators are more aggressive about publicity. 

• Series Publicists. Many TV series hire outside 

public relations firms to work a particular show. 

Contact the producer of the show about publicity. 

• TV Studios, Disney and Warner have great pub-

licity departments to handle their celebrities and 

shows. Also contact Paramount, Universal, 

CBS/MTM, etc. 

• Movie Studios. The major studios assign publi-

cists regionally around the country. Call the studio 

publicity department to find out who handles your 

region for a particular project. 

• Personal Publicists. Most celebrities hire their 

own, sometimes on a per-project basis. 

• Record Labels. Do not underestimate the impor-

tance of new music leadership. Through the labels, 

stations can get the artists on the air. Always ask 

the artists to perform acoustically in your studio. 

• Venues. Get on the mailing lists of major stadi-

ums, concert halls, clubs, etc. The promoters 

and/or club owners are generally more than eager 

to encourage entertainers to work with local radio. 

Tell the promoters that you are eager to promote 

their shows. 

The final step is follow through. Send thank you 

notes to the guests, via the publicists. In fact, send 

thank yous to the publicists who take your calls, 

even if you don't get the interview that you. 

Persistence often pays off. People who are patient 

and respectful may be rewarded later. 

Finally, be prepared for some give and take. In 

order to get an "A" list guest, be prepared to put an 

occasional "B" list guest on the show. If you do the 

publicist a favor for their up-and-corners, they will 

work harder to pull strings to get the big guns that 

you want later on. After all, trying to book guests, 

like any other business deal. involves relationships 

and negotiations.

Eminem has joined the Fifth Annual Vans Warped Tour, replacing Cypress Hill. The tour kicks off June 25 in 

San Antonio, Texas and features Black Eyed Peas, Blink-182, Ice-T, Less Than Jake, Pennywise, Sevendust, 

Suicidal Tendencies, and others on the mainstage. 

Aerosmith Visits Harrods; Disney World Debuts Ride 

Aerosmith kicked-off their European tour June 8 at Harrod's in London. They rode through the streets of 

Knightsbridge in a carriage decorated with pink balloons drawn by horses sporting pink features. "Pink" 

was just released as a single in Europe to coincide with the tour which opened last Thursday (10) in 

Stockholm and concludes July 17 in Lisbon. About 1,000 fans lined up to have Aerosmith sign books and 

records. Afterwards, Harrod's owner Mohammad Al-Fayed gave them a personal tour of his world famous 

department store before they all enjoyed Cuban cigars and a private visit. In other Aerosmith news, the 

Rock 'N Roller coaster they helped design will debut at Disney World in Orlando this summer. The attrac-

tion begins with a tour of the fictional G-Force Records, where guests encounter Aerosmith finishing up a 

studio recording session. After being invited by the band members to see them in concert, guests climb 

aboard a 24-passenger "stretch limo" and swiftly accelerate into the Hollywood night in a setting featuring 

brilliantly lit Southern California landmarks highlighted by a trip through the Hollywood sign. The indoor, 

high speed thrill ride goes from zero to 60 miles per hour in 2.8 seconds, has three inversions, Rock concert 

lighting and a specially created Aerosmith soundtrack blasting from 120 onboard speakers in each coaster 

train. Finally, on a personal note, Joe Perry's son apparently won't be pursuing the limelight like Steven 

Tyler's two daughters. This fall, 18-year-old Adrian Perry will be joining Chelsea Clinton at Stanford 

University. He plans to be a lawyer. His dad remarked to the Boston Herald, "If there's one thing I found 

out, it's that one of the most important things to have in this business is a good lawyer." 

