Your Friends at the GAVIN REPORT 
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INSIDE TOP 40 by Dave Sholin 

There we all were during the 
closing radio /record hot box session 
at last weekend's Bobby Poe 
convention. In attendance, a who's 
who of Top 40 programmers and 
promotions execs. No other session 
stirred as much interest and 
controversy. Joel Denver echoed the 
frustration of all of us at the trades 
when he reintroduced a subject that 
was briefly touched upon earlier in 
the meeting -accurate reporting of 
playlists. In addition of the 
recurring problem of paper adds, the 
policy of playing (testing) records 
and not reporting them is equally as 
baffling. 

Nearly thirty years ago Bill 
Gavin innocently initiated the idea 
of a handful of stations sharing 
music information with each 
other..honest, truthful information. 
In this way, they could help one 
another discover what was --and 
was not -- proving successful. Those 
were, of course,Top 40 radio's 
formative years and it would be an 
understatement to say the 
competitive nature of the 
marketplace has changed. 
Nevertheless the premise of honest 
reporting is the foundation of the 
charts in this publication. It's a sad 
commentary when we as an industry 
have to devote this much time and 
energy to get some (and I believe a 
minority) of programmers to 
accurately report what they're 
playing. Testing and not wanting to 
commit to a record for several weeks 
is one thing, but at some point a 
lengthy committment to airplay 
signifies a record's success, at least 
in a specific market. Only you know 
if you are or aren't giving an 
accurate reflection of what records 
you're playing and how well 
they're doing. When you give any 
less, you shortchange yourself and 
your industry. Based on last 
weekend's heated discussion, there 
is plenty of room for dialog on the 
subject, and I welcome your 
feedback. 

1987's been quite a year so far for 
new artists who connect on their 
first time up to bat..RICHARD 
MARX is the latest to join that 
group of heavy hitters. Bob Weil 
debuts it #20 at WSPK 

Poughkeepsie. Huge gains noted by 
WKQB 29 -20, WHDQ 30 -20, 
WROQ 25 -15, WNKS 24 -15, WKDD 
30-16, KKEZ 22 -12, K -STAR 27 -18, 
KRRG 22 -16, KUBE 31 -24, etc. 

Though there is still significant 
programmer resistance to GEORGE 
MICHAEL, HIT FACTOR growth 
of 50% to 73% shows how well it's 
doing for those playing it. A number 
of stations are airing their own 
edits, some eliminating "that word" 
that seems to bother some listeners. 
Top Ten at Z95 Chicago 19 -10, 
KHTZ Reno where Dave Roble 
takes it 3 -1!, KUBE Seattle 23 -9, 
KIIS Los Angeles 13 -6, B97 New 
Orleans debut #18, B104 Baltimore 
20-13, WTIC Hartford 13 -6, WMJQ 
Buffalo 15 -9, Z95.5 Detroit 32 -11, 
POWER 96 Miami 10-6 with 
crosstown HOT105 6 -3, WPHR 
Cleveland 14 -9, KRQ Tucson 21 -13 
etc. Seems like those who love it far 
outweigh those who are offended by 
its lyrical content. 

Took awhile but May 15th's 
RECORD TO WATCH is rollin' 
now, as DEBBIE GIBSON makes a 
strong entry onto the Top 40. Added 
by Carey Edwards KFIV, Bruce 
Gilbert and Don Rivers KBIU /FM, 
Stef Rybak KC101, Jim Richards 
and Lori Campbell B94, Cindy 
Wright G105, Steve Wall 99KG, 
Dave Weissman KZLS, Jim Nelly 
III KXGO, Jeff Ripley and Steve 
Cruz KZZK, etc. Moves 27 -19 at 
KDWB, 15 -8 KS103, 19-10 KMEL, 
24-15 FM 96 etc. 

17 more believers take 
OUTFIELD to over 200 total 
mentions. HIT FACTOR looking 
good in the early stages at 13% with 
Top 30 debuts at WWFX Bangor, 
WPXR Rock Island, KNVR Chico, 
KDUX Aberdeen, etc. New on 94Q, 
WRCK, Z94, Q104, KIXY, KWXX, 
KKBG, KITI, KRNQ WWKZ, Z95, 
etc. 

Looking forward to seeing La 
Bamba again at this year's Upper 

Midwest Conclave. LOS LOBOS' 
revival of the the Ritchie Valens 
classic is off and running without 
the help of the movie at this point. 
John Raymond at KIXY San Angelo 
jumps it 22 -12, with fellow 
Southwestener Gordon E. Matlock at 
KKZO Clovis taking it up 29 -19. 
Other strong moves include KZZU 
25 -19, KATD 18 -10, WBIZ 34 -26, 
KVRF 25 -18, etc. 

