You're worn out and 
drained by the boring and repetitive 
calls from the same old promo guys and 
gals when your secretary Zelda 
announces an incoming call from Jim B. 
Jim's working the new Little Steven, 
offers to personally pray with you AND 
take you to lunch. Although your format 
doesn't usually include Alternative Rock 
material, his dynamic super -sales 
sincerity is hard to resist...you add the 
record! 

Let's put it this way; if WE were a 
manufacturer, we'd give Jimsy an 
unlimited expense account, load his truck 
with CDs and send the dude on the road. 
Satter, Palmese, Fagot, Quartararo...are 
you listening? 

Let's go to Tammy: Who better for your 

national Country promotion staff? You 
don't think SHE'D have a problem 
getting Elma on the phone, do you? Hell, 
if WE were a Country programmer and 
heard all that heartfelt mascara 
dripping all over the phone, we'd toss 
out George Strait AND Alabama and 
add whatEVER the hell she's working. 
Bruce Hinton please take note. 

We've noticed very little in the way 
of advance Pope promotion by radio.

Ten Years Later, the King's Friends Reminisce 

By Dave Sholin with special assistance by Lisa Austin 

en years have passed since Elvis Presley died. People still love him. His music still 
affects people's lives and the record business he has helped build has mushroomed into 
the entertainment industry. Back in the Fifties, it was outrageous when Elvis became 
a movie star after so many hit records. Today, music stars as celluloid heroes can be 
almost taken for granted. 

As a youngster, I spent hours in front of the mirror mimicking Elvis. His moves 
onstage. How he combed his hair. How he walked and talked. I still have vivid 
memories of his big 1956 appearance on the Ed Sullivan Show. Yet most important, 
Elvis Presley changed my life because I really feel his music pushed me into my career 
in radio. 

When I attended his 1973 live satellite concert in Hawaii, Elvis looked and 
sounded spectacular. As always, Elvis gave it his all. 

As part of this tribute, we decided to talk to some of Elvis' fellow passengers in his 
unparalleled ride to the top. Folks like: Mr. Blue Suede Shoes --Carl Perkins. Gordon 
Stoker --one of the fabulous Jordanaires singing group. D. J. Fontana -- Elvis' original 
drummer. Joe Esposito --an army buddy who became his road manager and 
confidante. Fortunately, everyone chosen took a moment of his or her busy time to 
share a few fond memories of Elvis. Their accounts prove that ten years after his 
death, Elvis lives!

DAVE SHOLIN 
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In the Gavin Report of August 19, 
1977, our late founder, Bill Gavin, 
reflected on Elvis Presley, who 
had died three days earlier. 

he closest I ever came to him in person was the 
audience for his first Las Vegas appearance at the 
International Hotel. And yet his career as a singer 
roughly paralleled mine as a programmer. During 
the early '50s, when Elvis was recording for Sam 

Phillips, I was programming a 30- minute record show five 
nights a week on KNBC (now KNBR). In 1955, when I joined 
McCann -Erickson to program their "Lucky Lager Dance Time," 
Elvis signed his contract with RCA and started recording under 
the A &R direction of a man who later became one of our dearest 
friends, Steve Sholes. 

In that same year, I had managed to swallow my first 
aversion to rock and roll and to program Bill Haley's "Rock 
Around The Clock." But when I heart_ clvis singing 
"Heartbreak Hotel," I said, "No way!" I'd been programming 
records by Perry Como, Bing Crosby, Doris Day and such, and my 
ear wasn't yet tuned to Elvis. Eugene Selvage, the president of 
Lucky Lager, asked me about this new singing sensation, "Elvin 
Presley." (Mr. Selvage always called him Elvin.) I said we 
weren't playing his record because it didn't suit our image. He 
said, "Well, the people seem to like it- -better play it." 

From then on, of course, Elvis was the number one star on our 
program for many years, as he was for millions of fans almost 
everywhere. His dynamic impact on popular music tastes 
opened wide doors for the parade of other rock and roll 
performers. It might have happened without Elvis, but he was 
the catalyst --the spark that kindled a musical revolution. 

