Bryan Adams, "Heat Of The Night", A&M.... 
Although the bios will tell you how many sales and 
airplay accolades "Reckless" picked up in 1985, it's 
really like the  record  had twins  on the shelf. 
Obviously masterful media manipulation has kept Bry 

in the public eye through '86--with his various vinyl 
cameo appearances and charity concerts the perfect 
segue into the new album. Best of all, "Heat Of The 
Night" picks up with more of that great "Guy Who 
Can't Close The Girl" rock that everyone but Marko 

can relate to. And there might even be a tidge more 
guitar!! Like my daddy said, "If it ain't broke, don't fix 
it. 

Rock and  Hyde, "Dirty Water", Capitol.... We 
can't tell you what women really want--besides a 
man to do the dishes--but we can say with certainty 
that class and quality is all the rage at radio--as 
exemplified by acts like the Cutting Crew, Frozen 
Ghost, Julian Cope, the Stranglers --and of course 
old masters like Steve Winwood, Gregg Allman and 
Peter Gabriel. Now it's time to welcome Messrs. Rock 
and Hyde to that plateau. "Dirty Water" offers up 
clean, sparkling dynamics, a chorus that won't quit 
and good god, lyrics even cynical adults could get off 
on. A huge crowd pleaser on our latest sampler tape-
-in the spirit of Moody Blues meet Pink Floyd. 

Julian Cope, "Trampolene", Island.... Now 
that CHR is ready to recycle all the excitement you 
folks (and that red mike stand) generated on "Yo 
Mouth", it's time to roll that airplay investment over 
into a song you might even like better. We do. With 
prior exposure on roughly 85% of our  reporting 
stations, chances  are  your  audience  is already 
familiar with Julian's work--and between 40K EP's 
sold and 60K album advances, it's not hard to spot a 
major act in the making. Jump on it. 

The Other Ones, "We Are What We Are", 
Virgin.... Our latest sampler tape segged this into 
"Love Removal Machine" to prove a point--this 
beautiful ballad feels great in the context of serious 
rock and roll. We're convinced The Other Ones will 
be the new label's second successive pop/rock 
crossover smash, one you'd be smart to start ahead 
of the competition.  Bet on those effective Stevie 
Nicks/Aimee  Mann  vocals  and  the  sweeping 
arrangement--especially when played from the Virgin 
CD sampler. 

U2 "The Joshua Tree", Island.... 
Let's start by saying "With Or Without You" is off to 
the most explosive start of any track in the 19 issues 
we've published  to  date--and  that's almost an 
understatement. In looking over the current Hard 
Hundred,  only  Boston  came  close  in terms of 
audience excitement, and the Top 40 interest and 
support is on par with Springsteen. Naturally, it's #1 
Most Added with 130, 19 of which list power, 81 more 
at heavy, as it easily takes over #1 Most Requested 
with 58--and that's after about a day. Reaction: Mike 
"The only thing people want to talk about" Boyle, 
WDHA...  Tom "Phone are melting down" Starr, 
WOUR... Doug "Biggest buzz on a new record this 
year" Clifton, KBCO...  Lenny "Could be the most 
important record you'll play in the 80's"  Bloch, 
WRCN... Curt "The hottest thing on the street" Gary, 
WEBN...  Glenn "Simply the definition of brilliance" 
Stewart, WHJY... and from the Bird at WXXP, "They're 
probably the best band of the 80's". And now that the 
single is public domain, branch out into some of the 
most  innovative  material they've  done to  date. 
Favorites here include "Red Hill Mining Town", "In 
God's Country", "Bullet The Blue Sky", and "Where 
the Streets Have No Name". 

Fleetwood Mac, "Big Love", WB.... Lindsey's 
string  driven  rhythms  have  always been his 
distinctive stamp on the group, and this long awaited 
release definitely let's him flex those famous fingers. 
You knew you wouldn't get Rumours Part Two--and 
between the linear song structure, Stevie's gorgeous 
gasps, and Christine's curious low profile, this one 
will cause talk a go go. It's about time somebody laid 
an 80's update on "Love To Love You Baby". Big 
News. 

Mondo Rock, "Primitive Love Rites", Col.... 
These Australian Aces deal out a mixture of styles 
and sounds you've got to hear to believe--and the 
end result is a provocative song we know will kill 
your core audience!  From the "Whip It" opening to 
the almost Skynyrd sounding chorus to that "Gimme 
All Your Lovin" guitar break--and those PG13 lyrics--
this should be one helluva reaction record. And think 
of all the can't miss condom promotions! Quick, get 
Rap  on  the  phone!!  Car  songs forever!!! 

ALSO NEW THIS WEEK 
Smithereens,  "Time  and  Time  Again", 
Enigma.... Nice to hear the 'Reens are back on track 
after their brief foray into LoungeLand. "Time" is Elvis 
Costello covering "Pretty Woman" in the fourth 
dimension--and a more than fitting follow up to "Wall 
of Sleep". 

