Bands like Nirvana, Pearl Jam and Soundgarden have established Seattleas THE
hotbed of commercial cutting edge rock, so weren't we surprised to find that Columbia's number one
priority sounds like they're straight outta somewhere considerably further south, one with lots of smog
and people pissed off about helmet laws. But that's not to say they're not Jet City favorites, as noted by
KXRX's Dean Carlson, and "The Seattle story continues; riffs, growls, and plenty of crunch.

John Lee Hooker, "Strip Me Naked", Charisma... As you probably know, Carlos Santana is
just one of many luminaries who wanted to pay tribute to John Lee on this album, and his inclusion on
this tune would seem reason enough for healthy exposure. Then again, there's the fact that just last week
John Lee was Grammy nominated in the traditional blues category, with fellow labelmates Johnny Winter
and Albert Collins (also on the album) both nominated for contemporary blues. KRQR's Larry Snider
has further encouragement, "Back when I was in Tucson, I threw this song on at about nine in the morning,
and the phones started ringing right away. We featured it for three weeks with great response, so I know
it would work here. Once we had a chance to play it, my hunch was backed up. Great phones, good sales,
here we go!" Also note the early adds from KLOS and KZAP.

Northern Pikes, "Dream Away", Scotti Brothers.. In the midst of all the wheeling and dealing
that characterized Promotion '91, the job John Schoenberger and Co. did stands out as one of the two or
three most successful and legitimate long term projects. Week after week they convinced skeptical
programmers as the record that wouldn't die inched and clawed its way along for 22 weeks on the chart.
Nearly half a year on the AOR charts and still a story at CHR. Now even MTV is hip to the song, and
it's time for AOR to take that big second step, as well we should. Ed Stasium's energized remix really
juices the trademark harmonies, so much so that 0107 readded a song they've already played for over six
months. As Joey Vendetta said, "The song displays great pop sensibilities without compromising what
makes rock and roll great --the attitude. Perfect 18-34." Debut at 91*, with KBCO, KISW, KSJO, KUPD,
KBOY, KWHL and ten more just in.

Marc Cohn, "29 Ways". Atlantic... While on the subject, howzabout Mr. Marc snagging three
Grammy Nominations? No one around here can remember the last time a new act was nominated for
Best New Artist, Best Vocal Performance and Best Song? When we asked around at year's end, our
segment of the radio and record community definitely seconded the emotion that he was the best new
male, if only because rock radio put 'em on the map. You probably know that "29 Ways" is a Willie Dixon
classic, but you may not know that it'll take that many iron clad excuses before Atlantic lets anybody off
the hook. For upper demos and females any new Cohn cut is clearly the way to go.

Van Morrison, "I'm Not Feeling It Anymore" PLG... You might have noticed that Time picked
the double release as the #2 album of the year. Between that and the unbelievable Rolling Stone review,
the press on this project has been beyond compare. The man is clearly at the peak, and now the lyrics of
his latest hit your 25-49 adults right where they live, particularly those post '60s idealists. The sales are
well past gold, and we think you may be surprised at how well this bright and sophisticated piece of
swinging introspection could go down with your older listeners. A little mid -day test, maybe?

Word has it that
upon finishing all the contractual work of the day, that Hank
turned to Phil and handed him a prized pair of his Hank Sr.'s
cufflinks as a keepsake. It was, as they say, quite a day.

LEAKING AXL
The source of the infamous "leaked" Guns N' Roses tape has
been uncovered by Geffen Records, following one of the most
extensive investigations of its kind in the music industry. The
leaked tape was traced to an employee of Summa Studios in
West Hollywood. It seems that after the band had used the
studio's recording facilities for a few days in February 1991 for
overdubs on the song, a copy of the tape was stolen from Summa
by the enterprising employee, and ultimately found its way to
radio. Geffen has decided not to file a lawsuit against Summa
in light of its cooperation in the investigation, termination of the
employee involved and its reimbursement to Geffen for the
costs of the investigation. Summa Music Group President, Rick
Stevens personally apologized to Geffen Records, noting that,
"...a leak of this nature breaks the first cardinal rule of a
recording studio and that Summa will have no tolerance for this
type of conduct. Any employee found to breach the studio's
security will be terminated immediately." Geffen general
counsel, Norman Bell, says that, "Geffen will continue to
aggressively protect its rights and the rights of its artists against
unauthorized recordings."

WPLJ GETS SPANKED
Arbitron has cited WPLJ-FM/New York in the Fall 1991
Arbitron New York Local Market Radio Report for a violation
of its rating bias policy during the survey period. On October
2, 1991, WPLJ-FM conducted and broadcast a 10-1/2 hour
"radiothon." Arbitron has placed all audience estimates relating
to WPLJ in the Fall 1991 New York report "below the line" in
order to draw Arbitron's ruling to the attention of subscribers
and in an effort to discourage other radio stations from
broadcasting "radiothons" similar to the one broadcast by
WPLJ. Throughout the course of the station's normal
programming of music, weather and traffic information during
the radiothon, WPLJ's on -air personalities discussed WPLJ's
Arbitron audience estimates in the just -released Summer 1991
Arbitron New York Report and asked for future listener
support in part to improve the station's ranking. Specifically,
the on -air personalities asked listeners to phone or fax in
pledges of quarter hours of listening as well as programming
suggestions. Arbitron received a complaint from another New
York radio station that WPLJ's radiothon constituted both
rating distortion and rating bias in violation of Arbitron's
policies. Based on a review of the programming in question and
WPLJ's responses, Arbitron concluded that no rating distortion
occurred: WPLJ's on -air personalities at no time asked
listeners to record or report listening different than their actual
listening. Arbitron is concerned, however, that radiothon
promotions worded differently than WPLJ's could violate
Arbitron's rating distortion policy. WPLJ believes that
Arbitron's rating bias policy does not adequately put radio
broadcasters on notice that a radiothon of the sort conducted
by WPLJ would be considered a violation. Arbitron believes
that broadcasters should recognize that requests for listener
support in improving a station's standing can only be made to
listeners in terms of current or future listening behavior as past
listening and prior surveys are, by definition, history. This fact
does not materially change if such requests for listening support
are combined with references primarily or even exclusively to
the published results of previous surveys. Arbitron will be
reviewing the exact language of its present rating bias policy to
determine whether clarifying amendments would be desirable
to better place broadcasters on notice that radiothons of the
type conducted by WPLJ violate Arbitron's rating bias policy.
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The announcements for this year's 34th Annual Grammy
Awards to be held at Radio City Music Hall on February 25,
took place at the legendary Apollo Theater on 125th Street in
Harlem. It was a festive affair, with Mayor Dinkins, Bryan
Adams, Nona Hendryx, Ben E King, Cy Coleman, the
legendary Dizzy Gillespie, Robert Clivilles, and David Cole
of C&C Music Factory, to name a few, making appearances.
The big winners this year appear to be Bryan Adams and
R.E.M. with an astounding thirteen nominations between
them, followed by Bonnie Raitt, Amy Grant and Natalie Cole,
with four nominations each. The nominations were swift and
complete, with the Apollo serving as the perfect theater to
hold the event. Mayor Dinkins surprised those in attendance
by bringing out a little cupcake with a lit candle and presenting
it to Dizzy Gillespie in honor of his 75th birthday and his
continuing performances over the next month at the Blue
Note on West Third Street in Greenwich Village. Oh yeah,
Dizzy even managed to get nominated for a Grammy this year
in the category of Best Large Jazz Ensemble Performance for
his Live At The Royal Festival Hall with his United Nations
Orchestra. Also of note -- Robert Clivilles and David Cole,
who just three and a half years ago did their very first interview
with yours truly, presented the nominations for Best Pop
Vocal Performance Female, Best Pop Vocal Performance
Male, Best Traditional Pop Performance, and Best R&B
Performance By Duo Or Group With Vocal. At the time they
did their very first interview with me, the hot
producer/artist/remixers were just starting out and were so
nervous about the interview that they kept stopping me to
rewind the tape so they could listen back to what they had just
said to make sure it sounded good. Knowing how nervous
they were, I let them get away with it, but wrote it in as part
of the final interview as proof. They were quite confident
today on stage, however, which just goes to show you how
much success can change all of that. For the big category of
Record Of The Year, Amy Grant, Bryan Adams, R.E.M.,
Bonnie Raitt, and Natalie Cole were nominated. And for
Album Of The Year, once again, Amy Grant, Bonnie Raitt,
R.E.M., Paul Simon, and Natalie Cole were nominated. For
Song Of The Year the nominees are Amy Grant for "Baby
Baby"; Bryan Adams, Robert John "Mutt" Lange, and
Michael Kamen for "(Everything I Do) I Do It For You";
R.E.M. for "Losing My Religion"; Natalie Cole and papa
Nat's brilliant technological rendition of Irving Gordon's
"Unforgettable"; and Marc Cohn's "Walking In Memphis".
Best New Artist nominees are Boyz II Men, C&C Music
Factory (who I think will win this award hands down), Marc
Cohn, Color Me Badd, and Seal. The artists who were
expected to make the list did -- Mariah Carey, Whitney
Houston, and Michael Bolton. Surprisingly, Michael Jackson
did not receive one nomination. Is a statement being made
here? Hmmm... All in all, it's great to see the Grammy
Awards in New York in successive years.

HAPPY NEW YEAR DREAM BABIES!!!
Hope that you all made it through to this side of the paycheck! Time does seem to fly when you're so busy you can't stop to take
a breath, or else you're so paranoid about the future that you can't stop to relax and enjoy some time off. But if you stop to think
about it, so much of the things that happen to you in Ray-dio arc outta your control anyway... so, why worry? (Pretty prolific
from someone who's just returned from a mountain cabin with no TV or telephones, don't you think?) I thought a good way to
begin this column for the New Year would be to provide some pointers on how best to put together that resume. Judging from
the frantic calls on my machine over the holidays, it sounds like lots of you are still thinking in terms of relocation, and one of the
most essential parts of your written presentation will be that one -sheet with just the facts, huh. So, let's get started, shall we.
Now, I realize that Roger Wilko's very best friend, Dan O'Day has already filled your ears in the other trades on how to do this
correctly, but since opinions are like assholes (y'know, everybody has one...da dum), here's the Dr. Slatz time proven, never fail
recipe for proper resume writing:

1. Keep it simple, stupid. The resume sheet should be clean, easy to read, and simple for the PD to follow your work history.
Use dates, station calls and the city where you worked in chronological order, starting with your current job and head backwards
down that old call letter trail. By the way, keeping it simple works for both parties, whether you are the reader or the writer of
this masterpiece.

2. Use quality materials. Always have your resume typeset and put on good paper stock. Never use station letterhead, it won't
fare well for you. Some PD's take this as a sign of downright cheapness on your part, or worse, think that you are not above
pilfering company goods. And if you did it at your old place of business, you might see nothing wrong with doing it in the new
gig. (And you were just showing off those great call letters with the gold bonded lettering, weren't you?) You can use your home
computer to typeset your stuff, too. Just make sure it looks professionally done.

3. Use proper headings. I like these: A.) Broadcast Experience. This is the places you've been and the years that you were
there. B.) Career Accomplishments. The category where you put all of those outstanding skills and qualities that you bring to
the table. (Some examples would be: Multi -track experience/Selector literate/Manager, Supervisor of staff of 8, responsible for
training and development of team. Y'know, good crap like that.) Also, list here everything -- every reason why you are valuable
in this capacity -- awards, outstanding achievements in your community, your education and other jobs that you worked in if the
skills are relevant to your radio career and interaction with the audience and the rest of the staff. C.) Goals and Objectives. Be
honest with your goals. For example, if you can't work in a confined "push -a -button, read -a -liner" environment, let them know
that you are looking for a personality position. If your goal is AM drive, state that goal. Don't beat around the bush. Incidentally,
your audio presentation should match your goals. Two optional headings are: D.) Availability. This could be considered
redundant to some, but I've found that with more and more talent stuck into time commitments due to contractual situations, by
stating your availability, you are sending a subliminal message to the prospective employer that you arc not under any current
obligations. Smart PD's (or dumb PD's who have learned by getting sued) know to inquire about contractual obligations, and
by stating your availability, it can get the ball rolling in your favor. Finally, we come to E.) References. There has been much
said about listing or not listing your references, and I think that it's really up to the decision of the person writing the resume.
After all, you've worked hard to develop those great names and phones numbers -- networking can be tough when times arc hard.
So, if you are passionate about using names, make sure that you use only the top people that you've sucked up to. People who,
when bribed, will say something nice about you. Make sure, too, that they fit on your one -sheet resume. Nothing is as tacky as
a resume sheet that takes up more than one page. The biggest reason why I don't like to use resumes is because if the PD has to
call you up again (ah, another call!), then you both have more opportunities to interface with each other. And that single act
(talking and communicating on the phone) may be what brings you closer to a fly -in or an offer.

Always boldface your headings to create a distinction in the categories. Make sure your name, correct address and phone number
is centered up at the top of the page. If you move, update the resume, don't use cross outs. It's a good idea to always keep your
resume current, even if you are happy and don't have plans to move right away. What if that big offer is thrown in your face and
your materials aren't ready for mailing? (The horror of it all!) Look, the Fall books are coming out. Anything can happen. And
in 1992, it probably will.

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A VIEW FROM THE TOP
TOWER TIME WITH JEFFREY SHANE

For Jeffrey Shane, the past year and a half has been nothing short of incredible. He has rocketed from
Miami local to Capitol's National AOR job, directing the label to their meatiest market share in a very long
time. 1991 saw Jeffrey wed longtime Florida flame Diana Atchley, his daughter Erin moved to California
for keeps, and Diana's boys Charlie and Sam got through another year in one piece --despite all kinds of
vehicular mishaps. With Jeffrey's formal VP announcement expected shortly, here's an in depth look at
what makes one of the hottest players on the promo circuit tick.....

Let's start with a brief career overview.

Jeff: I started at CBS in Atlanta. My
standard line is that I replaced John
Fagot in the mailroom, where he was the
clerk. I was 30 and John was a little older,
and we had both just experienced one of
those 'Hey, this ain't happening --I want
to do something else' stages of our lives.
And when you make a career move into
a new field, that's where you have to start.
I had experience in TV with Dick Clark,
and I had done some other things, but at
that point I really wasn't qualified to do
anything else in records.

You really worked with Dick Clark?

Jeff: Yeah, I was production supervisor
on 'American Bandstand' and 'Where
The Action Is'. I took care of on- site
production -- setting up the venues, con-
tracts, that kind of stuff. My greatest
story was Otis Redding offering me his
road manager job when I was 19, and
hearing him talk about this kid with a
great song that he had found and didn't
know what to do with -- which later
turned out to be Arthur Connelly and
`Sweet Soul Music'. The show finally got
canceled due to insufficient clearances,
and I moved back to Florida, supposedly
to work on the Jackie Gleason show.
That didn't pan out, so I worked at the
Coconut Grove Playhouse, continued to
book bands and did entertainment
oriented things like 'Young Summer '70',
which was a promotion geared to get
people to Miami Beach. We did sports
clinics in the daytime, with guys like

as a laborer with a shovel and worked my
way up, and that gave me an invaluable
lesson, doing everything and knowing
what had to be done.
What was next after the mailroom?

Jeff: I did merchandising and inventory.
Basically, after three months in the mail-
room, I got to go out and do inventories
for sales people. We'd hit the large ac-
counts and let them know what they were
low on. Other days we'd go out and do
displays at retail. And in the old days on
Fridays, we went out and did store
reports.
When did your break into promotion hap-
pen?
Jeff: About a year after I went to work
there, Epic had an opening in Miami, and
I guess they felt that I deserved a shot due
to my hard work in the mailroom and
merchandising. Plus, Florida is unusual
in that it's almost two states. Things
change drastically about half way up.
The further north you go, toward Geor-
gia and Alabama, the more 'Southern'
the lifestyle is. But when you head south
toward Miami, West Palm and Lauder-
dale, the more 'Northern' it gets, with lots
of people from the northeast
transplanted there. Considering that I
was born and raised in New York but had
lived in Miami, I was a natural for the
local job.

Mailroom to merchandiser to local
Miami --not bad in just under a year.

I walked into Fagot's office and looked at him and said, 'You
know, I can do this myself. If I fail, I'm a rookie. If I do great, I'm

a genius.

Mickey Mantle for baseball, Bob Hayes
for track and football, and Rick Barry for
basketball, and at night we did concerts
with acts like The Allman Brothers and
Savoy Brown. After that, I finished col-
lege, and actually became an elementary
school teacher. After a year of a hundred
bucks a week, I knew that was nowhere,
and went into construction, which I did
for five years. Then, I happened to or-
ganize a golf and tennis tournament at a
big country club I had built, and realized
how much I really missed the entertain-
ment business. That was when I applied
for the mailroom job.

So at age 30 you started sending out pack-
ages and doing that mailroom thing.

Jeff: Yep, and I was the best mailroom
clerk they ever had. I watched this 3,
4 -room building turn into a whole com-
plex. It was like I was on roller skates.
And I was happy because I knew the only
way to go was up, and I was doing some-
thing I liked -- obviously music was excit-
ing. To me, it was one of the best jobs
because I learned right from the begin-
ning where everything went. I knew
about concerts and I knew about TV, but
I knew nothing of the record industry.
Even when I was in construction, I started
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Jeff: The industry was different in the
late 70's. People were progressing pretty
quickly. I worked Epic local for nine
Years, during which I was Promotion
"Man of the Year" three times. I also won
for Country and for Pop Promo. The last
year I was there, I won Pop Promotion
Man again. Then I made a major life
change. I got divorced and was living by
myself. I got involved, indirectly, with the
Miami Sound Machine, to such a point
that it was a standard joke at Epic that I
was the American manager. It was really
my involvement with them that caused
me to realize that deep down in my heart,
I had run the gamut as a local guy. I really
loved what I was doing, but it just wasn't
fulfilling anymore.

How did you get hooked up with Capitol?

