The Black Crowes, "Remedy", Der American... It's out, it's on 100 as of last Thursday, and in contrast to behind the scenes 

slagests suffered by several big releases lately, every programmer we've talked with couldn't be more 
pleased. F'rinstance, WSHE's Bryan ICrysez, "As a person who was a non-believer on just about every 
track from the last album, I'm ashamed to admit I loved this from the first time I heard it. It's a different 
sound, which we need, but it's still in the rock and roll vein." WAVF's Dave Rossi testifies, "I was 
surprised that it's this good. They've shown growth, they've stayed consistent, and it's not at all 
redundant. This is NOT 'Jealous Again' again, but it is that distinct guitar driven blues-tinged Crowes 
sound." KLOL's Patti Martin agrees, "Listener and staff reaction is excellent. No sophomore slump 
here--and it's the furthest thing from Shake Your Money Maker Part II. The single shows more depth, 
the writing is excellent and the background singers sound great." VVRDU's Tom Guild gushes, "They 
have captured the magic of the Rolling Stones without stealing riffs or copying any of their songs. I'm 
blown away." WZZO's Todd Heft: "I hate them because I love them so much. This is like Let It Bleed; 
or when that part in 'Thunder Road' kicks in. It's the '70s, maaaaan! Hope the rest of the album is this 

good." WKGB's Todd McCarthy confesses, "Heard this one over the phone and it made my jeans tight. Gonna be huge." From 
WTPA's Jack Myers, "It works like a charm. These guys are the ones who started the b̀ack to the roots rock' scene, so let's keep the 
trend rollin'." KFMX's Kid Manning adds, "We know the Lp will deliver more of the raw edge we're used to, but there's no doubt 
that this thing will blow Lubblock wide open. The Crowes are the goods here, and this will be a smash." WICQQ's Tony Tilford told 
us, "I think it's got a great groove and I love the backup vocals. The Crowes are back in a very big way."

TO FOLLOW 

Slaughter. "The Wild Life". ERG/Chrysalis.., Expectation has been running high at the format for this energized slice of 
that old Slaughter magic. After all, what other word can possibly describe this band's tremendous run 
to date: A multi-Platinum debut LP; over one million singles crossing the counter from stick It To Ya; 
a fistful of #1 MTV videos; a Gold EP of live performances and a long-form home video that went Gold 
in a little over 90 days! Forget about it, these lads are serious players and the format knows when they've 
got a good thing going. Early exposure has a number of stations projecting big support already. At 
VVTPA Chris James tells us, "From what I hear, this isn't even the best offermg from the CD; and this 
ain't bad. It looks like Slaughter will be around for the long haul." The sound is about as radio friendly 
as any 3:25 sprint could possibly be, with plenty of stop-start musical hooks and an overall vocal push 
(Mark could always soar, but it's great to hear him get this gritty). We expect massive reaction from 
the established C.O.R. stations and almost anyone looking to keep their tempo in fifth gear in that 
daypart derby. Look for the rest of the album to hit April 21st.

Live, "Pain Lies On The Riverside", Radioactive.... Since the band's discovery at the famed CBGB's by Radioactive chief 
Gary Kurfirst, a lot has happened to them. They've had an opening stint with Ireland's Fatima Mansions; 
played in front of the industry at the Pollack Convention; and are on the MTV "120 Minutes" Tour 
through May. Called the "darlings" of that tour, (afterall, the oldest member is a mere 21), there's still 
nothing lightweight about 'em. So far, it's the real deal for all concerned with over 230,000 units sold, 
major MTV coverage, and support at Alternative and AOR that elder rockers would kill for. This new 
record was originally considered for the lead track, but MTV jumped on the video for "Operation" so 
quickly and with such a strong response that it only made sense to go with the flow. VVTUE couldn't 
wait for the official add date and Tom Carroll told us, "I saw the band at the Pollack Convention. Their 
music was intense and hard driving enough to remind me of the first time I heard Boy from U2. When 
I got back the record went on. The lyrical content is strong throughout the album, and there isn't one 
bad track." WKLQ's Tom Marshall said, "The first track sounded great and we're still playing it in a 
re-current rotation. In concert they're passionate and have the presence of a young U2 or REM. 

They've got what it takes!" To place an alternative label on the band would only be half correct. Consider them a rock and roll band 
that works well on Alternative radio, and you won't miss this one! 

Terry Reid, "If You Let Her", Warner Brothers..„ This release was making the rounds as an import last year and many of 
us in the Corporate Cabin greedily snagged a copy. It was one of those records to cherish, the type of 
album that featured solid songs and playing fronted by one of the most charismatic, elusive vocal talents 
of the rock and roll era. Terry Reid backers may get big mileage out of the fact that Terry turned down 
the job that eventually became Robert Plant's m Led Zep, but Terry couldn't be less concerned. It's 
what he's done, not what he's missed out on that concerns the man. And he's done plenty. A big part 
of the last creative surge in LA music (the one that didn't involve either mousse nor grease in copious 
amounts), Terry was in a position to call in a lot of sturdy players for this recording, his first after a long 
self-imposed period of inaction. Among those joining him in studio were Stewart Copeland, Joe Walsh, 
Enya, Timothy Schmidt, Howard Jones, Alan White and even the reclusive Lee Michaels. The result, 
on this single especially, is a toughened approach that still remains enlivened by Terry's legendary vocal 
range and phrasing. The guitar intro stands up to the strongest segue and the vocal hook soars and 
grinds with that peculiar combination of saint and sinner that has always typified the man. He has been 
a "go his own way" kinda guy from day one and this new album is a refreshing mixture of rock, R&B, 

acoustic, and pop that works on every level and underlines his basic philosophy, "When in Rome, be yourself." If only others had his 
strength of spirit. 

Bryan Adams, "Touch The Hand", A&M.., In the tradition of "Run To You" and "Cuts Like A Knife," this is the side of Bryan 
that your audience most wants to hear. Many programmers initially heard the track played live at the 
A&M soundstage at the Pollack convention a couple of years ago--and it's about time that A&M cycled 
up the tune that most industry ears feel is the session's best rock radio track. With the album 
approaching three million domestically and Bry in the middle of the big U.S. tour, this one's automatic 
with a capital "A". Just take the time to load up the CD and refresh your memory--and be prepared to 
deal with one less avail at your next music meeting. He's never been hotter than he is currently, 
everyone's well enough aware by now the sales success that "Everything I Do" has had on a global scale, 
not to mention the potentially galactic exposure he basked in during the most recent Oscar performance. 
Hometown rockers CFOX are there already (It may not be enough though, to offset the disappointment 
his fellow Canadian hockey zealots are experiencing) as are WNEW, KLPX, KLBJ, WZZO and WUFX.

Weird Al Yankovic, "Smells Like Nirvana", Scotti Bros..., Just when you thought it was safe to go back in the water, here 
comes Weird Al with the first taste of his new LP eV The Deep End. This time around Al has taken aim 
at the biggest target out there and has landed hard with both feet in typically Yankovic fashion. These 
lads from the Puget may be on the cover of Rolling Stone (wearing a partially obscured shirt that seems 
to read "Corporate Rock Magazines Still Suck"). And it's true that their success has gotten every A&R 
weasel on a plane to Jet Town, contracts in hand for any band that can bang two pieces of wood together 
and still spell their name. But our pal Al sees only fodder for his demented vision. Radio expectation 
is riding high. In fact, there wasn't a single broadcaster we talked to this week who wasn't roaring at the 
concept of this piece and eager to get their hands on a copy. And, of course, you can count on a major 
video push to hit MTV like a wall of ambulatory day old pasta. After all, how can the man miss with 
lyrics like, "A garage band from Seattle, well it sure beats raising cattle." Best of all, the boys in Nirvana 
have already professed themselves to be big fans of the tune as have listeners by the fistful in markets 
where the song has been test ballooned this week. Looks like one of those rare instances where everybody 
wins. 

Ozzy Osbourn e. "Road ToNowhere",Epic... Ozzy's all demo stock has never been higher--and that's because "Mama" fmally 
managed to break that 5pm play barrier after all these years. There are plenty of tracks still left to launch 
at the appropriate time, but for now, keeping Ozzy airborne in all dayparts is job one--and "Road" is 
really the only way to fly. It's a little heavy in a couple of spots, but there's plenty of melody in those 
dynamics, and his always distinctive vocals have become an effective hook in their own right. With 
"Mama" still very strong at a number of reporters, and programmers such as Bill Betts already getting 
great test scores on songs like "I Don't Want To Change The World," it's looking like this album will 
continue to perform in the rare air zone for most of the '92 calendar year.

The dust has semi-settled from the tornado that ripped through 
radio last week with Bruce's double shot release. 15 stations are 
reporting the full &Ewa album including KFMH, WXRIC, 
ICATT, ICAVE, KINK, KQRS, WNOR, WXRIÇ KGSR, KLBJ, 
WDIZ,, WWCT, KBLE, KEZO, WIZN and WZZO. With no 
surprise, the album remains at Number One on the Album chart 
as a result. The Top track of the week is "Roll" picking up 44 
adds including KAZY, KOMP, WCKW, WLLZ, WNEW, 
WRIF and WWWV. KXRX's Brew Michaels hit us with this, 
"Few performers have as much to say as Bruce and no format is 

better suited to showcase his work than AOR. We discovered him; we established him; and we should continue to support him 
as an artist. He is deserving of a full reading, not just a few hit singles." VVTPA's Chris James believes, "He's back to the old 
Bruce. He's a great story teller with some great rock!" "Roll" romps 63-36* on the HH. "57 Channels" hooks up another 19 new 
adds for a 77-51* HH gain followed by "All Or Nothing At All" (15/36;69-53* HH); "Gloria's Eyes" (6/14;D69*); and "Man's Job" 

(1/10;99-97*). • • • • • Bruce Springsteen, "Lucky Town", (3/17): 14 reporters are on the full album 
including ICATT, KAVE, KINIÇ KQRS, WNOR, WXRIÇ KGSR, KLBJ, WDIZ, WNEW, KBLE, KEZO, 
WIZN and WZZO. "Lucky Town" (the track) gets the nod from three new stations (WMXU, WNCX and 
WWWV) for a total of 17 reporters on it. "Leap Of Faith" (2/14) debuts on the Hard Hundred at 100* and 
seems to be a strong impact track from the album. KSQY's Jim Kailas says no matter what you play, "The 
Boss has squeezed off a pair of gems containing more hits than most bands have in their lives!" WHTP's 
Jim Robinson stated, "Lots of textures here with some soulful melodies for T̀he Points' rapidly swelling 
adult masses!" There's nothing like the "real" thing in rock and roll, and there's no one like 
Bruce! • • • • • Eddie Money, "Another Nice Day In L.A.", (11/33*): Is he dis-ing 

or kissin' L.A.? With a solid track like this, who cares? As this writer was jotting down notes for the 
write-up, who should happen to a appear on "Letterman" that night? Yep, the "Money Maker" himself. 
The multi-platinum star is rising again with this new track plus a nationwide tour of the unplugged variety. 
That's right! Eddie is performing sans electricity, but still electrifying the crowds with both old and new 
songs -- all bona fide classics. "Another" cruises up 70-64* on the Hard Hundred, quicker than Pam 
Edwards travels the Hollywood freeway!

When last we met, Arc Angels held the exclusive dominion 
known as Top Priority in this humble publication. Names 
such as Charlie Sexton, Doyle Bramhall II, Chris Layton and 
Tommy Shannon are reasons enough to be placed in a 
category as The One To Watch. But the music lives up to the 
hype and legendary status which each name may conjure. 
From right out of the gates, you get a sense of the raw, 
driving, unrelenting surge powered by a strong pulse from 
musicians who are still alive, hungry and far from being 
tapped.

"I don't think I've ever had more of an opportunity 
to have as much fun as what this station is all about," Doug 
told us. "I was very surprised about the complaints from 
loyalists to our Rock AC format but the amount of calls 
cheering this move outweigh them five to one." As for Doug's 
expected clash with crosstown KYYS, "It's a real chess game 
that's for sure. They have to think what do they do next 
because we just went Pawn to King 4. This market has a 
tendency to react to what everybody else is doing and, in a 
way, that's really great." Doug also announced the hiring of 
Alan Jay from KATT/Oklahoma City where he served as 
Production Director for five years. When talking to folks 
inside the KY-102 building about their new competition you 
get the feeling they aren't too surprised even though Doug 
insists the station looked at many formats, including Country 
before deciding on this direction. "Nobody has ever made 
young end rock sound better than what they were doing at 
KXXR and it was proven that the market wouldn't support 
it financially," was the way one local described the situation. 
Expect the unexpected as this war heats up in the coming 
months. 

VVNOR/Norfolk has announced a suspension policy after 
assaying the uproar caused by the April Fools Day prank 
pulled by Tommy & The Bull. The hoax, which had locals in 
a frenzy over the possibility that Mount Trashmore (a 
recreation park built on an old landfill with a history of 
methane leaks) was actually going to explode. Evident panic 
on the phones got police involved and enough local pressure 
was registered that the FCC and Saga corporate higher-ups 
took a hand. Citing the seriousness with which they view the 
problem, Saga placed GM Joe Schwartz on probation for one 
week while PD Buzz Knight and the morning team of Tommy 
& The Bull got the hook for two weeks. Steve Goldstein has 
flown in to handle the station during the interim. 

WKQZ/Saginaw announces their LMA of former Soft 
Rocker WMJT in a move being seen in markets across the 
country. The new strategy will have WKOZ skewing Classic, 
as reported last week, with their newly christened acquisition 
"The Blitz" moving in a younger direction with a current 
oriented hard rock attack. The mix should be about 60% 
current/recurrent and 40% core and the delivery system will 
be automated. Look for PD Mike Ferris and APD Connie 
Schilkey to assume similar responsibilities at their new shop 
as well. 

