Pete Townshend, PsychoDerelict, Atlantic Almost 25 years ago,

as part of The Who, Pete Townshend changed the face of rock and roll
through the innovations of a concept album called Tommy. In 1970 and
71, Townshend began work on The Who's next project, Life House. Though it

was scrapped and never compleled, the brain-child was Pele’s. Creativity
doesn't tend to stop dead in its tracks and the music stayed alive (in hibernation
perhaps.) Songs from the L.H. sessions emerged on Who's Next (like “Baba
ORiley” and “Won't Get Fooled Again”) and have found their way onto
PsychoDerelict in one form or another. Pele refers to the album as an ending
and a follow-up to Tommy, something he has wanted to achieve for nearly 25
years. His love of and fascination for the theater is evident here. The LP com-
bines elements of the arts in a concept album; the story of a fictitious, fallen
British rock star named Ray High(smith). Though the album is full of interesting,
seductive dialogue, Townshend knows the value of edits and “normal channels”
of album promolion. Atlantic has cleverly crafted each single for maximum AOR
play. "English Boy" is the first single, already a major hit at 16* (HH) with 35
Heavies and a lot of room to move. Over 125 are on it and that includes KISS,
KLOS and CILQ who are just a few new discoverers. (Top phones at KBCO,
KFOG and more too!) As part of Atlantic’s full scale promotion campaign, look
for satellite broadcasts, live appearances, lots of press and mucho great music!
(Here are my favorites: “Now And Then” and "Predictable” )

When you really get down to it, being music
director is no bed of roses. You've got the f
world calling you on the phone, and everybody
wants some — add this, please hold that for
another week, have you heard the other, and
let’s do lunch. There's saying “yes” ten percent
of the time and dealing out “no dice” the other
90%. Interfacing between the record industry
and the radio station is pressure politics
defined, as the high mortality rate for MDs
attests. But it’s not only in that context that 1
Ralph Tortora’s 831 weeks in the WBAB hot

seat is amazing. He’s had to fight the good

fight in the shadow of the #1 radio market, and
you can well imagine what kind of topspin that
imparts to the Long Island turf war. On top of

all that, WBAB’s got new owners in-house. Lots |
of balls in the air, eh campers? We managed to
catch up with Ralph last Tuesday, just as he

was wrapping up his shift and right before the
record industry’s five o’clock panic point.

Did you have a good show today?
Ralph: No! Actually, | had a horrible show. '
Why do you say that?

Ralph: ‘Cause Mike Craven was here! You

know, with the new boss, you want to sound as
good as possible, and it just wasn't happening ‘
today.

For all the time that the Liberty deal was
rumored, things seem to have been pretty
quiet since they took over. Have there been
any serious changes there?

Ralph: Nope.
Been a Iot of rumors that Ted Utz might be

involved, but that doesn’t look like a likeli-
hood at this point, would you think?

knows.

Now, he has the pleasure of hammering you
on a weekly basis.

dalph: Yeah, but I still get o tell him to go to
hell.

(Laughs) Is there any good dirt on Jimmy you
could lay on us?

Ralph: The only dirt on Jimmy is the fact that
he’s happy as a pig in shit.

What's the best thing about working at the
same radio station for such a long time?

Ralph: In one regard, there’s the security. I've
lived through four changes of ownership. So,

you do begin to build up a bit of confidence.

But then, the other side of it is well, okay, has

my luck run out and is this change of ownership

gonna be the final one? It doesn’t look that way
at all, but still you have those insecurities and
they rise to the surface every now and then.

| Another thing about working here for so long

— I almost equate it to being a parent, in that
I've watched WBAB grow and evolve into some-
thing that can stand on its own two feet.

Briefly recap life under each of the four own-
ers.

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Ralph: When | first started at the station, it was
a mom and pop operation run by Saul and
Muriel Hornstein. He was a lawyer in Babylon
Village and she, basically, ran the station. At
that point, it was a sleeping giant. That's where

| WBAB was at when we were bought by Franz

Ralph: Well, him leaving Harris sure as hell
added some more tuel to that fire.

Yeah, but my call would be that's more a func-
tion of how tough it is on consulitants right |
now. Especially, with all due respect to those
guys, when they’re not really long on big suc-
cess stories currently. You have managed 16
years at the same station. That's a fairly
exclusive club. You went to ‘BAB straight out
of Hofstra, eh?

Ralph: A few months later, yeah.

In fact, Jimmy DelBalzo slipstreamed into
your old job, didn’t he?

Ralph: Exactly. | taught him everything he
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Oliner.
How were you formatted at the time? AOR?

Ralph: Oh, completely progressive. Six differ-
ent DJs, six different shows. Charlie Ambrosio
was the program director, Bernie Bernard was
the music director. Basically, it was anything
goes. You had Malcolm Davis on in the morn-
ing playing Donna Summer, Space Angel in the
afternoon speaking about the cosmicness of the
Moody Blues and how he can't believe what a

grasp of the cosmic universe they have.

Space Angel was his air name?

Ralph: We used to call him Space Angel. His
name was Sandy Fagen, actually. Then, Bernie
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did afternoon drive, and she was little miss sexy
voice, and she played anything that sounded
like Bruce Springsteen. Eventually, we'd write
those artists were ‘Springsteenish’ on the
album cover, and then, it just came down to
‘ish.” It was ‘ish’ music.

What were you doing?

Ralph: At that point, | was a hired gun. | was
doing part time and could fill in any position
that they wanted. As a matter of fact, the
evening jock, Alan Duke, who was eclectic and
eccentric and played all kinds of bizarre music,
was ill for almost an entire book, so | was on
for him the whole time. During the time | sat in,
the ratings almost doubled.

But did you get the shift?

Ralph: No! | didn't get his shift. He was very
grateful and he said, ‘| know it’s you because
my ratings have always sucked!’ So, | thought
that was pretty funny. Then, there was Bill
Andres, who was on 10 to 2, who had a great
voice and was kind of a bookworm musicolo-
gist. He would play Top 40 hits, old progres-
sive songs that you hadn't heard in a long time,
and really put a lot of thought into his show.

| However, it was so all over the place that there

wasn't really much focus.
What was life like under Franz Oliner?

Ralph: He brought it to the next level. He tried
to get everyone involved and focused.

Bring in a consultant?

Ralph: He did bring in Bob Buchmann, who

was originally the consultant for WBAB. Bob
was fresh out of college, had a good story to
tell with his success up in Ithaca. WICB had

beaten the commercial AORs up there and he
basically gave Franz —

A great line.

Ralph: No, not a great line, an outline really of
the potential the station had and what he would
do, and Franz bought it. Franz, at that point,
asked all the full timers to submit to him what
they would like to do with the radio station
because Charlie Ambrosio had been blown out
and they were looking for a new PD. | wasn't
full time yet, although | was doing afternoons
(they blew out Sandy Fagen because he com-
pletely refused to conform at all). They ended
up giving the PD position to the morning news
man, Marty Curly.

I once had the morning newsman promoted to
Ops Manager when | was PD. It was a disas-
ter.

Ralph: His philosophies were closest to Bob’s
on what he felt AOR radio should be doing at
that point in time, so they gave him the posi-
tion. They gave it a little time to see how it
would work out. Marty and Bob started format-
ting the station — picking currents to play,
going through the whole gold library and actu-
ally marking specific songs from each album
that you could play — this was unheard of!
The jocks were rebelling. going crazy, not fol-
lowing the format, and eventually, it was pretty
obvious that they just had to blow everybody
out and start from scratch. That happened in
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August of '79, and | was the only person from
the old regime to be offered a full time position
with the new regime and, of course, | took it. It
was doing middays, and I've been doing them
ever since.

It was a music director job?

