The fact that "Here Comes A Man" 
peaked at number eight in May, just as the band was 
starling a tour in support of the Far From Home album, 
shows he was right. "Nowhere Is There Freedom" is 
another example of how Steve Winwood and Jim Capa/di 

are stronger together than apart and that Traffic can still match the quality of their 
original albums. It also again illustrates their ability to effortlessly recreate the aura of 
what has made their early work so timeless. KCLes Ron Stryker comments, "Traffic is 
back for the attack. They haven't missed a beat". Comparing this to the lead off tune, 
WHDO's Guy Dark feels, "This sounds more like classic traffic".

When did you hook up with Atlantic? Did it start 
when you were at WRAS? 

Tod. Yes and no. I was Promotions Director at 'RAS, 
and the Promotions Director handles artist interviews, 
giveaways, tickets, promotions and things like that, 
so even though I was never Music Director, I had estab-
lished relationships with most of the labels through the 
promotion end of things. Atlantic at that point didn't 
have an "Alternative" roster, and as result really didn't 
have a Promotion person in that capacity. Jackie Tasmen 
was the Atlantic rep, but she was doing AOR as well — 
there weren't that many records. When I started at Atlantic, 
it was the inception of the Alternative department. Myself 
and the others involved at the time were the first to work 
for Atlantic with the specific role of signing these artists 
and promoting these outlets 

What's the first record that you remem-
ber really being hands-on in working? 

Tod: We started off with Iwo or three 
records. One was Adrian Belew's first 
Atlantic record Mr. Music Head. we 
had this German dance record Edelweiss, 
and we also had an Alphaville record 

Nothing new from Alphaville lately. 

Tod. Nothing new from Alpha ville for quite a few years. 
The funny thing is that people look back upon Atlantic's 
early years at Alternative as either some level of dis-
appointment or some level of failure, but the reality is 
that we were working with some really talented artists. 
It's just that we didn't have the mechanism really. We 
weren't really in place to deliver the goods. 

My how times have changed... 

Tod Yeah, to say the least 

What do you think has been the major force 
behind the development of Atlantic's Alternative 
roster? 

Tod I think it's three-fold, really. Obviously, when 
Doug Morris made the commitment to create the Alternative 
department, he was making a commitment for Atlantic 
to become a player, so to speak, in the Alternative music 
arena. Then. when Val Az_zoli was made General Manager 
of the label, one of the very first things that he did was 
de-ghettoize not only Alternative music but speciality 
genres in general. At the time, at the end of the '80s and 
then '90-91, Alternative was autonomous, Metal was 
autonomous, the R&B department had very little inter-
action with the pop department and it wasn't working. 
Not only for Atternative, but it wasn't working in 

crossing over our metal acts, it wasn't work-
ing at all, in terms of the way the struc-
ture was. The very first thing that Val 
did, from my perspective, was incor-
porating the roles. At the time, the 
Alternative department was its own little 
entity. iVe had our own staff of people and 
we did everything — we had our own public-
ity person, product manager, promotion person, 
marketing person, A&R person, and our own depart-
ment head in terms of dealing with things within 
the company. And one of the first things that Val said 
was, 'That's ridiculous, Tod, you do radio promotion, 
you go work in the promotion department.' The same 
with A&R, publicity and so on. He not only did that in 
the Alternative department, he did that throughout the 
company. And lastly, in the fall of '91. Danny Goldberg 
joined the label. 

After the restructuring took place, how long 
did it take until you got in gear and started 
working like the machine that Atlantic's become? 

Tod ,Ve had already started to get a pretty decent ros-
ter of artists together where, with the restructuring, we 
were doing a better job because we were better tooled 
to do the job. The Lemonheads were already on board,

Ace 

ne of the biggest 
stories to transpire in 
the past two years 
has been the com-
plete vitalization of 
Atlantic's Alternative 

roster and its department as a 
whole. A string of multi-format suc-
cesses and a succession of trumpet-
ed deals with Mammoth, Matador 
and Beggars Banquet have not only 
firmly ensconced the label on the 
alternative map, but have without 
question made il a force to be 
reckoned with. While the label's 
restructuring and commitment to artist 
development are important factors in 
its success, it is the label's presence 
at Alternative radio that is the most 
outwardly obvious element responsi-
ble for putting Atlantic over the top. 
Here, in his first full-length trade 
interview, Director Of Alternative 
Promotion Tod Elmore guides us 
through the ins and 
outs of Atlantic, gives 
us insight into how 
the label's Alternative 
side has achieved 
its winning ways, and clues us in on 
how the company plans to keep its 
streak alive... 

Stone Temple Pilots had already been sinned, as well 
as Tori Amos 

Did you find that it was hard gaining credibil-
ity within the company for the Alternative side? 
Has the level of support always been high? 

Tort A little at first. When the restructuring went down 
and I became a member of the promotion department it 
was a bit odd. All ola sudden I had become a part of 
the promotion team and, for the most part, Andrea Canis 
and Danny Buch and the rest of the national staff didn't 
know me from Adam. Keep in mind that! had never real-
ly been the point person in any capacity outside of the 
Alternative department so there was never any interac-
tion prior to me joining the promotion department. We 
butted heads on certain issues and there was certainly 
a feeling-out process where we all were trying to figure 
out how the other one clicked. 
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Obviously all of that's turned around... 

Tod To say the least! I've got to tell you how great it 
is to have the support system we now have in the pro-
motion department. From the national staff to the field 
staff to the promotion assistants, Atlantic has a really 
tight-knit group of people doing radio promotion. If 
you think about it, between Andrea and Danny Buch 
and our VP of Field Promotion, Lou Sicurezza, you've 
got three people who've been with Atlantic through thick 
and thin; who've seen radio and records go through all 
kinds of wacky phases and who have a wealth of knowl-
edge that's easily the best in the business. Plus, as 
radio continues to fragment and programmers hop 
around between formats, there's usually two or three 
people on the national staff that have relationships with 
any one station, regardless of the format. Andrea knows 
most of the CHR guys who've joined the format. Danny 
Buch grew up on Long Island with Bob Waugh and 
Willobee and Norm Winer and countless others. Lea 
Pisacane, who heads up AOR, is best friends with Patty 
Martin at WXRT. Mark Fischer just joined the nation-
al AOR staff from having been our Dallas local and knows 
KDGE and KNNC inside and out. Our head of Adult 
Formats, Steve Ellis, knows the guys at Live 105 and 
KEGE and I don't hesitate to call on him for 
backup. 

You just make sure he takes off his tie first... 

Tod. (Laughs) Yeah, well, we have a pair of Pumas we 
make him wear before he calls any Alternative station 

Was there a particular release where things 
started clicking? 

Tod. I don'( think that there was any one release. I 
would say in terms of breakthrough records where as a 
company everyone began to acknowledge that A) records 
in this format could be profitable and B) records from 
this format could also cross to other formats would 
probably be the Lemonheads record. It's A Shame About 
Ray 

Even before it blew up? 

Tod From the very beginning. The song "It's A Shame 
About Ray" was so well received and the out of the box 
activity at both radio and retail was so dramatic that the 
company had no choice but to take notice. 

As the Lemonheads record started developing, 
did you find yourself changing the way you 
worked in terms of the structure of the depart-
ment and how you went about doing things? 
Did that record set any ground work? 

Tod: Honestly, I'm not convinced that any one factor 
changed the complexion of Atlantic records. I truly 
think that it was a combination of Vals restructuring, 
of Danny Goldberg coming on board and creating some 
of the alliances that he has created for us, and above 
all, Doug Morris giving all of us the breathing room 
to getting it done. There is no one incident that occurred 
— we re-tooled our A&R department, publicity depart-
ment, and our promotion department. It's a combina-

lion of everyone àl,i.sion that has culminated into where 
we are today. On the subject of the Lemonheads, I would 
say no. I don't know that/do business any differently 
today than did even before the change. Really, what I 
try to do is convey to radio a passion about a record, an 
artist, a song, and give that record a shot to perform 
and support that record's ability to perform through pro-
motions or whatever. 

When Danny Goldberg came aboard did you 
immediately sense that he was one of the nec-
essary ingredients in terms of putting the 
Alternative side on the map? Obviously when 
he got hired, speculation ran rampant. Did you 
feel much of that? 

Tod  did, kinda from a peripheral level. When he 
joined the label, I still was not being the point person 
in any one capacity. When Danny joined the label, 
the restructuring had not yet gone down, so the Alternative 
department was still here. The initial vibe was a "trick-
le down" sort of thing that Danny has been brought in, 
and his background or his cache certainly bodes well 
with what we are trying to achieve. 

What was your impression, even on a periph-
eral level, when he came in? 

Tod. I didn't meet Danny Goldberg until February of 
92. He joined the label in the fall of '91, but my very 
first meeting with him was in early '92 and by then the 
restructuring had gone down. I honestly didn't know 
what to make of the scenario. He didn't know me and 
I didn't know him, and everyone that he had been inter-
acting with on behalf of the Alternative department 

was gone. My very first meeting with him 
was very casual. I was actually 
very surprised. You are always ner-

vous when you go into these scenarios, I 
went in. sat down with him and he just laid it on the 
table. He said, 'Okay, what's great about Atlantic?' and 
we talked about some of the great things about the 
company. Then he said, 'Okay, what sucks about 
Atlantic?' and we talked about some of the problems 
that!perceived within the label. We brainstormed 
with ways to circumvent the problem areas and 
ways to enhance the good areas of the label. I 
came away feeling very reassured that we were 
on the right track. 

