Develo| a fiber-optics network
along the railroad n'gm-of-wag In 1996, the Southern Pacific was
sold to the Union Pacific Railroad for $5.4 billion. Anshutz
retained a 5.4% stake in the combined company. In addition, he
retained the telecomm company and the ﬁber-ggtics network it
was based on along the railroad right-of-way. 1997, this compa-
ny, now called Qwest Communications, was taken public. As a
public company, Anshutz still owns 18%. Now focusing on enter-
tainment: bought stakes in troubled United Artists, Edwards and
Regal theatres comprising 20% of U.S. movie screens. Founded
companies Crusader, Walden Media to develop family-friendly
films and partnered with Kerner Entertainment Co., and also with
20th Century Fox and will market films through Fox Walden.
