Zpm EDT, starting July 1. It replaces The Tennessee Ernie Ford Show in the time spot.
The old Masterson, Reddy and Nelson package comes back, after being off the TV air
since August, 1954, as packaged for NBC by Bride & Groom, Inc. Producer 1s the NBC
staffer, Roger Glmbel, who most recently was on the Tonight show. During its prev-
ious tenure on TV -- it debuted over CBS on Jan 25, 1951 and moved to NBC on Nov 30,
1953, with its last show on Aug 27, 1954 -- it was a 15-minute program, but in its
new version the program will use the first 15 minutes each day for its on camera wed-
ding ceremonies and the second half of the program for a reception for the new bride
and groom, with a roster of "surprise guests" -- friends and relatives -- present,
The m.c. for the current version still has to be named. John Nelson handled the role