Nugent, Blades Ready To Start Rock Never Stops Tour 

Ted Nugent and Jack Blades warmed up for this summer's Rock Never Stops tour with a recording session at 

Blades' Sonoma, California ranch last month. With Journey's Neal Schon and drummer Dean Castronovo, 

they cut "Gimme Just A Little," a bonus track for the remastered version of Nugent's Greatest Hits, which 

will be out later this summer. Nugent, Blades and their partner in Damn Yankees, Tommy Shaw, have writ-

ten all the songs for a new album which will be recorded this fall and released on Sony's Portrait Records, 

the same label that also has Rat and Great White. Blades produced the new Great White album. Blades 

began rehearsals this week for the 40-city Rock Never Stops tour which kicks-off June 30 in Albany, New York 

and also features Quiet Riot and Slaughter. Night Ranger toured the U.S. briefly last summer after they 

released a new album, then did a highly successful tour of Japan. They didn't announce their retirement the 

way Nugent did, but Blades says they didn't have any plans until this tour came up. Blades remains busy 

with songwriting. He co-wrote Aerosmith's "What Kind Of Love Are You On" and Journey's "Remember 

Me" on the Armageddon soundtrack and has co-written songs for the new Styx and Journey albums. Blades 

just finished a song with the Nixons for their next MCA album and he and Shaw collaborated with the 

British girl group Eternal on a single that will be released in the U.K. this summer. But Blades doesn't see 

songwriting replacing touring yet. "I've been touring since 1983," he laughs. "Summertime comes around 

and I've gotta get out there. Get me a tour bus, get me a bunk, something!" And what of his partner 

announcing his retirement? Blades says, "I asked Ted about that when he was here and all he said was 'that 

sucked.— 

Beatles Tribute Creators Get Cease And Desist Order 

Two Canadian musicians apparently did too good a job when they recorded their tribute to The Beatles. 

New York lawyers representing The Beatles' Apple Corps Ltd. have demanded that they cease and desist 

from manufacturing, advertising, marketing, selling and distributing their widely acclaimed CD, Beaten Path. 

Lawyers have also asked for all the remaining copies, retrieval of previously distributed copies and the 

names and addresses of everyone who has a copy. Beaten Path was produced by David Goyette and Tom 

Heyfron. Goyette is a Director of the Royal Conservatory of Music in Toronto. Heyfron is a Toronto-based 

midi musician and a former member of the Troggs. The recording contains 13 original songs written as if the 

Fab Four had reunited and recorded a retrospective of their own music over the period from 1964 to 1970. 

Among those singing the praises of Beaten Path are George Martin who said he enjoyed it immensely, and 

Gordon Waller, who had a hit with the Lennon and McCartney song "A World Without Love" as one-half

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of the duo Peter And Gordon. 

Goyette and Heyfron got the idea 

to make Beaten Path because of 

the success of the Beatles' 

Anthology. They researched and 

analyzed the entire Beatles song-

book and spent an average of 30 

hours crafting each of the 13 

songs over a two-year period. 

Ironically, it may have been the 

artwork that got them in trouble. 

"The problem seems to be our 

use of colored apples on the CD 

package," says Goyette, "and our 

choice of typeface for two letters 

in the word 'beaten,' which is 

similar to that used by the 

Beatles. It seems odd and even 

tragic that these details would be 

used to censor a well-intentioned 

and highly successful project by 

their fans."

Baker told westword.com that 

was the last straw. The IRS, he 

says, was demanding, "a large 

amount of tax out of money I 

don't even earn in America. I 

don't think that's very fair," he 

said. "According to Immigration, 

I do not live here, but the Tax 

Department has decided I do." 

Baker is now living on a 59-acre

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TOWNES VAN ZANDT: 
A FAR CRY FROM DEAD 
by Theresa Meire 

A
'though the man, Townes Van Zandt, passed away on New Year's Day, 1997, his 

renegade spirit lives on in the music. This singer/songwriter was the patron saint of 

the lone, musician drifter. His music exemplifies his life. His lyrics came from the 

heart, and were based on his often tragic experiences. 

Van Zandt's life was a stretch of odd circumstances, heartbreak and confu-

sion, not unlike many of us. Born to a wealthy Texas family, he was brought up to 

be governor until the fates intervened. In his early twenties, he was sent to a sani-

tarium and diagnosed as manic-depressive, although he claimed to have a touch of 

schizophrenia. After his release, like many others, he hit the road. 

About ten years ago, Van Zandt recorded around twenty-one tracks onto 

DAT and gave them to his wife, Jeanene, with the caveat, "hang on to these babe, I 

think there's some good stuff on here." Jeanene revealed the existence of these 

tapes to engineer/producer Eric Paul during Thanksgiving dinner last year and then played 

the songs for him. The songs were so powerful, so beautiful and so haunting that Paul started 

production on the album that would eventually become A Far Cry From Dead (Arista Austin). 