Excellent showing for ABC with 
comments for PD's and MD's ranging 
from "I love it ", "Sounds great on 
the air," to "one of the best out there 
right now." Impressive list of call 
letters on the add column, including 
Z93 and PWR 99.7 Atlanta, WFBG 
Altoona, POWER 92 and I94 
Honolulu, KMEL San Francisco, 
K104 Erie, CKOC Hamilton, etc. 

It was also a good second week for 
LAURA BRANIGAN, who more 
than doubles her airplay stats. 41 
more station's jump aboard, 
including 106X, Q99, WXXQ, KKEZ, 
KZFN, 93Q, WQLK, WAIL, 
WNYZ, KTAG, KLAZ, KKOS, 
KHSN, etc. 

Heaviest airplay on WILL TO 
POWER at this stage is on the West 
Coast with Jeff Wyatt at POWER 
106 taking it Top Five with an 8-4 
move. Debuts in the Top Thirty in 
New York at HOT 103 ( #29) and 
Z100 ( #26). New on WIQQ, KAKS, 
WMJQ, WOAY, WKZQ, KSND, 
KYNO, KATD, KCPX, Y95, etc. 

Mentioned THE FAT BOYS 
"Wipe Out" in the column several 
weeks ago, and it's proving to be a 
winner for early believers like Paul 
Christy at POWER 104 who charts 
it at #8, Mark McKay and Michael 
Hayes at Y106 20 -13, Guy Zapoleon 
KZZP 15 -12, and Chris Collins 
FM102 debut #23.

With one out of three NBC 
workers on the picket line, 
the network confirmed plans 
to sell some of its radio 
properties and explore a 
"strategic alliance" with 
another network. In the 
middle of all that, NBC 
O&O WYNY changed formats 
from A/C to Country. 

"Reconfiguring the 
portfolio" is how Radio 
President Randy Bongarten 
described the decision to sell 
KNBR -San Francisco, 
WMAQ- Chicago and 
WKYS- Washington. In an 
internal staff memo, he 
promised to pursue future 
acquisitions and operate "as 
competitively as possible." 
Urban powerhouse WKYS 
could bring in $60 million - 
four times as much as AM 
stand -alones WMAQ and 
KNBR combined. No word on 
where NBC could be 
shopping. The net O&O roster 
is currently WNBC /AM & 
WYNY /FM in New York; 
WMAQ /AM & WKQX/FM in 
Chicago; KNBR /AM & 
KYUU/FM in San Francisco 
and WJIB/FM- Boston. 

On the network front, 
General Electric, which 
bought NBC a year ago, has 
apparently retreated from 
the options of folding or 
selling it off entirely. What 
remains a mystery is the 
exact nature of the "alliance" 
cited by Bongarten as a 
strategic necessity for

survival. When asked 
whether Westwood One 
head Norm Pattiz was a 
possible suitor, an NBC exec 
said, "I haven't seen him in 
the corridors, but his name is 
mentioned in the hallways 
often." 

WYNY signed on July 1st as 
"Country 97FM," with no 
immediate change in call 
letters or on -air personnel. 
"We're going to be very 
music -intensive, playing the 
super hits and currents," says 
NBC's Cathy Lehrfeld. 
Taking over as PD is Michael 
O'Malley, former National 
Research Director for 
Metroplex and PD at WTKS 
AM/FM - Washington, DC 
(now WCPT/WCXR). 

As for the strike, the 2,800

MAKING WAVES 
In a dream marriage of call 

letters and format, 
Washington's WBMW is 
going New Age. FOR guru 
John Sebastian, who takes 
over as PD July 7th, is 
exultant: "It's going to be my 
format, in its purest, most 
wonderful form -- and with 
the perfect call letters -- The 
Holy Beemer from 
Washington, DC!' The two 
most important things are 
that it's going to be 
wonderful, ethereal, 
atmospheric - and it's going 
to be unique - music you can't 
hear elsewhere on the dial." 
Sebastian admits the station 
will sound a lot like LA's 
KTWV, but adds, "'The 
Wave' is my format -- I 

originated the concept in late 
1982. They ripped me off." 
Unlike its West Coast 
counterpart, WBMW will 
have live announcers and 
"very, very credible" news 
staff, says Sebastian. "You 
need a warm, real person 
telling you what day it is. 
'The Wave' sounds 
automated." 