Red Robinson of CKWX- Vancouver recalls that when he 
emceed the first Beatles concert up there, John Lennon told him, 
"If it hadn't been for Elvis Presley, we wouldn't be here 
tonight ". That same thing could truly be said by many of us 
today! And now he is gone. The widespread expressions of grief 
and a deep sense of loss demonstrate the affection in which he 
was held by so many people. For he was bigger than rock and 
roll. His songs were very much a part of all our lives. They still 
are --and will be for many years to come.

JOAN DEARY started as a 
secretary in RCA's A &R 
department and then went on to 
be a manager of creative services, 
then manager of A &R 
administration and eventually a 
director of product development 
for the West Coast. 

he first memory I have is one I can still see in my 
mind right now, and that is the first time I ever saw 
Elvis. I was a secretary in New York working for 
Steve Sholes, the head of the Country & Western 
artist and repertoire department. He did all of 

Elvis' recordings in those early days. Elvis was coming in to 
discuss a session with Steve, and I went out to the elevator to 
meet him. He got off the elevator, gave me this great big grin, 
shook my hand and said, "Hello ma'am." Anybody who's ever 
seen Elvis' smile or laugh knows how contagious it is. It was just 
an incredible thing that I could remember this now. We're 
talking about 1955. That's going back a very, very long time. 

The second memory that sticks out in my mind was the Aloha 

Show in Hawaii in January of 1973. Elvis was the first one out 
at the edge of the stage, waiting for the signal that we were 
going on the air. I thought that was very unusual. Normally, 
the star is the last one to arrive, not the first. And he was just 
standing there very, very quietly, waiting to go on --the 
ultimate professional. 

GORDON STOKER was a 
member of The Jordanaires, who 
sang backup on many of Elvis' 
giant hits, including "All Shook 
Up, "Hound Dog" and "Don't Be 
Cruel." 

never cease to be amazed. It seems we get more calls 
as the years roll by. A lot of times disc jockeys will 
call us while they are playing records in the 
background, and most of the time I know what year 
the particular record they're playing in the 

background was recorded. They usually ask me why Elvis' music 
has stayed around so long. I say, "What about that record you're 
playing in the background ?" 

I did three duets with Elvis, one being "All Shook Up." Does 
it sound like a 27- year -old record to you? Elvis' music will 
always remain fresh because he meant every word he was 
saying in each one of the songs. 

Of all the great artists that the Jordanaires have done 
background for, Elvis Presley was the only guy who could get in 
front of the microphone and sing without a word sheet. He could 
listen to a demo a few times and get up and sing it by memory. 
Just absolutely incredible! Everybody else would have their 
eyes glued to the words. 

I shall never forget the date we did "Can't Help Falling In 
Love With You." On that particular session, he told us about 
this little girl he'd met in Germany, how pretty she was, what 
gleaming beautiful eyes she had, and how he'd never forget 
her. He said, "Even though she's several years younger than I 
am, I'll never get her out of my system." 

I'll never forget the gleam that boy had in his eye when he 
told us about Priscilla. I don't think I've ever looked into a 
person's eyes and seen the sparkle he had in his eyes. I think 
that's what Elvis is actually thinking about when he sang, 
"Can't Help Falling In Love With You." Every time I hear it, I 

get cold chill bumps. On the end of it, he wanted me to hit a 
high note. You'll notice on the end I went up on a high note on 
"you." I just absolutely froze when we did the song because it 
was so beautiful. I think it's one of the prettiest songs we ever 
did with him. It just meant more to us because of the situation of 
him with Priscilla. 

The greatest memory, though, was just sitting around the 
piano singing spirituals. I mean, this guy would sing spirituals 
all night long, all day long, time after time, day after day. He 
loved to sit in the studio or at home down at Memphis or even 
here in Nashville and sing, sing, sing. Ninety percent of the 
songs were religious. He would sing all parts except the tenor 
part. That was my part. He sang the baritone, the lead, and the 
bass super. He really wanted to be a bass singer. He absolutely 
flipped over bass singers. He had an incredible range --I think 
more of a range than any artist we have ever worked with. It 
was just something that came out of him because he enjoyed it so 
much. He didn't think he was doing anything different from 
anybody else. I don't know how many times I heard the guy say, 
"I can't sing, I can't dance, what do they want me for ?" We'd 
always say "Man, you've got what it takes, give it to 'em." 
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D.J. FONTANA was Elvis' drummer from the beginning 
through the '60s. 

e was a special type guy in everything he tried to do. 
He wanted to sing well. He wanted his fans, first of 
all, to like him. That was the important thing for 
him --to have the fans on his side. He really 
concentrated on that end of it. He really couldn't do 

it for about eight or ten years because of the movie thing. Then 
he came back with that '68 special and he was a nervous wreck. 