Hoodoo Gurus, "Good Times','  Elektra.... After 
several near misses, it sounds to us like the Gurus 
have finally found their niche. They simply dialed the 
wayback Machine to 1968--and delivered a flawless 
rendition of the style that kept the Summer Of Love 
alive for ten years on the radio. It's the best of the 
Airplane's "My Best Friend", with a dash of Spanky 
and Our Gang and a dollop of the the Lovin Spoonful. 
It's bubblegum--but it's sugarless!! 

Red 7, "When The Sun Goes Down",  MCA.... 
Listen to this and tell me it isn't the great lost Colin 
Hay cut.  Nothing complicated, true--but smooth, 

warm and likeable just the same. 

The Thompson  Twins,  "Get That Love", 
Arista.... You've got to give the Twins credit for 
ongoing effort to maintain the rock audience appeal--
without losing the signature sound that always does 
well pop.  Suddenly there's not much of this sort of 
Eurosound stuff around--and the super accessible 
hook here might as well work for you as you 
competition. 

Robin  Trower, "Caroline", Crescendo.... 
Although I'd really like a slightly faster breaking lead 
on the follow up, it's more than adequate for areas 
where "No Time" d;c1 well. Robin has unquestionably 

re-established his relevance in the marketplace and 
as such deserves your consideration. 

Vigil, "White  Magic Spell", Chrysalis.... It 
seems we've reviewed just about every variation of 

retro-rock in this issue —from the sixties to last year-
-but we couldn't close the picks without a good 
strong hit of turn of the decade ('69-'70) windowpane 
rock. How about the Byrds meet Fever Tree?

Night Ranger, "The Secret of My Success", 
MCA... Though the soundtrack special is a definite 
change-up for the band, the new sound socks it to 88 
out of the box believers for a #28 Hard Hundred 
debut. And that's got to be the band's hottest first 
week performance ever.  It starts heavy at 10, 
including  WCMF, WHCN,  WWCT,  WWZU,  WEZX, 
KRQU and KSJO, with W WCT already listing top 5 
phones. Response: Russ Mottla, WAAF, "More active 
as a radio record than the past few. We got calls and 
that has never happened before with the Ranger". 
WWCT's Phil Manicki seconds, "More instant phones. 
The horns will make upper demos get re-acquainted 
with the band". From KFMF's Marty Griffin, "Not your 
average run of the mill NR tune. It has it all: the funky 
beat, great production and the horns really  add a 
new dimension to their sound".  KILO's Alan White 
sums it up, "Horns and a backbeat to boot--as well 
as a supercharged arrangement"... 

Tne Cult, "Love Removal Machine", WB.... 
Before we get to the charts, check top 5 phone action 
at 9 reporters after only two weeks!! WLIR, KNCN, 
WVVV, WXXP,  KICT,  KQRS,  WBRU,  WTOS, and 
WMAD  lead  the  way--and  we're  confident  in 
expecting at least double that count next week. It's #3 
Most Added with 30 (heavy at KGB, KOME, WKLS, 
WHCN, KTYD), with 81 total and 7 play-ups (WLIR, 
KNCN, KDJQ, KZ00, WBCN, WRQX) powering up the 
week's longest run, with a 85-47 underline. And those 
raves are equally unstoppable:  Bruce  McDonald, 
WFNX, "This jumps out of those car radio speakers 
like nothing else on our playlist and we're already 
getting top 10 phones". From KEZE's Brew Michaels, 
"It's top fuel bonafide, re-fried and outta sight, In 
Layman's terms, it's just plain awesome, dude". 
WHJY's Glenn Stewart calls it "A musical collision 
between Love and the Rolling Stones". WTOS's 
Duane Sherman screams, "It literally blows my mind!! 
This is headphones/air guitar rock and roll. I'm glad 
it's radio and not TV".  But what's our favorite quote 
you might ask? WMAD's Dave Anderson and "I love 
the artwork that's in the ads in the trades". Yo Dave, 

have a six pack on us!! 

Whitesnake,  "The  Still  Of  The  Night", 
Geffen.... Another action packed add week places 
"Night" #3 with 30, as 88 stations to date and 8 
increases (KNCN, KDJQ,KLAQ, KRIX, WBCN) move 

the tune 46-33. But the real story here is the frenzied 
phones, as 16 top 5 mentions bring in a #7 Most 
Requested debut--and the list includes KLOL, KILO, 
KGB, KFMG, KAZY, WAQX AND WRQK.  KSQY's Jeff 
Michaels calls it "The best metal I've heard in a long 
time. Classic british metal at its best". KWHL's Kevin 
Vargas feels, "If you're not playing this, you're not a 
rock and roll station. Immediate #1 phones and 32 
calls on my Saturday afternoon show". KOZZ's Harry 
Reynolds says "It's already proving to be a monster 
nighttime song for us". 