Jeff: It's a funny story. I had just won
Promotion Man of the Year at the CBS
convention in Vancouver, and the only
way for me to move up in the company
was to move to the New York head-
quarters, and I did not want to move back
to the city. I had lived in LA when I
worked for Dick Clark, and I really liked
it. I was an outdoor person from Florida,
and New York has Just never, ever been
an appealing city to me. So, there was

really no place for me to go with the CBS
organization. Right about that time,
John Fagot took me out to lunch at a
Bobby Poe convention and offered me
the Capitol job in Miami. I explained to
John that I didn't want to do local forever,
and would only be interested if it could
move me into a national job, since
Capitol was a West Coast label. So, I
went back to Epic with the offer. This
was around the time of the second
Michael Jackson album and there were a
lot of things happening. At that time
Columbia was the "A" label, and by then,
I had started to get a little fed up, truth-
fully, with the lack of recognition we got
for all our hard work at the "B" label --
Epic. The big label always got all the
recognition and we really didn't. Things
went back and forth and back and forth,
and finally, I just decided that it was time
for a change. Of course, Epic offered me
a special job in New York. I got calls
from Al Teller on down, but there was
just no way I was moving to NYC. So, just
over three years ago, I signed on with
Capitol.

So, when did John make good on his plan
to get you to L.A.?

Jeff: I worked in Miami for a little over a
year, and when it looked like V.P of
Promotion Tom Gorman might leave
Capitol for Chrysalis, John called to tell
me things might be opening up in Los
Angeles. One of the best things about
Capitol is that it's a very 'From within'
company. That's how John Fagot ran
things at Columbia and that's what he has
done since coming to Capitol. I have a
ton of respect for John because he's real-
ly been the guy who's opened a lot of
doors and given me this opportunity.
When Tom Gorman was fortunate
enough to get the Chrysalis job, John
went ahead with plans to restructure the
national staff. So, Frank Palombi came
in on the Top 40 side and I moved out to
help Ray Tusken with AOR. There
weren't any other interviews for these
jobs. It was just something that we did.

And that whole scene really did shake out
rather quickly.

Jeff: One thing led to another, and Ray
decided to go out on his own. Dave Ber-
man, who was the president, was fired.
So, three, four months into your job as
national director, your boss is gone, and
you're sitting there going, 'Here comes
one of the shortest gigs of all time.' But I
could see that Fagot still had a contract.
Then, John and new president Hale
Milgrim offered me a one year contract,
which I thought was extremely generous.
They said, 'We'll see what ha pens.
We're not going to come in and shake
everything up just because we can.' I
walked into Fagot's office and looked at
him and said, 'You know, I can do this
myself. If I fail, I'm a rookie. If I do great,
I'm a genius.' At the time, we had the
Paul McCartney record, so needless to
say, I had one of the greatest leverage
tools ever to start out with. We got the
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McCartney Top 10. Then, we went into
Eric Johnson and some other things. The
more I did it, the harder I worked.
Here we are, at the tail end of your first full
year. You've got two Doobie Brothers'
tracks in the Top 100, two more from Bon-
nie Raitt, a couple of Seger tracks, two
more from Eric Johnson, as well as the
Billy Squier comeback in the 30's, Great
White at 39, and you've got a great long
term success story with School of Fish at
52. Not bad for a 'rookie'.

Jeff: It was a great year. We did it by
keeping a local mentality, as far as main-
taining and following through on records
and promoting records once they were
on. We did things that made stations
happy, and we came up with promotions
that stations really wanted to do. We
decided that we were going to go out and
try to do fun stuff, instead of being quite
so serious, and I think it sort of caught on.
That was one of the little differences that
I made at that point. Another was my
office really concentrating on transmit-
ting good information from one source to
the next; from my staff to a lot of the
independents, to the tip sheets, to the
consultants. It's an unbelievable job to
do by yourself. And any of my cohorts
can really appreciate it. The one person
who really has been special is my assis-
tant, Diane Hines.
Here's a young lady
from Miami, who, irom-
callyz I had never met in
Florida, who came in
and said, 'I just want a
shot.' I could remember a 30 -year old
guy walking into a CBS office saying, 'I
just want a shot.' As it turned out, she
was an incredible find, and I can't tell you
how hard she works. I wish I could give
her a bigger position, and hopefully soon,
that will happen. Not many people real-
ize what a great job she does.

The Eric Johnson success story ranks as
one of the years biggest promotional tour
de forces. Tell us the story there. How did
you break it? How did you set it up?
Jeff: First of all, Paul Yeskel kept
screaming at me that he really thought
this instrumental was a smash. I have to
thank, as I did in the trade, the inde-
pendents that work with me because it
really became a personal thing for all of
us. I was on the road and got in a car
accident and was having a lot of problems
with my neck -- I still am -- and con-
centrating on breaking Eric was, for-
tunately, something that I could delve
into that gave me a lot of satisfaction and
a little break from the discomfort.
Everytime that record went on -- and you
know how difficult it was to get an
`instrumental' on -- somebody, within a
week or two, had to tell me that they
couldn't believe that every time they
played the record, something happened.
I had people telling me, 'I don't play in-
strumentals,' and they were playing Jeff
Beck and Edgar Winter in recurrent.
Would it be fair to single out the guys that
took a major lead role in breaking u?

Jeff: Ken Anthony, Redbeard, 'BCN,
Buzz Knight, and the guys in the Bay
Area, KSJO, KOME, and definitely
Charlie Logan. Of course, Eric did great
in Texas, but that made some people
think it was more of a regional record.
We obviously had some problems with
the Midwest. But then again, Rick Balis
at KSHE was absolutely the one who told
me never to quit. When he added the
record, I was shocked. We checked in
the stores to see how we were doing, and
unfortunately, at the time, we weren't
doing too well because we couldn't get
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any stock into the market. Then I check-
ed the St. Louis reports and saw moves
like 38-12 and 42-13. I said, 'You know
what? If this record can work that well in
a tight place like St. Louis, it can work
anyplace.' After that, the record just
kept coming on and coming on. When I
didn't mention it to stations they men-
tioned it to me. We never took 'no'. We
just kept emphasizing the positives. God,
I can't tell you how many times the record
was over. Do you realize that record
never had more than 18 adds in one
week?

Speaking of keeping records alive, you did
an amazing job of keeping School Of Fish
moving, through six months and two back-
ward bullets.

Jeff: It was the same effort as Eric
Johnson. We did a lot of School of Fish
`Three Strange Days' promotions be-
cause they were fun, and because it was
such an interesting band, as far as the
sound. I really feel this almost old,
psychedelic sound is coming back with
Nirvana and Jesus Jones and School of
Fish. That sound adds a kind of freshness
to the format. Plus, the only way you
really cross those big Alternative records
is if they react. You've got to get imme-
diate research or instant phones. And if
you think of all the records that have gone

weapon. Determining what's going to
work where is how you build up those
early pockets of action, and connecting
those dots with adds and requests is how
you keep records alive. Once those tar-
gets are in, you concentrate on the next
level. It's just trying to figure out where
and in what order the record has the best
shot, and hopefully, being able to come
up with enough reaction to make that
record more and more unique than the
other music in the stack on the
programmer's desk.
Some national guys think a solid 15-20
station per week build makes more sense
on a new band than jamming a two or three
week Breaker. What are your thoughts?

Jeff: That's all total bullshit. To be
honest with you, I think this whole
Breaker and how quickly you get to it has
absolutely nothing to do with anything,
except making the label and the whole
management company happy. You
could go to Breaker in four weeks and be
gone in six. And guess what? You go
from Light to Light to Light to Off. I
definitely would prefer to see 15 to 30
adds a week, especially with a new band,
as long as I'm in double digits. I want to
build a story instead of jamming it on.
The end of the year is a perfect example
that there was way too much product.

Radio does not ex-
pand their playlist.
When they have
second and third
tracks from stars and
those albums are

working, they're going to add those.
There will be stars that have lousy al-
bums, but they're still going to take a
chance on those rather than the baby
bands. Too many times, people think by
going out and just blowing this thing out,
that people still think in their mind that
it's a smash. The audience still judges it,
and it's going to take the audience a
longer time, with all this familiar music
out, to judge your new music. I'd rather
take my time and work promotions and
do everything I possibly can to fight with
everybody else -- like with School of Fish
or Eric Johnson -- to emphasis it because
the audience research, the audience
phones, the audience sales are what's
going to determine the longevity of the
record, not a bunch of radio stations
reporting the record on. Too many
times, you go to Breaker and it's all said
and done, and you've had 30 Heavies, 70
Mediums, and 60 Lights, or 50 Mediums
and 50 Lights, and you say to yourself,
`What does that mean?' The real ques-
tion is, 'How many plays a day did I really
have?' and not, 'Is everybody happy that
I got this Breaker?' Does anybody know
if this record got a chance to get played
enough for the audience to recognize it?'
What are those special things you do, once
you've got a hundred radio stations playing
a record a couple times a day?

Jeff: We immediately have areas where
we know what we have to do. We have to
overcome AOR's biggest deficiency --
the fact that the clocks don't turn product
over like CHR does -- not in A rotation.
We're talking no more than four to five
times a day, tops, which means that at
least one of them is not going to be prime
time. Now, you're down to four times. If
you think about it, it's a six hour clock.
Without getting to that point, how do you
expect the one or two plays -- unless it's
a total reaction record -- in the Medium
rotation to really get what they can get in
order to want to move it up? I won't tell
you everything, but we rely on basic
giveaways, promotions, things on the air

from Alternative and been successful at
AOR, they are phone records. They are
active records. They are unique records.
We had no video help with School of Fish,
which is interesting.
have done better if we had, but MTV
never really gave us that commitment of
the Buzz Bin, or anything like that, with
this record. So, it was strictly us calling
someone and hearing `Goddamn, the
phones are ringing! Goddamn, the
people like that record!' And you know,
if you can't spread people's legitimate
excitement and turn it into airplay, or
somehow get it on the radio because you
believe it, then you're just not doing your
job. More than anything, that's what we
try to do at Capitol. When you see that
pattern developing, it's special. That's
when you get yourself motivated, that's
when you get excited, and that's when you
just find a way to get the record on.
How does your thought process work when
you're setting up your game plans to launch
records, and how much of that is your
responsibility?

Jeff: It's mine and John's. We do our
priorities. Obviously, there are some
things that are more political than others.
An important thing I try and teach my
staff is that there are a lot of trade publi-
cations, and every one has a uniqueness
about it. People look at some more than
others. Some look at charts, some look
at information, some read comments.
There's a term called 'framing' I learned
from Dan DiNegris. Framing means
taking, literally, the same information,
but re -saying it in a different way, so it
sounds fresh. Find out what station A
looks at, and present your record in that
context. A record that went 74-54* on
Tuesday is going to go 74-54* on Friday
and 74-54* on Monday. We could use a
machine to impart that information.
Those poor Music and Program Direc-
tors don't have time for the repetition.
How does that affect each local strategy?

Jeff: Our goal is to first identify what
stations we should be going to with which
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that are simple, that relate to the station,
and that they can have fun with. There
doesn't have to be a long, drawn out
process here, there and everywhere to
emphasize my records. In t secon-
daries, I like to try to help out with time
buys on my records, as well as doing
promotions and giveaways. I try and get
as many mentions of my record on the air
because it's still going to come down to is
it familiar or unfamiliar when they do
their research. The whole time, of
course, the programmer is under enor-
mous pressure, because of all this music
and so few spaces, to move on with it and
give my slot to someone else. All of my
records did take a long time.
Smithereens records are notorious long
time records. You put them in front of
all these superstars that came out before
Christmas, and they need more time. So,
what are you doing? You're fighting to
keep the record on because you're fight-
ing for the normal pattern, which takes a
longer period of time to become familiar
and for the radio programmer to be com-
fortable with it.

When you've got the airplay and you're
looking to move your rotations up, how
much emphasis does the label put on con-
sumer advertising, touring press, etc.?

Jeff: Touring is the greatest tool, in the
respect that you're hoping the band will
put people away. You know how hard it
is to get people to come to shows,

Cohn was a record that might have been
a little bit easier to get.
Extreme.

Jeff: Breaking a serious hard rock band
with two ballads? Brilliant. They picked
the accessible, but still unique, tracks and
won over the mass audience.
How about The Storm?

Jeff: The Storm record basically leaves
me kind of blank, personally. They did a
very good job, at that time, taking it Top
10, but I think it was more a fact of the
artists in the band than the spectacular-
ness of the song. But I will say this, I've
got a lot of radio guys, like a Stan Main,
who single that record out for the un-
believable phones.

Other than Capitol, who do you think had
the best year, label -wise?

Jeff: I think Danny Buch has the best
product and he does a great job.

Many industry observers feel the success of
cutting -edge acts, such as Nirvana, Pearl
Jam and Soundgarden constitute a real
wake up call to the format. What do you
think is the best way to heighten street
awareness at stations who really are more
concerned with their '70s core library?

Jeff: It goes back to the same thing.
Those records, whether they came
through video, or crossed from Metal, or
however they came up from the street --

whether it's during the week or not. It's
extremely important that the band under-
stand their responsibility. People are
coming to see them. They should make
themselves accessible, whether it's
before the show, after the show, whatever
is convenient for them. You have to do
that because the people care about you.
That's what I feel about touring. You can
make a lot of friends and a lot of people
definitely remember friends. I think you
know the bands that go on the road and
basically screw around and mess up
places. It does come back to haunt you
eventually. Everybody's got to grow up.

Although 1991 didn't see that many debut
band success stories, there were some high
points. I'd be curious to see if you have any
spontaneous reactions to the jobs done on
the following: Nirvana.

Jeff: No.1, it was a great job because of
the label and Hugh Surrat s timing. They
held it till the Alternative and Metal
bases were at maximum strength and
crossed it at the perfect time. By then,
the label knew it could go the distance,
and they had the video in high gear. Plus,
that organization is really great at milking
out sales. That album is almost at 2 mil-
lion. That, to me, is mind -boggling.

How about Jesus Jones?

Jeff: It was a great job by SBK. They
didn't have a lot of records to work, so
they put all their efforts in it. I can't say
they made a permanent place for the
band, but they did make radio more
aware of the need for Alternative records
on rock radio and that sure helped
School of Fish and Nirvana.

How about Marc Cohn?

Jeff: Marc Cohn was a good job, because
there were so many artists like Marc
Cohn. Out of all of them, I would have
thought that, at AOR especially, Marc

these were all reaction tracks. Look a
acts like Metallica and Queensryche
both of which had minimal previous
AOR exposure. You make program-
mers aware of active bands like this by
hammering the fact that the audience
can't get them anywhere but at AOR.
They're definitely not rockin' at CHR.
One of our main jobs in promotion is to
continue to make mainstream rock radio
aware that there is real quality stuff com-
ing out of both the hard rock and alter-
native sectors --not just techno-pop and
thrash.

You deal with the consultants a lot, in
terms of calling them and servicing them.
Do you feel they can still help you break a
record?

Jeff: Yes, I talk to the consultants all the
time, and they are still dollars and cents
guys. Because people out there are very
scared due to the economy, the consult-
ants are going to continue to play it very
safe, and not jump on new bands. I don't
think that's ever going to happen, no mat-
ter how good it is. But they will play them
when they see the safety involved in them.
Consultants also seem especially image -
conscious of these new bands. They're
going to have a problem with someone
like Jesus Jones, but if you get one of
these English bands with the punk hair,
even if they actually sound like a great
Clash or a Big Audio Dynamite, we still
have image problems. People in our for-
mat truly tend to judge the book by its
cover.

What about the label equation these days?

Jeff: The biggest thing we haven't talked
about yet is the fact that all these little
labels made the cost of doing business go
up so much -- both in terms of signing
bands and promoting records. With no
catalogue to promote with, they had no
choice but to spend money -- lots of it. In
a soft economy like this, that's bad for

everyone. And I'm sorry, but you know
what? The good ones will survive, like
Geffen did back then, and the bad ones
won't. And hopefully, we can all go back
to doing music, instead of playing who
can do the bigger promotion. I'd like to
see us go back to listening to music and
putting it on because we believe this is
music that my audience likes. That's
what our job is. That's what music is all
about.

How much do you think the 'lets make a
deal' mentality has hurt the industry.

Jeff: It's hurt the industry, as far as
people taking trades and things, because
most stations make their decisions based
on what everyone else is doing. When I
get off an airplane I check out what I'm
looking at before I talk to a guy about his
radio station. What is the mentality of
the people there? That's what we talked
about breaking records recently. It be-
comes harder because everybody looks
at the national picture. But do you
remember how artists used to break? In
the Southeast, it was Molly Hatchet and
Lynyrd Skynyrd. It eventually broke all
around, but those days of the Nirvanas
breaking out of the Northwest are too
few and far between because everybody's
so worried about the national picture and
the consultant and, and 'What's my GM
going to do? How's our billing?' as com-
pared to -- we're just talking music now,
but music for the radio station. And
everyone becomes conservative and
that's why we don't have enough stations
out there breaking records, because they
can't. Economically speaking, they just
can't do it.

Being a promotion person means dealing
with rejection on a daily basis, all the way
from not getting the add, which is a drag of
course, to setting up a dinner weeks ahead
of time, travelling hundreds of miles, and
getting stiffed. How do you deal with that?

Jeff: I must be honest with you. If a
person can't go out for dinner, or some-
thing like that, I have no problem with it.
When I travel a long distance, all I ask out
of business respect is that you give me
some time to sit down and talk with you.
I'm spending an awful lot of money to get
on an airplane, go to a hotel to come see
you. I'm not doing it for nothing. I'm
doing it for numerous reasons: to get
records played, improve our relation-
ship, just be closer with certain key
people. Being an East Coast person,
nothing drives me nuttier than making
plans and then having someone come up
with what you know is not really a good
excuse, or someone who just plain
doesn't show for dinner. That, "to me, is
so rude and classless. The one thing that
I expect in this business is to be a profes-
sional. Professionals should give each
other an honest time of day to do their
job. So, at least be courteous enough
that, when a national person flies that far,
you have enough respect for your
relationship with the local person to
make a little time. If you can't go out, at
least be honest and upfront. I find it
much more exciting going out away from
the stations, where I meet the person as
a human being, instead of the phone ring-
ing or his beeper ringing, and get a com-
plete perspective of how the person runs
the station and why the community is the
way it is; and how the decisions are made.

Speaking of the local staff how do you
keep your field staff fresh and pumped up?