KPEZ/Austin PD Jim Jones has returned to KMOD/Tulsa 
for afternoon drive duty following his departure from the 
Texas rocker last week. GM Stan Webb told us that he is 
knee deep in resumes for the position already and that 
consultant Charlie West is in the building keeping things on 
an even keel during their talent hunt. The station is looking 
for someone with strong administrative skills coupled with 
good people management and a solid musical knowledge of 
the format. On air duty is negotiable. In the meantime, Doc 
Phillips has taken over Jim's PM drive slot. For more 
information on the PD spot there, check out our listing in 
Jobline this week.

With his signing 
of EMF and Jesus Jones, he has shown that British acts can have 
hits that translate to the U.S. market, and we look forward to 
having him as part of our team, based on the West Coast," said 
Alain Levy upon making the announcement. Said Gatfield on 
his appointment, "PolyGram has allowed me to realize a 
personal ambition of building a highly creative artist driven 
label, and I look forward to the challenge."

MECHANIC AND MCA CRY KAPUT 
After over four years, Mechanic Records has ended its label 
deal with MCA Records. According to the termination 
agreement, three of Mechanic's leading artists -- Trixter, Bang 
Tango and Voivod -- remain signed to Mechanic and will 
continue to record for Mechanic and release albums under the 
Mechanic logo but MCA will take over functions formerly 
performed for those artists by Mechanic including A&R and 
Marketing. Mechanic will have no further obligation to sign 
additional artists to MCA under the new situation and will 
announce a new alliance with another major label as soon as an 
agreement is reached. Mechanic President, Steve Sinclair, told 
us, "When we started Mechanic Records," remembers Sinclair,

for department. We have done marketing, creative services, 
publicity, alternative radio, retail -- in short, almost everything 
that a major does, only for a very small roster of artists and with 
a very small staff. We will be a tremendous asset to our new 
partner label because we will bring with us a successful history 
and credibility in all these areas." Richard Palmese, President, 
MCA Records, in response to the Mechanic press release being 
released earlier this week has stated, "MCA chose to end its 
active involvement with Mechanic Records and Steve Sinclair. 
We had no interest in further signings from Steve, as we found 
Mechanic failed to give us the cooperation we felt necessary to 
successfully market Mechanic acts. Therefore, we chose to end 
that part of the agreement. Mechanic's role will now be that of 
a passive contractual party with a logo credit on MCA release 
of these acts: Bang Tango, Trixter and Voivod. MCA will be 
responsible for all aspects of their recording careers including 
A&R, promotion and marketing." Responding to MCA's 
rebuttal, Steve Sinclair told us, "Mechanic was with MCA for 
four years. We had our differences -- many things went well, 
some things went wrong. But in the final analysis, Mechanic and 
MCA achieved great things together. I regret that I had to make 
this decision. There are many talented and creative people in 
the MCA organization and I wish them all the very best."

THAT BIG BOULDER BEAT 

HOW TO MAINTAIN A WINNER 
People tend to think about KBCO as some sort of monolith, a sta-
tion that floats above the rigors of radio warfare, but nothing could 
be further from the truth. The long and storied history of KBCO 
has had its share of ups and downs to be sure. And, most important-
ly, the station has mastered the ability to meet each challenge and 
emerge even stronger than before. Compound that with the undeni-
able fact that Denver is one of America's most rock radioed markets 
and you have to start asking yourself how they do it. In talking to 
Doug Clifton this week, we covered a lot of ground, the mechanics of 
music selection, how being a PD has changed his day to day reality 
and, to start the ball rolling, how a station with years spent in a 
leadership role for progressive radio has kept their place when so 
many others have been hauled down to defeat. Getting there may be 
twice the fun, and keeping it there four times the work but, as you 
will see, at KBCO they have managed to do both upon demand and 

remain both positive and productive throughout. 

Tell us what the strategy is with which you 
have course corrected KBCO in the past. 
When you get a down book, and you've had 
your share of them, you and Dennis clearly 
sit down and plot out something to make the 
station perform better. What goes into that 
process? 

Doug: What you have to look at first is 
when you have a down book, what were the 
ingredients; what was going on in the 
marketplace; is this just something that 
was out of the norm? In the case of our 
down book this past Summer, we were hit 
with the same situation a couple of years 
ago, after being #1 in the Winter book, to 
come back and drop to 9th in a Spring 
book, and then bounce back to #2 again. 
So, it's not something that hasn't hap-
pened before. But what we always do, 
rather than jumping to conclusions and 

And part of that longevity is the fact that 
we have people who have been on the sales 
staff for a long time. They've been out 
pounding the streets of Denver and 
Boulder for many years. Because of those 
good relationships, we can go through a 
down period, provided that we do come 
back up. If you have a couple in a row, 
then you have to really take a serious look 
at it and say, 'Now, maybe there are some 
changes that need to be made. We need 
to really look at it much more seriously.' 

This format really requires that the sales 
department have their caps screwed on right, 
and that they have an empathy, instead of 
an antipathy, for what's going on in the 
programming department. It's almost as 
though you have to sell the legend before you 
can even get close to selling the numbers on 
a format like this.

Frequently, you get into a situation, though, 
where the impetus for a quick change comes 
from sales dominated management. Do 
you have a rapport with the timebuyers, the 
media community, where you can go to 
them and they believe that KBCO will come 
back? 

Doug: Definitely, and to the credit of our 
sales staff, that's a heavy burden for them 
to have to go out on the streets when you 
have a down book, and continue to sell the 
station. But they do have that rapport. 

Doug: That's very true. And our sales 
staff does know the format very well. In 
fact, most people here have worked at 
other stations in the market. They probab-
ly listened to KBCO as their favorite sta-
tion, even though they might have been 
working somewhere else. And they've al-
ways wanted to work for KBCO because 
they've heard the reputation out on the 
streets, and it's one of the prime places to 
sell advertising. We've put together a 
great staff. 

It's commendable that the station has an 
ability to stay the course when things get 
tough. But there has to be -- there always is, 
successful station or not -- a time when 
some element of the programming needs to 
be reevaluated. In your experience, what 
was the most recent incident of that, where 

the station was following a course that 
wasn't all that productive for KBCO? 

Doug: That's a good question. Probably 
the last time that we were faced with direct 
competition would have been with KDHT, 
a station that initially came on as an acous-
tic alternative to what KBCO was all 
about. We found it kind of tough to work 
around that. We found a lot of the long 
time listeners that grew up with KBCO 
remembered earlier days when KBCO 
was probably more of an acoustic-oriented 
station. To react to that, we tried to focus 
ourselves a little more on what KBCO was 
all about. If there's a competitor that 
comes into the market, let's say another 
Classic Rock station, we can do some 
things to let people know that a good, solid 
foundation of our format is made up of 
Classic Rock. We've had people come in 
who have done the Wave format a couple 
of years back. And again, we do a little 
tweaking to let people know KBCO has 
always played great instrumental music. 
It's a part of that variety package that I 
think has always been the success of the 
radio station. Tweaking, that's more what 
KBCO does when somebody tries to at-
tack us. 

Now, that combat concluded with KDHT 
going into an LMA, didn't it? 

Doug: They did go to an LMA. First, they 
switched to automated country. They 
basically blew out the staff and went 
automated country. That was the end of 
that particular challenge. 

There seems to be room for one quality-
driven radio station per market, no matter 
how big or small it is. Do you have any 
observations about that? 

Doug: It's hard to say. I think it's very 
tough to come in and attack those kinds of 
stations. But it's not impossible. Another 
factor that KDHT was missing was that 
they didn't have the dollars to market the 
station appropriately. That's one of the 
reasons why they just never got off the 
ground. They got a chance for two years, 
which is more than a lot of owners might 
give a station. But they couldn't get their 
name out there enough to really make a 
charge at us. Had they had more dollars, 
it would have been interesting. In the long 
run, I still believe that KBCO would have 
won out, just because of our heritage in the 
marketplace, because of our longevity. 

How computer driven is the format at 
KBCO? 

Doug: Our library, certainly, is on com-
puter. We use the MusicScan system, and 
it's the most liberal kind of computer pro-
gram that I know of. 

Do the announcers use it in the studio while 
they're performing or do they use it pre-
show? 

Doug: It's all used while you're on the air. 
Just like picking music in the old days of 
the progressive stations, where you picked 
out the album, and you might have filled 
out the cards in front of the album. 
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But you've essentially got a computer main-
taining your card file for you. 

Doug: Exactly. It makes it a lot easier. 
The song history is what's great about the 
computer. You don't want to have a con-
flict with that song in the same daypart in 
the next day, or the next week down the 
road, or with that artist. So, that has done 
a lot in terms of helping what KBCO tries 
to accomplish, even more so, in terms of 
the rotations of the music. 

To wrap up the question about tweaking 
when you had a Wave station come in, you 
addressed the issue of playing quality in-
strumental music. When you had ICDHT 
come in, you addressed the issue of a more 
acoustic lean. You've even met the chal-
lenge of Classic Rock in a similar fashion. 
In a percentage breakdown, how much of 
that tweaking is presentation on the air, 
simply underlining the obvious through your 
announcers, and how much of it is changing 
the actual music flow? It's the difference 
between perception and reality once again. 

Doug: A lot of it is probably about 50/50. 
We always put a lot of emphasis on 
positioning songs and the positioning of 
some kind of a liner about whatever it is 
that we're trying to tweak. And I think that 
that's something that you're constantly up-
dating, constantly freshening up. It's very 
important that we do that, whether we 
have somebody that we feel we have to 
build up our defenses towards or not. 
That's just part of the station. We're al-
ways kind of shifting things around. And 
even if we don't have a KDHT out there, 
if we feel that we need to let people know 
about a certain aspect of the station, we're 
going to do that. 

A lot of that is having access to quality 
information gleaned directly from the 
audience. Whether it's strong perceptual re-
search, or listener/staff meetings; bringing 
people in who seemed to get it to function as 
an advisory counseL In the past, we did that 
just so that we didn't get isolated within our 
own radio environment.  What kinds of 
things do you do at KBCO in order to keep 
that crosswind going for you? 

Doug: We've done that very same thing, in 
that we've had listener advisory boards 
that we have brought in of core listeners. 
Not really like a focus group because you 
actually have people from the station that 
are right there saying, 'Okay, here we are. 
What are your feelings about the station? 
What are the strong points? What are the 
weak points? What are we doing right and 
wrong?' I think it does wonders to con-
tinually build up the image of the station, 
especially with the core. And the more 
you can do that with your core, the more 
that word kind of gets spread to people 
that maybe aren't listening as much. 

The potential value, for all radio to benefit 
from word of mouth has always been ex-
tremely strong. AOR seems to have, unfor-
tunately, in many instances, made 
themselves more corporate, more distant, 
more unapproachable. The kind of radio 
that KBCO is famous for doing is the kind 
of radio that is easily perceived as being very 
connected to their audience. And word of 
mouth is still the most important thing you 
can have to keep that alive. 

Doug: Very important. It's how KBCO 
started, and how our success grew during 
a long period of time. 

When it's time to sit down and go through 
the music meetings at KBCO I know the 
process to be fairly unique. Can you outline 
how music is actually selected at KBCO? 

Then early in the week 
when all the trades come in, you had a 
chance to sit down and go over all the new 
stuff. But with all the other duties that 
people have to get through, it's tough to try 
to do one meeting, let alone two. But, 
obviously, for KBCO, that committee ap-
proach and that style of selecting the music 

Progressive radio started out as being free form. And as it 
developed through the '70s, it started to get more and more 
constraints placed on it.

Doug: Obviously, Ginger, as Music Direc-
tor, goes through on a weekly basis with 
the record companies, and listens to those 
records she feels are the big priorities for 
us. Then we have the committee that con-
sists of myself, Ginger and Dennis. The 
meeting is open to all the air staff, but I'd 
say for the most part, we have two-thirds 
of the air staff come in. We sit down. 
Sometimes, we'll go over current albums. 
Let's say, Springsteen's album comes in 
and we've got a lot of cuts that we'll put in 
initially, and then, after about a two or 
three week period, it's time to come back, 
review that album and change some cuts 
around. We do that with the core artists 
all the time. With developing acts, it might 
take a longer period of time. Obviously, 
you want to establish one song. Establish 
an identity for the band with a strong song. 
And if that begins to develop the artist, a 
la Marc Cohn last year, then just spread 
out from there. 

I understand your album exposure strategy, 
but what about new music selections on a 
song by song basis? 

Doug: Well, we listen to a lot of new 
material. And sometimes, you get a little 
frustrated because there's such a wealth of 
music that you want to try to get to. You 
can't always get to everything that you like. 
You have to put some stuff on the back 
burner and come back to it next week. But 
it's pretty much a function of the commit-
tee listening, and giving their feedback. 
Sometimes, a song will come on and it's 
instantaneous. Everybody says, 'Yeah, 
that's it. Let's put it on our list.' Then, 
after we've developed that list of things 
that we've listened to that we feel we can 
add that week, we have to look at the 
currents to see what's ready to be moved 
out to a recurrent, and see how much room 
we really have to work with in terms of the 
new stuff that we want to put in. 

A lot of Program Directors out there would 
look at this entire process and consider it too 
time consuming and inefficient. I can hear 
them now, 'I don't have time to do shit by 
committee.' So tell me, how long does a 
typical meeting take? 

Doug: About two and a half hours. 

And you do it once a week? 