Ralph: No. They lured Mark Coppola here by
offering him afternoon drive and the music
directorship. He came in from ‘MAD in
Madison. He had never worked in New York
radio, although the second he got here every-
one said, ‘You sound like you belong on ‘PLJ.’
From the day he got here, he was always quit-
ting. He's quite a character. Eventually, he did
quit and go to 'PLJ.

What's he doing now?

Ralph: He just got let go from WRXK and is
giving acting a try.

When did Noble buy the operation?

Ralph: Franz bought the station for just under
a million in March of '79. He sold WBAB, and
AM WGBB — which he had paid a million bucks
for during that period — to Noble for roughly
14 million in October of ‘6.

Nice little return on investment there.

Ralph: it's a hell of a return. He'’s still retired
and living quite comfortably in Westchester,
although | heard he’s in law school. We were
the first station Noble bought under their
restructuring. They already had 91X. Their
plan was to build the new Noble Broadcasting
Corporation, based in San Diego. John Lynch
had a partnership with Edward Noble, who had
died. The deal was that if one of them died, the
radio stations they owned had to be sold. The
money was split between Edward Noble's sur-
vivors and John Lynch. He ended up with a ton
of cash, so that’s when he went out and started
buying radio stations again. Unfortunately,
Noble had Jimmy's Music World Syndrome. |
use that analogy because ! worked for Jimmy's
Music World in New York right before | got into
radio. They expanded much too quickly, and
eventually went under.

They were the Times Square chain?

Ralph: Yeah. Noble expanded much too quick-
ly and, eventually, it caught up to them. Their
properties didn’t turn around as quickly as they
had hoped, the economy went bad and they
found themselves with no cash flow.

Things got tight and the company decided lo
offload one of their two cash cows — WBAB.

Ralph: Yeah. WBAB, KC101 and 91X were the
only stations making any real money at that
point. Now, Noble seems to be in a recovery
phase.

Why do you think Liberly felt WBAB was such
an attractive investment opportunity?

Ralph: Well, the bottom line is, we make
money. Also, Mike Craven comes from ‘NEW,
and ! think he knows from being inside there
what a thorn in their side we are. It seemed like
no matter how hard they tried to steal listeners
away from us on the island, we were able to
fight back and outpromote and outmaneuver
them. We stopped them whenever we could.
Obviously, if one station has millions and the
other one is working with a budget of thou-
sands, it becomes more and more difficult. But
given that scenario, we were still able to keep
them away and get them out of our backyard, to
the point where they just eventually gave up
and concentrated on New Jersey.
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Do you feel like they made a pretly serious
run at getting into your turf?

Ralph: At one point, yeah. They bought their
way into Nassau Coliseumn, which is the biggest
venue as far as concerts and sporting events
and all that stuff on the island goes. The deal
that they have now with WWHB out in
Hamptons, was originally supposed to be ours.
We had it. My GM was trying to work out a
deal with Noble to buy WBAB from them for 26
million. This was 3 years ago, right before
everything went crazy with the recession and
the economy and people losing jobs left and
right.

26 mil is way too high for that facility.

Ralph: Thank god the deal didn’t go through.
But the new corporation that was to be formed
out of that, Eddie Simon (owner of WWHB) was
gonna come aboard ‘BAB, and it was going to
be the start of a new chain based on the two
stations. We would simulcast, and blah, blah
blah. Well, the deal fell through. Then, ‘NEW
started knocking on HB'’s door and said, ‘Hey,
we want to do it!" I've always wondered why
because it doesn’t work the same way for them
that it would have for us. We would have had
true overlap.

My perception is that for ‘NEW, that’s per-

ceived as kind of a not so smart deal.

Ralph: It really wasn't. I've never asked Ted
Utz this, but | wonder if he was trying to play
more of a psychological game, a mind game,
with us, as opposed to making a smart busi-
ness move.

Do you feel ‘NEW coming at you from 107.1?

Ralph: Not at all. Not at all.
Does it get into your markel?

Ralph: From that side? No. Because now we
simulcast on ‘"HFM out there — which is now
going on a year old, last summer was the first
book — we debuted as the #1 east end station.
So, it worked out to our advantage. Now that
we've been broadcasting there for a full year,
this summer will be a true test of how well we
do. The people who live there all year round,
are going to be locked into the station and it'll
expose more of the transients to the fact that
‘BAB is out in the Hamptons.

How’s WHFM’s foolprint?

Ralph: It's actually more powerful than us.
We're 3,000 watts, and | believe they're 5,000.
We now, truly blanket Nassau/Suffolk from the
Queens border to Montaugh. We cover the
entire island.

How do you read your penetration into New
York City?

Ralph: We don't. If we show up withan .8in |
the city book, fine. But we're not trying.
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Do you feel that the Nassau/Suffolk market
gets the respect it deserves, given the fact
that it’s a top 12 market?

Ralph: It's getting better. It's been a long,
hard battle because we're in the shadow of #1.
Bill McGathy put it very susinctly to a manager
one time. We were having trouble getting a
band out here and he called him up and said,
‘Hey, if you were in New York and could cross a
bridge and be in Detroit, would you go to that
radio station?’ And the manager said, ‘Of
course.” And he said, ‘That's Long Island.’

You feel that the station deserves the respect,
given your ratings, given your P1 stalus. ..

Ralph: Ana, given our ability to sell records.
People come to me and tell me that. I'm not
trying to sound big-headed by saying that peo-
ple within the record industry have told me this.
Okay, fine, thank you very much, now how
‘bout....

How ‘bout trotting your act right on out here to
the island!

Ralph: Yeah. There are a lot of misconcep-
tions. One of them is that we're so far out of
the city. We're really not. It's 50 minutes. It's
less than an hour with no traffic. And during
the day, which is when most artists would be
traveling out to see us, there’s no traffic. Rush
hour, yeah, it becomes an ordeal, but it’s really
not that difficult to get here. Then, there’s
always the helicopter. (Laugh) We've been
using the satellite lately, but we really try to
limit that to major artists that have everybody
pulling on them and are in New York City to do
radio/TV/press. There it even becomes more
difficult for them to break away ‘cause it is a
three hour trip. An hour to come out, an hour
at the station and an hour to go back. And we
are sensitive to that and we understand if a
major artist, for example, Mick Jagger, or Paul
McCartney, doesn't have time, that we under-
stand, but a medium sized artist? No, that |
don't understand. \When a record company
comes to me and says, ‘Well, let’s do this one
via satellite.” It’s like they're getting into the
habit of doing that and taking the easy way out
and it really shouldn't be. If a station is taking
the time and making the effort to support the
artist, then it should be a two way street.

1'd hate to be the WBAB receptionist on a
Maonday afternoon. Your incoming phone
activity has got to be brutal.

Ralph: |'ve known everybody for so long,
which is why it’s difficult when it comes to tak-
ing phone calls. It's become more and more
difficult to get through to me because I'm on
the phone with people for a longer period of
time. I'll speak to someone for a half hour
because | haven't spoken to them for a couple
of months. It's not just, ‘Play this record, play
that record,’ it's ‘How’s the wife? How’s the
kids? How was your vacation?’ and you catch
up for two months. And before you know it, 20
minutes to a half hour is gone and you get to
talk to maybe five people that day when there
are 50 that are trying to get through. So, I try
to rotate it as best I can.

At least you're working middays — the ulti-
mate music director shifl. You could be trying
fo work those calls in around afternoon drive.

Ralph: | never understood what the attraction
was there. A lot of music directors like to work
afternoon drive, but to me, that meant coming
in the morning and being burnt for your shift.
1'd rather come in, be fresh and get my shift
over.

And get beat up afterwards.

Ralph: And be burnt on the phone.
Do you do any music business on the air?

Ralph: | try to avoid it because it truly does get
in the way. It takes away your focus, your con-
centration, and you're gonna fuck up eventually.
But you have to do it sometimes.