If only by the fact that he solicited your input. 

Tod: Danny Goldberg, when ne came to Atlantic, had 
already worked with Doug, he had already interacted 
with Val, he knew Danny Buch, he knew the upper ech-
elon of the company. He knew the players, and he knew 
where the company had been and where it was going. 
and I guess to answer your question, the thing that reas-
sured me about Danny's role at Atlantic is that he not 
only met with me, he met with everyone else that was 
part of the process to get their vibe on where things 
stood and how we can improve the label. 

Danny's scope is beyond Alternative, though 
his personal tastes might be... 

Tod I would say that Danny s passion is decidedly 
Alternative music. I certainly wouldn't say that was his 
scope. If you look at the type of artists that he worked 
with at Gold Mountain, if you looked at his history with 
Swan Song, he's always been on the cutting edge, what-
ever the cutting edge was. If you lock at what they 
did at Gold Mountain with Bonnie Raitt's career, and 
the list is endless  It's not like he has blinders on 

think people have developed opinions of Danny 
without ever speaking to him. Obviously when 
you deal with someone at that level, that's 
going to happen to some extent. 

Tod. Well he is an enigma, you knokl 

Being a bit of an enigma is. I think, part of 
the essence of being a good manager. Tell me 
about the promotion department over the past 
two years. When were you passed the baton, 
as it were? 

Tod: Actually, the first step was when Graham Hatch 
left the label. I had been doing radio promotion in a 
secondary role before that. I started with Atlantic in the 
early days, the structure was the national staff and four 
regional people and, because we were autonomous, we 
did everything. I was the southeastern regional out of 
Atlanta. We did college radio promotion, we did 
mom and pop retail marketing, we interacted with the 
WEA staff, we went to all the WEA sales meetings and 
banged our chest about our records. To some degree 
we were pseudo merchandisers. We would go and hang 
posters, put contests together, we tried to get our records 
played at clothing boutiques and things like that. It 
really was a grass roots effort, much like it is today, but 
it was like a one man show sort of. The only thing I 
wasn't doing at the time was commercial radio, anda! 
that time the only station in the entire Southeast was 
KDGE in Dallas. That was kind of phase one. Phase 
two was when I moved to New York and basically relin-
quished any marketing role and took over specifi-
cally the entire college radio promotion role. Not mean-
ing that I was the only one calling radio, but we replaced 
my position in Atlanta, so we still had the four reps and 
I was overseeing their role in college radio, and beyond 
that I was calling commercial Alternative. But I was still 
Graham's backup. I had stations that I was working with 
exclusively, but more often than not, it was kind of in 
tandem with what Graham was doing. But, at the time 
our field promotion staff were not responsible for 
Alternative radio of any sort, commercial Alternative or 
anything 

So it was up to the regionals and Graham to 
handle all of Alternative. 

Tod: We were interacting with the field staff, because 
certainly INXS at that point was our premiere artist for 
the Alternative format as well as Pop and AOR, and obvi-
ously radio wars are not that different today than they 
were three to four years ago. We certainly had to inter-
act with the field staff in respect to crossover acts, but 
we only had the one. The field staff really wasn't that 
involved, so it was just Graham and I calling com-
mercial radio. 

When did that change? 

Tod: When the promotion department was re-tooled. 
have great respect for our field staff. You talk about a 
tough job —these guys are working a dozen differ-
ent records at a dozen different radio formats. Not to 
mention all the bands out on tour and coordinating pro-
motions and the sheer information overload that they're 
bombarded with every week. As our roster continues 
to grow our workload grows right alongside with it, and 
I think the brunt of that falls on our field guys. 

What happened to the Alternative regionals? 

Tod: On Black Friday of October of '91, the Alternative 
department lost three people. We lost the department 
head, Mark Fotiadis, and we lost two of our four region-
als, and the other two were incorporated into the mar-
keting department. That's another thing that Val set up, 
a separate marketing department that operated kind 
of under the auspices of sales and marketing, which at 
the time didn't exist. So that was phase two in New York, 
and phase three is where we are now. Graham left and 
Hook over all Alternative radio promotion in the fall of 
'91. 

What was it like adapting to your new role? 

Tod. Well, you really learn by doing. I had been in col-
lege radio for four years, and by that point I had been 
with the label for three years and I certainly had learned 
and observed what was going on around me. So when 
I was stuck with that role, I was certainly nervous about 
the challenge, I would think that anyone in that posi-
tion would be, but I certainly was confident that I was 
capable of doing the job. 

And you found it easy to assimilate all of the 
elements that were necessary? 

Tod There were certain things that I just was not 
involved in. At that point, I had never really dealt with 
any money matters at all, in terms of budgeting, adver-
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lising promotions, convention stuff and things like that. 
I certainly had to learn that, but in terms of the interac-
tion with radio, the one on one with radio, it was not a 
culture shock. I had been promoting to commercial 
Alternative radio prior to Graham leaving the compa-
ny, so it wasn't me stepping into completely unchar-
lered territories. 

When did you structure your department as it 
is now, in terms of hiring Kris and Seth in their 
capacity? 

Tod: Seth and I actually are the lone survivors of the 
ill fated Alternative department. Seth was the office 
assistant. He started off as an intern, got an office assis-
tant-ship and when the restructuring first went down, 
he was going to be moved to A&R as an assistant. Which 
left me the task of doing all Alternative radio promo-
tion. I conveyed to Atlantic that I just couldn't handle 
that task alone, it's just too large a task. Granted, the 
perception at the time was that there were 30 commer-
cial Alternative stations, and out of the hundreds of col-
lege radio stations, there are only about 75 or so that 
truly make a difference in their markets, in terms of 
exposing artists and developing artists and selling 
records. The thought was 'Gee Tod, surely you can han-
dle 100 radio stations.' I've never really seen it that way 

What's your perception of college radio today? 

Tod.- I've never really seen college radio as a record 
selling tool, even to this day. I think that the complex-
ion of college radio has changed dramatically as the 
role of commercial Alternative radio has changed. Where 
college radio used to be a stepping stone to commer-
cial Alternative radio. I don't really see it that way 
anymore. I think that college radio plays much more 
of a marketing role in terms of developing artists who 
are perhaps not ready for any kind of mainstream expo-
sure. As a record company, if we really are going to be 
genuine about artist development, then we are going to 
sign artists that are not necessarily ready for prime time, 
as they would say. I was very convicted about that then, 
and I certainly am now, and as a result it's like, 'Yes, I 
can handle 100 radio stations, but as a record com-
pany, I don't think that's the best thing for us to do. I 
really think that in addition to these 100 radio stations 
that "matter," in terms of immediate gratification, there 
are another couple of hundred radio stations that 
contribute to the big picture, and those guys can't be 
ignored either.' So Seth came down and operated under 
the capacity of Alternative promotion 

What was the initial vibe from up top? 

Tod At first, Andrea Gains and Danny Buch were basi-
cally like, 'Okay you guys, go get airplay at Alternative 
radio. Just go do ill There was no real definition between 
what I was doing and what Seth was doing, yet/had all 
these relationships and all this experience and Seth was 
thrown into the fire, and he handled himself quite well, 
but it soon began to be quite obvious that our roles were 
not the same. At first there was this ambiguity between 
how the department was going to be structured, that 
led up to bringing Kris on board. Kris had worked for 
an independent firm at the time out of Ann Arbor, Michigan, 
which Atlantic had worked with consistently. They too 
were full service in the respect of doing commercial 
Alternative, doing college radio, and doing retail 
marketing. We had already developed a business rap-
port, and she also knew and understood the Atlantic 
system. So bringing Kris on board was quite natural. 
That happened in May of '92, and that's basically where 
we are today. Between Seth, Kris and myself, we cov-
er every single possible outlet of exposing Alternative 
music that we can. 

Who takes care of marketing? 

Tot We now have a full service marketing department, 
that is headed up by Karen Colamussi We have a devel-
oping artist leg of the marketing department that is head-
ed up by Silvio Bonvini, and they are amazing. Vicky 
Germaise is the Vice President of Product Management, 
and between her, Karen and Val they come up with amaz-
ing ways of marketing our artists. Very unique ways 

that I don't think that other labels are doing quite yet. 
Or maybe they are and I lust don't know it. 

Can you give me an example? 

Tod Then I'd give away the secrets (laughs). I think 
Inat Atlantic was one of the first labels 
that aggressively began pursuing 
cable as a way of exposing 
artists. Time-Warner 
specifically does a lot 
of infomercials for 

their 
programs and 
we've catered sim-
ilar things to what we 
have done. We've also 
looked into acquiring low 
power radio signals that broad-
cast in highly concentrated traffic areas, 
like entering the Lincoln Tunnel. You sit for 45 min-
utes every morning at the Lincoln Tunnel trying to get 
into Manhattan — we're exploring ways of beaming 
our music via this low powered radio signal and putting 
up plaques of some sort to let people know that it's there 
and offering incentives for listeners to tune in. That 
in the works. 

What, from your perspective, have been the 
best parts of the Mammoth and Matador deals? 