Jeanene raised enough money to executive produce the project and a band of stellar musicians 

were brought aboard to flesh out the sketches that Van Zandt had outlined. 

There's only one singer/songwriter that could even come close to being compared to 

Townes Van Zandt, and that's Leadbelly. The same type of tragic circumstances and odd luck 

that pervaded the life of Huddie Leadbetter and showed up in his music, pervaded the life of 

Townes Van Zandt. 

What speaks the most clearly and strongly about Van Zandt? What gives the most insight 

into the kind of man he was and the life he lived? The answer is his music. Songs like 

"Sanitarium Blues" and "Waitin' Around To Die" speak volumes more than anyone could ever 

tell you. 

"I don't think that I'm going to benefit from anything on this earth. If you have love on 

the earth, that seems to be number one. You know, there's food, water, air, and love. And love is 

just basically heartbreak. Humans can't live in the present, like animals do. Humans are always 

thinking about the future or the past. So, it's a veil of tears, man. I don't know anything that's 

going to benefit me except more love. I just need an overwhelming amount of love. And a nap. 

Mostly a nap." —Townes Van Zandt

Todd "Player" Philips on drums, OSP certainly have post-Punk pedi-
gree to burn. And burn is exactly what they do on their debut single, 
"I Could Never Be Wrong" (A&M/Interscope). Think Pixies-meets-
Cheap Trick at a KISS convention and you're in the ballpark. The big 
balls production work of the legendary Roy Thomas Baker (Queen, 
Cars, Motley Crue, Local H), makes for a record that rocks really 
hard, without apologizing. From their debut LP, due this summer.

U.S. Bombs has earned their Punk credibility stripes the old-fash-
ioned way: they toured for them. They've fought live battles both 
home and abroad and always come out smelling like a rose. As their 
name might suggest, there is absolutely nothing subtle about them. 
Their new LP, The World (Hellcat), grabs you by the ea rs, shakes you 
about and leaves you begging for more. Really! Clash and Pistols 
influences abound, but The World is tuneful enough (when it wants to 
be), to hang with any of the new jack Punk acts who have achieved a 
big payday at radio. Best bets include "Coin' Out," "Bombs Not 
Food" and "Yanks & Rebs."

A Cheap And Evil Interview 
with Bree Sharp

One of the most talked-about new releases 
these days is Bree Sharp's "David 
Duchovny," a fun, obsessive ode to the 
famous X-Files co-star. Her savvy, straight-
ahead musical approach is balanced with 
a tantalizing erotic nature that lures you 
in and seduces you effortlessly. Her 
debut album, A Cheap And Evil Girl 
(Trauma), is a tantalizing collection of 
brash, sexy and introspective songs and 
could be one of the surprise stories of 
the summer. We checked-in with Bree 
recently and got the low down on the 
song, the album, and (almost) all of her 
evil ways. 

What inspired you to write the song? 
Well, I'm a big E.R. fan. Oh no, wait, wrong interview! That's my next 
album I'm working on. Obviously, I'm a big X-Files fan and David is a 
young, handsome man... I probably could go on a bit. The word on the 
street is that he's heard it and liked it, and I couldn't be more thrilled. 
It's such an exciting thing. 

There's an early version of the video that's been kind of an under-
ground hit in Hollywood. I hear it was a present to him from The X-
Files crew. 
It was supposed to be a Christmas present, but you know those L.A. 
folks, ...stuff gets around. Nothing ever stays in-house very long. It 
was supposed to be the cast and crew of The X-Files, and that would 
have been more than enough for me. It was a bit of a wet dream come 
true. When the array of Hollywood celebrities showed up it was really 
pretty funny. [Appearing in the video are George Clooney, Whoopi 
Goldberg, KISS, Sarah Michelle Gellar, Brad Pitt, Pamela Anderson 
Lee, and Alex Trebek, just to name a few.] To be honest, when I first 
saw the video, it started with just friends of the producers and director, 
lip-synching; it was just these people pretending to be pining for 
David. Then, of course, The X-Files' cast and crew and waves of celebri-
ties rolled in and I kind of peed in my pants a little. It was a real trip. 