Claiming that KTWV's 
impressive early numbers 
demonstrate that his 
programming concept "is so 
strong that you don't even 
have to do it right to 
succeed," Sebastian predicts 
New Age soon will be the 
number -one format for adults 
25 -54 in every market. As for 
Washington, Sebastian says 
the market is "made to order 
for this concept. It has the 
most yuppified audience in 
America - five times the 
national average for upscale, 
white -collar workers." He's 
not worried that a 
Democratic victory in '88 will 
change all that. "This format 
crosses all political 
boundaries. Blacks like it. 

People with lower socio- 
economic backgrounds like it. 
This format is going to uplift 
people and make them feel 
good about themselves."

The razor 
blade and two -track tape 
recorder will give way to a 
digital console complete with 
sampling capabilities.

year of rumors and transitions 
before the other shoe drops. 
Yet a PD must serve as a cool, 
levelheaded example to his 
staff and even the 
competition. Finally, if you 
can weather the new regime, 
a new point of view and fresh 
resources can supply a happy 
ending. 

WBCY -Charlotte's Jack 
Daniels told the 
medium -market PD panel 
how Country Radio can be a 
formidable foe in blue -collar 
markets where young adults 
can become bored with Top 40. 
Hitman McKay of 100KHI- 
Ocean City, MD, reported one 
of his biggest frustrations is 
dealing with losing great air 
talents to bigger markets. 
Tom Taylor of WPST- Trenton 
observed philosophically 
that you have to be ready to 
lose good staff members, even 
to the point of helping 
talented jocks move on for the 
sake of believing in their own 
potential. 

At the "Hotbox" session, 
PDs took stage left and the 
record promotion folks took 

stage right, while 
frustrations volleyed back 
and forth. KBEQ -Kansas 
City's Steve Perun and 
FM102- Sacramento's Chris 
Collins raised a major pet 
peeve for many busy PDs - 
being carelessly promoted on 
records that are obviously not 
part of their station's sound. 
On the other side, the 
national promotion staffers 
questioned radio's hesitation 
to accept top -selling new 
artists like LL Cool J or 
Whitesnake. 

As the discussion neared its 
climax, members of the 
audience (induded 
representatives of trade 
publications) castigated the 
record industry for not 
reacting loudly to the 
practice of paper adds. 
Conversely, radio was singled 
out for a tendency to "test" 
records for weeks on end 
without reporting them as 
adds. The debate raged right 
up until the awards banquet. 
It was a lively Poe 
Convention - we'll see you 
all next year.

A few years 
ago, bands like Van Halen, Twisted Sister, Ratt 
and Def Leppard made formidable impact on Top 
40 airwaves, only to find themselves eclipsed by 

quality Urban crossover music which appealed to 
females, not just white male teens. Yet, as this year has 
proven, Metal can be resilient. Bon Jovi, sporting a 
somewhat softer image, roared into Top 40, followed by 
Poison, Whitesnake and most recently, Motley Crue, 
whose "Girls, Girls, Girls" is well on its way to 
double -platinum status. 

As always, Motley Crue likes to think of themselves as 
rock's outlaws. The unavoidable targets of parent and 
religious groups, the Crue continue to titillate their 
listeners with tales of underage porn queens, strippers 
and leather boys and girls. Still, they're very devoted 
to - -even a little protective of - -the kids. They perform 
songs that warn fans against drug abuse and, since 
singer Vince Neil's tragic auto accident which killed one 
passenger, the band is publicly critical of drinking and 
driving under the influence. 

All controversy aside, rock n roll is the Crue's biggest 
high. And strapping on their guitars and rocking out 
onstage is still the highest order of business, no matter 
how many millions of units they sell. 

We spoke with bassist NIKKI SIXX and drummer 
TOMMY LEE in between rehearsals for their upcoming 
world tour. We started off by asking Nikki about some 
people's contention that Motley Crue, as a band, is 
sounding a little bit tighter these days.

SAYING 'I'M SORRY' 
In my last column, I wrote about ways to 

turn customers into ex-customers. As an 
example, I used a major hotel where the

My point 
was that complex strategic planning 
efforts are often wasted when managers 
fail to attend to service and quality. A 
company's failure to perform on the 
so -called "little details" -like 
promptness and courtesy -means customers 
will not come back --and they'll tell 
others about their bad experiences. That 
translates into lost income, and our 
standard accounting practices cannot even 
surmise how many dollars we've lost 
because customers decide not to come back. 

Believe it or not, there's a sequel to the 
story, and it's one which also has a lesson 
for all of us--on how NOT to deal with a 
dissatisfied customer. 

Remember that I was in the hotel for 
two days, addressing a group of senior - 
level managers of a manufacturing 
company. I opened my remarks with the 
story of the poor service I had received at 
that very hotel to make the point that 
repeat business is often due to those little 
details that management often neglects in 
the planning process. 