We were sitting back in the dressing room and he said, "What 
do you think we ought to do? Do you think they'll like us after 
all these years being away from the general public ?" I said, 
"Elvis, all you can do is go out there and try like you always do 
and do the best you can." 

We did the Sinatra show in 1960, when he first got out of the 
Army, and then he started doing pictures. That tied him up 
until 1968. And then he was ready to go back on the road and get 
familiar with his fans again. In some of those pictures we'd do 
seven to ten songs for one picture, plus three or four throwaway 
songs. It was really hard to remember a lot of them. I remember 
the early songs because we took our time. I loved it when he 
would sing "It's Now Or Never." I'd just play real quiet. 

There's not one thing that will pinpoint what kind of guy he 
was. He was always laughing and cutting up. He was quite a 
joker. People don't really understand that. He had a hell of a 
sense of humor. When someone would pull some joke on him, 
he'd never forget it. A year from then, he'd pay you back. I'd 
say, "Why did you do that ?" He'd say, "You remember last 
year, such and such a time, we were going down the road in 
Texas," whatever, he'd remember. He'd do this to me year after 
year. He'd always say, "Well, I didn't forget." He never forgot 
a thing. 

GEORGE KLEIN began as a disc 
jockey on legendary Memphis 
Top 40 station WHBQ, becoming 
program director in the '70s. A 
close friend of Elvis from the early 
days, he is currently an air talent 
at WEZI. 

Nelson and Conway Twitty and Tommy Sands and those guys 
took over. But when Elvis came back, BOOM! The King was 
back. He regained his crown and went onward and upward. 

Another milestone was in '68 or '69. Steve Binder wanted to do 
that TV special. I remember they had a meeting and they used 
the word "comeback." Elvis stopped them cold in their tracks 
and said, "Wait a minute guys, this is not a damn comeback. I've 
been doing motion pictures." 

I think Rolling Stone called it one of the all -time great TV 
concerts. And I think it was. It proved he still was The King. 
From there he went back into doing live concerts, which was his 
first love. He sold out in Vegas and he sold out on the road 
everywhere. When he wanted to do it, he could do it. 

I remember after the '68 comeback he said, "Okay, I want to 
cut some hit records. I'm ready to do hit records again." So he 
came to Memphis and did "Suspicious Minds," "Don't Cry 
Daddy," "The Ghetto," "Kentucky Rain " --all those great songs. 
The bottom line was he believed in himself and he knew that 
he was good. He wasn't cocky or anything, but he knew that he 
was good, and he studied his trade. He really did. He studied 
movies. He studied singing on his own at home and he practiced 
at home a lot. It just wasn't a lucky thing. He was ready. 

arly in our careers, I wanted to be a disc jockey and 
Elvis wanted to be a singer. It was just ironic that I 
got to ride along with him all the way up. His 
friendship obviously helped my career. I remember I 
ran into Elvis at WHBQ. He was still on Sun 

Records. We were talking one night and I said, "Elvis, you 
know, your main competition is people like Sam Young, Webb 
Pierce and Eddy Arnold." He said, "No, George, my main 
competition is a guy named Bill Haley. I'm going to knock him 
off." And I'll be doggoned if it wasn't six months that he 
knocked off Bill Haley. At that point, Elvis was more than just 
another singer. He knew what direction he was going in. He 
knew what his goals were. 

The big milestone was when he got a gold record. In those 
days, people like Perry Como and Eddie Fisher were the only 
ones who had gold records. Here comes the rock 'n' roll singer out 
of the South and he sells a million records. It was a tremendous 
thing for him to get that first gold record. He cherished that. It 
was "Heartbreak Hotel." 