Autograph, "Loud and Clear", RCA.... KDJQ's 
Ron Garrett knows the score--"The kids want to rock 
and they'll turn up the radio when their little heads 
hear this". KISS's Tom Scheppke vouches, "I'm glad 
that RCA is marketing these guys with a record that 
has a little oomph to it. These guys have been cast 
off as bubble gum metal for too long". As KILO's Alan 
White puts it, "Autograph states its case loud and 
clear. Nice full wall of sound, with some extra texture 
in the mix".  The title track starts correct 30 adds 
(WRIF, WQFM, WBCN, KNCN, WYNF, WMGM, WLLZ, 
KSHE, KLOL, KISS, KLAQ), and a #77 Debut. 

Frozen Ghost, "Should I See", Atlantic.... so 
far, only the Cutting Crew matches FroGo in terms of 
brute acceleration.  For a new act to go 0-130 
reporting stations in just four weeks is truly world 
class performance.  This week finds "Should I See" 
pushing 31-18, with 26 more adds, 17 increases (also 

excellent for a debut act), and a 34-24 album 
underline. We've already got a few top fives, too, 

including KRQU, KFMH, WKQZ, WOOJ, and WYNF. 
WAQX's Lorraine Rapp calls it "refreshing, uplifting, 
and outstanding in a crowd of exceptional music 
that's out there right now".... WPYX's Andi Turco 
hears "Massive potential to be a smash". KICT's Phil 
Thompson feels "You can't categorize Frozen Ghost. 
It stands on its own. It's unique and that's what we 
like about it."  Finally, from WBRU's Alison Stewart, 
"They got us this week with that incredible hook. 
'Should I See' is impressive in terms of songwriting 
and group performance". 

Los  Lobos,  "Set  Me  Free  (Rosa  Lee), 
Slash/WB.... Here's a follow up that will definitely 
get the full album radio shot. It's this week's #7 most 
added  with  19,  including  KYYS,  WHCN, WNOR, 
WMGM, KEZO, and WRKI, with WIOQ, WHJY, WKRR 
and  WVVV  already  showing  increases.  The 

aforementioned makes for a 5-43 1-1‘,.  Hundred 
move, holding the Lp at #7.  WRUF's Jack Degnan 
rates it "An excellent follow up. It's simple, fun, and I 
love the brass and '50's flavor".  and WWCT's Phil 
Manicki reacts, "A pleasant surprise. This is gonna be 

the one". 

Dokken, "Dream Warriors", Elektra.... Dokken's 
11-5 Most Requested gain has to rank second to U2 
in momentum, as all those "Dokken always does well 
here" comments turn into 23 top 5 mentions--with 
KGB, KLOL, KOME, KTXQ, WBAB, WDHA, WNEW, and 
KSJO front and center. It's #9 Most added with 14, 
with 93 to date and six increases (WBCN, WYNF, 
KLAQ) making for a 36-30 Hard Hundred underline. A 

record anyone could play. 

The Del Fuegos, "The Long Slide", WB.... The 
Fuegs deliver one of this week's longest slides--
slipping 100-72 on the Hard Hundred.  They're #9 
Most Added with 14 (KYYS, WNOR, WDHA, WKFM, 
WBYR, with WHJY, KSQY AND WBCN upping, and a 
total of 47 adds after 2 weeks. KSQY's Jeff Michaels 
comments, "The  Del Fuegos have always  been 
popular in the Black Hills, so "Long Slide" was a 
natural for us.  The staff loves it and apparently so 
does every one on the street." KBCO's Doug Clifton 
says, "They've cleaned up their production and this 
one took just two listens". From WDHA's Mike Boyle, 
"Spend some time with the Del Fuegos and you're 
going to hear a band that's getting better all the time. 
"Long Slide" was a very easy add this week". 
WFNX's Bruce McDonald testifies, "I love the guitar 
licks, the horns, the backup singers--the whole 
damned song. This is American Music at its best". 

Stranglers, "Always the Sun", Epic.... KKBR's 
Bill  Evans  analyzes  the  appeal,  saying  "The 
watchword for the 80's is 'maturity', and these guys 
have it. 'Dreamtime' is their best to date." WQBK's 
Bob Welch updates, "Every time it gets played it gets 
phones. This will be a successful transition for the 
band".  Epic's successful long term commitment 
continues to pull down credible call letters, with 
KSJO, KYYS, WAAF, WEZX, WLAV AND WBYR among 

this week's 9 adds, with WNEW, WBCN, WOUR, 
KKBR and WQBK increasing. It's currently on 73, of 
which 18 list heavy.  Underlined 59-51 on the Hard 
Hundred, 40-35 Album Impact.