Jeff: If you don't know how I do it,
nobody knows. (Laughs) All I ask them
to do is work as hard as I do. They've got
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to be able to get nuts on a band and wind
those phone calls up. Most of all, I ex-
pect them to follow through. When we
say something is going to be there, it's
always there. And I'm talking about
product, or tickets. Sure, there's the oc-
casional screw up, but we pride ourselves
on trying to hang up the phone, take care
of business, ending that call and then go
on to the next, instead of leaving things.
Nothing drives me nuttier than loose
ends. That's the thing we do best at
Capitol. When we say we're going to do
something, we do it. Radio deserves that
respect.
How difficult a challenge do you think it
is, keeping those seasoned veterans per-
forming once they've learned how to do
the dance?
Jeff: My vets realize I know when their
airplay is good and when it's not. I also
have no problem with follow up phone
calls to lots of radio stations. I really
believe I'm one of the few national guys
that makes that many calls. Now, that I'm
the Vice President and I have other
meetings, I'm not going to have the

Jeff: AOR is the one format that's truly
missing a legitimate format meeting.
The Pollack cocktail party is nice, but it
has become an artist/manager thing, and
I've said this to Jeff. I've gone to more
Pollack conventions and still not met
people that I've talked to for two years on
the phone. I find that's bullshit. Truth-
fully, we really don't have that convention
where we go someplace where we actual-
ly have some decent meetings for a day
or two, so everybody doesn't get too fuck-
ed up and useless. I'd like the oppor-
tunity to really talk about radio, to try to
find ways that we can truly get more
records on, and to try to understand why
radio gets tighter every year. So, I guess
that's my biggest gripe. I'd love to sit
down and really get into some real issues,
instead of going to a party and bobbing
my head up and down saying, 'Yeah, Un-
huh,' while looking over that person's
shoulder to see who I haven't talked to
yet.

More and more markets -- Chicago,
Tampa, Baltimore, Salt Lake City -- are

finding the heritage rockers squared off
with the lower end oriented hard rockers.

chance to do that, but I'm going to make
as many calls as I can. I try and average
between 50 and 80 station conversations
a week.

Speaking of that, with programmers so
close to total toast in terms of phone call
volume, are you finding fewer calls on one
particular project are more effective --
provided you've got the right guys on the
line?

Jeff: First of all, I've stuck with my few
guys since I've started. I know what over-
kill is and what overkill isn't. That goes
back to framing again, and how packag-
ing the information properly allows you
to make that extra call. Plus, there's a
difference between being aggressive and
being persistent and consistent -- and
that comes down to relationships.
Frankly, I would prefer that most of the
little guys that are making these extra
calls would disappear, and at the rate
things are going, some of them will be
gone. At the same time, radio has to
maintain music hours that conform to the
number of viable labels currently doing
business. Please don't say, 'An hour on
Thursday,' or 'Two hours on Wednesday,
and that's all the calls,' when you know
you might have 30, 40 calls. I know their
time is very valuable, but there's got to be
some kind of happy medium, so
everybody at least has their opportunity.
I know some of them sit there and say,
'Hey, there are people out there that
have nothing. I don't know why they call.'
But a good promotion person will make
that call regardless. I've heard a lot of
programmers say, 'I'm tired of breaking
m promotion people.' It's true, we are
kind of diluted because of all the labels.
Hopefully, when all the dust clears, the
pros will be working still, and the other
people will have their opportunities
again to hopefully work their way back
into it.
Between Pollack, Radio & Records,
Gavin, and all the rest, we're heading into
another major convention year. Where do
you place the importance of these get-
togethers?

How do you handle the politics in that
situation, especially when you're friends
with one of the players?

Jeff: What do I do? I try to stay out of
local politics because I'm a national guy.
I stay out of Los Angeles. For instance,
I think national people should stay out of
WNEW. That's overkill. You've got in-
dependents calling these people. You've
got a staff who lives there and that's their
job. My responsibility is the entire
country, and maintaining the overview is
one thing that I'm pretty adamant about.
On the other hand, there really aren't
that many artists that stations such as, say
WYNF and WXTB fight over. I'm not
going to walk into Greg Mull and say, 'I
want the Bob Seger record.' I know what
he can and can't play. You're not going
to run into that many situations, except
for a Metallica or something like that. I
don't have those kinds of bands. I have
Megadeth, and while we're supposedly
getting an album that's more mainstream
from them than ever before I don't an-
ticipate WIYY and DC101 fighting over
who gets the co -pro. Again, I let my
local person work it out, No. 1. And No.
2, all I can do with those stations is let
them play their records. If their records
blow their phones out, there's my start to
say, 'Here's a perfect nighttime record
for you. If you still rock at night, here's a
record that definitely generates positive
phones.' That's how I would work that
situation.
MTV has stated that they care more about
Top 40 radio than AOR. How does your
label work them?

Jeff: MTV is a 12 to 18 format. Any local
promotion guy that walks into any AOR
and says, 'There's great phones at MTV.
It might be something you might think
about in the evening,' is wasting his or her
breath, because most AOR's don't care.
They know it's a 12 to 18 format, and to
them, that's the plague. As long as you've
got all these dance and rap videos, forget
it. Reaction to some of the harder -
edged videos might mean something, but
there's no more full-time airplay on
MTV that really makes a difference to

AOR. So, maybe nighttime airplay is the
best that I use them for.
People seemed a bit surprised that Capitol
was left free standing in the wake of the
EMIISBKICluysalis merger.

Jeff: We're a separate label, just like
Epic and Columbia at Sony. And basi-
cally, with us finishing second in distribu-
tion ahead of Sony, they wanted two
powerful in house labels. Don't forget,
Capitol's got a tremendous catalogue.
We're 40% of their business, meaning all
of CEMA. We're fine. We're self-con-
tained. We still have the Hammers and
the Bonnies. We didn't have our best
CHR year last year, but we had a great
year everywhere else. We'll have a much
better year in '92 because we have better
product. So, you had three labels with
three staffs competing for the same slot
and it made no sense to spend that much
money with the amount of product flow.
SBK, everybody loves them and they got
records played, but they lost a fortune.
They spend a lot of money and that's
their style. So, I guess what they're doing
is, we have two different major labels.
We have a sales force, they don't. And
they're going to see how things are. What
they're hoping to do is just to have two
in-house, extremely strong labels, and
then, like anything else, the distribution
company will have independent labels
that we distribute. Look at how well
we're doing in Nashville. We've got
Garth Brooks just selling up a storm. It's
unbelievable what he's selling.

What are you coming back to work this
coming week, and what can we expect in
the first quarter?

Jeff: The first quarter, we're going to
come with a Richard Thompson, which
won every CMJ award. We've got a new
Lloyd Cole called 'Weeping Line' that
I'm very excited about. Obviously, a
Richard Marx record, 'Hazard', which is
a fabulous cut, and I'm hoping, again,
that rock radio will give us a chance and
let the audience judge Richard because
we're very involved in trying to get him
back at AOR. Then I have the XYZ
ballad, 'When I Find Love', which I total-
ly think is absolutely a smash. And my
favorite record, probably of the year, will
be the new Tom Cochrane, which is
called 'Life Is a Highway'. It was the #1
record in Canada last year, and is already
approaching four times platinum in
Canada. I have an unbelievable Joe
Cocker record coming out featuring his
version of Gary Wright's 'My Love is
Alive'. He's got a couple of Elton tracks
on there, some Beatles', some originals.
It's really a great album, due in February.
I've got a lot of other things that are going
to be coming up. I have this band called
Rockhead, Bob Rock's band, which I've
heard stuff off of that's sensational. The
London Quireboys is being produced by
Bob Rock. I'm looking for nothing short
of an incredible album. And next year,
Paul McCartney will be coming out with
an album; a new Great White, and all my
other bands. What can I tell you -- I'm
just looking for something else to break!
I'm just really happy to be here. It's like
our slogan says, 'Where were you in '42?
We're 50 years old.'

A NETWORK CALLED BOB
In this week's format focus we talk to KBCO/Boulder News Director Peter Finch about his new

endeavor, B.O.B. (Broadcasters On a Budget). The organization links up quality driven AOR stations
in an informal news network that, given the potentially cataclysmic times we live in, should prove damn
helpful in 1992. We also spent some time talking about the value that credible and well targeted news

can bring to the table when trying to establish a little stationality in these crowded dial days.

What was the inspiration for BOB?

Peter: Well, the idea of trading tape with another station isn't
new, but I wanted to make something a little more formalized, I
guess, to the point where, you know, if you wanted to call, say San
Francisco, for some tape if there was a breaking story out there,
you had the number right there and the person to call. And also
it's just plain old networking. It gives us all a chance to chat with
some of our contemporaries every now and then and try to
promote good broadcast journalism in the AOR and new rock
formats.

Do you find that that's something that needs a lot of work? You
seem to be working with radio stations where those values already
are in place.

Peter: Well, yeah, but if you check the list of our stations I think
WXRT and ourselves are the only ones that do news during
morning and afternoon drive. When I first got into radio news,
AOR news, as an intern at KMEL in San Francisco in 1979, it
seemed like all the premiere AORs in the country did morning
and afternoon news. You think of them - KMET, KSAN,
WMMR, WMMS, you know, the list went on and on.

And a lot of those people had as much, sometimes even more,
personality than your morning announcers.

Peter Oh, indeed! They were a vital part of that morning team
and they were good broadcast journalists as well.

How did we get away from all that?

Peter It was a combination of things; deregulation under the
Reagan administration was certainly a factor. But, also there was
just more and more corporate ownership and we saw less and
less of that news approach. It got to the point where some
stations, and I'm certainly not saying all AORs, didn't quite
realize the importance of doing good AOR news.

It's easy to blame deregulation for this because deregulation was
essential for this to occur in the first place. But broadcasters, dyed
in the wool broadcasters, some of them 20 or 30 year men in the
business, were the ones who made this decision. It's not like our
retreat from news was mandated from Washington. By and large,
we volunteered for that emasculation on a penny per pound basis.
Was it all really economics, or did they simply not get the fact that
news is important to this generation right now?

Peter: Well, largely, a lot of it is economics. I mean, when you
look at the cost efficiency of say, having a street reporter go out
and gather some tape, maybe in some ways it doesn't seem as
cost efficient as some managers would like their operations to
be. Also, you can't take your news and say it's making X amount
of money for the station; it's more an intangible thing where
listeners go, "Oh, yeah, this station is committed to the
community, it's not just a jukebox. It's doing some news." And
that results in increased ratings if done well. The real bottom
line in doing credible news is creating good will among the
listeners, but it's not really a tangible thing.

But it's not a direct profit center. And here's the most important
word to management I've ever known - it's not "obvious". To make
use of this tool you need a certain imaginative vision, always a
tough one for most sales based management.

Peter: But it's not all just management. News people have a
responsibility to do a good job with the news. First of all, they
have to realize that music does come first on these stations, but
their job is to do a good job with news and make it fit the format,

not the other way around. Even in AOR when you're going for
that youngest demo, or a if you're a real head banging AOR, you
can still do the listener a service with some good news properly
presented. For instance, I frankly think MTV does a great job
with news and public affairs mixed in with a lower demo
approach to their programming. They tackle everything from
sex to the first amendment, freedom of speech, along with their
videos, and I feel that they do it in a really responsible and
intelligent manner.

And they don't even need to. They've just elected to do that because
it's good for their product.

Peter Right, right, that's it exactly. I think there are a lot of
AORs out there who could take a cue from them. Your local
AOR news person could mean more to that local 18 year old
than Peter Jennings or Dan Rather. If they listen to your station
a lot and wake up with it every morning, that news person, if
they're doing a real good job, could be perhaps even more
credible for that listener than one of the network news people.

Then you get into the thing of can that news person be an individual
to whom the community, as a group of listeners, draws conclusions
based upon extreme issues. And does that then translate into -- at
a time when radio stations are desperately looking for ways to
differentiate themselves -- a high return credibility factor for your
radio station as opposed to the classic rock station down the street
that's playing essentially the, same music as you are?

Peter: It surprises me that some AOR stations out there seem
to blow off news when it's aired during morning drive which is
such a key daypart. Having good news that targets your audience
can give you just that little extra umph to get you over the hill.

There's another thing that surfaces in my very unscientific sample;
A lot of individuals who have a progressive mind set musically,
people who may even think of KBCO as too conservative
musically, have a tendency to become news and talk fans. They're
into the most modern, hip music that is coming out and, they're
not getting it on the radio, so they give up on listening to music as
an entertainment form on radio and they tend to go to news and
talk for the stimulation of hearing people, even people they don't
agree with, talking about real issues. There's a big nerve there that
can be tapped.

Peter: Well, it's no accident that these New Rock stations are
participating in BOB for that very reason. Often times those
same ultra -hip listeners want to be challenged not only with
music but with ideas and the top issues of the day. One other
thing too, I'm sure nobody can target your demographic from a
news vantage like radio can. If you look at T.V. stations or
newspapers, they all have to be extremely mass appeal whereas
you should know who your specific target audience is and give
them stories a) they want to know, but b) that they also need to
know.

And you can do it in such a way that, even if it's inane it can be
fun. For instance, the Clarence Thomas Twitchameter. How
many twitches did he crank out within a one hour span. You can
do simple things like that to make it fun. More comics live off of
yesterday's newspaper than anything else. I mean, it's there foryou
to use if you just know how.

Peter: Yeah, exactly, it is. Within the formats -- AOR and New
Rock both -- there's a lot of room for creativity in news, while at
the same time being credible and intelligent. Sometimes,
another gripe of mine is that I have heard AOR newscasts where
it's all fluff or stories about sex or whatever easy thing they can
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go for whereas there are ways that you can be
creative and have fun with it, and yet, at the
same time, earn the respect of your listeners as
well.

You've done news for an awful long time. How
is it for you now, seeing as you work at probably
one of the most blessed shops you could work at
as a functioning rock radio broadcast journalist?
You're lucky, but in general when you look out
there on the horizon, what's the state of news on
broadcast these days?

Peter: Especially during the current
recession, news is the first to go and it's frankly
not all that encouraging right now. One of the
reasons for the inception of BOB is to try and
circle the wagons, at least in my mind, and
promote more journalism within these
formats. My hope would be that more GMs
and PDs would realize the importance of a
good newscast within their format. I'd like to
see the new people working in the format show
them how it works and actually make them
want to do more news; show them just how
many possibilities - great possibilities - there
are out there for a person doing news in those
formats.

As you said, WXRT and KBCO are probably the
only two stations on this list that are doing news
in both drive times. Is there any qualitative
information coming back either from ratings
companies or your own research that show that
news isn't a tune out, that it's perceived as a
strength for the radio station?

Peter: Well, I look back to the Persian Gulf
War and the mentality among many music
stations was, "Well, there's no way we can keep
up with our local news talk coverage, so we're
just going to lose the listeners to them anyway.
That's the way it is until the war's over."
Whereas, I noted that 'XRT and KBCO didn't
go down during that book. In fact, the ratings
went up during the Persian Gulf War. I'm not
saying that was the full reason why the numbers
were up, but I wouldn't be surprised if it didn't
have something to do with it. Our listeners
wanted to hear music but at the same time wanted to know, not
just during morning drive, what was going on with the war. And
they knew that they could tune to these stations to get that
information. So, there's that. Beyond that though, I would just
generally plot the stability of stations that do news above and
beyond the call of duty and I'm sure when they do research on
the listeners in addition to music being important they also
mention the fact that the station is a friend or knows what's going
on, or is part of the community. I think that's real important. It
came up at the RTNDA (Radio Television News Directors
Convention in Denver) this summer; one person made the point
that it's the FM stations that are only jukeboxes anymore.
They're the most in danger of going satellite because what do they
have that they can't get on satellite already?

You mean they've already paved the way for their own obsolescence.

Peter: Whereas the ones that do more than just lip service to
news and public affairs are seen as being an important part of
their respective communities.

As BOB exists right now, is there room for growth? Let's say I'm
reading this and I think this is a wonderful idea and I'd like to be
involved, can I contact you? Do you have plans to pennit new
stations to enter into this net?

Peter: Yeah, I'd like growth within reason, it's a very informal
network. One participating station sees a story in some other
market that they'd like a voice on, or to do a Q&A on, and they
just give the person a call. My fear is that if we had too many
participating stations, if a big story broke somewhere, all of a

sudden the station there, especially the poor newsperson, would
be inundated with two dozen calls. I would like to see
participating stations in just about all, if not all, top twenty
markets and some state capitals as well. So, I'd like to see it grow
a bit, and I don't know what can happen with it in the future, I
mean, it is a free service and it's just kind of a fun thing and
hopefully we'll promote a greater sense of AOR news around the
country. There are a few participating stations where the news
person has frankly said, "Hey, I'm a one person shop in the
morning. We don't use a lot of tape in our newscast, but if
somebody wants to give me a call, I'll be more than happy to give
them a voice or whatever." And then in return, if they knew that
if something really big did break in one of these cities, then they
could call a station and get something special in return.

What's your final policy statement to the format?

Peter: I guess to the PDs and GMs that would be reading this,
the point is, don't blow off news. Obviously, people want to know
when they wake up in the morning that the world's still spinning,
but beyond that, there's some real creative things that you can do
with news that can really make your station stand out. Also, to
any newspeople who may be working in AOR or New Rock right
now, keep up the good work and do your bit to show the powers
that be in radio that news definitely has a place on your station.

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Profile
An Aural Offering

By The Church
Bands, like titles, are always open to interpretation. And if you're Steve Kilbey of The Church he'll tell
you he prefers it that way. The group's latest album on Arista Records is priest = AURA. Well, if any-

thing, this latest offering is probably the most consistent musical treat we've ever recieved from The
Church. Kilbey, however, refuses to admit this to be the ultimate album from the group. Rather he
states, "It is definitely our best album to date. No one ever reaches their ultimate when it comes to
music." You might disagree. Here you have sixteen tracks of music that take you on a magical ride
through dreamscapes and the inner workings of the mind. As far as the title is concerned -- priest =

AURA -- Kilbey and the band would aptly prefer to let each listener draw his own interpretation. And
rightly so. Now's your opportunity to interpret the man responsible for the music behind The Church.

Explain the title of the new record, priest = AURA. Everything
about the album is ethereal -- the music and the lyrics -- what are
you getting at?

Kilbey: You know, there's always the problem of explaining the
meaning of a title of anything because then you've got the
laborious job in interviews to repeat it over and over again. I
really believe the title should have its own interpretation by each
listener. But if you must know the truth, and you're the first I'm
telling, it was just sort of stumbled upon while I was in Spain. But
it was all a mistake really. I'll explain that a little later on. It was
something that we really never had a concept on. In my own
mind I just wanted it to happen on its own accord.

There's a lot of songs on this record -- sixteen tracks.