Doug: Once a week. I know when I was 
Music Director, there were times when the 
volume of new music was increasing each 
year, I tried to set up a two meeting system, 
where one meeting you'd go over all the 

is what's made the station successful over 
the years.

Of course John and Skabitsky and Rahn are 
popularizing the concept of unradio, as we 
read in the Tom Teuber interview. That 
philosophy began at KBCO. If you could 
give people who don't understand the con-
cept a thumbnail description. 

Doug: The unradio philosophy has always 
been a part of the foundation of KBCO. 
That trio helped to reinforce the concept 
while they were here. Progressive radio 
started out as being free form. And as it 
developed through the '70s, it started to 
get more and more constraints placed on 
it. All of a sudden, there are all these 
consultants, and you had a smaller and 
smaller list of songs you were playing. You 
had a much more r̀adio' kind of approach 
to a format that was initially very ùnradio'. 
In trying to keep the progressive feel of 
KBCO -- which was the philosophy when 
it was started in the late '70s -- when deal-
ing with things, whether it's promotions or 
what we do on the air with the jocks and 
the music, we wanted to keep all avenues 
open in terms of how you approach it. In 
order for us to make ourselves unique in 
this marketplace, we had to figure out a 
different approach. Let's do it in a KBCO 
style, in that unradio style. So, it's just kind 
of breaking the rules again. It's not any-
thing that's really that hard to understand. 
It's just a matter of taking a different ap-
proach from the normal, standard, rigid, 
approaches to radio today. 

It's funny, when everybody's talking about 
the power of differentiation and creating 
something that people can get a handle on, 
this would seem like it makes the most sense 
possible. 

Doug: You're finding a lot of people 
scratching their heads these days and 
going, 'How can that work?' Obviously, it 
is working. And you're seeing some 
younger and more alternative stations that 
are working well too, ala 91X and KROQ, 
and The End in Seattle had a great debut. 

Which just proves the dissatisfaction of not 
just Seattle, but a lot of markets. 

Doug: The End was different, it was new, 
it was fresh. And the listener believes 
them. They believe in that station. That 
could be why country radio has been so 
successful in the past year and a half or two 
years. It's a very honest kind of music to 
start with, and the approach is very honest. 
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And if you're not honest to your audience, 
then you're going to have a tough time 
developing any kind of loyalty. 

Two unradio concepts at KBCO I want to 
talk about. The first one is rotations. Rota-
tions at KBCO operate at a very slow rate of 
exposure. At the same time, you seem to 

more, so that they can make an informed 
decision to go out and put down their hard 
earned money to buy it. 

The other aspect of unradio that intrigues 
me is announcer style and how you handle 
that. To be precise, your expectation of how 
the personalities will perform. 

The ownership has to expect the growth of the station to move 
directly in line with the kind of money they can spend on 

marketing. If they don't have a lot of resources in that regard, 
they better not expect a whole lot early on.

have no trouble making artists known and 
selling records. There's supposed to be an 
equation between selling retail product and 
mass exposure. And yet, at the same time, 
because of the enhanced credibility of the 
radio station, your approach seems to be 
enough to get people to go out and vote with 
their pocketbook. 

Doug: And that's a big part of it because 
we've established that rapport with the 
listeners so they tend to trust us. In fact, 
what's interesting is you can be on the air 
here and you'll get a call from someone 
who, basically, is ready to go out and spend 
some money on records. And there might 
be something they've heard that they want 
to ask you about, and then they might go 
even further and say, 'You have an idea as 
to the kind of thing that I like. Are there 
any other new releases out right now that 
you think I might be interested in?' It's just 
amazing to have that kind of a relationship 
with your listener because that's one of the 
reasons why I got into radio in the first 
place was the love of music, and to be able 
to turn friends and other people that you 
don't know onto some great music. It 
comes back to unradio. 

Expand on that. 

Doug: We go back to the early days of 
progressive radio. It was album radio. 
You didn't just play a track over and over, 
fifteen times a day. You took the album 
and you played album cuts. That's what 
KBCO still does. We play albums. Right 
now, for instance, the Melissa Etheridge 
record. That comes out, and you've got 
the single. Obviously, we're going to play 
the single. But as soon as the album comes 
out, it's very important for us, because our 
listener expects it, to provide them with at 
least two, three, four new songs from the 
album, to mix in with that single. The 
single will probably be played once, maybe 
twice in about a 24 hour period. General-
ly, it's once during the course of the day. 
But the other two or three songs will also 
come up in that 24 hour period. So, Melis-
sa Etheridge is getting played four times a 
day. It's a Heavy for us. It's an album 
that's a Heavy for us. 

The artist gets the benefit of the rotation, not 
just the single. 

Doug: Exactly. But again, it's the expec-
tation of our listener that we will do that 
for them. They don't want to hear that one 
song over and over and over, as much as 
they want to be exposed to the album 

Doug: A prerequisite to be on the staff s 
you have to have a great love for music. 
And our staff is made up of people who 
cross a lot of different age groups, which 
makes it very interesting, in terms of all the 
different tastes being expressed in this 
building. And it also helps us, in terms of 
determining what music we should be 
playing. We have people that we consider 
to be kind of an expert for that age group. 
In dealing with the staff, I was left with 
what I consider to be a very strong air staff 
when they made me PD. And in air check 
sessions since I've become Program 
Director, there are very minute things that 
need correction -- the little crutches that 
you always have to correct people on. For 
the most part, it's just a general feel, it's an 
attitude when you're on the air, about 
being very enthusiastic about presenting 
the music and presenting information 
regarding the artist. We're very tied in 
with bands when they come through town, 
concert information, that kind of thing. 
It's interesting because we tend to get 
more calls on our studio line just for 
general information questions than for 
specific music requests. People have 
come to depend on us for a lot of informa-
tion; background information on artists, 
information in terms of good new music to 
go out and consider at the local CD store, 
and information on concert tours. 

So, presentation of artist information as part 
of your on-air persona is very important. 

Doug: Yeah. And everybody has their 
own way of doing it. Certainly, there's a 
consistency that flows from one show to 
the next. But within each show, you want 
those people to be individual. We don't 
want everybody to sound like Dennis, or to 
sound like Doug Clifton. We all are per-
sonalities, or perhaps individuals is a bet-
ter term. Actually, we don't consider 
ourselves personalities at all. The one 
thing, in all my days of working in radio, 
that I think is most important to pass along 
to somebody new that's coming in, some-
one who tends to force that "radio" voice, 
is to relate to people one to one, just like 
you're having a conversation. And that's 
the most important thing about KBCO, 
when we get feedback from listeners, they 
compare us to the other stations in town, 
'Those other guys are always talking down 
to me, or they're screaming at me. You 
guys are just like somebody that I talk to 
next door. You're a friend. You're just a 
person that's telling me something. 

You're not trying to force something down 
my throat.' 

There is a misconception that this format 
takes forever to establish. Even somebody 
like Norm Winer at WXRT will say, 'Call me 
back in ten years and tell me how you're 
doing.' Still, I have to believe that this for-
mat can jump start very quickly in a market, 
especially one that's been without anything 
like this for a long time. 

Doug: That's the most important thing to 
consider, if you're in a market where you 
want to try to do this format. Do you have 
another station in the market that has a 
heritage of being the unradio formatted 
station, the adult alternative station, or 
whatever? If you do, you may have a prob-
lem. In Chicago, to go up against 'XRT 
would be very difficult. And I think that 
we've kind of proven that here, too. But 
there are certainly a lot of markets in the 
country that are wide open for something 
alternative, whether it's on the younger 
end or the older end. And I agree with you 
that it certainly can happen quickly, but it's 
going to depend on making sure you've got 
the right music mix for the marketplace, 
and making sure that you market it ap-
propriately, and you have the funds to 
market it. The ownership has to expect the 
growth of the station to move directly in 
line with the kind of money they can spend 
on marketing.

Well, the format does seem to be growing. 
We see people moving in this direction to the 
point that we actually have a data base large 
enough to do an Adult Alternative format 
chart in the magazine. 

Doug: That chart is great, by the way. It's 
so neat to be able to open up a trade 
magazine and basically see a chart that 
reflects what KBCO is all about. 

And the great thing about those Triple-A 
stations is their inherent musicality whereas 
a lot of other AOR stations are ruled by 
spirits a little less driven by 'the song'. 

Doug: It's true, there are a lot of people 
who have gotten into the format that aren't 
as musical as you might want. But I think 
it's all so cyclical in that we have people 
that are starting to come into some of these 
stations that are very musical. They know 
what's going on. And it may not happen 
overnight, but gradually, we're seeing a 
change. And I think that in the next three 
or four years, it will be more the norm to 
have the music be more important again. 

Let's talk about the Denver market. Within 
earshot of KBCO, you don't have very many 
people who are augmenting what you do 
with regard to mainstream acts, acoustic 
acts, or blues-driven acts. You're pretty 
much the franchise for that music in the 
marketplace. 

Doug: And that's just fine with me. In 
KBPI, you have one of the country's best 
hard rock stations right now. Bill Betts is 
doing a great job with that station. You 
know what you get when you tune into 
them. They're very competitive. KAZY, 
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for whatever reason, has attempted to 
come after us a few times over the years. 
They've attempted to go in different areas, 
and have moved back and forth between 
KBPI, us and The Fox. We haven't had to 
deal with a direct attack from them in a 
long time though. So, they bounce back 
and forth between The Fox and ICBPI for 
the time being. A problem that you get 
with a station like KAZY, here's a station 
that's been around for a long time, 25 
years. They're the heritage station. And 
yet, because there hasn't been the consis-
tency of air staffs or Program Directors, 
especially in the last ten years, they've had 
their problems in staying focused and 
being able to go head-to-head with a 
focused approach like KBPI's. Right now, 
I see them kind of drifting between that 
younger end and, on the other hand, be-
cause of their heritage, they feel they have 
to get the Classic Rock end too. 

They're not very compatible. 

Dour No, they're not and you've got to be 
able to focus the station. I think that that's 
the problem right now. KAZY is a little 
less focused right now, whereas KBPI is 
very focused and very strong. The Fox is 
one of the best Classic Rock stations in the 
country. Why? Because they've got a 
marketplace where they can expand so 
much on their library.' They can be a lot 
more liberal than the typical Classic Rock 
station, just because of the kind of music 
that's been made popular in this market. 
It's always been a great AOR market and 
it's always been a good Alternative market. 
A lot of music is broken out of here. So, 
you'll hear things on The Fox that you 
wouldn't necessarily hear on a Classic 
Rock station in New York or LA. That's 
their advantage. I think that they do what 
they do very well. As for KILO, they don't 
play as big of a role in Denver because the 
signal doesn't get up here that well. 
KTCL, on the other hand, has a little bit 
better signal. They're the Alternative sta-
tion pegging the younger end. 

Does that concern you very much? 

Dour Not as such. They could definitely 
be posing a problem for the younger end 
stations, even KBPI because they're start-
ing to do much better than they ever have 
before in this marketplace in the 18 to 24 
year-old age group. It's a very competitive 
situation right now. And since KBPI has 
kind of set the standard for the young-
oriented, hard rock station, you've got 
some of the other stations feeling like, 
'That's the way we need to lean.' It leaves 
us that island again that nobody is really 
trying to approach. The Fox plays a lot 
more stuff than the other two stations 
would that would be similar to KBCO. 
Just because of the Classic Rock that they 
are able to play. It's interesting because 
when concerts come through, it's real cut 
and dried as to where the concerts are 
going to go, in terms of what station will be 
involved. There's almost nothing that we 
share. There's a definite line between us 
and everybody else. The line gets a little 
grayer when you start talking about the 
other stations in Denver. 

With nobody else in the marketplace helping 
to make adult alternative records happen, 
does it enter into your musical decision as 

to how your current playlist is weighted one 
way or the other? 

Doug: With us, we need to get the best 
music possible for the age group that we're 
trying to appeal to. And the records that 
end up being very successful for us are 
those like a Robbie Robertson, or a per-
fect example of a KBCO record that 
nobody else will touch is Little Village. 
This record will be huge for us, just like 
Robbie Robertson was. And we own it so 
we use that to our advantage. It's to our 
advantage to have people tuning around 
the dial, and constantly coming to KBCO, 
hearing things that they just don't hear 
anywhere else. So, that's our strength be-
cause it continues to build on that expec-
tation of variety, which is so important. It's 
a key element of what this station is all 
about. We don't go searching for things. 
If it feels right, if it sounds right for us, then 
we're going to play it. And if it's success-
ful, if we get the response, then we expand 
within the album. 

And you have to say no in such a way you 
don't make an enemy out of somebody who 
wants to be a friend. 

Doug: You bet. So, it's been good for me 
to learn a lot more about the business end. 
And there's still a lot that I need to learn, 
and that I want to learn about. That was 
the big eye opener for me but it's not a 
negative. The other thing is just the time-
consuming element, especially with a 
radio station like this, where you've got so 
many things that you've got to be careful 
about. 

The balance between inspiration and detail 
management, that's the real challenge. 

Doug: And I'm lucky because I've got 
Dennis here. He's been with the station 
from the start. There are a lot of things 
that he can handle that I don't necessarily 
have to concern myself with. I can be more 
concerned with the staff, with a lot of the 
little fine tuning things. And on a broader 
sense, in the business world, Dennis has 

It's to our advantage to have people tuning around the dial, and 
constantly coming to KBCO, hearing things that they just don't 
hear anywhere else.

It's a key element of what this station is all about. 

I know you took on a lot of the respon-
sibilities ofP rogram Director before actually 
being named to the job. Have there been 
any eye openers about the job since getting 
the title? Has there been any personal 
growth that has been noticeable to you, your 
co-workers, or to your wife, or your dog? 