Well, at least CD players have taken away the
probability you're gonna have a speed error
on a record.

Ralph: Or hit the tonearm arm with the phone
cord.

Yeah! We've all done that a few times.

Ralph: That's true, but then again if you're in
the middle of a conversation....

You don’t know it.

Ralph: You could possibly turn off the wrong
CD player, not realizing that that’s the one that’s
playing on the air and, all of a sudden, you open
the drawer and there’s nothing on the radio.

There’s always that terrible feeling when you
look at the VU Meters, man, and they're flat.

Ralph: Am | the only person — | mean, | still
have nightmares about dead air? I've been
doing this professionally for 16 years — 20
years including college radio — and | still have
the dead air nightmare. ['ve talked to people
who haven't worked in radio for five years and
they still have this nightmare.

When'’s the last time anybody gave WBAB a
serious run for their money?

Ralph: WAPP.

Really?! They were more of a force on the
island than ‘NEW?

Ralph: Yes.
Why?

Ralph: It might have been a psychological
thing because their studios were technically on
the island. They were in Queens. And their sig-
nal was massive. There was a much better,
cleaner signal than most of the city stations,
and that commercial-free summer they did just
imaged them to not play commercials. Even
when they started playing commercials, people
didn't realize they were playing them, and
everybody at that point, ‘BAB included, had a
commercial problem, perception wise, that we
played too many. | think that’s still a problem
today at most radio stations.

How many units do you run?

Ralph: Because of 'APP, we actually got rid of
our 35 break. We used to break at 20, 35 and
50 0r 52. We got rid of the 35 break. We cut
back to 8 or 9 units an hour, and have stayed
that way since.

That’s not bad. Do you break at 20 and 50?

Ralph: We break at 20 and 42 actually, but that
varies. It's a little heavier in the morning
because they get creative with the stop sets
then. Sometimes, there will be three, but we try
to hold the units down as much as possible and
play as much music as we can because that's
what makes people listen, period.

What’s your read on WRCN at this point?

Ralph: The unfortunate thing for them is where
they are situated. There's just not a high con-
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centration of people. So, | wonder what kind of
effect they can possibly have.

Do they affect your playlist at all?

Ralph: No. None whatsoever. Fortunately,
we've always been a pretty broad based radio
station, and although the end of the base has
gotten slightly narrower in the past 5 or 6 years,
there’s still a lot room in there for a lot of differ-
ent types of music. Everything from Green Jelly
to James Taylor.

But you definitely have not determined to
forego the 18-24?

Ralph: Oh, absolutely not! The radio station
has no future if they stop serving the 18-24
year old. Qur target is 18-35 male. And that’s
that.

With WDRE doing such an effective job of self
promaotion, most people probably don’t realize
how much alternative stuff you air, as well.

Ralph: That's very true. We've been playing
the Cure for 10 years.

Are you sharing more audience with WDRE or
WRCN?

No one has
been super
aggressive since
Ray Free...

Ralph: I'm not sure, but either way, it's a fairly
minimal amount.

If ‘DRE weren’t there, would you play more
alternative stuff?

Ralph: Not sure. Probably not, because we
play a lot of alternative. But we play a lot of
rock, we play a lot of blues — we play a lot of
good music. That's really how we try to define
what we play. It’s gotta be good.

Do you shop the alternative charts looking for
crossovers? Or do you wait for it to start
showing some signs in the true AOR world?

Ralph: No, we'll look at the alternative charts.
The most recent example is Tasmin Archer.
That song, to me, sounds like a good Heart
song. She sounds like Ann Wilson, vocally, to
my ears. But we had to fight with EMI about it
because at that point they were working what-
ever the AOR thing was — | guess it was
Masters Of Reality — and they were very heavi-
ly into Black 47, as well. We didn’t play Black
47 back then for a variety of reasons that | don't
want to go into, but we did get to it eventually.

You guys don’t play much black music any-
way, do you?

Ralph: (Laughs) That's not true, we play
Lenny Kravitz! -

So, they wanted you to play Black 47, you
wanted to play Tasmin Archer and the label...

Ralph: Yeah, and we didn’t have Tasmin
Archer. We asked them to send it to us and
then they said, ‘Okay,” and it didn’t come. Then,
the next week we said, ‘Please, overnight it to
us.” They overnighted it to us Monday, we
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added it Tuesday and then weeks later, when
Tasmin Archer was coming to town to do radio
or whatever, it was, ‘Well, we gotta bring her to
‘DRE first.” Our response was ‘Why?’ And their
response was, ‘Well, they added her first.” And
our response to them was, ‘Well, you serviced
them first!’ | use that as an example, so hope-
fully people will understand a little better what
this radio station is about.

If they think it will work on ‘BAB, send it to
you!

Ralph: Exactly. Send us everything. We didn’t
get a national mailing on Rod Stewart’s ‘Have |
Told You Lately?’ because they weren’t gonna
work it at AOR. Well, hey, quess what? We
found out it was out, we got it, we added it in
Heavy and we’re still playing it in Heavy. We
thrive on correct crossovers via the alternative
world, or the CHR world, or the hard rock
world. They all encompass what makes up rock
and roll as defined by WBAB.

And you aggressively find them and play
them, huh?

Ralph: We have to because, obviously, most
people in the record community have blinders
on and it’s like, ‘Well, this goes to AOR. This
goes to alternative, and then, two weeks later or
three weeks later, we’ll ship it AOR". Well, I'm
sorry, we need to be serviced at the same time
alternative gets serviced because guess what?
We've got an alternative radio station down the
street and we piay a lot of alternative music.

Do you find it irritating that ‘DRE has man-
aged to convince managers and labels and
stuff that they are it? Does that situation arise
frequently?

Ralph: It has. Fortunately, there are other peo-
ple who talk to managers, as well. They are
promotion people, and some of them are
enlightened to the point where they realize that
that’s not the case and have stood up for us,
and have fought for us, and we've been able to
accomplish many things going through the
record companies.

How much national traffic do see there from
the record guys?

Ralph: A fair amount. It seems that at this
point in time, when national people are coming
to New York, they do make the effort to get to
their local and say, ‘Hey, get in touch with
Ralph and see if he’s available for this, that and
the other thing. He can come in or we can
come out.” It’s just that they're usually in town
for a limited amount of time and my time is so
tight that sometimes it is hard to hook up.

What local person do you think is most
aggressive as lar as getting out to the radio
station?

Ralph: No one has been super aggressive since
Ray Free. Ray Free was out here every Tuesday
morning. He would drive out here every week,
hand me a copy of every 12", every album that
they were working for that week, and said, ‘Help
me, play what you can.” And walk out of the
Studio.

The good old fashioned record guy.

Ralph: It was a different era in promotion and
it's just something that's been lost.

1 know you guys rotate quite a few “oh wow”
songs in your gold category. Can you think of
any currents that fill that bill?

Ralph: Yeah, The Odds’ ‘Heterosexual Man’.

Is that an unbelievable song!?
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Ralph: | think it's hysterical!

Ralph: | think it's gonna turn people’s heads
around and we haven't played a song like that
— at least not in all dayparts — in a long time.
I mean, Green Jelly was that kind of song as
well.

Well, The 0dds is such a great song because
it hearkens back to stuff like ‘I Got Your
Number Written On The Back Of My Hand’ —
was that The Jags?

Ralph: Exactly, right, The Jags.

I love the 0dds ad campaign, too — the donut
with the hot dog stuck in the hole. And the
record is as clever as the graphic.

Ralph: The females | know at Zoo were a little |
embarrassed about that.

Yeah, it’s not like you wouldn’t want to walk
into a singles bar with that on your hat.
Speaking of hot dogs, who was your inspira-
tion to get into radio?