Tod Obviously, we look at these opportunities as A&R 
din' artist development sources. There are a lot of great 
bands out there who are not ready to be on a major label. 
They're not ready for us and we're not ready for them. 
I'm sure that you have seen it in your lifetime as well. 
You go and see a band and you're like 'Man, there is 
something there, there is a spark there' but it's not all 
there yet. It's not refined, it's not developed, it's not 
whatever. Often times, those bands go on to put out 
their own records or sign to an independent or what-
ever, and then by the time they are ready, the stakes are 
so high. Not only in terms of signing the deal, but then 
after you sign the deal, the return on your investment. 
You take an artist who may only really genuinely be 
ready to sell 50.000 records in the real world, yet you 
have escalated the stakes to the point where your break-
even point is 100.000 records. And then, they don't 
make money for the label, and it's perceived as a fail-
ure. Part of these deals with Matador and Mammoth, 
and with Beggars Banquet, is an opportunity to allow 
those labels to go out and cultivate talent on their 
own terms and not on their own timetables and then 
perhaps, move those artists to Atlantic when the cli-
mate is right. Not to mention that each of those labels 
can still, to some degree, go out and sign completely 
esoteric artists that make great music but have limited 
sales potential. It's tough for a major to do that. 

Because both Atlantic and Sean Maxson at 
Mammoth or Kris Gillespie at Matador work 
the record, do you find that poses any prob-
lems, or do you find that helpful? 

Tod  think that the answer is both. Certainly there 
have been communication breakdowns when you're not 
on the same page, and that is certainly a problem. I 
think that a lot of programmers at a certain point get 

sick and tired of getting 37 phone calls about the same 
record, so we're very conscious of that. If a program-
mer says. 'You know what, I just hung up with Kris at 
Matador,' I'm less likely to beat them up on Pavement. 
I will certainly make sure that Pavement was discussed 
and/will certainly do my pad to not only convey Atlantic's 

sentiments, but get the programmer's per-
spective at where things stand at that 

radio station, but I'm certainly 
less likely to delve deep into 

the band 
if the guy 
just hung 
up with Kris 
and says so. 
Where it's 
good is that it 
certainly affords 
us more oppor-
tunity to get the 
record to the top 

of mind, it also affords us 
an opportunity to get a read on 

the record. because, in any given week 
between meetings and traveling and shows, 

you miss guys. And, at the end of the week, I can do a 
wrap up with Kris and Sean and, by and large, we know 
where we stand at every single radio station in America, 
and that's a great thing. 

Are you surprised about the way the Pavement 
project has transpired? 

Tod I m not surprised in Pavement in respect to the 
'i:'àponse that we've gotten on the record. I think that 
Pavement are probably right where they should be. This 
record is going to be with us for a while. We have a new 
single landing this week called "Gold Soundz" and then 
the band is going to tour in the fall. truly see this record 
being with us through the end of the year. 

Describe Atlantic's relationship with Seed. 

Tod: Seed, in reality, operates completely autonomous 
from us. They are owned by us, but they are staffed 
independently from us. With Matador, we are both 
working Pavement, with Mammoth we are both work-
ing Frente!. When we put out the Madder Rose record, 
it was not in unison with Seed, it became Atlantic. 
We carried the Seed logo out of respect — obviously 
the first Madder Rose record put the band at a level 
where they were ready to come to Atlantic. In terms 
of A&R, that's where the lines do cross. Many of the 
acts on Seed are signed by Atlantic's A&R staff I think 
that our A&R staff is amazing. 

I tell ya Tod, honestly, there hasn't been one 
record on Seed that I haven't been thoroughly 
impressed with. How did the deal come about? 

Tod: Seed was put together by Craig Kaltman. Craig 
owned Big Beat Records, which was operating inde-
pendently out of his apartment. He was wheeling down 
Third Ave with a shopping cart full of 12" vinyl and 
doing his club dance thing. Atlantic acquired Big Beat 
and Craig came to work for Atlantic. He was working 
with Doug Morris in terms of the executive angle of the 
label, he was working with Jason Flom in terms of the 
A&R'ing part of the label and at the same time he was 
still overseeing Big Beat. Much like any of our other 
deals, Big Beat has their own staff and they put out their 
own records and they do their own boogie. It's not all 
that different from the other labels, except that it's in

house. In the summer of '91, this is actually before 
Danny Goldberg joined the label. Craig came to me and 
Seth and said, You know what, I want to have a rock 
label that does the same thing that Big Beat does, it goes 
out and finds young, new talent that we really believe 
in, but isn't quite ready to be on Atlantic. and I want to 
have it operate autonomously from the label. It will be 
Big Beat's rock division.' That's kind of the story behind 
Seed 

Say a Seed band like Ivy or Fuzzy or Inch was 
to blow up. You wouldn't take it onto Atlantic 
until the next record? Never say never. I guess. 

Tod Well, like you say, never say never. We haven't 
encountered that yet. I would have to say that if Seed 
put a record out that exploded, Atlantic would pick the 
record up. It would really be silly not to. 

It's a great situation — you have a label that 
operates on an indie level, and then once the 
potential for a certain artist is there, the move 
onto Atlantic isn't mired with complexities. 

Tod Exactly. When a band is signed. they understand 
the relationship with the labels. When Madder Rose 
was signed, they understood Seed's relationship with 
Atlantic Records. It's funny though, I have friends at 
independent labels, Steve Pilon is an old, old friend 
of mine from Atlanta and he has his own label called 
Long Play, and he and I debate at length whether Seed 
is a good idea or not. Because from the purist's per-
spective... 

You're cheating. 

Tod We're cheating. Listen, I can certainly understand 
that perspective. But I have to tell you, if I were an A&R 
guy and had the resources to sign a band that moti-
vated me. I would hate to lose the opportunity to sign 
that band simply because they weren't quite ready. 
Do you know what I mean? 

Totally. Let's get back to your department — 
your working, what is it. 16 records to Alternative 
radio right now? What has that been like? 

Tod. Well, while s true 'WI vve Wye an increasingly 
large roster and we are increasingly active in terms of 
releasing new records, the outlets for us to expose these 
records has increased. And that's not just the radio per-
spective either — that's just the general vibe of doing 
business in 1994. There are new formats at radio to 
expose new records, and there are new out-
lets in marketing and sales and even the TV 
end of things. So yeah, we have a lot of 
records, but the outlets to expose these 
records has increased to some degree, 

and every record has its own lile. While we are out 
actively with a lot of records at any given time, each of 
those records is at it's own stage in its life, either in an 
up swing or a down swing. or a transition or a setup. 

What's been the most fulfilling project that you 
have worked on? 

Tod , would have to say Tori. Because, if you go back 
to day one, the Tori project was a very difficult record. 
If you go back to Little Earthauakes. within the 
company we all knew that we had this really 
special artist and a special record, but we 
also knew that it was an unconvention-
al artist and an unconventional record 
The record had already come out in 
the UK, it had already received tremen-
dous accolades, and from our per-
spective it's always difficult to know 
that you've got something really spe-
cial and to not be able to convey that 
to whoever you are trying to convey that 
to. Obviously, for me that would be radio. 
Especially because we led with the track 
"Silent All These Years", which today you dont 
think of as radio unfriendly, but at the time radio 
programmers were telling me that I must be stoned. 
It was a very difficult record. 

How many tracks did you release from that 
record? 

Tod: We did four singles — "Silent All These Years'', 
"Crucify", "Precious Things" and "Winter". In terms of 
the chart game I can't remember specifically, but I dont 
think that Tori ever cracked the Top 20, because we nev-
er had consensus airplay. Tori was never a chart dri-
ven artist. Even to this day, if you look at "Corn flake 
Girl" we're Top 15, but we're not Top 10, yet I saw her 
play over the weekend and it was Beatlemania. The guy 
sitting behind me was screaming for her to play an import 
B-side that's never been released in America. That's 
how fanatical her audience is. She absolutely trans-
forms an audience. It's truly, truly amazing to see her 
perform live. The thing about Tort is, she is her own 
best promotional tool because. as eccentric as she is, 
and believe you me, I've been with her doing radio inter-
views and things like that. where I'm sitting there going, 
'What on earth is she talking about?', it is amazing the 
way that she connects with her fans. 

Can you think of an example? 

Tod. We dia a morning show wing with KROO, and 
later that day she had to do The Tonight Show, so our 
timetable was pretty tight and specific. The morning 
show remote was a total mob scene at a Chinese restau-
rant for Chinese New Year. There were more than 400 

people at this restaurant. which probably holds 120 peo-
ple sitting down. There were men and women both, cry-
ing. I'm not making this up, I'm not embellishing the 
story — it was insane. And Tori has a very difficult time 
snubbing her fans, so she tries to be as accommodat-
ing as possible — she stops and signs an autograph, 
has her picture taken, etc. So finally we're like 'Tori, 
really, we're sorry but you can't sign anymore, we real-
ly have to go so she announces to the crowd, 'I'm real-
ly sorry, thanks for coming out. I hate to rush out but I 
have to go and rehearse, I'll see you next timer We try 
to edge the ten more feet to the car, and there are peo-
ple, arms stretched out, holding her CD screaming at 
her 'Tori just touch it touch my CD" It's intense! 

What do you think the primary factor behind 
that is? I guess it's because she really speaks 
to people with her music. 

Tod. In her own way, she talks about tru-
sms that many people don't want to 

\ discuss, and she does so in a really 
forthright manner, but she's not con-
descending. I think that's the thing, I 
think that she touches people and talks 
to them on their own level without talk-
ing down to them. 

Tell me about the Collective Soul 
phenom. 

Tod I tell ya, you talk about your left 
held hits. I'll go on the record as say-
ing I didn't see this one coming. 

That makes two of us. 

Tod It really is kind of a dilemma. 
Tnere is a perception at Alternative 
radio that AOR beat them to the record 
by design. which is actually not true. 
The truth of the matter is, we sent this 

record to Alternative radio the same week 
that we sent it to AOR radio. The difference, of course, 
was that AOR had a jump, because there were a dozen 
or so stations already playing it from the independent 
release.