When did you decide that you wanted to be a musician? 
I picked up playing guitar and singing and never really thought much 
about pursuing a career. Then I went to school for theater (I wanted to 
be an actor for most of my life). In my college years, people were sort 
of nudging me to pursue music if they would hear me sing, and then I 
thought, "Well, maybe there's something worth pursuing." 

What have been some of your biggest musical inspirations? 
I'm a big fan of Elvis Costello and Bob Dylan. They're excellent musi-
cians and brilliant lyricists. I love the way they craft words, plus they're 
always so full of contempt. This is a totally fun world for me to be in 
because of my background in theater. Acting can be a really great outlet 
for yourself. It's you, but then it's you as someone else a lot of times. I 
find that I get to do that in music too. A song like "Walk Away" is real-
ly personal, but "A Cheap And Evil Girl" is me putting on someone 
else's dress, shoes and lipstick. I was inspired to write that song when I 
happened upon these postcards that were covers of trashy novels from 
the '50s and '60s. The copy on them was so dramatic and hyperbolic 
and really exaggerated. I found that to be really hot and titillating. 
There was one book about these naughty boys all hopped up on sex 
and drugs that join a teen cult or something. I just thought, "Oh, I want 
to be hopped up too!" "A Cheap And Evil Girl" - I just love the sound 
of those words together, they give you an image right away. It's fun to 
step into that role and be all those things that I want to be but can't 
because of whatever might be in the way.

How many songs is he 
playing an hour? 
About ten. 

What marketing or stunting 
have you done to get the 
morning show noticed in 
the market? 
The morning show wasn't as 
much of a focus as our afternoon 
show, and that's Jon Ballard, 
who came from KZZP in 
Phoenix. Before that, Jon had 
done afternoons at KISW for 
about five years, and had been at 
KISW for close to ten years. He 
joined us on November 2, 1998. 

That's the more high profile 
show on the station? 
That's correct; probably a little 
more high profile. We have 
done some TV to increase aware-
ness of him. It's still music 
intensive, but it's funny. John's a 
naturally funny guy, very relat-
able, and a good bit writer. He 
encompasses everything that I 
needed, which is what I heard 
on the stuff that he sent me from 
KZZP. We have to 
establish a music 
image on this radio 
station, but I have to 
have entertainment 
too. Jon really filled 
that void because he 
understands the for-
matics and forward 
motions of the sta-
tion. Like the great-
est jocks — and Jon 
is one of them — Jon knows how 
to make people laugh in a short 
period of time. He knows how 
to get into a bit and how to get 
out of it. 

"If you look at our 

current list right 

now, it looks pret-

ty much like an 

Alternative list.' 

Were there any other airstaff 
changes beside the shift in the 
morning show and bringing Jon 
on board? 
Yes, middays as well. I moved 
Rick Shockey (he calls himself 
Shock on-the-air) from our 
Production Department to mid-
days. Midday numbers are the 
strongest numbers on the radio 
station right now. Other than 
that, just Annie Dewig, our 
Creative Services Director. That 
position wasn't there before. I 
have kept just about everybody 
else. 

The station has been on an 
upward swing since your 
arrival. To what do you 
attribute this? 
I atribute it to the things that I 

initially saw 
when I came 
in here, and 
that was 
focusing the 
music, the 
personalities. 
It's a focus of 
the music. It's 
personalities 
starting to cut 

through. It's production, just 
kicking everybody's ass. It's 
being out on the streets. We do 
in the vicinity of four or five 
appearances a week, so we are 
out a lot. It's all of that. 

Was that a focus (DI yours 
to get back to grass roots 
marketing, being out on 
the streets, shaking hands? 
That's always been a part of my 
focus at the radio stations I've 
been at. It was easier to do here 
because this station had always 
done a pretty good job of that. 
What they hadn't done a partic-
ularly great job with is really 
getting the personalities out to 
support these events. Buddy did 
200 appearances last year. Now 
most of the jocks really under-
stand the value of getting out 
and pressing the flesh. It's cer-
tainly gotten a lot better. 