Late that afternoon, after the first 
day's session, I returned to my hotel room. 
On the desk was a letter from the sales 
director of the hotel: 

Dear Mr. Harari: 
The management and staff here at the 

(hotel name) are very pleased to have you as 
our guest this week. For your convenience, 
check -out time has been extended until 5:00 
p.m. on your scheduled day of departure. 1 

would also like to take this opportunity to 
extend a personal invitation for you to stay 
here as our guest the next time your travel 
plans bring you to (city). 

Thank you for your patronage. 

Do you know what my reaction was? I 

was pleased. And, even though it was not 
an apology for the poor service of the 
morning, I confess that damn little letter 
mollified me a bit. Totally irrational, 
right? But, as I pointed out in my last 
column, it's the little things --the lack of 
courtesy, speed, attention, caring, 
quality -that anger us. Likewise, even a 
little letter of courtesy can "irrationally" 
make us feel better. 

Early the next morning, I read the 
letter to the managers as an example of 

how even dissatisfied customers can be 
appeased by a small gesture of courtesy 
and caring. I was quite surprised when one 
of the managers spoke up and said the 
letter was in reponse to the poor service, 
and that it was an apology. Apparently, 
after my remarks the previous day, this 
manager had gone to the hotel director 
and told her what I'd said. 

I re -read the letter. I could see no sign of 
apology --or even acknowledgement -that 
I had received rude treatment from room 
service or the front desk. To make my 
surprise even greater, this same manager 
then went on to suggest that the 
invitation for me "to stay here as our 
guest the next time" meant that the hotel 
director felt so bad about my negative 
experience that she was inviting me to 
stay free of charge next time. I thought 
that was preposterous. I mean, when you 
see those ads from Disney World or 
Jamaica inviting you to "be our guest," do 
you assume they mean you can stay free of 
charge? The manager in my audience said 
he would check it out during the break, 
and he did. 

Can you believe it? It really was an 
invitation to stay in the hotel for free the 
next time I was in town! And yet, after all 
this, I felt less positive about the hotel 
than when I first received the letter. 
Here's why: 

If you or your company does something 
to upset a customer, then please do 
apologize. The research is clear: Your 
odds of maintaining that customer 
increase dramatically if you apologize 
sincerely and quickly. In fact, many 
customers become even more loyal after a 
sincere apology because they're so 
unaccustomed to receiving one. Yet most 
companies seem to prefer marshaling all 
their assets to prove it was the customer's 
fault that anything bad happened. 

But for heaven's sake, if you're going to 
apologize, then let the customer know 
you're apologizing -and that you 
understand why the apology is necessary! 
This was ceratinly not done in the letter I 

received. Had the manager in my group 
not taken the initiative, I would never 
have known that the letter was an 
apology, and I certainly would never 
have considered that I was being offered 
free lodging in the future. While I had 
first thought the letter was a nice little 
courtesy, after learning it was supposed to 
be an apology, my reaction was that it 
was tacky and wishy- washy. Would it 
have been so difficult to be clear and 
up- front? That would have been really

impressive and professional. Instead, I 
was left with a sour taste and a 
somewhat tarnished perception of the 
hotel. 

In contrast, consider another story about 
a different hotel in a different city. Same 
scenario: I'm addressing a group of 
managers. During a break, one of them 
says to me, "You know, this place is 
supposed to be so terrific. Well, I'll never 
stay here again if I can help it. I checked 
in early this morning and there were no 
towels in the bathroom, so I couldn't take 
a shower. Room service promised they'd 
be right up, but they never showed up 
before I had to leave for this meeting. 
Boy, am I steamed -and I told the front 
desk exactly how I feel!" 

That evening, the same manager came 
up to me with a dazed look in his eye. 
"You know," he said, "when I got back to 
my room this afternoon, there were towels 
in the bathroom. But there was also a 
handwritten note of apology about the 
towel problem...along with a big bouquet 
of flowers and a lovely bottle of wine!" 

"How do you feel about the hotel now ?" 
I asked. 

He looked at me with an embarrassed 
grin. "I think it's great. "

I've received a letter from a program 

director in the South saying, "You have 
been doing some very interesting columns 
lately, and we have found many of them 
helpful to us. You often request thoughts 
and ideas, so I have come up with 
several topics I would enjoy seeing you 
write 'on." 

I thank him for the compliment, and 
this week I will begin tackling his 
suggested topics. I encourage you to jump 
in with your own comments on any of 
these, for a future column! 

The first question he posed was, "How 
do syndicated programs help or hurt 
radio stations ?" 