When he went into movies, that was another big deal, 
because to be a movie star in those days was really something. 
The silver screen! Bigger than life! To go out there and do a 
movie was just mind boggling. He got into movies and did fairly 
well, but when I really noticed rock 'n' roll was here to stay was 
when he went into the Army. When Elvis wasn't here, Ricky 
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JERRY SCHILLING, one of Elvis' 
closest friends and a member of 
the so- called "Memphis Mafia." 
He is still active in the music 
industry as an artist manager. 

'm from Memphis. I met Elvis in 1954 and continued a 
relationship for 23 years. I was in grade school and 
he was just out of high school. He and some guys were 
playing football and they didn't have enough older 
guys to play, so they used to let me play with them. 

It became somewhat of a Sunday ritual. When his career took 
off, he'd invite me up to the house to play, for little parties, the 
amusement park he used to rent, to movie theaters and skating 
rinks. When I was in my senior year in college in '64, he asked 
me to go to work for him. I worked for him for 11 years. 

We spent a lot a lot of good times together, and sad times. The 
special times to me were when we'd sit up all night talking 
about basically nothing and wind up talking about maybe the 
most real things in life -- relationships with people and the 
purpose of life, those type of things. He's very well known for 
giving of materialistic things --I'm sitting here in the house he 
gave me in '74. He was a true friend. He was an unselfish friend. 
He did something for you whether personally or 
materialistically or whatever, you never heard about it again. 
He never brought it up again. I mean, that was it. The way he 
gave himself as a friend, his time, his compassion, and his 
support, that's what sticks out to me, and I miss that. I've never 
had that before and I've never had it to that extent since. 

A lot of times we'd sit in the backyard at Graceland or 
down at the barn eating hamburgers and getting fat. You really 
get to know somebody when you've really lived with him. 
That's the kind of time we spent together. Not a day goes by 
that I don't miss him. No matter what you accomplish- -and 
I've had a few successes in the last few years -- nothing is as 
rewarding and satisfying as the relationship, working with 
and the friendship with Elvis. It doesn't mean life's over by 
any means, but everything else is second best. It was as close as 
I've experienced. Even with the bad times we had a lot more 
good ones than we did bad ones, and the bad ones were just kind 
of natural.

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LIMITATIONS OF 

MUSIC TESTING 
With the decline of singles sales, 

stations are relying more and more 
heavily on "music testing" as a means 
of determining what their listeners 
like best and most want to hear. 

This concept originated with Top 
40 many years ago; the whole 
principle upon which Top 40 is based 
is playing anything acceptable 
which is popular, regardless of what 
it sounds like. The Berlin 
Philharmonic's performance of 
Strauss' "Also Sprach Zarathustra" 
and the Mormon Tabernacle Choir's 
"Battle Hymn of the Republic" have 
been among the surprise Top 40 
successes of the past. The hits of the 
day, taken as a whole, act as a 
cultural mirror, which is why Top 40 
has always had appeal for a large 
age span. So it helps to know what 
the hits of the day are! Research is 
how you find out. 

Top 40 is in an enviable position 
because it is at the cutting edge of 
where the culture is going, and thus 
singles sales (insofar as they are 
selling to the hip kids), and 
telephone requests (even from the 
same active group), are helpful 
indicators. Auditorium testing can 
also be helpful for Top 40 and 
current -rock formats, since 
participants are highly influenced 
even by barely perceptible audience 
reactions in these settings- -and the 
trend -setters have a tendency to 
know the music better, to be more 
opinionated, and to influence the rest 
of the audience more. In Top 40 and 
current Album Radio rock formats, 
there is such a thing as 
"burnout " --when the hippest group 
tires of something. Testing can show 
the "burnout." 

However, stations have made some 
major mistakes in adopting these 
procedures -- particularly those 
stations appealing to "passive" 
adults who seldom make a point of 
buying or requesting records and often 
don't recognize the names of most 
artists or the titles of their favorites. 

And I can't help but feel some 
research companies may have 
encouraged these mistakes for reasons 
of their own. 

For this audience, there is no 
'burnout." These listeners know 
immediately how they feel about 
each new record, and they keep on 
feeling that way for years and 
years...until excessive repetition or 
the passage of time makes those 
songs seem irrelevant. Yet we've seen 
these mistakes made by A/C stations 
and other formats with similar 
audience characteristics: 

They test only familiar records, 
because they can't get reactions to the 
"hooks" from each song until the song 
is recognizable. What they do is ask 
for a logical (left brain) reaction to 
an emotional (right brain) 
experience. The answers tend to be 
very misleading. All this sort of 
callout (or auditorium) testing shows 
is familiarity. Think of that --you 
can't test till the music is familiar, 
and what you establish in the test is 
that it is familiar!! 