Gregg Allman, "I'm No Angel", Epic.... Well, 
well —let's have a hand for Epic's first number one 
since You Tell Me!! 48 powers, 86 heavies and 23 
afterburner play increases put it there. And although 
U2 moved it back a notch in the Most Requested, 32 
top 5 mentions ain't kibble either. A job well done to 
all concerned, and a special tip o' the hat to that A&R 
hero Michael Caplan for ringing the bell his first time 
out. 

Peter Wolf, "Come As You Are", EMI.... This 
one's obviously got eyes for the top slot, too. 34 
increases ranks #3 in what we'd consider the key 
indicator, with 49 powers and 82 heavies factoring 
into the 5-3 underline. Now playing on 163, with top 
5 phones at KYYS, WAAF, KTYD, KGGO, WQMF, and 
7 more.  As long as the singles's performing, you'd 
do well to have a little fun with "Thick As Thieves" 
from the new extended version 12". 

Patty Smyth, "Never Enough", Col.... And 
the little lady who wants to own it all continues to 
take names. She's sitting on 37 increases this week--
sporting the likes of KOME, KYYS, WDVE, WNEW, 
WLLZ, WQFM, WYNF, AND WHCN, with 13 powers, 86 
heavies, and 149 over the top adds to date. Note the 
7-6 track advance and 11-9 album progress.

Cutting Crew, "Died In Your Arms", Virgin.... 
52 Increases. 52! Out of control. Forget "the fastest 
starting song this year".

As WWZU's Mark 
Williams says, "I haven't seen a new act explode this 
fast since, heck. I don't know how long". Or as Virgil 
Thompson at WIXV says, "It's usually much longer 
before we see this kind of reaction on a totally new 
act."

Now on 39 
stations, with heavy play at KFOG, KRQR, WBLM, 
WGTR, WHCN, WKQQ, WLAV AND 7 more. Underlined 
58-52. Curt Gary calls it "The first Satellites track we 
really liked"--and he's not alone in calling it his 
favorite. Definitely the one to go for now. 

Psychedelic Furs, "Heartbreak Beat", Col.... 
Their best album radio start gets stronger in many 
regions where they never really made a dent. As 
KSQY's  Jeff  Michaels  reports,  "They're  doing 
surprisingly well for this area.  Their last release 
really didn't do as well as expected, but the early 
phone reaction has been very supportive".... This 
week's 10 adds makes it 132 to date, with 41 heavies 
and 16 increases, including KFOG, KLAQ, WNEW, 
WXRT, WCCC and WOUR. The single pushes 23-17, 

backed with a 17-13 Lp underline. 

Concrete Blonde, "True", IRS.... Still very much 
the mover, "True" turns in 8 increases, led by WQFM, 
KGB-FM, WONE and KATP. 16 list it heavy, including 
KRQY, WHMD, WIZN, WPLR, and WTOS. New on 4, 
now on 101, underlined 33-31,30-28 for the album. 

Andy Taylor, "I Might Lie", MCA.... Here's 
another veteran performer having little or no difficulty 
hitting that fast lane solo. He's got a first rate 30-21 
HH underline-complete with 14 increases (WBCN, 
WHJY, KLPX, KLAQ KEZE). 13 more adds (#10), and 
116 stations in all. The album's new at #26. 

Europe, "Rock The Night", Epic.... We're with 
Ron Diaz. "It's got a monster hook--just pul it on. 
These guys are destined to be the next hard rock 
stars".... The follow up locks 14 new reports for #9 

Most Added, as 64 to date and 5 (WNEW, WDHA, 
KRQU, WRUF) increases fire up a 48-44 underline. 
Already a top request at WAOR and WRCN. As Russ 
Mottla says, "It's a natural on the basis of the first 

one". 
World  Party,  "Private  Revolution", 
Chrysalis.... The floodgates aren't open yet, but they 
will be. Too funky? Tell that to WKLS, KBCO, WGTR, 
KDKB, KYYS, WAAF, WMAD, WRXK, WEGR, KFMQ or 
any of the other 59 already on the case. Better yet, 
take one of Sutter's phone calls. Hah!! Underlined 63-

56, holding the album in the top 20. 

Glass Tiger, "I Will Be There", Manhattan.... 
Their strongest charting AOR item yet? Probably. 72 
adds to date break down into 3 powers, 8 heavies, 56 
mediums and 5 lights, with 12 increases (KTXQ, 
WPYX, WTPA), and 10 adds. The track linedrives 40-
32, pulling a 43-39 album underline as well. 

Eddie Money, "Endless Nights", Col.... Endless 
hits, make that. His latest monster to be rolls in with 
21 new additions, 6 increases and an undeniable 47-
39 Hard Hundred gain. Now on 61, 6 of which 

increased, with 19 heavies and 2 powers. 