Kilbey: They just sort of poured out. The process was just a good
ole jam. Someone went bong, bong, bong and another person
went bing, bing, bing and suddenly the drummer went boom
chicka boom chicka. You do that for awhile and then you look
at each other and say, 'That's hopeless!' And then we'd start
something else and hopefully you find a good idea that everyone
can agree on. (Laughs.) Truthfully -- the way we did the album
and the way we do all our albums is that we did it all in one go in
a studio in Australia. The producer came in and then it was
done.

How do you choose the topics you write about? Does the state of
worldly affairs or politics become a subject that affects you? Or is
it a more personal thing?

Kilbey: We were operating in, sort of, the Twilight Zone topic -
wise. Weird impressions rather than just topics.

Have you ever seen an aura?

Kilbey: An aura? No, no. I haven't. (Laughs.) Not even photos
of them. Put it this way, I've never seen one sober.

Well, what prompted you to choose that peculiar topic?

Kilbey: Well, hmmmm... it's a very interesting topic but an aura
is a lot of other things than that actual thing we've known it for
on basic terms. Most people think of it as this new age idea of
people supposedly having this energy field around them. In
Spain I stumbled across this title as a mistake, like I said earlier.
I actually misread something that I thought said: "priest =
AURA," when actually it didn't turn out to be that afterall. And
it just struck me as an incredible title.

What was it really?

Kilbey: I read it in a notebook. I usually hate to do this because
like I said I hate to have to start telling this story because then
I'll just have to keep repeating it. But you're the first and so
you're the lucky one.

I like being first and I like being lucky. I feel like a virgin all over
again.

Kilbey: Sometimes when you release an album and you've got
an anecdote you end up telling it every time and then it ends up
being published in every magazine interview you ever do and it
becomes dull reading. So you'll be the only one. So here it is.

It's about time. I'm on the edge of my seat I'm so damn excited.

Kilbey: There was this girl who came up to me and asked if I'd
sign her notebook. And I said yes. Inside her notebook con-
tained her English lessons. And she had things like: "hello =

ola;" and "butter = mantaquia;" and "priest = chura." And I
thought it said aura. I thought it said: "priest = aura," and that
she had written down this ingenious title for a poem that she was
about to compose or something.

That's interesting how a mistake worked to your benefit.

Kilbey: Yeah it was a mistake, but I also have this theory that
everything's already happened and that time is just nature's way
for us to distinguish it all. If it all happened at once we wouldn't
know what was happening. When I saw this title I remembered
all this and it definitely tugged a very strong chord in me. And
this happened two years ago and everyone in the band said, 'Yes,
of course, that's what the name of the album should be.'

Do you sit around discussing titles?

Kilbey: Yeah. No one's ever discussed what the title has actually
meant to them. It's just the right title and everyone recognized
that without delving any further.

How long did it take to record the new album?

Kilbey: Everything was done in three months. There wasn't a
typical pre -production period but more like a writing period, and
then we went in and cut the thing. It's four guys going into a room
standing up and whatever we agree upon is going to make it on
a record as The Church.

How would you describe the chemistry between band members
especially when it comes to the writing aspect?

Kilbey: Well, a lot of times it's just a process of elimination. We
just start out writing. No one says what chord or whatever. If we
like the way it sounds then we keep it and try to do something
with it. If one or more says, `Yuccckkkhh! Bleahh! I hate this!',
well, then it's history and we chuck it and move on. You know,
if suddenly someone says that sounds like the middle eight to one
of the James Gang's songs, it's gone. If somebody feels it's
derivative and not like a Church song, well, then it won't make
it. It's very much on a feeling basis. We don't over -intellectualize
the process if we can avoid it. We have a functional autonomy
that's unverbal and unspoken.

How much credit would you give Gavin Mackillop in the produc-
tion of this record? Differentiate between how much is Gavin and
how much is The Church?

Kilbey: Well, as far as all the writing is concerned, that's con-
centrated by the whole band. Gavin was a good sounding board
and often provided us with his remarkable sense of humor. He
really let us do what we wanted to do and that was the under-
standing upon which we decided to work with him. Besides the
work he had done before which we had all liked very much. And,
you know, it also depends upon the producer and where they're
at. Gavin was ideal for us because he was an impartial, sort of,
fifth member of the band.

As a fifth member of The Church so -to -speak, what did Gavin bring
to the project? His specific contribution?

Kilbey: His recording and technical expertise. Once again, his
really great sense of humor.

To keep you guys from getting too serious?

Kilbey: No. We never really do get too serious about anything.
During certain practical pragmatic parts of the recording
process he was essential. Just making sure that it gets done and
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that we don't trip over ourselves. Consisting mainly on logistical
problems.

Ifyou had to single each member out and say to me what each
member brings to The Church, what would you say?

Kilbey: No way am I going to touch this question! (Laughs.)

Too hot for ya, huh?

Kilbey: Oh yeah! Each member brings something positively
different to the group. It's four autonomous personalities who
subjugate themselves for the sake of the whole. To a greater or
lesser degree it's a continuing process. Everybody's got their
own solo projects and can do what ever they want to do without
having to ask permission or get a concensus from three other
people. The Church inexplicably comes together when it has to.

Explain to me why there are always consistent rumors that the group
is going to break up. Why does this seem to happen before the
release of each album?

Kilbey: I don't know. I think it's because you get a bunch of guys
who are also constantly working on solo projects which I feel
keeps the band stronger in the long run. Solo projects provide
an escape valve which I think is a valuable and necessary char-
acteristic for every band. It keeps tensions at a minimum. The
Church doesn't have high visibility really and that also helps to
fuel such rumors. We only put out a record every two years and
that's probably another factor. Who knows? I guess it all
emanates from our reputation as being difficult.

Why are you so difficult?

Kilbey: We don't think that we're difficult. We think that we're
entirely reasonable. Our responses to things are well within the
bounds of reason and good taste.

Who has pointed the finger at the group claiming you're not
reasonable?

Kilbey: Oh, I don't know. It's something we hear, too. It's part
of the rumor factory. It's probably a bunch of little elves in a
room that go, 'Who shall we pick on today? Ah, The Church
seem like fair bait!'

Next -- I know you do a lot of interviews and they must get boring
at times. So if there was one question you could ask yourself that
would cap your interest what would that be?

Kilbey: Oh, that's a safe -- but hard -- question. I don't know
really.

Can you put yourself in my shoes as a journalist? What would you
want to know about yourself that maybe you wish somebody might
ask?

Kilbey: It's funny, but I was hired by a magazine in Australia to
interview Grant McClennan of The Go Betweens. I'd made an
album with him. And following that he put out an album of his
own. So for the first time in my life I found myself having to
prepare questions. And I realized just how difficult it is being a
journalist and just how difficult it is to get information out of
somebody without asking him or her the same old questions. I
had to think about the questions he would like to be asked. And
I realized just how hard a job it is interviewing people about
records because a lot of the obvious things have probably already
been asked. There's only a finite amount of things that you can
say about a record.

You need to find a new slant on the same old subject.

Kilbey: And hope the slant has an added edge to it as well.

We're all influenced by what goes on around us. But I'm curious
about your power to eliminate something that influences you that
you wish you could stop being influenced by?

Kilbey: Yeah right! Well, I am influenced by the amount of work
I do and I always feel guilty if I'm not working. It's constant. I've
always been influenced by working all the time. I don't know
exactly where this influence comes from exactly but when I'm not
working it bothers me to great lengths. If I'm not actually writing
or playing the guitar I really feel like I'm wasting time. And, so,
that kind of guilt is edging me along and pushing me to keep
creating all the time. Maybe it would be much better for me if I
took a year off and didn't do anything at all.

Yeah but the opposite might happen.

Kilbey: Yeah it might.

Do you have a favorite influence?

Kilbey: Favorite influence? Hhmmmm. No. I can't think of
any. It's a funny thing but we're at a stage where we're kind of
influencing ourselves. I think I've been influenced positively by
what a good Church record is.

Do you think this is the ultimate Church record?

Kilbey: No! Definitely not! I think it's impossible for anybody
to do the ultimate "blah blah blah." I think you should always be
able to keep improving because the art of it is to practice
perfection. And perfection is infinite. I think music is such that
you can always do it better. No one should really be no such thing
as reaching your peak, but most people do.

Do you think this is your best effort to date?

Kilbey: Definitely.

As the creator of this record, what do you think makes it the best
Church record to date?

Kilbey: It inhabits a realm of dreamy consciousness, and that's
what we were after. I think this is the most creamy album that
we've ever done. It drifts along nicely.

How do you feel about your record label, Arista?

Kilbey: I like them. I don't put much interest in that as a topic
of conversation.

Curiously, do you get involved in the business aspect of The
Church?

Kilbey: Only on a negligible level. I'm probably my own worst
enemy. I just can't be bothered. I just don't take it seriously.

What happens if the record doesn't sell as much as the label wants
or expects or even needs it to.

Kilbey: So be it. I don't know. I've always looked at it like I'll
make the music and I'll let all of that take care of itself. You
know, we always get deals. If they drop us someone else will pick
us up. I don't know. All I can do is make the best record and I
think the more you try to get involved beyond that, beyond the
business side of it, the more you will suffer. If you become a
businessman then you're not going to be able to be a musician.
Musicians have to keep themselves away from all of that. It just
destroys you as a musician, you know.

Are you forced to sit in on A&R meetings or Promotion meetings?

Kilbey: No.

You don't have to do any of that?

Kilbey: No. I'm not interested in that. I have nothing to do with
it.

Does Clive Davis get involved?

Kilbey: Clive's involved. Yeah, we talked to Clive before we
made this record.

What kinds of things do you talk about?

Kilbey: We told him the kind of record we wanted to make and
he told us, 'Yeah, that's a good idea.' We just talked about
feelings and ways to do it.

Did he ever say what you should or shouldn't be doing such as
offering constructive criticism. And if so, how do you handle those
criticisms?

Kilbey: Of course. We're like business partners really. He's
interested in The Church putting out a good record, artistically
realistic enough that it sells enough to justify itself.

A word many artists hate is commerciaL What does it mean to
you? Does it affect you?

Kilbey: It has no meaning or effect on me. Honestly, I've just
taken a disinterest in that side of things deliberately. I can hardly
bear myself to talk about these types of questions. I think that
for every inch that you stray into that territory then you sacrifice
an inch on the other side -- the artistic side. Pure creativity.
Honestly -- I try to be as naive as possible. We're in it for the
music. Period.

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PICKS
Died Pretty, "Doughboy Hollow" (BEGGARS
BANQUET/RCA) Diving ears first into the new year it

didn't take long to
realize that this mag-
nificent release will
be very hard to top.
Died Pretty have
flashed moments of
sheer splendor ever
since they emerged
from Down Under in
late '84, but even
their many highlights
fall far short of the
complete satisfac-
tion that is "Dough-
boy Hollow". Always
a band equally adept
at delivering both
stark drama and

shimmering pop, they have finally blended all sides of their
musical vocabulary into one powerful volume. This must be at
least partially credited to Hugh Jones, for my money the hands -
down finest "song" producer of the last decade. His credits are
far too long to list here, but just check the jackets of your favorite
records and you're sure to run across his name. The combination
of the perfect producer and the pens of Ron S. Peno and Brett
Myers are a match truly made in heaven. The psychedelic tinged
opener "Doused" sets the tone with impeccable interplay and a
soulful wail. "D.C." is goodbye wrapped in sugar and "Sweetheart"
has a hook so massive there's no way it couldn't be the first single.
If this track gets the breakthrough airplay it deserves, 1992 is
bound to be a fine year indeed. Up next, is "Godbless", which
starts a bit like old Peter Gabriel, alternating kick and grandeur
seemingly measure by measure. In case you long for a Died
Pretty epic, "Satisfied" will do just that and more. Perhaps this is
the best example of just how much Hugh Jones brought to the
sessions, because it is the most focused the band has sounded in
this genre. "Stop Myself' calls to mind "I Will Not Take These
Things For Granted" from the new Toad The Wet Sprocket album
on the chorus, but is more Burrito territory in regard to tempo.
If you close your eyes and listen close; "Battle Of Stanmore" could
be "Stand Up" era Tull as fronted by Stan Ridgway and "The Love
Song" might be Jim Morrison leading Joy Division and quoting
"Johnny B. Goode". In reality only the Chuck Berry reference is
accurate. "Disaster" is more in a Parsons mode with "Big Pink"
organ swirl and huge dose of sorrow, as is "Out In The Rain"
which has a killer chorus. Closing the proceedings is the stunning
"Turn Your Head", but not before borrowing a smattering of "She
Said, She Said" and a helping of the Velvet Underground.
"Doughboy Hollow" is a lofty locale to start the year, let's hope
plenty more climb this high in satisfaction down the road. (MM)

Various Artists, "Bonograph" (BOGUS RECORDS) This is not a tribute to Paul Hewson. How could it be, The Ramones

never recorded one of his songs! No friends, the subject of this latest "tribute" package may actually have
sold more total records over the years than U2. Not to mention the fact that The Edge has virtually no
chance of becoming mayor of Palm Springs one day, although we can't completely rule out the possibility
of either Adam or Larry marrying Cher eventually! By now you've guessed the star of this session is one
Salvatore "Sonny" Bono, and laugh if you will but he deserves it. Sonny Bono is unfairly overlooked when
great pop songwriters are discussed. "Needles And Pins" alone is a timeless masterpiece--- and what about
"I Got You Babe", "The Beat Goes On", "Laugh At Me" or "Bang Bang"? Sonny was a serious force in the
music business long before he linked up with the future Mrs. Allman. As participant Ben Vaughn points
out in his excellent (and hilarious) liner notes, he was Phil Spector's assistant on most of his Wall Of Sound
classics. Bogus Records has assembled a fine cast of artists to pay homage to Sonny, including Peter
Holsapple, Flat Duo Jets, Otis Ball, The Wishniaks, The Skeletons, The Cynics, Agitpop, Young Fresh

Fellows, Jim Babjak and Dennis Diken of The Smithereens (performing as What Else on the tearjerker "You Better Sit Down, Kids")
and Jimmy Silva, who does the "Inner Views" gem "Pammie's On A Bummer". This collection is no joke and there are many tunes
worthy of instant and repeated play, especially those mentioned, as well as Otis Ball's version of "Laugh At Me", "I Got You Babe"
from The Cynics and Vaughn himself, who digs back to the early Bono catalog for "Koko Joe". Search out a copy of "Bonograph"
immediately, it shouldn't take more than a quick call to Bogus at (412) 381-9200. (MM)

The Verlaines, "Ready To Fly" (SLASH) After a string of delightful outings on New Zealand's definitive pop label, Flying
Nun (through Homestead here in The States), The Verlaines have shifted to Slash for their first effort since
1990's "Some Disenchanted Evening". Leader Graeme Downes is ready to make The Verlaines a full time
affair, now that his studies are finished (he has a PhD in music --specifically 19th Century/Mahler) and the
band will do a full scale tour here in support of "Readv To Fly", making the title of the set very appropriate.
It probably is Graeme's interest in music from the 19th Century that has made The Verlaines' sound stand
apart from similar units like The Chills and The Clean, who hail from the same part of the world. Pop
music, Verlaines' style is more of a constant shift in structure, but tracks like the first single "Tremble" are
irresistibly direct and enchanting. "Tremble" recalls the early work of The Left Banke circa "Desire", with
hushed strings and a lush arrangement, a great "single" in every sense of the term. Other tracks that are
perfect for exposure are the opening "Gloom Junky", jaunty jig "Hurricane", "War In My Head", near-Mer-
seybeat "Inside Out", bluesy "See You Tomorrow" and wonderful title track. Who says brains and literacy

doesn't mix with rock and roll? Certainly not The Verlaines. (MM)

k!ER1 I N E S

Paul Kelly and the Messengers, "Comedy" (MUSHROOM IMPORT) When this record (disc) started to arrive at
radio I actually got a call from someone who wanted to know when Paul Kelly and the Messengers got back
together. The fact is they never broke up. It must have been a misconception that when the band got
dropped by A&M, they went their separate ways. Well, a single listen to this sprawling 18 song set is
testament that P.K. and the former Coloured Girls are very much alive and well. "Comedy" is a return to
the form of their first American outing, 1987's "Gossip", another double length opus that was trimmed from
its 24 track Aussie length to 15 when it was issued on these shores. Kelly is most comfortable witha "no
frills" recording approach, getting things on tape rather quickly while the song burns fresh in his mind. In
this opinion, it is this form that allows him to shine brightest. A supremely talented writer, it is amazing
that the band's trio of releases for A&M failed to connect with the masses. Speaking of which, how a song
like "No You" from "So Much Water. So Close To Home" went unnoticed will forever be a mystery. The
first single from "Comedy" is "Don't Start Me Talking", not the old Sonny Boy Williamson tune, but a typically

fine Kelly composition. Included on the last Hard Report AOR sampler, it has received a fair share of play, and is currently airing
on our side of the dial at KUKQ, where the band has long been a prime mover. There is so much to like about "Comedv" and so
many moods and styles. But the one constant is the quality of songwriting. For uptempo stuff try "Stories Of Me" for pure pop,
"Wintercoat" (nice lift of the "So You Want To Be A Rock And Roll Star" riff for the intro) or "Your Little Sister (Is A Big Girl,Now)".
For humor and realism cue up "Little Boy Don't Lose Your Balls", which is one great line after another and a chorus that goes, "Balls
run wild, Balls may get way out of line, You may not even know you've left your balls behind." The ballads are all first rate with
standouts being "I Won't Be Your DogAnymore" and "Blue Stranger". Kelly gets his Dylan out on "From Little Things Big Things Grow",
and covers John Cale's "Buffalo Ballet", originally found on Cale's historic "Fear" album. As of this writing Paul Kelly is without an
American record deal, and that's more than a damn shame, it's downright criminal. Let's do something about it, play this record.