Doug: (Laughs) Mostly to the dog. I 
think, certainly, the first thing that you 
realize -- I remember last year talking to 
people going, 'Hey, I'm still going to be on 
the phones with record people. I'm going 
to be listening to music as much as I can.' 
Wrong! Forget it. Not that I had any con-
cerns whatsoever in turning the Music 
Director reigns over to Ginger because 
she has done a great job. And I have all 
the respect in the world for her. I don't 
need to worry about that end of it. So, I 
think the first thing that I found was that I 
had kind of buried myself in the music end 
of the station. Yeah, I did some other 
programming things, but it all had to do 
with programming on-air stuff. Now, I'm 
learning a lot more about the other end of 
radio, the business end of it. I'm working 
more directly with the sales department. 
And even in the programming end of it, 
talking with the syndicators and talking 
about a lot of other things that are kind of 
the little enhancements that you have to 
add to the station to make it great. But I 
think the business end of it has been a real 
eye opener for me. Just getting immersed 
in what it takes, in terms of going through 
a promotion for instance. Promotion is 
whole 'nother world that I really hadn't 
been exposed that much to. But you sit in 
a promotion meeting and you see how 
many things that people want you to do for 
them and you have to go through them all 
and determine, Àlright, which is the best 
promotion for KBCO?' 

been around all of that for a long time. So, 
as I continue to grow and continue to learn 
things as I go along, there are a lot of things 
from Dennis' end that I can learn just by 
asking. 

Earlier you were talking about your musical 
tastes changing. And I talk to PDs whose 
radio stations are a reflection of extremely 
conservative musical tastes, but who tell me 
that they go home and listen to the latest 
Prince CD, or an Enya CD. And then I try 
on this fantasy of Doug Clifton going home 
and kicking off his shoes and cranking up 
the new Shotgun Messiah. 

Dour (Laughs) You know what's great is 
that I love everything that we play. It's not 
that KBCO is meant to be a reflection of 
the music that I like. It just kind of turns 
out that way. I'm 35, so I'm kind of right 
on that line of Generation X, the 25 to 34 
year-olds, and the leading edge baby 
boomers. But I feel that I cross over into 
both of those age groups. There are cer-
tainly some old Classic Rock things that I 
still go back to and enjoy a lot. I can still 
claim Zeppelin and the hardest stuff that 
Zeppelin ever had to offer, just as much as 
I can crank the new Jesus Jones. That's 
the great thing about having a job like this, 
that you can do something you really love. 
Go on the air, play music that really satis-
fies you and that you know is satisfying a 
lot of people out there.

Over Hill And Dal 

And Airwaves At WVGO 
í 1 The Triple A format continues to grow and one of the more recent additions is WVGO/Richmond, 
which switched from the Gold format eight months ago. The station recruited several of the staff from 
crosstown WRXL, including Music Director Dal Hunter. Operating without a Program Director or re-
search, Dal and the staff have relied on their instincts and extensive experience in the marketplace to 
provide Richmond with "real rock n' roll variety." We spoke to Dal about the station's change in for-
mat, and how the marketplace and the record industry have responded to WVGO's Triple A sound. 

WVGO is relatively new to the Adult Altemative format. How long 
has it been since the station switched from the Gold format? 

Dal: It's been eight months. We officially made the format 
change in August of'91. 

What expectations or goals did you have going into this format, and 
what expectations do you still need to meet? 

Dal: Our primary goal was to go after the Adult market, 25 to 54, 
and superserve that niche with adult rock, including Alternative 
music. Ratings-wise, we still have a lot of progress that we need 
to make. We are succeeding in superserving the audience that's 
with us. And expanding that audience, obviously, is a challenge. 

I know you don't really like to use the word 'alternative' in describing 
your station. How do you prefer to describe the station's format? 

Dal: FM-106, rock n' roll radio. Real rock n' roll variety. We use 
the 'variety' moniker as a key differentiating point between us and 
the competition. 

You don't use any research at WVGO. Is that a deliberate decision, 
or is research just not a reality with your budget right now? 

Dal: The budget is a big part of it. I'm sure if we had the budget, 
we would be doing more research. But at the same time, even if 
we did use research, we wouldn't use it nearly as literally as other 
places I've worked before, just because there's some emotion 
involved in our product that has been absent in the market for 
awhile. We have a feel for our station and for the market. We 
have a feel for what our listeners want to hear. 

WVGO is unusual in that has no Program Director. Is that by 
design, or is that also another budgetary circumstance? How do you 
and the rest of the staff work around that? 

Dal: It's partly budgetary. But we also have people in here that 
know what they're doing, people with a lot of experience. Most 
of us have been in this market for a long time. We're all here to 
help each other. We have a system with the staff where we're here 
to reinforce each other. We go through tapes together. Our 
General Manager, John Crowley, gets together with the rest of 
the staff to make sure we're on the same wavelength, so that 
hopefully, nobody is entirely out of the ball park. And that's one 
of the great things about working here, is that we have a little 
leeway to do, basically, what we're paid to know to do, that our 
experience has taught us to do, which is just to have fun and do 
good radio. 

You said that a lot of the staff has been in the market for a while. 
Some of the staff came over from across the street at WRXL, didn't 
they? 

Dal: A good many of us came from 'RXL. I was over there for 
over seven years. Tara, in middays, she was at 'XL a little less 
than a year. And Nick Perry, our morning guy was part of The 
Fox startup down in the Virginia Beach/Hampton area. He's still 
fairly well known in the market for that. Even though he didn't 
use the same name there, a lot of people recognized him from his 
work over there. He was part of this market in some ways because 
a lot of this market was sampling The Fox at that time. Eric E. 
Stanley, our evening guy, was at 'XL for a long time. He's been 
in this market longer than any of us, and is very well known in the 
market. So, that's a real plus. And Dave Weaver, our overnight 
jock, was also at 'XL several years. Our audience is very familiar 
with us. It's a big plus to have such high name recognition in the 
market. 

Was there a mass exodus of stafff rom 'XL over to 'VGO? 

Dal: (Laughs) I was first. It was easiest for me. It was tougher 
on some of the others. 

Give us a little bit of your background. How did you get started in 
radio? 

Dal: (Laughs) In a trailer in West Virginia, with running water 
fed by a spring. I was in Charleston, West Virginia for a while. I 

tried a talk radio thing for awhile, and then went to WKLC. 
That's where I started my AOR background. I was there for five 
years, and from there went on to 'XL. I did numerous shifts there. 
I worked every shift except morning drive and overnight. I was 
at 'XL for over seven years. Part of that time, I was programming 
music over there with Paul Shugrue. And late Summer of '91, I 
came here to WVGO. 

Did you sign on with 'VG0 knowing that they were going to change 
formats? 

Dal: When I left 'XL to come to this station, we knew what we 
were going to do with the format and which direction we were 
going to go. The station was still Oldies when we came in here. 

This format provides a lot of opportunities for artists to be heard 
who normally wouldn't get much, if any, exposure on mainstream 
AOR radio. What artists have you seen that are doing well exclu-
sively in this format? 

Dal: Mainstream radio has tended to overlook some real heritage 
artists for us, like Elvis Costello and Joe Jackson, and the obvious 
ones that we have brought back. But artists like World Party are 
perfect for us, something that, at least, has a few years of age on 
us. We also get to play fun music like the Lightning Seeds, The 
Farm and Big Audio Dynamite and Blur. Most wise AOR pro-
grammers are playing product like that that truly are hits. But 
there's so much resistance in the industry, and part of it is just the 
Classic Rock mindset, that a lot of programmers are afraid of 
music like that. The Cure is a perfect example. This new Cure is 
a monster across the board. But basically, because of the struc-
ture of the way most mainstream AOR's sound, they can't really 
play it without it sticking out like a sore thumb. We are seeing 
more and more of those AOR's gravitating towards that kind of 
music, and that's good for the music industry. It's good for all of 
us. Blues Traveler is another band that we play. We play Kate 
Bush. We even play Buckwheat Zydeco for a little bit of flavor, 
but I don't think that's something that's going to be bread and 
butter over here. We play The Charlatans, Jimmy Cliff. Bob 
Marley is a good example of an artist that is rarely played by AOR. 

How are you getting along with the labels, as far as getting service? 
Are you finding that the labels understand this format? 

Dal: Increasingly, yes. At first, most of them were struggling with 
what we were. As more and more have heard us, they know that 
it's a cohesive format. It's a cohesive sound to the station. It just 
wasn't what a lot of them had dealt with before. They were used 
to mainstream AOR. Now, they're coming around a lot more. 
The Hard Triple A chart has really helped a lot, too, because that 
most closely represents us. It was encouraging to see that. When 
that chart came out, that was very close to what we were playing. 
We never really came into this format copying anybody. We just 
basically did what we thought was the right format for what we 
wanted to accomplish. 

Were you surprised that there were so many stations with this 
format? 

Dal: Yes, I was. How many stations do you have? 

About thirty, now. 

Dal: That's pretty cool. We rely on that chart as much as we rely 
on any chart. I'm a little surprised that more of the Triple A's 
aren't playing the Sugarcubes, though. We waited and waited and 
waited on that thing, and finally, we decided to go. It's such an 
easy call. It's an automatic, really. You just know the song's a hit. 

How many currents do you play an hour, and how big is your library? 

Dal: We play between three and four currents most hours. The 
library is at about 1500 and building and expanding. That's a nice 
thing about the format. We came in pretty conservative, but we 
had a lot of room to grow and build as the audience adapted to 
us. It's been an awfully long time since Richmond, Virginia has 
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Focus On... 
seen a station that was willing to go in a lot deeper. So, we do 
have that flexibility to expand as the station does grow. 

How often do you play your rotations? 

Dal: Hots are about every six hours. Mediums are about two to 
three times a day. I know that some of the other Triple A's don't 
use nearly as high a rotation as we do. 

No, they don't. It's not unusual for a Triple A station to play their 
Heavies once a day. 

Dal: I don't hear any complaints from the audience about a six 
hour rotation of Hots. And we're very careful how long some-
thing will stay in Hot. We don't keep it in there forever. For one 
thing, the library is so much deeper than the audience has heard 
in so long. I think that some degree of repetition, especially in 
the currents, is really necessary. I've seen that from research I've 
previously done here in Richmond. I know that you do need a 
certain degree of repetition in this market on currents to really 
give them a chance to sink in. 
It does take a while. 

Morning shows present a chal-
lenge with the Triple A format. 
What kind of morning show do 
you have at 'VGO? 

Dal: Yes, morning shows are 
a challenge, and we really feel 
like we've got the best guy for 
it. Nick Perry -- who was Jeff 
Allen at The Fox, by the way 
-- interacts on the phone with 
the listener, but it's pretty 
much a one-on-one situation. 
It's not a lot of hype. It's a 
much more adult and laid 
back feel. As Nick is here 
longer, he's learned the mar-
ket more and more, and he's 
fine-tuned his product to the 
market. There's an awful lot 
of quick interaction with the 
listener so that what he does 
has even more meaning. And 
we do manage to play a good 
bit of music in the morning. 
Compared with what's in the 
market, it's music-intensive. 
But it's not four or five songs 
in a row with the time and 
temperature in between. 
We're very active in the morn-
ing, but not in a childish sort of way, a very adult way. 

Do you also do news in the morning? 

Dal: Yes, we do news. Jim Hatcher does the news. He is the only 
person that is still here from when the station was Oldies. I used 
to work in the same market with Jim in Charleston, West Virginia 
years ago. I always listened to him there, too. 

Let's talk about the competition. You have WRXL in the market 
and there is also a college station. Is that station a factor? 

Dal: Actually, there are two college stations. One is not on the 
FM band, yet, although they are on cable. The other one is over 
at the University of Richmond, WDCE. What the college station 
is doing is not really a factor for us because their product is geared 
to a whole different market, a whole different audience. It's not 
as if we ignore them, but what they're doing and what we're doing 
just don't appeal to the same consumer or the same audience. 

Do you share much of your music with 'RXL? 

Dal: We share a good bit of our music with 'RXL. Some of our 
library material, like the Police and Dire Straits and Sting. We 
probably share half. We do play Neil Young. We play some of 
the really cool Neil Young songs. We play The Who. We do play 
The Stones. So, there's a good bit of shared library. Part of my 
job is to make sure that the flow continues along the lines of 
differentiating us, as well as making sure that there's a place that 
people can call 'home', that are sampling us from 'RXL. 

What kind of marketing and promotions do you do at the station? 

Dal: Part of the marketing is no silly games, no silly contests. 
We're targeting a listener with a little bit different attitude. We're 
still doing a lot of things to be out there in the community. But as 
far as phone-in contest games and things like that, no. We do 
have an Earth Day concert coming up. We're real excited about 
that. It will be a big event because Richmond does have a pretty 
good history of Earth Day involvement. We're also involved in 
the clubs with things like a Blues Night. We just had a big St. 
Patrick's Day party. The Strawberry Hill Races is an annual rite 

of Spring in Richmond, Virginia. It's kind of a horse race and 
tailgating party, strawberries and chocolate sort of thing. The 
Tour DuPont is also coming through Richmond real soon, and 
we'll be central to the involvement in Richmond on that. 

How has reaction in the marketplace been to this format? 

Dal: Incredible. The market was starved. You had a station that 
had been here for eighteen years without any real direct compe-
tition for at least ten years. A lot of people were so skeptical, they 
would call us and say, Àre you sure you're going to be here in 
another six months?' They just couldn't believe that stations like 
FM-106, WVGO would come along in Richmond, Virginia. Peo-
ple had a negative impression of radio in Richmond. People felt 
that there was no creative radio happening here. Our audience 
calls us all the time. We've got very major actives over here that 
are very into the format, and it's great to hear from them regularly. 