Ralph: Believe it or not, when | was in high
school, I didn’t watch TV at night, | listened to
the radio. It was back when WABC was just
starting out. | always listened to radio, ever
since | was a kid. That was probably because
of Beatlemania. It was MCA and WINS and ABC
and it was all those uptempo AM jocks that |
found fascinating. Eventually when | was in
high school and a little bit older, and listening to
different types of music, | got hooked on FM
radio and Dave Herman in particular.

He was the guy, huh?

Ralph: Dave Herman had just come up from
Philadelphia. He was working at WABC-FM,
before they changed the call letters to WPLJ. | |
used to listen to him at night, and | can vividly
remember the night he got the Woodstock
album and tracked the entire thing. All six
sides. | just happened to have enough tape to
get most of it. Oddly enough, the first period in
high school the next day was Study Hall and |
would sit there with my friends and we’d all dis-
cuss what we’d heard on the radio last night,
‘Did you hear Dave do this, did you hear Dave
do that?’ and every now and then, I'd bring my
lape recorder in...| was one of the original
boom boxers, although it didn't have two
speakers, it was only mono back then. We
used to play it back, or listen to whatever music
we wanted to listen to, and keep it low in the
back of the Study Hall room, but we never really
discussed what was going on with TV or what
was happening with sports. It was music, it
was radio, and it was specifically Dave Herman.

I’'m sure you’ve had a chance to meet and get
to know Dave.

Ralph: Actually no!
You never met him!

Ralph: We've met a couple of times, but it was
always in a situation where...

Ralph: Exactly. Meeting this one, meeting that
one, and you're in and out in a hurry and you're
not able to get a chance to hang. I've never
really had a chance to tell him, ‘Hey, you're the
guy!’
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loud. Ask Sky about it. We're all sitting there
going, ‘Gee, we can see where AOR rales in
this particular soiree.’ Pathetic but hilarious.
And | never did get to meet Elton. Who's the
best artist interview you've ever done?

Ralph: The best interview | ever did probably
was John Mellencamp. American Fool had just
come out, the full album actually wasn't even
out yet, it was just the single, which was ‘Hurt
So Good’. He came out, we spoke on the air for
about an hour and 15 minutes and played two
songs, one of which was ‘Hurt So Good’, at the
very end of the interview. And the other one
during the course of the interview, was his ver-
sion of Roy Orbison’s ‘Pretty Woman’, that he
had done on an album called Johnny Cougar,
which was on some small label that we hap-
pened to have in the studio.

That was on Riva records. Oistributed by
Mercury, as | recall.

Ralph: Yeah, and while it was playing, he said
to me off mic, ‘Alright, I'm gonna come back
next time and we’re gonna dig up some of your

old college airchecks and play them on the air.’
That was always one of my favorite songs. He
did a decent job with it, but as he explained in
the interview it wasn't really him, he had no
control over it...

He didn’t pass out on you, did he?

Ralph: No. He was extremely eloguent and
spoke about everything and anything and we
didn't need to play music. We were having too
much fun without it, and there’s been others
since then.

Yeah, what was the worst?

Ralph: The worst? There’s been some bad
ones. The worst was probably Spies. They
were the Foreigner offshoot

on EMI.

Yeah. What was the problem there?

Ralph: The problem was they thought they
were rock stars and came in with a bottle of
champagne, which | very foolishly drank with
them, and the interview went way too long and
got way too absurd.

Pretty stupid, huh?

Ralph: Yeah, it was very stupid. Probably the
dumbest thing I've done on the air.

Tell me about Ralph’s Rare Room.

Ralph: Ralph’s Rare Boom is something that

forum for that. Steve Leeds stole the idea from
me and went out and nationally syndicated it
and called it Rarities. Butit’s not out there any
more, thank God. When it was on the air, it was
a half hour show of just rare b-sides, an occa-
sional bootleg — dare | say it — and different
versions of songs that are popular, just all kinds
of bizarre things. That’s what got played in
Ralph’s Rare Room. Initially, it was a half hour,
now we’ve brought it back. People have always
asked me over the eight years that it’s been off
the air, you know, ‘Whatever happened to
Ralph’s Rare Room? Where is it? | used to
love that show. | used to listen to it all the
time.” And those comments have actually
increased in the past year or so, to the point
where we're all scratching our heads going,
‘Well, it hasn't been on the radio for close to 9
years, people still remember it, maybe we
should do it again. So, we just started it up
again four weeks ago.

And there’s no truth to the rumor that the sta-
tion is going All Rare Ralph All The Time?

Ralph: No, but we are doing it three days a
week; Monday, Wednesday and Friday at 2:20,
right before | go off the air. It's one or two
songs, so instead of doing one show for a half
hour and playing the five or six songs all there,
I guess, in order to not blow everybody off for
that half hour, we do it over three days and just
play one or two songs.

Given your druthers, would you program a
more structured signal like WBAB, or would
you do something like a KBCO or ‘XRT type
thing?

Ralph: I've thought about that a lot. | don't
think it would be that much different mainly
because, although I love music, | know that it
would be hard to reach the mass audience that
we reach. We play a lot of music as it is and |
think the reason it works so well is because it is
a three way system between Bob, Jeff and
myself. And whenever we're not sure of some-
thing it's put to a vote. Sometimes it gets to the
point where | feel one way about one thing and
Jeff feels another way and Bob is neutral and
then we start trying to rally his support for our
point of view and in the process of doing that
we change each other’s opinion! (Laughs).
And all of a sudden my opinion is Jeff's and
Jeff's is mine and Bob's still neutral. It gets
confusing, but it's great to have three different
points of view.

Demaocracy, what a concept!

Ralph: Exactly, that’s what it boils down to. It
is a team effort, not only as far as programming
goes, but in the overall presentation of what we
do here. Everyone is involved. Our night jock,
Opie, could have an idea of how to improve his
show and he’ll go to Jeff and Jeff will say, ‘Hey,
that makes sense,’ or I'll go to Jeff and say
something. Everyone is taken seriously. All
input is thought over. And sometimes, the
response is, ‘Maybe your right, let’s try it.’
Everyone really does put into the final product
and it all comes out on the radio. | hate to
sound like a cliche, but it truly is a team effort.

During an impromplu interview, Bruce Hampton
talks about everything from the Aquarium Rescue
Unit's new album, Mirrors of Embarrassment, to
marrying Hillary Clinton.

1 think if we
questioned it, we wouldn't do it

‘Gone Today, Here Tomorrow’ is doing really
well at the Triple A format.

Bruce: Thal's what I've heard. It was on a sampler
or something.

Yes, Jeff Cook put that song on our Triple A
CD sampler, so it picked up quite a few adds
before it was officially released. AAA is
Aduit Alternative Airplay.

Bruce: They play real music on it, right?
Exactly

Bruce: That's fantastic. If seems like aduits need
something to listen to, especially 31-50. There's
pretty much garbage all over the radio. If they can
hear something of good taste and quality, it could
work. I'm happy to hear that. Did yall actually start
it?

Not the format, but we were the first trade
to come up with a chart that recognized the
format. It was about a year and a half ago
when Bill Hard and Jim Trapp, who was our
editor at the time, put the chart together.

Bruce: No joke! Brilliant. Where are you from,
Jersey?

South Jersey, born and bred.

Bruce: Good God, you're a strong person! You're
the only one | know who has done that.

Enough about me, let’s talk
about ‘Mirrors of Embarrassment.’

Bruce: Okay, I'll be the official spokesman for the
album. It features John of Blues Traveler, and Bela
Fleck of the Bela Fleck & the Flecktones, and Chuck
Leavell plays the piano and he's with Eric Clapton’s
group, and gosh... | guess it has 13 sides to it. We
recorded the album sort of live in the studio, and
they're all original tunes. What else can | say being
a salesman here, selling myself? It was produced
by Johnny Sandlin, who has done some of the
Allman Brothers records. It's mostly funk grass, is
what | would call it. If's country music — | just
don't know which country. People say that it
sounds pretly good.