Tot Pretty much. AOR did have a jump, and we already 
had a story that we could lake to AOR radio, and try to 
sway them towards the record The problem with Alternative 
was that it already was an AOR record and we knew that, 
but we also knew that we had a song that touched peo-
ple. It had already proven itself when we picked the 
record up. It was a tough battle because there was already 
an AOR story, and yet, here we had an artist that, given 
today's climate al Alternative radio, in all honestly you 
never know. In today's climate at the format, I'd rather 
send a record to a programmer and get his vibe on the 
record than sit back and pretend that I am the arbiter of 
what's going to work at Alternative radio. What we did 
with Collective Soul was rather than go and shotgun the 
Alternative universe, which is really tough to do these 
days, even tougher on a record completely out of left 
field that has an AOR base to it. So we sent the record 
lo Alternative the same week we sent it to 
AOR, but we really only targeted the 
Southeast. But you can't go to 
99X and say, 'Hey man, JRR 
in Orlando is rockin' with 
this.' In honesty, our 
angle was the band 
was from Atlanta, 
and we knew that 
the song react-
ed Those were 
our two ins, if 
you will. Even 
at that we failed, 
because the first 
two stations lo 
embrace the record 
on the Alternative side 
were Louisville and 
Minneapolis. So even in 
our attempt lo regionalize the 
record, we failed. But KEGE and 
WONF started to get great feedback. At 
the lime, MTV had not added the video and it was 
still developing at AOR, but we had these two stations 
who were swearing by this record within the confines of 
what they did as a radio station, and that is what gave us 
an opportunity to go back to Alternative radio and say, 
'Remember that Collective Soul record that you passed 
on five weeks ago? Well, we've got some really true gen-
uine reality information about how this record is react-
ing next to The Breeders and Blur and not in context of 
an AOR radio station.' And from there we got MTV 
and we started to get CHR action, and the rest is 
history 

How important is MTV to you in terms of pro-
moting your records to radio? 

Tod: It's tough. I think that a lot of programmers want 
a MP/ story, and I can say that I blame them — it's bet-
ter to have MTV than to not have MTV. I have found MTV 
to be an obstacle when we've had a record like "Butterfly 
Wings" by Machines Of Loving Grace, which did very, 
very well. certainly would classify it as a hit But there 
were still stations that never dealt with il, because we 
couldn't get MTV on the video 

Do you think the programmers would come out 
and say that? 

Tod Probably not 

What's your take on the chart game? 

Tod Charts area tool. Another piece of the puzzle. But 
just like I finished saying about Tort Little Earthauakes 
was never a major chart game kind of record, yet it sold 
well past gold. I find value in the charts in terms of a 
national perspective. If a programmer is obstinate on a 
record that's performing nationally on presumably like-
minded radio stations, then you really have to raise the 
issue. But il still is very difficult to go to a radio pro-
grammer and spew chart numbers to them. 

Unless it becomes a Collective Soul. 

Tod: I tell ya, we met a lot of resistance at Alternative 
radio on the Collective Soul record, and I think that the 
resistance was only partially because of the band and 
the song. I think that to some degree the resistance was 
because "we" didn't discover it. Our little clique of 
Alternative know-it-alls didn't discover Collective Soul, 
including myself. Atlantic met a lot of resistance on that 
record, and that's when the chart game becomes unde-
niable. The same was true a year and a half ago with 
Stone Temple Pilots and today they are a marquee band 
for Alternative radio. I mean, who's kidding who? None 
of us are fortune tellers. We all have certain beliefs and 
passions and gut instincts on certain records, but none 
of us know. So I certainly respect a programmer to a 
degree when I take an unknown quantity to them and 
meet some obstacles. Then of course, it's my job to beat 
down those walls. 

And  chart 
muscle isn't bad ammo. 

Tot Well, Collective Soul, as a specific, is an incident 
where any number of programmers were resistant and 
I, as a promotion person, basically had go to these guys 
and guarantee them a hit. It's a luxury that we as pro-
motion people don't have that often, and here we were 
in a scenario where il was not only a proven AOR hit, it 
was a proven Alternative hit. It did everything you want-
ed a hit record to do — it requested, it sold, it sounded 
good in the mix, it touched your audience, it did every-
thing you want a hit record to do. So as a promotion 
person, the chart game became very effective. Not only 
in terms of airplay charts, but in terms of sales charts, 
where I could go to a programmer who was resistant 
or reluctant and tell them that I can guarantee them a hit. 

How do you feel about the "follow the leader" 
type mentality at stations in the Alternative for-
mat? 

Tot The thing is this, every single radio station to some 
degree steps out on records. As tight and conserva-
tive as the format has become, and it certainly has, there 
is still a tremendous level of adventure at the format. 
There are certainly exceptions to the rule, stations that 
insist on a story rather than creating their own. But, you 
have a station step out on a record, and if the record 
reacts, absolutely positively you spread the story. For 
every Offspring that KROO stepped out on and it react-
ed and gave Epitaph ammunition to spread the story, 
there is a record that they stepped out on that didn't quite 
happen. It's not just KROO. It's 'HFS, The End in Seattle, 
99X, The Point in St. Louis. 'HFS stepped out on the 
Mazzy Star and on the complete opposite end of things 
99X has been crusading this Dead Eye Dick record. And 
even as over-researched and pragmatic as things have 
become in terms of programming commercial Alternative 
radio these guys hear the records. The beauty is that, in 
any given week, some programmer out there hears a 
record that has no story, has no sales base, has no MTV 
profile, but simply touches them to the point that they 
put it on the radio station, and that's a great thing. If 
you're lucky, that programmer's instinct pays off, the 
record reacts and it becomes the fuel that you need to 

lake the record to the next step. I agree that KROO is 
kind of used and abused. But the reason that KROO is 
used and abused is because they are outrageously suc-
cessful, they still hear a record that motivates them and 
they step out on it If they are inclined to play the record, 
they'll get behind it, and they will hope and pray that their 
instinct pays off. If their instinct doesn't pay oft boy do 
they move off fast! That's where the over research pad 
comes in. If they get one iota of negative research, then 
they're gone. It could be worse — they could have not 
taken the chance al all 

Do you listen to much music, not on your label? 

Tod: Absolutely! Who can afford not to? I listen to a 
ton of music at the office and that hour commute back 
and forth gives me plenty of time on the walkman, and 
certainly in the car. Our own workload has been crazy 
and really trying to know every single record inside and 
out from our own label is a lot of work. Then, in terms 
with staying up with the competition, that's probably 
what I spend the most of my time listening to. But at 
home, when we do listen to music at home, it's usu-
ally not Alternative, it's usually some instrumen-
tal, some classical music. My wife is really into 
Cajun stuff so we listen to a lot of that at home. 

What, in terms of releases, does 
Atlantic have coming up in the next 
few months? 

Tot We have an amazing Bad Religion 
record that the band just turned in and I 
am so stoked! It's very funny, because I 
just went out and covered the West Coast 
festivals and Brett Guregitz, who owns Epitaph 
is also in Bad Religion, Iran into him out at the 
Weenie Roast and we were joking about how a 

year ago, I saw Bad Religion at Roseland and Green 
Day opened. And now, Green Day has exploded and 
Offspring aren't far behind. The great thing that has 
afforded us that it has really set the tone for the new Bad 
Religion record. I think that the acceptance level for this 
record is going to be phenomenal. We also just got in 
Liz Phair's new album that comes out in September with 
us and Matador. Simply amazing. I just met her for the 
first tine and she really has a vision for her music. There's 
a Victoria Williams album in the works with Mammoth. 
She's working with some really great musicians includ-
ing Peter Buck and Mike Mills from R.E.M., and there's 
going to be a duet on the record with Dave Pirner of Soul 
Asylum. Also from Mammoth, we'll have a new Dillon 
Fence record. They're on some of the upcoming 
Lemonheads tour dates. And of course, our Led Zeppelin 
tribute record Stairway To Heaven. 

The rote, predictable but good closing question 
— what's the future for you? Where do you see 
yourself in five years? 

Tot Wow! That's actually a tough question, because 
I've been with Atlantic a little over five years now and it 
has been such a whirlwind that it's hard to imagine what 
the next five years hold in store. Atlantic has been 
very good to me, as wimpy and as cheezy and suck-uppy 
as that sounds. Andrea and Danny Such have given me 
a lot of breathing room, a lot of respect and latitude to 
get the job done. We have great leadership from Doug, 
Danny and Val. I really like what I'm doing and I really 
like where I am doing it. I guess in terms of the future, 
I just hope that wherever I can grow within this com-
pany they'll make room for me. If it means the next phase 
is having more responsibility in the promotion depart-
ment, I think I'm ready. And then ultimately in some type 
of executive position, I'd eagerly accept the challenge. 
I'd just have to wear my Jawbox t-shirt under my suit, I 
guess.

r, blues have been a dynamic force in music since the days of Blind Texa Lemon, Leadbelly and T-Bone. Texas blues are raw and bold with a 
special sound and Rocky Hill's new album is Texas with a capital "T." Hill, a legend in 
the Lone Star state, is largely unknown outside of Texas. He has been paying his dues 
since the 60's, leading his own band, American Blues, one of Texas' first and best blues-
meets-psychedelic-rock bands. Two-thirds of that band (drummer Frank Beard and 
bassist Dusty Hill, Rocky's brother) went on to form ZZ Top. Rocky preferred playing 
blues and he did, playing with Lightnin' Hopkins for $5 a gig. He also played with Big 
Mama Thorton, Freddy King, and Jimmy Reed. In 1985, Hill invited some friends into an 
Austin studio to drink whiskey, throw a party, and lay down some ferocious blues. Some 
of Texas' finest sons showed up including Tommy Shannon, Uncle John Turner, and 
Louis Bovis. Albert Collins sat in on a couple of tracks. The results were astounding. 
Midnight Creepers is powerful, badass blues from the first track to the last. There's 
enough hot licks, mean riffs and nasty lyrics on this album to shake down the house. 
Hill's whiskey-voiced vocals are compelling. His guitar should be classified as a danger-
ous weapon. It's amazing that something this hot would sit on a shelf for nine years 
before being released.