And you can see the results 
from doing it. 
Exactly. Since the Summer book, 
we've gone up a whole share 
12+. We've gone from 14th to 
5th place in the market. Our 
cume has grown from 481,000 to 
548,000, and our time-spent-lis-
tening is up 45 minutes, 12+. 
That's a good thing. Since the 
summer we have gone from 6th 

to 3rd, 18-34; that's 5-6 to an 
8 share. We've increased 
our time-spent-listening 
from 4:45 to six hours, and 
we've gained 50,000 persons 
18-34, from 254 to 304. 
Things seem to be moving 
in the right direction. 

Besides seeing it in the 
Arbitron numbers, what 
was the audience reaction 
to the changes?

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The audience's reaction was real-
ly positive. As far as the person-
ality changes that were made, 
there was no backlash. Even our 
Creative Services Director, and 
the stuff that she's done, has got-
ten great feedback from our 
audience. People have been 
coming up and going, "Who's 
that girl with the voice of the sta-
tion? She's great! Who's that 
girl who is always on the sta-
tion?" This whole project has 
really been about working 
together as a team, about every-
body paying attention to the 
details; crossing the t's and clot-
ting the i's, doing their job and 
getting along with the other per-
son. Our jocks go to each other's 
events and appearances. There's 
a good vibe in the hallways and 
that has so much to do with 
what has happened here. I think 
my biggest accomplishment here 
has been getting the right people 
in the building. You're only as 
good as the people you sur-
round yourself with. I have 
been very fortunate in that I've 
been able to coax some very tal-
ented people to come to this 
radio station. Putting talent 
together with teamwork, too, is a 
great combination. 

If I was in the market prior 
to August '98 listening to 
the station and I came 
back this month, would it 
sound like a totally differ-
ent station? 
It would sound like a very dif-
ferent station. You'd punch in 
and say, "Oh, I like that record; I 
like that record; I like that record 
too." Whereas before it was 
more hit-and-miss. This evolu-
tion of the music started with 
[Chancellor Director/Rock 
Programming] Michael Hughes 
and [Sinton, Barnes & Associ-
ates] Tom Barnes back in July. 

What programming fec - 
tures can be heard on 
DC101? 
We do a thing called the Work 
Force Blocks — everybody and 
their mother does that one. 
That's something that was left 

I 



over from the prior regime, 
which is a staple of the radio sta-
tion, people really like that. 
We've instituted a couple of 
things. Jon does something in 
the afternoon called Make It Stop, 
where he plays a really bad old 
record. People have to call up 
and guess what it is to make the 
song stop, and they get a prize. 
On the morning show we insti-
tuted some benchmarks. One is 
called Fine Lines. We play a 
movie clip and people have to 
finish the line that the actor 
gives. We do Elevator From Hell 
in the morning, and also More 
Rock Morons which is a knuckle-
heads-in-the-news type of fea-
ture. 

Describe the Washington, 
D.C.-area marketplace? 
The stations that affect us in 
some way, shape or form are 
obviously [Modern Rock] 
WHFS, [Hot AC] WRQX, [CHR] 
Z104, and [Classic Rock] WARW 
to some extent. The bottom of 
the ladder of anybody that 
might affect us is [FM Talk] 
WJFK. Oddly enough, we don't 
share that many listeners with 
WJFK, which has Howard Stern 
in the morning and Don and 
Mike in the afternoon. We share 
the most audience with WHFS, 
almost two to one. 

In April you wrote fmqb a 
Letter to the Editor express-
ing your thoughts on why 
WHFS moved the HFStival 
from D.C. to Baltimore. Any 
more insight into DC101's 
battle with 'HFS? 

That probably said about all of 
it. I enjoy this kind of competi-
tion; this is fun. It's fun to com-
pete against a station that has a 
great image and great heritage 
behind it, and see what kind of 
inroads you can make against 
that. Having said that, I love the 
competition and look forward to 
more of it. 

What reaction did they 
make when you started 
putting in a little more of 
the Modern library? 

From my ears they've popped in 
some more records that we don't 
play... maybe the harder edge of 
Alternative. I think they've 
moved over a 
little more in 
that direction. 
We're very 
melodic and 
familiar Pop-
based. 