My feeling is that they can help, if 
used strategically. AM stations have 
difficulty circulating audience from 
weekdays into weekends, when the 
lifestyle encourages more in -home 
listening to FM. So placing attractive 
and promotable "special" programming 
on the weekends- -and promoting it well 
and consistently on Thursdays and 
Fridays- -can bring up the weekend 
ratings, while giving the station an air 
of presenting interesting and special 
material on a regular basis. Since this 
programming is usually available on a 
barter basis, it can be obtained for no 
extra cost. 

I think countdown shows can work 
better than "music specials," but I 
advocate both types. I do not recommend 
programming A/C countdowns, because 
A/C appeals particularly to adults who 
liked Top 40 radio when they were 
growing up. Even if they don't like 
today's hits, they still have an 
awareness of what is -and isn't --a hit. 
However, I feel there is no necessary 
conflict in running a true Top 40 
countdown on a modern A/C station, since 
the principle is to present the hits of the 
day regardless of what they are. A/C 
listeners can understand and relate to 
that principle in a featured show, 
feeling no conflict with the rest of the 
programming. 

However, a Top 40 countdown works 
for adults only when they can relate to 
the host and the style of presentation.

The Casey Kasem "American Top 40" 
has enormous adult appeal, and the 
"Countdown USA" Top 40 Show hosted 
by Dave Sholin also is very acceptable 
and enjoyable to today's adult. I was 
upset when Dick Clark stopped doing 
the Top 40 "Countdown America" 
because he had great credibility and 
appeal for today's A/C listener. But his 
A/C countdown (still offered) is 
essentially useless to the goals of the 
stations most likely to use it, since the 
audience that is most into Clark, and his 
tradition in American broadcasting, is 
the audience most likely to recognize 
that the music presented in the 
countdown is inaccurate in terms of what 
today's hits really are. 

The second question posed by my 
correspondent was whether talk shows 
help or hurt AM stations with weak 
nighttime signals. My response was: 
Splitting the format has a long -range 
bad effect on a station's under -40 
audience potential because it blurs the 
format image. However, for some 
stations with negligible nighttime 
numbers, it may be worth the tradeoff to 
build some nighttime shares by using 
programming that lengthens the 
listening span. Every station has to 
decide for itself. But they should be 
aware that higher shares for a 
nighttime talk block could eventually 
lead to lower shares in the other time 
periods because of the lack of a 
consistent day- and -night format. 

The third question dealt with how 
promotions, large and small, can help a 
radio station. Promotions can be an 
effective sales vehicle, but I feel most 
strongly that programming should not be 
compromised by doing so. If a client has 
a need which a station promotion can 
serve, work with the client to come up 
with a promotion that also serves the 
programming needs of the station. If the 
station has no budget for a decent 
promotion, this approach can serve a 
programmer well. 

But any promotion, regardless of 
source, should always help the station 
build or maintain its audience! Audience

appeal is the only "product" the station 
can sell its advertisers, and a 
promotion's audience appeal must be 
maintained, or sales will fall too - -in the 
long run. 

There are two types of promotions: 
cume- building, which seek to enlarge 
the station's audience; and 
listening- span- building, which attempt 
to build the share within the existing 
cume. A contest promoted by a TV, 
billboard, newspaper or mass mail 
campaign is cume -building (and usually 
more expensive). An audience call -in 
contest stimulates longer listening, and 
more repeat listening, thus building 
share. Weekend specials are 
share -building, but unless they're big 
enough to warrant outside advertising, 
they don't build cume.

What a long strange trip its been indeed. I spent 
the greater part of Monday blinking at the photo 

spread inside the gatefold cover of In The Dark.

as strange as a gas station on Mars. Now, Haight 
Street has its quota of cookie stores, McDonalds 
and Gaps. But believe it or not, brothers and 

sisters, an aura of outcast still exists. Joining the 

hippies are skateboard punks and neo -Nazi 

skinheads. Somehow the original spirit survives, as 

symbolized by the musical direction and integrity the 

Grateful Dead maintain on this, their first recorded 
output in seven years. Like Kesey and Kubrick, 
they avoid mindlessly joining the conga -line of 

disposable, on -line 80's culture. The Dead operate 
on their own terms, recording and performing for 
the Zen satisfaction of themselves and their fans, a 

trait I personally admire deeply. The Grateful aren't 
really 60's, 70's or 80's. They just are. In The Dark 

is virtually a live album plus overdubs and 
sweetening. Captured is their inimitable 
essence- -the solos and the communal co- existence 
of looseness and tightness. Trax include "Touch Of 