By basing whatever results they 
get on familiarity and ignoring 
relevance, they wind up playing 
familiar, but often irrelevant, music. 
Oldie formats grow fast on their 
novelty, but die fairly fast too, of 
irrelevance. 

New records- -the lifeblood of any 
"today" (relevant) format --are not 
tested. The conventional view is 
that, since testing depends on 
familiarity, it cannot be done for new 
records. This is nonsense. Even 
"passive" listeners almost react 
immediately to specific songs, and 
seldom change their reactions from 
then on. Accurate music testing for 
so- called "passive" audiences should 
be done for a wide variety of new 
records. The incredible proliferation 
of oldies on AM adult music stations 
may help explain why AM may seem 
irrelevant to the 25-40 age group that 
demonstrably will listen to AM when 
they are given what they want. 

By basing whatever 
results they get on 
familiarity and ignoring 
relevance, they wind up 
playing familiar, but often 
irrelevant, music. 

I am frequently asked how I test 
current music for my A/C music 
research newsletter. I have now 
given away most of the secret. Find 
any adults typical of your audience 
(cross- reference their tastes with 
data you trust). From that group, find 
those few who care so little about 
their "importance" in your system 
that they give you honest, offhand 
reactions; put them in a focus 
group- -and test new or old music! 

For the first time ever --and at very 
little cost -- you'll have a workable 
system for testing music for the 
"passive adult audience." Those 
who've tried it have found it 
actually does improve the 
ratings --as you might expect if you 
play what your audience likes the 
best! And you'll find the best records 
to play from this type of testing will 
come out considerably differently 
from what the other "testing" 
methods indicate for this type of 
adult audience.

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hen he was 14 years old, he used to come to our 
concerts. I was with The Blackwood Brothers in 
Memphis. That's when I met him, and I knew him 
from then until he passed away -- knowing he must 
have been God -chosen for his time in history, 

knowing of his talent. 
He had something about him that I've never seen in anybody 

else. Charisma is what I call it. His generosity and his love for 
mankind, his love for everybody that he could be in contact 
with, the kindness of those around him, I've never met a man 
like him. I think he lived at the proper time and died at the 
proper time. He had accomplished everything that he was 
supposed to have accomplished in his life. He had lived it to 
its fullest and _ think if ever a song was written for a man, it 
was "My Way." That's my conception of Elvis Presley. 

He never listened to his own music. He listened to gospel 
music. He listened to everything that was recorded from The 
Blackwood Brothers to The Statesmen. Even to the far 
lesser -known groups. I was in his house recording one Sunday 
morning. I was waiting for him to come down. We'd been there 
all night, and he had not come down to record. He came down 
about five minutes to eight. He said, "You guys go on home." We 
got paid anyway. He let it be known that all he wanted was to 
be together. He paid us whether we sang or whether we didn't. 
He said, "I don't want to sing any tonight. I want to listen to The 
Florida Boys," a TV program. I couldn't believe it. So, I jumped 
into a car that he had given me, a limousine. My wife was at 
the hotel and I drove as fast as I could. I said, "Cut on channel so 
and so and see if The Florida Boys are on." And sure enough they 
were on. 

So his love was definitely gospel music. He would have The 
Stamps Quartet come to his suite after each show. I think the 
minimum that we ever sang was an hour, sometimes five or six. 
It would almost kill you, the way he wanted to sing gospel 
music. If you've ever been to any one of his shows, he'd put every 
bit that he could afford to put in there. Anytime he could put a 
gospel song in, well, he put it in. 

When we were doing "Elvis On Tour," he emphasized to the 
producer that he wanted a gospel music segment. We did it in 
the RCA studios in LA. He had us sing "Sweet, Sweet Spirit," 
we were in, I believe, Virginia, while nothing else was going on. 
If you've ever seen "Elvis On Tour," you've seen those scenes. 