David and  David, "River's Gonna  Rise", 
A&M.... I didn't hear it at first either--but catch it on 
the air and you're there. KFOG, KEZO, KPEZ, WONE, 
WWZU, KFMQ, WRCN and WUVA add, as 40 to date 
and a KVRE increase move it 76-65. 

Lou Gramm, "Ready or Not", Atlantic.... With 
the single's success, you should be ready for a little 
emphasis rotation on the follow up. KGB, KOME, 
KNCN, WBYR, WTPA and several more increase, with 
new air on WKLS, KDJQ, KYYS, WEZX, KGGO and 3 
more.

Robert Plant is in a studio working on a new 
album, which should be out by fall. 

Members of the Jewish Defense League handed out 
flyers during  Paul Simon's Los Angeles concert 
at the Universal Amphitheater, hoping to persuade 
him to take a stand on the plight of Soviet Jews. 
The organization wants Simon to aid in efforts to 
help  the 400,000 Jews still living in the Soviet 
Union. "Paul Simon: 400,000 Soviet Jews are dying 
for your help," the flyers said. 

Victoria Williams, wife of former Plimsouls 
leader Peter Case, will have an album out on the 
Geffen label this spring. 

The Bangles have finished recording backing 
vocals for the next Hoodoo Gurus single, called 
"Good Times." 

Bob Dylan and the Grateful Dead reportedly 
may jam together in a  series of concerts this 
summer. They are said to have been  secretly 
rehearsing in San  Rafael, California, in recent 
weeks. 

A prosecutor has dropped all charges against a 
woman who was arrested while walking with Billy 
Idol near New York City's  Washington Square 
Park. Grace Hattersley had been charged with 
misdemeanor drug possession when police noticed 
Idol was holding  a plastic bag as the two walked 
down the street.  A prosecutor  says a chemical 
analysis by police revealed the bag "contained no 
controlled substance." Hattersley spent nearly 30 
hours in jail  before being released. She's said to 
be "disappointed" that Idol  hasn't tried to contact 
her since the incident. 

Lonnie Mack has finished taping a pilot for a new 
PBS television  series, "American Caravan." He'll 
perform and host the 13-week  program.  Mack, 
who has a new album out called "Second Sight," 
will open for Huey Lewis & The News in April. 

Gregg Allman says he's no longer plagued with 
the writer's block that had affected him for a few 
years. In fact, he now says he  has a surplus of 
material. "There's seven more songs in the can 
and about three new ones already written," Allman 
says. "The next record is already in the bag. It will 
be even better than this one." 

Three former  members  of the  Revolution  are 
shopping for a record contract right now, in hopes 
of releasing a new album in the summer. Guitarist 
Wendy Melvoin and keyboardist Lisa Coleman 
have  been recording the LP in Hollywood for the 
past three months, and  Bobby Z, a former 
drummer for the band, has been producing the 
sessions. "It has a strong pop base with some jazz 
influences," Z says of the record. "I didn't play on 
it. It's Wendy and Lisa  and some of their family 
members." Z says he's been working so  hard on 
the album that he gave up a chance to be the 

drummer for  Duran Duran's tour which starts this 
month in Japan. "I was  flattered," Z says. "Duran 
Duran had seen the Revolution play at Wembley in 
London and they partied with us afterward. I didn't 
know where I was on their list of drummers. (Bass 
player) John Taylor told tour organizers to find me. 

I had to say, 'Thanks but no thanks.' I not only had 
Wendy and Lisa's album to finish  but  I did not 
want to jump on the road for four months  at this 
point in my life." 

Roomful Of Blues hope that the current interest 
in the Fabulous Thunderbirds and Robert Cray will 
help their cause. Cray and  members of the 
Thunderbirds often cite Roomful Of Blues as one of 
their favorite bands, but the group still remains 
largely  unrecognized. "We've got a better chance 
than  we've  ever  really  had,"  says  Roomful 

saxophonist and bandleader Greg Piccolo. "The 
climate is right at this point -- they're signing R&B 
bands left and right. I love Robert Cray and the T-

Birds are my favorite  contemporary band, but as 
much as I like both of those groups, I think that 
ultimately Roomful may have broader commercial 
appeal than either of those groups," Piccolo says 
of the band he's been with for 17 years. 

Stevie Wonder and Nile Rodgers have been 
collaborating through a satellite hookup that takes 
advantage of  fiber  optics  and  digital  audio 
technology. Wonder, along with Quincy Jones in 

Los Angeles,  has been able to work with Rodgers 
in New York through the setup. "The possibilities 
are so many that they're hard to grasp,"  Jones 
says of the  linkup.  "This is something that'll 
probably  turn out to be 20 times more important 
than it seems now." He  adds that the technology 
will introduce new possibilities for  musicians 
working together. "There are artists who might 
never record together otherwise, because it would 
be too expensive to travel." 