Think Tree, "Like The Idea" (CAROLINE) If we had wishes, then music would be fishes, and Think Tree would be a
quizzically formed, graceful creature, emerging from the depths of the Mariani Trench. Out of the highly
pressurized grottos of the Boston scene, this band has succeeded in reaching an audience that was open
to its top -spinning approach heard in the respectable, independently released "Eight Thirteen" disc. Unlike
certain smorgasbord or lazy susan scattershots, Think Tree follows its own evolutionary progress, instead
of coming apart like some appendages in patchwork tandem. And they are far from the opposite end of
the creative spectrum, where you can segue each song in and out of each other between verse -chorus -bridge
predictability. And if you're willing to probe farther into their lyrical profiles, "Monday A.M." and "All We
Like Sheep" reward, footnotes include "The Shining" and "The Raven". Even the hopelessly weird `tween
songs snatches of sound are titled, if that bit of reference helps you in the announcing category, oh joy and
rapture. Untamed welts of rhythm slap us in the jaw like winding octupus tentacles, and synth and guitar
sprawl in an unsymmetrical spread eagle. "The Living Room" and "Eye To Eye" concoct funky beats, and

choruses for sing -a -long are in plenty (and just who is "Holy Cow" picking on?). There's very little Think Tree don't attempt to
accomplish, and if on the first listen both your mind and feet aren't stirred at the same time, that's because it's nearly impossible to
let "Like The Idea" just stop at the end. Think Tree captures the essence of ingenuousness, the tiny, tiny space between all varying
degrees from carelessness to immaculateness. (BR)

As a
bonus, there's an acoustic version of

the track included (with slightly different lyrics). The subject of
ecology is wrapped around a delightful hook, as Easdale is
concerned with what will be left of the planet for his (and our)
kids. The added attraction of this EP is a previously unreleased
track, that has been floating around since the Bent Back Tulip
days as a demo, "7 Seconds (More Or Less)". (MM)

Public Enemy, "Shut 'Em Down" (COLUMBIA)
Chuck D is likened to Man Of The
Year Ted Turner's CNN channel, and
it's easy to see why. He devotes all of
his day towards producing sound bites
on salient, brain -stewing topics,
whether it's reenacting cop brutality
on one of his vid clips or spouting off
on newsworthy points. He counts on

Fishbone, "Fight The Youth" (COLUMBIA) Bursting
out of those dreaded seasonal
doldrums, Fishbone catapults a swarm
of technicolor guitar arcs into the sky.

Gruntruck, "Inside Yours", Roadracer,.... In-
dustry eyes have been focused in that general direction for some

time, but now the world's gaze is
firmly drawn to the Pacific
Northwest (Seattle in particular),
and their seemingly endless flow
of impressive artists. Nirvana
have the #1 album in the nation,
Soundgarden is breaking through
and on the road with GNR, Pearl
Jam is an unstoppable wave
touching down in a mighty way,
and Queensryche have wrapped a
world-wide headlining ex-
travaganza in support of the

multi -platinum "Empire" LP. Seattle has become synonymous
with success --a fresh originality and attitude emanates from that
locale, based in grunge raised on early rock ethics and skewered
with a 90's sensibility. And never fear, as we enter the new year
we're not to be without another new (old) wave of releases from
that area, though they aren't necessarily fresh new faces. Many
of the names are indigenous to that region and are the precursors
to this "sudden" new influx of super talent --the indie staples that
have been making the scene since long before Sub Pop became
an A&R dream. Jack Endino's Skin Yard have been hanging
around for many a year and it's from that band that the latest
phenomenon, Gruntruck, was spawned. Formed by Skin
vocalist/guitarist Ben McMillan, Gruntruck is the riff -driven
more straightforward result of years of regional influence and
alternative leanings. Joining him in this not -too heavy, but still
quite grungy project are ex -splatter rock specialist (via the
Accused) Tom Neimeyer on guitar and fellow local guys, bassist
Tim Paul (ex of Napalm Beach) and Norman (just call him
Scott) Scott on drums. Those with overtly experimental natures,
may already be familiar with this album, as it's been floating
around the alternative ranks since the fall of '90 (it was released
on independent NW label called eMpTy Records). Lucky for us
Roadracer picked up the rights for the major U.S. release (as
well as subsequent records). It's been remastered and the dif-
ference is incredible, there's a remix of the song "Paint" and two
incredible new tracks --the ultra crunchy "Cmcifitnkin" and the
blistering "Flesh Fever". The mixed bag of influences insures a
diverse package of tunes, alive with alternative attitude im-
bedded in a heavy base and touched with slight retro rock
tendencies. The songs swirl and dance almost as much as they
bite and kick. No doubt the New Rock progressive realms will
enjoy this album, but I have a feeling this is another fine Seattle
offering that the metal slice will deftly sink their teeth into.
Hearty and rich, reminiscent of their fellow countrymen now and
then, while maintaining their very own distinctive edge. Already
added this first week into the new year at WBAU, WFCS,
WKNH, WNHU, WPSU, WVBR, WVCR, WXCI and WXRC
(and already active at CFOX and KIOZ). Great record and I
feel the redundancy but can't help it --another great band from
the fertile musical soil of the Pacific Northwest. Dig in....you're
guaranteed to enjoy 'Melt", "Broken", "Buried", etc...and the
aforementioned songs. And there's still lots more to come from
there...

Lillian Axe, "Poetic Justice", Grand Stamm....
When this band first hit the scene with their self -titled debut,

they were a shining star on the
horizon, dancing around an
album bursting with potential.
The likes of which was readily
confirmed with their second
album, "Love And War" (high-
lighted by the great video track
"ShowA Little Love"). They're ag-
gressive yet commercial sen-
sibility and impressive knack for
writing hook filled, super catchy
songs, should have ignited them

up the popularity charts, but when all was said and done the guys
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riffs taking turns at warp speed, before dropping easily down
into a heavy duty cruise groove. Spitting with attitude, rasped
vocals and a wiry and whipped up wah-wah lead --the song just
cranks (the whole album does actually). It's chunky, feisty and
angst riddled. Just the kid of fire and aggression we need to get
this year off to a great start. And it's not all surface grime either.
Dig behind the line of fire and you get a dose of lyrics full of real
life street ethics. Not a fanciful lovefest of emotional tributes,
not a hyper -intellectual conversation with themselves, and not
a grade school commentary either... Motorpsycho hit you
straight behind the eyes with a simple honest approach, abrasive
enough to leave marks, but not so brutal as to break skin. Look
for the full album review in the next issue. Meanwhile, hold on
tight 'cause "Thunderhead" is rolling your way.

Armed Forces, "Take On The Nation",
Bizarre/Straight.... Who are these guys and where did they
come from? I get the feeling a lot of you expressed those very

thoughts upon receiving this new record
too. I know a bunch of you inquired when
reporting them --enough of you did to
make them #1 Most Added this week
with KNGX, KUNV, KZOK, WCWP,
WHMH, WKNH, WPSU, WRTN,
WVBR, WXCI and WXVU all signing
on. Maybe I can help shed some light on
this situation for you. Armed Forces have

actually been banging around the Orange County, California
area since 1987. The band was formed by former Eden member
Michael Henry and is rounded out by guitarist Joel Smith,
rhythm guitarist/keyboardist Ed Krajek, bassist Joey Grabis
and newly finalized drummer Gene McEwin (the drums on the
album were played by Rick Basha). They're one of the first new
releases from the recently reactivated Bizarre/Straight label,
which in the 70's was the first home to Alice Cooper and Ted
Nugent. The label is distributed by Rhino Records and is now
concentrating on delivering Armed Forces nationwide. The
band's style is a throwback to classic metal, the era of bands like
Accept, Priest, Grim Reaper and the like. Straight ahead crunch
riffs, flying solos and anthemic choruses. The first two songs are
a little to rah -rah, fist in the air comradish for my blood, but the
guys hit a more even keel after that and blast out a fistful of
metal, including a somewhat speedier and rougher version of
the Rainbow classic, "Man On The Silver Mountain". Politically
bound, the lyrics follow the militaristic bent of the band, and
believe me, it was with restraint I fended off the temptation to
load this review up with now familiar terms like "sorties", "patriot
missiles", "Scuds"...y'know. Ah well, the term Armed Forces now
takes on a whole new significance. Finding out how is but a
lazer's beam away. Recruiting now.

ttliM"" 117011ICIES

were left rather high and dry. Splitting with MCA in 1990, the
Axe nucleus (wonder vocalist Ron Taylor, lead guitarist Blaze,
and rhythm guitarist Jon Ster) set about making things right by
bringing in two new members --ex Dirty Looks drummer Gene
Barnett and bassist Darrin DeLatte, and then eventually signing
with Grand Slamm Records. Very shortly after the deal was
signed, sealed and delivered Lillian Axe were in the studio with
producer Leif Mases (Jeff Beck/Scorpions). The result is this
very clean, crisp and energized package of rock monster hits,
which you should all now have before you. "Poetic Justice" is
accurately titled since this is the record that should finally
deliver them to the heights they've so long aspired to. AOR is
alreadyjamming on "True Believer", after jumping onto them way
early (back in December, before we split for the break) and this
week they slammed home a 96-75* move on the Hard Hundred.
Encouragingly, they're also already getting early support from
metal hounds too. With the full album just eeking out and
officially going for adds next ish, "Justice" is already pounding
away at KEYJ, WCWP, WERS, WHJY, WKNH, WXRC and
KEYJ. Their songs are ultra -catchy, innovative, sharp, focused
and well -written, not to mention expertly executed. A fun, hard
hitting, and very accessible (in the way Saigon Kick, Babylon
A.D. and the like are, not in the "poppy" sense). If you live for
big, boomy rock songs that snap, flow, and reveal a wonderful
talent and finesse, you've found your "big new thing". A diverse
band, there are also some exceptional mid-tempo/ballad types-

Hollywood's kept us pretty busy with their new blues rock
sensation, The Scream, the catalogue releases from Queen,
Stryper and Sacred Reich (plus their Ep), and now for the new
year we get an injection of Motorpsycho. A band born of the
Sunset Strip and amped in all the right places. But, don't mistake
them for just another bunch of hair -tossing lip glossed air
rockers, their inclinations lie much more along the lines ofpure
octane, gut wrenching, aggressive punk rock. They've more an
affinity for the fire breathing ethics of Motorhead, Misfits, The
Black Flag, the Ramones and the like then they do any corporate
rock aberration. The mettle behind the name is amply supplied
by Larry Hernandez (guitar/vocals), Brett Multz (bass), Dave
'Crocker (lead guitar) and Mike Cusick. "Thunderhead" is the
first release from their forthcoming debut album "Wrenched",
and it's like a fast low rider, resting on solid body of chugging

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R.E.M. received seven nominations for the 34th Annual
Grammy Awards to be given out next month in New York. The
band was nominated for album of the year for "Out Of Time"
and for record of the year and best pop performance by a duo
or group with vocal for "Losing My Religion." The band's "Radio
Song" was nominated for best rock performance by a duo or
group with vocal. It's the first time R.E.M. have been nominated
for a Grammy. Bryan Adams was nominated in six categories
for "(Everything I Do) I Do It For You" -- including best rock
vocal performance, solo; song of the year; and best pop vocal
performance, male. Bonnie Raitt and jazz musician Dave
Grusin eached received five nominations, while Natalie Cole
and Amy Grant each had four. Nominees for song of the year
were Grant's "Baby Baby," "I Do it For You," "Losing My
Religion," Natalie Cole's "Unforgettable" and Marc Cohn's
"Walking in Memphis." Nominated for record of the year were
"Baby Baby," "I Do It For You," "Losing My Religion," Raitt's
"Something To Talk About," and "Unforgettable." Grant, Raitt,
R.E.M., Paul Simon and Cole were nominated for album of the
year.

An explosion Tuesday night damaged the Johannesburg offices
of a company supplying equipment to concerts by Paul Simon,
apparently in protest against Simon's controversial three-week
tour of South Africa starting January 11. A man claiming to
represent the armed wing of a small black radical group, the
Black Consciousness Movement of Azania, said his group had
planted the bomb in support of a call by the Azanian Youth
Organization. The group, the youth wing of the Azanian
Peoples' Organization, warned Simon against playing planned
concerts in Johannesburg. "If the show goes ahead, we are
definitely going to mount efforts to boycott the show, to picket
the show, and also to stage some demonstrations, and if violence
has to become a necessity it will obviously take place," said
Thami Mcerwa, president of the Azanian Youth Organization.
"When (violence) is there to save our liberation struggle from a
wholesale sellout, we would not hesitate to do it." While the
African National Congress supports the tour, the Azanian
Youth Organization says the ANC hasn't worked to help all
blacks, who still do not have the right to vote. The youth league
of the Pan Africanist Congress also says it opposes the tour. The
PAC's military wing claimed responsibility for the murder of two
policemen last week. The youth division of the ANC says the two
groups are staging a "publicity stunt" to regain credibility. The
Zulu -led Inkatha freedom party and the South African
government and musicians' alliance also support the Simon tour.
Simon was surprised at the protest and said he was under the
impression that everything had been "agreed and settled." "I'm
excited to be here," Simon said. About 100,000 people are
expected to attend the first night of the "Born At The Right
Time" tour. A tight wall of security is expected to be placed
around the concert site. This is the first tour by a major
international star since the United Nations called in December
for an end to people -to -people sanctions, including a ban on
cultural exchanges.
Ozzy Osbourne has rescheduled concerts that he had to cancel
when he broke his foot last year. He's now on the road through
mid- February, with Prong opening. "Mama, I'm Coming Home"
is the new video from his "No More Tears" album.

St. Louis hardcore band Ultraman have called it quits with a
farewell show in their hometown. In the past year, founding bass
player Jon Corcoran left to play with Voice of God, and he'd
been replaced by John Katsafanas. "It was pretty much it for me
since Jon left for Voice of God and (guitarist) Matt (Smith) left,"
says guitarist Rob Wagoner. "Anything after that wouldn't be as
good. I wanted out before people said, 'They kept going till they
were washed up.' I wanted to go with a bang, not to just fade
away. It seemed we'd been just playing the songs. Jon was a vital
member. I mean, he was with it when it started. He meant a lot
onstage, even though his playing wasn't always that good. He and
Matt made things interesting." Singer Tim Jamison agrees that
"it would have been pointless" to continue. Jamison wanted to
keep the band going in a hardcore direction, while Wagoner says
he wanted to see a change in the band's direction.
Lou Reed will visit Great Britain for a series of concerts in March
following the release of his "Magic & Loss" album, which deals
with the cancer -related deaths of two of Reed's friends -- Reed's
roommate at Syracuse University and that of legendary
songwriter Doc Pomus.
Billy Ocean has been cleared three months after being arrested
on drug charges. Ocean was held for five hours last October after
allegedly being seen outside the west London community center
where he teaches swallowing a suspicious -looking substance

from a packet. The singer's manager, Laurie Jay, says the
police's attitude changed radically when they realized who
Ocean was. He was given bail and now all charges have been
dropped.
James Brown has filed a $3 million lawsuit in Washington, D.C.,
claiming the film "The Commitments" used his likeness and
music without permission. The copyright infringement suit notes
the film uses Brown's performance of "Please Please Please"
from a "T.A.M.I. Show" episode of 1955, and that his music and
persona appear "throughout the film, without his permission or
consent." "It's a fantastic movie and they did a fantastic job,"
Brown says. But "I was being taken, and the things that I would
want to sell in the future I would not be able to sell if I continually
let this kind of thing happen."
Nymphs lead singer Inger Lorre says she wasn't bothered by the
two dozen maggots she put in her mouth for the band's
promotional video for "Sad And Damned." Over 200 maggots
were ordered from a New York biomedical laboratory, the
band's record label says. The maggots were placed on a rose
petal put in Lorre's mouth for the shot, which required four or
five takes. "I've had worse things in my mouth," Lorre says. After
the shoot, the maggots were set free in a nearby garbage pile.
Paul Taylor, guitarist and keyboardist for Winger, has left the
band, though he may occasionally work with the group in the
future. The band will begin recording a new album in the spring.

Jon Bon Jovi played two benefit shows just before Christmas to
raise money for local causes. Proceeds from the two benefit
shows at the Count Basie Theater went to the New Jersey Special
Olympics and the Women's Center of Monmouth County, as
well as other causes.
Prince's former manager has filed a $5 million defamation and
breach of contract lawsuit against the singer, claiming that
"Jughead" on Prince's "Diamonds & Pearls" album is about him.
Prince plans to ask the court to dismiss the suit.
Guns N' Roses were fined $24,000 for waiting until 10:45pm to
so on stage at Madison Square Garden in New York. Axl Rose
joked about the fine from onstage.
Steve Tyler of Aerosmith led his 8 -month -pregnant wife and
their baby daughter to safety after a fire broke out in the family's
home in the South Shore section of Boston. The living room and
kitchen of the home was destroyed in the blaze. Tyler was
working out in a next door barn when he heard his wife scream.
He went, through smoke and flames, to the second floor of the
house where he put an emergency ladder out of the window to
the ground. After leading his family down the ladder, he went
back in to rescue the family's pet cat.
A settlement has been reached in the dispute between U2 and
California band Negativland over their single that samples the
band. Island Records founder Chris Blackwell has he's "been
feeling a lot of pressure from U2 to stop action on the matter,"
but will let the out -of -court settlement stand because his label
has incurred $50,000 in legal costs in the case. Island now owns
the record and Don Joyce of Negativland hopes the label might
release it.
Two members of Living Colour -- guitarist Vernon Reid and
drummer Will Calhoun -- have started a "progressive
instrumental" trio with bass player Melvin Gibbs. "We don't even
have a name yet," Reid says. "We're just taking little baby steps.
We've played at the Knitting Factory in New York and now plan
to try it in Boston." Reid hints that one of the band's early
concerts might be recorded for possible release. Gibb has an
album coming out in February with his group Eye To Eye.
"Melvin's an incredible bass player," Reid says. "He can be rock
solid or can fly anywhere. Living Colour and his band are also
label mates, so it's a family kind of vibe." Reid says the new band
isn't doing any Living Colour material and is more likely to play
material from the Mahavishnu Orchestra as part of its
"from -a -whisper -to -a -scream music."

Veteran guitarist Phil Manzanera has a "Latin -rock fusion"
album out called "Southern Cross" (on Agenda Records).
Crowded House's Tim Finn contributed songs for the LP, which
is Manzanera's 16th solo album.
My Sister's Machine, voted the Best New Group of 1991 in the
Northwest Area Music Awards, have a new album out (on
Caroline Records) called "Diva."
A Lou Reed boxed set of 45 tracks, including outtakes and
previously unreleased material, will be released (by RCA
Records) in March. "Between Thought And Expression" will
include a 13 -minute live version of "Heroin" featuring Don
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Cherry on trumpet. Reed was involved in song selection and
remastering for the compilation and provided photographs for
its accompanying booklet. "This should stand, for now, as a
definitive post -Velvet Underground collection, and the only one
in which I have had the luxury of technical involvement," Reed
says.