Describe the marketplace itself. What's Richmon4 Virginia like? 

Dal: Very conservative, 
which is one reason why we 
came in with a pretty conser-
vative list for a station with 
our format. There was still 
an awful lot of Òh, wow!' 
musical material in there, 
but if we came in too deep 
and wide, there wouldn't be 
anything for somebody 
who's listened to 'XL for ten 
years to become familiar 
with us, and to be able to call 
us home. The market is 
fairly slow to accept new 
music. But another really 
positive point is we found 
that what's happening in re-
tail has shifted an awful lot 
since we've come on. It's 
gone from the Classic Rock 
n' Roll library selling an 
awful lot, to now, newprod-
uct really blowing out m this 
market to a point that the 
retailers have not seen in the 
last five, ten years. Retail is 
tough all over, but they're 
seeing a much higher per-
centage of new product -- of 
our product -- selling than 
they have in an awfully long 
time. 

Do you have mostly a white-collar, middle class audience, or is 
Richmond a blue collar town? 

Dal: There's a good deal of white collar. Richmond is a very 
historic town. It's a beautiful city to live in? A great place to bring 
up a family. 

It's encouraging to hear that retail is doing well in Richmond. Are 
tickets sales doing as well? 

Dal: It depends on the show. There's been a pretty good revital-
ization of a club called The Floodzone, which holds about 800. A 
year ago, that club was close to going under. Most shows we've 
been associated with have either sold out, or done extremely well. 
As far as Coliseum shows, Richmond has always had a reputation 
of not selling as well as surrounding markets like D.C. or Hamp-
ton. Metalhca was just here and sold just over 6,000. That's not 
very good. Buckwheat Zydeco came here two weeks ago, and 
FM-106 has the flexibility to actually play a little of that music. 
We never had that flexibility over at 'XL. That's a real plus, not 
only for the concert image, but just for the consumer and for the 
market. 

What goals do you have set for the station? Where would you like 
to see the station a year from now? 

Dal: Our main goal is our target, being the Adult. We have to do 
a better job of superserving that target with the music they want 
to hear. Our target is not somebody that wants to hear the same 
Hendrix song everyday, or every other day. It's just a whole 
different mindset. The Classic Rock listener is after a whole 
different thing than what we are. We just have to make sure that 
we continue to not only hit that person musically, but to be a little 
bit more of that person's life. And we've got to take some steps 
promotionally. When we achieve those goals, the ratings will tend 
to come right along.

LIVING IN A ROCK AND ROLL WORLD 
Your music continues to 
focus on your personal 
struggles in life. What's the 
reason? 

Doug: Probably because 
I'm a self-centered person. 
(Laughs) Actually, I can't 
think of anything else to 
focus on because that's the 
thing that's predominantly 
on my mind all the time. 

What about social issues? 

Doug: I can't attack social 
issues in my music because 
I don't have enough infor-
mation. I don't know how 
to become politically cor-
rect because there's so 
much misinformation that 
I find it hard to sit down 
and say, 'This is the way it 
is.' I have these struggles 
within myself to make my 
world a better place. 
Hopefully, people around 
me will do the same thing. You have to look within yourself. 
You can't change everybody else. You can only change yourself. 
And if enough of us do that, then things can change. 

Oliver Stone recently spoke at Town Hall in New York and the he 
said that the most disturbing thing that he learned from making 
JFK was that he now questions everything we've been taught about 
the history of our country. He says he now has strong doubts. In 
the educational process in our schools, were we taught what a 
select group ofp eople wanted us to know? Stone says he's not even 
sure that Washington was a good guy. 

Doug: Yeah, I think Oliver Stone is right. It's all a bunch of bull. 
Just think about it. Once a year you get Black History Week, and 
they're telling you all this stuff about what black people have 
done in America. Man, this is amazing! Why didn't they teach 
us this stuff in school? All we ever learned about black people 
is that we were ex-slaves. Now I'm forced to ask, 'What's the deal 
here? Why don't people tell the truth?' 

That's a good question. Why do you feel, Doug that more often 
than not, people don't tell the truth? 

Doug: One word -- control. People want to control other 
people. You see, if a group of people can control the masses, 
then they can get them to do anything they want them to do. It's 
a selfish and ridiculous thing, but we've been duped. We're a 
part of a system that implements that kind of control. That's just 
the way things are and probably will be for a long, long time. 
There's always somebody pulling the strings. In a way, we're a 
puppet society. Even when we don't believe it, or don't want to 
admit it, there's always somebody pulling the strings. 

And how does it make you feel to know that, indeed, you are being 
controlled? Even being part of a record company, you're being 
controlled. Your career is in their hands. They have the control 
and the power to make or break you. 

Doug: There's nothing I can do about it, other than to do the 
best that I can. If our music is good and if it has integrity and 
people like it and like us, that's not going to stop anybody from 
letting us be who we are. People are enjoying our music, and 
that limits the amount of control that anybody can put over us. 
The whole idea is to learn to live in the society as it is and to learn 
how to get the most out of it in the structure and the set up that 
we've been given to live in. Get what you want out of it. 

All of what you're talking about stems from politics, doesn't it? 

Doug: Yes. I'm not a very political person, though. 

Are you going to vote in this year's presidential elections? 

Doug: I will probably, right before I vote, sit down and listen to 
what each candidate has to say and then make a decision. But 
I'm not sure. I don't really believe in any of the candidates. I 
don't believe in them even as people. Each candidate can tell

King's X has learned that life in the music business 
can be a little disconcerting. They've discovered that 
after spending half their lives developing that special 
kind of sound and then finally getting the coveted 
record deal, little about this industry is really about 
why they got into it in the first place -- for the music. 
But King's X are survivors and they're smart. They've 
managed to learn by their mistakes and endure. With 
the group's latest effort, King's X, their music comes 
into focus. The band continues to grow creatively. 

And Atlantic Records couldn't help but notice. They're 
now signed to the label and that makes King's X feel 
real confident in their new home. In an exclusive inter-
view, bassist/vocalist Doug Pinnick talks about the 
struggles the band has had to deal with during their 
rise to success. Yes, the music still centers on each 
member's personal struggles in life. But this group 
has grown and they've developed their business savvy 
after a few unexpected jousts in the lion's den, so to 
speak. If you're a musician or anyone who wants to 
learn some things you didn't already know about the 
biz, you'll want to read this interview because Doug 
Pinnicic will enlighten you, as he is one of those people 

who feels most comfortable telling it like it is. 
 ./ 
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me all these great things 
that they plan on doing 
once they've become 
elected. But who has ac-
tually done anything they 
said they were going to do 
before they got elected? 
When John F. Kennedy 
tried to do something to 
change the state of our 
lives, he was killed. When 
Martin Luther King tried 
to do something, and when 
Robert Kennedy tried to 
do something, they killed 
them, too. To me, it's just 
let it go to hell. There's 
nothing I can do about it. 

That's terrible that you feel 
that way because it probably 
means a lot of Americans 
feel exactly the same. 

Doug: It may sound selfish, 
but the only thing I can do 
is to try to do what's best for 

me, so that I can survive 
through it all. We've got the United States here doing this, but 
you know something? We've still got a better quality of life here 
than anywhere else. There are other countries in the world that 
have got it much worse than we do, that's for sure. And those 
people have survived in a system that doesn't necessarily think 
of its people first. But they've survived. And that's the way I 
approach my life. This is stuff going on outside of my life that I 
just cannot control. 

So, it seems that the '90s will be the decade of survival of the fittest. 

Doug: I think so, yeah. And the '80s were, G̀ive up. Who cares? 
Let's just have the best time we possibly can. Don't worry about 
the money. We've got credit. We'll have fun now and pay for it 
later.' We're paying now alright. The '90s really should be a time 
when everybody pulls together. But that remains to be seen. 

New subject. How do you feel about the success of King's X? 

Doug: When I first picked up my bass and played the first note, 
I thought I was successful. From that moment on, I've just been 
living my dream. 

How are you adjusting to the monetary successes? 

Doug: There haven't been any monetary successes yet for this 
band. I still live in a studio apartment and I still probably make 
close to minimum wage. That's all we can afford. 

That's all you can afford after selling hundreds of thousands of 
copies of your records? 

Doug: The first record sold two hundred thousand. The next 
one sold a hundred and fifty thousand. I mean, right now, we 
probably still owe the record company something like two and a 
half million dollars. 

Two and a half million? Which is recoupable by the label? 

Doug: Through record sales, yes. Record royalties. Writer's 
royalties are different. But don't be too shocked because that 
situation is not too uncommon. That's normal. That's nothing. 
There are other bands on record labels that have made and 
released more records than us and still haven't broken. There 
debt is probably higher than ours. But it all works out in the end. 
The record company is like a bank. The more money you owe 
them the more they're going to work on your behalf to make 
money. 

But if you're not showing a profit, how do you survive? 

Doug: From day to day. 

Where does money to survive on come from -- gigging? 

Doug: Yeah. From certain royalties, also, and certain advances. 
When you make a record you're allotted a certain amount of 
money. 
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Pro rata? Where a certain percentage of that money cornes out of 
royalties. 

Doug: Yeah. You sell publishing to a certain entity that will 
front you money ahead of time and/or you pay them back later. 
Or the money comes in from royalties, and that's where a pro 
rata situation comes up where you get a percentage of those 
royalties as well. And then there's merchandising agreements 
you make that can bring in hundreds of thousands of dollars. 
They go, Ẁe know we're going to make five million plus from 
you m the next two years and so we'll give you a million dollars 
right now.' I mean, look at The Rolling Stones. They got twelve 
million up front for merchandising. The money's always there if 
you work it right. But what ends up happening is that you give 
most of your professional life away in the process. You personal-
ly end up having nothing and everybody else around you ends up 
getting everything. What King's X has tried to do is stay away 
from that kind of deal-making and live as menial as we can. 
When that big day comes where there's a payoff, we will own and 
control everything ourselves. One thing's for sure, a guy like 
Michael Jackson is not going to own the King's X catalogue. 
(Laughs) 

You're not dising Paul McCartney are you? 

Doug: Listen, if they had known better, they probably wouldn't 
have ever done it. When you don't know any better, you end up 
getting managers and people working for you who give you 
misinformation, and that's how you can get yourself into bad 
situations in business. That's how you end up losing control of 
your life. 

Chrissie Hynde once said to me in an interview, 'If you're an artist 
in the music business, then you've probably been burned by some-
one you thought was close to you in business at least once.' Do 
you agree? 

Doug: Yes, it's true. We've had three lawsuits already in our 
first three years. Hundreds of thousands of dollars people have 
tried to get out of us. How are we going to give it to you if we 
don't even have it? 

What kinds of lawsuits? 

Doug: Without getting into the specifics, there's always people 
who come into your life that hang with you and work for you and 
you become friends with them. 

And they fuck you? 

Doug: All of a sudden, they are under a false assumption that 
they are entitled to something. And then when things fall apart 
and they find out they weren't entitled to it and they feel that they 
were, they take you to court because they think they can make a 
lot of money from you. And always, in court, when the people 
suing us find out that we really don't have any money -- they're 
always under the assumption that we were making big bucks. 
And the court ends up telling them they had nothing to do with 
our success and don't deserve the money that they're going after. 

Has that been the result in all the lawsuits? 

Doug: We've won them all, so far. There was only one suit where 
we settled and paid them a certain amount of money that they 
put into our band. These people had said that if it didn't work 
out, that they'd cut ties and cut their losses. They were just a 
bank, in a way, trying to help us get to the next step. But they 
didn't &et us to the next step, even though they shelled out 
something like a hundred thousand dollars on us. So, we gave 
them back the money and everybody's happy. Even though they 
told us in the beginning that we would not have to pay them back. 

Then why settle? 

Doug: (Sighs) Because it just got to the point where we felt that 
this has gone far enough. Just give them the money and get them 
out of our hair. 

Had they proceeded further and not settled, would they have gotten 
more? 

Doug: They wanted more. They wanted royalties from records 
for the next ten years. They wanted all kinds of crap that we just 
weren't going to give them. We finally said, 'Yes, you gave us 
this money to keep us alive for a year. We'll give it back to you. 
Now, can we please go our separate ways?' 

But if they said that you didn't have to give back this hundred 
thousand dollar investment, then why were you forced to settle? 

Doug: You see, that happened because we had no contract. 
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Then wouldn't they be stuck? 

Doug: Yes, but when you go to court, you have a jury and the 
jury decides. They'll sit down and listen to anybody's sob story. 
And they decide who deserves it and who doesn't. Rather than 
putting our life into somebody else's hands and risking it all, we 
settled. The people we were in this suit with, their company was 
going under and they really needed money. And they were 
pressuring us to do this, so we did. We said, 'You kept us alive 
when we were struggling, and so we're going to give this to you 
now that you really need it.' And that was it. The next guy sued 
us because he thought he was entitled to a percentage of 
whatever King's X makes because he worked in our office and 
was a part of another entity. He assumed that just because he 
worked for us, that he then owned a piece of us, and he was found 
to be dead wrong. Once again someone thought that they could 
get a million dollars out of us because they saw our picture in 
Rolling Stone. Even the judge, who had been on vacation, ended 
that vacation prematurely for political reasons. Like, if he could 
be the judge that presided over a case that involved a group who 
was written up in Rolling Stone magazine, it would help his 
election because he had been running for something. It was like 
a fucking soap opera. 

Sounds more like a three ring circus to me. And all this has nothing 
to do with music. 