The two songs that first stood out for me
from the album were ‘Gone Today, Hear
Tomorrow’ and ‘Lost in Texas.’

Bruce: Those are my two favorite tunes on the
record, too. On the album, we do have a gospel
choir added to it on a couple of places. The unique
thing about the group is that everybody is from a
completely ethnic and different background, and
from different cities, and so we try to blend all of
them. One guy was a true blue-grass player, and the
other grew up playing jazz, and two of them grew up
playing rock. One grew up in Turkey, the drummer,
Apt. 0258 — it's a good name. And the other guy is
from North Georgia, the blue-grass player, the man-
dolinist. Oteil the bassist is from Washington, D.C.
Jimmy Herring on the guitar is from North Carolina.
And I'm from otherwhere, | guess, from Atlanta,
Georgia. So, we're trying to blend all the types of
music that we know into one thing.

Has the Aquarium Rescue Unit changed at
all since its original lineup?

Bruce: No, it hasn't. We've been together for
almost four years and it's been the same people,
which is quite amazing. When you're in a band, it's
the same thing as marriage, you throw clothes and
yell. Marriage is much worse, though. | was mar-
ried for twelve years once. I'm 46 this week, and |
don't want to get married anytime soon again

That's great that you all get along so well.
Sometimes, it seems impossible to work
with a group of musicians without finding
one who has let his ego get the better of
him.

Bruce: Most of them have those stupid egos.
They run their hand over a piece of wood, and they
think that it matters. | mean, cure cancer, and then
I'll think that you're something. Walk on water. All
of us are unique. | haven't met anybody special yel,
but I'm looking for him.

How was recording this album different
compared to recording the last one?

Bruce: The last one was truly live. We did three 50
minute sets, and just put it on the record. This one
was live in the studio. Most of the tracking was
done live, and not a lot of overdubs. All the rhythm
section was done live. Studio and live are two dif-
ferent things, and | like them both. They both work,
! like them equally as much.

You don’t have a preference at all?

Bruce: No, I dont The studio seems to be more
fun, and you can go in and do some weirdness with
it, but I don't want it to be strangled. | want it to still
breathe. That's what counts. | like both, I really do.
I enjoy playing live, but the studio is an instrument
in itself, and you try not to overdo it. The sound
quality you get is quite amazing, although I've been
told our last album sounded great for a live record. |
don't understand sonics, but CD Review said that it
was the best live album ever recorded. To me, that
is quite an honor. They really know what they are
talking about. Sorically, | don't understand. It
sounded good to me, but those engineers talk about
20,000 hertz, and I don't know what all that means.
In the studio, you can do a lot of different things,
and that’s okay, as long as you don't kill it and make
it stiff. We even lefi mistakes in. If it rushed a little
bit, we left it in. We wanted the mistakes in there.
When you have five different people, a lot of mis-
takes can happen.

Where was the album recorded?

Bruce: We recorded the live album in Athens,
Georgia, in the Georgia Theater, and the studio
album we just did, Mirrors of Embarrassment,” that
was done at Bobby Brown's studio, here in Atlanta. |
think he lives near you up there, and has a house
here too. He's married to Whitney Houston, and
they live, I think, in South Jersey.

Do they? [ didn’t realize that.

Bruce: Yeah, they definitely live in Jersey, and |
think it's in the Southern part.

I'll have to start looking for Whitney in
Superfresh.

Bruce: (Laughs) You never know. Bobby lives
here, too, and has a studio here, and we recorded
there. It seems like everybody else in the world has
recorded there -- Arrested Development, Kriss
Kross, and a lot of R.E.M.'s new album was done
there, and a lot of the groups with hils are recording
in his studio.

Well, that’s a good sign.

Bruce: Yes. Plus. it's a great studio, and that
helps. It seems like everybody in the world from
L.A. is moving to Atlanta. The rent is cheap, it's a
pretty place, and George Clinton is from here.
There's just a ton of groups here now. Arrested
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Development is from here, and that young, rad group
Kriss Kross.

Are you all ready to go out on the H.D.R.D.E.
tour?

Bruce: We sure are. | don't know if you remember
that last year, with Blues Traveler, Widespread Panic,
Phish, Spin Doctors. They are talking about a lot of
people who are going to be on the tour now. Up to
20 bands or something, but it changes every 20
minutes. | hear something different every day. |
hear we're playing Central Park or Giant Stadium on
Labor Day with huge groups, and then | hear we're
not. But we are playing 32 major cities — and I'm
sure that's going to change the second | say
it. But we do start in Denver for three nights
around the 4th of July, so it will definitely
start then. How long you've been in the
music business?

About three years.
Bruce: It's insane, isnt it?

I’'m in a unique position because part
of my joh is to observe the music
business. And you're right, it can get
insane. Bill Hard recently did an
interview with Bob Geldof, and Bob
said that he really doesn’t feel like
he’s part of the music industry. A lot
of bands don’t. Do you feel like
you’re part of ‘the industry’?

Bruce: No, Idont. Itry notto. It's nice to
talk to people like you — people that are
people first. But | don't feel part of ‘the
music industry,’ and | never want to. Music is sepa-
rate from the industry. Music is something special,
and the industry is something different. 60% of the
people that run it don't know anything about it.

They re mostly accountants. 1 like accountants, but |
don't think they have any idea what they re doing.
People who really give a aamn about it are few and
far between, and it's thrilling when you lalk to some-
body who's a nice person. There are not many in
this industry, which is funny because music is the
grealest creative spirit thing there is. Most of the
people in it, | don't know what they are doing in it
I'm sure that y all see every bottom line pit of the
world.

You must love being on Capricorn, then.
They are such a music oriented label — an
artist label.

Bruce: Oh, yeah. I've know Phil Walden for 25
years, and | can remember the days when everyone
was telling him, ‘Don’t sign Otis Redding, he'll go
nowhere." And they told him ‘Don't sign the Allman
Brothers.” He's always gone against the grain and
he's done extremely well. He's a true visionary, one
of the live or six geniuses in this business. There's
no one like him anymore, the people who are truly
visionary. | don't see any young ones coming along,
that have that great passion. He's one of the greats.
I'd love to see a lot more people in their 30's who are
passionate, but I just don't see them. Do you know
any? People that are just in it, really, doing it from
the heart?

Actually, | am running across people within
the Aduit Alternative format — on both the
radio and record side — who are passionate
about the music. For a ot of them, it’s the
music first, and then the business.

Bruce: Good, that's good to hear.

How’s the economy in Atlanta these days?

THE HARD REPORT

Jeff Cook tells me that he recently bought a
house there, and he was a little nervous
about the prospect of taking on a mortgage.

Bruce: | don't blame him. The economy is doing
great in Atlanta, but I've been to every stale in the
past year, and the country is hurting pretty bad. s it
hurting there?

Yes, itis. New Jersey seems to lose a part
of its industry every year. As much as we
get that media propaganda telling us that
we are coming out of the recession, we
don’t see it.

Bruce: Yeah, | can dig it.

It seems like there are layoffs and plant
closings every day here.

Bruce: We've got the Olympics coming here, so
they hired an extra 5,000 people to work here. And
the economy is actually booming here, which is
amazing when everywhere else in the country is
hurting pretty bad. A lot of my friends have been
laid off. Hey, what the hell, it's all for a reason. It all
works for the best. Bill Clinton is a Southerner, so
he ought to take care of the South that supported
him. But Jimmy Carler lives here now, and he never
really did much for Atlanta. When I'm home, | see
him about every other day. | eat lunch at the same
place that he does.