His 
guitar style is very reminiscent of fellow Arkansas native Son Seals, especially on the 
slow blues "Bad Love" and the excellent upbeat title cut.

- " "er  manently on his own (his last solo project  Tattooed 
Millionaire was a side project with Maiden still being the focus) and journeying 
to a different musical direction than an previous projects. The smooth 
delivery of "Tears Of The Dragon" showcases the emotional strength behind 
the lyrical message with harmonies and melodies that are at the same time 
enrapturing and powerful. "I'm a big Iron Maiden fan, so I had no problem 
putting this in." comments Danno Amman of WOZN who goes on to say that 
"Tears ..." is "a good. strong song to strike out on solo career with." To go 
along with the 10-15 spins a week at WOZN are adds at KZRX and WVCR. If 
Dickinson hasn't flown onto your airwaves yet (both figuratively and liter-
ally - he is on a promotional tour in which he mans the plane) then take this 
chance to experience "Tears Of The Dragon". 

assJordan,"Ugly"(MCA)While cur-
rently blowing away audiences with her 
dynamic live performance as she tours 

across the country, Sass Jordan wows the crowd 
with her gritty down to earth style and robust blues 
tinged voice. "High Road Easy" and "Pissin' Down" 
have enjoyed a great deal of success at rock radio 
and the ugliest is yet to come. With adds clocking 
in at KLBJ, KLPX, WAAF WBCN, WNEW, WOZN, 

KIOZ WTUE, and WHJY, the newest track "Ugly" is already pulling in a lot 
of support Peg Pollard of KIOZ comments that "this is a record that will work 
well for all demos." The reason for that is the power of her delivery appeals 
to the harder rockers and the soulful tinge catches the ear of the more main-
stream. Beauty is in the eye of the beholder, and we think that even though 
this is labeled "Ugly", you will probably find it quite beautiful. 

otley Crue, "Uncle Jack" 
(Elektra) After the Top 5 perfor-
mance of "Hooligan's Holiday", and 

the haunting feel of "Misunderstood", the Crue are 
back with a serious message, addressing a most chill-
ing topic - child molestation. "Uncle Jack" has a 
slithering rhythm to open the song that attracts the 
attention of the ear just as quickly as the somber mes-
sage. Tim Andrews of KZRX said that this "was the 

lead track off the new release following 'Hooligan's' and has been getting a 
good phone response. In fact, we just finished a great promotion in conjunction 
with the kick off of their tour." That would be the world tour in which they are 
currently trekking across the country with Type 0 Negative and King's X in 
support. In addition to Andrews, KZRO, KATP, KEGL, and WXOR have 
already staling spending quality time with this song. If you don't plan on attend-
ing any family reunions this summer at least you can hang with -Uncle Jack".

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After shocking the hard rock communi-

ty with the news that he would be exiting 

Iron Maiden after over ten years and a 

career that put him, along with his 

English bandmates, into legendary sta-

tus, most people didn't expect to hear 

big waves from Bruce Dickinson again. 

Think again. Arriving on the radio front 

this week is new material from Balls To  

Picasso Dickinson's second solo 

release that leaves the previous 

Tattooed Millionaire in the dust. Bruce 

describes this release as "the first 

record of the rest of my life", and the first 

samples - "Cyclops" for metal and 

"Tears Of The Dragon" for COR - will 

give you a clear indication that he is 

bravely stepping out into a new direc-

tion that, for him, is uncharted territory. 

As this rock n' roll Renaissance Man (a 

musician, author, fencer, and pilot) 

heads your way on a seven week pro-

motional tour, ready to start all over 

again, be prepared to meet a man who 

has a new found energy and enthusi-

asm for his music. 

First off, I would like to welcome you back into the 
fold with your new solo release Was it a completely 
different process from when you did the first solo 
record? 

Bruce Oh yes! Very much different. They live in differ-
ent universes in terms of commitment and everything. 
Tattooed Millionaire was a limited record, and it almost had 
a built in obsolescence, because it wasn't suppose to do any-
thing except, 'Hey, we made a record and it was a bit of fun. 
We did it because the studio was empty and the producer 
was unemployed and this friend of mine didn't have anything 
to do, so hey, we make a record.' Kind ola part time thing, 
it wasn't going to change anyone's life. Then four of five years 
ago my life started to change a lot, and a year and a half ago 
I left Maiden basically, in order to take a leap into the dark, 
pretty much. I have to find out if there is anything new that 
I can do in music, and if there is a reason for me existing as 
a musician anymore - aside from the fact that it's great being 
in Maiden, and it was great for twelve years - but if there's 

nothing new and fresh that I can drag out of myself. I think 
that I will probably go and be a plumber or something. 

Somehow I can't see you being a plumber. 

Bruce lin terrible with plumbing actually, I would be a real 
bad plumber. I'm a performer or entertainer or story teller 
or whatever lamina variety of other areas, but the main thing 
that I have done all my life is sing, and it came to a crunch 
point where I thought that if I can't experience all the things 
that I feet just as a human being. in my music maybe I should-
nt be doing music anymore. I felt that maybe with Maiden 
it had become a solid style and everything, but I couldn't fit 
all the things I felt into that style, so really, it was my own 
little decision. I said, 1 have to try something else. I don't 
know what. I don't know if lam going to fall flat on my ass, 
hut you never know until you try it 

Was that your final inspiration to look for other cre-
ative outlets? 

Bruce I was looking for, in terms of music, something that 
was really going to drag things out of my inside. I was quite 
scared actually, that I wouldn't be able to do it. As soon as 
I started writing in the big, wide world and playing music, it 
was initially a huge shock to the system. because I've been 
playing with Maiden for 12 years. I've been writing basically 
with the same three or four guys the whole time, playing with 
the same guys, playing the same style of music, living in the 
little safety bubble that goes around the world and everybody 
tells you that you are great and there are all these kids 
there screaming, and they all tell you you're great, so you dont 
question anything. When I went out into the world. it was 
like, 'Oh no, now I want to question everything, and I don't 
know any answers.' After the initial period of complete 
panic, it was actually quite a stimulating experience, some-
thing that I want to continue doing, really. 

What was the atmosphere like on the Maiden 
tour, when you announced mid tour that you were 
going to be leaving at the end of the tour? Was it 
tense at all, was it sad, or kind of like a final hur-
rah? Were the other band members shocked? 

Bruce Yeah, they were pretty surprised, and I was pretty 
surprised actually, because I didn't have any plans to leave 
Maiden initially. I was going through the process of writ-
ing my second attempt at this solo album, this is in fact the 
third record that I have made, there were two previous 
records that I made all with different songs and everything, 
which I decided to abandon. Anyhow, in the middle of the 
second one. I realized what I had to do in order to one, be 
taken seriously as a solo eat, and two, to take myself seri-
ously as a soloed. The only way to do it was to quit Maiden. 
So, yeah, they were kind of surprised, but I said. 'Look, there 
is nothing personal and I'll do whatever you want me to do.' 

I would 
have understood 

if they would have can-
celed the tour, but they wanted 

to carry on and do the tour. I just said, 
'Look, you have me for another six months 

anyhow you can use me any way that you want. If you 
want me to go and do another record, I'll do another 
record, whatever. I have dropped you in this situation, so 
I'll help you out as much as I can 

What was the last show like? I think that it was 
a Pay Per View where you had magician effects. 

Bruce You know, I reallyenjoyed that show actually. Some 
,  idler shows that we did in Europe. some nights I felt 
a bit weird, which is kind of understandable I guess. I would 
look out at the audience and they would look back at me and 
I would think that they know I'm leaving, and I know that I 
am leaving, it was sort of difficult to go and play the fool and 
make happy face. At those times, when I started becoming 
aware of that. I did actually, kind of walk off stage and sit down 
and take five and try to pull myself back together I didn't want 
to be grossly dishonest on stage, 'thought that would be pret-
ty undignified Better to let the singing and the music take 
care of things, and let the falling around come naturally if 
it was going to come, rather than try to force it, that was pret-
ty much my attitude. Then we go to the Pay Per View 
thing, it was just one show, it was real special and I want-
ed it to be a really good vibe, and it was. We did a really real-
ly good show that night and it was great [The magician] 
chopped my head off actually, but I'm better now. 

You just mentioned that you had three different ver-
sions of this record. How did that evolve, are 
there completely different songs on each one? 

Bruce Different songs, different bands, different countries 
and different producers. I just decided to yet radical ktith myself, 
take no prisoners, have no mercy and ignore the bank bal-
ance. Basically 'thought, if/am going to make a serigus record 
I had better be prepared to sacrifice everything to do it, so 
thats' why I ended up making three of them. 

Do you see any of the stuff that you didn't use this 
time resurfacing? 