They're moving more 
towards the harder-
edged, Limp Bizkit here 
and there? 

Yes, or a Godsmack record, 
Marilyn Manson, Rob 
Zombie, etc. They do play 
that stuff. They've taken 
that direction whereas we're 

Greaseman worked here, or that 
we fired him recently, that we 
were the guys who did it. I 
would assume that these were 

people who haven't lis-
tened to the station since 
Greaseman was on the sta-
tion, eight years ago. 
Even some of the televi-

a little bit more of the main-
stream, poppy sound. 

Do they attack the station 
on-the-air? 
Not that I've heard 

In your letter you mentioned 
they're targeting Baltimore a 
little bit more now.

I haven't heard those sweep-
ers on for a long time so I can't tell 
you whether they're still doing it. 

When the Greaseman's 
racial slur scandal broke 
earlier this year, how did 
your station react to the 
uproar? 
We didn't react to that at all. 
There are a lot of people who 
have a perception that the

sion stations in this town were 
saying: "Greaseman fired by 
DC101." This blew my mind! 
There was one station that used 
file footage of him in our studios 
with a DC101 shirt on. I had to 
call and get that straightened out. 
But, we didn't do anything with 
it. I didn't see that there was any 
upside for the station. It was 
really sad for absolutely every-

body involved in that, so I didn't 
see any reason to try and rub it in 
his face or anything like that. 

With the recent announce-
ment of Chancellor's pro-
gramming initiative, how 
has that affected DC101 
and yourself as an individ-
ual programmer? 
What it has done is it's given us 
a real support system on the 
programming side, and it has 
given Program Directors some-
thing to aspire to. It's like, 
"What do I do after I'm the pro-
gram director?" In Sales there's 
a lot of different places to go. If 
you're a salesman you can be 

LSM, GSM, NSM. Chancellor 
also has the Chancellor Market-
ing Group in each market so 
there's a bunch of layers there. 
Now there's more layers in 
Programming, but the good 
news is that these guys are there 
as a resource; they're there to be 
helpful and provide you with 
the tools and the information 
that you need. Decisions are still 
made at the local level, and 
that's a brilliant way to set this 
thing up. We have some great 
minds in that OPS Division. 
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Tell us about your pro-
gramming support staff. 

Michael Hughes, for example. 
I've known him for about ten 
years. He has a really sharp tac-
tical mind. Michael's always 
trying to push for "What can we 
do with this?" and "What can 
we do with that?" He's really 
good in the areas of strategy, 
planning and promotion. He 
sends out e-mails that say, "Hey, 
you know what, this is going on, 
what shall we do with this?" It's 
great to have that as a thought-
provoker, as well as his coming 
into the market and visiting and 
giving thoughts on the competi-
tion of the station. For me 
there's Tom Poleman, who is in 
charge. He's the Vice President 
of Programming in charge of 
several markets, Washington 
being one of them. He's great. 
He's a lot like Michael. They're 
very similar in the way that their 
minds work. They're both very 
smart, strategic people. 

Did Tom have much to do 
with the station prior to his 
recent appointment? 
No. Not at all. To his credit, 

he's gotten up to snuff real 
quick. He was thrown several 
markets all at once: Get to know 
the markets; get to know the 
PDs, GMs etc. of all these sta-
tions — and that's not an easy 
task. And, by the way, keep 
Z100 where it is. He's new to 
the mix. Michael's been with the 
mix since day one here. 

Tom Polemon has a Top 40 
background. How does 
that help you as a Rock 
station, and is he learning 
from you and other Rock 
programmers? 
Yes, he is learning from myself 
and other Rock program direc-
tors. His perspective as not nec-
essarily a Rock guy is really 
great to have. We tend to get 
myopic at times about how we 
program Rock stations, and it's 
really great to have a different 
opinion. It gives you a fresh 
outlook. I've always been a big 
believer in Top 40 formatics, so it 

was easy and natural for me to 
welcome him to this mix here 
because we see eye-to-eye on a 
lot of issues. 