Grey, 'West LA Fadeaway," "Hell In A Bucket,' 
When Push Comes to Shove" and "Black Muddy 
River." 
"I'm Supposed To Have Sex With You " -Tonio K 
(Chrysalis) 
Song of the week! Tonio K, a hero of these pages, 
pulls out yet another couch classic from the 
cluttered furniture crowding his satirical brain.

people telling kids, 'Hey man! 
Go jack up some heroin and 
you'll be cool.' That ain't what 
it's about. I see a lot of kids and a 
lot of bands falling apart at the 
seams when music should be 
the most important thing. I'm not 
representing an anti -drug 
movement. I'm not a parent, I'm 
a rock n roller. I'm Just 
concerned for the kids, so I 

wrote Dancing On Glass.' It's 
not something I'm going to walk 
in and talk to kids in drug clinics 
about. I think that we have a 
good enough relationship 
through the music that kids are 
going to say, This guys been 
on the streets half his life and 
he's telling us not to do it. Maybe 
we should listen.' 
KZ: The TV show '20/20" 
broadcast a piece on young 
Heavy Metal fans. They're going 
through painful adolescence 
but they seem like good kids. 
Metal gives them a good 
emotional release. 

S: Rock n roll gets you higher 
than anything there is. I'm a 
lyricist and everything comes 
out. You have 'Bad Boy 
Boogie.' That's a humorous look 
at the band. You've got all these 
looks at the band and there's 
not any one dimension. 
KZ: Some of your lyrics are a bit 
raunchy and seem sexist. 
NS: Sexist lyrics? Like what? 
KZ: How about a song like "All In 
The Name "? 
NS: That's about Traci Lords, the 
underage porno star. She was 
only fifteen. 
KZ: With a song like that, 
obviously Motley Crue doesn't 
care about parent groups like 
the PMRC. 
NS: Naww. 
Mother -and -daughter teams is 

the only reason we care about 
parents. (laughs) 
KZ: Well how about a song like 
"You're All I Need "? 
NS: 'You're All I Need' is a true 
story. I read about it on the 
Theatre Of Pain tour. I picked up 
a newspaper that said, 
'Boyfriend Kills Girlfriend Out Of 
Jealousy.' I thought, What the 
hell is going on here ?' It's about 
a guy who loved his girl so 
much, he couldn't handle 
seeing her with anybody else. 
He had to kill her to make her his. 
It's a true story. That's serious! 
That's desperation! That's the 
biggest kind of love. That's 
probably true love right there. 
KZ: Looking over all the album 
covers, I noticed a leather 
image on the first album. Then it 
went to a more glamor look on 
the next two albums. Now it's 
back to leather with 
motorcycles on the new album. 
NS: In the beginning what we 

all we had. During the second 
album, we wanted to bring 
some entertainment to it. We 
were doing some very 
entertaining things on a small 
level. But we really wanted to get 
out there and do some serious 
theatre. With Theatre Of Pain we 
took it to a real sense of old 
Italian theatre- -you know, the 
look of the court jesters. Now 
we've gone a full circle. We're 
back to what we were before 
and we're going to go one step 
further again. Sometimes less is 

more. 
KZ: Did Metal get a bad shake 
when AC /DC's music got 
associated with the Nightstalker 
murderer? 
NS: I think Metal is always going 
to get a bad shake. 
KZ: Do you ever want to see 
Metal get socially acceptable? 
NS: I like being the villains of rock. 
If you have a choice between 
milk and cookies or whiskey, 
which are you going to pick? 
KZ: I know of radio stations 
where Motley Crue is number 
one in sales and requests, yet 
they are hesitant to play your 
records. What would you say to 
them? 
NS: If that's a radio programmer 
doing that, maybe he should 
understand where Motley is 

coming from. We're just out to 
have a good time. It's good time 
rock n roll. If something like 
' You're All I Need' or 'Helier 
Skelter' is upsetting to them, 
we're only mirroring what's 
going on in society. It's no worse 
than them playing the five 
o'clock news. But that's not our 
main focal point. Our main focal 
points are like 'Looks That Kill,' 
' Too Young To Fall In Love,' 
' Smokin' In The Boys' Room' 
and 'Girls, Girls, Girls.' We're a 
good time, fun, rock n roll band. 
But we're not just 
one -dimensional. 
KZ: The inner sleeve of the new 
album includes a dedication to 
the scumbags and posers who 
didn't stand by the Crue when 
the chips were down." Being that 
you've been rated number one 
by many music magazines, 
when were the chips ever down? 
TOMMY LEE: The chips were 
down right after Vince's 
accident. And the critics started 
hassling us about selling out 
when 'Home Sweet Home' 
came out. It started from there. 
KZ: When Vince had his 
problems with the auto 
accident, was the Crue ever 
close to breaking up or 
changing bandmembers? 
TL: We'd never have that 
happen. We were all scared 
thinking that Vince was going to 
go away for a long time and that 
would be the end. No chance in 