I was ten years older than Elvis and I think that each of us 
played our part in his life. I was in charge of his funeral. I 

picked out the minister. I picked out the songs and the singers. 
And I picked them out because Vernon wanted me to because he 
said that I knew more about what Elvis would want than he 
would know. I knew the very heart of Elvis Presley and the 
intimate desires. I believe that Elvis Presley is in heaven 
because I believe that God makes those decisions and not Albert 
Goldman. 

JOE ESPOSITO was Elvis' road manager from 1960 to 1977. 

met him in the Army in 1959. He took me on leave to 
Paris with him one time. I had become friends with 
him just a month and a half before. Now here's a kid 
out of Chicago, never was around show business, just 

.. -- worked in an office all my life. We go to Paris and 
we're staying at the George Cinq Hotel. We went to the Lido to 

J. D. SUMNER, leader of the 
Stamps Quartet, performed with 
Elvis at many concerts and on his 
later hits like "Way Down."

see all the gorgeous women there. They all came back to the 
hotel with us after the show. Now we're talking about 
twenty -five gorgeous, gorgeous women, okay? I thought I'd died 
and went to heaven. The next morning I wake up after 
everybody had had a good time. I'm stepping over gorgeous 
women laying around all over the floor. I mean it's just 
unbelievable. Here's a kid out of Chicago that didn't know 
what's going on, and all of sudden that's the life I was thrown 
into with him. It was just an amazing first -class type thing. 

As far as Elvis as an individual goes, I'd say if Elvis was your 
friend he was your friend all the way. No matter what you 
needed, he would stop everything else to help you out, 
financially, personally, advise you on things. He was a very, 
very close friend. And with all the problems he had in his own 
world, to be that good of a friend that would stop everything for 
you, to me that's very important. With Elvis, nothing was more 
important than friendship. 

CARL PERKINS, fellow Sun 
Records artist who sang the 
original "Blue Suede Shoes." 

hen I think of him, I think of America in full bloom. 
He was in his prime when I first met him --so 
healthy, vivacious and talented, good looking. If 

you were going to make somebody, if you had the 
parts to make an artist with, you'd just about turn out 

something like him. He had the charisma, definitely the 
talent, voice and style. He was probably the most total 
entertainer I ever knew. 

He didn't realize that back in those days. He knew he was 
striking on something. I think we all did at Sun Records because 
the crowds were coming alive. When they'd start screaming and 
Elvis would turn it on, you know, movin' and taking that mike 
off the stand, whippin' that guitar behind his back. Those kids 
were biting their fingernails and not even knowing it until the 
show was over. 

I've met the Beatles, the Stones and some awfully big 
successful artists, but nobody ever moved him away from the 
top. He just scooted over as they came up there. To get there and 
hold it for 25 years or more like he did --I doubt we'll ever see 
another like him in our lifetime --maybe never. The people 
walking around Graceland that are hoping somewhere in their 
soul they will somehow step in a track that he made. That's 
loyalty. Some of those people now are my age, 55. They've got a 
lot of silver around their hair, but they love him because they 
remember when. When your life has projected something that 
deep into the soul of man, it's going to stay around. 

I always admired the cheerfulness about him. I've heard so 
many people say through the years, "Carl, if you'd had a 
Colonel Tom Parker, you'd been another Elvis." I don't mind 
them saying that, but that's not the way it is. The Colonel did 
open a lot of doors for Elvis, such as getting him the big network 
television shows, but he never opened a door that Presley 
couldn't walk through and stay in there. You've got to be super 
talented to do that. He's one of the most talented guys I ever 
knew.

WHEN LISTENING IS 

BETTER THAN READING 
Several years ago, Tom Peters, 

co- author of In Search of Excellence and A 
Passion for Excellence, was teaching at 
Stanford University, when an MBA 
student stood up during a discussion of 
market research and told the class the 
following (I'm paraphrasing the words a 
little, since I wasn't there): 

"I'm an engineer at (one of the Big 
Three U.S. automakers). For years, we 
received reams of marketing data 
indicating Americans were becoming 
dissatisfied with domestic cars. We knew 
all the numbers about the Japanese and 
the Europeans and the exact percentages 
of market share they'd taken. We had 
loads of data on demographics. We knew 
everything about which group was buying 
what. And we knew we were losing ground 
to the foreign competition. 