Little Richard has begun a fund-raising effort to 
find a cure for sickle cell anemia. Funds raised at 
convenience stores  will go to  the Sickle Cell 
Disease Research Foundation, which marks its 30th 
anniversary in April. 

Annie Lennox of the Eurythmics will make her 
dramatic debut in a production of Harold Pinter's 
"The Room," which is scheduled to air next season 
on ABC television. Production on the film, which 

will also star Linda Hunt and Donald Pleasance, is 
scheduled to  begin this month. The hour-long 
production will be directed by Robert Altman. 

Tom Petty has filed a $1 million federal court 
lawsuit against  B.F. Goodrich and its advertising 
agency claiming that they used one of his songs in 
an advertisement without his permission.  Federal 
District Judge J. Spencer Letts has granted a 
temporary  injunction against the firm, pending 
another hearing on March 13.  Petty says that the 
firm's ad agency asked his agent last year  for 
permission to use the song "Mary's New Car," but 

Petty  refused. He says the firm's subsequent 
unauthorized use of the  song in an ad for radial 
tires violates his exclusive rights to  the tune and 
decreases the song's value.  Petty's lawsuit asks 
that Goodrich be forced to take the advertisement 
off of radio and television.

Plans by Genesis to perform in five concerts in 
Shanghai,  China,  have  been  canceled.  A 
spokeswoman for China Amusement and Leisure in 
Los Angeles says the tour was called off because 
the band did not want to tape a video of its China 
visit. The firm says it had arranged the concerts in 
cooperation with the Chinese government. Without 
the video, the tour would not have been profitable 
for promoters, the spokeswoman says. 

Hunters & Collectors are releasing a 5-song EP 
called "Living  Daylight," a month before beginning 
an 8-week American tour in  Hollywood. The EP, 
which includes three new songs, was co-produced 
by the band and Greg Edward, who engineered 
REM's  "Life's Rich Pageant."  It hasn't been that 
long since the Australian band last toured the U.S. 
"The way we want to approach  It is the same way 
we've approached Australia," says Mark Seymour 
of the band. "We started at the bottom and worked 
our way up through increasing our live audiences 
for the most part through  word of mouth.  We 

believe that If you can convince a live audience of 
your music, then the whole thing is worth doing." 

XTC's current "Skylarking" album will be reissued 
this month,  with "Dear God" added to the track 
line-up. Another cut will be dropped from the LP, 
so the album will still only have 12 tracks. 

Former Boston drummer Sib Hashian has filed a 
complaint in New York Federal Court alleging that 
Tom Scholz pressured members of  the band to 
relinquish their rights to the group's name. His $5 
million lawsuit asks for credit on the "Third Stage" 
album and  reinstatement as a group member. It 
also  asks  for  record  royalties  and  touring 
revenues. Last month, a judge rejected  Hashian's 
request to join a lawsuit by the band's former label 
against the group and Boston's current label. 

The Doobie Brothers will play a benefit for 
Vietnam veterans in Hollywood this spring. 

Peter Gabriel visited a solar energy research 
firm in Toledo,  Ohio, while on the road.

The Fat Boys are recording a song promoting 
condom use called  "Protect Yourself."  "There's a 
lot of people out there dying. We want to let those 
kids having sex know that the Fat Boys say safe 
sex is the best sex," the group says. "Protect 
Yourself!", the song says. 

Bob Geldof crossed picket lines in New York to 
appear on ABC-TV's  "Good Morning America" 
program Monday. He told the pickets  sympathetic 
to the Writers Guild of America, "I've got to sell 
myself." 

Carole  King,  John  Lennon  and  Paul 
McCartney, Sam Cooke and Carole  Bayer 
Sager were among the eight inducted as new 
members into the Songwriters Hall of Fame in New 
York. To be eligible for the Hall  of Fame, a 
songwriter's career must have begun  after 1955 
but before 1967. 

Siouxsie & The Banshees experimented with 40 
cover versions before coming up with the ten that 
are included on the "Through The Looking Glass" 
album. Banshees member Steve Severin says that 
the album is "part homage and part sacrilege." The 
band is  planning  some outdoor concerts  in 
England this summer, including  a show in London 
under a giant tent in July or August. 

Flesh For Lulu have been asked to come up with 
the lead track to the soundtrack for John Hughes' 
"Some Kind Of Wonderful" film. 

Go West have again been forced to postpone a 
British tour. Peter  Cox is suffering from a severe 
kidney infection and has been re-admitted to a 
hospital for more tests. The band has rescheduled 
its concerts for this summer. 