Ted Nugent of Damn Yankees served 200 pounds of "venison
noodles" to the homeless at a Salvation Army soup kitchen in
Detroit on New Year's Eve. He'd shot three deer with a bow and
arrow and, along other hunters in the Michigan Sportsmen
Against Hunter program, donated it to two Salvation Army
centers. "I kill it, you grill it," Nugent joked. "This sends a message
to the sporting community in this state that we all need to give."
Nugent has written a book called "Blood Trails -- The Truth
About Bowhunting," and published it himself. The book includes
recipies for venison Stroganoff and wild board chops, among
others, and has advice on technique and equipment for hunting
with a bow and arrow. "With compassion and forethought, we
can continue to progress with our enviable success at managing
game populations in the face of overwhelming odds," Nugent
says. "Hunting is conservation."

The trade publication Pollstar says the Grateful Dead sold $34.7
million in tickets in 1991, more than any other act, ahead of the
$24 million grossed by ZZ Top. The magazine speculated that,
while concert grosses were down by 25 percent in 1991, the Dead
"operate in a cultural time warp." Garth Brooks, Paul Simon,
Guns N' Roses, the Judds, Clint Black, Rod Stewart, Michael
Bolton, and a tour featuring Bell Biv Devoe, Johnny Gill and
Keith Sweat rounded out the top ten.

Willie Nelson's son, Billy Nelson, was found dead in his Nashville
home at the age of 33. He'd hung himself with a cord. Billy
Nelson had undergone alcohol abuse treatment in 1990.

Prince now prefers yellow to purple, according to Vogue
magazine, which features him in a photo spread in its January
issue.

Aretha Franklin will do a television commercial for Pizza Hut,
singing "Deliver Me" to the tune of "Rescue Me."

Blues singer Andrew "B.B." Odom has died in a traffic accident
near Chicago. Police speculate that Odom suffered a heart
attack before losing control of his auto which struck a tree.
Odom's wife, Laura, was a passenger in the car and was in critical
condition at Cook County Hospital. Odom had toured
extensively, and had recorded with Toronto band the Gold Tops.
Ice Cube has decided to form a foundation to help the Martin
Luther King Jr., hospital in Los Angeles. The Street Knowledge
Medical Aid Foundation will give $25,000 for the hospital, using
money donated by the makers of St. Ides malt liquor, who use
Cube in their advertising campaigns. Cube had criticized the
treatment the hospital gives to gunshot victims in his "Alive On
Arrival."

Baby Girl of the female rap group HWA was slightly wounded
in a drive -by shooting outside a Los Angeles restaurant. Baby
Girl, whose real name is Kim Kenner, was with a friend who was
more seriously injured. "Some guy with a gun just pulled up and
opened fire," her publicist says.
Poet Allen Ginsberg is recuperating at the home of a coustin
after being hospitalized in Cooperstown, New York, for mild
congestive heart failure. He says it's "given me a little time to rest
and grade my term papers."

Rich Fortus of Pale Divine says changes within the band's record
label (Atco/East West) have been "a drag." But, he adds, "It's a
better company for us now...They've dropped a lot of acts, so
we've got fewer to compete with for attention." The band is about
to begin work on a video for "Something About Me."

Hugh Masekela will be one of the first to appear in Sun City, in
the Bophutswana homeland, following the announcement by the
South African Musicians' Alliance that local acts can play at the
venue. Masakela, a former South African exile, will appear at the
superbowl in February.

Despite its success in the U.S., Garth Brooks' "Ropin' The
Wind," hasn't yet been released in Britain. It's now scheduled for
release in Britain during the first week of February.

Road Crew, the new group formed by former Guns N' Roses
drummer Steven Adler, made its debut in San Francisco on New
Year's Eve. A lawsuit Adler filed against Guns N' Roses is still
pending, and Axl Rose claims Adler is trying to get back into the
band. "It's just not going to happen," Rose says.

Two Billy Joel home videos have been released and can be
purchased separately or together in a collector's boxed set. "Billy
Joel Live From Leningrad, U.S.S.R." was filmed at Joel's August
1876 concert at the V.I. Lenin Sports & Concert Complex and
includes "Angry Young Man," "Allentown," "Goodnight Saigon,"
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"Only The Good Die Young," "Uptown Girl," "Big Shot" and
"Back In The U.S.S.R.", among others. There is also a
documentary about his 1987 visits to Moscow, Tbilisi and
Leningrad, called "A Matter Of Trust." An introduction by Joel
calls it "an exhilarating experience for us and the people we
played for...The Soviet Union was probably the most exciting
series of concerts I've ever played."
One of the biggest record store chains in Britain has decided it
will no longer sell vinyl albums. W.H. Smith joins other major
stores which have stopped selling traditional LPs in favor of
cassettes and compact discs.
Boston -area band the Volcano Suns have called it quits with a
New Year's Eve farewell show in Cambridge, Massachusetts.
The band, featuring former Mission Of Burma drummer Peter
Prescott, released six albums over an eight -year period. Guitarist
Dave Kleiler Jr., is moving to New York, while bass player Bob
Weston shifts to production and engineering.
Gloria Estefan will perform during the halftime of Super Bowl
XXVI in Minneapolis, Minnesota, on January 26.
"I'm letting it all go," Belinda Carlisle has told People magazine.
"I'm eating a lot and getting used to being a fat pig. And I'm
enjoying it." The former Go -Go is expecting a baby in June and
says she's stopped her daily five -mile runs and she's given up her
personal trainer.
Bill Wyman has told the French newspaper Liberation that he
believes former Rolling Stones member Brian Jones died
because of epilepsy, and not from drugs or drink. "A few years
ago I met one of his illegitimate daughters that nobody had
known about until then. She told me she was epileptic but that
her mother wasn't," Wyman told the newspaper. "When she
described the symptoms I suddenly realised that's exactly what
happened to Brian all the time...Despite the brandy and
barbiturates he kept taking, I think it must have been a fit that
hit him in his pool." A coroner concluded that Jones suffered
"death by misadventure" at age 27 and it was suggested that his
heart had been weakened because of a childhood illness.
Keyboardist Guy Chambers, a founding member of World
Party, has left the band to go solo in a departure described by
Karl Wallinger as amicable. World Party, now a threesome, have
just about finished work on a new album for release in April.

Ian Astbury of the Cult required hospitalization briefly when he
broke a window while trying to open it and cut himself, requiring
eight stitches. The wound opened up again during one Cult show
at the Wembley Arena in London.
A concert by Ned's Atomic Dustbin in Belfast, Ireland, had to
be canceled when the stage collapsed. Some crowd members had
gotten onstage when a protective barrier broke and their extra
weight apparently led to the collapse.
The Beautiful South should have a third album out in March. A
single from the LP, "Old Red Eyes Is Back," has just been
released in Britain.
The Sugarcubes have their third album coming out soon, called
"Stick Around For Joy," recorded in Los Angeles and Bearsville,
New York. The album's title comes from a slogan the band saw
on a drink vending machine in Japan which said, "Have a
refreshing time, stick around for joy." Magga of the group says
the LP is "more simple in a more complex way." The second
Sugarcubes album didn't fare nearly as well as the band's debut,
and Bjork says the band was rushed into recording a follow-up.
"Touring was fucking killing us, we were in Lithuania when the
second album was being mixed and we lost control," she says.
"There are things on the second album that didn't work, but it
was educational and I think we had to go through it, we couldn't
just skip that chapter. There are a lot of songs on the first album
I don't like, but we got away with them because they had attitude,
which we lost for the second album." The first single from the
new album in Britain is "Hit."

Babes In Toyland are to begin work on a new album in February,
their first for a major label.

Manhattan Transfer begin an all -acoustic tour later this month
in Detroit, after having spent the beginning of the year playing
six nights at the Blue Note in New York. During their first U.S.
tour in three years, the group will perform with only pianist
Yaron Gershovsky and bass player Alex Blake.
Bernard Sumner says the next New Order album will be different
in style and more acoustic. "We've completed ten ideas so far
and all of them are quite dancey, quite Electronic-ish, but what
we're going to do next is four acoustic things," Sumner says. "I
think we are going to use outside producers on this album, so it
may sound different to the other stuff. It does already, actually.
I suppose it's passing time. You pick up new influences. It
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certainly sounds very current to me. We hope it'll be finished by
June 1992."

A compilation album of covers of Beatles songs has been
released in Britain, called "Revolution No. 9." It includes tracks
from Billy Bragg and Paul Weller and proceeds from the album
are being donated to the Oxfam charity group for use in
Cambodia.

An out -of -court settlement has been reached in Phil Spector's
lawsuit over the unauthorized biography written by Mark
Ribowsky called "He's A Rebel." Sections of the book claiming
that Spector was racist and that he abused his wife and children
will be deleted from future copies.

ZZ Top are looking for a new record label and are proposing a
boxed set of unreleased and rate tracks, including some blues
material and Spanish -language versios of "Francine" and B.B.
King's "Beautician's Blues."

Phil Collins will appear in "Frauds," which begins filming in
Australia this month. It's Collins' first feature film role since
"Buster." Other than Collins, the film, about an insurance
salesman who scams his customers, has an all -Australian cast.

Lisa Stansfield has recorded a version of "All Around The
World" with Barry White. While in Rome, Italy, White recently
gave a special gospel performance for members of the governing
body of the Vatican, accompanied by a live choir.

Nona Hendryx is to star in "Black Blood," described as a gospel
vampire movie which begins shooting this spring in Europe.
She's also going to score the film. Hendryx has been writing tunes
recently for Martha Wash and Mavis Staples.
Toyah Wilcox has announced plans to perform in the Barlinnie
jail in Glasgow, Scotland. She says she'll perform a "one -woman
show for the jailbirds about the life and times of tragic rock star
Janis Joplin." "I feel it is important to do work in the community,"
Wilcox says. "I'm sure the prisoners will ejoy the show."

Lead singer Steve Whiteman says the latest Kix album, "Girl
Money," is the band's best. "As far as sound -- I think it sounds
better than any record we've ever made," Whiteman says. "We
had a lot of material to choose from. We had about 40 songs to
choose from, 25 new, 15 old ones."

The Wedding Present are to release a new single every month in
Britain. The limited -edition 7 -inch records will each include an
original song and a cover. The first few singles are being
produced by Chris Nagle, who has worked with the Charlatans
UK and the Inspiral Carpets. The first single from the Wedding
Present for the new year is "Blue Eyes," with a cover of the Go-
Betweens' "Cattle And Cane" on the b -side.

A woman who bought a copy of EMF's "Schubert Dip" album
has complained to a British Member of Parliament about the use
of the word "fuck" on the album. South Glamorgan MP John
Smith has introduced a motion calling the band's record label
"irresponsible" and urging "a system of labelling on material
unsuitable for children."

Derek Frigo has rejoined Enuff Z'Nuff, who will begin to work
a new album in the coming months.

Salt-N-Pepa were mugged backstage after a sold -out concert at
the Hammersmith Odeon in London. They lost jewelry, almost
$600, and DJ Spinderella's passport in the robbery.
The upcoming "On Track" album from Buckwheat Zydeco (on
Charisma Records) includes an eight -minute version of Jimi
Hendrix's "Hey Joe."

The Scorpions' "Hit Between The Eyes" is the first single from
the upcoming soundtrack to "Freejack," the film that stars Emilio
Estevez, Mick Jagger and Anthony Hopkins. Jane Child, Jesus
Jones, the Jesus & Mary Chain, Little Feat and Ministry are
among the artists with songs on the soundtrack (on Morgan
Creek Records).
Members of R.E.M.'s fan club were treated to a Christmas single
that included a cover of the Vibrators' "Baby Baby" and a song
written by R.E.M. called "Christmas Griping."

A New York radio station (WXRK-FM) has played a new song
from Bruce Springsteen, "Soul Driver." It's believed the track
comes from Springsteen's next album which will be released in
late February or early March. The LP, his first in over four years,
is believed to feature Bruce Hornsby, E -Street Band keyboardist
Ray Bittan, Toto drummer Jeff Porcaro, and ex -Journey bass
player Randy Jackson.

British band New Model Army have been released from their
British record label "after several months of negotiations." The
band has just begin working on a new album.

Ronnie Hammond, lead singer of ARS, formerly the Atlanta
Rhythm Section, joined Stillwater for a couple of songs at a
Stillwater reunion concert over the holidays in Macon, Georgia.

Stan Lynch, drummer for Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers,
appears on the debut album from Los Angeles band Rebel Train,
called "Seeking Shelter" (on Atco/East West Records).
Ann Peebles has finished work on an album (for Bullseye
Blues/Rounder Records) featuring the Hi Rhythm Section and
the Memphis Horns.

2 Live Crew's Luther Campbell has a solo album just coming out
(on Luke Records) called "I Got Shit On My Mmd." There will
also be an edited version of the LP, called "I Got ---- On My
Mind." Tracks on the LP include "Head Head And More Head,"
"I Ain't Bullshittin'", and "Menage A Trois."

New York group R -U -Ready have finished recording an 11 -track
album (for Mechanic Records). The band are described as
blending "hard rock, funk, soul and dance."

Jennifer Batten, who played lead guitar on Michael Jackson's
"Bad" tour in 1988 and 1989, has a solo album just out (on Voss
Records), called "Above The Law And Beyond." The mostly -

instrumental LP includes a cover of Otis Redding's "Respect" as
well as a version of Nicholas Rimsky-Korsakov's "Flight Of The
Bumblebee." "Every kind of music that's ever influenced me is
on this album. It also reflects a lot of the anxiety of the last three
years, the craziness of trying to get this record out," Batten says.

The break-up of the Soviet Union has not been kind to the Soviet
Union's Melodiya record company. In late 1989, the label had
studios in seven Soviet cities, six pressing plants and 14 specialist
record shops. But now the firm is losing control of these sites as
individual Republics nationalize them, raising questions about
the future of the long-standing Russian label.

Hank Williams Jr., has been signed to the reactivated Capricorn
Records label. He won't begin recording for Capricorn until he
completes three more albums for his current label, though
Capricorn will promote and market the discs. Williams's next
album, "Maverick," is to be released in mid -February. The first
single from the LP, "Hotel Whiskey," features Clint Black.

The Pet Shop Boys plan to release a companion album to
"Discography" that would include b -sides to their singles as well
as extra tracks that have been included on CDs. The package
may be called "Bibliography." The band also plans a few small
concerts and have begun writing songs for a new album.

Producer Scott Billington says the new album from the Dirty
Dozen Brass Band is "more of a modern jazz album than
anything they've done before, and just as funky." "Open Up" (on
Columbia Records) includes a six -part suite written by Gregory
Davis which mixes Catholic and voodoo influences.

Mother's Finest will have a new album out (on Scotti Brothers
Records) in February.
Harry Connick Jr., has asked his girlfriend, lingerie model Jill
Goodacre, to marry him. He told the audience the news at a
concert in Aspen, Colorado. Goodacre has also directed
Connick's promotional music videos.

Members of Metallica say they don't mind if fans bring video or
audio tape recorders to their concerts. "That's something we've
always done," says drummer Lars Ulrich. "We rather see them
do that than pay some ridiculous amount of money for a crappy-
quality bootleg on the street."

Shawn Colvin has been recording a new album in Los Angeles
since September. She unveiled some of the songs at a benefit
concert in Boston. Her set included Steve Earle's "Someday" and
Warren Zevon's "Tenderness On The Block."
Elton John has tied Elvis Presley's record for having a top 40
single in Billboard for 23 consecutive years. Presley began his
string in 1956 with "Heartbreak Hotel" and ended it in 1978 with
"My Way." John's first top 40 hit was 1970's "Your Song," while
his latest is the duet with George Michael of "Don't Let The Sun
Go Down On Me."

Bruce Springsteen and Patti Scialfa have a new baby daughter.
Little Steve Van Zandt announced the birth on New Year's Eve.

Los Angeles band Excel have been getting attention because of
the similarity of their 1989 song "Tapping Into The Emotional
Void" to Metallica's "Enter Sandman." "You don't know what to
think," says Excel singer Dan Clements of the similiarities in the
two tracks. The band's manager says the group hasn't wanted to
go to court over the issue because "a lawsuit, unfortunately, sucks
everything else out of your life." The track appears on Excel's
album "The Joke's On You" (on Caroline Records).
Record sales appeared to have been stronger in the U.S. through
the holidays. Jay Berman, president of the Recording Industry
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Association of America estimated that year-end figures for 1991
will show a 7 or 8 percent increase in dollar volume and a one or
two percent in unit sales compared with 1990. A mid -year report
had said that 1991 sales were down 11 percent from the year
before. "Considering the recession, it's a pretty good
performance," Berman says. Macey Lipman Marketing reports
holiday sales were up 3.7 percent over last year, with 60 percent
of those surveyed reporting better holiday business, 16 percent
saying it was the same and 24 percent saying it had decreased.
MCM surveyed 212 retail outlets for the survey.

Yngwie Malmsteen has a newalbum, "Fire And Ice," coming out
next month. The album was recorded in Miami and was
produced by Malmsteen.

Eleven leaders of the political party former by Ruben Blades
have quit, saying the singer isn't serious about politics in Panama.
"Ruben uses people, he takes advantages of situations and he will
not be working permanently here," says Milagro Yanis, who had
been the head of the Papa Egoro party. However, she thinks
Blades has a good chance of being elected president because of
opposition to current leadership.
A spokesman for Arizona's governor says a new video from
Public Enemy, for the song "By The Time I Get To Arizona," is
"extremely unfortunate." Chuck D of the group says the clip starts
with "a David Duke -type character as governor of Arizona"
denying he's a racist. At the end of the song, one politician falls
to the floor of his office after eating poisoned candy and the
governor's car is blown up after he gets into it, and the shots are
interspersed with a re-enactment of the assassination of civil
rights leader Martin Luther King Jr. Douglas Cole, a spokesman
for Fife Symington, who became Arizona's governor in March,
campaigned on a promise to make King's birthday a state
holiday. Cole says the clip ignores that "our society works by the
ballot box, not through violence." Chuck D calls the video clip "a
trip into the fantasy world of Public Enemy. You know, the big
payback." And remembering that King was shot to death, he said,
"We've got to be able to say...'If I get hit...you're going to get hit
back."'

New Jersey's Yo La Tengo will have a new album, "May I Sing
With me," out early in the year (on Alias Records). The LP was
produced by Gene Holder, former guitarist for the Wygals and
the dB's.
Madonna will appear in a two-hour episode of "Murder She
Wrote," starring Angela Lansbury. "Madonna doesn't normally
do TV, but she's a big fan of the show," a spokesman says.
Madonna will play a woman who lures rich men to bed and stabs
them after they fall asleep.
Cher's next film will be a remake of the 1940s film, "The
Enchanted Cottage." In the film, a female rock singer will play
the role of airman Robert Young. "We've made the woman
someone between me and Bette Midler and Madonna and she
gets disfigured, so the whole story has been made current," Cher
says.