Doug: Nothing to do with it. Watching them try to tear down 
our character and everything else, makmg us look like we were 
these horrible people. I learned from going to court that people 
will take your words, misconstrue them, and use them against 
you, particularly if there's a potentially large sum of money to be 
gained by it. The lawyers are no angels either. They used little 
things that I said in my deposition to base their whole case 
around. 

Did all these lawsuits make you want to walk away from it all? 

Doug: It really did. I've said this time and time again, 'All I ever 
wanted to do was play music.' Music is probably only ten percent 
of what this industry is all about. It can be so ridiculous. 

What keeps you going man? 

Doug: The music. For some reason the music is my outlet and 
I'm happy and proud of it. And it seems that there are a lot of 
people who are actually touched by what we sing. We get letters 
and meet people and we're discovering that our music is affect-
ing people's lives. I've always wanted to affect people in music 
the way my peers in music have affected me. I just want to give 
back what I've got. That's all. For me it's about music and about 
giving. But not the kind of giving that takes place by greed and 
through the courts. Unfortunately, this is the way the system 
works and this is the nature of the way people will always be. It's 
sad in a way, but I'm learning to deal with it.

Chris Mars, "Horseshoes And 
Hand Grenades" (SMASH/IS-
LAND/PLG)  What's that old saying-- expectations 

are like assholes be-
cause everyone's got 
one? No, that's not 
right. Maybe it's---
opinions are free to 
be you and me be-
cause only an asshole 
thinks coming close 
really counts? Well, 
whatever the case 
there's  no  way 
anyone  will  be 
prepared for the 
depth, maturity and 
(yes) single-handed 

ability of Chris Mars. As the drummer of the late, lamented and 
simply wonderful Replacements, Mars' role in the band 
diminished over their final pair of albums, which actually 
prompted his leaving before the official dissolution occurred. 
Aside from graphic arts, Chris hadn't previously shown ability 
beyond the beat (and we refuse to even listen to any drummer 
jokes!). But armed with determination, a variety of instruments 
(no bass) and let's not forget--- visions of the kid from Lost In 
Space in his bathroom (more on this later), Mars built a four-
track demo studio in his basement (what, no garage?) and 
crafted a batch of tapes so good they must have even surprised 
him. Chris got help from the four strings of J.D. Foster (on all 
tracks) and contributions from Dan Murphy and Dave Pirner 
(trumpet!) of Soul Asylum on a few, otherwise this is truly a 
session completely from Mars. "Popular Creeps" was the first 
taste for radio, and the wireless responded with enough support 
to make Chris the 3rd Most Added this week, as stations includ-
ing KACV, KJJO (of course!), KRZQ, KTCL, KUKQ. WDRE, 
WDST, WFNX, WHTG and many more used their ears instead 
of preconceptions. The full effort is loaded with the sort of (for 
lack of a better term) good time rock and roll, suggesting fun was 
a primary ingredient to the creative process. Think about it, 
when was the last time a Replacements' record included lines 
like this opening stanza from "Better Days"— 'Heaved up my 
Apple Jacks and shit my peejay's.'? This track has more in 
common with Ray Davies than just a title, as do many of the 
selections--- but the imagery of the lyrics include that aforemen-
tioned ode to Billy Mumy, as well as the tender reflection 
'There's purple spots on Soupy Sales!' It's Chris' voice that will 
bring the bulk of the Kinks comparisons (although some also cite 
Jules Shear?!), but make no mistake that these songs are unique-
ly his own. As far as instant recommendations go; start with 
"Outer Limits" for straight ahead pop and personal fave "Mid-
night Carnival" for a bit of the twisted brand. "Monkey Sees" (with 
the Soul Asylum boys) is the sort of controlled sloppiness his 
former unit (and the early days of The Faces) specialized in. 
And the slower tempo of "Before It Began" will further jolt the 
listener with its solid foundation and proof of diversified ability. 
Now that Chris Mars has displayed that there is life after The 
Replacements (other than the highly anticipated Westerburg 
solo outing) we can only hope Tommy Stinson's upcoming effort 
(with his band Bash N' Pop) will be as good. (MM)

Tom Waits, "Night On Earth" Original Soundtrack Recording (ISLAND/PLG) The renowned artist who was 

recently heard in a cameo on Primus' "Tommy The Cat" makes a subtle reappearance on the music scene. 
This album hardly sends him in a new career direction (he was nominated and won an Oscar for the theme 
song to "One From The Heart"), it does mark his reemergence in the field of new studio albums (his last, 
"Rain Dogs", was in 1985, and subsequent releases like "Frank's Wild Years" have showcased stage shows, 
or compiled existing songs). His career as actor has burgeoned, as he has appeared on stage and in at least 
a dozen films, including "Kamblefish", "Down By Law", and lately "The Fisher King" -- look forward to a 
role in Francis Ford Coppola's "Dracula" as well. While Waits does not appear in "Night On Earth", its 
mostly instrumental soundtrack is perfectly in synch with prior Waits topics. The vignettes of taxi drivers 
on the job recall his "Nighthawks" era, and the settings circle the globe, from City Of the Angels to Paris to 
Helsinki to, of course, NYC. The scenes are not only joined by their narrative thread, but by Mr. "small 
Change"'s stripped down, after hours-cabaret style -- sparse and casual, yet emotionally wrenching. With 

Tom heard on only the vocal tracks, a sparse three out of the whole record, the proper Waits fan will be craving a whole album of 
same, which is aimed for sometime this summer. (BR) 

The Jody Grind, "Lefty's Deceiver" (PB)  Prepare to be invigorated. For their second album, Atlanta's Jody Grind continue 
to excel in the stylistic twister game. All this motion may seem dizzying, but there is equilibrium overall. If 
the debut "One Man's Trash Is Another Man's Treasure" came within earshot, you probably recalled their 
loosely brazen style, seguing lithely from jazz to blues to folk. It's one thing to show off several playing 
styles, but like in the movies, technique can call too much attention to itself, rendering the material 
irrelevant. "Lefty's  Deceiver" is beautifully orchestrated (they make four pieces sound like ten), lushly 
produced (percussionist extraordinaire Michael Blair, who's played with everybody from Elvis Costello to 
Lou Reed, produced Two Nice Girls and Victoria Williams, and worked with the above featured Tom 
Waits on recent longplayers) -- in short, an infatigible listening pleasure. Kelly Hogan's vocals are richly 
endowed with timbre akin to Natalie Merchant, but she has cultivated her own unique flourish. "3rd Of 
July" has the company of both Peter Buck on mandolin and studio-hombre John Keane on guitar. In an 
era dominated by self-contained styles and eventual parody, The Jody Grind refute such limitations by 

making every transition smooth as a flower petal (or an infant's cheek, what have you). "Lounge Ax" focuses the spotlight on Robert 
Hayes' stand up bass, an instrument that's been sorely neglected (Rob Wasserman aside) in recent years, ably boosted by rhythm 
accomplice Walter Brewer. Bill Taft's guitar is both brash and lilting, engaging in neither artsy noodling nor eardrum busting 
arpeggios. The covers are slightly pared back from "One Man..."'s half and half mir, this time they opt for "Funnel of Love" (originally 
done by Fifties rockabilly singer Wanda Jackson, also known for "Fujiyama Mama") and "Can't You See" written by local songwriter 
Tracy Terrill who records under the moniker Cake). For originals, you can't miss with "3rd OfJ u4e","Hands OfJ une" or "Rickie". DB 
can and should be reached at (404) 521-3008.

Die Toten Ibsen. "Learning English, Lesson One" (CHARIS MA) Depending upon age, American music fans have a 
fairly narrow perspective when it comes to Germany's contribution to rock and roll. On some fronts the 
fact that the clubs of Hamburg nurtured the amphetamine-loaded, pre-Mop Top Beatles is all that matters. 
Later it was the avant garde prog rock of Amon Dutd, Can or Faust and trippy wire mesh of Tangerine 
Dream, which evolved into the electronic mantra of ICraftwerk's "Autobhan", and the heavy metal bombast 
of The Scorpions or Schenker's UFO can't be overlooked. Although there were really no German 
punk/new wave bands of consequence to the rest of the globe, the country has yielded interesting characters 
like Herman Brood, Einsturzende Neubauten and Nina Hagan, and who can forget the latter-day, dance 
floor, club love of "Din Dah Da" or Nena's "99 Luftballoons"? Perhaps Germany is most often looked upon 
for the records it has produced/inspired like Lou Reed's "Berlin", Bowie's "Heroes" or even the latest U2 
outing, to name a few. But the generation landslide of the punk movement, specifically the art school 
metallic KO of late 70's Britain and New York did leave a mark on Germany, and their name is Die Toten 

Hosen. Possible translations include Dead Trousers (maybe a Rutles reference?), Dead Boring and Bad In Bed. The band has sold 
millions of records in their homeland since their formation in 1982, but this release marks the first here in The States, as well as a 
maiden voyage into the English language. It's fitting that the band would choose to make "teaming English" a tribute to the bands 
that initially inspired them. Assembling an impressive cast of (mostly) British vets from the punk/pub/new wave days, Die Toten has 
(faithfully) covered a bevy of (again mostly) U.K. single smashes. Guests like Jimmy Pursey (Sham 69), Knox (Vibrators), Nick Cash 
(999), Captain Sensible (Damned), Wreckless Eric and Charlie Harper of The U.K Subs help the band recreate their respective 
(and by now) classic single smashes. The Americans are represented by Joey Ramone (on "Blitzkrieg Bop") and in his last known 
recording, Johnny Thunders, who fittingly guests on his seminal and prophetic "Born To Lose", with Handsome Dick (Dictators) and 
Cheetah Chrome (Dead Boys) helping out. Hey, how do you say "Take it Dee Dee" in German? (MM)

Singles Going Steady 
Manic Street Preachers, "Slash N' Burn" (COLUMBIA)  Ever since they were signed to Columbia (amid 

a furious bidding war) by the same man who originally inked The Clash (Tim Bowen), Wales' Manic 
Street Preachers have been earmarked for the kind of explosive reaction that only occurs rarely. Al-
ready darlings of the U.K. press through a series of EP's and their debut "Generation Terrorists" album 
(which will be slightly altered when issued here shortly), there has been scattered Stateside play on 
tracks like "Motown Junk" and "Stay Beautiful". "Slash N' Burn" is the biggie however, and don't be 

surprised if Manic St. Mania grips the tube and airwaves in rapid fashion. This is a sound that harkens 
back to the energy and glamour of The Dolls, with huge guitar layered over a big booming beat. In 
regard to modern terms it also owes more than a bit to the energy and conviction of The Godfathers. 
"Slash N' Bum" was produced by Steve Brown, who's worked with bands like The Cult and Balaam

Everyone can't help but be familiar with the turbulence between 

band members that made Dok-
ken such a platinum rainstorm 
during the '80's, or the fact that it 
led to the band's demise and ul-
timately the formation of this 
highly successful spinoff group. 
George Lynch's  name  is 
synonymous with virtuosity and 
innovation. Throughout his years 
with Dokken he deftly crafted a 
sound so singularly his, he would 
go on to be heralded one of the 

most innovative and influential guitarists in the rock realm. He 
remains so today, but in Lynch Mob his playing has become far 
too incorporated into the overall sound, to be the sole stealer of 
the limelight. Though as always, he has his moments (and what 
moments they are...). On the band's debut release "Wicked 
Sensation", George successfully proved that a group project was 
what he truly wanted and that within that context he could excel 
even further. The record surpassed gold and boldy expressed 
the bluesier side of Lynch, which had apparently been sup-
pressed during his days with Dokken. So now the Lynch Mob 
return with their sophomore release, and in keeping with tradi-
tion there are some very noticeable differences. Though former 
Doklcenite Mick Brown (drums) and bassist Anthony Esposito 
remain, vocalist Oni Logan has been replaced with newcomer 
Robert Mason. He brings a fresh, young voice, still tingling with 
a touch of blues, but his singing proves just a bit more dynamic 
than Logan's. Naturally, his voice is very well suited to the band's 
sound and direction. No turbulence on the horizon here (and 
hopefully for some time to come). And on this lead track, you'll 
notice the inclusion of horns (an turn of events spurred by 
producer Keith Olsen of Whitesnake/Scorpions fame). Wild but 
it works and "Tangled In The Web" is a swinging number for 
openers. Bump and grind, not too fast, not too slow, with a nice 
little swagger caught in the grooves. Catchy too. A new approach 
for a still young band that should get heads turning pretty 
quickly. Rocks. Watch for the full self-titled album (it's a new 
beginning after all) in a few weeks, featuring a wicked cover of 
Queen's "Tie Your Mother Down". 

Slaughter, "The Wild Life", EMI Group  
North America.... This four man hit machine needs no 
introduction these days, that's for sure. The numbers generated 

by their debut album ("Stick It To 
Ya") are impressive enough: Over 
2 million copies of the LP sold, 
over a million singles, four #1 
videos on MTV, a gold live EP 
("Stick It Live"), and a home video 
that went gold in just 3 months 
time, not to mention some 300 
dates of worldwide touring. So 
how does one top that? I wouldn't 
have wanted to be in Mark 
Slaughter and Dana Strum's (the 

real business/songwriting team behind the name) shoes coming 
off that kind of massive success and having to follow it up so soon, 
but being the pros that they are, they tackled it in their typical 
optimistic "go for it" fashion, and came up smiling... again. And 
so it goes, hit #1 is currently at bat. "The Wild Life" is the title 
track from the forthcoming LP and guaranteed to have 'em 
smashing across the AOR/CHR/MTV charts in no time at all, 
and here on the hard side, it isn't a question of will they hit the 
chart...just when and how high. Mark Slaughter has always fared 
well on this end of things, and now with the strength and per-
sonas of Dana, Blas Elias and Tim Kelly alongside, the pattern 
has been laid. And with a harder line and what we hear is a more 
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aggressive sounding album on the horizon, it should be but a 
blink of an eye before they impact upon all you Hard Hitters. No 
doubt this song kind of sums up the last year or two of the band's 
lives, and maybe even most of yours. It is a wacky business, and 
moderate, calm lives we certainly do not lead. The song's ultra 
catchy (natch), crunchy, and polished to perfection--a summer-
time anthem guaranteed to fill stadiums to capacity. I guess when 
you've got "it"... you've got "it"--just ask Slaughter. 