How’s he looking these days?

Bruce: He's looking really old. He looks like he's
in his 90's. Being president took a big toll on him.

I can’t imagine anybody wanting that job.

Bruce: Why? You can't please anybody. Nobody
likes you, It's like being an umpire. You can't win.
It's a lose-lose situation. No matter how smart or
how good you are, somebody is going to be pissed
off at you. ! wouldn't want it for anything in the
world. George Bush, | knew he wanted to quit a year
before he ran. You could just see it in his face. He
Jjustwants to play golf, he doesn't give a damn. And
Ross Perot, | don't know what the hell he's about. |
like everything he says, but he never says anything.
He's a crazy one.

I'm not sure what to make of him myself.
His ideas seem almost too simplistic to
work. He was on TV again last night.

Bruce: | know. |waltched it for two minutes and
thought, 'What the hell is he saying?' | like his spirit,

| just don't know what he's saying. It makes no
sense. He scares the hell out of me, actually.

1| know he’s a financial genius, but he seems
to be on some sort of power trip. | find his
background to be a little frightening, too. |
can’t figure out what his angle is.

Bruce: | can't either. | think he has a Napoleonic
complex. If everybody knew how he made his
money! He ripped the country off. Nixon gave him
all the computer gigs in the ‘70s. But he's the
biggest thief. | love Hillary Clinton, though. | wish
that she was President. I'd marry her in a second. |
think she's just ‘it." | would never get into a argu-
ment with her. | think Bill does what she
says. | know he does, she'll kick his ass.

Wasn’t it a couple of weeks ago that
she threw a book at him?

Bruce: It was a cookie jar, or something
like that.

She’s alright

Bruce: | know that she could kick some-
body's ass.

1 feel pretty good about her being in
there, in the White House inner circle.

d Bruce: She's very smart, and | think the
bottom line is with her. He might make
decisions, but the buck stops with her. 1 like
about everything he’s doing. It's funny how
much people hate him, though. They really
detest him. There's nothing that he can do,
either. The whole thing collapsed, and there's no
way o heal this country for at least hundreds of
years. Poor old Ronald Reagan stripped the S&L
banks away, and broke the country in half. Nobody
can do anything. The economy will come back a lit-
tle bit, but we're sort of going to be a third world
country for a long time.

Isn’t it amazing how Reagan was never held
accountable for that, too?

Bruce: It's incredible! Thank you, nobody's ever
said that. They never criticized him once.

He just got up and walked away.

Bruce: He sold hammers to the military for $800,
ten of his Iriends became billionaires, and nobody
ever criticized the guy. It's amazing. He’s the great-
est actor that ever lived. I'm glad that all of this is on
lape. I never talk about politics.

1 was just going to ask you if you get
involved much in politics?

Bruce: Hardly ever speak about them. This is great
— you can frame me. It is really incredible that
Reagan was never criticized, not one time. | never
Saw anybody write anything bad, or say anything
bad. It was like Disneyland. ‘Hey, we're here!
Everybody is insane! Don't use your brain! Let's rip
everybody offl" It was amazing.

Do you have any parting words about the
album?

Bruce: No, they'll either like it or they won't.
Everybody said it sounds real good, but ! try not to
listen to it. I'll wait about five years, then see it | like

Adolescence is the hardest stage of development. And yes, commercial
New Rock is in its adolescent period. The proud parents who have given
everything to make this format a commercial success are frustrated to
see the child taking on a life of its own, but frustration is a negative influ-
ence. Instead, why not give the format responsible guidance in its quest
to mature with positive momentum and influence.

We all laugh when a CHR plays “Achy Breaky Heart” into a sped up Cure
single, but are we any better when we play Chris Isaak into Primus? Both
these scenarios can work if programmed creatively. Many record compa-
nies use the New Rock format to dump artists who are not ready for the
major formats. Why do programmers succumb to such nonsense? As a
commercial venture, there are certain real economic factors. Many sta-
tions need to raise any source of advertising income for survival. Thus,
record companies offer time buys for adds that programmers otherwise
would not play. Some of my colleagues are torn between creative integri-
ty and making sure their paycheck clears to meet basic survival needs.
Time buys are for the sales staff, not programming.

Last week in New York, | was thrilled to hear Z100 playing a considerable
amount of New Rock. While the presentation is still classic CHR, it’s the
first step to exposing New Rock to a broader base. Let'’s look at the posi-
tive side. Given time to mature and grow with its audience, Z100 will
evolve in the footsteps of 99X and realize the success potential of a modi-
fied delivery. New Rock is not the next CHR. New Rock is the next major
format to come up the line, being a synergy of today’s CHR, AOR, and
yes, even AC (but what Generation X or Baby-Boomer consider them-
selves adults?).

When we all get together at NMS, let’s set realistic expectations in our
goals. It is foolish to think we can make, what are in effect, rules for the

Al the last minute, Sinead 0°Cennor pulled out of 2 “Peace Together” concert
in Dublin. And a few days after the show, she sent a 106-line poem to Irish news-
papers that said, “Stop hurting me please, saying mean things about me." "My
name is Sinead O'Connor, | am learning to love myself.” the poem began. “I
deserve not to be treated like dirt. | deserve to be listened to. | am a member of
the human race."” New Order and Something Happens were among the other
acts on the bill for the concert, which was a benefit for the youth of Northern
Ireland. O'Connor’s poem added, “If only | can love myself, if only I can fight off
the voices of my parents and gather a sense of self esteem, then 'l be able to
REALLY sing, which is what | want more than everything else in the world.”

Don Henley and Glenn Frey reporiedly plan to help put together an album of
Eagles covers that will feature counlry artists Travis Tritt, Trisha Yearwood,
Clint Black, Brooks & Dunn, Alan Jackson, Carlene Carter and John
Anderson. The album (on Giant Records) will probably benefit Henley's Walden
Pond Fund. Henley, currently in a contract dispule with his label (Geffen
Records), will not produce or perform on any of the tracks. Henley is playing 15
concerts this summer and 50 cents from every ticket sold for his shows will go fo
the Walden Woods Project

Bruce Springsteen 1as confirmed plans fo
play two benefit concerts later this month in
the New York Cily area. He has a concert
scheduled at the Meadowlands Arena on June
24 to benefit World Hunger Year, The Food &
Hunger Hotline and the Communily Food
Bank of New Jersey. He'll play two nights fafer
at Madison Square Garden for the Kristen Ann
Carr Fund, which is dedicated to fighting the
cancer sarcoma. Kristen Ann Carr, daughter of
Springsteen’s co-manager Barbara Carr, died
in January from liposarcoma. Springsteen
played a benefit concert for the Community
Food Bank of New Jersey in March.

Depeche Mode will be using a live drum set on its upcoming U.S. tour begin-
ning in September, instead of relying on electronic percussion as it has previously.

Gene Simmons of KISS is pulting together an album to benefit the Pediatric
AIDS Foundation and other charities. On the LP, Anthrax, Pearl Jam,
Nirvana, (hc Stone Temple Pilots, Green Jelly and Nine Inch Nails wi//
perform KISS songs.

Daniel Lanois says he's heard some material from U2's upcoming “Zooropa”
album, even though he didn't have time to produce this record for the band.
“They played me a few things and it sounds fantastic,"” Lanois says. “There’s a
nice freedom in the work. It's very rhythmic and has wonderful bass playing.”

B.B. King's ‘Blues Summit” album will be out later
this month. It features his collaborations with Ruth
Brown, Albert Collins, Buddy Guy, John Lee
Hooker, Etta James, Koko Taylor, Irma
Thomas and Joe Louis Walker.

Former Genesis member Steve Hackett has released his first solo album in
almost a decade after gelting behind a campaign to help Vietnamese boat people
His charity, Move, sent aid packages, medical supplies and attorneys to the area.
The campaign had the support of many rock musician personalities. Now,
Hackett is back on the road with his band and a new album, “Guitar Noir,” which
features a new style of music.