Bruce: Oh yeah, I'm not precious about it, I m giving a lot 
of it away actually. Like with the... 'don't know what is hap-
pening over here, but in Europe the single that lam releas-
ing over there will come in different CD formats. Basically, 
I'm giving them away as free tracks on EP's and things, so 
people can have a look and see what was going on in my head, 
the transitions and weirdness and some of the stuff ffet I reject-
It's kind of interesting. I suppose. 

Is the European single going to be different from 
the U.S. single? 

Bruce No, but it's strange over here because there are so 
many radio stations, it's a peculiar situation in Europe, 
because in England you have this single thing where peo-
ple go out and buy it, then in two weeks the whole world gets 
to know that you have a record, because the radio stations 
basically dont play rock music Over here ita different because 
people don't really buy singles as such, but you go to radio 
stations and give them something and they say that its their 
track of the month type of thing. The single that we are going 
for over there is "Tears Of A Dragon" and for metal it's 
"Cyclops", which I just chopped out a quick edit of last night 
for the people that must have it under 5:30. Everybody with 
any balls is going to play the eight minute version 

Balls To Picasso is an interesting title. Did it 
come before everything, and what's the meaning 
behind it? 

Bruce It is interesting. How would Pablo Picasso draw 
circles? 

He'd probably draw triangles. 

Bruce Triangles to Picasso then 

He's just so warped, if he was trying to draw a cir-
cle it would probably end up looking more like an 
octagon or something like that. 

Bruce There you go, you see, you already have a art school 
essay Balls To Picasso Discussed" Actually, it was apiece 
of graffiti on the toilet wall when I was a student 15 years ago 
and it made me chuckle a little bit, and I remembered it. It 
was one of those dumb things that you remember, I don't 
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remember anything about the university degree that I did, but 
I remember that. 

It almost makes it worth all of the money that you 
spent on college! Are you still doing any writing 
as far as books? 

Bruce Off and on, but I dont really have any time to take 
a leak at the moment. I'm so busy with this record and I'm 
not upset about that at all. I did a couple of novels and they 
got published, quite successfully in Europe. That was 
awhile back, and I've been so busy with music, and every bit 
of creativity that I have has been going into making this record 
and making the videos and everything else. So. I don't real-
ly regret not doing the writing, but it's there in the future and 
I'd love to do some again. 

Do you plan on devoting as much time to the solo 
project as you did to Iron Maiden? 

Bruce More. I have never worked as hard in my life as I 
am doing at the moment. I'm quite happy with this situa-
tion. With Maiden we never used to dos lot of in-stores and 
visits and things like that One of the big things that/am doing 
this summer, basically, I'm going to try and get around to 
every city in the nation in seven weeks. We've rented a twin 
engine plane, because I'm a pilot as well, and I'm going to 
fly myself around, and if necessary, do three cities in a day 
and do in-stores and meet people and say, 'The guy that had 
the spandex and was in Iron Maiden, yep, theres' a piece of 
that still living on in Bruce's left toe. But, there is a whole 
other human being here that made this record and maybe 
you should meet this guy, and then listen to the record and 
take a fresh look.' Its' really important as well, to go out and 
meet a lot of the Maiden fans who we never met. When we 
first came over and did the Number Of The Beast album, we 
used to do in-stores, and then suddenly we stopped. 
Everybody was always too tired, so I want to have the 
opportunity now, before I start touring with the band, to get 
out and meet people. I'm over here for seven weeks, so lam 
just going to go crazy. I'm bringing my guitarist Alex over 
from England, and we will have a couple of guitars with us 
in the plane and we'll hop out and do two or three acoustic 
songs, if anybody is interested, for free in record stores, radio 
stations, your bedroom, in the toilet, wherever. 

Are you going to do the whole promotional thing 
separate, and then tour? Or is that going to be in 
conjunction with an actual club tour? 

Bnice.. Were going to be back later to tour, were not going 
to let go, once we have bit America in the leg, we're going 
to keep shaking. Ideally, I'd like to come back and do spe-
cial guests and play with as many people as possible in the 
shortest period of time possible. That way everybody gets 
to hear and see the band a bit, and then we get to go in and 
do theaters and stuff like that The club thing is okay as far 
as that goes, but you only get to play to people that are gen-
erally over 18 or over 21 and its' real late at night, and at least 
50% of the people really don't care. Ideally I would like to 
play theaters or something else like that. that would be fun. 

Like you did on the Tattooed  Millionaire tour. 

Bruce. Maybea little bit bigger than that not bigger so much, 
but more consistent, 1,500 to 2,000 seaters, that would be 
fine to me. I have played to ha/fa million people in one place, 
so after I have done that, it was like great, did that' This record 
for me is more about nailing real feelings and getting indi-
vidual reactions from people, not standing there like the Fuhrer 
saying, 'I want tons of spotlights on the people.' 

Tell me about your back up band. I know there was 
a different band to record the album than on the 
upcoming tour. 

Bruce Yeah, well the record waS done bya bunch of Mexican-
Americans in Los Angeles called the Tribe Of Gypsies. I flew 
them over to London and we did the record in London and 
it was great having people that had all this groove and 
soul and rhythm and ability to play African percussion, 
Mexican percussion and all the stuff like that Because I want-
ed to make a record that was totally unlike your traditional 
Metal record but was still heavy enough to blow the walls off 
your house. But, something really innovative and a lot of 
that was down to rhythm because the traditional metal 
bands just generally use be same kind of like, half dozen rhythms 
and kind of, bolt them together And here was a bunch of 
guys that would seamlessly groove from one to the other, so 
that was a big part of it Another big part was in slinging out 
the demons, dungeons and dragons and chucking out the 
stuff that Tattooed Millionaire, tongue in cheek as it was, but 
was all the sexist stuff, l looked at some of the bits on that 
record and thought 'oh, come on, you can do better than that. 

really!' So, a lot of this record is about real things, feelings, 
real places and events and what I feel about them. People 
can try to throw a brick back to the lyrics and thats' okay with 
me because they're just throwing bricks at me, and/can take 
that the touring band is a bunch &young guys from England 
- average age 23 - no old crumb//es or crusty rock stars or 
cynical guys or anybody famous or people that went to the 
Guitar Institute of Technology and had their hair permed in 
16 colors of purple, none of that shit. 

Just no ego's and a lot of talent right? 

Bruce I hope so, I hope I got the talent part right The drum-
mer is Italian actually from Rome, and he said, ff you can 
put up with me, I can put up with you. 111 take the job as long 
as/can cook.' I said okay He's really into cooking, hes' like 
Wow! He really, really takes it seriously Ifs like a big deal, 
him cooking, I don't mind that at all. 

know back in the Maiden days. particularly on 
Powerslave, you were able to implement a lot of 
mythology. particularly Egyptian mythology. Is 
that still a possible topic of interest, for you, lyri-
cally? 

Bruce. Its' something that I grew out of, basically. I think 
a lot of /hose things are things that you cling on to and you 
substitute them for real emotions. Maybe you don't want to 
face up to things in your life, necessarity, you tend to turn 
them into demons, dragons and monsters and deal with them 
that way I faced up to quite a few things in my life and real-
ized that there were more things going on inside me than I 
actually realized. So, a lot of this record is to do with writ-
ing about those things. 

How would you say that this differs from Iron 
Maiden, and in what ways would you say that it's 
similar? 
Bruce Well, it differs from Iron Maiden guiles lot actually. 
s d heavy metal record for human beings, you know 
Theres' nothing on this record that.. it's a pretty complete 
picture of where I'm at musically and personally at the 
moment Plats what t is. And, you know because I've always 
been involved in hard rock music: thats' my kind of my cho-
sen instrument for expressing ff really. But because I'm not 
a walking cliche, or trying not to be one, I wanted to do some-
thing adventurous that challenged me, and that was going 
to be very different from what I've done in the past, from what 

anybody else has done in the past realty. It just doesnt sound 
like anybody else's record 

I understand that you wanted to get more of that 
rhythmic feel that you got from the Tribe Of 
Gypsies. 

Bruce Yeah, but one of the things I wanted to do as well 
1, as extend what I did with my voice beyond the tuneful yelling 
that I did for years in Maiden. It became a kind of stylized 
thing, and I wanted to be able to sing, like sing as in com-
municate, as in put shivers up people spines with some of 
the things that I was singing. I didnt know if I could do that, 
that was one of the big worries when I quit the band I left 
the band to see if I could do that consistently, and I didn't 
know if I could. I listened to this record and it really is my 
favorite. With other records I've made I often listen to them 
a couple& times and think they are okay and then never lis-
ten to them again. And this one, I keep coming back, I  love 
this record It makes me feel good when I listen to it. 

And now you get to go and try it on for size in front 
of an audience. 

Bruce Yeah, thats' the bit I'm worried about least, playing 
live The only thing, well, I'm not worried about the audi-
ences' reaction, I'm just worried whether or not we're going 
to do the record justice. I want to when we play it live, maybe 
not if we go out and do special guest slots and things, that 
would be a different case. But when we headline I dont want 
do the normal thing, like the song is 5:20 long so, the live 
version would be an exact reproduction, sod of thing. I dont 
want to do that, because all the bands really got off on with 
when I was a kid they used to do like weird jams in the mid-
dle of their songs and the song would turn from like four min-
utes into like a ten minute monster, it was all over the place. 
You go and see a band live and stuff would happen and you 
would think, 'Wow, I never heard that on the record,' it 
would make getting a bootleg worth while, you know So, 
thats' the sort of stuff I want to do when I'm headlining, I don't 
know wheffier that's applicable in the whole house arena atmos-
phere, of the special guest thing. 