What are DC10 l's 
responsibilities within 
the company's new 
Internet strategy? 
ANUFMi is the company-
wide Internet initiative. 
Each radio station is respon-
sible for their own Web site, 
which we have had and are 
continually trying to 
improve. That's really all of our 
responsibility. We don't necessari-
ly have a specific responsibility 
other than to get more involved 
with the Internet because that's a 
good place to go. 

Are you makin g any money 
off the Web? 
Not a whole lot at this point in 
time. Still a work-in-progress. 

Tell us about the DC101 
Chili Cook-011... 
It was great this year. We raised 
about $350,000 for the National 
Kidney Foundation. The bands 
were Fuel, The Flys, Sponge, 
Virgos Merlot, Finger Eleven, 
and Emmit Swimming. It did 
great. It was a hot day until it 
rained. It rained about four 
o'clock in the afternoon and 
thinned out the crowd a little bit. 
It was a great time and raised a 
lot of money. AIM of people 
had a good time. 

What other promotions or 
events are a part of DC101? 
We've got a Fourth of July show 
coming up that's also downtown 
on the streets. That will feature 
Cracker, Marvelous 3, and some 
others. There's a Christmas 
show. As far as shows are con-
cerned, that's about it. 

Any other annual promo-
tions? 
We're involved with the 
National Air Show at Andrews 
Air Force Base. That draws over 
a million people over three days. 
We'll do a New Year's Eve thing 
which will be huge this year; 

that'll be a big 
Millennium Party. 
That's it as far as big 
events are concerned.

We've been on TV on a 
pretty regular basis since 
the beginning of the 
year.

Then 
we produced two sepa-
rate Hong Kong radio 
spots, and we cus-
tomized them to the 
radio station, so now 
there's three Hong Kong 
radio spots.

You came to DC101 in 

August, 1998. What was 

your assessment of the sta-

tion when you arrived? 

My assessment of the station 
was that I thought, in a broad 
stroke, that the music needed to 
be more focused and they need-
ed to inject a lot of fun on the 
radio station. Those two things 
were glaringly obvious to me. I 
saw a lot of room for an upside 
on this radio station between 
personality, production and 
musical focus. 

What steps have you taken 

to revitalize the station? 

The first steps were to refocus 

the music. We have done that, 
basing our music findings on the 

4 pace of the market and not nec-
essarily what the industry may 
define as an Active Rock sta-
tion... because certainly we were 
not that. What we found out 
was that this market has a great 
appetite for Alternative music. 
We also see that there is a lot of 
Pop influence in this market. We 
refocused the music on the radio 
station to reflect those tastes. 
That's in both our current mater-
ial and library If you look at our 
current list right now, it looks 
pretty much like an Alternative 
list. Our library is pretty damn 
Alternative except for a handful 
of songs. We play two Aero-
smith songs; two or three Led 
Zeppelin songs; "Hotel 
California;" Steve Miller songs. 
There are certain songs that have 

cut through that are 
in our library and 
they're there for a 
reason. 

What airstaff 

changes did you 

make? 

We changed the 
morning show. We 
focused on a more music 
approach because we wanted to 
establish the music in mornings 
on the radio station. I put 
[APD/MD] Buddy [Rizer] in 
mornings, and I teamed him up 
with a guy I found in Orlando 
[David Hagen] who does a Daily 
Show kind-of newscast. It's sar-

Programming veteran Bob 
Neumann came to Chancellor's 
WWDC/Washington, D.C. in the 
Summer of 98 from WMMS/ 

Cleveland. Neumann left The 
Buzzard mere moments after the 

station became part of the Jacor 
family, following Jacor's $620 mil-
lion purchase of Nationwide. This 
completed a four-year stint in 

Cleveland that included the pro-

gramming post at WNCX and 
WENZ. The Syracuse native spent 
three additional years in the 

Buckeye State, overseeing 

WLVQ/Columbus from 1991-1994, 
arriving there from Richmond's 

WRXL. Since his arrival, DC101's 
ratings have increased steadily 

over the last two books. In the 

Winter '99 Arbitron the station 

ranked fifth in 12+, tied for third 

Men 18-34, and placed third Men 

25-54. Neumann is a firm believer 
in teamwork, crediting the DC101 

staff with the revival of the radio

castic; it has drop-ins. He's the 
kind of guy who always sees the 
glass is half empty.