hell would we think about having 
anybody else being our front 
man. We'd either all go our 
separate ways or just not do it at 
all. Were a team. 
KZ: Was Vince's accident a real 
dose of reality to you guys? 
TL: I know for a fact that a lot of 
my rock n roll buddies don't get 
all fucked up and drive around. 
They take a cab or a limo or 
something. A lot of people might 
be able to thank Vince one day. 
KZ: Do have a big tour planned 
after laying out for a year and a 
half? 
TL: Were doing a world tour. 
The first show was Tucson, 
Arizona. After that, it's bye -bye. 
The tour looks excellent: two 
nights at Madison Square 
Garden, two nights at the 
Spectrum in Philly. It's amazing. 
Whitesnake is touring with us. 
What a package! You know, I'm 
still a fan, and to go see 
Whitesnake and Motley Crue, I'd 
lose it! This tour is going to hurt 
people! 
KZ: When was the exact time you 
thought Motley Crue was really 
going to take off and be big? 
NS: You know when it slapped 
everyone in the face that the 
band was being accepted? It 
was when we were opening up 
for Ozzy Osbourne on the Shout 
At The Devil tour in 1983. We were 
going down. We had always 
gone down as headliners in L.A., 
kind of like a big fish in a small 
pond. Then we ventured out 
slowly into the deeper waters. 
When we were thrown on the 
Ozzy tour, it was sink or swim. This 
is big time. It was wild. The band 
went down every night in front of 
fifteen thousand kids. We 
thought, 'Wow!' We hadn't 
been programmed to think too 
hard. We would strap on our 
guitars and go out there and 
rock! That's what was working 
and we haven't lost that primitive 
feel. We may have a lot of 
insight to new recording 
techniques and technology, but 
when it gets right down to the 
rock n roll, its still primitive. 
TL: Ozzy gave us a chance to 
play in front of thousands every 
night. It was amazing. I thought, 
'Wow! This is it. We're here.' 
KZ: What is the 
male /female ratio for Motley 
Crue Fans? 
NS: I think It's about fifty- fifty. 
KZ: How do you manage to keep 
your loyal fans and still move 
on? 
TL: I think because we do 
something different every year. 
Its not just Motley Crue Part Two, 
Three or Four. Every year we 
dress different, we sound 
different. We change 
everything. That's one of the 
keys. Just keep people rockin'. 
Everyone likes a change.

FORE -PLAY 
From dawn's early light to the 

midnight hour, radio stations in 
various music formats all across the 
country are trying to convince their 
listeners that they do play more 
music. Using production pieces 
designed to ride over the intro or fade 
of a song, they try to lure listeners 
into staying with them long enough 
to get a passing grade on their 
Arbitron report cards. 

What does it mean when you set up 
your audience with phrases like, 
"Less talk, more music! Four -in -a -row 
next...and we lead it off with 
Atlantic Starr and 'Always "'? Is it 
better to play ten in a row --or 13? Is it 
effective to back up your spots, 
promos and contest elements into the 
fourth quarter- hour --where the news 
used to go -and kick off the sweep a 
few minutes before the top of the 
hour with a little image -building 
time -warp perception effort? Our 
studies have shown that it is 
effective --as long as it's combined 
with the other things a consistent 
winning station must have, like 
talent, signal and discipline. 

SELLING THE SIZZLE 

"Selling the sizzle" means making 
sure you take credit for everything 
good you can possibly take credit 
for --like a rain -free weekend 
forecast in your weekend weather 
report. The whole idea is to have 
your audience automatically 
associate your station with anything 
that is fresh, positive and jammin'. 
While there may be a lot of different 
ways to do this effectively, one 
common factor is planning. If you 
want to involve your station in 
something you know is going to be big 
with your target audience, a little 
preparation can pay off with 
amazing results. 

If, for example you know a major 
concert is coming to town, you should 
try to get the artists' itineraries from 
your promotion people --a service 
they should be happy to provide. 

You can plan a weekend tie -in, or a 
way to get your jocks on stage with 
some of the hottest acts in the 
country. That's good exposure for 
them and the station -and an 
image - builder as well. 

If you have a promotion director, 
he or she should be able to score some 
seats for you with a little combined 
effort. And it does make a difference 
where those seats are. If you find it's 
a sold -out concert with only a limited 
number of available seats, you can 
really blow your audience away by 
buying up a block and giving them 
away on the air, perhaps as part of a 
prize package that also includes 
albums, T- shirts, and backstage 
passes, all dressed up in a hot promo 
with lots of laser effects laid over it. 