But that was all in our heads. In our 
guts, we thought everything was okay. 
That's because in Detroit, all you see are 
American cars. You're driving on the 
highway and you rarely see a foreign car. 
So we became complacent. wed read 

a the numbers, but it was all abstract. They 
didn't grab us in the belly. 

"Then I came here to California, and I 

became terrified. Wherever I drove, I saw 
imports, everywhere imports, and 
sometimes hardly any domestic autos. It 
was so vivid that I finally got it -a lot of 
Americans don't like American cars. Just 
being here taught me something all the 
numbers and reports didn't: We're in big 
trouble if we don't get our act together." 

Now let's shift gears and move to an 
airplane where I'm sitting, returning from 
a business trip a few months ago. My 
neighbor in the next seat turns out to be a 
marketing director for one of the big beer 
manufacturers in the U.S. He tells me this 
story: 

"Whenever I go to another city on a 
business trip, I always try to do a little 
informal market research. I go to bars- - 
hotel bars, out -of- the -way bars, 
working -class bars, yuppie bars -and just 
watch and listen, nursing a beer. I see 
what people are ordering, what the 
bartender recommends. I ask people why 
they're ordering certain brands, and so 
on. 

"A year or so ago, I noticed a lot of 
people -- especially in upscale and yuppie 
bars -were ordering this funny Mexican 
beer called 'Corona' in a weird -looking 

bottle. It didn't make sense to me, but I 

felt I was seeing a serious competitior 
emerging, and maybe some new trend in 
the marketplace. 

"I went back to my superiors and made 
the case that we'd better check into this 
'Corona' stuff to find out why people were 
buying it, and what we could do to 
compete with it. Their reaction was that I 

was paranoid. 'What's your research? 
Sitting in a couple bars? Where's your 
data? Who's your sample? Is it 
representative? Where's a report on your 
findings ?' 

"They wanted reports. They wanted pie 
charts and graphs and means and 
regression lines and models. They didn't 
believe me, but I knew I was right, 
because I'd seen it with my own eyes. 

"And of course, Corona has 
mushroomed and taken away a large 
chunk of our market share. We've been 
playing catch -up ever since. We'll 
probably come back, but who knows how 
many millions of dollars we'll have lost in 
the process ?" 

The moral of both stories is this: 
Customers purchase products and 
services -not reports. When we observe, 
talk to, and listen to them, we get very 
different data and perspectives than we 
do from reports. 

Managers spend lots of time writing 
reports and reading them. They don't 
spend enough time with the real live 
human beings who purchase their goods, 
or choose not to. Reports can give us 
some valuable data, but they can never 
replace the data we get from observing 
and talking to customers. Reports are 
neat, tidy and logical; customers are often 
irrational, unpredictable and messy. 
Reports summarize lots of data; 
customers give you very specific 
feedback. Reports are abstract; a 
customer telling you why he likes or 
doesn't not like what you're selling is 
pretty concrete. Reports can be so 
overwhelming in size and scope as to be 
meaningless; listening to customers 
sincerely is never meaningless. Reports 
are often vague and general; customers' 
comments and behavior are pretty 
specific. 

In short, managers are often drowning 
in data, but they don't have enough 
knowledge. Knowledge comes not only 
from a 200 -page report and slide show, 

Customers purchase 
products and services --not 
reports. When we observe, 
talk to and listen to them, 
we get very different data 
and perspectives than we 
do from reports. 

but also from knowing the people who will 
decide whether or not to spend their 
money on you. My experience confirms 
the stories above: observing and listening 
to real -life customers often gets you 
better data than all the reports in the 
world. 

In one of the most successful profitable 
hospitals in the U.S., all the managers 
personally interview up to five patients a 
week. Sure, they read marketing reports 
and consumer research reports. But they 
know those reports will never replace 
those interactions with those patients. 
They know it's the patients who are 
footing the bills and recommending the 
hospital to others -not the reports. 

Having said all this, let me ask you: 
How do you spend your time? Reading 
and writing reports --or observing and 
talking to customers?

Only a few times a year does an album blow 
open the loose, yet identifiable, boundaries 
of Alternative radio.

Thompson, Run DMC and Dwight 
Yoakam. This year's candidates include 
Ladysmith Black Mambazo, Steve Earle 
and now Stanley Dural (AKA Buckwheat 
Zydeco).