Over 300,000 more albums were sold the week after 
the British Phonographic Industry Awards than had 
been sold during the week  before. Nominees and 
winners of awards saw big increases in their 

record sales. Sales for Simply Red's "Picture 
Book" rose 418  percent, while Peter Gabriel's 
"So" album more than tripled its sales. Albums by 
Chris DeBurgh, the Pet Shop Boys, Five 
Star,  Robert Palmer and Dire Straits also 
more than doubled their sales  from the previous 
week. 

Martin Scorsese has directed an 18-minute video 
for "Bad," by Michael Jackson. "I'd always been 
fascinated by Michael Jackson's performance as a 
dancer," he explains. "All these years I'd been 
watching Minnelli films and I hadn't done a musical 
for 10 years.  So when I found out that most of 
Michael's video would be dancing  and I'd be able 
to move the camera and have some fun with him, I 
agreed to do it." Scorsese says, however, that the 
clip apparently won't be widely shown. "All I know 
is that we had to hurry up and shoot it, and now 
it's not coming out."  The  clip  includes a 10-
minute dramatic section in black and white, and an 
eight-minute musical segment, filmed in color and 
set in a subway. 

In Canada, the government of Ontario plans to urge 
school boards  to teach children how rock videos 
affect their lives. A resource book being designed 
by the Ministry of Education urges that children be 

taught how to deal with powerful media,  such as 
video clips. The book, co-produced by the ministry 
and  the  Ontario  Teachers'  Federation,  says 
students should realize how rock videos reinforce 
racial  and  sexual  stereotypes  and  "legitimize 
violence."  While "the potential for this art form 
remains great,"  most videos "consistently blur the 
distinctions between  fantasy  and reality," the 
document says.

It was not hard to predict - but the response to the 
release of the first four BEATLES albums on CD 
has been described as phenomenal by all involved. 
Last Saturday, the national rock and pop network, 

Radio One, dedicated two hours in the afternoon to 
the CDs, compared by George Martin, who described 
the experience of hearing them for the first time as 
"...like meeting an old lover and finding out she's still 

beautiful."  The big HMV record store on Oxford 
Street in central London reported actual physical 

fights between customers where 1,000 boxed sets of 
the four CDs sold out within hours. Other big stores 

like Virgin and Tower reported extraordinary sales as 

well. Retailers are encouraging customers to buy all 
four at once, for 40 pounds. 

The bassist for THE SMITHS was fined around 
$1,500 this week for possession of heroin.  A Crown 

Court in north Wales found Andy Rourke guilty after 
the apartment he was buying the drugs from was the 

target of a huge sweep by the police late last year. 
He was said to have been spending $300 a week on 
heroin, prior to his arrest.  Rourke's defense lawyer 

said the musician had now kicked the habit, but 
according to the music paper "Melody Maker" his 
future within the group "is now uncertain."  He once 
left The  Smiths  before because  of drug-related 

problems, but later rejoined the outfit.  The overall 
bust was one of the biggest in Britain in recent 

months, 14 members of the ring receiving sentences 

totalling 99 years with over $4 million of heroin 
seized. 

In yet another heroin case, NICK CAVE, the former 
lead singer for The Birthday Party who still enjoys an 

enourmous cult following in this country, was fined 

over $200 for possession of heroin. The case relates 
to last year when Cave was arrested in Manchester 
airport after having flown there from London. 

DAVID STEELE of The Fine Young Cannibals was 
knocked over by a car last Friday, here in London, 
after just having stepped out from the offices of his 
record company.  Originally, Steele's injuries were 
feared to be serious, after a witness described how 
he was "...thrown right up into the air."  Luckily, he 
has escaped with a cracked shoulder bone and slight 

concussion. Although his accident is not thought to 
be serious enough to disrupt any of FYC's major 
plans, it has interrupted their current promotional tour 
of Britain, to plug their excellent new single, a cover 
of The Buzzcock's "Ever Fallen In Love". 

ELTON JOHN's lawyers have served a formal 
lawsuit to the daily London tabloid "The Sun".  The 
paper alleged last week that John had indulged in 
cocaine parties and sex romps, due to the testimony 
of a shadowy and anonymous homosexual pimp. 

John has just arrived back in Britain from his voice 
operation in Sydney, Australia. 

THE THOMPSON TWINS are back.  Those who 
thought they dried up may not have been aware of 
some  horrific  personal  problems  experienced by 

Allanah, who miscarried her baby and had her father 

die of cancer at the same time.  (Out of respect for 

her privacy, I did not talk about this on my radio 

shows).  So in a sense. I'm really delighted to see 
The  Twins fighting strong despite the odds.  Their 

next Lp is called "Close To The Bone", due out later 
in the Spring; meanwhile a tastier single is released 

this week "Get That Love". They're also preparing for 
a world tour which begins in June.  For some time 

now The Thompson Twins have been a three-piece, 
having lost Joe Leeway. 