"This Is Garth Brooks" is the name of an hour-long special to air
on NBC-TV on January 17, recently filmed in Dallas, Texas.
The Grammy Awards will be shown in their entirety in the Soviet
Union for the first time next February.
The episode of NBC -TV's "Saturday Night Live" hosted by
Hammer, who was also the show's musical guest, secured the
highest rating received by the show since it was hosted by Eddie
Murphy on December 15, 1984. The Hammer SNL was watched
by 27 percent of households who were watching TV at the time,
and 9.7 percent of all TV households.

C + C Music Factory and Color Me Badd have both received six
nominations in the American Music Awards, to be given out
later this month. Both groups were nominated as favorite band
and best new artist. Boys II Men and Whitney Houston received
five nominations each, while Garth Brooks and Natalie Cole
were each nominated in four categories. Paula Abdul, Mariah
Carey, D.J. Jazzy Jeff & The Fresh Prince, Guns N' Roses and
Crystal Waters had three nominations each. James Brown will
receive a special award for his lifetime contributions to music.

The 6th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has dismissed a six -year
prison term given to an Ohio man who had threatened to kill
Debbie Gibson. The three judge panel ordered a lower court to
resentence Robert Pelfrey, who had pleaded guilty to one count
of extortion, saying a U.S. District Court judge in Akron, Ohio,
did not explain why he exceeded the maximum federal guideline
of 16 months in prison. Court proceedings showed that Pelfrey
sent over 100 letters to Gibson, some of which threatened Gibson
after his father told Palfrey to write his daughter no more. Pelfrey
was arrested in 1989 after threatening to kill Gibson at a concert
in Ohio.
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Billy Idol has pleaded innocent to a charge of misdemeanor
assault and battery for allegedly punching a woman in the face
in Los Angeles in October.
A federal judge in Seattle, Washington, has ruled that a play
called "Janis" does not imitate the late singer Janis Joplin and is
a legitimate play. Joplin's estate had claimed that the two- act
play, which ran last summer at a small theater, violated their
exclusive rights to Joplin's "voice, delivery, mannerisms,
appearance and dress, and the actions accompanying her
performances." Estate executor Robert Gordon says he will
appeal the decision to the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals.
Attorney Paul Gillingham, representing the play's producers,
called the decision "the right result for artists and musicians
everywhere." However, a lawsuit filed by the estate claiming
copyright infringement, unfair competition and unjust
enrichment is still pending, and is scheduled for trial in
December 1992.
Chubby Checker is suing McDonald's Restaurants of Canada
for $14.8 million (U.S.) for allegedly imitating his voice in
commercials for McTwist French fries. "We believe that when
people hear the advertisements on the radio and television, they
think it is Chubby Checker who is singing. Mr Checker's
permission was never granted and he was never compensated,"
says Checker's attorney Tony DeLauro. "It made Chubby really
mad, really mad. It's like he doesn't have any control over his
own destiny. McDonald's advertising agency says it paid Hank
Ballard, author of "The Twist" for the rights to the lyrics and
music. "We did not misappropriate the identity or the personality
of Mr Checker," says Bob Topping, executive vice president of
Vickers & Benson Corp Ltd. "Our version sounds like Mr
Ballard."

The New York Daily News reports that Axl Rose, lead singer of
Guns N' Roses, has ,given his girlfriend, model Stephanie
Seymour, a $20,000 ring. The paper also reports that an
end -of -tour party at a New York nightspot cost Rose $13,399.

U.S. District Judge Kevin Duffy has ruled that Biz Markle
infringed the copyright on Gilbert O'Sullivan's "Alone Again
(Naturally)" in a song on his new "I Need A Haircut" album.
Duffy has referred the case to the U.S. Attorney's office for
criminal prosecution. "'Thou shalt not steal' has been an
admonition followed since the dawn of civilization.
Unfortunately, in the modern world of business this admonition
is not always followed," Duffy ruled. He said the defendants in
the case, including Markie's record labels, "would have this court
believe that stealing is rampant in the music business and, for
that reason, their conduct here should be excused." Duffy said
he would grand an injunction against the defendants, as
requested by O'Sullivan's record company, which claimed that
Markie, whose real name is Marcel Hall, copied the first eight
bars of O'Sullivan's hit.
The Boring Institute of Maplewood, New Jersey, has put
Madonna and the Jackson family on its list of the top ten most
boring celebrities.

The wedding gown worn by Madonna on the cover of the "Like
A Virgin" album sold for $11,000 at an auction at Sotheby's in
New York. A 1955 Stratocaster guitar owned by Jimi Hendrix
sold for $19,800 at the same auction, while Bill Haley's first
electric guitar went for $27,500. Handwritten lyrics to "Talking
New York," written by Bob Dylan in 1961, sold for $8,250.

Veteran San Francisco -area musician Austin deLone has had his
first solo album released in Britain (on Demon Records), called
"DeLone At Last." It features Kim Wilson of the Fabulous
Thunderbirds and includes a cover of Bob Dylan's "Visions Of
Johanna" as well as two songs he wrote with Nick Lowe. DeLone
was a member of Eggs Over Easy, a British band in the early
1970s that was a precursor to "pub rock" bands such as Brinsley
Schwarz. "Bands like Ducks Deluxe and Bees Make Honey were
imitations of us," deLone says.

Jon Bon Jovi will be writing material with Swedish rock band
Great King Rat.
Zodiac Mindwarp & The Love Reaction have an album coming
out this month in Britain called "Hoodlum Thunder." It's on an
independent British label, something Zodiac says he's pleased
about. "I wouldn't touch a major again," he says. "Everything at
Phonogram had to be a compromise. This way it's going to be a
lot more low- key."

Material Issue will have a second album out in the spring. Their
first major label release has sold over 200,000 copies.

Even though he's without a U.S. record label, Paul Weller,
formerly of the Jam, played five sold -out nights in Los Angeles
recently.
The Vulgar Boatmen, a band based in Gainesville, Florida, will
have a new album out in late January (on Caroline Records).
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"Please Panic" was recorded in Gainesville and mixed in Toronto
with producer Peter Moore (Silos, Cowboy Junkies). It's the
band's first album since their 1988 LP "You And Your Sister."

Rush won in three categories at the fifth annual Toronto Music
Awards, while Blue Rodeo, Jeff Healey and Tom Cochran each
won two awards. Geddy Lee and Neil Peart of Rush were named
Best Bass Player and Best Drummer, respectively, and the group
was given the award for Best International Success. Jeff Healey
was named Best Guitarist and Best Blues Artist.

Midnight Oil have not decided on a title for their upcoming
double live album due out in March. But an accompanying home
video will be called "Pictures."

Laurie Anderson has a book out called "Empty Places: A
Performance," with black and white photographs of her last tour.

The Screaming Jets will be recording their next album in with
producer Steve James, but the band doesn't know where the
sessions will take place. "We might do it in Sydney or we might
wind up back in Los Angeles," says Dave Gleeson, "or maybe
we'll just go out to the country and rent a farmhouse. Maybe we
could even get in a mobile studio and drive around Australia and
do it that way."

Nick Cave & The Bad Seeds are recording an album in Los
Angeles with producer David Briggs for release in April.

Don Dixon has produced the debut album from the Lonesome
City Kings (on MCA Records) for release in the spring.

Jacksonville, Florida, band Beggars Weeds are still negotiating
with their record label over release of an album they recorded
with Michael Stipe of R.E.M. producing.

Drummer Michel Langevin says Voivod's new album, "Angel
Rat," features songs that are more simply structured. "The lyrics
are taken from a more human point of view rather than the
robotic science fiction. They are folk tales that shift with the
groove of the music," he says. "During the tours we did with
Soundgarden and Faith No More, then Rush, we realized we
had to be more groove -oriented and not as complex with the
songs, because the crowds were getting confused. When we
began writing new songs in that new direction, we really enjoyed
it more. It was both conscious and, at the same time, a natural
progression."

Guns N' Roses bass player Duff McKagan got an invitation to
visit Harvard Law School after saying, in a Rolling Stone
interview, that he would like to attend the prestigious school.
Third -year Harvard Law student Juan Garcia invited McKagan
to tour the school while the band was playing in nearby
Worcester, Massachusetts. McKagan, who bought some

Harvard Law shorts for Axl Rose, isn't likely to get to attend the
law school because he never finished high school.

Ian McCulloch unveiled some tunes from his upcoming second
album, due out in March, during a brief U.S. club tour. "Drug
For Love," "Magical World," and "In My Head" were among the
new songs he performed. The new album will either be called
"Mysterioso" or "Songs For Swinging Suicides."

Star magazine reports that Michael Jackson has a fascination
with Shirley Temple and has filled a secret Los Angeles
apartment with photographs, memorabilia, and full-sized
models of Temple. "The first time I walked into the place I nearly
passed out from shock," a friend of Jackson's told the magazine.
"It was pitch black when suddenly Michael switched on the foyer
light. Standing at the fireplace was a lifesize doll of Shirley
Temple in a gorgeous pink dress and white, patent leather Mary
Jane shoes. There was even a ribbon in her hair."
Folk singer Tom Rush has been promoting the Wolf Fund on his
current concert tour, a movement that seeks to return wolves to
Yellowstone National Park.

Readers of Source magazine have named Ice Cube the Artist of
the Year. "Notwithstanding the current raging debate, Ice Cube
is the individual who has had the greatest impact on the hip hop
community," says Source publisher David Mays. "The numbers
were not even close. Out of the 5,000 surveys that were returned
to us, Ice Cube was the overwhelming favorite for artist of the
year."

The sons of two famous R&B singers, Marvin Gaye HI and Lou
Rawls II, have formed a band called Nu Breed.

A 4,600 -acre ranch adjacent to Michael Jackson's ranch in the
Santa Ynez Valley of California is up for sale at $22 million. The
property, originally priced at $35 million, includes an
eight -bedroom house.

The "Red Hot & Blue" compilation album has now raised over
$4 million worldwide for AIDS research. Over a half million
copies of the album have been sold in the U.S.
An attorney for Axl Rose of Guns N' Roses has threatened to file
a lawsuit against Bob Guccione Jr., the publisher of Spin
magazine, because "defamatory statements about our client have
been printed by you." The magazine recently quoted as former
Rose girlfriend as saying that she supported Rose during his lean
years and now he "refuses to acknowledge her." Guccione says
he's answered Rose's letter and accepted his offer to meet in the
boxing ring. "You can't countersue him for being a moron,"
Guccione says.

Madonna will play the lead role in "The Baboon Heart," playing
a waitress who befriends a withdrawn man and teaches him
about love and life. Filming of the romantic drama is set to begin
in March, with director Tony Bill.

UK Music News
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The Jesus And Mary Chain are set to return this spring with a
new album and a British tour in the style of Jane's Addiction's
Lollapalooza outing. No title for the new album has yet been
confirmed, but a single, "Reverance" b/w "Heat", a remix of
"Reverance" and a cover version of Elvis Presley's "Guitar Man"
will be issued by blanco y negro on February 3. The tour has the
provisional title of Rollercoaster, and there are rumors that My
Bloody Valentine, Blur, and Dinosaur Jr. may be included on
the bill.

Several major stars could be forced to abandon plans for London
dates this year because of restrictions on the use of the capital's
largest venue, the Wembley Stadium. Last year, an agreement
was made between local residents and the owners of Wembley
to restrict concerts at the outdoor venue to 12 per year. Three
of these dates have already been taken up with the announce-
ment of an Elton John/Eric Clapton double bill for July 27 and
28, and a Bryan Adams concert for July 18. However, with U2,
Michael Jackson and Madonna all reported to be planning
world tours, the remaining nine days available at the stadium may
not prove sufficient to satisfy demand. The problem is further
compounded by a number of other factors. The weather is so
unpredictable in the UK -- i.e., it rains a lot -- that outdoor
concerts have to be fitted into a usually all too short summer
period. Alternative venues may also be difficult to find within
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the capital. Although the use of other soccer stadiums would
seem a logical alternative, it seems that many soccer clubs are
likely to be in the midst of building work necessary to comply
with new safety regulations. This leaves another option of shows
outside the capital, an option which Dire Straits have already
taken with the announcement of a concert at Woburn Abbey in
Bedfordshire, south-east England.

The founder of Silvertone Records, Andrew Lauder, has left the
label. It's believed that his departure came about after disagree-
ments with Zomba, Silvertone's parent company. Further ru-
mors suggest Lauder may form a new company with backing
from a major label. 1991 was a difficult year for Silvertone, with
the loss of the Stone Roses to Geffen after a lengthy dispute.

On the subject of the Stone Roses... a report in the New Musical
Express, which quotes "a source close to the band" suggests that
it might be the Fall before any new material is forthcoming from
the band. The report goes on to say that the band rejected new
material from guitarist John Squire because it wasn't of a high
enough quality and the court case with Silvertone affected the
band's creative output. Nevertheless, the band will be going into
the studio soon to record new material and a meeting between
Geffen, the band and their manager Gareth Evans has appar-
ently been set up to sort out plans for 1992. Meanwhile, the band
are also reported to be house -hunting in Cheshire, Northwest
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England with their advance money from Geffen -- rumored to
be as high as two million pounds sterling.

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine's next album has been
given a provisional release date of May 5 by Chrysalis. The
working title of the album is 1992, and a single entitled "The Only
Living Boy In New Cross" will precede the LP in April. Also
during April, the band will begin a 19 -date tour of the UK. In
the interim, Chrysalis has just re -issued the band's "Rubbish"
single which was originally available via the independent Big Cat
Records in 1990.

The Sundays have signed for the EMI owned Parlophone label.
The band's decision to sign a five -album contract ends months
of speculation that the band were about to quit their former
label, Rough Trade. A statement from the band read: "In the
wake of the label's much publicized financial difficulties and
faced with uncertainty concerning its future, the band felt that
they had little option but to leave." As yet, there is no definite
news on any new material from the band -- their last release was
the critical and commercially successful Reading, Writing. and
Arithmetic LP in 1990 -- but the band are said to be in a London
studio working on a new album. The Sundays are not the only
group changing labels. Levitation have actually made the deci-
sion to sign for Rough Trade and their first studio album (ex-
cluding the EP collection "Coterie") will be available in April.
Finally, Flowered Up have signed to Columbia, after releasing
only one album, A Life With Brian via London Records. The
terms of the deal involve the band signing with Heavenly, who in
turn have signed a distribution deal with Columbia.

Former Echo And The Bunnymen frontman Ian McCulloch is
to release a new single via EastWest on February 3. Produced
by Henry Priestman of The Christians, the single is called
"Lover Lover Lover" and various formats of the single will also
feature other new material: "White Hotel" (acoustic), "Vibor
Blues" (acoustic), and "The Ground Below". McCulloch's sec-
ond solo album Mysterio will follow in March. Meanwhile, Lon-
don audiences will have the chance to catch McCulloch in the
intimate surroundings of the tiny Africa Centre, where McC-
ulloch will debut his new band.

Ride is another band opting for a February release date, when
their British record company Creation issue "Leave Them All
Behind" b/w "Chrome Waves" and "Grasshopper". The single
will not be available as a 7" single -- much more unusual in the
UK where record companies haven't quite succeeded in wiping
vinyl out (yet) -- because the band does not want to edit the
a -side. The band's second album, provisionally titled "Going
Blank Again", will follow in March. The band are reported to
have recorded 20 new tracks for the album with producer Alan
Moulder. 14 will be included on the LP and the vinyl version will
be a double to preserve sound quality.

Lazy records has folded. The label were the first to release
records from Birdland, My Bloody Valentine, and the Primi-
tives, but last week former boss of the company, Wayne Morris,
told the New Musical Express, "When shit like the Manic Street
Preachers can go Top 40, I have no desire to release any more
records, and this comes from the man responsible for Birdland."
Birdland themselves are reported to be considering suing Lazy,
alleging they're owed thousands in unpaid royalties.

Lush have announced an replacement for bassist Steve Rippon,
who quit the band in October. New bassist Steve King will begin
his duties this month with Lush on a short European tour this
month. King was previously a picture reseacher for the New
Musical Express, and has also performed with See See Rider,
Apple Boutique, and Felt.

The Wedding Present's new single, "Blue Eyes", will be the first
of 12 singles from the band in the coming year. "Blue Eyes" b/w
a cover of the Go-Betweens' "Cattle and Cane" will only be
available as a 7" single and not in any other format. Reviewing
the single, New Musical Express journalist David Quantick com-
mented, after a largely favorable write-up: "I'm not too sure if I
can take 11 more of the buggers though." The band will tour the
UK next month.

IN BRIEF
Quite a bit of news to catch up on after the Christmas/ New Year
break. Here goes... Bassist Lee Powers has left The La's, leaving
Lee Mayers as the only founding member left in the band...
Manic Street Preachers next single will be a re-recorded version
of their independent hit "You Love Us" available via Columbia
on January 20. The B-side includes a live version of Guns N'
Roses' "It's So Easy"... There are strong industry rumors that
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The Boo Radleys are to leave Rough Trade, possibly going to
either Creation or A&M... The Wonder Stuff's next single will
be "Welcome To The Cheap Seats", a track from their "Never
Loved Elvis" LP... Prince has announced that from January 17
through the end of February fans will be able to exchange tickets
from his abandoned show at Bleinheim Palace for any show on
his forthcoming European tour. With Diamond Promotions, the
company who organized last year's show, believed to have
stopped trading, this could be the nearest fans get to a refund.
The gesture by Prince could cost the Purple One as much as
$800,000... A report in the New Musical Express says that Happy
Mondays are in dispute with Factory over plans for the band's
fifth LP. According to the report, Factory want the Mondays to
record with former Talking Heads Tina Weymouth and Chris
Franz on production duties. The Mondays, however, want to
continue with Steve Osbourne and Paul Oakenfold who worked
on the band's Pills 'N' Thrills and Bellyaches album... Queen's
surviving members are said to be planning a special farewell
performance at this year's Brit awards ceremony. Elton John
and other friends may join them on stage. The awards will be
held on February 12 at the Hammersmith Odeon venue... The
Charlatans UK will play nine British gigs in April in support of
a new as -yet unnamed album... The British Government is
considering passing a law which would put health warnings on
concert tickets. The action is being considered because of con-
cern over volume levels...