Wildside. "Hang On Lucy". Capitol.... Get the feeling it's 
a "wild" kind of week here in Hard Hitterland. First you got a 

taste of "The Wild Life", now you're get-
ting a chance to walk on the "Wildside" 
and later you get to meet the "Wild One". 
Wow what a tour that would be, eh? Ah, 
summer is defmitely on the way... it's in 
the air already. Right, so let's take a walk 
shall we. From off the streets of Hol-
lywood, a new five man rock sensation, 
sporting bigtime commercial charisma is 

about to explode in your faces. Capitol, the folks who bring you 
the Toxik boys are now set to unleash this energetic and 
celebratory fivesome. Hold on tight. Believe it or not, Wildside 
first came into being in Seattle, when vocalist Drew Hannah and 
guitarist Benny Rhynedance met there. Ha! Well, Seattle was not 
to have them, as they headed for the more slippery climes of Lost 
Angels, and after a brief stint as the Young Gunns, settled 
quickly into what has become Wildside. That after locating their 
musical brethren, Jimmy D. (drums-ex of Kane Roberts), Marc 
Simon (bass) and Brent Woods (guitar-a former student of 
Randy Rhoads and George Lynch). Already you know to expect, 
lots of six string splashiness, and heavy rhythm action. "Hang On 
Lucy" should also sufficiently introduce you to the band's hook 
agility--they stick 'em in all the right places, big snarly choruses 
and yeah, those naughty lyrics. There's a little Slaughter, a little 
VH, a little Cinderella, Faster Pussycat, War Babies etc... in 
there--it's very L.A.. They've already done some time on the road 
with the Four Horsemen, and chances are you'll be seeing and 
hearing a lot more from these guys in the months to come. Look 
for their debut, "Under The Influence" coming down the pike in 
a couple week's time. 
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L7. "Everglade" Sampler. Slash/WB.... Okay, so you say 
you want a wholly unpretentious, realistic, straight forward, hard 

hitting and genuine rock n'roll ex-
perience? Welcome to one of 
Hollywood's absolute best offerings on 
that front. L7 ('50's symbolism for 
"square") are a four piece, all female 
band, who concentrate on and deliver the 
stripped down raw essence of rock that 
so often gets lost in the gloss. Fuzzed and 
distorted  guitars are the only things that 

do any whining on this EP (sampler, whatever ya want to call it), 
'cause these women are not clinging vine types crying over bad 
boys or fashion tragedies. They're just happy playing life the way 
it is-- harsh, frenetic, and sometimes trippy. To the alternative 
slice (and even perhaps a good proportion of our metal roster), 
the name L7 probably isn't a new one. The band has been 
cranking around the L.A. underground for several years, and 
have to their credit a self-titled LP released on Epitaph in 1987, 
an EP ("Smell The Magic") released on Subpop (yeah one of the 
few, the proud, and not from Seattle), in 1990 and approximately 
three U.S./European tours under their belts. Having recently 
signed to Slash, they (bassist/vocalist Jennifer Finch, 
guitarist/vocalist Suzi Gardner, drummer Dee Plakas and 
guitarist/vocalist Donita Sparks), are on the verge of the release 
of their first album's release for them. "Bricks Are Heavy" gives 
all the masculine types a good run for the money, and should cut 
through gender barriers like a PMSing banshee on speed. Yeah, 
it's that cool. Absolutely no high heel posturing anywhere to be 
found. For now, metal is getting serviced this four song sampler 
to crank through ("Everglade","Wargasm "—not the Boston band, 
"Scrap" and "Mr. Integrity"). Powering between the cool intensity 
of latter day Blondie, the heavy chord, low range vocal stomp of 
Joan Jett, they filter their music through pure aggression. So 
despite the fact that these songs twinge with alternative tensions 

they ultimately, rock hard. That's the bottom line. Make no 
pretense about L7 not being a serious consideration. They're a 
great hard rock band and very cutting edge. 

Flame, "Wild One" (3 song sampler), Giant.... Who? 
Oh, the "wild one". Okay seriously, I admittedly, up until just a 

couple of days ago had never heard of this 
group before. Within a listen or two, I was 
pretty well convinced we'd all be quite 
familiar with this San Francisco based 
four piece by month's end. Forget that 
area's thrash and funk infestation of 
recent years, because Flame are that 
area's most current intensive offering on 
our front in years. Punchy and radio 

friendly, but with enough attitude to launch them solidly here on 
our side of the tracks. Flame are a street studied group (Phillip 
Andrew Sullivan-vocals, Denis Bostok-drums, Steve Smith-bass 
and Billy Harvey), who further forge the fine metal tuning of 
bands like Lynch Mob, Sweet F.A., Badlands or The Scream. 
They've worked long and hard (they were self managed up until 
recently) to establish themselves and their sound in the Northern 
California area, even releasing their own CD ("Blaze") in the late 
'80's. And luckily, they haven't fallen victim to cheesier trappings 
and overproduction in the meantime. They have a very commer-
cial appeal, but it's held in check by other elements. Sullivan's 
vocals for example, are a high ended bluesy rasp, that weaves 
itself into the ever changing flow of music (kind of a higher 
pitched Ray Gillen). A bottom heavy grind is superimposed with 
swaggering chords, vocal breaks, and then the instantly 
memorable choruses (most notably on the lead track "Wild 
One"--I like it the best). "Rain" also has strong AOR possibilities, 
and "Never Say Die" is from the AC/DC school of anthemic 
rockers--big power chords, stormy vocals, etc... Good sounding 
band with a bright (no pun intended) future. The full album's on 
the way in a few. 
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Ozzy Osbourne. Road To Nowhere". Epic.... As "No 
More Tears" begins to wind down on the charts (it's still slammin' 

MTV though--now, with two versions), 
the time is right for the latest greatest 
single from Oz's excellent LP. "Road To 
Nowhere" charts a similar course to "No 
More Tears", or at least it seems to in the 
beginning with it's melodious and sub-
dued, deep chorded intro. Ah, but when 
that Zak Wylde guitar lead soars in... 
wow. And then the progressions become 

heavier and more aggressive, and even this far into the project, 
you still have to sit back and think, "Damn, Ozzy sounds in-
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The Giant debut album.

Yeah, they do, and fortunate 
for you the buzz is on and you're all getting the full CD with real 
art and a second chance to jump on it if you haven't already. It 
does seem however, that many of you are hip young people and 

do know a grand new thing when you hear it, 'cause the Hogs 
(Donny Campion-guitars, John Feldman-vocals, Bobby Fer-
nandez-drums, David Kushner-guitars and Kelly Lemieux-
bass), are faring quite nicely on the metal chart side of life. With 
a move from 41-38* this week, they continue to lay the base that 
could find them pole-vaulting upwards in the weeks to come 
(let's hope they definitely find themselves in that position). A 
brilliant kaleidoscope of sound and styles, their self-titled debut 
has a little something for everyone and I mean that sincerely. 
Track through it and I think you'll agree rather quickly. This 
week ELH picked up a few new at KZOK, WEOS, WGIR and 
WNYE, increases over at WFCS, WPCR and WXDR, and

trio. The full album's out there, so do seek it out if you're into 
something outside the realm of stadium rock (which you are 
about to be inundated with). New this week on WARC, WKNC, 
WTSR and W WVU, gaining increases over on WLRA, WNYE 
and WSUC and continuing to pick up speed at WFSE, WICNC,

An Alice Cooper live album, recorded in Los Angeles in 
1969, will soon be released (on Rhino Records). The album, 
"Live At The Whiskey," dates from the days before Cooper 
had his first hit with "Eighteen." The LP will include liner 
notes written by groupie-author Pamela Des Barres. 

Faith No More, Sister Double Happiness and the 
Disposable Heroes of Hipophrisy are among the 16 bands 
contributing tracks to a Jello Biafra and Dead Kennedys 
tribute album, "Virus 100," being released in May. Biafra 
recently appeared in the Canadian film "Highway 61." 

Ringo Starr has announced details of a tour beginning on 
June 2 in Ft. Lauderale, Florida, in which he'll be backed by 
his All- Starr Band, which includes former Eagles members 
Joe Walsh and Timothy B. Schmit, Nils Lofgren, Dave 
Edmunds, Todd Rundgren, Burton Cummings and Ringo's 
son, Zak Starkey. Starr's tour is being sponsored by the hair 
product company Alberto VO-5. Starr has his first album in 
nine years, "Time Takes Time," coming out in late May (on 
Private Music). "Besides recording, I'm writing again," Starr 
says. "The strain at the beginning of recording was pretty 
terrifying for me. I lasted a week and had to go on holiday 
for another week." Starr's U.S. tour will include dates in June 
and August. Some European concerts are planned for July. 

The Grammy Awards will be given out in California next 
year, after two years in New York. Los Angeles Mayor Tom 
Bradley says next year's awards show will take place at the 
Forum in Ingelwood, California. Mike Greene, president of 
the National Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences, says 
the organization needed a larger venue, and the Forum will 
hold three times as many people as Radio City Music Hall in 
New York City. Since they began, the Grammies have been 
given out in New York six times, in Los Angeles 28 times, and 
once in Nashville. 

Maria and Geoff Muldaur's daughter, Jenny Muldaur, will 
have her debut album, produced by Russ Titelman, out in the 
last week of June. 

Bono ordered pizzas for the audience midway through a U2 
concert in Auburn Hills, Michigan. He called a Speedy Pizza 
and requested 10,000 pizzas, though the firm was only able 
to deliver about a hundred. "It was my most unforgettable 
delivery of all time," said Tim Wieczerza, one of three 
employees who brought the pies on stage. "They cleared a 
place on the stage for the pizzas and shined a spotlight on us 
and people started screaming 'Pi-zza, Pi-zza." Each of the 
deliverymen got a $50 tip for their trouble. 

Australian singer-actor Jason Donovan has been awarded 
$350,000 in libel damages against The Face because of an 
article which implied he is homosexual. The magazine had 
reprinted a poster made by gay activists which included a 
doctored photograph which showed him wearing a t-shirt 
that said "Queer As Fuck." "The decision totally vindicates 
me and clears my name of the slur that I have lied about 
myself," Donovan said after the verdict. The Face magazine 
says it will appeal the decision, hinting that it may have to go 
out of business because of the damage award. The Face, a 
monthly style and music magazine, has published in Britain 
since 1980. 

The Beach Boys will attend George Harrison's planned 
concert for the Natural Law Party, a British political party 
inspired by India's Maharishi Mahesh Yogi. A spokesman 
for the Beach Boys says they wanted to "show their support 
for the party." 

A Dutch duo has filed a lawsuit against Hammer claiming 
that he and his staff hit them with brass knuckles during 
Hammer's European tour last year. Roger Marsh and Frans 
Merloc seek over $100,000 in lost earnings, medical and 
punitive damages in a federal court lawsuit filed in San 
Francisco. But Hammer's attorney notes that Dutch police 
declined to prosecute the case, which he claimed is "full of 

Grateful Dead fanzine The Golden Road has resumed 
publication on an annual basis, after editors Blair Jackson 
and Regan McMahon took time off to have a baby. The latest 
issue includes a profile of the Jerry Garcia Band, a story 
about the children of band and crew members, and a story 
about the band's relationship with the late concert promoter 
Bill Graham. Jackson, managing editor of the recording 
industry trade magazine Mix, was author of the 1983 book 
"Grateful Dead: The Music Never Stopped." (The Golden 
Road, 484 Lake Park #84, Oakland CA 94610, $8/issue.) A 
compilation of articles from previous issues of the magazine 
will be published in paperback (by Harmony Books) this fall. 
The book will be called "Goin' Down The Road." 

John Wesley Harding has begun recording a new album in 
Los Angeles with producer Steve Berlin, who has worked 
with Los Lobos. He's also recorded a cover of Donnie & 
Marie's "A Little Bit Country, A Little Bit Rock & Roll" with 
Kelly Hogan of Atlanta band the Jody Grind for a 1970's 
compilation album (on Pravda Records) to be called "20 
Explosive Dynamic Super Smash Hit Explosions! Vol. II." 
British singer Harding now lives in California. 

Ofra Haza says "there is a lot of protest" in her new album, 
"Kirya." "I want to do really good music and enjoy it without 
thinking about the market," Haza says. She says she chose 
stronger lyrics for her fourth LP. "I cannot change anything 
with actions and solve problems," she says. "But at least I can 
draw attention to issues that come around again and again." 
Iggy Pop appears on one track on the album, which was 
produced by Daniel Lanois. 

Elton John and Bernie Taupin are writing a song for the film 
"Peter's Friends," which stars director Kenneth Branagh, 
Rita Rudner, Emma Thompson and Stephen Fry. 

The Pogues and former X members Exene Cervenka and 
John Doe contribute music to the soundtrack to the film 
"Roadside Prophets," which stars Doe and the Beastie Boys' 
Adam Horovitz. 

Keith Washington will appear with Janet Jackson in the film 
"Poetic Justice," being directed by John Singleton as the 
follow- up to "Boyz N' The Hood." 