The building that was the home of Chess Records from 1957 to 1966 may soon
be the site of a Blues Heaven museum. A recent fundraiser in Chicago sought to
provide money so that the site could open to visitors by mid-fall. The Blues
Heaven Foundation purchased the building to serve as its headquarters. Marie
Dixon, the widow of Willie Dixon, is the president of the foundation. Blues
Heaven hopes to open a low-cost recording and rehearsal studio and a mini-the-
ater for movies and seminars. “l would fove for it to become a classroom for chil-
dren to learn how lo play music and learn about the history of the blues,” Dixon
says. The foundation also hopes to begin a program that would help biues artists
recover royalties they never received for older recordings.

The Red Hot Chili Peppers have fired guitarist Arik Marshall, who replaced
John Frusciante last year. "It just wasnt working out, and right now we're
auditioning for a replacement,” the band says. The Chili Peppers pian to record a
new album after they find a new guitarist.
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Paul Simon and Art Garfunkel will play together in a series of ten concerts
October at Madison Square Garden in New York City. It will be the first time the
two have played together since a Central Park concert in 1981. Ticket prices for
the concerts range from $60 to $75.

Yoko Ono has opened an exhibit in Warsaw, Poland, called “The Endangered
Species.” “The endangered species is us, the human race,” Ono says. “There are
S0 many wars everywhere, and poverly, and violence.” The show includes sculp-
tures of body parts and about 30 photographs. It will travel to Tokyo after its run
in Warsaw.

If it seems like a lot of bands on Columbia and Epic Records are on this year's
Lollapalooza concert bill, that's probably because Sony vice president for talent
development Missy Worth worked for Lollapalooza during its first two years.
Alice In Chains, Fishbone, Front 242 210 Rage Against The Machine
were chosen for this year's tour, after Worth sent tapes of 32 Sony bands to
Lollapalooza organizers and constantly schmoozed them. However, tour organiz-
er Ted Gardner rejected Shabba Ranks for the bill, Gardner also maintains that
Nirvana rcjected an offer to participale.

Paul McCartney has (umed down U.S. President Bill Clinton's request to play
at the White House. Clinton has been a Beatles fan since the 1960s and report-
edly owns all of their albums. But McCartney's current 35-date U.S. tour took
priority and a Washington, D.C., concert couldn't be fit into the schedule.

Aerosmith has donaled an undisclosed amount to a summer jobs program in
Topeka, Kansas. The band made the announcement as it began its “Get A Grip”
four in the city.

Utopia has an album, “Redux ‘92: Live In Japan" coming out this month.

Prince has written songs for the upcoming solo album of Chynna Phillips,
formerly of Wilson Phillips.

Lead singer Michael Hutchence says the
next INXS album will see a more “industrial”

‘I feel I've
not gotten a Tony so much for the music but rather as an acknowledagement of
the poetry of rock & roll, where the lyrics count and you get something across,”
Townshend said after the awards program. The La Jolla Playhouse, where
“Tommy" originated, received a Tony for regional theater and a $25,000 grant.
Townshend says he's so pleased with the success of “Tormmy” that he plans to
write another musical for Broadway. The original Broadway cast recording of
“The Who's Tommy" will be refeased as a double album in mid-July (on RCA
Victor Records). It's produced by George Martin.

The Moody Blues have embarked on a 1993 World Orchestral Tour which sees
them performing with various symphonies in different cities through October.
“Since this orchestra concept was floated (last year), the promoters have been
tearing up the telephone lines over it,” says co-founder Justin Hayward. “If's
an idea that people have been lalking around the Moody Blues for a long time.
People always assumed that we played with orchestras in the past, because of the
orchestral nature of our very first album.”

Screaming Jets drummer Brad Heaney has left the group just before the end
of a seven-week world tour. “We hoped that he could fit into the band, and we
know he is a great drummer,"” says guitarist Grant Walmsley, "but there were
problems that just couldn't be fixed. It was bad for both of us. Qur personalities
clashed, and for the future cohesion and success of the band, we felt it was time
for Brad to go." Steve Holland, formerly of Judas Priest and UF@, has been
called on to replace Heaney.

Smashing Pumpkins release their second album next month, “Siamese
Dream.”

The tie-up with Suede came
when the band wanted Jarman to direct the video for their current single "So Young'.
Jarman was unable to direct the video because of other commitments, but his pro-
duction company worked on the project. The Grand show will see excerpts of
Jarman's films forming a backdrop to Suede’s performance. jarman has been spe-
cially editing footage, including some previously unseen material. The complex
staging means the Grand's stage will have to be redesigned.

Sunscreem have pulled out of the Glastonbury Festival on June 26. The bands
keyboard player, Paul Carnell issued a statement, explaining: “We were originally
asked to perform on the so-called Dance Stage featuring modern music as opposed
fo the rather depressingly retrospective that was announced. We were amazed to
see that most of the acts had nothing to do with dance or techno whatsoever. The
final straw was when the promoters tried to put conditions on which other festivals
we could play. We are stunned if other acts have agreed to this since it seems
tolally at odds with the spirit of Glastonbury.” But, speaking to the New Musical
Express, a spokesperson for the festival commented somewhat sarcastically: *1 am
sure The Orb, Digable Planets, Stereo MC'’s and Jamiroquai will be devas-
lated that Sumscreem will not be joining them on the Saturday night bill. | thought
the above bands were at least loosely connected with dance music. Thanks to
Sunscreem | now realize that | was wrong.” Over the issue of exclusive contracts,
the spokesperson said other bands had successfully asked for this “standard”
clause to be wavered.

Spiritualized have been asked lo leave the Depeche Mode European tour. The
band left after being replaced by a Swedish bar band. Reports suggest the band
were going down very badly with Depeche Mode's fans. Told on May 26 they
would be replaced by Miranda Sex Garden, Spirilualized refused lo play the next
night. Later the same evening, Depeche Mode asked a jazz fusion band Cain &
Abel, who were playing in their hotel lobby, to replace Spiritualized. A
Spiritualized spokesperson has denied the band were thrown off the tour.

U2, who release their new album Zooropa on July 6, have signed a new deal with
Island Records. The worldwide six album contract is said to be worth between

L 130 and L155 million. A spokesman for the Irish Trade Board commented to the
national Sunday newspaper The Observer: “If they continue growing, they will do
for the Irish economy what Abba did for the Swedish.”

Bjork, former Sugarcubes singer, has released her debul solo single ‘Human
Behavior' for One Little Records. Produced by Soul I Soul's Nellee Cooper, the
single is a taster for the singer's forthcoming album ‘Debut’. Advance tapes of the
album show Bjork moving in a radically different, dance-influenced direction.
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Brian May, former Queen guitarist, has a new single ‘Resurrection’ released by
Parlophone this week. With the main track taken from May's recent album ‘Back To
The Light,, b-sides to the single available on various formats are ‘Love Token', Too
Much Love Will Kill You (live)’, ‘Driven By You Two', ‘Back To The Light (Live)’and
Tie Your Mother Down (Live) (featuring Slash of Guns N’ Roses on (he guilar).
Brian May will shortly set out on a European tour. Finally, May has wrilten the
theme for a new Carlton TV show ‘Frank Stubbs Promotes’”

Thunder’s latest single is Like A Satellite' (EMI). Taken from the band's hit album
‘Laughing On Judgement Day’, the single has previously unreleased tracks on the
b-side: a new Luke Morley song 'The Damage Is Done' and ‘Like A Satellite’
recorded live at London’s Hammersmith Apolio.