When you go on a headlining tour are you going to 
be playing just the songs that are on the album or 
do you think you'll be featuring some of the stuff 
that didn't make the cut, or anything from  Tattooed 
Millionaire. 

Bruce. Actually all the above really. There is nothing to 
stop us, we are going to practice - when were rehearsing - 
we are going to practice a lot of jamming. Because the band 
is really good at jamming. If we can get a drive going and 
just go off on one in the middle of a song, turn it into 
something completely unique that nobody will ever hear that 
ten minutes of music ever again in their life except for at that 
concert, and that's really special. We are not going to play 
any Iron Maiden songs. But when I did the  Tattooed 
Millionaire tour I didn't play any Maiden songs. And also 
theres' a perfectly serviceable band called Iron Maiden. 

Are you still in contact with them? 

Bruce Oh yeah, I live across the street from Jannick. 'see 
them all the time, and I'm still on the same management and 
record company in Europe. I mean things are pretty cool. 

Are you on a different label in Europe than you are 
in the States? 

Bruce lea/i. I ve beer, with EMI Records in Europe and the 
rest ol the world for welt ever since time began realty. But, 
yeah I just changed labels over here,  Tattooed Millionaire was 
on Columbia and now I'm with Mercury with my cousin Rob 
who sings with Catherine Wheel. so we're label mates now 

know that you have always been an avid Fencer, 
did you ever achieve your goal to fence in the 
Olympics? 

Bruce No, never did that But I got pretty good at it, I got 
ranked in the top ten fencers in England for a few years run-
ning. But getting that last few places up to the top three or 
four would have meant quitting music, quitting everything, 
and just going 100 percent into doing fencing. Music is too 
important for me to do that you know And, you know being 
in the top ten is not too bad for a part-time guy

ruce Dickinson,  Cyclops (Mercury) For thase of you at met31 radio, 
this is a name that is not only very famil-

iar, but one which most of us have grown up with. 
Iron Maiden added a fellow to their line-up named 
Bruce Dickinson (who had cut his teeth with the 
band Sampson), into the vocal slot just in time to 
release the 1982 classic Number of the Beast - which 
ignited many a religious group into an uproar. 
With songs like "Run To The Hills" and "Hallowed 
Be Thy Name" to go along with a tour opening up 
for Judas Priest, Maiden was catapulted lo the 

forefront of the New Wave of British Heavy Metal movement, and never looked back. Over 
the years, Maiden became known for their intricate bass lines, over-the-top stage produc-
tions, loads of B-side tracks, Eddie, and of course, Dickinson's "air-raid siren" vocals. About 
a year and a half ago, however, news came from the Maiden camp that shocked not only the 
fans, but even the band itself. after ten years Bruce Dickinson was leaving the band. To 
take his musical creativity into a new direction and through territory untouched by Maiden, 
Bruce set off on the journey of creating Balls To Picasso. His second solo release - the first 
being the 1990 release  Tattooed Millionaire - was not a frivolous task, for Dickinson want-
ed to push the envelope and conceive his best possible work: what you currently have is a 
sampling from the third version of  Balls To Picasso. Using as a back-up band the Los Angeles 
based Tribe of Gypsies, Bruce added some rhythmic spice to the mix and has strived to expand 
his vocal capabilities by achieving more feeling and emotion through his voice. The first track 
for metal radio is "Cyclops", and you can take your pick from the eight minute album ver-
sion or the five and half minute edit. The melody has a flowing, haunting feel to it and it picks 
up increasing momentum and energy while the vocals have a smoother delivery, but shades 
of the Maiden past do poke out here and there for you die hards. He is currently manning 
his own twin engine airplane and has embarked on a seven week promotional tour to hit radio 
stations and retailers across the country (hopefully here at the Hard offices soon) to contact 
the fans that have been out of reach for so many years and to show off the intensify of the new 
material. So, with Dickinson putting himself squarely in the public view, an elaborate video 
that he is very excited about, and a newfound vitality in the "first record of the rest of my life" 
as Bruce puts it, the excitement is as infectious as the song. Just as Rob Halford has done 
with Fight. Bruce Dickinson has made a graceful transition to his new musical life with a 
release in Balls To Picasso that points to his future rather than his past.

A New Orleans advertising executive bid $50,000 to 
charity to have a chance to play bass guitar with the 
Rolling Stones, but the band rejected the idea. Herb 
Montalbano Jr. decided to donate the money to local 
charities anyway. 

Kristen Pfaff bass player for Hole, has been found 
dead in her bathtub, and police say syringes and drug 
paraphernalia were found in a cosmetics bag on her 
bathroom floor. Pfaff was found kneeling in five inches of 
water in the bathroom of her Seattle apartment, with her 
head and shoulders hanging over the outside of the tub. 
Pfaff, who was 27, had joined Hole last year. "We are 
obviously very shaken by the tragedies affecting the 
band in the last months but have decided to continue 
on," the band says in a statement. Hole's label says Pfaff 
had recently undergone drug rehabilitation, and her 
friends told police that the bass player had a history of 
heroin use. They also say she had a heart murmur. 

A federal court judge in Los Angeles has ruled that Bo 
Diddley is entitled to funds from the estate of his late 
manager. U.S. District Judge Edward Rafeedie says 
Martin Otelsberg siphoned money from Diddleys' 
accounts for over ten years. He's ordered Otelsberg's 
widow, Lila, to pay the money due Diddley. 

"No Pain No Gain" is the theme of the German soccer 
team defending its title as world champions in the United 
Slates. It's also the name of a song by the Scorpions. 
As a result, 22 players and trainers helped the German 
band out in a private concert before an audience of 250 
people in Chicago. Lothar Matthaeus and Thomas 
Berthold sang "No Pain No Gain" together while Andreas 
Moeller played guitar. 

Simon Won, singer for Duran Duran, has been 
awarded an unspecified amount of damages from two 
British daily newspapers which claimed he'd cheated on 
his wife. The Daily Mail and Today had run stories say-
ing that he fooled around with a woman in Rome while 
his wife, model Yasmine, was taking care of their two 
children at home. 

An art gallery in Amsterdam, the Netherlands, is about to 
open an Elvis Presley exhibit, called 'Elvis Lives." The 
Torch gallery is highlighting 65 "works of art" being 
offered at prices ranging from $30 to almost $4,000. The 
kitsch collection includes a fat life-size Elvis from his 
Vegas period, and a bra with small plaster heads of Elvis 
on each cup. 

This years' Woodstock festival will have advertising 
sponsors including Pepsi-Cola, Haagen-Dazs and the 
retail store chain Nobody Beats The Wiz Woodstock 
Ventures says it is also close to signing deals with a 
major airline, a juice company, a baffled-water marketer. 
A guitar manufacturer also may license the Woodstock 
name for acoustic and electric guitars. It seems that peo-
ple who paid $135 a ticket won't be able to escape adver-
tising logos everywhere at the concert in Saugerties, New 
York. Pepsi plans to produce 10 million copies of a 
Woodstock 94 guide that will be sold around the coun-
try, with the Woodstock '94 logo over the Pepsi logo. 

Boz Scaggs has postponed his planned summer tour 
because of poor ticket sales. 

There will be a four-CD Alice Cooper retrospective 
album out this fall, including rare tracks such as songs 
from foreign horror movies and a pre-Alice Cooper cut 
called -Look At You Over There Ripping The Sawdust 
From My Teddy Bear." The LP will also include a cover 
of the Who's "I'm A Boy," recorded earlier this year with 
Roger Daltrey Cooper will be touring this fall with a 
band thal Will include Enuff nuff drummer Ricky 
Parent along with guitarist Stet Burns. keyboardist 
Derek Sherinian and bass player Greg Smith. 

Uriah Heep have an album 0114 tracks recorded 
between 1969 and 1971 coming out next month (on 
Viceroy Music) called "The Lansdowne Tapes." Half of 
the songs on the LP are from sessions for the "Look At 
Yourself" and "Salisbury" albums, while the other are 
from the band's days as Spice. Also coming out at the 
same time is an album from the bands' keyboard/s.' Ken 
Hensley. The LP features Free guitarisT Paul Kossoff 
on four tracks, as well as the Who.ç Kenny Jones 
Deep Purples lan Pain. Simon Kirke Mick 
Ralphs and Boz Burrell of Bad Company and vari-
ous members of Uriah Heep 

The Monopolies & Mergers Commission in Britain has 
cleared the UK music industry of charges it has kept 
prices for compact discs artifically high. The MMC 
report conceded that five major record companies con-
trol 70 percent of the market and that one retailer (W.H. 
Smith) has a monopoly But it said there was no evi-
dence that consumers were being harmed, because of 
vigorous competition. A reporter for the Independent on 
Sunday newspaper had been leading a campaign to 
lower CD prices, which are much higher in England than 
in the United States. "It's an extraordinary result to say 
that a complex monopoly exists and a monopoly of scale 
exists but these do not operate against the public inter-
est. - says Rosanna de Lisle. "We see absolutely no evi-
dence that companies are competing on price. We see no 
evidence that benefits the consumer" The investigation 
was also launched because of complaints that CDs cost 
much more than cassettes even though the two products 
cost about the same amount to make. Dire Straits and 
Simply Red had joined the call for lowered CD prices. 
Recorded music sales have fallen about 20 percent since 
1990, and many retailers have said reduced prices would 
bring sales back up. 

Joan Jett says her new album, "Pure And Simple," isn't 
a big change from her earlier records. 'Basically, it's 
three-chord. sweaty rock 'n' roll that we're after, that I feel 
comfortable doing, that I've always done," Jett says in an 
interview with Entertainment Weekly. "I cant really see 
deviating from that too much. I wouldn't know how." 