The whole idea is to get the 
audience ready for what's about to 
happen. Tell them how good it is 
going to be and reinforce that message 
every time you play the artist's 
newest hit. When it finally does 
come off, they will just naturally 
think it's a great event because 
you've made them part of something 
big. It's radio foreplay --and it 
works! 

FUN ON THE AIR 

As radio stations compete to play 
the most songs -in -a -row, and music 
becomes more and more heavily 
researched, the winning difference 
can sometimes depend on which 
station has the "fun" image --a place 
people go to be entertained beyond 
the music. Whether you're playing 
four -in -a -row or twenty -four, you 
still have to sound like you're having 
fun --fun for the air talent to present, 
and fun for the folks whose fingers 
could find another frequency 
featuring four -play --and fun -play! 

A lot of stations have been able to 
do this with a successful morning 
team. But the rest of the day, the 
station is on a kind of automatic 
pilot, flown by computer, and, unless 
it runs into a (quiet) storm, it will run

that way until it's time to land. The 
personalities don't have much time 
to have fun--they're too busy playing 
at least four -in -a -row. 

But there are some stations that, 
when the music stops, well -prepared 
jocks are in there having fun, relating 
to the audience, to the street, to the 
people they know are listening. Each 
jock knows how to set up the rest of 
the dayparts, so there is carry-over 
and conversion. 

Getting the audience ready for 
what follows is really the whole 
idea of four -play or fore -play. It's a 
lot like life itself --a bundle of little 
things -and the string is always 
coming untied.*

SMOKEY ROBINSON - One Heartbeat (Motown) Ah...just to hear him 
sing! Smokey doesn't miss a beat releasing a follow -up that tops "Just To 

See Her." And boy, Kenny G is keeping busy these days, appearing on the 
new Dionne & Jeffrey single and adding that sweet sound of saxcess to this 
release also. 

HUEY LEWIS & THE NEWS - Doin' It All For My Baby (Chrysalis) You 
can never have enough "Foreplay." Soulful sing -a -long in the tradition of 
their now -classic "Hope You Love Me Like You Do." Song will be supported 
by another in their line of exceptionally creative videos. 

BASSIX - Tears Of A Clown (Epic) Seems strange to write up a new Smokey 
Robinson record and a cover version of this 1970 Miracles hit in the same 
week. But the tune, this production and the vocal approach has gotta sound 
hot on radio and in the clubs. 

CHRIS ISAAK - Blue Hotel (Warner Bros.) Those of you who took the 
opportunity to see him perform during our Seminar in February know he's 
an artist ready to happen. Chris' musicianship and style not only live up 
to his press, they surpass it. It's impossible for me to resist the plaintive, 
haunting melody of this unusual effort. 

RON FELL'S 
PERSONAL PICKS ALBUMS 

GRATEFUL DEAD - "In The Dark" (Arista) 
The Grateful Dead are the fish who swim upstream, going about their 
success bass -ackwards. Contradiction flies in the face of convention as 
they've built an enviable reputation from their live performances. 
Their music is indeed for the mass of camp followers known as Dead Heads 
and, except for the truckloads of bootleg vinyl and tape, scarcely a trace of 
their music has been released in this decade. Their music has airs of 
spontaneity, casualness and humor, despite being, in fact, Dead serious. 
Phil Lesh, Bob Weir, Bill Kreutzmann and the gratefully un -dead Jerry 
Garcia have been performing together since 1965, yet I don't think they've 
ever had such a tightly bound set of songs on one album. Already embraced 
by Album radio as the second coming to a second generation of rock 'n' 
rollers, this album will also spin within pop radio's comfort 
zone -- particularly A TOUCH OF GREY and TONS OF STEEL. 

LA BAMBA - Original Motion Picture Soundtrack (Slash /W.B.) 
Early reviews give thumbs up to the film which portrays the last years of 
teen idol Ritchie Valens in much the same way we witnessed the Buddy 
Holly Story. (Coincidentally, both Valens and Holly died in the same 
plane crash.) Los Lobos perform Valens' music faithfully to the original 
recordings, capturing pop's late -'50s innocence. Other music of the era, such 
as Eddie Cochran's SUMMERTIME BLUES and Jackie Wilson's LONELY 
TEARDROPS are covered by Brian Setzer and Howard Hunstberry, 
respectively and with the same reverence. Missing from the soundtrack 
album but featured prominently in the film is Santo & Johnny's 
"Sleepwalk." Carlos Santana is also missing in action, but his incidental 
ambient music does give the film subtle support.