WHEN YOU WORK FOR A JERK 
Said the GM to the p.m. deejay, 
The new ratings will be out late 
today. 
If your numbers are down, 
Better plan to leave town. 
Never did dig your act anyway. 

We're all taught from an early 
age that the best and brightest get 
promoted. How, then, do you account for 
inept or sadistic bosses? Well, as 
happens in all business, we often don't 
pay much attention to the selection of 
managers. Many owners assume anyone 
can do it-- especially the sales 
manager, who is often promoted to the 
chief's chair as a reward for his selling 
achievements. Sometimes, particularly 
in small, privately held companies, 
the founder treats the company as his 
private fiefdom and his employees as 
serfs. He's the boss and whatever he 
says goes. That philosophy may keep 
the strut in his stride, but usually has a 
negative impact on his company. 

The word "boss" reverberates with 
strength. Mob Boss. Prison Boss. Big 
Boss Man. She's The Boss. They don't 
call Bruce Springsteen "The Employer." 
The boss is the autocrat with the power 
of the pink slip, the right to grant 
bonuses, give raises, take away 
designated parking places, deny your 
pension, question your judgment, your 
expertise and your expenses. What 
happens when that person is a tyrant, 
an egomaniac or an ineffectual toady? 

Some bosses don't want you to do a 
good job. They're terrified of people 
who work hard. If you get the job done 
and show ambition for moving up, 
you're a threat, not an asset. Even if 
your boss is an owner, doing a good job 
might still scare him. He might think 
the competition will try to hire you 
away and hurt his business. 

One owner of a chain that includes 
some well -run and highly successful 
Urban stations says, "Even though I'd 
like to believe a 'people- centered' 
approach is the best way to maximize 
performance, there is overwhelming 
evidence that the 'profit-centered,' 
kick- 'em -in- the -butt approach gets a 
lot of mileage out of people." On the 
other hand, he notes, "If managers were 

more people- centered, you wouldn't 
have 20 million alcoholics and chaotic 
families. A lot of those problems are 
clearly the result of job stress caused by 
tyrannical bosses." 

While most owners as CEOs recognize 
the need for tough managers, they are 
also concerned about the long -range 
results of using people as expendable 
parts of the organization. Most general 
managers- particularly in major 
markets- -say their job is not to be liked, 
but to fulfill their function, which is 
production. In these terms a hard - 
driving boss can be more effective. The 
danger is that today's GMs who do not 
come from programming have to 
understand the delicate product of 
radio. They can't have a factory 
mentality, though many of them do. 

Radio is made up of creative people 
on the talent or product side, and 
creative people do not function well in a 
hostile environment. A manager who 
inspires the staff will get that second 
effort that produces winners. You've 
heard the story of the production 
director who took four hours to select 
just the right cut from the library, and 
then added some slick touches, all to 
produce a 20- second promo that ran just 
a couple of days? Many managers would 
say he wasted the company's time and 
should have put his efforts into 
something else. Obviously, tasks need 
to be prioritized, but someone who 
would take that kind of care --often on 
his own time -still has a place in our 
industry. 

Management's new extreme emphasis 
on efficiency has led to a change of 
attitude in the radio workplace. No 
matter how it is phrased in company 
reports, "downsizing" or "getting more 
out of less" ultimately comes down to 
people being canned- -and that includes 
management as well as staff. 

People working for a fair company 
used to try and make out like they were 
normal- -you know, try to hang in there, 
raise a family and retire. And some 
seemed virtually assured of lifetime 
employment. We all know SOMEONE 
like that. But for the most part, those 
bonds of trust and security are gone, 
replaced by purely economic 
considerations. A few years ago, people

In an environment where managers 
are as expendable as other 
employees, it follows that future 
managers will become even more 
self -absorbed than bosses of the 
past --less interested in the 
company's goals, and more interested 
in their own private agenda for 
advancement. 

Love them or hate them, bosses are 
a human constant. But at those times 
when you feel like the lowest 
monkey in the dominance hierarchy, 
remember that every boss has a boss 
of his own to report to, answer to and 
grovel before. And if your job is 
tougher because of your boss, not 
having one is even tougher. So before 
you have an argument over format 
with your boss, better take a good 
look at both sides -his side and the 
outside.