NICO will be playing a special tribute to the late 
Andy Warhol at The Brixton Fridge in south London 
next week. Supporting will be Richard Strange and in 
addition there will be special screenings of both 
some Warhol videos and his film "The Factory", 

featuring Nico in her early days with The Velvet 
Underground. 

In a shock move against the British Government's 

planned  draconian  tax  rules  for  visiting  artists, 

international record companies are reported to have 
forbidden their acts to record in Britain.  This is 

precisely one of the outcomes that the British Record 
Industry,  who  are  unanimously  opposed  to  the 

planned tax, feared most.  In addition to the 29% tax 
for visiting artists, already proposed by the U.K. 

Government, it was revealed this week that they also 

plan to keep visitors under observation to discern 

how much their sales might increase as a result of, 
say, a radio or TV interview and will tax the increased 

royalties accordingly.  It is thought that visiting 

performers will have to make a private agreement 

with the Inland Revenue.  Industry spokesmen have 
reacted with scorn and fury at the whole scheme. 
One pointed out the ludicrous discrepancy between 

an artist being taxed for appearing on "Top Of The 
Pops", but not being taxed for sending a video. 

"These regulations come into effect on April 6th, 
which has left the industry no time to complain," said 
a gloomy George Martin.  "Quite simply, we are 
talking about the end of London as an international 

recording centre." 

Now out is "The Joshua Tree" by U2.  If "The 
Unforgettable Fire" was considered to be U2's most 
European work, this Lp goes right for the heart of 
America - an atmosphere set by the cover, the group 

standing in a desert that could by Anywhere Nevada, 
Arizona, etc.  It is also their most challenging and 
diverse Lp since "Boy". Only a few cuts like the new 
single "With Or Without You", or the opener "Where 
The Streets Have No Name" will be recognised as 

classic U2. Instead, on most of this Lp, Edge's guitar 

assumes an entirely groundbreaking posture, and the 
arrangements will be new and fascinating to even the 
most diehard fan.  It's a sheer pleasure to hear 
something that is firstly a great rock Lp (God knows 

we need one on this side of the Atlantic) and yet 
does not succumb to cliche guitar licks. Two themes 

run heavy through the Lp:  Religion and political 
imprisonment.  "In God's Country" could be taken in 
a number of ways - but for how many who have 
suffered through Sunday morning fundamentalism on 
U.S. TV will these lyrics ring true?  "Sleep comes as 
a drug in God's Country./Sad eyes and crooked 
crosses in God's country."  "Bullet The Blue Sky", 
possibly the most powerful track on the album, also 
contains plenty of biblical references juxtaposed to 
their passion for Amnesty International and their 
horror at covert war in the name of freedom and God. 

"And he's peeling off those dollar bills/Slapping them

down/One hundred, two hundred/And 1 can see the 
fighter planes, across the mud huts, as the children 
sleep."  Surely U2 have never been more politically 
blunt. "The Joshua Tree" will be remembered as one 
of the finest Lps of '87, and in my estimation contains 
about a side's worth of out of the box radio play. 

Other Lps released this week are "Saint Julian" by 
JULIAN COPE, "Through The Looking Glass" by 
SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES and "Men And 
Women" by SIMPLY RED.  As has already been 
expressed, it is a great joy to see the ex-Teardrop 
Explodes leader return to the fore with such style. A 
new tight band, his songwriting skills left very much 
intact and some excellent hardhitting material, this 
charismatic performer cannot fail.  Surveying his 
colleagues from the 1981 era who are putting out 
material today - he said "I refuse to do that sort of 
bland mainstream thing. It's still perfectly possible to 
do a highly commercial record full of guts and 
passion."  On "Saint Julian" he's as good as his 
word.  "Men And Women" is trying desperately to 
capture the high ground of soul in its golden age. 

There are covers of Bunny Wailer and Cole Porter 
songs, plus two cuts co-written with Lamont Dozier 
(resulting in the credit Hucknall - Dozier - Hucknall). 
If anyone can pull off the sheer nerve of a project like 
this, it could well be the gutsy blue-eyed soul of Mick 
Hucknall and company. 

"Eat The Rich" is the title of a new movie featuring 
THE COMIC STRIP, THE POGUES, JOOLS 
HOLLAND  and  LEMMY  of  MOTORHEAD. 
Shooting for it has just begun, here in London. The 
Comic Strip formed out of the disarray at the end of 
The Young Ones and includes all three Young Ones 
stars in the line-up as well as two female comedians 
well known in Britain, Dawn French and Jennifer 
Saunders.  The Comic Strip started as a TV series, 
but last year their movie "Supergrass" took more than 
$2 million at the box office here. "Eat The Rich" has 
so far only been described as "an anarchic look at 
the state of Britain."