19 For '92
Yes, folks, it's that time of year again. The time that music hacks
everywhere attempt to look into the future and predict which of
those less established bands will make waves in the new year. At
best, the exercise is a risky one, with a commendation all too
often producing one of the following two results: 1.) artist in
question instantly releases dreadful single/EP/LP and journalist
wishes he/she hadn't written that bit about the future of rock 'n'
roll; 2.) artist releases incredible single/EP/LP which is
promptly ignored by everyone else and journalist begins to suffer
from the guilty delusion that their recommendation in fact de-
stroys careers. Conversation at a dinner party three days later
to a long-standing (and by now thoroughly confused) confident:
"Well, I was thinking about real estate/accountancy/trout farm-
ing in Costa Rica as a possible change in direction..."

Nevertheless, to rush in where even fools fear to tread, here are
19 acts to watch out for, 14 relatively new names and 5 more
established names who should make in -roads to the public psy-
che in 1992. So in no particular order, the 14:

The Frank And Walters: A genuinely bizarre trio from Cork in
Ireland. Who can resist a band with song titles like "Fashion
Crisis In New York"? Recently signed to Go! Discs on the
strength of two independent EPs and a third Edwyn Collins
produced EP should be available in April. Singer Paul Linehan
looks a bit like Gerald Depardieu. Odd.

Moose: Lumped in with the so-called "shoe gazers" (Lush, Ride,
Chapterhouse, etc.), Moose have gigged steadily over the last
year and released excellent EPs via the Virgin distributed Hut
label. About to record their debut LP, which may surprise many
in its command of different musical styles.

Manic Street Preachers: With so many column inches already
devoted to this Welsh foursome, it's a tad tricky to know what to
add. Punk revivalists? Con -men? The band's forthcoming
debut LP, which they claim will be the only one they'll ever
release, should give some clues. In the meantime, they're a
searing live band and their "Motown Junk" EP was one of the
best of 1991.

Gitane Demone: Former Christian Death singer/keyboardist
based in Amsterdam and about to set out on a solo career
(delayed by various hassles). Don't let the Christian Death -
Goth connection put you off. Working with a long-time associ-
ate and guitarist James Beam, expect music that takes in
free -form jazz, rock, house, and rhythm and blues -- all portrayed
by a lady whose image falls somewhere between fetishism and
gentle motherhood.

Gallon Drunk: Rockabilly for the '90s. Front -man James John-
son is a live performer so wired that he's frightening. 1991 saw
superb singles from the band and Birthday Party comparisons
that they hotly deny. Still, black, slicked- back hair and swamp -
rock -- what did they expect?

Kingmaker: Chrysalis signing and currently flavor of the month
amongst British journalists. Debut LP, Eat Yourself Whole,
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made #12 in the New Musical Express 1991 critics' chart and
the band recently supported The Wonder Stuff, with whom they
share common ground: melodic, unpredictable guitar pop is the
order of the day from this three-piece.

Sweet Jesus: Not too much information available about this
band yet. Suffice to say, their demo was widely circulated
amongst journalists (this one included) and drew an immediate
response. First, the guitar onslaught hits you and then you get
the strange high-pitched voice of Ben Bentley. Altogether won-
derful. Debut single recently issued via the Rough Trade singles
club.

Catherine Wheel: More "shoe gazers". From the coastal resort
of Great Yarmouth in the south-east of England, the band
recently took the filthy lucre offered by Fontana, a move which
should increase the audience for their ethereal (and I swore I'd
never use that word...) brand of independent pop.

Levitation: With the esteemed Mike Marrone having recently
given the low-down on these guys and their "Coterie" LP, it only
remains to add that Levitation are fronted by former House Of
Love frontman Terry Bickers and seem intent on dragging "pro-
gressive" rock into a contemporary context.

Mega City 4: This band have been consistently wonderful for so
long that it's easy to overlook them. With more road miles
behind them than your average trucker, the MC4 recently signed
to Big Life and issued the "Words That Say" EP -- a convincing
argument for playing Stooges records with the pop sensibilities
of Squeeze in mind (a description they'll probably hate).

The Family Cat: After a "difficult" period for this band, 1991 saw
The Family Cat give the most thrilling demonstration of how
good they can be in front of the biggest audience they've ever
played to, at the Reading Festival. Guitarist Jelbert is beginning
to develop one of the most distinctive styles in British indepen-
dent pop and singer Fred continues to explore the melancholy
side of life without sounding mawkish or clinging. I could go on
for hours about how good this band are, so just nag your local
importer into getting hold of their singles -- "Tom Verlaine",
"Remember What It Is That You Love", "Place With a Name",
and "Colour Me Grey" -- available on the Bad Girl label.

PJ Harvey: From Dorest in the south-west of England, Polly J.
Harvey has already been compared to everyone from Patti
Smith, to Natalie Merchant, to Sinead O'Connor. A beautifully
individual songwriter, Polly and her band will record one LP for
the independent Too Pure label; after which, the grapevine says
they'll move to Island Records.

Captain America: The brainchild of former Vaseline member
and general cult -hero Eugene Kelly, Captain America recently
enjoyed a triumphant support slot on Nirvana's sell-out UK tour.
An LP is due this year.

The Becketts: One of the best kept secrets in British pop. Singer
and main man of The Becketts, Mike Chianski, is that rarest of
creatures -- a well-read, serious lyricist who doesn't lose his
individuality beneath the weight of his influences. The Becketts
are another product of the Bad Girl stable and Mike looks
curiously like Black Francis.

Teenage Fanclub: Cross -over time for this band, it would seem.
Teenage Fanclub take an essentially traditional rock n' roll
sound, and like all the best rock n' roll bands, take it someplace
new and unique. Make sure you see them live.

James: The best possible argument for carrying on through
adversity. The story of James is well documented: great inde-
pendent singles; bad experience with first major contract at Sire;
return to major label action with the Gold Mother LP and "Sit
Down" single for Fontana. 1992 will see them build on this
success with a forthcoming LP.

Blur: Already penetrating the lower reaches of the Hard Hun-
dred with "There's No Other Way", Blur's version of the new
British guitar rock has catapulted them ahead of more estab-
lished bands. In Damon, they have the perfect frontman -- a dry
humor that gets mistaken for arrogance and a live act that sees
him seemingly covering every inch of the stage at gigs.

Inspiral Carpets: 1991 was a year of change for the Inspirals.
"The Beast Inside" confused some of the younger parts of their
audience who decamped in favor of the likes of The Charlatans
UK. Oddly, this loss of the teeny audience seems to have focused
the band. Unlikely to repeat such mistakes as approving mixes
for "Beast" while on tour in the U.S. -- a band in it for the long
haul.

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine: Can you think of a more
highly unlikely success story? Carter's snapshots of English life
are poignant, accurate, and very, very funny. Jim Bob and
Fruitbat are the most cuddly duo in pop music. All together now:
"Goodbye Ruby Tuesday / Come home you silly cow!"

So, 19 for '92, and fingers crossed for a good strike rate. If
anybody requires any further information on the (as yet) less well
known of the bands listed above, write to me at the above address
and I'll do my best to put you in touch with the relevant press
officers, record companies, etc.

Play Tom Cochrane's "Life Is A Highway" at any Canadian high
school dance and the kids go nuts. The single went straight to
number one in the official Canadian singles chart, while barely
denting the Billboard Hot 100. Cochrane's new album, Mad
Mad World is expected to enjoy similar success here in the great
white north. Produced by Joe Hardy (ZZ Top, Colin James), it
is the first Tom Cochrane album to be released without the band
title of Red Rider. Cochrane says that since the departure of
founding guitarist Ken Greer, that to have kept the name would
not be an authentic representation. One of the jauntiest songs
on the album and an obvious hooky hit, "Life Is A Highway", was
actually inspired by a situation of great sorrow. Cochrane was
sent to Africa in 1990 by World Vision, a charity organization.
He told Network magazine, "After I got back, I went through a
period of depression. I had all these feelings of guilt mixed with
hope. That song was like a purging. It's about carrying on. The
people in Africa had a tremendous ability to bounce back and
feel joy despite overwhelming odds. As long as you have it better
than the next guy, you have the responsibility to do what you can,
when you can, at home and abroad." Despite such strong feel-
ings, Cochrane says that, "I don't like to shove philosophies
down people's throats. I want to tell them interesting stories that
mean a lot to me emotionally. I lead people to water, but they
don't necessarily have to drink."
As journalists compiled their end of year lists and looked back
on the year in music, it was sometimes difficult to decide whether
or not, in these recessionary times, people felt it was a good year

for music. Creatively, it has not been a bad time for Canadian
music at all with many new names emerging: Sons of Freedom,
Crash Test Dummies, Barenaked Ladies, Sara Craig, and The
Odds, to name a few. There is no doubt that the industry has
been hurt by the recession. The most tangible proof of this was
in the live circuit, with attendance at concerts and festivals
dropping by 25% across North America. Some tours, like Whit-
ney Houston's were canceled completely, while other big names
(including Frank Sinatra in Toronto!!) played to half-filled
venues. There were, however, big exceptions that bucked the
gloomy trend -- Metallica filled Toronto's Maple Leaf Gardens
twice a couple of months ago. Rod Stewart pulled in 50,000 to
Exhibition Stadium last summer, and The Red Hot Chili Pep-
pers filled Toronto's Concert Hall twice in the summer and twice
in the winter. Another great package was Lollapalooza -- seven
acts that were arguably lesser known (with the exception of
Jane's Addiction and Siouxsie & The Banshees) hit Toronto in
August and enjoyed enormous success both artistically and
financially. It was a feat they achieved 6:lit across North Amer-
ica, ending up playing to over 250,111 people. Even more
unusual events here in Toronto also brought people out, like the
Mariposa Folk Festival fronted by Jane Siberry and The
Barenaked Ladies. The Ladies in their own right sold out two
nights at the Bathurst Theatre. Bizarre world music acts also
drew the crowds for WOMAD over the summer in Toronto and
by all accounts, similar roots events across the country, like the
Edmonton Folk Festival, also held their own. But the big picture

stats still reveal a slump. Overall, sales for record companies
were down about 10%, although again, there were exceptions,
Sony Music reporting one of their best Novembers ever, boosted
no doubt by sales of Michael Jackson and Mariah Carey. For
Canada, despite several new fresh artistic faces, artists here
know that they are ultimately only as good as their ability to sell
internationally, stuck as we are with a population of 25 million
and a vast country. The industry has been able to breathe a sigh
of relief as a new U.S. immigration law, proposing a ceiling of
25,000 on the number of foreign performers and athletes who
could work in the United States in a year, was delayed for three
years. The proposals would not only have deeply slashed artists'
ability to tour the U.S. but also contained many nitpicky,
bureaucratic catch -22 clauses making it very difficult to even
plan a tour. Canadians, in particular, argued that it was against
the spirit of the Free Trade Agreement between the two
countries. On the other hand, U.S. trade representatives have
argued that Canada's internal exemptions for Canadian culture
like 30% Canadian content laws on radio, the CBC, The National
Film Board, etc., in themselves, are against the spirit of the Free
Trade Agreement. When asked about the place for Canadian
culture, U.S. Free Trade negotiator Carla Hills replied tartly,
"There are fairs for that sort of thing," proving that this debate is
far from over. Although Can -Con airplay laws still remain intact
for the time being, last September the Canadian Radio,
Television, and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC -- the
equivalent of the FCC) implemented a new FM radio policy.
The most significant of their changes was to remove the require-
ment that stations play a small amount of special interest music
like jazz, classical, reggae, etc. Most Canadian stations were
airing this programming on Sunday night or on other more
off-peak hours. During public hearings last June, broadcasters
protested against being forced to play music that was out of their
format. As a result, many of these shows are being dropped by
Canadian rock radio in the New Year shuffles. Showdowns
between radio and the CRTC are becoming more common, as
the recession and the fall in advertising has hit some stations very
hard indeed. There is a feeling in the industry that many people
within the CRTC are very out of touch with the realities of
running a commercial radio station, as with, for instance, the
CRTC's decision to award a country music station license in
Toronto, instead of the proposed dance/R&B station that com-
mercially the city has been crying out for. Although some sta-
tions have been hit badly by the recession, many have been able
to absorb the recession as the result of being owned by large
radio chains, like the CHUM Group and Maclean -Hunter.
There is no doubt though, that radio, promoters, record com-
panies, and artists are praying for a turnaround in the economy
for 1992.

The Barenaked Ladies, a band who have become nothing short
cf a local sensation in Toronto, have been banned from all shows
sponsored by Toronto's City Hall, because of their name. The
ban, which claims that the band name "objectifies women", was
approved by Toronto mayor June Rowlands, and as a result, the
Barenaked Ladies were yanked off the bill for a New Year's Eve
party in the city's main square. The five -piece band, who are
actually young, fully clothed men, are an acoustic satirical act
from the Toronto suburb of Scarborough. The band's inde-
pendently produced cassette has been selling like hot cakes in
downtown record stores since the start of the summer (an es-
timated 10,000 - 15,000 copies). One newspaper claimed that at
some stores they are outselling Michael Jackson. The group
recently collected a number of national CASBY awards, have
four songs on local station CFNY's "Thursday Thirty" chart, were
recently awarded $100,000 by the same radio station to make
their debut album, and sell out shows whenever they play. They
are particularly liked by local high school kids. Their most well
known songs include "You Can Be My Yoko Ono" and
"McDonald's Girl". Dawna Proudman, a city events official who
initiated the ban told The Toronto Star newspaper, "We do have
a policy against the objectification of women or any other sector
of the community. If your mother or my mother saw a headline
saying, 'City of Toronto presents Barenaked Ladies,' they'd be
really concerned." Band member Steve Page, speaking on CBC
radio, called the ban "pretty silly." He explained that the name
comes from the group's fascination with things of a childish
nature and added, "People have only objected to the name
before because they think it might be misleading. But as soon as
people hear our music, I think we win them over and they know
what we are talking about. In fact, we are quite the opposite of
anything sexist. Perhaps, we should change our name to 'Fully
Attired People of Either Gender'," he quipped. Officials from
other Toronto civic entertainment authorities, like Ontario
Place and Harbourfront, also expressed surprise at the ban. All
said they would be happy to have the band come and play again.

Canada's best known rocker, Bryan Adams will be performing
live in somebody's kitchen in the Toronto area. Bryan Adams'
record label, local station CILQ, and the Sam The Record Man
store have all initiated a contest called "Private Early Morning
Live Performance with Bryan Adams and his Band", which is a
fancy way of saying that Adams will play for you for breakfast.
The contest will be extended nationally, and winners in other
parts of the country will get a compact disc library, a tour jacket,
and front row seats to a live performance. The contest closed
January 8th.

CANADIAN NOTES
A&M Records have just signed a world-wide licensing deal with
a new indie label Boombastic Music headed by Ivan Berry,
known as a producer and talent scout who has enjoyed major
success bringing Canada's Dream Warriors to a big UK deal.
Berry will bring new rap, reggae, and dance acts to the label
beginning with albums by Ottawa's Organized Rhyme and
Rupert Gayle... Prairie Oyster are quickly emerging as
Canada's hottest new country act. Leader Russell Declare told
NOW magazine that times have changed for country music.
"Generally, I don't think country music is the trendy thing it was
a few years ago. It's not an 'urban cowboy' thing anymore. There
are a lot more young people listening to it and a lot more
exposure these days. You only have to look at the success of
Garth Brooks to see how the audience has changed. This is one
of the few popular music forms left for good singers to really
shine out. Part of its popularity could be a backlash to the
programmed, sampled music that dominated the late 80's." He
describes their latest album, Everybody Knows as "getting back
to a more basic honky tonk groove."... Dropped by Chrysalis,
The Pursuit of Happiness have signed an international deal with
Mercury Records... 54-40's Sony Music debut will be produced
by Don Smith, the man also responsible for Tragically Hip's
Road Apples... Paul Myers, whose brother Mike is known for
his "Wayne's World" segment on "Saturday Night Live" has his
own Toronto based band, The Gravelberries... The Odds are a
four -piece from Vancouver getting rave reviews all over North
America for their album Neapolitan, on Zoo Records in the U.S.
Prior to their signing, The Odds led something of a double life.
Guitarist Steve Drake told Network Magazine, "When we formed
in 1987, we needed money. A new club in town needed a house
band, so we formed another group called Dawn Patrol, and got
the gig." Presenting Top 10 from the '60s and '70s, the group
were also known for their stage costumes -- polyester bell-bot-
toms and black, horn -rimmed glasses. "And we were all named
Don. It was like Animal House onstage."... Modern Records,
Stevie Nicks' Los Angeles label has opened a Canadian office
staffed by ex-Loverboy keyboardist Scott Smith... The second
album by Bootsauce will be released soon... Rising out of the
ashes of Alta Moda, who split up in 1988, is a new band The
Infidels fronted by Alta Moda singer Molly Johnson, who have
released a self -titled debut album. The Infidels have been open-
ing for Tom Cochrane and the other band members include Red
Rider's bassist Jeff Jones, drummer Owen Tennyson (Blue
Peter), and keyboardist Washington Savage (Age of Reason)...
Capitol Records is bringing out an all Canadian tribute album
to Bruce Cockburn called Kick At The Darkness featuring The
Skydiggers, Five Guys Named Moe, Barenaked Ladies,
Stranger Than Fiction, Cottage Industry, Fat Man Waving,
Rebecca Jenkins, Anne Bourne, Chris Bottomley, and Jellyfish
Babies. Meanwhile, talking to HMV magazine, Cockburn has
been describing his first major success in the U.S. with Nothing
But A Burning Light, including a bizarre performance at a Sony
employee party at the Trump Taj Mahal in Atlantic City. The
Irony of a left-wing christian folk-rock performing such a gig was
not lost on Cockburn, "It was a bizarre experience. I played two
songs, in between someone before me and someone after me also
playing two songs. The music was fine, but the surroundings
were quite revolting actually."... Holly Cole has just completed
a deal with powerful U.S. based Agency for the Performing Arts
and will be personally represented by DJ McLachlan (Stanley
Jordan, Wynton Marsalis, Harry Connick, Jr.). Cole came to
widespread acclaim in Canada for her debut album Girl Talk.
The release of her second album, Blame It On My Youth, is slated
for January 20th (Manhattan/Blue Note) produced by Tom
Waits. Girl Talk sold over 30,000 copies in Canada -- astonishing
for an album that received little airplay, and was pegged as a light
jazz record.