Actor Ken Osmond, who played Eddie Haskell in the "Leave 
It To Beaver" television series, says he's running for president 
and he's released a single based on his campaign slogan "Are 
You Ready For Eddie?" (on his own Mr. Brick 
Entertainment label). 

The National Association of Recording Merchandisers is 
planning a series of six compilation albums called "Rock The 
First," to raise money to work against music censorship. 

George Harrison will have a live album out (on Warner 
Brothers Records) in late June. The LP, which was recorded 
on Harrison's Japanese tour dates with Eric Clapton, will 
include a mixture of solo and Beatles tunes. 

Producer Daniel Lanois is about to begin work on his second 
album in his studio at his home in New Orleans. 
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XFM, London's first progressive/alternative radio station, will 
launch on Sunday, April 13. A host of special events and guest 
DJs have already been lined up. Carter The Unstoppable Sex 
Machine, The Cure, comedian Sean Hughes and the surrealistic 
comic duo Vic Reeves and Bob Mortimer will all host special 
shows. Record company personnel involved include Tony 
Smith of Chrysalis, who has a strong reputation for supporting 
alternative music. The station, who first secured sponsorship 
from the New Musical Express, have also confirmed Levi's and 
Virgin Megastores as other sponsors. Virgin Megastores will 
support a chart show on Saturday mornings. The chart will be 
based on sales at Virgin Megastores and XFM listeners re-
sponses to various tracks. Concerts already confirmed include 
two shows broadcast directly live. The House Of Love (whose 
new EP Feel will be issued on April 20), A House, and Ocean 
Colour Scene gig at London's Town And Country Club on May 
7 will receive this treatment, along with The Cure's May 3 
London show at the Kilburn National. Concerts for broadcast 
on the evening following recording include shows by Levitation, 
Catherine Wheel and The Trash Can Sinatras. Bands doing 
benefits for the station include Dodgy, who play at London's 
Camden Falcon on April 12. With such strong support from the 
alternative music community, it seems ironic that the station will 
only be allowed to broadcast for one month and will then have 
to apply for a permanent license. 

Details of Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine's The Only  
Living Boy In New Cross (Chrysalis) have emerged this week. 
The single, which is in stores on April 13, deals with the issue of 
AIDS. A frankly worded press release to accompany promo-
tional copies of the single warns of the dangers of  the virus 
and gives details on The Aids Charity the Terrence Higgins 
Trust. Elsewhere, with the Freddie Mercury tribute concert 
going ahead on April 20, there are also plans for an alternative 
AIDS benefit at London's Marquee Club on the same day. 
Scorpio Rising, Sensitise, US:UK, Sugarblast, Sunshot, Three 
& A Half Minutes and DJs Jonathon and Eko have already been 
confirmed for the all-day event by promoter Paul McAvoy. 
McAvoy is also reported to have approached Mega City Four, 
Daisy Chainsaw, Chapterhouse, The Godfathers, Pop Will Eat 
Itself, and The Levellers to play at the event. Finally, Rod 
Stewart's next British single, "Your Song" taken from the Two  
Rooms album is a tribute to Freddie Mercury and royalties will 
go to AIDS charities. 

The bill of the Reading Festival is continuing to take shape. 30 
bands will eventually be confirmed to appear on the main festival 
stage and the latest additions to headliners The Wonder Stuff, 
Nirvana and Public Enemy, are The Charlatans UK and EMF. 
There are also strong rumors that Public Image Limited, King-
maker, Mega City Four, Mudhoney, Hole, Ride and Teenage 
Fanclub will play at the festival. Other festival news is that the 
organizers of London's American Music Festival are currently 
trying to close deals for Pearl Jam, Soundgarden and Violent 
Femmes to appear at the event in late June/early July. Finally 
on the big gig front, Michael Jackson has announced three more 
UK dates in London, Cardiff and Leeds, while there are strong 
rumors that U2 may play up to five UK concerts this summer. 

Three members of Inspirai Carpets are being sued by the boss 
of their former record company, Playtime records. It was Play-
time who issued the band's debut single, Planecrash EP, back in 
1988. The label were set to issue the Inspirals' "Trainsurfing" 
single in September 1988 when their distributors Red Rhino 
collapsed. Inspiral Carpets subsequently formed their own Cow 
label and released the single themselves. However, it is under-
stood that Playtime MD Paula Greenwood claims that this 
action broke verbal agreements between the label and the band. 
Greenwood further claims that she had scheduled "Trainsurfing" 
for a January 1989 release with Pinnacle handling distribution. 
Three original members of the Inspirais -- organist Clint Boon, 
guitarist Graham Lambert and drummer Craig Gill (vocalist 
Tom Hingley and bassist Martyn Walsh joined the band later) 

-- have been served with High Court writs. Speaking to The Hard 
Report, the Inspirais' manager Anthony Boggiano commented, 
"I take it as a case of trying to get publicity," before going on to 
say, "We're just going to aggressively defend it." At the time of 
going to press, Paula Greenwood was unavailable for comment. 
The Inspirais' "Two Worlds Collide" single will be issued by 
Mute/Cow on May 18. The band are about to begin recording 
an album for September release. 

Johnny Rogan, who is about to publish "Morrissey And Marr: 
The Severed Alliance" via Omnibus Press, has responded to 
public criticism by Morrissey. Last week Morrissey issued a 
statement to the New Musical Express which said, "Personally, I 
hope Johnny Rogan ends his days very soon in an M3 pile-up." 
Mozza was reacting to a story about the book in the Right Said 
Fred reader question section of the paper. Part of the book deals 
with Morrissey's pre-Smiths work as an author of books on 
James Dean and The New York Dolls and his involvement with 
Manchester bands The Nosebleeds and Slaughter And The 
Dogs. Commenting on Morrissey's remarks, Rogan told the 
New Musical Express, "Morrissey's unbelievably vicious attack 
on me in last week's NME over a book whose comments he has 
not even seen was remarkable even by his waspish standards. 
The 'Morrissey fatwa' has apparently been invoked by two in-
credibly innocent remarks about his pre-Smiths activities. Con-
trary to Morrissey's claim these are not "feebly untrue'."

Happy Mondays have denied reports that Shaun Ryder has been 
hospitalized. The official line is that the band's next single will 
be issued in August and that a new album will follow in Septem-
ber... The Sisters Of Mercy have collaborated with Yemenite 
singer Ofra Hazra on a re-recording of "Temple Of Love". 
"Temple Of Love 1992" is an eight-minute version of the song. 
Elsewhere, Some Girls Wonder By Mistake, a Sisters' compila-
tion drawing on material from 1980 to 1983 will be issued on 
April 27... the journalist Jon Savage has written a book tracing 
the history of the Hacienda to coincide with the Manchester 
club's forthcoming tenth birthday... The Wedding Present's next 
single will be "Silver Shorts" b/w a cover of Julee Cruise's "Fall-
ing"... The Mission's "Never Again" single will be released by 
Vertigo this week... Talk Talk have won the first round of what 
may prove to be a lengthy legal battle with EMI. The case 
centers on EMI remixing and over-dubbing tracks on the History  
Revisited album without the band's permission. A British court 
has ordered EMI to re-pay all the band's recording costs for the 
album... Ride's Ride Live (snappy title) video will be released by 
MCEG Virgin Vision on May 5... The Cure are inviting fans to 
a number of "Cure Party Nights" at venues throughout the UK. 
Fans will get the chance to hear the band's new Wish album and 
win band merchandise... MCA are denying reports that they've 
dropped Transvision Vamp from the label... The Face may be 
forced to close following Jason Donovan's recent libel case 
against the magazine. The singer won £200,000 in damages after 
he was featured in an article on "outing". 

ROLLERCOASTER: 
A SPECIAL REPORT 

It's just before seven o'clock on the Tuesday evening of the last 
night of the Rollercoaster tour and London's Brixton Academy 
is eerily quiet. Within a few minutes, My Bloody Valentine will 
open proceedings and the atmosphere will radically change. For 
now, though, what might have been anticipated to be an expec-
tant buzz is more like an expectant mutter. 

It's a good time to reflect on what has proved to be a triumphant 
tour for all four bands involved -- the Valentines, Blur, Dinosaur 
Jr. and, in their role as instigators of the whole affair, The Jesus 
And Mary Chain. The tour has been treated as a British answer 
to Perry Farrell's Lollapalooza, but this is misleading. The idea 
of Lollapalooza is to present different types of bands with the 
aim of widening their audiences. By contrast, Rollercoaster has 
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the atmosphere of an old fashioned soul revue. Despite specu-
lation that Blur are the odd men out and may sink without a trace 
on this bill, tonight's show will prove they share big chunks of the 
same audience with other acts. Somewhere in an (almost) par-
allel universe, you can imagine Sam and Dave introducing Otis 
Redding to this London crowd... 

Not that this invalidates Rollercoaster far from it, this cross 
referencing between bands and audience justifies Rollercoaster 
by proving (like the last three Reading Festivals) that there is a 
powerful audience for alternative music out there. It's amazing, 
but even with the success of Nirvana, many people still have 
trouble getting their heads around the idea that promoting and 
marketing these bands actually works. 

A few weeks ago, The Hard Report spoke to the creative force 
behind The Jesus And Mary Chain, the brothers William and 
Jim Reid, about their reasons for putting the show together, "I 
think all the bands were fed up with playing shitty little venues 
all around Britain, commented William bluntly. "What we all 
wanted to do was elevate ourselves, do something special and 
do it in bigger places and that's the way it's going to be. Places 
like Whitley Bay Ice Rink and Birmingham NEC, none of the 
bands -- including us -- could play there." "Also, it's more of an 
event, rather than just another Mary Chain tour, or a tour by any 
one of those bands," added Jim. "It's something that I would 
imagine people would want to take the trouble to go out of their 
houses and see, especially in these times when hardly anybody's 
got money. You see four pretty bloody good bands for about 
£12.50. All round, it just seems to make sense." 

If making sense of Rollercoaster is straightforward, making sense 
of My Bloody Valentine is almost impossible. MBV have influ-
enced almost every new indie band around, whilst steadfastly 
remaining like no other band on this planet. MBV take every-
thing too far -- noise, delay, even shyness with Bilinda Butcher 
and Kevin Shields standing at the front of the stage as if they're 
completely oblivious to the storm of noise raging around them. 
Like the wave of bands they've been blamed for, they quite 
literally stare at their shoes. 

The contrast provided by drummer CoIm O'Ciosoig and bassist 
Deborah Googe behind them couldn't be greater. Co1m is all 
energy as he tries to hit every available drum at every possible 
opportunity. Googe looks like a woman parodying Status Quo 
as she leans with head down over her bass, not so much playing 
it as punching it. The parody almost seems to extend into the 
music. "Only Shallow" is the B52s' "52 Girls" put into a mincer, 
forced into hamburger shapes and then scorched to charcoal. 

Astonishing hardly comes close to describing MBV. Where do 
you take such music? MBV's answer is to finish on one chord 
played over and over again. After what could have been five or 
twenty-five minutes of this, the audience submit giving MBV 
their cue to leave the stage. Perfect. 

God only knows what Dinosaur Jr.'s audience made of the 
Valentines when they filled the support slot on the band's recent 
American tour. Dinosaur Jr. can be the most infuriating of 
bands on a bad night. Thankfully, tonight is not one of those 
nights. Rumor has it that J. Mascis has been more garrulous of 
late, less likely to drop into monosyllables. 

Similar things might be said of the band as they good-naturedly 
run through a set which is very similar to their Reading set of last 
year. Out come "The Wagon" and "Just Like" Heaven and it's 
altogether wonderful to remember why we were all so entranced 
by them in the first place. 

Of all the bands on view tonight, Blur are the band closest to 
pop's mainstream. In Damon Albarn, they have a frontman who 
couldn't -- wouldn't -- let himself be anything other than a star. 
Tonight, he crashes into the drum kit, shouts at the audience 
through a megaphone for one number and covers every inch of 
the stage. Blur's ambition (and a possible future direction?) are 
illustrated by a brass section who join them for the latest single 
"Popscene". 

If Damon is their obvious focal point, another less demonstrative 
one is provided by guitarist Graham Coxon. This particular 
journalist once suggested that Blur might need another guitarist 
for live work. The foolishness of this remark was proved by a 
guitar onslaught which wouldn't have shamed a band with three 
guitarists. 

Lastly, there are the Jesus And Mary Chain themselves. The 
Reids are joined by guitarist Ben Lurie and bassist Matt Parkin 
on stage-left and drummer Barry Blacker behind them. The last 
time I saw the Mary Chain at London's Town And Country Club, 
they seemed curiously out of sorts and dispirited. The JAMC 
rely in a large part on their presence to carry them through gigs 
and seeing them forsaking that presence, surrendering their 
stage, was depressing. Since then, the Mary Chain have rein-
vented themselves. Former Mary Chain drummer Bobby Gilles-
pie once said he thought he was the drummer who most clearly 
understood the band's sound. Maybe it's appropriate then that, 
without going as deeply into essence of hip-hop drum tracks onto 
songs like "Reverence". 

Other elements of the Mary Chain remain unchanged. Jim still 
stalks the stage with the nervous grace of a feral cat, while 
William coaxes slabs of beautifully distorted noise from his 
guitar. It's here that the Mary Chain's appeal lies. Walking the 
line between ugly noise and pop melody, they take your breath 
away. 

The subway train home is filled with a cross section of London 
youth. From baggy(ish) pop kids to the leather-jacket brigade, 
they all look exhilarated. Rollercoaster it came to town, we saw 
it and then.., we were gloriously conquered. Could we have a 
rematch soon please?