Senseless Things rclease ‘Postcard CV', a compilation of their early recordings,
via Epic on June 14. The album gathers together the original ‘Postcard CV' mini
album, 1989's ‘Girlfriend" single and 1988's ‘Up And Coming EP', all of which were
originally issued on the Independent Way Cool. The first 15,000 copies come with
a free copy of last year's ‘Empire Of The Senseless’ album which has had the sleeve
radically redesigned.

Jamiroquai’s much anticipated debut ‘Emergency On Planet Earth” will be
released by Sony 2 on June 24. The London soul/fusion band have had phenome-
nal success with two hit singles ‘Too Young To Die’and ‘Blow Your Mind". On
June 4, they played the London Brixton Academy, a large venue usually reserved
for far longer established bands. The outspoken and flamboyant characler of
Jamiroquai’s frontman Jason Kaye has not gone unnoticed. Recently, for instance,
the London journalist Nick Duerden commented: "Jason Kaye is one of the first
real stars of the 90's. Whether he'll last the course or not doesn't really matter at
this stage. He's right here, right now and he’s shit hot.”

The Orb should return with a new album in November. The duo are currently in
the middle of a legal dispute to free themseives from their contract with Big Life
Records. However, they expect to sign a new deal with a different company in the
near future. The album will probably be mixed in August.

Prince’s official UK fanzine Controversy is polling its readers to find their favorite
Prince songs. Each reader is allowed to choose three tracks and His Purpleness
will use the information to heip him decide which material to play on his forthcom-
ing European ltour.

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine were due to play a low key show with
EMF [ast week as a warm-up for the Great Xpectations, but pulled out at the last
moment after objecting to the support act -- a group of lesbian strippers.
Meanwhile, Carter, who have announced a major British tour for September, are
working on a new album ‘Post Historic Monsters (2 Million Year BC) which is
scheduled for a fall release.

Julian Cope, who was dropped by Island Records six months ago amidst consid-
erable controversy, is said to be about to sign to Def American. However, he may
release an album later this year via a British independent before signing.
Elsewhere, Cope's ‘The Skellington Chronicles' will be released by mail order later
this month  The album will highlight the rougher edge to Cope’s recording, much
in the same mould as 1990's ‘Skellington'.

ORANGUTANG

Getting their first nationwide tour, as part
of the Imago Traveling Roadshow is Orangutang,
recently described by their hometown Boston Globe
newspaper as “bright, brash and gifted enough to
back itup.”

Singer Christian Dyas formed the band
with Joe Klompus in 1990. *1 hooked up with our
bass player, Joe, about five years ago,” Dyas says.
“We played in some bands down in Baltimore. Qur
old band broke up down there when the singer quit
We decided we were going to relocate.”

Dyas and Klompus decided fo go to
Boston, aftracted by bands like the Pixies, Throwing
Muses and Mission Of Burma. “There were a ot of
bands we really liked and we weren't really ready to
make a big move somewhere, like to the coast,”
Dyas explains. “Part of the whole reason we got
interested in it was Dumpltruck had just put out their
second album. | really liked their second album a
lot.” In fact, Dyas and Klompus came to Boston
because they'd heard Dumplruck needed some new
players, but by the time they got in touch with the
band, the positions had already been filled.

“Boston is a pretly indie-style town,"
Dyas says, and that helped drummer Todd
Perimutter attract interest even before he'd joined
Orangutang.

“Todd, our drummer, had played in a
funk band,” Dyas continues. In fact, it was when
Klompus, Dyas and lead guitarist David Steele saw
Perlmutter play live one night that they decided they
wanted him to play with them. Perlmutter’s credits
include a stint as live drummer with rapper MC
Shan, but it was Perlmutter’s Boston funk band that
attracted initial labef attention.

“They broke up. One of the people who
had come to see them was (former Gang Of Four
drummer) Hugo Burnham,” Dyas says. Burnham
was doing A&R for Imago Records at the time. After
Perlmutter joined Orangutang and the band had
completed some demos, he dropped a tape by the
Imago office while vacationing in Los Angeles. “He
Just called Hugo and said, ‘Hey, | don't know if you
remember me,” and he dropped a lape by, " Dyas
explains. “So he dropped the tape off and he called
us back the next day and said he really liked
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it....That sort of got the wheels turning. He was cool.
Imago was there from the beginning.”

“I didn't really feel like we were selling
our souls with Imago, " Dyas says. “We felt like it
was manageable.” Dyas discounts rumors that the
band got a large sum of money. “We got a good
deal, but it wasn't anything outrageous. It seems the
amount doubles every time we hear about it.”

Orangutang chose to initially release an
EP instead of a full album. “I think it's a belter way to
present a band. We're just trying to start off small
and work our way up, " Dyas says. ‘1 always liked the
Pixies EP, which is one of my favorite groups. |
think it's a good way to start off — give your audi-
ence a smaller chunk.”

“There’s mistakes on it that we left in; we
Just wanted to get a snapshot of where the band is
now. We were really impatient. We just wanted to get
to work and get something done immediately. Some
of the major labels we talked to thought that an EP
was a waste of time. But we thought that if youre a
new band, you're giving people too much to chew on
it you release an album first."

The Imago Traveling Roadshow has seen
Orangutang performing in the far reaches of the
country — places the band had never played before.
Dyas says the band had played “up and down the
east coast, but we've never really been west of the
Mississippi. The crowds have gotten better.”

Dyas laments that, in live performance,
the band's metallic guitar blasts and sheer power
sometimes overshadow his lyrics, which are clever,
Strange, and hardly average. “Sometimes people ask
us about the lyrics. I kind of bum out that not more
peaple do. Live, | think it comes off a little more, just
punk rock. | could be singing anything. | think we
come across as kind of poppier on record than we
do live."

“Between the four of us, we just have
incredibly diverse musical tastes. There are groups
that come along that all four of us like, but for the
most part, left to our own devices, we don't really lis-
ten to the same music. Aside from that, me person-
ally, my lyrical influences are incredibly different
than, say, my musical influences for guitar playing.”
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“I definitely really like Syd Barrett and the
early Pink Floyd stuff he was involved in a lot. The
Soft Boys, I'm really not so much into Robyn
Hitchcock as the early Soft Boys stuff. You know,
that's kind of like the same thing. | also just like
things like the whole David Lynch thing — examin-
ing things that are incredibly normal in America."

‘I can't say that | don't like the Pixies or
Pere Ubu. OId Jazz Butcher records are pretty cool.
Stutf like that. That's pretty much where my ear
goes.”

The six songs on Orangutang's debut EP
include “Untitled #1" with lines like “you are in my
shower stall, what can | do.” Then there’s Cadillac-
driving “Mr. Cimbalista" who may “babble on in
braille (or) mumble in Morse code,” and
“SNA.F.U." whose lyrics sound much like a
tabloid television program on fast forward.

Then, there’s “Sweet Lemon Maureen.”
“It it makes any sense, it's kind of my ex-girlfriend,
her name is Mary Ellen. Everybody calls her ‘melon.’
Lemon is sort of an anagram for Melon.”

‘I remember when | first met her, our
band was doing really well, and I sort of felt like |
was riding a high horse. She was like this little kid
then. The band almost broke up when we switched
drummers — Todd isn't our original drummer. We
kinda stopped playing and I was just really bum-
ming out. ! figured like | tolally blew it, | wasted a
couple of years of my life. She was graduating co/-
lege and | was feeling kind of bad by myself,” Dyas
says. “It's a little tongue in cheek.”

On the Imago tour, Orangutang have had
the chance to play some new songs. The band’s also
known for covering a song by Human Sexual
Response during their live sets.

“I know that people want to hear the EP,
but we've been doing about four out of the six songs
on it every night. A lot of songs on the EP are earlier
material. We've written a lot since then. We want to,
if nothing else, keep rotating some of the newer
malerial.”