A recording by a nine-year-old Michael Jackson is 
being reissued and put on sale by mail order Ben Brown, 
owner of a small record label (Steeltown Records), has 
remastered the song 'Big Boy." He says he originally 
found master tapes for the recording in the pantry of his 
kitchen. He's planning to sell the song in a limited-edi-
tion package with a CD, a cassette and a history of the 
song. The track, originally released in 1968, is one of 
about ten Jacksons songs Brown says he has. 

Ruben Blades has returned to the United States to 
resume his entertainment career after losing his bid for 
the presidency of Panama. Blade's former vice presiden-
tial running mate Fernando Nanfredo told the La Prensa 
newspaper in Panama that Blades is back in Los Angeles 
to "look for work." Blades may "dust off" his salsa music 
band, according to the report. Blades placed third in 
Panama's presidential election last month. He had 
already been criticized by opponents for not spending 
enough time in Panama. 

Kenny Loggias has a childrens' album out, called 
"Return To Pooh Corner." "What we've got here is a 
genre of music the family can listen to," Loggins says. 
"The term 'family music' doesn't conjure up a music style 
so this album is a pioneer for defining what family music 
is. It's stuff that appeals to the heart of the adult or the 
child inside the adult. I've been calling it what my wife 
Julia calls it—music to make and enjoy children by." 
The title track to the album is based on Loggins' "House 
At Pooh Corner 

TV Guide reports that friends of the late mother of US. 
President Bill Clinton want Bette Midler to portray 
Vigimia Kelley in a television mini-series. Harry 
Thomason and Linda Bloodworth-Thomason are con-
sidering making a version of Kelley's autobiography 
"Leading With My Heart." which was published earlier 
this year. 

Elvis Presley's expired American Express card sold for 
$36.000 at a Las Vegas auction of memorabilia that also 
saw a chipped guitar pick sell for $800. Presley's per-
sonal guitar sold for $30,000. while his birth certificate 
went for $60,000. A Mercedes-Benz limousine sold for 
$320,500 while a pair of size 38 blue-denim swimming 
trunks sold for $2.070 Even a small piece of Presley's 
gold bedroom carpet sold for $300. About 1,000 people 
attended the auction of about 600 items that had been 
collected by Jimmy Velvet over two decades. Others, 
including Ringo Staff, bid on items over the telephone. 
The auction grossed a total of $2.5 million. 

Jon Secada suffered a dislocated shoulder when he fell 
uuo a noie on stage at the World Cup opening cere-
monies in Chicago. Secada later complained the stage 
was poorly built. The hole reportedly was an access route 
for workmen building the stage that was supposed to 
have been covered by showtime. 

At the last min„ . Peter Gabriel Ínoved his "peace 
concert" across the border from Tuba, Egypt, to Eilat. 
Israel. Gabriel proposed the concert. featuring Lou 
Reed and Israeli singerAchinoan Hint to show sup-
port for the Middle East peace process and promote cul-
tural understanding. However, many Egyptians were 
turned away at the border because they did not have per-
mits to travel to Israel. "If you cant play a concert togeth-
er what can you do together?" Reed told the Reuters 
news agency "I thought a concert in Taba was a great 
opportunity for all the younger people to get together and 
realize this is they way things should be — united by 
music." A couple of days after the concert, Gabriel visit-
ed a refugee camp in Anata, in the West Bank, where one 
of the residents asked him if he was Michael Jackson. 

Frank Sinatra is recording another album of duets. 
This one will see him perform with country singers 
Willie Nelson, Lorrie Morgan and George Strait 

The Tennessee Department of Health is reviewing Elvis 
Presley's medical records to confirm that he died of 
heart disease, as his death certificate indicates. The 
review is part of an investigation of Memphis medical 
examiner Jerry Francisco that was requested by a mem-
ber of the Shelby County Commission. Francisco ruled 
that Presley died of heart disease, but there has been 
speculation that Presley died at age 42 because of his 
longtime use of prescriPtion drugs.

Human League and Heaven 17 "Some of our earlier 
albums were a bit erratic," says Andy Bell "This one 
seems more settled. Before, there was a bit of a fight 
between the vocals and the music.

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The Musicians Assistance Program plans two benefit albums to help its efforts to pro-
vide support for musicians with drug or alcohol problems.

George Michael has lost his British legal effort to extricate himself from his record-
ing contract (with Sony Corporation), but he says he will appeal the High Court deci-
sion. The court ruled Michael is bound by the contract he signed in 1988. which com-
mits him to six more albums or until the year 2003. Michael had contended that the 
contract is "effectively professional slavery" "When I was 18 years old I entered into a 
recording contract with CBS Records," Michael said after the decision. 'At 30 years 
old, my contract still has ten years to run. Even though I both created and paid for my 
work, I will never own it or have any rights over it. I have no right to resign. Effectively, 
you sign a piece of paper at the beginning of your career, and you're expected to live 
with that decision, good or bad, for the rest of your professional life." In a 270-page 
decision that followed a six-month trial, High Court Judge Jonathan Parker ruled that 
Michael's $12 million contract was "reasonable and fair." Michael has said in the past 
that he will never again record for Sony. Producer Pete Waterman praised the deci-
sion. "We have now proved that contracts that we have are worth the paper they are 
written on," he said Waterman said if Michael had won, "it would have meant that no 
paper, no contract would have ever been legal." Waterman called it "absolute non-
sense" for Michael to suggest that his contract was untenable. "George Michael, if he 
didn't want to do it, doesn't do it. If he doesn't want to record now, he is not going to 
record I doubt whether Sony will now stall a claim against him for breach of contract." 
"We have great respect for George Michael and his artistry, and look forward to contin-
uing our relationship with him." Michaels' label said in a statement By losing the 
decision, Michael could be forced to pay the over $4.5 million in attorneys' fees for the 
case. Michael contended that the label killed his 1990 album 'Listen Without 
Prejudice" lo teach him a lesson, but the judge ruled there was "no substance" in that 
claim. The court proceedings revealed that Michael's record company made five times 
as much money on his records as he did. For each compact disc sold in Britain. 
Michael received 55 cents, while the label kept $3.65. 

A civil lawsuit has been filed in Philadelphia alleging that Ticketmaster Corporation 
paid kickbacks to concert promoters in return for the exclusive rights to sell tickets to 
their events. The class-action lawsuit represents 100,000 people who paid surcharges 
to the company when they bought tickets. "Ticketmaster has become a powerful entity 
that controls the sale and price of tickets," says attorney Stuart Fiel. "This suit repre-
sents the Davids of the world standing up to the Goâths." The lawsuit was prompted 
by Pearl Jans complaint against Ticketmaster last month. 

Bass player Dean Dinning of Toad The Wet Sprocket says he admires 
REM despite the "changes" in the bands' sound as it became more popular. 
"They're still REM, but they're not the same. Theres' been a conscious change of 
direction there. I still respect them. They've had a great career They burst out with 
pop songs that just gave them the world" While Dinnings' a fan of REM, hes' not 
that enthusiastic about other alternative bands of the past few years. "Heavier 
music will always have a place in my life," he says. "I don't know...this might just 
be a name thing. (Grunge) really just metal but repackaged and with better 
lyrics. The jurys' still out." 

New Jersey band Trixter has finished work on a five-song EP of cover tunes that 
will include the Beadle Boys' "Fight For Your Right To Party," Supertratnp's

George Michael has lost his legal battle to free fuself from his contract with Sony Music 
Li ifulainment. Summing up, the British High Court 
judge Mr. Justice Jonathan Palmer took 13 minutes 
to rule in favor of Sony. Michael had claimed his 
1988 contract with the company had been unfair, 
but Palmer commented that he was, "satisfied that 
the terms of the 1988 agreement are reasonable and 
fair." Michael, 31 on June 25, faces a legal hill esti-
mated at around $4.5 million. After hearing the 
judge's verdict. Michael held a press conference. 
Dressed/na blue pinstripe suit, while shirt and Ray-
Bans, the singer told reporters. "I am shocked and 
extremely disappointed at the judgement. I am con-
vinced that the English legal system will not support 
Mr. Justice Parker's decision or uphold what is 
effectively professional slavery." Michael also com-
mented: "Even though I both created and paid for 
my work, I will never own it or have any rights over 
it. There is no such thing as resignation for an artist 
in the music industry. Effectively you sign a piece 
of paper at the beginning of your career and you are 
expected to live with that decision, good or bad. for 
the rest of your professional life." Michael is 
expected to continue his legal battle via an appeal 
Eventually it is possible Michael may go to the 
highest UK court, the House Of Lords, or even the 
European Court, if decisions continue to go against 
him. Whatever happens, the former Wham! singer 
has vowed he will never record for Sony again. 
Nevertheless, Sony issued a statement which said. "We 
have great respect for George Michael and his artistry 
and look forward to continuing our relationship with 
him." The case had brought a mixed reaction from fig-
ures within the British music industry. Dire Straits 
manager Ed Bicknell said. "It's disappointing for 
George and creative people. I think what's going to 
happen is that in the smoke-filled rooms his people 
will talk to the people of Sony and he will go to another 
company." Producer Pete Waterman said. "It's a great 
day for the music industry. If Michael won, no contract 
would ever have been legal. I think anyone who is 
worth 70 million pounds and claims he is being hard 
done by should look at the rail strike. (Signals staff 
and management are currently in dispute in the UK) A 
spokesperson for Michael has denied rumors the 
singer is currently negotiating with other companies.
